Members of the Novi Planning
Commission listened and learned
about the latest and greatest with
the Novi Expo Center at thetr April 7
meeting.

Blair Bowman, president of Novi
Expo Center, Inc., which operates
the facllity, provided commission-
ers with an update on the center.
The complex, located at the Novi
Road/I-96 interchange, hosts
shows for a variety of exhibitors,
from boats to antiques.

The facillty, which opened in Oc-
tober of 1992, is about to submit a
revised site plan to the city, and In-
cludes parking space Increases,
Many cbservers have expressed
concern over traffic flow and park-
ing avallability at the center during
shows.

Director of Planning James Wahl
began the discussion by reviewing
some of the highlights of the center
project.

"The first thing to note,” Wahl
sald, "because there has been some
confusion in the public arena, Is
that the Novi Expo Center Is not a
city project. It's a private sectorven-
ture. The city has played an assis-
tant role. It's been a long-standing
goal of the city to develop a conven-
tion center in our community.”
Other city departmental officials,
-Wahl .continued,- have - helped to .
move the center from concept to
reallty.

One exampleof that principle, he
said, was city assistance In cbtain-
ing a grant for the entryway road to
the complex, which was completed
last fafl.

Filing for the $500,000 grant,
Wahl explained, was made possible
by the Motorsports Museum and
Hall of Fame. Located on the site,
the hallis a tourist venture and “did
bring jobs and economic develop-
ment to the community.”

An ad hoc commiitee which in-
cludes center and city officlals
meets regularly to discuss matters
relating to the complex, Wahl
added.

One of the most visible concerns
in the minds of many fs the trafflc
congestion that a couple of shows
have produced. Wahl sald that

. some of the problems only occurred

once, and would not be repeated.

“We're on a learning curve here,”
Wahl said. “We're in a new [acility
here, and there's nothing lke it in
state of Michigan,”

Consequently, he continued, un-
anlcipated problems — lke traffic
logjams — sometlmes popped up.
The upside of the situationwas that
city center oflicials learned from
them and could avoid them tn the
future,

Among the measures being ta-
ken to address the traffic situation,
Wahl sald, was a grant application
for a traffic study, keeping the cen-
ter area's trafic signal system up-
to-date, and completion of the ring
road from Expo Center Drive to
Grand River Avenue.

The grant application the city
filed for that project was turned
down in late February, Wahl noted,
but added that “we're continuing to
work on that issue”

The question of parking space
avallabllity for the center was also
the object of attentlon, the planning
director sald, If the new site plan is
approved, Wahl sald, once the pav-
ing of the center's parking areas are
complete, its capacity will jump
from some 1,400 spaces now to
1,980 on-site spaces.

Bowman Iindicated later that
center officials were continuing to
explore other off-site parking alter-
naiives, especially the conlinued
use or expansion of a shuttle
service,

Center officlals, Wahl said “are
trying to make this facility function
effectively and I think they've done
an excellent job."

School bulldings are, however, re-
quired to comply with local wood-
lands and wetlands ordinances.

School officials said that fact— as
well as adesire to be a good neighbor
1o Novl — was the reason they were
secking the cily woodlands permit,
which Is granted by the commission.

The addition will consist two class-
rooms built onto the souih wing of
the facility, and creating a new play
areanear the addition. Some 12 trees
will be displaced in the process.

The matter has come before the
commission in previous meetings,
but {t was tabled while planning staf-
fers looked Into some questions and
concerns conumissioners and city re-
sidents raised.

Several resldents who live near the
school have addressed commisslon-
ersat meetings orin letters to express

thelr opposition to granting the
permit,

The district hasn't shown much
concern for those who live near the
Hickory Woods site, those residents
say. They claim that, among other
things, the distriet has:

A school official at an earller meet-
fng told commissioners that wasn't
the case, The district has made every
effort to be fair to those living near
Hickory Woods, Director of Gpera-
tlons Charles Kissaw sald. Some
problems were unforeseen ones, he
added, and all have been addressed
as best as the situation allowed.

The school district has taken care
of a number of problems that existed
on the site, Woodlands Speclalist
Linda Lemke told commissionersin a
report on the subject, including a mi-
nor woeodlands violation last year.

