The case Is being resolved. 11 Will not go 
to trial. Tllere has not tieen any settlement 
put in lhe record yet. We're hoping It's very 
soon, Witliin the next two Weeks," Mary Pat 
Rosen, an attorney for lhe parents. Francis 
and ['amela Scl1neider, said May 6. 

ln July 199 l, Brett, Ihen 6years old, suf­

fered bums over 50 percent of his body 
when he somehow came Into contact Wilh a 
downed 13.200-volt electrical Wire at lhe 
park. The line was one of many felled 
tliroughout metro Detroit in What was later 
called the thunderstorm of the centuiy. 

Attorneys for Novi's insurance carrier. 
Municipal l^sk Management Aulhorlly, ale 
conducting the defense. Back in 1991, city 
attomey David Fried said Novi hoped to 
settle the case out of court but that the 
Schneiders' lawyers Would not agree to it. 

The parents entered into the lawsuit in 
Noveml:ier 1991 seeking over Si0.000 in 
damages for medical expenses and for the 
lifelong physical, fnental and emotional in­

juries lo Brett, as Well as for their oWn men­
tal anguish. A July trial was requested. 

The little boy hovered In crlUcal condi­
tion for several days and underwent an ex­
tensive series of painful skin grafts tiefore 
starting Ilrst grade that fall. 

The suit charges that NoVl endangered 
the public safety by opening Lakeshore 
Park when tl1e wire was arcing and spark­
ing, that IDetroll Edison Was negligent in 
mainlaLning the line, that it did not respond 
to the city's call for service and that It failed 
to advise the city on means to protect clU­
zens from the Lne.

Vis and parks supervisor Jack LeWls Were 
indlvldually named In the laWsidt. as Were 
Fire CliiefArthiu- Lenaghan and flreflghter 
Capt. Den11is Tarrant. 

The Sclmeiders" lawyers contend that 
Ixilagllan and Tarrant Were negligent in 
not guarding the downed wire, one of sev­
eral In the city. The Are department had or­
dered the park dosed and the gate locked 
but did not place pcrsoimel at the scene. 

F\1rther111ore, the lawsuit cliarges that 
Davis and Lewis Were negligent ln alloWing 
the daycampers to arrive that day Without 
advising their parents that the Une was 
down. Yellow caution tape Was placed by 

city staff around the wire. 
It Was not Imown precisely how the child, 

a recent kindergarten graduate, ca11le lnto 
contact With the Wire but hls doctors said 
Brett probably did not pick lt up. 

Slnce the July 1991 storm and followlng 
an agreement reached With the Michigan 
Public Service Commission, Detroit Edison 
launched a three-year, $236 mllllon prog-
1:am to upgrade services. 

TVee Ulmmlng to clear lines is scheduled 
to conUnue In Novl this month and ln June.

Itwas the fourth ln aseries ofsuch operaUons, 
which began last year afler a letter of Warning 
was Issued to all liquor license holders in theclty. 

Also busted ln the April 30 sting Was the 
Castle Wine Shoppe, located on Beck Road. 

Calls to the Peny locaUons were referred to the 
compan/s headquarters, where calls on Friday 
Were not returned by pressUme. The owner of 

Castle Wine Shoppe could not tie reached for 
comment 

According to Novl police reports, the clerk in 
die Ten Mile Peny location was in training at the 
Ume of the incident 

Novl Police onicer Paul VanPelt and Sgl. Tim 
McNamara, Who Were working undercover, said 
the decoy was In tliat store shortly before l 1:30 
p.m. They watched as the deccy approached the 
counter to purchase a 40-ounce bottle of beer 
and the trainee asked her for ID. 

However, the clerk Who was tral111ng her then 
reportedly told her tliat she JmeW the decoy Was 
old enough and told her to sell her the beer. 

Alter the decoy left the store, VanPelt and 
McNamara left With her, then returned and tick­
eted both of the clerics. 

The Ten Mile Peny locaUon was the third bust 
ofUiat eve11lng. The West Oalcs location Was cited 

at 9:30 p.m. and the Castle Wine Shoppe at 8:15 
p.m. 

