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Appeals court
deals setback
to assault suit

A ruling by the state Court of Ap-
peals last mont(l is a sethack to two
lawsuits fifed against the NoviCom-
munity School District. its effect on
the trial of those suits — which be-
gins in two weeks — remains
uncertain.

Both sults charge that district
employees didn't take appropriate
action in 1987 when a sophomore
member of the girls' diving team
sald that avolunteer coach had sex-
ually assaulled her.

The mother of the student, then
age 15, filed suit in 1989, naming
the district and sixof its employees
as defendanis. The former student
filed her ownsuit in February, nam-
ing only the district as a defendant.
Both seek unspecified amounts of
damages. Oakland County Circuit
Court Judge Denise Langiord-
Morris will preside over the trial of
both suits, which is scheduled to
begin June 1.

Gregory Muller, attorney for the
former student and her mother, ap-
pealed two of the court’s decisions
that dismissed several of the defen-
dants from the mother’s sult. On
April 28, the Court of Appeals up-
held both circuit court rulings.

Langford-Morris in May 1990
granted summary disposition tothe

~school district-in May 1920 on the
~ grounds of goverfimental Immunity

— eliminating the district as a de-
fendant in that suit. A second court

order In November 1990 granted
summary disposition to then Novi
High School Principal Robert
Youngberg, then Assistant Princi-
pal Milan Obrenovich, then Super-
intendent of Schools Robert Piwko
and then Athletic Director John Os-
borne, also on governmental im-
munity grounds.

Those decisions — and the court
of appeals’ decision -— mean that
the only remaining defendants In
the mother's suit who are district
employees are then-swim coach
Harold Anderson and then-
assistant coach Merideth Somers.
Timothy Pelfrey, the man convicted
of assaulting the student, is also a
defendant, but the district has
never represented him,

The dismissal of the school dis-
trict frem the mother’s sult may ef-
fectively eliminate the student's
lawsuit. It names only the district
as a defendant, and uses the same
facts and legal arguments as the
mother's sult. Both sides agreed in
March to“consolidate” the two suits
— have them both heard in the
same court at the same time — be-
cause of thelr similarities.

How the dismissal of the four dis-
trict employees from the mother's
suit will affect the cases against An-
derson and Somers remains un-
clear. Attorneys for both sides in the
case have not retumed numerous

Council is

cool to

lot size amendment

In early June, the Novi City
Council will take a second look at
proposed changes in the controver-
sial adjusted lot size ordinance —
but so far, some members don't like
what they see,

In arecent first reading of the re-
vamped regulation, a move to toss it
out altogether failed.

However, the council did approve
a measure which prevents a deve-
loper from gaining credit for saving
wetlands which are already pre-
served by other state and city rules,
like those under two acres In size.

Councll Members Nancy Cassis
and Robert Schmid denounced the
entire ordinance, which, to pre-
serve environmentally sensitive
lands, allows as a trade-off a higher
zoning density In subdivisions. The
two contend that the ordinance In
effect works against the creation of
large-yard subdivisions in Nowi.

“It absolutely does not work. My
whole coneept of large-lots is that

we have them,” Schmid said.

“Somehow somebody in the city
administration got together with
the developer and sald, If you pave
Nine Mile Road, well get you an or-
dinance you can't dislike’. The cre-
dibility Isn't there.”

But Mayor Matthew Quinn,
Mayor Pro Tem Hugh Crawford and
Council Members Joseph Toth, Tim
Popeand Carol Mason did not agree
that the ordinance be erased from
the city’s bocks at once.

Several council members
pointed out that the intent of the or-
dinance was to preserve woodlands
and wetlands, not to regulate lot
sizes and suggested that it be
“tweaked” inlo shape.

“The reason we adopted this sev-
eral years ago was to help imple-
ment our woodlands erdinance and
preserved wooded tracts. Also,
quite frankly, to help us not boider
on a taking of property, which we
diddborder on at times,” Crawford
sald.

The center could be moved from fts
spot behind the Novi Civic Center as soon as July
1, if the City Council approves the proposed
budget for flscal year 1993-94.

Asked by the city administration to Ind ways
to save money, Superintendent of Public Works
Bruce Jerome says he recommended that the
24-hour-a-day, seven-day-a-week operation be
shifted to a Saturdays-only, staifed program at
the department of public works yard on Delwal
Drive.

Delwal Drive runs north off Eleven Mile Road,
Just east of Novi Town Center.

Up to$90,000 is spent by the city eachyear to
run the existing center, which is served by Waste

t Inc. The proposed changeover
would cost about $45.000 the first year and
somewhat Jess the following years after the move
is established, Jerome said.

