Does a TVuth-In-TaxaUon hearing 
lie ahead for the Novl Community 
School District? It depends on the 
J u n e 2 vote on Proposal A. 

The Novl schools Board of Educa­
Uon voted May 20 to hold a Truth-In-
Taxatlon hearing on Thursday, June 
3, at 7 p . m The hearing does not call 
for a mlllage Increase. It won't even 
take place If Proposal A passes nine 
days fhim now. 

Here's the deal: 
• 'Iheboardlevled29.21nlllsforgen-
eral school operaUons In 1992-93. 
Under the formula o f Michigan's 
PubUc Act 75, passed ln 1991, the 
board can only levy 27.737 mills for 
operations In the c o m i n g year 

(1993-94)—unless It specifically ap­
proves mills over tliat amount. 
• The board wants to do tliat. Specl-
flcaUy, It will consider at the hearing 
an additional 1.463 mill levy—mak­
ing for a total of 29.2 mills, the same 
as the current levy. It can approve 
that addition Without voter approval. 
• However, state law does requh^e 
the board to hold a public Truth-1n-
Taxation hearing on the matter tie-
fore authorizing the Increase. IfPfop-
osal A fails in statewide voting on 
June 2, the board wlll hold the hear­
ing on June 3. 
• IfProposal A passes, however, the 
hearing Is off. Proposal A's reforms 
would reduce the mUlage levy and 
provide Novl with millions In state 
school aid. 

The proposal would roll back 

Novi's levy to 27 mills immediately. 
Voters would have to approve any 
mills above 18 from now on (begin­
ning with the district's next renewal 
vote, scheduled for early next year). 
New state aid would Ixiuy Novl's 
budget by millions in the coming 
year, according to the district's pre-
dlcUons in its proposed 1993-94 
budget. 

That budget assumes Proposal A 
Will pass. Iflt does, the state Will send 
Novi about $3.5 million in aid In the 
coming school year. Last year. It cost 
the district $850,000 tlirough "re­
capturing" monies It had sent the dis­
trict to pay for for employer Social 
Security contributions. 

Tliat will be small potatoes com­
pared to What will liappen.IfF>roposal 
A fails, school officials say. The dis­
trict stands to lose $2.5 million in the 
coming year, because the state will 
likely refuse to help pay the costs of 
employee retirement and Social Sec­
urity contributions. Tliat leaves two 
unpopular choices for the board: cut­
ting staffs and programs or asking 
voters for a tax increase. 

The board will receive public input 
on the budget Oils Thursday (May 27) 
In a special meeting. The meeUng will 
begin at 7:30 p.m. in the EducaUonal 
Services Building, located on Taft 
Road between Ten and Eleven Mile 
roads.

Building owlier wantS demo ban ifted on church

Historic ornot theownerofUieold 
Novl MeUiodlst Church has plans for 
Uie site and would like the City Coun­
cil to remove a sbc-month morator­
ium on the 117-year-old structure's 
demolIUon. 

Representing owner George Keros, 
Joseph Rokclsak, president of C o n -
strucUon Management Specialists, 
In a recent letter to the city council 
said Uiat a building project ls eyed for 
Uie site and two potenUal tenants 
have already signed letters of Intent. 

Under conslderaUon Is a mixed-
use development which could In­
clude a drugstore, Novl staff planner 
Mike Csapo confirmed. 

On March 15, Uie city council 
agreed to place a second six-month 
ban on tearing down the church, but 
cauUoned local historians Uiat If a 
move to save the bullcUng did not gain 
momentum, the moratorium could 
be lifted In two montlis. 

The Michigan Local Historic Dis­
trict Act of 1992 allows an IniUal six-
month moratorium with one six-
month extcrislon to preserve build­
ings under conslderaUon for lilstoric 
deslgnaUon. The church is on a list of 
properties undergoing review by 
Novl 's h is tor ic d i s t r i c t s t u d y 
committee. 

The property owner's request may 
come before the city council on June 
7. 

It's a cliallenge memliers ofPreser-
vaUon Novl aren't likely to take sltUng 
down. The group was formed recenUy 
to save lilstoric buildings tliroughout 
town, with an emphasis on Uie old 
MeUiodlst Church on Grand River, 
Just West of Novl Road. 

