The board
may vote to do that as early as this Thursday

editorials written by the newspaper’s Managing
Editor Michael Maloit. Among the those were
ones which sald that:

The editor-
lals said that the salary increases were 106 high
and that the board should have waited to see
what the state might do to fts budget this year be-
fore signing a contract. .

Large lot zoning
debated for city

Planning officials continue to ex-
plore the idea of establishing an
R-AA large-lot zoning in the south-
west cormer of Novl.

The Planning Commission, as
part of the city's five-year master
plan update, are reviewing what
would be involved in the plan, It
would establish two-acre home lots:
in an area bordered by Napler Road
to the west, Eight Mile Road to the
south, Beck Road to the east and
Ten Mile Road to the north.,

Commissioners, after meeting
with property owners in that area
this month and discussing it at
thelr May 19 meeting, will likely
consider the matter further on
Wednesday when they meet again,

The larger-lot zoning would allow
residents, in Commissioner Laura
Lorenzo’s words, “to preserve the
rural character of the area, and bet-
ter protect the natural resources
and wildlife that exists there,”

Most of the area does not have

paved roads, water or sewer lines,

According to Planning Consultant
Brandon Rogers, only 31 percent of
itis developabledue to the presence
of regulated woodlands and wet-
lands. Most of the dozen residents
who attended the May 12 meeting
with the commission wanted to
keep it that way, commissioners
indicated.
Large price tags, Lorenzo satd,
don’t have to accompany large lots,
“Some people don't want to see
subdivisions there,” she said. “You
don't necessarily have to have
$200,000 or half-mnillion-dollar
homes out there. You can have
modest homes on big lots."
City planners are looking at the
plan as part of their review of the
city’s five-year master plan update,
due this summer. The master plan
calls for gradually declining density
as new development moves west.
The zoning under consideration
would fit into that plan.

Novi city at-
torney David Fried recently concluded
that Council Member Carol Mason has a
conflict of interest when voting on issues
involving Tri-Mount Homes, but not
when voting on matters involving the
Selective Development Co.

It is quite possibie for a reasonable
person to conclude that it should be the

niettlesome nature of codes of ethics and
conflict of interest issues,

Mason’s connection to Tri-Mount is
her business partner, Mark Dembs. Ma-
son sells real estate locally. She is the
secretary and a director of Earl Keim Re-
alty, Carol Mason Inc. Dembs is an of-
ficer and director of both the Novi-based
real estate agency and the Tri-Mount
Homes Corp.

“Because of Ms, Mason's business
relationship with Mark Dembs . . . there
can be no question that Ms. Mason is
placed in position in which personal in-
terest may conflict with public duty,”
Fried wrote in his May 18 legal opinion.

"As stated . . . in Sect, 6 of the Novi
Standards of Conduct, it i8 clear that the
business relationship is such as ‘may
tend te impair {Council Member Ma-
son's} independernce of judgment or ac-
tion in performance of official duties.’

Fried concluded in his opinion that
Mason should have asked the courncil to
let her abstain when questions involving
Tri-Mount came before council. Instead,
Mason voted on such questions on flve
separate occasions.

Still, the conflict is at best indirect.
Fried noted in his opinion that' Mason
did not profit personally as a result of,

Rt I vree
-+ "Atthe same time, Fried found that -
Mason did not violate the city's ethics
policy when she voted on issues related
to the Selective Development Co. Mason
has sold one Selective home, As a thank
you, she was given a $50 basket of nuts
and candies, but even that is surely a tri-
fling compared to the commission she
likely received from the sale of the house,

So here her benefit is more direct,
yet there s no conflict, at least according
to Fried's opinion.

At the same time, Fried's ruling
makes perfect sense from another per-
spective. As a realty agent, Mason could
sell any house in the city. If it were not
one in a Selective company subdivision,
she'd surely be selling one somewhere
else, Her sale of one Selective company

Madsen never answered the
phone or talked to negotiators after
that.

When
Madsen did not emerge, officers
moved In to search the building
Madsen was found dead at 4:36 a.m.
in the front seat of his Cadlllac in the
garage, apparently from a single self-
inflicted gunshot.

