The commission is appointed by the three city
counclls to oversee the joint-franchise.

_ Provisions of the federal 1992 Cable Actled to
the dropping of WWOR, he explalned.

The new regulations require a cable franchise
to provide all stations which are within a Jocal
market, are generally viewable and are less than
100 percent home shopping programming.

As We See It Want to insult a journalist?

Why should you, dear reader, care
if a unit of government tries to stifle a
little dissent from time to time, to silence
the occasional critic?

You should care because it has to
do with you and your ability to speak
your mind about that government, It
means the government could try to si-
lence you too.

Even if you don't mind facing that
possibility, even if you're more than will-
ing to run the risk to speak your mind,
not everyone s, Others, watching the ob-
Jector get attacked, will hold their
tongues because it doesn’t seem worth
the trouble. Reprisals by the government
against any one of its critics has a “chill-
ing effect” on other potential critics. You
should care because freedom of speech
is not only for the brave.

And you should care because you
have a right to hear all those criticisms of
the unit of government so that you can
make your own judgments about which
are valld and which are not.

The Novi schools Board of Educa-
tion has made a habit of trying to silence
critics. Remember what Sally Marchak
went through. The board refused her ap-
pointment to a district committee de-
spite her nomination by the PTO be-
-cause of her atternpt to give input to the
district's curriculum, Former Novi
mayor Pat Karevich was personally at-

merely pointing out that a drain had

Why should you care
if critics are stifled?

But these was only the last straws
asfarasthe board was concerned. Mem-
bers listed the many sins of The Nout
News. We criticized the teacher contract
andthe board's decisiontosign it early in
the year. We criticized the lack of a policy
protecting students from sexual harass-
ment. We bemoaned the lack of competi-
tion in the coming school board elec-
tions. We have been pressuring the
board to cablecast its meetings,

Now, you may agree or disagree
with this newspaper on any of those
Issues, but one thing is absolutely clear
— adecision to “pull the legals” based on
those views s an attempt to punish cri-
ticism. It is an economic reprisal for
dissent,

it constitutes censorship . . . raw,
unreflned censorship.

That is not just our opinion, it is
what the courts have said. When the
government-owned North Oakland Med-
ical Center, formerly Pontiac General
Hospital, pulled the legals from The Oak-
land Press, that newspaper sued in fed-
eral court and won. A government

R cdttonal.gpimp’g:ljlcicouﬂ s‘d? #
constitutional and it's fllegal, the toiit ¢
said. There are numerous cases from all
across the country: North Mississippi
Communications v. Jones, Times-
Picayune Publishing v. Lee, Mt. Healthy
City School District v. Doyle. Time and
again, when a unit of government has
decided to pull the legals based on edi-
torial content, the courts have overruled
t.

The case law has produced some
interesting quotes, “Those who won our
independence believed . . . that public
discussion is a political duty,” according
to the decislon in Whitney v. California.
"Speech concerning public affairs is
more than self-expression; it is the es-
sence of self-government,” the supreme
court said in Garrison v. Louisiana.

There will be those who will eriticize
The Nouvl News for taking on the school
board. “The paper has a secli-interest
here,” they'll say. “It just wants the mo-
ney from the legal ads.” Of course, they
have a perfect right to say it. And it istrue
that we make money from those ads. But
anyone who decides to stand and fight
the school board is susceptible to a
charge of having a self-interest. Other
critics who have been targeted for attack
by the board could be said to have a self-
interest —a political agenda perhaps, or
maybe a personal agenda. Even the right
to stand up and speak one's mind with-
out fear of reprisal s a self-interest, after
all.

One of the most important func-
tions of a newspaperisto give voice tothe
minority opinions, to publish the critic-
tsms of government, and to make sure
that dissenting views can thrive.

ifthe local newspaper does not con-
front toe-to-toe any sttempt at censor-
shipbythelocal government, whowill? If
the local newspaper allows itself to be
punished through economic reprisals
for critical thought, what criticisms of
local government stand a chance of be-
ing freely voiced?

Blasting
a local board or councll for meeting in secret session tsn’t
going to be well-recetved by the board or council, but it's
scmething which has to be done for the good of the
commurity.

Criticizing a board for attempting to squelch dissent
lan’t going to be well-recetved either, but it's something
which has to be done for the good of the citizens.. .

A third criterion is related. If the goal s to bring about
constructive change, editorials should be written in sucha
way as to stimulate thinkdng. If an editorial antagonizes
somebody . . . If the editorial backs them Into a corner and
forces them to defend themselves, the chances that the
target of the editorial i3 golng to weigh the merits of the ar-
gument serfously are diminished considerably.

