The Board of Education raised 
the district's general opcratl11g 1nll-
lage levy Thiirsday, June 17, to the 
lnost the state constitution's Head-
lee Anlendlnent will allow without a 
vote of the people. The increase will 
ofTset expected cutbacks l n state 
ald to Novl l n the coming year. 

If those cuts do not happen as ex­
pected, board members said thty 
Wlll reduce the district's millage levy 
later this year. 

"All we're saying is l Y u s t us for 
six months.* If we don't need the 
money w e l l return l t " Board Presi­
dent Raymond Byers said of the 
measure. "If we don't. It's because 
we'll need it." 

School oQlclals estimate that 
NoVl may lose more than $ 1 mill ion 
i n state a id ln the coming year. 
Without an increase, board mem­
bers said, t h ^ d have to cut educa­
tion programs. 

"I would continue to support the 
quality program that we have," 
Board IVeasurer Craig Foreback 
said i n support of the Increase. "I 

think that most people wiU want to 
spend the money to get and keep 
What we have i n Novl now." 

M e r approving the Increase, the 
board adopted the district's budget 
for fiscal year 1993-94which is pre­
dicated on both the increase and 
the loss of state aid. Both votes were 
6-0 fTnistee Robert Schram was 
absent.) 

Under state law, the most the 
board could levy for geneiBl opera­
tions thisyearwithoutapubllc vote 
Is 27.737 mills. Before they could 
authorize an Increase, members 
must hold a Truth-In-Taxatlon 
hear ing lor a specific millage 
amount. 

The board held one on J u n e 3 for 
1.463 mills, which would have 
made the coml11g year's levy what it 
was this year: 29.2 mil ls . It ad­
journed that hearllig without a re­
solution and held a second heariilg 
on J u n e 17for 1.6995 mUls. .Adopt­
ing that Increase brings the operat­
ing levy up to 29.4365 mills . That is 
the 11iaxlmum the board can levy 
under Headlee without voters ap­
proving an override.

Walled Lake's 670 acres of blue water are 
looking mighty Inviting to the Michigan Depart­
ment of Natural Resources (DNR), which hopes 
to put a public boat launch there. 

Homeowners around the lake wotdd like idea 
put Into dry dock, according to Marianna Ber-
trand, vice-president of the Lakes Area Resi­
dents Association (LARA). The association has 
Invited state Senator David Honlgman, R-West 
Bloomfleld, to meet with them Tuesday night to 
discuss the issue. 

"Just basically, we don't want IL There's 
enough boat traffic o n the lake. The lake ls too 
crowded now. There's the wall and Rock Island l n 
the middle of the lake, so some parts of the lake 
are not usable." Bertrand said. 

According to a May 26 letter the chief of the 
DNRTs RecreaUon Division, O . J . Scherschllght, 
sent to Bertrand, ofthe 140akland County lakes 
targeted for public access sites. Walled Lake was 
glven the number one priority. 

The access sites would be purchased with 
funds the state legislature funnels each year to 
the Michigan Natural Resources TVust F u n d . 
TTie 1993 monies have not yet been approved.

The D N R 
program does not include acquiring lake fron­
tage for swlmmere or land-lubblng fishers. 

Lakes of 100 acres or more are typically eyed 
by the D N R for public access. The pubUc should 
be able to reach the water it owns ^aplalned 
Bmce Walker, a staff member of the U N R s Re­

creation Division's Boating P1x)gram Branch. 
Each year, the DNR submits four priority 

lakes per county to the state legislature. 
"We buy two lake sites peryear statewide, but 

we list as many lakes as we can," Walker said. 
'Most of the time, nothing Ijecomes available 

at prices we can afford. This is a Wish list for us. 
We tell our employees to keep their eyes open." 

While lt may sound like a case of the state 
standing up for the right of Michigan cltizerls to 
use their lakes Versus lake homeowners who 
want to essentially privatize a public recreational 
resource, Honigman staf]fmemt>erTlm Pope says 
it's more than that.

"They (the DNR) have expressed that Oakland 
County is one ofthe areas they have great inter­
est in ," Pope explained. 

"Some of the biggest aiguments are that the 
lakes i n Oakland County are more heavily used.

A rash of alleged Pepsi tamper-
i11gs took a new twist in Novi last 
week when a local woman claimed a 
Pepsi Slurpee she purchased at the 
MeadoWbrook Road 7-Eleven was 
spiked. 

