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DNR works
to save

One things for sure: the DNR
doesn't wantanother swan todle on
Walled Lake.

Tammy Tall, a law enforcement
officer for the Department of Na-
tural Resources safd Friday that it
remains uncertaln whether a con-
troversial swan family on the lake
will be relocated. But she will use
the law to prevent a repeat of last
year's casualty, when a swan died
after colliding with a jet sider.

Tall sald the DNR is currently
gecking a warrant agalnst a Far-
mington Hills woman who allegedly
chased the Walled Lake swansona
Jet sld earlier this summer.

The exact charges would be up Lo
the prosecutor, she said, but *har-
assing wildlife is against the law,
and we can also seek charges re-
lated to reckless use of a
watercraft.”

The charges are misdemeanors
- but the DNR can also confiscate the
woman's jet ski if she is convicted,
The most common swan-related
complaint on Walled Lake and all
other Qakland County lakes, she

The town center location of a proposed new
Novi water and sewer department storage build-
ing will itkely make the project more expensive
for the city.

OnJune 22, the City Council agreed to put out
for canstruction bids a design for a
9,600-square-foot manufactured building
which it s estimated will cost about $390,000.
It will be located in Novi's Department of
Public Worka yard (DPW) on Delwal Drive, just
north of Eleven Mile Road and west of Meadow-
brook Road.

While the site is not within the Town Center
zoning, as is much of the area, the bullding

should conform to the stricter facade require-
ments of that category, City Manager Edward
Kriewall satd. Town center bulldings must have
brick facades. The existing DPW garage meets
this standard.

swans, the swans get aggra’
starl chasing after the Jet ski,” Tall
said.

“Unfortunately, it geis to a point
where the swan cannot discriminate
between one Jet skier and another,
and will see all Jet skis as a threat.”

It's not the swans' safety that fs
prompting several residents of the
Windward Bay condominiums to
push for their relocation. Rather,
they charge
gressive behavior 1s causing a situa-
tion where humans are in danger.

Several Windward Bay residents
have complained that the adult male
swan, which Is guarding a nesting fe-
male and seven bables, has behaved
in a threatening manner toward peo-
plewho try to usea dockbuilt for con-
dominium use. The nest is located
near the dock.

Tali sald there have been no re-
ports of humans injured by the
swans.

The grassroots group Save Our
Swans says the swans are harmless
and only act aggressive when they
are threatened. The organization has
collected hundreds of lake area resi-
dents' signatures on a petition to

- keep the swans on the lake. Signers

of the petition include the owner of
Key Largo restaurant and the mayor
of Walled Lake.

The DNR has, In the past, reio-
cated Oakland County swans to
other lakes, but at this point the
Walled Lake case remains under
Investigation,

“At this point the DNR doesn't
warnt to take a stand on relocating or
not,” Tali said. “We are stil] [nvesti-
gating, and we are trying to follow up
on every complaint.”

The swans in question lived on
Walled Lake for 10 years with no
complaints until this year. The male
swan has many knicknames given by
residents around the lake. Itis called,
variously, “Buddy,” “Guido,” “Foo,”
 “Mr. Swan® and “Daddy.”
Some Windward Bay residents re-

portedly call it *Killer.”

Doug Sanderson, a Winaward Bay

resident who has been a vecal propo-
- nent of swan relocation, would not
comment on the situation.

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Work underway
in Novi schools

As summer arrives, construction
work in the Novi Community School
District is beginning to heat up.

The
district will link all buildings with the
computers (n the Instructional Tech-
nology Center and with other net-
works worldwide.

Parkview's new 10-clasaroom ad-
ditton will cost $2.2 million. The
board awarded the following con-
tracts for work on that addition:

The total Orchard Hills project Is
currently 9 percent over budget, Kos-
ter said, but added that 70 percent of
the blds for work are yet to be
recelved.

