ber of clients the United Way

agency has coming from south-
western Oakland County commun-
Ities, particularily Novi and Walled
Lake.

“It is difficult for our clients from

that part of the county to get 1o our
other offices,” Nurie! explained.

*Many court referrals are coming
out of the Novl area, especially since
the (52-1 District) courtis moving to
Novi now.”

A contract sealed this year be-
tween The Haven and the Walled
Lake office of the Qakland County
Department of Soclal Services has
Increased The Haven's local case-
load “steadily,” she added.

In 1892, 480 Novi residents
sought help from The Haven.

Twa years of rent for the new of-
fiee, which is located in the Holly
Hills Medical Building at Ten Mile
and Haggerty roads, will be paid for
byagl‘antﬁ'omﬂledumormgueof

Stafl and volunteers
for the organization will not be sta-
tioned on site, but will make ar-

ts to meet clients there.

‘The Pontiac-based organization,
+f which waa founded in. 1975, also
has offices in Rochester, Southfleld
and Clarkston, A shelter for bat-
tered women and victims of sexual
assault is run by The Haven in
Pontiac.

The agency had been operating
on a two-days a week basis for the
past two months out of the Novi
Youth Assistance office it the Novi
Civic Center, but that was “low-
key”, Nuriel explained.

Most Novl residents seemed to
have the same opinion on estate lot
zoning: i it isn't broken, don't fix it.

A majority of citlzens who ap-
peared belore the Planning Com-
mission Wednesday urged the city
to drop consideration of changing
the master plan to require a mini-
mum ot size of two-arres in Novi's
southwest comner. P com-
missioners heard from more than
two dozen residents on the Issue at
a special meeting Wednesday
evening. :

The city is currently exploring
the idea of designaling a four-
square mile area, bounded by Beck
and Napler roads and Elght and
Ten Mile roads, as “rural estate,”

land could anly be sold or
purchased in parcels of at least two
acres, The area is currently zoned
“residential agricultural.” which
calls for ‘one-acre parcel
minimums.

°[ feel if you do this two-acre
thing,” resident Sandy Polidor
sald, “we’'ll lose the value of our
land. It's becoming slowly unmark-
etable because of Novl's
restrictions.”

Larty Meyer, one of Novl's few re-
maining small farmers with 40
acres in the affected area, agreed.

°If you change this," he said,

No decisions were made at the
meeting, The first formal action
could come Wednesday at a regular
meeting of the planning
commisslon.

A public hearing will be held on
the issue. Commissioners will have
the option of making a recommen-
dation tocity councll ordelay action
to a later date.

Whatever the outvorne of that
meeting, Novi Community Develop-
ment Director Jim Wahl sald the
commission and council will hold a
jolnt meeting on estate lot zoning
next month. He didn't spectfy what
decisions, If any, would be made at
the meeting.

Accordlng to Novi Planning Con-
sultant Brandon Rogers, now is the
time to decide the direction of deve-
lopment for the city’s remalning
vacant lands. Bringing Novl's mas-
ter plan up to date (it was last
amended in 1988) wiil go along way
i that regard, he said.

"We're trying to size up the future
of the city before it's built out,” Ro-
gers told residents. “We nieed to re-
examine, reappralse and reflect on
the last two miles of the city.”

Residents worry
more trees will die

At Briarwood of Novi Condomi-
niums off Beck Road, residents pay
premjums ranging from $5,000 to
$15,000 for lots overlooking a
wooded nature conservancy with
an "up north™ atmosphere.

That's why Jim Gibbs says he
feels slightly sick every time he
looks at Briarwood Park — a large
natural area between the condomi-
nium compiex’s , Briar-
wood Subdivision and Roma Ridge
Subdivision — where dozens of
trees have died orare dying because
thelr roots remained submerged In
water,

Gibbs' home backs onto the
woods in the condomintum's south

, woods which like the
park soak {n run-off water most of
the time.

