Karen Itoester. who Was the first 
female police officer to sue the city 
over pregnancy-related issues, res­
igned from the force last Week due 
to what has been descrilsed as rep-
recusslons from her lawsui t 

The department is currently In­
vest igat ing a new comp la i n t 
b r o u ^ t by four fei11ale officers. 

signed an agreement that 
she Would not disclose the amount 
of the settlement, which was for­
malized July 14. Bu t the $25,000 
sum was aimounced at the July 12 
Novl City Council nwetlng. 

T m flabbergasted. They had 
Deanna sign a cor1ndential i ty 
agreement to keep i t quiet," Akhtar 
said. T m not telllngyou i t Was done

Koester resigned bom her Job as 
the DARE and crime prevention of-
flceronJuly 14, said Akhtar, who Is 
also her lawyer. 

Koester could not be reached for 
comment 

"She cited dUDculUes in working 
relations wi th empkyees as result 
of the litigation and other issues 
over the last few years,'" Novl Assis­

tant City Manager Craig Waver 
said. 

Koester won $5,000 in damages 
from the city on her lawsuit chjtfg-
Ing sexual harassment but her 
complaint that she was discrimi­
nated against when denied light 
duty was not upheld in a j u j y t l la l . 
The city does not pe1Tnit light duly 
assignments to niale officers who 
arc disabled by lnju1y. 

Novl officials have said that state 
law requires them to classify pre­
gnancy as a temporary disability. 

Hall did not lose wages when she 
was forced to take an unpaid leave 
of absence in Februa1y 1991 during 
her first pregnancy because she 
was able to use vacation days and 
also won three weeks of unemploy­
ment pay. On road patrol at the 
tl11ie, she asked for and was denied 
a l l ^ t duty shift. 

Novl lost an appeal wi th the Mi ­
chigan Employment Security Com­
mission over Hall's three weeks of 
pay, Akhtar said. 

The $25,000 settlement there­
fore is not to compensate for a loss 
in salaiy. 

T h i s Is purely for personal in ­
jury. I t won't cover her attorney 
fees. Her attorney Is taking a bath 
on this," Akhtar said. 

"The only ones making money on 
this are the attomqrs for the city." 

The lawsuit was handled by la­
wyers from Novl's insurance com­
pany. Municipal Fiisk Management 
Authority. 

The Novl Police Departn1ent Is 
now conducting an lntoTial investi­
gat ion based on a compla int 
against a ranking officer signed by 
four female police officers, Akhtar 
said. 

"1 would imagine that most of the 
women in the department wil l be 
leaving veiy soon. The department 
apparently has a policy to force out 
the women one by one. The council 
j u s t sits back an(i lets i t happen." he 
said. 

Waver confirmed that an investi­
gation has been under way since 
the corrplalnt was tumed in two 
months ago.

Art Cervl, a Novl resident and classk: car en­
thusiast, w i th his own show oh WHND. "Let's 

Talk Cars," is hopping mad. In January, Cervl 
says, the board said he could do a live broadcast 
from the festival's Grand River Cruise on July 25. 

"We were t i y lng to get a foot into the door," he 
explained. 

Two weeks ago, the board voted u11anlmously 
to pul l the p lug on WHND. 

"WOMC did, i f you wi l l , a power play on the 
(festival) board. The board had to make that decl -
slon and It was driven by the ul t in latum that if we 
did not drop Honey Radio they would pull out 
their representation," GaiyVfyatt, vice president 
of the festival's board of directions, explained. 

"Based on the information we had, we felt we 
had no choice b u t to give in to WOMC. It may not 

In 
niy opi111on, we had a general agreement w i t h 
WHND." 

WOMC provides the Michigan '50s FesUval 
with between $70,000 to $80,000 of services, 
but the festival also pays the station $4,500 for 
radio ads, Wyat t The festival board is now ask­
ing WOMC to waive that fee. 

The Femdale-WOMC has an oldies fonnat 
and reaches an audience of about 500,000. It 's 
been the festival's official sponsoring radio sta­
tion for three years and had a more limited In ­
volvement wlUi the event earlier.

