He added that the paper’s FOI requests made
itc]earthatreporte:s onlywant toview the docu-
ments, not obtain coples. He said the actions ap-
pear {o viclate Michigan's FOI Act.

“Simply put, we expect the state palice to fol-
low the law,” said Malott, “As a state agency re-
sponsible for enforcing the law, it is all the more
important that it abides by the Laws that apply to
it. The state police cannot pick and choose which
laws they will follow, nor should they take the
FOI Act lightly. -

. “Stll; they do not appear to be In compliance.

They are extremely late in responding. Up tothis
point, there had been not response at all. And
now they want to charge us $201 to read these
reports. We've made It very clear we don't want
coples; we only want to read the reports, just as
we read reports from every other police agency.
To charge us any amount to look at those reports
is ludicrous and I don't see any provision in the
FOI Act that allows for it.

“Clearly, the state police are trying to doevery-
{hing they can to keep this newspaper from re-
porting about thelr activities, [haven't the slight-
estidea why. But they need to remember theyare
the police agency for the State of Michigan, not
some South American banana republic.”

Dawn Phillips, an attorney for the Michigan
Press Association, agreed that the State Police
appeared to be In violation of the FOI Act.

Karen Koester wasn't happy Fri-
day as shecleaned out her deskin the
Novi Police Department,

It's a desk she inhabilted for barely
a year as the city's crime prevention
and DARE officer. It's also a desk she
decided to give up when she resigned
last month citing dificulies in work
relations after a discrimination and
harassment suit she flled agalnst the
city. ‘

“When [ was hired in [ anticipated
retiring in 25 years, not 12,” shesaid.
“I enjoyed working here and every-
thing was nice until 1 became pre-
gnant in 1988 and all the problems
began.”

Koester was the first of two [emale
police officers to sue the city over
pregnancy-related issues. Last year
she won $5,000 in darnages from the
city in her sult, which charged sexual
harassment. However, a second
complaint of discrimination due te
the city's failure to provide a light
duty policy for pregnant employees
was not upheld in court. Her harass-
ment sult originally sought $500,000
in emotional damages.

Koester's suit charged that, once
her pregnancy became known, her
command officers in the department
iried to harass and intimidate her
into leaving the force. Among her
complaints were that she was re-
fused uvniforms and gun belts that
would accommodate her pregnancy
and was forced to wear clothing that
“made her look like a clown, not a po-
lice officer.”

Thecase took fouryears tocometo
court. During the four years Koester
had a second child and subsequently
filed another lawsuit. Another officer
in the department, Deanna Hall, also
had a child and flled a harassment
and diserimination lawsult against
the city. Hall's suit was settled out of

court for $25,000 on July 14.

Koester sald that, while she was
walting for her case to comne to court,
she started to feel comfortable work-
ing in the department agaln and
when she was promoted last year she
looked forward to continuing her ca-
reer in Novi.

“Since It took so long to go tocourt,
it kind of brought me to the surface
again,” she said. “A lot of people
didn't know about it. But when I re-
turned after the trial, things were dif-
ferent. People acted dlfferently tow-
ard me.

“if it weren't for all this happening,
Iwouldn't be leaving,” Koester said, I
make a good living here and I've got
ane of the best jobs In the depart-
ment, as crime prevention and DARE
officer.

“It's hard to put how I feel into
words. You don't know what it's like
to have a baby untll you have one,
and you don't kmow what this type of
harassment feels likke untll you've
been through it. Nobody knows what

it's like, except for Deanna.”

The city Is currently investigating
another sexual harassment com-
plaint agalnst a command officer,
which is signed by four female offic-
ers. Koester and Hall are among the
signers.

Novi Police Chiel Doug Shaeffer
and Assistant Clty Manager Craig
Klaver have both declined to discuss
the case, citing the confidentlality of
personnel matters.

Koester sald that, although she is
leaving, she will continue with the
complaint and will testify or other-
wise participate in the investigation
“if they want me.”

“This department is still a concern
of mine,” she sald. “I care about this
department and I won't just forget
about it and let things go."

The City of Novi has denied that
Koester or Hall were harassed or dis-
criminated against, despite the jury
decision. The cily at this time re-
mains without a light duty policy for
pregnant workers and also does not

r life’

permit light duty assignments to
male officers who are disabled by
Injury.

