Kevorkian said he understood that Hyde was
soon to he fitled with a foed tube and that he did
not want the device. Hyde could not swallow and
the tube would have been inserted through his
belly directly into his stomach to provide
nutrition.

“I supplied the van, which was my personal
van, and at nno time was there anybody else in the
van but me and Mr. Hyde. I drove him to Belle
Isle. I supplied the (carbon monoxide) gas. I sup-
plied the tubing and the mask and all the neces-
sary equipment,” Kevorkian continued.

Doc admits he assisted suicide

“I connected the tubing to the tank. I put the
clipon the tubing. I put the mask over Mr. Hyde's

face because he could not move that much. He

could clearly move his left hand, his left forearm,

and he could not even extend his fingers. His fin-

gers ‘were almost [n & fixed position.

“I turned on the gas by the main valve in the
tank and nothing happened because of the clip
on the tube, I asked him one more time if he was
sure of what he was doing.

“Again, I couldn't get an intelligible reply but
there was a small smile you could see crack his
lips and he locked up with sort ofa pleasant face,
pleasant eyes and a moan or twowhich I thought
I heard him say ‘I'm fine.' That was the best I
could make of it and then I declded to go ahead.

live, Tom Hyde
chose suicide

Although televisfon news
cameras were rolling when Dr.
Jack Kevorldan explained how he
helped 30-year-old Thomas Hyde
Jr. end his life, it could take several
weeks before the Wayne County
Medical Examiner’s office rules on
the Novi man's cause of death,

Chief Medlcal Examiner Dr.
Bader Cassimsald Thursday he wili
not provide an opinion on Hyde's
demlse to Wayne County Prosecu-
tor John OHair until the entire
analysls {s complete.

“We leamed our lesson a couple
of months ago In the Malice Green
case,” Cassim explained.

Assisted suicide has been a fe-
lony int Michigan since April, but the
law's constitutionality has been
challenged.

Hyde, who was In the last stages
of the fatal Lou Gehrig's disease,
died early Aug. 4 on Belle Isle in the
back of Kevorkian's van. Kevorkian
said he provided a carbon mono-
xide device and placed the gas mask
over Hyde's lace.

Hyde then putled a string to acti-
vate the gas cannisters, Kevorkian
said,

Hyde's physician, Dr. Louls
Rentz, sald Friday that his death
from the condition was probably
imminent. : )

He was stricken with the fatal ill-
ness, a formof Muscular Dystrophy
known as amyotrophic lateral
sclerosis (ALS), over a year ago and
began deteriorating rapidly. The av-
erage patient with Lou Gehrig's dis-
case lives five years, but some sur-
vive as long as 20,

The condition, which is unusual
In a man as young as 30, causesa
deterioration of the muscles con-
trolling movemnent while the victim
remains mentally aware,

“If he didn't elect to have a feed-
ing tube and a respirator, he wouild
have died within a matter of weeks.

“If he {Thomas Hyde)
didn't elect to have a
feeding tube and a re-
spirator, he would
have died within a
matter of weeks. He
wasn't in physical
pain, but he wasn't
able to move anything
or do anything.”

“He could barely communicate
verbally. He couldn’t even swallow
his own saliva. He couldn't move his
arms or head to any extent. He
couldn’t pick up his arm at the
end.”

Council
will see
all new
site plans

The law should be solld enough
to serve as the foundation of an or-
dered society, yet flexible enough to
change whencircumstances call for
it, most people would agree. It
would appear that such clreum-
stances have arisen in Novi.

The Novi Planning Commission
at its Aug. 4 meeting voted to re-
commend that the City Council ap-
prove a change in ordinances gov-
erning development in the city's RC
{reglonal center) district. That dis-
trict includes the major retail cen-
ters localed in Novi: Twelve Oaks,
West Oaks | and Il and the Novi
Town Center,

The proposed change would give
council members the final say over
site plans for businesses in the RC
district and for special land use per-
mit requests as well, after review
and recommendation by the com-
mission. Current Jaw gives site plan
and special land use permit ap-
proval 1o the commission.

Thecouncilatits May 24 meeting
requested the change, and asked
the commission to hold the re-
quired public hearing ont the mat-
ter. Assistant City Attomey Dennis
Watson told commissioners that
the council wanted to keep a closer
hand in the development of the RC
district because of its special
circumstances.

