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Senior housing
back on Novi
council’s table

Tonight, City Council Members
Nancy Cassis and Tim Pope are ex-
pected bring the issue of senfor citl-
zen housing to the forefront again,

Al lonight's meeting they will
hand over a list of questions they
need answered before they will sup-
port seeking federal subsidies for
the low-rent residences.

The council has been sharply cri-
Helzed since a June dectsion by the
majority — including Cassis and
Pope - not to pursue 2 $5 million
federal Housing and Urban Deve-
lopment (HUD) grant for senior
housing.

Council members explained at
the time that the request came be-
fore they had time to research the
praject and required a quick ap-
proval if the HUD July application
deadline were to be met. The grant
would have been sought on the
city’s behalfby the non-profit hous-
ing and management firm Coopera-
tive Services Inc.

As part of the June proposal,
Novl would have been required to
donate six acres of land In Power
Park for the 80-unit restdence, pro-
vide a van service, rezone the land
and waive all building-related fees.
Those against the plan sald they
were concemed that the housing
atnits. would - be allocated to non-
Novi residents, .

. Within the next 60 days, Pope
and Cassis are asking for financial
fnformation on Cooperative Ser-
vices, to tour similar housing bufit
by the firm elsewhere, and for a re-
port from Novi's finance director on

Two drivers were killed Thursday afternoon
when thelr cars crashed in ahead-oncollisionon

didn't want brealfast, Lugged his
wheelchair out of the downstairs
apartment into the small outside
foyer.

In a few hours, reporters and
cameramen parked outside of
Heidl's doorstep.

Somehow, in the blitz of news-
paper and television stories, Heidl
says the truth of the couple’s story
has been buried.

He
died in the back of the pathologist's
van alter pulling a string which re-
leased cannisters of carbon mono-
xde gas.

The following day, the doctor
held a news conference to explain
his role in Hyde's end, the 17th sui-
cide of a critically-lll individual
presided over by Kevorkian.

on Aug. 6, 1992, was more terrible
for both of them than Tom's actual
passing 12 days ago, she sald last
week, Tom compared his confer-
ence with the doctors to standing in
front of a firing squad.

*It was very traumatic for both of
us. We were beginning a life
together. We had beentogether fora
couple of years and we had decided
to have a child, Everything was fust
beginning,” Heldi sald.

The couple planned to get mar- -

ried on Aug. 6, If Tom had lived that
long. .

Family photographs tell the
story. As the couple’s infant
daughter Carmen, born May 10,
1992, blossomed into a happy,
healthy toddler, Tom's muscular
physique was withered to the bone
the merciless disease. Choosing
the time and place of his own death
rather than waiting for nature to
takeits slowand painful coursewas
the way he wanted it tobe and Heldi
says she agreed with him.

Heidi won't talk about Kevorkian
or any of the detalls surrounding

Tom's decision to commit suicide

with the former patholagist’s help.

Wayne County Prosecutor John
O'Hair is expected to decide early
this week if Kevorkian will be
charged with the crime, which
bears a penalty ofup to fouryears In
prison and a $2,000 fine.

If the law jtself can be upheld.
The American Civil Liberties Unlon
Is a party to a lawsuit challenging
the constitutionality of the ban on
assisted suicide. The Michigan
Court of Appeals is expected to hear
the case this fall.

Heldi says she wasn't surprised
atall when Tom first mentioned Ke-
vorkian's name.

*I am an advocate of Dr. Kevor-
kian, but [ was before 1 met him,”
she said. '

*If anyone had been with Tom
and had been with him like Iwas —1
was the only person that was with
him to the end — if anybedy had
seen that, you'd probably be mak-
Ing the phone call yourself trying to
help him.”

Tom was a geod-looking man
who enjoyed the outdoor life. He
and Heidt liked to hike, fish and
.camp. Tom also hunted.

Afterwards, they would realize
the hints ALS had dropped in the
menths prior to the diagnosis.

