A Novi man aaya he's flghUng 
mad about the way police treated 
him July 30 when they arrested 
him for disturbing the peace. 

David James, who lives on 
Duana Street in Novl's north ei1d, 
said he plans to file a civil suit 
against the department because he 
believes his rights were violated 
when Ave officers allegedly 
'Jun^)ed* him fimn behind and 
hauled him oiT to Jail. He said offic­
ers failed to tell him wl̂ r he was be­
ing annested. failed to read him his 
mlranda rights, and never allowed 
him to make a phone call. 

But police officers say that 
James was intoxicated and comba­
tive, and continued to disturb the 
peace after he was asked to quiet 
down. Further, according to Novl 
Police Officer Matt Conquest. 

James refused to give officers ED 
when it was requested arid actually 
told them to "go ahead and arrest 
me, but you'll have to use force." 

Novl Police Chief Doug Shaeffer 
said that ofllcers are required to 
read the miranda rights o11ly before 
beginning to question a suspect ab­
out a crime. 

In addition, he pointed out it is 
not necessaiy to charge someone 
with a crime at the time of arrest if 
officers can show Just cause for the 
arrest 

The Jail cells ln the Novl police de­
partment are equipped with tele­
phones that automatically reverse 
the charges so, Shaeffer added, 
James would have had access to a 
telephone.

Will the sho1^ ofWalled Lake be­
come mussel beach? 

Maybe yes. Maybe, no. 
But a sampling of the lake water 

taken as part of a summer survey of 
32 inland Michigan lakes has found 
the peslqr bivalves here and In one 
other Oakland County location, 
Cass Lake. 

The project's coordii1ator, Paul 
Marangelo told The Novi News in 
June that the chances of finding 
zcbia mussels or their larvae in 
Wailed Lake seemed slim, because 
the lake lacks a public access site 
for boats. Then 17 microscopic 
zebra mussel larvae showed up in 
the 600 gallons ofWalled Lake wa­
ter drawn by local volunteers. 

"I expected to find none," he said 
Tuesday. 

"That was one of the biggest sur­
prises of the summer for us. It's 
hard to say with any certainty how 
they were brought in." 

"The density Is veiy, very low." 
Six larvae were found in Cass 

Lake. The lilghest number of larvae 
found in a Michigan inland lake was 
23 in Wayne County"s BeUevllle 
Lake. 

Unlike in Mo11roc, where the 
zebra m u s s e l in fes ta t ion 
threatened to clog pipelines bring­
ing the water supply fi-om Lake 
Eric, Walled Lake water ls not used 
for public consumption. 

In a worst case scetiario, the 
zebra mussels, which devoiur vast 

volumes of microscopic algae, couk 
decrease the food supply for fish, 
leading to a possible decline tii the 
lake's game fish population. 

In addition, a large wash up of 
zebra mussel shells, which are 
sharp, could wreak havoc wilh 
barefooters on formerly sandy 
beaches, Marangelo said. 

"They would be a nuisance, 
that's for sure," he added. 

The Lakes Area Residents -Asso­
ciation was e)q>ected to address the 
issue in their meeting Tuesday 
night (past press-time.) 

The theory is that the mussels, 
which originate in the former Soviet 
U11ion, are brought in on the hulls 
of boats which have cruised in the 
infected waters of Lake Erie, Lake 
St. Clair and the Detroit River. 

LARA president Harry Avagian 
said the ̂ u p wiU request Novl and 
City ofWalled Lake boaters to care­
fully scrub down their vessels be­
fore launchijig them In Walled 
Lake. 

However, Marangelo doesn't sec 
Walled Lake becoming a major 
breeding ground for the zebra mus­
sels. The larvae have low survival 
rates. 

But where there's larvae, there's 
nrost likely breediiig adult zebra 
mussels, who are about a fi11ger 
nail's length, he said. One female of 
the species can deliver one mlUlon 
eggs per year.

McDonald Daliy ofFllnt was one of 
11 firms the consortium Invited to 
bid on the contract and the lowest 
bidder. Novi's slice of the cost for Its 
services comes to $35,855.58. 

Winning the bread contract for the 
coming year Was Schafer Bakery of 
Lansing. Itwas one oftl1xee linns Who 
ofleI^ bids and Was the lowest bid­
der. 

The firm WUl provide district 
schools WlU brealc, 11amuburger, hoi 
dog and sub buns, French bread a11d 
several varieties of dinner rolls for 
$8,278.13. 

Six area flnns Were Invited to bid 
on the district's pizza contract. 

An ewaluatlon team consisting of 
four parents, two lilgh school stu­
dents, tlBTce middle school students, 
seven elenienta1y students, one ad­
ministrators and an assistant super­
intendent sampled the products 
each offered. 

Nine of the l8 participants pre­
ferred IDomlno's, six like Cottage Inn 
and 3 wanted Papa Ramano's to be 
chosen, a report on the subject said. 
Domino's was tlie lowest bid, coming 
to $21,850. 

The bids caUed for a per pie price 
based on the district buyi11g a1X)ut

S e n i o r h o u s i n g g e t s c l o s e r l o o k

The NoVl City Council has decided 
therie's Wisdom in the saying "be 
pl̂ epared." 

City officials Want to get ajump on 
examining Issues 1T;lated to sej11or 
housing In Novl and get the facts t>e-
fore next year, When they'll decide 
Whether or not to apply for a federal 
grant for It. 

Council members In June rejected 
4-3 a request to allow CooperatlVe 
Services, a non-proflt firm which spe­
cializes in developing senior housing, 
to apply for Just such a $5 tnlllion 
grant 

The money Would come from the 
U.S. Department of Housing and Ur­
ban Development (HUD), and If ap­
proved woijd pay for the construc­
tion of an 80-unlt senior housing 
complex to sit Just sou th of Nov! High 
School on Tall Road. 

Senior housing on that site is an 
Idea many have kicked around for 
years. Community actlVlsts Ruby 
and IVa Fuerst gave the land to the 
city In their wills, specifying that a se-
illor housing center should be built 
there. The sisters also left the money 
to develop senior houslilg there if 
other funds Were not available. 

Many in Novi have made afford­
able senior houshlg an issue ln re­
cent years, pointing to statistics that 
indicate the need for it According to 
the 1990 U.S. census, Novl has about 
8,000 residents age 55 or older. If the 
city's population 1ieflects the national 
trend of about 10 percent of those 55 
and older living at or t)eloW the poV-
erty line, some 750-800 Novl seniors 
could be eligible for space in a 
federally-subsidized housing com­
plex. Some estimate the figure is even 
higher. 

The application deadline for this 
year's g i ^ t monies expired July 8. 
The city can appfy next year if the 
council wrtshes. 

Befo1Te then. Council Members 
Nancy Cassis and Tim Pope said in 

an Aug. 11 letter to the council, the 
city should exal111ne a range of legal 
and financial Issues related to senior 
housing in Novi, The two offered a list 
of suggested items for officials to re­
search in the letter. The full council 
Voted 7-0 at its Aug. 16 1neeting to 
have city staffers folltJW through on 
most of them. 

ln their letter, I^pe and Cassis 
said that tllelr suggestions of Issues 
to consider were Just that- sugges­
tions. Having city ofllcials research 
the issues Uiey brought up, both 
stressed, did not mean that the coun­
cil —- or even the letter's authors — 
endorsed them. Acouple of the Items 
the letter suggested were deleted at 
the council's request because they 
weiTe "premature." 

The pwlnt. Pope said, was to see 
what Issues the city may face in deal-
i11g with ser11or housi1ig and In parti­
cular the CooperatlVe Services 
proposal. 

"This will allow all this information 
to come back to us. so we can get to 
work." Pope said. 

Those voting agaliist the June ap­
plication request said that they could 
not Vote for a plan with such far-
reaching Implications when they 
hadn't had time lo fully ejcamine it. 

The letter calls first for city officials 
to take a closer look at the Coopera­
tive Services plan. The proposal re­
quests the city lo waive all fees for the 
project (such as for building permits), 
do11ate the land for the complex and 
waive all zoning requirements for it. 

The letter asks Finance Director 
I.<es Gibson lo review the proposal 
and for Departmenl ofParks and Re­
creation staffers to arrange for tours 
of housing facilities slmlUar to the 
one proposed. 

Gibson, the letter continues, 
should see it the dty should require 
competitive blddi11g ln any sale of city 
property for senior housing. The 
city's charier requires compeUtiVe 
bidding in the sale of city land unless 
the fli^ce director decides there 
would be no advantage in it. 

If Glbsc/n did find an advantage, 
the letter continues, then City Ma11a-
ger Edward Krlewall should prepare 
a bid pjackage on the land for the 
council's final approval. City officials 
should also have the land in question 
appraised for its market value, the 
letter suggests. 

City Atlonley David Fried, it con­
tinues, should prepare or review op­
tion agiTcements for a se111or housing 
plan with Cooperative Services after 
Gibson makes a decision. Filed 
should also report on state laws that 
authorize tax payments by the state 
for such federally tax-exempt non­
profit coiporatlons. 

The letter then asks Kriewall to es­
timate the costs to the city of waiving 
all fees as the firm requests. FVied, 
meanwhile, the letter suggests, 
should see If the city has the power lo 
waive fees for water laps. Kriewall, it 
says, should see ff taps Would be in­
deed be aVallable for the project, gi-
Ven the existing water moratorium in 
NoVl. 

CooperatlVe Services' proposal 
also asks the city to provide a van for 
a transportation program. The letter 
asked that Kriewall research how 
much that would cost and request 
Cooperative Services to provide fed­
eral guidelines used in considering 
the applications for the complex and 
the company's own polices. 

Fried, the letter continues, should 
also update the coimcil about what 
funds the Fuerst will may contain for 
senior housing and any restrictions 
involved. 

One of those, the letter continues, 
should be checked out with the Novl 
Community School District. ICriew-
all, It says, should ask the Board of 
Education how much 111oney it may 
receive each year for scholarships 
under the terms of the Puerst sisters' 
wills and the board's policy for distri­
buting it. 

ff the terms of the will allow the dty 
to have the monies, the letter con­
tinues, Kriewall shoi11d prepare a re­
port suggesting how to spend it.

