'It's part of my heritage," says 
Schmid t « ^ o grew u p on a f a m l ^ 
fkntn without pluniblng In New B a l ­
timore and now runs her own smal l 
form In Novi, complete wi th pot-
l>ellled pig and donkey. 

Sponsored by the Michigan State 
University Museum's History Divi­
sion, tlie two-year-old program 
alms to emphasize the tradltionEd 
focus of a state fair on things agri­
cultural t}y staging scenes from 
fJElml life In 1880-1920. 

According to statistics released 
by M S U , in 1820, 70 percent <rf 
Americarls lived on fai ins: today 
less than 3 penxnt do.

The benefit to the consitmer is a 
chance to buy such products for as 
little as 10 cents on the dollar of 
their retail Value. Case ln point: the 
most expensive item sol(l in Sun­
day's ai4cUon Was a l9lh-centu1y 
soUd silver statuette Valued at 
$185,000. A buyer picked it up for 
$21,000 — 11.4 percent of tha t

Todd Anger, who Is tlie Nofvl po l k * depart­
ment's new crime jMieventkm and D A R E (Drug 
Abuse Resistance Educatton) instructor, said be 
has received several tips fixxn Novl residents ab­
out people calling to soUdt for the D A R E 
program. 

"When people say the^re not interested i n 
contrtbuUng, the callers got abusive, saying 
things like "We know where you live,' and Y o u 
must liave mtwiey.'" 

Anger stressed that the D A R E piogram is not 
cwiductlngariytypeofsolkdtatton program, and 

tlie calls are fraudulent 
•We are always wdccroe for donattons for 

DARE, but we're not soUdting, ' he said. 
'Oocasionally the poUce officer's imton wi l l 

bold a tdephone soUdtation program, but peo­
ple are always encouraged (diiring that program) 
to call us If they have ai iy questkms." The poUce 
officer's unkm a l w i ^ pubUdzes tliat fundraiser 
i n advance. 

Anger sak l the department Is trying to ImnesU-
gate tibese cal ls, but cuirent ly has v o y little to 
wotk with. 

*We don t know viho these peq)le are," he 
said. "Nobody w i n l ias reported tlw calls had a n 
axkireas as to where to send this charitable 
dooatkm. 

•We'reasklng people, if th^dogetoneof these 
calls, to ask the caller where thqr should send 

the donation." I hen , i11stead of sending the do­
nation. callAnger at 347-0534with the informa­
tion. "Let us knew so we can go after them." he 
sakL 

This type of telephaie scam, indud ing the 
abuslveness by tl ie caller, has been operated hy 
falsely representing a number of dlfiTerent charit­
able o rgan l zaU(»1s as well as D A R E . Anger is 
concerned because it tarnishes the reputation of 
tlie organizations being falsely represented. 

*Jt upsets me because I reaUy believe in this 
prograrn.' he saki of DARE. 'I hope swnebody 
can get an address and let us know where we 
might be able to find tliese peopk.'

lng control of his bladder and bowels 
and struggled to swallow l i ls saliva. 
The video showed muscle treiilors in 
this chest and tongue and Hyde indi­
cated tliat he had pain f iom intense 
cramps ln various jjarts of l i is biody. 

Speaking Was dearly arduous for 
Hyde, and most ofhls words were not 
intelligible. Fernandez translated 
many of his comments. 

"I feel like the main character in 
the book Johnny Cot His Gun. Must 
read." Hyde, once an outdoo1TB en­
thusiast, scrawled ln a note. 

The noVel. Written by Dal ton 
TYumbo and published ln 1959. told 
the story of a World War I soldier Who 
lost in combat his legs. arms. Vision, 
hearing and ability to speak. 

Hyde, Whose l iands Were clubbed 
due to the deterioration of l i is mus­
cles, signed a fulease With IfcVor-
klan's pen stating tliat of his "own 
free wil l and Without reservation" he 
wanted his life ended "humanely" by 
carbon monoxide wl l l i the help of a 
medical professiorial. 

Kevork ian asked Hyde i f he 
wanted religious counseling. Hyde 
told h im did not and tliat he was an 
agnostic. 

