R e s i d e n t s ' d o n ' t t r u s t ' l e g i s l a t o r s

With apologies to Benjamin Franklin, two 
other things seem certain: Michigan Is ln for 
some chailges ln the way It lunds public educa-
tlon. And no solution wlU satisfy everyone. 

That appeared to be the lesson State Rep. Wil­
lis Bullard, R-MIlford, and State Sen. DaVld Hon­
igman, R-West Bloomfield, took away from a 
town meeting held Thursday night. 

The SepL 2 meeting was held in the Novl Com­
munity School District's I11strucUo11al Technol­
ogy Center OTC). .An audience of250-300 people 
grilled the two legslators on what will happen to 
school funding in the wake of this si1i1imer's $6.5 
billion property tax Wlpeout. The crowd fre­
quently applauded those who critized the two 
men and the state legislature and several times 
expressed dissatisfaction with their answers. 

Bullard's district Includes Novl. Honlgman's 
will beginning Jan. 1, 1994. 

At issue In the meeting was Seriate Bill 1, now 
the law of the land, which ellmi11ates property 

taxes for general school operations—about $6.5 
billion In all. The task facing the state now is to 
decide how to pay for public schools. Thursday's 
meeting saw a plethora of suggestions, from 
proposals to cut schcx)! spendli1g to new income 
and sales taxes to calls for restoring the old 
system. 

The problem the state legislature faces in­
volves the touchy Issue of taxes. They've elimi­
nated $6.5 billion In property taxes, which local 
communities collect. Under the terms of the 
Headlee Amendment to the state's Constitution, 
however, the state can't Impose enough new 
taxes to raise all of the lost monies. The Headlee 
amendment says that the state's share In taxeff 
of personal Income can't be aity higher than what 
It was in 1978 when It became law. 

That limits new individual state taxes to a ceil­
ing of $3.8 billion. How to close the gap between 
that flgureand the$6.5 billion one is the $2.7 bil­
lion dollar quesUon. Those attending the meet­
ing offered several altemaUves: cutting districts' 
spending, cutting state spending. Imposing new 
sales taxes or Income taxes, even allowing local 

districts to levy property or income taxes. 
Many legislators, Bullard said, favor a "base 

grant" system. The state guarantees evely public 
school student a set amount of money each year. 
If the state hiked taxes to the $3.8 billion mark. It 
would mean a base grant $4,800 per pupil. Local 
districts, both he and Honigman agreed, would 
then be free to supplement that with local taxes 
that must receive voter approval. 

Resident John Enszer asked about that gap. If 
NoVl receives about $6,800 per pupil per year 
now, he queried, and the most any proposal the 
state has come up with so far would offer only 
$4,800, how does the gap close? 

Hor1igman and Bullard said t h ^ supported a 
sales tax increase to help make up the lost prop­
erty tax revenue and allow local property or even 
Income taxes, 

Bullard said that a 1-percent Increase in the 
state sales tax would produce $927 million per 
year. A 1-percent state income tax hike, he con­
tinued, would yield $ 1.236 billion. A state single

T\vo ex(:hange students scheduled 
to attend school In Novl this year re­
main homeless as representatives 
from PACE (Paclilc American Ci11-
tural Excha11ge) scramble for local 
host families. 

The students, Iwth from Germa11y, 
are without homes because of the 
midwest flooding. 

"They are both 'flood vlctlms' In a 
Way," explained Herb PUo, PACE rep­
resentative. "Ihcy Were scheduled to 
go to Missouri or Indlaiia, but the 
fanrlllles they Were going to stay With 
have lost their homes due to the 
floods." 

That's why Pllo Is tiylng, on little 
notice, to find two Novl families With 
an extra bed and open arms. The 
families must live In the Novl school 
district as NoVl was one of the few 
area districts not alreatly filled to ca­
pacity with exchange students. 

One of the students, Peter Spot, 
arrlVed In town yesterday. The other, 
Berthold Puszta. Is scheduled to ar-
rlVe within the next few days. Both 
are 16ycarsold. Pllosald Peter Is cur­
rently stayl11g With a temporaiy host 
faml^. 

Peter Spot, Who Is from a small vil­
lage In the area of North Rhine, West-
pkllla, wrote In a letter to his poten­
tial host faiiilly that his hobbles are 
astronomy and playing ln a youth 
brass band. 

