The numbier of students attend­
ing Novi schools Just Iteeps light on 
cUmblng — for the ninth year In a 
row. If the figures from a recent 
head count hold up. 

Assistant Superintendent for 
Human Resources John Swallow 
presented a report on district en-
roll11iient to the Board of Education 
at Its SepL 23 1neetlng. The report 
includes an 111formal student count 
from Sept. 17. Those numliers 
should closely rellect the official 
"fourth Friday* count Which toolt 
place tl1ree days ago (after press 
Ume). 

The Sept. 17 figures show a net 
district Increase of 200 students 
over last year, with a majority of 
them In grades K-4. If the numbiers 
hold up. the district will increase in 
population for the ninth straight 
year. 

More Is at stake in the enrollment 
figures than single curiosity. The 
figures affect state school aid mo­
ney and district long-term 
planning. 

Fourth Friday counts are the ba­
sis by which Mld1igan public school 
districts receive aid from the state. 
The more students in class for the 
count on the fourth Friday of the 
school year, the more money a dis­
trict gets .Irom Lansing. 

Lansings $6.5 billion property

Many legislators £avor a replace-

I ment plan which increases state 
taxes to provide "base grants" to 
students and which allows districts 
to raise additional funds with 
locally-voted taxes. 

I Under the plan, the state would 
allocate a set base grant amount of 
mion^ to each public school stu­
dent in Michigan, sent to the dis-
tilct he or she attends. Districts 
could ask voters to approve local 
property or possibly income taxes

C a n d i d a t e s v i e f o r e n d o r s e m e n t s

Three of Novl's four mayoi^ candidates—Joe 
Toth. Kathy McLallen and Nancy Cassis—spent 
the summer rallying supporteiB, organizing 
their forces, drumming up money and polishirlg 
the prose in their campaign literature. 

The foi1rth. write-in candidate Lee BeGole, is 
taldng a mort' laid back approach until election 
day, Nov. 2, gets closer. 

"It's at kind of a low level right noW. but I'm 
wiMldng," he said. 

"It's ny feeling a write-in candidate can't peak 
too early." 

Low level but not stagnant BeGole, a retired 
Novi police chief, drops in at the city clerk's office 
each day to learn who has taken out an absentee 
ballot He then immediately sends a handwritten 
rjote to those Voters, asking tiiat they Jot in his 
name In the mayor's slot Sometimes, he'll call 
the absentee voter. 

To date, he's spent $30 on the campaign. 
Others are hustling a little more Visibly. 
Since Mayor Matthew Qulnn beat Cassis in 

the 1987race, no one 11as dared to take him on at 
thepdls.MerslxyearsontheJob—cachtennof 
ofSceiB twoyears—Oi->lnndecided to step down. 

Few were suiprised when Cassis declared she 
was game for another try. She's been on the City 
Council for eight years and was the top vote-
getter In 1989. 

In August Cassis set up a door-to-door cam­
paign schedule for each Friday, Saturday and 
Sunday. 

•It's a heavy schedule. It's one I feel is manag-
able,butifs veiy important to go back to the peo-
pk and touch base with them Fm not taking any­
thing for granted in this race. Tm working very 
hard," she said. 

She says she plans to spend about $10,000on 
her canquilgn and started out with a fimdralser 
In June, followed by one in July. In October, 
State Rep. WlUls Bullard Jr.. R-Milford. and 
State Sen. David Honlgman. R-West Bloomfleld.

Will host a fl11al fundraiser for Cassis at her hus­
band's restaurant Victor's. 

McLallen stepped down from her Volunteer 
position as dialr of the Novi Planning Commis­
sion to nm for mayor. She Was the first to 
announce. 

"I realize Tm the person with the least name 
recognition. Fd like to tell people who I am It's 
been a lot of personal phone calls and network­
ing," she said. 

McLallen was on the planning co111niisslon for 
ei^t years, the last as chair. 

She said she expects to spend $8,000 to 
$10,000 to get her message across. She held a 
kickoff fimdralser, at her home in the summer 
where she raised "a nice chunk of ctiange" and is 
planning a get-together and a breakfast to add to 
the war chest 

McLallen Is also planning "to tramp from door 
to door." 

Toth held his fundraiser at the Countjy 
Epicure. 

He expects to spend about $5,000on the race. 
Uke McLallen and Cassis, he said he plans to fo­
cus on the Issues in his campaign. 

Unlike Cassis, Toth will not lose his place on 
the council ifhe doesn't win the msyor'sseat His 
term does not ejqjire until 1995. 

Toth was a planning commissioner when he 
was appointed to the councll ln 1986. He was 
elected to a four-year term in 1987 and in 1991. 

