on the election circulated by the
league.

McLallen
says she’s

Those who have been described,
for lack of a better term, as the old
guard of Novi, have lined up In for-
mation behind mayoral candidate
Kathleen MclLallen.

Yet McLallen — who's won the
endorsement of former mayors Gil
Henderson and Pat Karevich, as
well as current but resigning Mayor
Matthew Quinn — says she is flat-
tered but doesn't see herself as part
of the Novi "establishment” oras the
candidate for any particular
faction.

“I am the next generation. I am
more typical of the current Novi citi-
zen,” she said.

“We now have more citizens who
have lived here less than 10 years
than citizens whe have lived here 25
or 30 years. The old guard are the
people who came here 15 to 20
years ago and worked with incredi-
ble vision to bring Novl to this
polint.”

*I'min the next group transfered
in. We benefitted from them, now
we're golng to add the next layer.”

The mother of five kids and a
licensed Realtor, McLallen says she
intends to [tve tn Nowl, her home
since 1986, for the long-haul.

Now, she hopes to move up in the
Nov. 2 election from the last ap-
pointed office she held with the city.
Mclallen, 47, served on the Flan-
ning Commission for six years, the
last two ay chair, but resigned last
winter when she declared her
candidacy.

She is not thrilled with the dy-
namins of the current city council.

The seeds of solution
lile in suit settlement

In the proposed settlement of a law-
suil there lies the seed of a solution to
onc of northern Novi's most troublesome
Issues . . . getting rid of the through
traflic on East Lake Drive.

Those who rush Lo oppose the plan
based on the mistaken beltel that they
can block the development of a restaur-
an{ in that area, and thus the increased
traffic such a facilily would bring with it,
may he missing out on a great
opportunity.

Perhaps more important, their ac-
ceptance of the proposed settlement
could avoid an even more bothersome
development in the area . . . one which
would seem to be the developer's second
best alternative-for his parcel.

Novi City Council will be taking
public input tonighl on a proposed set-
tlement to a lawsuit filed against the city
by Southfield attorney Ted Andris. He
wants Lo build a restaurant on the corner
of 14 Mile Road and East Lake Drive.
While he has site plan approval for the
construction of a restaurant there al-
ready, on the east side of East Lake
Drive, Andris wants a change in the site
plan {o allow him to put the restaurant
on the lakefront. When the city turned
that proposal down, he went to court.

Now Andris is proposing a seitle-
ment. In return for allowing him to build
{he catery, he'll give the city the right-of-
way for a rerouting of East Lake Drive, so
that it jogs around both his parking lot
and the existing Frigate’s Bar. That
would move the Intersection to the east
several hundred feet.

City Council is considering the set-
tlement. They were intrigued enough
with the prospect of the rerouted road-
way that they took the unusual step of
scheduling a meeting to take input on
from the public on a proposed lawsuit
setilement.

This was the issue that got council
member Carol Mascn hot under the col-
lar last week, to the point she walked
from the meeting, She complained that
the council has met in closed session on
this lawsuit some 18 times, and she de-
clined to participate in another.

Mason has been heavily criticized
for that action, but before we can con-
demnn her, the city would have to come
forward with additional information ab-
out what has been going on in those
meetings. Mason is right on at least one
point — that is an extraordinarily exces-
sive number of closed sessions for the
counicil to be having on any one issue,

Be that as it may, there are some
opportunities here which we would not
want to see the city miss. We are less
than thrilled that such a plan for the im-
provement of that intersection has to
come by way of a proposed lawsuit settle-
ment. Nonetheless, Andris and his firm
are apparently sweetening the deal tothe
city by offering the road right-of-way.
And that is a significant concession.

So, the advantages of the current
proposal have to be considered. The
primary one is the rerouting of East Lake
Drive. In moving the intersection to the
east, it seems to us that through traffic
now using East Lake Drive would be en-
couraged to move to Decker Road. De-
cker was built especially to serve as a by-
pass for East Lake Drive, but drivers
have still seemed to prefer fellowing the

substandard read through a residential
neighborheod,

Having a restaurant on the lakef-
ront, like Key Largo up in Walled Lake,
would also seem Lo be an asset Lo some
degree o Lhe cily. It would give the public
access 1o Walled Lake, without giving
"public access” — they could view the
lake from the restaurant even through
they couldn't launch boats or swim
there.

The owners of Frigate's Bar object
toihe planbecause their entrance is now
on the portjon of East Lake which would
be blocked ofl. But there are opportuni-
ties in this plan for Frigate's too. The bar
has been plagued with parking prob-
lems, and Andris’s plan would virtually
surround Frigate’s with parking spaces.
Ifadeal could be worked out to allow Fri-
gate's cuslomers to use that lot, elimi-
nating the needforbar patrons to have to
cross Fourieen Mlle Road as they enter
and exit the bar, that would seem to be
all Lo the benefit of the current tavern
OWTETS.

