Ifyou liave sometliing to say ab­
out Novl's noW-deJunct public na­
ture trail system, keep Wednesday 
evenliig open. A spedial 1neeti11g of 
the Novl Pla111iing Commission will 
give you a forum. 

The co11unission Will hold a 
public hearing on O c t 27 before de­
ciding Whether to delete "Rhjrthms," 
the plan for a citywide nature trail 
network:, from the master plan for 
land use. The meeting will hegfn at 
7:30 p.m. in the City Council cl iam-
bers at the Novi Civic Center. 

The council voted in August to 
scale back the 33-mlle trail prop­
osal, restricting development to sol­
ely public lands. The council major­
ity said It no longer wanted the trail 
system to indude sections on pri­
vate land. 

Thedty lias encouraged sulxlivl-
slon devdopers and IndSvlduals for 
years to grant easements for the 

trails tllrough their properties. TTie 
August vote called for revoking 
those easements. 

The first section of fUiytlims, a 
2,000-foot stretch In the Chase 
Farms subdlvslon, opened earlier 
this year. 

The four council members who 
voted for the meastu% — Robert 
Sclimid, Carol Mason, Nancy Cas­
sis and Tim Pope •— d ied concerns 
some city residents liave said they 
liave over the plan. Those include 
the potential for crime, fiom van­
dalism to serious offenses, and resi­
dents who say they'll have no pri­
vacy With a trail running by their 
badtyards. 

The commission's decision is 
whether or not to delete the now-
defunct trail network plan fiom the 
masterplan. That document lias no 
regulatoiy power, but is a roadmap 
dty decision-makers use as a guide 
in considering development, zoning 
and other issues.

With a willing heart and Just a 
ittle effort, you can make a real dif-
erence in your community — and 

be there to offer a helping hand to a 
di i ld in need. 

That's the message members of 
Novl Woods Elementaiy's PTO want 
to get out to eveiyone as they seek to 
bring the Community ChildWatch 
program to tills area. 

"We can use any number ofdlffe-
rent people to hdp," Woods F*rincl-
palJadde Lawrence said. "Retirees, 
dads, grandparents—anyone. You 
don't need to l>e a stay-at-home 
mom to participate. We Just need 
people who can provide a place any 
time a kid may need help." 

PTO memtiers discussed the 
program at their meeting last week 
and called for quick action to make 
it reality and for volimteers to 
participate. 

ChildWatch is part ofa statewide 
volunteer assodation of parents 
and other interested community 
members, schools and law enforce­
ment The program began in Grand 
Rapids in 1979 and is now in hun­
dreds of Mlcliigan communities. 

It teaches volunteers and kids 
how to spot and avoid crime. The 
centerpiece of CliildWatch is pro­
viding kids with a safe place to go if 
they face a serious problem.

criminal liistoiy that could mean 
they're not right for the program. 
Accepted volunteers attend an 
hour-long training session. Police 
also screen anyone over 17 Who re­
sides In a volunteer's home. 

After that thqr receive a "Watch­
ful E^e" poster to display the poster 
In Window of their home — a land­
mark for children in need to look 
for. 

If tliis sounds like the "Helping 
Hands" decal of years past you're 
correct CliildWatch, however, is 
more. Yield Jamison, a Woods ITO 
memhier who has bieen part of the 
conmiittee studying It pointed o u t 

ChildWatch trains both volun­
teers and cliildren, she said. Parti­
cipants leam how to observe, re­
cord and report situations that 
could be dangerous to the com­
munity, especially children. 

Issues indude what to watch for. 
Important details to record and how

best to report situations to police, 
ChildWatch literature indicates. 

Kids would receive training as 
Well, Jamison added. Videotapes 
shown in school teach children ab­
out how to be safe and avoid becom­
ing a victim of crime. The material 
also addresses what to do ff a prob­
lem develops. 

Older cliildren recelVe more de­
tailed Instruction, the literature in­
dicates, such as Writing down 
license plate numbers and descrip­
tions of Veliicles or persons. 

Another feature Wliich disting­
uishes ChildWatch, Jamison said. 
Was that it is ongoing. Police re-
screen Volunteers yearly. They Will 
work to ensure that anyone Who 
has dropped out—because the/ve 
moVed, for example - - Will be 
replaced. 

Jamison praised NoVl Crime FYe-
VenUon and DARE ofllcer Todd A n ­
ger for his assistance With the 

Woods PTO in researching the 
issue. .Anger has discussed Child­
Watch with other school officials as 
well, and has said he hopes it will 
take strong root In the community. 

PTO omclals Whole-heartedly 
agree. 

"We'd like to get tills program 
into all NoVi schools." Jamison said. 
"The more homes (that haVe the 
ChildWatch sign) the better, r d like 
to see one In evely Window." 

PTO members at their meeUng 
said Uley'd explore the idea ofwork-
i n g with subdivision and homeow­
ners' assodaUons representaUves 
as a way to spread the Word. 

Meanwhile, membiers said they 
planned to fan out through their 
subd iv is ions , informing their 
neighbors of the program and seek­
ing their partldpaUon. 

Some at the meeUng expressed 
an interest In viewing the video­
tapes Uiat will be shown to students 
— "as a Way to reinforce at home 
Wliat the cliildren leam," one pa­
rent said.

