School board sets tax levy

Fivevotesat the council table will
be needed if the city Is to give up Lhe
real estate.

Mclallen has said in the past
that she was “angry” and "disap-
pointed” when the city council
voted to truncate the trail system,
ieaving the proposed paths only in
clty parks and along Detroit Edison
easemments.

Comumunity education is a popu-
lar pastime in Novi, programdirector
Clara Porter told the Novi schools
Board of Education In a report on
summer enrcllment.

The report covers Community
Education activity and enrcllment
fromdJune 21 through Aug. 27. It In-
dicates a jumnp In participation from
last year: enrollment In sumumer
1992 was 1,644, compared to this
year's figure of 1,780, Porter said.

The director described a "blizzard®
of activity at s¢hoa! facilitles during
the summer months — community
education programs, physical fitnes-
ses opportunities and area graups of
all kinds made use of most district
schools, she said.

“Weve been very busy the last
three to four summers,” Porter said.
“This year, we saw classes on every-
thing frem computers to dog
obedlence.”

The community education classes
took place {n Village Oaks and Park-
view Elementarles, Novi Meadows
and the Middle School, Porter sald,
as well as Novi High School. Only the
high school is open for use in the
evening during the summer, she
indicated.

The high school had a tremendous
amount of non-community educa-
tion: acitivity as well, she added. Novi

Youth Assistance headquartered
their summer program In the high
school comrnons area. The Fuerst
Auditorium saw dance programs and
cultural shows, she contlnued “and
the pool was in constant use.”

District softball and baseball flelds
“were also in constant use,” Porter

sald. School coaches used school
gyms to Instruct student athletes,

she added.

All kinds of community groups
used school [acllitles over the sum-
mer, such as: Civil Air Patrol, TOPS,
driver education, Lamaze childbirth
classes, the Novi concert band, an
engineering society and Paralega)
Inc.

The Glassman Drum and Bugle
Corps used the Middle School facili-
ties lor four days this summer, Porter
said, citing another example, and
added that several churches used
d!sﬁrict facilities for thelr services as
well,

The overall increase in enrollment
came [rom increases In Individual
categories, Porter explained. Enroll-
ment figures broke down like this:
8 Programs for children aged three
months to seven years saw 461 total
participants.

B Those for ages 5- 16 years saw 279,
A Childrens’ camps and physicalac-
tivity programs had 276
participants. :

B Adult programs garnered 224 total
entrants,

& Children and Adult swim and
physical fltness programs: 540,

That makes a grand total of 1,780
programi registrants, Porter said,
While just about half registered in
person {some 864), many used mall,
fax and telephone registration
oplions.

“They're growing in popularity be-
cause of the convenlence,” Porter
said.

The board thanked Porter for her
report and praised the efforts of the
community education department,

“So often, people think that there's
nothing going on at a school in the
summer,” Trustee Cralg Foreback
sald. "l think this shows that there'sa
lot going on."

Efeven Mile delayed: workon the pavingof Eleven Mile Road has
been delayed until spring, accarding to Keith Uutinen, vice-president of
fleld services at JCK & Associates. The contractor for the Eleven Mile
Road project has elected elected to perform no further work on the pro-
ject until spring, Uutinen explain, The delay Is allowed for under the
terms of the contract.

The declslon was prompted by an inability to obtain all required sewer
materfals, an occurrence Uutinen described as “entirely beyond (the)
control” of the contractor.

The difference between Easter Egg hunters and city
election voters was so great thatI declded to goback alittie
farther — to the previous year's school board election.

Guess what? Easter Egg hunters far exceeded school
election voters. In fact, the number of Easter Egg hunters
was grealer than the number of voters in the previous city
and school electlons combined.

Sinice that time, [ have always made a note to check on
voter turnout percentages.

Which Is why ] was particularly interested in seeing the
votelx; percentages in the Northville and Novi clty races last
week.

It was a relatively quiet race in Northville with Mayor
Chris Johnson running unopposed and three candidates
for two council seats, so [ really wasn't expecting much in
the way of voter turnout.

Passing

I was right, Awhopping 16 percent of Northville Clty vot-
ers turned out lo reelect Johnson and elect Mark Cryder-
man and Charles Keys to the city council.

But Novi. . .1 had high hopes for Noviwith it's red-hot
mayor's race of four candidales and an equally active
council race of seven candidates for three positions,

It’s the same race I wrote about last week. The race with
the mud-slinging. The race with the name-calling. The
race with s own little Tail-gate Scandal.

So, guess what kind of voter turnout they had in Novi?

