Novi's dreams of a Main Street
may take another step towards re-
ality Wednesday.

The city's Planning Commission
will consider a request for rezoning
part of the Town Center district’s
southeast quadrant. The move fol-
lows a request from the developer of
the 55-acre zone,

Novi officlals have tossed around
the Idea for years of creating an old-
fashioned downtown in the clty
along the lines of Northville or Ply-
mouth. They've discussed plans,
drawn up a special zone of the city
for It and helped in the creation of
the Novi Town Center camplex.

The effort takes a new turmn ntow,
however, as the city wails to see
what happens next. Specifically, of-
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ficlals are looking to developer
James Chen and Evergreen I11, the
company which last month pur-
chased all 55 acres of the southeast
quadrant of the Town Center dis-
trict. The wedge-shaped parcel is
located southeast of the Grand
River Avenue/Novi Road
intersection.

Thecompany has filed arezoning
application with the city for sec-
tions of the property. The conumnis-
sicn will hold a public hearing on
the request cn Wednesday, Nov. 17,
and rnake a recommendation to the
clty council.

“The city has reviewed a number
of proposals (for the town center),”
Planning Consultant Brandon Ro-
gers sald when Chen discussed the
subject with the commission at its
last meeting. “This, however, s the
first time a single developer wants

Edison says

it's working

on its service

When the storTnofduly 1991 tore
its way through southeastern Mi-
chigan, it left over a half-dozen
downed electrical wires in Novi and
some very disgruntled Detroit Edi-
son customers in its wake.

Today, afler negotiating a mult-
miliions dollar service upgrade prog-
ram with the Michigan Public Ser-
vice Commission (PSC), Edison has
made “remarkable progress,”
Maurice Vermeulen, the manager
of the firm's Oakland Division says.

Edison-—a $3 billon business—
planned to feed more funds into
service distribution in May 1981,
but the storm, which put 290,000
of 450,000 customers in Oakland
County in the dark, magnified the
nieed.

“Whenever the clouds came over,
I knew the phones would ring, It
seemed there were pockets where
some people had terrible service
and other customers didn't. We
don't see that today. The phane
rings less, the repalrs are quicker,”
Vermeulen sald last week:

“There was an awful lot of catch-
up. Circuits were heavily loaded so
we couldn't transfer customners to
anadjoining circuit when there was
an outage or it would overload.”

“We'd have some customers be
very, very unhappy. Now, were
hearing customers are pleased.”

“Theutility submitsa progress re-
port to the PSC every six months.

Edison raised its Oakland Divi-
sion budget for transmissjon and
distribution from $24.7 million in
1991 to $46.7 million in 1992 and

down to $34 million In 1994, be-
cause much of the upgrade has
been done, Vermuelen explained.

Sixty new circults were added to
the system, crew hours were ex-

tended. lightening arrestors were

sturdier wires were strung. A line
looping system with circults which
can he repaired by remote control
was iniroduced. Edison increased
the number of trunklines from 200
to 1,200.

To avold the deaths and serlous
injuries that downed wires caused
in 1991, the fm has trained 620 of
its staffers to guard fallen lines.
During a non-emergency, they are
expected to relleve local public
safety departments within 90 mi-
nutes, In an emergency, that
stretches to four hours.

Novl Fire Chief Arthur Lenaghan
says he has seen a change for the
better.

*Absolutely, there's a deflnite de-
cline in wires down. They've done
quite a bit of work, We've certainly
noticed it,” he said Friday.

“Before that storm, a lot of de-
partments were upset with the re-
sponse they'd dotten to incidents,
On the ones we've had, their re-
sponse has improved. I think the
preventative maintenance has been
the key.” '

Selling papers in suburbs

which the Detroit dailles will go
to sell newspapers in the
suburbs. ‘

To read them, you'd think
that Northville High School was
a racial powderkeg with the lid
ready to blow off. I'm sory, but
I've been to Willow Run, and 1
; had a friend who taught in

- Southfield. Racial tension in
Rick Northville? 1 ain’t buyin’ it.

‘What happened between De-
Bma Vaughn Little and Nicole La-
Londe was a personality conflict, not a racial one. It could
have happened anywhere. Feel free to mix and match the
colors and creeds. What the Detroit News printed about it
was misleading and Inflammatory. The paper left out key
details, and downplayed others tocreate a racially charged
story where none existed.

1find it fronic that, despite nearly amonth toworkonit,
Detroit News staffers couldn't gather all the facts.

First Il gloat and tell you that we had the story straight
the same week it happened. Then I'll tell you that the De-
troit News tried to paint LaLonde as the aggressor by say-
ing that she slapped Little, practically forcing him to hurl
her through a'reinforced glass window, knocking her
unconsclous.

