Expect a new road bond question on the 
November 1994 ballot. City Manager Edward 
Kriewall told representatives of the local busi­
ness community Thursday. 

"(Developer) Max SheWon said years ago,

That ls a reality. It's full steam ahead ln Novi. 
We're going to be talking roads, roads, roads for 
the next four to five years," Kriewall said. 

The Ncfvl City Council Is expected to decide in 
a l ^ . l4specialmeetingwhetherornotltwlllgo 
ahead with the widening of Decker Road, part of 
the 1990 road bond project, or defer the project, 
which has Jumped ln price from an estimated 
$1.97 million to $3.14 mUUon. 

But Mayor Kathy Mcl.allen wondered Ifvoters 
would approve another tax. 

"The tralllc is a big Issue. The funding is a uni­
versal Issue. Is there community suport fora new 
bond? Are we going to keep reaching into our col­
lective pockets. How deep are those pockets go­
ing to b e r she said. 

A second Ixind Issue will likely to he smaller 
than the $18.8 million approVed by Voters in 
1990 and the funds would be used as matching 
money to leverage federal and state road grants, 
he added.

Thejoumey of a thousand miles, 
the proverb holds, begins with but a 
single step. Wednesday saw Novi 
take another step In its quest to de­
velop a downtown With its own old-
fashioned main street. 

The city's Planning Commission 
at Its Nov. 17 meeting unanimously 
supported a rezoning request for 
part of the land which ofllcials hope 
will one day bloom Into that honest-
to-goodness downtown. There's 
still plenty left to do, however, if 
that's ever going to happen, as Di-
rectorof Planning J i m Wahl pointed 
out. 

"This Is not the whole plan you're 
considering tonight." Wahl said to 
commissioners at the meeting. "It's 
one step in a long process." 

Members voted 5-0 to recom­
mend that the city council approve 
Evergreen Ill's request for rezoning 
of some 29.2 acres It ow11s in Novfs 
town center district. Headed by 
James Chen, the development flrm 
last month bought 55 acres of the 
southeast quadrant of the district. 
The land it wants rezoned is part of 
that parcel and lies east of Novi 
Road south of Grand River Avenue. 

Evergreen wants the city to 
change the existing B-3 (general 
business), N C C (non-center com­
mercial). T C (town center) and 
R M - l (multiple-famlfy residential 
housing) zoiling for the 29 acres to 

TC-1 zoning. That zoning specifl-
caUy ai11ls at allowing commercial, 
office and even residential develop­
m e n t that a c c o r d s w i t h a 
d o w n t o w n / m a i n s t r e e t 
atmosphere. 

"The TC and TC-1 districts are 
designed and Intended to promote 
the development o fa pedestrian ac­
cessible, commercial service dis­
trict in which a Variety of retail, 
commercial, office, civic and resi­
dential uses are permitted," city or­
dinance reads. 

T h e TC-1 district," it continues, 
' i s especially designed to encourage 
development of an urban 'Main 
Street,' with 1nixed land uses and 
shared parking." 

That 's ultimately what both 
Evergreen and the city want for the 
town center area, Chen said at a 
previous meeting. The first phase— 
which will move forward if the re­
zoning wins council approval — 
calls for a Vic's Quality Fruit Market 
as an anchor store. 

A Vic's Is alreacly open In Beverly 
HUls, offering a selection ofgourtnet 
and speciality foods and wines. The 
Novi store will be twice as big, Chen 
indicated, and Includes an outdoor 
farmer's market. .Along with Vic's 
will come a sports-oriented tavern 
and other smaller developments,' 
Chen said.

Monday edition to be 
halted after next issue 

The Novt News will cease publi­
cation of its Monday edition with 
the Nov. 29 ediUon. 

The announcement to discon­
tinue the Monday edition was made 
by Rich Perlberg, general manager 
of HomeTown Newspapers. 

Publication ofthe Thursday edi­
tion will continue as usual. 

The decision to pull the plug on 
the Monday paper was based on the 
recognition that it never found true 
acceptance with advertisers. 

Acceptance amorig subscribers 
Was mixed, but newsstand sales on 
Monday Were below Thursday 
sales, even though the Monday edi­
tion also contained a T V book. 

The T V book a lso Will be 
discontinued. 

While the Thursday ediUon has 
continued to grow In both advertis­
ing and circulation, the Monday 
edition never found the same ac­
ceptance. Monday editions were 
typically one-third to one-fourth 
the size of Thursday editions. 

