She
is one of many children in peril, We
want people to realize the immedi-
acy and the gravity of the situation,”
sald Annle Rose, a spokesperson for
the DeBoer Committee.

Wednesday, the committee and
several attorneys, [neluding the
Meades' lawyer Scott Bassett, will
launch a petition drive to plead for
legislation to give “third parties,” —
peaple who are not biological pa-
rents— legal standingand the right
to go to court to plead for the cus-
tody of these children.

Their four years' worth of legal
bills have wiped out the Meades'
savings; the couple filed for bank-
ruptcy last spring. Three weeks ago,
the Stephanle Meade Legal Fund,
with the molto “Never Another Bro-
ken Heart," was organized with the
committee's help.

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MEA opposes bill
requiring bidding

Backers of the Michigan Educa-
tlon Association say its health Insur-
ance operation Is superior to com-
mercial insurers’,

Battleground is a state Senate
panel considering bills requiring
school districts to buy health insur-
ance on the basis of competitive bids.
The bills, by Sen. Jack Welbom, R-
Kalamazoo, are aimed at breaking up
the alleged monopoly of MESSA (Mi-
chigan Education Special Services
Assoclation).

“Comumnercial carriers would skim
the good risks and leave us the bad
risks,” sald Dale Robertson, a lob-
byist for Blue Cross and Blue Shield,
which is allied with MEA against the
bills.

“Our competitors compete by
avolding risks, They cherry pick. But
this puts us (MESSA and Blues}ata
competitive disadvantage because
we cover a lot of groups. It's spread
across geography.”

But Welbom and Sen. Gl DiNelle,
R-Macomb County, seem deter-
mined to push the billsas a method of
cutting school costs, an idea sup-
ported by Gov. John Engler. Sen. Wil-
llamFaust, D-Westland, is a member
of the subcommittee but has missed
both sessions.

It works like this: MEA units bar-
galinwith school districts, not only for
health care benefits but over whowill
be the third party administrator,
MEA’s choice [s MESSA, its own sub-
sldlary. Although school districts pay
the premiums, MESSA handles the
money and is the policyholder.

MESSA buys mostly from the
Blues, a mon-proflt corporation not
covered by state insurance laws. Ab-
out two-thirds of Michigan public
school employees are covered by
MESSA health care contracts.

The Blues and MEA oppose Wel-
born’s bill to make them reveal their
loss experlence, including claims ex-
ceeding $5,000.

MESSA refuses to release its Joss
experience by school district, as
Robertson sald, because it calculates
on the basis ol broad geographlc reg-
jons, not bargaining units, and cov-
€rs everyone,

As Blues vice president Pau] Aus-
tin explained: “In health care, if you
can eliminate 3 percent of the high
risks, you can lower the cost [pre-
mium) by 50 percent . . . We don't
differentiate between good and bad
risks . . . MESSA doesn’t experience
rate (individual districts). [t spreads
the risk over a larger pool.”

“We don't vary rates by age and
gender. We take all comers,” added
Blues vice president Bob Kasperek.

DiNello, the former Democrat who
now battles with organized labor,
sald many elected school boards are

composed of “seven weaklings who
dom't have the guts to stand up to the
MEA."

Kevin Harty, a Lansing atlorney
for school boards, said “not many”
MEA units have struck over the
MESSA, but there have been teacher
*slowdowns” during bargaining in
support of MESSA, Harty sald MEA
has beent uniable to motivate its mem-
bers with any other Issue as much as
MESSA.

Asked by Welborn if school boards
had raised “slowdowns” as an unfair
labor practice by the union, Harty
said, “Most of our clients don't want
to spend the money chasing down
something for which there’'s no
remedy.”

Asked i he ever had seen a con-
tract between the Blues and MESSA,
Harty said nobecause “theysald it'sa
trade secret.”

Supporting the bllls, Tern White,
lobbyist for the Michigan Assoclation
of School Boards, sald requirng
MESSA and the Blues to reveal loss
experience would “level the playing
fleld” between them and commercial
insurers.

