City blasted 
for accepting 
land for trail

A group of residents ofThe Ma­
ples of NoVl are really teed olT. . . 
and not because tiiey have a golf 
course in their community. 

Monday, the NoVl City Council 
agreed to accept a 12-foot wide 
easement in the subdivision, for 
possible future use as a Woodchip 
natiB-e trail, as outlined in the 
city's Natural Resources Design 
Plan. 

In January, the council may 
once again decide Whether or not to 
stay on the track of the controver­
sial 33-mile t1all system. 

Acconilng to Maples deVeloper 
Sam Blumensteln. 20 percent of 
the residents of the Fourteen Mile 
and Decker Ftoad sub<lIVision do 

not want any trails. While 80 per­
cent are all for the prospect. 

The people to rny right are clos­
est to the trail. They have con­
cerns. They've heard problems 
from Briarwood, which are unbe­
lievable When you hear the horror 
stories up here. We live in a tre­
mendous fear these days. 
Whenever we think We're going to 
be more exposed than our neigh­
bors, we get scared. loiok carefully 
at what you're going to do." 
Blumensteln advised the council. 

About 15 of the dissenting 
householders — those on Sleepy 
Hollow and Vine Court, which 
back up to the proposed trail — 
were at the council meeting to pro­
test the plan.

For structural engineer James 
Chen, the muddy expariseofvacant 
land to the south and east of the 
Novl Road/Grand Rlver Avenue ln-
tersectlon ls more than Just a 
55-acre field of dreatns. 

It's the future. Not Just of Novl. 
but of a precedent-setting 
$50-to-$60 million, 600.000 
square-foot project Which Is already 
drawing the lnte1«st of national 
bulldlr1g trade Journals. 

Chen is the spokesman for 
Evergreen DI Inc.. a consortium of 

doctors, lawyers and businessmen 
joined together in a Farmington 
Hills-based Investor's group which 
alms to bring a longtime (Iream of 
Novl planners into the realm of 

reality. 
Where big-time developers have 

tried and backed out, the Investors 
of Evergreen III say they can and 
will build a mini-downtown for 
Novi. 

'We kind of like what the clty is 
looking for in the Main Street pro­
ject. It's going back to the old days. 
This is my personal opinion." Chen, 
a naturalized U.S. citizen from Tai­
wan, said. 

'We've been dealing With modem 
contemporaiy building for the past 
30 years and people like to go liack 
to when we were little Wds. When I 
was a little kid. I thought of Main 

Street, of Market Street, as more 
personal contact then there is in a 
modem supermall." 

"We are trying to create some­
thing kom thin air." 

Since 1980, the prospect of a 
downtown at the four comers of 
Novi Road and Grand River, 
anchored by an old-fashioned Main 
Street, has been a glimmer In the 
eyes of Novi ofllcials. 

In the late 1980s. Oakland 
County's Planning Department 
worked with Novi to come up the de­
signs for a "pedestrian-friendly,"

Contraty to .American students' 
high performance on local standar-
dlMd achievement tests, Daggett 
told an audience of mostly educa­
tors Monday night the academic 
performance of students in this 
countiy pales in comparison to 
their counterparts In European and 
industrialized Asian nations. 

The doctor spoke in the Fuerst 
Auditorium, half-filled with teach­
ers, admlnlstrators, Ijoard of edu­
cation members and parents from 
both Nov! and Northvllle schools. 
The night session foUowed an ear­
lier meeting wltli teachers and staff 
at Nov! H l ^ School. It preceeded a 
ItJesday morning staff presenta­
tion at Northville H i ^ School. 

'It doesn't matter how you cut it, 
you're at the bottom of the barrel," 
Daggett said after showing the au­
dience how poorfy American stu­
dents perfojijed on lntemaUonal 
math and appllisd science tests. 

The test was given to advanced 
placeinentstudents fbomsuburban 
school districts Ilke Novi and North-
Mile. Daggett sald.

Novi's 1993 Michigan EducaUon 
Assessment F>rogram {MEAP) scores 
Indicate students are nialntalnlng 
the steady academic ImproVement 
district ofllcials have come to expect. 

Overall, Novi's scores for math, 
reading and science Were up over last 
year's test results. With the exception 
of fifth grade science scores Which fell 
2.7 percent. 

District ofllcials said Tuesday they 
were pleased With the overall scores, 
but haven't had time yet to dissect 
them to find out What Went Wrong 
With the fourth grade science 
curriculum. 

'We feel Veiy strongly that We are 
starting to see results from the 
strategies we haVe been using In the 
classroom," said RltaTrayrior, assis­
tant superintendent for Instruction. 
"We really feel good about It. 

"We Were pleased that We had a 
steady Increase because there has 
been a lot going on With construction 
and teacher training this year," Tray­
nor said. 

According to the test results, 78.4 

percent of the district's fourth grad­
ers passed the math portion of the 
MEAP obJecUves. That's a 14.6 pe.v-
cent Increase over last year's results. 
In the seventh grade, 72.2 percent of 
students passed, a 19.6 percent 
Jump over the district's 1992 scores. 
The district also saw a 14.6 percent 
increase this year In the tenth grad­
ers 1992 math scores. 

On the fourth grade reading test, 
66.6 percent of the students passed 
the reading objectives, a seven per­
cent Increase over lastyear's results. 
Sixty-one percent ofboth the seventh 
and tenth graders passed the 1993 
reading test objectives. That's 19.2 
peirent higher this year than last 
year's seventh grade 42.3 score. .And 
this year's tenth graders scored 8.5 
percent higher than last year's class 
who scor^ 53.3 percent. 

Science scores Were the ollly area 
Where the district showed a sU^t de­
crease In the fifth-graders perfor­
mance. In 1993, only 81.8 percent of 
fifth graders passed the test, that's 
2.7percentlessthantheflfth graders 
tested In 1992, But the eighth-
graders and 11th graders fared well, 
reporting a 4.8 percent and 0.5 per­

cent Increase over last year's tally 
respectively. 

District officials aren't overly con­
cerned about the drop In the fifth 
grade science score, but did say they 
would bie reviewing the fourth grade 
curriculum to see where revisions 
could be made. 

"We WUl investigate Why that was 
down as we begin to disaggregate the 
data," Traynor said. 

Schools Superintendent Emmett 
Llppe said Tuesday he was comfort­
able with the scores. 

"We are pleased With the con­
tinued Improvement that reflects a 
steady Improvement in student 
achievement,' he said. 

Llppe and TVaynor both said adml -
nistrators have yet to analyze the re­
sults to determine if and Where curri­
culum changes Would have to tie 
made. The assistant superintendent 
said the buUdlng plarmlng teams wlll 
begin to study their results so curri­
culum can be aligned before next 
year's exam. 

The building plan11lng teams will 
review the data so they'll know 
Whether or not they have to adjust 
their curriculum" she said.

tradlUonaJ downtowji for the cilv. 
hiased around the four corners, or 
quadrants, of the NoVi fioad/Crand 
River Avenue intersection. This plan, 
to be pulled together by an area-Wide 
ring road, was approved in concept 
by the Novl City Council in 1990. 

In terins of the finances. the time is 
now, Chen said, interest rates are 
low. The Investors feel 1994 will be a 
turning point for the economy and 
that 1995 to 1997 will be good, he 
explained. 

"For this project. We'll be working 
With the city very closely from day 
one. The concept has been estab­
lished even before I got Involved. It 
Just got the right person and the right 
team together to get it to happen," 
Chen said. 

"We appreciate the city spelling 
out what they are looking for. This is 
saving a lot of Ume and effort." 

Evergreen III Is an offshoot of 
Evergreen H, Which has site plan ap­
proval for Halstead Hills, a subdivi­
sion to be built on Halstead Road in 
Farmington Hills. A forerunner, 
Evergreen I, had aimed to build a 
subdivision on Eleven Mile Road In 
Novl but sold out to another 
developer. 

In the northeast of the targeted in­
tersection, the Novi Town Center 
strip inall already takes up most of 
the available space. To the north­
west, the Novl Expo Center provides 
an anchor for any development 
which may happen in that fairly 
built-out quadrant. 

While the blueprint ca11s for re­
staurants, retail and a river wa1k at 
the southwest quadrant, one land­
owner is already talltlng about erect­
ing a strip mall there. 

This leaves the southeast quad-
i^ t , prlrnartly the 55-acresJust pur­
chased by EX êrgreen III in October, 
as the keystone. Only 29 acres of this 
land will be dedicated to the ten-
buildlng Main Street development. 

Phase One is a Vic's Quality Fruit 
Market, a farmer's market, an out­
door cafe and a sports taVern. to be 
bullt hy late 1994. Phase Two, Main 
Street proper, may take flVe to ten 
years to complete. The remaining 
land could become a residential sub-
dlVlslon linked to the downtown by 
walkways. 

Vic's Quality Fruit Market and the 
sports tavenl alone are expected to 
bring 250 Jobs to town. 

What has been on the city's design 
boards Is a friendly Idnd of place 
where people can Work and play, 
shop and dine, walk altiund. maybe 
catch some live music or a moVle. 

In the past few years, three other 
deveJopers — Crosswlnds Itealty, 
The Selective Group and Singh DeVe-
lopment — have Jumped on board 
and then balled out ofthe Main Street 
project, saylng it is financially un­
feasible. Chen flrst heard ofthe con­
cept seven years ago from members 
of Crosswlnds Realty. 

"The profit margin Is veiy slim. For 
the big developers, they are looking at 
the profit and risk raUo. They don't 
Want to go through all the hassles. 
They all came to the same conclu­
sion. They need the city's partlcipa-
tlon to make everything Worthwhile," 
he said. 

"The reason EVergreen HI comes 
in. We didn't have too much oVer-
head. I haVe the professional team 
right here. Decision making is right 
here." 

Main Street is an outside project 
for Chen. Who works at Nordstrom 
Samson Associates, a Deartiom-
based architectural and engineering 
Ann. But he's brought a Nordstrom 
Samson team tn on the project. 
Headed by William EXrerhart. Vice 
president ofthe firm, the team WiU in­
clude project marlager Christopher 
Arnold and designer Fiandy Zaddach. 

The company is very famlUar With 
NoVl. They are the developers of the 
Novl Hilton and Orchard Hills place 

office complex, the Hewlett Packard 

and Digital Equipment Company of­
fices here, and are now working on 
the city's new Department of Public 
Works building. Nordstrom -Samson 
has completed projects for Ford Mo­
tor Company. Chrysler, the Dear­
born school district and Heflry Ford 
Commionity Project. 

They're also working on the expan­
sion of the Northvllle Christian 
Church. 

The Main Street gang Is enthusias­
tic about the prospect -— theyVe al­
ready got a shining shovel, festooned 
with maize and blue ribbons, ready 
for the groundbreaking. 

"We're pretty excited. It's fun to do 
something like this. It's slgnillcant." 
Everliart said. 

For Zaddach, who studied urban 
design In school, then found himself 
in charge of projects like the $25 mil -
Hon renovation of the Dearborn Irln, 
Main Street gives him a chance to 
work on his first interest. 

"It was like a blank palette to have 
this open Held and sit down and look 
at it," Zaddach said. This is sort of 
the ideal project to come my way. We 
can take Ideal conditions and work 
with It." 

•Arnold, who lives In Commerce 
Township, sees Main Street as the 
kind of place he and his wife would 
like to visit as an exciting alternative 
to the nvill. 

Nordstrom Sanison is working 
from the Oakland County designs, 
but has modifled them somewhat, he 
said. 

