The plan, which passed by legi-
slators on Christmas Eve day, of-
-fers a pair of tax hike packages to
restore funding to Michigan
schools. Taxpayers will choose one
of the two options and decide which
taxes will be Increased on a slate
wide ballot on March 15,

Gov. John Engler Is backing the
ballot plan which seeks a two cent
increase in sales tax and a two-
tenths of a percent cut in the state
Income tax. The Legislature's ver-
sion will kick in if voters reject En-
gler's plan. It calls for increases in
income taxes, single business taxes

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Novi misses call
for waste facility

Remember the MRF?

It's scheduled to open in October
1994, but nowhere near Novi, And so
far, the city has no plans to use it,
elther.

Over three years ago local resi-
dents were battling the prospect of
havinga public materials recoveryfa-
cility (MRF) on Haggerty Road.

Subsequently, a Southfleld loca-
tlon was selected by the Resource Re-
covery and Recycling Authority of
Southwest Michigan (RRRASOC)
and construction of the $5.65 mil-
liort, 50,000 square foot faclity is
slated to begin in March, after exist-
ing buildings on the sile are tom
down.

Rather than following the original
plans to create a publicly-owned fa-
cillty, RRRASOC, of which Novi is a
member, signed a contract this fall
with Waste Management Inc. and
came up with a joint public/private
hybrid, RRRASOC general manager
Lenora Jadun explained Tuesday.

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Lawmakers leave tax increase decision to voters

Michigan voters on March 15 will
put the finishing touches on the big-
gest change tn school finance in 60
years,

Whether that ballot plan wins or
loses, Gov. John Engler won a major
reform: State government — not local
districts -~ wlll pay for public
schools,

The Legislatute adjourned at mid-
day Christmas Eve after a 26-hour
marathon session.

Democrats, who had objecled last
July to wiping out schoo! property
taxes with Senate BIl 1, also won a
victory: Schools will have $10 billton
in place, even If voters refect the bal-
lot proposal.

Both political parties win because
thebulk ofhomestead property taxes
will be cut.

There was little comfort, however,
for Senate conservatives who wanted
anoverall tax cut. "The Issue is golng
to be what kind of tax you want to
pay,” said state treasurer Doug
Roberts. ;

Whatever volers say, they are fac-
ing the biggest change since the sales
tax was approved during the Great
Depression and earmarked [or
schools, Disparities between rich

- and poor school districts will be

addressed by “ralsing the floor* to
$4,200 per pupll without "lowerlng
the celling " on well-to-do suburban
schools. That figure will eventually
rise further to $5,000,

withdrew the major source of re-
venue last summer.

But with the good news came the
proverblal bad news,

“There are pulses and minuses to
this thing,” Byers said.  Among
the positives, he sald, is the end to
disparitics among rich and poor
school districts. The new plan will
raise per pupil funding to $4,200 in
poorer districts, but it won't lower
those expenses in well-to-do subur-
ban districts like Nowi, which
spends $6,500 per pupil.

"It creates better equity to dis-
tricts in the state,” Byers sald. *And
[t provides for more pure funding to
be set aside for education.”

The new plan will also allow Novi

to restore jts funding to the current -

level by adding anywhere from 1.5
lo three additional mills without a
vote of the people,

Byers sald he saw little in the tax
packages to be alarmed about now.
That togk some of the heat off the
Novi Board of Education, which re-
cenlly entertalned the idea last
week of collecting the full taxlevy In
July. A week before Christmas the
board scheduled a public hearing to
debate whether or not they would
collect the full tax levy on the sum-
mier tax bill or maintain the 50-50
tax collection taxpayers enjoy now,

The hearing was held Wednes-
day night.

But Byers sald Tuesday he was
Inclined to stick with the 50-50 split
now that funding is guaranteed.

“My guess Is that we will stay
with the 50-50," he sald prior to the

Wednesday night hearing. “It is not
as much of an urgency now as it
was then, but we know more now,

“I think we will be fine in the
1984-95 school year, but beyond
that will be determined by the out-
come ofeither the Legislature's plan
or the Governor's plan and what-
ever voters decide.”

