While Novi school ofTicials may 
be applauding the stale legisla­
ture's eflorts to malnlaln tlie dis­
trict's rc\'enucs, there are certainly 
no kudos heading tolawinakers ab-
out their decision to Increase tJ1e 
district's expenses by $1.9 million. 

According to J i m Koster, tl-ie dis­
trict's assistant superintendent for 
business and operation, the new 
school aid bill requires school dis­
tricts to absorb 100 percent of their 
retirement costs for al l public 
school employees. FYlor to the pas­
sage of the school finance reform 
bil1, the State of Michigan paid 50 
percent of district employees' retire­
ment costs. The district paid the 
rest. 

Under the new bill, and regard­
less of which lax plan passes by vot­
ers in March, the Novi CoInmunity 
School District will have to shell out 
$1.9 million this year to pick up 
what used to be the state's contri­
bution to Novi's school employees' 
pensions. 

"The state has also kicked 100 
percent of the retirement costs back 
to local school boards." Koster told 
the crowd at the Dec. 29 special 
meeting of the Board ofEducaUon. 

'It wiU tie tremendous cost in 
1994-95 that we haven't had for 
years and we have no cllolce." 11e 
.said. 

But now the district will he pick­
ing up the tab for what the state is 
no longer willing to pay. 

Residents in attendance at the 
lneeting asked t1-ie board if the in ­
crease in expenses meant the 
schools would have to cut back. 

"There will have tobe some thr i l l ­
ing, yes," said Novi school board

Glenn MacQueen's mind was in the sewer last 
summer. 

That's because the Troop 407 Eagle Boy Scout canfli-
date marshalled a team of volunt.eei"s to stencil "Dump 
No Waste, Drains to River" plus the picture of a fish, on 
852 storm drains throughout Novi. The project is spon­
sored by the Detrolt-tased Friends of the Rouge. 

"When he came to us and said he wanted to do 400 
drains, l Was awestn.ick. I thought If he did half of t l la l , 
I'd lie pleased. When he told me he did more than 8001 
was dunnbfounded. That's Incredible," said J i m Gra­
ham, Executive Director of Friends of the Rouge. 

Thirty to fol-ly cans of white spray paint were dedi­
cated to the effort. Tlie purpose, MacQueerl said, is to 
keep residents from releasing pollutants such anti­
freeze, motor oil and other substances down the storm 
drains. 

"Jt goes right Into the Rouge River," the Novi High 
School student cvplained. 

Once the substances reach the water, they are lethal 
to aquatic life. "Friends of tl1e Rouge" volunteers have 
done smaller-.scale stencilling projects in Southfield, 
Detroit, Redford and Birmingham. 

MacQueen's Novi accomplishment not only covered 
the largest terrltoiy, but also helps make people awale 
of the dangers of dumping into sewers in a region where 
the sensitive headwaters of both the Middle Rouge and 
Upper Rouge rivers are located, Graham said. 

"We're making a lotof progress with aquatic life i n the 
Rouge. We had a run of salmon last fall," he added. 

"This makes it more appal-ent that all of us need to be 
more aware of what we do in our day-to-day lives." 

MacQueen said he needed a community service pro­
ject as part of the Eagle Scout requirement so he con­
tacted No\1 City Forester Chris Pargoff. 

"He said it was the one project he really wanted 
done," MacQueen added. 

Tearns of three and fourvolunteers. chaufTered by an 
adult driver, were given maps showing where the city's 
stonn drains are located. 

Alter 155 hours of work, the job was wrapped up in 
October, but MacQueen, 16, Is still awaiting word from 
tile Boy Scout's board of review to learn if he'll get his 
prolnotlon. Eagle Is the highest rank in the scouts and 
only an estimated one in 100 make it. 

"We're really proud of what he's done. Whatever they 
dowhenhegets tobe an Eagle Scout, I want tobe there,"

Months aRer the Novi Police De­
partment's Vict im Interview room 
has proved itself a valued asset to 
olllcers and victims alike, Novi City 
officials will finally get around its 
grand opening next week. 

Police Chief Douglas Schaelfer 
said Tuesday's ofliclal dedication 
ceremoliy was postponed late last 
year for various reasons, including 
the holiday season. But now that 
the hustle and busUe of the season 
has past, city ofllcials are getting ar­
ound to thanking those who made 
the room jxissible. 

The list of guests at Tuesday 7 
p.m. ceiTcmony includes the Novi 
.Jaycees, who provided slufTed anl-
i11als forchildren of tlieVlctims, and 
the Novi Lions, who supplied the 
video and audio equipment that re­
cords the officers' interviews with 
the victims of traumatic crimes. 

Nox'i City Council members and 
other city olficials have also been 
invited. 

Schaeffersald the room has been 
reserved for Victims of traunlatic 
crimes, including but not lln1ited to 
sexual assault cases. It was in ­
tended he said to 'create a whole­
some and less hostile enVlronment" 
for vlctilns to tell their stories to 
police. 

The room is decorated in warm, 
subtle hues of a pastel sea foam 
green and alabaster. Two overfilled 
couches face each other to create an 
intimate stilting that allows at least 
two officers and the victim to talk 
candidly about the event that 
brought them together. 

It has a side entrance thai allows 
victims easy access to and from the 
station without parading them 
through the public portion of the 
police station. 

Directly adjacent is a room 
stacked with stufled toys, coloring 
books and crayons and a chalk­
board in which to entertain young 
children While their parents com­
plete the interview process. Schaef-
fer said children who have come 
through the interview process are 
allowed to lake a stuffed animal 
home with them when they leave. 

The chief said recently a young 
boy appreciated the gift so much he 
wanted to take his stuffed animal to 
school for show-and-tell. 

Ofllcers have used the room sev­
eral times since it opened i n 
October. 

"it has really Ijeen conducive to 
good interviews and it's become 
veiy obvious to us that the victims 
appreciate it." Schaeffer said. "Jt 
provides a warm and friendly posi­
tive experience from something that 
was very negative. 

"We've had lots of good success 
with it." 

The police chief said high tech re­
cording equipment allows officers 
to tape the session and use it as evi 
dence in subsequent interviews, 
'fhe tapes reduce (he number of 
times a victim has to retell the story 
and therefore speeds the healing 
process. 

"The whole idea was to reduce 
Ihe trauma," Schaeffer said. "So 
many times we (the system) have 
further victimized the victims by 
asking them to retell the story over 
and over. 

"This makes good sense because 
we don't want to further traumatize 
our Victims."

The longstanding feud between 
the Cily ufNovi and tiny Nov! Town­
ship may soon be so much water 
over the dam, as the two municipal -
Itles work towards an out-of-court 
settlement of their stormv^ater 
niar1agement differences. 

Pivotal to the agreement Is 
whether or not a proposed deten­
tion pond may be relocated to What 
Is possibfy Novi's largest single-
family residence, the 30-acre V a n 
Buren fa111ily estate on NLne Mile 

Road. 
"They're now listening to all the 

ideas we have, after all these years," 
Novi Township Supervisor Ray 
.S-chovere said Monday. 'Maybe the 
change in the city council means 
they're being more open-minded. It 
looks promising." 

In 1986, township residents 
were horrified to leam that as part 
of the city's 1983 Stonnwater Mas­
ter Plan, a dam and a stonnwater 
detention basin Was planned on 
Miller Creek at the point where it 
flows through NoVl Township. The 
township suggested a string of 

alternatives. 
But i n 1992, after 15 months of 

negotiaUon with the Chedworth 
Drive residents, the Novi City Coun­
cil decided to seek condemnation of 
portions of their backj'ards iII Oak­
land County Circuit Court, 

A condemnaUon proceeding has 
two parts. First, the city must prove 
it has a need for the property. Novi 
Township did not contest this. 

As the second phase, a trial was 
scheduled for March to determine 
how much the city would have to 
pay for the easeinents. Howe\'er, 
the city council agreed to postpone 

the action until May, allowing the 
city time to review a compromise 
proposed by an engineer retained 
by the township. Larry Paxton. 

