Tlle state I^eglslature's new school 
aid bill took equal potshots irom Novl 
school and city ofllclais last Week. 

"We are concerned With It," said 
City Manager E d Krlewall. "Whatever 
they aie doing to you they are doing to 
the whole community. 

T h i s was a midnight decision In a 
baclaxx)m." 

City Mayor Kathleen McLallen was 
equally dlsturticd about the lInpact 
the state's new fiBiding plan was go--
Ing to have on the Novl Commi1j11ty 
S(3iool District. Both the mayor and 
manager aired their distaste for the 
new bill at Thursday's Joint meeting 
of the Board of EducaUon and City 
Council. 

"This educational reform package 
delivers nothing to NoW except an i n ­
crease in expenses," she said. ". . . 
And quite frankly, our residents are 
going to pay through the nose." 

Elected officials from the two 
boards talked candidly about the 
new funding bil l and about the im­
pact It wou1d have on the schools, 
NoVl taxpayers and city offlcials. who 
Would have to collect the new taxes. 

School board I'resldent Ray I3yers 
said tlie new bill does little to en­
hance the quality of education. 

"Quality was left at the door. There 
is no quality in this package," he said. 
"There's no talk of consolidation of 
purchasing, districts or health care 
costs. It deals solely with taxcutsand 
mlllage rates." 

Byers Was partlculajy concerned 
with the portion of the bill that man­
dates a statewide proficiency test for 
10th graders. 

According to Byers"and Rita Tray-
nor's, assistant superintendent for 
Instruction, interpretation of the 
test, if sophomores pass the test, 
they could graduate. 

"I would saV that If we are going to 
give a test why don't we give i t to our 
representatives atiout s<±ool finance 
and schcxil reform before they Write 
legislation," Byers balked. 

J i m Koster, the district's assistant 
superintendent of business and op­
erations, has kept In constant con­
tact with the state's I^scal Agenty 
since the bi l l emerged from the Se­
nate floor on Christmas Eve, He said 
the figures coming down from the 
state have changed with the days on 
the calendar. Koster told the school 

board and city council Thursday he 
had been advised by a representative 
In the Fiscal .Agency office to not get 
strung out over the bill unti l it Is 
signed into law. 

But wliat concerned Koster more 
was how the district was going to get 
to the tax dollars the city Was collect-
lilg from the schools. 

"The city has to collect these 
taxes," he said. "To date there is 1lo 
meciianism in place lo collect the 
new taxes. The taxes will be collected 
on different classlllcatlons and under 
dllferent peirelltages. 

"We have no direction from the 
state on how to collect these taxes. 
Nor do we know how to reij11burs€ 
them back to the state and to the 
district. 

"We don't Icnow how to get what 
you are going to collect for us," he 
said. 

Councilman Robert Schmld said 
Ule new bill smacked o fCl in lon l sm." 

But Council member T im Pope 
said the bil l was worse than 'Cl lnton-
Ism" and a far cry from Robin Hood. 

"1\-ople were worried more about 
Ftobin Hood," he said. "This is more 
like Al Capone."

The Novl schools 13oard of Ekluca-
tlon and City Council may t>e looking 
to buy land togetheron the city's west 
side for future school expansion and 
recreational uses. 

The two iDoards of elected ofScials, 
along with City Manager E d Kriewall 
and Assistant Superintendent of Op­
erations J i m Koster, all met liehind 
dosed doors after a Joint meeting 
Thursday r1ight, Jan . 6 to (llscuss the 
viability of the Joint purchase. 

After the half hour long executive 
session, the riieeting was adjourned 
and no vote was taken, according to 
Superintendent Em1i1ett Uppe. 

JJppe said Monday the elected offl­
cials are just beginning to explore 

their options now as residential deve­
lopment in the City of Novl continues 
to soar and gobble up vacant land. He 
said It seemed like a natural land use 
to put a school near a park. 

"We are Ixith looking to buy land so 
we'd be remiss to not look at the op­
portunity to do it together," Uppe 
said. 

Few details about the joint purch­
ase emerged for the record from the 
closed session. However, wliat was 
clear from the public portion of the 
open se.sslon that preceded the ex­
ecutive session was resident ial 
growth in Novl was going to continue 
to bloom on the west side of town and 
eventually a new school wouJd have 
to t>e built to accommodate the influx 
of students. 

NoVl Planning Director J i m Wahl 

gave a short oVervlew of the city's 
master plan and showed school oflil-
clals how development tliat has al­
ready been plarined might impact the 

district's enrollment. Wahl made l i l s 
presentation before t.he board went 
behind closed doors. 

Wahl talked mostly of projects al­
ready on the master plan and re­
minded school oflncials that residents 
of Sandstone, the city's largest resi­
dential development. Is not within 
theLr dlstrixt bwundaries, chi ldren 
from the 1,1 85 units In the develop­
ment will be attending Walled Lake 
schools. That district Is also in the 
real estate market looking for a site 
for yet another new school to accom­
modate its growth.

Now that Uie state legislature has 
put the Novl Community School Dis­
trict at its nieiry by n ia i lng It an In-
fonnii la school district , t im ing 
couldn't be more ripe for school offi­
cials lo resurect the Novl Educational 
FoundaUon. 

Novl schools Superintendent E m ­
met Upjx? said Monday he Is working 
with Board of Education President 
Ray Byers and current members of 
the dormant foundation to revitalize 
interest and increase membership in 
the private, non-profit fundralsiilg 

The first step In the revlLalizatlon 
Is to gain memberslllp aIid appoint a 
board of dii-ectors. 

FK'ers asltlng residents to Volun­
teer to sll on the foundallon's board 
'.vUl l)e sent home With students to-
nlorrow (Friday, Jan . 14) or Monday, 
J;m. 17. The flyers Will also be distri­
buted by the Novl Chamber of 
Comnlcixe. 

Lippe said the foundation's pur­
pose Is to provide alternate funding 
outside of the schools' budget to pay 
for the "little extras" to enhance the 
educaUonal program for students. 

"We are looking to fund things that 
are alxive and beyond what a school 
budget would suppor t ' l ippe said 
about the focus of tlie founflatlon. 
"We are hoping to find ways to cx-
panfi o p p o r t u n i t i e s for o u r 
students." 

ExacUy what extras the founda­

Uon Will fund wil l be left to the deci­
sion of the new board of dlrecto1-s, 
Lippe said. But he suggested that do-
naUons may be used to enhajice and 
build upon the dlsUicfs technology 
program or to develop anti support 
an internaUonal studies program. 

"The purpose Is to enhance the 
program not balance the budget," 
Lippe said about the money that will 
be raised through the foundaUon, 

Funds wil l b « solicited as Uicy 
have been in the past from private 
and corporate donors. There will also 
be fundralslng acUVlUes planned to 
raise 1noney for the FoundaUon, 
Lippe said. 

