52-1 court
deals with
violence
at home

The long shadow domestic vio-
lence casts seems (o be shrinking
somewhat because of a new prog-
ram officials of the 52-1 District
Court and three area comumunities
began in May.

Results of that elght-month-old
experiment are so encouraging, as
a matter of fact, that Novi {s jump-
ing on the bandwagon as well.

Water’s now served up with ice

Sub-zero weather has kept the
Novi Fire Department hopping this
week — and not because of any
white-het infernos.

And the clty’s water department
has been out on a few emergency
runs of {{s own.

You don't have to be Mr. Science
to flgure out why.

“The water meters are freezing
up,” Rick White, City of Novi Water
Departmient Foremnan, said.

A waterline under Roadway Ex-
press, a freight company on Grand
River Avenue, tumed to [ce Tues-
day, leaving much less than a

trickle in the pipes.

Water meters have frozen at
three homes and in Breckenridge
Plaza shopping center this week
alone, White sald. Besides stopping
walter service, once those babies be-
gin to thaw, there's a danger of
fl

Monday, the fire department an-
swered three calls where fire
sprinkler heads had busted, in-
cluding one in city hall, Fire Chlef
Arthur Lenaghan said,

it's the cold that made them pop,
he explained,

One unruly sprinkler head
flooded a portion of Providence Hos-
pltal, Another had the Frank W.
Kerr Company on Nine Mile Road

awash. Stll another soused the
loading dock at the Novi Civic Cen-
ter, mainly pgetling some stored
trash soggy, Lenaghan says.

“A weel and a half ago, we had a
meler on a house freeze at Shadow
Pines and It did cause some flood-
ing,"” White said.

*This {s not real common. The
last time we had this was in the
mid-1980s.”

When a water line's frozen, the
customer has the optionofhaving it
dug uporhiring a plumber to steam
it with hot water. The steam Is the
usual course of action, White sald,
unless the pipe's split with the cold.

He suggests homeowners to mo-
nitor their meters to see whether
they've frozen or not — to avoid a
soggy thaw, White also advises resi-
dents to keep an eye on waler plpes
near outer walls or cothes dryer
vents and keep them insulated, es-
peclally If a cold draft is detected.

Due to the big chill, the fire de-
pariment cancelled some of its
training sesslons this week, The
chief explained he didu't want to
leave the costly vehicles standing
outside and the wind chill factor
has been such thal it seemed more
sensible to tell the patd-on-call tral-
niees to stay home — unless they're
really needed.

With no word yet from the Michi-

although only 250,000 signatures
are needed.

“It's good that people will be ableto
vote one way or another,” the retired
pathologist said, adding that he
would like to see asslsted sulcide be-
come “a bas{c right lhat can't be infr-
Inged upon.

While Kevorkian held a
press conference to outline the de-
talls of Hyde's death, he remained si-
lent after O'Keefe, who had bone
cancer, dled.

“The issue has been decided as a
matler of law by Judge Kaufman, If
the appeals court sustains Kaufman,
this case can't proceed. If they re-
verse Judge Kaufiman, this could
proceed to trial because Judge Kauf-
man's decislon would be for naught,”
Fleger sald.

“There is a struggle here on the
prosecutor’s part trying to mainlain
the validity of the statute when the
law has been declared unconsttu-
tional twice . . . They cannot go ar-
ound to different courts whenitis the
same partles to get different rulings
on the same issue.”

Rouge water tapped §

as part of cleanup

Samplings of water from the
Rouge River as it passes through Novi
are but droplets in a $500 million
project expected to pinpoint and re-
duce the sources of pollution in the
urban waterway over the next 15
years,

The Rouge River Natonal West
Weather Demonstration Project s
monitoring water quality at two sites
along the river as il courses through
the city — at Nine Mie Road, west of
of Meadowbrook Road and by Ten
Mile Road near the rallroad tracks
between Meadowbrook and Novi
road. An automatic sampling device
tracks the water quality there
cantlnously.

“The purpose s twofold. First of
all, they want to find out the condi-
tion of the water before raln event,
then alter a rain event,” said Leslle
Kusek, public relations spokesper-
son for the Wayne County Rouge
Program Oflice in Detroft.

“The project is leoking at all sour-
ces of pollulion. It could be industrial
runoff.”

The baseline sampling [n Novi be-
gan last fall and testing will continue
through 1994.

Texins frequently enter the river
durng storms or snow mells, carty-
Ing ofls, salts, fertilizers and pesti-
cides front lawns and roads into the
waters. This is considered to be the
major source of pollution of the
Rouge River, Kusek said.