Lemke sald that she had also
asked schoul officials to install fenc-
ing around the construction area
during the building phase to protect
nearby vegetation,

Debbie Meyer, who ltves next to
the school, told the commission that
the buffer trees will now be planted
near her yard, She thanked the com-
missfon for investigating residents’
concerns and for delaying granting
the permit.

Flooding problems and the fence/
boundary line are still unresolved
issues, Meyer added.

Another nearby resident, Barbara

Changass, sald her severe flooding

problem stil! exists, and asked the
commission to refuse the school's re-
quest for a permit.

Changass has retained an attor-
ney in her battle with Walled Lake
schools over the Hickory Woods
issue, and has asked commissioners
in the past to refuse the permit. The
commission —thenand at the April 7
meeting —said that thelrs wasn’t the
proper body to decide the matter,

One minor concemn was the prop-
osed play area.

Commissioner Laura Lorenzo
asked Larson if there was any other
place on school grounds that the play
area could go, and so save the trees it
would displace,

Space on thesite Is limited, Larson
told the commission, and school offi-
cials sald that they wanted the play
area close to thenewaddition toallow
for better supervision of children.

“It's either [going to go in} wetlands
or woodlands,” sald Woodtands Spe-
clalist Linda Lemke in response to
the question. “That's all that's left on
the site.”

Given that cholce, Larson said, of-
ficials had decided 1t would be best to
encroach on the woodlands.

The district will have to give the
clty a flnanclal guarantee for trees to
be removed or relocated during the
building process, both for the play
arca and the classrooms, Lemke
added.

Lorenzo alsc questioned if the pea
gravel that was to be laid over the play
area would damage nearby vegeta-
tion. After some discussion, Lemke

Clayton Environmental gets nod for storage tank

The folks at one local laboratory
are saying “tanks” to the Novi.Flan-

ning Commission..

Commissioners at their April 7
meeting approved of Clayton Envir-
onmental Consultants' plan tofnstall
anew chemical storage tank on thelr
property.

The Clayton facility is located on
Roethel drive, whichls off of Nirie Mile
Road between Novl and Meadow-
brook moads. Holly Henson, repre-
senting the firm at the April 7 meet-

ing, described the new tank's instal-
latlon as “a cost-cutting measure.”

The tank request meant that com-
missioners would have to approve

the site plan for the prop- |

. The ‘did so unanimously,
gﬁyng preljxwiary site plan dpproval;
ilnal site plan approval can now be g -
ven by city planning staff, and 1s ex-
pected very soon.

The Clayton proposal called for re-
placing an existing chemclal storage
tankwith alarger one. Theold tank Is
some 500 gallons in size; the new
tank Is 3,000. It will store liquid
nitrogen.

A 10-foot by 10-foot concrete pad
will be Installed first, Planning Coni-
sultant Brandon Rogers told com-
misstoners in his report on the sub-
ect. The new tank will sit on the pad,
enclosed by an eight-foot high' cy-
clene fence and strong gales, he
added. The fence will include cedar or
plastic slats, Henson said, to screen
the tank. The entire structure will be
placed on the same spot where the
current tank now sits.

Clayton Environmental sits on a
two-acre site, Rogers said. The tank
and enclosure would be located at
the rear of the bullding itsell. The

structure would not disturb any ex-
isting parking on the site, landscap-
ing or environmentally sensitive
areas, he said, and meets all required
setback and height requirements.

.Given city ordinance aid the tyfie
of chemieal to be slored in the tank,
Rogers added, the structure doesp’t
require secondary containment mea-
sure. As liquid nitrogen doesn’t pre-
senta hazard, he continued, thelank
does not have to remain under a
600-gallon maximum size require-
ment. Rogers recommended ap-
proval of the entire plan.

City engineers at JCK & Assocl-
ates approved the plan’s design as
well; the Novi Fire Department ap-
proved of the plan, contingent on
Clayton's providing an updated ha-
zardous chemical survey at the time
of thé-linics installation. The site is
located on the same street as Novi's
Fire Station No. 3.

The new survey was ordered, Ro-
gers said, because of the significantly
larger amount of liquid nitrogen the
new tank would hold.