The liquor laW er1forcement decoy pracUce 
uses underage volunteers Who attempt to purch­
ase liquor ln party stores or bars wltliln the city 
limits. Undercover ofllcers watch as the license-
holders either pass the test by refusing to sell to 
the minors, or fail by selling alcohol without 
checking IdenUflcatlon. 

The waiters, bartenders or clerks who sell to 
the decoys receive 1nlsdemeanor cltatlor1s that 
require a court appearance, and the owner ofthe 
establishment ls reported to the state liquor 
Control Commlsslon (LCC). The LCC InvesU-
gates the police report and, unless the Violation 
ls successfully appealed, places lt on record and 
may issue a flne to the owner. 

Too many such incidents Wlll lead to revoca-

"The state Senate Thursday 
stripped out $ l mllllon of aid to 
Walled Lake School District and 
$41l,000 to NoVl. 

The money had previously been 
Included as part of a $1.1 billion 
school aldblllthatwould base 1994 
state aid on current-year spending. 

Take tljis money olf, and you 

whltUe away at things people think 
are in Proposal A," warned Sen. Mi-
cliael Bouchard, R-Blnnlngl1a1n, as 
the Se11ate removed liis previously 
approved amend1nent to the bill, an 
a1nendment Wliich pledged money 
for about 20 districts statewide. 

Thls makes it more difficult to 
pass Proposal A." agreed Sen. Jim 
Benyman. D-Adrlan. "Our credibil­
ity is at stake." 

In the House, the ljatUe Was 
briefer, but the outcome Was Uie 
same. Rep. Willis Bullard. R-
Milford. inUxxluced the Boucliard 
a11iendment and saw it go down in 

an uncounted blaze of red (no) 
lights. Bullard's district Includes 
the Novi school dIsUlct and por­
tions of the Walled Lake school 
districts. 

Proposal A ls the elaborate con-
sUtuUoi1al amendment tliat would 
give a cut in school operaUng taxes, 
take 2 cents more in sales taxes and 
guarantee every district $4,800 per 
pupil. Says Engler's campaign liter­
ature: "Eveiy school district will re­
ceive a 3 percent increase." 

"No, they're not," said Benyman. 
"IfWe keep rapping people on the 

knuckles, I'm going to pull off (sup-

port ing Proposal A)," said 
Boucliard. 

The Senate rejected Boucliard's 
amendment on a 21-14 vote. 

VoUng yes Were Jack Faxon, D-
Farmington Hills, whose district ln-
eludes Novl, and David Honigman, 
R-West Bloomfield. 

Sen. Robert Geake, R-Northvllle, 
Voted no.

Avenue. Wlille the Expo Center lias

The Novi Planning Commission 
didn't waste much time In approWng 
the preliminary rerWsed site plan for a 
local waste Uxatment plant's addl­
Uon of a sludge storage tank. 

The approval means that the tank 
installation plan will move forward, 
with construcUon to begin as early as 
August. 

The Walled Lake Wastewater 
Treatment Plant ls owIied by the ci-
Ues of Novl and Walled Lake, but is 
leased and operated by the Oakland 
County Drain Comltilssion. Drain 
Commission represelltatlves Want to 
Install a 2 mlilion-gallon-capaclty 
sludge storage tank on the site, lo­
cated east of West Road, between 
Beck and South Lake roads, in the 
City of Now. 

The comnllsslon tabled the re­
quest at its April 2 l meeting due to a 
lack of complete ir1formatlon on the 
project. It then approved it at its May 

5 meeting. As the original site plan re­
ceived NoW City Council approval, 
the reWsion does ilot haVe to go be­
fore that body. Final site plan ap­
proval can be given by city planning 
consultants. 

County officials said lilat the tai1k 
was needed because the Detroit Wa­
ter and Sewerage Department will no 
longer accept the waste tl1at the plant 
collects. Detroit, county olllcials 
said, is taking all It can now. The tank 
will store collected sludge until the 
waste can be trucked away for use as 
fertilizer for farmlands. 