Fewer users are ted to cut the cost of op-
erating the facility. A stalf member would be on
hand for the 10-hour shift on Saturdays, to
rmiake sure that the recyclers do the job properly.
That hasn't always happened in the past. despite
signs thecity has up to explain just whatis and is

not recyclable.

Sinceits inception in May 1989, the Novirecy-
cling center has proved a popular city service. So
popular that scme city staffers were soon com-
platning about the improper use of the center by
residents and businesspeople.

One plus of the move is that the number of
“rontaminated” loads s expected to be reduced,
Jerome said.

About 1 to 2 percent of the loads are totally
contaminated and must be landfilled, he
estimates.

A contaminated load of recyclables doesn't
mean that texic wastes have been added to the
bin, but that magazines and glossy inserts have
been tossed in withwhat is suppesed to be news-
papers only. Or the newspapers may be bound
with tape, another taboo.

“Every load of newspapers, glass and plastics
has some materials we cannot take,” Jerome
said,

The containers are sorted through at a Wasle
Management Inc. malerials recovery facility,

“where the recycling no-nos are removed and

then sent to a tandfil, at an extra cost to Novl,

*It's usually no problem. They'll pick through
it by hand. If the load {a hal{ full of phone books,
they might landfill it," Jerome said.

City recycling to be moved, staffed

The major financial gain Is expected througha
reduction in the flow of recylables, as not all resi-
dents will find the Saturday hours conventent.

~The biggest expense is the volume of mater-
ial. We pay $150 everytime the newspapers are
dumped,” Jerome explained.

Every two to three days, the contractor Waste
Management Inc., hauls away two 40-yard con-
tainers of newspapers at $756 per container. He
predicts that in newspaper disposal alone the
costs would be reduced $900 per year, as he
antlicipates one newspaper container would be
emptied per month.

Jerome said he isn't sure what the recyling
public’s reaction will be to the cutback hours,
Bul several garbage contractors already provide
recycling — sometimes for an extra fee — to Novi
nelghborhoods they serve.

According to the department's figures, in
March 1393 alone 60 tons of newspaper, 7,000
pound of plastics, 12,000 pounds of tn and
metal, 1,000 gallons of used motorofl, ientons of
glass and 1,020 pounds of oflice paper were
carted away.

Not all of the facility would be shifted to Delwal
Drive. The 500-gailon tanks in place at the Novi
Civic Center for used motor oil will remain there.

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Intruder IDed
by Northville
school district

Northville Township Police say the
intruder who entered Moraine and
Amerman Elementaries last month
was convicted child molester Christ-
fan Todd Wall,

Wall, who was convicted and sen-
tenced to 3-15 years imprisonment
was paroled in December 1992,
Since then, the 23-year-old sex offen-
der has allegedly attacked three
other children and may have at-
tempted to snatch a fourth in the
Metro Detrolt area last month. Wall
has also been seen in several other
surburban school districts including
Northville. He was seen in Moraine
and Amerman Elementaries on April
22 — Just five days before he allegedly
attacked his third victim in Pleasant
Ridge and then disappeared two
weeks ago.

According to the township's police
report, a man was seen in the boys
bathroom at Moraine around 2:30
p.m. by a school custodian. The cus-
todian asked the man if he needed
help, he declined and reportedly left
the school, but not before a Moraine
teacher jotted down his license plate,
The suspect then headed to Amer-
man where he was seen near the re-
strooms that same afternoon.

Northville Township Police Lt.
Gary Batzlofl said Friday he identi-
fled the intruder as Wall by running a
check of the license plate from the
teacher. After the suspect was {denti-
fled, the lleutenant sald he put the
schools on alert and security mea-
sures were beefed up.

Batzloff said when Wall is found,

the department will question him ab-
out the April 22 incident, but said it's
unlikely there will be any charges
filed against him here. He sald Wall
hadn't accosted anyone and left the
schools without incident.

“Really the only thing we could do
is charge him with disorderly con-
duct, but that would be a shaky case
in my opinion,” Batzlofl' safd.

Batzloff said the misdeameanor
wouild have little impact against fe-
lony charges that await Wall else-
where, Police in Pleasant Ridge have
a warrant out for Wall's arrest for an
April 29 attack on a 7-year-old boy in
the Fermdale school district.

“Our charge ls relatively minor
compared to what they've got on
him,” Batzloff said. “They aren’t going
to mess around with a

misdeameanor.

*He's (Wall) probably looking at
some long-term jail time,” the
lieutenant ‘said.

Batzloff said he is working with de-
tectives from Pleasant Ridge and
Ferndale to help find the fugitive. He
sald he st wants to question him
about the April 22 incident.

The Ferndale detective who is
spearheading the investigation was
unavailable Friday to comment on
the case.

Northville Public Schools officials,
township and city police are all work-
ing harder to protect the community
by beefing up security measures.