One founder of PreservaUon Novl, 
historical commissioner LuAnne 
Kozrna, IrilUally persuaded the coun­
cil to impose the moratorium and Is 
ardently agairist seeing it lifted early. 

'I don't see wliat Ulat's going to 
adhleve except provide a big loophole 
to demolish Uie church. I don't bust 
l i im (Keros.) He took the steeple down 
before the moratorium The city 
would defl11Itely be setting Itself up 
for a big loss," she said. 

Rokclsak wrote Uiat "We under­
stand the feelings of people about 
tlils church and we will cooperate 
with them to the fullest In tiylng to 

'preservip the liistory that goes along ~ 
wlUi lt." 

'It Is Imperative tliat some deci­
sion be made In short order on the fu­
ture ofttlls church. . . Inourrequest 
tliat no further extensions he given 
on the church We would tike It to be 
understood tliat we will not demolish 
the church Immediately. However, 
once plans are finalized and con-
strucUon ready to begin we do not 
wish to have U11s project encum­
bered," Rokclsak wrote Uie city. 

Kozma says Keros gave her a ver­

bal commitment to help finance Uie 
moving of Uie church but has since 
r e n e g ^ via a recent letter. 

According to Uie letter from Rokcl­
sak, conU-actors liired by Keros esU-
raated it will cost $50,000 to move Uie 
church to anoUier site. 

J C K & Associates. Uie city's con-
sulUng engineers. esUmated the cost 
at $20,000. 

In addlUon. Rokclsak did not seem 
confident Uiat the friends of Uie 
church can achieve Uieir a i m point­
ing out Uiat among "several prob­
lems" there Is no new locaUon for the 
building. 

-$50,000 Is Just his esUmate. 
We're getUng our own esUmate and 
we'll Ikid It out soon," Kozma said. 

"He's (Keros) backed out of doing 
a n y t h i n g towards m o v i n g the 
church. Now he's saying he doesn't 
Uiink Uie church could be moved, he 
doesn't tlilnk there's an adequate 
Ijase of support and tliat he doesn't 
have any confidence it's going to suc­
ceed. He's underesUmaUng us." 

Kathy Mutch. anoUier founder of 
PreservaUon Novi, said Uie group Is 
devoUng their efforts to first and fore­
most finding anoUier site to put the 
churt i i . Eyed is a Ten Mile Road site 
near the historic township hall and 
Uie Novi Public Library. The group 
has discussed tlils wlUi the library 
board, but any decision Was put on 
hold imUl a committee studying Uie 
future of Ule adjacent Fuerst family 
homestead released its report on May 
20. 

Preservation Novl lias also looked 
at the posslbllty of transplanting the 
church onto city park land and Is 
Working closely with Parks and Re­
creaUon Director Dan Davis. 

Mutch says the group l ias col­
lected "somewhere between $5,000 
to $10,000," In donaUons to save the 
church. 

Besides a site and the money to fl; 
nance a move, PreservaUon Novi 
must come up with a use for the 
building, "someUilng Uiat gives the 
project a focus." 

Davis and the preservaUonists 
met Thursday wlUi a representaUve 
from a historic building complex 
owned and operated by the City of 
SouUifleld which Includes a com­
munity theater. A spokesperson for 
the Novl Players has said tliat the 
Methodist Church m l ^ t make an 
Ideal theater for thieini^C^ 

Kozma says she #111 update the 
city council montlily on PreservaUon 
NoVl's acUviUes concerning the 
church and adds that she doesn't be­
lieve keeping the moratorium will be 
a major lnconVe1ilence to Keros" pros-
pecUVe tenants. 

"I'm opUmisUc about Uie church. 
It's still moving forward. Tliis request 
will Just be a minor obstacle," Kozma 
said.

Nineteen members ofthe Novi Po­
lice Department are Walcl1i11g closely 
as negotiations continue With 39 city 
administration stall members. 

The department's 12 dispatchers 
and seven clerks, represented by the 
Police Officer's Association of Mlclil­
gan (POAMl, are themselves Working 
-.iider a contract that, expired or 
June 31, 1991.

Who represents the clerks alid dis­
patchers union. 