The trail of tragedy began early
Wednesday morning. At 5:40 a.m.
Madsen used three shotgun blasts to
break into the Plymouth Township
home he and his estranged wife had
once shared. He confronted Janette
Madsen in the kitchen, shot her five
times with the shotgun and three
times with a 9 mm handgun, then
fled in the leased 1992 Cadillac
Seville. :

The Madsens' two children h
the gunshots and their mother's
screams [rom their upstairs bed-
rooms. Daughter Kim, 15, placed the
911 call and Plymouth Township po-
lice responded. She and brother Da-
niel, 8, were unharmed.

Shortly afterward, Madsen began
his daylong string of phone calls to
police, friends and television stations
In which he made numerous threats
to family members, law officers and
members of the judicial system
whom he feit had mistreated him In
his divorce case. '

ney, Garth Jackson, sald he “wasn't
making much headway” in his case
against Donaid Madsen In testimony
earlier in the week, Madsen made it
clear in several of his phone calls that
the proceedings were not going his

ay.

Security reviewed after shooting

The May 26 stakeout of a gun-
mart's St. Lawrence Estates condom-
inlum by Northville City police began
as a high-stakes version of hide-and-
seek.

But another logistical nightmare
developed later that day when city
police tried to contro] the comings
and goings of condominium
residents,

City offlcers and flrefighters pro-
vided security and traffie controt

while the Western Wayne Special Op-
eratfons Team negotlated with Do-
nald Madsen to bring a peaceful end
to the armed standofl.

Following a 4 p.m. tactica] briefing
at Northville Township Hall, mem-
bers of the Northville City, Northville
Township and Plymouth Township
police departments, together with
the Western Wayne County Special
Operations Team, took positions ar-
ound the condominium complex at
Seven Mile and Sheldon.

A command center was set up in
Rural Hill Cemetery, on a bluff over-

looking Madsen's unit. Northville
Clty Police Chief Rod Cannon spent
most of Wednesday night there, with
the SOT hostage negotlating team
that tried to talk Madsen into
surrendering.

One of the toughest tasks for the
city police department was securing
the 96-unit complex, since reporiers
had begun staking out the scene
shortly after the police that morning
and homeowners were already re-
turning from work by the time their
final deployment began,

"It would have been impossible,

unless you had at least 100 men, to
cordon off that entire area,” Detective
Sgt. David Fendelet of the Northville
palice said. “We would have needed
people all over the place, not just on
the roads.”

Township Police Lt. Gary Batzloff
agreed, His detective bureau was
cailed in around 10 a.m. to assist the
city In securing the area with traflic
control.

“In my opinion, the area was just
too hard to secure,” Batzloff said. “]
feel it was because of the accessibil-

ity.

Potherbs offer
a break from
plain ol’ greens

Potherbs are collard greens, dandelion
greens, mustard greens, Swiss chard, tumlp
greens, and kale. In Italy potherbs are cooked
In olive oil with garlic and served hot with pork
or seasoned with wine vinegar to make a
lukewarm salad.

Collard greens are served with buttermilk
curds for a traditional Ethiopian stew, while in
Brazil cooked kale or collards are a national
dish. These greens are rich in beta carotene,

_vitamin €, and a good source of fiber. They can

be eaten raw when young and tender, but as
they mature their flavors become stronger and
will taste better cooked.

Collard greens are a member of the cabbage
family, and has a flavor somewhere between
cabbage and kale. Choose bunches of crisp,
green leaves with tender stems and use as
soon as possible. Wash well before cooking, If
any of the greens are dirty, wash In warm wa-
ter to loosen any dirl, bugs or worms.

Don't worry, washing really works to get rid
of bugs and dirt. Then rinse well in cold water
untll they are clean. Collards are an excellent
source of calcium, they are also high in vita-

mins A and C, potassium, iron, niacin and pro-

tein besides belng low in sodium and calories.
Collard greens can be used as wrappers in
place of cabbage leaves In recipes like stuffed
cabbage.