If an editorial forces somebody to grovel . . . or puts -
them ina position of having to lose face, the objectiveof po- -
sitive change is a lot harder to achieve,

Wiiting good, persuastve editorials takes a lot of work
And we put strong emphasison relevant, constructive edl-
torfals in our newspapers,

The bottom line 1s that, regardless of what readers
might think of the quality of our commentary, we will never
be accused of practicing “Afghanistanism.”

If the situation remained the
same, next-door neighbors would
have to send their children to diffe-
rent districts. Both sides began dis-
cussing the transfer with Sands-
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tone's developer in 1991.

Lawsuit filed in tow
truck driver accident

The famlly of James Domin — a
tow truck driver who was killed while
working on Twelve Mile Road last De-
cember — has flled a lawsuit agajnst
Dawn Bauer, driver of the car that
struck him.

Also named In the lawsuit is De-
borah Jessen, the owner of the
vehicle.

The lawsult, filed in Oaldand
County Circuit Court by the victim's
mother Deborahh Domin, cherges
that negligence an the part of both
defendants led to his death. 1t seeks
In excess of $10,000 against each of
the defendants.

James Domin, 19, was employed
by Keford Collision, On Dec. 15, ar-
ound 11:30 p.m., he was in the pro-
cess of clearing away a vehicle on
Twelve Mlle near Donelson Drive that
was damaged in an earlier accident.

His tow truck was parked on the
north shoulder of the road, and was
between two Novi police vehicles with
emergency lights flashing,

As he was working he was struck
from behind by Bauer, also 19. He
died at the scene.

Police investigators later reporied
that the right front headlight on Jes-
sen's 1986 Mazda was burned out,
and the left front was misaligned.

Attorneys for the Domin family
charge that Bauer drove the vehicle
In a reckless manner by exceeding
the speed limit and falling todrive ina
manner appropriate to the condi-
tionsa present that night. In addition,
they charge that Bauer’s ability to
drive was Impaired by lack of sleep
and she fafled to keep the car under
control.

Road conditions the night of the
accident scene were wet, and a light
rain was falling,

Charges in the lawsuit against
Jessen {nclude a faflure to keep the
vehicle in good working order, and al-
lowing someone to drive it when it
was not in good working order,

Altorneys for Bauer and Jessen
say their clients are not guilty of ne-
gligence, and haverequested that the
case be dismissed.

Meanwhile, an Intemal investiga-
tion Into police handling of the acci-
dent scene has not yet been wrapped
up, said Novi Police Captain Al Ras-
mussen. He sald some files are still
walting for a review, and when that 1s
completed he will make the investiga-
tion public.

Police officers at the scene did not
direct traffic or set out flares, and wit-
nesses at the scene contended that
Domin would be alive today if the of-
Acers had been more attentive to
dangerous conditions that night.

One witness who lives near theac-
cident scenesald that cars were driv-
ing through large pieces of debris at
an estimated 50 mph while the two
officers at the scene sat in their patrol
cars. He clalmed it was several mi-
nutes after Domin was hit before po-
lice summoned an ambulance,

However, Novi Police Chief Doug
Shaefler and other police officials
have maintained that officers fol-
lowed the rules. The cars {nivolved in
the original accident had been
cleared off the road, and it is in the
towing company’s contract that the
tirivers are responsible for clearing
away any debris,

Charges of negligent homicide
were flled against Bauer after the ac-
cident, but en May 13 Oakland
County Circult Court Judge Robert
Anderson ruled that she be accepted
into the YTA {Youthful Tratnee Act)

How do you hold a sharp knife when peeling

Early harvest is a bounty in the ‘'wave

Sure, fresh fruit of almost every varie
{8 avallable all year round — if you're will-
ing to pay the price.

Butass segues Into summer, the
seasonal ab meanswe can all af-
ford to indulge in fresh strawberries,
blueberries, nectarines, peaches, apri-
cots, raspberries, grapes, plums, sweet
cherries and melons.

And here's good news from nuirition-
ists: fresh fruit is one sweet you can enjoy
without guilt. Moet are rich in vitamins
and fiber; apricots, for instance, are high
in vitamin A. And many fruits are rich in
pectin, the fiber that helps jams and jeliles
to jell. Better news yet for summer dieters:
most frults have fewer than 100 calories
per % -cup serving — and very little (if
any) fat.

Fresh summer fruits are delicious
eaten asis, but because most contain ab-
out 85 percent water, they also juice eas-
ily inajuicer or blender. This summer, in-
stead of sugary sodas, try a healthy alter-
native: Mix one part fresh fruit juice with
one part club soda and pour over ice, It's
effervescent, like the popular sodas, has
no added sugar but that found naturally
in the fruit, and It has vitamins, too.