Jane Boggus, of Novl, called the 
policeJune 13When she recognized 
the taste of rum In a Slurpee her 
husband purchased for her shortly 
before noon. 

"When he brought it back I tasted 
it and I noticed something wasn't 
ri^L My husband said 'Oh, I'm 
sony. I got you Pepsi 111stead of 
Coke . ' " 

But Boggus said a few more sips 
confirmed her suspicion that the 
Pepsi tasted strange because it was 
spiked wi th runL 

"I knew it was r u m " she sald. "I 
used to drink rum and Coke wi th a 
lime when 1 was younger, and when 
I tasted that I remembered it 
im11Kdlately." 

She said she was u1iable to smell 
whether there was rum i n the drink 
because of allergies. 

Novi Police Lt. Gerald B u m h a m 
said that Slurpee, as well as a sec­
ond one that Boggus purchased 
and brought to the police station, 
were taken as evidence a n d have 
been transported to the Michigan 
State Police crime lab to be tested 

for alcoholic content. B u m h a m 
said it wil l likely take several days to [ 
a full Week for the results. 

B u m h a m sald he's skeptical of I 
the report because it would he tin- \ 
possible to tamper with the store's 
Slurpee machine. The lines run i 
s t r a i t bom sealed tanks to the | 
machine's taps. The only way to add 
something to the dri1ik, B u m h a m j 
said. Is to do It after it has been 
dispensed. 

No other spiked Slurpees have 
been reported, he added. 

"They sell a lot of those this time 
of year, and a lot of them are to peo­
ple who work i n the police depart­
ment," he said. "I guess i f you had 
10 or 11 reports It would be diffe­
rent, but we just have this one 
report." 

Boggus believes that graduating 
high school seniors may have put 
rum i n the machine as a prank. 

"I think some kid that was work­
ing the night shift might have al­
lowed this to happen so his friends 
could come in and get m m and 
Cokes," she said. 

David Skowronek, a 7-Eleven 
clerk who was working the day shift 
when Boggus filed the complaint, 
sald he doubts that coilld have 
happened. 

"I highly doubt It." he said. "If you 
put anything in there that's not the

(LARA) said he personally believes 
the swans bebiig o n the lake, but 
that he represents everyone l n 

LARA. 
"The swans are oveliy aggressive 

toward humans, and they are very 
territorial," he said. "Certain people 
have reacted i n a way that has of­
fended the Save Our Swans people, 
by going after them." 

Save O u r Swans is a grassroots 
orgailizatlon concerned with the 
protection o f swans living on Oak­
land County lakes. Mary Novl lake 
area res iden ts belong to the 
organization.

Estate lot zoning conU11ues lo cre­
ate controversy, as seVeral city resi­
dents expressed vehement opposi­
tion to it at the Novl Planning Com­
mission's J ime 16 meeting. 

The commission decided l n the 
wake of the meetl11g's events that it 
Will hold a special meeting June 30 to 
discuss the Idea and recelve public 
input. 

Estate lot zorilng is an Idea city of-
flcials are exploring. It would deslg-
nate a special sector of the c l ^ as a 
zone for home lota of at least two 
acres. The area under consideration 
for such "estate-sized" lots ls in 
southwestern NoVl, bordered by 
Eight Mile, Ten Mile Beck and Napier 
roads. The area totals about four 
square miles. 

Backers of plan argue that Itwould 
preserve the countjy atmosphere of 
Western Novl and ensure that the city 
has continued diversity In housing 
options, from apartments to large-
acre home lots. Estate lot zoning, 
they add. Would help to preserve the 
la1:ge amount o f environmentally 
sensitive land that exists in the area 
that might be hurt by Intensive 
development. 

Opponents of the proposal aigue 
that a new law isn't needed. The real 
estate market should detemllne 
What sorts of homes are built i n the 
area, they say, a n d large lot homes

can't be economical^ built or sold. In 
addition, they note that cxlsUng city 
and state olxllnances regulate Wood­
lands and wetlands in the proposed 
zone. 

More than a dozen residents from 
the area waited unti l past 10:30 p.m. 
to address the commission on the 
subject. Most told commissioners 
that the plan Would make their land 
unmarketable. Home developers 
would not buV their land, they said, 
because they could not afford to de­
velop it for sale and there Is no 
market for multi-acre lots in Novl. 