“We are still confident that we can
bring it all in on budget,” Koster told

James Cameron, facilities chair-
person for Village Oaks Common
Areas Association, persuaded the
council otherwise Menday.

Cameron said that subdivisfon re-
sidents using the pools, play area

and clubhouse frequently park on
bath sides of Brook Forest, making it
impossible for more than one car to
pass al a time and posiry a safety ha-
zard to pedestrians and bicyclists.

Stronger, more effective traffic law
enforcement, selectively applied to
specific, contributlng accident cfr-
cumstances, has brought about a
noticeable improvement in driver
obedfence to traffie laws, reducing
the human factor in accident causa-
tion, according to TIA.

TIA cites the excelleni work of the
county’s alcohol enforcement teams,
widespread police alcohol training
with subsequent Increases in drunk
driving cditations, combined with
public awareness campalgns by or-
ganizations such as Mothers Againat
Drunk Driving (MADD).

“We'd also like to believe that TIA
has played a key role over the past 26

The Novi Planning Commission is
looking to get tough on land use viola-
tors. Commissioners voted 8-0 recently
to amend their ordinance to allow for
criminal misdemeanor sanctions
against individuals or businesses which
conduct a use or activity contrary to an
approved site plan, special land use ap-
proval or any conditions placed on those
plans by the city.

Violators could face fines up to
$500, and if they don't pay that, 90 days
in jail.

City attorney Dennis Watson said
that although the amendment would
create criminal sanctions, the city could
stili pursue violators through civil cases,
sothat the judge could actually issue an
injunction ordering the problem be re-
soived. But such injunctions cannot be
used in criminal cases, The amendment
was passed along to the Novi City Coun-
cil, which will have final say on the
change.

In the meantime, the state govern-
ment is loosening up on such sanctions.
The House of Representatives recently
passed legislation to decriminalize ordi-
nance violations. The idea there is that
someone should not get a criminal re-
cord from something as minor as an or-
dinance violation.

It seemstousthat Noviisheaded in
the wrong direction here. Ordinance vio-
lators are hardly what you. think of as
“criminals.” And {t:makes little sense to

“l need legitimate reasons why
Walled Lake should not have a public ac-
cess. Water is held in the public trust
and everyone has a right to reasonable
access to it. It'slegitimate to create more
public access to water in the urban
area,” State Sen. David Honigman, R
West Bloomfield, said recently in re-

At present, the lake is atthe top
of the priority list for the purchase of ac-
cess land out of a total of 14 lakes being
targeted in Oakland County, according
to a letter drafted in May by a DNR
official.

Some of the possible reasons ac-
cess might not be allowed would be
safety problems, overcrowding of the
lake by boaters, environmental degrada-
tion or even traffic problems on the roads
leading to the access site, Honigman
said,

When the government labels other-
wise upright, law-abiding citizens as
“criminals” for trivia matters, it runs the
risk of diminishing respect for the law
averall. Those so labeled may well con-
clude that if they are going to be called
“lawbreakers,” they might as well really
break the law. Rather than getting more
compliance, planning commissioners
may find that in the long run excessive
rules only make people ignore all the
rules.

What was also missing from the
discussion is exactly why planners felt
the heavier rules were necessary. There
was certainly no explanation given dur-
ing the commission session at which the
amendment was adopted. If there is no
problem In getting people or businesses
to follow the rules, what is the point to
the tougher sanctions? If there is, is it re-
ally a problem significant enough to war-
rant this kind of action, orisit just a mat-
ter of one or two violators who need abit
more attention from the city?

Burden should rest
with the state DNR

on the wrong people, the residents, the
ones who are least in the position to
come up with that kind of information. It
seems to us the burden of proof should
rest with the DNR,

If the state is going to propose an
access site here, It should be required to
show that the establishment of a launch
would not congest the lake, harm the en-
vironment or jam the surrounding

roads.