The way the system is designed,
water from the condomintums and
Beck Road 1s supposed to draln east
into Briarwood Park, but that's not
happening.

*(The condo conservancy is) go-
ing to look like the buzzard swamp
{Briarwood Park)," he predicts.

He and his neighbor Aggle Dor-
chy have been down to city hall in
recent weeks, a solution.
Gibbs, whois president of the Briar-
wood Homeowners Association,
has walked much of the area and
says he is convinced the drainage
system {s not working properly.

Novi's Public Service Director
Anthony Nowicki describes Briar-
wood as "a rather involved situa-
tion.” He's preparing a report on the
matter for the July 12 city council
meeting,

*JCK [Novi's consulting engl-
neer) has reviewed the plan by
Seiber Keast (the developer's engl-

neer). Hydrologically, it somewhat
functions., I'm not sure what the
real problem is other than the poclc-
ets of water. Trees dodie due to ex-
posure to water,” Nowicki said.

In January, City Attorney David
Fried concluded in an investigation
of Briarwood Park that Novi's 1993
Stormwater Master Plan and its
1985-1986 woodlands ordinance
were working against one and
other, The stormmwater plan uses
existing wetlands in low areas for
run-off water. In some cases, these
are wooded regions which have
been only sunk in wa-
ter. Full-time submersion kills off
the trees at the roots.

When it was first designed, the
Stormwater Master Plan was
*leading-edge technology,” David
Bluhm, Direcior of Planning Ser-
vices at JCK & Associates said.

*It's a great concept, but like any-

else, once you start to get
things in place, things come up that
were not foreseen. 1 think they're
seelng that in the wooded areas.
The trees are being put under more
stress than they thought they
would be, so they're dying off,”
Bluhm explained. owned by

The conservancy is the
developers, Briarwood of Novi Part-
ners, not the clty, But city consui-
tants and officlals had to approve
the plans, Gibbs says.

“They've asked us to become in-
volved there, We're u'yin& to help
them out. There's very little we can
do without city council approval,”
Nowickd added.

Fixing the problem would be
time-consuming and expensive,
Bluhm explained. Permits from the
state department of natural resour-
ces would be needed to drain the
Briarwood Park detention basin.
The channels downstream would

have to be widened to accomodate

" an Increased water flow. Existing

culverts under Ten Mile Road would
have to be reconstructed.
“There's obvicusly some prob-
lem. It's very well known they're ex-
periencing difficulties with pockets

of water. From an engineering
standpoint, the system Is function.-
ing within all clty regulations and
design and construction ordi-
nances,” Bluhm added.

Hall suit trial delayed two weeks

Deanna Hall's daughter is well
over a old now, but the lawsuit
her muther filed against the city be-
fore she was born 1s just now reach-
ing the courts.

Hall, a Novi police officer, made
natfonal news during her pregnancy
inlate 1991 when she filed sex discri-
mination and harassment com-

plaints against the city.

The case, which was set to go to
trial onJuly 1, was adjourned and re-
scheduled for July 15 before Oakland
County Circult Court Judge Freder-
ick Bockwell.

Hall's is the second lawsuit by a
Novi police officer against the city in
less than a year that claims sexual
harassment In connection with

regnancy.
P A Jury awarded Novi Police Detec-
tive Karen Koester $5,000 in her sex-
ual harassment suit last November.

She had sought $99,000 In econormic
losses and $500,000 in emotional
damages,

Both Koester and Hall sought light
duty assignments during their pre-
gnancles but were dented due to city
policy against such assignments.

Federal and state laws require that
pregnancy be treated by employers
as a lemporary disabllity. The city
has a policy against light duty as-
signments for any employee with
such a disability,

Medical reforms

confront

A medical malpractice reform bill
ison its way to Gov.John Engler alter
lawmakers Tuesday broke a feminist
logjam.