NoVl's updated Dve-year master 
- pLin for land use Won apprcwal from 

the Nov! Plarirling Commission at its 
July 7 meeting, but it didn't come 
without debate. Several city fiesl-
dcnta and p1x)f)erty owners gave com­
missioners their two cents on the es­
tate lot zoning issue before a vote 
occurred. 

The com1i1l3slon held a public 
hearing on the master plan, last up-

. dated in 1988. While it carries no reg-
• ulaloiy capability. City Attorney Da-

• vid Fried told commissioners. It Is a 
roadmap of where ofllclals see Novi 
heading in the long term future. 

One of the changes incorporated 
Into the new plan, which commis­
sioners approved on 6-3 vote, calls 
for the def13ity ceiling in the proposed 
"estate lot zone" of sou (hwestem Novi 
to drop from .8 dwelling uni ts per 
gjToss acre to .4 per acre. 

Estate lot 7.onl11g Is an Idea city of-
- flcials have kicked around for several 
11x)nth3 With each other and With re­
sidents through various presenta-

' tlons and meetings. It Would estab­
lish a min imum two-acre floor for 
home lots in the southwestern comer 

. of the city. The area under consldera-
' t ion Is a four-s<}uare-mlle block bor-
'dered by Eight Mile. Ten Mile Beck 
and Napier roads. 

Planiiing Consultant Brandon Ro­
gers said that lowering the density In 
the master plan for the area "reflects 
the unsuitabllity of much of the land 
(there) for dcvelopmenL" 

City estimates say that only about 
31 percent of the land ln the prop­
osed zone could be developed, due to 
the presence of Woodlands and Wet-
lantis and other factors. 

Rogers added that keeping the 

lower density figure in the master 
plan, however, "leaves the city's op­
tions open." 

Several residents and property 
owners from that area told commis­
sioners what they thought about the 
zoning plan during the master plan 
hearing. Most expressed strong dis­
like of estate lot zonl11g, and said that 
the master plan density change Is the 
first step in a formal rezonlng of the 
area. The Novi City Council Wouki 
have to approve any such measiire. 

Those who oppose the estate lot 
zoning idea say that the nwvc Would 
make their land imscllable for derc-
lopment because the mai te t Isn't 
there l n Novi for lajige-lot honles. The 
move, they said, wovlM amount to 
govmiinenta] ""taking of prbperty 
without proper c o n ^ n s a t l o n . The 
city attorney told conunissloners that 
their Job — the master plan — had 
nothing to do With t h a t 

"I t \s absolutely not t rue that you' l l 
take their land by cha11glng the mas­
ter plan," Fried said. T h e plan has no 
regulatory capacity." 

Fried advised commissioners that 
they should not consider Whether ac­
tions by the city council to rezone the 
area constitute taking of property. 

"That's not your tunctlon," Fried 
said. "You're here to plan for the fu­
ture. (As for the rezonlng), leave that 
to the council." 

Most of the commission agreed. 
T l i c pressure brought to b« i r by 

those with an economic Interest 
there should t>e addressed to the 
council," Commissioner Robert Taub 
said. "It's not our job to act on that. 
We're here to plan, to propose. It's 
their Job to ac t " 

"I don't think that the changes in 
the master plan Will mean economic 
doom for anyone." he said. 

Several property owners in the 
area have said they will consider legal 
action against the city If the estate lot 
rezonl11g takes place. 

H o w ^ Freedlander, Whose fam­
ily 0W11S some 117 acres in the zone, 
said he spoke for many property own­
ers and residents In the area. 

' I think you owe us an explanation 
of Why it's necessary to change the 
master plan," Freedlander said, 
"which may lead to rezoning. to 
achieve what this (plan) is supposed 
to do. Why do wc need the cii inge?" 

Fn»dlander said that the goals of 
the estate lot zo111ng plan — open 
spaces, preservation of environmen­
tally sensitive areas and of a "countjy 
atmosphere" In Novl — were being 
achieved without regulations now. 