Shaefler announced Thursday
that Officer Todd Anger will replace
Koester as the city's crime prevention
and DARE officer. himself has
been off work for several months due
to a knee infury. While he was off he
exhausted all of his sick time, per-
songal Hme and vacation time, and
some officers In the department have
donated their own leave time to help
him out.

Shaefler said Anger was the city's
second cholee for the position last
year when Koeater was promoted to
the position and that the competition
between them was very close.

Anger attended DARE tralning six
months ago, Shaeffer said, although
he stressed that he did not anticipate
Koester's leaving the force. He sald
there was some talk at the imeof ad-
dingmore DARE programs in the dis-
trict, which would require a second
DARE officer.

“He graduated at the top of the
class,” Shaeffer added. Anger for-
mally takes over the pesition today,
Aug. 2.

Meanwhile, Koester said, she will
look over her options and decide
where she will take her career. She
has no job lined up at this time.

“I'm not 100 percent sure what I'll
do,” she said. “I'm golng to take some
time to think about it. This is my life,
so It will definitely be something in

law enforcement or security.”
Although her future {3 uncertain,
she sald she tool a long time to make
her decision to leave and does not
doubt it was the right cholce.

“My unhappiness at work was af-
fecting my happiness at home. It was
affecting my health. I had to leave, ]

This paper filed FOI requests at
the Northville Post on June 15, June
25, July 2, July 9, July 16 and July
22. In all, 102 reports were re-
quested, using case numbers taken
from the post's complaint book.

Noresponse was received until the
Pifer/Hall letter of July 27.

In that letter the State Police
agreed to provide the requested re-
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ports, but claimed exemption on 14
of them.- Exemption was, claimed on
12 cases because reports had not yet
been flled. Exemption was also
claimed for two others “based upon
an open [nvestigation,”

Michigan's FOl Act requires all
public bodies, such: as the State Po-
lice, to release all public documents
on request. The Act fdentifles police
reports as public documents.

Sormne exemptions from release are
allowed. The exemptions are quite
limited, however, and [n all cases the

document must still be released, al-
beit with the exempt sections edited,
deleted or blacked out.

The FOI Act allows no exemption
for "open investigation” unless such
release would interfere with law en-
forcement procedures, disclose tech-
riques, or disclose the identity of
confldential sources.

Both of the cases withheld for rea-
sons of “open Investigatlon™ were
identified In the complaint book es
criminal sexual conduct cases.

The act also requires a publie |

body, when. in receipt of an FOI re-
quest, to respond within five busl-
ness days, either by providing there-
quested documents, or a written ex-
planatfon as towhich exemptions the
agency would clalm for non-release.

That the State Palice did not re-
spond tothe FOl requests of June 15,
June 25, July 2, July 9 and July 16
within the prescribed time appears to
be a vidlation of the FOI Act.

We are frankly puzzled that the city
would consider the condemnation of a
private citizen's property with the pur-
pose of using it for a park.

The Novi City Council apparently is
toying with that idea based on the attor-
ney's letter that accompanied a land
purchase resolution it approved at last
Monday's meeting. ,

Ever since voters in January ap-
proved a $9.9 million bond issue to
purchase and develop land for city
parks, Novi has pursued and negotiated
the purchase of several parcels. Two
purchases — the Resco property and the
Novi Tree Farm-— have been made, total-
ing 325 contiguous acres. Along with an
existing 80 acres of parkland, the city is
well on its way to a stated goal of 500
acres of parks.

Since the day the bond issue
passed, Novi has had its eye on 40 acres
owned by Paul Mitchell. The undeve-
loped wooded lot north of Twelve Mile
Road stands adjacent to the former Novi

Tree Farm.

City Manager Edward Kriewall said
negotiations with Mitchell have gone no-
where. The resolution approved Monday
called the latest bid to purchase the
property — $998,919 — a “good faith of-
fer.” It would seem a contradiction then
that City Attorney David Fried has called
this offer “the preliminary step in the
possible condemnation of the land for

park usage.”

condemnation is so weak. Novi would
have to prove to an Oakland County Cir-
cuit Court judge that the taking of the
land is for the public good. The case
could run into an expensive jury trial as
well, with no guarantee that Novi would
get a good price.

The State of Michigan used the tac-
tic of condemnation in seizing land for

At this paper, we've enjoyed
cooperative relationships with the police
agencies we cover, All of the local police
departments allow us to view reports as
part of standard operatilng procedure.