Itis expected that the council will
now approve preliminary site plans
for new businesses in the RC dis-

least you're close lo a cure,” Rentz
sald, adding that heis opposed to as-
sisted suicide.

Had Hyde not driven to Belle Isle
with Kevorkian, he most tkely would
have been given hospice care in his
home with the aid of the Muscular
Dystrophy Association. He would
have been sedated and kept in a hos-
pital bed, Rentz explained.

Assisled sulcide is a felony with a
penalty of up to four years in prison
and a fine of $2,000. The ban on as-
sisted suicide, effective untilJanuary
1995, s being studied by the Michi-
gan Commmission on Death and Dy-

. ing, which will report back to the
- state legislature.
" The state suicide law was ruled
_unconstitutional by a Wayne County
- Clreuit Court judge alter It was chal-
- lenged by the Amerlcan Civil Liber-
- Ues Urdon. The law was reinstated by
the Michigan Court of Appeals in
June pending its final decision in the
case.

“This attempt to intimidate people

and make criminals out of sick and

dying people has got to stop.” Kevor-
kian's attorney Geoflrey Fleger said
inaFriday interview. “A sick or dying
person if they fail in an asslsted sul-
cide would be tried for consplracy in
assisted sulclde. They can't fal] with
Dr. Kevorkian, but It happens all the
time.”

Fleger predicted In a Thursday
news conference that a warrant for
Kevorklan's arrest will likely be
Issued this week.

Representatives of the Detrojt Po-
lice Department's homoclde division
and the medical examiner’s office
were scheduled to meet Friday with
O'Halr to evaluate the case.

“We will analyze the evidence and
we will review Dr. Kevorklan's re-
marks to determine whether or a not
a criminal prosecution is appropri-
ate,” Assistant Wayne County Prose-
cutor Eric Cholack said.

The autopsy of Hyde's body will
evaluate the doctor's diagnosis that
he had known as Lou Gehrig's Dis-
ease, and offer an opinion on how far
along the illness had actually
progressed,

“Part of the assessment [s confir-

maltion, as well as to stage the diag-
nosis and te see if he had any medi-
clne, There's a lot to do,” Cassim
added.

“1 think it's likely the cause of
death would be carbon monaxide.”

Continued exposure to carbon
monaxide, a colorless, cdorless gas
leads to unconsclousness and even-
tually death by asphyxiation because
it binds with hemoglobin, the
oxygen-carrying molecule in red
blood cells, and prevents the cells
from carrying axygen.

Fleger sald Hyde's condition im-
paired his ability to talk to the degree
that he was forced to communicate
with pent and paper, He added Friday
that he was unaware If Hyde had ac-
cess to a pen and paper while in Ke-
vorkian's van.

Fieger also said that “I don't think
anybody questions that” Hyde
wanted (o die,” and that that aspect
of the assisted suicide was “not
debatable.”

Kevorkian typlcally finds candi-
dates for assisted sulcide when they
contact him by letter, Fleger ex-
plained. The former pathologist then

determines “the appropriateness of
the request,” including an evaluation
of the individual's mental state, he
added. Kevorkian may seek outside
opinions “if informed consuitants are
available. But people are afraid to get
involved.” the lawyer said.

The volume of the requests is not
high, according to Fleger: “Not many
peaple want to die.”

Hyde was the 17th person to suc-
cessfully commit suicide with the
doctor's assistance.

Renlz sald he was not aware of
Hyde's suicide plans.

“The rational alternative i3 a hos-
pice program. You make the patient
comfortable untll nature takes it's
course, You don't step in,” the doctor
contends.

“We see people who refuse the re-
splirater and die. We see people who
accept this and live for years with the
machine's support. They're awake
and aware and can use thelr mind.
Unfortunately, for a lot of people,
their body Is their life,”

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Daycare gets nod
from city planners

It took a blt of time and answers to
quite a few questions. but a proposed
nerth Novi day care center has won
approval from the Novi Planning
Commission.

Country Hllls Chiidrens’ Center,
proposed for a site on the north side
of Thirleen Mile Road wes! of Decker
Road bordering the Woods of Nowvi
subdivision, recelved revised stte
plan approval, spectal land use per-
mit approval, and woodlands and
wetlands permits at the Novi Plan-
ning Commisslon's Aug. 4 meeting.