Tom complained that when he
rode his motorcycle, he would get a

““chill right down to his bones.”

When Carmen was born, he
stopped by a favorlte restaurant to
plck up carryout food for Heidl. The
owner gave him one cocktail to cele-
brate thechild's birth. Tom couidn't
speak clearly when he arrived at
Heidi's hospital room.

“His speech was so slurred I was
really mad at him, ‘Here 1 am having
a baby and you're out pattying.’
What It was was the onset of the dis-
ease,” she said.

By the time Carmen was three
weeks old, Tom came home from a
job putting up woeden fencing and
told Heidi he was no longer able to
hold his hammer.

Tom had been so healthy he
didn't even have a family doctor.
They both thought his problem
might have been from a fall he had
taken on his head.

What you want may be what you
get at McDonald's, but the eatery
empire may not get what it wants
from the city of Novi.

The burger king (so to speak)
wants toopen up a new McDonald's
at the intersection of Ten Mile and
Noviroads. If approved, it would be-
come the fifth Mickey D's in or near
Novi, Joining locations at Eight Mile
and Haggerty roads, in Twelve Oaks
Mall, at Ten Mile Road and Grand
River Avenue and Wixom Road and
Grand River.

Whether the cheeseburger cae-
sar gets mmunicipal permission,
however, Is an open question.
McDonald's will present its plan to
thc; Novi City Councll tonlght (Aug.
16).

In pliching their plan, company
representatives say that the In-
tersectlon will deteriorate unless it
recefves the shot In the arm that a
McDonald's would bring, Some city

officials question If that's true, and

McDonafds presents
plan to city council

argue that the extra trafic headed
for the hamburger haven would
overload an already-busy Novi/Ten
roadway.

McDonald's needs the eity to fol-
low a two-step plan: rezone the land
it wants to build on and then ap-
prove the site plan for the
restaurant. :

The burgher of the Big Mac
wants the city to rezone a 1.86-acre
siteat the intersection fromits cur-
rent 05-1 {office/service) designa-
tion to B-3 (business). That has to
happen before McDonald's could
subinit a site plan for city approval,
because OS-1 does not allowan eat-
ery of its type.

With such a rezoning, McDo-
nald's officials say theyll proceed
immediately with the project. A
Total Corp. gasoline station and an
office building now sit on the site of
the proposed milkshake mecca.

Total is cooperating with McDa-
nald’s in seeking the rezoning.
Plans call for Total to construct a
new, modem service slation, in-

Fears of the site "deterfor-
ating,” Rogers felt, were overblown,
He also questioned the plan be-
cause of the traffic Il would
generate.

Most commissioners shared his
concern, and wanted to know If
McDonald's had looked at the effect
on traflic in Its site plan,

The frles friar spokesman
claimed that {t would actually re-
duce trafllc problems at the site by
eliminating four of the eightexdsting
curb cuts near the busy nlersec-
tion, reducing accidents there. He
said that figures done by company
traffic consultants concluded that
McDonald's peak hours and the in-
{ersection’s peak hours would oc-

cur at different tmes.

Another point, Gajvin said, was
that the faclllty’s matn customers
would be area residents,

“We don't expect a ot of through
traflic at that site,” Calvin told the
comrnissioners.

That means, he continued, that
the restaurant wouldn't signific-
antly add to traffic congestion be-
cause Its busiest times happen dur-
ing the quiet periods for Ten and
Novi.

A majority of the commission
didn't buy that, however, and said
they felt the McDonald's /Total plan
would further burden an already-
choked intersection. Plans are afoot
to expand Novli Road to flve lanes
from Ten Mile to Grand River Av-
enue, but that will not take place for
years.

Those whovoted against the plan
said that they were concerned that
a McDonald's at Ten and Novi
wouid draw "outside traflic” as well

Haspltal's emergency roomlast sum-
mer, he was given a CT scan and ad-
mitted immediately. This was the
start of an endless cycle of tests, vis-
its to doctors, medications that didn't
help.