Kriewall perfonm ls to provide the 
council with an overview of the public 
and private alternatives the city has 
considered ln senior housing.

Pope and i3assls added that they'd 
like to see all of the suggestions fully 
considered within six months. 

Coimdl members seemed recep­
tive lo most of the suggestions in the 
letter. Some urged that Novl hunt 
harder for private sector solutions, 
while others strongly supported the 
efforts to obtain the HUD grants. 

Cassis said that the key Issues in 
any proposal the council may con­
sider are the location of the complex 
and whether it would be affordable to 
seniors. She suggested holding a se­
ries of public heari11gs or forums to 
gamer resident Input. 

Council Member Josepth Toth 
sald that he wanted lo niake sure 
that any proposal the dty adopted 
g u a r a n l e « l a certain percentage of 
the i1nits be set aside for Novl resi­
dents. HUD'S grant would not allow 
the city to restrict the complex solely 
for the use of city residents. 

Whether any formal senior hous­
ing proposal for Novl wins approval, 
or What shape it might take, however, 
remalIis to be seen.

The Novl school district's Board 
of Education has voted for an 
amendment to its transportation 
polity that Ughtens the rules for 
tllose seeking lo change their 
child's bus stop or ixiute. 

The board voted 6-1 Aug. 19 to 
add the amendment, l'resldent 
I^ymond Byers was the lone 
dissenter. 

The a11iendment more clearly 
spells out the reasons why district 
adi111nlstralors will consider grant­
ing a request to change a child's as­
signed bus route or stop. Those rea­
sons, the amendment makes clear, 
must be appropriate ones tojustify 
a change. Its language reads as 
follows: 

"Each student enUtled lo trans­
portation will be assigned to a spe­
cific bus route and bus stop, which 
Will be the same for the entire school 
year unless altered by the transpor­
tation supervisor. No student will 
be permitted to use any other route 
or slop without permission. Such 
permission may be granted upon 
receipt ofa written request ofa pa­
rent or guardian subject lo the fol­
lowing condlUons and 111nltatlo11s: 
• The requested change must not 
result in tlie overcrowding of any 
bus, alteration of any regular bus 
route, bus stop, or time schedule, or 
in any other way interfere with reg­
ular operaUon of the transportaUon 
system. 
B No request Will be approved for 

the purposes of entellainment or 
for the simple convenience of the 
parent or student. 
• Ihe specffic situations in which 
special permission for a change 
may be granted are as follows: 

(a.) To accommodate sudden 
changes Iti regularly schedule child 
care services that result in a long 
term alteration to a child's bus 
schedlile. 

(b.) To participate in an organ­
ized group activity, for children of 
.̂ school age. which is basically edu­
cational In nature. (The schedule 
for these events shall be given lo the 
school principal at least 24 hours in 
advance.) 

(c.) Other deviations from a 
chfid's pre-established tra11sporla-
Uon routine will not be accommo­
dated, except In case of emergency. 

(d.) In an emergency, Written re­
quests may be waived. Emergency 
requests must Ix; made lo the 
child's principal Who will be respon­
sible to coordinate necessary ac­
tions With the transportation 
supervisor." 

It Was that last point that Byers 
cited as his reason for voting 
against the measure. If a principal 
Were lo forget to inform the supervi­
sor of a change, Byers said, the 
supervisor might be called on the 
carpet ff a problem developed. The 
policy did not provide adequately 
for that, he continued. a11d so he 
could not support it. 

The new policy amendment goes 
Into effect immetliately.

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And Jake has been In the center of 
a hlde-and-seck game played for 
keeps. 

Monday aflcmoon Was a Ume of 
grlevlrig for Susan .SWanner and her 
parents. Ixirralne and Maurice 
Rlpard. 

She Was denied the c:hancx to say 
goodbye to her son. Who 11ad been 
placed In two foster homes for the 
We«kb>ctween Susan SWanner's Aug. 
1 6 arrest and Jake's remand Monday 
to his father by Wayne County Cir­
cuit Court Frances Wtts. 

"They know nothing of his likes 
and dislikes. They never asked me 
What food he likes. What routine he ts 
used lo. They (the caseworker) said 
they had a hard time controlling him. 
he didn't want to eat. He was restless, 
he kept Waking up and calling for 
me," she said. 

Susan Swanner has also been de­
nied any Visitation rights With the 
child. 

Since her release from Jail last 
Week, she has moved back Into her 
parents' Applegate condomlnliim. 

Su san SWa11ner and her father say 
they are shocked at how quickly the 
Wayne County court system dis­
posed of the child's future. When 
Oaldand County ClrcuK Court Judge 
Fred Mester had granted physical 
custody of Jake to hlls mother and 
u11supcrvls€d Visitation to his father 
only a day earlier. 

That was on August 19. On August 
20, a Wayne County referee ruled 
that Jake Would go back to liis father 
this Was the decision upheld in the 
Wayne County Circuit Court. 

"Before We had some hope We 
could see him. she could see him. J 
seriously thi11k I'll never see niy 
grandson again." I^pard said. 

Jake, an only child. Was bom Oc­
tobers!, 1990 in North Carolina. His 
mother, who Was 41 when she had 
the baby after a series of miscar­
riages, says that from the beglniilng 

she was J.ike's priimiy care-giver. 
In March 1992, the couple decided 

to move up north, plarming to tem­
porarily stay In the Ripard's home. 

By June, according to an October 
1992 letter Susan Swaliner sent to a 
North Carolkia Judge, her husband 
said he was tired of living In Michigan 
and wanted a divorce and full cus-
t(xly of the child. He refused marriage 
counseling, Susan Swanner said. 

The war began In full force when 
the six foot tall Don Swanner Walked 
into the Rlpards" condominium on 
July 1,1992 and snatched Jake from 
the arms of his protesting five foot tail 
grandmother. At the time, the baby's 
mother was at work. 

On July 2, 1992 Mester granted 
tcnlpo1wy custody of Jake to his 
motller. but the father Jefl the slate 
hiefore the papers could be served. 

For 48 hours, Susan Swarmer was 
unsure of her child's Whereabouts. 
Jake remained in his father's hands 
for 12 days. 

She then flew down to North Car­
olina, where the Stanly County Sher­
iffs Department refused to serve the 
Oaklalid County Judge's papers on 
Don Swanner. 

Michigan and North Carolina are 
both slgi1atorles to the federal Unl-
forni Clllld Custody Jurisdiction Act, 
Which calls for cooperation between 
states in these matters. 

"Our own orders mean nothing In 
North Carolina because the CIVU War 
is still going on down there," Rlpard 
said, 

The Stanly County sherifTs de­
partment told Susan Swarmer they 
could not serve her husband with the 
Michigan order hiecause It was not 
addressed specifically to the 
department. 

On July 13, Susan SWailner said 
she signeid a North Carolina Joint 
custody agreei1ient "under duress" 
because it was the only way she could 
see the baby. She agreed to find a 
home in that state and trade the child 
off on a Weekly basis With her 

husband. 
But that never happened. Susan 

Swailner says that following the ad­
vice of her Michigan lawyer, on Au­
gust 1, 1992 she took Jake back up 
north to continue the legal proceed­
ings in Oakland County and went 
into hiding for wllat she thought 
would be several weeks. Instead, she 
was a fuglUve for over a year. 

'My attorney told me to bring the 
baby up here no matter what the 
costs," she said. 

"Ifl liad known what I know now, I 
would have forced tiylng to get per-
1nanent custody down there, but I felt 
as a Northerner I wouldn't get It or I 
would be forced to live down there," 

Susan Swanner added tliat she 
wanted to keep her full-time Job and 
health lnsura11ce In Michigan and 
that she felt the northern state of­
fered nwre opportuniUcs for Jake. 

Rlpard said lie encouraged lils 
daughter to return to Michigan. 

"1 Was in his (the attorney's) ofQce 
when he Was talking to her. He said 
•you tell your daughter she's got to 
bring that batfy back here.' I iiegret 
saying to her. 'Sue, If you ever had 
any guts in your life, bring that baby 
here.' She's a tln11d soul," Rlpard 
said. 

"IVe lost a grandson. Now Tm go­
ing to lose a daughter. They Want to 
put her in Jail for flVc years." 

On SepL 15, 1992, in North Car-
oll11a, Don Swanner Was glVen exdu-
slVe custody of Jake. Prior to that 
there were several custodial hear­
ings, but Susan Swarmer says she 
and her attorney were never noUfled 
of them. 

Don Swai1ner kicked off a flyer 
campaign In Novl. drculatliig Su­
san's picture with a $500 reward for 
notlllcatlon of her whereabouts. 

Meanwhile, the custody case 
dragged on In the Oakland County 
Court systenL As part of the proceed­
ings, Susan Swa11ner's family paid 
out $1,500 to liave several memhiers 
evaluated by a psychiatrlsL 

North Carolina has not required 
psychological testliig In Its custody 
proceedings, accordl11g to Ripard. 

He says he has drained his retire­
ment savings and the family has 
chipped In to pay the over $100,000 
In expenses related to the custody 
case. 

During all the court battles, Susan 
Swanner Was never permitted to tes­
tify. It Was ahvays lawyers talking to 
lawyers, she says. 

Susan SWanner's new attorney 
has filed an appeal with the Michigan 
Court of Appfals hoping to overturn 
the Wayne County decision. But with 
Jake gone, the appeal is meaning­
less, Rlpard says. 

He added tllat Don Swanner has 
never sent Jake any money, gifts, 
cards and that his telephone calls fo-
cused on tiircats to the family, not In­
quiries about Jake's welfare. 

•It Was always harassment. He 
never asked about the ciiild," Rlpard 
contends. 

Susan Swai1ner says she believes 
Jake as a pawn In the beginning and 
ls now Ijeing used for revenge against 
her. She had planned to prepare Jake 
for his father's visits, as ordered by 
Mester, by showlilg the child photo­
graphs and Videos of ills dad. 