Hyde was assured by Nlcol tliat he 
could change l i ls mind at any time 
"without hurting" anyone's feelings 
and tliat he was In control of the pro-
cess. Kevorkian would diarge no fee 
for his service, Nlcol also said, a l ­
though the doctor now faces a maxi­
m u m penalty of four years i n prison 
and a $2,000 fine. 

"He (Hyde) lias absolute control. 
Notiody is going to contradict any­
body, not even the so-called law. Re­
lax, enjoy yourself. You are going to 
get What you Want" Kevorkian told 
the Novi man. 

Hyde dropped his head on Fernan­
dez's shoulder and the couple 
Weeped. 

"Tom is suffering so. He wants to 
be ft^e of his bioily. His soul Will be 
free." Fernandez said. 

Wayne County Chief Medical Exa ­
miner Bader Casslm conflrmed in 
court that Hyde died of an 88 percent 
concentration of cartwn monoxide in 
l11s red blood cells — 30 percent ki l ls 
— and tliat his central nervous sys­
tem Was severely degenerated. 'The 
gas prevents the blood fiiom releasing 
oxygen to the body. 

O n Fieger's quesUonl11g. Casslm 
sald lt Was difllcult to say for how 
marry years Hyde's life could have 
{one on had lie not contacted IfcVor-
dan. but tliat at some time he woukl 

liave inevitably died i rom suffocation 
or choking as he lost control of l i ls 
muscles. 

The prosecution also presented a 
Videotape of the August 5 press con­
ference in Wlilch Kwor ldan detailed 
how he drove Hyde to Belle Isle and 
how Hyde used moVed liLs left Index 
finger, which Was attached to a 
string, to disengage a clip on a hose 
lead ing to the tank of carbon 
monoxide. 

Because Hyde released the clip, 
Fleger contends that "there is no 
crime to have committed." 

In l i is motion to dismiss the case, 
he argues that unequal treatment is 
given the comatose dying. Who may

The Hemlock Society, an orgai1iza-
tlon wl i lch favors it.

36th District Court Magistrate R i ­
chard HaUoran left l i ls courtroom to 
shalre Kevorkian's l iand prior to tlie 
hearing. 

Halloran said he Went tlirough a 
"similar situation" in l 98 l , When his 
mother, suffering bom e1nphysenia, 
instructed her doctor to turn off her 
respirator and alloW her to die. 

Fleger and Kenny brought dlffe-
1-ent Versions of the assisted suicide 
hian to court. The original draft, i n ­
tended lo go into effect on March 31 , 

exempted a medical professional 
from cliarges of assisted suicide ff he 
or she Issued a medicine or proce­
dure to relieve pain but Wlilch then 
resulted in deatlL 

But Fleger pointed out tliat that 
version of the ban never became law.

When the Northvllle schools Board 
of Education purchased 129 acres of 
land i n the early 1970s, menibers 
thought the wooded area toward the 
back of the Six Mile property Would 
11iake a perfect nature site for 
students. 

Environmental studies coi1ld \x 
conducted on the wetland area not 
suitable for the construction of a 
school building, board mcml)er8 
thought. 

T i m e s were different then," David 
C. Bolltho. assistant superintendent 
for ad11il11lstratlve services, XtAd cur­
rent tioard menibers at a special 
meetlngThursday night "Monty was 
not as tight as It is now." 

The unusable property ls nofw out 
of the district's l iands after board 
members approved the acqtilsitlon 
and trade of property with local deve­
loper Mark Guldobono. In tlie agree­
ment the district will keep 52 acres 
on the Six Mile site, selling GLildo-
b o n o t h e s u r p l u s l a n d f o r 
$1,575,000. Tlie S ix Mile property is 
located on the north side of tlie road, 
between Beck and ShcWon roads. 

In addition, the district wi l l purch­
ase 40 acres of land on Eight Mile 
Road near Garfield, located i n Novl, 
for $500,000 from Guldobono. 

Ted Mart in, the district's real es­
tate consul tant told board members 
there were four benefits to Inking tlie 
land deal. 

"fThe back of tlie Six Mi le slte) Is 
not good for a school bulk i lng site," 
he said. "To keep it for a school site 
Would not make good sense. It does, 
however, make for good luxu iy home 
sites." 