"I Want to live and to study In the 
U.S. because I Want to Icam about 
people's way of life and to make 
friends with Americans." he wrote. 
"I've read many books about 
America, about the different land­
scapes, about the people living there 
and about their freetI111e activities. 
But With your help I want to get 11iy 
own Impressions." 

Berthold Puszta, who Is from the 
town of Bruhl, Is ajazz pianist whose 
favorite school subjects are Latin, 
hlsto1y, biology, politics, arts and 
sports. 

He Wrote that one of his main rea­
sons for coml11g to the United States 
Is to learn English. And he ls curious 
about life and people In the U11Ited 
States. 

"America lr1fluences our life In 
Europe to a great extent and I think 
we should know more about it than 
Coca Cola, blue Jeans and the ste­
reotypes on TV," he wrote. 

"Being there myself, talking to peo­
ple, looldng at things as they are In 
really and makl11g friends Is the best 
way to get a picture of n1y own . . . 

"On the other hand 1 think I would 
be able to give something to the peo­
ple there around me: tellSig them ab­
out my life in Germany, m^Sdngsport 
and music with them and the most 
Important thing, learnl11g fixim each 
other." 

If you are Interested In hosting one 
of these boys, call Pllo at (313) 
932-3594. 

"There are only three require­
ments for host families," Pllo said. 
"One, they must have a separate bed. 
It doesn't have to be a sejjarate bed­
room, just a separate bed. Second, 
they must provide meals. And third, 
they must have lots of love." 

PACE does not require families to 
be "tradlUonal," with other children 
and two parents, although two pa­
rents are preferred. Pllo said many 
childless couples have hosted ex­
change students, and single parents 
have welcomed them Into their fami­
lies In the past, as well. 

Students come with their own 
spending money and Insurance. 
PACE provides dose supervision and 
parents at home remain in contact 
and take care of any major problems 
that might arise during the school 
year. 

Host families do not receive direct 
reimbursement from PACE, but they 
aie allowed a $50 per month deduc­
tion from state and federal Income 
taxes. PACE provides documentation 
of the liamlly's eliglbUlty for the 
deductions. 

Pllo said he and his wife Dorothy 
are hosting their 18th exchange stu­
dent, a boy from Finland, this year. 

"All of those exchange students 
have been a part of our family," he 
said. "Our o n ^ daughter got married 
this year and we had an international 
wedding. They came back here for 
her wedding, and some of them 
brought their own children. The little 
ones were flower girls."

The Novl City Council will con­
sider once again in September a 
city-Initiated rezonlng of school 
district land near the Providence 
Medical Center. 

The Novl school district's assis­
tant superintendent for business 
James Pfcster wrote city manager 
Edward Kriewall on Aug. 20 sug-
gestl11g that the city rezone the 
land of Its own volition. 

Now categorized residential, 
the parcel Is surrounded by land 
zoned for the potentially more val­
uable olllce-servlce district. 

"We're an Island unto 
ourselves," Koster said In a Thurs­
day Interview. 

The site, 10 acres on the west 
side of Beck Road south of Grand 
River Avenue, Is too small and 
poorly positioned for a school, he 
explained. 

"That's an asset there that Is 
probably extremely valuable. It's 
worth a lot of money. It should be 
sold," Koster added. 

Providence has Indicated Its In­
terest In the site, but the school 

board decided July 6 to put the 
land on the open market. 

Because the vacant parcel Is 
owned by the school district. It Is 
now exempt from city taxes. How­
ever, residential zoned land in 
that area Is worth from$35,000 to 
$38,000 an acre, city assessor 
James IQausmeyer said. With the 
oHlce-servlce zoning, that price 
goes up to around $60,000 an 
acre. 

An asking price for the property 
has not yet been set, Koster said. 

The city council at Its Aug. 30 
meeting split on the proposal, 
with some members contending 
that the school district should 
pick up the $650 In processing 
fees for the rezonlng. Others 
pointed out that the money Wlll 
come from the taxpayers Whether 
the city or schools pay It. 

The cost of a rezonlng Includes 
noUflcatlon to nearby property 
owners. 

The tie vote of 3-3 Is expected to 
be broken when a fuU seven-
member council takes up the 
Issue again on Sept. 13. Council 
Membier Robert Schmld Was ab­
sent on Aug. 30. 

The school district collects 
three times the money that the 
city government does. Council 
Member Joseph Toth said In de­
nying the request, "and now 
they're coming to ask us to pay for 
it." 