BeGole says he plans to hold no fundraisers 
but will get anyone Who wants to Volunteer 
together this week to plan a strategy. This Will 
likely include Volunteers at the polls Who Will 
hand out sUckers with his name on them Which 
Voters may place on the ballot. 

But he won't turn down any funds that come 
his way, BeGole added. 

"My campaign is more or less my record ofser-
Vice to the people of Novi," he explained. 

BeGole Was Novl's first police chief and held 
thatjob for 37 years until his retirement in 1991. 

He formalty filed to run for mayor on June 22 
but Withdrew his i1aine two days after the dead­
line When he learned tliat four candidates were 
runi1ing, triggering a September prlmaiy. Be­
Gole said he wanted to spare the city the $ 10.000 
cost of a primary, but did not Intend to stop 
ru1111ing. 

His unorthodox campaign has had some 
repercussions. 

In August when real estate broker Shirley 
Cash asked the mayoral candidates to appear on 
her public access cable televsion show. Cizsh 
Talks, Cassis and Toth declined When they 
learned BeGole was invited. 

Cash then Interviewed McLallen and BeGole. 
The show began airing on cable Channel 12 last 
week. 

"My campaign committee and myself decided 
against that. We believed it should Include Just 
those individuals who had been approved by the 
county to be on the ballot He was given a similar 
standing with thoseof us who have gone tl1n>ugh 
the process," Cassis e3q}lained. 

Toth said when he found out the program was 
only a half-hour long and included the fourth 
candidate, he Ixwed out 

"Chief BeGole Is not a listed candidate. He 
claims he's a write-in candidate, but he's not a 
listed candidate on the ballot" Toth explained.

If things go well and people vol­
unteer. Novi will soon have a com-
mu111ty child watch program in 
place. 

The program — officially titled 
Michigan Community ChildWabch 
— is a volunteer orgaiilzation of pa­
rents who are screened and trained 
by the schools and police depart-
ment to watch for suspicious neigh­
borhood activity and provide safe 
homes for area chlldicn. 

Novi Crime Prevention and 
DARE officer Todd Anger said the 
program is stiU In its earty planning 
stages, but he has already dis­
cussed it with Novi Schools Super­
intendent Emnlett Lippe and In­
tends to speak with each Novi 
parent-teacher organization early 
next month. 

"I reaUy hope to get it into the 
community." Anger said. "It's going 
to be monumental because I want 
to do it cltywide for all of the diffe­
rent elementary schools. But I 
think it can be done." 

It's been done in many other 
communities across the state. 
ChildWatch and another program. 
MacGruff, are set up in hundreds of 
Michigan coiiimunitles. .A11ger said 
Novi has been Without any such 
program for "at least several years" 
and probably longer. 

AcconlIngTto'Waied Lake resi­
dent Char Patterson, who was 
largely responsible for bringing 
ChildWatch to that community, the 
program Improves neighborhoods 
by bringi11g people together and 
making them more aware of the 
people in surroundings. 

"It brings community awareness 
to a higher level," she said. Hickory 
Woods Elementaiy School, which is 

a WaUed Lake school located in the 
Novi school district, already has 
ChUdWatch within Its district 

"We brought it into Novi in that 
area of the elen1enta1y school In 
Walled Lake," she said. "Ofllcer An­
ger will take it into the rest of the 
city." 

In order to begin the ChildWatch 
program here. Aiiger said, the po­
lice department and school district 
sign a letter of intent stating that 
they are willing to participate and 
organize the program in Novi. 

Anger said he hopes to work 
closety with the Various Novi PTOs 
to gain community approval and 
enthusiasm for ChildWatch. 

"There are so many people who 
might llave a concern." Anger said. 
"We need to get the approval of the 
people. 

ChildWatch volunteers are flrst 
screened for any crl111111al histoiy 
that might send up a "red flag" that 
they might not be right for the prtjg-
ram. ffa11y volunteer were relectwl 
for the program. Anger said, the de-
partment would slmpty send the 
person a letter tlianking them for 
their interest but indicating that 
they have not been accepted for the 
program. 

"Hiose who successfully make it 
through the screenii1g would then 
go through a training program and, 
upon successful completion,'get a 
"WatchfuJ Eye" poster to put in the 
Window. 

Then, the police department 
Would check the volunteers honles 
every year to make sure the poster 
is still in place. Volunteers would 
also be re-screened each year. 

Anyone over the age of 17 who 
lives in the Volunteer's home is also 
screened.

Dr. Jack Kevorkian will stand 
trial Feb. 15 for helping Novi resi­
dent Thomas Hyde take his own life. 

Kevorkian entered a plea of not 
guilty, although the day after 
Hyde's Aug. 4 death he provided the 
media wlUi specific details about 
how he drove the Lou Gehri^s Dis­
ease sufferer to Belle Isle in his Vol­
kswagen van and tilrned on cannls-
ters of carbon monoxide which ran 
through a tube leadl11g to a gas 
mask over Hyde's face. A clip 
blocked the gas flow through the 
tube. 