Even betler, in our opinion, would
be the revival of the old cul-de-sac plan,
suggested by one resident of East Lake
Drive and given consideration by Andris
in the meeling last week. If the cul-de-
sac were placed on the south end of An-
dri’s land, barring all through traflic on
East Lake, and the entranceway of the
new restaurant were placed on Fourteen
Mile Road, the result would be even bet-
ter for residents of that area.

Through traffic would be rerouted
to Decker, and the new traffic generated
by the restaurant would also be kept out
of the East Lake neighbor.

Seems to us that's what East Lake
residents have been asking and hoping
for for years.

But block this plan and it also
seems Andris's second best option poses
a number of problems for the area. He
could, with the approvals he's already
been given, go ahead with the restaurant
now on the east side of East Lake. That
would mean the road would stay as it is
and traffic would be unaffected. The
neighborhood would have to contend
with the additonal traffic from the
restaurant,

Additionally, the state Departrment
of Natural Resources has already ex-
pressed interest buying Andris's lakef-
ront parcel for a public access site. It
seems to us it would be in Andris’s inter-
est to sellit tothemif he's not going to put
a restaurant there, A boat launch there
would be a natural draw to the area and
the additional traflic would benefit his
eatery business.

Of course that would also mean
more traflic going through the neighbor-
hood . . . and public access on Walled

Lake.

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They had to. It's now a rule.

Over the past several months we have been developinga
manual which defines our news standards. It's a prelty
heavy tome, and getting heavier all the time.

Basically. it's sorl of a news-oriented tickler file, re-
minding editors and reporters of upcoming news events
(deadlines for mailing assessment notices, for example)
and laying out suggestions/expectations for coverage.

One aspect of the manual is what I call the "Basic Ex-
pectations.” They're hard to miss, too. They're printed in
bold-faced caps and have big checks marks all over them
so they can't be missed.

What I thought you might find inieresiing is the nature
of the “Basic Expectations.”

There are the things you would expect — elections,
board of review meetings, budget hearings. But the ones
with the biggest check marks are things like homecoming
kings and queens.

“There shall be a pix of the homecoming queen on the
front page,” reads the manual. “Jt may be the king and the
queen, the queen and her father, the queen and her court.
But the queen goes on the front page.”

Other basic requirements: piclures and storles about
valedictorians/salutatorians; lstings of holiday (Thanks-
giving, Christmas, Easter) religlous services; front page
storles about officfal trick-or-treating hours, etc.

That type of news Is critical to us because we think it's
critical to you. They're the types of things you should ex-
pect from a hometown newspaper, and we're going to
make sure you get them.

Besides, I don't want any more phone calls from angry
queen mothers ever again.

Fruit of vine
tastes fine for
all occasions

. Grapes are a prehistoric fruit that have been
*known to man since Neolithic times. Grape and
'wine production was evident in the hieroglyph-
‘ica of the Egyptians and referred to as the
:“fruit of the vine” in the Old Testament. Today,
‘grapes are cultivated on six continents and are
.popular around the world.

' Who can turn down sweet and julcy grapes
from a bunch? They make great desserts, sa-
‘Iads, snacks or as a complement to chicken or
Jish. An elegant way to serve chicken is to add
.a wine sauce with seedless grapes. Combine
rseveral varieties and colors of grapes to a fruit
vsalad or gelatin mold. Stir halved grapes Into
rlow-fat yogurt as a treat.

. Frozen grapes are a refreshing snack. Take
-the grapes off the stems. Place on a tray and
.freeze untll hard, then pour into a bag, While
‘you're making dinner pop a few in your mouth
sto take the edge ofl your appeilie. Grapes can
'be added to your favorite cole slaw recipe,
«chicken salad or pasia salad. Don't forget to
‘use them as a plate garnish to add a special
.touch.

' Grapes are not noted for thelr nuirient con- .
:tent as they contain only moderate amounts of
vitamins and minerals. There are some varieties
'that have some vitamin C, but all are relatively
Jow in calories.

Grapes are sometimes classified as either
{able grapes or wine grapes, although there is
some overlap. American varietles are sometimes
called slip-skin grapes as the skins can be eas-
ily separated from the flesh and their seeds are
tightly embedded in the pulp. Concord grapes
‘are a familiar varlety and are grown here In
Michigan. It's interesting to note that cream of
tartar is made from concord grapes.

They are also processed into jam, jelly, juice
and wine as they make a beauiiful dark, flavor-
ful product. They have a sweet-tart flavor with
‘a nice fragrance and a beautiful blue-black
scolor. A small quantity of these are in the
.market, but since they do not ship well, buy
them locally, of course: Michigan concords are
.the best. All American varieties ripen in the fall
*and are available in October.

. The Thompson seedless grapes are the most
‘popular fresh varlety grown in the United
‘States and are used to make raisins. The grow-
‘ing season is June through November. The
:other months they are Chilean imports. Seeded
varietles of grapes are thought lo have better
flavor than seedless. However, most of us prefer
‘the convenience of seedless grapes. Black
{Beauty are the only seedless black grapes and
‘are splcy sweet and resemble Concords.