Gardner said the first message was 
recorded at 11 a.m., only a few hours 
after Uie candidate forum at the re­
staurant, wliich began at 8 a.m. A 
second message was recorded al 5 
p.m. that day. When he returned her 
call that evening, she Informed him 
Uiat she U i o u ^ t she might have 
been the driver who sUuck Cash's 
car. 

Gardner said Friday liis ofllce had 
Informed Cash of the phone calls, but 
no menUon of those messages was 
made in Uie supplemental report 
nied Oct. 12 to Uie Nov! Police De­

partment In wliich Cash named Cas­
sis as the responsible driver. 

Cassis also did not menUon Uiose 
phones calls when interviewed by 
T h e N o l i News. In fact. Cassis told 
T t i e N o v i News she did not discover 
the damage to her own car unUl dial 
evening. 

Cassis had said she did not know 
she hit U1e car at die Ume of Uie Inci­
dent. Even after she had accepted re­
sponsibility for Uie fender bender 
and agreed to pay the $ 1.100 In dam-
a ^ to Cash's velilcle. Cassis said 
she was sUll unsure whether she was 
U1e driver Who actually Jilt Cash's 
car. 

Gardner said Friday he believed It 
was possible Cassis had liit the car 
WlUiout knowing i t 

'With the radio on, you could have 
lilt Uiat car and never even known it" 
he said. 

Gardner confirmed Cassis's con-
tenUon that Cash had been parked 
over the wliite line, alUiough Cash la­
ter denied it. 

Gardner searched die parking lot 
In an attempt to And the car responsi­
ble for the damage. Gardner said he 
is familiar with Cassis's car, and re­
members checking her bumper spec­
ifically, but he did not find da11iage he 
Uiought would indicate hers had 
been the car that hit Cash's.

"Now I Uiink I'm a much more suc­
cessful member ofcouncU and Will he 
a successful mayor because IVe 
learned how to reach out to people." 

Not long afler she was re-elected to 
her second term. Cassis. 49, merged 
her grown family of two wlUi the five 
adult children of her new husband, 
local restaurateurVlctorCassls.Tlils 
summer. Cassis, her husband and a 
step-daughter toured lils naUve 
land. Lebanon. Afterwards, the folks 
tiack home asked her If she Was 
scared when she stepped off Uie 
plane at Beirut Not a b i t she says. 

Skills Cassis says she'd bring to 
the mayor's post include those she's 
honed in her professional career. She 
is a psychologist for the Novl school 
system and holds a master's degree 
in interpersonal relaUons from Uie 
University of Michigan. 

Her duUes Include tesUng stu­
dents who may liave some form of a 
learning disability and working 
closely with Uielr parents and teach­
ers as "an advocate of children." 

Cityslde. Cassis is an outspoken 
advocate for slow growth and wran­
gling infrastructure concessions out 
of developers. 

"Im certainly a proponent of get­
ting Uie tiest out ofnegoUaUons and 
foster whenever possible developers 
paying Uieir fair share of Uie improve­
ments. You get one cliance to build a 
great city. Let's do it right the first 
time." she said. 

Her long-time crusade for cost-
cutUng paid offln some fat-cutUng in 
Uiis year's city budget. She's fostered 

dialogue between Various govem-
ment agencies, such as die Novl 
school dlsUlct and Walled Lake 
school district, and Detroit and Novl. 
When she invited DeUrolt Council 
Member Mary .Ann Mahaffey to toWn. 
This year, she was instrumental In 
putting together a series of town 
meetings bringing city government 
ofQclals face-to-face with developers, 
residents and buslnessowners. 

Cassis says another goal Is to 
streamline the way die city does 
business. 

"We liave to be Just a lltUe bit shar­
per than ever before. 1 tliink it's Ume 
we run die city wlUi reasonable, 
sound businesslike pracUces, being 
suie Uiat city services and our con­
sultants are accountable to the 
public," she said. 

If elected. Cassis says she'd also 
like to get Uie cou.ncil "working more 
efflclently" to ensure tliat "public 
business is done before mldiiight" 

The Novi poliUcal scene Is often de­
scribed as being divided into two fac-
Uons: an old guard of longtime resi­
dents and former c M c leaders and a 
"new guard" conunandeered by 
Cassis. 

Perhaps because of her role In Uie 
"Watermaingate" InvesUgaUon In 
1992. rumor on the suburban sUeets 
has it Uiat i fCassls Is elected she'll do 
a major housecleanlng and attempt 

to sweep out City Manager Edward 
Kriewall and city considUng firms 
such as J C K & Associates. 

Cassis answers Uils charge with a 
firm. "No, of course not." 

'We can work together. The review 
process is always there, both to point 
out the strengths of the admlnisUa-
Uon and the consultants, as well as to 
point out the Weaknesses. Tm not 
seeing at Uiis time anyUilng more 
Ulan a cliange offaces on council and 
a new mayor," she said, 

"There has ljeen an old guard and 
some of them are feeling some of the 
growing pains of seeliig oUier people 
come to die forefront It really reflects 
wliat's liappenlng in Uiis growing 
community. We are ln a process of 
change and UanslUon." 

Cassis's private life has come 
under scruUny, as some residents 
quesUon If her husband's landhold-
Ings In Novi may lead to a conflict of 
Interest when she votes on develop­
ment issues. 

She explains Uiat Uie city attorney 
has already advised her that she Is 
not ln conflict if she votes on Issues 
relating to a proposed ring road at the 
southeast comer of Novl Road and 
Grand River Avenue. 