Twenty-iwo peint four percent. That's right, 22.4.

Those two figures for the local races — 16 and 22.4 per-
cent — were far lower than the last presidential election
when voling percentages were three and four times as
high.

The thing that causes me 1o ponder is that the gures
seem to fly In the face of conventional wisdom, at least as
far as the newspaper business is concerned.

The watchword natonally is that major datlies are los-
ing circulation, while local weeklies are growing. That's
certainly the case in this area — our papers are growing
while the Detroit Free News seems to be headed in the op-
posite dlrection.

But [ also wonder if there's a Jesson to be learned from
such figures. We typically try to provide very thorough
coverage of local political races. But what if that's the
wrong way to go? What if people just aren’t interested?

The figures seem to indicate that local political races
don't draw the attention that national races do. Perhaps
what we need to do {s change our strategy.

Come next April, folks, watch for our extensive coverage
of local Easter Egg Hunts,

Paris, Florence, New York . .. and now
Northville,

Patricla Wells, world-renowned food wri-
ter and restaurant critic, came to town last
week as part of a two-month tour promoting
her latest cookbook, Tratteria.

She began a busy Monday with a taping of
TomMacKInnon's cooking show, then Joined
MacKinnon at his restaurant in Northwile for
lunch before stepping down the street to
Bookstall on the Main to slgn some volumes

for visitors.
Formerly the food writer for The New York

Times, Wells has also authored Simply

French and Bistro Cookdng.

Her latest opus takes readers on a tour of
the menus of some of ltaly's best trattorias,
the name for that country's small, family-
owned restaurants where the food is simple,
yet dellcious. Even before she ventured into
her first trattoria, Wells knew the subject
well.

“My mother is ltalian,” said Wells, “So [
grew up with Italian food at home. But the
book is based on my last two years of travel.”

Travel in Europe comes easily for Wells,
based now In1 Paris as a writer for the Interna-
tional Herald Tribune. Though she's reviewed
restaurants all over the world, she sald the
“real world" nature of trattoria cooking drew
her to study the phenomencn in depth. It
seemed only fitting that Wells, as down-to-
earth as any globetrotter you'd care to meet,
would choose to honor family-owned estab-
lishments for their homey, unpretentious
fare, :
"] researched it backwards,” she said. “I
didn't go trying to find a specific dish. [ went
for the restaurant instead, and wrote the
cookboak from what 1 found.

“I've gotten raves for the book,” said Wells.
“Iworked very hard onit, and it's a real book.
I think it's the best I've done so far.

“Anyone could do thereclpes in here, Most
of thern only have five or six Ingredlents. The

most difficult thing in there is eggplant
parmmesan.”

Though combing the itallan countryside
took her to some unlque restaurants, Wells
admits that she deesn't put much ernphasis
on the atmosphere. Whether she's reviewing
a trattoria in Tuscany, or a nightspot in Los
Angeles, the food is of foremost importance.

“Ninety-nine percent of it is the food,” she
sajd. “The setting {s just a nice complement.
I've often sald that I'd rather eat a great meal
in a tent than eat a crummy meal In a nice

place.”
Though she's had noe formal training in cu-

linary arts, Wells has the chef's respect for
food, It's something she says stays with her
when she cooks at home, And each cookbook
she writes adds to her ability.

“Alter this book, my food tastes the best it
ever has,” she said,

For MacKinnon's show, Wells prepared
what she calls “the tour dish,” Penne with
Vodka and Spicy Tomato-Cream Satuce,
MacKinnon was especially impressed by the
use of vodka In the dish, and was happy to
have Wells take over the cooking chores.

*She's my favorite kind of guest because it
means I don't have to work,” he sald with a
chuckle.

The penne with vodka is a favorite in the
Weils home, and said the author, “I'm sure
only orie out of a thousand people would
guess that vodka is the secret ingredient.”

The recipe comes from La Vecchia Betolla,
alively, elbows-on-the-table trattoria in Flor-
ence, where you squeeze onto rough wooden
benches and ultimately share in conversa-
tion with your neighbors, always close at
hand.

They are
pure essences. Lavish without being rich.

Not many of us would go through the
bother of making one of these wonderful

broths at home. Although not hard, they
are very time consuming. I think it's worth
it,

The base of any good soup s its stock.
Whether it be ameat, chicken or fish, start
with the best. I realize that there are bases
and canned products available, but cringe
at the thought, even for convenlence sake,
of using them. Many contain MSG and are
loaded with sait or fat. Not really healthy.