The Detroit Newsignored the fact that Little, no stranger
to local law enforcement agencies, was taunting and jos-
tling underclassmen (apparently not for the first time,
were told). LaLonde protested vocally, and Little re-

sponded with physical violence. He shoved his way
through a crowd to get to her, then pinned her against a
wall with her feet off the ground.

She slapped him to get away, and he responded by toss-
ing her into the window.

The Detroit News then downplayed Lalonde’s injuries
saying she had no “vistble” traurna, and called her concus-
sion “mild” (which, among head injury professionals, is
the equivalent of a mild case of pregnancyj.

In the aftermath, the facts got even more wild and loose.

Detroit News reporters conducted a half-hour interview
with one black student, and the only quote they printed
from it said, yes, she has felt uncomfortable for racial rea-
sons. She told them at length that Northville schools had
made a commitment to resolving what little problems ex-
isted. Those comments never made it into print.

I'm on principal Thomas Johnson's side. Northviile is
getting a bad rap.

Conllict makes good reading: even we at this paper
know that. But there are ethical limits. Trumping up racial
conilict is like shooting fish in a barrel. I was a reporter for
my college paper where therewas a standing order to print
any wire story from anywhere in the world that mentioned
raclal tenslon or conflict.

Perhaps the Detroit medialost its best race-baiter when
Coleman Young's health started failing. Now, to make up
for what they're lacking, the dailies are trying to find new
Don Quixotes to send charging at the windmills.

City Manager Edward Kriewal]
agrees with the fire chiel.

“[ think that the outages are start-
ing to diminish a ltde.

Because of the major replanting necessary in
the Napa Valley due to the current phylloxera
infestation, Califernia producers in their Té- -

*Our ranches have different solls and chai-
lenges and this is not the case in
France,"Williams, a frequent visitor to French
vineyards points out. "A French vineyard is,
generally speaking, one plot of soil with similar
properties throughout.

Back to stock
fundamentals:
stocks are the
backbone for all
cooking. They
serve as a base
for sauces,

| thing in our kitchen that we make in just

plain old water. Rice for a pacla is pre-
pared in fumet, rissoto for a chicken pi-
catta in chicken stock and a polenta for
short ribs in remoulllage.

With coq au vin we'll oven braise the
chicken in a mixture of stock and red wine.
Lamb shanks are enriched with a bit of
veal stock and salmon poached in a deli-
cate saffron essence enhanced with
shrimp and lobster shells,

I can't fmagine cooking in anything but
one of the flavorful liquids we call stocks.
There are four on hand in ourkitchen at all
times. Chicken, veal, vegetable and fish.

The fish stock I wrote about last week
and, ['ladmit, fs my favorite. . .orequally
favored with vegetable. These are also the
most delicate in flavor.

Any stock’s taste should be subtle
enough to allow recognition without
knocking you off your chair with a taste of
the main flavoring ingredient, i.e. in the
case of chicken, chicken. or beef In beef,

and so on, o

There are alsovarious styles of stocks. A
white stock s clear and achieved through
the gentle simmering of bones {chicken,
veal, beel) in water to extract the proteins
that provide flavor. Brown stock, on the
other hand, is an amber liquid made from
browned bones and vegetables simmered
in water. s

A fumet is generally made with fish
bones. The vegetables are first sweated,
the bones cut into small pieces toallow the
most gelatin to leech out and the addition
of water or fish poaching liquid. For in-
stance, when we poach our shiimp, the
court bouillon, an aromic vegetable broth
with a touch of wine, is saved for the mak-
ing of fumet. This allows more depth to the
end product.

Aglace is a reduced stock that acquires
a jelly like texture with extremely con-
densed flavor. Broth Is the liquid obtained
from simmering meat. This can be used,
as a court bouillon, as the base of a stock
instead of water,

And finally, remoutllage, a re-wetting or
second stock from the same bones. After
straining our veal stock we pour cold water
over the same bones and simmer for an
additional six hours. The effect is not
nearly as pleasing as the first stock but
this liquid ts marvelous for braising, re-
ducing for soups or for use as the basis for
the next veal stock.

Bones, at least in the quantities that we
use them, are not reasonable. A “double
stock™ Is mandatory. It is important to re-
member that the more surface area on the

bones, the more flavorful the outcome.

Also note that a stock is only as good as
the ingredients used. I've worked in kitch-
ens that save onion peels, carrol shavings
and cuttings from vegetables that belong
in the garbage in thelr “stocks.” Forget it!!!
Throw it out and use fresh,

On the other hand, when poaching
chickens for chicken salad and pot pies
we'll add the bones to augment the raw
chicken backs and feel. The poach liquid
becomes the “water™ in the recipe and the
succeeding outcome s heavenly golden
and Intensely aromatic,

Last night walking out of the restaurant
after locking up I caught a fragrance that
can't be beat by any perfume. A veal stock
in the final hours of reduction. What a way
to end a day!M!