"We 1nade the decision to discon­
tinue the Monday edition with re­
gret, but we have to be realistic and 
recog11ize that it never gained the 
acceptance we had hoped for," said 
Periberg. 

"By discontinuing the Monday 

publicaUon, we will be able to con 
centrate our efforts and resources 
dlrecUy on the Thursday ediUon 
making it bigger and better than 
ever." 

While the size of the Nov! 
Northvilie staff will be reduced, all 
employees will be retained within 
the organization. 

SubscripUon rates will remain at 
current levels, Perlberg said. 'We 
have never charged subscribers for 
the Monday edlUon," he said. "The 
annual subscripUon rates for Novi 
and Northvilie are exactly the same 
as they are for our other newspap­
e r s — T h e South Lyon Herald, MW 
Jord Times, Brighton Argus and Li 
vingston County Press, all of which 
are once-per-week publicaUons." 

Perlberg also noted that the decl 
slon to terminate the Monday edi 
Uon at this time does not preclude 
the posslbUlty It could be reinstated 
at some time in the future. "If We 
perceive a need for a twice-per-week 
publicaUon in the Novi/NorthvUle 
area at some time In Uie future. We 
will move to lUl Uiat need when it ex­
ists." he said.

bonds and Interest. A decision on 
that was delayed by the then-sitting 
city council until after the November 
election.

Horowitz questioned why one de­
velopment like the Expo Center mer­
its public support when theowners of 
new Arbor Drug Store on NoW Road 
would also like a second access, onto 
Nine Mile Road. 

"Is the Expo Center u11ique Ws-a-
Ws other businesses?" he asked. 

It Is, Council Member Joseph Toth 
aiiswered: "The traffic Issues to be 
addressed probably carry more im­
mediacy than .Arbor Drugs. Arbor 
Drugs only carry's lOOcarsadayver-
sus Expo Center's thousands.

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home to a complex of retail and of­
fice space lining a NorthvUle-style 
main street. Colnniissioners and 
plarmlng officials describe an area 
of pedesUlan walkways for strolling 
shoppers, street lamps, benches, 
courtyards and even covered sky-
walks to proWde access to a second 
level of shops.

"The zoning there now allows 
commercial development," Vlce-
Chalr Laura Lorenzo said in re­
sponse. "The area Is going to be 
built upon no matter what we do. 
This (rezoning) is an attempt to 
make the business that goes tn 
there the biest for Novi." 

Lorenzo said that the rezoning 
could serve as a conUxil. allowing 
the city to guide development there 
that proWdes a good tax base and 
fits the main street design, 

"1 do not want to see this become 
Just another shopping area," Chair­
person Ftichard Clark said, a 
thought which several com11iis-
sioners echoed. 

If the rezoning gains approval, 
construction will begin in 1994, 
Wahl said, if all goes as planned. He 
added that city planning sUlffers 
have received nulnerous calls from 
tliose interested in picking up busi­
ness space In the (ilstrict.

A national marketl11g plan by the 
McDonald's corporation to sell Wdeos 
of the moWe Wayne's World, which 
include a message on AJDS preven­
tion, has raised the ire ofa group that 
plans to picket a NoW location on 
Friday. 

The approxl1nately 20 people plan­
ning to picket are up-in-arms be­
cause McDonald's has a reputation 
as a fa11111y-orlented restaurant and 
they believe the moWe as well as the 
AIDS prevention piece do not reflect 
those values. 

The .AIDS prevention piece is a 
60-second trailer promoting another 
video called Time Out, which contains 
information on preventing the spread 
of the HIV virus through the use of 
condoms. It features talk show host 
Arsenio Hall and former Los Angeles 
Lakers basketbal l player ErWn 
"Magic" Johnson, who has been in­
fected with the virus that causes 
AIDS. 

Now resident Phyllis Counts said 
she Is ofiended by the Wayne's World 
Wdeo 'because ofthe way they repre­
sent women, as either (tough) types 
with see-through tops and bras 
underneath or as ditzy, stupid types, 
and because of the dirty, filthy lan­
guage and the ffithy words for sex or 
reference to sexual organs." 

Counts said she's ofiended t y the 
Time Out promotion because "it's 

hosted by Arsenio Hall and, if youVe 
ever watched him, he's a pot mouth. 
And Magic Johnson has admitted 
that he got the HFV Wrus from his 
promiscuous lifestyle. In the Wdeo, 
they are urging people to use 
condoms." 