White cited a case where MESSA
used excess reserves to Increase a
benefit from $1 million to $2 milllon
instead of reducing the premium to
the school district and its taxpayers.

“Has any school district ever re-
ceived a rebate?” asked Welborn.

“There may be,” said White, "but
I'm not aware of any.”

Engler raised the MESSA issue In
his Oct. 5 address on education re-
form.

“I think it’s a much stronger case
than the DeBoers, This 15 a case
where Lisa Randall freely and volun-
larily gave up custody of Stephanieto
the Meades and assented to their
guardianship. This is even a greater
tragedy than the DeBoer case. There
is every reason to believe Lisa s nota
it parent.”

At the time Stephanie was bom.
Randall's two older children had
been removed from her custody by
the Menominee County Department
of Socla] Services and sent to foster
care homes. Stephanie. originally
named Marlah Sue Gignac, was born
out-of-wedlock Jan. 4, 1986, Four
days later, she was placed In foster
care with the Meades by the Menomi -
nee Department of Soclal Services.

The Meades have a battery of let-
ters from a psychologist which they
do not want publicized but which
suggest that removing Stephanie
from her current home would be
devastaling.

“He's (the psychologist) made It
real clear it would be a total psychiog-
lcal disater if Stephanie was taken
away from the Meades.” Basselt
says.

The DeBoer Committee's Rose
says that since the DeBoer custody
case was filed Dec. 3, 1992, not one
law has been passed by the statelegl-
slators which would protect the esti-

mated 200,000 Michigan children
who live with “third parties.” House
Bill 4195, supported by the commit-
tee, would give the third parties the
right to go tocourt and request a best
{nterest hearing.

“We're not talking about passing a
blll where a child can say I think my
aun! or my nelghbor can ralse me
better. Whenyou go tocourt, the only
people with standing are the blologi-
cal parents. Michigan is behind the
rest of the states,” Rose says.

“Our longlerm goal Is standing for
the children themselves.”

Basseit says the laws as they
stand are “not even close” to looking
at the child's welfare,

“Even young children know who
loves them and who they love and
who they can count on. We don't give
enough conslderation to the child-
ren’s feelings and what they know,”
he contends.

“Her (Randall's) lawyer keeps us
running rom court to court at the
taxpayers' expense whenever we get
closeto a bestinterest hearing. She's
not paying for her legal services so
she can keep golng on forever.”

Jackie Meade says she and her
husband "do not have a good feeling”
about the possible outcome of the Mi-
chigan Court of Appeals case.

"Belleve me, I you were to ask Ste-
phanie, she would say [ want to ltve
with my Mommy and Daddy. She has
the right lo go into court and express
her feelings,” Meade said.

Prot_est of movie
misses the point

Picketers were in front of a local
McDonald’s restaurant on Friday in pro-
test of the company's nationwide promo-
tion and sale of the video Wayne's World.

They are oflended, they said, by the
language and values presented in the
movie and believe that McDonald's
should not be distributing it.

They are also offended by the fact that
the video contains a 60-second trailer
promoting a free-rental video called Time
Out, which contains information on pre-
venting the spreac of AIDS through the
use of condoms.

While this unnamed group has every
right to conduct this type of protest, we
feel that their intentions are misguided
and their protest is aimed {n the wrong
direction.

Further, we {ind their stance that
AIDS ignorance is better than AIDS edu-
cation is itself ignorant.

Aspokesperson for the group said she
believes that sex education and educa-
tiononthe use of condoms are only going
to promote sexual activity among teena-
gers. But have you ever known a teenage
to be held back from trying any activity
by mere ignorance, It comes naturally to
children to explore their world. Teens
and children are very curfous and eager
to try things out, even if there is a risk.
Sex and AIDS education not only gives
them some knowledge so they can pro-
tect themselves, it might just also serve
to satisfy some of their curiosity, so they
don't have to try the activity themseives.