"We have to make sul-e we keep on 
track with what the city would like to 
see and keep the developers' interest 
in the forefront," .Arnold explained. 

"We have an opportunity to create 
evefythlng properly. We don't have 
those obstacles in place to overcome. 
A lot of retailers have expressed Inter­
est In getting ou t ofthe shopping mall 
and 1»ck onto Main Street. 

"It's always hard being flrst." 
Arnold has been meeting weekly 

With employees ln the city's public 
Works and community development 
departments, as Well as With city 
consultants. 

Once Vic's Quality Fruit Market 
and the tavern come in, the designers 
are co11fldent other businesses Will 
follow. Main Streetbuslnesses will be 
able to tap into the flow of Visitors 
coming to the NoVi Expo Center and 
"IVelVe Oaks Mall, the designers say. 

Chen says he's not out recruiting 
potential Main Street businesses — 
they're coming to him. although no 
one's signed a contract, yet. 

"Novl is the focal point. We have 
more people come to us than us try­
ing to go after people." he explained. 

In the half-mile long Main Street, 
as r11any as ten buildings Wlll be 
linked together by closed pedestrian 
Walkways, atriums sii11ilar In nature 
to Trapper's Alley, full of sidewalk 
cafes and vendors. 

Zaddach said the design team re­
searched the downtowns of Birming­
ham. Northville, Wyandotte, Howell, 
Royal Oak and Traverse City before 
creating the look ofMaln Street. Novl. 
Sketches show a 'typical" .American 
downtown with brick passages and 
Federalist-style archlctecture pre-
donilnating. To avoid the look of a 
made at one throw project rather 
than an organic downtown which 
grew over the years, the buUdlngs will 
haVe different brickwork, different 
roofs and windows. 

"We're looking at a style that's flex­
ible enough to create some consis­
tency, but that Won't look like it's 
bullt at the same time," Zaddach

Evergreen III gets rezoning needed for Main Street

The groundwork Was laid Monday for 
NoVf s proposed Main Street when the deve-
lopere. Evergreen in, won the zoning they 
need firom a generally enthuslasUc Novl Clty 
Coundl. 

But at least one local business owner IS 
less tlian thrlUed with the prospect of more 
retail ln town. 

And Jt's not yet clear who wlU pay for the 
$2.2 inllllon Maln Street pavlng — the clty, 
the devdopers, or both. 

TBienty-nlne acres cfvacant land south of 
GrarKl Rtver Avenue and east of Novl Road 
were reclassified as a town center district 
flO-1). a sp«dal category created by the clty 
one year adjust for this purpose. Evergreen 
III ck>sed on the site In October. 

"It's a positive thing for the City ofNovl. It 
conipletes a long-range plan, one we should 
proceed with.' Council Member Robert 
Schniid saki. 

The property was orfglnally zoned for bus­
iness (B-3). non-oenter commeicial (NCC) 
and multiple residential housing (RM-1). 

James Chen, spokesperson for Evergreen 
in. lemindedtheoHUidl thatthenewamlng 

Would give the city more control over What 
goes on the land and keep uses permitted by 
the old zoning, such as a gas station, out. 

"Otherwise K mart or somebody can come 
in here and put in a big store here," Chen 
said. 

Evergreen HI. a Farmington HlUs-based 
Investment group, owns an adjacent 26 
acres as Well. 

Plails caU for a Phase One to Include a 
Vic's Quality Friiit Market and a sports 
tavern. Phase Two, Main Street proper, 
would be a pedestrian-oriented blend of 
shops, restaurants and oflSces. 

Novl has more than enough stores, Dou­
glas Erwln, owner of Erwln Farms on Novl 
Road at Ten Mile, told the council. Pointing 
out that 19 vacancies exist in the Novl Town 
Center mall, he urged that the rezoning be 
denied. 

"Many businesses are experiencing in­
creasing hard times. I strongly oppose any 
1nore commercial ventures in Novl at this 
time." Erwln said. 

He called for the clty to circulate a ques­
tionnaire to leam if residents realty want a 
Main Street. Erwln said he's asked 100 ofhls 
customers alxlut the project 'Not one said 
they wanted a downtown in NovL Th^re 

happy the Way it is." 
Ihe businessman suggested that the city 

purchase the 55 acres With U1e voter-
approved park 1x)nds and use it as ballilelds 
for youth sports. 

Council Member Carol Mason was the 
only one to vote against the rezoning, Wlllch 
was unanimously supported by the Han111ng 
Com111ission In Noveniber. Mason reminded 
her coUeagues tJiat the council lias said It's 
not interested in financing the paving ofMaln 
Street, which will be part ofa rtag road encir­
cling the Grand River Avenue/Novl Rtad 
Intersection. 

The coundl did agree in September to 
spend $46.000in dty funds to pay for the en-
^eerlng of the ring road. 

City Manager Edward Kriewall said that In 
the next several weeks city administrators 
and coj1sultants will be meeting with Eve1^-
reen III to tlirash out ways the project's pav-
111g, sewer and water Wlll be financed. 

Novl officials have planned for a downtown 
since 1980 and thecouncillias approved the 
concept, drafted by the Oaldand County 
Planning Department in 1990. The develop­
ers s ^ some local financing is needed to 
make the concept fly. 

"Why W6uld we give a blanket decision?" 

Mason said. 
"I don't Want to be forced Into a comer 

where we do a rezoning and then feel com-
peUed where We use money from our own wa­
ter and sewer fund or road fund. It all comes 
down to the hard facts, such as water and 
sewer, should be worked out first." 

Schmld, who is on the dty's Town Center 
Steering Committee, moved to okay the 
request. 

"There's going to be some uniqueness in 
this area . . . I agree With Carol's concerns, 
but I don't Uiink zoning Is committing us," he 
said. 

EVergreen HI Is the flrst deVeloper with the 
ability to buy, the land and put up a design 
plan, dty Planning Consultant Brandon Ro­
gers said. While the site plan for the fmlt 
rnarket has not yet been sent to the dty, the 
developers have two or three tenants for 
Main Street "pretty Well Ued down," he 
added. 

Chen reminded the council that Main 
Street Is Just a segment ofthe area-Wide ring 
road. 

"The entire ring road wlU become a down­
town, not justMaln Street. If we happen to be 
downtown, that's great. The whole Uiing is 
equally important." Chen added. 

Novl owns land ad acent to the site, in­
duding the Aladdin building and the old 
township hall and fomier flre staUon. The 
council has already agreed to give Evergreen 
access to Novl Road tlirough the city prop­
erty. Environmental contamination has 
been detected on some of this property and 
research on Oils continues. 

Council Member Tim Pope suggested that 
the city retain authority over Its own land al 
tills point in the project. 

*I am encouraged by the development. 1 
am encouraged by his wl111r1gness to Work 
with the city," he added. 

But Mayor Kathleen McLallen said she 
was disappointed that the city land did not 
come In for a rezoning to town center distric 
as well. 

"Nottohave Uiecitypartldpatlnglsdlsap-
polntlng. It appears to be a half-hearted sup­
port. Let the other guy take the risk and not 
be part of it," she said.

Mother hoped flight to Novi would save daughter

Cheryl Young thought her family's 
move to Novi would get her and her 
16-year-oid daughter out from 
undemeath the strife and turmoil 
they have faced living 111 Detroit for 
the past year. 

The single mother of three hoped a 
new setting, new school and new 
friends would give her only daughter 
a new lease on life. 

Young, who uses her maiden 
name, said Monday she intended to 
move to a home in Novi's Roma Ridge 
subdivision before her daughter, Ro­
chelle Ebrahlml, was allegedly 
gunned down by her ex-boyfriend In 
Detroit early Saturday moming. 

Detroit police found the girl's fully 
clothed body laying by a railroad 
track at Joy Road, near the South-
field Freeway and Stoepel Park, ar­
ound 5:40 a.m. She had been shot in 
the head, apparently by her"ex," Cal­
vin WUllams, 18. of Detroit. 

Rochelle's mother has fond memo­
ries of her daughter. 

"She was a caring, trusting person 
who always took home stl-ay cats, 
birds a11d rabbits," Young said. "He 
(Williams) was just another one ofthe 
strays she picked up." 

Rochelle was struggling as a new 
junior at Novi High School. But her 
mother said she Was adjusting to the 
change from the inner city to the sub­
urbs. She was starting to make 
friends and Was showing signs that 
she was turning her life around.

Williams had been dating for a year 
whfle Lhe family Was in the process 
of moving from Detroit to Novi. The 
couple allegedly broke up in All-
gust, but Youiig said Williams con­
tinued to pursue her daughter. 

Friday night, WiUianls tele­
phoned the fan1Uy's Detroit home 
four or five times looking for Ro­
chelle, she said. The mother said 
she left to work a midnight shift 
with the expectation that her 
daughter was going to stay the 

night at a girlfriend's house. In­
stead, Young believes her daughter 
met with Williams, 

The couple allegedly had a 
stormy relationship that Young 
said her daughter tried repeatedly 
to end. Each time. Young said the 
girl felt guilty aild went back to the 
man. 

In August, Young said the couple 
split and Rochelle started school in 
Novi, where the family Intended to 
move to a home in the Roma Ridge 
subdivision. 

Last weekend, Rochelle and her 
mother were in the Detroit home 
packing their things and saying 
their goodbyes. 

The giri is survived by her 
mother; two brothers, Michael, 27, 
of Fort Polk, La.; James, 24. of 
Northfolk, Va,; a stepbrother, of 
Clarksvllle, Tenn.; two uncles, 
Joseph Young, St. Augustine, Fla.; 
Brizhan Ebrahlml of ClarksvUle, 
Tenn.; an aunt Mahnaz Ebrahlml of 
Calif.; and a grandmother, Iran 
Ebrahlml also of Calif 
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"She had a diflerent atutude about 
school and she was learning to use 
computers," her mother said about 
Rochelle's short lived tenure at Novi 
High. 'It was a like a new start for her 
to be In Novl. She was vety happy to 
be able to escape from all of the tur­
moil that she'd been dealing with 
here. 

"Everything was flne when we 
were there in Novl. If this didn't hap­
pen evelything would have been flne 
and she would have been back on 
track and back to who she used to 
be." 

Young said her daughter used the 
Novl Llbraty every day aRer school. 
She seem toenjoy her classes. Acrea-
tive writing class fostered her own 
poetry writing and an American His­
tory teacher piqued her curiosity in 
history. 

She had hoped to play volleyball 
and basketball and run track like she 
did at the other schools she had at­
tended, but her work schedule at 
Burger King cor1fllcted With practice 
times. 

Rochelle Was committed to Work­
ing hard this year to restore her 
grades to the 'A's she'd earned as an 
honor roll student at Bishop Borgess 
last year, the year before she met 
Williams. 

She was starting to settle Into life 
in Novi and her mother hoped she 
was starting to feel secure. 

"1 thought we had escaped it," her 
mother said Monday about the night­
marish life the girl led in Detroit. "It 
was my hope that when we got away 
she would be safe and secure. 

"We almost made it." 
The family was back In their De­

troit home last weekend saying good­
byes and packing their things. They 
were on their way their hopes for a 
new beginning Were ended by a 
gunshot. 

"He had her on an emotional 
meny-go round," Young said about 
William's control over her daughter's 
eveiy move. "He Was enpoWered by 
controlling her. He told her What to 
wear, who to see and what to do. .And 
she listened." 

Young said her daughter tried sev­
eral times to leave Williams, but each 
time she gave into his pleas for her to 
come back. 

"He would threaten to kill himself 
if she left him," she said about her 
daughter's killer. "He was a 
predator." 