Aslde fom the fmmediate fi-
nancing issue, Byers was particu-
larly pleased that the new plan will
almost double funding for at-risk
students in early childhood in-
tervention programs and mandate
a state-wide core curriculumt,

“There will be some other board
members who may be opposed to a
core curriculum, but I don't think
it's golng to cause any problems in
Novi,

“I think there has to be a model

out there somewhere,” he said.

Byers also had his own concerns
about how the funding would be
generated.

He said he s questioning the
state’s ability to raise $400-500
million in tax revenue from the ta-
bacco Industry and another $100
million from a new video lottery
game.

*I'mnot real comfortable with the
idea that video lottery gambling will
raise $100 million,” he said.

Byers expecied now that the
state legislature has done its job,
stateresidents will have tohash out
the rest of the Issue. The board
president expected the two tax shilt
plans would provide ample am-
munition to spark a debatebetween
Michigan taxpayers heading to the
polls this spring,

N Homestead property tax rates will
he cut from the current statewide av-
erage of 34.5 mills to 12 mills —an
average of 65 percent less.

Engler will campalgn for the
March 15 ballot plan because it low-
ers — instead of raises — the per-
sonal income tax.

Democrats will be incltned to op-
pose the ballot plan. They consider
the sales tax regressive for low-
income people.

Democrats will have mixed feel-
Ings, however, because defeating the
ballot plan will ralse homestead
property tax rates from six mills to
12. Senate Democrats, including
Lana Pollack of Ann Arbor, wanted to
zero out homestead property laxes
entirely.

Engler won a victory when the Le-
gislature kept a watered-down ver-
sion of his “charter schools” plan.

Skaters waltz in with rink plan

Wanted — a company willing to
skate into town to bulld and operate
an indoor ice arena on land owned by
the City of Novi,

Maybe.

A speclal commiltee is contemp-
lating going out for bid proposals fora
joint public/private ice arena in the
near future, Il the Novi City Couneil
agrees. But nothing's final yet,

A tentative bid package was pre-
sented Lo the city council on Dec, 20,
with a potentlal timetable setting a
February date for seeking the bids
and a March 3 deadline for submit-
ting them.

“This is Just preliminary informa-
tion. Once we digest the comments of

council on this, then the full proposal -

will come forward,” said Mayor Pro
TemHugh Crawlford. a member ol the
ice Arena Iimplementation
Comunitiee.

The committee is expected to sub-
mit a final recommendation to the
council.

Bidders would be invited to come
up with ways they would lease an as-
yet undesignated chunk of clty land
and reimburse Novi through ice time

and community recreation
prograrmming,

In September 1992, the Ice Arena
Implementation Committee was set
up by the clty council after an ad hoc
committee of residents studled the
feasibllity of an ice rink. The ad hoc
committee suggested a two-rink fa-
cllity, which would cost a private de-
veloper about $4 mullion to $6 mil-
lion, Under this plan, the city would
need to provide a six-acre sile,

At that time, the only nearby ice
arenas Were in Livonia and Ply-
mouth, That hasn't changed, yet, but
Nerthville Township and Farmington
Hills are also now exploring possible
public/orivate ice arena ventures,
The Northville rink might be on
township-owned land on Seven Mile
Road.

Novi councll members were soli-
clted for thelr opinion on the prop-
osed bid package.

“The committee welcomes any
changes or recommendations. This
is not in cement or ice,” Couticll
Member Timn Pope, a member of the
[ce Arena Implernentation Comumit-
tee, said.

The package was applauded by
Counctl Member Joseph Toth as

“gocd effort.”

“If this doesn't make money, it
won'l be a good operation. I would
rather put a good operation in place,
even If it costs more money than a
poor operation that wouldn't make
any money for us,” he cautioned.

Council Member Robert Schmid
warned the committee that he wants
“a great deal of information. There'sa
lot of questions about ice arenas.”

ADec. 16 letier from Parks and Re-
creation Director Dan Davis to poten-
tial bidders cautioned that the suc-
cessful investor would have to he
willing {o negotiate a lease agreement
with the city. The city would likely
award the bid to the Ice arena deve-
loper whe offered the greatest benefit
to Novi.

Bidders would be evaluated based
on the aesthetic appeal of their prop-
osed arenas, thelr previous experi-
ence in the fleld, financial capability,
probabillity of success and ability to
finish the project within a given time
frame.