Key to a possible settlement Is 
tlie Van Buren estate. Barbara Van 
Buren, who lives on the wooded es­
tate, said last year she'd lost a $2 
million sale to a developer because 
of extensive flooding caused by up­
stream city development. 

"We gave them (the township) 
more time. He (Paxton) has appa 
rently worked out some potential

Mlchigcon's Lycgislature is likely to turn more 
eonseiV.Tlivp .Tfler i_he 1998 election. 

That's when tenn limitaUon takes elTect under a 
coilstitutlonal amendment approved by voters In 
1992. 

"No person shall be elected to the otTice of stale 
representative irioi'e thali three llnles. No person 
shall be elected to the olTlce of state senate more 
than two Uines," says the new Sec. 54 of Art. IV. 

The conclusion that the Ixgislature will become 
more coiiseiVative Is based on this newspai^er's 
study of voUng patterns on three key school fi­
nance refoml nieasui-es. 

Senators sertinfi three or moi-e temls — who 
wouldbe ineligible to serve if temr limitation were 
in elTect today — cast a total of 33 yes ;ind 11 no 
votes, or 75 percent in favor. 

Senators in their fli-st two terms cast a total of 
29 yes and 31 no, Just 48 percent in favor, 

In the 1 louse, all tliree bills received the bare 56 
needed for passage and either 44 or 45 against. 

House members sel-tiilg four or more tenns - -
who would be ineligible if tel-m limitation were in 
effect today — voted 38 to 8, 34 to 12 and 36 to 13 
in favor. Their favorable percentages were 83, 74 
and 73.5, repectively. 

Members In their first three terms voted 17 to 
37. 22 to 32 and 20 to 31. Their favorable percen­
tages weie 31, 41 and 39. respectively. 

The bills used for analysis were House Bills 
5109. raising the single business tax by .4 percent 
to 2.75; HB 51 1 0, the real estate transfer tax; and 
HB 5111, establishing a statewide property tax 
collection autliority. 

Measures that passed overwhelmingly that 
didn't focus on taxes or that required more than a 
simple majority were not used. Amendments also 
were disregarded. 

The findings were no surprise. Supporters of 
temi limitaUon said it would remove people who 
had become part of "the system." They said it 
would bring in people closer to their constituents 
and lo non-governmental jobs. 

Party alllliation appeared to be a less imixirtant 
factor than how long a lawnlaker had served in 
l o s i n g . 

In the Senate, 12 to 13 Republicans eight to 
nine Democrats passed the measures. 

In the House, each party put up 28 votes to 
make 56-vote nlajorlUes. 

Party leaders like Sen. Dick Posthumus (R-
fourth teml). Sen. Art Miller (D-fifih term), 
Speaker Paul Hillegonds (R-eight terms) and 
Speaker Cui l l s Hertel (D-seven tenns) voted for 
eveiy bill. 

Jack Filxoil, D-Farnlington Hills, sbc teirns — 
skipped tile session to jxTfoml iil the Nutcracker 
ballet in DeUolt; pi-obably would have voted 
against most bills.

LfKial govenlnlents would have a 
more difficult lime pushiI1g shooting 
ranges out of business under two 
controversial bills passed by the state 
St'tlatc. 

•"This v/ould take away the right of 
local units to coillrol hours of opera­
tion." said Sen. Uma Pollack, D-Ann 
Arlxir , an opponent. "I believe people 
who live in the nelghtxirhood need to 
Ix' able to turn lo local elected offi-
c ials for prole<;tlon." 

These regu lallons have one prup -
osc: to harass sport shooters," said 
Qie bills' sponsor, Sen. Phil HolTmaii, 
K-Horton. 'I have60 townships in illy 
d is l r ic l . and they would have 60 dif­
ferent sets of regulations." said the 
rural .iackson County lawmaker. 

•I used to think the NaUonal Rifle 

Association was unreasonable," said 
Sen. Don Koivlslo. D-lfonwood. "NRA 
said there would be licenses, taxes 
and harassment. It turned out to Ix-
true. The NRA was right. You (oppo­
nents of HolTrrlan's bUls) want to 
license, tax and take guns away." 

The Senate Tuesday passed. 25 to 
11. the key measure declarilig "a 
sport shooting range is not a public or 
private nuisance" if its operation 
"conforms to generally accepted op­
eration practices." Those practices 
are defined as standards of NRA. al­
though NRA isn't named in the bi l l . 

The bi l l , opposed by the Michigan 
Munic ipa l League and Michigan 
Townships Association, also prohi­
bits local units from restricting 
shooting ranges already in operation 
but not fî om writing restrictions 
prior to establishment of a range. 

Area lawmakers voting yes: Repu­

blicans Robert Geake of Northville. 
Fred Dillingham of Fowlerville, and 
David Honlglnan of West Bloomfieid. 

Voting no: Democrats Jack Faxon 
of Farmington Hills and Pollack, 
whose district Includes Salem Town­
sh ip . Sen . W i l l i a m Faus t . D-
Weslland, oiTered an amendment 
(hat would allow local units to im­
pose "impact fees" on target ranges 
and use tile money to buy nearby 
houses that are alTected by noise. Il 
drew only nine of the necessary' 20 
votes. 

"This says 'soak 'em. '" said Sen. 
Chris Dlngell, D-Trenton, opposing 
Faust's amendment. T h i s I^egisla-
ture has expressed strong aversion to 
impact fees." The debate turned bit­
ter w i t h rel igious and ethnic 
remarks. 

Said Pollack: "We can gel reelected 
even if we'ie not blessed with the holy 

water of tlie NRA." 

Added Vlrgl! Smith, D-Detroit: 
"You white folks may be afraid of 
them (the NRA). Pm not," 

The Senate's piositlon was the 
same as the one i l took i n prohibiting 
local units from having tighter hand­
gun restrictions than the state. It as­
serts the state's pre-emption of gun 
i-egulation. 

Michigan's constitutional protec­
tion of gun ownership, stronger than 
the U.S. Bi l l of Rights', says: "Eveiy 
person has a right to keep and bear 
arms for the defense of himself and 
the state." 

The bills have been sent to the 
House. Refer to Senate Bills 788 and 
789 when writing to your state 
representative.

State Sen. David Honigrilan wasn't 
smoking anything. His long-buffeted 
trucking dereguiaUon bi l l Is Ileaded 
toward Gov. Jo l in Engler's desk for 
signing into law. 

"Wliat ifsomeone told you tJiat the 
government had Just done something 
which wi l l improve Michigan's busi­
ness climate, reduce prices for con­
sumers, expand opportu111ties for 
people struggling to make an honest 
living, wliile also reducing air pollu­
tion and trafllc accidents?" said Hon-
igman, R-West BloomQeld. 

'You'd probably wonder what he'd 
been smoking, or what loony b i n he'd 
escaped from. 

"But wait — This isn't an out-of-
season Apr i l Fool's joke. The govern­
ment has anally managed to do 
something that nlakes almost every­
body better off." said Hor1igman, 
whose district will include flovi after 
the legislature returns to session 
this year. 

The state would cease regulating 
70 percent of intrastate trucking 
under Horllgman's Senate Bi l l 581. 

T h e pcllUcal reality is that the 
votes simply aren't there to tota11y eli­
minate al l economic regulation of in­
trastate trucking," Honigman and 
Democratic floor leader J o h n Cherry 
of Clio said In a letter to colleagues. 

During the Christmas Eve mar­
athon session that rewiDte school fi­
nance, the Senate quietly concurred, 
34-0, in minor House amendments 
to the bil l . The House holdup was 
oVer t h e q u e s t i o n o f t o t a l 
deregulation. 

Horllgman's bill ran Into a buzz 
saw of opposition when it first 
reached the Senate floor i n the 
spring. He took it back into his Labor 
Committee. negoUated with business 
and industry, and won Senate pas­
sage in October. 

The bi i l deregulates the largest 
shippers but allows state regulaUon 
of small, local movers. 

Many senators from both parties 
feared total deregulation would bring 
the same result as federal deregula­
tion of airlines and bus companies — 
bankruptcy of small l imis and no 
service In rural counties, 

About 20 to 30 percent of trucking 
in Michigan is Intrastate and subject 
to state regulation. 