Novi's foundaUon was started In 
1983 and remained acUve unUl 
1989-90, After that Interest In and 
leadership of the foundaUon waned 
when the district stumbled through a 
change In superintendents. 

Whcnlt was thriving, Llppesaid its 
fixus zeroed in on scholarships Uiat 
were disbursed irom an endowment. 
Lippe said at least $25,000 remains 
In the foundaUon now but it is desig­
nated for scholarships. 

"TheyVe done a lot with scholar­
ships and given a lot each year," he 
said. 

But that could change with a new 
board of directors. 

"This FoundaUon would redefine 
itself and try to determine the kinds 
of things they want to support," he 
said. 

Prior to Uppe's coming to NoVl 
schools almost two years ago, Ule 
superintendent founded the State of 

Michigan's first school foundaUon i n 
Wllllaniston schools. The foundaUon 
there was very successful then and It 
remains successful today, he said. 

In the first 10 years, that founda­
Uon raised more Uian $750,000 for 
Uie school district It funded a variety 
of special Interest projects Ulat state 
aid fell short of providing for Uie In-
formula school dlsWct which was s i ­
tuated In a hlgll-lax, bedroom com­
munity with little or no IndusUy to 
build a tax base. 

"Ollr budgets were Very much 
cramped," l ippe said remembering 
tiack to when he created the founda­
Uon In his former d l sUlc t 

"WUliamston is Veiy similar to NoVl 
and Northville, It wasn't as popu­
lated. But we had a lot of relinees i n 
the conimunity who were not real 
comforUible wlUi millage Increases. 

"This was one of those things we 
did to prtVatl7£. It helped people see 
that we were being creative rather 
than Just asking Uiem for more 
millage." 

WlUlamston's foundation has 
helped its school dlsUlct build a new 
auditorium for Uie performing arts: 
add computer software: pro^/lde 
stage lighting for drama and theater; 
establish an eleUonlc music lab; and 
enhance llbra1y and media center 
resources. 

"It did me a lot of good and It 
showed me that the dlsUlct had a lot 
of credibility in Uie community," 
Lippe said. 

It was then that Lippe learned Uiat 
the foundaUon actually buil t bridges. 

not walls, between the school dlsUlct 
and the community. 

"It gives community and business 
leaders an opporttmlty to become In­
volved In the schools," he said. "The 
foundaUon allowed business and 
community leaders the opportunity 
to come Into a supportive role. And 
even If Uie funds that were raised 
were Umlled, people became suppor­
ters of Uie d l s U l c t rather than 
criUcs." 

l ippe said memberslllp request 
forms for residents interested in sit-
Ung on the board of directors are 
available at each of Uie school build­
ings and at Uie admlnlsU-aUon office, 
25345 Tail Road. A form Is also In­
cluded in this edlUon of The Noui 
News. 

The superintendent said the dls­
Ulct is looking to seat anywhere from 
five to 15 members on the board. 
Memh)ershlp forms are due back to 
foundation President John Balagna 
by Feb. 7. 

According to Uie bylaws o f Uie 
Novl EducaUonal FoundaUon, new 
members will j o i n Uppe and Byers on 
Uie board of directors. No other acUve 
member of Uie board ofeducaUon will 
t>e seated on U1e director's board. A 
chairman, secretary. U s u r e r and 
vice-chairman wiU oversee the board 
of directors as officers. 

The foundaUon meets monUily 
and sponsors fundraisers Uirough-
out U1e school year.

To CcraJd and I>aura Ashcr. the 
public path near their new Walden 
Woods home has been a little too 
public. 

It's been iised as a runway forvan-
dallsnj. theft, arson and trespassing, 
afxordlng to a letter the Aahers sent 
to the Novi City Council, 

T h e problein with pathways is 
that they look good on paper . . . In 
reality however, they arc an invasion 
of privacy and a safety threat to resi­
dents living nearhy," the couple 
Wrote. 

Gerald Asher presefited the coun­
ci l with a petition from his neighbors, 
backing his request to remove the 
path. 

The couricU. convinced, agreed 
Monday to revise the condomifUum 
development's site plan and pul l out 
a proposed eight-foot asphalt path 
running from Grecnvlcw Drive in the 
ndghtwrlng Simmofvs Orchard sub­
division to Walden Drive in Walden 
Woods. The not-yet-completed deve­
lopment is south of Eleven Mile Uxtad, 
west of Taft Road. 

To sof11e council members, the 
couple's plight brought Into sharper 
focus the need foraclty ordinance re-
qiiirlng full disclosure to potential 
home buyers of amenities such as 
t r a i l s p l a n n e d for a n e w 
development. 

"I wajit a clear, strong responsibil­
ity on all of us for strong disclosure 
and the amenities in place l^forc any 
one walks Into a real ratate offlce," 
Mayor Kathleen McLallen said. 

A second path in the subdivision, 
part of the N a t u i ^ Resources Design 
Plan, has already been eliminated by 
the plan11irig commission. 

To C o u n c i l Member Rober t 
Schflild. the Asher's dilenuTia Illus­
trate' what he finds wrong with the 
dty'B ilature trail program, 

"If tills letter doesn't convince 
members of the city cotincU that the 
whole trail system ought to be put to 
rest. I don't know what will ," Schmld 
said. 

The Ashers said they bought thefr 
honie in Febnlaiy 1993, paying a 
$20,000 premium lo back up to the 
woods. The clcaririg In the woods for 
the trail was not Visible at the time, 
they said, and later they were told by 
the builder it was a water and sewer 
easement. 

During the summer, they wrote in 
thefr letter, children from Simmons 
Orchard and Roma Ridge swiped 
boards from the Walden Woods con-
strucUon site and built tree forts and 
bike ramps along the trail. Three fires 
were set on the tr«ill and firecrackers 
were common. 

At a home under construction not 
far frofn theirs. Vandals Ignited three 
fires. The thinJ time, the Ashers 
caught an 11-year-old alleged arson­
ist who told Novl police kids from 
Roma Ridge and Simmons Orchard 
set the house Ifres, the Ashers wrote 
January 3. 

Things got more personal once the 
Ashers had their sod and landscap­
ing Installed, Children and adults 
veered off the path to use thefr yard, 
biking through the landscaping aIid 
wiping mud on the lawn, 

"Many residents within Walden 
Woods asked us lo delete it because 
of their concern for privacy within 
thefr common lands," developer Ray 
Cousineau told the council. 

He has agreed to reforest the 
muddy pathway. 