A 346 million grant to Wayne
County from the U.S. Environmental
Protection Agency is underwriting
the [nitial phase of the program, with
Wayne County kicking in an addi-
tonal $! millien. A second, $82 mill-
lion grant has been won for this year,

next 15 years. The Michigan Depart-
ment of Natural Resources and the
Southeast Michigan Councll of Gov-
ernmenls are also assisting the
Program.

Today, many areas in the river are
considered unsafe for “peopie uses”
such as boaling, fishing and swim-
ming, due to pellullon.

“The Intent is to fdentify all sour-
ces of pollution golng inte the river
and then clean It up,” Kusek
explained.

Once that is accomplished. the
Rouge offlce projects that the river
could be a major source of public
recreation.

Water samplings are underway in
22 other sites, as well as Novi. The
Novi locations are key, Kusek ex-
plalned, because the headwaters of
several branches of the Rouge are lo-
cated here.

River depth, flow, lemperature
and water quality will be evaluated
via the waier sampling program, Dis-
charge polnts such as sewers and
dralnage channels will also be moni-
tered for chemical and microbiologl-
cal characteristics.

and Recreation Director Dan Davis,
DNR Director Roland Harmes sald he
approved the funding for the develop-
menl of Rotary Park and {s “optimis-
tic™ thal the state legislature will OK
his recomnendation.

The 40 contested north end acres
are owned by builder Paul Mitchell,
whie contends he can niake more mo-
ney developing the land than he ¢an
sciling it to the city.

Traffic Consultant Rod Arroyo
concurred.

“We dorrtanticipate any slgnflcant
road impact,” he sald. “Typically sc-
nlor developments ke this would
generate less traflle and trips”

Conunissioner Laura Lorenzo sald
she supported the concep!, but
wanled asstrances thatif the revon-
ing were approved ihe "project would
{ly.” She said she would support the
rezonlng lor the senlor complex but
be opposed lo amendlng the master
plan for general reglonal center dis-
tricl use.

Under the zoning ardinance, if Lthe

senlor complex project fafled to
materialize the rezoning would re-
main on the master planand another
developer could take advantage of
the revision.

Lorenzo was also the comumis-
sloner who came down the hardest
on the applicant for assuning he
could bulid on the protected wood-
lands and wetlands.

Cormunidssioner Irene Cahill was
also concerned about the wetlands
and suggested the developer reduce
the number of units as a means of
lessening the {mpact on the
wetlands.

What has Increased, MacKenzie
sald, are the number of those plead-
ing guilty to domestic viclence of-
fenses — some 92 percent of those
charged. That rise has come, he
added, desplte a 32 pereent increase
in 52-1 district court's domestic vio-
lence caseload.

“When we see cases go up a third
and the dismissal rate go down by a
third,” the judge sald, “we think we've
done something. That tells me we've
got individuals pleading puilty in
cases where, before the program be-
gan, they wouldn't have gone to trial.”

(Wixom, by the way, accounts for
the entire increase in cases o date.
Court officials sajd they don't know
why.}

Domestic violence is an ngly and
all too common reality, say the peo-
ple thalare partola new programto
fight it.

“This particular crime is no respee-
ter of wealth,” 52-1 District Court
Judpe Brian MacKenzie satd, "It
happens in rich and poor comynun-
ties. I happens everywhere,”
According to the FBI's repori on
the subject, one of every four fe-
mades In Amnerica will be the victim
of some form of domestle assault
during her lifetime. That works out
lo one assaull every 15 seconds.

It's not just women — {98 percent
of these charged In domesie vio-
lence cases are meny— that are In
danger.

"It's a dangerous siluaton, be-

cause In many instances a spouse
abuser Is also a child abuser”
Walled Lake Chiefof Pollee Ken Bor-
leo said.

Studies say tha! 60 percent of
those who abuse thetr spauses also
assault thelr children.

Domestc violence Is different
fromother types of crimes, program
olficials say, and so requires a cliffe-
rent approach (o solve (t.

The perpetrator of domestic vio-
lence, officials said, often seems to
have a "stable” Iife — works a good
job, pays his bills. Some have even
been community leaders.

Underneath the veneer, how-
ever, an abuser desperalely wants
to feel like he's "in control,” and will
assault his wife or girlfriend to have
that feeling.