Commissioner Richard Clark
asked what the possibilities were if

something happened to a train using
the railroad tracks that run immedi-
ately behind the facility.

Specifically, Clark asked what
would occur If a car chemi-
cals were to derall and hit the tank,

"What would probably happen is
that the liquid nitrogen would stabil-
ize,” sald Clayton Environmental
chemist Darryl Stranberg. “There
wouldn't be an explosion {of the
nitrogen).”

The chemist explained that nitro-
gen s inert and not an explostve.

“The air we're breathing now is 80

percent nitrogen,” he added.

As We See it

If a it's a public waterway, the
public has aright to use it. It's just like a
road. You can't have a public road and
prevent anyone from driving on it.

There is one major difference . . .
besides the obvious, That difference is
that when a public roadway gets too po-
pular, so popular that it becomes over-
crowded and congested, the road can be
expanded. Additional lanes can be
added. It can be reconstructed into a
boulevard, Surrounding roads can be
bulilt up to carry some of excess traffic.
Lakes and rivers can't be enlarged or
augmented [n the same way.

That difference is what makes the
issue of lake access sotricky. Aweek ago,
the Novi City Council voted to adopt a re-
solution opposing the state Department
of Natural Resources stated goal of ob-
taining land on some 30 lakes in Oak-
land County, including Walled Lake, for
public access.

Keep in mind that when the DNR
talks of public access, they mean boat
launching facilities.

The resolution was adopted as a
part of the consent agenda in a 7-0 vote,
without debate. The resolution gave a
long list of reasons for the council's op-
position to boating access on Walled
Lake: that the surrounding area's road
network Is substandard and. overbur-
dened; that the area in which a boat
launch would likely go is especially en-
vironmentally sensitive; that land costs
in this area would be the highest in Oak-
land County, and that the site would
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Generally, we agree. All the reasons
cited make sense and were important to
peoint out to the state DNR and state

legislature,

But one concern was not
addressed, and it is at the very core of

why the DNR says it wants to provide
public access to Oakland County lakes,

“Putyour money where your mouth
is.”

Three people in Novi are doing just
that, or at least as close to it as they can.
The three are LuAnne Kozma, Kathy
Mutch and Tim Pope. Together the three
have formed the new group, “Preserva-
tion Novi," and they'll be working to raise
the land and money needed to salvage
the old Novi Methodist Church, pre-

. sently located on the southwest corner of
Novi Road and Grand River.

The group hasjust recently filed in-
corporation papers with the state for
fon-profit status. And while their overall
mission is to raise the funds needed to
educate and encourage Novi residents to
preserve their historical buildings, the
first task will be the saving of the old
church,

Lake access is a tough
tough issue for city

Government
That 1s that Walled Lake, for all the pri-
vate land ownership around it, remains

a publicwaterway. Unless there is public
access, the general public cannot use it.

While we would argue vehemently
for access to public waterways, we also
recognize the difficulties unrestricted
access would cause in terms of boat
traffic and overcrowding on the lake it-
sel. Michigan has one of the highest
numbers of boats per capita in the na-
tion, And of course, the factories are
turning out more boats all the time, Yet,
as we pointed out, they're not building
any more lakes.

DNR action that would open up al-
ready crowded lakes to more boat usage,
which would be creating, or at least con-
tributing to, a severe safety problem.

Now, we still think the public ought
to have some access to Walled Lake, at
least for swimming, It already does have
some access, through city owned
beaches at Novi's Lakeshore Park and at
Walled Lake's Mercer beach. Still, were
the DNR to decide that a state-owned
swimming site was needed there, we'd
probably have to agree. And residents of
lt)hegr area would probably have togrin and
; it- e & d )
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Boat launch facilities should not be
considered, however, Ifthe DNRwantsto
provide more boat launches, it should be
looking out-state, away from the metro-
politan area, where lakes are not already
crowded by the use of residents alone.

Otherwise, it will be contributing to
a hazardous situation. And we think
state money can be better spent.

Credit to Preservation Novi

Kozma and Mutch, who are part of
the eity's historie district study commit-
tee, sought a moratorium on the demoli-
tion of the building late last year when it
became apparent current owner George
Keros intended to take the building
down to put up a new development at
that site. Not that anyone can blame
him,; it is a prime business location. Stili,
city council recently extended that mor-
atorium for another six months.