The plan submitted calls for ad­
ding a 130-foot by 220-foot buried 
concrete sludge storage tank. Plan­
ning Consultant Brandon Rogers 
said in his report on the subject. 

The tank would measure some 
28,860 square feet. A new paved 
driveway and relocating existing 
fencing and landscaping are also 
called for in the plan. 

The expansion of the site in order 
to accommodate the new tank, Ro­

gers said — some 248 feet to the west 
and up to 114 feet to Ule south Will re­
quire approval by the Zoning Board 
of Appeals, liogers said. 

The ZBA will also have to grant a 
permit since the plant doesn't con­
form to normal uses city ordinances 
allow In the R-1 zoned site, he added. 
Further, the body will have to waive a 
required 75-foot setback limit for the 
plant's soutl1 property edge — there 
is only a 57-foot setback now. The 
plant plan is on the ZBA's June 1 
meeting agenda. 

Itogers recommended — and the 
commission agreed to — preliminary 
site plan approval ofthe tank subject 
to ZBA reWew and approval. 

The approval is also conditioned 
on the plan being modined to accom­
modate city consultants' concerns 
about Wetland issues for the site, 
particularly the location of the prop­
erty fencing. The fencing originally 
ran tlu-ough Wetland areas, but 
county clllcials Indicated at the 
meeting that they would relocate 11.

A grant earlier rejected by the Mi­
chigan 1)epartment of Transporta­
tion. Which would extend Expo Drive 
as a ring road reaching to Grand 
River Avenue, Will be scaled back and 
resubmitted Ilils fall. City Manager 
Edward Kriewall said Nov! has a good 
chance of getting the state fiInds. 

At the city's request, the Oakland 
County Road Commission in April 
adjusted the signal timing al the 
Expo Drive, Crescent Boulevard and 
Novi {toad intersection, to ease trafllc 
stack ups on southbound Novi Road. 
Tralllc detectors will be Installed In 
the interseclion pavement tliis sum­
mer and are expected to further ease 
debys. 

The Expo Center management 
hopes to reduce if not entirely delete 

an earlier program in which show-
goers Were shuttled hi from other 
parking lots, including al the Novl 
Town Center and the Novl Civic Cen­
ter.

WlU the Expo Cenlei's exterior, de­
scribed by some as unattractive, he 
beautified. Council Member Joseph 
Toth asked BoWman.

Novi Is scheduled to be a part of that 
program, and ft seems to us It cou ld eas­
ily be used to l ink Novi school board 
meetings to MetroVIslon for cablecast. 

ft seems to us that al l the necessary 
equipment and l ink-ups are In place or 
coming soon to the district. If the FTC Is 
eVen half as good as ft ls ci^acked up to be, 
Novl schools should be able to go on-alr 
VIrtuaUy at the flip of a switch. 

A n d with all those students being 
trained to use al l that fancy high tech 
stuff, the school board should haVe a 
ready-made source of manpower to op­
erate that equipment for the board 
meetings. 

If the school board hasn't s tudied 
the Issue of cablecasting meetings re­
cently, ft should probabty take another 
look. It needn't buy a remote camera set 
up like the city council has. In fact that 
would seem a waste of money. Rather, ft 
shouldjust take the equipment o n hand , 
sign up the people (either through Its 
own classes or those belIIg t ra ined 
through MetroVIslon) needed to r u n the ' 
cameras, and get those meetings on-alr. 

T h i n k about it this way. NoVI voters 
put up the money In a special bond Issue 
to buUd the ITC. Part ofthe sales p i tch for 
that bui ld ing was that not only wou ld a l l 
this fancy communications equipment 
then be made available to students, but 
other residents of the school district 
would beneflt from it too. 

W h a t better way to put taxpayers' 
money to work than usmg the equip­
ment they bought to let them View the 
workings of the school board?

'Novl family discovers sWas-
tllia ln front yard" was tl1e head­
line ln one of the stories on the 
front page of The Novi News last 
Thursday. 

What happened was that 
somebody used a herblcldal 
chcjTilcal to bum a swastika lnto 
the lawn of a Jewish family. 