“We have tried to keep a car in the
area when school lets out,” Batzloff
sald, “We can't always station a car at
every school, but we can try to be
alert and make sure the kids and pa-
rents are aware.”

N'ville clears way for OIS tax break

Northviile Township trustees
Thursday night helped Wayne
"Coumnty pave the road Lo bring a new
high tech manufacturer to town.

After little comment from the audi-
ence at last week's public hearing,
trustees voted 7-0 to grant Wayne
County’s request to create a 30-acre
Industrial development district for
Troy-based Optical Imaging Systems
[QIS).

Creating the district is the frst
step in the move to grant a lax abate-
ment, Without the district designa-
tion. the county could not apply for
-the 50-percent property tax break to
-bring OIS here.

. The board's decislon was good
‘news for OIS representallve Peter
‘Walters who told trustees Thursday
‘the company wouldn't move to
‘Narthville without the tax incentive.
“Walters {s from Novi's Guardian In-
-dustries, the parent company that
‘bought controlling interest in the
‘troubled OIS last year.

: “We are clearly looking for a signal
-as lo whether to not you would in-

duce us to the sile,” he told trustees.

Walters comments came after
some residents and trustees ques-
toned the need for the tax break
knowing OIS had just been awarded
$50 millon in federal grant monjes.
Federal and state grants will fund the
proposed $100 mdllion manufaciur-
Ing factlity and eontribute to the crea-
tion of a research center at the U-M.
The facility will be used to produce
flat-panel displays, essentlally flat
TV screens, for cormmercial and mill-
lary alrerafl, The research center will
expand the active matrix liguid crys-
tal display technology.

The State of Michigan has also
agreed to pay for the roads and sew-
ers to support the Northville facility.

After hearing the county’s pitch for
the project, some trustees and resl-
dents seemned unclear on whether or
not the district guaranteed the
abatermnent,

Trustee Barbara O Brien wanted
Bill Wild, Wayne County’s director of
business development, to tell the
board whether or not approving the
district meant the township was ¢bll-
gated to grant the tax break. Wild told
herand resident Dean Lenheiser that

it was an unwritten understanding
that an abatement would follow the
district designation. And i it didn't
the State would step in and super-
cede the township's denial on a pro-
ject of this caliber and slze,

‘By creating the district you've
then created a condition where any-
body who moves In is eligible for the
{axabatement,” Wild said. "And in all
likeliness the state would come In
and overturn it if you dented it.”

“T'm for the rezoning, but not for
the abatement,” Lenheiser said, “I'm
kind of agalnst abalements, Look
what's going on in Plymouth, every-
body has orne. Now here comes these
guys and they've gotten $100 milllon
in land, $50 mitlion from the federal
government and $20 million from the
state. And now they want an abate-
ment. All these multi-millionaires
come In and we think we have to
{jump for them).”

Lenheiser cited a recent report ab-
out OIS" $5.7 million loss last year
and questioned whether or not the
American company could compete
with it's Japanese competitor in the
consumer electronics industry.

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There is nothing really wrong with
delaying passage of the budget until the
last minuie. There is nothing improper
about a couple of council members vot-
ing for the budget one evening and then
changing their minds a week and a half
later, But . . .

Novl City Council was all set to fi-
nalize its $12.3 million 1993-94 budget
last Monday evening, and in fact the
council had given a 6-1 tentative nod to
the budget draft on the evening April 29.
The administration was asked togoback
and clean up the document, adjusting it
for a few last changes, and turn it back
over to the council for final considera-
tion. So it locked as {f things would go
smoothlyin the city council meeting May
10.

Instead, members Nancy Cassis
and Carol Mason changed their minds.
Since it takes five votes to pass a budget,
the change of heart delayed passage that
night. Council member Joe Toth also op-
posed passage last Monday, but he'd
been the one to cast his ballot “no” back
on April 29. At least he was being
consistent,

The delay brought a severe reac-
tion. Council member Hugh Crawford
called it “irresponsible.” Mayor Matt
Quinn warned that the city charter sets
the deadiine for approval of the budget at
midnight tonight (Monday, May 17). A
failure to pass the budget by midnight
might be misfeasance or malfeasance.

Usually
lawmakers in Lansing will put a sheet
over the clock so they do not really know
what time it is, and therefore cannot be
accused of knowingly going past the
deadline,

Stil], as other members of the coun-
cil have pointed out, the charter sets the
deadline at midnight and it was the char-

_ter they swore to uphold when they took
iheir ocath of office. Some members of
council take that midnight deadline very
seriously. And that is really to their

credit.

QOur primary concern, however, is
with the ability of council members to
work together. No, we are not looking for
rubberstampers. We much prefer the in-
dependent thinking we see on City coun-
cil to the don't-rock-the-boat style other
government policy panels portray. And
we fully expect the council members to
betough and hard-nosed about the city's
budget document.