"It's ve1y frustrating for us," she 
said. ".As a dispatcher, you Work holi­
days. You don't get lo spend Christ­
mas With your fadnlly, or if you do It's 
for odd hours. You only get one 
Weekend off a month. It gets veiy de­
pressing when you are underpaid on 
top of that" 

Matej said the clerks and dis­
patchers are also frustrated Ijecausc 
they must go Without other agreed-
upon aspects of their contract while 

the money issue remains unresolved. 
"One of the things We Would like to 

see is a 12-hour sliift, like the police 
ofllcers. We Were looking al that, bul 
now eveiyllilng's on hold " 

Novl police officers Work 12-hour 
shifts In exchange for a shorter Work 
Week. 

The highest-paid dispatcher in the 
Novi police department makes 
$23,474 per year. The highest-paid 
clerk makes $20,096 

"We liaven't liad a raise in three 
yeaii, alid W.; iiavr; oiiv bilk to pay 
too," Matej said. "We'Ve been check­
ing around in other p<»lice depart­
ments tliat are comparable to ours 
and they all make more money than 
We do. We are definitely lhe lowest-
paid police department." 

The contract dispute Went 
through mediation last year, at 
Wliich time the clerks and dispatch­
ers accepted the mediator's recom­
mendation, but the dty rejected IL 
The union lias filed for arbitration. 
Which is scheduled for September. 

Assistant City Manager Craig 
KlaVer, Who has tieen representing 
the city in the negotiations, said the 

sticking point is money as opposed to 
safety or operational issues. 

'it's not the money, it's the amount 
of the money," he said. KlaVer has 
been part of several executive ses­
sions With the Novl City Council dur­
ing Which the clerks and dispatchers' 
contract Was discussed, but"Wehave 
not been able to come to any kind of 
resolution." 

Klaver Would not discuss the 
iemis of the negotiations, ixcepL tr, 
say lhat 'they Want more than We're 
>̂ftei1l1g." 

The clerks and dispatchers are un­
able to go on strike due to state laW, 
and have not held any "i111brmational 
picketing" sessions. Matej said they 
do not have any i1Tlmediate plans lo 
picket, but do intend to show support 
for the Teamsters at a 7 p.m. May 26 
public meeUng in the Novi Civic 
Center. 

The contract dispute has two arbl-
traUon hearing dates set In Septem­
ber. .After the hearings, the arbitrator 
Will liave 30 days to make a decision, 
so it is likely the matter Will come to a 
close in October. 

"We've never gone tliis far before," 

said Matej, who has Worked as a Novl 
dispatcher for eight years and has led 
the union for three. 

NoVl Police Chief Doug Shaeffer 
said he Is also aware ofthe effect tlils 
contract dispute has on staff morale. 
It Was one of the first matters he in­
herited when former chlefLee BeGole 
reUred in August 1991. At that time 
both he and the union memt>e13 liad 
hoped for a quick resolution, but that 
hope tim. long slrice disappeared, 
alorig «.<-.h h iS ' iole ln the 
negotiations. 

"My role 111 it is over, outside ofper-
haps giving testimony at arbitration," 
he said.

Generally, we are not in favor of po­
litical posturing. By definition, such be­
havior is an attempt to Obscure the real 
intent of pubhc policy rnaldng, an at­
tempt to make some new rule or require­
ment appear to be something Other that 
what it really is. 

But tn this case. We hOpe that What E d t l C f l t i O I I 
we see On the part ofa couple of members 
of the Novi school board is Just that, 
posturing, and nothing more. 

The Novi Board of Education voted 
unanimously to adopt a new policy pro­
hibiting sexual llarassment of student, 
either by district employees or by other 
students. .And in its final form, it appears 
to be an excellent piece of pollcy-maJdng. 
lt provides a Clear and understandable 
set of definitions for those behavlOrs that 
would be considered inappropriate, a 
well-thought-out procedure for review­
ing complaints that applies sanctions for 
those found in violation of it. 

It is tough, but also seeks to protect 
the iimocent. Most importantly, it gives 
students the necessaIy measure of pro­
tection from sexual harassment. 