Mustard greens are also a relative of the
cabbage and have a more pungent flavor.
Choose small, young, crisp leaves with a deep
green color and no insect holes or seed heads.
Seed heads are a sign of over-maturity. Store
for three days in the refrigerator in a plastic
bag. Wash well and remove any lough stems
before cooking.

Mustard greens are low in calories, rich in
vitamins A and C, potassium, calcium, protein
and fron.

Swiss chard can be substituted for spinach
in most recipes. Chard Is a milder flavored
green and can even be used for fillling for ra-
ViollBecause the ribe-take: longer to cook. trim
away from leaves-and cook separately, combine
before serving. Keep chard refrigerated in plas-
tic and use within a few days. Before coocking
wash well, steam In a saucepan using just the
water that clings to the leaves.

Chard is very high In vitamin A and is a
good source of potasstum, fron, calcium and
protein. Chard is falrly high in sodium so cook
without salt fo prevent discoloration.

Dandelion; greens come from the common
lawn weed, which Is a member of the sunflower
family. Before going out into the yard or stop-
ping on the road side.to pick dandelions, be
sure the area has not been treated with weed
killer or fungicides.

When dandelions are young, they are deli-
cious In salads, especially with a hot bacon
dressing. As they get older, they do become bit-
ter and then need to be cocked.

Tumlip greens are slightly sweet, a highly nu-
idtious relative of the cabbage family. As they
age, they have a strong flavor and will need to
be cooked to tame that taste. Tuwsnip greens are
rich In vitamins A and C, calclum, fron and
protein. Choose crisp, fresh looking leaves, re-
frigerate and use within a couple of days.

Kale is a member of the cabbage family, and
one of the more nutritious, rich in vilamins A
and C, potassjum, protein and iron. Avold buy-
ing limp, wilted or yellow leaves. For wilted
tired greens, dip in hot water, then in fce water
with a dash of vinegar, Shake the excess water
from them and chill in the refrigerator for ab-
out an hour.

Rusting of lettuce and greens is caused by
the way they are stored. Store away from all
fruite and keep in a plastic bag with a couple
paper towels to help absorb the excess mols-

ture.

Iz there a food that provokes as much
passion as chocolate?

Experts detail the benefits of fresh veg-
etables and whole grains, while others
make the case for fresh seafoods or pasta,
but if you want o get people excited, just
mention chocolate,

Proof: ever hear of vanlila-holic?

Te state those cravings for the gooey
dark mixture of the cacao bean, sugar and
butter, the good people of the Great Chefs
cooking series have anew programand ac-
companying video titled Great Chefs: Cho-
colute Edition ready to gdo.

The one-hour special, which airs on
PBS stations this spring, is a compilation
of various Great Chefs of the West, Great
Chefs of New Oreans and other Great
Chefs serles that focus on the world-
renowned chefs preparing dessert recipes.

That's theappeal of the White Chocolate
Ravicll, At first glance the dish appears to
be pastain a creamsauce, but onebite will
reveal the white chocolate covering a cho-
colate mousse in a poo! of hazelnut sauce.,

“People have an image,” he says. “They
don't think of it as dessert, but they havea
food memory of ravioll but can’t imagine
the taste. That sense of the unlmown adds
excitement to the eating,”

Adding exritement to eatingis one
Chef Schmidt, now the partnttng er mﬂgﬁg
Detroit-area restaurants, including Tres
Vite, Cocina del Sol and Buster's Bay, has
done well. :

Schmidt received the French Classic
and Provenclal Culinary Arts Diploma
from Lubseron College in Avignon, then
trained under Madelalne Kamman at
Modern Gourmet Inc. in Newton, Mass.

In 1985 he co-founded The Rattlesnake
Club In Denver, then the Adirondacks in
Washington and then The Rattlesnake
Club in Detroit.

After splitting with his partner in 1990,
Schmidt stayed with the Detroit Rattles-
nake and added the others, He opened his
latest restaurant, Stelline, in Troy.

The key to successful preparatfon of the
ravioll is to keep the white chocolate soft
during the assembly,

“The ideal is 72 degrees,” he says. .

“When you hit the right temperature, the
chocolate is not soft but pliable and still
has some resistance.”