Ripen fresh fruit out of direct sunlight
and at room temperature, If you like,
place fruit in a closed paper bag to hasten
ripening. Check every day, and refrigerate

Immediately onee frult is ripe.

Remember towash all fresh fruit before
eating in order to remove any traces of
pesticide. Rinsing fruit under running tap
water will remove only about 20 pecent of
any pesticide residue. To clean frult more
effectively, wash with diluted dish deter-
gent (scrub gently with a hand brush, 1
possible), and rinse well under tap, Do
not, however, soak fruits in water, since
they can become quickly waterlogged and
may lose minerals, vitamins and texture,

Your microwave is perfect for fresh
frudt, which should be cooked gently and
briefly or it may lose texture, flavor and
color. Overcooked berrles (cherries,
strawberries) may even develop “ofl” fla-
vors, For even coolting, select fruit of uni-
formn size, If they're to be microwaved
whole— orcut Into uniform pieces before
microwaving. Check frequently after re-
cipe's suggested minimum time to avoid
overcooking,

Summer frulis can add color and flavor
to salads, pastries, desserts, cakes —
even liqueurs. To make a deliclous fla-
vored liqueur using fresh summer straw-
berries, place 1% pints of washed, hulled
strawberrles in a 2% -quart microwave-
safe casserole, Crush lightly with a potato
masher, Stir in 2 cups each of vodka and
granulated sugar. Microwave at LOW (30
percent power) for 15 minutes, stirring af-
ter 10 minutes, Cover and let stand for
three to four days, then strain through a
fine sleve lined with cheesecloth [to re-

move strawberty seeds). Ylelds about 2
cups liqueur,

We could all stand more grain

Eating more gralns. You know it’s the smart
thing to do because in additlon to being low in [at
and calories, grains are a great source of energiz-
ing complex carbohydrates. Yet, getting the re-
commended number of servings rnay seem more
challenging than it needs to be.

“When consumers look at the USDA Food
Gulde Pyramid and see the six to 11 grain serv-
ings, thelr first thought Is 11 can’t possibly eat that
many servings and still have room for all of the
other [oods I need each day,” " sald Mary Mullen, a
Chicago-area dletitian who counsels consumers
interested in improving their eating habits. "Whal
they often don’t understand is how many servings
are right for them.

"The Food Guide Pyramid gives a range of serv-
ings because the number of servings each ofus re-
quires depends upon our calorie needs. And, ca-
lorie needs are based upon a varicety of factors
such as age, sex. size and activity level, Many older
adults, for example, need about 1,600 calories
which can be obtained by eating the lowest num.
ber of servings from each of the flve major groups.”

According to Mullen, many consumers also
don't reallze that at [east some of the grain serv-
ings they're already eating are actually two serv-
ings. One grain serving Is equivalent to — 4 a
bagel, hamburger or hot dog rell; 1 slice of bread;
% cup cocked rice or pasta; %4 cup cocked cereal
or grits; 1 tortilla; 1 whole grain waflle; and 2 ta-
blespoons of wheat germ. This means that a sand-
wich, many pasta entrees and a bagel all count as
two grain servings.

One way to get in the habit of eating more grains
is to think of cereals and other grain-based foods
as Ingredients and snacks. Here are some Ideas
from the Quaker Kitchens,

@ Use nutrient -rich wheat germ to coat chicken
and as an extender when making meatloal and
mealballs.

Eggplant's delicate lavender flow-
ers are similar to the lomata's yellow
blossoms, and eggplant bushes
make decorative contalner plants or
additions to a flower border.

‘The good news aboul eggplant is
that it has practically no calories —
only about 38 calories per cup. The
other side of the story is that eggplant
has practically no vitamins or miner-

. als, elther. .

Itis an excellent source of fiber
a falrly good source of potassium and
folic acid. Potassium works with so-
diumto regulate the body’s water ba-
lance and normalize heart rhythms.

Folic acld Is necessary for the for-
mation of blood cells and may help
protect agalnst heart disease, nerve
damage and certain types of birth
defects,

Eggplant’s subtle flavor and meaty
texture make it a versatile ingredient
in many recipes.

"We carry eggplant all year round,
and it sells steadily,” sald Mary Ann
Malorana, co-owner (with husband
Joe Sr, and son Joe Jr.} of Joe's Pro-
duce in Livonia.

“The younger generation of cooks
Isoften unsure of what to do with egg-
plant, but one of us Is usually around
to answer questions and give cooking
advice.