Two of them brought attorneys to 
address the commission, and they 
said that the plan would Violate the 

owners' rights. The city has received 
two letters from property owners 
which say that they wil l take legal ac­
tion If the plan becomes law. 

Commissioners objected to the 
way a few of the owners and their la­
wyers escpressed their feelings. 

"I think that perhaps passions 
have become inflamed," is the way 
Commissioner Richard Clark put it. 

Me1Tibers said that they did not ap­
preciate the disrespect with which 
one lawyer treated them, and that 
'blatant" threats of lawsuits were in­
appropriate. They treated the owners 
with respect, co11in1issloners said, 
and expected to recelVe the same 
courtesy. 

As a gesture of such courtesy, 
members said that they will hold a 
special meeting on June 30 at 7:30 
p.m. to discuss the estate lot zoning 
Issue. The public Is invited, and no­
tices wil l be mailed to those living In 
the area to be affected. Changes 
proposed for the city's master plan 
for land use wi l l also be on the 
agenda. 

Plan111ng ofllcials held a Informal 
get-together with owners on May 12, 
but missed notifying some of the 
ovmers in the area of the meeting. D i ­
rector of Planning James Wahl apolo­
gized for the error a n d Volunteered to 
hold another meeting on June 30. 
Commissioners r an with his sugges­
tion and ended up making the affair a 
full-fledged meeting. 

tWahl pointed out that the May 

meeting, as Well as the upcoming 
one, are not legally required. They 
are, he said, attempts to provide cit i­
zens with one more avenue to express 
their views.) 

Before the owners spoke, the com­
mission discussed the report the/d 
requested from city assessor James 
Klausmeyer. They wanted to know 
what effect the re2011i11g might have 
o n property assessments i n the area. 

In a nutshell. Chairperson Kath­
leen McLallen said, his report said 
that zoning does not in and of itself 
drive assessnlents up or down. It i s 
one of several factors that affect the 
tax value of a property. 

The co1n1111S8ion then opened up 
the floor to pubUc input. 

Property owner Howafd Freedlan-
der said that the plan "would amount 
to the taking of our land, because no­
thing wfll be developed there." 

Economlc realities Will make deve­
lopment of such large lots prohibi­
tively expensive, he said. David 
Beny, a lawyer who accompa111ed 
Freedlander to the meeting, told the 
commission that the plan Would tie fl-
legal as well. 

•I don't think that Wanting to buUd 
mansions i n Novl is going to be a 
'substantial government interest' 
(Justifying the proposed ordinance) 
that Will hold up in court" he said. 

No1Tnan Steel and Ror1ald I.Jcht, 
owners of atiout 100 acres near the 
Links of Novl. sent the city a letter ex­
pressing their dislike With the estate 

lot zoning option and also said that 
they would go to court if necessa1y to 
stop it. 

'We are Vehemently opposed to 
any such ridiculous zoning of our 
land, and wfll Institute legal action 
against the community and every 
person responsible both for money 
damages and for rezonlng and for the 
vlolaUon of ourclVfl rights," the letter 
said. There is absolutefy no need or 
market for lots of this size in Novl or 
any other community in the Detroit 
metropolitan area." 

Lawyer Kevin Kohls, representing 
another property owner at the meet­
ing, said that "Mother Nature is con­
trolling the deilslty and development 
there" and the city should leave it at 
that. 

Lawrence Santos, Who owns prop­
erty on Beck Road, told commission­
ers he would lose a lot of money ff the 
plan became reality. 

"After paying taxes on that land for 
10 years," he said, ' a n d anticipating 
developing it and seeing a return, I 
would not take it (the rezonlng) 
lighUy." 

' I f people want two acre lots, he 
continued, then they can buy two 
acres." Most aren't, he said: they're 
buying one-third to one-acre lots. 

Peter Romanow, a Grand River Av­
enue resident and former pla111ilng 
commissioner sa id he also was 
against the plan. 

"If you want to run someone else's 
property," he said to the commission, 
"you should buy it." 

When their turn came, commis­
sioners said that they didn' t like the 
tone a few had taken w i t h them. 
Commissioner Glen Bonaventura, 
for example, said that he oblected to 
the "blatant threat" of Steel's letter. 

Commissioner Robert Taub con­
curred. Members are gathering Infor­
maUon. he said, and txy ha rd to listen 
to all points of view. No votes have 
been taken, he added, a n d no deci-
sioils made. 