Qur primary concern is with safety
and the amount of boat traffic the lake
can handle without endangering those
who use it. The access site would allow
45boats on the lake at a time. While that
may not sound like much for 2 650-acre
lake, annther 45 boats on an already
crowded lake would have significant
impact.

The DNR has successfully ignored
this issue for years, clinging to the argu-
ment that the public has a right to access
to public waterways while ignoring the
common sense notion that only so many
boats can use a lake at any given time

without endangering lives.

It is time the legislature forced the
DNR to confront the issue by mandating
that it study the impact of a boat launch
facility on a lake before being permitted
to purchase land for new access points,

day {(June 23} as Northville Pharmacy owner Bill Wright
closes his doors.”

Wright had owned the business 14 years and was re-
sponsible for Installing the popular soda fountain and ice
cream parior which had added another element to the
charm of Northville’s central business district.

Wright said his decision to close the pharmacy was
symptomatic of the death of traditional downtowns at the
hands of large retail chain stores. The K marts, Wal-Marts
anu:(l1 Metjers of the world are tearing small towns apart, he
said.

That traditional downtowns are an endangered species
is hardly news. The threats facing Main Street USA have
been chronicled in most major news magazines,

But that doesn't mean Ilike it. It depresses me tosee one
downtown merchant after another closing up shop in
Northvitle. Brader's, Schrader's, Freydl's, the D&C, North-
ville Pharmacy. All these mainstays of Northville’s central
business district are no Jonger around -— many of them af-
ter more than 100 years of service,

My heart tells me to try to stopIt;: my heart tells me to ad-

"
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vocate meastures to try tosave traditional downtowns. And
I'm optimistic enongh to believe that it could be done. It
would take a heavy commitment. It would be necessary to
take zoning policy away from local control and tum it over
to an autocratic but enlightened regionat zoning
authority.

But, realistically, that just isn't golng to happen. Not as
long as government needs tax base to finance its opera-
tions and not as long as the numerous governmentalenti-
ties continue fighting for more than their fair share of the

pie.

Besides, the result would be artificial. It would be the re-
sult of governmental regulation instead of the free enter-
prise system.

So instead of attempting to wage an uphitl fight to pre-
serve traditional downtowns, perhaps it's better to let the
marketplace decide.

Asto the second question — 13 the demise of Main Street
USA an economic inevitabllity? — the answer might be
yes. but only so far as “traditional” downiowns are
concerned.

Main Street will survive but it will take on a different
form . . . it will find a different niche in the marketplace
and transform itself.

Freydi's will move out, but John and Tonl Genitti’s Sa-
muel Little Theater will move in. Schrader's will shut its
doors but La Belle Provence and the Atrlum will take its
place.

The transformation of the traditional Main Street seems
to be taking place in Northville at the present time . . . and
it's 2 fascinating process to waich.

But thanks to our monthly newsletter, we learned
that it's mostly bluff,

Their habits, I'm told, are similar to bears.

Experienced hikers and campers know that when you
encounter a bear in the woods, and you're not in imminent
danger, you don’t run away. You back away slowly and de-
liberately. if you run, they wili chase, and then you've got
trouble.

Same, more or less, with swans. If you stand your
ground, they will relent. They'll keep a close eye on you,
watching for a threat to the nest. But they won't attack or
peck or bite.

Ifyou run away, though, a swan will follow, and maybe
flap his wings, As long as records have been kept, the DNR
has no record of a swan injuring a human.

To use the bear analogy again, hikers and campers ac-
cept the fact that you don't put yourself between a mother
bearand her cub. Why is It, then, that when the animal in
question is a swans, we feel justified in tormenting, trau-
matizing and even killing them?

C'mon folks. If we're supposed 1o be the superior spe-
cles, why don't we act like It and find a harmonious soluy-
tion that doesn't require taking the animal from its
environment.

The driver of the truck who had
been stopped by Demeter was not
Injured.