Senate Bill 270is almed at curbing
lawsults against health care person-
nel — and thus liability insurance
costs, It's ted to 11 bills tightening
discipline of health care
professionals,

The final Senate roll call was 27 to
11, with 20 Republicans and seven
Democrats voting yes while nine
Democrats and twoe Republicans
vated no.

Voling yes were Republicans
RobertG of Northville and David
Honlgman of West Bloomfleld.

Vating no was Democrat Jack
Faxon of Farmington Hills, whose
district includes Nowi.

A last minute hitch developed
when Sen. Lana Pollack, D-Ann Ar-
bor, objected to time lmits on the
ability of women over age 35 to suefor
damage to their reproductive sys-
tems. The House had added that
amendment, and Senate agreement
was necessary for final passage.

“The deals have been cut,” sald
bitter sounding Pollack. "I just won-
der where the women were when the
deals were cut. Many women over 35
are still having children.. Why you
discriminate against women over 35
is beyond me.” Sheoffered an amend-
ment toremove the sult ltmits forwo-
men over 35,

*Without the amendment,” added
Democratic gubematorial hopeful
Debbie Stabenow of Lansing, “we do
not have responsible medical reform
legislation.”

"Some of us were barn to mothers
past 35, safd Faxon. “Thirty-five is
not an appropriate line to draw.”

Sponsor Dan DeGrow, R-Port Hu-
ron, pleaded with senators toagreeto
the House version so that the bill
wouldn't be sent to conference com-
mittee where the Michigan Trial La-
wyers Assoclation, sworn gpponents
of tort limitation, could tie it up.

DeGrow promised to address Pal-
lack's concem in a separate follow-
up bill during the fall sesafon.

But Pollack and Stabenow held
their ground. “We always hear there
will be another blll,” sald Stabenow,
“but then we never see it."

"I resent that severely,” said De-
Grow. "Anytime [ ever said there will
be a follow-up, there was a follow-
up.”

But DeGrowand GOP leaders held
up the bill for two hours, won House
Speaker Curtis Hertel's tto
concur In the Pollack amamdmt.
and brought the bill back to the Se-
nate floor.

The Pollack amendment won 37 Lo
0 approval, but on final passage Pol-
lack still voted no. “Profits on medical
malpractice Insurance have risen
31.8 t since 1989," she said.

The bill embodies the Republican
philosophy of controlling legal costs
and rejects the Democratic philoso-
phy of direct price controls on insur-
ance uma.

Fred Dillingham of Fowlerville was
one of two Republicans who votad
against the bill. He defled conven-
tional political wisdom, which says
that when you vote against your
party's position, you do It quietly,

Dillinghamwas vocal: “There’s no-
thing to assure reduction in medical
{insurance) costs,” he sald. “This biil
reduces basic coverage for individu-
als and bankrolls lnsurance
companies,”

The second-term senator, once
No. 2 in the GOP ranks, denounced
the bill as “propaganda and pufl,”
predicting that “two years from now
we'll see nothing accomplished.”

The battle in favor was led hy out-
state senators from both parties who
complained that Michigan’s lawsuit-
happy climate drove physicians out
of the state. .

“Some of our finest physicians
were leaving the state, and hospitals
couldn’t recruit from other states,”
sald Sen, Willlam Van Regenmorter,
R-Jenison, who chaired 11 Judiciary
Comm|itee hearings this year alone.

“I's not just high (insumance)

Instead
of selling it, the Leglslature should
lower workers compensation costs
(premiurns}.”

Republicans sald the slate didn't
belong In the insurance business
and won a 21 to 14 battle. All yes
vates came from Republicans except

Dillingham, who voled with 13
Democrats in oppasition.

Senators refected an amendment .
by Republicans David Honigman of
West Bloomfleld and Dillingham to
prohibit a health care provider from
bidding — almed at keeping out Blue
Cross and Blue Shiald.