City engineers at JCK & Associ­
ates said that a soli survey of the area 
In quesUon Indlclaled that 90 per­
cent of the land there tends to be un­
suitable for septic fields. That would 
require developers to bring In sewer 
lines, raising the cost of develop-
1nenL Tacked onto the high cost of 
two acre lots, opponents say, the 
price would be too high for the 
market. 

"The reality of the situation Is that 
It (the estate lot zonl11g plan) doesn't

make economic sense." Northvllle de-
vloper Mark Guidobono said. 

Three residents spoke In favor of 
the estate lot zofllng plan. One resi­
dent said that lt was her family's 
dream to live In the open space envi­
ronment ihey now enjoy on their 10 
acres located In the proposed zone, 
and objected towhatshe called large-
tract property owners "^vho want to 
gain flrlanclal benefit at the expense 
of those i M n g there." 

"You bought 10 acres In the wrong 
place," said resident Lany Santos In 
respo11se. Santos said that those who 
bought property In the zone had to 
realize that someday development 
would coi1ie to the area. 

Kevin Kohls, representing the

"Our representative says he told 
them that i f that was done, there's a 
posslbllty wewould not Want to b>e In­
volved. I understand that he did say If 
you pursue a relationship w i t h 
another radio station, we may pul l 
o u t " West said. 

"It really is up to the board of direc­
tors. They put It to the vote. If they 
had decided otherwise, we would 
have regreted that. I don't think ask­
ing someone to make that choice Is 
blackmail." 

With the Investment WOMC is 
making, Itexpects to be theonly radio 
station at the Michigan "SOs Festival, 
said the station's pro111otional direc­
tor Thorn McCInty.

Bread Is simple: flour, water, yeast — 
maybe a little salt — and you have the 
staff of life. Yet, each culture has i ts own 
variation and i t is how those variations 
are made, and the ingredients added, that 
silmmarlzes the histoiy of that culture's 
cuisine. 

Italy is as good an example as any. Sit­
ting at the crossroads of the Mediterra­
nean, the Italian peninsula has been i n ­
vaded or occupied by the Greeks, Etrus­
cans, .Arabs, FVench and GenTla11s In its 
3,000-year history. Each has left its 
stamp on Italian food. 

Flat breads, such as focaccla, draw 
from the Arab style of bread baking 
brought by the Moors, who also intro­
duced the eggplant from across the 
MoiiteiTanean. 

The European influeiice can be seen In 
the breads from the northern reaches, in 
particular the Pane GlaUo, which uses 
polenta to make a c o m bread. A l t h o u ^ 
who Introduced rice to the Lombardy reg­
ion is in dispute, the FJ-ench are widely 
credited as haviilg a deep influence on the 
development of risotto. 

Even the Americans, through the to­
mato, have had their effect on Ital ian 
cooking. 

Of equal influence is Italy's geography. 
Surrounded on three sides by water, w i th 
a mixed terrain of mountal i ls and fertile 
fields, Italy's 20 regions have a wealth of 
Indigenous ingredients w i th which cooks 
whip up local specialties. 

It is said that i t took 11atioi1al hero 
Giuseppe Garibaldi to unify the cuisine 
when he marched from one end of Italy to 
the other and Infroduced the northern. 

rice-eating soldiers In his campaign to the 
pleasilres of pasta and tomatoes f rom the 
south. 

The essential aspect of each of these 
breads Is the flavori11g Imparted by local 
herbs and flavorings. 

Panne Rustico, flavored wi th Italian 
ham and mozzarella cheese, can he a 
meal In Itself. In Rome, Panne Rustico, a 
green salad and a bottle of Chlantl are 
co11sidered lunch. 

Rnom Sicily, there Is Pane d l Mattina 
Alia SIcIllana, a breakfast bread that uses 
locally made Marsala dessert Wine to im­
part a sweet flavor. 

In fact, Marsala wine is used quite fre­
quently In Sicflian dessert-making, said 
to be the best In Italy. Many of the recipes 
We1ie Influenced by the Moorish invaders. 