So when the Michigan State Police
sent us a bill for $201 to view 88 com-
plaint reports from the Northville post —
on topics ranging from burglary to rape
— it came as quite a shock to us. That it
took them nearly six weeks to respond to
the inittal request to view the reports left
us downright incensed.

Michigan's Freedom of Information
Act was created with the idea that mem-
bers of the public should have access to
the reports of the agencies that their tax
dollars fund. We consider it a serious
disservice to the community that the Mi-
chigan State Police does not feel it hasto
answer to the public it serves in a timely
fashion, and charges an exhorbitant
amount for the privilege of viewing re-
cords it is required to produce.

But the pick of the litter wasa letter-to-the-editor from a
Tucson, Ariz., newspaper, dated March 21, 1983. The wri-
ter, Sylvia Ford, was 90 years old, and while going through
some old keepsakes she came across something of
interest.

It was a teaching contract from the Tucson Public
Schools, 1923, which the writer said she acquired when
she was looking for a teaching job during that tme.

Looking over the single sheet of paper, it's easy to see
where the stereotype of the old school marm came from.
That’s the only kind of person that could fit the stipula-
tions of the contract.

The contract specified that it was an agreement “be-
tween Miss (Blank) and the Board of Education” (italics
mine). Further, Miss (Blank) was to be paid the princely
sum of $75 per month. I also gathered from the wording
that all teachers were pald that amount regardless of
school, grade level, education or sentorliy.

A Tucson teacher just 70 years ago was contractually
obligated not to smoke cigarettes. Makes you wonder what

went on In Tucson’s teacher lounges. It certainly wasn't
drinking, since teachers were also forbidden todrink beer,
wine or whiskey. The contract would become null and void
if the teacher was found smoking or drinking.

it getsbetter. The teacher also agreed not to get married,
keep company with men, leave town “without permission
from the Chairman of the Board of Trustees,” or “ride in a
carriage or automobtle with any man except herbrother or
father.” This definitely wasn't a career for young, single
women.

Let's not forget the dress code. Teachers were not to
“dress in bright colors,” use face powder, mascara or paint
the lips, or wear dresses less than two inches above the
ankles. They were to wear “at least two petticoais” in a de-
sert town where 100-degree days are common,

But perhaps the most inexplicable restriction — though
it explains why it caught John McGuire's attention — was
that the teacher was forbidden to “loiter in downtown ice
cream stores.™ I can't say I've ever been to an ice cream
store in downtown Tucson, but having read this contract,
my curiosity is piqued.

Working conditions stipulated in the contract would
have made today’s teachers whither. They were to sweep
the classroom floor at least once daily; scrub it at least
once weekly: clean the blackboard once daily; and “start
the fire at 7 a.m. so the room will be warm when the child-
ren arrive.”

That, by the way, was the entire contract. There was no
legalese, no liability clauses. The document's sexism Is
reactionary, but you have to admire its simplicity.

Personally, I'd love It if one of the local school districts in
upcoming negotiations plunked thias document down on
the bargaining table as a joke.

Fundraisers aid church
foday, and 100 years ago

On April 26, 1873, The Northuille
Record updated its readers on what
was happening in the bustling town
of Novl “just four miles south of
Wixom.”

The hamlet, with just under 200
inhabitants, already
st Church and “the Méthodiats will

This s thebuilding on1 Grand River
Avenue just west of Novi Road that

"Preservation Novl recently com-
missioned a historical assessment of
the church by Royal Oak architect
Dane Archer Johnson, who praised
the structure's “handsomely crafted
details.”

Johnson also pointed out that the
church is an example of the “critical
role that women played in the shap-
ing of the patterns” of 19th and 20th
American life.

He cites a Jan, 14, 1900, Detrolt
News-Tribune article, “The Wormen
Bosas This Church,” which explains
that by 1898, the men had “grown
slack” in their management of the
Nowvl Methodist Church and the wo-
men took over. By 1900, the entire
church board was female and it was
believed that the Novi branch was the
only Methodist Church managed en-

tirely by women.

By September 1877, Lee’s job had
been taken on by The Rev. Newell
Newton, who officlated over a congre-
gation of “good slze.”

In 1912, theoriginal township hall
and the Baptlst Church were de-
s by fire. This leaves the Novi
Me t Church and a second
township hall, rebutlt after 1912 and
now moved and restored toa site near
the Novi library, as the city’s only re-
maining historic public bulldings.