Commissioners voted on each
tssue separately, and each vote was
contested. Most passed by a 6-3 mar-
gin. Several commissioners ex-
pressed reservations about the re-
vised plan, but most voted for it be-
cause they said it was a better deslgn
than the orglnial proposal, which re-
celved approval in 1991. Commis-
sioners ashed assistant city atlorney
Dennis Watson to investigate If they
could rescind that approval and were
told no.

“Quite frankly, I'm disappointed
we're [n this positon,” said vice
chairperson Laura Lorenzo. “We're
stuck between a rock and hard
place.”

Lorenzo said that she did tiot feel
the center was the best use for the
site, and had several concerns about
the plan. Her concemns Included the
eflect on nearby homeowners, the
facl that the center's play area In-
cludes wetland spaces and that the
parking lot will be part of a stormwa-
ter detentlon area, The latter,
Lorenza said, could be a safety ha-
zard, partcularly to smali children.
She voted for the revised plan, how-
ever, saying that # was better than
the orginial design.

“We're a public body and we have
to follow the law, even if we don't
agree with it in this particular situa-
tion,” said chalrperson Richard
Clark.

The orginal plan received com-
mission approval [t 1991 and yearly
extensions in 1992 and 1993. A new
owner bought the property this
spring and changed the centers
building plan slightly, requiring the
city to approve the new design. Com-
missioners held a required public
hearing on the matterat thelr July 21
meeting.

At that meeting, some residents
who live near the site urged the com-
missfon to stop the day care center’s
construction. One woman sald that
that it would remgve trees that
screened her property from Thirteen
Mile and increase area traflic and
noise.

The woman also said that she had
not received proper notice that the
center was slated for an area so close
to her property.

Commissioners tabled the matter
until Aug. 4 pending Watson's legal

opinion. Watsan at the second meet-
ing Informed them they could not re-
scind past approval, and that the
owner could legally bulld the center
according to the old plan's design,

The commission could only reject
the revised site plan, Watson said,
which includes a one-room,
235-square foot addition to the exist-
ing building blueprint. The change,
architect Lee Mamola explained, ar-
Ises from moving the director’s oflice
to a new locatlon and changing the
design of the kilchen. The moves will
make il easler for centeremployees to
monitor activity in the bullding and
In the play area, he said.

Country Hill will sit on a 2.34-acre
site. It will be about 4,400 square feet
in size and expects to provide day
care service for about 70-79 children
per day. The plan calls for a play area
of some 10,850square feeet, of which
some 3,000 square [ee lies in a wet-
land area.

Some on lhe commission ex-
pressed concern that residents
hadn't been properly inforrned of
what was going to be bullt near them.

Larty Cohen of Legacy Homes, the
developerbuilding Woods of Novi and
Country Hills, said that his organiza-
tlon “took steps to infonm everyone of
what's going on.”

He said that home buyers there
were clearly told that no guarantees
were made of what sort of develop-
ment might occur [n the area. Cohen
also said that a slgn had been up on
the site advertising the cenler for
nearly three years, and was one of
several steps his group had taken to
inform area residents of the issue.

Cohen expressed some frustration
to the commission. He said that the
center plan had been in the works for
two years and now suddenly was in
jeopardy.

“We have a change in people, we
have a change in [eelings,” Cohen
said. “ wonder where the due care
and cautlon s here.”

Lorenzo responded that the com-
mission was fulfilling its responsihil-
ity to take due care and caution in its
decisions by asking questions.

Commissioners did demand one
change in the new plan, A condition
of its approval is that the wetland
space Is comipletely removed from the
play area in the design plan.

Mamola indicated to the commis-~ - .
sion that ifthat is required, the center . - §
will then be in violation of a city ordl-". ‘|
nance requiring 100 square feet of §.

play area per child.

Commissioners and Mamola d¢- %
bated whether enough space would R

‘remain‘to'satisfy the" requirément,

and In the end did not alter their deci-

ston. They sald that If it proves neces-

sary thecenter can apply for a walver
of the ordinance requirement with

the Zoning Board of Appeals.

Youth injured when hit by train

An 18-year-old Novi male was in

struck by a train on the night of Aug,

. Derlk Sugamosta was hit by a
15-car CSX Transportation train at
-1] p.m. while crossing the tracks
under the Griswold Street bridge. He
was with four ather Novi youths at
' Jim Rowland Jr., one of the youths
present at the scene who saw Suga-
mosta being hit, sald last Tuesday
that they simply misjudged the
train’s speed.