ALS Is rare, only striking one or
two people per 100,000 in the United
States. Typically, a victim is over 50
years of age.

The illness ravages the nerves in
the brain and spinal cord which con-

trol muscular activity, causing the.

muscles to degenerate, ALS §s fatal,
but most patients have two to four
years to Iive.

Tom’s case was unusual. He was
50 young, And the disease attacked
hard and fast.

The couple had been hopeful last
winter that Tom would be admitted

Stubbom, independent and self-
sufficlent, Tom fought each stage of
his physical deteroration. Heldl got
him a walker. It sat In the comner for
three weeks before he'd use it.

When the day came that he needed
a motorized wheel chair, he resisted
using the vehicle for weeks.

No longer physically capable of
helping Heidi cook, Tom would hover
over her {n the kitchen, giving direc-
iions as if after three years she didn't
know how ta prepare his dinner.

Heidi had to learn how to hold
back. To allow him to do things for
himself, when he possibly could.

As his muscles wasted away, Tom
had difliculty swallowing. Three

Heimlich maneuver on him. On other
occasions, he would fall to the floor,
gagging on his food.

The last six weeks were the hard-
est. Heldl wrenched her back trying
to lift him from the bath tub. She was
forced to take a disability leave from
herjob as agraphic designer, a mercy
ol sorts because It gave her more time
to be with Tom as his. condition
worsened.

In the end, Tom's body was
skeletal. Fiity pounds of flesh and
muscle melted away, his hands were
stripped down to the skinand bone. A
simple act such as taking a few steps
or chewing food required his full
mental and physical concentration.

As his fllness grew worse, Tom be-
came plagued with fears, feelings of
claustrophobla, anxety attacks.

“He was worrled about Carmen,
about me, how we were going to sur-
vive. He worrled about how he was
going to dle, he was worried about
when he was going to die. He worried
about {f he was going to be able to
sleep at night,” Held! explained.

She ts angry that one of his physi-
clans, who hadn't seen him for mnany
weeks, told the media that Tom felt
no pain, He did, Heldi said, especially
in his shoulders, neck and arms; In
the final weeks the pain was almost
constant.

While the doctors sald his life
would be prolonged If he submitted to
having a {eeding tube inserted into
his stomach and a respirator at-
tached through a gash in his wind-
plipe, both Heidi and Tom agreed that
this would never happen.

The Novl Police Department was
notified that Tom was a DNR — Do
Not Rescultate.

Heldl was Instructed to call the
Hospice of Southeastern Michigan,
should Tom appear to be dying,
rather than 9-1-1. The hospice staff
would make sure no emergency
crews arrived until it was too late for
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zealous medics to revive Tom.

“Tom did as much as he could for
as long as he could. He milked the
heck out of his body,” Held! said.

“Tom remained vital sexually and
his intellect was totally intact. His
body and his mind were not
communicating,”

“We had a sex life until the day he
died and everything was normal. He
would have mmiood swings. Both of us
would. We knew the day was coming
and we were both dealing with it in
our own way.”

Sunday, Aug. 1, Tom and Heidi
spent the afternoon doing one of thelr
favorite things, driving on back
roads, getting “lost” in the country.

Tuesday, Aug, 3. they took Car-
men out {o Proud Lake, one of Tom's
favorite places.

That day, Tom scrawled out a note
to Heldl, written on yellow- lined
paper In faint but legible letters: I
want U to know how much I appreci-
ate everything Uhave done for me, for
us. All the hard work and heartache.
I'd have never made it this far without
U, my baby. I love U two more than
anything. Please love & care for our
precious little girl with everything
you have for both of us. I'll love you
forever. Be happy for me. 1 am.”

“The night before he died, you
know we both knew what was hap-
pening,” Heldi sald.