"He doesn't really remember Don. 
He doesn't really remember anything 
about his lather. He was tooyoi1ng to 

iiemeniber what Was going on," she 
said. 

"My concern for Jake Is that Don 
Isn't going to be able to emotionally 
hande a three-year-old." 

Going to jail was a 'horrible, horri­
ble experience," Susan Swanner 
said. 

"When those doors slam shut. It's 
a feeling you can't describe unless 
you're there, but the worst tiling ofall 
Is Ihty took i11y ciilld away and not 
knowing wiiat was going on with 
him." she said. 

"It just doesn't seem right I believe 
he was In the wrong to take a ciilld 
Into hiding Without my knowledge 
and consent"

' "Ifs not aforegone conclusion tiiat 
they'll Infest the lake. There's not 
enough evidence to say It will become 
another Lake Erie. Few examples of 
Inland lakes have developed seVere 
Infestations." Marangelo said. 

Three or fourycars down the road, 
scientists may t>e able to get a better 
iiandle on how Infested Walled Lake 

•will become. Or the zebra mussel po-
;pulaUon already there may Jiist 

"lizzie out," he explained. 
The survey is part of a $20,000 

project funded by the Mlci1Igan De­
partment of Natural I^esources. The 
work is being conducted by scientists 
from the Connecticut-based Mystic 
Seaport Museum's Maritime Studies 
Program. 

Marangelo said a grant request to 
expand the scope of the project to ad­
ditional Mlciilgan inland lakes — 
there are a total of 1 l.OOO — Wlll be 
submitted to the state tills fall. 

The hypothesis Is that the critters 
were first Introduced to the United 
States In 1986 when a Russian 
fi-elghter dumped Its ballast water In 
Michigan In Lake St Clair.

The 1989 Issue, by co11parlson, 
paid for two new elementary schools 
and a replacement for the aging 
Walled Lake Middle School Also In­
cluded In the bond Issue were a 
transportaUon/malntenance facil­
ity, high school renovaUons and site 
Impiwements and elementary me­
dia center addlUons. 

The projects, Lang added, were all 
completed on Ume (October 1992) 
and within the Issue's $47.8 million 

budget 
The $135.5 million request — the 

board has not yet precisely set Uie 
amount it Will ask voters to approve 
— comes on the heels of the disUlct 
getUng a better credit rating. That 
will iilake it boU1 easier and cheaper 
for it to bor1x)W money. 

Moody's Investor Service, which 
assigns credit ratings to public enUU-
Ues of all kinds, upgraded Walled 
Lake's credit raUng for the sale of 
bonds from A to A l , the first change 
since 1986. 

In a related move, the board and 
administration saved taxpayers 
111ore than half a million dollars by re-

financing part of the district's 1989 
bond issue balance. 

The savings will total $529,(X)0 
over the next 13 years, ExecuUVe Di­
rector for Business Services Sandra 
Motz esUmatcd. 

"By taking advantage of the hlstor-
icalty low interest rates tliat now ex-
1st" said ba11ker and district consul­
tant Anne Noble, "Uiis re-fundlng has 
reduced the distr ict 's debt 
obllgaUon." 

How U1e market will look lf and 
when the dlsUlct sells $135.5 million 
in bonds is sUll imccrtaln. Voters will 
decide if they want officials to find out 
this October.

The Novl Planning Cominlsslon re­
jected a developer's request for a re-
zoning that Would have allowed lilm 
lo bring a *big box" retail center to 
Western Novl. 

Comissioncrs voted 8-0 (Chairper­
son Richard CLork Was absent) on 
Aug. 18 lo recommend that Ihe Novl 
City Council deny NoWlx Associates' 
request to rezone 61.8 acres it owns 
on Grand River Avenue east ofWixom 
ftoad. 

The property lies in an 1- 1 (light In­
dustrial, Including oCQce, use) zone. 
Developer Joseph Gerak asked the 
city to cliange that to B-3 (general 
business). 

Gerak would not divulge the name 
of the'commercial tenant likely to 
lake the new space. 

NoWlx wants the change, he said, 
in order to build two, large slde-by-
slde endosed 100,000 square foot re­
tail stores. Parking for 1.200 cars 
would be provided: the southern half 

of the site is not scheduled to be 
developed. 

"We would have a lai-ge building 
encompa.ssing all the normal sorts of 
stores you'd find Ul a typical strip 
mall." Gerak said. 

The enclosures, called 'big boxes." 
arc the U-end In marketing nowa­
days, Gerak said. The city should ap­
prove the rezoning. Gerak argued, lo 
allow them to come In for two rea­
sons: the changes that have taken 
place in Novl and in the real estate 
filarket irl recent years. 

fiesidents In the area Want a large 
retail center there. Gerak said. Those 
living in western Novl must travel to 
Wixofn or the central part of the city 
to shop, he said, and would welcome 
a neighborhood location that Would 
satisfy their needs. The big biox. he 
argued, Would piwent strip malls 
from springing up all over western 
Novl, someUiing residents have said 
they don't want to see happen. 

Second, Gerak continued, the zon­
ing for the land isn't practical, given 
the trends in today's market. A 1>etter 

use was the one Nowlx has proposed. 
Howard Green, a Nowlx represen­

tative, told the commission that the 
Grand River/Wixom spot was a 
prime one for such an outlet. 

"Most of the national rttail chains 
represented In the Detroit market." 
Green said, 'are looking al Western 
Novl. My estimate is tliat there are 
sulllclenl retailers out there to (111 up 
the acreage." 

On the other liand. Green con­
tinued, there's Ve1y little demand for 
light Industrlal/ofnce-type land. 
Green said that there is a lot of it 
aVallable now. but much ls Vacant. 
That trend, he predicted, will con­
tinue for "probably the next two 
decades." 

(A proposal for an industrial sub­
division on the site received tentaltve 
dty approval two years ago, planning 
consultant Bradon Rogeî s said, but 
the plan's backers have decided not 
to follow through with it) 

Rogers disagreed wilh Green's and 
Gerak's reasoning, recommending 
that the commission opixisc the

that James and police agree on are 
that James and two oLher people 
were playing insLrumenls In his gar­
age. Janies was pbyirlg Ihe dnlnis, A 
neiglibor called police to coiTiplain 
alxDilt the noise. 

J.'uncs said he and the neighbor 
have been feudiIig ever since the 
neigliboi- moved In. The neigllbor told 
pollLC tlial the music woke up her 
baby, who ha-s a heart condition. 

James' attorney. Jerry Watson, 
would not comment on the case. 

Ihe police incident report stales 
tliat James was intoxicated, but 
there Ls ilo record of any breatJialyzer 
or blood-alcohol tests being pcr-
foniied that night. 

James denies that he Was intoxi­

cated at the time of the Incident. He 
says he had two beers, 

James also denies telling police to 
arrest hlln. He says he and his 
friends stopped playing Instruments 
In his garage as soon as they noUced 
ail odlcer standing in Ule doorway. 

"I looked up and saw him standing 
there smiling and lapping his foot," 
James said. "He lold us Ihere'd been 
a complaint about the noise. 

"I turned to my buddy and said 
Thlslsabunchofbulls--." "hesaid. 

Arcordlng lo James' side of the 
story, the ofllcer asked him If he was 
gelling belligerenl and walked tow­
ard his car. James said he asked the 
officer "What are you going to do, ar­
rest me?" and the officer didn't 
respond. 

According lo Officer Conquest, 
when he told liie people In the garage 
about the noise complaint, James 

loudly yelled This Is bulls—." He 
said he asked Janles to slop playing 
and Janies stood up flxim Ihe drum 
.set and again yelled "This is bulls--," 
then punched a nearby beer cal1 and 
knocked it lo the floor. 

Conquest said he told James that. 
If he didn't slop, he Would be Uckeled. 
He alleges lhal James responded by 
saying "Well. Ihen you will have lo 
write me a ticket because this is 
bulls---, it's only 10 o'clock." 

Conquest slates tlial. al lJ1al 
point, he "observed James becoming 
hostile" and he asked him for his 
license. He says that. When James al­
legedly refused, he Warned James 
Itol he would be arrested if he didn't 
cooperale. Conquest said that he was 
oulslde with the other ofllcers, and 
was "explaining the siluaUon" when 
James came oul of the garage and 
into the slreel. He said he again 

asked James for his license so he 
could write up an ordlilance Violation 
for the loud music. Conquest alleges 
lhal James said "No. go ahead and 
arrest me." He then allegedly tried to 
push Conquest aside and go into the 
house. 

James says thai he never told 
Conquest to write him a Ucket, never 
told him to arrest him. and Was never 
asked for ID. He says Ulat he re­
mained in the garage as Conquest 
went out lo his car to call for iMckup. 
He said he was Wal1d11g aWay to get 
another tiecr when he Was suddenly 
"Jumped" from behind by foilr Novl 
officers and a Wixom officer. 

"They came up behind and 
Jumped me. 1 kept saying "I'm not re­
sisting arrest," but the officers forced 
him lo the ground and handcuffed 
him. James' face Was cut In several 
places. He believes it happened When 

an officer forced his face onto the 
ground. 

James' wife, Sharon, said she 
Went outside as the arrest Was taldng 
place and asked Ihe officers what 
they Were doing. 

"I v.'ent oul there When Ihey liad 
him on the ground." she said. "I Was 
yelling. "What are you doing lo my 
husbmid? And a cop said 'Get away 
fromIhecarorwe'llarreslyou, loo.' " 

"At no tliIie Was James struck by 
the officers," Conquest said. "The 
only defensive teciinique used Was a 
pressure point that proved to hie 
somewhat Ineffective as James still 

resisted." 
James sald he was never booked 

once he arrived at the Novl police sta­
tion. He said officers "grabbed me by 
Ihe ankles and dragged me inloa cell. 
They took away 11iy shoes, took away 
niy Wallet, and Went through my wal­
let" 

A p1iellmlna1y examiiiaUon date 
for the crlml11al charges against 
James has been set for Sept. 7 in 
Walled 1.ake 52nd District Court be­
fore Judge Brian MacKenzle. 