Phoui one-quarter of the property 
is wetlands, too. wli lch also made tlie 

property undesirable to the school 
district 

The property, situated In North-
Ville Township, Would also tic put on 
the tax rolls once the purcliase Was 
completed. It Is now exempt biecause 
of the school district's ownership of 
the land. 

Another benefit of the deal is that 
the 52 acres on the Six Mile site kept 
by the school ls level, dear and lo­
cated at the fr-ont of the property. 

"It is clearly the best slte for bufid-
lng a school," Martin said. 

The Eaght Mi le propertyr is located 
about a mile south and liaff-mlle 
West of Thornton Creek Elementary, 
the district's newest scliool bufidl1ig 
constructed t l i ls year. 

"The growtli is dearly in that dlrec-
Uon." Mart in said. "It started about 
four years ago wit l i wliat once looked 
like comfleWs are now sulxllvlslons." 

Martin sald tliere is one small wet­
land on the property, but it is not reg­
ulated by the Department of Natural 
Resoiirces or Novl because it's under 
two acres. The wetland could be filled 
or developed into a retention pond. 
Mart in said. 

Once the properties are traded and 
Guldobiono credits the Scliool district 
tlie $500,000 for the Novl property, 
the developer wi l l owe a blalance of 
$1,075,000 o n a five-year land 
contract 

The terms of the purcliase agree­
ment allofw the parties 180 days to 
dose on the deal. In the event the 
dosfrig Is not completed before £>ec. 
31, Guklobono zffeeB to assume the 
tax liabilities on the entire Nov! par­
ed , of which l ie wil l own 117 acres 
surrounding the school district's 
newly acquiired -40 acres. 

The devek^jcr has also agreed to 
provide two 5-foot-wlde access walk-
Ways from l i is Nortlwllle property to 

the adjacent school property for 
children walldrig to school. 

Trustee J o a n Wadsworth showed 
her concern oVer the project With the 
many questions she fired to the deVe-
looer and real estate agent She cast 
the lone dissenting Vote on the 
Ixiard's deds ion to approve the 
purchase agreement. Secretary 
Glenna Davis and Trustee Patricia 
Cus te r Were absent f r om the 
meeting. 

"We are a part of the community," 
WadsWorth said. "We Want to be re­
sponsible to the community. We need 
to maintain some measure of control 
to the amount o fk ids (devdopments) 
bring into the tow113hip. The quality 
of education We offer to the Idds is af­
fected by the ni1mber of kids." 

WadsWorth asked hoW the land ar-
oimd tl ic school's Northvllle Town­
ship property Would be dcvdoped. 
Guldobono said the configiBnUon of 
the property would result In some 
odd-sliapcd lots, but kit sizes would 
probably average between l20 - to 
125-feet frxintage to 180- to 200-feet 
deep. 

"It depends on the planning pro­
cess and the approvals We have to get 
from NortliVllle Township." Guldo­
bono said. 

The developer esttaiated 50 to 85 
houses Would be built on the 63 
buiklable acres of what he hopes will 
be the nxiet desirable subdivision In 
the toWnslilp. 

It Would probably take about se-
Ven to dght years to complete the 
building project 

"A lot of ft depends on the eco-
nonly, too," Guldobono said. "The 
last two years liave been very slow In 
this market " 

Wadsworth asked ff the Edendeny 
neigbhorhood, located north of the 
proposed devdopment would be af­

fected by the construcUon. 
"They've enjoyed tliat wooden area 

there," she said. "Would you keep 
that as a buffer?" 

Guldobono said it would depend 
on whether the township required 
h im to pu t a road on the property line. 

"We don't want to. but it may be 
part of their master plan." he said. 
"We're hoping With the proxiniity to 
the Wetlands, they Won't make us do 
i t " 

Martin said he talked to township 
officials and Indicated they weren't 
interested i n extending Cu r t i s 
Avenue. 

The purchase agreement was exa­
mined by attorney Cliatt Hedcemeyer 
of K e l l e r , T h o m a . S c h w a r z e , 
Schwarze, DuBay and Katz, P.C. The 
attcMTicy pointed out tlie agreement's 
rdease provision, Which allows G u l ­
dobono to devdop tlie property as 
IcKig as he makes p^roents. 