"It's the taxpayers' money, out 
of one pocket." Council Memtier 
Tim Pope said, making a motion In 
favor of the rezonlng. 

The schools are facing "a major 
revolution In properly taxes." he 
added.

'A single business tax will burden 
business," Irene Fleming said, "and 
would be a great mistake.

Honigman replied that he didn't 
see the state t1ylng to take over for 
local districts, to the disapproval of 
some In the audience. 

"In other words we don't trust 
you." a man called out. 

"Why don't we secede?" one man 
yelled, and received applause and 
laughter. 

Ma1y Wakelleld said that people 
were overlooking the cuts local dis­
tricts could make. She cited exam­
ples from her research In one district 
that added up to millions. 

"There are cuts you can make 
without touching a program, a kid or 
a teacher," she said. "Why can't 
school districts honestly look at their 
budgets?" 

Board of Education President Ray 
Byers concluded the town meeting by 
taking a poll of sorts. 

^ers said that if Novl's funding 
fell to $4,800 per pupU (about a 
$2,000 (11ibp),'the dlstjict Would have 
to cut busing, all extra-curricular ac­
tivities and double class sizes. 

"You're beyond trlmml11g around 
the edges," he said. Tou'rc getting 
Into the meat of a program." 

Byers then asked how many In the 
room given that scenario would vote 
for a local property tax 1nlllage of ab­
out 8.2 mills to bring funding back 

up to current levels. He estimated ab­
out 50 percent of those present 
raised their hands; other observers 
said It was 11lore. 

One member of the audience ac­
cused Biyers of "creating a level of pa­
ranoia here" by predicting dire conse­
quences to education in Novi without 
a tax increase. 

"Other school districts have 
$4,800 per pupil and provide extra­
curricular services and perform 
academically," he said. "Why can't 
we?" 

"They don't ma11age at the level of 
service we have In this district," 
Byers replied.

If Thursday's meeting Is aity indi­
cation, debate over the future of 
public education in Michigan wiU be 
a long and Intense struggle in which 
no one comes out with quite what 
they want.

The vote, some observers feel, 
could be sign that the board may not 
support the full plan of the 
comiTlitlee. 

It created Ihe committee early Ihls 
year, and asked membciB to consider 
possible uses for the site and develop 
three top alternatives. 

The committee submitted its re­
port in May. recommending that the 
Fuerst homestead be preserved and 
restored as a "community education 
center." The property, the report 
said, was the last example in Novi of 
wlxat it used to be: a farming com-
munity.The site could be used for ev­
eiythlng from teaching school child­
ren to community events of all kinds. 

The committee recommended sta­
bilization as the first step of a three-
phase plan to achieve that goal. 
Becky Staab, a member of the com­
mittee, said that the Fuerst sisters 
wanted their properly to be used for 
educaUon, and that the proposal did 
Just that. 

She proposed using monies the 
district would get from the sisters' 
Wills, Which has Just come out of a 
long court t>atlle. to develop the prop­
erty into the education center. 

The district's lawyers, however. 

say that the money can't be used for 
that purpose. 

"I'm very disappointed to hear 
that," Staab said. "I'd be sad to hear 
that the school district felt that Way 
too. I feel the sisters would support 
this idea." 

Resident Nick Wagner disagreed. 
"They were veiy specific In their 

wills as to where they wanted their 
money to go." he said, "so Why didn't 
they leave any for the preservation of 
their home?" 

Staab replied that several people 
Who Worked with the sisters have 
said they did indeed want their home 
preserved for educational uses. 

Wagner said that he felt the com­
mittee had too maiiy members from 
NoVl historical groups such as Pre­
servation Novl and the city's Histori­
cal Commission. Other points of view 
were not fully explored, he said, and 
only the preservation alternative was 
fully looked at. Several members of 
the committee disagreed With that 
oplnlfm. 

Maigaret Schinldt, a backer of the 
plan, said thatno one vranted to pre­
serve the house as a monument It 
had, she continued, valuable educa­
tional uses. 

"You're looking at this in a veiy 
narrow way," she said to Wagner. 

"This is not Just preservaUon. but a 
resource that can be used by every­
one. II would not be a museum by a 
hands-on, active place for learning. 
We came up wlth what we felt was 
biest for the community." 