Hyde then puUed the clip, Kevor­
kian said Aug. 5. 

Detroit Recorder's Court Judge 
Thomas Jackson allowed Kevor­
kian to remain out on bond but ad­
monished liim not to violate the law 
while free. 

Kevorkian will be the flrst to be 

tried ilnder Michigan's law barring 
assisted suicide. The felony tiears a 
penalty of up to four years in Jail 
and/or a $2,000 fine. 

On Sept. 9, the day Kevorkian 
was bound over for trial ln Hyde's 
death, Wayne Cotmty prosecutors 
say he helped cancer patient Do­
nald O'Keefe die by the same 
r1iethod in his Redford Township 
home. 

Redford Townstiip 17th District 
Court Judge Karen Khalil is ex­
pected to decide Sept. 30 ff KeVor-
kian will stand trial for assisting 
O'Keefe. 

The Michigan Court of Appeals 
will hear arguments tills fall on the 
constitutionality of the assisted 
suicide ban. Which has been chal­
lenged by a group of citizens and 
physicians and the American Civil 
Liberties Union.

A man whom police call "a signific­
ant dealer of marijuana" to the Novl 
and Farmington Hills area was ar­
rested Sept. 9 after selling a 
14 -pound of marijuana to an under­
cover olDcer.

.Andre Joseph Tundo's extended 
date with the Judicial system of three 
states has begun anew. 

Tundo, already wanted for escap­
ing from a Kentucky Jail, was ar­
rested by Novl police Sept. 12 after a 
high-speed chase on Novl and Grand 
River roads. He was fleeing after al­
legedly walking out of a real estate 
agent's open house in Northville with 
several pieces of Jewelry, but the lar­
ceny charge for that crime is Just one 
of several he now faces. 

Tundo waived his right to a prell-
r11ina1y examination into the charge 
at Plymouth's 35th District Court 
Sept. 24. and his case was bound 
over to Oakland County Circuit 
Court. He'll be arraigned there Oct. 
14. 

Northville City police turned him 
over to the Oakland County SherllTs 
Department foUowlng the Sept. 24 
court hearing. His bond was con-
Unued at $50,000, with no allowance 
for a 10-percent cash bond. 

The city's charge is Just the first in 
a series that Tundo will have to an­
swer to, said Sgt. Gary Callender, Af­
ter that. Novi police are considering 
charging him with reckless driving 
and fleeing a police officer for the 
high-speed chase U1at led to his 
capture. 

Tundo is also wanted in Macomb 
County for failure to pay child sup­
port In 1988. in Kentuclqr for escap­
ing from Jail while serving out a sen­
tence for 13 counts of receiving and 
conceallrlg stolen goods, and in 
Clearwater, Fla. for auto theft involv­
ing the car he was driving when he 
was captured. Callender said he re­

cently received a call from police in 
Tampa. Fla., who are also seeking to 
extradite Tundo in connection with a 
series of home thefts there. 

"He's going to be traveling for a 
while." Callender said. 

Locally, Tundo's saga began Sun­
day afternoon, Sept. 12, when he 
toured an Andover Drive home being 
shown by Plymouth real estate agent 
Rick Birdsall. After he left. Blrdsall 
noticed Jewehy missing from a 
dresser in the master bedroom and 
drove after him. following the fugitive 
east on Eight Mile to Novi Road while

They caught up 
with him outside the Fair Lane Hotel 
Just west of Taft. and he surrendered 
in a field Just west of the hotel. 

Polcle found several items of 
jewehy. a cellular phone stolen from 
Kentucky, a pager and a Virginia 
license plate In the car, which had 
Tennessee plates installed.

Large-lot zoning in southwestern 
Novl will move forward — but at a 
slow pace. 

That was the consensus officials 
reached at a Sept. 22 Joint meeUng of 
the NoVl City Council and Planning 
Commission. The Idea of a large-lot 
zone in the city — a contentious one 
in recent months — will be further 
studied. Serious consideration, how­
ever, will wait until after Novembei's 
council elections. 

At issue is the notion of establish­
ing a 4-square-1nile zone in the 
southwest comer of NoVI — an area 
bordered by Napier, Eight Mile, Beck 
and Ten Mile roads — for lots with a 
multi-acre minimum size. Often 
called "estate lot zo11tng" in dlsucs-
sions this spring and summer, the 
matter has strong supporters and 
detractors. 

Some city officials have called that 
phrase a misnomer. The intention of 
such zoning, they say, is to provide 
those who want It with the chance for 
"countiy living": big lots, dtrt roads, 
lots of privacy and preserved natural 
areas. Some have said that the "es­
tate lot" plan would clieate an area 
only flie veiy wealthy could afford to 
live in. 