» An Emperor grape is second only to Thomp-
'son seedless in quantity grown. These are
known as European varieties that are grown in
‘the Unlted States. They are a little thicker
skinned, ship better, stand up to conswmer
handling and store well. Californta grown are
‘on the market from August to March and Chili
imports the other months. The color of Emper-
'ors vary from red-violet to deep purple. They
thave a mild flavor and may remind you of a
‘cherry.

. Varieties of European grapes grown In
‘America are Black Beauty (seedless}], Calmeria
{sometimes called Lady Fingers). Ribier, which
‘are sweet large blue black grapes: Tokay or
Flame Tokay; Champagne (Black Corinth), and
TFlame Seedless, which are round deep red,
sweet-tart, crunchy and a relatively new variety
available in the stores.

* The first grapes to arrive from Californita
each year are Perlette Seedless. They are
round, green grapes that have a hint of white
on their surface. Red Globe, Queen, Red Ma-
{aga or Ruby Seedless are all varlelles you may
see at specialty markets from time to time.

* When selecting grapes, choose bunches that
have plump, unbruised fruit without spots or
browning at the stems.

+ Avold any grapes where the stems look
‘brittle, limp or brown. The grapes should stay
firmly attached to the stem when lifted from
the top. Grapes are thinned skin and easily da-
'maged, so handle with care. Use color as a
uide for the sweetest fruit.

Chefs team up for Wild West fundraiser

Toss out the stereotyplcal image of the
chef as a fussy, rotund, fellow with a tem-
per when things aren’t Just so.

More and more, today's chefs, though
still fussy, are fernale, and quile svelte,
thank you.

In the interest of bringing more women
chefs into the industry, and more women
In general into the workforce, three local
women chefs will throw some of their best
gourmet grub on the fire and serveitupin
a fund-raiser for womern's scholarships at
Scheolcraft College.

Northville resident Mary Brady, co-
owner of Diamond Jim Brady's, Denise
Caurdy, executive chef at Too Chez, and
Kelll Lewton, co-owner of 2 Unique Cater-
ers, have organized a western-atyle even-
ingof dancin’ and eatin’, The event willbe
held 4-7 p.m. at the Sheraton Oaks-Novi
on Oct. 24. Tickets are $50 per person.

Said Caurdy, “Nancy Halborg (director
of the Women's Resource Center at
Schooleraft) got the idea, She contacted
Mary and Mary contacted me, The three of
us had worked prior to this at a School-
cralt dinner benefit in April. Thal was a
women chel's deal, too.”

Brady. a instructor at Schoolcraft, and
a former student, saw the need for wo-
men's scholarships, and supported the
fund-raiser wholeheartedly.

"Many of the women going back to
school are displaced homemakers,” said
Brady. “Their kids are grown, they're on
their own, or thelr husbands have died.
They're trying to get into the educational
system, and they're women in need. There
are lets of them. :

“They're needy not just fAnancially, but
emotionally too,” said Brady. ~That's the
reason [ got invelved. I may not be able to
support them emotionally at this stage,
but monetarlly t can help.

Though the three organizers are chefs,
the scholarships are intended for all wo-
men who attend Schoolcraft, whatever
thelr major.

“It's for any warnern who want to go into
any fleld, whether its culinary orbusiness
or nursing,” said Brady. “We're not snob-
bish about it.”

Caurdy said it didn't take long for other
peopie to start chipping in to support the
event.

“We wanted the purveyors who've sup-
ported us inour fleld to support this too,”
she said. “I went to my supplier from Sex-
ton, and she said ‘Whalever you want, es-
peclally if it's for women.” *

Realistically, Lewton said women need
all the support they can get, especially
when pursulng a career in culinary arts.

“This is a wicked business,” she said.
*You've got to love cooking to cook. It's a
very physical, demanding professlon.”

Many women frlends who attended
Schoolcraft with her have gone to work in
other aspects of the food Industry, pri-
marily sales. Few are still cooking,

Lewton finds it particularly rewarding
to participate in this fundraiser, though,
because she benefitted directly from the
scholarship program at Scheoleraft while
she was a student there,

*1 received scholarships and funding
when [ was in Schooleraft,” she said.
“Without the people taking the time to
care for me, I would have been flounder-
ing. I have a warm spot in my heart for
Schoolcrafl, so I want Lo give something

back. And I feel strongly about supporting
causes that help women.”

She also says it's nice to take part Ina
dress-down event.for a change.

“Don't get me wrong, 1 still love the
black te stufl,” she said. “But It's just nice
to go where you can be casual.”

Soon Ocl. 24, theballroom of the Sher-
aton Oaks will open up to the blue jeans
and boots crowd.

It had or-
iginally been slated for Tollgate Farm, but
moving it to the Sheraton, said Brady,
“eased everyone's minds about the
weather.”