"My husband doesn't own a lot of 
property In the town center he owns 
about tliree acles Wlilch Is Victor's 
restaurant, adjacent to the area tliat 
is proposed for a ring road," Cassis 
said. 

"His acUvlUes and business are 
totally liis and I liave my school Job. I 
liave and he has absolutly no finan­
cial interest in Uie 50 acres in the 
town center." 

If Cassis doesn't win diis cam­
paign, her council term expires and 
she'U be back In Uie city's poliUcal 
wilderness. 

Wliich is where some residents 
would like to see. She was one of die 
tliree council members targeted in a 

N a n c y C a s s i s in h e r N o v l s c h o o l distr ict o f f i c e . 

1992 recall campaign. CriUcs said 
she was an olMtrucUonist to Uie Hag­
gerty Connector. 

"The recall was a total flop and I 
tliink It was because there was no 
substance behind those kind of 
charges. Now, those individuals are 
not there making false attacks: Uiey 
Just stopped in their boots," she said, 

"When you run for public office, if 
you are a person who wants to please 
evetyone and never make any ene­
mies, tlian tliis is not the Job foryou." 

In Watennaingate, Cassis hauled 
city consulUng engineers J C K & As­
sociates on the carpet when she no-
Uced tliat a water main on Novl Road 
veered into MysUc Forest subdivision 
raUier tlian ruiming a straight-shot 
route. The contractor who laid the 
line was also one of Uie developers of 
MysUc Forest and Cassis quesUoned 
why J C K approved Uie reroute. 

OUiers quesUoned why the coun­
cil approved die cliange, buried In 

Uieir consent agenda, wlUiout bring­
ing Uie Issue up at the time. 

J C K sent the city a check for 
$26,000 to compensate for Uie extra 
expense of the reroute. Opponents 
charged Uiat (Dassls dragged Uie sltu-
aUon out too long. She doesn't see It 
Uiat way. 

"I spent $2,200 of my own money 
In attorney fees and liave not asked 
for tills to be repaid me because I felt 
it was so Important Uiat tlils be done 
right" she said. 

"Some of the delays were admlnl-
sbBUve. They kept having to go back. 
They didn't seem to get it Uie first 
time. We were not comfortable with 
the answers were Were getUng, we 
liad Uie duty to make It public and 
pursue it" 

Cassis said she felt Uie cost over­
runs may have exceeded $26,000 but 
that she put Uie Issue to rest because 
It was dividing Uie city. 

This year's campaign hasn't ex-

ploded wiUi conU-oversy, but Cassis 
pulls no punches in describing what 
she calls the 'clear choice" between 
herself and her opponents. ' 

"1 have a deflnite stand of not being 
in favor of overdevelopment of Uifs 
community.

My two opponents are vejy 
pro-development. The criUcal Issiie 
ls trust. Who will they trust to lead 
them as we change from the Matt 
Qulnn years to another era?" she 
said. 

"Pick Kathy or Joe for fast develop­
ment and some clianging of the mas­
ter plan here and there. 1 think 
they're two peas In a p<xl. 1 say that 
with respect" 

"I am poslUve and I have very good 
reason to be confident Uiat Fll be 
elected die next mayor of Novi, but 
I'm taking nothing for granted." . 

Which Is why Uiis hlgh-enei^y 
candidate Is spending her weekends 
Walking door-to-door seeking votes.

Was at Uie center of the debate over 
Whether segments of Uie taall system 
that had been planned to pass 
throipgh resJdfs^tial,areas, shoidd be 

oT the new Briarwooa sulidrv 
Had raised U1e obJecUon after Uiey 
learned a trail was scheduled to be 
constructed there. 

"The city told me, "We Want you to 
chair It: we wantyou to Implement i t ' 
That's wliat the council told me, 'We 
wantyou to implement it* NoW, when 
somebody teUs me to implement I 
start Implementing. I don't start talk­
ing: I don't start bai^aining. I start 
moving," Jenkins said. "We deve­
loped Chase Farm trail. We went into 
Maples, and we got tliat one going. 
We Went into Rotary Park; We got Uiat 
one going. .And we got It going wlUi 
zero dollars — zero taxpayer dollars. 
This was done with volunteers, 
grants, and with developers working 
wiUi us. I even had developers spread 
cliips with me. 

"I don't tliink the coilncU really re­
alized wl1at U1ey had there. And I 
U1i11k tliat's pretty sad, because I 
U111ik we need passive recreaUon. We 
need bike paths." He esUmated the 
work done so far on the trails system 
as a $3.5 million value for the city 
when the easements, work by volun­
teers, and design and planning are 
considered. 

He said he Ijelleves the council 
acted liastily, and possibly Illegally. 
Jenkins said he also believes Uie 
trails system has support from many 

residents and tliat It will b>e revived. If 
the council doesn't give the land 
away first 

The coimcU's handling of the Ualls 
Issue was Just one of several reasons 
Uiat spurred Jenkins to make his 
first run for public ofllce tlils year. 

Another is wliat Jenkins said Is a 
lack of proper cUquette on the part of 

;<i->ithe'Current'Councll niemljers.' -
As an example, Jenklris talked ab­

out one recent meeting In wlilch Uie 
councfl IniUated a new public partlcl-
paUon policy. Public input took lon­
ger than expected, and "that's when 
the sparks started flying," Jenkins 
said. 