Preparing a chicken stock or fish furet
is not only easy but fairly quick. My favo-
rite fumet uses shrimp and lobster shells
and fish bones.

In the past]'ve asked the local fish mon-
ger to save me the fish bones and he has

happily agreed. If cleaning shrimp or eat-
ing lobster, save and freeze the shells until

you are ready to use them.

For a nice fumet, I sweat a couple of on-
fons, carrots, celery staiks, a bulb of fen-
nel, and a clove of garlic until translucent,
Do not brown at all. Add your chopped
bones, a couple of pounds will do, and
sweat for additional ten minutes. Add a
halfbottle of white wine, a sachet of pepper
corns and bay leaves, and cover with wa-
ter, about several gallons. Bring to a bofl,
skim and simmer approximately one
hour. Strain and cool,

This is virtually fat free. The only fat
used would be in the beginning to sweat
the veggies and this can be skipped by the
substitution of a bit of the wine. I like to
add a few threads of saffron for additional
flavor.

This is the base for one of my favorite
main dishes, a beauttful piece of grilled

sword fish presented over oriental veggies
and rice noodles, A half ladle of the fumet
adds just the right touch for a terrific
dinner,

lalso use it as a base for a flavorful jam-
balaya or clam chowder. The possibilities
are countless. This s also a wonderful lig-
uid to use for poaching fish. And remem-
ber, minimal in calorles, with a fantastic
flavor.

There is little that can compare. It can
also be used in numerous sauces to serve
with fish or to cook your starch that will
accompany the dinner. Rice, rissoto, len-
ttls or barley soak up the great elixir and
adds a depth that is impossible to dupll-
cate with anything but a home-made
fumet.

The bast part is this: packed in air-tight

{Baking time will vary from oven to oven and will
depend upon the number of breads placed in the
oven. | find variations between 2 and 5 minutes,
depending upon the oven, Watch the bread care-
fully, and dor't leave the room to answer the tele-
phone! It helps {f you have an oven with a glass
window.) With tongs or with your fingers, turn the
bread over and bake until the other side is lightly
browned, 3 to 4 minutes more, {The bread should
be rather bumpy, puffy, and irregutar, with occa-
sional huge pockets full of air.) Transfer the bread
to a wire rack to cool. Repeat the procedure with
the remaining rounds of dough,

The bread cools almost instantly and can be
served immediately. To serve, stack the breads in
the center fo the table or in a large basket. (The
bread maybe stored for 3or 4 days, in a metal con-
tainer or dpper-lock bag at room lemperature.)

To go above that amount, the
board must hold a public Truth-In-
Taxation hearing. which it did on
June 17.

Headlee's provisions restricl any
increase the board could approve to
a maximum of 1.6995 mills. The
board approved that increase on
June 17, bringlng the operating
levy up to 29.4365 mills. Levying an
amount above that would require
voler approval of an override.

8 The millage Increase brings the
total district levy for 1983-94 to

34,2125 mills (29.4365 for general
operations and 4.776 for debt re-
tirement). The summer tax levy was
half of that - 17.1063 mills — and
the winter tax levy, sent out next
moenth, will be the same. The re-
venue gamered from the additional
1.6995 mills, school officlals said, is
about $1.6 millon.

E Board members said at the time
that plans afoot in Lansing could
cost Novi significant state ald, mo-
ney that would have to be replaced
with local revertue or through prog-
ram cuts. The safe bet, members
said, was therefore to authortze the
Headlee maximum in time for the
summer tax levy,

If the school financing picture
brightened before the winter levy
came, board members said, they
could then proportionately lower
thattaxbill. If net, then the increase
was already ln place.

(The district’s lawyers, admini-
strators added at the time, advised
that it was legally safer to authorize
the maximum now and levy less la-

terthan levy less now and authorize
the maximum later — thus making
December's tax bill bigger than
July's.)

B The “not™ scenario won. School fi-
nancing continues to occupy the
time of legislators and educators
across the state. That {s all the more
true since Senate Bill One's pas-
sage [n late July. The $6.5 billion
property tax wipeout makes the {i-
nancing issue a whole new
ballgame.

Boardmembers inJunestressed
the fact that this is the [first me
that the district has ever levied up
to the Headlee maximum, and that
the 29.4365 figure {s still 5 about
mills below the state average. (Novi
is oneof a handful of districts in the
state that does not levy the
maximum.)

What will eventually come in the
arena of school financing remains
to be seen, but many observers ex-
pect definitive moves before Dec, 31
— seven weeks from now.