Coimts said she was told by a 
manager at the NoW location that if 
she doesn't like the Wdeo, she 
shouldn't buy It. 

Renee Reyer of Canton, another 
person planning to picket, said she 
and others tried to persuade McDo-
11ald's to pull Wayne's World out ofits 
promoUon, but were unable to do so. 

"The people at the (NoW) McDo­
nald's, and at the regional office in 
Southfield, and the corporate office 
In Oak Brook, IL have been indiffe­
rent," Reyer said. "We tried to work 
with McDonald's as a whole by call­
ing and writing letters, but they Just 
don't care." 

But McDonald's regional advertis­
ing manager Danny Howell said that 
the corporation chose the PG-rated 
Wayne's World as well as the moWes 
Cliost and Adam's Family as part ofa 
promotion designed to appeal to 
adults and young adults. 

"Throughout the year we offer a 
variety of promotions ranging from 
Happy Meal items for children, to 
items for teenagers and adults," he 
said. 

'Our customers told us that they 
wanted a variety, and after that we 
found that those three moWes are the 

most popular with adults and young 
adults." 

Howell said that McDonald's is 
also offering Wdeos ofthe moWe Char­
lotte's Web, in an effort to appeal to 
clilldren. 

Reyer, who is a volunteer at an 
area youth home, said her main con­
cern is that McDonald's actively 
works to appeal to children, and feels 
the company should not sell a video 
like Wayne's World at the same tiine. 

'I have a real burden for kids and 
teenagers, and I think we have a lot of 
kids Uiat are throwaways with little 
parental direction and no idea of 
right or wrong. They are lacking in 
role models," she said. 

"When kids consistently watch 
moWes like this they get a message 
that this type of behaWor is cool, and 
they hear-It in their music, too. Char­
acter doesn't matter any more. 

'If McDonald's is going to sell mo­
Wes, I'd like to see them sell some-
thing positive. No parent would want 
their kid to grow up to be Way11e or 
Garth." 

Counts agreed with Reyer. 
"What's this stuff doing in McDo-

nald's?" Counts, who ls the mother of 
a 4-year-old child, asked. "My con­
cern is that McDo11ald's is in the 
wrongbusiness. McDonald's isn't lis­
tening to traditional families any 
more. Thty are endorsing promis­
cuity, dirty language, alcohol and sex 
outside of marriage- It's not the 
McDonald's I've come to know." 

But Howell pointed out that people 
of all ages, with a wide range of inter-
ests patronize McDonald's. 

"McDonald's serves people of all 
ages," Howell said. "During an (adult-
oriented) promotion like tills we look 
for what will appeal to the most peo­
ple. This promotion was developed 
and reWewed by all different seg­
ments ofthe populaUon and they told 
u s it w a s a p p r o p r i a t e for 
McDonalds." 

Reyer, who said she talks about 
sex with her 8-year-old daughter bi1t 
tells her not to do It, said she believes 
the more teenagers are taught aboi^t 
sex the more they wiU feel they have a 
license to do it. 

"Contraiy to what the media say$, 
a lot of studies show the more we sex­
ually educate these kids the more 
sexually active they become," she 
said. 

McDo11ald's spokesman Howell 
countered that the Wdeo, Includlilg 
the AIDS prevention piece, had al­
ready hieen widely distributed before 
McDonalds began to offer it. 

'Wayne's World is produced by 
Paramount, not McDonald's." Howell 
said. "About 7 million copies of that 
Wdeo have already been sold in ovf r 
50,000 retail outlets over the last tvyo 
years. . 

"When Paramount produced the 
Wdeotape, they included the 60-sec­
ond trailer, which suggests you go to 
a local Wdeo store and borrow the free 
moWe Time Out." i

A former employee of Patio Enclo­
sures on Grand River could face 
charges of embezzlement for al­
legedly stealing glass enclosure 1na-
t e ^ s , having them installed at a 
Southfleld home, and pocketing the 
money.

Bulldiilg codes today require that 
smoke detectors be irlstalled ln new 
homes during the construction. Why? 
Because we Icnow that even the most sol­
idly built houses can catch fire and tllat 

j smoke detectors are an elTectlve way to 
save lives should that happen. 