~ Another spokesperson said she is
offended by the trailer because it fea-
tures former Los Angeles Lakers basket-
ball star Ervin “Magic” Johnson, who is
infected with the virus that causes AIDS,
A flyer distributed by the picketers in-
cludes a long list of specific items in the
movie that they find offensive, One item

on the list is music by the rock group
Queen, which they find objectionable
simply because the group's lead singer,
Freddie Mercury, recently died of AIDS.

To be honest, we would agree that
Wayne and Garth, the characters in
Wayne's World, are not the best role
models for young people to follow. But
anyone who thinks they are supposed to
be role models misses the point of the
movie,

The Wayne and Garth characters
are a parody. The movie pokes fun at
teenages who think only about heavy
metal music and sex. Some teenagers,
and adults too, rnay imitate the speech
patterns of the movie, but they do it in
the same manner as the movie intended
it — as comic parodies.

Further, if these people wish to pro-
test the contents of the movie Wayne's
World, they should be alming their pro-
test at Paramount Pictures, rather than
McDonald's. Wayne's World has been
widely distributed in video form for well
over a year.

And we also feel that they should take
responsibility for the education and val-
ues of their own children. McDonald's is
a large corporation and does not even
claim to be a vessel for the morality of
young people across the nation.

The group is angry because a mana-
ger at the McDonald's they chose to
picket told them that, if they don't like
the video, they shouldn't buy it.

We agree with that manager. Parents
are responsible for reviewing and choos-
ing the movies their children watch at
home. Parents are responsible for im-
parting their childrens' values, And pa-
rents are responsible for preparing their
children for a world that isn't always
safe, clean or pretty.

The concept of creating a Main Street-style dovmtown is
rather fascinating. But it does ralse a number of
questions.

For example, why would Novi want to create a "down-
town" when the endangered status of traditional down-
towns Is a natlonal Issue?

Why do Novi officials think they can make a traditional
downtown work when established dovmtowns across the
country are facing serious problems?

And what type of retail outlets could possibly be lacated
in the new downtown that don't already exist in close vic-
inity to the so-called Town Center Area — the four quad-
rants of the Grand River/Novi Road intersection?
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The questions are legitimate, but don't letthemn give you
the wrong impression. The concept of creating a Main
Street-style downtown is fascinating . . . and, I suspect.

attainable.
In other words, 1 suspect that answers to the questions

raised here do exist.

One of the problems facing traditlonal downtowns is

that they evolved before the advent of the automobile and.
as a consequence, lack adequate parking.

A primary difference between shopping mails and old-
fashioned downtowns is that the malls come with acres
and acres of free parking. When traditional downtowns —
like Northville or Plymouth or Birmingham — were evolv-
ing, nobody could foresee the day when the automobile
was the primary mode of transportation.

What arnazes me most about this most recent proposal’

is that 1t's been on the books for so long. It was way backin
the early '70s when Novi was just starting to develop that
city officlals began looking seriously at its absence of a
downtown. o o

The plan at that time was to let the area around the
Grand River/Novi Road intersection become the city's
commercial district, spearheaded, of course, by Twelve
Oaks Mall.

The second “city center” would be a civic-educational

complex on the Fuerst Sisters’ property at Ten Mile and -

Taft Road — which is exactly what has happened.

1 doubt that anyone could have concelved back then
that the Grand River /Novi Road area would becorne the re-
tall mecca it is today, but the plans were there.

Now it's time for city officials to let the Main Street-style

downtown concept play out. With open minds and vision-
ary planning, Novi may yet have a legitimate downtown to
call its own,

First, Engler wants to cut the cost of government.
Int his campaign, he argued in effect that Michigan has
Chivas Regal tastes and Old Milwaukee income. He sees
high governmental costs as a burden on business. Like
dear ol' daddy's whiskers, government is always in the
way. His view is similar to classical economist Adam
Smith {*Wealth of Nations").
He isdiametrically opposed toAlexander Hamilton and
former Gov. Jim Blanchard, who saw government as a

. tool for economic growth, not an impediment.

On paper, Engler's method of school finance would
cost $300 mjllion less than the current system. “Promises
made, promises kept.”