Young said she hated to see the 
control Williams had over her 

daughter. That's why she wanted to 
move. She feared that one day, Wil­
liams Would be the death of her 
daughter, 

"I told her 1 didn't Want her to see 
him because of all the turmoil that 
had Ijeen going on With her for some 
time." she said. 

Young said Williams made her 
daughter do things for him that the 
girl wouldn't have done on her own. 
He forced her to sell her father's coin 
collection, the mother said. He used 
the fa1nlly's telephone charge card 
and rackad up a $400 phone bill, She 
bought a car for him and made her re­
gister it In his name. He made her 
stop going to church with a childhood 
friend of the family, 

.And he destroyed her relationship 
With her mother, she said. 

"He ruined the relationship be­
tween me and her. He Would tell her 
that I was ttylng to break them up be­
cause I didn't like him. .And she 
would teU me that if I loved her, I 
would accept hl1Tl." Young said. 

Her mother's acceptance would 
never come because Young said she 
saw beyond Williams' mask. But she 
knew the only way Rochelle Would 
see him for what he was, was to see it 
for herself. 

The mother said she never pressed 
charges of threatening, harrasslngor 
staMng against WiSlams because 
she feared it would drive a wedge 
further between the girl and herself. 

'I Was walking on eggshells with 
Rochelle because she had to come to 
the realization herself that he was a 
dangerous person." she said. "But 
there was not a day that passed that 
she wasn't in tears." 

The couple split up In August after 

Rochelle stopped by Williams' home 
unannounced and found him with 
another giri. Even though it pained 
her daughter to see It, Young said she 
secretly hoped it Would end the rela-
Uonshlp. It did for a short Ume and 
Rochelle began to date someone else. 

But after Williams learned who 
and where Rochelle's new boyfriend 
lived, the former tieau put an end to 
it. 

A week ago Saturday, Rochelle 
was back to Detroit Visiting her new 
boyfriend, whom Young IdentlOed 
onty as "Eric." Williams arrived later 
and allegedly threatened to kill the 
boy and his family because Rochelle 
was there, her mother said. To avoid 
a confrontation, Rochelle left the 
home. .Afterwards, Young said Eric 
broke up with I^ochelle because he 
didn't want to deal with Wllllamsi 

The Friday night before police di&-
covered the body, Young said Ro­
chelle had gone over to Eric's house 
to say goodbye. l<ater that evening, 
before the mother-daughter pair had 
returned home, Williams had tele-
phoned four or Ave times after 9:36 
p.m. .All of the messages Were left on 
the answering machine and each one 
tiegged Itochelle to call him back, her 
mother said. :• 

"She was too nice, she couldn't not 
call him back," her mother said, i 

Youngleftfor to cover the mldnlglljt 
shift at Novl Urology Where she 
Worked. She expected her daughter 
would be staying with a girlfriend 
that evening. 

It didn't happen. 'i 
"I didn't see him or his car, but Ft^ 

fairly certain Calvin came to the 
house and picked her up and kflleii 
her.

The warehouse addlUon 
will actually act as a sound buUer be­
tween Ulose faciliUes and the resi-
denUal area, he added. 

Commissioners said they were 
sympatheUc to DeAngelis' problem 
but couldn't do much about it. 

T h e land is zoned In a certain 
manner." Commiss ioner I.aura 
I^renzo said.

I under­
stand where you're coming from, but 
Uierc are no easy answers." 

Arbor has some 150 stores now. 
Planning ConsulUint Brandon Ro­
gers explained, most in Michigan, 
The Novi Road warehouse — a distri-
buUon center for Arbor's retail net­
work — is nearlng its maximum ca­
pacity, he said. 

With a plan for opening 15 new 
stores a year, Rogers said, Arhor 
wants more warehouse space. The 
addlUon would allow It to serve up to 
300 stores, he said. 

A n addlUonal 20 loading docks 
will join the exisUng 22, according to 
the plans. A proposed railroad spur is 

part ofthe expansion plan, but is not 
to be consUilcted for some Ume, an 
Arbor represenaUve said. 

The extra docks mean more Uucks 
and more employees, which in t u m 
mean addlUonal LralBc for the Grand 
River Avenue/Novl Road area, U-ailic 
consultant Rod Arroyo said. 

The 70 employees tllere now. he 
said, will bejoined by 50 more, work­
ing in a three-shift operaUon sU-etch-
ingfrom 6:30 a.m. to4:30p.m. Truck 
u^irlc will also increase. 

All in all, the expansion will add 
about 48 vehicles dally to the 
already-clogged IntersecUon, Arroyo 
said. 

The increase, however, equal only 
two percent of ualBc during the 
morning rush hour and one percent 
during the evening rush hour. Those 
figures are acceptable, he said, and 
he recommended approval of the 
plan. 

The matter now moves on to the 
city's Zoning Board of Appeals for a 
review of its request for a building 
height requirement variance.

Rebellious Democrats. Joined by 
some Republicans, dealt Uieir lead­
ers a blow Tuesday by attaching a 
slate mandated curriculum to the 
nlasslve school quality bill. 

A victory for Ule Michigan Educa­
Uon AssoclaUon, a state-mandated 
curriculum Would add $1.7 bUlion to 
S2 billion to Ule S9-plus billion it 
costs to run public schools, said Re­
publican Speaker Paul Hillegonds. 

And in a blow to Gov. J o h n Engler. 
Ule House failed to put cross-disUlct 
"schools of choice" Into the revised 
school code. "We're going to put U1at 
into a separate bill ln the EducaUon 
Committee." said Rep. J e n y Vorva. 
R-Plymouth, a champion of choice 
and a member of that panel.The "Ga-
gllardl amendment" barely passed, 
56 to 51 With Uiree not voUng. 

Rep. Willis Bullard, R-Mllford, 
Whose disU-ict includes Novl, voted 
no. 

At the end of a day long session, 
the House adopted the school code 
59 to 46. Many area laWn1akers voted 
no because of U1e mandated currlcu -
lum provision. 

Some lawmakers voted yes on final 
passage, hoping the mandated curri­
culum Would be taken out in the 
Senate. 

Rep. Frank Fitzgerald, R-Grand 
Ledge, called the mandated curricu­
lum "the MEA's gut Issue. But it's a 
pig in a poke. Right now the only 
mandated curriculum In Mlchign is 

one semester of government." 
The revolt in favor of mandated 

curriculum Was Ule work of Demo-
craUc floor leader F^t Gagllardi, D-
Drummond Island. His amendment 
would have Ule State Board of E d u ­
caUon set the rules, to be approved by 
U1e Legislature's Joint Committee on 
AdmiilisUaUve Rules. 

"My schools didn't ask for state en­
dorsed diplomas. You did," a defiant 
Gagllardi said. "My schools didn't 
ask for charter academies. You did.' 

Gov. Engler, state bioard members 
and most legislaUve leaders Want the 
state to set goals but leave it local 
schools as to What courses they offer. 
They denounce Ule Gagllardi ap­
proach as "mlcro-maiiaging." 

Opposing the G a g l i a r d l - M E A 
amendment Were establishment 
leaders: co-speakers Hillegonds and 
CurUs Hertel, D-DeU-olt; EducaUon 
co-chalrs William Keith, D-Garden 
City, and William Bryant, R-Grosse 
Polnte; and .^propriaUons co-chal1Ts 
Don Gilmer, R-Augusta. and Richard 
Young. D D e a r b o m Heights. 

The revised school code was to be a 
Vehicle bUl for schools ofcholce, but it 
also contains a mass ofoUier quality 
ImproVements. Among them are 
state-endorsed diplomas, accredita-
Uon ofK-12 schools, WarranUes, sab-
baUcals for teachers, and mandated 
proficiency tests. 

Rep. D e b o r a h W h y m a n . R-
Canton, sought to remoVe sabbaUcal 
leaves, but the House restored them 
on a vote of 62 to 36.

"We're quile upset. We will net a petition 
goirlg. When they said 80 [x-rcelu wcie for it. 
these were lhe people In the (<reens who were 
way (A'cr on the other side. We were not told. 
We were let down big by iherouiici l ." Maples 
residenl J a n Haiaby said. 

Counci l Members Carol .Ma.son and 
Robert Schmld. as well as Plaixnlilg Conlnus-
sioncr Glen Bonaventura also accused the 
council majority of nol heaniiR what lhe resi­
dents said. 

•[ think you on council have to pay attcn-
lion lo the people who are afleclwl. 1 was very 
dl.sappotnled that you didn't listen to the 
people." said Bonaventura. u nlenlber of the 
Natural Resources Design I'lnn Inlplenienta-
lion Commillee. 

"I'd like lo see Joe Toth. Kathy M c l ^ l l e n . 
RobMilzei aI1d fiugh Crawford help build lhe 
Maples trail. There are about 50 people 

wllo'd like lo see you i n lhe woods. They have 
tilmed irom NIMBY to acUvlsl. Going against 
these people is a very, veiy bad decision." 

What ihe four members, a council major-
iiy agreed lo (lo is accept an easement dedi­
cated to lhe city in 199 1 by the developer, 
'lhe city WlU pay only SI for the land. The 
council did nol make any decisions to actu­
ally build The Maples trail. 

"A lot of concerns are valid concerns. 
There's a lot of people who are In favor of this 
program who are not here tonight. We hear a 
lot of potential honror stories regarding those 
trails, horror stories alxiu t people getting ab­
ducted and murdered. If Ihat's the case, we 
wouldn't want them tn public parks either," 
Mayor Pro-Teln Crawford said. "These are 
not heavily traveled trails. You're not going to 
have a stream of trafllc there." 

While the city council In August formally 
deleted all trails winding through privaie 
land ~ subdivisions commons -— from the 
plan, since the November elecUon a number 

of easements have been accepted by the new 
council. 

Mayor McLallen emphasized that it could 
be 20 years before the city moves to bui ld the 
trail — if ever. 

T h e dale and Lime and even methodology 
of de\'elopment are not being addressed this 
evening. It Is merely the conveyance of Lhe 
land," McLallen explained. 

"Do we say, just scrap it and Walt 20 years 
and do nothing or do We continue to take In 
the system in pieces and work togeLher to 
understand the citizens' problems? . . . 

"If this program were ever to succeed it 
would take the support and strong participa­
tion of a11 the citizens." 

The homeowners from The Maples said 
they were not advised tiefore they bought 
their new homes that the Lrail was going in . 
They argued that it Would violate their pri­
vacy and disturb the Wildlife habitat. 

Vine Court resident Sally Fleming says 
she's hiked the Appalachian trail and on 

paths in the Smokey Mountains. Vennont 
and the Grand Canyon, but doesn't want 
them in The Maples. 

To access the proposed trail, residents of 
Chateau Estates and The Maples must tres­
pass across their neighbors' lots, Fleming 
added. When they gel there, they'll disturb 
the deer, opossums, raccoons and foxes in 
the woods. 

"Why must we intrude even more into 
their terrain," Fleming said, '^here is no pre­
sent harm in just doing nothing." 

Others echoed her contention that the 
pathway's existence had never been dis­
closed to theln. 

However, Blumenstein said the trails were 
mentioned In sales presentations for The 
Maples. 

Council Member Rob Mltzel brought out a 
1989 promotional brochure for The Maples 
which described nature trails and Jogging 
trails as an arnerdty of Lhe development. 

City officials have looped back and forth as 

they've reviewed the pathway plan. In July, 
in response to an uproar from some resi­
dents, the council deleted all trails through 
Royal Crown Estates, Addlngton subdivision 
and in Sect. 2 l from Taft Road to Beck Road, 
which includes the Brianvo(xl subdivisions. 
In August, the council then pulled out all 
trails passing through residential commons 
lands, leaving the paths only in city-owned 
land. 