The rink developerwould be asked
to put a performance bond to the city
equal to the total cost of the project
and taking out insurance holding the
city harrmiess of any mishaps.
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Northville Township may shoot
for $5 million public ice arena

Some Northville residents want
anice arena there —and are doing
more than writing to Santa for it,
They've puit together the outlines of
a plan to bulld and run a two-rink
facility to be localed in Northville
Township withoutl using govern-
ment money.

Township board of trustees
Treasurer Rick Engelland pre-
sented the proposal — which he
stressed was a preliminary one for
discussien — to the board at its
Dec. 16 meeting. Trustees asked
that the Northville Parks and Re-
creation Commission consider the
Issue at public hearings il witl hold
in coming weeks,

The plan Engelland described
calls for a two-rink arena to be built
on 16.5 acres of land the township
owns near the Michigan State Po-
lice post on Seven Mile. The prop-
osal says the township would re-
tain ownership of the land and the
arena but would agree to a long-
term lease of it toa non-proflt com-
rnunity foundation.

The estimated $5 million cost for
the facility's construction would
come from & Northville Economic
Development Corporation revenue
bond issue. Those bonds, Engel-
land said, would not be munici-
pally puaranteed — Inother words,
bond buyers would receive a re-
turn an their investment only from
arena proceeds.

The arena would generate
nearly $1 million in revenues alter
three years of operation, according
to an econornic feasibility study
doneby aDetrolt firmwhich Engel-
land presented to the board.

The report, prepared by Center
Ice Management, used market re-
search datato predict how a North-
ville arena would fit into the area
lee rink market. It concluded that
the proposed arena would attracta
great deal of business from area
skalers, particularly youth and
adult hockey leagues.

Members of the board sald they
supported getling public input on
the plan. The commission will hold
aJan, 12 hearing in the township
on a number of recreatlon Issues,
and a simlarone in theclty on Feb.

9,

The propesal Engelland dis-
cussed calls for the arena to be
built into the slope of a hill on the
Scven Mile property — a two-level
facllity abutting a 500-car parking
lot. It would Include two rinks, one
with seating for up to 1,200 and
one for up to 200.

In thetarget market in question.
the report said, there are only three
rinks: two in Livonia and one in
Plymouth. Both, it added, have
booked 100 percent of their “prime
fce time,” indicating a strong area
customer Interest In skating
activities.

That interest is what the North-
ville rink could successfully tap
into, the report said. It also noted
that there were no arenas in those
prime markel areas to the south-
west, west or north of the proposed
site, That leaves open fertile poten-
tial markets in areas like Farming-
ton Hills, Novi and Milford for the
Northville arena to take advantage

The 1992 residential growth
bumped thecity up four spots higher
in the survey’s ranks over the 0fth
spot Novi placed In 1991, That was
three spots lower than the second
place ranking the city eamed in
1990,

Csapo sald the results of the SEM-
COG survey reflect what's in the
city’s master plan and what's evolved
in Novi in the past decade,

According to the city's master
plan, a comprehensive land use
survey was conducted in the summer
of 1990. The results of the survey
were used to compare similar data
obtained from theland use survey ta-
ken in 1986,

Since then, there has been 963
acres of new development in Novi. Of
that growth, 653 acres has been used
for residential development. Another
115acres has been used for commer-
clal and ofllo: development. One
hundred and one acres has sup-
ported new indusirial development.

Single family residentlal use in-
Creased 402 acres or 18 percent,
while multiple family residential use
rose 155 acres or 28 percent, acrord-
ing to the 1990 land survey.

Today, Csapo sald 83 percent of
the city or 15,334 acres s zoned for
residential use. Seventy-six percent
or 11,752 acres of that land remalns
vacant. The same holds true for com-
merclal and industrial land in Novi. A
little more than 7 percentof the city Is
zoned for commnercial development,
but only 49.9 13 vacant, Industrial
land constitutes 9.7 percent of the
city. Sixty-three percent of it remains

vacant,

That proves there is ample land
available in Novi for residentlal deve-
lopment, That's why Csapo said the
city has no plans to try to control resi-
dential growth or alter {ts master
plan to allow for more residential
development.

“We haven't taken or reserved
areas and turned them into residen-
tial, but we haven't discouraged resi-
dential gréwth either,” he sald.