Under a 1933 state law. the sUle 
Public Service Commission granted 
"operating authoriUes" to tnlcklng 
companies to cany specified pro­
ducts over certain routes. PSC regu­
lated their prices. 

The process became lucrative for 
attorneys because whenever a com­
pany sought an operating authority, 
others could file protests with PSC. 

Results, said Honigman, have 
been intrastate rates 20 to 25 percent 
higher than Interstate rates, and 
rates 15 to 20 percent Wgher than in 
Ohio and Illinois. 

The new law says truckers won't 
have to file route, cargo or rate infor­
mation with PSC. The state's role will 
be reduced to safety regulation.

!t might bie easier to get a roomful 
of anglers to agree on what's the best 
bait than to get lawyers at the Michi­
gan Attorney General's ofllce to reach 
an accord on Novi's ice shanty 
ordinance. 

In the fall of 1990. shortly after the 
regulation was adopted, an officer at 
the Michigan Department of Natural 
Resources' I.Jvonla office asked the 
attorney general to investigate the 
legality of the requirement that ice 
shanties be removed daily froiil 
Novi's two lakes. 

You could say the attorney gen­
eral's office has tleen flip-flopping 
ever sl1lce. 

An official opinion on the matter 
appears to be the one that keeps get­
ting away. 

"As we speak, we're working on yet 
another draff. It's not because we ha­
ven't worked on It. There are hold­
ups on getting jieople to agree on 
what the law is," Marion Groton, a 
spokesperson for the attorne>' gen­
eral's ofllce, explained Monday. "This 
has been longer than with other At­
torney General's opinions. There is 
an attempt to get a consensus and 
sometimes a consensus isn't easy to 
achieve." 

The state has jurisdiction over 
Walled Lake and after ice fishers 
complained to the D N R the concern 
was raised that the City of Novi was 
overstepping its bounds. 

At the urging of lakes area resi­
dents concerned atxjut the chrcr1ic 
safety hazard to swinimers a n d boa­
ters posed by abandoned a n d par­
tially submerged shanties, the Novi 
City Council adopted the ru l ing in 
.Noveinber 1990 that shanties must 
be registered with the city clerk's of­
fice and may not Ije on the ice earlier 
than one-halfhour before sunrise or 
later than one-half h o u r after 
sundown. 

This year, no one's registered a 
shanty with the Nov! City Clerk's of­
fice and no one did last year, either. 
That's because the ice fishers are a l l 
going over tc the City of Walled Lake 
side of the lake. Novi City Clerk G e n y 
Stipp said. 

"Right now. It's working out pretty 
good. We don't get the complaints ab­
out the shanUes floating up i n the 
spring," she added. 

Even if the attorney general's office 
finds that Novi's ordinance Is not 
constituUonal, someone would still 
have to sue the city to get a n l l l n g i n 
court, Stipp pointed out. 

The DNR official who requested 
the attorney general's opinion said 
that Lhe dally removal could be a 
h a r d s h i p t o e l d e r l y a n d 
handicapped. 

Groton said a decision on whether 
or not the city has the right to regu­
late tills activity on a public lake 
should be reeled in soon. 

"I would hope It would be In the 
foreseeable future. This has been one 
of the hardest o11es," she added.

A Novi couple will fight a Michigan 
Court of Appeals ruling ordering 
them to give up the eight-year-old girl 
they raised from Infancy, their attor­
ney said Tuesday. 

Stcphallie Meade lived with foster 
parents Jackie and James Me.ide 
since she was four days old, but when 
she was 3'/i years old, her biological 
mother. Usa Randall, (Irst went to 
court to wrest her back. 

The Meades' lawyer, Scott Basselt. 
said that if an appeal is filed by Jan . 
17 to the Michigan Supreme Court, 
the couple Will not have to immedi­
ately hand overStcphanle to Randall, 
who lives in Wisconsin. 

"It will be filed by tllen. Then the 
Supreme Court will stop action by 
the appeals court and Stephanie will 
stay," Dassett said. "We're not ielling 
her (about the ruling) yet. We don't 
want her to panic unnecessarily. We 
don't want to create unnecessary 
trauma for her. It's not good news. 
There are things we can do." 

It could be as soon as February 
when tile Michigan Supreme Court 
makes Its decision, he added. 

The Meades could not be raised for 
comment by press-time. 

As another approach in the battle 
to kerp Stephanie with the couple 
who raised her, Basselt said he is 
working with the Child Advocacy 
Clinic at the University of Michigan 
law schcxil. to determine if a civil 
rights lawsuit can be filed on the girl's 
behalf. 

Bassett said he is hopeful new le-
gLslallon will be passed allowing third 
parties who have raised a child to 
seek a "best Interest" custody hear­
ing, even If they are not legal 
guardians. 

House Bill 4195, currently in the 
House Judiciary Committee, would 
pI-ovlde this option for third parties 
who have raised a child under age 3 
for six months or more and for lho.se 
who have looke<l afier a child over 3 
for a! lea-st a year. 

"We can't rely on tlie courts to pro­
tect children. Hopefully, the new le­
gislation can take effect before Ste­
phanie is lakei l away from the 
.Meades." he said. "We will find a way 
legal ly to protect S t e p h a n i e , 
somehow." 

The Michigan Court of Appeals on 
Def:. 27 found that the Meades, who 
hoped lo adopt Stephanie, were no 
longer technically her legal guar­
dians and therefore did nol have the 
standing to seek a best Interest court 
hearing to detennlne who would win 
custody of the child. The Oakland 
Courlty Friends of the Court have al­
ready rfx:ommended that the Meades 
keep Stephanie. 

Stephanie, who is mentally disab­
led, first eiltered the Meades' lives in 
1986 when she w.as removed from 
f ^ l d a l l shortly alter her birtll by the 
Menominee County Department of 
Social Services. Itandall's two other 
children had also been pvi t into foster 
care by Menominee County. The 
Meades say f^ndal l told them she 
wanted them to adopt the little girl. 

But when Stephanie was over 3 
years old, Randall sought and won a 
gradual phase-out of the Meades' 
legal guardianship. Because of this, 
the Michigan Appeals Court ruled 
tflal they were no longer legal guar-
ditins when they filed their custody 
case and were therefore not entitled 
lo seek tile }yesl interest hearing. 

The Meades have been tocked by 
(he Ann Arbor-based DeBoer Com-
mlUee for Childrcns' Rights.

The Novl Board of EducaUon voted 
not to increa.se the summer lax col-
lecUon from 50 to 100 percent Wed­
nesday flight-

More than two dozen Novl resi­
dents braved sub zero temperatures 
to attend the special board meeting 
and voice iheir desire to maintain the 
50-50 spilt i n taxes residents now 
pay on bi-annual bills. 

Two weeks ago. the school board 
had entertained the idea of collecting 
all of the taxes in ..July and eliminat­
ing the winter collection. But that 
was before the stale Legislature 
passed the new school aid bill. 

The new aid bill which emerged af­
ter a marathon session oflhe [legisla­
ture on Chr i - tn^s Eve Day calms 
district ofDcials' fears about a loss in 
slate revenue and aliex'ales the need 
to collect the full lax levy In the sum­
mer. The bill gual-antees school dis­
tricts S10 billion in state aid and af­
fords them the opportunity to le\y 
enough millage this year to maintain 
the sanle level of funding as lastycar. 

J i m Koster. the district's assistant 
superintendent of business, sug­
gested the 100 percent summer col-
lecton at a Dec. 16 meeting so that 
the district would have a cash flow 
safety net if state revenues were re­
duced. Koster said then that levying 
the full tax millage in Ju ly would 
guaranteeenough tax revenue for the 
district to stay afloat through school 
year 1994-95. Without it, Koster and 
other school oOlclals feared they 
would be cash deficient under the 
50-50 split if the lawmakers cut 
property taxes and withheld addi­
tional stale aid to schools. 

State law requires the school dis­
trict to have a signed tax collection 
agreement with the City of Novi by 
year-end. If the board wanted to 
cha11ge the tax structure, the law 
says the board had to squeeze a 
public hearing i n before Dec. 31. 