Any trails should be in place before 
the hon1es are built, so residents 
know what to expecU Council Mem­
ber Rob Mltzel suggested, 

"We have to be careful of always

"This is a tempest in a teapot," he 
said twice dur ing his anlnlated 
speech about the commission's reac-

tloil to the baskets. "I think we can aU 
lnake our own Judgnlenls." 

Watson told 13onaventura that Lhe 
City Council has established a code 
of conduct for elected oIUclals that Is 
applicable to commlsslonel^s a n d 
other appointed city board members. 

But the code is very broad and 
lacks a disclosure fomi or statement, 
Bonaventura said. 

The comlnlssioner asked the at-

lomej' if planners could have a sepa-
iTtte disclosure '̂ .ode xiTltten ejxplictly 
for themasvolliiiteers or appointees. 
A conlmlssion's Version of U1e code 
would require planners to disclose lo 
Lhe public any gifts they received val­
ued at $5 or more. Bonaventura 
suggested, 

"I think it (disclosure) is up front 
and above board," Bonaventura said 
Friday. 

Watsoil and the rest of the com­
mission seejned to disregal-d the 
neetl for a second policy at tile Wed-
nesflay meeting. 

T h i s whole tiling has Just been 
blown way out o f proportion," Taub 
said. "During my election for the city 
council last year. I got a check from a 
developer who later came before the 
commission and 1 voted against his 
project.

T h i s a m o u n t s to a n average i n ­
crease o f o n e h o u r p e r d a y , ach ievab le b y 
e i ther i n c r e a s i n g the n u m b e r o f h o u r s i n 
the s c h o o l d a y o r b y e x t e n d i n g the n u m ­
ber o f d a y s i n the s c h o o l y e a r . I n d i v i d u a l 
s c h o o l d i s t r i c t s have t h e i r cho ice . 

When I was a k id . SLunmers 
Were U^mendous. I reme1nl>er 
long, hot. dusty days spent on 
the baUHeld behind die local 
elementary school. I played hl 
leagues from tee-ball to fast-
pitch hardball , but we didn't 
have to wait for an offlclal game 
to get out on the diamond. If We 
could find enough kids In die 
neighborhood, we'd play a pick­
up game. A n d If we couldn't. 
We'd practice hitUng. catchli lg 
or turning double plays. 

Otherdays were spent exploring Uie fields, swamps and 
Woods at the end of my sUieet. The woods stretched for 
miles, but over the years, my boyhood chums and I got to 
know every square Inch of that land. 

Then there were the days spent exploring Ule city on our 
bikes. Whole days were t ^ e n up peddling about town. We 
went everywhere. It seemed like we knew every street and 
sidewalk for mUes around. Years later, as an adult. I went 
back to my hometown to visit some of the places I'd discov­
ered on my rides. I couldn't find most of them. But I'd 
foimd them once . . . on carefi-ee summer Vacation days. 

Needless, to say, Uley were among the best times of my 
life . . . rivaled oioly by Ule sununer days 1 have recenUy 
spent watching my own kids romp on Ule beach or play In 
the park In a s imilar ly carefree fashion. One day, they'll be­
come a UlUe more Independent, and then Uiey'll be off to 
explore the wor ld on thefr own. I won't get to watch, but I'll 
know Uiey wi l l be having the time of their lives. 

I wouldn't thllnk of taking Uiat away torn them. Bu t I 
w o n y that others are. 

Arnong those talking about refomiing educaUon, the 

klea of extending the school year is a popular subject. 
When the state Legislature recenUy piissed Its so-called 
"reform" of schcxil flnanclrlg, it called for phasing l n a lon­
ger school year. The extension Is pretty moderate, but 
others are calling for even longer years. 

Dr . Wlllard Daggett, for Instance, said In his presenta­
tion to NoVl and Northville teachers recently that American 

schools are going to have to extend their school years If 
they are going to Include al l the things In Uieir cur r iculums 
that are being added these days. 

Daggett pointed out that back fri the '50s — about Ule 
Ume I started experiencing those carefree summers — 
America's 180-day school year , with 514 -hour days, was 
the longest school year on the planet. Today. American 
schools are s t i l l operating o n a 180-day schedule, but II 
has become the shortest school year i n Ule industrialized 
world. 

Europea11 schools Will move to a 240-day school year in 
1996, he said. Japan adopted a 243-day school year in 
1992. Ge rman students now attend school 2 5 0 days a 
year, whUe those In " • • n go to classes 255 days a year. 
Heck, the averag- A;: •• ..; ri worker spends only 250 days 
a year o n the ]r-

Korea sets the i tcort i . keeping kids in class 2 7 0 days a 
year, 10 hours per day. A n d a l l that time Is spen t s tr ict ly on 
academics, no aUlleUcs. no social programs. 

Daggett is calling for a n u m b e r of reforms that make 
sense, s u c h as changing the cu r r i cu lum to get rid of Engl ­
ish, algebra and science courses in favor of integrated 
reading, applied mathemaUcs, and applied science prog­
rams. B u t If American schools are going to provide football 
and basketball programs, teach health and sex educaUon, 
and sUll get students ready for l iving and holding a Job in a 
technologlcaUy-rich, electronically-sophlsUcated world, 
Ule education s\^tem is going to need more time w i t h the 
students. Daggett argued. 

I find i t ha rd to disagree. Yes, I recognize more class­
room Ume probably Is needed. I also recognize that the ma­
jor obstacle to a longer school year isn't a quesUon of how 
much t ime off the kids should have. It is more a matter of 
how m u c h t ime the teachers' union demands off. 

Nonetheless. I Ullnk c l i i ld ren should have time to be 
children. Sl11nmers are a part of that. They are Very m u c h a 
part of what makes growing up in America such a great 
experience. 

Do s u m m e r s really need to be Ulree months long? 
Maybe not, bu t I'll tell you tins, two weeks isn't nearly 
enough time. 

Those aren't wasted days. J u s t ask any k i d .

D o y o u really think Uiat we find pleasure 
In wriUng c i lUcal editorials that lambaste some of the 
same people we endorsed Just months before to take 
office? 

I d o n t think SO. 
So many Umes we have been accused of having over­

active i m ^ l n a t l o i i s b y the same people who Ui lnk we 
spend a whole lot Of Ume stalking pollUclans and rifling 
through heaps of d i r ty l aund iy looking for some smal l .

IVe seen how 
y o u react to publ ic pressure a n d how y o u respond when 
ou r newspapers tu rn up the heat. 

SomeUmes you're professional i n your response to otlr 
coverage. Other times, you resort to name calling a n d w i n d 
up drawing lines i n the sand. 

Your reacUon Is imderstandable. but not ahvaysjustifl-
able or professional. That's w h e n times get tough. 'And it 
gets harder a n d harder to live between Uiese ears. 