When faced with cops and
courts, however, the abuser plays a
double game, oflictals say. He ap-
pears to be reasonable. He ex-
presses concern over burdening the
systemn with such a “small”

problem.
Meanwhtle, officlals say, he’s

turning the screws — pyschologi-
cally, emotionally and even through

further physlcal abuse -—to get his
victim to back oll

He promises to change his ways,
alternated with threats of reprisal.
The mind games are even more ef-
fective, officials say, when the
abused Is economically dependent
on her abuser.

An abuser 1akes advantageof the
fact that many cousnunitles have
policles which restrict police and
court officials fromi proceeding with
arrests or prosecution if the woman
invalved won't cooperate. officlals
say. Even if she will, they add, the
Uine it takes for a case 1o gel to trial
{s time an abuser can use to keep
the pressure on.

The bottom line is thal many
abusers don’t get arrested or
charged in the flrst place, ofliclals
say, and some of those who do still
see thelr cases dropped.

Abuser and abused then entera
“heneymeon® of repentance [fol-
lowed by the cycle beginning anew.

The 52-1 program atlempts to

stop that cycle. Police in the com-
munitles {nvolved have a “must-
arrest” policy when evidence of ab-
use is present. That takes the decl-
sion to arrest out of the alleged
viedm's — and the alleged abuser's
— hands.

In the same way, proseculors al
52-1 no longer drop cases at awo-
man's request or because she re-
fuses to asslst them,

The court “fast-tracks™ domestic
violence cases toreduce the tine an
alleged abuser can have to iy to
pressure his alleged victlm into
dropplng a case.

Combined with that are the ef-
forts of HAVEN women's shelter of-
ficials. They conlact those involved
in domestic abuse cases to ofler
support and professional counsel-
ing, They keep in louch to ensure
the violence doesn't begln again.

Through the program, officials
say, a door could open up to a large
reduction ln domestic viclence.
Whether it can one day be ellmi-
nated remains an open guestion.

1 1992, 16 cases of domestic vio-
lence were reported in Walled Lake,
Since the program beggan, that has
dropped to 15, Milford, reported six
cases In 1992 and four since the
program started. Wixom, on the
olher hand, reported two cases for
1992 and reported 18 since the prog-
ram started,

The program has several steps,

It begins with HAVEN staflers
Uaining police officers In the ~dy-
namies” of domestic violence —what
tends 1o go on in abusive relation-
ships and how both stdes act and
react to it

The ofiicers temselves now follow
a “‘must-arrest” policy when they re-
spond to a domestic violence call and
see evidence of abuse, The point of
thls step in the program, offlcials
said, {s to prevent an abuser from
pressuring the woman involved to
talk the police out of arresting him —
through promises of change or
threats of [urther abuse.

“In many instances, a victim s re-
luctant to press charges,” Milford
Chief of Police John Daly said. "After
a night's sleep, they're not as willing
to sign the complaint, Now we take it
out of thelr hands.”

Prosecutors have also stepped up
thelr efforts under the program. They
will nio longer drop domestic violence
cases from program communitles be-
cause the woman {nvolved requests
it, Like the must-arrest policy, the
underlying idea is that the alleged
abuser now can’t put pressure on the
alleged victim to drop the matter.

That measure seems to have had
an effect. In 1992, the court dealt
with 34 domestc vielence cases, 10
of which weredlsmissed —a figure of
29 percent. Since the program be-

gan, naone of the 38 cases {rom the
three comumunities have been,

Yel another step In the program
calls for “fast-tracking” domeslic vie-

jence cases al the court Hsell, Thisre-

duces the chance for pressure from
the abuser and alme at reducing ab-
use by showing swilt justice.

In 1992, a domestic vlolence case
at the court took about 40 days la
move from arralgnment through pre-
iral proceedings. Under the prog-
ram, that's dropped to [ive days. Lt
took an averageof 113 days fora case
to make it from arralgniment to flnal
disposition; under the programi: 13
days.

HAVEN ofticlals do their part in
another step, oflering their support

They've seen a 350 percent in-
creasc {n counseling requests recen-

attributed to the program.

MacKenzie pralsed the coopera-
tive efforls of all those involved.

Like the unsaophisticated boy who
blurted out, “The emperor has no
clothes,” Rep. Jerry Vorva is peinting out
an elemental truth that political pander-
ers avold.

Michigan doesn't need a two chamber
legislature. One will do just fine, thank
you, And now is the time to push the
idea, says Vorva, afreshman Republican
fromn Plymouth whose district includes
the Northville area.