It is perhaps easy to say someone
can’t do something, Coming up with the
solution is the harder part. So recently,
Kozma, Mutch and Pope took on the job
of finding a site for the buliiding and rais-
ing the $20,000 needed to have it moved
there.

They deserve credit for thelr efforts.
And they deserve the support of the city
and it residents in their work to save the
bullding from the wrecker’s bulldozer.

AsIsaid, there
was no way of telling the professions of those who re-
sponded unless they told us, But I'spottedletters from sev-
eral individuals who I knew were teachers, including a for-
mer president of the Novi Education Assoclation.

Needless to say, those letters strongly supported higher

wages for teachers,
One Individual, a teacher, wrote that “most individuals

in business and industrywith comparable levels of educa-
tion and experience earn incomes that far exceed those of
teachers.”

Another individual, I don't know what they did fora liv-
ing, wrote that teacher salaries are out of line with the prl-

vale sector.

My other point of reference is the salary of my wife, a
public sector employee. She 1s associate director of the So-
clal Services Department at Northville Reglonal Psy-
chiatric Hospital, She has worked for the state for almost
25years. Andshemakeslessthana teacher with 10 years'
experience.

And] also know that MSW's who work for the state gen-
erally make more than they could make in the private
sector.

1 also know the median householdincome in Noviis just
under $50,000 and the median househeld income In
Northville is just over $50,000.

“Two more facts: If you have a combined household in-
come of $75,000your income s in the top 10 percent in the
country; if it’s $100,000 you're in the top 4 percent of the
country.

When I put all these things together, 1 am convinced
more than ever that teachers are very well paid. The prob-
lem, I suspect, Isthat they have noidea what private sector
pay is and do not appreciate how well compensated they
really are. '

quent, typically involving transport-
ing a patlent brought to Providence
for emergency care to another (acll-
ity. In the 10 months since the Provi-
dence site has been open, he sald,
only three emergency helicopier
landings have taken place — with no
proper landing site.

Juan Zapata, of the Michigan Bu-
reau of Aeronautics, which serves the
Aviatlon Commission, sald in a letter
to Burwinkle that the state does not
now license hospital heliports, and
50 his agency gave preliminary ap-
proval of the plan.

State and federal regulations re-
quire that the helipad wili not inter-
fere will any public air facllity within
five mitles. The only one within that
space — Spencer Fleld, located in the
city of Wixom — doesn't appear to be
a problem, Zapata sald. Spencer
Field is four milles away to the north-
west, and Mettetal Alrport in Canton
is some eight miles to the south.

Arepresentative of the FAA agreed
with Zapata.

Michael Sarigianl said lnaletter to
Burwinkle that his agency gave ten-
tattve approval of the plan. A rep-

" resentative of the FAA’s Detroft office
will have to inspect the slte and re-
view the plan before the agency will
grant fAnal approval, Sariglan! said.
That inspection will likely take place
soon.

No refueling of helicopters will
take place on the Providence site,
Burwinkle told commissioners, The
helipad will take about twomonths to
build, he estimated.

The landing area, Rogers sald, is
slated to be 52 feet in diameter, sur-
rounded by a three-foot steel fence,
The perimeter of the landing area s
58 fee! from the hospital at Its closest
point, he added, and that “there
would be no disruption of existing
parking lots or access drives.”

Rogers and all other city planning
consultants recommended approval
of theland use permit and the revised
site plan for the Providence facility.

Gary Streight, of the city's engi-
neering consultant firmJCK & Asso-
clates, sald that center officlals
should watch out for one thing. An
18-Inch storm sewer runs directly
undemeath the proposed helipad
site, he sald, and construction
should ensure that the pad — or
landing helicopters — don’t put too
much welght on it.

One resident who lives near the
Providence site asked about the flight
corridors for the helipad, expressing
concemn {f they were to fly over resi-
dential areas located to the south of
the hospital.

Burwinkle explained that the heli-
copter flight would come In and leave
from the north, and would not fly in
from the south.