My first response upon seeing 
the stoiy Was one of depressed 
reslgnatlon. 

"It's flnalfy arrived,' I thought 
to myself. "Hatred, blgotiy, 

etlinlc intimidation—aU those base Instincts wliich occur 
In other communities but seem foreign to Novl and 
NorthvlUe." 

J knew It was cximlng. As the suburbs c»ntlnue to 
spread out and away bom De t ro i t . . . .As Novl and North­
vllle continue to galn reputations as good places to live. . . 
.As progress ln antl-dlscrlrnlnatlon legislation continues to 
dlssohre barrlei^s and people of different colors and reli­
gious orientations start to move ln. It was Just a matter of 
tlme before the hate crimes Which plague other communi­
ties begin to show up ln our own. 

But then I caught myself. I was wrong. 
Hatred and blgotiy are not new in Novl and Northvllle. 

TheyVe been around a long tlme. 
I remember former Novl Police Chief Lee BeGole telling 

me about the Jewish attomey who was driven out ofNovl 
tiecause someone bumed crosses on lils front yard. 

BeGole told me he dlscovered the responsible partles by 
camping out ln a sleeplng hag In the dlt(ih In front ofthe at­
torney's home until the culprits showed up with thefr 
cross one night. 

I remember stories alxiut the prominent Jewish psy-
cJilatrist who wanted to purchase a home in Northvllle, but 

was unable to — a Vlctlm of real estate agents who con­
spired to keep hlm and hls famlly out Of town. 

I remember stories about the now-prominent Irish bu­
sinessman who endured the similar types of dlscrlmlna-
Uon. Back ln the old days, I guess. It was as fashionable to 
dlscrlmlnate against the Irish as It Is Jews and blacks 
today. 

A l l those lncldents go back a good many years — 30 or 
more. 

More i^cently, wlthln the last several years, I have 
heard more stories about discrlminatlon ln our 
communities. 

I haVe heard the adopUve parents of ltorean children re­
late some of the name-calling and other abuses which 
thefr yoiulgsters have to face In school and around town. 

.And I have been at partles where 1 have been absolutely 
stunned at the racist comments and attitudes expressed 
by people who I had previously given a whole lot more 
credit. 

I was wrong. Dlscrlmlnatlon and hatred and blgotry are 
not new to our communltles . . . communities which I 
want fervently to believe are better or more enlightened 
them other commimltles. 

.And that's the rub. 
I truly want to tielleve that these communltles — Novl 

and Northvllle — are better than other places . . . that 
these communlUes are filled with InteUlgent, well-
educated people who understand that blgotry and dlscri-
mlnatlon are more than Just wrong, the/re amoral and 
lmmoral. 

My hope would be that everyone would rededlcate 
themselves to the tlaslc prlnclples of hi lman rights and 
human dlgnlty. Speak up when we hear someone tell a ra­
cist Joke. Teach our klds what's right and wrong. 

Make sure that the way we live our lives Is consistent 
with a dream that our commvmltles can Indeed by some­
place better.

That's When I really came to appreciate them, not for 

what they sald alx)ut the decedent, but perhaps more for 
what they didn't say. When you by to compress the life of 
someone Who's lived 75.85, even 95 years Into three para­
graphs. It tends to raise more questions than answers. 

And such pitzzles. to aJoumallst are more Irreslstable 
than potato clllps. You Just can't leave them alone. 

.Although I always aim for l 00-percent precision ln my 
editing, I take a special lnterest ln the oblts. People, per­
haps those o H people I mentioned earlier, tend to clip 
them for scrapljooks (Hopelhlly they're Just clipping the 
ones of people they know). I^owlng that. I treat each one 
less Illie a news Item and more Illte a keepsake. 

But In the world of keep»akes, you can keepyour Hum-
mels and pressed flowers. None of them are nearly as intri­
guing as oblts. 

For Instance, one particularly prollflc nanogenarian 
listed sometlllng like 62 living decendants In his obltuaiy. 
Formidable, don't you think? How many do you have? 

Some death notices list no spouse. Did the person die 

unma1rted? Or was It Just that they divorced and the lam-
lly didn't care to Include such InformaUon. 