But when council members voted

for approval on one night and changed
their minds on another — without hav-
ing uncovered some previously un-
known information that threw the
budget into question — it smacks of “bad
faith negotiations.”

The reasons given for this delay
were almost equally distressing.

Stil), the main sticking point was
administrative salaries. City Manager
Ed Kriewall has asked council to delay
discusston of adrninistrative salaries un-
til after the city concludes its negotia-
tions with the Teamsters, who represent
62 city employees, and with the police
and fire unions.

The reason s obvious. Managers'
raises should be comparable to what the
workers get. Until the city is sure what
the workers will be getting, it ought not
lock in the administrative increases.

Almost everyone, in both the pri-
vate and public sectors, operates this
way. And even if the administrators were
to get smaller salary hikes, on a percen-
tage basis, than the workers, there
would be understandable discord and
dissent should the managers have raises
in hand while the employees do not.

raises, and in its contract negotiations.
We'd encourage them to be. But that
doesn't change the {act it would be seen
as a slap in the face of the workers if
managers got the raises first,

Interestingly, Mason proposed that
a settlement with managers might “send
a message” to the union that they could
expect to do no better in negotiations.
Then she proposed a pay raise for admi-
nistrators of a flat $1,000.

The odd part about that isthat it is
very different from what is being nego-
tiated with the union. Council member
Tim Pope, while saying he could not re-
veal the terms of the union contract as
discussed in executive session, did con-
firm that the $1,000 flat hike proposed
by Mason was not at all similar towhat is
on the table with the union.

So we are at a loss as to what the
two hope to accomplish with the debate
over administrative salaries. Any action
they might take could be counterpro-
ductive by creating more hard feelings
between union and management.

More importantly, it is the ability to
negotiate in goed faith that concerns us
most. Council members should be able
to do that. They should be able to point
out their disagreements and argue over
issues, but also tolive by the settlements
they reach once they are worked out.

They should negotiate in good faith
with the unions, with the administra-
tors, and with each other.

Clty officials believed that amount would buy 500 acres.
Novi has already bought two adjacent tracls next to city-
ovmed Lakeshore Park — the 171-acre former Novi Tree
Farm, and the 115-acre Resco site — at a cost of $3.44

Novi had its eye on a 105-acre plot owrned by Peter Sta-
naj at Nine Mile and Napier roads. The two sides wrangled
for months over the price, settling at $745,000. Bui in a
strange twist of fate, the clty nixed the deal anyway be-
cause the land was deemed too soggy to develop in a
healthy manner.

Good move. | mean, can you imagine what unmention-
able things could come bubbling up around second base if
you tried to build a sanitary sewer in a bog, then place a
ballfield on top of i?

On a more serious note, I'd like to take thls opportunity
to commend the city’s negotlating team for its frugal ways
in procuring land thus far.

Look at the numkers. We're more than halfway to our
goal of 500 acres with 286 already purchased.

Of the $9.9 million approved, the counclisaid $1.3 mil-

lion could cover the cost of development (bullding ball-

nance sheds and so forth, including legal fees and other
“soft costs”). Ofthe remaining $8.6 million forland acquis-
ition, the city's only spent $3.44 million — little more than
a third of the money.
That's shrewd and prudent negoliating,
Throughout the negotiation process, we wanted to
bring you as much information as we could. Much of it was
kept private, due to the nature of real estate deals. Right-
fully so, I suppose.
And on Monday the council met in a closed session to
discuss a dozen other sites to pursueinstead of the Stana|
property. That our eiected and appointed officials can
work outside public view in such a prudent manner is a
good sign that we have some competent and trustworthy
people working for us.
1 don't think it's too early to start asking a couple of
questions about the future, though. For instance, if Novi
conlinues to cut great land deals. and comes away with
500 acres for less than $8.6 million, what should becomne
of the remainder?
On the one hand, the money could be rolled into the de-
velopment costs for the land. The voters did, after all, tell
the city to spend $9.9 million. If that means we get ament-
ties like lighted ball and soccer fields, bigger and better
grandstands, extra bathrooms or top-of-thie line soccer go-
als, hey, that's great.
On the other hand, wouldn’t it be nice if the land could
be developed adequately without the addition of any surp-
luses from land acquisition? Then the city could send are-
bate back to the voters, or moll 1t into the general fund and
trim taxes accordingly. '
I'd be curlous to know what you think, and I'm sure city
officlals would, loo.

The adjusted lot size ordinance
could be kept, but restricted for use
in more dense residential zoning
categories, suchas R-2, R-3and R-4,
Pope suggested. The regulation has
the greatest impact on larger zoning
calegorles, such as residential-
agricultural, which calls for one-acre
lots.

One problem with the adjusted lot
size option, Schmid suggested. Is