The board deserves credit, not only 
for adopting it, but also the process used 
In passing it. John Swallow, assistant 
superintendent of h u m a n resources, 
also deserves credit for putting the policy 
together. He drafted the document and 
presented it to the board. There were 
quite a few suggestions for refinement. 
Those changes were Incorporated in the 
final draft;, so the final document is, to

Examples iihe cleigi^e'to % h i c h 
the policy was refined came up as the two 
main points of discussion in the last 
school board meeting. Board members 
debated long and hard as to whether the 
student-student version ofthe policy re­
ally defined sexual harassment as "un­
welcome sexual advances" between stu­
dents. Obviously, then, "welcomed" sex­
ual advances would not violate the 
policy, and board members questioned 
whether that would be condoning sex be­
tween students. 

Board members ultimately arrived 
at the right decision. It's a little hard to 
outlaw ^ sexual advances amoIlg high 
school students, since romantic rela­
tionships between students happen all 
the time. .And it should not be read as 
condoning that behavior either. 

But for the employee-student ver­
sion of the policy, the board decided to 
rewrite the definition to include "any sex­
ual advance." .Again, that's 1,000-per­
cent correct. We can think of no good s i ­
tuation in which sexual advances be­
tween employees and students is 
appropriate, welcomed or not. 

The board also debated the issue of 
when police should be called in. The lan­
guage requires them to be called in early 
in the procedure for "information and di­
rection." Yet the board was concerned 
about privacy. It wanted to make sure 
the reputations of accused but iimocent 
individuals are not damaged. And that 
too is appropriate. 

Police do need to be involved early 
because sexual harassment may also 
constitute criminal sexual conduct. But 
if the accusation is judged to have no 
merit, or if the harassment turns out to 
fall short of criminal behavior, it should 
indeed be handled Internally by the dis­
trict. Of course. It Is anothermatter If the 
behavior Is Indeed criminal. Or serious 
enough to warrant civil lawsuit action. 
Then there should be a public airing of 
the situation. 

Still, the language ofthe policy In-
VolVes the police department, so an out­
side person wiU View the case. We think 
that's important. 

What concerns us are statements 
made Ijy a coiiple of board members that

the distr ict already has In-place. (Mihd 
yoii .the cBIhihents are being made wliile 
criticizing this newspapers' editorial 
stance on the issue.

That 
of course indicates the ^str ic t will oper­
ate as it has in the pass. 

A n d In our opinion, the district has 
handled It pretty badly the last two times 
the issue has come up. Aformerband di­
rector up on a charge of second degree 
criminal sexual comment was glVen re­
tirement. .And when a student com­
plained of adVances by a part time swim­
ming coach, allegedly nothing was done 
until that student was later assaulted. 
That case Is headed to trial soon but If 
the student's allegations are even par­
tially true, the school let her down quite 
badly. 

So we hope the comments are poUt-
Ical posturing, aimed only at arguing p u -
bllcally with the newspaper. Because the 
district must handle these situations 
better In the future. 

A s good a poUcy as it may be, it will 
be worth nothing if It isn't followed, im­
plemented and fully enforced.

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Grade inflation still growing 
I Was pleaaed to read Thomas 

Bray's colunln in 77je Detroit 
News recently about grade infla­
tion at this nation's colleges and 
unlversltles. 

Citing staUstlcs irom the Wall 
Street Journal, Bray noted that 
80 percent ofundergraduates at 
IMnceton University get no­
thing but A's and B's. That tlie 
mean grade at Harvard Univer­
sity Is a B-plus. .And that 36 per­
cent of this year's University of 
Michigan graduates Were gra­
duated with "honors." 

The reason I Was pleased to see the column is that it was 
somewhat similar to one 1 Wrote Just ahiout this time last 
year. 

We had Just published our second annual All-Area 
Academic Team, and I noted that students In Northvllle 
and Now had received signlflcantly higher grades than 
their counterparts tn other school districtS. 

The 1992 nilmbers were interesting. There are a total of 
10 high schools In HomeTown Newspapers' coverage area, 
and each was aslted to submit five nominations for the All-
•Area Team. 

While looking at the nominations. I observed that all five 
nominees Ilnom NorthVllle and all five nominees firom NoVl 
had perfect 4.0 grade point averages (CPAs). 

(Actually, more students than that from each school 
had 4-polnt3. but schcxjls Were limited to Just five nomi­
nees for the All-Area team.) 