At the 'Snake they let the white choco-
late “mellow for a number of hours in a
bread proofer set at 70 degrees, Then we
roll them out by the thousands.”

A new cookbook polls chefs on chocolate creations such as this chocolate bag for the serious sweet tooth.

Schmidt has experimented with varia-
tions on the recipes, saying that they have
used rasberry, passion fruit and peach
praline stuffings, but that a darkchocolate
can't substitute for the trompe l'oeil of the
white chocolate,

In fact, the white chocolate can fdol even
the best cooks. Schmidt tells of a time they
air-freighted some of the ravioli to a fan in
the Washington area,

The fan put the ravioll in boiling water
and was outraged when he looked in the
pot and there was nothing but a brown

ess,

He called the Rattlesnake Club and was |

outraged at what he called a shoddy
product.

“There's nothing In rny pan!” the man
sputtered.

*1 had to explain there was no need to
cook them,” Jaughs Schmidt. *I explained
it's kind of like a truffle.”

Chef Mark Miller of the Red Sage in New
York says, “Chocolate seems to offer what
people want, They now seem tobe gravitat-
Ing to sensual foods. But they want ataste
experience with a lot of rellance on flavors
by using less fats, less butters and
creams.”

To fit the bill ChefMiller has been exper-
{encing with ethnic and foreign foods since
his tratning at the regning Chez Panisse in
Berkeley, Calif.

In fact, Miller sees himself as something
of an academic, having graduated with a
degree in anthropology from the aforemen-
tionted university, and he sees his exper-
{mentation with foods as an eut-growth,

. “Many of ny ideas comne from taking an
indigenous technique or ingredients (us-
ing) them in a modem form.”

One of these ingredients happens to be
chocolate, which Is native to North
America and was not used by Europeans

untl! Hernando Cortes introduced the
concoction to the Spanish court after his
conquest of the Aziecs.

Mlller says he uses chocolate in non-
dessert sauces, similar to how Mexican
cuistne incorporates it into mole, the savice
that mixes chilies and chocolate,

For a recent wine-testing, he served
quall in a merlot-based sauce that in-
cluded ancho chilies, plums, a bit of
roasted coffee and unsweetened cacao —
the base of chocolate — that brought out
the sublle flavors of the wine,

"The American public need to learn to
use sauces not based on stocks, fats or
olive oil,” says Miller. “They need to learn
that ethnic flavors can be sublle and
sophisticated,”

Miller goes
to an indigencus source as insplra-
Uon for an [barra Chochoate Cake, a
flourless chocolate lorte.

[barra chocolate 18 a Mexican
brard found in most ethnic markets
— look for the octagonal red-and-
gold packaging. Unlike Nestle's
Quick or other chocolate-milk pro-
ducts, Ibarra chocolale is bittersweet
and comes in % -inch thick cakes
and is blended with cinnamen and
almonds. It is melted I a sauce pan
with milk, then whisked to make hot
chocolate,

“Ibarrals too granuiated and won't
smooth out,* he says. “Though it's a

flavor for a pudding or flan.”

The Jbarra Chocolate Cake can be
made a day ahead to help the flavors
intensify, but Miller suggests you
walt to glaze until the day 1t s served.

*It can't be raining when you cook
this crust,” warns chef Kathy Rulz of
the self-titled Kathy's Restaurant in
Houston.

The crust in questlon is a delicate
meringue that is subject {o deflating
with just the slightest hint of humid-
ity, for which Houston, being near
the Gulf Coat, {s famous.

“We get requests for It every day,”
she sald, “but we anly make it oncea
week or twice a week, depending on
the weather.”

Nonetheless the Chocolate Cream
Ple with Meringue Crust is a popular
item. The reason, says Rulz, is the
crust,

“Where the crust meets the
mousse can get gooey, but the bot-
tom Is still going to be crisp,” she
says. "The point to the dish (s texiure
and contrast.”

The idea for a meringue crust
came from her grandmother, says
Ruiz, a third-generation Texan and
native of Houston.

“It's something I remember from
when | could barely walk.”

Although she has a degree in biol-
ogy and spent three years working in
the oll industry, her passions led her
to cooking professionally.