Given that, "naub continued, he 
did not think threats of legal acUon 
and harsh words toward members 
were appropriate. 

' I think It's not o11fy disrespectful, 
it's extortion," Taub said o f one parti-
cular case. 

Taub said that he appreciated the 
way that Freedlander and most other 
owners had presented their case i n a 
reasoned fashion. 

"I respectyour point of view," Taub 
said, ' and I think that we as a com­
mission should receive that same 
respect." 

Fleedlander rejoined that it was 
not his intention to try to intimidate 
the commission, but to present infor­
mat ion that would affect their 
decsion. 

What information the June 30 
meeting wfll bring remains to be 
seen.

Novi's proposed application to the federal 
government for a $5 million, 80-1inlt seniors 
complex will have to Wait tfll next year before 
it can come back to Novl City Council for 
reconsideration. 

Special Recreation Coordinator Kathy 
Crawford said that after the council's June 7 
refusal to allow the grant application to HUD 
for construction of the seniors complex on a 
site south of Novi High School, there had 

been discussion of retu111111g to the councU 
tonight (Monday, June 21) With another 
location. 

The alternative site was city-owned land 
next tothe Department of Public Works gar­
age on Eleven Mfle Road. Near the town cen­
ter, a n d as a result much closer to shopping, 
the belief Was that It might receive a more po­
sitive review from coundl . 

Bu t the idea was nlXed when Cooperative 
Services, Inc. — a seniors housing develop­
ment and ma11agement firm offering to apply 
for the grant on behalf of the city — con­

cluded the site would be less Iflcely to recelVe 
a positive response Dxim HUD. 

The site is too Isolated and, next to the city 
garage, there could be a noise problem when 
t r u c & are movi11g about the DPW yard. 

Nonetheless, Crawford said she wfll bring 
the p lan back next year. B u t before she does, 
steps wfll be taken to alleviate the anxiety of 
nearby residents. . . and city coimcil . Craw­
ford said she plans to start early preparing 
for the application. She said she hopes 
public hearings can be held over the summer 
and that a committee can be formed to take 

the input and concen1s of residents in the 
area. 

Crawford appeared before the council 
with Cooperative Services' development 
manager K i m Yamasakl on June 7 asking for 
permission to apply for the HUD money. The 
giant, if received, would have buflt the three-
stoiy complex on land between high school 
and the Dumbarton Pines subdivision. 

Council rejected the proposal on the 
giiounds that it was being proposed at "the 
last hour" and that councU was not famfliar 
with the CooperaUVe Services con^any. In a 

4-3 Vote, councU refused to let the applica­
tion go forward. The deadline for n1aklng the 
application to H U D for money th is year is 
Ju ly 8. 

The site Is the location IVa and Ruby 
Fuerst named for senior housing develop­
ment i n their wills when they donated land to 
the city. The Fuerst's have also bequeathed 
money to the city for development of such a 
complex, but ff It is not used for that purpose 
it would be tra11sferred to the school district 
for scholarships.

Generally they wi l l 
puff up thefr feathers and chase after 
people while pointing thefr bills for-
wartl in a maimer that suggests they 
Will bite. 

"After the signets are hatched they 
become exfremely aggressive," A u ­
thur said. T h e y WiU come across the 
lake at people i f they thfrik they need 
lo protect them." 

Several of the Walled Lake com­
plafrits that A u t h u r has fielded i n ­
volve residents w h o believe the 
swans are exceedirig thefr territorial 
area. The swans have often chased 
after Jet skiers. 

T h e swans do see the (jet skis) a s a 
threat ' she said. ' A n d the Jet skis do 
do a lot of damage to the nesting 
areas.

I suspect a lot Of you get 
"shoppers" delivered to your 
homes. Shoppers are those little 
freeble throwaways that arrive 
in the mai l whether y o u ask for 
them or n o t 

They're typically not veiy big, 
and they contain no news at a l l . 
In fact, those are two of the dts-
tlnguishlng features of a "shop­
per" — al l ads, no news. 

I think a shopper o r two gets 
delivered to the Jerome house­
hold, but 1 can't be sure because 

iny wife throws away aU the Junk ma i l as soon as it comes 
in the house. 

Now comes the b ig question: C a n y o u imagine relying 
on a shopper for y o u r news about the communl^ir? 