According to the police report, De-
meter had stopped a motorist in the
eastbound lane of Seven Mile just be-
fore Snider smashed into his police
vehicle. At the ime of Lmpact, Deme-
ter was in his squad car running a
check of the motorist's license when
Snider hit him from behind. Demeter
said he had his overhead lights on
when he made the traffic stop.

Snider told police he saw the
squad car {n the eastbound lane, but
thought it was moving, He also told
police he didn't see the overhead
lights on before he crashed into the
squad car.

‘I'm not sure exactly what hap-
pened, it all happened so fast,”
Snider sald. “Car mollon tends to
make me drowsy and 1 might have
dropped off for a few seconds, just

long enough to break concentralion.
“I'm just really lucky wasn't seri-
ously hurt.”
The impact sent the squad carroll-
Ing forward into and underneath the
rear bumper of the pickup truck.

Therewas no damage to the truck,
but Police Lt. Gary Batzloff sald there
was exlensive damage both to
Snider's car and the squad car.

The report and statements taken
from fourwitnesses at thesceneindi-
cate the officer did have his overhead
red and blue strobe lights on when
Snider hit the squad car, Witnesses
also sajd Snider made no attempt to
brake or merge into the lel lane to
avoid the crash.

BatzlolT'said there was no evidence
at the scene to Indicate that Snider
had attempted to brake before coliid-
ing with the squad car. There were
skid marks lefl ont the pavement, but
they were at the point of impact, he
said. Eyewlitness accounts of the ac-
cident concur with Batzloff's

findings.

A driver traveling behind Snider
sald he had slowed down to give
Snider an escape route, but said the

editor never did merge into the laft
lane.

Snider sald he had just left the of-
fice in downtown Northville and was
headed out to the newspaper’s plant
in Howell just afler noon. He said he
had taken his eyes off the road for a
minute toglance at a newspaperrest-
ing on the passenger seat.

Then he said he looked back up
and realized the police car was sta-
tlonary. Snider sald he attempted to
brake at the last minute to no avail,

Township police had requested a
mechanical inspection of Snider's
car to see il his brakes had failed, but
the brakes were found to be in work-
ing order.

Police have yet to conclude their
investigation, but Batzloff sald they
expect Snider will be ticketed.

Foreign fare
has veggie flair

Ethnic culsine provides steady inspiration lo many
fine vegetarian cooks. Dishes originating in North Al-
rica, the Middle East, South America and the Orjent
have been a colorful, tasty Influence on meatless cook-
ing In this country.

First, they are exotic, Ingredients that are less famil-
far to the traditional American palate create an Instant
curioslty. Also, people in other countries can prepare
what we consider everyday ingredients in fresh, sur-
prising ways. Consider the presence of Morocco's
couscous ochred by tumeric, file doughs and tabouleh
from Greece and lsrael and the abundant burritos and
tacos in our vegetarian diets,

With all the Japanese, Thal food and stir fries, the im-
pact of the Far East seems pervastve, too. But we in the
United States have just begun to tap the wealth of Or-
fental food heritage.

Cursory examination of Third World Cuisine refiects
healthler regimens. In some cases, {o be sure, food is
scarce and the people undemnourished. But what they
are ealing Is, in cases, better for them than an
American diet laced with additives and fat. Fewer pre-
servatives, less fat and fewer calories characterize many
of these far-flung confections,

One has only to read about studies of heart disease
that include the Chinese to recognize the wisdem of
cooking that relies heavily on grains and vegetables,

Further, de-emphasidng protein and ellminating
meat corresponds to the new food pyramid which is
composed of grains, Embracing ethnic fare, we realize
this mearis not just dee and potatoes, but includes a far
broader spectrum. We can explore all kinds of beans
and legumes as well as grains like millet, cracked
wheat, quinca and amaranth.