“It's a severe conllict of Initerest for
a health care provider. Doctors
shouldn’t own a comparty [AF} that
pays thelr costs,” said Honlgman.

“Why do you want the medical pro-
viders to own the company thal pays
the blll?" agreed Dilingham. It
doesn't make sense.”

Watching pennies while
the dollars slip on by

Every now and again, you have to
question the priorities of government
. . .forinstance, when they spend a good
deal of time talking aboui a minor expen-
diture while letting hefty bucks go
unchecked.

We note a couple of votes taken by
Novi City Council in June. In one case,
the council argued hard over spending
$1,440 for an engineering study to ad-
dress a parking problem at the club-
house in the Village Oaks Subdivision.
At least one member of council felt public
money was being used to solve a private
problem. Then in another vote taken la-
ter in the month, council let more than
$221,000 in cost overruns on the Twelve
Mile Road widening project go on by
without even a peep.

Granted, they are not exactly comn-
parable projects. Council members legi-
timately should look at the question of
whether city spending is going toa public
or private benefit. And while there may
be some question about that when it
comes to the Village Oaks parking situa-
tion, there is no doubt there will be a
public benefit to the widening of Twelve
Mile. Still, the difference in the amounts
is worth note. And you could resolve a
good number of little problems, like the
one experienced in Village Oaks, for the
price of the cost overruns on Twelve Mile

Road.

The Novi City Council attended to
some public service business at are-
cent meeling. Members approved
road and sewer improvement and ex-
pansion projects.

The councll adopted the following
measures on a 7-0 vote:

n Approval of a Michigan Depart-
ment of Transportation (MDOT) con-
tract for Novi Road improvement
work from Twelve to Twelve-and-a-
half Mile roads.

n Awarding the contract for the Nine
Mile Road/Cenler Street sanitary
sewer project to Sunset Excavating
for $116,232.

B Awarding the contract for Twelve
Mile improvements to Champagne
Webber for $2,887,489.90.

MDOT and Noviwill share costs for
preliminary engineering work asso-
clated with the reconstruction of Novi
Road between Twelve Mile and
Twelve-and-a-hall Mile roads, With
the council's OK, the state’s Trans-
portation Economic Development
Fund will pay 75 percent of the esU-
mated $140,000 in costs for the
work. Novi will pick up the remaining

‘quarter, or about $35,000.

The city's slx-year road program
inciudes the costs associated with
the project, Directer of Public Ser-
vices Anthony Nowlcld said in his re-
port on the subject.

City Atlorney David Fried has re-
viewed the agreement between
MDOT and Novi and has not recom-

mend any changes. Nowicki said thal
his department requested and re-
ceived MDOT approval of a wording
change in the contract. The change
modifles the scope of the project to in-
clude a 300-foot streteh of Novi Road

Sunset has already performed sev-
eral jobs for the city, and JCK said
that they are capable of completing
this particular project as well. That
project will include construction of a

paraliel 18-inch seweron Cetiterand

repiacing an existing 21-inch sewer
along Nine Mile. Theend result will be
to increase the capacity of the two
sewer sections in accordance with
permiit requirements by the Cakland
County Department of Public Works.
Funding, Nowicki said, will be via a
pay-back ordinance to be prepared

JCK revicwed the elght bids sub-
mitted for the job and recommended
Sunset although United Under-
ground Construction Corporation’s
bid wag Jower. According to Nowickl,
JCK took into account factors that
make Sunset a better cholee, such as
experience on related projects and
capacity to fulflll the work needed.

United Construction, he cen-
tinued, has been in business less
than one year and has not been in-
valved In a project stmiliar to that on
Nine Mile. Therefore, JCK recom-
mended that its $92,226 bid be
bypassed in favor of Sunset's
$116,232.

The contract amount is over JCK's
April estimate of the project’s cost
($104.500).