Most of the "rustic" breads described 
here demand nothing more than a simple 
dressing of a good olive oU, salt and maybe 
a tomato—the Vine-ripened k ind, not the 
gaseous variety that passes for a tomato 
In most American supermarkets — to 
make an excellent appetizer. 

And although most Italians purchase 
thefr loaves at the neighborhood bake1y, 
there are few things better or more Im­
pressive than home-baked bread. 

To be honest, baking bread is a tI11>e-
consumlng process that requrlres some 
physical labor if you're not using a food 
processor fitted wi th a dough hook. One 
thing to remember Is that the loaves you 
don't use right away can be frozen. 

It is best to freeze right after the bread 
has cooled to preserve freshness. Make 
sure the freezer wrap or bag is airUghl. 
You don't want any moisture or vapors to 
be absorbed. I l ls best to use frozen breads 
wi th in four to six months. 

There are several Important steps to 

preparing yeast doughs. fThe Pane GlaUo 
uses no yeast.) The first is, of course, the 
yeast, which must be proofed in warm wa­
ter at least 105 F. 

Ifbubbles fall to rise wi th in 10 minutes 
of n11xlng the yeast with the warm water, 
then the yeast is i11actlVe and you must 
start with a fresh package. However, most 
commercial yeast wil l begin prooflng 
within five minutes. 

Then the kneading begl11s. Many chefs 
opt to use a food processor wi th a plastic 
dough hook instead of kneading by hand. 
When using a food processor, start w i th 
the d iy Ingredients in the bowl and add 
the liquid slowly. When mixed thor­
oughly, the dough will fonn a ball, and the 
sides and bottom of the bowl should bie 
clean. 

A further note: Use the plastic dough 
hook With amounts less than 3 cups of cfry 
ingredients. Above that amount, the 
metal blade works best. 

Even If you're using a food processor, 
take the dough out of the bowl and knead 
i t by hand for a few tums. Something ab­
out the dough being stretched by hand 
seems to give an extra elasticity and 
texture. 

Set the dough on a lightly floured bowl 
and using the heel of your hand, push the 
dough away from you. Then, pul l the end 
back over and give the dough a t u rn—no 
more than an Inch or two. 

Build up a rhythm, pushing, pulling 
and t iBnlng in a continuous motion unt i l 
the dough develops an elastic. sn1ooth fin­
ish wi th small bubbles appearing Just 
under the surface. 

At first the dough may stick to ti1e 
boafTd. Sprinkle the board w i th flour unt i l 
i t becomes clean. Scrape away any wet 
pieces that stick to the board. 

Kneading helps develop the gluten In 
the dough. The yeast forms bubbles of 
carbon dioxide and sti^tches the gluten. 
This expansion determines the volume 
and texti1re of the bread. 

The purpose of letting tiie dough rise, 
then punching it down, is to keep the 
yeast from stretching to a point where It 
breaks down the gluten network. The re­
sult of the rising and punching down cre­
ates an even texture to the dough. 

This expansion {or rising) continues 
unt i l heat i n the oven kills the yeast. 

For breads that demand a heavier tex­
ture, such as the focaiccla, you don't want 
to let the bread achieve much volume, so 
the rising time Is 1 'A hours. 

On the other hand, the Pane d l Mattina 
is allowed to rise for almost 8 hours total 
to develop a light, a l iy texture to hold the 
raisins and currants In a sweet dough fla­
vored w i th Marsala and lemons. 

The Merenda Florentina is a flat, pizza-
style bread scented wi th rosemary, oi l and 
garlic. 

To serve, cut i t Into t l l i n slices and pack 
along w i th a picnic lunch of roast chicken, 
roasted red peppers and red wine. 

The bacon and cheese in the Pane Rus­
tico make i t a perfect accompaniment to a 
bowl of chicken or tomato soup. 

The Pane d i Mattina aUa Sicfllana is Sl-
cflly's answer to the morning Danish. 
Make it a day ahead, then serve i t With a 
cup of good, strong coDfee for a break from 
the traditional bacon-and-egg breakfast 

The Pane GlaUo is lightened w i t h egg 
wh i t es to give It a p u d d i n g l i k e 
consistency. 