“The Methodist Church therefore
becomes even more valuable because
of its great strength as a symbol of
Novi in specific and the rural Ameri-
can community in general,” Johnson
writes.

According to local history books
quoted by Johnson, the church was
built by Ephritn Groner, storie ma-
son1, and Devereaux, car-
penter, and was designed to seat 160

parishioners. Yet when the Novi
Methodist Church was dedicated n
March 1876, it had only 26 members.

Devereaux, the carpenter, kept his
interest in the church he bullt, Indan
27, 1877, The Northuille Record re-
ported that “there will be an oyster
festival at the house of Seymour De-
vereaux (sic) at Novi Thursday even-
ing, Feb, 1st. The proceeds willbeap-
plied toward the t of the or-
gan at the M. E. (Methodist
Episcopal) Church. A general invita-
tion s extended to all.”

The paper further documents a
deadly outbreak of diphtheria in the
area that winter.

Devereaux seems to have been a
good-time guy, Midwest Victorlan-
style. Just a few years earlier, he
threw open his home for a fundraiser
for Novi's only Baptist church. On
Thursday eveniing Feb. 23, 1871, The
Ladies Benevolent Society held a
“neck-tie festival” which *was at-
tended by a very large number of peo-
ple and was altogether pleasant and
prefitable.”

The ladies raised $83 for the Bap-
tist parsonage, although some
doubted if the ends was worth the
means,

“There was some anxlety on the
part of a few that such a festival
would be overstepping the bounds of
Christian propriety but it must be
sald our Novi gathering was both
genteel and becoming and will be
pleasantly remembered for many
years fo come,” so The Record
predicted.

The church’s stonemason, Groner
kept a good record of his datly doings.
His 1887 diary is onalong-termloan

to the Novi Historical Society, which .

is putting together a local history
museum.

Vinegars gain
favor infused
with flavor

Flavored vinegars seem to be gaining in po-
pularity as we seek ways 10 add zest to meals
but keep fats and calories low.

The good news is that {lavored vinegars are
easy lo make, cost a fraction of those found in
speclally stores, and make unique gifts. You
will need to begin the process well in advance
of gift-giving time because the vinegar will take
several weeks to mellow and absorb the flavor
of the herbs and spices.

To prepare flavored vinegars, pour good gual-

"Ity commerclal wine, cider or white distilled vin-

egar Into sterilized decorative jars or bottles,
each containing a generous handful of herb
leaves or a long sprig of leaves. Be sure lo
wash the herbs before using and remove any
frayed or dried leaves.

Yout can also substitute a few teaspoons of
spices Instead of herbs, Let the mixture steep
for three to four weeks in a cool, dark place.
Strain the mixture after steeping, If desired.

To speed up the mellowing process, you can
heat the vinegar to near boiling and pour it hot
into sterilized jars over crushed herbs and
seeds. Let the mixture steep for one week, then
straln through muslin or filter paper and return-
the vinegar to a sterilized bottle. Add a fresh
herb sprig to the flavored vinegar.

Herbs and spices that {lavor vinegar include
peppercoms, tarragon, garlic, dill, rosemary, ba-
sil, orange-mint, celery seed, tumerle, mustard
seed and parsley, Use these flavorings singly or
combine them. With a fancy vinegar, vinegar
and oll salad dressings need not be dull.

If you do not wanl to make your own vine-
gar, there is a wide varety avallable. The most
common s apple clder vinegar, used in pickles,
and dressings for vegelables and fruits. Since it
is made from apple julce it has an aroma and
flavor of fruit.

Distilled white vinegar is alse used in pick-
ling and for some dressings or marinades, It
has a very sharp distinct flavor, however, so
use it in small amounts.

Balsamic vinegar Is made from while grapes

flavor is very popular in Itallan cooking of
slews, salads, fruits and even ice cream. It
tends {o be expensive but a little goes a long
way.
Raspberry vinegar Is a pale raspberry color.
with a real fruit aroma, This vinegar Is a good
addition to chicken, and duck besides fruit
salads,

Rice vinegar is widely used In Chinese and
Japanese cocking, With it's clear to pale gold
color and mild-sweet flavor it is added to noo-
dle dishes, salad dressings and dips.