" “We were just hanging out there
and we saw the tratn coming but were
too casual about leaving the track,”

Rowland sald. *I looked back, saw
him and he was in motion, getting off
the track, but his anm was swung
back and it just clipped him . ..

“They say a train Is moving faster
than it looks from head-on, and I
guess that's true.”

The northbound train's speed was
estimated at 40-50 mph In the
50-mph zone.

Traln engineer Richard Stebner
told city police that he saw several
youths standing on the south side of

the tracks under the bridge when Su-

gamosta tried to Join them.

“It appeared as if the vicimwas at-
tempting to cross the tracks and just
didn'tclear the train in time, " accord-
ing to the police report,

Stebner applied the emergency
brakes and the 15-car trajn came toa

stop Just before the last car went
under the bridge. The engineer
agreed to take a prellminary breath
test at the scene, and his blood alco-
ho! level was measured at 0.00
percent,

When police and medical person-
ne] first inspected Sugamosta, the
youth was “consclous and somewhat
alert” with several broken ribs, a bro-
ken left arm and lacerations on the
right side of his face, Further exami-
nation revealed a collapsed lung.

The youth was taken by ambu-
lance to St. Mary Hospital in Livonia,
and then flown by hellcopter to the
University of Michigan Medical Cen-
ter in Ann Arbor. He was still in the
center’s Trauma and Burn Intensive
Care Unit as of press time Tuesday.

Atatimewhenthecouncilhasbeen
struggling unsuccessfully for better
than a year and a half to control and Limit
the length of its meetings, a proposal
that the council take over from the Plan-
ning Commission the job of giving final
site plan approval for development
within the °regional center” business
zoning seems lke a step in the wrong
directfon.

Only last month, Member Carol
Mason stalked from a council at 1 a.m.,
saying she'd been up and working since
7 a.m. the previous morning and was too
tired to make good decisions. The re-
mainder of council, in apparent agree-
ment with her, concluded its business
within a half hour.

Of course, that is not the first time
the length and [requency of council
meetings has been an {ssue. When the
city counctl first agreed to the cablecast-
ing of its meetings, Mayor Matt Quinn
stated it was his goal that council meet-
ings would be concluded by midnight.
That goal has rarely been met.

Council member Tim Pope, back
during the budget hearings, complained
of the frequency of the council meetings,
With a new son, and after spending four
nights one week sitting in council meet-
ings dealing with city business, he ex-
pressed a desire to limit the amount of
time spent in these sesslons so he could
spend a little time with his family, That's

Council member Nancy Cassis, in
announcing her bid for mayor in the
coming November election, said she be-
lieved the meetings were excessively long
and promised she'd make control of
those meetings a top priority.

A few short months back, when
faced with an extraordinary four-page
agenda and a council packet that set re-
cords for sheer size and weight, the
council and public complained loud and
long about the workload. The public has
also often complained over the past year
and a half that mariy residents can't stay
up late enough to watch all of the pro-
ceedings, either in person in council
chambers or at home on television. After
all, they have to work in the morning and
there are limits as to how late you can
stay up and still get a good night'’s sleep.

Nonetheless, the Planning Com-
mission last week voted 7-2 toamend the
city's reglonal center business zoning or-
dinance to give the council finai say over
site plan approvals in that zoning dis-
trict. At present, the ordinance gives the
final say to the planners.

Council must learn
to delegate its Work

One can hardly blame the commis-
sioners, They are after all appointees of
the council, As Planning Commissioner
Robert Taub put it, they are “creatures of
the council.”

So when the city council asked to
get final site plan approval in that zoning
district, it would be a little difficult for the

commission to say no. The
council asked for that final say in order
to get a little tighter control of the deve-
lopment within that district.

The council ought to pick up an in-
struction book for beginning managers.
What they would learn is that “delega-
tion” is one of the hardest skills for new
managers to master. The tendency is to
try to keep “tight control” of projects so
that the work is accomplished just the
way the manager wants it done, Delegat-
ing involves assigning the job and the re-
sponsibilities that go with it. It aiso in-
volves accepting some discrepancy in
the way that work i1s done, because no
employee or appointee would do a job
just the way the boss or the council
would do it. Most often, it is not a ques-
tion of whether the job is done ‘right” or
“wrong"; most often, it is Just-amatter of
individual styles. L

However, new managers are also
often pleasantly surprised that when
they empower employees or appointees
to do a job, those empowered individuals
respond with great creativity and initia-
tive, Sometimes — actually quite often —
the job gets done better. But the mana-
gerstill has to accept something different
from what he or she had in mind.