“We were In bed together, I had to
keep putting him on his side. He
didn't have enough strength in his
lungs to actually lay on his back. I
didn't mind so much, Fliked tocuddle

up next to him.”

Carmen slept in the couple’s bed
forawhile, because Tom wanted tobe
with his liitle girl.

“We were together unlil we
couldn’t be togethier anymore. I took
his wheelchair and wheeled him out-
side and hejust sald that he loved me
and take good care of our baby.
That's what I'm doing,” Held! said.

Tom's memorial service was Sa-
turday, Aug. 7. Heldi then drove up
north with Carmen for a few days.

It was a relief to get away from the
people who stared at her in the groc-
ery store, after the publicity sur-
rounding Tom's death.

Yet she found she couldn't stay
away from her Novi horne, Things ha-
ver't been easy here. People believed
to be part ofa “right-lo-life” group op-
posed to assisted suicide park out-
side of Heldi's home, stealing her gar-
bage — mainly full of Carmen's
diapers. .

Much of the equlpment Tom
needed in his inal lliness has been
carted away, except for the lift chalr
provided by the hospice. Pictures of
Tormn, In sickness and In health, are
prominentmthellvmgmom His pre-
sence remalns strong,

Carmen, a pretty, alert litte girl in
pink toddled around the apartment
Thursday calling for “Dad, dad,”
wandering over to his chalr, grabbing
a framed photograph of the two of
them together.

Held! says the child stll Jooks for
her father, checking in the laundry
room, out the window.

And Heldl doesn't like to go out
much, these days.

“This is where I fee] closest to Tom.
1 kept kind of feeling that he still
needed me and I couldn't stay away
for that long,™ Heid! said.

“I think he sUll does need me to be
here for him. [ don't like to leave very
much . . . It's sull hard to sieep In
bed. I sleep on the couch. Last night |
slept fn his chair, because I miss him
so much.”

“There is no doubt in my mind we
loved each other until the day he

As We Seelt

More wisdom in public
than the government

The public has often proved to be
wiser than the government offlcials who
purport (o lead it . . . and this s one
prinic examnple.

Only last year, the Novi city govern-
ment put a curbside recycling program
together and put it on the ballot for the
approval of voters. The city would have
set up the contracts with private compa-
nies to provide the service. The city
would have also required that all resi-
dents in the clty participate by sorting
out recyclables from their trash. And all
residents would help pay for through a
“mandatory user [ee.”

This was a service only the govern-
ment could provide, the public was told.
Private business couldn’t, or wouldn't,
do it. There would be little market [or it,
since few people would opt to pay more
for recycling services. Even if private
business did take up the service, it would
surely charge an arm and a leg for it. No,
recycling was one of those jobs only gov-
emment could do. .

But voters said no . . . emphati-
cally. Now several Novi subdivisions are
setting up recycling programs of their
own, through contracts with private
business. A prime example is the recy-
cling program just being started in the
Willowbrook subdivision. It Is not the
first, but according to Willowbrook Com-
munity Association president Ruth Ann
Jirasek, with 450 homes in the subdivi-
sion, it is the largest.

Interestingly, when subdivision re-
sidents voted on the contract to set up

the recycling effart, they cast their bal-
lots 2 to 1 infavor, in contrast to the city-
wide vote. By doing so, residents ap-
proved a one-year contract with Waste
Management. The cost was pretty rea-
sonable too. For each homeowner, the
yearly cost will come to a mere $132.

Without recycling, regular trash dis-
posal wou}d still cost 111,

Also worth noting is the fact that
Willowbrook and these other subdivi-
sions have gotten their programs up and
running even before the city government
has had a chance recuperate from its
loss at the ballot box and formulate a

new policy.