James said he intends to fight the 
crilninal cliarges all the Way and may 
request a Jury trial.

Coordinate approach 
on seniors housing 

Seniors housing Is back on the 
council table, and that Is the good news. 
If It moves tlle City of Novl toward the 
goal of constructing a rent-subsidized 
residential complex for serlior citizens, 
then that is to the credit of council mem­
bers Nancy Cassis aIid T i m Pope. 

But we see a real danger here, a po­
tentially divisive fight between two fac­
tions who want to be the proponents of 
senior housing in Novl, each wantirlg 
credit for the idea and bringing it to 
fruition. 

W h e n seniors housing is con­
structed here, there will be plenty of cre­
dit to go around to all who contributed 
and participated. But if inilghting and 
election-year posturing get In the way 
and slow-this project down, no one will 
benefit. Clearly, the best way for the city 
to proceed would be In a coordinated 
fashion, with the cooperation of all prop­
onents of the project. 

Readers may remember that back 
in June Kathy Crawford, the Parks and 
Recreation Department's Seniors Coor­
dinator, brought a request to City Coun­
cil asking for immediate approval to 
apply for a $5 million federal grant to 
build the 80-unit complex just south of 
NoVl High School. A n d readers may re­
call that Pope and Cassis were among 
the four council members that Voted to 
turn it down. 

Their reasons were clear enough; it 
was a sudden request. They said there 
had not been time to get public Input on 
the Idea of building a complex on that 
site. They said they didn't haVe enough 
Information to determine if CooperatiVe 
Services Inc. was the firm they wanted to 
represent Novi during the grant applica­
tion Or to bui ld and r u n the complex 
later. 

Crawford admitted at the time it 
was a n eleVenth-hour request. She and 
council member Carol Mason, who had 
worked together on this project through 
the city's senior housing committee, had

been told NoVI stood no chance of win­
ning a Housing and Urban Development 
grant . C o o p e r a t i v e S e r v i c e s h a d 
broached the issue with them only a 
short Ume before the July deadline for 
subnlltting the grant applications. 

Of course, Crawford and M a s o n al­
ways Intended to brlIig the Issue back to 
the council at another time. The onfy 
question was when. Crawford sald back 
then she was considering returning im­
mediately to ask for reconsideration. If 
not, she promised she'd be back next 
year, and would have all the information 
laid out well ahead of time. 

This month. Cassis and Pope re 
vived the issue earlier than had been ex 
pected. They submitted to the city admi­
nistration a list of the questions they 
would lilce to have answered before they 
can lend their support to the project. 
They explained they wanted to get the 
ball rolling again. 

But herein lies our concern. Craw­
ford, Mason a n d the rest of the seniors 
housing committee have already worked 
on getting jus t such answers. 

.And we don't need two groups tiy 
ing to do the same worlc. lt Is not orlly du­
plicative: it is potentially divisive. 

We want to see all the potential 
proponents worldng together. The coun­
cil should work with the committee. It 
should not ask the administration to 
reinvent a wheel that has already been 
Invented by the committee. M these ef­
forts should be coordinated toward 
reaching that shlgle goal. 

On the right tracl< 
The Nov! Board of Educat ion really 

Is on the right track with its agreement, 
In concept, to provide a parcel between 
the Novi Public Library a n d Novi High 
School to serve as the site for relocation 
of the old Novl MeUiodist Church . 

That proposal was made to the 
board earlier tliis m o n t h by Kathy 
Mutch, of PreservaUon Novi, in an at­
tempt to f ind a new home for the church. 
Preservation Novl was formed, in part, to 
save the c h u r c h , constructed In 1876, 
since the owner of Its present site sche­
duled the building for demohUon. I?ecen-
tly, Preservation Novi and the city have 
received a commitment from FYetter 
Superstores that it will pay for the mov­
ing of the building. To resolve any possi­
ble liability problems, the district admi­
nistration has suggested deeding the site 
to the city. 

A s sympathetic as we are to the cri­
ticisms recently offered to the plan, that 
the district would make out better finan­
cially by selling the land, we just can't 
agree. It Is a worthv.'hile project. A n d sav­

ing the building will have educational 
value to both Novl students a n d other 
members of the community. Most Im­
portant, the money - - whether It Is city 
money or schools money — all comes out 
of the same pot. Sell the site to the city 
and ultimately It will still be the taxpay­
ers who pay for it. (On the other hand , it 
Isn't clear why the land should be trans­
ferred to the city anyway. The money for 
the liability insurance will come from the 
same taxpayers even If the deed is re­
tained by the school district.) 

Novl has an opportunity to create a 
unique facility here, one only it c a n cre­
ate. B y asseinbling the church, the old 
town hall a h ^ d y moved to a nearby lo­
caUon and preserving the buildings of 
the Fuerst estate. Novl can establish a 
historic Village of sorts no less educa-
Uorlal, though smaller, about Novi's past 
than, say, Greenfield Village. 

It's good to see the city a n d the 
school district moving cooperatively in 
that direction. We hope they continue. 

So1neti111es. Just listening — 
tiTily listening — is the hardest 
part. 

That Is sometliing we Journal­
ists oilen do not do Very Well 
We're supposed to.

"thoughtful" answers. 

Other times, the Issues are either too unpleasant or too 
complex, so We Just apply some nifty little lat)el to a schcxil 
or mode of thought -— Ilhieralvs. conservative, gun control 
vs. the N I ^ pro-life vs. pro-choice — and It saves us the 
time and trouble of having to listen. 

1 digress. My point here is that there are also some not­
able exceptions, NoviNews StalTWriter Jan JefEnes Is one. 
She's not your "typical" repxirter, if there Is such a tiling. 
She's not iJie overconfident, abrasive type that seems to be 
the stereotype of today's Journalist. Instead, she's rather 
mild-mannered. Mostly, she really tries to hear what her 
sources liave to say. 

That made all the difference ln the world recentfyon one 

story that really needed to be told. Jan got the story when 
most others could not have. .And In fact most othelB 
didn't. 

Heidi Fernandez, \dlo was the flanceof the late Thomas 
Hyde, the 30-year-old Novl man Who committed suicide 
with Dr. Jack IfcVorklan's help, called to complain about 
an arUcle in our paper. She didn't think a physician, who 
lladnt seen Hyde ln weeks, should have sald some of 
tlilngs lo lhe press that he did. 

When Heldl made that complaint to reporters at other 
papers, she got a defensive reaction from them. They'd 
simply gone to the doctor when they could not get a com­
ment lirom her, tliey said. 

Jan, on the other hand, said she'd bie happy to hear 
whatever Heldl had to say. Heldl must have believed her 
too, l)ecause she Invited Jan over for an Interview. To date, 
that is the onfy interview of any real length she's done wilh 
anyone. 

If you read lhe stoiy, you'U remember i t If you didn't, I'd 
suggest you go back gel oul )rour Augusl 16 edition and 
take a good close look al It II was lhe front page piece 
headlined "Hyde dldnt want fiance to discover him dead." 

Like I sakl, i l Was a story that needed to be told. It was 
not one l)ased on press coriferences or media hype. It was 
not a story that advocates a position on lhe asslsled sui­
cide law. Il dldn'l debate any public policy questions. 

Instead, il wasjusl a sloiy of how Hyde, Fernandez and. 
their 2,-year-old daughler foughl a toslng battle against 
Lou Gerhig's disease over two years. It was about how 
Hyde didn't want his fiance to walch liim choke to death in 
front of her and about how he dldnt want his daughter lo 
find him dead one day. Il was alwul how their daughter. 
Carmen, was still searching lhe aparlmenl looking for him 
days afler he'd conunlled suicide wilh Kevorkian's help. 

Il was a sloiy lhe public needed lo hear, and probably 
one Heldl needed lo tell. 

She talked. Jan llslened.

Vote may end domino effect in area 
To the Editor 

In my opinion, zoning ls the 
single most important long-term 
issue facing the City of Novl. In 
turning down McDonald's request 
4-3 to rezone the area at Ten Mfle 
and Novl Boad from ofllce OS-1 to 
business B-3, the Novl City Councfl 
took a major step In flie right direc­
tion. Hopefully, the domino effect of 
more retail in that area wfll now be 
slowed and perhaps stopped al­
together in favor of low-rise ofllce 
and residential. 

Generally speaking, it has been 
quite idlsappointlng to me on many 

zoning Issues over the years in­
cluding lhls one lhal Councflmen 
(Hugh) Crawford, (Joe) Tolh and 
Mayor (Mall) Qulrm for lhe mosl 
part have plillosophlcafly laken lhe 
posilion of pro-developmenl (In­
creased lax base) al lhe expense of 
Infraslruclure and lhe quaflty of 
Ifle Issue. Increased traffic, as in 
tllis case, does nol seem to l>e an 
issue worth worrying aboul in thefr 
minds or else logically they would 
have voted against the rezonlng. 

In the above case, aU tliree coun­
cfl people inexpUcabfy voted in 
McDonald's favor for a more in­

tense zonfrig of B-3 at Novi and Ten 
Mfle roads. Brandon Rogers (lhe 
city planning consultant), lhe city 
Planning Commission, lhe city 
masler plan, Whilehafl Nursing 
Home, four councfl people and sev­
eral residenls al lhe Novl councfl 
meeting were in direct opposition 
to the B-3 rezonlng. Rather then 
taking five minutes to consider, the 
council used two meetings to 
muddle through the issue. 

Would you consider tlils to be 
gridlock linresponslveness or lack 
of leadership? I think that a combi­

nation of aU three exists. Perhaps 
in the upcoming election, we as re­
sidents should take a hard look at 
those candidates that Wfll espouse 
and commit to good planning prin­
ciples. In this "contract" rezonfrig 
Issue, It sure appeared that special 
consideration was being given by 
the above three councfl people to 
the business community. Other­
wise, why logicaUy would they have 
votefi for the rezonlng amidst aU 
the above opposition.