Gu ldobono l ias also made a 
$50,000 deposi t ff he defaults on tlie 
agreement tlie district lias tlic op­
tion of suing Guklobono or keeping 
tlie deposit for Uquidated damages 
tlicreby ten1il11atl1ig tlie agreement 

ff the school district defaults, G u l ­
dobono has the option of seeking 
legal action. 

"HoW can We default?" I^cliard 
Brovm, treasurer of the board, asked. 

Hedcemeyer said only ff the dis­
trict couldn't dellVer a dear t i t k to the 
land or ff it simply deddcd it WouWn't 
conform to the purcl iase agreement 

The attorney called tl ie agreement 
a redprocal one. 

"It's mutua l protection to the 
school district and Mr. Guklobono," 
he said.

Meanwhile, the Michigan Federa­
tion ofTeachers, representing Detroit 
and a few suburbs, filed suit l n 
Wayne Clrcutt Court to halt tlie prop­
erty tax cut because the state l ias 
found no replacement revenue. 

State treasurer Doug Roberts, a n 
Engler appointee, sald the governor 
m l ^ t seek again to have voters raise 
the 4 percent sales-use taxas a major 
replacement source. 

Polls liave shown the sales-use tax 
is the least unpopular ofal l taxes l n 
Mtehlgan. 

Engler went to Greenfield Vil lage 
in Dearborn A u g 19, to the 1861 
Scotch Settlement School tliat H c m y 
Ford attended, where he signed S e ­
nate Bi l l 1 to cheers frtm a mainly 
R e p u b l k ^ audience. 

It repeals $6 bil l ion in operating 
property taxes for pubUc schools and 
intermediate (cotmty) districts.

Brush up on school driving safety as year begins 
With schools doors opening across 

the stale. It's time for cliUdren and 
motorists alike to brush up on the 
ABCs of school safety. 

There's no tietter place for a re­
fresher course than lo look at scliooJ 
bus and pedestrian safety jsactkxa. 
according to AAA of Michigan. And 
also to warn parents tliat t l i ^ too can 
be liazardous to thdr cliildren's 
health -— when they drive them to 
and from schcxil 

During the 1991 calendar year — 
the last year for which M l c l i l ^ sta­

tistics are avaflable — four perscms 
were killed and 437 of the 1,953 
sdiod bus crashes resulted In inju­
ries. Three those four fatalities 
were drivers and the fourth was a 
pedestrian. 

AAA of Mlclligan's Community 
Safety Services Manager Jeny Basch 
said tliat all scliool buses liave dtlier 
overliead red lights orred andyeUow 
lights, and if any of tliose lights are 
flashing and the bus is mowing, tlie 
driver should t>e prepared to stop. 

Also: 

• If oveihead red l i^ls are flashing 
and tlie bus is stepped, the driver 
shouW stop no doser tlian 20 feet 
• Someschodtxlses liave stop signs 
on tlie left front side. If tlie sign Is de­
ployed, students will he boarding or 
leaving the bus and motorists should 
slop no doser tlian 20 feet. 
• All school buses liave ydbw lia-
zard lights. If they are flaslilng, mo­
torists sliould proceed with caution. 

Precautions also should be ob­
served by and for llie young pedest­
rian, Basch said, noting that 26 

pedestrians imder 15 years of age 
were killed and 1,354 were injured In 
1991. 

He empliaslzes tlut crossing at In­
tersections Is generally much safer 
tlian In mld-bd«:k, especlalty at those 
crossings monitored by Mlclligan's 
40,000-plu8 safety patrollers. 

Basch also said parents can create 
traffic liazards as Ih^ are driving 
kids to or fitim school. Blocking 
crosswallis, double paridng or load­
ing or unloading children at unsafe 
locations all create dangerous obsta-

des for young pedestrians. Follow 
tlie trafilc safety guidelines estab­
lished by tlie school for safe pedest­
rian and velilcle flow. 