The district should not pursue the 
committee's idea, Wagner said, and 
cited the expenses of restoring and 
maintaining the site. 

The real cost, however." he con-
Unued, "will be the lost opporti1nlty, 
the lost value of any project we may 
have been able to use the land for." 

Wagner has recommended the 
district sell the land and use any mo-
r11es to Improve school prograiris. Es­
timates of what the land would be 
worth on the real estate market vary. 
Board President Ray Byers said It 
could be S5 million. Thistee Robert 
Schram disagreed, putting It in the 
$500,000 range. Others say that city 
zoning problems would limit buyer 
interest In the site. 

"Let's not decide the long-term fu­
ture tonight." Schram said ln s\xp-
poti'mi^sai^^ site, "but 
let's keep our options open. If We 
don't stabilize the buildiilgs. W e 
might as well tear them down (be­
cause of the damage they'll suflTcr)."

L i s t o f F u e r s t r e p a i r s o f f e r e d

Not everyone on the Novi Board of 
Education agreed With architect Mi­
chael York's estimate of What It would 
cost to "stabilize" the home and four 
bams of the Fuerst property. 

The work would ensure the build­
ings, located at the comer ofTen Mile 
and Tail roads, would remain rela­
tively undamaged from weather and 
possible vand^sm while the board 
decides what to do with the sisters' 
homestead. 

StabllizaUon is the first step of a 
three-phase plan a board-appointed 
committee reconBnended for the 
property. Some on the board felt. 

however, that York's report included 
items that were unnecessary. 

The architect divides the work into 
two categories, "priority one" and 
"priority two." 

Priority one items total $11,400 to 
$20,600. 

They Include the following for the 
Fuerst ho1ne: replace front door; re­
place window latch; cap for chimney; 
rehang gutters/downspouts; repair 
stairway attic hatch; reha1Tg outside 
door and reroof; repair weU pump. 

Priority one work on the four banis 
Includes wlndbraclng; txlardlng up 
windows; stabilizing a beam; new 
shingles; removing or restoring a 
milk house; removing or replacing 
gutters. 

The variation In the cost estiiiiate 
comes from the milk house. York es­
timated it would cost $6,000-$8,000 
to remove or restore i t money that 
would be tacked onto the other Jobs. 

Priority two Items total $13,350. 
For the Fuerst home, they Include 
diywalllng an upstairs bedroom; new 
well or city Water omnecUon; remov­
ing and res t (» lng the chicken coop; 
removing sisljestos. Priority two for 
the bams are new Windows. 

The board voted 4-3 to authorize 
spending up to $5,000 for stabiUza 
tlon of the site.

A survey by AAA Michigan pre­
dicted a 3 percent increase in Labor 
Day travel over last year, with an in­
crease of 3 percent expected for over­
all summer holiday weekend travel. 

This is one percentage point less 
than travel projections made earlier 
In the season. 

Based on 300 phone Interviews 
with Michigan residents In August.' 
the study also concluded that fore­
casts of bad weather Would not have 
a major Impact on travel. 

"More than 80 percent of those 
with travel plans said they would not 
consider canceling a trip after hear­
ing a weather forecast for rain or cool 
temperatures," said Robert Telller, 
AAA Michigan Touring Manager. 

The survey showed that 16 per­
cent of the state's households had a 
pleasure tiip planned during the La­
bor Day weekend. Once at destina­
tions. 25 percent of respondents 
plarmed to stay at hotels, motels or 
resorts; 23 percent at rental cottages 
or houses; 23 percent With relatives, 
and 19 percent at campgrounds. 
Nearly 80 percent of all trips Were to 
be by automobile. 

On average, plans were for four 

people to travel together. Nearly 90 
percent of the trips pla11ned Would be 
inside the U.S., with three fourths of 
the travel plaimed for more than 100 
miles from home. Most of the Michi­
gan travel desti11atlons were In the 
Lower Peninsula, with nearly equal 
numbers traveling north or south of 
Bay City. 

Factors which point to an increase 
in travel over the 78 hour Labor Day 
weekend: 

• A 14 percent increase in the 
number of Auto Club routing re-
quests in Jiily 1993, compared to the 
year before. Mariy of the requests 
were ln the form of Midwest flood 
updates. 
• Pent-up demand by travelers Who 
postponed vacations last summer 
due to inclement weather. 
• Mackinac Bridge crossings up 
10.9 percent for Juty. 
• Lower gas prices. Statewide gas 
prices average 6.1 cents per galTcm 
lower than this time lastyear for self 
serve r ^ l a r unleaded, as oTAug 17. 