Some residents of the proposed 
zone have said they support the idea, 
while several owners oflarge tracts of 
land there have said they oppose lt on 
financial grounds. 

Reqiiiringlotsofatleast two acres, 
they say — a minimum often dis­
cussed — would make them too ex­
pensive to sell, particularly when the 
costs of water and sewer services are 
Included. Some property owners 
have said they will pursue legal ac-
Uon against the city if it institutes the 
large-lot zoning plan. Despite that, 
the concept of a large-lot zone drew 
strong support from several officials 
at the meeting. 

Director of Planning James Wahl 
said that discussion of a zonl1ig plan 
resulted from a long line of support 
for the idea. Larger-lot zoning was in 
place in western Novl years ago, he 
said, but was later changed. How­
ever, in recent years the concept has 
received renewed support, he said. 

Many residents and officials. Wahl 
said, have asked where large-lot 
homes can go in NoVl as subdivision 
after subdivision — many with lots 

smaller than one acre — come In. 
In July, the commission adopted 

an update ofthe city's master plan for 
land V se which calls for a lower home 
density in the proposed zone. 

"The question tonight is: how do do 
this?" Wahl asked of commissioners 
and council members. "How do wc 
achieve thair 

Some argue that large lots will de­
velop in southwest Novl natiorally. 
Wahl said, as a reaction to the de­
mands of the real estate market, 
others, he continued, fee! a city ordi­
nance would ensure that develop­
ment goes the way the city intends it. 

Consultant Rod Airoyo recom­
mended that the city conduct a feasi­
bility study to see if lots of two acres 
or more are marketable. Other re­
lated issues toconsider. he said, were 
the suitability of land fliere for septic 
fields as well as the cost ofir1stalllng 
water and sewer lines. 

CouncU Member Robert Schmid 
strongly supported the large lot zone 
concept. 

"Novi is a uniquecity." he said. "We 
can have small homes and sizes all 
the way up." 

Novi's physical size — 30 square 
miles — allows for eveiything from 
TNvelve Oaks to large lots can fit 
within the city limits. Schmld said,, 
and added that large lots would sell. 

"The market's there." he said. "It 
may take a little longer to sell them. I 
can't aflord it. Maybe there isn't any-
one at this table who can allbrd it, but 
there are a lot of people who can." 

Commissioner Eda Weddlngton 
said she suppwrted the plan as well, 
and pointed out that laj^e lots don't 
mean large pricetags. Her family lives 
in the proposed zone on a large lot, 
she said. 

"It's not necessaiy to build a $1 
million dollar home on a large lot" 
Weddlngton said. "Fm living proof of 
that." 

"We're at the top of the mountain," 
Commissioner Robert Taub said In 
support of the plan. "If we want the 
vlslon for this city of 20years ago, we 
need to act." 

Commission Chairperson Richard 
Clark said that once the city speaks 
with a clear voice to the development 
commu11ity. the project would move 
forward. 

"It's like that movie: ifyou build it, 
they will come." Clark said.

The key aspect of such a plan for a 
district Uke Novi is that it would make 
the district more reliant on stale 
funds than ever before — and the 
amount of money depends on the 
fourth Friday counts. 

Long-range planning is another 
reason for the scrutiny. GlVen the 
steady growth rate, many observers 
expect the district to ask Voters for a 
bond Issue approval Within the n d 
few years. Such money Would prob­
ably finance a new school, possibly 
an elementary facility In Western 
Novi. 

The Sept. 17 count saw 4.449 stu­
dents attending Novi schools: 
• 447 at Orchard Hills Elementaiy. 
• 494 at ParkvieW Elementary. 
• 471 at Village Oaks Elementaiy, 
• 501 at Novi Woods Elementaiy. 
• 708 at Novi Meadows. 
• 659 at NoVi Middle School. 
• 1.169 al NoVl High School. 

Novi schools accommodate more 
than 1.200 addiUonal students tlUs 
year versus 1984. The district's K-12 

population for that year Was 3.204. 
If the figures stay the same. Novi 

Woods will replace Village Oaks as 
the elementary with the largest stu­
dent body in Novi. .Also. Village Oaks 
Will be the only district school that ex­
periences a decline in student popu­
lation. Village Oaks counted 471 stu­
dents on Sept. 17. a drop of l 1 from 
last year. 

The count shows NoVi Woods With 
35 more students than it had last 

year {at 466). Orchard Hills has 34 
more students, over last year's mark 
of 413. ParkVleW Was home to 460 
elementary goers last year and has

The program entails going to diffe­
rent schools and asse11ibllng the 
children for an explanation of the 
ChildWatch program. 

'We tell them it's not a place to go 
In and use the bathroom or to come in 
outof therain," Angerexplalned. "It's 
a place to go if you are in trouble." 