"The one member of the councll 
said, 'I don't Uilnk you are taking 
control of tlils crowd, Mr. Mayor,' 
right there in the public hearing. You 
want to talk about disrespect. To me, 
IVe been brought u p to respect your 
elders. Boom, period. You give re­
spect to your superiors, you show 
Uiem the courtesy. You liave Uie UUe 
of mayor and the coimcil Is under-
neaUi Uie mayor. Tliat's Uie way I 
look at it" he said. 

Jenkins said he does not believe 
Uiat pushl11g for proper eUquette 
would sUfle debate, but would Im-
proVe it. He is also concerned that 
most of Uie councU's Important deci­
sions, and those invoh'lng the spend­
ing ofcltymonqr. are made in thewee 
hours of the morning. 

"If they can't get accomplished 
What Uiey need to do by 11 o'clock, 
there's something Wrong Uiere. 
That's three hours and I Uiink that is 
more than adequate to give a public 
hearing, hear committee Input, and 
then act on resoIuUons. There's a 

system to follow and Uirough the ani­
mosity on the board, it Is cosUng us 
as ClUzens. It really is. It Is costing us 
aggravaUon and it is cosUng us 
embarrassment." 

Jenkins moved his family to Novl 
13 years ago from the Uvonla / 
Redford area. He lias been corislder-
ing a moving to Soiith Lyon, buteven-, 

• ttJalhrsettledth Novt.'ItlJi^tgfitJ^'^^^^ 
like home; to him. he said. ' 

"I brought my fa11iUy here because' 
I like Uie city. I like Uie growUi and I 
like the faixifly community. A n d I 
want to see that famfly image con­
Unue In Novl; I don't want to see It get 
lost. I Uiink tliat fan1lly focus is really 
important. I miss it. I really do," he 
said. 

By day, Jenkins is the owner of 
The Symetiy Group, a contract 
management/construcUon manage­
ment firm. 

When he first got out of school. 
Jenkins said he had plarmed on a ca ­
reer as a drafter, and had received a 

Job offer for Just such a poslUon. 

"But drafting held me In a n office 
and I'm not an office person. I'm a 
people person. IVe got to be out. IVe, 
got to see U1ii1gs happen, fve got to 
make tilings go, so I couldn't be coi^-
flned to an office," Jenkins said, 
showing anoUier exa11^1e of Uie get-
it-done atUtude. 

Jenki11s graduated from Clarence' 
Vllle High School ln Redford and at,* 
tended Lawrfence T i c h I x f o r e strik­
ing out on his own In the resldenUal 
remodeling business. Eventually h^ 
moved on to home building and com­
mercial consUncUon, and from Uiere 
moved on to work on banks anc| 
hospitals.

District bonds, change them. 

District Voters itijected a S135 mil­
lion tiond issue request Tuesday by a 
margin of nearly two to one. 

The Walled l ^ e Board of Educa­
Uon decided in August to ask Voters 
for approVal to issue $135 mi11ion in 
tionds Which would firlance a mas­
slVe expansion, rencivatlon and tech­
nology effort across the district. The 
request M e d at the polls Oct. 19. The 
vote tally Was 4,398 opposed to 2,973 
In faVor. 

That makes the percentages 61.2 
percent against and 38.8 percent In 
favor of the proposal. The 7.19 1 peo­
ple who cast their ballots in the elec­
tion represent a turnout of alxiut 
15,6 percent ofthe district's 46,000 
registered Voters. 

District officials cited growing en­
rollment and the need to keep Walled 
1^e students up to date With tech­
nology as the reasons for requesting 
the $135 mlUion -Pi-oject 21." 

The bond Vote came Just months 
after Work Wrapped up from the dis­
trict's 1989 bond issue. Which paid 
for two neW elementary schools, a re­
placement for another school and ad -
ditions and renovations for others. 

Some district residents have said 
they opposed the 1993 Ixind issue 
b>ecause they felt it came too soon. 

The board's August decision fol­
lowed the recommendation of Super­
intendent of Schools James Geisler 
and a year-long study of the district's 
predicted needs over the coming de­
cade or more. 

The Issue called for; 
• A new elementa1y school. 
• Additions and renovations to the 
13 existing elementaries. 
• Two new middle schools. 
• Renovations and additions to one 
of the two existing middle schools. 
• RenovaUons and addlUons for 
bioth high schools. 

T i p s t o m a k e c h i l d r e n s a f e 

• Renovations ofthe district's com­
munity educaUon center. 
• Buying technology and Infrastruc­
ture equipment. 
• I-and acquisition and costs related 
to the Issuance. 

The 1989 issue, by comparison, 
paid for two neW elementary schools 
and a replacement for the aging 
Walled l.ake Middle School. .Also in­
cluded In tllat biond issue Were a 
transportation/maintenance facil­
ity, liigh school renovations and site 
Improvements and elementaiy me­
dia center additions.

nlors like to go to the ballgames. It's 
sort of a park-like settlrig." 

If the F\lerst money Is not used 
Within ayear by the city. It reverts to 
a scholarship fund for Novl High 
School graduates. The laWsult over 
contested first Fuerst Will was re­
cently settled out of court. 

Other city properties 1iave been 
considered by the committee and 
council, including NoVfs Depart­
ment of Public Works yard on De-
IWal Drive, off of Eleven Mile Road. 

"It's just not a good site. There's 
enough land there. It Just wouldn't 
be appropriate. You'd have the salt 
trucks coming In and out all night 
long. And it's Vefy iisolated." Craw­
ford said. 