Most of the rules — Imown as 
B O C A codes — are in fact aimed at 
healtll and safety. Tllat's why the codes 
carry m a n y requirements regarding 
electrical and plumblllg work. Even 
structural standards are aimed primar­
ily at making sure the building doesn't 
fall down on Its occupants. 

So why. when we know that radon 
j; gas can cause lung cancer and that it is 

present in excessive amounts in many 
homes not orlly in Novl but across the 
state and country, are there no stan­
dards aimed at making builders con­
struct homes with protections already 

|: installed. If the problem is not significant 
I enough to warrant national or statewide 

attention, why not address the problem 
locally, in NoVi, where we laiow nlany 
homes have been found to contain un­
safe levels of radon gas. 

Eadon is an odorless, colorless gas 
^mltted ilaturally by the soil, lt is pro-

I. duced by underground uranium depo-
'slts, and it doesn't take much to produce 
an unhealthy level of the gas. 

G o v e r n m e n t 

According to Novi Building Official 
'Don Saven, current construction stan-
;^ards tend to aggravate the problem. The 
igas often seeps Into homes through 
.'drains and sump pump pits, a feature 

jjlfound i n most suburban homes these. 
hdays. M a n y builders are also now using 
j::pea gi^vel instead of sand to form the 
;base of the foundation in the basement, 

j-i^hlch Just serves to push the gas up 
^through the sump p u m p pit all the more. 
^.Add to all this the fact that most new 

IJhomes are quite energy efficient, with 
j^yttle air being exchanged with the out-
j^slde, and these new homes become Vir-
htual radon gas traps. 

Cindy Stewart reported to the City Coun­
cil that she has received a number of 
phone calls over the course of the sum­
mer and fall from residents of four new 
subdivisions reporting they've measured 
radon levels in their homes in excess of 
the level considered safe by tlle EnViron-
mental F>rotection Agency. 

The EPA says anything oVer 4.0 pi­
cocuries per liter is dangerous. The resi­
dents were reporting radon readings be­
tween 2 and 14 picocuries. One resident 
even found a level as high as 40 picocu­
ries. The reports were coming from the 
Chase Farms, RiVerbridge, Woods of 
Novl and Greenwood Oaks subdivisions. 

None of this should be terribly sur­
prising. Four years ago, the American 
Lung Association of Southeastern Michi­
gan tested 550 homes here and found 26 
percent had dangerously high radon 
levels. Novi was one of the six Oaldand 
County communities with the highest 
reported radon levels.

,j the 25th aimlVersaiy of Novi's Incorpora-
jtion. A committee has aheady been 
: formed to do the plaruiing, but the coun­
cil memtlers learned of it only when 
member H u g h Crawford noted a conflict 
between the meeting of that committee 
and another city eVent. 

.As counci l members noted, they'd 
have been pretty embarrassed h a d some 
resident come up to them a n d asked 
them about the party and found them 
completely uninformed. 

J., City Manager E d Kriewall made it 
sound as If not informing council was in­
tentional. "Wt presumed y o u V e got 
enough to do." he said. M i n d y o u , mem­
ber Hugh Crawford was already o n the 
committee as was former vasyor Matt 
Qulnn . Member Carol Mason, miffed at 

being left off, volunteered to serve as a 
liaison to the party plarmlng group. 

Now, the council has every right to 
demand it be kept Inforaled of such ac­
tivities, but we'd also point out that pro­
viding the council with good communi­
cation is also in the administration's best 
interest. 

We've been harping on the council 
to conduct better, more efficient meet­
ings and to smooth out its decision­
making processes. O n e point we've made 
several times is that the council should, 
where possible, delegate decisions and 
authority. Put the r l ^ t employees and 
appointees Into place, and then let them 
take some of the decision-making re­
sponsibilities off the hands of the city 
council. .An annh^rsaiy party is a perfect 
example of the type of thing council 
shouldn't have to control directly.

It is m u c h more 
likely to take that authority back.

How do you hold a sharp lallfe when peeling 
potatoes? Where are those pot handles when 
cooking on the top of the stove? What are you 
standing on to reach a top shelf? 

The ordinary household Is full of potenUal 
hazards, food you can choke on, space heaters 
Uiat start fires, deadly electrical currents, and 
cleaning agents that can poison. More accidents 
occur in the home and parUcularly the kitchen, 
than anywhere else in the house. 

ltltchen knives are one of the most harrnfill 
houshold utensUs that cause injury and require 
medical attenUon. Use extreme caution when 
cliildren are around so they cannot get a hold 
of sharp knives. 