Second, Engler wants to shift the cost of paying for
schools from local districts to the state.

He is 100 percent correct in pursuing this goal, Michi-
gan's Constitution, a document too few of us have read,
makes a free public education a constitutional right. It
also says establishing and paying for public schools are
duties of the Legislature, There is no such thing as "local
control” over schools — local districts are mere creatures
of the state. There is no such thing as “parental control”—

Along the way, Engler set up another goal that was en-
tirely within Michigan’s constitutional tradition. He
sought to wean counties, cities, townships and villages
from the $1 billion nipple of revenue sharing,

Politics being politics, Engler, alas, had to modify the
idea drastically.

Third, Engler wants to trim the power of the Michigan
Education Association and other unions.

In my interview with him last winter, he accused our
suburban school boards of being entirely too lavish with
double-digit pay increases. He wants a union-free envi-
ronment for charter schools. He wants teachers’ union
membership to be voluntary. He wants school boards to
be free to buy health-care benefits from someone other
than MEA.

Personally, I think MEA has been gelting a dirty rap
from Forbesmagazine, Mackinac Center (which reprinted
the Forbes attack and circulated it to every paper in the
state) and many critics. The man who coined the term
“National Extortion Association,” in Forbes'headline, ad-
vocates teaching Latin (which none of our trading part-

ners speak) and McGuffey's Readers
But MEA leaders are an integral part of the Democratic

Party. The MEA is no friend of John Engler’s, even though
a helty minority of MEA members vote Republican. So the
MEA must be prepared to take its knocks.

Fourth, Engler wants to piacate the religious right within
the Michigan GOP.

That's where his public school bashing comes in. The
religious right's candidates got 45 percent of the vote
against Engler’s picks at the 1992 state GOP convention,
It now controls many county and district organizations.
Engler would rather deal than fight 'em.

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Specialty sauces add a flare to any dinner

“Sauces are the most important part of the meal and
the most difficult to produce if you arent't careful,” be-
lieves Chef Scott Philip of the Snowmass Lodge & Club
in Snowmass Village, Colo.

“Anyone can prepare great vegetables or meat, but
the sauce Is what really distinguishes a dish,” he adds.

Philip advocates setting aside one or two days each
month to prepare basic stocks. The finished product
can be frozen in any volume, fromice-cube size {just pop
ane aul of the tray Instead of using boulllon cubes) to
larger quantities for stews or as the basis of amorecom-
plex sauce.

His only caveat for stock preparation: “Watch that
your meats {chicken, veal or beef) attain a rich, caramel-
ized color but don't burn. A black crust will cause the
sauce to taste bitter. Celery leaves, carrot skins and on-
ion skins will also cause bitterness.”

Philip likes stocks as the basis for sauces, “because if
a stock [s reduced enough, you get lots of flavar without
having to add seasonings, especially salt.”

For pasta, chicken or salmon dishes. Philip recom-
mends cream sauces.

“The basics are very simple and you carn create avari-
ety of flavors just by adding different ingredients before
the final reduction,” he says. "Mushrooms, herbs, Par-
mesan cheeses all work well. You're only limited by your
imagination.”

To keep creams from buming, Philip says, don't re-
duce the sauce too far; instead, rely on adding smatl
amounts of a comstarch-and-water mixture to obtain
the carrect consistency.

“Bring the sauce to a boll each time after adding the
cornstarch so you can judge the sauce’s thickness,”
cautions Philip. “If you just keep adding cornstarch and
then bring the sauce to a boil, you'll end up with glue.”

Beurre blancs areconsidered one of the most difflcult
sauces lornake, requiring both concentration and luck.
But the results are worth the effort and can make any
fish dish really special.

Cream sauces and beurre blancs are best prepared
Just before serving. If you must refrigerate, Philip re-
minds cooks that cream-style sauces will only take one
reheating, and that should be done with great care to
avold breaking the sauce.