In October. Oie Planning Cor1imission 
kept the trail system in the city's master 
plan. And one of the first actions of the new 
council after the November election was to 
refuse to give back traU easements held by 
the city in Chase Farms, Wexford, Royal 
Crown and Addington subdivisons. 

"We must give the (Natural flesource De­
sign Plan Implementation) committee a di­
rection on where we're going. This type of un­
certainty about this plan will oflly continue 
until the council makes a declson," Council 
Member Tim Pope said.

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Schools flunked by educator

on the flip side. Fewer American stu­
dents Were tested on other exams, 
but their scores were stiU signific­
antly lower than those of their Asian 
counterparts. 

For example, 11 percent of the 
creme of the crop from America's sur-
burban schools took the algebra por­
tion of the international test. Forty-
three percent gave correct answers. 
In comparison, 12 percent of Japan's 
students were tested and achieved 
76 percent of correct answers. 

TTie statistics were similar across 
the board. 

Daggett's two-hour speech pitted 
the test scores of American students 
against those of their global counter­
parts as his basis for change in the 
American public education system. 

But test scores weren't the only 
unit of measurement he used to show 
deficiencies in American schools. 

He talked about industry and re­
minded the audience that the United 
States has lost its competitive edge in 
automotive, electronics, textiles, 
steel and airline industries. He 
blamed educators here for losing that 
edge In the global marketplace be­
cause American students are gra­
duating from two- and four-year col­
leges without the communication 
and tech11ical skills they need to com­
pete and succeed. 

Daggett said the biggest challenge 
educators face in the "QOs is that les­
son plans being taught In today's 
c lassroom have remained u n ­
changed since the 1930s. He said 
academics here are outdated and 
Anlerican teachers and curriculums 
haven't kept pace with the changing 
technology in the workplace. 

The result is that American stu­
dents are "functionally unemploy­
able," he said. 

Daggett tallied about the pressure 
today's industries are putting on the 
backs of educators to turn out highly 
skilled g1-aduates who can perform in 
the technologically-advanced work­
place. He talked of global competition 
and the need for American educators 
to respond to the needs of Wds over 
adults. 

"It is business that says we haVe a 
problem With What we are teaching," 
he said. "Nowadays ihe math, sci­
ence and language arts skills that are 
needed for entiy level employment 
are higher than those needed for 
higher education." 

The reformer attributed the stu­
dents' lack of skills to educators re­
fusal to change the curr iculum to 
meet the changing needs of lndust1y. 

".American schools have not kept 
up the l-ate of change like the Eiiro-
pean schools have." he said.

ller Monday, Daggett shocked the au­
dience when he told them Detroit 
school administrators were respond­
ing to the demands of the industry. 

"Vocational gi:aduates of Detroit 
schools had starting salaries that 
were higher than those of U - M gradu -
ates," he said as the crowd ex­
changed looks. 

Daggett also concluded that the 
educaUonal success of students In 
other countries can be attributed to a 
longer school day and a longer school 
year. American students attend class 
fewer days during the year than do 
most in Japan. Korea and European 
nations. Moreover, a lower percen­
tage of students graduate from 
American schools than In other 
countries. 

'.About 72 percent of the 18-year-
olds giBduate here wlO-l shorter days 
and school years. There are slgnlflc-
antly higher percentages of gradu­
ates in other countries like Japan 
and Korea coming from schools with 
longer school days and Vears." 

The length of lhe school day and 
year aren't the only obstacles Ameri­
can students face, he said. Here, edu­
cators are expected to provide athle­
tics and other social programs. Those 

are things that aren't being taught in 
classrooms elsewhere. 

Instead, students abroad are en­
rolled In tech111cal reading, technical 
writing and advanced 1nath, statis­
tics and physics courses. It's those 
courses that are equipping students 
with the technical skills that are 
necessa ry to compete i n the 
technology-driven world we llVe in, he 
said. 

l.ocal educators ai^n't the only 
ones to blame for turning out poor 
students, Daggett said. State leVel 
educators, board of education mem­
bers and parents also have a share In 
the blame. 

"It isn't entirely public education's 
fault," he said. "You teachers are 
teaching what you were taught and 
teaching what's on the M E A P and on 
the ACT. You're gettlngyour students 
ready for college, but what about 
relevancy?" 

Daggett criticized board members 
for getting bogged down with admlni-
stratlVe concerns rather than focus­
ing on what's best for kids. And he 
chasUsed parents for the lack of dis­
cipline American students show in 
comparison to other students ar­
ound the world.

Talk of creaUng a "developer task 
force" to alleviate tension between 
city planners, elected officials and 
developers has resurfaced at Uie Novl 
Planning Commission. 

Comfnlssloners tabled talk of the 
task force at their Dec. 1 meeUng un­
Ul all of Uiem could be in attendance 
to discuss the concept. Which City 
CouncU rejected on Nov. 22. 

Last monUi. city council members 
didn't Vote on Uie concept because 
several members failed to see Uie 
need for anoUier committee. 

Others reportedly didn't think 
planning co11imissloners had a firm 
focus for the committee when U1ey 
presented the concept to U1e council 
for approVal. 

ln spite of What council opponents 
may Uiink. Planr11ng Director Jim 
Wahl and Staff Planner Mike Csapo 
said the concept Was not one that ori­
ginated WlUl Qie plarMiing commis-
slon. They say It took root al one of 
Uie city's Tovwi Hall meeUngs In 
October. 

It Was at Uie Oct. 12 session Uial 
several developers Voiced dissaUsfac-
Uon WlUi Uie city's site plan review 
process. 

About 25 developers attended Ule 
fall meeUng and argued Uiat the city's 
process was loo expensive and look 
loo long lo get plans approved. They 
also told city officials there appeared 
to be a lack of harmony or consis­
tency in getting site plans approved. 

CrlUcs of Uie cltys sUlngent and 
lengUiy planning process contend 
planners and council members often 
disagree With the recommendaUons 
of each other, staff and paid 
consultants. 

M of the pitfalls Wind up stalling 
Uie process and costing developers 
more money, they say. 

At the Town Hall meeUng, deVelop-
ers and city officials pitched solu-
Uons to Uie mulU-faceted problem. 
Developers asked the city to stream­

line the planning process and to cut 
developers' costs by allowing site 
plans to go tlirough Uie planning pro­
cess Without the added cost of pro-
Vldling fuU drawings up front. 

Minutes of the meeting indicate 
Developer I^y Couslneau also 
argued that the city needed to deve­
lop a master plan for InfrasU^cture 
and utility e:!q)anslon. The new plan, 
he suggested, should work in con-
JuncUon wlUi the current zoning and 
land use master plan so new develop­
ments and uUliUes are planned 
together. 

Walil said Uie task force Would re­
surrect the work a similar committee 
started in 1986. After two years of 
study and review that comlttee's 
work led to several changes In the city 
ordinances. But the group dis­
banded after the proposed ordinance 
changes became law. 

NelUier Wahl nor Csapo Were op­
posed to the creaUon of Uie commit­
tee. In fact. Just the opposite Is true. 

"Our department Uilnlcs It's a 
worthwhile idea," Wahl said about 
the task force. 

In some cases, Wahl said Uie 
gripes developers had were valid. 
Other concerns he Uiought needed 
further review. 

"They (developers) Uilnk it's loo ex­
pensive to do business In Novl.' Uie 
planning director said. "But NoVl 
made tlie policy decision that new de­
velopment Was going to pay Its own 
way." 

In the city's defense, WaW argued 
that while some developers believe 
Novi's site plan review process Is too 
lengthy and too detailed. Uie process 
has produced quality developments. 

"This city requires addlUonal stu­
dies like traffic and wetland reviews," 
he admitted. "And those reviews do 
add to the costs of tlie process, but it 
allows for quality developments." 

When asked how much credence 
could be given to Ule developers' 
cliai^e tliat city staff and elected offi­
cials often disagree on site plans, the 
pla11nlng director said It Would be too 
hard to quanUfy. There have not been 
that many cases when city officials 
disagree, but Walil said there have 
been times when commissioners 
haVe iismlssed staff and consultant 
recommendaUons, and when council 
lias rejected the commission's re-
commcndaUon to either deny or ap­
prove a site plan. 

"I've been here for 10 years and 
Uils ls something we accept as part of 
the sliarlng of responslblllUes."

Seven years and notlilngs 
changed on Grand River, it's still the 
same," she said. 

There's ari amazing lack of deve­
lopment along what appeai^ to be an 
excellent conldor. especlaly when 
Wixom is doillg well. What is It about 
this prof)erty lhat did not attract in­
dustrial users?" 

Gerak suggested that the city's 
master plan, wllich set aside the area 
for light Industrial, might be 

outdated. 
"The master plan Is a document 

that Is a general guide. It is not a fixed 
document. It ls a document subject 
lo flexlbUlty as things change over 
time. The fact tliat that property is 
zoned Industrial today doesn't mean 
It should be zoned Industrial tomor­
row." he said. 

Not necessarily. Council Member 
Rob Mltzel said: The master plan ls a 
zo11lng plan. We have confidence in It. 
We should haVe patience In It." 

Howard Green, a consultant to 
Gerak, told the council the demand Is 
there for "big box" retail at the Wixom 
Road site, near a Meijer store going 
into the City of Wixom. 

There's Veiy little opportu111ty In 
the next 20 to 30 years for Industrial 
land to be developed In Detroit WJlat 
Was appropriate ln 1980 ls no longer 
appî opriate," Giieen said. 

"A single Meijer costs $30 mlUlon 
to build. The large retailers haVe gl­
Ven Very thorou^ thought to wliat 
they are about. Shopping habits 
changed because married women 
Work and need a quick place to shop," 

If the "big boxes" locate In Wixom, 
that city Will get the taxes but Novi 
will sUll get the traflic congestion, he 
added. One possible large format 
which could come to tl11s area is a 
60,000 square foot format of Music-
land. Green said. 

But with Meijer closing its Source 
Club stores and PACE Warehouse 
changing hands, council members 
said they did not Want to see a big. 
"empty" box in NbfW, 

"We already let Wixom haVe Meijer 
because We didn't want tllis kind of 
problem." Council Member Carol 
Mason pointed out.

Student's 
story wins 
award of 
excellence

It's not every day that a 11igh school 
student's writing Is honored in a reg­
ional competition. 

It's even more rare when a stu­
dent's Work is singled out as an ex­
ample for other Writers. 

That's what happened to North­
vllle High School sophomore Kajal 
Ptu-lkh, whose short story titled "I 
Cim Hear the Ocean" was given an 
Award of Excellence lrl the 1992-93 
Detroit Free Press Writing Awards 
Contest. 

The story was also Included In a 
recently-released Fyiee Press maga­
zine that was published "In the l>ellef 
that samples of some of the best stu­
dent WriUng submitted In 1992-93 
W111 serve as an Inspiration to other 
students." 

While the modest 15-year-o1d 
clainis, "It's not that big ofa deal," her 
ninth-grade English teacher Nancy 
Brown Is Justifiably proud. Brown 
noted that only three ofher students 
have ever had their Work Induded ln 
Uie Free Press magazine. 

Brown, who taught Parlkh's en­
riched ninth grade engllsh, said she 
encourages her students to show 
their Work outside the school. A total 
of 18 NHS students took awards in 
last year's Free Press competlUon, 
while 34 Were honored the year be­
fore that, she said. 