Nor are planners willing to con-
sider zoning changes in the city's
northeast corner where the H
Connector (M-5) has bisected large
residential lots on both the east and
west sides of the new thoroughfare,

The entire northeastern quadrant
of the city remains zoned for
residentlal-argriculture [R-A) deve-
lopment, even though the thorough-
fare might someday spur new com-
merclal and industrial development.

But Csapo said the area will re-

main zoned R-A because that classi-
flcation provides larger lots, with less
density. The R-A zoning will help to
contain theimpact on therecent road
{improvements.
. “To develop that area in a more
dense fashion would defeat the pur-
pose of the road improvement,” he
said. “That land has always been re-
sidentially planned property and we
don't want to deviate from that with-
otit compelling reascns.

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“Technical reading — how
many years of that do you re-
quire?” education reformer Wil-
lard Daggert asked Novi and
Northville high school teachers
and administrators recently.
The response, I'm sure, was the
saine as il was in the taped ver-
B slon of his lecture { was given to
B i view by Novi schools Superin-

tendent Dr. Emmett Lippe . . .
Michael rengen! ppe
I'l go one better. After having
Malott g;radu%led from high schooi and
even having completed four years of college, I'd never
heard the term before.

Frankly, the Idea was kind of a revelation for me, that
the skills involved In “technical reading” — the kind of
reading you do when you peruse the owner's manual of
your video cassette recorder to figure out how to set it up
and program It — were different than those involved in
other types of reading.

In fact, Daggert used the VCRas a good example of the
problem with our current educational system. A study was
conducted to find out how technically literate Americans
are. They were given VCRs, TVs, the proper cables, the
owner's manual and 10 minutes to set them up and prog-
ram them. How doyou think Americans did? Not very well.

The study found, Daggert said, that 10- to 12-year-olds
performed the best at this test. As Americans got older and
better educated, their performance went down. Daggert
went on to say that among adults, those who performed
the worst were those with masters degrees, and that those
who performed the best — in other words, those who bad
retained the technical reading skills they had when they
were 10 or 12 — were high school drop outs.

Now, an Inability to program a VCR may not sound like
much ofa problem, but Daggert argues this is precisely the
kind of reading we are most often required to doon the job.

He called it technical reading, or *reading for informatlon.”

The kind of reading Americans are much better at is
“reading for personal reaction.” He said that is the kind of
readingyou dowhen you pick up a novel, a newspaperora
magazine. It Is an important skill, but afler you gel out of
school, you'll likely do this type of reading only in your lei-
sure time.

Daggert contrasted this to the education given in other
countries. Japanese and German students were given the
same test, and their performance increased with age and
education.

Daggert did his best to explain the cause. In America,
10- to 12-year-olds have justed reached the stage in the
developmentof their reading skills where they are asked to
read short items and then respond to what they read.
That's the skill needed for technical reading, But as they
get better educated, they are asked to read larger amounts
before reacting. They are asked less to “read for
information.”

In Japan and Europe, Daggert argued, technical read-
ing is specifically taught as a separate skill.

Daggert, Invited by the Novi and Northville school dis-
tricts to present is his views of the changing role of educa-
tion in the U.S., sald the problem is not that American
schools are failing. He argues that the students of the class
0f'92 were the best educated students in the history ofour
country. '

Rather he argues that there is a widening gap between
what is being taught in our schools and what is needed to
be employed after graduation. And he argues that our edu-
cational Institutions are increasingly separated and iso-
lated from the rest of our soclety.

These are intriguing Ideas, well worth thinking about. It
s good to see that local educators are receptive some of
these ideas. Now it is the public's turn to let some of their
assumptlons about education be challenged.

If you've got a dark secret you're
hiding, now is the time to come clean
— rather than wait untll you're
tracked down electronically or
turned in by a neighbor.

MetroVision, the cable television
firm serving Novi, has proclaimedJa-
nuary as Cable Theft Preventon
Month and is willing to make a deal
with offenders.

Next month, if you've been tapplng
into unauthorized cable service, you
can become “legal® with no penali-
tles. But you will have to pay up for
past services rendered, '

Nationally, the industry estimates
{ts lost revenues to cable theft at ab-
out $4.7 billlon annually. MetroVi-
slon contends that allowing these
clandestine customers to come for-
ward and make good on their ac-
counts saves them the embarrass-
ment and expense of a criminal pro-
secution and the firm many hours of
effort, as well as money. '

“The bottom line is that if you're
getting a service and not paying forlt,
whetheryou ordered it or not, you are
stealing cable,” MetroVision's reg-
jonal marketing manager Dan Dins-
more said.