The hearing was scheduled for 
Wednesday. Dec. 29. but by the time 
the board got around to addressing 
the issue, their fears about losing 
state aid under the state's new school 
aid bill Were alleviated. 

School ofllcials worried that after 
the legislature wiped out $6 billion in 
proper^ tax revenues last summer, a 
new school aid bUI Would not replace 
all of their lost millage revenue. That 

hasn't happened for districts like 
Novl. 

Under the new plan, there are 35 
districts in the state who will be al­
lowed to levy an addiUonal 1.5 to 3 
mills above and beyond the statutoiy 
millageoutllned by the state. The en­
hancement millage Will afford Novl 
schools the opportunity to retain Its 
current $6,800 per pupil expendi­
ture, alid give it a a one jjercent 
increase. 

In addition, lawmakers provided 
SIO billion in guaranteed aid to 
public schools regardless of which 
tax increase plan is put into ellect af­
ter the March 15 ballot. 

Michigan voters will be asked to 
decide whether Lhey want to raise 
sales taxes to pay for educaUon in the 
spring election. If voters reject Gov. 
John Engler's plan to raise sales tax 
trom 4 cents to 6 cents and cap prop­
erly tax at 6 mills, then the Legisla­
ture's plan to raise Income taxes from 
4.6 percent to 6 percent and cap 
property taxes at 12 mills will auto-
nlalically kick in. 

Last Wednesday, Koster gave a 
terse overview of the impact the new 
bill would have on Novi schools. The 
new bill, he said, would force Novi 
Schools to rely on state aid to run its 
programs. 11 wil l be the first time the 
district has relied financially on the 
state and not on local tax revenue to 
support lis program. Koster said. 

"The school disUlct has been for­
tunate enough that it hasn't been de­
pendent on the state, but under the 
new plan Novi will be depesident," 
Koster said. 

At the Dec. 16 meeting, Koster said 
the new dependency could cause 
funding problems for the district if 
state aid payments are late. That's 
why he ofiered the full tax levy as a 
safety net for potenUal cash flow 
problems, 

"If we are dependetit on the state 
we won't know what our revenues 
wil l lie unUl October," he said, "Be­
fore we were always in a positive cash 
position because we relied on prop­
erty taxes and we didn't need to 
borrow." 

That could have changed if the 
slate lowered Novi's millage rate and 
forced the district to rely on state aid 
to fund itself. 

"If we become state-aid reliant, (we 
face) the uncertainty of when aid will 
come in so we might be cash defi­
cient," Koster said.

Rosier said if the board had opted 
for the loo percent levy, residents 
would have paid 19 mills on the sum­
mer bill and nothing in the winter. 
'ITle 19 mills was based on the 12 mill 
allocation under the new stale bill 
and included the 4.7 mills of district 
debt and two enhancement mills. 
But it was sUll less than tlie 34 mills 
residents paid in two installnlents 
last year, (17 mills i n Ju ly and 17 in 
December). 

•And if Englei-'s 6 mill plan passes 
i n March, under tl1e full summer col­
lection, Novl residents would have 
had to pay 13 mills in Ju ly and no­
thing in December. 

School Board President Ray Byers 
said the district can levy Uie en­
hancement mills without voter ap­
proval unUl Ja i iuary 1995. M e r tliat 
the board would have to seek taxpay­
ers approval to levy additional mil­
lage. Byers said that if the board exer­
cises its right to the enhancement 
mills before the 1995 deadline, board 
members would roll the increase into 
the current millage and ask voters to 
approve the new millage as the per­
manent renewal In 1995. 

"It's a one time deal," he said. "It 
would h>e a permanent millage.

Business is the interest that ap­
pears lo have been left in the frigid 
cold as the state Legislature rewrote 
school flnjjIice laws last week. 

Ihe Michigan Chamber of Com­
merce this week Ihi-eatened a lawsuit 
against the property tax portion of 
the complex plan. 

Owners of business property and 
second homes will pay 24 mills. 
Homeowners will pay 12 mills under 
the legislative bills or six mills if vot­
ers hike the sales tax M a i r h 15. 

"We've got a clever scheme to have 
a six-mill tax on homesteads and a 
24-mill tax for commercial property," 
said Robert LaBranl. general counsel 
for the slate chamber. 

"High lax rales discourage eco­
nomic activity and act as a disincen­
tive for private businesses and entre­
preneurs," said Rep. Greg Kaza. R-
Roches ler Hil ls , a conservative 
econonlist who protested the ballot 
proposal. 

The Michigan ConsUtuUon, how­
ever, appears to allow one properly 
tax rate for business and one for 
homes. "Every tax other than the 

general ad valorem property tax shall 
be uniform upon the class or classes 
on which it operates," says sec. 3 of 
Art. IX. the Finance and TaxaUon 
arUcle. 

Currently, all classes of property 
— homes, farms, commercial, in­
dustrial, mining and forests — are 
charged the same millage rales 
within a district. The statewide aver­
age is 34.5 m i l l s for schoo l 
operations. 

The legislature In Ju ly wiped out 
local school operating property taxes 
to the tuneofS6.9 billion. The new fi­
nance package is designed to replace 
those taxes. 

Tile Senate barely passed House 
B i l l 5111, which sets up tile stale 
education finance authority to collect 
n statewide properly lax. Tile vole 
was the bare minimum of 20 in favor 
and 14 against, with four absent. 

Area senators voting yes included 
R e p u b l i c a n Rober t " G e a k e of 
Northville. 

Missing the vote were David Hon-
igman, R-West Bloomfield, and Jack 
Faxon, D-Farmington Hills. 

The House also bftrely passed that 
bi l l , 56 lo 45.

Auto accidents are the number 
one killer of /\illei'lcan youth. 

Teen auto faialiiles rank first 
above more publicized causes of teen 
deaths, s u c h as AIDS, suicide, 
cancer and even gang violence. 

As teenagers reach the age of 15 or 
16, their interest in getting a driver's 
license reaches feverpltch. No pareni 
can easily withstand the daily pres­
sure of "I want to get my license." But 
befoix a teen lakes the wheel, discus­
sion and instruction are needed so 
lhe teen wi l l be prepared for lhe chal -
lenges of driving. 

To get started discussing teen 
driving issues, teenagers and pa­
rents nlay both need to change their 
attitudes and behawors towards 
driving. I'arents must relnember thai 
the example they set each day sends 
a message to their children. Teena­
gers, oil the olher hand, should li}' to 
understand lhat the "nagging ques­
tions" their parents .ask coilie fi'om 
concern. 

The rirsl step in reducing the an­
nual 250.000 leen auto-related 
deaths and injuries is to leam whai 
causes accidents arid the inlixinance 
of safe driving habits. Th^' lour basic 
causes are: 
B Drinking. 
I Not using safety belts, 
a Speeding. 
• Night driving. 

Parents and teens need to agree oil 

the ethics surrounding these dilvlng 
issues. Discuss questions like: what 
do you do if you arc in a car and your 
friend is speeding? What do you do if 
you are out and your ride starts 
drinking? What Is a reasonable Ume 
to be out with lhe car? 

Alcohol is present in nearly haifof 
all fatal car crashes and i l is lhe lead­
ing cause of death for young people in 
auto accidents. Drugs and alcohol 
impair decision making and physical 
control. Many teenage drivers killed 
in auto accidents have blood alcohol 
concenlraUons higher than .10, Lhe 
legal intoxicalion threshold in most 
states. 

Drinking diivcrs don't just ki l l 
Lhemselves. In 1990, more than 42 
percent of tetm passenger fatalities 
o c c u r r e d i n a l c o h o l - r e l a t e d 
accidents. 

Signing a "Contract for Life, "deve­
loped by the orgai11zation Students 
Agaillst Driving Drunk (SADD), re­
duces the chances of teen drunk 
driving accidents. The ' Coillracl for 
Life" is a reciprocal pact pai'ents and 
teens sign agreeing to seek safe, 
sober transportation home if ever in a 
silualion where he/she has had too 
much lo drirlk or a friend who is driv 
ing has had loo much to drink. Pa 
rents an(l teens also promise to wai' 
and discuss the Issue the next day 

Over half of all drivers in the Un 
ited Slates do not wear safely lx;lls

And, of all drivers, teenagers use 
safety belts the least. 