We don't wan t to be adversaries and we recognize that 
we can't alwajrs be allies w i t h local pobUclans. 

But y o u have to recognize Uiat we a l l have Jobs to do. 
.And Uiat It's O K to agree to disagree. 

I'd liked to see u s b m y Uie hatchet and start the New 
Year off o n the right foot. Let's w o r k together to get infor-
maUon to the readers. 

You do jrour Jobs, we'll do ours. 
.And w h e n we clash, let's be professional and agree to 

disagree.

That's more than y o u can say 
about a lot of pollUclans who went as far as C a r l 
did. 

And his departure from the race speaks vol ­
umes about what has become of o u r political 
system. 

First, the corrosive InfestaUon of big money. 
To mount campaigns for nomlnaUon and 

elecUon to Uie U . S . Senate In a big state like M i ­
chigan, youVe got to figure on ra i s ing some­
thing like $6 inl l l ion. 

Here's what Ulat means i n pracUcal terms. If 
you start two years in advance, y o u have to 
raise $57,692.30 each and every week to reach 

Ule $6 million goal. Try It; It Isn't easy. 
C a r l tried. But he told me over the weekend: 

"As I got moie and more Invohred frl Ule race. I 
found I had to spend so m u c h of my Ume a s k i n g 
for money, and Very lltUe time d iscuss ing the 
substantive issues." 

Not orny Uiat, bu t Uie reality of today's poUU-
cal gh'lng Is Uiat a candidate has to travel ar­
ound the country suck ing up to the special i n ­
terest groups and the pollUcal acUon commJt-
tees. "I obselVed that legislators were travelling 
the counUy to raise mill ions of dollars for thefr 
races. Raising money al l over the coimtry is not 
my way of representing the people of Michigan ." 

How many times do amblUous pollUclans 
have to sell their solUs to the devil l n quest of the 
money to nan? I don't know and you don't Jolow 
exactty, but the majority of Ule American publ ic 
who \1ew the poliUcal system w l U l distaste and 
cynicism has good grounds for suspicion. 

Second, Ule vital Importance of early media 
coverage Uiat dubs a cajidldate as either a front 
runner or somehow exciting. 

If only because he's not particularly char is­
matic and certainly not a candidate for a ce nter-
fold i n Mayglrl C a r l got hu r t by Uie media . BUl 
BaUenger, In his Inside Michigan Politics news­
letter, called h im "a garrulous fnimp." H u g l l 
McDlann ld . In Ule DetroU Free Press, ended his 
column on Carl wi th a "zzzzz." 

That's too bad because Car l doesn't deserve 
the rap. He's bright as blazes, so m u c h so that 
he was the auUior of one of the on ly plans to cut 
the federal deficit that had any chance of 
succeeding. 

.And he has his values In Uie right place: he 
came home every weekend to Uve Ule life of an 
ordinary citizen who happens to he part of the 
PollUcal system. "Most congressmen live year-
round i n Washington and return for a lun-
dralser o r ribbon-cutting ceremony. This sys­
tem is wrong," Car l said. 

A n d because the system is the way It Is. those 
who want to vote In the Republican primary wi l l 
be denied the chance to vote for a candidate 
wi th strong credenUals and a sol id backgroimd 
of public service. That's too bad — for Ftepubll-
cans. for Michigan voters and for our coimtry. 

When wil l we ever l e am that o u r pollUcal sys­
tem Is so tainted that It threatens to destroy 
both the ofllceholders who peristently refuse to 
reform It and. In the bargain, the co imUy which 
needs good governing and gets money grabbers 
for cover boys?

Bi l l and Ellen Cornelius hadn't planned on finding themselVes In Rus­
sia a week before Thanksgiving. 

B u i there they were, on a Monday niomlng, sitting In the U.S . Emhiassy 
In Moscow. They, as Well as several other Amerlfan citizens, were tselng 
briefed about the Russian children they Were alxDUt to adopt. 

•^Ve needed the paperwork lo prove the child was an orphan, documen­
tation of what happened to the mother and father and make sure the child 
had not been Visited," EUen explained of the briefing. 

The Northville couple made the international trek only months after 
signing up with the Americans for International Aide and Adoption Agency 
In Birmingham. 

The Corneliuses, who have two biological sons, have always wanted a 
daughter. -So, EUen -started flipping through the Yellow Pages one day and 
started calling adoption agencies. 

"One thing Just led to another." she said. 
Elleii and Bi l l knew they didn't want an American baby because they 

would be coilsldered low priority. 
"We didn't want to Walt a long time," said B i l l . 42. 
This was one of Uie first Russian adoptions handled by the Birmingham 

agency, Ellen said. The fli^t was for a couple In Plymouth Township. Adop-
Uons thnDugh Korea. South America and India are also relatively new for 
the agency, she added. 

The Cornelius family made the ini t ial call to the adoption agency In 
July. 

"J Just want to let people know how quick it happened and how easy it 
was for us and how many children are left In the orphanage." Ellen said. "If 
we can turnjust one family onto oior experience, 1 would have achieved our 
goal." 

After the Monday morning briefing, the Corneliuses had a couple hours 
to kill before catching ihe 4 p.m. train to Pescov near the AStonia border. 

Sharing the ride on the "rickety old train" were a 40-year-old Sln^e wo­
man from St. C la i r Shores, who was also adopting a child, and her sister, 
and three women from the adoption agency. 

The people working for the adoption agency were top-knotch, according 
to the Cximeliuses. 

"In their professio11s, if they worked In this country, they would make 
top dollar," Bi l l said. "There, the best they can do is work for an adoption 
a^ncy." 

When they got to the orphanage the next mon1l1ig, the scene was some­
thing out of a Charles Dlcke11s novel. Ellen said. 

"It was really cold there." Bill said. 'It was 6 a.m„ pitch black and 5 (de­
grees) below zero. 

"It was freezing i n the ofllce. They had this little wood burnl11g stove. The 
wood burfllng stove was like two garbage cai1s stuck together." 

A little old m a n entered the attic office to dump wood into the 'stove" of 
the 2% story orphanage. The dwelling housed about 20 children. 

"I don't think It was a typical orphanage," Ellen said, adding that most of 
the country's orphaiiages were described as more Institutional, 

T h i s was more of a hospital setting," she continued. "This was a shock. 
It was not a platx to visit." 

The Corneliuses were among the first Americans to adopt a child from 
the Poskov region. Coi1sequently, the America11s were required to bring 
charitable aid for the orphanage. They brought wi th them medicine and 
two 5-foot duffel bags filled wi th clothing. 

Most of the $15,000 cost of the adoption, which is based on Income, 
went to the orphanage while the rest paid the salaries of the adoption ofB-
clals and social worker. 