As any school child knows, the two
chamber idea was bormn as a class dis-
tinction in Great Britain with the House
of Lords and the House of Commons. At
the U.S. Constitutional Convention of
1787, the idea was a political comprom-
ise between the large states, which
wanted representation by population,
and small siates, which wanted two
members per state, There would be an
age distinction, too; Housemembers had
to be 25; senators, 30.

Michigan followed sult at its most re-

cent Con Con in 1961-82. House dis-
tricts were to have equal populations.
Senate districts were to be drawn by "ap-
portionment factors,” with 20 percent of
the factors awarded by land area in a
county and 80 percent by population.

Well, that didn't last long. Before the
decade was over, the U.S. Supreme
Court said apportionment by anything
but population violated the “equal pro-
tection of the laws™ provision of the U.S.
Constitution.

At that point, a two chamber legisla-
ture was obsolete, but its defenders said
a second chamber was needed to catch
the errors of the first. Precisely the oppo-
slte appears tobe the truth in Michigan's
sstem. o

You frequently can hear lawmakers
say they “gave a vote” {0 a bili they dis-
ltked to “keep the process moving™ —
that 15, to get a bill over to the cther
chamber where, one prays, its flaws will
be fixed. That’s a sloppy way to vote.

Infact, Michigan has a threechamber
legislature. The third is the conference
commitiees and the backroom “negotia-
tions” by a handful of leaders closeted
with the governor. Of the 148 legislators,
perhaps 140 are left out of the dealing,
That's an undemocratic way to do busi-
ness, particularly In a complex indust-
rial state like Michigan.

The third chamber subjects the
House and Senate to all night sesslons,
as we have seen not only in the recent

Good plan still

It is an exciting concept, one which
has drawn a great deal of attention
throughout the area. But it is also one
that needs a hard icok, a skeptical re-
view, by council members who are not
hesitant to ask the hard questions.

We are speaking about the proposalto
bulld a downtown-like Main Street on 55
acres of nearly vacant land south and
east of the Grand River Avenue/Novi
Road Intersection. While it would be im-
possible to create from scratch a typical
downtown, like those fn Northville or
Milford, Novi planners belleve they can
come up with a pedestrian-oriented,
tnixed-use development with avarlety of
retail outlets as well as cultural and
entertainment-oriented factlities, like a
theater, an art gallery, sidewalk cafes
and a bandshell, Already plansare Inthe
works for a fruit market and a sports
tavern. And all thisisto be laid out along
a "streetscaped” Main Street.

City planners have been working on
the concept steadlly since 1980 and a
number of builders have come and
looked at the proposal and passed. But
now, developer James Chen and his in-
vestment group, Evergreen IlIl, say they
can build it and want to give it a shot.

Chen hopes to put up $50 to $60 mil-
Hon worth of buildings in the Main Street
area. But the big question for the City of
Noviiswhowill payforthe $2.2 million in
water, sewer and road improvements
along the Main Street corridor.

The Kdea appa-
rently is belng revived in the councils rules committee.

Now, while I'm1 not impressed with $35 fruit baskets or
their ability to sway councll members’ or commissioners’
votes, ] alsotend to think disclosure is a good idea, Aslong
as reasonable rules are sel— such as arequlrement to re-
port only those gifts worth more than, say, $25 and an ex-
emption forglfts from relatives or friends who have no con-
nectlon to city business — the idea of disclosure should
not be overly burdensome for the councll members. And ft
would follow the spirit of the campalgn finance reporting
laws, which 1s hew why know how much candidates for of-
fice ralsed, from whom and on what the money was spent.

But] also think that rules, whatever theyturn out tobe,
should be the same for council and the planning commis-
stoners. It is after all the council which makes the final de-
clsion on most of what the planning commission does.

If nothing else, disclosure will set the record straight on
just how much counci! members and planning comimis-
sloners get in terms of gifis, and just how expensive — or
inexpenstve — those gifis may be,

There's good news
en the school front:
MEAF scores are go-
ing up.

MEAP stands for
Michigan Educa-
Uonal Assessment
Program. It's the set
of achievement tests
covering math, scl-
ence and reading
now given periodi-
cally to kids in vari-
ous grades In school.

MEAP results are important, especlally given
the fact that the “educational reform” plan
passed late last year by the Legislature tumed
out lobe concerned mostly with taxes and Iittle
with educational guality,

Although originally designed as a device to
review school curricula, MEAP tums out {o be
the only serfous education assessment device
widely avatlable to parents and taxpayers. This
newspaper publishes regularly the MEAP
scores for the entire school district, broken out
butlding-by-building. Readers can see Justhow
the schools attended by their children are doing
are dolng compared to others.