The matter now moves on to the
city council, If it approves the speclal
land use permit and the revised site
plan, the final go-ahead will be given
by clty planning consultants, They
will give the green light when the Pro-
vidence plan receives final approval
from the state and FAA,

Planners may ‘remap’ the city

Members of the Novi Flanning
Commission mapped out a plan for
revising the clly's maps April 7.

The plan Is unlikely to actually
take place, however, because com-
missioners consider it too expensive.

The commission asked Planning
Consultant Brandon Rogers to as-
sesswhat it wotild take to expand of-
ficlal city planning maps. Specifi-
cally, they wanted to see what would
be involved [n extending the maps’
borders one half-mile beyond city
limits into each of the 10 communi-
tles that border Novi,

The purpose of the maps would be
to assist planners in deciding about
land use planning, zoning, trafilc and
environmental issues In areas near
other communitles.

The city's decision about how to
zone an area of land next to the
Wixom city ilmits, for example, might
be influenced by how Lhat city has
zoned the land siiting next to the plot
in question.

“The intent is to better relate city
characteristics and plans to perime-
ter communities’ features.” Rogers
sald In his report on the subject.

Toaccormplishall that Is abig task,
Rogers noted. Clty planners would
need data from 10 surrounding com-
munlties, Rogers said, four inWayne
County and six in Qakland County,
all within one half-mile of the city im-
its. Their information would be

necessary in expanding the map
boundaries for Nowi.

The ten communities include the
city of Northville, Northville Town-
ship, Farmington Hills, Lyon Town-
ship, Wboom, Walled Lake, West
Bloomfileld, Livonia, Commerce
Township and Salem Township.

Northville Township, Livonia,
Salem Townshipand most of the City
of Northville lie in Wayne County; the
other communiiles and the rest of the
city of Northvllle are In Oakland
County.

“There is a pricetag attached o it,
however,” Chalrperson Kathleen
Mclallen noted.

That cost, Rogers estimated,
would total some $9,080, including
labor and materials purchases, and
take four to six months. That amount
made the plan effectively undoable,
commissioners decided,

Rogers also noled that the plan
would mean extra work in the future,
The city would need to keep up to
date on zoning changes in other com-
munities {f Novl pursued the map
change.

*If you're golny to use that as aba-
sis for deciston-making" agreed
Traffic Consultant Rodney Arroyo,
“you're going to have to have a seri-
ous commitmentto keep it up todate,
and that can Involve constant track-
Ing of all the changes in all those
communities.”

To Include the new half-mile per-
Imeter, Rogers indicated a work prog-
ram to follow. Planners would have to

gel the 10 communitles' base maps,
zoning, master plan and land use
maps. Map scales would then be
standardized. The actual drafting of
the areas, grafled on the present city
maps, would be next, Rogers ind{-
cated, and then planners could add

. the various types of data.

“It should be remembered,” Rogers
cautioned, "that each community
has different categories for land use
planning and zoning districts which
would likely require separate legends
or standardization to a common
legend.”

Another factor to consider, Rogers
sald, was that the readabllity of the
maps might be affected.

“You might lose a little leglbility,”
he sald.

At present, Rogers Indicated, city
maps with a one-lnch-equals-
800-feet scale are reproduceableona
standard 42-inch-wide map. That
width is the maxdirmum allowable for
“black line reproduction,” which is
the best for maps, Rogers opined.

Accommodating an additional
half-mile perimeter arcund the city,
he continued, would add about 15.5
square miles to the map.

That would require reducing the
scale from one inch for every BOG feet
to one for every 1,000. The geo-
graphic area the maps would cover
would Increase from 31.9 square
miles (the city’s size) to 47 square
miles. Some loss in legibility of street
names and related graphics might
occur, Rogers indicated.

Rogers said that the city might
want to consider merely producing
display maps for use at meetings, not
a general publishing and printing.

“You can have overlays on thebase
map,” he sald. “Adfacent zoning
master plan recommendations, na-
tural resources, overlap of wood-
lands and wetlands — there’s an infi-
nite variety of data you can choose.”