Sometimes spouses die wlthln a short tlme of each 
other. Was lt because of a broken heart that the second 
died so soon after the first? Other times the spouse will live 
25 or 30 years after the first dies. What a long time to be 
alone. Did they enjoy It that way or not? 

Oblts wUl take you to comers of Michigan that. If not ex­
otic, are at least beguiling. Ever been to Grawn? Parker's 
Comers? Harbor Beach? Some of our dead people have 
been. 

Place names that no longer exist turn up Ui the obituar­
ies of some older folk. I'll never forget the frustraUon ofthe 
first tlme 1 tried to look up the correct spelling for a ghost 
town. That's when I discovered there Was actual^ a book 
that listed such places. I think It's called Michigan Place 
Names. It's a lasclnatlng read. 

IRlght ln tills area weVe got some former place names 
that show up In obituaries, even though you can't mall a 
letter there anymore. 

ClarencevUle once Was a town on the Grand I?iver Road, 
roughly where the Botsford Inn slls. It has slnce t)eeli 
swallowed up by development in L.lvonla. Farmlngton Hllls 
and Redford, though a school district of that name soldiers 
on. Nankin Township became Westiand when the city 
fathers decided to lncorporate and name the munlclpallty 
after lts shopping mall. No kidding. It's the only city ln 
America, and perhaps the world, named after a shopping 
mall. 

If reading obits doesn't get you thinking, then you must 
be . . . weU, let's Just say they're Interesting.

Horowitz and landowner Harry

contend, only 88 houses could be 
buUt. 

But Schi11id suggested that the 
conventional plat submitted hy Ha­
varm shows excessively large lots 
and that a different version of a con­
ventional plat would save as much of 
the protected woodlands and wet­
lands as the adjusted lot size option. 
The option is allowed when it Would 
preserve more senslUve lands than 
the conventior1al alternative. 

The mlrlimum lot size in R-2 is 
18,000 square feet. Havarm's con­
ventional plan shows yards as large 
as 32,000 square feet Schmld said. 

The majority oflots in the Havarm 
adjusted lot size subdivision would 
range from 12,000 square feet to 
15,000 square feet.

varm increases the amount of wood­
lands saved from four acî es to 12.6 
acres. All together, 45 acres of sensi­
tive land would be preserved. 

A conventional plan shown by the 
developers woiild only save 33 acres 
of the woodlands and wetlands. The 
adjusted lot size is allowed if more 
than 35 percent of these lands are 
kept intact. 

'If they did a conventional R-2 It 
would save all kinds of woodlands 
and wetlands. They made them (the 
lots) large so it appears there's no 
savings," Sclimld contended. 

"They have to build conventional 
uilless they can meet the require­

ments of lot averaging. 1 subfnlt there 
Would be Very lltUe savings of wood-
lands and wetlands had they not 
made these enormous lots —- and 
they did that on purpose. I would 
guess." 

Planning consultant Brandon Ro­
gers, along with the plarming com­
mission, recommended that the 
council approve the proposed plat.

Wliat could be more fsymlxillc of a lazy 
Sunday brunch tlian a tall stack of flap-
Jacks topped With a big pat of butter and 
diBnched In maple syrup? Or maybe, for 
the more healUi-consclous diner, an oat-
bran version With bananas and chopped 
walnuts. 

We may tlilnk ofhotcakes as a qulntes-
sentlally.American treat, butalmost every 
culture lias its own version. Just alxiut 
every toiBlst who has Vlslted Paris lias 
breakfasted on crepes from a sidewalk 
vendor. (I like mine wlth chocolate). And 
tlilnk of Uie paper-thin crepe-llke pan­
cakes Wrapped around a savoiy moo shoo 
filling in Clilnese culslne. 