The l 0 4-polnter3 from Northvllle and NoVl In 1992 were 
In sharp conti^t wltli the other eight liigh schools. The 
other eight schools had a cojnblned total of Just four 
4-pointer3. 

The column suggesting that teachers In Northville and 

Novl Were grading someWhat higher than their counter­
parts in other school districts prompted some angry re­
sponse, and 1 eventually had to meet with a group of NoVl 
High School students, ostensibly so 1 could see what a 
truly bright and talented group of young people they Were. 

That's Why 1 Was particularly Interested in reviewing 
this year's All-Area nominations. And, sure enough, 
Northvllle and Novl once again led the Way in 4-polnter3. 
Once again, all ftve nominees from Northvllle and Novl had 
4-polnts. 

(Actually, seven Northville and six Novi seniors gra­
duated With perfect 4-polnts, but schools Were limited to 
Just five nominations.) 

The number of 4-pointer3 from the other eight schools? 
Fourteen. Ten from Northville and Novl; 14 from the other 
eight high schools combined. 

In lils colu111n in The Detroit News, Bray compared 
grade inflation to economic inflation. The Value ofa 4-po1nt 
CPA has been debased by grade Inflation Just as the value 
of the dollar has been debased by economic inflation, he 
said. 

In other Words, an A is not what It used to be. 

The reasons for grade InflaUon? There are probably a lot 
of them. For one, CPAs are Important for getting into the 
best coUeges. and some high schools try to help thefr letter 
students get into the 'more prestigious universities. 

For another, too many teachers. I suspect, would rather 
hand out an A then face an angry parent. 

Don't get me wrong, a 4.0 GPA is stfll an outstanding 
acliievement, and 1 certainly don't mean to diminish any­
one who accomplished it. At the same time, 1 quite prefer 
the days when it meant a lot more.

High School prom Street games in the suburbs 
We've gotten reports that 

some Novl kids are playing 
street hockey with a bad atti­
tude. Harassing pedestrians, 
harassing other kids, and Worst 
of all, not letting trafile pass. 

The city ordinances make It 
clear that playing anything In 
the sfreet Is against the rules. To 
thefr credit, most police officers 
look the other way as long as 
street play doesn't cause 
complaints. 

But now residents of the 
Yorkshire Place sub are acting like someone's given them a 
wedgle. TheyVe got a right to be peeved. The kids are hieing 
pretty arrogant about thefr games. 

I could say What a crummy way It Is for kids to act, but 
coming from an adult, they're Ukely to Just ignore It. 

So let me speak from the perspective of someone Who 
grew up playing In the streets In NeWYork City. There Were 
plenty of games we coilld play on the sidewalks: buck-
buck boxbafl, Chinese bo^dball, ringalevio, freeze tag, 
dodgebaU, running bases, stoopball. 

But some games demanded that the action move to Uie 
street. 

Take touch football for example. We never had any 
doubts about the Une of scrimmage. If you rubbed the edge 
of yoi1r sneaker along the black tar of the street. It would 
actually leave a legible marlc I'd hke to see the NFL do that. 

Maiihole covers (We called them "sewers") marked the 
goal lines, and parked cars were part ofthe playing field. 
They could be both a landmark for receivers ("Go down to 
the gray Bulck and do a buttonhook") or a hazard (Like the 
time I broke my hand on the point of the tallfln on a '62 
Caddy). 

Stlckball was another good street game. It's so popular 
In the city that some pkces had leagues. 

For the uninitiated, stlckball Is basebaU played with a 

pink rubh)er ball called a Spaldlne ffhe good ones Were 
made bySpaldIng). For a bat, you use a bnx)m handle with 
electrical tape Wrapped around the end for a grip. 

Hitting two sewers meant you were good, and you'd get 
picked early When chfxislng sides. Tliree sewers was 
sometlilng like godhood. I never saw anyone do It, tllough 
We had a Swedish kid in my nelghborhotxi named Nib who 
often came close. 

Finally, there was sfreet hockey. TTiere were actually 
street hockey rinks in some ofthe neighborhood parks: a r 
perfect full-size hockey rink made entirely of poured con­
crete (even the boards) with lines permanently marked. 