“[ learned on everbody else’s mo-
ney,” she says of her training under
several chefs at many different re-
staurants before striking out on her
own and opening Kathy’s where the
menu changes dally and features an
“eclect{c” selection drawing on baslc
American culsine,

To get a successlul crust, use a
larger-than-normal ple pan and
apply the meringue at least 1 inch
thick, Ruiz says,

For a variation, she adds three ta-
blespoons cocoa powder to the mer-
ingue “to give [t a really nice color and
flavor.”

In fart. according to the chel, the
recipe Is In a perpetual stale of
evolution,

“ILdepends on my mood,” she says
of the diiferent Ingredients she adds
to the filling,. “There’s no limit. Some-
Umes {add whole rasberries, candted
orange peel, chunks of toffee or
Balley's liqueur — you name I."

The one thing that she always
adds to the chocolate mousse is one-
quarter cup Grand Marnier or
Chambord.

“When you add the espresso to the
chocolate it looks like something

bumt,” she says. “Right after the es-
presso, add the liqueur and it
smooths it right out.”

One last nstruction — be sure to
serve this ple right away. The mer-
ingue crust tums chewy overnight,

If there Is one thing all three chefs
agree on Is their abhorrence for semj-
sweet or mitk chocolate.

“Chocolate 1s underused as a fla-
voring.” says Miller. “The chocolale
used in the Uniled States Is overly
:ﬁeet. I don't like milk chocolate at

“Milk chocolate doesn’t have any
flavor,” adds Ruiz. “I like to tasie the
cocoa flavor. Milk chocolate doesn’t
have that bite.”

Schmidt suggests you buy bitters-
weet chocolate in bulk and use it for
all your baking needs.

“You can always sweelen it up by
using more sugar,” he says, noting
that you'll be paying for the sugar
with sweeter producls and this way
you have better control over the exact
flavor you want.

WHITE CHOCOLATE RAVIOLI

Sur over low heat until mix-
ture heats and slightly thickens:

Rernove from heat and strain
into bowl. Str In Fangelico and refrig-
erate until needed.

To make the ravioll, chill ravioll
mald in freezer. Preheat oven to low-
est setting for five minutes and then
tum it off. Break white chocolate
bars in hall lengthwise and place
them on baking sheet In turned-off
oven for about 5 minutes until choco-
laie Is soft enaugh to be pliable and
give to pressure of a finger.

Roll 1 plece of chocolate out on a
sheet of parchment paper to flattenit
enough to fit through a pasta ma-
chine set on widest setting. Run cho-
colate through pasta machine roll-
ers, decreasing setting each time un-
i chocolate {8 1/16-inch thick.

Quckly press chocolate into
chilled ravioli mold and ifll each ra-
violl with 1 to 1 % tablespoons of
mousse. Roll second sheet of choeco-
late in same manper and press it on

top of ravioll, sealing it with a rolling

pin.

Invert mold, pressing genly to re-
lease ravioli, and cut them into sepa-
rale pieces with raviol cutter or
knlfe, Place on chilled baking sheet in
refrigerator and repeat with more
sheets of chocolate, softening them
in a warm oven as n .

To serve, let ravioll stand at room
temperature for 30 minutes. Spoon
% cupsauce on each plate and place
ravioll on top. Sprinke with nuts and

Note: While no one will denyu that
this dessert is a lot of work, none of it
need be last-minute. The flling and
sauce can be made 2 days in ad-
vaice, and the completed ravioll can
be refrigerated for 2 days, tghtly
wrapped, before serving.

Invert
cake onto rack to cook and remove
paper. When cool, paint with Grand
Marnier,

To make glaze, break chocolate
into small pieces and combine all in-
gredients in top of double boller. Heat
pan, and turn off heat as water comes
to a boll. Beat with whisk until
smooth,

Place cake on rack over pan or wax
paper and pour glaze in center. Tilt
cake to distribute glaze evenly. and
allow cake to sit for 45 minutes. Re-
peat with remaining glaze and let
glaze set for 45 minutes before
serving,

Note: Cake can be made up to a
day In advance and should be keptat
room temperature.