C a n you Imagfrie relying on Junk m a i l to friform you ab­
out upcoming elections or rezonfrig hearings or board of 
review (assessment) meetings? 

A s hard as it Is to believe, it could happen. Here's what's 
gofrig on: 

Looking for new sources of revenue. Communi ty News­
papers of Michigan (CNM), the association representing 
shoppers, talked some legislators Into sponsoring two bil ls 
wh ich would change state law to allow shoppers to be con­
sidered newspapers and therefore qualified to r u n public 
notice and legal advertising. 

Currently, the law requires that a publ icat ion "annually 
averages at least 2 5 percent news and editorial content per 
issue" to be considered a legal newspaper. 

Wha t the C N M bi l l s would do would be to erase the con­
tent requirements. Thus , shoppers would be eligible to 
c a n y legal advertising without ever carrying a n ounce of 
news . . . Without ever covering a sfrigk city council or 

school board meetfrig. . . without ever coverfrig a single 
election . . . wi thout ever writ ing a single bfrth, engage­
ment, wedding o r obi tuary . . .wi thout ever knowing i f the 
name of die loca l h igh school team is the Mustangs , W i l d ­
cats, Lions, Eagles or Hushpuppies . 

.Amazfrlgly. the two bi l ls have already passed the house 
and are currentty sit t ing i n the Senate Government Opera ­
tions Committee. 

.Area legislators, wi th one notable bu t not su rpr i s ing ex­
ception, voted against the bil ls . J e n y Vorva (R-FIymouUi), 
who serves Northvllle, and S u s a n Gr imes M u n s e l l (R-
HoweU), who serves Uvfrigston County , voted agafrist the 
bi l ls . 

The excepUon was WiUls " B l U " B u l l a r d , J r . {R-
H l ^ l a n d ) , whose dlsfrlct Includes N o v i Bul lard ' s Vote i n 
favor ofthe bi l l s was not surprisfrig. O n at least two previ­
ous occasions, he has sponsored legislation which wou ld 
add unacceptable exemptions to the state's Open Meet­
ings Act . 

When it comes to the pubLc's right to know, B u l l a r d 
more often than not comes down o n the side of givfrig the 
government a right to keep tilings secret. 

There are numerous reasons why the so-called "shop­
per" bills should be returned to C o m m u n i t y Newspapers of 
Michigan without fiirther ado. For one, the bi l ls wou ld be a 
radical departure fixim the way other s ta tesandthe federal 
government regulate this issue. A n d there's also a ques­
tion about the constitutionality of Uie bi l ls as they might 
deprive citfr«ns of thefr right to due process i n certain 
public matters. 

Nevertheless, the biUs are st i l l alive. Hopefully, ou r loca l 
senators — B<:>b Geake representfrig Northvllle and J a c k 
Faxon representfrig Novl — wi l l oppose die legislation i f It 
ever comes out o f committee.

O f course, as wi t i l many stories, y o u c a n rarely prove or 
disprove such a n accusation beyond a shadow of a doubt 
In th is case, sfrice the state police were s t i l l proceedfrig 
wi th thefr own investigation frito the accusat ion, they h a d 
lltUe to say on the subject 

So what do y o u do? Ignore it? Make a few cursory calls 
and back off when y o u r u n into a b l a n k wal l? O r splash it 
across the front page of the paper? 

A Freedom, of Information 
Ac t request to the Can ton Public Safety Department won 
me the original police report on the Feb . 18 capture of 
Kei th Sousa a n d C h a d Garrison, following thefr burglary 
of a Can ton home a n d high-speed chase up 1-275.

Finalfy, I h a d to cal l the officer frlvohred a n d confix)nt 
h i m wl t i i Sousa 's accusations. TYooper Wayne McKalpafr i 
was surprisfrigly polite on the phone, as he declfried to d is­
cuss the matter a n d referred me to his superiors. A c t i n g 
Post Commander David Werner was surprisingty candid, 
saying at the start o f several conversations that he coult i 
not comment m u c h o n the frivesUgaUon bu t then proceed­
ing to comment at some length. 

I realized Werner 's position. Who was recently assigned 
to the post after the previous commander w a s suspended 
for allegations of fiscal Improprieties. I realized he h a d 
more on his mfrid than a four-month-old charge of police 
brutali ty that a previously-completed state police report 
h a d found to be baseless. B u t he sa id he h a d reopenedthe 
investigation anyway, to assure that i t was complete. 