Cooking from rnany other countries uses less butter
and other saturated fats. The use of oljve oll, cancla ofl,
sesarme oll and nut ofls significantly lightens a culsine.
Some studles Indicate that substituting lower satur-
aled fats in cooking can (nfluence metabolismas well as
lower the risk of heart disease,

In India, an ancient system of health care called ay-
urvedic medicine goes so far as to designate three main
body types and prescribe emphasis en different foods to
maintain optirmun weight and health. Perfect Healthby
Dr. Deepak Chopra {Harmony) shows how '
whether to eat pungent foods or mild foods can deter-
mine how well you digest and metabolize your calories.

It's certainly just as possible to plump up on vegeta-
rian cooking. To avold it. use the prenepts of meatless
cooking that require more roughage, and cooking that
relles less on butter ar:d other antmal fat and more on
lighter, low-saturated fats; you'll feel purer, more
heaithy and lighter,

The Cole Group's book Elegant Low-Calorle Cooking
{available from the publisher, 44 15 Sonoma Highway,
Santa Rosa, CA 95409, 800-959-2717, or your local
bookseller, $9.95) focuses specifically on weight control
with sensible recommendations for modifying your diet,
exercise and attitude.

It cauttons against high-fat foods, sodium and sugar
and provides easy-to-read chiarts on optimum weight
and calorie burning. Many of the recipes are vegetarian,

With both vegetarianism and weight control, per-
sonal psychology Is key. You must have a commitment
toboth meatlessness and good health, Nothing encour-
ages this commitment ke scrumptious food.

Impressions of vegetarian cooking that produces big,
brown vats of lifeless grain have tumed many potential
vegetarians on their heels. However, in the last few
years, there have been many imaginative health-
conscious cookbooks with attractive vegetarian
recipes.

The Greens Cook Book by Deborah Madison [Ban-
tam), The Enchanted Broccoll Forest by Molly Katzen
(Ten Speed Press) and Friendly Foods by Brother Ron
Pickarski, O.5.M. (T'en Speed Press) are great resources
for meat-shy gourmets.

“Rice that has been refrigeraled gets
hard,” she sald. "Heatlng the rice to room
temperature by steaming in: a foll packet at
low temperature in the oven or heating in a
microwavable contalner for two minutes in
the microwave will soften the rice slightly.
But the gralns are never as moist and tender
as when rice is freshly cooked and served at
room temperature,”

Simmeons sald rice salads that don't cen-
taln meats or dairy products can be made

ahead of time and stored safely ina cool dark
place like a kitchen cabinet for several hours
and even overnight. Refrigerate perishable
pertions, and add them to the recom-
temperalure rice before serving

Here are a couple of time-saving tips that
worked for me — chop and measure veget-
ables and rice the night before, and leave a
pot with water to cook rice in on the stove be-
fore you leave for work. When you come
home, hit the kitchen running and tum on
the stove. Organize salad ingredients while
water is bolling, When it's bolling, dump the
pre-measured rice fnto the pot, and heed
Simmons’ advice,

“Just stir it onee and forget it. I've come to
the conclusicn that people worry about rice,
They keep wanting tocheck it, take off the lid,
and sur it. Don't stir {t.”

While It's cooling, whisk salad dressing
ingredients. Then tess and serve.

Making rice salads is & good way to be-
come familiarwith this convenient, economi-
cal and versatile grain.

With dietary authorities recommending that
we get 50 to 60 percent of our calories from
carbohydrates, rice has a big nutritional role
to play. All varieties of rice contain valuable
protein, vitamins and minerals.”

"Food doesn't have to smell, or
even lasie bad, to be a source of
food potsoning,” she said. it isvery
important that food ls handled
safely. Personal hyglene is very
important in the prevention of
food-borne 1llnesses, “Careless
han can be a source of
food poisoning,” sald Treitman,
Hands should be lathered for at
least 20 seconds and rinsed well
before handling food.

Here are some other food safety
tips:

@ Teach children to wash hands
after visiting the restroom and be-
fore eating or touching food,