Finally, the councll awarded the
contract for improvements to Twelve
Mile to lowest-bid firm (of six that
submitted bids) Champagne Webber
for $2.887.489.90. That bid is
$221,337.90 [or 8.3 percent] more
than JCK's estimate of the bid work
inJanuary. However, itis more than
$482,015.10 {or 14.3 percent) lower
than the original 1990 estimate.

JCK's estimate, Nowicki sald, did
not include work required by the
Oakland County Road Commission
or a contingency fund.

“Taking those costs into consider-
atlon,” Nowickl sald, "JCK re-
evaluated the Onal condition of the
1990 roadway bond program and de-
termined that sufficlent monies exist
to satisfly the funding needs of this
project.”

Keith Uutinen of JCK sald that the
January bid estimate was reduced
*to0 hopefully reflect ‘better’ bid prices
due to a soft local construction
market.”

When the additional costs are in-
cluded in the bid, however, Uutinen
sald that the artual overrun is
$89,686.90 (or 3.4 percent).

The project consists of remaking
Twelve Mile (nto a six-lane concrete
thoroughfare for about 1,500 feet
eastand west of Meadowbrook Road.
Some turn land and resignalization
work is planned for Meadowbrook as
well, Nowicki said.

The total cost for the project is esti-
maled at $4,830,498, Nowlcki sald in
an April 15 memo. That figure in-
cludes about $3 million for construc-
tion; about $600,000 for complete
englneering and right-of-way ser-
vices; about $747.000 for right-of-
way and easement acquisition; about
$200 000 for miscellaneous right-of-

All necessary right-of-ways, ease-
ments and pgrading permits have
been obtained, Nowicki noted. With
the award ofthe contract, actualcon-
struction work shouid begin soon.

To a large degree, development in
the four-square-mile area will be
controlled by the land’s natural fea-
tures. Chairperson Kathy McLallen
sald of the thousands of acres con-
tained in the site only 800 are “build-
able” because of wetlands and wood-
lands restrictions.

Further complicating develop-
ment Is the lack of utilities in the
area. Without sewer and water hook
ups, potential home owners would be

forced to use septic ields and weil
water.

Novi Englneering Consultant Da-
vid Bluhm sald a U.S. soil survey of
the area showed 90 percent of the
soils were “poorly sulted” septie
flelds. He added that extending city
sewer lines would be costly and difii-
cultbecauseof the need to dig deeper
to avold water.

Construction of water mains
would be less difficult, Bluhm said.
But the city still faces a moratorium

Besides the physical shortcom-

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Southern pride
evident from
home cooking

Prudence Hilburn's love of baking began (n her

mother's kitchen. The youngest of seven children, she
walched her mother periormning biscuit “magic” every
moming.
The day in her Pledmont, Ala.. home began with bak-
ing, just as it began in homes throughout the South in
the days before packaged baked goods. Although the
tradition may be on the wane, Hilbrurn 1s doing her best
to keep it alive with her new cookbock “A Treasury of
Southern (HarperPerennial).

"I hope that It Ian't dying out,” says Hilburn {ih an In-
terview, "But ] see a revival of the baking spirit. It's im-
po!rtant tlg teach children while they're young to develop
a love ol "

But she does admit that times have changed, what

with two-income farnities and not enough time to bake
for each meal, as was the custom while she was growing
up.
That's why she includes a “Busy Baker” section in
each of the chapters on cakes, cookies, ples and pud-
dings and breads. These quick recipes often use conve-
nijence mixes to get tasty results.

“Iwanted to write a cookbook that was not intimidat-
ing.” Hilburn says, “A book people would actually use,
that doesn't call for ingredlents you can't buy.”

Don't let the homespun approach fool you. Hilbum
has trained with some of the best chefs in France and
New York, including Simone “Simea” Beck, James
Beard and Peter Kump of the New York Cooking School.
She also writes two weekly columns, one for The New
York Ttnes syndicate and the other for the Annision
Star In Anniston, Ala.