However, the red peppers and garlic 
give it a distinctively savoiy cast.

Dinner was at J immy's Harborslde, the 
oldest restaurant on the wharf. The view, 
food and company were outstanding. Ca-
lamar t oysters, shr imp and swordf ish 
started o u r stay in Boston. A first class 
meal. 

To s tar t each of us stood and spoke ab­
o u t our background and what we hoped to 
get out o f the seminar. Mike Foley p rom­
ised us t h a t by Wednesday, we'd learn a l l 

tha t we'd asked for and more. A slide pre­
sentat ion finished the session and we were 
shut t led back to the hotel for a short bu t 
sweet beauty rest.

I f the temperature is over 40 degrees, the 
fish should be rejected. A smal l pocket 
thermometor is placed JDetween the fillets 
to check temperature. 

Next, the nose tes t Good fish does not 
smel l . .Ally yeasty, fishy or ammonia odors 

indicate a poor product . 
Then, the eye exam. Look for natura l 

shine. Yellowing or browning o f flesh are 
signs of age. 

Also, fish should not be shipped in plas­
tic bags or containers as they a re insula­
tors of heat and do not conduct coW. Bet 
you can guess what Foley's sh ips In . . . 
Yep. tin. 

The touch test fol lows. Rub fingers over 
fish to insure fillets have not been brine 
soaked. A tacky, sUclqr and mucousy feel 
indicates brined flUets. Brine soaking is 
used to mask fish odor, adds water weight 
and thus a 10-percent shr inkage loss 
upon cooking, camouflages poor quality 
and adds bacteria. Lots o f f ish processors 
brine fish because they start w l t i i poor 
quality. 

Now, check workmanship. Reject fillets 

tha t have ragged edges or contain blood 
spots. 

And , finally taste the product. .Any fishy 
smells whfle cooking are a sure sign that 
t he p r o d u c t Is no t o f the q u a l i t y 
demanded. 

Obvlousty, It is m u c h easier for us to 
check these factors upon delivery t han i t is 
for you at the grocery store. To me the two 
tests that are U1e most impor tant can be 
conducted a t the fish coimter. 

Ask to smel l the fish, ff there Is any odor 
don' t buy IL Also, look a t the product. A 
nice natura l shine is Imperative. Any 
browning or yel lowing Is a sign o f age. 

Finally, know who you're buy ing you r 
fish fixim. Develop a good work ing rela­
tionship w i t h y o u r neighborhood fish 
monger.

Are you dreading waking up to 
another bowl of oat bran cereal? Are 
you tired of eating the same bran 
muff in each day to ensure you get 
enough fiber In your diet? There's an 
alternative. According to the Canned 
Food Infomiatlon Councfl, some of 
the highest fiber foods available are 
packaged in carls. 

Yet, most people arc confused ab­
out how much flber to consume, the 
dlflTerent kinds of flber and the best 
way to regulate their fiber Intake. 
FltJer is divided into two categories: 
soluble arid insoluble, both of which 
you need l n order to maintain a 
healthy diet. 

Insoluble flber. or roughage, is 
fotmd in canned vegetables, such as 
green beans, potatoes and com, and 
serves to speed the passage of food 
through the digestive system. 

Soluble flber. found in canned 
beans, lentils, peas, mandarin or­
anges and apples, among others, 
also helps move food through the di­
gestive system and may play a role in 
lowering blood cholesterol levels. 

While .Ajnericans c'.1rrentty con­
sume an average of 11 grams ofdlet-
a1y flber dally, the National Cancer 
Institute recommends an increase to 
25-35 grams a day. 

.An easy way to Increase the 
ainount of flber you eat, whfle adding 
variety to your diet. Is to include 
many green vegetables. B u t It's t o u ^ 
to he&t beans when i t comes to fibS". 
Beans are among the few foods that 
contain significant amounts of both 
soluble and Insoluble dletaiy fiber. 

Low In fat and price, beails are the 
Ideal choice for people seeking addi­
tional fiber. Carmed llmas, navy, k id ­
ney and garbanzo beans are good 
sources of fron and B vllainir1s, and 
like al l vegetables and fruits, contain 
no cholesterol. 