Wine vinegars are elther red or white with a
pleasing aroma. Rule of thumb is to use the
darker red wine vinegar with meats and marl-
nades where color doesn't matter, while white
wine vinegar is used when the food needs to be
kept light, such as fish or potato salad.

The favor of vinegar Is essential to many
dishes arcund the world. When cocking with
vinegar, remember it s highly volatile and it's
flavor will diminish with heat and air. Add vin-
egar to a dish only after removing it from the
heat to help retain it's flaver. It you don't want
the pungent vinegar flavor, add during the
cocking and allow the vinegar to boil off
slightly.

Add a teaspoon of white vinegar to any gela-
tin recipe, it helps keep molded salads firmer.
With a little splash of vinegar, seven-minute
cake frosting will stay whiter and softer, or a
little white vinegar will cut the sugary sweet-
ness of pecan or maple syrup ple.

High quality vinegar has a frultiness and re-
freshing acidity that can add a nice lift to
many foods. Salads benefit from a splash of
vinegar, and adding a little vinegar to the water
when poaching eggs keep the whites from
spreading and will make the eggs more tender.
Vinegar also acts as a meat tenderizer, slows

Liver lovers make healthy choice

All of you liver lovers out there are
wise in your food cholce, Liver is one
of the richest sources of iron. For in-
stance, a 3-ounce serving ofbeefliver
provides 42 percent of the dally re-
commended atlowance for women
during childbearing years.

Liver is, however, high In choles-
terol. so don’t serve it too often.

Calf and chicken livers are the
most popular (pork and lamb are also
available.) In purchasing calf's liver,
look for a deep, brick colored tint
rather than a purple brown color.
Kosher is best because the manner of
ldiling resutls in a more delicale pro-
duct. Ask your butcher to remove the
large veins and the membrane sur-
rounding the outside edges.

With poultry livers, simply remave
any greenlsh spots, which may give
your dish a betier flavor,

Rirse livers thoroughly in cold wa-
ter before preparing.

Livers are highly pertshable, so
keep them refrigerated and -use
within a day or two after purchase,

No Italtan meal would be cornplete withcut pa-
stries for dessert, and that's where Heavenly Bak-
ery really hits its stride. Willerer has apent some
time developing a tiramisu cheesecake with a spe-

clal ingredient.

“I've found this Canadian ricotta that's the crea-

miest ricotta Tve ever seen. It's the closest thing
I've found to marscapone cheese, but it's half the
price,” he said.

Tiramisu, like Southwest style cuisine, has
achieved phenomenon status as well. It's an lta-
lian dessert that usually features espresso-
soaked lady fingers topped with the creamy mars-
capone and chocolate,

“Now people are doing creative things with it,

like tiramisu fce cream,” Willerer sald, "We've got
tiramisu cheesecake.”

His uses a brownie bottom, topped with a mix-
ture of ricotta and cream cheese that has rum and
coffee blended into it.

Vinegar has many uses besides

pickling and foods, it 1s being redis-
covered as a household helper. Do

not use the flavored, expensive vine- -

gars for household chores. Instead
use the cider or white varieties,
Vinegar can make glasses, stain-
less steel, fish bowls, and windows
sparile. To eliminate odors, and the
smoke smei] from rooms, fluff blank-
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ets, or rermywve stains on clothing vin-
egar is awhiz. Vinegar is still used for
treatments of rashes, bites and other
miner ailments when outside or
camping. as it has a scothing healing
effect.

Whether you make a specialty
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herb vinegar for gifts, purchase some

for cookdng, or you just need a
kitchen helper, vinegar is the answer.

Too many people fail to take their
crockery cooker out of storage for fear
that slow-cooking isn't a viable
method of cooking the prized roast,
game bird or Grandma's trusted
spaghett{ recipe.

In reality, siow cooking 1s not only
safe, but one of the best ways to have
supper at home that lsn't carryout —
and stll be gone all day.

Slow cockers are designed for long
cooking perlods, says the editor of
Belter Homes & Gardens' “Crockery
Cooker Cookbook.” Food heals very
slowly. particularly on the lowest set-
ting. {f (he low setting is used for meat
and egg mixtures, they must be
cooked al Jeast six hours (high set-
ung, three hours). Less than that and
the food wen't get hot enough to be
sure of destroying bacteria.

Mary Berty. author of "Crockery
Cookbook,” agrees. "From a heallh
point of view, there are no hazards {to
crockery cookers). You should stl],
however, use common sense, Do not,
for example, attempt to cook a frozen
chicken in the pot without making
certain it has thawed completely In
the refrigerator first.”