Now, the council is in essence man-
aging the ¢ity. And it should not for a mo-
ment believe that it should have total
controi of all projects here. Asthe head of
acommunity, council should not only be
wiliing to accept to some deviation from
its vision for the city so that many mem-
bersof the community can have an input
in how things are done here, it should
encourage that.

income tax? Theoretically, there's probably a pretty good
correlation between your incorne and the value of your
property.

Rich people tend to be able to afford larger, more expen-
sive houses, Therefore, they iend to pay more in taxes than
people who live in smaller, less expensive houses.

Of course, the people who will really make out best by
elimination of the property tax are the biggest property tax
payers — Twelve Oaks Mall in Novl, the Ford plant in
Wixom, the big aparment con:glexes throughout the Novi/
Northville area. Which is another reason why  am puzzled
that so many homeowners are rejolcing about the legisla-
ture's action,

Frankly, I think the property tax is getting a bum rap
. . . thatefforts to pin the blame on the property tax are no-
thing but a red herring.

The real problem is the cost of govemment. And be-
cause the vast majority of the property tax goes to pay for
schools, the real problem i3 the fact that school boards and
school administrators have done a certifiably crummy job
of controlling costs,

This 1s old ground for me, . . I've laid it out before, but
as long as public education is allowed to pay superinten-
dents well over $100,000 a year with all kinds of perks
tossed in, and as long as teachers can make $50,000 and
$60,000 per year after a scant 10-11 years on the job,
there's going to be a funding problem.

Which means there's going to be a tax problem.

The legislature can eliminate the property tax, but the
fact remains that they're still going to have to find the re-
venues, and we're still going to have to pay the taxes —
whether property, sales, income or something else — until
public schools are managed responsibly.

Dessert. It's the best part to of the meal,
yet the most intimidating to creatre.

Face I, whose chocolate mousse ever
came out tasting or locking like the one
from your favorite restaurant?

Attherecent Aspen (Colo.) Food & Wine
Classle, pastry chefs Stanton Ho and Do-
nald Wressell let those with a sweet tooth
irt on a little secret: It's nat nearly as com-
plicated as it appears to creale a dazzling
dessert. )

Ho and Wressell should know. They
were pariof the three-chelTeam USA that
competed at the 1993 World Cup of Pastry
in Lyon, France, this past January.

Selected from more than 100 applic-
ants, Ho and Wressell spent flve months
preparing for the culinary competition,
where they had a scant nine hours {o pre-
pare more than a dozen desserts before a
scrutinizing group of judges and 5,000
spectators. .

Though the team didn't win, the com-
petition gave Ho and Wressell the appor-
tunity to see what other pastry chefs are
doing worldwide.

In Aspen, the duo’s focus was on using
spirits to turn a simple dessert Into a daz-
zling creation. Chefs have known for cen-
turies that a modest amount of liqueur
can add a unique and unexpected flavor
to pasiries and desserts, while adding
little to recipe cost or calories.

“Use spirits to enhance a dessert, but
take care not to overwhelm it,” says Ho,
executlve pastry chefat the Las Vegas Hil-
ton. “Remember, the idea is to use a lig-
veur as a (lavoring agent.”

Adds Wressell, executive pastry chefat
the Four Seasons Hotel (n Beverly Hills,
“Liqueurs add a nice dimenpsion to de-
sserts.

There are only two caveats to.cooking

with spirits, Cooking reduces the alcohol

" content, s¢ for full flavoring, add spirits

near the end of the recipe.

And (f'you're adding a liquor or liqueur
to your own recipe, don't forget to com-
pensate for the added liquid.

“A dessert is different from other re-
cipes because the formula is usually pre-
cise, making it more difficult to compen-
sate. Don't be afrald to experiment, but
realize It may take a few tries to get it per-
fect,” warns Ho.

Some of the easiest methoeds of creating
a speclal dessert come when you place it
on the serving plae,

“Be crealive,” encourage Ho and Wres-
sell, Dust the plate with cocoa powder or
powdered sugar, Or drizzle it with melted
chocolate. Slice up some small pleces of
fresh fruit like kiwi, orange or banana
slices to accessorize the dessert plate.

Or simply dribble caramelized sugar or
melted chocolate into absiract designs on
parchment paper. When they cool, gently
peel off and stick into your dessert for
same vertical volume.