Nonetheless, the city is expected to
revive the issue in the next 30 to 60 days.
Of course there is a question of just how

 far the city's policy will have to go. But

the lesson to be leamed here is that it
shouldn't have to go very far at all. The
city councii may be best advised to adopt
some simple ordinance, such as requir-
ing that all waste haulers operating in
the city make recycling services avail-
able, There may well be no need to go
further, and just let the public take care
of the rest itself, o -

Congrats on canines

The Novi Police Department de-
serves a pat on the back. . . ora pat on
the head and a scratch behind the ears,
as it were,

The department is putting together
a canine corps — adding two police dogs
really — and it is doing it on the initiative
of a couple of department employees. So
far, officers June Mullinx and Victor
Lauria have spent $7,000 of their own
money to purchase, train and have dogs
certified. They are raising the dogs at
home and providing food and care,

Having invested that much in the
two German Shepherds, they have
agreed to lease their dogs to the City of
Novi for use as police dogs for the price of
a mere $1 per year,

According to the agreement struck
in a recently City Council meeting, the
officers will pay for care and upkeep, but
the city will cover any veterinarian bills if
the dogs are serlously injured while on
the job. Between those costs and others

associated with the canine corp, the
city’s total cost will come to something
like $1,000 to $1,200, According to that
agreement, the first year will serve as a
test period for the canine program.

Needless to say, the city stands to
gain quite & few benefits from this ar-
rangement. The dogs can be used for
drug searches, prowler searches, to

track down missing persons, to pursue

fleeing perpetrators and for crowd
control, :

Clearly however, the dogs’ best use
will be in sniffing out hidden narcotics.
Novi Police Chief Doug Shaeffer con-
tends the dogs could well be used “every
day” for such drug searches.

And the track record of canines in
other departments shows they have
been quite effective. Since the law pro-
vides that assets can be seized when
drugs are found, the dogs in other com-
munities have actually made money for
the municipalities. In West Bloomfield,
the take last year was $147,000. In the
Van Buren Township police department,
the canines netted $43,000 for the town-
ship. Lord enly knows how much they
might turn up here.

Regardless, what s truly impress-
fve 18 the initiative of the two Novl em-
ployees. They've taken it on themselves
to spend a good deal of time caring for
two animals which will in essence be as-
sets to the city. They've also invested
their own money in effort, and not a
small sum at that,

We understand the police depart-
ment is trying to convince the city to
make an addition which council may or
may not be willing to pay for just yet. We
recognize this is part of the sales pitch.

Yet, when the city has employees
that motivated, that dedicated, that ea-
ger to do good work for the city, it needs
tobe recognized and launded. And the city
should count itself as very fortunate.

Always have some “no cook”
foods handy. These are canned fish, canned
vegetables and frulls, for a hot or cold meal.

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It’s all Greek to me

In Greece, where the sea i3 never far and sunshine (s
abundant, a time-honored tradition is good conversa-
tion savored with a sip of ouzo and a variety of mezes.

Eaten throughout the day, mezes are Greek appetiz-
ers (hot and cold) and unique dips, finger food and small
ples. With a seemingly endless variety from which to
choose, mezes are perfect starters to a meal or unique
alternatives to usual party fare.

“Think of it as the Greek equivalent of a Spanish ta-
pas bar,” says Charles Bowman, chef of New York's Per-
iyall restaurant.

Bowman, along with Eric Moscahlaidts, president of
the Greek Food and Wine Institute, was on hand at the
recent Aspen Food and Wine Classlc to tout a cuisine
that is low in saturated fat and cholesterol, yet remark-
ably flavorful.

Forget heavy sauces. Greek dishes are natural,
simple and quick with an emphasis on healthy ingre-
dients like fresh fruits and vegetables, seafoods, gratns,
olives, olive ofls and cheese.

Five to seven ltes usually fill the typical meze table.
Marinated olives, spreads (called salads}, stufled grape
leaves and spinach and cheese pies are popular. Says
Bowrnan, “You can even create enough dishes that the
meze can be a meal unto itself.”

No meze table is complete without Greek olives, feta
cheese, crusty breads and olive oll. Among the varieties
of Greek olives, Kalamata and Greek Black are the two
most popular.