Ihei*, Just yards away from 
their home, her vehide collided 
with a motorcycle that was 
heading toward her. She'd 
thought there was room to 
make the turn safely. Witnes­
ses at the scene toki police 
that the motorcyclist, who was 
killed on impact, was goLng an 

estimated 80 n^h in the 45 
mph zone. 

Pat and the Loders" two 
children — Stephanie, 8, and 
Stephen, 5 — were n1shed to 
nearty Huron Valley Hospital.

through their co11fi1slon and 
pain, t h ^ turned to various 
bereavement support groups 
but still felt that people didn't 
imderstand how they felt 

"We would say we lost our 
children and the room would 
Just go silent" Pat recalls. 
Even tod^, most people seem 
tincomfortable If the Loders 
speak of Stephanie or Stephen. 

"People always flinch or get 
really quiet if 1 mentton the 
children," she said. It's hard, 
because they need to be able 
to talk about them. In their 
hearts, their children ivmaln 
alive. 

"You know, a chiM who 
loses his parents is called an 
orphan," Wayne said. "Some­
one who loses a spouse is a 
widow or widower. But there is 
no name for people who lose 
their children." 

Finally, they learned about 
The Compassionate Ftlends, a 
support group strictly for be­
reaved parents. 

The Coiif4)assionate Friends 
is a self-help oî ganlzation that 
offers filendshlp and under­
standing to Its members. 

Ihe oiganlzatlon's credo 
states "We need not walk 
alone. We are The ComiKls-
sionate Friends. We reach out 
to each other with love, with 
ilnderstanding, and with hope. 
011r children have died at all 
ages and from mai^ different 
causes, but oi1r love for our 
children unites us . . ." 

Ihe meetings are generally 
broken into two parts. During 
the first part members take 
ttinls talking about their ^lef, 
if they want to. Members pro­
vide support for one another. 
The second half is devoted to 
guest speakers or activlUcs, 
such as a recent balloon re­
lease where members wrote 
messages to their childien and 
released the balloons into the 
air. 

The Compassionate Friends 
is not a reliiglous group, al­
though people are i11ore than 
welcome to talk of their reli­
gious beliefs if that is how 

they cope with their loss. 
'The group does not espouse 

any religion," Wayne explained. 
"We are veiy lenient of other 
people's beliefs. We -don't con­
demn aryone for their beliefs, 
aild we don't push any beliefs 
on aiqrone." 

The Important thi11g about 
The Compassionate Friends is 
that within this group, mem­
bers find others who tmiy 
imderstand their pain. 

"We're never gol11g to feel 
good about a lot of things," he 
added. "But this gives you a 
chance to relate to other peo­
ple who imderstand." 

Pat agreed. "Thqr really do 
understand," she said. "Thqr 
do know what you're going 
through." 

Aflo- attending several nteet-
ings of the Uvonla chapter, the 
Loders decided to start a chap­
ter closer to home. Through 
hard work and dedication they 
have developed the Lakes A i ^ 
Chapter, which meets from 7 
to 9 p.m. the third Tuesday of 
each month, in the Richardson 
Center across torn Walled 
Lake Central High School 
(1485 Oakley Park Road, Com­
merce Township). A11yone 
whose child has died ls Wel­
come to attend the meetings. 

"We decided to start the 
Lakes Area group because 
there is no group that's close 
to us here," Wayne explained. 
"There are chapters ln 
Brighton, Flint Livonia, Ann 
Arbor, Blrmln^iam, Troy — 
nothing closer than a 45 mi­
nute (kive." 

.And after the deaths of their 
own children, they noticed ev­
ery newspaper article or obitu­
ary that invoh^ed the death of 
a child. 

"We became acutefy aware 
of other people in this area 
who lost their chlldrcn." Pat 
sald. "We knew there was a 
need." 

Wayne, who is a former edi­

It is a 6-page publication 
filled With toucl11ng essays and 
poems Written ty local memtjcrs as 
Well as members from across the 
country. The ncWslettcr Is mailed to 
families who have lost a cl11ld 
whenever the fimiily Is referred to 
them. ar1d Includes InfomlaUon on 
meeting times and dates. Bereaved 
parents say the writings in the news-
letter provide comfort, and itlaiiy de­
cide to attend the meetings after 
reading it. 

Through The Compassionate 
Friends, Wayne and Pat have met 
and befriended Chuck and Lyi1n 
Shapiro, aCommerceTownsljlpcou-
pie whose daughter Robin died In a 
November, 1991 car accident. Just a 
few days short of her 16th birthday. 

Chuck recalls tliat, after Robin 
died, he felt tliat some people even 
shunned his family. 

There are people who liaven't 
called since tlie funeral,* Chuck said. 
That is very commonplace. People 
are Just so uncomfortable not loiow-
frig what to say. 

The best tlilng anyone can say is 
Just 'I want you to know I don't know 
what to say.' I had a good friend who 
told me tliaL I respected him for IL* 

One of the topics of an upcoming 
Compassionate Friends meeting Is 
"What We Would Like to Teach the 
World.' 

"People don't talk alxiut death," 
Pat said. Talking about death is a 
real talxx). .And then, to talk alxiut 
the death of a child . . . Ifs Just too 
much. You hear people say Til be 
there for you' or 'If you need ajiytliing 
give me a call.' But you don't see 
those people again. The people who 
really care keep in touch. They ask 
•what can I do? " 

There Is plenty tliat friends can do 
to help a family overcome the Initial 
shock and grief of death. 

"You n e ^ people to come over 
with food." Wayne said. "You need 
people to come over and wash your 
dothes." It's the day-to-day necessl-
Ues of fife tl1at Just fall apart In the 
face of death. 

Then, after the Initial shock wears 
off, parents continue to grieve over 
lost cllildren for a long, long time. 
They may seem alright one day, but 
the next day the grief might return 
with a new, painM frcslmess. That's 
how Ufe is now for the Lxaders and the 

Shapiros. 
"People don't understand that 

grief fluctuates," Pat said. "You might 
seem OK one day, then tie unable to 
function the next." 

"You don't get over this," Chuck 
said. "I Will probably never get over 
tills. I feel like. When Robin died, a big 
part of me died. You go to functions 
and tilings, but you are never the 
same." 

The common family functions, 
tliat other people take for granted, 
arc especially painful for bereaved 
parenU. 

"We have a difficult time going to 
weddings," Lynn said. 

"Or jaaduationa," Pat added. 
'People say time heals," Chuck 

said. 'But I don't know if tliat's true." 
"I wonder when I will he able to 

liave happy memories of Robin." 
added Lynn. 

"Oh, we remember the good 
times," Chuck said. 'But it's not like 
they come to min(3 Just like that" 

Right after her children died, Pat 
said, she felt things and did things 
tliat she feared were crazy. 

For example each day, because 
she could not accept that her cliild-
ren had died, she would wait near the 
schoolbus stop in Vain hope that Ste­
phanie and Stephen would get off the 
bus. 

Lyrm's experience was similar. 
'I would go away on purpose 

thinking tliat when I come home 
she'll be there," she said, Only 
through Compassionate Friends did 
Pat and Lynn discover that their feel-
11igs were normal and not uncommon 
among grieving parents. The (llscov-
eiy h e l ^ each of them to know, at 
least tliat they were not alone. 

The Loders still live In the same 
house they lived in before the acci­
dent even though friends and family 
strongly lu-ged them to move. 

"I thought people were going to 
stick a For Sale sign on our house for 
us," Pat said. But they liave stayed 
there because it's Where they feel 
dose to Stephanie and Stephen. 

"This is where the kids WeiTe very 
happy-" Pat said. "We hadjust moved 
here In September." 

"We still feel the kids' presence 
here," Wayne added. 

'I don't fed close to my children 
standing over thefr graves." said Pat. 

Survlvfrig such a tragic loss has 
helped them to put eveiyday Irrita­
tions into perspective. 

"The other day We had the hot wa­
ter pipe to our wasliing macliine 
burst" Wayne said. "Water Was all 
over the place." 

"We Just laughed," Pat said. Then 
they both paused. 

"Well, we laughed after a wlille." 
Wayne amended. "Maybe not at 
first.. ." 

The Loders now have a third cJiild. 
Christopher, and a fourth Is on the 
way. Cliristopher — a bright, happy 
baby with a 200-watt smile — adds 
Joy to thefr lives, even tliough he WlU 
never replace their first- and second-
bom cllildren. 

Last month Wayne and Pat at­
tended a national Compassionate 
Friends convention in Chicago, and 
were touclied by the dose feeling of 
the 1,800 member crowd. 

There were 1,800 people, 1,800 
strangers,* Pat saki. 'And we still fdt 
such a bond. 

"We saw strangers walk across the 
room and put thefr arm around 
someone's shoulders — someone 
they had never met before—and say 
'I saw you over here and you looked 
like you were having a difllcult 
tfrne.'" 

Wayne fdt the bond. too. They 
were like friends you Just haven't met 
yet* he said. 

So ff the Loders can find ariythfrig 
positive fri the tragedy that struck 
thefr lives over two years ago, it's the 
feet tliat theyVe been able to make a 
difference hi the lives of others. 

"By helpfrig others we liave hdped 
oursehres," Wayne said. 

The Shapfros have also found 
comfort by helping others. They have 
set up a scholarship fund at Walled 
Lake Central Jilgh School, where Ro­
bin was a student. In her memoiy. 

The Loders, the Shapiros, and ev­
ery other parent who grieves for a 
child stlU have thefr dilDcult days. Pat 
still feels an emptiness inside tliat 
wfil never tie filled. Wayne still cries 
when he hears the song 'Prom a Dis­
tance," because that was Stephen's 
favorite song to sing. 

But Pat said. There Is a lot of he­
aling in hdplng. 