Basch also noted tliat "walking Is 
beneficial for difldren qnd can In-
crease thefr self-reUance and sense of 
responsibility.* He advises that 
yoiuig pedestrians use knapsadcs to 
cany Uiefr scliool supplies so t l i ^ 
don't run into tlie street In pursuit of 
Uarni away schod papers. 

He also recommends that parents 
acconqiany beginning students to 

school or the bus stop for the first few 
days of tlie school year, using the 
wsdlcs to point out possible traffic lia­
zards, establish safe walldng liablts 
and to designate the safest walking 
route. 

The Auto Club Is again conductl1ig 
Its annual 'School Open — Drive 
Carefully" campaign. Safety Patrol 
training sessions will be hdd In more 
tlian 350 elementary schools statew­
ide. Sdiool bus driver training Work-
sliops and school bus rider assemb­

Thomas Jefferson held that the 
goVemInent wliich governs least governs 
best. We would add, however, that a gov­
ernment which includes the most citizen 
parUclpatlon also governs best. 

This Thursday evening will present 
Nov! citizens a chance to get Involved in 
what happens to their money and their 
kids. State Rep. Bill BuUard and State 
Sen. David Honlgman will talk school fl-
rianclng with Novi's board of education 
on Sept. 2 at 7 p .m. in the Instructional 
Technology Center on Taft Road. Bul-
lard's district Includes NoVl; Honlgman's 
will next year, taldngoVer&om Sen. Jack 
Faxon. 

How Michigan will pay for public 
schooling is the Issue. Following the $6.5 
billion property tax cut passed in June, 
school districts across the state are in 
limbo. The tax wlpeout eliminates their 
primaiy source of operating money, be-
glIuilng aflerthls school year. Howmuch 
of that wel l replace—and the method by 
wh ich wel l raise the tax money to do i t - -
are lllcely the biggest political issues M i ­
chigan will see before next year's guber­
natorial electlon. 

A n d the debate's already heating up. 
Some folks want to see schools cut their 
spending before aity tallc of new taxes to 
fund Ulem. Others want to replace all of 
the lost neVenue: if not with the reinstate­
ment of the property tax, then with in­
creases i n others. 

Whetherit's the former plan orthelat-
t e r — o r a hybrid—legislators are likely 
to agree o n it soon. The fiscal and politi­
cal clocks are ticking. 

By law, school districts have to pass 
their budgets for the coming year on or 
beforeJuneSO, 1994. They need to know 
where theirmoney is going to come from. 
A second fact that malaes quick action 
likely: after Dec. 3 l .a i ty school financing

plan by law will require a two-thirds ma­
jority in both houses to pass. 

T h e people who want to keep the 
shaken-up status quo shaken won't 
have much of a shot after the new year. 
Those who want big spending cuts or 
laige tax increases may have the votes to 
get a majority, but It's unlikely they 
could pick up two-thirds support. If they 
can't, many observers say that the state 
will "wimp out" and Just reinstltute the 
old property tax-funded system. The 
push for real changes, therefore, will be 
hot and hectic tn the next four months. 

T h e point is that whatever your politi­
cal stripe, the question of public school 
financing affects you, and the answer is 
coming soon. A n y plan the state passes 
will haVe a big Impact on our wallets and 
our kids. Folks who haVe something in 
common tend to come together. 

Let's come together now — to the 
Thursday meeting. Talte a n hour or two. 
come hear what Messrs. Bullard and 
Honlgman haVe to say and then tell them 
what you think. You can malce a differ-
ence, but getting Involved is a prerequis-
ite. ff you don't, events will control you 
Instead of the reverse. 

Cltizen Invohrement is the comer-
stone of self-government. It Is both the 
privilege and peril of our political process 
that power rests ultimately with the peo­
ple. We have the power tO create change 
or to let that chance to change sUp away. 

Staying course was 
wise move by city 

Earlier this month the NoVl City 
Counci l rejected a request from the 
McDonald's Corp. to rezone a small par­
cel of land on the comer of Ten Mile and 
Novl roads. The rezonlng was the first 
step i n McDonald's plan to bring one of 
its r e s t a u r a n t s there. T h e denial 
quashes the plan, which we think is the 
right decision. Simply put, the negatives 
in the deal o u t w e i ^ the positives for 
Novl. 