Michigan motorists were e>q)ected 
to dock an estimated 975 milllon 
miles this Labor Dsty weekend — 2.5 

percent more than last year. 
Travel inquiries on the sunrise 

side—the Ê ast Michigan region from 
Standlsh to the Mackinac Bridge and 
the off-coast countries of Oscoda, 
Ogemaw and Montmorency — were 
up 35 percent over lastyear. The ma­
jority of Inquiries originated from 
metro Detroit Indiana. Illinois and 
Ohio. Popular travel destinations In­
cluded beaches. Inland lakes and golf 
courses. 

Ofilclals of the West Michigan 
Tourist Association also painted a 
bright picture for Labor Day travel. 

In 1992, a check of 600 AAA-
approved hotels and motels statew-
kle showed that 73 percent ci those 
survived were at full occupanty dur­
ing the height of the Labor Day holi­
day. If this trend holds true, the cur-
rent Labor Day weekend could be the 
busiest of the summer. 

Last year. 19 persons were killed 
in 14 crashes across the state during 
the Labor Day holiday. Nine of the 14 
crashes Involved alcohol. Eight of the 
16 vehicle occupants Were not wear­
ing safety belts. Ten of the victims 
were passengers.

The members of the Novl schools 
Fuerst estate advisory committee surely 
must feel they nearfy ran Into a buzz saw 
last week when they took their report on 
the costs InVolved in "stabilization" of the 
property to the Board of Education. 

The board refused to lay out the 
$ 11,400 to $20,600 the comnlittee's ar­
chitect said would be needed to keep the 
building from further deterioration, in­
stead allocating Just $5,000 to the task. 
Before doing that, however, the board 
Very nearly Voted just to tear the build­
ings down. 

It started out as a test Vote, to get a 
feel for the sentiments of the board, 
when member Michael Meyer made the 
motion to raze the Fuerst house and 
bams. No other motions were forthcom­
ing and Meyer put the demolition Idea on 
the table to get a n indication of how the 
board felt about the property and the 
proposed reservaUOn. To nearly eveiy-
one's surprise, the motion failed by a 
Veiy narrow margin in a 3-4 Vote. 

One analysis of the Vote contended 
it showed the board was less than fully 
committed to the preservation of the es­
tate and its buildings, lt seems to us 
that's a pretty fair assessment. 

Nonetheless, however frustrating 
the experience may haVe been for the Vol­
unteer members of the comiIlittee and 
adVocates of preservation, the board Of 
education was perfectly justified i n its 
actions. In fact, it appears to us that the 
board made exactfy the right call. 

G o v e r n m e n t 

osed for a preserved Fuerst estate. Until 
specific plans are in place It makes sense 
for the tjoard to minimize its expenses, 
especially at a time of financial uncer­
tainty for the school district. 

Look at the list of projects sug­
gested the committee's architect and 
It becomes clear it exceeds what Is really 
needed to stabilize, or aVoId further de­
terioration. Of the property. Some Items 
clearly are needed, like boarding u p win­
dows a n d cappiJTg the chlIimey, bu t the 
two most expensive items on the "priority 
1" list could be done without. One lists 
a n $8,000 expense to "restore the mi lk 
house." Interestingly, a n alternative was 
offered Just to remoVe it. .Another was a 
$5,000 expense to reset the wall of one 
b a m o n the foundation. That's critical to 
the long-term health of the building. But 
remember, these are 80-year-old bui ld­
ings and Its likely all the decisions wiD be 
made before a foundation problem starts 
to actually threaten the Integrity of the 
building. 

The board of education also c o m ­
plained mildly that the committee didn't 
return with three options for the use of

servatlon Of the Fuerst estate. We would 
still ultimately like to see the property 
used that way. In combination with the 
Old NOVi Methodist Church , for which 
the board Voted in the same meeting to 
proVide a site for relocation, and the Old 
Town Hall , already moved to a site 
nearby, the buildings of the Fuerst es­
tate could Indeed make an interesting 
and educational historic complex. Mind 
you, the buildings could still be used for 
a Variety of other purposes, from admlIil-
stratlVe offices to classrooms to meeting 
space. The farm also would be a n excel­
lent location for enVIrormlental. nature 
and outdoor courses for the school dis­
trict, located right at the heart of our ra­
pidly developing city and in close pro­
ximity to many of the school dlstrlct!s ex­
isting buildings. 