Children are also taught safety 
rules through the ChildWatch prog­
ram. Patterson added. 

"They learn about safety rules and 
precauUons," she said. "They learn 

about (avoiding danger when) going 
to and from school. .And, at age ap­
propriate levels, we teach them how 
to handle dangerous situatlonus." 

Older children in grades four to six 
are taught tilings like hoW to write 
down the lice11se plate of a suspicious 
person. Younger children, in kinder­
garten through third grade, are 
taught to play Where parents can see 
them, and to tell their parents if 
something doesn't seem right.

ChildWatch program 
deserved support 

No, Novi Is not the ldnd of commun­
ity where children typically have to fear 
for their lives or wellbelng as they wallc 
home from school, but let's face It, these 
days there Is no such thing as a "safe" 
community. Tragedy can and does strike 
Just about anywhere. 

There there haVe been Instances 
here in NoVi in which children have been 
approached or accosted by strangers as 
they haVe traVeled about their neighbor­
hoods. NOt many, not often, but enough 
for all of us to Imow that the danger is 
real. 

Todd Anger, Novl's new crime pre-
Vention and DARE ofllcer, has an­
nounced he will make efforts to get a Mi ­
chigan Community ChildWatch prog­
ram going here on a citywide basis. There 
is already one such program in operation 
in the HickoIy Woods Elementary School 
area in the Walled l ^ e school district, 
but not for Novl schools. 

The program would invohre setting 
up a series of safehouses throughout the 
community. Those houses would be 
identified with a "Watchful Eye" sign, 
which the youngsters in the school dis­
trict would be taught to recognize. .Any­
time they feel threatened by the ap­
proach of a stranger, the chUdren could 
head to those homes to seek protectiOn 
from the residents who liVe there­

o f course, as a part Of the program, 
police would haVe tO check the back-
grOunds Of all the peOple whO sign up to 
open their hOmes to youngsters as safe-
hOuses. Anyone 1 7 d r older living their 
would have to gO thrOugh* the back­
ground checlc, and their bacltgrounds 
would be checked again each year. 

The polht, obViously, is to make 
sure the youngsters will truly be safe 
there and don't Just go from one danger­
ous sltuatlOn to anOther. If a resident ap­
plied for the program and was declined 
for any reason as a result Of that check, 
they wOuld simply be InfOrmed by letter

that they had not been accepted. 

Anger said he will be spealdng to 
the F T O Oiigarllzations in each Of NoVi 
schools, not only to explain the program 
and how it works, but also to enlist the 
Volunteers that would tie needed to run 
such as eflfort. ObViously, little could be 
done with the program without Volun­
teer support. 

ln a sense, the ChildWatch prog­
ram helps to replace the closeness Of the 
community which, years ago when life 
seemed a good deal safer, helped served 
to protect the children. Back when com­
munity life was more tightly knit, when 
adult residents knew most of their neigh­
bors and the children knew they could 
rely on help from those neighbors in 
times of trouble, the neighborhoods and 
communities had their own Informal 
ChildWatch program. 

Today, communities are not as 
close. -And where parents may have once 
checked out neighbors, now the through 
the ChildWatch program, the police de­
partment can serve that function. .And 
they'll dO it better. ^ 

Tl i is ChUdWatch program is some­
thing every city, every school district 
should have in operation. We're glad to 
see It coming to Novl. It is almost surpris­
ing that Novl hasn't started one before. 

Nonetheless, Anger deserves credit 
for his efforts. .And we would urge all resi­
dents of NoVl to support and assist in the 
effort tO l a u n c h the C h i l d W a t c h 
program. 

Let's hear all candidates 
Lee BeGole launched his mayoral 

campaign with one of the most unusual 
moVes ever seen from a political candi­
date — he Withdrew his name from the 
ballot. .As he did so, he pointed out that 
by withdrawirlg, thus cutting the field of 
candidates to three, he wOuld save the 
city $10,000because it could then forego 
a prtmaiy election. 

lt was a strange move, however 
well-intentioned, and we criticized it on 
this page. 

But now other candidates for the 
Office are apparently declining invita­
tions to forums which are allowing Be­
Gole to participate because he is not an 
official candidate, because he vrtll be 
running as a write-in candidate. Shirley 
C a s h last month offered to interview all 
the mayoral candidates, BeGole in­
cluded, in her cable television show, and 
candidates Nancy Cassis and Joe Toth 
declined. They gave as their reason spec-
llically that BeGole was going to be al­

lowed to participate. 

We don't see why. BeGole's name 
may not tle on the ballot, but that is 
frankly to his disadvantage, not theirs. 
BeGole has never said anything but that 
he would remain a viable contender for 
the position, he is Just choosing a little 
different way to go about It. 