Another location Is the old city 
fire staUon on NoVl Road, but tlils 
parcel has tieen proposed as an out­
let for a ring road and lias been 
viewed as a bargaining chip Wliich 
could be used by the city as it Works 
With developers to create a doWn-
town at the southeast quadrant of 
the Novl Itoad/Grand River Avenue 
intersection. 

The about seven acres eyed by 
the committee is off of Tal l Road, 
south of NoVi High School and con­
tains a small pond in ar parklike-
setting, Crawford said. 

One issue tliat Worries some 
council members Is if the clty ap­
plies for and Wins a federal Housiiig 
and Urban DeVelopment (HUD) 
grant, the senior housing cannot be 
restricted to just NoVl residents. 
Council Memhier Robert Schmid 
says he ls against a HUD g 1 ^ t for 
tliat reason and suggests the pro­
ject could be accomplished by a pri­
vate developer Who might be able to 

do the Job as Inexpensively. 
-That doesn't make me a bad 

guy. It makes me a good guy," 
Schmid sald, adding that a private 
development wo111d ensiB-e resi­
dents come from NoVl and sur­
rounding communities and not 
•Various counties." 

Quinn agreed, adding tiiat the 
city will have to choose the site flrst 
and then go out for bids. 

IfNovl provides the land, the de-
Veloper then would have to rent the 
apartments at an affordable p^rice. 
Crawford estimates tliat ls In the 
$350-.$450 per month range. 

"WeVe heard a lot ofdlfferent op­
tions over the year from private de­
velopers. Many told us thqr could 
not guarantee costs would remain 
affordable," Crawford said. 

The > committee's iiesearch has 
shown that residents of senior 
housing generally move there from 
a previous home wltliin a twelve-
mile radius. 

T h e y really don't want to leave 
their old neighborhood and go 
s o m e w h e r e e l s e , " C r a w f o r d 
explained. 

One funding meclianlsm the city 
could use to restrict non-residents 
from the senior home would t>e Is­
suing bionds to underwrite the 
building's construction, she added. 

WJille Novl has a number of se­
nior citizens now living In mobile 
home coinmunltles, they're feeling 
the pinch, C1awford said, as lot re­
ntal rates alone are In the $300 
range. 

"Most of their whole social sec­
urity check goes for lot rental. Then, 
there's no money left over for utili­
ties and transportation. It's Very 
hard," she explained.

Hal f of M1ch1ga1i's breweries are at Canfleld 
and Second ln the shadow of Wayne State Un l -
VersJty. Y o u read that correctly. OK. here's the 
skinny. 

If y o u discount Stroh Brewety which today, 
al though fully licensed, is not op)erating com-
merclaSy. then Michigan has orJy four brewe­
ries, but two are in Detroit at Canfleld a n d 
Second. 

Sel l ing kegs only since the end of M a y 1992. 
is T h e Detroit and Mackinac Brewery, 
brainchi ld of creative restaurateurs B e n E d ­
wards and Richard Vincent WhoVe operated the 
TVafQc J a m and S n u g Restaurant at Canfield 
and Second since summer 1965. East -s ide at­
torney, ti1med brewmaster, Tom B u m s is turn­
ing out 60 Icegs weekly. It is sold ln about lOO 
restai1rant/t)ar locations in metro Detroit and 
as far north as The G r a n d Hotel on Mack inac 
Island. 

T h e second mlcrobreweiy at the Canfield and 
Second location ls Michigan's first Brewpub. 
selllng its ales on draft at the TrafBc J a m . 
known affectionately by its patrons as T J s . O n 
Dec. 18, 1992. after many years of d iscussion : 
In the state legislatuns, Michigan became the 
last Mlclwest state to enact a brewpub law. 

Edwards , a home brewer all his adult life, 
p lanned for this day for many years. In the 
early l S S O s on a trip to Europe, he learned ab 
out a common practice in Belgium. F o r centu­
ries, monies brewed l>eer and made cheese with 
the same equipment at one location. In l 988 , 
Edwards licensed The Midtown Dairy a n d made 
his flrst commercial cheeses. Today, he makes 
alx)ut 20 different varieties that are sold only 
in the restaurant or the on-premlse Take-Away 
Cafe coimter. These cheeses are delicious and 
bargain priced bietween $1.50 a n d $4.50 per 
po imd. 

F o r two years ruimlng, Edwards h a s claimed 
the G r a n d Prize at the Michigan State F a i r fiar 
,l1ls cheese. This year, lt was for SVecia, better 
rknown as butter cheese. He also Won blue rib­
bons in four out of five categories. 

After brewpubs l x c a m e legal In Michigan. 
Edwards applied for the necessaiy inspections 
and l icensing. That's right, the cheesemaker put 
on l i is brewmaster's hat and began niaking 
.America's only daify-brewed beer. Th is year, 
tappers tiegan dispensing at T J s in Juity. 

Cur rent brews include Altbler, Aut t lmn .Am-
bier Ale a n d Gold R u s h .Ale. 'Bu t these will 
change," said Vincent. "The whole Idea of a 
Brewpub beer list revolves around the 
brewinaster." 

B e n h a s plans to make Red Eye, a n alco­
holic G inger Beer, hard cider, a smoked beer, 
a n d for the holidays, a Christinas Ale. 

"Anylxxly who's into brewing and doesn't 
make a Chr istmas Ale ls out to l imch," sa id 
Efiwards. "At T J s , we never malce the same 
bread, so why would we make the same heef?' 