When using a knife, make sure your hands 
are dry. Always store knives where you can see 
them and not In a drawer where you have to 
feel aroimd for them. Rememtier always cut 
away from you, never toward you. Instead of 
holding the food in your hand for slicing or di­
cing, place the food on a hoard and hold Ught 
with your fingers curled back and away firom 
the sharp blade. 

Oven cleaners, detergents, drain cleaner and . 
other household chemicals are responsible for 
many emergency room visits. Inhaling vapors 
and sprays, ingesUon and sldn contact are all 
ways of being exposed. Tills exposure can 
cause sldn bums, imtaUon of the eyes, nose 
and Uiroat, cancer, damage to the liver, kidney 
and nervous system. 

Use these chemicals only in Well Ventilated 
areas. Avoid aerosol sprays as the particles are 
easily Inhaled and quiclcty absortied into the 
blood stream. Make sure these are stored away 
from chtildren. 

Each year some two million people are also 
poisoned by drugs, medicines, mushrooms and 
shellfish. Storage is extremely Important for 
these products, keep any and all medications in 
their ortglrutl containers so th^^can be J|dei1U-
fled eas3^. tt^ fun 
but only if you know which oh6s'are safe and 
which are tcxic. Shellfish fixjzen, thawed and 
held at room temf)erature too long can cause 
food poisoning. 

Ranges and ovens can bum hands, arms 
and fingers very quicldy. Avoid wearing loose-
sleeved slitrts aroimd the stove, clothes should 
have Ught-fitUng sleeves or even bolllrlg water 
can result in bums and a trip to the hospital. 
Keep curtains and dlshtowels away from the 
range areas and never lean on the range or 
over it. 

The range is not a storage bin for food that 
you're hiding or that the cuplx)ard won't hold. 
Storing food inside Uie oven can cause serious 
problems if you forget and turn Uie oven on. 
Instant fire! 

Neither should the top of the stove be used 
as a storage rack for paper, cloth or plasUc. 
Don't store cookies or oUier food items above 
the range. You want to keep the children from 
climbing on or reaching over the range. 

Match pan and burner sizes, lf you put a 
small pan on a large burner, the exposed part 
could cause a fire or a bum. 

Use sturdy, stable pots and pans wlUi tight 
handles. Avoid plasUc utensils that can melt, 
pots with loose handles, pots that are too 
heavy to move easily when filled wiUl food, and 
pots that are too srnall or shallow for deep fiy-
Ing. The grease can spill and ignite easy. A l ­
ways turn handles to the side of the range to 
reduce the risk of hltUng them and spilling the 
hot contents. 

If there is a grease fire in a pan, turn off Uie 
burner, cover the pan with a fid or other flat 
object. Don't try to pick it up and carry it any­
where. This onfy fans Uie flame and makes it 
bum more fiercely. 

If a grease fire starts in the oven, ctose the 
oven door and turn off Uie heat. Keep Uie door 
closed. Leave Ule pan or tea ketUe on Uie bur­
ner for a minute or two after turning off the

Fitness or fatness. That's Ule choice most America11s 
face when lt comes to food. 

Ifyou watch teJevlslon news shows, youVe probably 
heard about all the other naUons In Ule world Uiat are in 
tietter shape Uian Americans. In almost all cases, diet— 
ln particular, consumpUon of fat — is Uie major 
difference. 

"Most Americans consume more fat than we need," 
says 2ammerman, a registered dleUUon and lecturer for 
Weight Watchers who spoke recently at U1e Novl Weight 
Watchers Center. 'For U1e typical person 37 to 40 per­
cent of their calories come from fat. Wel^t Watchers 
and many other organlzaUons—Uie heart assoclaUon, 
Uie cancer society—recommend Uiat you limit your fat 
to 30 percent of calories." 

Why follow a diet lower in fat? We Ve all heard Uie rea­
sons, but they're worth repeaUng biecause, well, Uiey're 
pretty darned good reasons. 
• A iilgher fat diet is linked to an increased risk ofheart 
disease. 
• Certain types of cancers — In particular, breast, 
colon and prostate cancers — are linked to high fat 
diets. 
• Obesity occurs in people who consume high fat diets 
t>ecause fat contains double the calories of an equal 
quanUty of carbohydrate. 