Rosemary Cream
2 teaspoons chopped shallots
- 2.teaspoons chopped garlic

1 cup white wine

3 cups heavy cream

2 tablespoons chopped rosemary

3 tablespoons chopped reconstituted sun-dried
tomatoes :

1 tablespoon cornstarch mixed with a litde water

Salt and pepper to taste

Saute shallots and garlic with olive ofl in saucepan.
Do not brown. Deglaze with white wine and reduce to
haif.

Recipes for those ‘comfort’ dishes

Vacation funds are spent, after-
school activities are in full swing, and
the hellday season looms menacingly
on the horlzon. In other words, siress
levels are about to reach the acute
stage. The remedy? Comfort food.

We're talking mashed potatoes,
tender pasta, julcy casseroles —
those dreamy, creamy concoctions
that are just a few steps from
mother’s milk. We're talking caloric
cornforters that warm our souls and
make us forget about the big bad
world outside.

My mother's hread pudding comes
to mind. With the generous help of
milk, eggs, sugar and ralsins, a stale
loaf of bread becomes — ah, comfort
food.

When asked about the connection
between food and comfort, Alyce
Humphrey of Plymouth. automnatl-
cally replied, “Mom!"

Humphrey, a former teacher who
works with her mother n a family-
owned greenhouse buslness,
thought for a moment, then added —
“Comlort food just has io have that
iittle big of something — avor or tex-
ture — that makes it more than it
seems, It's that which makes it all
better.”

Sounds llke a metaphor for
mothers. -

Humphrey has served her Creamy
Mashed Potatoes many Umes at fam-
ily gatherings, and to her husband
and two daughters. She simply
halves the recipe.

“Te me, comlort food means just
sitting down and having a [amily
meal,” sald Mary Grom, a busy
hometmnaker from Livonia whe owns
two over-worked breadmaking ma-
chines and a dehydrator.

There'salot of comingand golngin
the Grom household. With a hus-
band and two sons on different work
schedules and a daughter who
makes frequent “homesick” visits
from college, Grom has learned to
provide comfort through inventive
casseroles,

*] try to make foods that you can
keep going in the oven until someone
else comes In to eat,” she said.

Both Grom's creativity and her
oven's endurance will be tested once
again beginning this Thanksgiving.

That's when her husband's cousin's
family arrives for their annual
monthlong stay. They own a Christ-
mas tree farm near Cheboygan and
sell thelr trees on a Livonia lot.

The Rev. Ernest Porcari, the new
pastor of Our Lady of Victory Church
in Northville, knows all about inven-
tiveness when it comes to cooking,
According to his friends, he can per-
form culinary miracles on garlic, olive
ofl and pasta.

“It's wonderful,” sald Dee O'Flynn,
who worked for Porcari when he was
pastor of St. Thomas A'Becket
Church in Canton. *He was famous
for his pasta. He once made hls soup
for our annual spring festival and it
all sold out, faster than the hot dogs.
Sometimes he would include recipes
in his column for the church
bulletin.”

Over cups of coffee in his small,
comfortable office a few dayslater, we
explained our mission. After all, whe
should know more about comfort
and [ood than a priest who cooks. He
smiled and said, "I wasn'tordained to
cook.” He could have feoled us.

For the next hour he spoke of his
mother's reclpes, his own recipes,
and that the secret to cooking pasta
is “plenty, plenty of boiling water. He
advised only to use freshly grated
cheese and not “that sawdust in the
store.” He sounded like my mother.

Porcari gave some parting advice,
some words lo — well, chew on: “Re-
member, the bigger the bedy, the big-
ger the soul, because the soulls inev-
ery part of the bedy, Therefore, the
fattest go to heaven."

Comforting words for cornfort food
lovers.

FATHER PORCARI'S PASTA
A FAGIOLA
(Itakian Bcnn Soup)

2 cups Ditali {small tubular pasta)

3 tablespoons extra virgin olive ol

One small onfon, chopped in smalt
pleces

Y% cupcelery, tenderinside stalks,
chopped (optional)

1large, 19-ounce can Cannellinni
beans (undrained)

1 tablespoon tomato paste or 3-4
tablespoons finely chopped tomato