"I believe in contests Veiy strongly, 
and so as part of the lienors ninth 
grade curriculum I had them enter 
contests." she said. "A lot of students 
won, but the ve1y idea that someone's 
writing Was chosen as a model for 
other writers Is veiy exciting." 

The Free Press sponsors the 
10-year-old contest'in conjunction 
With Wayne State University. The 
contest is open to public and private 
school students in grades seven 
through 12 In Wayne. Oakland. 
Washtenaw, Uvingston. Macomb, 
Monroe, I>enaWee, Genesee and S L 
Clalr counties. 

The entries are evaluated by dis­
tinguished Writing Instructors at the 
junior high school, .high school and 
college levels. 

O f the more than 6,200 entries re­
ceived for last year's contest, fewer 
than 250 received Awards of Excel­
lence Uke Parikh's. 

r'arlkh's original stoiy tells the tale 
ofa day at the beach Where a dejected 
girl learns to see the Worid through a 
child's cheerful eyes. 

Parlkh, Who also competes ln high 
school athletics Uke gymnastics, sald 
she does not anticipate making a ca­
reer out of her WriUng. 

When asked Why WriUng skills are 
Important ln an era when computers 
can correct speUlng. suggest alter-
nate Words and even clean u p a per-
son's grammar. Brown noted that 
good WriUng requires more thai) that. 

"Computers can do the mechanl-
cal things and they do them \'eiy 
WeU." Brtjwn sald. "But I have yet to 
find a computer that's lnventlve, 
creative, expressive or original." 

that our students feel unsafe and this 
has been an inhibiting factor to 
Ifarnlilg.' 

Johnson criticized the media 
"hype" of endangering a program de­
veloped in Lhe spring to emphasize "a 
r(-sf)cct for ourselves, our school and 
one another."

Increased awareness 
and intervention skills that would 
lead to an enhancement of student 
self-esteem and a supporUve school 
environment." Johnson's report 
staled. 

In order lo meet the needs of the dl -
versity among Lhe students, the fol­
lowing programs were developed: 
• Four open forums for students to 
discuss their concerns relaUng to dif­
ferences among students. 
• J i m T u m a n . a noted publ ic 
speaker, moderated these forums as 
weU as spoke to the entire student 

body. He also met with parents to dls -
cuss "Parenting Teen-agers." 
• A high school A C O R D (A Com­
munity Organization Recognizing Di­
versity) Was developed. "The group 
meets monthly to discuss concerns 
relating to the overall school environ­
ment. Members of the group visited 
Huron High School Dec. 2 lo partici­
pate in a day-long program relating to 
respect ing di f ferences a m o n g 
students. 
• Exchange programs are in the 
Works between Northvllle High 
School and Renaissance High School 
In DeUx)lt. Art and music students as 
WeU as memliers of the Student Con­
gress have all expressed interest in 

the program. 

• Johnson and faculty member Jack 
Wickens took eight NorthviUe High 
School students to Cooke Midille 
School to discuss concerns. A similar 
visit Is scheduled at Meads MlU after 
the new year. 

• African American and Asian show­
cases WUl be presented in Januaiy 
and May to commemorate the birth of 
Martin Luther King J r . and Asian 
Awareness Month, respectively. 

• Strict attenUon has been given to 
the Student Code of Conduct In mat­
ters (leaU11g with harassment and In­
appropriate clothing or signs. 

• High schfx)l olTlclals have been 
working closely with the Western 

Lakes AcUviUes AssoclaUon (WLAA). 
TWO student representatives at­
tended a leadership conference 
hosted by the WLAA to heighten 
awareness relating to "intUvidual re-
sponslblUty to bring about positive 
change in the high school." 

The obJecUve of the programs is to 
"feed the positive off the positive." ac-
cordUig to Johnson, 

"Ifs no good U we have an as­
sembly and pump everyone up if we 
go back just to be confronted with ne-
gaUve things," he said.

Make room for fourth 
judge in 52-1 District 

Perllaps this is restating the obvi­
ous, but yes, the 52-1 Distrtct Court is 
badly In need of a fourth Judge. 

Obvious as it may be to us, the 
court, the state court admiiIlstrator's of-
flce and the legislature, apparently the 
Oakland County Board of Commission­
ers hasn't got the message. The Michi­
gan Supreme Court 's 1994 Jud ic ia l Re­
sources Import calls for a fourth Judge In 
the soon-to-be Novl courthouse. The le­
gislature approved the addition of a 
fourthjudgein 1 9 9 l . But apparently the 
Oakland County budget, now being 
hammered out by commissioners, does 
not include the amount necessary to in­
stall one ttlere. 

Tlle District Court 's Jurisdiction 
covers one of the fastest growing areas In 
the state. Including Novl, Michigan's 
fastest growing municipali ty. .And case­
l o a d s fo l low p o p u l a t i o n t r e n d s , 
naturally. 

Already, the court is overioaded. 
With three Judges, each handles 13,837 
case filings per year. The statewide aver­
age for district court Judges Is l l , 1 9 6 . 
The Judges there average over l ,500 
more non-traHlc cases than the statew­
ide average. The 52- l District Court had 
351 felony filings per Judge compared to 
298 statewide and l .395 misdemeanor 
cases perjudge compared to 862 statew­
ide. Per Judge, 2,396 traillc misdemea­
nor cases were filed compared to the 
state average of 2,015; while traffic civil 
nUngs were 6,907 perjudge compared to 
6.218 statewide. 

For Walled l ^ e to be In Une with 
the statewide average caseloads, it 
would need to have 3.93 Judges. But 
even If a fourth Judge were ordered up

now, it would not be long before growth 
put the court back In the overloaded 
category. New filings at the court grew by 
17 percent from 1988 to l 9 9 l . A n d the 

growth of the area will orlly bring more. 

So the numbers show any obvious 
need, but right now, only the Clarks ton 
division of the 52 District Cour t would be 
provided with an additional Judge In the 
future under the county 's cur ren t 
budget. 

Now the state pays m u c h of the cost 
ofanewjudge. lt pays$ l05 ,000 the f l r s t 
year of the total $170,000 annua l oper­
ating cost. It wi l l also pays $99,000 an-
nuaUy to cover much of the Judge's sal­
ary and a $39,000 standardization fee to 
offset part of the cost of the county's con­
tribution to the Judge's pay. What the 
county has to come up wi th are facilities 
and support staff. 

A s readers already know, the 5 2 - l 
District Court is likely to move to Novl In 
the near future. County commissioners 
are now trying to work out a settlement 
with the Walled I^ke Ci ty Counc i l to 
pave the way for that move. .And what 
better t ime to address the'questlon of fa­
cilities and support staff than when the 
court i s already scheduled to make a 
move. 

Opening ITC to public 
a good move for district 

One of the brightest pleces of news 
to come from the Novl schools Board of 
Educat ion In recent days has been that. 
If it hires a second technology specialist 
as Is proposed, the district may open Its 
new lnstructlonal Technology Center 
(FTC) to the public. 

The idea came u p when Assis tant 
Superintendent for Ins t ruct ion I^ta 
Traynor brought a proposal to the board 
i n NoVeml>er for the h i r ing of the addi­
tional specialist. The district has one al ­
ready, J i m F ^ , and he Is getting raVe re-
Vlews for his efforts, but a second spe­
cialist would help t»y support ing the fTC 
when Fry Is Called away to work on com­
puters at other bui ld ings and could open 
the possibility of comiRuIllty education 
classes on the ITC equipment, as wel l as 
possibly allow members of the publ ic to 
use the equipment o n an lndlVldual 
basis. 

The pr lmaiy difference that needed 
to be settled was whether the second 
specialist should he designated as a 
teacher, thus requiring a certificate, or 
as an administrator to allow for more 
flexibility. We haVe a tendency to ttelleve 
the second specialist s h o u l d be a 
teacher, because i n the end that wi l l 
most likely be his or her pr imary job, 
teaching people how to use the compu­
ters. But the designation matters less to 
us than that the goal be accomplished. 

We were thrilled w i t h the opening of 
the r r c i n the first place. The Idea of a 

buUdlng dedicated and designed to 
house the latest tn computer and com­
munications technology and to serve as 
the center for connecting the technology 
in classrooms throughout the school 
district i s a marVelous one. Needless to 
say, there has been a t remendous 
change In this field In the past couple of 
decades, and youngsters now In school 
will surety see eVen more change. GlVIng 
them exposure to it now will help put 
them on the leading edge of technology 
for the future. 

B u t what about the rest of us? 
What about the Idds who Just graduated 
a year or two before the ITC opened? 
What about a l l the adults tn the district 
whose careers w i l l be Impacted by 
changes i n technology In the next 10 ,20 
or 30 years? Chances are pretty good 
adults w i l l have to retrain as changes i n 
the computer field occur In the next cou­
ple decades. 

That 's something the l T C could 
also address through Communi ty and 
Adul t Educa t ion . Granted, the p r ima iy 
emphasis mus t be on the regular stu­
dents now working toward graduation. 
Retraining adults could not and should 
not be the priority for the bui ld ing. B u t 
opening the ITC to the public a n d letting 
adults get some exposure to the technol­
ogy wi l l help them along, too. 

We hope the school district can 
work th i s out. It w i l l be a great asset to 
the communi ty .

Seriously, the maiden voyage 
ofthe b>ack-to-weekly NoirfNei1;s 
Wasn't bad. If readers didn't no­
tice any major Improvements in 
the f>aper itself, that's under­
standable. For the most part, 
we're concentrating mainly on 
internal matters r l ^ t now. Uke 
scheduUng. Once we get the 

weekly schedules and deadlines worlted out. we'U be able 
to move ahead on some Intrigtllng ideas we Ve got for mak­
ing the f>aper bietter. 

Gotta walk before you can run. ya know. 
Now going from twice-a-Week to once-a-week sounds 

Uke it ought to be easy, but any transition ls likely to have 
its difflculUes. And we did And a few gUtches. But they were 
relative^ minor, so I'm confident we'll he up and nmning 
and able to do some interesUng things with the paper in 
pretty short order. 

One qiilte noticeable glitch llas occurred, invoMng the 
dlstribuUon ofour our Weekly Cable Guide. The Monday 
edition wasn't popular enough to survive, but I knew we'd 
have a lot of readers Who stUl Wanted the TV dUectory. 
We've taken hundreds phone caUs from subscribers who 
say they want to somehow get that directoiy—In tills bus­
iness, that's a virtual groundsweU. 

As you may also already know, we tried to do what we 
coilld about getting the cable l)ook to readers. We an­
nounced in the paper that guides would available free in 
our offices In downtown Northvllle and In the Novl Libraly 
on FYidays. 

Then, for the past two Weeks, when FYlday arrived, the 
cable guides d i d n ' t . . . at least not until the afternoon. 
Last week, the deliveiy Was late in the afternoon. 

In the meantime, many readers were looking for the 

book during on Friday morning. And not a few Were un­
happy It wasn't in yet. 

The Novi Libraiy, which We drafted as a drop point for 
the city was hearing similar complaints. Brenda Evans. 
Novi's chief Librarian, paUently and graciously attempted 
to work out the details with us of when the guides would be 
dropped off and where they Would tie placed for readers to 
piclc up. 

In the end, we put 50 copies at the Novi Library the first 
F r i d a y . . . and they were gone by the time l dropped by 
again bright and early Monday morning. Last Friday, we 
made it 150. I'm told they Were gone quite quickly too. 

Clearly the solution was to get more copies out there 
and to make sure they arrive at some regular time. What­
ever tlme that may be. we should announce the avaUabiUty 
ofthe guides ln the paper with the correct times tllat they 
are to be placed out on the racks for readers. 