“We designed this program to give
people a chance to come forth, freeof
guilt and set up an honest relation-:
ship with our company.”

You are considered by law to be
stealing cable service If you are:

M Receiving any cable programs
without becoming a subscriber.

¥ Receiving premiurn services such
as The Movie Channel or HBO for
which you are not being billed
monthiy {except for free previews of
the premium channels.} This applies
both to susberibers and non-
subscribers,

N Recelving pay-per-view movies or
events, such as boxing or wrestling
matches, for which you are not billed.
Agaln, both subscribers and non-
subscribers may fall into this
category.

All of the above applies whether
cusiomers requested those services
or did not.

In 1993, MetroVision tracked
- numerous tips about Ullegal use of
thelr service, paying the tipsters re-
wards ranging from $25 to $300,
These tidbits of information also re-
sulted In several criminal conwvie-
tions. Other alleged offenders opted
to settle out-of-court to avold crimi-
nal and civil prosecution.

Creating a small
Christmas tree

People living in apartments,
small houses and mobile
homes often have little space
to set up large Christmas trees
for the holiday season.
Although table-size trees may
solve the dilemma, they may
be too expensive.

Of course, one answer to
this predicament would be an
artificial tree, but they lack the
fragrance and natural beauty
of the real thing. Sound hope-
less? Not quite. The solution is
to create a small Christmas
tree with all the trimmings of
evergreen trees and shrubs.

A Christmas tree about a
~ foot tall cant be easily con-
_structed at home. One item

needed as the trunk of a
Christmas tree in the project is
a block of “oasis,” a material
used by florists in making
flower arrangements. The
block can be set on end in a

. plastic holder, also available at

garden shops.
The top end of the block

shouid be trimmed to about 1
1/2 inches in diameter with
any excess cut off with a sharp
imife. Form the block so that it
resembles a cone, and be sure
to do this before wetting the

RN RS

block.

Trimmings from fragrant
white cedar, Douglas fir and
balsam fir are best. Boxweod,
juniper and Japanese yew are
good, too. Hemlock and spruce
shed needles quickly when
dry. but the moist oasis that
forms the trunk of the tree
supplies moisture to the frim-
mings, thus allowing them to
hold their needles longer.

Most important for success,
before putting together a tree,
is to soak the oasis in water
for several minutes, It absorbs
a large amount of water, thus
providing moisture to the
greens for about a week. In a
warm room, the oasis may
need watering twice a week or
more often, so just pour water
into the holder, and the oasis
will pick it up.

The next step is the con-
struction of the tree itself.
Insert the evergreen trimmings
from the bottom up. using the
longest pieces (6 to 8 inches)
first to make a bottom circle of
greens,

Using progressively shorter
pieces, build circles of trim-

Therefore, a
soll retardant applied immediately after
shampooing or extraction is wise.

Professional cleaning of wall-to-wall car-
peting is best to remove accumulations of
embedded grease and dirt. Hire a skilled
professional who knows the best methods
to use on different fibers and construe-
tions and has special equipment to remove
embedded grease and dirt.

Check references. If you do decide to
tackle the problem yourself, the three
types of home-cleaning methods for car-
peting are shampoo, foam spray and pow-
der.

Shampos can be applied with a hand

) Removing a stopper stuck in a bottle

appticator or with purchased or rented
equipment. It is important not to use too
much shampoo. Dry the carpeting as
quickly as possible after shampooing. A
fan or a vacuum cleaner blowing attach-
ment will help. In mild weather, cpen the
windows.

Foam spray is applied tn a thin layer,
rubbed in with a sponge mop, dried and
removed with a vacuum cleaner, Do one
area at a time. Foam cleaner can streak if
aliowed to dry before mopping or if used in
a heavily soiled area.

When cleaning with a powder, be sure
and vacuum the carpet thoroughly before
using. Then sprinkle the powder, brush it
into the pile, follow directions for drying
time, and vactum again.