The tiesl way teenagers can pro-
l e d theinselves in the car is to wear 
Uielr safety bells. Safely bell use re­
duces the number of deaths and seri • 
ous injuries by almost 50 percent. 

Each year liearly 25 iJerccnt of the 
3 million teen auto accidents Involve 
speeding. Speeding dramatically in-
creilses tl-ie chance of having a i l auto 
accident. It gives the driver less Ume 
to react irl an emergency. Speeding 
autos also lake longer to come to a 
complete slop. For instance, a car 
traveling al 20 mph re<iuires a brak­
ing distance of 14 yaI-ds to cosne to a 
complete stop. A l .50 lnph the stop­
ping distance nlol^e than doubles — 
increasing to 61 yards. 

As speed increases from 0 to 40 
mph. the l-ate of injuly resulting fronl 
an accident Increases by 50 percent. 
Injury rates double again from 40 to 
60 mph. 

Speeding, drinking alid driving. 

and using safely belts are actions a 
teenager c m control. The fourth ma­
jor cause is more intangible — night 
driving. 

The fatal crash llsk for teen drivers 
is highest between 9 p.m. and 6 a.m. 
Night driving is more dllBcult for driv­
ers becau.se visibility is reduced. The 
glare of oncoInil\g headlights can be 
blinding. Also, drivers are usuidly 
more tired a l night, and it Is when 
most drunk drivers are oll the road. 

One solii l ion to the problem is cu r -
fews. Slates with driving curfews 
have reduced the number of auto ac­
cidents by as inuch as 23 percent. 

In order lo help tills family dia­
logue, Liberty Mutual, with co-
sponsors SADD and the NaUonal 
Safety Council, has developed the 
"Avoiding Collisions: How to Survive 
The Teenage Driving years" driver 
safety video program. Families aild 
educators can borrow the program 
fl̂ om local IJberty Mutual olTices 
throughout the slate.

T e c h n i c a l reading, now what 
is that?" 

The question ca1ne from a 
.state senator who had. Jilst a 
week earlier, spent several gut 
wrenching (literally) evenings 
with his colleagues in Lansing 
hammering out the final school 
finance reforrn parkage. 

T e c h n i c a l reading," you may 
recall from my column last 
week, is a skiU Amel lcan stu­
dents lack, according to educa­
tion reformer Wlllard Daggett. 

When Daggett spoke recently to Novl a n d Northville school 
teachers and administrators, he explained that reading 
technical information, such as the owner's m^mual to your 
V C R . and uslrig it Is a distinctly different ski l l than reading 
novels or newspapers. I3ut that is also the kind of reading 
most people have to do on their jobs. And American 
schools don't teach that sk i l l . 

1 don't want to sound like I'm getting uppity with Sena­
tor David Honlgman, R-West BloomBcld. for not knowing 
what technical reading Is. A s 1 said last week. I had Just 
learned about it too. 

At the same Ume, Honigman was ask ing this question 
after haMngJust worked with the legislature to "reform" 
Michigan's education system. A n d I Ul ink that's a poig-
n.ant statement about how far we have to go to upgrade our 
schools. 

Now. I want to point out that even Novi schools Superin­
tendent Emmett Lippe admitted he'd never heard of this 
sk i l l either un t i l Daggett mentioned it in his speech. 

And European and Japanese schools are already teach-

irtg technical ivading, accordiiig to Daggett. 
The basic problem with .'\inerican schooLs. Daggett 

said, is that that tlley are still teaching "grandpa's 1938 
curr iculum." Tlley're a lot better at it these days. Tlie s tu­
dents are learning it better, as testing shows, according to 
Daggett. He claimed tlie Class of 92 was America 's best 
educated class in history. But it is still the same basic cur­
riculum that was i n use 60 years ago. 

Take algebra for example. W l y tench it? Daggett asked 
who uses it after leaving school. He said only one person 
has told h i m tllat thev really do use algebia i n adult l i f e—a 
mother who helps her children with their algebra 
homework. 

Daggett suggested that all the same algebra concepts 
and formulas should be Ulugllt, but in an applied fashion 
as part of other courses like statistics, probability, logic 
and applied mathematics. 

In h i s speech, Daggett talked about his own kids. He 
has five. Among them are some good students. Two are in 
special education. He pointed out tilat it is easy for h i m to 
get subjects like technical reading and applied mathema­
tics taught to his two special education youngsters, be­
cause those skills can be listed as specific goals i n their 
files. 

But. he argued, his other children who are good stu­
dents, even gifted, i n regular classes can't get those sub­
jects in most American schools. 

"It is time," Daggett concluded, "for us to love our s tu 
dents more than we love our schools." 

Wise words, I think.

I've written before about the 
volumes of j u n k mal l we get here 
at the newspap)er. Ac tud ly , not 
all of it's Junk, as many of the 
press releases contain informa­
tion on subjects that someone 
would find useful - - topics like 
how to house-break your cat or 
how to manage yo i l r credit card 
balance. 

Bu t while the releases might 
hold Interest, few of them have 
relevance for a communi ty 
newspaper. I'd say about 95 per­

cent o f the mal l I open eventually ends up l n the recycle 
b i n . 

A m o n g the i tems that come i n on a i t g u l a r basis are J a ­
panese 'nans la t lon Series articles from something called 
The A s i a Foimdat lon. These folks, whose U.S . base is in 
California , translate essays from a variety of Japanese pu-
bLcat lons and send them out to newspapers across the 
co imt iy . Their packets, often containing two or three diffe­
rent articles, arrive about about eveiy other week. 

Usual ly , the stories are like most eveiything that comes 
across m y desk—engaging but unusable. One article had 
to do w i t h the recent r o j ^ wedding, while others have been 
o n subjects ranging from environmental poUuUon in J a ­
pan to the role o f women in the workplace. 

One story said the Japanese should stop apologizing for 
Wor ld W a r II, whi le another, sent onfy a few weeks later, 
praised Japanese leaders who make a habi t of adnlitting 
war guilt . 

This week, though, they sent me an article that really 
caused me to do a double take. The essay, which appeared 
i n the Tokyo Shfrnbiin, bemoaned the Japanese problem of 
corporate collusion. It sa id that Japanese executives olten 
influence governmental leaders wi th bribes, while officials 
i n competlngflrms ju s t turn their heads a n d look the other 

way. Ti l l s results in "a corporate culture averse to compet­
ition," according to author Makoto Sa taka . 

In attempting to explain where Japanese comformlsm 
comes from, the article makes the claim that schools in J a ­
pan demand sameness, gloss over individual distinctions 
and c h u m out graduates in cookie-cutter fashion. 

"Japanese society, and its schools, s t amp out differ­
ences and eliminate individuality, i n much the same way 
as the players of a popular arcade game try to knock the 
pop-up moles back into their holes," i t says. 

Then the arUcle does something truly remarkable — it 
compares the American system of educaUon favorably 
with that of Japan! 

"American education assumes that evely chi ld is un­
ique. Those special characteristics are w h a t make each 
person a n individual . What would happen i f the topic (Tm 
Different') were assigned to Japanese k i d s ? We'll never 
know, because the emphasis here is on evelyone march­
ing to the same drummer." 

Can y o u believe it? A Japanese writer m a k i n g the point 
that Amer ican schools do something that Japanese 
schools shou ld emulate. Wi l l Wonders never cease? 

For years a l l we on this side of the Pacific have heard is 
that .American academic discipline is nonexistent com­
pared to the rigid standards of the Japanese. We've been 
told that the Japanese mania for hard work is largely re­
sponsible for Japanese automakers ' extraordina1y in­
roads into the domestic auto market. 

One JajDanese execuUve was pretty blunt about it a few 
years ago. saying Amer ican auto workers were basically 
stupid and lazy. Those remarks put Lee lacocca on the d e , -1 
tensive, remember? 