T h e agency prepared us and told us not to speak. . . to dress in drab 
colors, wear no Jeweliy and hardly any makeup," Ellen said. 

Ellen explained thatthe Russians have mixed feelings aboutAmerlcans 
adopting their native children. Terrible rumors about .Amerlcajls uslng 
the children as slaves or for thefr tiody organs have circulated throughout 
the countiy.

Fortunately, the Corneliuses cri-
tx)untcml none of that ment.illty. 

"I'tople were very positive about 
What We were dohig." she said. 

That is, until it was Ume lo get 
passports for the adopted children to 
leave the country. BUI cxpUilned that 
the Communists have control in 
granting the passports alld arc very 
anU-adoption when It comes to 
Americans. 

At this point, Bil l and Ellen l iad 
been up all night and were tired, yet 
excited, about having their new 
daughter. 2-year-old Alison, in their 
arms. 

While the newly adoptifig parents 
Walled In the hallway, they could 
hear a Wofnan screaming at adopUon 
ofllcials. She wasn't happy that the 
kids had left the orphanage before 
passports were granted. 

"She told people she didn't beUevc 
m IntemaUonal adopUons in the first 
place." Bil l recalled. 

T\vo hours later, after watching 
the parents Interact with their i lew 
soils and daugllters, the woman 
changed her position. 

"She said she was sony and could 
see how much We wcie In love," El len 
said. 

A l i s o n , who's real name Is 
Nadczhda Ivajiovna KoIikova. Was 
called Nadla at the orphanage. 
Within 24 hours, she Was responding 
to her new na111e. 

"We decided to keep Nadezhda as 
her middle name." Ellen said. 

In the short time she's tieen at her 
new home, she has learned to say 
"Moninla ," "Dad* and "hi." H e r 
brothers. Matthew and Michael are 
alTccUonately referred to collecUvely 
as Michael. She can also show f)cople 
where her ears and nose are. 

"She's Just like a typical 2-year-old 
anyone Would know." Ellen said. 
"She (picks up on tliLngs) Just like a 
sponge." 

Ellen said Alison's motor skills are 
excepUonal, probably because she 
was forced to be Independent as such 

an early a^e. Hhe can dress and feed 
herself. 

"It's alniost scary and sad," Ellen 
said. 

Tllc typical girl, Alison loves clo-
tliiilg. The Corneliuses brought her 
new clothes when they picked her up 
at tlie orphanage. She Immediately 
started undressing to try on her new 
clothes. 

'She Wasn't like a Barbie doll," E l ­
len said. "She had no clothes and no 
accessories." 

Matthew, 9, and Michael, 6. Ueat 
Alison like she's always been their 
sister. 

"Malthew is like a lltUe father to 
her," Ellen said. "Me likes lo cany her 
around." 

Froin the Ume BUI and Ellen flled 
the formal applicaUon to adopt in 
mid-August, the couple held their 
breath unU! they got the phone call. II 
came right before Halloween. 

The Corneliuses had the chance to 
view a nve-nlhlute Video of Alison be­
fore agreeing to a home study. A so­
cial worker visited the Northvilie cou­
ple's Edenderry home ihree Umes, in-
terWewlrlg the family for an hour and 
a half each time. 

It was In Ihe last Interview Uiat E l ­
len discovered she Would be eUglblc 
lo adopt Alison. 

"I couldn't even talk In the last in-
terWew," Ellen said, adfnitUng she 
Was choked up by tears. 

Ihe agency makes the best at­
tempt at inalchlng the child With the 
family. Ellen sale she thought about 
that afler Ule social Worker left. 

"The Whole i11ght, I freaked out," 
she said. "What do I know about tl11s 
kid?" 

About the only thing EUen did 
know for sure was that Alison was 
bom In the bathroom of a train. 

"Ihe moUlcr got off U1e ncjd train 
and Went into a maternity hospital," 
Ellen said. "She left her (Alison) the 
next day. She gave up aU her rights." 

It is beUevetl the mother lives ab­
out 400 miles northwest of Russia. 

Ellen said she thought Alison was 
adorable when she first saw her at 

the orphanage. Quite honesUy, B i l l 
Wasn't sure what to thiilk. 

"She looked sullen and sad." he 
said. "She was lifeless. She didn't 
smile. I thought she was Uauma-
Uzed. HonesUy. When We Were In the 
orphanage, I thought We Would have 
to send h e r two years to a 
psychologist.' 

In two days, though, lltUe Alison 
was smiling. In two weeks, she Was 
singing. 

The 2-year-old gained 2'/i pounds 
in two weeks. 

'She eats enough for six people," 
said BUI, noU11g U1at U1e litUe girl Was 
llteraUy starving to death. 

"She doesn't know Wllat it mea11s 
to be fiiU." EUen added. "She's like a 
mother's dream - - she eats all her 
Vegetables." 

Alison appears to be overcoming 
her fears, too. She seemed apprehen­
sive of men. Ellen said U1e only man 
they saw in the orphanage was the 
litUe old man carrying the sUcks of 
wood for Ule fire. 

"She was scared of the bath, too." 
EUen said. "When she looked at Uie 
bathtub she started screaming." 

The reason was because at Uie or­
phanage Alison only had cold baUis 
because of the lack of hot water. 

BUI, a salesman for Midwest 
Stamping, and EUen, PTA president 
at Silver Springs Elemcnta1y, Will cn-
coiBrage .Alison to maintain her Rus­
sian heritage. The family plans lo ob­
serve Russian holidays. 

Alison, however. Isn't the first 
Russian in Uie femily. Ellen's grand-
mother came to America from Russia 
when she was 2 years old. 

"This Was a real cmoUonal tl1ing 
for Grandma," Ellen said, explaining 
U1at they visited her fan1Uy while on a 
layover in New York's J F K Airport on 
Uie trip back. 

Ellen admitted the (amily was tak­
ing a chance by adopUng a child. But 
it was a chance worth taklfig. 

"It's a risk.* she said. "It's a risk 
when you have your own. You just 
love (the chUd) and do your best."

NurtriUonal food values on labels 
WUl soon be easier to understand, 
Ulanks to Ule mandatory food label­
ing regulaUoils finalized last year. 
For the first Ume, labels wUl have 
consistent, scienUilcally based data 
for nearly aU processed foods. 

SclenUflc reports conUnually re­
mind us of the relaUonship of our 
diets to our healUl and WeU-belng. 
Consumers have been at Ule l i l eny of 
food companies disclosing Ule truth 
about Ule nufrlUonal quaUUes of 
Ulelr products. Labeling has been 
collftlslng at best and mlsleadlrlg o r 
decepUve at worst The regulaUons 
call for better InfonnaUon abaut Ule 
nutrlUonal values of foods and con-
sUtute Ule most extensive food label­
ing reform ever. 