What is striking about last year's improved
test results is that they prove the common
sense approach to scheol quality improvement
is correct: Deflne what kids are supposed to
learn; teach them: assess what they have

learned; make changes when things are going
badly.

Joseph Payne, professor of mathematies in-
struction at the University of Michigan, puts it
bluntly: "I think there are major efforts in the
state to examine curricula, and charnges are be-
ing made.” Tests prior to MEAP were “really
minimal. They did nothing about higher think-
Ing skills. It did not represent the kind of situa-
tions that people really face.”

School officlal after school offictal echoes
Payne's evaluation.

James Faust, director of pupll personnel in
the Huron Valley schools (around Milford), ex-
platned: “We used the MEAP scores from last
year to analyze our strengths and weaknesses,
We always do that, but last year, because there
was some criticism, we did it more than
normal.*

In Birmingham, where MEAP scores also lm-
proved, “last year we analyzed the scores and
looked at where we needed to make improve-
ments,”according to Sandra Schwartz, the dis-
trict’s MEAP coordinator. “There s more
hands-on experiential learning . . . trylng to
use the best instructional practices we have,”
she says.

Jane Kuckel, associate superintendent for
instruction In the Wayne-Westland district,
agrees: “We can't be satisfied with just compu-
tation skills, but we want problem-solving,
analysis and critical thinking skills . ., We
need a selid K- 12 curriculumn, and pupils must

build on prior grades. Students must work tow-
ard the application of skills instead of just

computation.”
Of course, the news wasn't all good. Tenth

graders in Redford Union and Rochester are
having trouble with math, and building-to-
building variations are noticeable within given
districts. But the remarkable thing about this
round of MEAP results is how widespread the
Lmprovement was.

Why now, especially when school officlals
were dismayed at deterlorating scores for the
last couple of years?

Simple. It takes time to go through the pro-
cess. Scores must be evaluated to determine
where kids are having trouble. Course content,
textbooks and teaching methods need to be
changed. And the changes need a litle tirne to
sink in.

But that's life in the real world.

And despite all the huffing and puffing from
Lansing about school reform, it's the old MEAP
test and the common sense approach to educa-
tional quality that are doing the job, day by day.
year by year. Congratulations to the many,
many teachers and school officials who are
working so hard for our kids.

If no legistators or
party ieaders are hanging around to comment
on political iImplications of a governmental ac-
tion, the state capitol press corps turns toBal-
lenger, 53. Sometimes the corps turns to Bal-
lenger anyway because he will say truthful
things that politiclans don't dare say.

IMP circulates to political insiders, assessing
the strengths of potenttal candidates, tracking
the outcomes of county board elections (a
Democratic trend}, and rating lobbyists (Oak-
tand schools’ Rick Simonson was a standout).

IMP even evaluates the press corps, not too
favorably: “The corps has shrunk in size since
the early '80s. It's also Increasingly frustrated
by aut-of-town editors who bump its stories in
favor of ‘soft’ human interest features and en-
tertainment news.” That Ballengerism ap-

peared shortly before the Detroit broadcasters
short-changed the stale parks story In favor of
the Nancy Kerrigan case.

Our quotable guru was rajsed William S.
Ballenger III in mid-Michigan, earned a bache-
lor's degree from Princeton {magna cum laude,
yet}, and turned early to politics in Shiawassee
County. There he served on the county plan-
ning commission, chaired both the Young Re-
publicans and senlor party organizations, and
directed research for the GOP State Committee
In Lansing, Hence his knowledge of the intrica-
cles of electioneering.

Ballenger served as state representative
{1969-70) and state senator (1971-74) and lost
a bid for Congress. Gov. Bill Milliken brought
him Into the administration, inally maldng him
racing commissioner, which Is where I got ta
know him. His office had a huge picture of H.L.
Mencken (1880-1956), the iconoclastic jour-
nalist from Baltimore.

In ajob usuallyoccupied by faceless bureau-
crats, Ballenger made a splash by concocting a
serles of imaginative promotions for the horse
racing industry. Ballenger argued, with mathe-
matical precision, that the Lottery s a sucker
bet and horse race wagering Is a far better deal,
Sad to say, Milliken teft office in 1982, incoming

Democrat Jim Blanchard gave Ballenger the
boot, and horse racing continues to deterforate.

A bid for a U.S. Senate nomination in the

mid-'80s came to naught, but Ballenger had a
barrel of fun with a bicycling campaign.