Director of Planning James Wahl
suggested officlals consider a
cheaper alternative than the map ex-
pansion. He proposed to buy public
copies of surrounding communities’
zoning maps, mount them as is done
with Nevl zoning maps, and display
them at meetings {o answer any po-
tential questions, The expense would
be “ust a few dollars,” he said.

The $9,000 cost for the map ex-
pansion was a great concemn to the
commission, mernbers said. The cost
effectively killed the idea, given the
city's tght financial situatlon.

“We can put this In the hopper if
everyone feels [t's important,” Mclal-
len sald, “or i{f money becomes
available.”

Commissioners did not request to
do so, instead asking city planning
staflers to consider other alternatives
presented during the discussion.

The City Councli will discuss the
commission's budget for the next fls-
cal year on April 19. It will likely be in
the neighborhood of $122,000, the
commissjon's recommendation to
the council,

It's a good
morning when
it starts out
with pancakes

Pancakes are one of the few things my father
didn't mess up when he cooked Sunday break-
fast. Our dog Daisy liked it when dad cooked
too, because whenever he made a mistake, she
was standing by to eat the evidence.

Kids of all ages love pancakes. They're quick.
eagy, and with a few creative touches, are per-
fect for a casual or late dinner.

in her newly published cookbook “Pancakes
and Wallles,” (HarperCollins; Feb. 26, 1993
$12,50/hardcover) Elizabeth Alston explains
new ways to make these family favorites, Mak-
ing pancakes from scratch isn't much harder
than adding eggs and milk to a mix. All it
takes is a little extra planning and organization.

Alston, food editor of Woman's Day and au-
thor of "Muflins, Blscuits and Scones,” "Break-
fast with Friends,” and “Tea Breads and Coffee-
cakes,” shares a generous baker's dozen of re-
cipes for breakfast cakes (with both food-
processor and by-hand directons).

She also flips a batch of good ideas off the
griddie for light meals Including Polenta Pan-
cake with Greens and Ham; Vermont Baked
Cheddar and Apple Pancake, and Carrot and
Sweet Potato Pancakes.

In the introduction, Alston shares helpful ups
for making and storing pancakes, waffles and
crepes. Here's one for cooks with very little
time — “Most pancakes and waflles freeze
beauttfully and it's great to have a supply on
hand. Freeze them with pleces of wax paper be-
tween so you can easlly remove as many as
you need. Store In an airtight container or zip-
closure plastic bag. Reheat pancakes on a coo-
kie sheet, waflles directly on the oven rack {or
cooling rack)} for 5 to 6 minutes at 200 degrees
F. There's no need to defrost them first.”

A chapter is also devoted to syrups, sauces
and topplngs that will make your pancakes and
waflli%:pct:a‘speplal. Here's ‘a recipe from the

" SUPER SIMPLE BAKED PANCAKE

e oy

2 large eggs

% cup milk

% cup all-purpose flour

“ teaspoon salt

Few grains of ground nutmeg

1 tablespoon mild olive or vegetable oil (olive
ofl tastes best here)

Equipment: An ovenproof skillet 9 to 10 in-
ches across the bottom, or a 9-inch glass or
metal pie pan or an 11- by 7-inch baking dish.

Heat the oven to 450 degrees F,

Food processor or blender method: Process
the eggs, milk, flour, salt and nutmeg to make
smooth batter.

By hand: Put the eggs and milk into a
medium-sized bowl. Beat with a wire whisk or
electric mixer to blend well. Beat in the flour,
salt, and nutmeg. If tiny lumps of flour remain
vialble, it's no problem.

Heat the oll in the skillet, ple pan or baking
dish in the oven for 5 minutes. When very hot,
pour in the batter.

Bake uncovered 18 to 20 minutes without
opening the oven door, until the pancake is
puffed and crisp around the edges and golden
brown in the middle. Cut in wedges to serve.
Makes 1 large pancake, enough for 2 to 4 por-
tions, Serve with syrup or [fruit.

Tip: It's important that the oven be hot
enough so the pancake develops high, crisp
edges with a popover-like middle.

| Chef Mary Brady
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Shellfish
found in a
multitude
of waters

Right now we're In the height of the oys-
ter season, when cold waters in the North-
em Hemisphere growing reglons mean
that the shellfish are at their peak and
that the hazards of bacterial contamina-
tion, unfortunately a chronic problem
with seafood, particularly when con-
sumed raw, s least likely.