EXfeiyone loves the Russlan-style bllnt-
zes and bllnls, and, ofcourse, the Swedish 
dine on thefr own diminutive version of 
the pancake—made In a special cast-lron 
pan. The Dutch have a dense oven-baked 

version, and Uie Danes like theirs tliln 
and UghL 

In Olney, England, there's even an an­
nual pancake-fllpping race that dates 
back to 1445. .According to legend, a 
houseWlfe Was making pancalces and 
heard the church liell ringing, so she 
rushed to chuiich — Wlth sMlet ln liand. 
(The residents of Liberal, Kan., have 
adopted a similar ritual.) 

To Ulls day, the English celebrate 
Shrove Tuesday every Februaiy wlth a 
meal of pancakes. 

"It's acleanlng-out-the-cuplx>ards-for-
sprlng tiling," says one Englsliman. "We 
call Ihem pancakes, but they're really 
more like crepes." 

Pancakes are a spring Uilng on ilils 
side ofthe AUanUc, too. A perfect meal for 
a leisurely breakfast, associated wlth spe­
cial treats for MoUiei's Day and Fathei's 
Day or any momlng you Want to cele­
brate liavlng noUiing more to do Uian 
make a hearty treat. 

True Johnnycake devotees would say, 
hoWever, tliat pancakes are Just right for 
any meal. 

Followlng are some creaUve pancake 
and crepe recipes from Uie Callfomla Cu­
linary Acadeiny'S Breakjasts & Bitmches 
book 

As the editors point out, most ofus tum 
to a store-bought pancake mix to make 
our flapjaclcs, Whlch ls too bad. Pancake 
batter actually ls Very easy to make; you 
even can keep the d^^ l n ^ « i l e n t s mixed 
to liave on liand to speed up the process. 

Start hy using the right utensils. Invest 
ln a quality pancake griddle and season it 
wlth oil, as you Would an omelet pan. 

If crepes, SWedlsh pancakes or bllnls 
will be a regular part ofyoilr brealdast re­
pertoire, consider investing in Special 
pai1s for those, as Well. Crepe pans, for ex­
ample, may look like omelet pans, but 
they liave a flat, weU-deflned bottom and 
flaring sides instead ofthegentle curves of 
an omelet pan. 

A Swedish pancake pan is a cast-iron 
griddle WiUi seven 3-lnch round Wells. 
Wlth this pan. as With a crepe pan or 
griddle, don't wash after using. Instead, 
simply wipe Uie pan clean wlUi a paper 
towel and a lltUe oil. 

The key to cooking really good flapjacks 
ls not using too high a temperature. Cook 
them over a medium heat; die griddle Is 
ready when a few drops of water dance 
across Uie griddle. 

Crepes take a lltUe more slclll, but 
they're not hard to master. Brec1k/asts & 
Brunches oflers these Ups for maldng the 
perfect crepe. 
• Tilt and swlrl the hot crepe pan as you 
add the batter. Use just enou^ to cover 
the bottom Wlth a tliln layer of batter. 
• Tum the crepes When Uie surface 
looks dry and Uie underside is golden 
brown. Use a small spatula to loosen Uie 
crepe, and tum Uiem With your fingers or

He 
has studled cooklng ln Paris and In the 
U.S. and his wlne lists win awards year af­
ter year. 

It was hard to pass up the opportunity 
to spend a day learning from hlm. To give 
you an example of how much he is thought 
of In Detroit, consider the other restaur­
ants that parUclpated: The Golden Mu­
shroom. Pike Street, Tapawlngo, and 
RI.K.'s. These are the people that keep 
things hopping In Michigan, with thefr 
fofxland wlne. Talk alx)ut a great day. . . 

We metatBrady's at 7:30am., which Is 
early, earfy, early for those ofus that don't 
hit the pillow untfl one or two. KrlsU, by far 
the youngest of the group, was poslUve 
that she'd have to sleep on the way We 
wouldn't let her get away with It. 

Promptly at 8:30 the first session be­
gan. Evan soon proved that thls was not 
golng to be a "sleeper" semlnar. Hls enthu-

slasm energy and frlendfy personality set 
the stage. He was able to keep 35 top-
notch restaurateurs golng for elght hours 
and beg for more. 