Most of the Ume We stayed on our street, though. We 
used orange plasUc pucks, or crushed an aluminum can. 
There was no such thing as in-line skates. Indeed, you 
Were a serious player if your skates had urethane Wheels 
Instead of metal. 

You had to yield to traiBc. Remember, We're talking a 
one-way street here. With cars parked on both sides, so It 
Was a narrow plajdng field. 15 feet at the most. This was 
the predecessor of the TV timeout It was the goalie's Job to 
shoVe his net out of the Way and let the car pass. 

1 know, because I Was usually the goalie. Truth be 
known, 1 liked street hockey the least of the gcimes we 
played. I didn't care to buy skates, and they'd let you play 
goalie without skates.

Seats and ftoors are 
free of crumbs. A s h trays spotless and ac­
cessible. Side stations prepped with all of 

the items necessary to insure proper ser­
vice fr.I.P.S.). 

Personally, I find there is notli lng more 
irritating than siting at a table that rocks 
every time y o u move. Or having to b r u s h 
off a dirty cliafr l)efore sitting down, I'd 
make sure that I was 100-percent famfllar 
with the m e n u . With each item. E a c h 
spice. E a c h Itsy, bitsy detail. I'd know 
what Ingredients were Included in every 
d ish , eveiy spec ia l A n d then I'd taste them 
aU so that I'd be able to make recommen­
dations to my guests. 

.And, the wine l ist I'd l e a m it forward 
a n d backward. Again, to facfiltate my 
knowledge a n d that of m y patrons. 

W h y is it that so often when asking a 
server for his or her sug^st tons , the reply 
Is "We're not allowed to eat here." Pretty 
s tupid on the owner's part. O r , "I don't like

'1 forgot to check what soup there is today, 
I'll go look" A sure sign that tliis person is 
not competent, a n d worse yet doesn't care. 

Not knowing a n d not car ing are two ex­
tremes.

A s a 
salesperson, a n y waitress or waiter is paid 
mainly by commission. W h y would they 
ever not know their product? It blows m y 
mind! 

A n d . most important is attitude. Sev­
eral quotes to ponder. "Moods are the lux-
u1y of the customer — not you." A cus­
tomer does not care, and should not he 
subjected to the type of d a y you Ve had . A 
positive, upbeat personality wUl d o won­
ders for Ups. There is a direct correlation to 
the amount of h a p p y customers. 

Recently, T o m and I happened into a 
smal l comer bar-restaurant in a nearby 
town. We didn't stay long. Both of the peo­

ple working complained non-stop about 
what the staff on the previous sllift ne­
glected to do. They didn't care:about us. 
Just about moaning a n d griping. Not 
happy campers. 

Our tip reflected ft. As a customer I don't 
want to hear how m u c h money the waiter/ 
ress didn't make last n ight O r about the 
weirdo people sitting at table 24. .As an 
owner. I lietter not hear i t 

A s a final note I'd like to remhid m y staff 
about a few things. R e m e m b e r the 
M.M.F.I. rule. "Make me feel Important." 
There Is nothing more dramatic than re­
membering customer's names, likes and 
dislikes. A n d . unfortunate but true, "you 
never get a second chance to m a k e a good 
first impression." S o do it right f rom the 
start.

Gewurztramlner grown In Herrenweg has a de­
licate aroma without aggressive fruit and spice. A 
Zlnd Humbrecht Gewurztramlner Herrenweg rep­
resents a good infroductlon for those who have 
little tasting experience with Alsace 
gewurztramlner. 

The Brand Vineyard is composed of hard granite 
and mica with deep fertile soflis retaining the heat 
of the day. Riesling grown In Brand produces a de­
licate wine with elegant body and low acidity. 

The Clos St. Urbain vineyard is the most south­
erly vineyard In Alsace, with stony. Volcanic soil. 
Here, riesling and tokay-plnot gris produce wines 
with raty acidity that accounts for their ageablllty. 

The wines are full and powerful yet balanced, with 
remarkable fruit and finesse. 

The Vineyard known as Clos Hauserer Is noted 
for Its riesling grown in limestone sofl. "Wines irom 
tills vineyard ahvays have a high acidity, austere 
fruit and good aging potential," Humbrecht said. 
They don't show weU to nonriesling lovers who 
don't understand a wine from an austere (enDlr."