Werner had more difficulty unders tanding m y position 
•when I told hfrn we were preparing to r u n w i t h the story de­
spite the fact that h i s frivestlgaUon was fricomplete. B u t by 
that point we h a d been si t t ing on the allegation for several 
months, and turned u p a couple of biconsistencles In the 
origfrial state police friVestigation. 

1 sti l l don't taiow for sure vrfiat happened on Novi Road 
that snowy Thur sday fri February. If die allegations are 
true, maybe others w i l l come forward w i t h complaints of 
mistreatment at d ie officer's hands or whi le fri a state po­
fice holdfrig cell .

One chocolate tnrffle may satisfy tile hunger for 
something sweet, but i n reality i t Is still less sweet than 
a piece of fruit and contains far more calories. This has 
to do with simple and complex sugars. The more com­
plex, the hietter because they take longer for the Ixxfy to 
metabolize. Simple sugars actualfy promote a craving 
for more sugar, thus the cycle of blngeing. 

The problem Is that sugar is pervasive through the 
American diet, partlcularfy in processed food. It ac­
counts for one-fifth of the average caloric intake and can 
be found in foods that one doesn't ordinarily think of as 
being sweet, such as condiments and sauces. 

Cutting sugar out of your diet becomes a difficult 
task. Rather than go cold tuurkey, It's best to wean your­
self finom high-sugar Intake. Remember, sugar is 
needed to maintain a healthy diet—It's Just the propor­
tion that matters. 

More than that, dietitlg shouldn't mean pain and suf­
fering. Rice cakes and tofti are great, but there is a whole 
range of flavors and textures that can be enjoyed and 
stfil be a part of a healthy diet 

A n d by constructing a healthy d iet including de­
sserts, you will be able to changeyour eatl11g habits per-
manentfy. That way you can maintain the desired 
weight rather than ride the loss-gain roller coaster that 
afilicts many dieters. 

There are many ways to sweeten without using su­
gar. The natural sugar i n honey, fruits and veget^les 
can often be sweeter than the processed versions. 

The ones listed below can substitute for refined and 
brown sugars called for i n most recipes. 

. ^ p l e Juice concentrate: FVozcn, undiluted apple 
Juice works best In puddings, cakes, custards, pies and 
sweet breads. 

Date sugar: Groimd. dried dates can replace brown 
or granulated sugars i n most recipes. 

Blaple syiup: A smaU amount goes a long way. Use 
i n sauces, pies, custards and fruit desserts. 

Honey; For recipes calling for white sugar, l igh t 
clear honey can substitute. 

.Ihiraed xal t ia* o r dates: Good With dark cakes, 
such as spice or fruit cakes, they can also be used with 
fiilit desserts, cobblers and pies. 

When substituting the sweeteners described above, 
use this general rule: Fo r eveiy 1 cup of sugar omitted, 
use'A cup sweetener or Iras (to taste). Be sure to add 2 
tablespoons of flour a n d subtract 2 tablespoons of oU or 
butter. 

The recipes here are low-calorie desserts that don't 
rely on such diet-busters as butter, cream or chocolate. 
Iilstead, the emphasis is on fi:esh frollt yogur t low-£at 
mUk and tasty but small amounts of wines and 
liqueurs. 

For example, the Wine-Basted Pears use a hearty 
zinfandel or burgundy to impart an unexpected flavor. 

One idea Is to serve this dish at the end of a meal fea­
turing a simple pasta or chicken entree. Be sure not to 
include aiiy wine In those sauces, butdonothesi tateto 
serve the wine used to baste the pears for diriner. 

A n important step is heating the wine mixture to 170 
F. A t this temperature the wine evaporates but doesn't 
lose any of the aroma or flavor. .As an added bonus, 
nearly 80 percent of the wine's calories go up i n steam. 

This recipe can be made up to a week i n advance. 
Also, you can save the poaching Uqukl In the refilgera-
tor for up to four months and use ft again to poach more 
fruit 

The Apple-Cranbeny Cobbler is a perfect dessert for 
the holidays. It also o i l i s t s the aid of three natural 
sweeteners -— maple syrup, dates and apple Juice 
concentrate. 

Make the cobbler In individual bowls and serve with a 
dollop of yogurt. Make ahead and keep it covered In the 
refrigerator up to five days. 