Nonetheless, Hilburn rerains moere the Pillsbury
Bake-Off finalist (six tirnes) than the chefcooking fancy
dishes in high-priced restaurants.

The mother of four (three girls, one boy) with four
grandchildren, Hilburn didn't really start baking until
after she married her husband, Huey.

Her first success came in 1963, when she was named
g;lﬂalist In the Pillsbury Bake-Off for a Tropical Orange

e.

“It had coconut icing and was made with orangejulce
and other troplical fruits,” she recalls. “] got the Idea
from ambrosia, It's been so long since | made one.”

Hilburn went on to win so many bake-offs that she
was disqualified, _

“Not only me.” she says. “Bui my daughters, too!*

During thia time shie worked as an accountant, a job
she held for 25 years, but she ahways saw cookig as
more than a hobby.

Dectding to make a career change, she went to New
York to study withJames Beard, then went with a group
from Kump's school to the South of France to study with
Beck, the co-author of Mastering the Art of French Cook-
ing, with Julia Child.

“Peter Kump said he wished | was working in New
York," Hilburn says, “But | wasn't sure. My husband
said, ‘Go for it.’ and 1 decided to give it a try.”

Her accounting experience served her well because
she was able to work in the New York Cooldng School's
office and “take any course | wanted with any teacher!
wanled. It was a real I ence. I was willing
to start at the bottom and do anything to breaden my
knowledge.”

Then Beard asked her to work with him. Unfortu-
nately, Beard died before she had the opportunity, but
he did introduce Hilburn to Barbara Kafka, who wrote
the introduction for Southern Baking.

Yet, little of these classic influences seems tohave in-
filtrated Hilburn's recipes,

*I can make a classic butter-cream frosting,” she
says. “But it 1sn't right with these types of recipes.

“That kind of cooking can be very elegant. Southern
cocking isn't always elegant, but tastes good.”

Whether intentional or not, Hilburn has tapped into
the growing interest for reglonal American cuisines, Her
emphasts on using prepared mixes and canned Ingre-
dients draws on basic American homestyle cooking, ex-
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Cookbook author Prudence Hilburn worked with a basic coconut cake recipe to get it just like

mom’s,

empliied by her Pillsbury Bake-OF honors.

“There is something in the book for everyone,” she
says. “There are recipes easy enough for the weekend
baker and reclpes tasty enough for the professional.”

Many of the recipes were handed down from her
mother. Like most home bakers, Hilburn's mother
rarely wrote down and measured everything
by hand, which proved to be a handicap when it came
time to write Southem Baking.

To re-create these oral recipes accurately, Hilbum
had (o rely on her own skills as a baker,

*I sat down with abasic layer cake recipe,” she saya of
her recreation of the Fresh Coconut Cake.

“And 1 worked with it untll | got it to taste lke

mother's. Once [ got it, | knew it by memory.*
Hilburm notes that the one thing that differentiates

Southern baking {s the ingredients; primary among
them is flour.

Southern bakers have a fondness for self-rising flour
that is usually milled from soft winter wheat. This gives
their biscuits that light, fluffy quality that is hard to du-
plicate with ali-purpose flour,

To approximate self-rising flour, Hilburm suggests
you add 1 tablespoon baking powder and 1 teaspoon
salt to 2 cups all-purpose flour. _

Another difference is the use of margarine (or as
Southerners call it “cleo"] ingiead of butter, although
Hilburn says the cholee s up to the individual.

Another ingredient — that has now fallen Into disfa-
vor — is lard. It 1s used in the basic Southem Biscuits

The only thing that
ever y:d was hot versus cokd cereal
and-the variety of toast and jams.

Lunch wasoften a fried egg sandwich or
two. My grandfather was extremely weight
conselous. Never, never did he go over the
recommended weight charts. As a colonel
{n the Army for three wars, he was well ver-
sed in restraint and self control.