Many new varieties of beans like 
black beans with cumin and spices, 
picante beails wi th tomatoes, pep­
pers and spices, and plntos in chfles 
are now avaflable on groceiy shelves. 
Canned beans are the convenient al­
ternative. The canning process takes 
care of the soaking and cooking, so 

the beans are ready to ser\'e v/ith l i tt le 
efibrt 

More than 40 dUTcrent kinds of 
beans are available In cans, as well as 
dozens of other fruits and vegetables. 
Here's a recipe to try.

Outdoor gr i l l ing—and porlc—are 
synonymous wi th summer. 

Cooking over an open flame contri­
butes a wonderful flavor to most 
foods, and especially to fiiesh pork. 
Yet, i f you're like most Americans, 
you find yourself lielying on two or 
three old standards. 

It's easy to fall into the habit of al­
ways cooking the sa1ne things on the 
gri l l . Burgers, hot dogs and steaks 
are gil l l lng classics — and for good 
reason. But if you want to t>e a Vir­
tuoso of the gri l l , expand your gril l ing 
repertoire. 

Start by selecting the main course 
and bui ld from there. Feeling a bi t 
tentative? Play it safe by introducing 
a single new cllsh to a menu of tried-
and-true favorites. TYy pork burgers 

. on sandwich buns lilstead of tradi-
tioilal hamburgers, served With two 
summer favorites — creaniy cole 
slaw and sliced to111atoes Vinaigrette. 

• You can also add Interesfand a Vari­
ety to your outdoor gril l ing repertoire 

-w i th dlflerent cuts and shapes of 
meat. 

Marinades and sauces harmonize 
•w i th foods to create an excltl11g and 
exotic array of flavor sensations. 

For example, the tropical flavors of 
Caribbean pork kabobs, served wi th 

green beans wiLh coconut and yellow 
rice Will have fanlfly and friends offer­
ing accolades. 

With a little (ireaUvlty you can And 
yourself enjoying rave reviews. l.et 
yoiIrself go on the gril l and create a 
completely or iginal composit ion. 
Menu plamitng can be creative and 
fun. Use the following guidelines to 
help spark your artistic vision — and 
remember. Variety is the key to creat­
ing a meal that appeals to all the 
senses. 
• Colon Give your eyes a feast. 
Thi i lk of foods that wil l complement 
each other on the plate. Contrasting 
colors are more appetizing than foods 
of a similar shade. For instance, the 
contrast of carrot-lime salad and gin­
gered snow peas creates a splash of 
color and complements the more 
subtle color of Honey-Garlic grilled 
chops. 
• Form: Don't serve too maiiy simi­
lar shapes or too many small pieces. 
Leave some foods Whole and seive 
others sliced, cubed, shredded or cut 
into other interesting shapes and 
sizes. 
• Flavor Complement tart or spicy 
foods w i th something bland or neut­
ral . Usually plan only one highly sea­
soned food item per menu. So rice Is a 
good foil for tile stronger seasonings 
ln Caribbean pork kabobs. 
• Temperature: Include a variety of 
temperatures. Hot. cold and room 
temperature foods make a good com­
binat ion. 

• Texture; Combine a Variety of tex­
tures In your 11ienu. Serve soft or 
creamy foods wl th crisp or crunchy 
ones. Eve1ythli1g creanly or every-
thi11g cruncJy is too much. 

I f you want to make a claim to be­
ing a grflling nlaestro, you defirtitety 
need to master the two most basic 
gril l ing methods — indirect and d i ­
rect heat 

• Indirect: In this method, food Ls 
cooked by hot air clrculati11g aroimd 
the food, similar to the Way your oven 
Works. Simply position food away 
from the coals by banking the coals 
on one side of the grill; or in a r ing ar­
ound the outer perimeter of the gri l l 
bed. This method is lde£Ll for larger 
cuts of 1neat, such as roasts and 
thick pork chops, Indirect heat al­
lows you to cook meat without bu rn ­
ing the surface. 
• Direct. This quick, high-heat 
method is best for grilling small 
pieces of tender meat, such as ka­
bobs, sate, shrimp, scallops and 
ground meats such as sausage and 
burgers. Similar to broiling, direct 
heat ls applied to the food being 
cooked. 