Extensive research has been car-
ried out by manufacturers ta ensure
that the cocking process destroys al!

. harmful bacterta.

Of more danger is storing food at
room temperature before or after
cooking, or storing food, even [n Lthe
refrigerator, in a tradltional, heavy
ceramic crockery cooker isell. It's
best to store ingredients for advance
preparation in anether container in
the refrigerator, then transfer them
lo the crockery cooker for cooking,
and once the food has cooked, to re-
move it and store in another con-
tainer In the refrigerator. That's be-
cause the crockery cooker is so heavy
it tnsulates food, preventing it from
gelling cold quickly.

In addition, condensation on the
electrical parls may interfere with
proper performance., Sudden
changes in temperature also can

damage the ceramic liner of the
cooker. '

There are new varietles of cookers,
such as Comingware, that are de-
signed to go from crockery cooker to
freezer or microwave, but in general,
's a good idea to store food in
another container before or after
cooking if your crockery cooker Is
made of glazed clay, stainless steel,
porcelain or baked enamel.

Once in the crockery cooker, the
danger is undercooking, not
overcooldng.

“Since you simply cannot over-
cook the food, It doesn't matter one
bit if the dish cooks on high for up to
twa hours longer than mentioned in
the recipe or on low for up to four
hours longer,” says Berry. “However,
it is perfectly possible to undercook.”

Peeking at the dish while it cooks,
a temptation almost too hard to re-
sist, can add up to 15 to 20 minutes
cooldng tme per peek. And it rarely
gives much information. The cooking
temperature is so low, there's little
movement of the liquid or veggies.

A few other hints:

Stick to the liquid called for in the
recipe even though (t is usually less
than you would normally use. There
is no loss of liquid durlng cooking
with aslowcookerbecause thereisn't
any evaporation. For adapting re-
cipes, the general rule is to cut the
normal quantity of lquid in half.

Dairy ingredients, likesour cream,
should be added at the end. Pro-
longed cooking causes them to
separate.

Ditto for nowdlles. Personal experi-
ence has taught me the crockery
cooker and noodles aren’t a happy
marriage, at least when macaroni
noodies are allowed to slow-cock for
more than an hour. They tum lo
mush. Noodles, it tums out, need to
be cooked on the stove, then added to
a crockery cooker the final 10
minutes.

Dont worty about leaving the
crockery cooker unattended. It cooks
slowly sono steam escapes, Ifyou fol-
low the recipe, food will not bum.

Different settings on the crockery
cooker offer flexbility, At a higher
setting, foods may be ready in two to
three hours, while on low these dis-
hes may need twice the cooking time
— a bonus f you'll be away all day.

For better color and flavor, brown
meats and other ingredients In a fry-
pan before you place themwith lquid
and seasonings into the crockery
cooker.

Sauces may be thin, because
steam hasn't escaped and they have
not been allowed to reduce, To
heighten flavor and improve appear-
ance, boll sauces down on top of the
range just before serving or thicken
them with flour.

When making stews. place veget-
ables under meat because they tend
to cook more slowly In crockery cook-
ers and the highest heat is at the bot-
tom of the pot.

Foods that are cooked on the low
selting may need more seasoning be-
cause they haven't been allowed to
reduce. Experiment. Then adjust
seasoning al the end,

A crockery cooker cooks more efll-
clently when it is half full.

Some cooks rarely leave the house
for work without filling the crockery
cooker. With children and full-time
Jobs, they find it one of the best time-
savers in the kitchen.

One idea is to cook a whole
chicken in the crocker cooker (with
salt, pepper, onion flakes, parsley
and crushed red pepper) while at
work, then take it out to cool as scon
as you arrive home. For supper, re-
move the chicken fror the bone, add
it back to the stock with cooked rice
and let it stmmer for chicken and rice
squp.

Another tme-saver is to let pork
chops or cube steak cook ali day with
a can of cream ol rnushroom soup in
the crockery cooker. The chops are
tender, have thelr own gravy, and can
be served with rice and avegetable for
a quick dinner.

To cook a roast in the crockery
cocker, peel potatoes and carrots,
layer them in the bottom of the crock-
ery cooker, cover them with water,

The crockery cooker is one way to
cook chicken pleces for chicken noo-
dle soup.