The chefs also like to create a variety of
coloriul syrups to use as bright accesso-
ries. Add pureed frult (Le. banana, or-
ange, kiwl or strawberty]j to some slmple
syrup (boil water, granulated sugar and
light com syrup for 1 minute) and a com-
plementary liqueur (like Triple Sec for an
orange syrup.)

The “spirited syrups™ can be used for
creating abstract designs on the dessert
plates or drizzled over cake for added

The “other” scallops lost most of their
moisture because of brining, the mussels
were small and tasteless as were the clams
and oysters. The major dilference in all
cases was the feeding grounds or farming
practices.

In the case of salmon, Foley's farm-
raised fish are fed a special diet that en-
hanees flavor, color and (exture.

It is also important to cook fish with the
skin on when possible.

“melt” and baste the fillet. preserving fla-
vor and moistness.

The 450-degree oven sears the llesh 10
keep moistness in and to cook quickly. Ad-
ding a few ounces of liquid to fish pans in
the oven helps to maximize moisture. Fi-
nally, nothing will make a bad piece of fish
taste good. Do your tests before buying
and enjoy the pleasure of tasteful fillet can
bring when cooked properly.

Hectic lifestyles make it very templing to
plan dinner around a bucket of chicken, a
bag of burgers or a frozen boxed dinner.
Fast foods can dent the budget and may
shertchange you nutritionally. Most familles
are “into” lighter meals, easier preparation
of foods, and faster cleanup. Time-
consuming cocking (other than holldays)
has really passed its prime. “Foods fast” as
opposed to “fast foods™ may be the perfect
solution.

“Foods fast™ preparation does not mean
defrost and cook a frozen TV dinner or
open a box. Instead, use your imagination!
The key to quick and easy nutritious me-
als Is organization. Start by planning me-
nus. Think about how much time you
have for preparation, cooking and cleanup.

Have a well stocked kitchen of food sta-
ples, the basics, such as flour, sugar, rice,
shortening and pasta so you can immedi-
ately put together a meal. Always have
some “no cook™ foods handy. These are
canned fish, canned vegetables and frults,
for a hot or cold meal Streamiine shop-
ping by planning ahead for several meals
and do the shopping all at one tme.

Look at what convenience appliances
you may have in your kitchen. The biggest
time-saver Is a microwave, the cooking
time s cut in half or more. "Meal in a

“peel,” a baked potato with meat, veget-

ables, and cheese on the top can be a very
quick and nutritious meal from the micro-
wave and certainly less expensive than the
fast food restaurant. There is very litle
cleanup with microwave cooking because
you can cook on the serving dish.
Leftovers can be made into your own TV
dinners and popped into the microwave for

a quick meal with more imaglnation and
more nutrition than the purchased kind.

Stir frying is an easy way to cook
quickly. Use a wok or a skillet to stir-fry
chicken, beef, pork, other meats or sea-
food. The meat should be fully cooked, but
all the vegetables are better If still
crunchy. Lemon juice or herbs sprinkled
on these will eliminate salt and bring out
the good flavor of the vegetables.

Crock pots are great for long, slow cook-
ing in the summer or winter. (They add
only minimal heat to the kitchen). Let the
crock pot cook all day and when you ar-
rive home the soup/stew is ready. Serve
bread and a plece of frult and you have a
nutritious meal in minutes! Since a crock
pot makes a larger batch, freeze some for
another tme. Tough meats cooked in liq-
uld with a slow cooking method can make
them very tender.

Food processors and blenders make
chopping, peeilng, slicing, shredding, pu-
reeing easter and quicker. Do extra for the
next time s¢ you are preparing two or
more meals at own time. One mess, one
cleanup. '

Broiling and stove top cooking are usu-
ally faster than one-item oven cooking. Do
several things at the same time. If the
oven is set on 400, in 30 minules you can
have meat pie, biscuit roll-ups, pasties,
baked salmon, scalloped potatoes, cobbler,
baked apples. and muffins. If the oven Is
set on 375, in one hour you can have
meat loaf, casseroles, spanish rice, stuffed
peppers, baked potatoes, upside-down
cake, and gingerbread.