Combining a lower activity leve]
and a lower metabolic rate means
that we need fewer calories as we get
older.

new potatoes, with their smoother,
firmer texture, hold up well.

Peel spuds or leave the skin on, as
you prefer.

Store potatoes in a cool, dry place.
This is especlally Important during
hot summer months, Check for green
spots and remove them before cook-
ing. (The green is chlorophyll, which
appears on the potato's surface ifit's
been exposed to too much heat and
light.) Removing green spots will re-
move solanine, a substance that can
cause digestive disorders in some
people (it tastes bitter too).

Keep potatoes cool during sum-
mer — but not too cool. Refrigerate
spuds and some of the starch will
convert into sugar, giving them a
sweet taste you rnay notwant. The in-
creased sugar may also cause pota-
toes to darken as they cook. Store po-
tatoes at about 45 F. for best results.

Keep your own cool by staying
away from oven and stove-top recipes
when you can. These appliances cre-
ate heat In your home, and you can
do without any increase in the temp-
erature during midsummer, Your
cool-cocking microwave can helpyou
turn out tasty foods, like today's trio
of potato salads, without turning up
the heat.

MICROWAVED
POTATOES

To boll potatoes in your micro-
wave, cut into uniform size chunks
and place in even layer In glass bak-
ing dish. Add water to barely cover
and microwave at high (100 percent
power) for 8 to 10 minutes for 2 pota-
toes; 16 to 18 minutes for 4 potatoes,
If you'll be needing more than 6
medium-sized boiled potatoes, it will
probably be faster to boll them on the
stove top.

Ifyou're a gardener, soon you'll be
bringingneighbors, relatives, and co-
workers gifts of wine-ripened, Julcy
tomatoes, and bunches of basil and
parsley.

And don't forget fruit — raspber-
ries, peaches and plums. You can't
possibly eat them all, and most of us
don't have time to can, So what's a
weekend gardener to do?

Why not make some freezer Jellys
and jamas to enjoy in the winter when
you can't get fresh produce, or give as

someone who swears you can't beat
the taste of home-grown fruits and
vegetables, freezer Jam is the perfect
way savor those tasty memories all
winter leng. Produce markets and
roadside stands are brimming with
freshly picked frults and vegetables,
Now is the time to jam.

"Whenyou think ofjams and jelies,
don't just consider the familiar fruit
versions, '

Herb elly flavored with fresh hasil,
minced fresh parsley and grated le-
mon peel is the perfect accompani-
ment to meat and poultry. Useitas a
glaze for pork roast or spread it on
crackers and top with thinly sliced
meat or mild cheese or an appetizer.

Salsajam, made with ripe plumto-
matoes, ontons, cllantro, hot peppers

and lime, adds zest to fajitas or
quesadillas,

Freezer fams and jellies are easy
enough for beginners to make. The
ingredients are simple — crushed
fruit or vegetables, sugar, water, and
powdered pectin, a natural sub-
stance found in fruit that boosts the
jelling process In jam-making.

*Freezer jamdoesn't take all day to
make,” said Sandy Garcla of Far-
mingion Hills, "It has a homemade
Ravor. I don't notice a difference in
flavorand texture from cocked Jams.”

Like cooked jams, maldng freezer
Jamisascience. “The biggest mistake
people make is they don't follow the
directions,” said Garcla.

“They don't boll it long enough so it
doesn't thicken. They try to double
the reclpe, and you can't. You can't
use sugar substitutes either. Use
regular granulated sugar: Use glass
or plastic containers with a good seal
and sterilize jars in the dishwasher.”

Lisa Van Riper, a spokeswoman

Thaw the
fruit to room temperature before
crushing to equal the same amount
of crushed fresh fruit. Do not drain
off excess juice.

Keep in mind that a full roliing boll
i{s a bell that does not stop when
stirred. It s essential to get a full roll-
ing botl for jam or jelly to set. Boll for
the amount of time specifled.