"I Just hope that Stephanie and 
Stephen are kioklng down atus and 

I feel thefr presence here. They're In saying tliafs my 11iom and my dad. 
the afr. They're in iiiy heart." and Tm proud of them.'" ' : '

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Take a trek on 'the wild side'

Walled Lake business owner Brian 
Gbrecht was discussing tra11sporta-
tion logistics over the tdephone Mon­
day with a prospective client 

'By the end of the tliird day, most 
people fed comfortable enough to 
gallop fredy acrooa tlie deaert on 
Uiefr camels,' he assured the caller. 

In the Australian outbade, that Is. 
Obrecht and his wife, Usa, run 

Outer Edge Expeditions fiom thdr 
home on Pontiac Trail Road. 

While the settfrig—to us—seems 
Cair from exotk:, the destinations of-
fered by tlie travel flnm are the sttiff of 
Natiand Geographic artklles. 

These are not the mass-market 
launts fri tourist-packed buses, 
breezing tlirough 15 European dUes 
ln ten days. 

Instead, thefr brochure details 
dijgsleddfrig fri the Canadian Rock­
ies, wlialewatdilng by kayak near 
Vancouver, and swlmmfrig with pink 
dolphins in the Yarapa River, a tri-
butojy of the Amazon. 

Or Joumeyfrig into the Stone Age. 
Obrecht spent much ofJuty leading a 
group of four travelers fri Irian Jaya. 
Sie Indonesia's share of the Island of 
New Guinea. 

Ihc government there had been 
keeping travelers out of the region 
ever sfrice an inddent ln the 1960s 
when Nelson Rockefeller's adult son 
disappeared and was believed to 
have been consumed hy cannibals. 

The local diet has sfrice changed. 
"That Is the most remote cultural 

destination on earth. I saw adults 
Who dalmed never to liave seen a 
White person before.' he said. 

"Keeping It dosed off Is what kept 
them dose to traditional habits and 
customs. It was con^iletely safe and 
they're veiy gentle people." 

The Outer Edge group fravded by 
foot and canoe, sleepfrig in tree-
houses 50 feet off the ground while 
Visiting the Koroway, former head-
hunters. This Stone Age tribe had 
been seiiluded from the modem 
World until as recently as 20 years 
ago. 

The group then dropped in on the 
Dani and Lalnl tribes in the hfil cotm-
tiy. The Dani men wear only 
strategically-placed gourds and 
some decorative bones In thefr noses. 
The women favor grass skirts. 

The most worrisome part ofadven-
tim travel, for those who can get over 
the lack of Indoor plumbfrig. Is the 

Brian Obrecht doesn't bring home t-shirts as travel souvenirs. 

Inqiact Westcmers may liave on 
members of a virtually pristine cul­
ture and are fascinated by outsklers. 
Obrecht said each trip is extensively 
researched to minljiilze the local cul­
ture shock. 

One of the ground nlles of Irian 
Jaya trip Is tliat group members were 
not to trade off their modem goods, 
even a tee sl11rt for tribal ar&acts. 
Only barter with tobacco and metal 
fish hooks is permitted, as the villa­
gers alreafly have these Items In Um­
ited quantities. 

Outer Edge Umlts Its tours to ten 
people or less. 

-it allows us to personally interact 
with them in a way that Is impossible 
with a large group. T h ^ r e veiy curi­
ous. Thefr concept of the worid is 
there's the vallqr and there's outside 
the vaUey. They tl1frik we're fixim veiy 
far outside the Valley," Obrecht 
e^lalned. 

The Obrechts started the firm In 

1988 in Los Angeles. Two years ago, 
they moved back to Michigan, l l ie 
company offers 50 trips a year to 14 
different destfriatlons. Several itiner­
aries are for the physicalty fit only, 
others are less demanding. Expedi­
tions are set up with local operators, 
with an emphasis on moving well off 
even the adventure travel track. 

"We i1se dties as a necessary evil. 
Ihey have afrports we can fly into." 
Obrecht said. 

Some of the profits are retiuned to 
local envlron111ental groups, such as 
a research lab studj^g the hump­
back wliale. 

Hlsown lrdtlal overseas trip was in 
1989 fr1 China, going it alone With a 
filend. That wasn't done much then. 

-We watched other people in the 
airport on tourist group trips. We re­
alized they had been protected firom 
the most educational part of the en­
tire stay. We frnmersed ourseh^ In 
Clilna," he recalls. 

That was the first fix of what Ob­

recht calls his addiction to travd. 
Before the couple started thefr 

company, he was a consultant with a 
major accounting firm. 

"My wife said what do you want to 
do when you grow up? That question 
kfrid oftook meljack. I wanted to take 
people to the kinds of places and ex­
plore them the way I like to do it not 
the way it's done,* Obrecht said. 

He says Outer Edge Is well-poised 
to talse advantage of the current 
trend towards environmentally-
aware adventure travd: "I think peo­
ple have had enough of laying on the 
beach fri Maui." 

The firm's average client ranges in 
age from 30 to 60, Is reasonabty af­
fluent and shares one kqr cliaracter-
istici "All of them have what I call a 
sense of adventure. They all want to 
experience the destination and not 
Just see It" Obrecht said.

Our Super 18. some 6,392 
yards. Is short by professional 
standards but long enough to 
make the average player feel more 
than tested. Accurate tec shots, 
spectacular approach shots and 
careful putting Would all be 
needed to l11t our par of 71. 

Here's our selections which are 
sure to put a scare In even the best 
golfers In Novl: 

NO. 1 
Brooklane No. 2, 317 yards, par 4 

A dog-leg left, the hole presents 
a problem In choosing What club 
to hit off the tee. 

For those Who hit medium or 
long distance with the driver, bet­
ter leave It In the bag. A long 
straight shot or slice will put you 
In the tliird fairway. 

A safer l)et is to hit a 5-wood or 
even a low iron off the tee. The fair­
way slopes downlilll Which Wlll 
add length to a tee shot With such 
a dub and leave an easier second 
shot. Once on the green, putting 
out shoulfln't be a problem on the 
flat, smooth surface. 

NO. 2 
Brooklane No. 5,129 yards, par 3 

Easily the prettiest hole on the 
fi-ont nine at the Northvllle course, 
golfers must contend With a creek 
off the tee. The small stream runs 
in fixint of the green and heavy 
Woods protect the back of the put­
ting surface. 

NO. 3 
Pebble Creek No. 1,501 yards, par 
5 

A couple of options off the first 
tee are available at the South Lyon 
course. One Is to lay up In front of 
the creek, Wlilch cuts tlirough the 
fairway about 240yards out, or go

Sec­
ond shots must be accurate. Any 
kind of slice will put your ball In 
the drink.

Easily the most difficult par-3 
on our Super 18. the hole lias a 
pond Instead of a fairway.

A r e v i e w o f T a n g l e w o o d c o u r s e

You really have to be a golf fan 
to play Tatiglewood. 

it's not Just the fact that taking 
a cart to play 11lne holes is going to 
cost you over $20: It's tliat the 
course has some of the most im-

fo1iglVtng hazards In the area. 
Built on wetlands, the course 

hosts dei1sc swamps tliat mean­
der across fairways. Wth some of 
Tanglewood's liazards, ff it goes 
In. you'll never get It back. 

Despite being one of the most 
expensive courses In the area, 
Tanglewood re1nal1is one of the 

best If you can hit well there, you 
can probably liandle aiiytlilng ln 
the county, lf not the state. 

With four tees (gold, blue, white 
and red), lt caters to everyone's 
ability, although a poor golfer wlll 
have a tough time no matter wliat 
tee he or she hits from. 

Tanglewood Is in the midst of a 

huge residential development 
project with houses s p r i n g up 
all over the place. Within 10 to 20 
years, most of the course should 
be surroimded by homes that nm 
$300,000 and up. It's definitely 
going to be a posh place to golf and 
an erven posher place to live.

Dan McGrath of Nov! didn't 
make $1 million over the 
weekend , bu t he 's n o t 
complaining. 

After all, $10,000 ain't bad 
either. 

McGrath was the top prize win­
ner In the Ronald McDonald 
CliUdren's Charity event which 
concluded Sunday at the Country 
Club Village goff course In North­
vllle Township. 

McGrath took home the cash 
by driving closest to the pin during 
a shoot-out tliat offered a $1 mil­
lion prize to the golfer hitting a 
hole-tn-one. 

No one shot an ace on either of 
the two fhial rounds, meaning 
awards of $1 million and a $200 
thousand home went unclaimed. 

McGrath, howeVer, came 
Wltliln 15-feet, 9-lnches of the cup 
on a 160-yard hole, earning him 
best 1111kster honors on the day. 
His reward Was a cool 10-grand. 

-It madeyou feel a little bit like a 
pro When one shot Was the differ­
ence in big bucks," the 40-year-
old McGrath said. "I can't say 1 
Wasn't nervous. I sti11 don't think 
it's really hit me yet." 

The shoot-out raised 1nore tlian 
$90,000 for charity, a figure tliat 
WlU Inflate to $180,000 as the re­
sult of a matclilng grant from the 
Sklllman Foundation. 

The money came from the par­
ticipants. Who paid a dally entry 
fee and $1 a ball to tee off during 
nine days of qualifying rounds. 
McGrath said he parted With ab­
out $40 tiylng to hit a shot good 
enough to gain him status as a 
qualifier. 

According to the charity public­
ity release, a total of 2,600 golfers 
competed In the event. Forty-five 
hopefuls Won the right to shoot for 
$1 million In the finals and for a 
$200 thousand home In a bonus 

round. 
McGrath took part In the bonus 

round but, after winning $10,000 
In the finals, was Just too excited 
to concentrate. 

"I smacked It over 20 yards over 
the green," he said. "I was too 
pumped." 

McGrath, a machinist at the 
General Motors Power TVain plant 
In Uvonla. said he and his wffe 
spent the day Monday tlUnklng of 
what they should do with their 
wiimlngs. 

"We'll pay a few bills off. My 
mom's 70th birthday Is coming up 
and we're all going to be going to 
Vegas — It'll help with that. Other 
tlian tliat, we'll probably Just put 
It Into our savings." 