McDonald's has a proven track record 
of excellence In its facilities, and of com­
munity Invoh^ement as well. There's 
some evidence that residents and busi­
ness owners in the Ten and Novl area 
would like a Mickey D's down the street. 
McDonald's plan for the site, which in­
cluded razing the existing Total gas sta­
tion and building a new one, would give a 
better look to a n eyesore comer. 

Despite all that, however, there are 
more important issues to be considered: 
the additional traffic the restaurant 
would add to an aheady-burdened in­
tersection and the need to stick by the 
city's master plan for land use. 

McDonald's officials cited three rea­
sons why the city should agree to their 
plan: the McDonald's /Total complex 
would revitalize a "deteriorating" comer; 
it would not add traffic to the area; and 
nearby residents want It there. 

T h e office building and Total station 
now at the T e n / N o v l intersection, they 
said, aic deteriorating. The office build­
ing Is underused because Ofa soft office-
space market that's not likely to change. 
The ancient Total station Is both an eye­
sore and traffic hazard, they added, its 

would coincide with the lowest traffic 
volumes on Novi and T e n Mile. 

A third point McDonald's offered was 
a survey they conducted of homeowners 
in the area, wlllch suggested a sizable 
block of support for the plan. 

We agree that the comer could use 
some spiffing up, particularly the gas 
station there, and that McDonald's plan 
would do that. We disagree, however, 
that It wouldn't bring additional traffic to 
the area. Studies can tell you anything 
you'd care to hear, but common sense 
tells us that a McDonald's would gen­
erate more vehicles coming and going 
than an office building. Novi and Ten 
Mile Roads are crowded enough now; 
they'd be even worse with a Mickey D's 
there. 

There is also the crucial Issue of fol­
lowing the master plan, which does not 
call for that type of high-intensity busi­
ness use on that comer. City officials in 
cooperation with the public developed 
the p lan as a blueprint of what we all 
want Novi to look like In the Ideal. While 
It's important to change direction when 
circumstances warrant, it's equally im­
portant to stay the course when they 
dont . Both as a planning and practical 
matter, the McDonald's rezonlng would 
have opened up a can of worms. 

It wouldn't be too long before other 
high-use businesses would try to gain a 
foothold in areas the city doesnt intend 
them to be. Novl would face the possibil­
ity of going the way of other poorly-
des lgnai communities, whose zonlrlg 
maps resemble a checJcerboard. A n d if

tersectlon. The McDonald s plan would -
solve both problems, officials claimed. 

Nor would it create new ones, they 
continued. A traffic consultant the cor­
poration hired concluded that the plan 
would not add any more traffic to the Ten 
and Novi area than the comer's existing 
uses do now. b i a nutshell, the specialist 
said that most of the restaurant's cus­
tomers would be people who are using 
the roads now anyway. He added that 
the restaurant's peak operation hours 

such "spot rezonlngs?" Hello lawsuits, 
goodbye tax dollars. 

Perhaps In coming years, when roads 
in the T e n and Novi area widen and the 
need for a change In zoning there be­
comes clear. It would be appropriate to 
see if McDonald's or some other firm 
would still be interested in the site. UntQ 
then, however, we think the city council 
did the right thing in standing firm. Novi 
will be a better community for It. 

Are papers doing their job? 
Test-time, folks. In terms of 

teacher contracts, how many of 
you lolow what an increment ls? 

Hopefillly, a lot of you raised 
yoiir hands. Hopcfhlly. a lot of 
you know tliat teachers receh ê 
an Incremental raise for "experi­
ence" eveiy year tllrough their 
first l 0-11 years of employment. 
After lO- l 1 years (it varies from 
school district to school district, 
but 11 years is fairly typical), 
they are at the top of the scale. 

Understand that the incre­
mental raise Is quite different finom the negotiated raise. 

Let's say. for example, tliat teachers agree to a new con­
tract wlllch calls foraSpercentlncrease. Wliat thatmeans 
is tliat eveiyone at the top of the scale gets a 5 percent pay 
hike. 

However, teachers who are not at the top of the scale re­
ceive the 5 percent negotiated increase on top of their in­
cremental increase. 