Still, none of that has been decided. 
.And many different uses have been prop-

tended that there were three options' 
there, but the board was quite correct 
that those options were preservation, 
preservation or preservation. 

Remember that the Board Of Ekiu-
catlon's charter is tO educate students, 
not to preserve historic buildings. That 's 
an Important activity, but the board Is 
sure to see It as secondary to its Job of 
teaching students. 

We tend to believe that a historic 
collection of buUdlngs with the Fuerst 
estate at the center would indeed be an 
educational opportunity, once which 
cannot be created anywhere else. Still, 
the board wants discussion of other 
uses, and we see no harm in exploration 
of alternatives. The board Is right to 
avoid going too far down the preservation 
path until all the alternatives have been 
discussed.

When I read PhilJerome's Aug . 23 col­

u m n , l was reminded of the old Wendy's 
commercial tag Une, "Vhere's the beel?" 
My question Is where are the facts? 

Mr. Jerome accuses Novi City Counci l 
members generally, and Nancy Cassis 
and Joseph Toth specifically, of inappro­
priate behavior and implies that council 
members are a t t e m p t l I i g to manage the 
Novl city government.

Novl city employees may "an­
swer" to the city manager, but they also 
"answer" to the residents of Novl. lt Is a 
council member's right. If not duty, to 
ask questions of aity city employee when 
he/she believes it is necessaiy to obtain 
lIlformatiOn needed to evaluate Or set 
policy. The council's role Invohres far 
more than showing up for Monday even­
ing meetings to "make policy decisions." 

Two months ago I suggested that Mr . 
Jerome get his facts straight. He appears 
to have resohred that problem by avoid 
facts altogether. If Mr. Jerome has evi­
dence of council members attempting to 
direct city employees or otherwise abuse 
thelrpositlons, then l suggest that he re­
port the facts so Novl residents can eva­
luate them.

The lady who called me last 
week (she asked that I not use 
her name) was pleasant but up­
set. Veiy upset 

She is a longtime Northville 
resident I attended Northville 
High School with her children 
back in the late Fifties and early 
Sixties. And she now lives in Al­
len Terrace, the fine senior citi­
zen housing complex located 
near Northville High School. 

She was upset because the 
cars of many .Allen Terrace resi­

dents had been vandalized the previous evening. Because 
she knew I worked with the newspaper, she called to ap­
prise me of the sltuaUon and see if there was anything I 
coilld do to help. 

She said many of the things you could easity figure out 
for yourself If you thought about it for a minute, but it was 
Important to hear them from her. 

"A lot of the people up here are on fixed incomes." 
"Purchasing a car is a big expenditi1re." 
"For some of the people up here, this Is the last car they 

will ever own." 
What happened was that a vandal or group of vandals 

attacked at least 23 vehicles in the Allen Terrace parking 
lot sometime during the night of Aug. 26-27. 

According to Steve KeUman's report in the Sept. 2 issue 
of The Record, the Vandals tore the hood omanlents or 
tnmk lock covers off all the vehicles. Several sustained 
hundreds of dollars worth of damage when the Vandals 
scratched the exteriors with a shaip object. 

An obscenity was scratched into the finish of one Vehi­
cle, and swastikas were carved into the surfaces of two 
other Vehicles. 

i n p a s s i n g 

One of Ihe damaged vehicles was a three-week-old Ford 
Thunderhlrd; another suflered an esUmated $1,500 worth 
of damage. 

PtoUce had been vely helplul, the lady told me, but they 
didn't hold out much hope of ever catching the individuals 
responsible for the damage. 

1 also found it InteresUng that she did not want her 
name to be used. Was she afrakl that being identified 
would lead the rodents responsible for the damage to come 
back and get her again? 

What she didn't ask was why somebody would do such 
a thing. The question was unnecessaiy . . . there is no 
answer. 

Why would somebody — anybody — decide to damage 
somebody else's proper^ Why would the vehicles outside 
a senior citizen housing complex be victimized? 

Because seniors are less of a threat? Easier victims? 
What makes the incident at.Allen Terrace even worse Is 

that a Northville resident discovered 20-30 hood orna­
ments and trunk lock covers while walkmg to the high 
school fi-om Buchner Hill Drive. Police later found 11 more 
emblems on the side of a dirt trackoff Basebne Road by the 
water tower behind the high schtx)!. 