As the time gets closer to the elec­
tion, Novl voters need to hear from all the 
legitimate candidates—and write-in is a 
legitimate way to run for office — sO that 
they can make comparisons between the 
candidates o n the Issues and make their 
decision. Not participating in forums in 
which BeGole will he allowed would 
seem to r u n counter that idea. 

Odd as the move may have been, 
BeGole should be treated like any other 
candidate. A n d we would urge other can­
didates to accept that and continue their 
participation.

P a y f r e e z e o r p a y S l u r p e e ? 

What checks and balances 
are there on a newspaper? 

Believe it or not. one of the 
best is the newspaper itself. 

Anyone Who thinks reporters 
and editors — yes, even execu-
UVe editors — are all of the same 
mind on any given issue doesn't 
know much about how news­
papers operate. 

A case in point came up last 
week. Early in September, the 
Northville Board of EducaUon 
ratified a new contract With Its 

teachers' union. The contract called for the pay schedule 
to remain imchanged in 1993-94 and to Increase 3 per­
cent ln 1994-95. the second year of the pact. 

School olDcials. not to menUon the teachers' union, I'm 
siIre, were hoping for a headline that blared Teachers ac­
cept pay freeze." 

Most newspapers would haVe acceded. .After all, if the 
contiact doesn't move. It's a pay freeze. Isn't it? Those 
would have been the Words bandied atiout the school 
board's ratlflcaUon meeUng, and most newspapers would 
have picked them up and used them in their reports on the 
new contract. 

We didn't. What we reported Was that 30 percent of 
Northville teachers could see Wage llikes of almost 9 per­
cent In the first year of the contract. 

How could that happen? HoW could some teachers see 
wage llikes of almost 9 percent when the contract calls for 
a "pay freeze?" 

The answer, of course, is the Increments. Teachers re­
ceive "increment Increases" every year tllrough their first 
l 1 years of service. So, even If the contract is frozen, teach­
ers with less than 11 years of service will conUnue to cash 
In on those Incremental increases. 

No where in our coverage of the new contract did we 

menUon the words "pay freeze." 
And dlat's where my checks and balances story comes 

in. 
"Don't you think we were a little tough In oiu- coverage of 

the teacher conU^ct?" 1 asked Mike Malott. rmlnaglng edi­
tor of TTie Northville Record and The Novi News. 

'I Want US to be t o u g h . . . I Want us to report accurately 
on eveiything. particidarly teacher contracts," I con-
Unued. "But don't you think we were a lltde tough by refus­
ing to acknowledge that the teachers* uillon agreied to a 
'pay freeze." Let's be tough, bullet's notlje so tough tliat we 
can't give credit where credit ls due." 

And what ensued at that point Was a discussion of 
Whether or not we had been ulifalr to the Northville teach­
ers by refusing to report Uiat they had taken a 'pay freeze.' 

Checks and balances In acUon. QuesUonlng oursehres 
about our own accuracy and obJecUvlty. 

Frankly, Malott convinced me that We had reported ac­
curately. What's more, he convinced me that reporting the 
stoiy as 1 had suggested by calling it a 'pay freeze" would 
have been inacciirate. 

"But It wasn't a pay freeze." he argued. 
"A "pay freeze' means that nobody gets a pay raise. But 

the truth Is that 30 percent of the teachers got raises tills 
year, and some of those raises Were as high as 9 percent— 
which Is about tllree Umes as high as the private sector Is 
doing this year. 

"I'm sure they would have liked us to call It a freeze, but 
It wasn't." he atided. "When 30 percent of the teachers are 
getting raises, you can't call It a pay freeze. . . tjecause It 
Isn't" 

Malott stood fast on the posiUon, and he was right. The 
tiest he could do hi good conscience, he said, was call It a 
"pay Slurpee," but even that woLdd have Ileen Inaccurate.

1 had a conversaOon With my 
Dad the other night. 

He's a doctor who's pracUced 
radiology In New York. New 
Jersey. Georgia, and now 
California 

The conversation turned to 
Dr. Jack Kevorkian, Whose most 
recent assisted suicide (that 
he'll admit to) Was With a Novl 
man, Thomas Hyde. 1 was inter­
ested to get Dad's perspecUVe. 
not only as a professional, but 
as someone away from the me­

dia circus assisted suicides have generated here. (Our TV 
staUons here In Detroit are regarded around the countjy 
as being among the worst offenders for such things. But I 
digress). 

"Dr. Kevorkian is a man ahead of his time." my father 
said, to my surprise, and went on to'outilne Just a few sltu-
aUons Where he thought assisted suicide should be 
allowed. 