It also appears tliat Edwards will make the 
champagne of bottled tieers. He recently pur ­
chased 560 champagne tiottles fiom winemaker 
L a n y M a w b y and p h n s to produce a tiottle 
condit ioned t>eer that will be available alx)ut 
Nov. l . .And what will he name it? "We're still 
working o n that." Vincent said. 

A t T J s . T r i p l e Play," a sampler of all tllree 
beers, is $3.50. A 7-oz pour is $1.50, 14-oz 
shell Is $2.50 and a 60-oz pitcher is $8.95. A l l 
heers have a table tent description, so y o u can 
choose hietween light and fuller a n d <iiy to 
sweeter. 

While the brewpub idea Is new to Michigan, 
it has bieen a west coast phenonnenon for some 
time. "Until 20 years ago, all beer was made 
the way we do it." Edwards said. "If beer is 
fresh, it wil l always taste better. It ages a lwut 
as well as lettuce." 

Restaurant patrons can View the dai iy a n d 
brew room from the observation balcony in the 
Big Room at any time. If youVe not home bre­
wed or tasted at a Brewpub, then y o u might be 
surprised to learn that the beer is unflltered

R e s t a u r a t e u r s t o u t h e a l t h y C h i n e s e f o o d

Linda I^ker and J a c k Dai shake their 
heads in disgust when they talk about the 
recentfy released stuffy by a Waslilngton, 
D.C., consumer group. 

The stutfy, which a1ialyzed 15 popular 
dishes from mid-price Chinese restai1r-
ants in Washington, San Francisco and 
Chicago, alleged tliat high fat. cholesterol 
and sol ium coilnts were found In the dis­
hes. The study was widely reported, pri­
marily because Chinese food is America's 
favorite ethi11c choice, and Isecause It 
seemed to contradict the perception tliat 
Chinese food Is healthy. 

But since the release of the report In 
early September, Cliinese restaurants all 
over the countiy have reported dropoffs In 
business of 25 to 35 percent. The slump 
was remarkable enough to earn coverage 
by no less tlian T h e New Y o r k Times, and 
has fueled public relations campaigns by 
Clilnese-American assoclatlo11s and re­
staurant owners' groups in New York and 
Clilcago, among other places. 

Parker and Dai consider themselves 
fortunate. The Novl residents are co-
owners of the Hu11an Palace on Ten Mile 
Itoad near Grand River. They thank the 
sophistication of thefr customers for the 
fact that thqr haven't seen an appreciable 
drop In business since the report 

"Ours has stayed pretty steady," says 
Parker, who runs the front of the restaur­
ant while Dal tends to the kitchen. "Our 
people are all educated, and theyVe got 
the common sense to know this is healthy 
food. It's In the way we're cooking, which 
is homestyle stfr-fried. There's not a lot of 
, ;ravles, not a lot of starches. Even If 
Uieyre not (aware of that) we can educate 
them about the menu." 

Parker and Dal, like thefr peers in other 

cities, cliallenge the results ofthe survey. 
The Times report said a Chicago restaura­
teurs' group had conducted Its own 
anafysls of popular dishes and found con-
tradlctoiy results. Indeed, even the crea­
tors of the study, the Center for Science In 
the Public Interest liave allowed tliat thefr 
results may liave been misinterpreted. 

Parker says she didn't put m u c h faith 
in the results ofthe survey. Judging from 
the way Dai prepares dishes at thefr re­
staurant, she finds it hard to understand 
where all the supposed fat, cholesterol 
and sodium came from. Ifyou tliink about 
it, Parker says, the only fat Clilnese you 
see are the Buddalis, who are mytlilcal 
anyway. Itis known t l iatcancerand heart 
disease rates are lower in C h i n a tlian ln 
the U.S. 

"All of our clilcken is skinless — al­
ways," sald Parker. ' A n d we liave a veg­
etarian menu all the time. We use bok 
choy (a chlnese cabbage), pea pods, on­
ions, mushrooms. We start with all veget­
ables practically." 

Dal uses a low-sodium soy sauce. In 
fact, he brews his own. A n d though he 
can't speak for other restaurants, he uses 
no M S G In his kitchen. 

His most common method for prepar­
ing vegetables Is to steam them flrst, then 
toss themlnto the Wokto blend them with 
Ills sauce mixture. 

"On most ofthe dishes, we use chicken 
broth," he says. "It's skimmed." 

Not to say tliat oil Is never used in Cl i in­
ese cooking. At least two huge woks are 
always going at Hunan Palace for stfr-
fiylng of food that calls for it, Cholesterol-
free oils are always used. 

But those unfamiliar With restaurant 
cooking may be surprised with the speed 
at which Chinese stfr-fHed food Is pre­
pared. It takes Just tlifrty to forty seconds 
in the oil to completely cook vlrtualty eveiy 

dish. Thanks to Industrial-strength bur­
ners, the woks are kept at a consistent 
500 degrees F. Dal said this Is one reason 
Clilnese food can't he duplicated well at 
home. 

"It cooks so fast, there's no time to ab­
sorb much oil," says Parker. "You look at 
the plate when you're done. There's no 
grease there." 

Indeed, Dal and Parker are two shining 
examples ofgood health themselves. Both 
of them attribute thefr good health to diet 
At 52, Dal doesn't look a day over 35. 
Though he's been diabetic since clllld-
hood, he's never needed insulin injec­
tions. He's a firm believer in the power of 
herbs. 