In short, we could be making better choices. All it 
talas Is a lltUe educaUon about what's In the food we're 
eating. 

"A lot ofpeople don't always know where the fat is ln 
the food Uiey eat," she says. "They know ahwut butter 
and oU. But they may not know about the hidden fat in 
meat. There are lilgh fat foods We don't think ofas being 
high fat, like whole milk." 

The way you cook can incnsase Uie fat content offood 
too. AnyUilng deep fat fried will increase U1e fat calories 
by up to four times. 

Short ofconsulUng regularly wlU1 a registered dlcU-
cian like herself, Zlmmennan says the best way to lower 
U1e fat in your diet Is to read the labels on the food you 
buy. All food required by the government to cany nutrl-
Uon lal̂ els identifies the total fat per serving In grams, 
and the total calories per servlilg. 

Most people see calories and grams on a label and get 
confused. How do you reconcile Uie two? Zimmerman 
points out tliat it's easy lf you know that there are 9 calo­
ries lneveity* gram of fat ! ' ^ V 

Given the grams offat in a food Item, and mulUplying 
U1at numtier by 9, you get the total calories from fat. 
Then Just divide the total calories by the calories from 
fat and you'll know your percental of calories from fat. 

"Just divide the total numlaer of calories l>y Uie calo­
ries from fat, and you get the percentage," says 
Zimmerman. 

When lending her advice at area Weight Watchers 
centers, 2:immerman likes to stop along Uie way to do 
some groceiy shopping. She plclcs up some visual aids 
to demo1istrate the differences in calories from fat 

"In niy teaclilng methods, I like to show people 
Uiings," she says. "That's the best way I know to educate 
people. You're actually looking at the fat In certain 
foods." 

For her visit to Novl, she brought along an Oscar 
Meyer Lunchables paclcage wlilch contained a half do­
zen crackers, slices of bologna and cheese, and ar­
ranged them neatly on a plate. 

"nils popular lunch contained 480 calories, and 38 
grams of fat At 9 calories per gram of fat, that worked 
out to a whopping 342 calories from fat, or a heart-
stopping 71 percent. 

One otiserver piped up, 'If I was at a party, I would 
nibble Uiis in no Ume." 

By comparison, she dished up a turkey sandwich 
with lettuce and reduced-calorie mayonnaise. The two 
slices of bread were 40 calories each. Then she tossed 
on some cucumber slices, a cup of Jello "t>ecause 1 like 
Jello," and about a pint strawberries, with some min­
eral water to drink. 

Though Ule healUiler lunch didn't even lit on the 
plate, it totalled just 466 calories, similar to Ule Lunch­
ables. this time, though, there were just 6 grams offat, 
for a total of 11 percent of the Intake, 

Snacklng, Zimmerman said, doesn't have to be your 
undoing either. There are good choices to be made at the 
party store. 

Opening a small, 2-ounce bag of potato chips, and 
setUng U1em on the edge ofa plate, she announced Uiat 
the measty offering was paclwd wlUi 300 calories, and 
contained 20 grams of fat. for 60 percent of Uie total. 

She Uien filled a large bowl wiUi pretzels, pointing out 
Uiat in Uils 2-ouncc serving, there were 224 calories 
and a scant 2 grams offat forjust 8 percent of Uie total. 

Finally, she placed a single 5-ounce chocolate eclair 
on a plate. It contained 423 calories, and 37 grams of

•Fat Is sUll fat," she says. "All fats 
still contain the same number of ca­
lories, But this is Just a more heart-
heallhy choice. It doesn't stop 
obesity." 

If after evaluating what you've got 
in your panUy. you discover tliat 
you've been hording a lot of hidden 
fat. it's not cause to panic. Zimmer-
nirm says. 

"You can make gradu.-i1 changes." 
she says. "If you're drinking Whole 
inilk, switch to 2-percent first; then 
move on lo 1 percent or half percent 
or skijn. This Isn't something you do 
temporarily, so doing 11 slowly Will 
make 11 an easier transition." 

For the fat-conscious, there is 
good news on the horizon, too. New 
federal laws will change the nutrl-
Uonal labeling of foods, and more 
products will have to be labeled. 

"More information on fat content 
will be provided, and that should help 
people With their decision-making." 
2ammeiTnan says. The percentage of 
calories from fat will be posted, so 
you won't need to do the math. "If you 
realize what's in it. you can deci<le if 
it's worth it for you.'