Again, that may soimd simple enough, but It proved to 
be frustrating elusive. 

To explain, the Cable Guides are printed up each week 
by ollr division, HomeTown Newspapers, for our sister 
company, the Otiserver & Eccentric Newspapers. We are 
already printing a guide which covers Novi's MetroVlsIon 
cable system for distribution In the Farmington Eccentric. 
WeU. when we had the Monday edition, it was simple mat­
ter of running off a few extra copies ofthe guide and tossing 
it into the newspaper. But the demise ofthe Monday paper 
left us without a distributlon networlt 

If the best we can do is put copies in our offices and in 
the Library, we'll at least make sure they get there at a reg­
ular time and in quantities adequate to make sure every­
one who wants one can have one. 

At this point, it appears the earUest the Cable Guides 
can he to the Ubraiy is first tiling Monday morrling. when 
the Ubraiy opens at 10 a.nL So that is what we'll name as 
the deUvery time. 

Hopeilllty. that wiU resoh ê tills problem once and for aU.

ter, travel agencies, alrUnes and car 
rental agencies wlll tie deluged wiUi 
reservaUon requests bom Michigan 
"snowbirds" mlgraUng to Florida for a 
winter reprieve, according to AAA 
Michigan. 

"Michiganians play a significant 
role in Florida's $31 biUion tourism 
Industiy." said AAA TYavel Director 
Diane Willaitl. "The 1.7 million Mi­
chigan residents who traveled to 
Floridaln 1992 ranked sevenUi In the 
number of annual visitors to Uiat 
state. 

"Although Florida is a popular 
year-round desUnaUon, the majority 
of Michigan residents plan trips be­
tween November and April." 

WlUaid said airline fares to Or­
lando — the most fiequenUy visited 
winter desUnaUon—currently range 
from $298 to $820, depending on 
availability, advance purchase and 
restricUons acceptable to Ule client. 
Nearly 950.000 of Uie Michiganians 
who visited Florida last year Uaveled 

there by automobile. During Ule 
winter Uavel season alone (Nov. 1 —

Conve­
niently located on Tampa and HiU-
sborough bays, both clUes offer per-
fect b o a t i n g a n d f i s h i n g 
opportuniUes. 

Busch Gardens/Tampa Bay is po­
pular wiUl children. The 300-acre 
park offers rides, live entertalilment, 
animal exhibits and games. .Adult 
visitors to Busch Gardens flock to the 
Moroccan marketplace, tropical Bird 
Gardens and tours of the Anheuser-
Busch breweiy. 

AnoUier emei^g Florida 'hot 
spot" — and third most popular 
winter desUnaUon — is Uie Florida 
Panhandle area, around Destin and 
Fort Walton Beach. The region is 
known as the "Emerald Coast" be­
cause of its 24 miles of unspoiled 
white sand beaches and spectacular 

dunes. The area offers the laigest 
cliarter boat fishing fleet In Florida, 
excepUonal diving and snorkellng 
and top-notch goU. Sightseeing at the 
Golfarium. EgUn Air Force Base and 
the Indian Temple Moimd and Mu­
seum combines educaUon and fun. 

Although incidents of some tourist 
shootings may prompt doubts about 
VacaUoning in Florida, taking added 
precauUons and using common 
sense virlll enhance individual safety. 
A AAA booklet called "Playing it Safe" 
is available free at aU AAA Mlclligan 
branches and offers sbc pages of Ups 
for maintaining safety at accommo-
daUons. on Ule road and while 
sightseeing. 

Florida has also responded to the 
violent incidents by providing 
24-hour security officers at the 
state's 54 lilghway rest areas, in­
creased patrols on highways and at 
airports and by removing idenUflca-
Uon markings on rental cars.

He tum^ toward me with a disappointed look 
on l11s face. I stopped. 

"Brother," he said slowly, 'don't recite that Con­
vention and Visitors Bureau literature to me.

As the wheels touched the runway, the plane 
swerVed and tlirew my "brother" against my side.

Babyback ribs and chicken siz­
zling over a hot grill.

— .Alaska. 

Leigh, son of Donald R. and 
Barbra J. Leigh, of the Novl area. Is a 
staff sergeant stationed at one of the 
Air Force's northernmost bases 
where life Is considered dllllcult 
enough to be an overseas 
assignment. 

Located Just outside Alaska's 
largest city. Anchorage, Elmendorfls 
considered the 'top cover for North 
America." a pivotal point connecting 
Asia and Europe, 

In an area where housing costs are 
about 25 percent higher than the na­
tional average, a gallon of milk can 
cost more than live dollars, the rest of 
the countiy Is 2,500 miles away, a 
typical summer day lasts almost 20 
hours and daylight In Winter usually 
lasts about flVe hours, L>elgh finds 
that there are quite a few adjust­
ments that need to be made. 

"The major adjustment I've had to 
deal with here In Alaska Is the lack of 
roads to drive on," salt! Leigh. "In the 
lower 48 states you can get on an In­
terstate and within a few hours 
you're In another state. Here In 
Alaska, a state more than twice the 
size of Texas, you have to drive for 
hours Just to get to another town. 
There are only so many roads here. 

"The cost of living Is also extremely 
high here—I guess because of the re­
moteness, they have to ship cVeiy-
thlng In." 

Leigh, an aircraft electrofllc and 

environmental systems technician, 
assigned with the 43rd Fighter 
Squadron, finds that his Job In 
Alaska Is veiy important. 
"I maintain electrical and environ­

mental systems on F- 15C and D tac-
Ucal fighter aircraft." said Leigh. "1 
assist also in the launch and recoVery 
of the aircraft." 

For airmen staUoned in Alaska, 
outdoor activity is synonymous with 
the state Itself. Surrounded by four 
mountain ranges, with North 
America's largest peaks, downhill 
skiing, moimtaln climbing, cross-
countfy skiing, fishing, hiking, and 
biking are Just a few of the acUviUes 
alimen and their families have 
available. 

"In my free time, iny wife and I 
spend time with filends in a small ca­
bin In a town called Chlckaloon." 
commented Leigh. This gives us 
time to enjoy the great Alaskan fron­
tier and to hunt and fish." 
"I also find time to attend the Uni­

versity of Alaska to work on my ar­
chitectural and engineering techni­
cal drafting degree." 

Many airmen come to A111erica's 
last frontier with a lot of preconcep­
tions —some good, some bad. But al­
most everyone comes away with the 
Impression that Alaska Is far from an 
ordinary place to live. 

'1 wasn't sure What to expect when 
I came to Alaska. Being from north-
em Michigan, I already knew there 
would l>c snow, but Alaska is full of 
wildlife and outdoor beauty that will 
keep you coming back — Alaska Is 
the last frontier."

Ventlon as over l ,000 Santa figurines 
Will t>e on display through Jan. 30 at 
Plymouth Historical Museum. 

The museuia located at 155 S. 
Main St. in Plymouth. Is featuring the 
collection of West Bloomfleld's Dr. 
Weldon Petz. 

"He (Petz) is a real close friend to 
this museum," said Beth Stewart, di­
rector of the museum. 

This is Petz's third display there. 
Next year, his entire collection will 

be on exhibit at Meadowbrook, ac­
cording to Stewart. 

"Peoplejust love it," Stewart said of 
the display. "Santa Claus is realty po­
pular. When th«y come ln and see it, 
there are veiy few (figurines) of what 
We think of Santa Claus." 

Stewart explained that Santa 
Claus's personality, as well as his 
name, has evolved throughout time. 

"St. Nicholas was real," she said, 
dating the real saint back to 600A.D. 
The kindly man was known for giving 
gifts to children. 

No matter how his 11ame is pro­
nounced, Santa remaljis a universal 
figure. St. Nicholas is the term used 
by the Germans and Dutch while the 
French refer to him at Fere Noel. In 
the United States, Santa Claus as 
well as Kris Kringle have been used to 
refer to the bearded one. Other 
na1nes have included Father Christ-

mas, Belsnickle, Father Ice, Pelz-
nickel, Welnachtman and Sinter 
Klaus. 

The biggest item on display is the 
14-foot Belsnickle TVee located in the 
front lobby. ; 

The Gemlan version of Saiita 
Claus is Ijased on a folk tradition tliat 
he Was a giver of gifts who lived in the 
Woods, part nature and part man," 
Stewart said, explaining the exhibit. 

The tree was created by David 
Zeese, assisted by Donald Nagel. 
Owned by Mr. and Mrs. Edwin Zehn-
der of Frankenmuth, the tree Is on 
loan to the Petz's and the museum for 
this year's Christmas season. 

"It (the tree) is covered With thou­
sands of things --- baskets filled with 
berries, muslirooms . . .," Stewart 
described. 

Petz and his wife Shirlqr have col­
lected more than 1,600 pieces of 
Santa material during the last 12 
years. The exhibit has been show­
cased at the Detroit Comerlca gallery 
in the past. 

Some of the 89 works by 39 Michi­
gan artists were created exclusively 
for the Petz's collection.

Osk-ir Schlindler wa.s a man of 
(jreat talents and even greater 
tonlradJcUons. 

He was a consuinnuite salesman, 
a carefree /xin vivant who lived only 
for powerful friends and beautiful 
women. Ajld yet this war profiteer 
and proud member of the Nazi Party 
sacrificed his fortune and even risked 
his life to protect the lives of more 
than 1.300 Jew.s. 

Though he is remembered vividly 
by the men and women he save, one 
qiiesUon remains unanswered — 
why (lid he do it? 

Director Steven Spielberg brings 
the life and human tlrama of Oskar 
Schindler to the screen With the aid of 
a remarkable international cast fea­
turing Liam Neeson. Emt>eth Davldlz 
and Academy Award-winner Ben 
ICIngsIey. 

Ou t of the nightliiare years of Nazi -
occupied I'olancl. a truestofy ofhope 
and the human spirit uiifolds in 
slark. compelling images — echoing 
the Scriptural proverb given to 
Schindler by his grateful workers: 
"Who saves one life, saves the world." 

The only thing Oskar Schindler 
truly believed In was enjcjying life to 
the fullest. Llkemany an enterprising 
buslnessnian, he Joined the Nazi 
Party to make deals, but was Ilimself 
lIldliTerent to politics. 

His consclencegavehlm troubleat 
first. Taking over a confiscated 
enamelware plant In occupied 
Karkow, he made a quick fortune on 
bribes, blackmarket deals and the la­
bor of Ills unpaid Jewish workers. 

Yet, gradually,. Schindler tiegan to 
absorb the overwhelming events sur­
rounding him. As the Holocaust de­

scended over Europe, the once-
ebullient bofj v/vantandt>efrienderof 
Nazi offlcJaJs was ready to risk it ail to 
protect and then rescue n1ore than 
1,100 Jews sheltered in his factoiy. 

When and why did compassion for 
his workers transcend his own self-
interest? Perhaps only Oskar 
Schindler could answer that if he 
were alive today. 

"Schindler's Ust," directed by Ste­
ven Spielberg, is an indelible stoiy of 
devastation, genocide and the 
triumph of the faith of one human be­
ing. It is a stofy of survival — not 
merely the survival of one man, but a 
selected number of Jews enduring 
the darkest period in recorded hu­
man history. 

What "Schindleî s List" does, be­
lieves Ben Kingsley. "is isloate all 
those traumatized and (distressed 
faces that We have seen from that 
period and draw a magic circle ar­
ound each face and pidll It out of the 
crowd." 