Powders absorb greasy soil, won't cause
colors to fade or run, and won't cause

“Jobless rates fell in five areas,
rose in six and beld steady in the
Grand Rapids area at 4.7 percent,”
MESC Director F. Robert Edwards
reported. "All of the rate changes
, were relatively small, averaging
'two-tenths of a polnt.”

The largest October change
occurred [n the Muskegon area,
where the jobless rate climbed by
half a percentage point to 9.6 per-
cent, as scattered layoffs occurred
in many of the area's Industries.

The Detroit and Jackson areas
had the largest declines. Rates in
both areas {ell by three-tenths of a
point to 6.6 and 7.3 percents,
respectively.

All of the areas, except for Mu-
skegon and the Upper Peninsula,

jad increases in thelr work forces
nd employment levels last month.
. "Workers began entering the job
~ w.narket in October,” Edwards sald,
. "locking for either permanent jobs
i or temporary jobs during the up-
coming Christmas holiday season,”

Among industries reporting em-
ployment increases were: retall and
wholesale trade; services, espe-
cially health and business services;

Labor markets show
rise in joblessness

trucking and warehousing, which
were related to the growih in retail
trade; and state and local schools,
as fall classes were fully underway.

In Cctober, the Ann Arbor area
had the lowest fobless rate at 3.6
percent, while the Fiint area had the
highest rate at 9.9 percent.

Aliof the Jabor markets had large
drops in their unemployment rates
between October 1992 and 1993,
ranging between nine-tenths of a
point to two percentade points.

Job change creates deductions

if you had to relocate as a result of
a job change, you may be able to take
a tax deduction for many unreim-
bursed job-refated moving expenses.

The Michigan Assoctation of Cer-
titifled Public Accountants point out
that deductible expenses include the
costs of pre-move house-hunting
trips, transporting your family and
your household to the new location,
as well as some of the fees associated
with selling your old home and buy-
ing a new house.

To claim these deductions, you
must satisfy certain tests of time and
distance and you must itemize on
your tax return. However, this de-
duction is not subject to the two-
percent floor an'miscellaneous item-
ized deductions.

MEETING DISTANCE, TIME TESTS
To meet the distance test, your
new job locatlon must be at least 35
miles farther from your old residence
than the old residence was fromyour
former job location, In addition to sa-
Usfy the 35-mile distance test, you
mustwork full-time for a specific per-
lod of time at the new Job location,
Tomeet the full-time work require-
ment, employees must work in the
new area for atleast 38 weeks during
the first 12 months after arrtving in
the new area. The 39 weeks of work
need not be consecutive or with the
same employer. For seif-employed
workers, the full-time work require-
ment is double the requirement for
employees. Self-employed taxpayers
must work at least 39 weeks during
the first 12 menths following the
move, and a total of at least 78 weeks
during the first 24 months immedi-

Benefits extended for jobless

Jobless Michigan workers who
have used up all of thelr state unem-
ploymenmt benefits may now be en-
titled to as many as seven weeks of
federal jobless beneilts.

Michigant Employment Security
Comumnission Director F. Robert Ed-
wards estimales that some 15,000
unemployed workers in Michigan
may immediately quallfy for federal
Emergency Unemployment Com-
pensation {EUC}. The EUC program
had ended on Oct. 2, 1993, and was
extended by Congress and the Admi-
nistration this week.

“We have identifled those who ex-
hausted their state jobless benefits

since early October and will begin
mailing them EUC applications over
the next two weeks,” Edwards said.
“On average, about 2,000 claimants
a week have been using up their reg-
ular state beneflts.”

EUC claimants may be compen-
sated retroactively for weeks of un-
employment since Oct. 2. The exten-
sion, however; does not provide any
add!tional benefits to those who pre-
viously used up their federal EUC
entitlement.

“Those who qualify for EUCwill re-
ceive the same weekly amount they
recelved in state unemployment ben-

efits,” Edwards said. “And while
some states qualify to pay up to 13
weeks of EUC, we can pay up to seven
weeks in Michigan because of our low
unemployment rate.”

To be eligible for EUC, claimants
must be unemployed, must exhaust
thelr state fobless benieflts and apply
for EUC before Feb. 5, 1994, The
program will lssue EUC benefits
through April 30, 1994.

Since EUC flrst began In Nov. 1991
and through this October, MESC has
issued $1.3 billion of these federal
benefits to 384,000 jobless Michigan