Well, now it seems that there might be another side to 
the story. The side we never hear.

not the big drop most folks are ejcpecting. 
What about school quality — what our kids 

1 actually learn — that supposedly was at the 
1 core of this whole effort? Virtually nothing. 
I Whether or not a wholesale choice plan 

would have brought improving compeUtlon 
into the monopolistic world of K-12 schools Is a 

moot argl imenl; we're not going to have it. 
Charter schools, which were gi-adgingly ap­
proved, likely w i l l turn out to be small potatoes. 

Longer school year? Forget it. Too expensive 
(although the evidence I have seen hldicates 
conclusively that the longer kids are in class, 
the more tlley leanl). The legislation does caU 
for schools to add one more hour of Instruction 
per day. Eventually. 

Core curr iculum? With no certain way at­
tached to measure what kids actually l eam. 
mandating a coie cur r icu lum from Lans ing 
merely centralizes what hitherto has been a 
hodgepodge of locally selected subjects. 

Worse, nobody's accountable for what the 
students do (or do not) leam. A n d with the 
"foundaUon grant" paid direcUy from Lans ing 
to school districts, local voters have now lost 
the local tax millage vote, the only tool they had 
to hold schools accountable for performance. 

I've been involved in the education reform 
movement at the national level for a number of 
years now. I serve on the board of the Center for 
EducaUon in the Economy, a leading reform 
group, and have pal-tlcipated In countless 
meetings and conferences on how to Improve 
our schools. As far as the national school re­
form communi ty Is concerned. M i c h i g a n 

simply isn't a player. Never has been; no reason 
no'.v to believe it ever v.'ill be. 

The strategy for getting something concrete 
done about educational performance in our 
schools is painfully simple: Define what we ex­
pect k ids to leam; develop a fafr and demanding 
assessinent .system to measure what they 
leam: associate rewards with success and pe­
nalties with falliIre. 

This is not rocket science: this is common 
sense. 

That's why it is so disheartening to realize 
that at evety point where the governor and Le­
gislature could have adooted here In Michigan 
the proven components of the national refoml 
model, they chose not to. 

Over the next couple of months, there will be 
much fire and brimstone about the two tax 
plans before us. Tllat's fine, but let's never 
forget during the debate that the subject at 
hand is tax reform, not education or school 
Improvement. 

Sorry, Virginia. There is no Santa Claus.

Wl ia t are we really watching? In Uie past sev­
eral months I have been to a few seminars, 
which were marketed as educaUonal fonIms for 
those of us i n the business of cable and tele-
communlcaUons.

The main issue appears to be — what mer­
gers really mean. .All the press you are hearing 
and reading is a l l based upon an "adopted con­
cept." Stockholders of partlcipaUng companies 
must be considered: theJusUcedepartmentwill 
hold an anUtrust examlnaUon: and regulators 
must be convinced that 1nergers wi l l enhance 
compeUUon.

I Has made the Department of Natural 
Resources' list as one of the worst-
ccntamlnated sites in the state for 
the past two years. 
' The site came in at number 30 on 

the DNR's list of highest-ranking 
sjtes of environmental contamina­
tion. In its proposed list of Michigan 
Sites of Environmental C-ontamina-
Hon for fiscal year 1995. It had been 
ranked at number 29 for fiscal year 
1'994. 

General Oil scores 43 out of a max-
litlum 48 points on the state's Site 
Assessment Model score. The S A M 
score is based on contamination of 
soil, groundwater, surface water and 
air quality at a site, arid Its potenUal 
human Impact 

• Pollutants at the site include PCBs 
(polychlorlnated biphenyls), peU-o-
leum byproducts, chlorinated sol­
vents and heavy metals, several of 
which are known carcinogens ac­
cording to DNR toxicologist Linda 
Larsen. 

: General Oil's current problems 
date back as far as 1950 when the 
now-defunct Mergraf Oi l Co., then 
o\yner of the site, reportedly began 
dumping peU-oleum products into 
unlined retenUon basins known as 
lafeoons. The two largest lagoons, 
where most of the contaminaUon has 
since been found, were located north 
of; General Oil's facility while three 
sinaller ones were located southeast 
of the facility, one of them under the 

contaminaUon remained just below 
the surface. 

Several year's later, oil from under 
the northernmost lagoon began leak-

' ing out of an embanJonent to the west 
and into Ford Pond and the Middle 
Rouge River, and the hunt was on for 
its source. 

While refusing to admit responsi­
bility at first. General Oil placed float­
ing booms in Ford Pond to contain 
the oi l leaking out of the embank­
ment, and the company has main­
tained the booms ever since. The 
company has also co11imissloned two 
series of soil and groundwater tests 
through Swanson Environmental 
Inc. of Farmington Hills, and Swan-
son is beginning the third phase of 
tesUng now. 

"We've moved ahead and kept U1e 
free oi l off the surface of the pond, 
and are moving on to the next phase," 
said General Oil President Tim 
Westerdale. 

But for Steve KlUer, an environ­
mental quality analyst wi th the 
DNR's Environmental l^sponse Di­
vision in Livonia, the case has been 
an exercise in frustraUon. 

"There has tieen progress, but it's 
been painfully slow," said lOtler, pro­
ject manager for General O i l . 

KiUer noted that the site is a com­
plicated one, marred by years of con-
strucUon at the site ajld character­
ized by a porous geology that allows 
contaminants to travel quickly once

There could be direct contact 
problems, parUcularly down at the 
pond.

But part of the problem has appa-
renUy been fricUon between the two 
major players i n the clean-up. Gen­
eral Oil and former site owr7.ers 
Stuart-fronsides Inc. of Illinois. 

KlUer noted U1at Stuart has been 
hesitant from the tieglnning to admit 
responsibility for Uie clean-up. 

T h e y are not as convinced of their 
liability in this scheme," he said. "But 
according to Act 307, our state envir­
onmental response act, any owner or 
operator after the release takes place 
is liable. 

"And it's our understanding that 
Stuart actually used those lagoons 
before they sold the site to General 
Oil." 

General Oil md Stuart-Ironsides 
Inc. have JolnUy prepared plans for a 
trench to tie constructed tietween the 
embankment and the pond and head 
oflT Uie oil before it reaches the 
waterway.

The DNR finally received final spe-
cificaUons for the trench early Uiis 
month, and company officials said at 
a Nov. 19 ineeUng that Uie the Uench 
could be installed hy the end of the 
year.

KiUer recenUy requested a DNR in-
specUon for the federal Environmen­
tal ProtecUon Agency's naUonal 
prioriUes list that resulted In a series 
of soil and groundwater tests Nov. 30 
by DNR specialists from Lansing. The 
specialists used a Van-mounted au­
ger to collect soil hiorlngs from t>e-
tween 15 and 30 feet deep and took 
water samples from the groundwater 
and die Northville Rotaiy Well Just 
500 feet west of Uie site. 

If General Oil makes the national 
prioriUes list, KiUer said, it could re­
ceive Superfimd cleanup funds. 

"We're concerned hy how exten­
sive the contaminaUon is and how 
expensive it will be to clean it up," he 
explained. T h e state has limited fi­
nance capablllUes, because this 
could range i n U1e 10 and 20 million 
dollar range. We're not confident Uiat 
we can undertake a project that big 
. . . The EPA may have to step in."

But for Charleile Chase, who 
moved to Northville from Souihileld 
with her two daughters six years ago, 
the schools' stance put her in a di­
lemma. Southileld Public Schools 
iake Kings birthday off and the city 
conunemorates thie occasion with an 
annual march, a march in which the 
Chase falnily always took part.

For three 
years, she iook her daughters out of 
school for the day so they could parti­
cipate in the march that had become 
a family tradition, but eventually 
Chase dccldc<l lo leave her children 
in school rather than jeopiirdize their 
schooling.

into the Historical Village. 

After that the teacher, who has re­
searched the times, takes over and 
gives the children a taste of what a 
one-room sch(x)l house day was like 
In the 1870s. Rathbun said. T h e y 
use McGufle)' Readers and slates, 
and at recess they're apt to play 
games chiildren did at the time." 