AlUlough labels currently provide 
InformaUon about Ule percentage of 
vitamins and minerals food contri­
butes to Ule anloimt a person should 

eat daify, they don't Indicate the cor-
respendlilg amount of fat and choles­
terol. The new food label wi l l do t l lat 

Among the key changes taking 
place are: 

Uniform nutriUon labeUng wlU 
be required on almost aU paclraged 
foods with few exceptlolls. This wUl 
affect some 400.000 products. 

A l l food packages, Includlilg 
meats, wUl have to show Ule total fat 
they contain as weU as Ule saturated 
fat and calories derived from fat. 

Companies must also give In­
formaUon on cholesterol, total car-
boltydrate, sugar, dietary fiber, so­
dium and protein, aillorlg other re­
q u i r e m e n t s . T h i s n u t r i t i o n a l 
InformaUon Is vital for reducing the 
risk of heart disease and cancer. 

Uillform defiillUons for nine de­
scriptive terms such as l ight low fat 
and high fiber wUl eilsure consistent 
standards for the products o n which 
they appear. For example, a product 
labeled low fat wi l l have to contain 
fewer than 3 grams offat per serving. 

A product labeled high, such as high 
fiber, wUl need to contain at least 20 
percent of the Reference Dally Intake 
(RDI) or Daily Reference Value (DRV) 
per reference amount 

Claims concer1ilng relaUon-
shlps between a nutrient or a food 
anfi the r isk of a disease or health-
related condlUon wUl be allowed on 
food laljels. For example, labels wUl 
be able to menUon calcium's U1lk to 
preventlilg osteoporosis, fiber's Unk 
to preventing heart disease and 
cancer, fat's link to heart disease and 
cancer, and sodium's l ink to hyper­
tension. Certain lesser claims wUl be 
aUowed for some vitamins such as A 
and C, and their link to reducing Ule 
risk of certain types of cancer. 

Standardized serving sizes for 
139 food categories have been estab­
lished and wlU make nutriUonal com-
parlsoi1s of similar products easier. 

Most of the new F D A regulatlo11s 
become effecUve May 8, 1994, a l ­
though new labels began appearing 
in mid-1993. 

The new labeling format and legls-
laUon accompanying It are l e n ^ y 
and difficult to understand. Con­
sumers will no doubt be confused at 
first. The goveniment Is planning a 
naUonwlde campaign to acquaint 
consumers wlUl the new label. In 
time the new label format wUl help 
consumers better understand not 
o1lly What they are eating, but also 
how Ulat food fits into their overaU 
die t

TheJbUowing article Is fiom the Ja­
nuary Michigan High School Athletic 
Assoc1atk}n Bulletin. It covers prop­
osed swimmii^ swisnming and diving 
rule changes. 

Concerned about Injuiy to stu­
dents who use starting platfortiis in 
unsupervised and unintended ways, 
and in an attempt to reduce liability 
exposure for schools, the Mlci i lgan 
High School AthleUc AssoclaUon 
Itepresentatlve Council took the fol-
l o \ ^ acUon at its meeting Nov. 10, 
1993: 

1. To recommend agai11st use of 
the "pike" or "scoop" start and urge 
again that the technique not be 
taught or utilized at any ll11ie. lnclud-
ing practice. 

2. To recom11iend that school dis­
tricts prohibit the use ofstartlng plat­
forms of any height forstarts in water 
shallower than 5 feet (conformance 
with Department of Health piioposals 
may require 6 feet, 7 Inches). 

3. To 1Tecom111end that school i i l s -
tricts require In-watcr starts i n any 
pool where the starting end depth is 
less than 5 feet (confonmance with 
I>partment of Health proposals 111ay 
require 6 feet, 7 inches). 

4. To recommend that starting 
platforms be removed, covered or 
otheiWise rendered unusable for en­
try into water of any depth when 
there are no experienced adults to 
supervise the proper use of the 
platforms. 

5. Consistent With these recoiri-
mendaUons (speclflcaliy No. 3), to re­
quire In-water starts for the Upper 
Peninsular Boys and Girls Swim­
ming and Diving Championships 
Feb. 12, 1994 at Northern Michigan 
University where the water depth at 
the starting end of the pool is 4 feet 
The M H S A A is Investigating the aVall-
abUlty of a n alternative facility for the 
U.P. Champlo11shlps which woi1ld be 
consistent With the above recom-
mendatioi1s, but has foimd none 
with 01e deck space or spectator sea­
t ing n e c e s s a r y for the U . P . 
Chmnpionshlps. 

These acUons are based on know-
ledge of decisions by other organiza-
tl(M18 whlch make l t ImpracUcal to 

continue to accept without modiflca-
tlon the standards promulgated t>y 
the NaUonal FederaUon of Slate High 
School Asscciations. 

A t least two state high school asso-
claUons and the YMCA/YWCA's na­
tionwide are requiring In-water 
starts in pools less than 5 feet deep at 
the starting end. A bill has been in­
troduced in the Michigan I>egtslature 
to require at least 5 feet of water for a 
start fixim a platform, regardless of 
the height of the platform. The M i c l i l -
gan Depart111ent of Public Health is 
seeki11g a sponsor for a bi l l tl1at 
would require 2 meters of water 
dqjth for a start usirig a p la t fo im 

The NaUonal FederaUon, the 
NCAA and U.S . Swim allow platforms 
up to 30 inches high In pools with 
depths of 4 feet or more at the start­
ing end. The international governing 
I x ^ y for swlmmlng (FINA) prescribes 
a 6-foot pool depth and 30-lnch high 
starting platforms. Therefore, we do 
not believe that con^ietltlve swim­
mers are put at risk hy the proper use 
of either 18-inch starting platforms 
or 3 feet, 6 Inches or more of water i n 
the startI11g end or 30-lnch starting 
platforms in 4 feet or more of water In 
the starting end, both as allowed by 
the NaUonal FederaUon. 

However, when swimmers use Ule 
"pike* or "scoop" start or use the plat­
form in other Inappropriate ways, 
th«fy increase risk of injury, regard­
less of pool depth and platform 
height 

The Michigan High School AthleUc 
AssoclaUon has no authority to con­
trol the condlUons of member 
schools' swi11iml11g pracUces (except 
the starU11g date); and its authorlfy 
for the condiUons of regular season 
compeUUon Is 11111Ited to establlsl1ing 
the earliest date and maxlmiim num­
ber of meets, and to requlri11g use of 
Na t iona l FederaUon rules a n d 
M H S A A registered oilicials. 