I can't say we're social friends, but we share
an abiding admiration fer a comical, iInquisitive
breed of dog called the Norweglan elkhound.
That proves Ballenger Is a good sort.

His Republican reputation doesn't stop him
from calling the shots as he sees them. Here's
what he sald recently about Republican U.S.
Senate hopefuls; Car] Pursell, former Plymotith
congressman who puiled out, 13 "a garruious
frump.” Ronna Romney, the Bloomileld Hills
money-raiser, is “fighting an image as an air-
head.” Front-runner Spence Abraham is “a
bland hatchet man” with “something missing.”
Jim Elsman, the Birmingham attorney and
GOP convert, is a “smart, dogged eccentric —
but he can't do better than single digits next
Aug. 2." State Sen. Gil DiNello, *despite a his-
tory of high-profile Detroit-bashing, is a nonen-
tity outstate.”

That's what you get from an H.L. Mencken
admirer who once named an elkhound Lokl —
for the Norse god of mischief.

There’s a benefit
to disclosure

To the Edltor:

The artlcle In the Jan. 13 edition
of The Nouvi News regarding the
frult baskets given to planning
commissioners and council mem-
bers showed the diverse ways that
people view their own conduct. The
polnt that seems to have been over-
looked, however, 1s that six of the
elght planning commissloners wha
recelved the frult baskets were con-
cerned that the baskets were sent.
That fact alone Indicates that some
additional thinking about Novi's

sales tax for one year to set up anen-
dowment fund whose interest earn-
ings would replace tax money from
the general fund.

Spano said MUCC and Michigan
Recreation and Parks Association, of
which she is a member, “ralsed
awareness of the fact that our state
parks were deterorating.

The type of code of ethics
adopted by Novi is fairly commen.
The problem with this type of code,
however, Is that the person recelv-
ing a gift 1s asked to make a subjec-
tive decision about whether that
gift will influence his/her actions.
This can be difficult, especially
since these gifts are being given to
influence opinions and actions.
For example, I'm sure that Everg-
reen Il and Vic's Market would like
the council and planning commis-
sion to think favorably about their
Main Street plans and approve
them. In retrospect, however, I'm
not sure they would think that the
frult baskets were a good idea.

A more objective code of ethics
would require public disclosure of
all gifts In excess of a stated
amount, say $25, by board mem-
bers, commissioners and elected
officials. Novi residents could then
make their own decislons about
whether they believed that the glfts
Influenced the reciplents. This dis-
closure would also inform the
public about those partles at-
tempting to influence board mem-
bers, commissioners and elected
officials. I think that's the real ben-
efit of such public disclosure — a
closer look at who ultimately has a
say in how our city is developed
and governed.

Landscape fabrics prevent
weeds, conserve water

Qut with the old and in with
the new-——the trend in weed
prevention is changing.
Teday's environmentally con-
scious homeowners are trad-
ing in chemlicals and plastic
bags for a nontoxic and chemi-
cal-free alternative for hlocking
weeds: landscape fabric.

Just what are landscape
fabrics, and how do they
work?

Q. What is a landscape fab-
ric?

A. Landscape fabrics are
barriers designed to prevent
the growth of most weeds.

These fabrics are produced
by weaving fibers together at
right angles, or by bonding
short or continuously spun
fibers together through heat
bonding. needle-punching,
spin bonding or other process-
es {all nonwoven).

The result is a fabric with
the ability to block the light
weeds need to grow.

Q. Is fabric better than
black plastic?

A. Without question. Plastic
sheeting or ripped-open black
bags do a good job of blocking
weeds: in fact, they do too

good a job,

Plastic sheeting prevents
much-needed oxygen, mois-
ture and vital nutrients from
reaching plant roots, This ulti-
mately results in sour soil.
which can permanently dam-
age your plants.

Q. Wilt a fabric last longer
than plastic?

A. Unquestionably. Black
plastic tends to tear easily and
breaks down over time, eXpos-
ing soil that will eventually
result in patches of weeds.

Fabrics can last up to three
years when exposed to direct
sun and indefinitely if covered
with a protective layer of
mulch, such as gravel, wood
chips or bark nuggets.

Q. Where do I use land-
scape fabric?

A. Anywhere weeds grow is
an ideal place to lay a land-
scape fabric.

For example, fabrics can be
put to use around trees and
shrubs, in perennial flower
beds, beneath patios and even
to line potted plants. They may
also be used in vegetable gar-
dens.

But in most cases,
there are actions the homeowner
can take to protect his interests

and credit record,” Grossman said.