Although the Paclfic Coast does have
its particular varieties, these have long
since been depleted so that almost all the
oysters grown from there are culttvated.
The oposite is true on the East and Gulf
coasts, where most oysters are taken in
the wild.

Many people feel more secure about
eating cultivated oysters, because the
farms can be kept under closer supervi-
sion by heaith authorities. Like all shell-
fish, oysters fllter food from the environ-
ment, Where the creatures are kept cor-
aled, 50 to speak, conditons can be
closely monitored.

Another reason for avolding oysters in
the warmer months is that the creatures
are less deslrable from a gustatory
viewpolnt, Fine oysters often are de-
scribed as "fat,” a trait noted by those two
most famous oyster-fanciers of iterature,
Louis Carroll's Walrus and Carperter.

The fat is glycogen, Jeff Danlels, presi-
dent of the Seattle-based Marinell{ Shelf-
fish Co., explalned.

“This is what gives aysters their sweet
flavor,” he said. “In the summer, their ef-
fort tums from producing glycogen .to
making gametes. They turn antin
the early fall, they ‘spawn oul’ and the
meat becomes translucent. Then they be-
gin to eat and grow fat again.”

Fat, however, is a relative term. Even
oysiers in thelr prime are Jean as most
fiesh foods go, 4 to 5 percent {at by calo-
ries. As an extra bonus, you might find a
pearl inside an oyster served to you. Ifyou
do, it belongs toyou, but it won't be of gem
quality. Fine pearls are produced by cer-
tain species of tropical oysters and fresh-
water mussels.

The same rule does not apply at all In
the Southern Hemisphere, where the sea-
sons are reversed with resepct to the
Northern Hemisphere. During North
America’s off-season, Marinelli imports
aysters fromsuch sities as the Cormandel
Bay, New Zealand, and Chiloe Island,
Chile as well as from some very cold loca-
tions in the Canadian Maritime
Providences.

Even the most avid contemporary con-
sumer of oysters must look like some-
thing of a piker compared to our great-
grandparents. Toward the end of the 19th
century, oysters were a staple in the great
citles of the Eastern Seaboard and the
Gulf Coast. |

In New York, customers needn't have
bothered to go into the town’s many oyster
bars; people ate aysters from pushearts in
the street, In this era, the typical Ameri-
can put away some 600 oysters per year,
an astonishing gure when you consider
that average factors In rural residents
who presumably rarely saw seafood,
Those were the days when a few dozen of
the bivalves counted as a light appetizer.

Pollution and excessive exploitation
put an end to that, but what the oyster
has lost in familiarity, it has gained in ele-

gance. Today, many upscale restaurants
offer oysters on the half-shell, and some
keep a selection on hand.

Such establishments present an op-
portunity to try the astonishing range of
flavors to be found.

"Tm still running across people who
did't know that there 1s more than one
kind of oyster,” Dantels said.

In fact, there are several species, and
with wine grapes, the speciflc place of ori-
gin has much to do with the taste. A dis-
tance of a few hundred yards from one
oyster bed to another can make a sub-
stantial difference,

As a case in point, a pestilence wiped
out much of the famous variety grown ar-
ound Marennes, France. These were re-
placed by a type from Canada, but con-
noiseurs sajd the taste was much the

same as the originals.

Fortrue oyster faniejers, the less prepa-
ration, the better, Most oysters are con-
sumed on the half shell, raw. Yes, they're
alive,

In this country, a plate of raw aysters
typically is accompanied by slices of le-
mon {so far, so good), hot-pepper sauce
and a tomato-based cocktail sauce thatin
many cases is little else than ketchup.

They arrange matters better in France.
Throughout that country, you see re-
staurants offering oyster tastings, degus-
tation de huitres, which does not mean
*The oysters are disgusting.” The typical
accompaniment would be lemon, a loaf of
light brown bread, unsalted butter and, of
course, a crisp white wine, a Muscdet,
say, or perhaps a Graves. At most, the
kitchen might add a Sauce Mignonette,

In England, another oyster-eatlng

country, the requirements are much the
same. ,
“A loaf of bread” the Walrus sald, /“is
what we chiefly need, Pepper and vinegar
besides/are very good indeed.”