Theamountoflalowdedge lmparted was 
Incredible. For instance, the properway to 
taste Wlne. IVe always swfrled the glass, 
took a huge sniff, a slurp and declared the 
wlne fiiilty, lntense. sweet, dry or what­
ever. . .most ofthe lnformaUon I so called 
gathered meant nothing. Evan has 
changed that for me. For us. 

Now when I taste a wlne I will look at It's 
brightness and clarity flrst, then swfrl and 
watch the speed at which the Wlne left on 
the sides of the glass retums to the bowL 
Tills is referred to as Uie "legs." The faster 
the wlne runs, the sweeten and the swee­
ter lt ls, usually Uie higher in alcohol 
content 

Then another swlri to take a few quick 
sniffs. TTie nose faUgues in 5-6 seconds, so 

those long pulls are worthless. 

At tllls point, it should be possible to de­
termine different aromas. Blackberry, 
Jam, licorice, mint, earth, mushrooms and 
sausage arejust a handful ofthe smells of 
the wines We sampled. 

By this Ume, after pracUce, lt is veiy 
fxjsslble to determine the type of wlne and 
Its origln. And then the taste. Is It sweet, 
acid or bitter? How do you perceive the al­
cohol? Does it bum? Is It heavy, or does it 
bum the throat? The final test, and the 
only one that coimts. do you Uke the wlne? 

WeU. we liked the wlne. We loved the 
class. We'll do our own Iltde seinlnat and 
tastlng for those that didn't go with us. We 
have made a commitment to continue our 
wlne educaUon. Although it can't be done 
oVemight. "paUence ls a Vlrtue." especially 
wlUi wlne.

a spatula. Stack the crepes as they 
are completed. 
• To mi finished crepes, place filling 
in the center and fold In each edge to 
make a square, leaving a IltUe filling 
exposed In the center. For rolled cre­
pes, place die filling In a Une near Uie 
edge closest to you and roU up. 

.AlUiough the French often serve 
their crepes for lunch or a Ught sup-
per, they make a nice, substantial 
dlsh for bnmch. 

Ifyou Want to enjoy pancakes dur­
ing the Week, but don't have Ume to 
fire up Uie griddle on a busy morning, 
make extras on the Weekend to 
freeze. Just Wrap ihem In alrUgllt 
freezer bags and freeze in stacks of 
two or Uiree. During Uie week, heat 
them up in the microwave. 

For an out-of-the-ordlnaiy meal, 
Uy one ofthe foUowlng recipes, which 
Incorporate a variety of sweet and 
savory ingredients, from blueberries 
in Blueberry Yogurt Pancakes to 
pancakes WiUi spinach and crepes 
nUed wiUi seafood.

Vt teaspoon ground nutmeg 
1 egg 
'A cup plain yogurt 
Vt cup mUk 
2 tablespoons salad oil 

cup fresh or unsweetened fro­
zen bluehierries 

butter or margarine 
maple syrup 

SUr togeUier flour, sugar, baking 
powder, soda, salt and nutmeg. Beat 
egg With yogurt and milk in large 
bowl. Beat ln oil. then add flour mix­
ture. SUr Just unUl combined (batter 
can be a litUe lumpy). 

Grease seasoned pancake griddle 
If necessary, and place over medium 
heat untll a feW drops of Water dance 

on hot griddle. For each pancake, 
pour scant '/« cup latter onto hot 
griddle. Sprinkle each pancake WlUi 
several bluehierries. 

Cook [>ancakes on first side unUl 
Uiey are puffed, full of bubbles and 
look d1>' at edges. Then tum and cook 
unul second side is golden brown. 

Serve at once wlth butter or mar­
garine and syrup. 

Yields alxiut 1 dozen (4-inch) 
pancakes. 

These smaU, moist and delicate 
pancakes are a specialty of Little 
River Inn, a welcoming hostelry on the 
Northern California coast near Men­
docino. Serve them in the Swedish 
manner, with butler and Ungonberry 
preserves — or wilh your favorite 
synip. 

The pancakes require a specialpan 
called a Swedish pancake pan. It is a 
large (about 10 inches in dlarrvterj 
casl-iron griddle with seven shaUow 
3-UKh-rx)und depressions to hold the 
batter.