There is butter and r u m fr1 the Ja111alcan Fried Bana­
nas with Rum. which usually means a high-caloric de­
ssert However, they are used in such sparirlg amounts 
that they merely impart a subtle i f delkdous flavor. The 
real sweeteners i n this recipe are the ground dates and 
apple Ji11ce. 

The trick is to bake the bananas in thefr skin, befrig 
sure to prick the skfris toaUowsteamtoventTheblack-
ened skin means that the ilatural sugars in the bana­
nas are developing a richer flavor. 

Presentation is eve1ythi11g with this dlsh. Be sure to 
cook the bananas close to serving so that they retain 
thefr shape.

Too much moisture can be disastrous When assem­

bling the tart Be sure the surface is d iy and dean and 
that the dough is thawed completely before using.

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E x p e r t s w a r n o f m o l d c o n t a m i n a t i o n i n f o o d 

In our own kitchens, mold is usu­
ally Just a nuisance. Worldwide, 
though, mold causes tremendous 
economic losses destroying crops 
and shorte111ng food storage times. 
.. Just think about some of the ship­
loads and truckloads of food stuck in 
ports and at borders in places like 
Mogadishu and Russia, where trans-
portatlon systen1s are antiquated. 
Those badty needed provisions can 
rot before reaching hungjy people. 

Mold, a type of fungus, holds a 
world-class endi1rance record. Sci­
entists t>elleve molds are 3 billion 
years old. Latecomers, by compari­
son, dinosaurs first showed up 220 
million years ago. 

They're tough, requiring only min­
imal moisture and air. They spread 
using microscopic airborne spores, 
much like the dandelion seed. Molds 
are a headache for consumers any 
time of the year, but warm-weather 
loving molds attack With a fu1y. 
M O L D : G O O D A N D B A D 

Many molds perform useful func­
tions — they age and flavor cheese, 
are used in breadmaklng, ferment 
liquor, help prepare soy sauce, pro­
duce penicillin and streptomycin and 

manufacture citric acid used to flavor 
so i l drlilks. 

On the bad side, they hasten food 
spoilage and can cause allergic and 
respiratory p1-oblems. A few molds 
produce "mycotoxlns" or poisons. 
Grain and nut crops are highly sus­
ceptible to toxic mold growth so they 
are federally monitored. 
H O W M O L D S GROW 

When you see a colored spot on 
food, like that familiar "misty blue," 
the mold has bieen growing long 
enough to produce spores. In the first 
2 to 3 days, most molds look White. 
The surface spot is Just the tip of the 
Iceberg. Most of the mold plant is 
made up of threads that invade food 
below the surface. These roots nour­
ish the mold plant. 

While most molds like higher 
temperatures, they can grow i n re­
frigerators. They also tolerate salt 
and sugar hietter than most other 
food invaders. That's why you often 
find mold in re&lgerated Jams and 
Jelly and cured, salted meats. 
CONTROLLING M O L D 

Regular and thorough cleaning is 
vital to controlling mold. Even one 
container of moldy food in your re­

frigerator can shorten the life of other 
foods nearby. 

Clean the inside of the refrigerator 
with 1 tablespoon of baldng soda dis­
solved in a quart of water. Rinse with 
clear water and diy. Scrub visible 
(usually black) mold on rub>ber cas­
ings With 3 tablespoons of bleach in a 
quart of water. Keep dishrags, dish 
cloths, sponges and mops clean and 
fresh. A musty smell meails they're 
moldy. 
D O N T B U Y M O L D Y F O O D 

Most fresh meats are mold-free, 
but cured meats and smoked turkey 
are mold targets. Generally, do not 
buy meat or poultjy showing mold 
growth. Possible exceptions to this 
rule are "San Francisco" and some 
Italian-type dry salami purposely 
coated with thin, white mold. 

Careful ly examine packaged 
foods, fresh fruits and Vegetables. 
Check the vulnerable stem areas of 
imits and vegetables for mold. If you 
see any mold growth, notify the store 
manager. 
P R O T E C T F O O D F R O M SPORE 
INV.ADERS 

Keep food covered when it's ex­
posed to mold spores in the air, Plas­

tic wrap can bw good for foods you 
want to stay moist like salads or cut-
up fresh fruit. And, remember don't 
leave any perishables out of the re­
frigerator for more than 2 hours. 