He died in 1977 at the age of 92 after a
short illness. I remember everyone
marveling at how he ate two eggs ormore a
day, butter. milk, cream and ice cream
and that he lived to be healthy and old.

Today, all we hear is to avold eggs be-
cause of the negative effecis they carry.
Could it be, maybe, that it isn't the eggs
but all the other garbage we load into our
systems?

Let's consider nutrient density. Nutri-
ent density is a way of evaluating the nu-

‘tritional quality of a food by comparing the

amounts of nutrients ft contains against
the number of calories it provides.

For an example, a glass of milk contains
160 calories plus significant amounts of
protein, calcium, iboflavin and other nu-
trients. By comparison, an alcoholic
drink, containing the same amount of ca-
lories, fs virtually devold of any essentlal
nutrient. Thus, the milk i1s “nutrient
dense” while the alcohol is not.

Weeach have a "calorfcbudget” foreach
day. The food cholces we make as we
*spend” this budget must supply nutri-
ents as well as fuel. The trick is to choose
foods low in calories and high In nutrients
before using up your allotment of calorfes.

This situation presents a “catch-22" di-
lemma for modern people: Eat more food
and you risk obesity, eat less and you risk
nutritional deficits! Thus the foods eaten
must be more nutrient dense.

Enter the egg.

The egg is one of nature’s better nutri-
tional efforts, designed as a total life sup-
port system for the developing chick. One
serving of two large eggs provides 160 ca-
lories and 9 percent of the daily require-
ment for protemn, vitamin A, ribeflavin,
iron, vitamin D and phosphorous needed
by the average woman.

Ag a source of high quality protein eggs
cannot be beat. There are eight essential
amino acids or “building blocks” of protein
that cannot be manufactured by the body.
Foods that contain all eight are called
complete proteins,

Eggs, like other antmal proteins, fall
into this category. The pattern of essential
aminoacldsin theeggis soideai thatithas

been used for yvears as the standard
against which other protein foods are
Jjudged.

An egg contains all of its fat (6 grams)
and cholesterol {265 milligrams) in the
yolic. This Is where most other nutrients
are found also. Remove the yolk and you
seriously alter the protein and nutrient
content the egg has to offer.

There are three different types of fat in
the yolk: po. turated (1 gram) mono-
unsaturated {3 grams) and saturated (2
grams). Because high blood cholesterol
has been identifled as a risk factor for
heart disease, dietary fats and dietary
cholesterol have been under intenstve
study to find out whether and how they in-
fluence blood cholesterol.

It has been learned that saturated fats
can ralse blood cholesterol in some people,
while dietary cholesterol doea not seem to
have a consistent effect on blood
cholesterol, '

On the other hand, there is evidence
that polyunsaturated fats' and perhaps
monounsaturated fats lower blood
cholesterol. Research is inconclusive on
the effect of cholesterol prsent in eggs in
relation to blood cholesterol.

Some people show higher blood choles-
terol with a high egg dlet while others show
no eflect and in some cases lowered blood
cholesterol. These highly varied and Indi-
vidualistic responses cannot be explained
as yet. Other risk factors such as smoking
and high blood pressure are equally
important.

For people sensitive to dietary satur-’
ated fat and cholesterol, eggs should be.
eaten upon recommendation of your
physician. Forthe rest of us the fat content:
of the egg provides a good “stick-to-the--
riba” energy kick to fuel the body for hours.
after consumption. i

Finally, eggs are a bargain when it
comes to the food budget. By government:
regulation, one dozen large eggs must
welgh 1%4 pounds. Therefore it is easy to’ -
figure the cost per pound. Even at the high
price of $1.20 per dazen eggs cost a mere
$.90 per pound.

Next in line for protein economy is beef
liver followed by peanut butter. Thus the
egg 1sone of the least expensive of the high
quality animal proteins.

It would be difficult to design a food that
compares as favorably, both in nutrdents
per calorie and nutrients per unit cost,