Whether you are a master or be-
glrmer, anyone can put in a virtuoso 
performance when it comes to out­
door cooking. 

PORK BURGERS 
1 pound lean ground pork 
Seasoned pepper to taste 

4 large soft sandwich buns 

Divide pork into four portions and 
shape into patties about *A -inch 
thick, handling meat as litt le as pos­
sible. Sprinkle both sides of patties 
wi th seasoned pepper. Gri l l over d i ­
rect heat over medium-hot fire 5 mi­
nutes per side, turning once.

Marinating is a favorite way to ten-
- derlze less-tender cuts of meat Cer­

ta in cuts need tenderizing prior to 
,-cwnventlonal cooking because d iy 

heat can make them tough. 
Some conventlo11al moist-cooking 

methods, like stewing and braising, 
lhe11isehres help to tenderize meats 
— and so does mlcrowavl11g. Bu t 
marinating can help make meats 
even more tender — and adds deli­
cious flavor, too. 

Basically, a marinade consists of 
an acidic liquid fwlne, lemon Juice or 
Vinegar), spices and ofl. Since mar i -

•nades penetrate only to a shallow 
depth. It's best to marinate smaller 

• pieces, like chUcen, riba or thinner 
cuts of steak instead of, say, a roas t 
Marinate smaUer cuts (kebab cubes, 
t h i n cuts) no longer than three to four 
hours, larger cuts can marinate up to 
24 hours. 

Marinades contain acid, and the 
•• process may take several hours, so 

you need a tray or t lowl that won't be 
affected by acidic ingredients. H iere-

..fore, it 's necessaiy to marinate l n 
. g t o s or plasUc rather than in metal 
containers. This Is no problem when 
mlcrowaving, of coiu^se, since the 
same container can be used to mar i -

.nate and to cook. 
Marinating and barbecuing go 

hand In hand, and more of this syn­
ergism goes on dur ing the summer 
months than at any other t ime of 

- year. One popular method Is to mar i ­
nate meat, partially cook i n the 
microwave, then finish on the griU, 

. -usI11g leftover marinade to baste. 
, Some recipes ask you to let mar i -

- xlated meat steep at room tempera-
. ture. Since most marinades do con-

' , ' ta in acid, flley wfi l slow bacterial 
' growth, but In hot summer weather, 
. i t ' s best not to take chances. .Airy 

pneat to be marinated for over one 
." hot1r should be marinated In our re-

.',, frigerator—or, i f it's a veiy hot day, 
don't even leave it out that long. 
Cover meat with marinade, accord­
ing to recipe instructions, then cover 
l ight ly (so smell won't permeate 

'. fridge) and chfll untf l i«ady to cook. 
Leftover marinated meat can be 

\ frozen, but meat fets and ofl wflil se-
pjarate, forming a solid layer on top. 

, When thawed, however, sauce wfl l 
p ie ld together again. 

You can also marinate vegetables 
- — not to tenderize fliem. but simply 

/for flavor 
Savoiy Marinated Red Tomatoes 

and Onions get Its flavor from a l ight 

oregano and garlic marinade wi th 
fresh parsley. It's exceUent ln sand­
wiches, atop a green salad, or as a 
side dlsh wlU1 a su11imer barbecue. 

(Recipes In this column are tested 
i n 625- to 700-watt microwave 
ovens.) 

MICRO-TIP OF THE WEEK 
When mlcrowaving, mar inate 

meats for color as weU as tenderness 
and flavor. Good candidates for 
marinating/mlcrowavlng are flank, 
chuck, cube and round steak. 

There's no need to tenderize 
chicken. But marl11ate this pale-
colored meat in a soy sauce mixture 
and i t emerges from yotir microwave 
extra-flavorful and colored a deep, 
rich, appetizing brown.