If the oven is on, make two roasts at
the same time, use one and [reeze the

Avoid the routine fast food meal

other. Remember when you double a recipe
you only clean the kitchen once! A freezer
can really be helpful for a quick meal by
offering convenience and flexibility to meal

planning. Freeze foods in containers you
can use in the microwave or oven. You do
not have to wait to thaw them out — just
pop in the oven, ‘

Other helplul suggestions are: Shorten
the cooking time by cutting ingredients in
small pleces, So what if the spaghetti isn't
12 inches long! Reclpes that call for waler:
Use bolling water or very hot water. A flat
baking dish cooks faster than a regular
casserole dish, for instance, use a cake
pan for a casserole, Bake on the garnishes
io save time. Just before baking, press nut
meats or fruit gently into bread, cake and
cookle batters.

Make Individual portions as opposed (o
one large (for example, individual meat
loaves instead of one large). Look for re-
cipes that are one-dish meals or casser-
oles. Foods heat faster If they start out at
room temperature. This does not mean
leaving the food to sit out on the counter
all day. Instead, when you arrive home,
take the food out of the refrigerator, let it
sit for 20-30 minutes, then cook

You still may be tempted to turn into
the first fast food place you pass on the
way home, so make nutritious cholces,
Whether it be fast foods or making foods
fast, remember the key is moderation and
varlety for good eating and good heaith.

If
necessary, ripe stone frult {except
cherries) may be stored, unwashed,
in a paper bag in the refrigerator for
up to three days.

PEACHES

-Peachea are wcryma]bj:ed{ga favogl;e.
Not many people t Michi-
gan, with more than a million peach
trees, is the natjon’s fifth largest pro-
ducer, Most peaches are eaten out of
hand, but a good number of people
can them

‘Malorani cautions that there's
more to stone frult than just a pretty
peel. For example, one of the tastiest
peaches avallable is the Loring avail-
able from early to mid-August.

“Alotofother peaches are cosmeti-
cally superior, but you can't beat Lor-
ing for eating and canning,” he said.

Chef Michael Haggarty, of South-
field’s Cafe Lamnour, takes advantage
of Michigan peaches to make a
French peach tart. “Peactfes are al-
most accident-proof,” Haggarty said.
“Michigan peaches arethe greatestin
theworld. They're irm, and they hold
a gaze well. Theyre not too moist,
and the flavor is more intense after
cooking. A French peach tart is easy
to. do, and It makes a phenemenal
presentation.”

'When shopping for peaches, look
fora frult with acreamny or yellow [not
green) background color. Ripe
peaches give to gentle pressure;
avold green, extra-hard and badly
brulsed fruit.

PLUMS

Instead of "And what is sorareasa
day in June?" James Russell Lowell
could have written "And what is so
rare as a plum in June.”

Plums come in gorgeous colors —
red, green, scarlet, blueand purple—
with flavors ranging from tart to
sweet, Michigan growers specialize in
the purple Italian plum, and are the
nation’s second largest producer:

As arule, it sn't necessary to peel
plums before cooking. The peels add
to the flavor and aren't unattractive,

1t's hard to judge maturity of dark-
skinned plums by color, but try to
choose [ruit that's full colored for its
variety. Ripe fruit is slightly soft at
the tip end and gives when squeezed
gently.

Apricots are the most fragile of
stone fruits, and very difficult to find
at thelr peak, They're usually picked
green 5o they'll survive the trip to
market, and they just never develop
the true delicate apricot flavor.

Most of the Michigan crop is pro-
cessed, and only 6 percent of the Ca-
Wfornia crop is sold fresh.

A good fresh apricot Is precious, so

No less an autherity than “TheJoy
of Cooking" states that nectarines are
a cross between a peach and a plum.
They arem’t. Nectarines were culli-
vated in China as a distintct varlety of
fruit at least 2,000 years ago.

The nectarines we buy today are
much improved over older varleties.
Theyre larger and redder.

“Michigan-grown nectarines
arent appreciated enough,” sald
Malorani. “They're julcy and very
tasty, but they lack the “star quality’
of the California product. Customers
who try them are delighted with thelr
flavor.”

Choose nectarines that have an
orange-yellow (not green} back-
ground color between the red areas.
Ripe nectarines glve to gentle pres-
sure but are not as soft as a ripe
peach. Generally, nectarines can be
substituted when recipes call for
peaches.

APRICOTS

eat it at once, perhaps with a dollop of
yogurt or creme fraiche, Look for
plump fruit with as much golden or-

ange color as possible. Avold fruit
that's pale or greenish yellow, very
firm or shriveled.