McGrath lives In the Maples of 
Now condoml11ium complex, a lo­
cation that features its own golf 
course. He described himself as a 
long-time goffer who manages 
scores in the high 'TOs to low '80s 
when he goes out. 

He said he practiced for 3'/i 
hours Sunday before the finals, 
and Was one of the last qualifiers 
to arrive at Country Club Village. 

McGrath said the 160-yard 
hole on Which the shoot-out took 
place had a Water hazard and 
other obstrucUons. He estimated 
It would take a drive of about 140 
yards to clear the water trap. 

The female finalists Were al­
lowed to drlVe from a distance of 
150 yards. 

McGrath said lils wife was on 
liand to Video tape his triiunph, 
and. to make the occasion a true 
family affair, his brother, Scott, 
won a $500 cash prize for his best 
effort. 

McGrath's closest competitor 
and the first runner-up in the con­
test was Mike CaVlcchlo of Livo­
nia, who was able to get to wltliln 
18-feet. 7'A Inches to the hole. 

George Hunter of Detroit 
placed tlifrd. Nelson Lucas of S t 
Clair Shores finished fourth

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You'd think that with the prestige 
of the course that they could at least 
get reservations right Although re­
servations were 111ade a week In ad-
Vance, when my party showed up the 
course staff had no InformaUon ab­
out a tee time. Instead ofgoingoffthe 
front illne like we had hoped, we hit 
the back while a league took up the 
front. 

Ifyou do make a reservation, make 
sure you call and double-check the 
day before. 

One good thl11g about golfing an 
expensive course is that the regulars 
are often wealthy — too wealthy to 
bother with balls that have veered 
into a hazard. 

My first trip hlto a hazard, the 
woods totherightof the first fairway, 
was a profitable excursion.

Just using a 7-iron to drag 
balls that were in plain sight 

The last big find was a water ha­

zard and two 1nore baUs resting In 
one-inch deep water — bringing my 
grand total to 10.1 lost two, so I can1e 
out of the course with eight more 
than I started. 

That doesn't happen eveiy day. 
And it was definitely enough to 

make up for the lost reservations. 

Hole No. 12 
That's an awfully large hazard to 

plu11k down in the middle of a golf 
course. A big par-5, 477-yard hole. 
No. 12 has a dogleg right that wraps 
around a mean swamp. You can get 
your ball out of some hazards, but 
urJess you bring a 111achete. hip 
boots and Indiana Jones, 1 wouldn't 
advise going in this one alone. 

For some, the lncli11ation to cheat 
over the swamp will be Irreslstable. 
It's not a good Idea — the swamp is 
much bigger than It looks, especially 
from the tee. Stick to the fairway. 

Kola No. 16 
Again the Impulse to cheat the ha­

zard is strong. A 328-yanl par 4, this 
hole curves around a water hazard 
on the right You can follow the fafr-
way around or gamble and hit near 
the shore — followed up by a 7-lron

Why fish? 
There are any number of reasons. 

Dealing with the u11known, the sllp-
peiy thrill of the hunt hying to out-
psych a fish all hold endless fasclila-
tlon for many anglers. 

You hook it fight it as an eneniy, 
then part with It on filendly tenns 
when you release it — or part not at 
all by devouring it 

Whatever the Intellectual or cos-
mologlcal basis, the solid Cact is this: 
Studies show that fishing is the No. 1 
lelsi1re sport for fostering good rela­
tionships within fan1111es. 

For many, fishing is more than a 
recreational experience. It's a 
lifestyle. 

According to Nebraskaland 1naga-
zlne, fishers are "going to semirlars, 
Jol11i11g clubs, entering competiUons, 
lobbying legislators, helping conser­
vation causes, encouraging water de­
velopment projects and other thl1igs 
their grandfrathers would never have 
drea11ied of." 

Rshing tackle 
For stream, pond and lake flshl1ig, 

you wiU need an open-faced or 
closed-laced spinning reel equipped 
with a 6- or 8-pound test monofila­
ment fine, bait box. sinkers, hooks 
(No. 4-6). rubber boots, fishnet spin­
ning lures, a creel in which to carry 
your fish, and a small knife to clean 
yoi1r catch. 

A good bait-casting rod-and-reel is 
a medium-sized one, 5 feet that 
takes about 80 yards ofline. You will 
find it suitable for nabbing crapple, 
blueglll, trout and catfish. 

Fishing for bass requhes a strong 
rod-a1id-reel comblr1atlon, as does 
fishing for sal111on and steelhead 
trout 

Complete outfits can be pur­
chased in fishing tackle stores and In 
most large chain stores for as little as 
$40. 

Gathering bait can be as simple as 
digging worms in you back/ard or 
garden. Nightcrawlers emerge &om 
their subterranean homes on"da11ip' 
spring and summer nights. The best 
places to find them are on lawns, golf 
co11rses and grassy parks. 

Purchasi11g onshore ocean fishi11g 
tackle is trickier. The fish are stron­
ger and larger than fi-eshwater fish, 
therefore, larger rods and reels are 
mandatory. There is an array ofsink-
ers and rigs, too — everything fi-om 
"hl-lo" to "surT to "flounder." 

Stainless-steel hooks are a soUd 
Investment. Onshore hooks should 
besizeNo. 6for smaller fish orstriped 
bass. Large sinkers are ve1y Impor-

tant for shore and Jetty flswhirig. as 
weU. 

Deep-sea fishing Is another mat­
ter. Your l>esttjet when starting out is 
to charter a boat Luckily, boat char­
ters provide the no-illss, no-muss 
opUon. They supply the rcids, reels, 
llnes.andbalL: 

Fly fishing Is another specialty 
category. Ifs quite complicated. 

The art of casting 
Casting can be great sport in and 

of itself, not unfike hittirlg a sizzling 
drive in golfor a homerun in baseball. 
No better testament can be seen than 
the numerous worldwide casti1ig 
tournaments and contests. 

Practice in the backyard before ac­
tually going fishing. Place a hat or 
marker on the ground 50 feet away 
and see how close you can cast your 
line. 

Fly casting is real art in motion, 
simply tiecause the fishenrlan casts 
the line rather than the lure. The lure 
is usually a tiny i1nitatlon 111sect or fly 
and is too light to cany the fine 
through the air. 

Playing the fish 
Most fish would rather fight than tie 
caught Therein lies the sport offish-
Ing — so-called 'playing the fish." 

Fish wUl seem Smart when they 
head for a weed bed or tangle your 
line imderwater after being hooked. 
Sornetimes they leap out of the water 
and artfiilly "walk on their tafis" to 
snap your line. 

One hookirig technique, although 
notfi:x)lprt)of, it to tiy to keep your rod 
at less than a 45 degree a11gle to the 
water. It gives you better control. 

Fist) tales 

Somewhat like wive's tales, fishing 
successes are based on years of em­
pirical observations passed down 
from generation to generation. 

First no rnatter what part of the 
country in which you live, pay atten­
tion to the baroBKter. Fish lead lives 
of domestic chaos and daify confu­
sion, too. Big char1ges in barometric 
pressure can press them into fren­
zied feetllng action or tum them off. 

Second, look for rugged and inac­
cessible area. They have the greatest 
potential of holding "big ones." 

Finally, vary your approach to 
catching fish. TYy flies one day, live 
bait the next. Explore a new river or 
lake. 

Fishing etiquette 
Ariglers are free to make their own 

decisions, but there's fishing proto­
col that even manners maven Letilia 
Baldrige would applaud. 

When you come upon the bank ofa 
river or lake and see another angler in 
place, move elsewhere. 

The same courtesy applies while 
fishing from a boat. Stlllfishers 
should stay at least 5 feet away finom 
other boats. If casting, give yourself 
and the other arrgler at least 150 feet 
of breathing space. 

Casting from a barik or shore re­
quires care, as weU. Make sure no 
one is near and use an overhead cast 
from a dock or pier. 

Family (un 
What cWld doesn't have warm me­
mories offishirrg with Dad, Mom and 
Iwthers arid sisters? Some helpful 
hlntfi to get kids hooked on fishlrlg 
include: 
• Purchasi1ig each chUd their own 
setup. They're not expensive. Sport 
shops retail begirmer rod-and-reel 
con^lrlatioils for $14.95. 
• Having yourigsters practice cast­
ing and the Uke t>efore fishing with a 
complete set up. Use sinkers or rub­
ber casting plugs for practice. 
• Keep the tackle simple. Use a 
closed-faced spir1111ng reel with 4- to 
6-poimd monofilament line. 
• Tty not to over-Instruct Young­
sters inevitably firmble with equip-
rnent Let them make mistakes. 

Another good suggestion is to 
avoid flshlrrg yourselffor a while — 
you'll be busy tmtarigling their lines 
and baiting their hooks. 
• Choose waters stocked with smaU 
fish Uke crapple or bluegfll. It wfil give 
kids a seilse of corlfiderrce to catdl a 
ton of fish. 

Above aU, when you take the fish 
home, be sirre to fillet them, no mat­
ter how smaU, and cook them for 
dinner.

After digging up enoilgh cash to 
h a n d l e the down p a y m e n t and 
numerous closing costs, the least 
favorite thing for a home-buying 
family to face is unexpected repair 
costs for a zapped Water heater or 
bui l t - in appliances. 

That 's one of the key motivators 
for buying a home protection (War­
ranty) p lan for previously owned 
homes being offered for sale. The 
coverage benefits the home seller, 

\ buyer and broker. Thus the sale of 
these protection plans continues to 
grow throughout the country. 

"At least 80 percent of our listed 
resale homes are noW covered by a 
Warranty plan," sald Bob Harrison, 
manager of an office of ColdWell 
B a n k e r Res idenUa l Real Estate 
Services. "It's really a great type of 
protection and most home buyers 
and sel lers are noW aware of its 
Importance." 

In some cases Where the seller 
o r buye r does not purchase the 
war ranty coverage, Harr ison wi l l 
buy a one-year plan and give it to 
the buyer as a housewarmlng gift, 
he said. 