For example, Novl teachers received a negotiated In­
crease of 3.75 percent at the start of the 1993-94academic 
year. But teachers with up to l 1 years experience actually 
receh'ed total pay hikes in the neighborhood of l 0 percent 
v/hen the increments were added to the negotiated 
increase. 

I>retty hefly hikes when the private sector Is granting 
2-4 percent Increases. In toy estimation, tlils is the root of 
the school financing problem. 

But tills column is not aliout teacher salaries or the fi­
nancial probkms of public education. It's alx)ut newspap­

ers, and whether those of us in the Joiunallsm profession 
liave done a Job of giving our readers all the Information 
they need to make informed decisions. 

It's ray contention that we llave not. And tliat conten­
tion was reinforced when I had lunch recently with a for­
mer teacher and principal now retired, bom the Farming-
ton school district. 

He said he sliared my concern about the quality of 
newspaper reporting on a variety of topics, including 
teacher contracts. 

"When I was a teacher, the paper used to report tllat 
teachers got a 10 percent increase l)ecause that's what the 
contract called for," he said. "But they totally missed the 
fact that we were receiving increments on top of the con­
tractual agreement 

"So, when the paper said we teachers were getUng 10 
percent raises, I was getting raises as lilgh as 20 and even 
25 percent." 

Hopefillly, you Imew all about Increments before I 
asked the quesUon at the top of this column. We have been 
tiylng to do a better Job of covering these Issues during the 
past few years. 

But if you didn't it means we're going to liave to do even 
l>etter in the future. . .to make certain jrou have complete 
and detailed Information on which to llase decisions. 

Over the years, I Hire to believe that we have done a 
preety good Job. In fact, I tliink we have done fer t)etter 
than virtually any other newspaper in the state. 

That does not mean, however, tliat we can't get better. 
And that's exactly wliat we're going to do.

FILL UP, CUT CALORIES 
Tofu makes the impossible possible

Mention toft1 to anyone but the initiated, and the re­
sponse is usually, "Ughr 

But in Asia, tofu Is a staple of the diet and a major 
source of protein. UnUl recently, tofu-eaters in the West 
fell Into two camps: health-food fanatics and Asian 
immigrants. 

But the biean curd's Image is lnq)rovlng. It's widely 
available, and cooks are learning to use it In a variety of 
ways. Tofu 11iay look like an unappetizing sponge float-
111g in water, but its malleable texture and ability to ab­
sorb flavors of whatever it's cooked In make it one ofthe 
most versatile foods around. 

The 2,500-year-old food now is common in many 
supermarkets. And almost all health-food stores and 
Asian markets carry it in some form 

Basicalty, tofu comes in two textures: soft and firm. 
Soft tofu can be used in place of sour cream or mayon­
naise In soups, sauces, dips, puddings and creanly sa­
lad dressings. It's also good in place of yogurt in a 
smoothie. 

Firm tofu lias more body and less water content than 
soft, making ft a good substitute for meat or eggs. It's 
ideal in a stir-filed dish, or crumbled in manicotti or la-
sagna dishes. Both textures are used in any number of 
ways, from main dishes to desserts. 

Tofu also comes packaged In various ways. In an 
Asian market, you might find huge bricksofitfloatlng in 
water, and you buy as much or as little as you need. 
More often you'll find it packaged in 1-pound water-
fiUed tubs. 

Now it's also sold in an asepticalty packaged form 
tliat doesn't need to be refilgerated and has a shelf life of 
almost 10 montlis. 

Tofu is made by soaking soybeans until they're soft 
before maslilng them. Soy milk is extracted and mixed 
Willi natural coagulant tiiat causes milk to curdle. The 
curds are then squeezed (to remove excess moisture), 
and the big wlilte block tliat remains is tofu. 

Pay attention to expiration dates whenever you 
purchase tofu. The fiesher it Is the better. Always store 
unused portions In fresh water In an airtight container 
In the refilgerator. Cha1igc the water dalty. Ihough ft 
will last about a week In the refilgerator, it's best to use 
It within tiirec or four days. 

Tofii can he used cooked or uncooked. People have 
been known to barbecue the stuff. One realty easy way 
to enjoy ft Is to scramble ft for breakfast with your favo-
ritespiceis (or slmpfy use Tofu •Sonainblcr,- a prepared 
mix of spices available In health-food stores). 