In other words, the vandalism seems to have had no 
piIrpose other than hurting somebody ebe. 

One of the nicer aspects of the .Allen Terrace vandalism 
is that one resident has come forward to try to find the re­
sponsible party. Clayton Myers, 71 and an Allen Terrace 
resident. Is offering a $250 reward for information leading 
to the arrest and conviction of the responsible parties. 
Anyone with Information should call NorthvUle City Detec­
tive Sgt. David Fendelet at 349-1234. 

Let's hope it works.

Just how do thoM iJtUe pesta get Into 
kitchen cupboards? Thijre are many types of in­
sects that can attaclt foods. Some of these 
pests are sawtoothed, merchant grain beetles, 
floiu' beetles, drugstore and cigarette beetles, 
granary Weevlls. rice weevils, larder beetles, In-
dlanfneal moth. 

These f)ests can be ln the larvae or adult 
stage and have bored their way into tlghtly sea­
led packages. Food products left undisturbed 
on sheh^s for five to eight weeks are particu­
larly suscepUble to these pantry pests. Foods 
need to be rotated frequently to help prevent 
these creepy little critters! 

When food is Infested, look for the source. 
Check seldom used packages of cereal, flour, 
raisins and spices. Also check dry dog food, cat 
food, or bird seed, outdoor storage is recom­
mended for these products. If you find any In­
fested food, wrap in heavy plastic and dispose 
of It liTimedlately, Keep it away from all other 
foods. It Is recommended that after you have 
had food packages or boxes for 60 days to give 
them a cold treatment, by putting cake mixes, 
spices, flour and other grains In the freezer to 
stop any kind of pest growth. 

Store insect free foods In tightly closed glass, 
metal or heavy plastic containers on the cup­
board shelves. A vacuum cleaner helps "suck 
up' any Infestation, but get rid of the Vacuum 
bag as they can live In there. Then clean with 
a strong soap solution. 

When you purchase any food products, exa­
mine the boxes or packages to niake silre they 
are insect-free. Infestation can happen at the 
plant, dttrlng shipping, while it's being stored 
or While you are storing It at home. Infested 
foods can infect other food on the shelf. 

There are three common beetles that can in­
fest stored grains, flour, cake mixes and other 
flour products. These are the sawtoothed. grain 
beetle, and red flour beetle and the.cojilused 
flour laeetle. If these beetles are found, you will 
need to discard everything, clean the cupboards 
thoroughly and use an Insecticide to control 
them. Purchase an Insecticide labeled for Indoor 
use and. follow the directions carefully. 

After spraying, keep all foods in containers of 
glass, tins or rubber sealed canisters. Boxes, 
plastic bags, or paper bags can not be sealed 
tightly enough to exclude these pests. 

Grailary, bean and rice weevils kx>k slntllar 
and Infest w^ole grain rice, com, wheat and 
beans. The bean weevil feeds on dried beans, 
leaving perfectly round holes in the beans. The 
larvae can continue to develop while being 
stored with the adults emerging later. If any of 
these are foimd In the kitchen, disposal of in­
fested grains and a thorough cleanup of the 
area should eliminate them. 

The larder beetle can infest stored products 
that contain a little animal protein. They are 
most commonly found Infesting bulk-stored diy 
pet food. Ahvays keep pet food stored away 
from ."people" food to eliminate these pests. The 
cigarette and drug store beetle are small 
brownish-red beetles that chiefly infest dried 
plant materials. They can also be foimd In red 
peppers and other spices, tobacco, vireaths. and 
other dried foods. 

Control of these Is fairly easy, once the 
source is found, simply dispose of the Infested 
food and do a thorough clean-up. Many beetles 
may require additional measilres such as an 
insecticide. 

Indlanmeal moths are the most common of 
the moths that infest stored grains and other 
food stuffs In the kitchen. The larvae are 
cream-colored caterpillars, and are usually 
found within a webbing over the surface of the 
food they are infesting. It is a splderilke sflk 
webbing and a sure Indication that the food Is 
infested. The larvae infest stored grains such as 
commeal, flour, cereal diy pasta, crackers, bird 
seed, dried fruit dog food and many other high 
protein food sources,

Carolyn Bonebrlght Jazzed up angel-halr pasta with 
red bell peppers, basil leaves, balsamic vinegar and a 
splash of Vodka. 