For example, he cited dialysis patients over 60. Dialysis 
Is the mechanical filtering process for treating persons 
whose kidneys have failed. Dialysis can continue foryears. 
but at a certain point, the patient mUst be placed on the 
maclihie permanently, an(l becomes immobile. Sweden. 
Germany and Great Britain arejust a few of the countries 
that will not allow persons oVer 60 to be treated by dialysis, 
and thus allow those persons to die. 

He further pointed out that the Netherlands. Just two or 
three years ago, adopted laws that allow physician-
assisted suicides In some cases. There are 12 criteria that 
must be met unanimously, and at least hvo physicians 

must consult along with one family member, and the pa­
tient If he or she is capable. 

My Dad also said he's very comfortable with the finite 
nature of life. He refered to it as "recycling," saying that 
when his time comes to stand aside and make room for 
more people, he hopes he's "recycled" as gracefully as 
possible. 

To me. my Dad was always the consummate profes­
sional, not one 1 pictured allying himself with a radical 
thhlker like Kevorkian. But 1 began to believe that perhaps 
the conUast is not as great as I had thought. 

My father hinted that some physicians are already "eas­
ing paUents over the edge." though With less fanfare and 
somewhat less abruptly dian Dr. Kevorkian. It works Uke 
tliis: someone Who Is near thefr end is freated with paln-
relleVlng steroids, and perhaps morphine as the pain prog­
resses. No other treatment is given for their ailment, and 
they are sent home to thefr famUies. 

In most cases, the patient is visited by lamily members 
in the days preceding his or her deaUi. and everyone is 
happy and at peace when the end comes. No one is Jolted 
by tlie suddenness of the death, and no one tiears the grief 
of thinking dlat they didn't get to see Uncle Joe before he 
went. 

So. in a sense, assisted suicides are afready going on. It 
takes a couple of weeks, instead of a few seconds on a car-
tion monoxide tank. 

It's my guess that there are a lot of physicians who tliink 
the Way my father does. On Uie surface, professional, and 
acUng Within legal bounds: but in private acknowledging 
that assisted suicide Will see its time in this counUy.

You'll have to forgive Jim Sgriccia if he's all Ilred up. 
This longtime chili cook has demonstrated his ability 

by once again qualifying for Worldwide competiUon wlUi 
his sensaUonal Day Later ChUi. On Oct. 3, the North­
ville resident will Uravel to the International ChUi Coo-
koIT in Reno. Nev., at the Eldorado Hotel and Casino. 
Last year's finals in Scottsdale, Ariz., drew 125 cooks 
from aU OVer the United States, as WeU as Europe and 
Japan. 

To qualify for the world championship, a chlU cook 
has to finish Well in one of the many regional compeU-
Uons. Each regional holds a handful of qualifiers per 
year. Sgriccia Won the North Cenfral Regional cookofi"in 
Wayne last Jufy, compeUng against 60 cooks from aU 
the Great Lakes States, IlUnois, Missouri, and even 
Canada. 

It's not unusual for compeUtive chUi cooks to travel 
hundreds of mUes for a cookoff. 

"Jerry Simmons is from Missouri, and I run Into him 
aU the Ume," Sgriccia said. "I know him better than most 
people that I UVe close to." 

Sgriccla's Winner, Day Later ChUi, is a recipe he's 
used for years, ald1ough he tlrikers With it constanUjr 
With the goal ofimproVlng it. ApparenUy the tinkering 
has payed off. 

"1 made some changes to the recipe I'Ve been using," 
he said. "I Was real happy. I Was going to t1y out at Tht: 
Lark (the Birmingham restaurant which annuaUy hostf; 
a sancUoned chUi cookofi), too, but then I took first: 
place at Wajme and Won tJiat big trophy." 

The secret to Sgriccla's burgeoning success has been 
some intense study into the art and science ofchiU pep­
pers. He did some reading ln TheCMl Bookpy^^Aai^ 

of dried chili peppers. To his surprise, he discovered 
that indeed diere Were discernible diilerences in the fla-
Vors of the various chiUs. Sgriccia talked about them the 
Way a connoisseur taUcs about Wine. 

"The chUls are aU so subtle and different," he said. 
'You haVe to experiment to see What you like." 

The chUis Sgriccia mixes Into his chill powder are 
cascatiel. mulato, pasUla, ancho, guajUlo, and ordl1iajy 
mild Calffomia chiU. AU ofUiese chUIs are all mUd, and 
Indeed three of them are used for the UadlUonal Mexi­
can mole. For heat, he cooks one teaspoon ofchipoUe 
chill powder in With the meat as he browns it ChlpoUe 
rates high in Scovllle units (the scientUlc measure of the 
hotness ofa chUi), but It's also got a imlque smolqr bar­
becue flavor that makes it irreslstable. 

Sgriccia keeps aU ofhis chUis in marked plasUc con­
tainers In the refiigerator. He'U mix and match powders 
When he cooks chUi at home. 