"Jack, he taught himself how to cook 
for tliat." says Parker. "He looks up in his 
Chinese tiooks to see what herbs he 
needs. He needs no shots. 

"Jack works 12 and 14 hour days," 
says Parker. She leans over to whisper, 
"And he goes and plays cards In the night 
The way you're eating has a lot to do with 
that" 

The Chinese In general believe herbs 
contribute to good health. For example, 
the orange and tangerine peel cooked Into 
Hu11an Orange Flavor dishes (with pork 
beef, shrimp or clilcken) is intended to tie 
eaten, and lias a sootlilng cough-drop ef­
fect going down. Chinese herbalists be­
lieve It promotes circulation of what they 
call "chl," dfrectly translated as "Vital 
energy." Nowadays, we call tlils concept of 
Chi cardiovascular fitness. 

"When I was a kid, I would steam (the 
orange peel) with rock sugar in water for a 
c o u ^ , " she says. "Whenyou eat It, it's like 
Drano for the body. It's rougliage." 

Parker, a native of Taiwan, Is a fresh, 
slim and energetic 42, "and I eat three or 
four times a day," she sajrs. 

"All my aunts and uncles back In Tai­

wan lived Into their 90s, and my ma, she*^ 
83. She wears no glasses, and threads my 
needles for me when we sew together .r 

Some ofthe fault of the study, Parker 
believes, lies In the choice of the dishes 
analyzed. Many, she says. Were deep 
fried, like fried rice, or had tliick sauces 
like lo meln, almond chicken or shrimp 
with lobster sauce. 

Many shellfish — and lobster In parti­
cu la r— are high in cholesterol, no matter 
what the nationality of the chef, she says. 
Further, deep fiying will boost the fat con­
tent of any dish, Chinese or not. 

The same goes for dishes wlilch Include 
nuts In the recipe, though fat from nuts is 
the monounsaturated, or "gfxid" fat. 

George Chew, a Chinese lawyer with an 
office in New York's Chinatown, told the 
Times, T h e Chinese food they cite In the 
report Is wliat they serve on the West Side 
ofManhattan, not the Chllnese food Cliln­
ese people eat." 

Ja3me Hurley, a nutritionist for the 
Center for Science In the Public Interest 
also told the Ttfnes, "Our Intent wasn't to 
stop people from eating Chinese food, but 
to haVe them eat healtliier by eating more 
like the Chinese do, wlilch is more Veget­
ables, less sauce and less meat." 

Parker concurs, pointing out tliat her 
menu features tradltlo11al homestyle dis­
hes like Rose Scal lops and Hunan 
Chicken in Spicy Orange FlaVor, which 
use no fat in thefr preparaUon, and Veg­
etarian's delight, wlilch contal11s no fat in 
it anywhere. 

The key, she says. Is to be an educated 
diner. For tliat, she recommends asking 
your serVer questions, and stating clearly 
your needs Whether for low sodium, low 
fat or eVen leVel of spice. 

"We're here to serve customers in What 
they need." she says. 'Because we Want to 
make everyone happy."

Service advises care 
witii green tomatoes 

When munching foods on the move or 
impulse eating. It's very hard to keep track 
of what you actually ate. Pastries. Ice 
cream, hamburgers, l imcheon meats, high 
lat cheeses, filed or breaded fooiis are Just 
a few foods that we seem to grab for a 
quick snack or lunch. 

First rule is to allow time for yourself to 
eat whether at home, at die ofllce or In a 
restaurant. Eat ing out does not have to 
mean empty calories. 

A buffet or aU you can eat restaurant 
can bring out the worst in most of uS. 
Don't t iy to be a martyr, you do not have 
to taste eveiydiingl If you know y o u are 
going to a buffet, don't skip the prevloi13 
meal- Facing all those foods on a n empty 
stomach can be disastrous. Circle the biif-
fet table before picking up a plate a n d 
mentally note what you Want to eat ljefore 
getting in line. 

.Always dish up small portions of the 
foods you Want to tiy, because of the vari­
ety lt may surprise you how Iltde lt takes 
to satisfy himger. Best advice for a buffet 
is to put some distance between you and 
Ule fcK)d. 

Sit down once your plate is full. Stand­
ing near the food table can result in conti­
nuous nibbling. W h e n your plate is empty, 
get rid of it or put your napkin on it so 
you won't conthlue to eat as the conversa­
tion lingers. Don't go back for seconds at 
buffets or you will overeat. 

A t a Mexican restaurallt, order c o m tor­
tillas instead of flour tortillas. T h e flour 
k ind often contain lard. Watch out for the 
extra fat In deep fiied tortillas u s e d for ta-

cos, taco salads or clilps. A s k ff they are 
fried or baked. A s k for salsa Instead of 
high fat guacamole and don't fill up on die 
cllips. 

Enjoy chicken or bean burritos, chicken 
fajitas, rice, cli lcken taco or tostados. with 
lots of sliredded lettuce and tomatoes. 
Mexican cuisine offers many dishes diat 
are high ln complex carbohydrates and 
good for you. 

Chinese cooking relies on vegetables, rice 
and noodles but l e a m to read menus care­
fully being observant of cooking methods. 
Avoid deep fried, breaded and heavy 
sauces like a lobster sauce. Enjoy stir-fried 
vegetables, fish or chicken and all the veg­
etable (ilshes. The mushrooms, broccoli, 
water chestnuts, bamboo shoots, bok choy. 
squash, snow peas and lotus root are aU 
good choices. 