Splelb)erg says you get to know the 
Pfefferbergs, Dresners, Rosners and 
Helen Hirsch as frightened faces but 
strong people who were selected by 
God. destiny and Oskar Schindler to 
survive. 

The essence of the stoiy is that one 
individual can change things -— 
against all odds. 

What motivated Schindler to take 
increasingly bold steps to protect and 
save his Jews is something that not 
even those who ad11ilre him most can 
figure out. It is, perhaps, the paradox 
of a man saving people through his 
vices. Spielberg suggests that 
Schindler decided to save his work­
ers, not Ilecause of one precise event. 

but more because he got to know who 
they were as human beings. 

Uam Neeson believes Schindler's 
motives were perhaps a blend of self­
lessness and opportunism. 

Spielberg was originally attracted 
to -Schindler's Ust" in 1982 When 
Thomas Keneally's book was pub­
lished. What attracted Spielberg to 
the novel was its empllasis on the ex­
periences of individual people, which 
help anchor the reader emotionally 
Within the overwhelming events of 
the Holocaust. 

"Schindler's Ust" faithfully re­
counts episodes from the lives of its 
characters — real-life stories that 
Would seem unbelievable if they were 
part of a work of fiction.

suitcases; and. Just as the book re­
cords, Oskar Schindler did play for 
the life of Goeth's maid Helen Hirsch 
in a single game of blackjack. 

Spielbeî  said he had a hunger to 
make "Schindler's Ust* a few months 
after the opening of "E.T. The 
Extraterrestrial." 

'I Wanted to document it for the 
public record," he said. 

But timi11g and script obstacles 
precluded the film from being made 
until now. Spielberg believes the de­
lay was foriuitous. "It took me 10 
years to develop a kind of maturation 
in order to say, 'now Vm ready to 
make 'Scliindler's Ust." " 

Spielberg also hopes "Schindler's 
Ust" win renew public awareness ab­
out the Holocaust and help encour­
age audiences to explore its legacy In 
nixlem society. Ben Kingsley tie-

lievcs the film Is timely because "this 
period of histoiy must tie retold to ev-
eiy generation. 

"I'm afraid if we don't, whatever 
year this film appeared, it would be 
relevant somewhere in the world. We 
have a long, long way to go before sto­
ries like liSs become ancient histo1y." 

One of the most ambitious pro­
ductions ever filmed in Poland, prin­
cipal photography began on "Schind­
ler's Ust" in Krakow on March 1, 
1993. It was con̂ leted 72 days later, 
four days ahead of schedule. 

The predominantly Polish crew 
was complemented by workers from 
England, Croatia, Austria. Germany, 
Canada, Israel and the United 
States, Including many Polish-
Americans. 

One of the few Polish ciUes to es­

cape devastation during Worid War 
U, Karkow was listed by UNESCO in 
1978 as one of the great historic cities 
in the worid. 

The production also used original 
locations, including Schindler's old 
factoly and the elegant apartment he 
lived in during his time in Krakow. 
Both buildings remain almost ex­
actly as they were 50 years ago. 

Also utilized were many renowned 
and picturesque locations in and ar­
ound the liistoric city — the l4th 
Centuiy Church of St. Majy's, Kra­
kow's most important church; Rynek 
Clowny, one of the largest and most 
distinctive market squares in Eur­
ope; the train station of Krakow 
Glowny; many streets and buildings 
in Stare Miasto (old town); and the 
quaint town of Niepolomice, which 

doubled for Brirmlitz. 
Using plans from the original 

camp, production designer Allan 
Starski also built a replica of the 
forced-labor camp PlaszoW, one of 
the largest sets ever built in Poland. 
Ove1tdl, the company built 34 bar-
raclis and seven watchtowers, and 
also recreated the road into the camp 
that was paved with Jewish 
tombstones.

Anthony Hopkins Is quickly es­
tablishing himself as one of the 
most significant actors currently 
appearing In film 

Probably best known for his role 
as Dr. Harmiba1 Lector in "Silence 
of the Lambs," Hopkins manages 
to command attention in other less 
grisly roles. Memorable in last 
year's "Howard's End" and The Ef­
ficiency Expert," Hopkins gives 
probably his best performance yet 
in "Remalils of the Day." 

The story focuses on a rigid Brit­
ish butler (Hopkins) Who denies 
himself any expression of feeling or 
warmth of human companionship 
in pursuit of "dignity." Hopkins 
shows more than he tells, as the 
battle between his reserve and the 
feelings that lurk beloW are waged 
on his face. 

In contrast to the butler, the 
head housekeeper, as played by 
Emma Thompson, expresses her 
eveiy thought and feeling. She 
makes many attempts to draw 
Hopkins into friendship. Just 
when you think she might suc­
ceed, he flees to professionalism. 

This is also aiustrtated in his re­
lationship with 11is employer, an 
English lord with questionable po­
litical alliances. Rather than form 
an opinion, Hopkin's character 
hides behind loyalty to duty. 

If you enjoy films that explore 
human relationships, I highly re­
commend seeing "Remains of the 
Day."

In the story, young Marie Stahl-
baum is given a nutcracker doll on 
Christmas Eve by her mysterious 
godfather, Herr Drosselmeier.

Marie and the Prince, guided by a 
brilliant star, are brought to the Land 
of Sweets, where an enchanting 
spectacle awaits them. 

"The Nutcracker" celebrated the 
100th anniversary of its fl1TSt perfor­
mance on Dec, 17. 1992. The work 
was the result of a collaboration be­
tween Marius Petipa, the French-
bom choreographer and architect of 
Russian ballet, and the great com­

poser Peter llyltch Tschaikovsky. 
Origlijally .presented at the Ma-

•1yiMklffi«»treln St. Petersburg, the 
ballet was panned by the critics of the 
time. 

But young George Balanchine, 
who was cast as the Nutcracker 
Prince at 15, thought differently. To 
Balanchine, "The Nutcracke1' was 
Tschaikovsky's masterpiece. Many 
years later, when Balanchine had be­
come known as the world's master of 
classical ballet, "The Nutcracker" 
was the first full-length ba11ethe cho­
reographed for the New York City 
Ballet.

RRE AND BURNS

or smoking. Besides potential bums, smoke 
isn't good for anyone's limgs. You should turn 
your hot water heater down to the lowest set­
ting, 120-130 degrees Fahrenheit, which Is 
plenty hot for washing and showering.

Mortgage lenders make mis-
taltes. And someUmes those mis­
takes cost borrowers a sizable 
amount. 

Particularly vulnerable to mis­
takes are calculations for rate 
changes on adjustable rate lnort-
gages (AÎ vls) used to finance or 
refinance homes. As a homeowner, 
you may be paying too much and 
are (lue for a refund. Nearly a tJlird 
of ARM loan adjustments are mis­
calculated by tiie lender or servic­
ing agent. Some of those miscalcu­
lations favor the borrower, but 
most favor the lender and can cost 
the borrower big bucks over a peri­
od of time. The trend has spawned 
a new breed of service businesses 
— ARM loan auditors. 

Most organizations that have 
stu(lied the AI^ miscalculation 
problem report that from 20 to .50 
percent of ABM loan adjustments 

are incorrect. Most frequently, the 
figure is from 30 to 35 percent. 
These organizations include the 
Federal Deposit Insurance Corpo­
ration and the Office of Thrift 
Supervision. 

Even a small error in calculating 
a loan adjustment can add up to a 
significant overpayment for a bor­
rower. In one case, involving a law 
suit, the borrower was overcharged 
$600 during a five-year period. 

Law suits are ftled In an increas­
ing number of cases. Class action 
suits have been filed against sever­
al major lenders. Including Citi­
corp and First Nationwide Bank:. 

Calculating rates for an ARM 
loan can be very complex. There 
are many opportunities for errors. 
And the more complicated the 
AÎ  program, the greater the pos­
sibility of error. 

In some cases. It's siinply 
human error in the calculating

Greg and Laurie 
Zlnkosky were looking 
for a home in the coun-
tiy without the dirt 
roads and found it in 
Milford. Their house, 
situated on 1.5 acres 
and surrouiicJcd by 
trees, gives them just 
what they were looking 
for. 

The yard is what 
sold us on this house," 
said Greg Zlnkosky. 

Their house has been 
a familiar landmark to 
those traveling Into the 
Village of Milford over 
the last 137 years. It is 
a charming Greek 
Revival house with a 
red poultry house out 
back. The house fronts 
upon busy East Com­
merce Street and is 
next to St. George's 
Church. 

The Zlnkoskys 
bought the house in 
1991. Since then Lau­
rie has been busy rais­
ing thefr two sons, 
Steve, age 2-1/2, and 
Adam, 9 months. Greg 
has been busy with tlie 
home improvements. 
Greg, a computer ana­
lyst, enjoys working 
with 111s hands. 

TruthftiUy, 1 proba­
bly have ended up in 
the wrong field." he 
said. "I'm mechanically 
oriented and 1 like to 
build," he said. 

Greg learned much 
of the work of the elec­
trician, plumber and 
renovator — skills he 
has put to use In 11Is 
present home — from 
the home in Lincobi 
Park that he sold 
before moving to Mil­
ford. 

"Whe11,I bouĝht the; 
house friTincoln Par̂  
eve1ybody else saw the 
rubble and the debris," 
Greg said. "1 saw how it could 
look all fixed up. 

The house was a showcase by 
the time we left. .And now we are 
starting all over again here." 

But they are starting with a 
very well-kept, historic home. 

And thefr plans are to preserve 
as much of the historic detail of 
the house as possible. 

When the metal gutters above 
the front porch were leaking and 
causing the supporting wood to 
rot underneath, Greg removed 
the two sets of original, but rust-
eaten, gutters which ran parallel 
across the front of the house — 
one set that ran under the eaves 
and the other set w111ch ran Just 
below the porch roof. He recycled 
the old gutters by cutting out the

rotted sections. Then using sheet 
metal screws and roofing cement, 
he patched together the unrusted 
sections of gutter and created one 
seamless gutter that now catches 
run-off from both roofs under the 
front porch eaves. 

The Zinkosky's spent most of 
last spring and summer re-paint­
ing tile house's wooden exterior. 
"It was a lot of work," Greg said. 
But we prefer the wood to putting 
up Vinyl siding that would ruin 
the house." The house is painted 
blue with creme-colored trim, has 
a front porch with creme-colored 
pillars, and a red front door. 

Other exterior improvements of 
tlie house Include a new cedar 
deck which Greg built onto the 
back of the house. He used field 

stones around the edge of It. 
The front porch has changed 

significantly over its lifetime. The 
Zinkoskys are attempting to 
restore it to Its probable original 
condition. Previous owners of the 
property began with the same 
goal and they removed much of 
the porch's concrete wall, which, 
according to Milford Jiistorian 
Barbara Young, was probably 
erected in the early 20th century. 

Young, who has assiduously 
reseai'ched the history of the 
Zinkosky's house, dates it at 
around 1856. There is still some 
of the concrete block remaining 
in the foundation of the porch 
and the Zinkoskys plan to 
remove it They plan to use the 
pile of field stones they have har­

vested from thefr back­
yard as a base for thefr 
front porch as Well. 

According to Young, 
the field stone founda­
tions indicate a mid-
19th century buildfrig 
date. Which is the peri­
od in Which the house 
is presumed to have 
been built — around 
1856. 

Greg and 111s broth-
er-fri-law spent most of 
the year scraping and 
painting the exterior of 
the house. 

"We worked on it 
until we ran out of 
good weather," Greg 
said. 