At the end of the day Rathbun re­
turns to the school to "lock the doors 
and be sure everything is back where 
it should be." 

She does this volunteering, she 
said, five times In the fall and five 
times in the spring. "The weather is 
too uncertain i n the winter" to do it 
then. 

Her qualiflcatlons? "I was a substi­
tute teacher after my children were 
grown," she said.

" In the lyrical Vietnamese lan-
• guage. tl-le word for rice chaff — gao 
kho ~ not only descrlhies the light, 

; dried husk that blows away in the 
wind, but is also the name that the 

! peasant falmers applied to them-
, selves during decades of war. 

.As their country was turned into 
an incendlaly chessboard by succes­
sive waves of players with LXlnfllcting 
ideologies — the F r e n c h , the 
Vietnamese of tioth commu11ist and 
capitalist persuasions and, finally, 
the Americans — the peasants were 
swept up in great historical gales and 
twisted i n a thousand different 
directions. 

North to south, east to west, and 
back again, they were at the mercy of 
forces much more powerful than 
themselves. 

UnlU now. the Vietnamese have 
remained an unexplored abstraction 
to most people in the West — name­
less faces that passed before our eyes 
on T V news broadcasts, their fate al­
ways of secondary concern to na­
tional interests. 

It is the unique and, to American 
audiences, unexplored perspective of 
one of these courageous survivors 
that attracted Olive Stone to Le Ly 
Haysllp's extraordinary tale. It was 
called to his attention by ftobert 
Wine, a former president of Haysllp's 
East Meets West organization, later 
to be one of the producers of "Heaven 
and Earth." 

Stone said he found Le Ly's first 
book. "When Heaven and Earth 
Changed Places." an "engrossing 
quest fora life from beginning to end. 

' It was Very much a spiritual odys -
sey and about humanity, growth and 
wisdom, and I fell in love With both 
the project and he Ly," said Stone, 
whose own tribulations as a decor­
ated veteran of the Viet Nam War In­
formed his two previous cinematic 
exajninations of the conflict, the 
award-winning "Platoon" and "Bom 
on the Fourth of July." 

"But for some reason," Stone con­
tinued, "I felt that there was an ele­
ment niissing from the story that 
would help to make it a fuller film. . . 
something more of the West con­
trasted with the East." 

Stone discovered the missing ele­
ment while ori a Vietnam Airlines 
flight fiom Hanoi to Ho Chi Mlnh 
City, the former Saigon, during a re­
search trip with Haysllp. 

"Ijc Ly was writing the second book 
•Child of War. Woman of Peace." and 
the manuscript was on her lap," re­
called Stone. "I asked her what it was, 
and hz Ly said that It was Just some­
thing she was writing about her life in 
America. 

" i gicibbed it, started reading it on 
the alrplatle, and before we reached 
Saigon, knew — that thrilling feelijig 
—that 1 had found the third act of the 
film." 

"What was interesting about Le

Ly"s story was ILs chance for me to 
step outside of my own experience 
again," Stone continued, 'to see the 
war from another point of View. 

T h e w.ir completely eradicated 
the infrastructure of the country, the 
agricultural structure, and rnafie the 
people dependent orl government. 
That's what militarization seems to 
come to — govemment control. 

"So there was a division: people 
were put into hamlets and removed 
from their ancient cemeteries where 
they worshlpf>ed Uieir ancestors, 
which I founfi out is a key element of 
thelI- universe. 

"Ancestor worship is the core of 
Buddhism and spirituality in the 
Elast. When that was taken, as well as 
their tradtional agricultural support 
system, the people were never able to 
get it back. "That was one of the great 
underlying Uagedies of Vietnam that 
I was never aware of as an 
infantryman." 

Stone was detennlned to preserve 

that appreciation of Vietnamese spir­
ituality in his film. 

He also decided — with Haysllp's 
b less ing — to employ creative 
license, condensing and broadening 
her story to create a film with a Visual 
and dramatic life of its own. 

For example, the character of Sgt. 
SteVe BuUer, played by Tomrrly Lee 
Jones, is a composite of four .Ameri­
can men who had a profund impact 
on Le Ly's life, both In Vietnam and in 
the United States. 

"Butler is an example of the cour­
age, confusion and tragic despera­
tion experienced by so many Veter­
ans, Ixith during and after the war,' 
said Stone. T h e invaders, and ofien 
the invaded, of Vietnam developed 
strong twnds of mutually shared ex­
perience that often led them into pas­
sionate but troubled relatlonshiips." 

For these people, the War didn't 
end wi th the fall of Saigon — a point 
that both Stone and Haysllp felt was 
crucial to the film

One of the most unusa l talent searches in film

' Director Oliver Stone decided that most of the 
•Vietnanlese roles in the stoiy. Including that of Le 
Ly herself, would be filled by As i an non­
professionals — a n d by Vietnamese non­
professionals as often as possible. 

Casting got underway in September 1991 with 
open calls throughout the United States and Ca-

; nada. wherever large commui1ltles of Viet Kieu — 
former Vietnamese nationals now living elsewhere 

— were situated. 
Some 16.000 Vlet11ames responded to adver­

tisements i n nfrwspapers and on television in San 
Francisco; San Jose; Houston; New Orleails; .Ar-
l lnglon, Virginia: Washington D.C. ; Orange 
County, California; Vancouver; Hong Kong and 
Bangkok. 

Responding to one of the open calls i n Northern 
California was Hlep T h l Le, a physiology major at 
the University of Cal lfomla at Davis. 

"Because all my friends were doing lt for fun," 
she ejq)lalned. 

B o m in Da Nang, Central "Vietnam—veiy near 
to Le Ly's home Village of K y La , Hlep exited her 

countiy In 1979 as a nine-year-old "boat person," 
undergoing a dangerous Journey with a seven-
year-old sister as her only companion. 

Her family of nine completely reunited in the 
early 1980 and now makes its home in San Pablo, 

in Northern California's East Bay region. 
Although she had never before even considered 

acting as a career option, Hlep Thl Le was the per­
fect choice to play Le Ly, according to Stone. 

"There was no girl that i saw that I thought was 
going to carry that role." said Stone. T h e n Hlep 
showed up at an open call in the Bay Area with a 
friend. The moment she walked 111to the room. I 
knew she was special. There was a light around 
her." 

Stone said Hlep is exactly what she appears to 
be—a totally spontaneous person. "She is a mod­
est girl with anibitlons to Imish college and go Into 
the medical profession." noted the Academy 
Award-winning director.

After winning tlie Kensington 
Valley Conference girls basketball 
tide in November. NoVl High coach 
John Hoirman has been fired. 

Athletic Director John Fundu-
kiaii made the decision not to retain 
HofTman shortly alter the season 
ended late that month. He said n 
lack of students in tile p r o - a m and 
younger athletes playinj, i thevai-
sily level were reason.s for the 
dismissal. 

"We are going to make a change 
next year." said Funduklan. "We 
are here for the kids. Not the 
coaches." 

Hoirnlan guided the Wildcats to 
their first league title i n more than a 
decade last fall. Novi, which lost in 
district semi-finals to Plymouth 
Canton, posted a 1 5-6 record in his 
final season as head coach. 

"I have been fired." said HofTman. 
"It wasn't a surprise. 1 saw it coming 
from the middle of the year." 

Funduklan described HofTman 
as a good young coach. 

"In many instances," he said, "he 
did a lot for the program d uring his 
tenure." 

Novi carried nine players on its 
varstly and about the sanle number 
a l the J V and freshman levels. Fun­
duklan said he was concciTied that 
the squads didn't have enough par-
tlcipaUon from students. 

"Kids vote with their feet," he 
comlriented. "That's a sign tliat 
something Is wrong." 

The AD said he was happy that 
the school won the KVC crown. He 
added, however, that there's more 
to a proginm than titles. 

"The bottom line is not the busi­
ness of wins and losses," said F\ in-
duWan. "We are In the business of 
education." 

He added that a positive educa­
tional experience was being Jepor-
dlzed w i t h younger a th le tes 
playing. 