Therefore, the Representative 
Council's recommendaUons, wl11ch 
exceed NaUonal FederaUon stan­
dards, are not bindl11g on schools for 
practices or regular season compeU­
Uon. However, MHSAA Final Meets 
w i l l c o n f o r m to t h e s e 
recommendaUo11s.

Real estate reprcsenlallves who 
sell the most property and inake 
the most money have .some clearly 
deI'Liied ronmloIl characteristics. 

Being aware of tile needed char 
acteristlrs to Ix- successful In real 
estate .sale.s wi l l ei lcourage and 
motivate some sales leps. A n d it 
wi l l probably discourage others 
and hasten the i r e.Nlt Ironl the 
business. About threc-fouI'ths of 
sales representatives leave the 
business within their fiisl ye;ir. 

It's Important for consumers to 
know these characteristics. Those 
top producers are the brokers and 
Sc'iles a.ssociates who ;ire most like­
ly to perform effectively in m.-irket-
Ing a home or other real property. 

One key practice of successful 
Sides reps Is a willingness to put in 
50 to 60 hours a week, many of 
which are on evenings and week­
end. 

Ano the r c o m m o n trait i s the 
ab i l i ty to s t ra teg ica l ly organize 
working t ime. A sales rep often 
cu l t iva tes h i s " soc i a l f a r m " or 
sphere of Influence. This s in lp ly 
means he makes contacts in faillil-
iar areas—vVhere he is known by 
Influential people — and where 
those con tac t s might l ead to a 

property sale or lisUIlg. 
Top producers are oilen particu­

larly effective In contacting ownei-s 
offei-ing their properties "for sale 
by owner" (no broker) and those 
who oTOi properties tiiat were list­
ed wi!h another broker firm but 
;u-e expired. They have developed a 
t echn ique for conver t ing these 
property owners to new cl ients , 
listing their properties. 

These "success characteristics" 
were identified by J o h n Dennis , 
owner of a large Century 21 fian-
c h i s e d office. The same po in t s 
were expressed by IVilchael Abel-
son, president of Abelson & Co., a 
Texas-based real estate research 
f i rm that recent ly c o n c l u d e d a 
national study on this subject. 

"Many people who consider sell-
lIlg real estate seem to think It's an 
o r d e r - t a k i n g bus iness . " b roker 
John Dennis said. T h e y think It's 
Just a matter of greeting someone 
at the ofllce door or answering the 
phone and ma tch ing them to a 
desired type of property. There's a 
lot more to It than that." 

Dennis believes i n s t rong and 
consistent education, and it seems 
to pay off. The average sales asso­
ciate in his office makes about

hen Old Man Winter 
sends the mercury 
plunging, even the 

, slightest crack In the 
floor or wall can 

make for the biggest plumbing 
nightmare. 

To prevent Water pipes from 
freezing, therefore, there are a 
handful of preVentlve mea­
sures Which homeowners can 

follow, including plugging 
holes and weatherproofing 
pipes. 

Normally, most modern 
wooden homes In Which people 
live day i n and day out aren't 
in danger of experiencing 
frozen pipes. That's because 
the Water suppfy system often 
traverses between the base­
ment and main floor, where 
lack of heat is generally not a 
problem. However, with older 
homes and especially mobile 

homes, pipes are often 
exposed to the elements and 
when the temperatures drop to 
sub-freezing levels for a few 
days at a time, the water pipes 
are left Vulnerable. 

Dave Lyberg, who owns Bell 
Plumbing Supply & Home 
Center in Brighton, said the 
owners of older homes or 
mobile homes can take steps 
to prevent their pipes from 
icing up and possibly even

"Hlere is a myth that associates 

do not have to work long iioiirs to 
e a rn lots o f money i n the real 
estate b u s i n e s s . ' s a i d M i c h a e l 
Abelson, president of Abelson & 
Co. "We (lo a disservice to tlie real 
estate business by letting people 
t]11nk it's easy to make money sell­
ing real estate." 

However, he noted, sales associ­
ates fllaking more than $90,000 
per year e a r n over three tiines 
what the $15,000 to $30,000 asso­
c ia tes make , but o n l y work 11 
additional hours to earn it. Obvi­
o u s l y , they must be w o r k i n g 
smarter. 

"Most of the sales associates 
who earn over $90,000 annually 
report, spendi.ng at least 60 percent 
of their time and energies on ILst-

i n g proper t ies , " A b e l s o n s a i d , 
T l i o s e earning less than $30,000 
sjx'nd ;ui average of 45 to 48 jier-
cent of their IJnie on listing aclivi-
tics." 

Most top producers don't spend 
all tfleir tinlc listing properties, but 
they do focus most of their time in 
this area. This is effective because 
listing properties for sale gives the 
associate tlie opportunity to dele­
gate sales work to other associ­
ates—those in his own office or 
through his area multiple listing 
service.

breaking. 
"In tllese trailer homes, especially, you've got to get 

undernc.ath (the trailer) and plug any places where air 
might be coming i n . " Lyberg said. Tha t ' s Where the 
pijles are. below the flooring. Wind can get through 
even ; i hairline crack and if the temperature's cold 
enough, the pipes wUl freeze." 

Mobile homes often have skirts which run around 
the outside of the stnictures. While d1e skii ts block 
much fjf tlie wind, often times there are cracks which 
let some air through. To fuld and seal tliose cracks, 
Lyberg recommends the trailer owner to go beneath 
the home (luring the daytime and caulk any places 
where daylight can be seen, 

"Doing that will not only save your pipes, but it'll do 
wonders for keeping the trailer warmer," Lyberg 
added. "Yoii'd be amazed at how much heat people 

lose in their floois because of a few holes left here and 
there." 

Of course, even i f there are cracks in the walls or 
flooring, pipes won't freeze unless the air is cold 
enough, Lyberg said i f temperatures are in the single 
digits for a few days at a time, Ulat's when the prob­
lem usually occurs, 

"When we had that cold spell (in mid-December), we 
started getting calls about people's pipes freezing a 
few days after It started," Lyberg said. "Tllat's why 
people should try a i ld seal off aily cracks before 
weather like that hits." 

Plugging air holes, of course, can be tinie-coflslim-
ing and sometimes even difficult if tliere are a lot of 
cracks, especially i n the walls of some older homes. 
To be really sure pipes stay warm, then, the best bet 
Is to wrap pipes in heating tape and insulation. 

Heating tape is a protective tape which is coiled 
around pipes and t l ien plugged iiito an electrical out­

let. After that, the pipes should be wrapfied in insula­
tion for added warmth and then covered by a j)lastic 
wrap to prevent moisture from penetrating. 

"I'ou can't just put the heat tape on arid leave it," 
Lyberg said. That ' s not enough. The tape won't work 
unless the insulation is placed over it." 