In the South of France, another oyster-
ealing custorn pertains — cold oysters on
the half shell with hot grilled sausages.
Serve this with plenty of crusty bread and
salad to follow. The combination illus-
trates the interesting affinity of oysters
and meat, a fact exploited in this country
by their frequent use in poultry stulfings.

Then there’s the curious story related
by the great American writer H.L. Menc-
ken. AtaNew York restaurant in the early
*20s, he played host to the eccentric Lord
Dunsany, once noted for his tales of the
macabre. Dunsany sald he had always

So, we decided to “do lunch”
and picked an oceanfront bar named
Woody's. Our cholce was no accident as
my brother Bud was staying in some con-
dos next to this place and had been raving
about it for days.

Close your eyes and picture a neat little
bar that has roll down awnings for walls, fs
right on theIntercoastal Waterway, 50 feet
from the ocean and surrounded by sun
and the fresh smell of salt water. That's
Woody’s.

And the food wasn't bad either. Smoked
Amber Jack fritters, a grouper sandwich
and dream of dreams, chareoal grilled hot
dogs. An on-the-verge of burnt dog burst-
ing from its skin. I'm not an advocate of hot

dogs, being somewhat aware of what goes
into the mix. But, I saw one go by and just
couldn’t resist. .

It brought back memories of a place
called Ted's in Buffalo. Ted's is a fast food
hot dog jolnt that cooks everything but the
fries on a grill fueled with charcoal. Some
poor soul actually has the job of stoking
and refilling these grills fora living. All day,
everyday. Hot work. Anyway, 1 had to geta
dog and enjoyed it thoroughly.

The waltresseswere dressed casually In
running shorts and tee shirts with the
Woody's logo. The service was way above
any that we had recetved tothat polnt. Qur
waitress was on the ball getting us what-
ever needed in a timely fashion.

Speaking generally, the servers in Flor-
ida are very laid back. There i3 no sense of

urgency. None, Zero. ZIp. Poor service was
the norm, maybe because of the transient
nature of the clientele.

Granted it shouldn't matter. I think the
why-bother-because-I'll-never-see-you
again syndrome prevalls. Also, people
tend to tip more when on vacation due to
the joviality of the moment. In one restaur-
ant a 15 percent gratuity was automati-
cally added to the bill.

These are the among the oyster
varietles that you're apt to find this
time of year. All are cultivated:

Belon: The most famous Euro-
pean ¢yster, grown in a number of lo-
catons [rom Humboldt Bay in Cali-
fornia to Fanny Bay in British Col-
umbia. Very firm texture, slightly
salty, distinctive metallic aftertaste;
strong In flavor.

Chincoteague: Virginia offshore
waters. Prized salty flavor,

Dabob Bay: Northern Puget
Sound, Wash. Small, delicate, frulty
flavor. Samish Bay is similar.

Denman Island: British Colum-
bia. Delicate flavor some liken to
watermelon, fairly salty, tender,

Eagle Creek: Near the Hood
Canal, Wash. Crunchy texture,
sweet, falrly salty.

Fanny Bay: British Columbia,
Ralsed from the same seed as Portu-
guese oyster, popular in Europe,
Very salty, plump, cucumber
aflertaste

Goose Point: Willipa Bay, Wash.
Ample fresh water makes for mild
Davor.

Hama Hama: The Hood Canal reg-

jon of Washington. An intertidal oys-
ter, dellcate, mild, with a fruity afler-
taste. Jorstead and Skomish are
similar,

Hog Island: Tomales Bay, Callf.
Plump, salty, smoky-sweet.

Indian Ialand: Northern Puget
Sound, Wash. Plump, salty, sweet,

Kumamoto: Originally from
Kyushu, Japan, now grown in North-
ern California through Washington,
Rich, buttery slightly salty.

Clarifled butter is recommended
for cooking at high temperatures be-
cause the milk solids have been re-
moved, and the butter does not bum
as easlly. To clarify butter, melt un-
salted butter slowly, skimming off
any foam that formg. then skim the
clear butter off the top.