Don't want moisture build-up? 
Cake and cheese keepers with their 
own covers wfll protect those foods 
without excess moisture buildup. 
For breads, use clean paper as a 
cover — this allows bread to 
"breathe." HaVe opened cans of per­
ishable food? I>ut the food into re­
frigerator dishes. Reseal boxed food 
as tightly as possible to keep air that 
contatas mold spores out. 
G E T T I N G R I D OP M O L D 

Buying smaller amounts and us­
ing fiJod quickly can help prevent 
mold growth. But When you do see 
mold . . . 

D O N T SNIFF IT. You don't Want 
respiratory trouble. Wrap moldy food 
weU and place it In a covered trash 
can, where children and ai11mals 
can't get to it. Clean the refrigerator 
Where the moldy item Was sitting. 
Check nearby items it may have 
touched. If the food shows oi11y a tiny 
mold spot, follow these guidelines. B y 
the way, you can generally save hard 

or firm foods With minor mold prob­
lems, but soft or liquid foods showing 
mold should be discarded. 

• cheese: Some cheese, like blue 
cheese. Is made With mold, but you 
may spot mold that shouldn't be 
there. In hard, block cheeses, cut ofl" 
at least an inch around and tielow the 
mold spot. Keep your knife out of the 
mold itself. Re-cover the cheese In 
fresh wrap, Eton't t iy to save Indivi­
dual cheese slices, soft cheese, cot­
tage cheese, cream, sour cream or 
yogurt. 
• Hard Salauds and Count ry Ham: 
You can cut a small spot of mold off 
hard salamis using the cheese rule. 
You can cut mold oflf diy-cured coun­
try' 11am If it's onfy a small spot on the 
inside of countiy ham. too. following 
the cheese rule. B u t if the ham is cxn-
ered With brown or black mold, dis­
card it. Discard moldy bacon, hot 
dogs, sliced lunch meats, meat pies 
or opened ca1u1ed ham, 
(» SmokedTurkey. 'Cutasmal lspot 
olf the surface using the cheese rule. 
Throw moldy cooked chicken out. 
• Jams, Je l l ies , Syrups: Discard 
items showing any mold gj'owth. Ex­

perts now feel mold and mold toxins 
can spread through this soft material 
very quickly. 

• Frui ts and Vegetables: Cut ofl̂  
small mold spots from the surface of 
firm fruits and vegetables like cab­
bage, ticll peppers, and carrots but 
discard any soft vegetables showing 
mold. 

• Potatoes: Cut away tissue tl1at is 
blackened or discolored. It's best to 
do this before cooking, but you can 
also do it after cooking and before 
eating. 

• Throw Away on Sight: Discard 
Visibly moldy bread, cake, buns, pa­
stry, com-on-the-cob, stored nuts, 
flour, whole grains, rice, dried peas 
and beans, and peanutbutter. Check 
any "natural" food youVe had for a 
whfle. Processed without p1-eserVa-
tlVes, they are prone to mold growth.

Summer outlilgs, picnics and 
tiarbecucs are soon to Ije a part of 
our eveiyday lives once again. 
"Don't invite unwanted guests of 
food poisoning to your next sum­
mer warning," said Syhia TVelt-
man, home economist for the Oak­
land County Cooperative Exte11sion 
Service. 

When the weather warms up, ex­
tra care needs to be taken to keep 
food fresh and prevent food poison­
ing. Food should be left out no lon­
ger than two hours at room 
ten^ra ture . 

"In earty 8pri11g and si1mmer we 
tend to forget the danger of leaving 
food out and even grocery shopping 
can pose a focxi polso11111g problem," 
said TTeitman. If you leave perish­
able groceries i n the car and stfll 
have other stops to make — food 
spoilage can easily occur. It's a good 
idea to take an ice chest alor1g i n the 

car for extended shopping trips. 
"Remember food does not have to 

look bad or even smell bad to tie 
spoiled," adds Tlreltman, so It's very 
important to get food back promptly 
Into the refrigerator. 

To prevent food poisoning: 
• Keep everything clear1: utensils, 
hands and work area. 
• Keep hot food hot and cold food 
cold. 
• Re tu rn food to refrigerator 
within two hours. 
• Wash utensils after cutting raw 
meat and poulUy before using 
another food. 
• Wash utensils used for mari11ad-
ing raw meats or poultjy before 
reusing.