T y p i c a l l y , a home pro tec t ion 
p l an covers the mechanica l sys­
tems in a home for a one-year perl-

I od after a sale. Items coVered typi­
cal ly inc lude the central heating, 
a i r conditioning, plumbing, electri­
ca l . Water heater and Ventilation 
duc ts and major appl iances l ike 

the buil t- in stoVe, mlcrovraVe oVen, 
d i s h w a s h e r , garbage d i s p o s a l , 
t r a s h c o m p a c t o r a n d e l ec t r i c 
garage door opener. 

When these items need repair or 
replacement, due to normal Wear 
and tear, the neW owner calls the 
home war ran ty company . They 
dispatch an appropriate tech11iclan 
to correct the problem. A minimal 
sendee fee is charged per serVlce 
call—usually from $25 to $50. 

T h e Warranty p l a n is no t a n 
insurance policy. It doesn't coVer 
knoWn pre-existing condit ions or 
damage caused by fire, theft or 
Vandalism. It's designed to repafr 
o r r ep lace i tems tha t become 
defectlVe alter the sale of a home. 
T h e one- t ime fee for a b a s i c 
oneyear Warranty plan Varies from 
region to region and company to 
company, but generally it ranges 
from about $200 to $350. payable 
When the home is sold. 

Home buyers l ike the coVerage 
because it mI11tmlzes thefr risk of 
encountering large and unexpected 
e x p e n s e s a f te r moVlng Into a 
home. Sellers like it because it pro­
tects them from after-sale hassles 
and possible lawsuits i11stlgated by 
an u11happy buyer. Brokers like It 
for the same reasons. 

"In past years, home protection 
p lan firms tended to be pretty flim­
sy operat ions," Realtor Har r ison 
said. "But today these firms haVe a 
m u c h better and stronger st ruc-
tiBre, and brokers as well as con-

Of course, you'U have to have 
an architect or buflder draw up 
the blueprints, so you invite 
thein QVerito talk about your 
ideas. 

A n d that's When you discover 
your vocabulary Just isn't 
descriptive enough to explain 
What you have in mind. You find 
you just don't possess a large 
enough repertofre of hand sig­
nals to make the architect 
imderstand, and the buflder 
can't quite get a grasp on your 
concept by lookllnig at aU those 
napkins you'Ve scribbled on. 

HoW then to explain your 
(fream home Vision to tiiose Who 
Wfll actuaUy try to bufld it? 

Computer software designers 
are co1iiing to the rescue of 
Would-be dream home owners. 
A Variety of new software pack­
ages are on the market, 
designed to run on home com­
puters and written to be easy to 
learn. Further, they are priced 
to be within the reach of ama­
teur home designers. 

Paul HaVeck Store Manager 
for Egghead Software In the Novl 

Town Center, explained that for 
$30 to $90, home design pro­
grams are aVaflable that can 
produce professional-looking 
blueprints on eVeiytliing from 
dot-matrix to laser printers. 

Some programs are aVaflable 
for even less, as Utde as $12. 
But as Haveck said, "you get 
what you pay for." He explained 
that the inexpensive home 
design software packages often 
have Umlted capabflities, are not 
as flexible as the more extensive 
programs, and have smaU "sym­
bol Ubraries." 

Of course, even the better 
amateur home design programs 
Wo11't give you finished 
blueprints, from Wliich a car­
penter could start bufldi1ig or 
Which a city Inspector Would 
giVe approVal on the home's 
stn1ctura1 Integrity. To get 
somethi11g that fancy, you'd 
haVe to moVe to a "computer-
aided draW11ig" or CAD program 
that could run $300 or more. 
These are also much more diffi­
cult to learn to use, HaVeck 
said. 

The amateur home design 
programs aVaflable WUl hoWeVer 
glVe an arcliltect an Very good 
idea of What the homeowner is 
looking for. T h e / d give the 
arcliltect a good start on the 
final home blueprints. 

Better yet, many of the pro­
grams have "3-D" options. 
Which Wfll automatlcaUy conVert 
the blueprints to renditions of 
w*at the design Would look Uke 
from an eye-leVel View, both on

. A n d some, Haveck said, use the pro­
gram simply to rearrange the furniture. 

"It beats moving the couch five time."

One ofthe most extensive programs out 
now Is a new program called "Yoiir Deck," 
from Books That Work, Sunset piibllshers. 

Demonstrating tile program, Haveck 
had an extensive deck design worked up 
in atwut 15 minutes.

Such extensive design programs are not 
yet available for complete homes, but 
Haveck said "Home Vislo" is one of the 
most popular programs capable of design­
ing a complete home. The reason Is that it 

is easy to use and has a large symbol 
library. HaVeck said. 

The program begins With a scale grid on 
Which the blueprint is to be drawn. Jus t 
"drag and drop" the walls into place. Then 
just "drag and drop' the furniture into 
place. In a short time. With little Instruc­
tion, one can Wlilp up full, professiof1al-
Iookl11g blueprints. 

"The Home Series" Is also popular, in 
part because it has extensive syinbol 
libraries and is relatively inexpensive, but 
also because it provides eye-level rendi­
tions and 3-D Views When the designer is 
finished With the blue print. p-Qur Versions 
of the program are available Home, Land­
scape, ratchen/Batli and Deck.

Service industries are growing in 
Oakland Coiinty, and the Novl Mini 
Maid cleanJilg service of Dave and 
Gilma Truesdell Is no exception. The 
biggest problem they have Is hiring 
enough people to nil their growing 
Workload. 

"1 guess the recession's over." Dave 
said. "Our volume's tieen Incredible. 
Ju ly is usually our slowest 1nontht)e-
cause of vacations, and we Were 
scrambling to get done," 

Min i Maid is a national franchise 
organization tiased out of Marietta. 
Ga. The company has been around 
for 20 years. The TVuesdells, a hus­
band and Wife team, came on board 
in 1984. 

"I Was in the fast food Industry for 
20 years at the corporate level," said 
Dave. "Gi lma got this started. Then 
When We coi11d afford to replace my 
income. I quit and Joined her. I al­
ways say I traded In iny briefcase for a 
toilet b rush. 

"At that time, there Weren't that 
many services like this," said Dave. 

"When We started. Molly Maid (a com­
pet ing na t iona l house-c lean ing 
franchise) had Just co1ne in . Now. 
there are Just so many dual-income 
families. The growth is incredible ff 
you can keep your people and keep 
your quality up." 

The Truesdells must be doing 
something right because, Dave 
added, "WeVe got the best client re­
tention of aU the franchises." Dave 
was also named to Mini Maid's first 
national advlsoiy council. 

Keeping employees has been a big 
plus for the TVuesdells. Some of their 
team leaders haVe been with them for 
six years or more. 

"We're strictly a residential clean­
ing service, with four-person clean-
li1g tea1ns." said Gilma. 

Where some companies wi l l send 
one or two people to clean a home, 
and takefourhours. Mini Maid sends 
a crew of four to do the job in one 
hour. It's less intrusion for the home­
owner, Gi lma said, and allows Min i 
Maid to fit more Jobs Into a day. 

Mini Maid's specialty is its water­
l ess c l e a n i n g method . S o u n d 
Impossible?

"It's really so simple," said DaVe. 
"Al l We need is a glass cleaner, our 
own disinfectant/degreaser, and an 
abrasive that's k ind of like a home­
made Soflscrub. .All water does for 
you is dilute the chemicals." 

Some old habits die hard, though. 
Sometimes employees wi l l come 
along Who have experience in house-
cleaning, and they're difllcult to con­
vince on the waterless method. 

The Mini Maid training process 
also includes increasing a maid's 
efllclency. 

"We go left to right and top to hot-
tom around a room." said Gilma. 
"That Way you miss fewer things ar­
ound the room. One person does the 
bathroom, one does the kitchen, one 
dusts and one vacuums. Then the 
supervisor checks eveiyone's work." 

Mi11i Maid doesn't do any deep 
cleaning, for the simple reason that 
tasks like cleaning garages and base­
ments, or ovens and refrigerators are 
too labor Intensive. The cost, DaVe 
said. Would scare customers away. 

'Our theo1y is that We do specific 
chores, a specific Way, for a specific 
price," he said. ' O u r s is really a main­
tenance system, and we vaiy from 
the system very little." 

And, said GUma. "The more you 
get away from a routine, the more 
quality suffers." 

The Truesde l l ' s four house-
cleailing tea1i1s can do fiVe to eight 
houses a day.

surprises. 
"When you get into people's 

houses, anything can happen." DaVe 
said. "One of our clients Was moVing 
from his old house to his new one. We 
Were cleaning the old house W11ile the 
moVers Were packing. When our 
team Was done, they couldn't find 
their Vacuum. The moVers had 
packed our vacuum Into the moving 
Van. They Weren't moving far, so the 
team Went over to the new place, but 
for some reason the moVers didn't 
shoW up for two hours." 

The maids meet a lot ofpollce offic­
ers, too. When clients forget to t u m off 
burglar alarm systems. There have 

also been instances where a client's 
dog has Jumped in the open tailgate 
of the Min i Maid car and eaten a 
maid's lunch. 

"We really stress to our employees, 
though, that What they see In the 
home stays in the home," said Dave. 

Confidentiality is Important since 
the Novl service's coverage area ex­
tends to Birmingham, Bloomfield 
Hills and West Bloomfield, and the 
ho111es of some Detroit area movers 
and shakers. 

'We do some really huge houses," 
said Gi lma. "It used to be that a big 
house was three bedrooms and one-
and-a-half baths. Now We do houses 

with pools arid saunas and live-in 
help to do the laundry." 

But the bulk of the Min i Maid 
clients have simple cottages and 
condos. 

"I'd say they're mostly the yuppie 
type, where both people Work, and 
both have a good Income," said Dave. 
"We find apartment dwellers are Veiy 
poor customers. We do mostly con­
dos, but few apartments." 

The company has older custoirKrs 
as well. Whfie Mini Maids can't meet 
aU the needs of older people. lUce