For a filling, quick snack or meal, blend soft tofu Into 
a shake. Tty using 5 ounces of soft tofu, !4 cup scy milk, 
half a ripe banana, a teaspoon of carob powder and a 
teaspoon of honey. 

Tofil Isn't onty for strict vegans, or those who must 
avoid milk products. It's ideal for arty cookwho is trying 
to cut down on the calories and saturated fats found In 
animal-based proteins.

Tofu 
Tertyaki is a light saute of browned tofu and sweet and 
sour vegetables.

And once you 
taste this tropical delight you'll un­
doubtedly return to Michigan craVlng 
more. 

Why is It that most of us have to 
travel to the Florida Keys to (ilscover 
a Ueat that's been here all along? I 
can't answer that question, but afler 
sampling a few slices of Key Ume pie 
from three local experts, 1 can say. 
there's no need to travel to the Keys 
for Key lime pie. 

When John and Frank Camlleri 
look over ownership of the WhlsUe 
Stop iTstaiu-anl In Birmingham a few 
monlhs ago. they didn't think Key 
llmc pie would betxime one of their 
signature desserts. Whistle Slop pro­
vided the pie that was photographed 
In our Livonia studio for this story. 

"Key Ume pie was on the fnenu 
when we assumed ownership and 
has been on the menu for many 

lyears." said John Camlleri. 
"Many of the recipes we're follow­

ing were established Ijy Ihe restaur­
ant's founder Kathiyn Griflllh, and 
we're dedicated to maintaining the 
integrity sheestabllshed, and the col­
lection of her original recipes." 

it's hard to say What the original 
Key liirie pie recipe looked like when 
Floridlans discovered the Key lime. If 
you travel throughout the Keys to­
day, you'll encounter pies made 
mostly With a graham cracker crust, 
and a few made With a butter pastiy 
crust. 

Most recipes for the filling Incorpo­
rate sweetened condensed milk, egg 
yolks or Whole eggs, and lime Juice. 
Some fillings are baked, others arc 
thickened with gelatin and refriger­
ated. Some are lopped With mer­
ingue, most are garnished with 
whipped cream. 

At the Whistle Slop. John Camlleri 

improvised the traditional graham 
cracker crust a bit by adding 
chopped pecans and walnuts. Ihe 
nuts add a 111ce crunch to the crust 
texture, and also balance well with 
the tangy Ifcy lime filling. 

1 guess you should realty expect a 
restaurant named Key Largo to fea­
ture Key lime pie on its menu, and 
you're right Not o11ty Is it on the 
menu, it's been the best-selling de­
ssert since the Walled Lake restaur­
ant opened in 1987. 

The technique used for the Key 
Largo pie filling Is Veiy similar to 
many found in the Keys. The filling— 
whole eggs, lime Juice and sweetened 
condensed n1ilk —- is tliickened with 
natural gelatin, It's then poured into 
a baked graham cracker crust and 
refrigerated 4-6 hours before serving. 

According to Chef Matthew Ja-
guch. the secret to Key Largo's suc­
cess starts with U1e use of authentic 
Key West llmejuice which is ordered 
in gallon containers from Key West. 

"Not only do we use the llmejuice 
in our pie fllllng. but we also use it in a 
number of our tropical seafood en­
trees and salsas," he said. 

Chefs at Whistle Stop and Key 
Largo agree that Nellie and Joe's Key 
West llmejuice makes all the difler-
ence in their Key lime pies. 

If you read Kqr lime Juice bottle 
labels carefully, you'll noUce a Variety 
of descriptions for what's inside the 
bottle. Nellie and Joe's product is 
labeled, Key West Llmejuice. Others 
call their product Key Ume Juice. If 
you UBVel to that southe1Timost part 
of Florida, you'll have dllficulty find­
ing an authenUc Key Ume tree. 

And If you go to a produce market 
such as the Waterfront Market on 
WlUlams Street in Key West. they'U 
tell you tllat key Umes are available 
only at certain times of the year. If 
you inquire further, theyU explain 
tliat it all depends on when an elderty