And Patricia Berg, Who is at voik on a cookbook of 
eggplant recipes and art, contributed a top-notch fet-
tycclne with eggplant, plum tomatoes, feta cheese and 
toasted Walnuts. 

Vegetables Were ln the spotlight ln maiiy contest en­
tries. In fact, more than half of the recipes submitted 
Were all-vegetable; others usedjust a bit of meat or sea-
food for flavoring. 

There Were red and yellow bell pappers galore, sun-
dried tomatoes, garlic, carrots and catlllfloWer. Pine 
nuts and Walnuts Were popular Ingredients, too. 
Anchovies showed up In about a dozen dishes; so did 
cannelllni beans. 

Most dishes took advantage of the availability of fresh 
herbs, using basil, cllantro. rosemaiy and parsley to 
add pizazz to bland noodles. 

Most dishes also Included cheese. Parmesan was the 
first choice, but goat cheese, feta. fontlna and rlcotta 
Were popular choices as Well. 

When meat vras called for, chicken was the first 
choice. Salmon and slirlmp Were the most common sea­
food choices. 

Slnpllclty and ease of preparation are Inportant to 
readers. Most recipes had fewer than 10 lng1iedlents; 
most could be prepared in less than an hour. And 
though there were a few lasagna and tortelllnl crea­
tions, most recipes used Widely available and sinlple-to-
sauce noodles such as lingulne and angle hair, fusllll 
and fettucclne. 

No longer an Italian exclusive, pasta Is being treated 
to a cosmopolitan array of flavors. Our entries 111cluded 
Thal-lnsplrcd dishes with garlic, peanut butter and 
dried chllles; Mexican creaUons With Cheddar cheese 
and ciunln, canned green chllles and refrled beans; and 
Ctilnese dishes sauced with holsln and soy. 

Some folks went allout on the creativity bit One re­
cipe attempted an International merger of Chinese flve-
splce powder, Japanese horseradish powder and In­
dian cuny powder. .Another teamed chicken, mu­
shrooms and artichoke hearts with mango, kiwi and 
black olives. 

Not all 250-plus recipes were wlimera. There were 
plenty of cans ofcream ofmushroom soup and Ameri-
can cheese squares, some fruit-flavored yogurts and 
apple Juice, and lots of sodium-packed seasoning 
mixes. 

But overall, our contest netted dozens of healthful. 
Imaginative creations.

No-bake cookies are one cool way to keep cookie 
lovers Well supplied With their favorite U^t When 
It's too hot to bake. As an added bonus, making 
these fuss-free cookies is a terrific activity to enjoy 
With your kids — anytime 

Cookies tliat require no baking fall Into one of 
two categories: those that need no cooking at all: 
and those that require some cooking or heating. 

The first type Is the easiest, and older children 
With some experience In the kitchen, can make 
these cookies on their own. Younger children WUl 
need help measuring, biit they can mix the Ingre­
dients together and drop the "dough" onto the 
Waxed paper.

In fact, you may be surprised 
at the variety of low-fat healthful sandwich mak­
ings that are available, said Karen Wilder, regls-
tered dleUtlan and staff nutriUonlst for Total 
cereal. 

Preparing healthful sandwiches opens up op-
portuniUcs for creativity and variety.

Lettuce, 
spl11ach leaves, sliced tomatoes, onions, cucum­
bers, radishes and zucchini add flavor and 
texture. 
• Include chopped vegetables, such as celeiy.

Vacuum cuplwards, wash wlU1 
soap and Water before using a chemi­
cal to get rid of these. Make sure you 
have cleaned any cracks or crevices 
Where they might be hiding. The 
adults of these moths WUl fly to the 

light fixtures or toward the ceilings of 
the cupboards so you'U be able to see 
them. 

These kitchen pests could come 
from a variety of sources. Make sure 
they aren't getting into already stored 
foods. Their entrance holes into 
packages are very smaU and hard to 

see, so most of Uie time you don't 
know untU the packages are opened 
and you actualty see the bugs. Avoid 
long storage periods of d1y foods, es­
pecially grains stored on cupboard 
shelves. Keep them in the refrigerator 
freezer. 

Always keep pet foods and bird 

seeds stored away from other foods. 
Practice good preventative mainte­
nance so there are no little creepy 
kitchen pests.