'I enjoy cooking, and Fve ahvays loved chUl," he said. 
Sgriccla's oU1er big secret is the one Which gives Day 

Later ChUl its name. He WUl brown the meat, cook the 
vegetables, and toss in aU his spices. Then he'U let It aU 
simmer for about an hour. 

When aU the flavors have mingled nicety, he'U puU 
the chUl off the burner, and plunge the pot into a cooler 
fuU of ice. Later, When it's time to serve the chlU he'U 
heat it back up again. 

"I got the idea several years ago at. a compeUtlon," 
Sgriccia said. "I got done cooking the chUl, and I had an 
hour and a haU'untU thejudging, so I left it to cool doWn 
on ice. The result was Day Later ChUi." 

Hie rationale is obvious to anyone Who's ever eaten 
leftover chUl that's sat in the refrigerator oVerni^t Not 
only does ft taste better, but the process ofcooUng and 
reheaUng the cliUl thickens it an important criterion on 
Which compeUUVe chills are Judged. 

For the unlniUated, cookhig chUi at home is one 
diing, but preparing it for compeUUon is quite another. 
The InternaUonal ChUl Society has some clearty defined 
rules about Wliat can go in the pot and What can't. No 
thickeners such as rice, pasta or beans are allowed. 
Hiat's right. CompeUUVe chUl is served Texas style: no 
beans. 

CompeUtive diill Is also not supposed tobeexfremely 
hot. It should liave fire, for sure, but not to die point 
Where It's repulsive. Sgriccia points to the example of 
the 1991 InternaUonal ChUi Cookoff Winner, Randy Ro­
binson of Columbus, Ohio. 

I Wed his chUi, and it Wasn't hot," he said. "It didn't

chUi Uiat is as tomato-less as possible; Just meat and 
sauce. 

CompeUUVe chUi cooks don't need any special cre­
dentials, Sgriccia adds. 

"Anybody can get ln." Sgriccia said. "You Just haVe to 
love chlU. and be ready for disappointment." 

Sgriccia knoWs about disappointment. Although he 
flrst started compeUng in 1984, he didn't get his first 
recognlUon. a fifth-place finish, until 1987. Before he 
even entered his first compeUUon, he spent two years 
Visiting chlU cookoffs and sampUng all Uie different 
chUis. 

OVer theyears, he's Won fourcookoffs. and has taken 
a couple of seconds and a third. There have also been 
numerous top 10 finishes. 

Though he competed as many as a 20 Umes a year, 
Sgriccia lias cut doWn to Just four shoWs a year lately. 
He competes in Wayne, Windsor, Livonia and Uie com­
peUtlon at The Lark. 

Jim Lark, oWner of the Lark restaurant is a big chUi 
fan himself. His goal is to one day host a cookoff of 40 
chill cooks, aU of them previous Winners and thus inter-: 
national compeUtors. He's already got one In Jlni . 
Sgriccia. ; : 

That Was the dream When I started," he said. "NoW I :

Here are some nutritional nuggets 
of InformaUon from Karen Collins, 
registered dleliUan for the American 
InsUtute for Cancer Research in 
Washington, D.C. 

• Egg whites are a good source of 
low-fat protein. However, the yolk is 
actually the portion of the egg Ulat 
contains the nlajority of the iron, 
zinc, vitamin B-12. and folacln (a B 
vitamin). Ifyourdiet is well-balanced 
this may not be a problem. .Another 

alternative is lo prepare eggs using 
some whole eggs and some egg 
whites. When using eggs in cooking 
you might cut fat content with fewer 
nutrient losses by using whole eggs 
and cutting the amount of added fat 
by a quarter to a third. Culling back 
on fatty meats such as bacon or 
sausage served with eggs and switch­
ing to leaner foods elsewhere in the 
day's diet can also cut significant fat 
without any loss in nuUlents. 
• Ever wonder how long it's safe to 

keep a "doggy bag" of leftovers from a 
restaurant before gelUng them home 
to refrigerate? Food should not be 
kept at room temperature aliy longer 
them two hours from the Ume that it 
is seivcd. Ifyou arc going to a show 
after dinner, or are running errands, 
it is probably better not to take a 
doggy bag than to risk getting food 
poisoning when you eat those leftov­
ers. You cannot Judge the safety of 
that doggy bags contents by loolcs, 
smell or taste. 

• Professional chefs' use of flowers 
such as naslurUuins and marigolds 
is generally safe. However, ifyou are 
unceilain, enr on the safe side and 
don't eat flower petals or other Ingre­
dients or garnishes you are unsure of 
in restaurants. And don't experiment 
haphazardly with different flowers at 
home. Some flowers can cause toxic 
reacUons. 

The safety of flowers may also de­
pend on how they are grown.