The local Italian restaurant can help 
keep you on track, but avoid pasta dishes 
loaded with fatty cheeses or meats. Choose 
pasta with a mar inara (tomato) sauce, 
clam sauce or a Iltde olive oil. Go easy on 
meatballs. Fettucinl Affredo. lasagna and 
especially the dessert cream pastries and 
caimoll. Italian ice is a cool, low calorie, 
dellghdul dessert that wUl not add inches 
to your waist line. 

Order pizza with extra vegetable toppings 
such as green pepper and tomatoes hi-
stead of fatfy toppings of pepperonl and 
sausage. 

S o u d i e m and C a j u n style dining are 
gaining in popularity, and have many good 
dishes available that have not been fried. 
Enjoy seafood gumbo. griUed seafood, rice 

and pinto beans, and c o m bread. Even 
blackened fish is usual ly cooked with less 
oil dien UTadlUonal S o u t h e m filed food. Go 
easy eating crab cakes, h u s h puppies, c o m 
or fish chowder, gravy a n d mudples and 
oUler rich Southern desserts. 

If you are h u n g i y for fast foods, make 
simple choices. Sk ip fatty dressings, may­
onnaise, cheese and bacon hamburgers, re-
quest lettuce and tomato toppings, m u s ­
tard and ketchup. A simple hamburger 
widi regular files has about 40 percent ol 
calories f rom fat whUe a superburger and 
large files has about 50 percent. 

OUier foods wldl more d i a n 50 percent 
calories f rom fat are spareribs. corned beef, 
hot dogs, sausages, and eggs. Olives, her­
ring. New Eng land C l a m Chowder, choco­
late and butteiy crackers are also Just a 
few of die foods on die "fat" list. 

Here are some more eating out Don'ts: 
• Don't eat with out some advanced 
planning. 
• Don't use eating out as a n excuse to 
overeat. 
• Don't order desserts unti l youVe fin­
ished your meal. 
• Don't use holidays and vacations as a n 
excuse for weight gains. 

Instead Do: 
• Do l e a m to say "no" to seconds. 
• Do choose plain vegetables and salads. 
• Do eat the bread but ignore the butter. 
• Do eat slowly.

"What canldoWlthal lUiose green 
tomatoes still in n y garden?" is be­
coming a common quesUon Uiese 
days at the O a k l a n d C o u n t y 
Cooperative Extension Food Hot­
line, said home economist Sylvia 
Treitinan. 

Home gardeners are finding diem-
selves knee-deep in a crop ofgreen to­
matoes and unsure of what, if any-
tliing, to do wiU1 tiieiiL 

"Green tomatoes lend themselves 
to a variety of tasty relishes and side 
dishes, and they can be safely 
<?anned as long as Uiey are not i r o m 
dead or frost killed vines." said Treit-
man. Solid unblemished tomatoes 
which have not been fit>st-bltten can 
Be safelycarjned, lf^proper process­

ing procedures are followed. 

The Ball Blue book, 32nd edition, 
is a reliable source, ff your tomatoes 
are hit by a firost Uiey still can ripen 
satisfactorily if Uiey are wrapped in 
paper and kept at room temperature 
or a bit cooler. However, to1natoes l1it 
by a hard frost need to be used up at 
once. They will deteriorate rapidly 
and Will not ripen and should not be 
canned. 

Green to11iatoes can also be served 
in an interesting way by slicing diem 
and f1ying them. They can also be fro­
zen for fiylng later. Call die Food and 
Nutrition Hotline for food quesUons, 
Monday through Friday, 8:30 a.m. to 
5 p,m. at 858-0904. - - • 

"The microwave oven ljas become 
a common household item which can 
he a real boon for saving time," said 
SyhlaTVeitman, home economist for 
the Oakland County CooperaUve Ex­
tension Service. "There are some very 
simple yet effective tips to help you 
cook safely with your microwave." 

The main concem Is ei1suring that 
food is completely cooked, yet not so 
hot that it may b u m a baby's mouth. 

Cold spots can occur because of the 
Irregular way the microwaves enter 
die oven and are absorbed by various 
foods. 

"Learning placement and special 
microwave techniques is a good 
idea." adds Treitman. who suggests 
either buyi11g a microwave book or 
taking a class. Some tips to help wld1 
safe 11iicrowave cooking: 
• Arrange food items u11iformly. 

• Turn food several times — or stir 
or rotate dish during cooking. 
• Observe standing time When 
called for. 
• Use u tens i ls made for the 
microwave. 
• Avoid use of cold storage contain­
ers., like margarine tubs — they can 
melt. 
• NeVer use brown bags or news­
papers Which can catch on fire. 

• Heat leftoVers to at least 165 
degrees. 
• Use caution When Warming baby 
food and formula - - stir and taste be­
fore serving.

• The easiest way to protect against 
this sUaln of e. coll Is cooking food 
thoroughly. Here are some simple 
tips to help protect yourself: 
• When eating out send back any 
pndercooked dish made fi-om ground 
meat or poultry. 
• Wash hands Wldl hot soapy Water 

before preparing food or eating, parti­
cularly after using the batliroom or 
diapering a child. 

• Wash hands and utensils and 
Work areas before and afler contact 
With raw meat poultry or fish. 
• Cook all ground meat and all poul-
tiy until the center Is no longer pink 
and juices run clear. 
• Make sure microwave cooked 
foods are thorouglily cooked. Rotate 
food and turn dish ft^uentiy.