The interior of the 
Zinkosky's house is 
cozy and unique. The 
front 1ivfr1g room is 
dominated by an arch­
ing brick area in which 
stands a ta11 and slen­
der Wood-burning 
stove, which warms the 
entfre room. The room 
has thick wall-to-wall 
carpeting. The front 
hallway has pafrited 
Wide-board pine floor­
ing that is charmingly 
primitive. One board 
measured seven inches 
at the front and 11 
Inches at the back and 
the others are also 
asymmetrical. They 
must have used What­
ever they had lying 
around," Greg said, 
"but they all fit toged1-
er perfectly." 

The kitchen is attrac­
tive, but Laurie said 
that It has limited cup­
board space — a prob­
lem she plans to cor­
rect. 

"I am really looking 
forward to getting the 
kitchen remodeled," 
Laurie said. 

The space is broken 
into two rooms, a fact 
explained by Young: 
The west part of the 
kitchen was once a par­
lor on the back of the 
house. It Was 'swung 

around' and put in its present 
location." 

Throughout the house are 
architectural details evocative of 
early Milford home building. Bat­
ten doors open onto many of the 
rooms. They are solid plank 
doors with more than one plank 
rumiing vertically and these are 
held together by battens, one 
across the top and one across the 
bottom of the door. Most of the 
doors have thefr original wrought 
iron latches. 

The room t̂ the top of the 
steep stafrs serves as thefr mas­
ter bedroom. It has cove ceilings. 
Down the hall. What used to be

You can enjoy fresh herbs in 
your kitchen all year round. A 
moss basket Will provide the 
perfect place to grow and dis­
play them. You need a surmy 
kitchen Window. Of course, it 
Would be ideal to have one 
over the sink because the bas­
ket will probably drip when 
you Water it. 

The materials you need are 
the fo11oWing: 

• A wfre basket (10, 8 or 12 
inches in diameter). 

• Hardware for hanging 
(with swivel hook). 

• Sphagnum sheet moss 
(you might need two pack­
ages). 

• Potting mix (lightweight). 
• Herb seedlings (eight to 

10). 
When selecting plants, begin 

by thfriking about the herbs 
you like to cook with. For 
fristance, if you prepare many 
Italian dishes, you would 
include oregano and basil in 
your basket. Sage, thyme and 
rosemary go well with poultry. 
You can really jazz up a salad 
with nasturtium flowers, mint 
or cliives. 

Consider the size and type of 
plant. Bay, the source of bay 

Q A R D E m N G 
leaves, is an evergreen. Woody 
shrub and would obviously be 
an impractical selection for a 
hanging basket. Look for 
smaller plants or dwarf vari­
eties. 

Select prostrate rosemary 
instead of the standard vari­
ety. This low-growing, trailing 
variety looks great in a hang­
ing basket. Golden thyme or 
variegated sage makes inter­
esting substitutions for the a11-
green varieties. 

The folloWing plants are 
great choices; 

Culinary herbs; Chives; 
Mint-spearmint, applemint. 
peppermint: Sage—variegated, 
golden: Thyme—sUVer. lemon, 
golden: Parsley—curly. Nastur­
tium (dwarf Variety); Basil 
—fine green (dwarf Variety), 
lemon; Chervil: Cumin; Dill 
(must be pulled and reseeded 
regularly). 

Herbs for fragrance (nonedi-
ble). Lavender, Lemon balm. 
Catnip (Nepeta mussfr1i). 

Once you have purchased 
your supplies, you are ready to 
begin. This can be messy, so 
plant the basket outside or In

You allow tlie cleaner to sit for stsveral 
mhiutes, reapply more solution and scrub, 
and tJien sponge with clear water. It is 
114portant to follow the manufacturer's 
dfa-ectlons carefully. 
-Cleaners need aderjuate time to be effec­

tive. More than one application is often 

necessary. Wear eye goggles and rubber 
gloves for protirtion. Make sure tJie room 
is well vetitlliitcd. 

'nlerc are otller brick cleaners, including 
hoiliemadc solutions, as well as commer­
cial products. Often a Ihoroligh scnibbing 
with scouring jiowder containing bleach, 
using a stiff bru.sh, will do the job. Anotti-
er method is to use a paste of powdered 
puinice and concentrated ammonia. Apply 
this poultice to the smoke-stained area 
with a brush and let set for two hours, 
tJlen scrub with hot water and soap and 
rinse with clear water. 

For more stubborn stains, a poultice 
using trichloroethylene will pull tile stain 
froIn the i)ores. I'recalItion should be 
taken to ventilate a closed space in which 
trichloroethylene is used, as the fumes are 
harmful. 

Strong chemical solutions are also avail­
able comriiercially. not kom retail stores, 
but through ii iliasonIy dealer or janitorial 
supply hoiise. Choosing the right one 

depends on whetller the brick is glazed or 
unglazed. Avoid acid cleaners on glazed 
brick and light-colored brick. 

On glazed brick, use a non-acid 
degreaser 

You'll probably have to use a stiff brush 
on tfle grout to remove all carbon traces. 
For non-glazed and darker-colored brick, 
use a cleaner with an Inhibited muriatic or 
hydrofluoric acid formula. Test these solu­
tions in an inconspicuous area first, since 
minerals found In brick vary from area to 
area, and some cleaners can react with 
them in unexpected ways. 

For example, an acid used on bricks 
With high copper content could turn them 
green. .Another option is having your brick 
cleaned by a professional — a masonry 
contractor Who has special equipment, 
expertise and products to deal with your 
specific cleaning problem. 

9. We recently had the trim repainted 
on our home. In the process, some 
palnt Was splattered on the brick eirteri-

oL The paint dried before I noticed the 
proble1n. 

Can you recommend a method of 
remoVlng dried paint from brick?—F.H. 

A. One of the best methods of removing 
paint from brick is to use a t11lck solution 
made by mixing 2 pounds of trisodium 
phosphate With 1 gallon of Water. Begin 
the cleaning process by saturating the 
brick with Water sprayed from a hose. 
Then apply the solution to the brick, 
allowing five to 10 minutes before scrub­
bing With a stiff nylonbristle bnish. Don't 
use a wire brush. wJilch can damage the 
brick and leave rust spots. 

After scrubbing, rinse thoroughly with 
clear water Several applications may be 
necessaiy to comp1ete1y remove the dried 
paint. 

Remember that brick is porous and it 
may not be feasible to completely remove 
all the residue of dried paint. If you use 
this solution, be sure you obtain a real 
phosphate product, not one of the substi­

tutes currently being sold under the name 
ofTSP. 

Check with a large paint supplier for 
availability of trisodium phosphate in your 
area. Some states. With strict environmen­
tal laws, prohibit sale of this product. You 
can substitute a non-phosphate cleaner 
such as Spic arid Span, but it is not nearly 
as effective. 

Another method of removing dried paint 
is to use a commerciaJ paint remover Con­
sider one of the newer Water-based paint-
stripping products. If you use a paint 
stripper be sure to experiment first in an 
out-of-the-way spot to test the reaction on 
your brick. 

When using any chemical product, fol­
low manufacturer's directions, and safety 
precautions carefully.

Continued Ifrom I 
process. Sometimes the wrong 
index is inadvertently used. In 
other cases, it's the lender's 
method of "rounding off" interest 
rate and Index figures. And some 
cases result from the use of wrong 
d̂ tes t>elng calculated. 
iA particularly high proportion of 

eijors occurs with ARM loans that 
hjve been transferred from the 

original lender to another servicing 
agent. If you have been notified to 
send your payinents to another 
lender or firm, monitor yoiir loan's 
rate adjiistincnts with special care. 

What can a borrower do to pro­
tect himself against overpayments? 

First, read the terms of your 
ARM note. Take special note of tlie 
index used to determine future 
rate adjustments and how the 
lender intends to round off the rate 

figures. Then do some calculations 
of your own when your rate is 
adjusted. 
If your figures don't jive With the 

lender's, discuss it directly with 
the loan officer or servicer. Of 
course, it can be complicated and 
confusing. In many cases, even the 
lender is confused, resulting in the 
error 

The borrower can also ask for a 
review of his ARM loan payments 

and rate adjustments by a loan 
auditing firm — an organization 
set up with computer programs 
specifically designed to check the 
accuracy of loan rate adjustments 
and payments. The service, com­
plete with print-out report, is pro­
vided for a fee. 

One such firm. A.R.M. Loan 
Examiner, will analyze a single 
ARM loan for a $25 fee. And. if 
desired, the borrower can have the 

firm negotiate with the lender 
regarding the reimbursement of an 
overcharged amount. This Will cost 
a hefty $750, but may be Worth it. 

"We use a special computer soft-
Ware program to calculate the true 
adjustments for individual ARM 
loans.' said Mark Goldenson. a 
partner With ARM. l.oan Examin­
er "For the $25 fee. the borrower 
receives a print-out analysis of his 

ARM loan payments and rates." 
The firm's computer system 

includes all indexes used by ARM 
loans. These index figures are con­
stantly updated, Goldenson said.

How to make a herb basket for the cold winter months this year 
Continued from I 
an area that is easily cleaned up. Soak tlie 
moss in lukewarm Water for about 15 min­
utes. 

Take a sheet about 6 inches square and 
squeeze most of the Water out. Fold in half 
With mossy side out and slide it in 
between the top two horizontal wires of the 
basket by pressing the moss together. 
Wrap the folded edge around the top hori­
zontal wire toward the inside of the bas­
ket. When you let go, the natural springi­
ness of tlie moss Will hold it In place. 

Push the moss against a vertical wire 
with your fingers. Insert another piece of 
moss the same way and move it tightly 
against the first piece. Repeat this proce­
dure until there's a tight collar of moss 
around tile top of the basket. 

Line the inside and bottom of the basket 
with large pieces of moss, overlapping 
each piece so soil cannot leak through. Do 
not pull the sheets so tightly that the wires 
will be visible when you are finished. Some 
shaggy strands can be positioned to hide 
visible wire. Clip off remaining straggly 
pieces with scissors. 

Put about 2 inches of premolstened pot­
ting mix in bottom of the basket. Poke a 
hole from the side through the moss so a 
plant's root ball can be inserted. 

Remove the seedling from its container 
and gently shake off loose soil. 

Insert the roots through the wire frame 
and moss so the root ball lies on the sur­
face of the potting mix and the crown of 
the plant just touches the moss lining. 

Two staggered rows of three plants each 
work well for the sides of the basket. 
Arrange tile plants so there Is a pleasing 
mix of leaf size, texture and color Place 

trialing plants In the lower row; upright 
plants, such as chives should be planted 
in the top. 

You can plant two to four types of plants 
in the top of the basket. 

If you're giving the basket as a gift, or if 
you're using plants you are not familiar 
with place the name tag that came with 
the plant in the basket With it. 

As plants grow, you can train them by 
positioning the stems With hairpins (not 
bobby pins) or bent pieces of wire stuck 
into Uie moss. 

Feed and water your herbs Well. The 
basket should be kept moist but not Wet. 

Too much fertilizer Will cause long leggy 
growth, so follow the directions on the 
package and cut the amount way back in 
Winter Harvest or pinch plants regularly 
to encourage full, bushy growth.

the master bedroom and adjoining 
dressing room is now the study, 
and the two boys' bedrooms. Greg 
added a Wall about halfway 
through the old master bedroom ..

The floors in these two rooms 
are handsomely aged and appear 
to be original. They are a glowing

Be aware, 
however, that If as a result of this de­
duction, you boost your spouse's es­
tate to more than $600,000. your 
spouse's estate will be subject to fed­
eral estate tax upon his or her death.