Ofien. FXmduklan said, fresh­
men and sophomores physically 

aren't reatiy to play at the varsity 
level. He said also that usingyoim-
ger players over seillors sends a bad 
message. 

"It sends a message that they 
may not matter." said Funduklan. 

HofTman said he met with Fun­
duklan In late November. Holfinan 
said he was told his contract 
woiildn't be renewed. 

"They obviously want to go i n a 
dlfTerent direcUon than I was takhlg 
them," he said. 

That direction appeared to be 
upward. 

Hofifnlan took over a losl11g prog­
ram in 1990 and slowly began to 
turn It around. The Wildcats went 
5- 16 In his first year but improved 
to 10 and 11 wins tile following sea­
sons. He leaves Novi with a 41-44 
Ina1k. 

"My whole purpose was to make 
them a wiiuier," said HofTman. "We 
did that. I t l i ink the program was 
headed In a positive direction."

The firing ofWlldcat ba­
sketball coach J o h n Hoff­
man was wrong, jus t pla in 
wrong . A n d , It w o u l d 
seem, the circumstances 
of his removal are curious 
to say the least. 

HoflSnan got the ziggy 
from Novi Athletic Director 
J o h n F u n d u k l a n shortly 
after the season ended In 

November. It was a season In which Novi won the 
Kensington Valley Conference championship for the 
first time i n years, the first winn ing season the 
school h a d seen since 1986. 

F u n d u k l a n didn't fire the four-year coach for his 
on court performance, though. He said a lack of s tu­
dents in the program and younger athletes playing 
at the varsi ty level were h i s reasons for giving Hoff­
man the p ink slip. 

On the surface, the athletic director's reasoning 
appears legitimate. B u t taken In a larger context 
Funduklan ' s statements are reaUy alibis for parents 
who wanted Hoffclan fired. 

In May of last year, boys basketball coach B o b 
Shoemaker resigned for what he termed financial 
reasons. H e said he needed to hook on to a school 
where he could work not only as a coach bu t also o n 
the business side by fund-raising and other duties. 

In reality. Shoemaker was forced out by folks that 
didn't agree with his coaching style or the way he 
handled kids . It didn't matter m u c h that he had 
turned a laughing stock program Into a two-time 
KVC champion l n four years. 

Boys swimming coach M a r k Mason met a sl1nilar 
fate. .Although he (didn't enjoy the same success that 
Shoemaker did in his short two-year stay, he did a 
respectable Job. 

But . M a s o n wasn't liked In certain circles either. 
They sa id he didn't have any personality. So, his con­
tract wasn' t renewed last year as well. 

In firing Hof&nan, Funduk lan said the Nov i 
School Distr ict wasn't in the business of wins a n d 
losses. He sa id the bottom line was providing a posi ­
tive educat ional ejqperience through athletics. 

I can understand that to a point. H i g h school 
coaches shouldn' t go to any lengths to w i n . Sports 
should be fun. A child shouldn't be playing If they 
truly don't enjoy competition and practicing. 

W i n n i n g at the varsity level is Important i n my es­
timation, however. 

When any varsity team steps into the athletic 
arena it's representing the schfxil. These are or 
should be the school's best athletes -— regardless of 
age. The point is, the school should be putt ing its 
best f(x)t forward. 

Wildcat basketball player Christine Edwards put 
It this way: 

"1 don't th ink (parents) imder^stand." she said, 
"that at the varsitylevel we are there to w i n . We aren't 
there for everybody to play or to make everybody 
happy." 

Winn ing brings pride to the school and , more im-
portan tly, the players. The only way to br ing that ab­
out is through stability In the coaching staiT. 

Look at the recentty completed fall sports season. 
The girls tennis team, which is led by longtime 

coach J i m Hanson, won the K V C title. The girls cross 
country team, r u n by the onty coach the school has 
ever known. Norm Norgren, h a d a great year i n plac­
ing second to Brighton, u s ing primarily freshmen 
runners. The list goes on. 

This winter, each of the high school's four teams 
are coached by newcomers. 

Funduklan also said that using freshmen and so­
phomores over seniors on varsity teams sends a bad 
message. Hogwash. 

Tlie message it's sendhig is that the senior didn't 

work hard enough l n tile offseason or s imply wasn't 
good enough to beat out ayoimger player. Wha t k ind 
of message is us ing a weaker player, because they 
happen to be a senior, sending? 

Hard work doesn't count? Ski l l doesn't matter? 
Well, i n the real world those things do matter. 

When these k ids go on tb college or the business 
world what 's going to happen? Is the professor going 
to say. "Gosh Johnny . I know you tried hard . I'U give 
you an A even though you didn't know the materizil." 
Is a boss going to say. "Well Sue, we're goilig to give 
you a b ig fat raise even though your performance 
was mediocre this year." 

Get serious. 
The fact is, people have to accept roles in life. Not 

evetyone can be star.of the team orieven a start.er. 
Handing someone something they don't deserve re­
ally isn't doing them a favor. If you th ink about It. it's 
actually an Insult. 

In the final analysis, the truth about coaching 
athletics at Nov! H igh isn't ff you win or lose or even 
how your team plays the game. It's how well y o u ap­
pease the parents.

Lowes. 

Coach Amy Wagner resigned at 
the end of the season. Jul ie Fisette 
took over In November. 

Basketball: After winning two 
straight league titles, the air came 
out of Novi's balloon. 

Graduation losses uom the pre­
vious season couldn't be 111ade up 
for as the Wildcats went wi th youn­
ger players. Novi wound up with a 
7-14 record and well down In the 
K V C standings. 

York led the team. A n excellent 
shooter, he was (Mmpllmented by 
youngsters Roclty Dunlap, Jason 
Fa11non. Greg Plerman and Chad 
Dicken. 

Coach Bob Shoemaker resigned 
a few months after the season. Pat 
Schluter took over during the sum­

mer months. 
Swimming: Despite low num­

bers of athletes, Novi High fielded a 
competitive team in '93. 

Only 16 athletes swam or dove 
for the Wildcats, Just enough to 

have a team w i t h o u t be ing 
cancelled. The team went 5-5 de­
spite the numbers and qualified 
four swimmers to the state finals. 

Mike Laflerty, Mike Speersc-
hneider, Erich Kelly and Dennis 

Suchyta led the Way for Novi. 
Coach Mark Mason was not re­

tained at the end of the season. 
Dave Maker eventually took the -
posiUon.

Reaction to the firing from Wildcat 
players Was mixed. 

"I was pretty upset about it," said 
Junior Christine Edwards. "I liked 
him as a coach.

Previously the bel ief Was that foods that stick 
to the teeth have a greater decay-causing po­
tential than the less adheshne foods, such as 
soft dr inks . B u t th i s theory Is now being 
Investigated. 

In analyzing data on the dental health and

diet patterns of a cross-sectlon of the U . S . po-
pirlat lon, scientists have found a strong l ink be­
tween soda pop consumption and the Incidence 
of tooth decay. 

Researchers admit that gram for gram, 
s t icky foods may actually have more decay 
caus ing potential than soft drinks. B u t when 
factors such a quanti ty and frequency of con­
sumpt ion are taken into account, soft d r inks 
appear to cause Just as m u c h damage as sweet, 
s t i c t y foods. 

It Is documented that In 1982, Amer i cans 
d rank large quantities of soda pop, a n average 
of 4 2 0 twelve-ounce cans a person that year. 
The frequency with wh ich sweetened soft 

d r inks are consumed Is closely Ullked to tooth 
decay. The quantity consumed each time is not 
nearly as poWerfully associated with decay as 
how often sugary l iquid Is consumed. 

In other words, sipping sweetened soft 
d r i nks a l l afternoon Is more ha rmlu l to your 
teeth than drinking a large soda wi th a meal 
and t l ien abstaining from soda for the rest of the 
day. 

W i t h this knowledge, controlling y o u r fam­
ily's pop Intake makes a lot o f sense i n cavity 
prevention. Substituting or adding more water 
to your dally l iquid consumption is a great way 
to prevent tooth decay and enhance proper 
body functions.