There are basically two ty])es of heating tape: self 
regiilating and tliermostat-controlled. The sclf-regii-
lating brand actually reacts to temperature changes 
in the pipe and will heat up where there are points of 
e.xtrenie coldness. The thermostat-controlled brand, 
meanwhile, i'eatures a thermostat which is placed 
outside the home. When the weatlier is cold enough, 
then, the tape will heat up. 

"With the thermostat-controlled heat tape, yon have 
to be sure yoii put the thermostat outside," Lyberg 
said. "Otherwise, if it's inside, it won't work. The ther­
mostat won't trigger." 

Lyberg said in tlie event tJiat a homeowner does 

ever have frozen pi])es. the safest treatnient for curing 
Ihe eoildition is to blow a hairdryer direcUy on the 
pi[)es. 

"it ckiesn't take a whole lot of tiine wi th a hairdryer," 
he sai(l. "and it's a lot safer than a blow-torch. 
Usually, once the water gets jiist a little heated, it'll 
start flowiiig again." 

One of Lyberg's other precaiitionary measures is 
(lirected at j)eople who are going out o f town for a 
week or more. Regardless of the type of home, Lyberg 
recomiiieiids that all traveling homeowners shut off 
their water siii)])ly before they leave, l-le said it's good 
to do that not only i n the winter time, but in any sea­
son. 

"It's better to be safe than sorry," he said. "You 
never know what coultl happen when you're away 
from hoine."

where your violets flowered a l l summer 
long may not provide enough light to keep 
them flowering. To flower. Violets need 
bright, reflected light all day or full morn­
ing sun two to fiVe hours dally, (Just like 
us, be watchful — too m u c h s u n c a n 
cause sunburn,) 

If y o u can' t moVe y o u r V i o l e t to a 
brighter location, add artificial light. Cool 
white fluorescent lights are the most eco­
nomical and work we11 as long as they are 
no farther Uian 18 inches from the plant. 
Special plant-growing fluorescent lamps 
and a Variety of decorative incandescent 
spotlights can supplement na tura l day­
light to boost your bashful violets back 
into bloom. 

Lukewarm water should always be used 
When wa te r ing , because c o l d Water 
dropped on all fuzzy-Ieaf-type plants caus­
es ugly spots on the leaves. 

S . HOW can I e x t e n d the l ife o f my 
fioWerlng potted p lan ts? 

.A. Many beautihIl flowering plants such 
as cyclamen, hydrangea, azalea, cineraria 
and calceolaria (also known as pocketbook 
plant) wi l l not reflower Indoors on their 
own. However, you c a n extend their bloom 
time by turning the light up and heat 
down. 

These plants prefer bright window loca­

tions and cool temperatures—60 F to 65 F 
in the daytime, and 55 F to 60 F at niglit. 
Moving them to a cool porch or basement 
at night can significantly extend bloom 
time. 

The popular chrysanthemum, with its 
many flower forms, does wel l i n more 
moderate temperatures, up to 75 F days 
and 70 F nights. Keep in ralncl that most 
flowering plants rest during the winter 
months (December. January and Febru­
ary) and need little or no fertilizing. 

9 . C a n I reflower potted ti1llp8? 
A. Yes. but not Indoors. Flowering bulbs, 

including tulips, hyacinths, narcissus and 
crocus, are forced to bloom out of .season 
in response to controlled environmental 
conditions in the greenhouse. To bloom 
again, they require a rest period and natu­
ral outdoor environmental conditions. 

To reflower your bulb plants, remove the 
faded blooms and Itcep the plants watered 
in a cool, bright location until the foliage 
matures and dries out. Plant the bulb out­
doors after danger of frost is past, two to 
three times deeper tlian their diameter. 

HaVe patience, they should bloom in a 
year or two du1-lng their normal spr ing 
season. 

g . Wha t can I do about mealybtigs on 
my houseplants? 

A. Mealybugs are t iny, whi t i sh -p ink , 
c rawl ing , sucking insec ts that form a 
white, cottony mass as they Inatiire. They 
are often found on the l ea f stems and 
crevices. 

Since they can quickly spread from one 
plant to infest your whole collection, you 
must isolate the affected plant, observing 
other plants fretjuently to be sure they are 
not affected. 

There are several methods of control. 
You can wash the plant gently but thor­
oughly with warm, .soapy water, or use an 
insecticide soap and then rinse with clear 
water. Dabbing the mealybugs w i t h an 
alcohol-soaked cotton swab is also effec­
tive. 

9 . How frequently 8ho111d I fe r t i l i ze 
1ny houseplants? 

A. W i t h the wide var ie ty of fer t i l izer 
types and forms oii the market, it's easy to 
get confused. But alvrays remember that 
more problems are caused by too m u c h 
fertilizer than by too little. Don't exceed 
the dosage recommended on the package. 

Fertilizer will not cure an ailing 
p lan t and could even m a k e it 
worse by burning plant roots. 

Slow-growing plants need less 
fertilizer than fast-growing ones. 
You can gauge feeding by the type 
of p l a n t and a lso by s e a s o n . 

Plants grow faster in the spring and sum­
mer when they get more light during the 
longer days. 

Fertilizer salts can bui ld up and fonri a 
crusty white residue on the soil surface, 
which may harm your plant. Wash these 
salts out of the soil by "leaching"—water­
ing the plant heavi ly a n d allowing the 
excess water and fertilizer residue to drain 
out. 

D u r i n g the win te r months , let y o u r 
plants rest, no fertilizing please! 

g . HOW firequently should I Water m y 
houseplants? 

A. As often as they need it! But how do 
you tell? 

Consu l t your garden center, florist or 
plant-care tag to determine if your plant is 
one of the watering exceptions that either 
needs to dry out between waterings or be 
kept constantly moist. The vast majority of 
houseplants need Water When the surface 
feels d i y to the touch. 

Othe r ways to gauge watering needs 

include lifting tile pot—the lighter the pot. 
the drier the soil. Insert a probe—if soil 
"crumbs" cling, the lower soU is still moist. 
Tap the pot: a hollow ring means dry soil 

Remember, plant roots need air. too. 
OverWatering is a common mistake that 
damages roots and causes yellowing and 
dropping of lower leaves. Water thorough­
ly, so water runs out the pot drainage 
holes—but empty the saucers so that your 
plants don't develop overwatering symp­
toms from sit t ing i n water for extended 
periods of tinie. l l iey're not fish! 

For some reason, people t h i n k that 
plants have to be swimming in water; they 
mus t have a day or two to dry out or 
they'll drown. Do as 1 do: Water only three 
times a week. Of course, i n the winter, 
they need even less watering.
