State still
calculating

Mayor seeks
to lighten city
council’s load

Mayor Kathleen McLallen pre-
senied what she called her “laundry
list” to the Novi City Council Mon-
day, but It didn't wash with
everyone.

Saying she Is looking for possible
items the council can delegate to
appointed beards such as the Plan-
ning Commission, McLallen asked
her colleagues to review and com-
ment on the serfes of tasks she gave
them.

*These are items that have his-
torically just been growing into the
city council domain,” McLallen
sajd.

Do we reaiiy silll want to what
has basically become a duplication
of review for petitioners to the city?
Weve empowered nine citizens to
becormne educated planning com-
missioners, then we undermine
their position by basically reversing
thelr decisions.”

However, Council Members
Robert Schmid and Tim Pope sald
she may be asking them to delegate
too much, although neither ob-
jected to walving thetr right to rule
on driveway variances.

Schmid said that many of the
ltems are “extremely important pol-
{cy decisions” which he would not
lﬂe to see the councll give up,

It was then learned that Consumers Power
had interrupted the service of gas to the
725-home development based on a malfunction
“due to the cold,” Lenaghan sald. At about 9
a.m., the Chateau Estates Management asked
the fire depariment to prepare for a possible eva-
cuation of the community.

“They sald people were having problems, what
could we doabout 1t? There wasa good possiblity
they were going to shutdown service,” the chlef

explained.

“We alerted everybody In case we had to do
something. A lot of people said even 1f that hap-
pens, they'd rather stay in their homes. Some

went to work.”

While the Novi school district was offically
closed due the weather, the school ofiiclals
agreed to be on standby If the district's buildings
were required for shelter and school buses were

needed to transport the residents, The Novi Civic
Center was prepared to house other Chateau Es-
tates residents, as was Twelve Oaks Mall.

Several of the residents went to the Chateau
Estates community center to warm up and the
fire department assisted one elderly woman in
getting there from her home.

The fire department also began to prepare for
the possible task of relighting all those pilot
lights If the gas were shut off temporarily.

But at 11 a.m., Consumers Power had the
problem fixed.

Lenaghan said that while he’s glad Chateau
Estates did not have to be evacuated, it didn't
hurt for the fire department to go through some
of the motlons.

*We had Itall put together in 35 or 40 minutes,
Ithink we could have handled it. It was agood ex-
ercise,” the chief sald.

“It would reduce our
workload and give us
a chance to cleanse
the process. It also
sends back to the
planning commission
our confidence in their
abilities.”

High-tech
signals to
improve
Novi Road

It Is a high-tech, computerized
traffic signal system designed to
smooth the flow of traffic and re-
duce emission pollution.

And it's coming to Novi to ease
traffic congestion onNovi Road, the
heaviest traveled, least efficient
thoroughfare in Nowvi.

City Traffic Consultant Rodney
Arroyo sald a federally-funded
$600,000 grant will help the city
subsldize the instailation of a
computer-based traffic control sys-
tem at each approach to the seven
intersections on Novi Road between
Grand River Avenue and Twelve
Mile,

The system uses state-of-the-art
"autoscope” cameras, avideo
processing system for traffic detec-
tion, to send computerized signals
toa nl:lasut:rh trafiic controller. The
controller then changes the signals
based on the trafic demand and
prevalling traffic conditions.

The Novi Community School Dis-
tricl Board of Educationvoted Thurs-
day to drop its asking price for 10
acres of land {f Providence Hospltal
and Medical Center officials agree to
pay their own realtor's sales
commission.

The land dea} hinges on the hogpj-
1al board of trustees’ acceptance of
the district's $582,000 purchase
agreement for the parcel that fronts
on Beck Road just south of Grand
Rlver Avenue.

school and hospital officials have
been haggling aver the price of the
land since they entered inio negoiia-
tions in December,

District officlals rejected an earlier
offer from the heospiial because the
selling price was $250,000 less than
what they wanted, They also vetoed
the December offer because the hos-
pital wanted the school district to pay
their reallor a slx percent sales
comrmlssion,

Since then, board members have
made counter offers lowering the
asking price to $600,000 and the
sales commission to 3 percent.

Last week, Jim Koster, assistant
superintendent for operations, said
hospital ofilcials agreed to buy the
land for $582,000 and pay their own
sales commisslon.

The assistant superintendent told

t on land

the board Thursday that Providence
tswilling tobuythe land for $582.000
— $180,000 less than the district's
last offer of $600,000.

The sales price, he sald, 1s nocon-
cession for the district because it Is
actually the school's last ofler
{600,000, less the 3 percent sales
comumission hospital officials were
asking the board to pay.

Koster told board members the
deal is not yet etched In stone. He
sald he has a letter from the hospital
that spells out the terms of the deal
they have agreed to, but a contract
has yel 1o be drafled.

If the deal is OKed by hospital trus-
tees, they would puta $100,000 non-
refundable deposit down on the land
and pay the balance by July 1.

The Novi City Council Monday
approved the first reading of a new
ordinance which would formallze
the pald use of overtime police offic-
ers by private parties, rather than
the “handshake agreement™ cur-
rently In force.

“It would be an efficient way to
handle police security that has
been avallable through regular pa-
lice channels for private groupe
who ask for it beyond what would
normally be given,” City Attomney
David Fried explained.

We arenow giving hima tocl to
do this*

In a memo to councl] from Nowvi
Police Chief Douglas Shaeller ex-
plained that the department is oc-
casionally asked to extend inlen-
stve police coverage to private func-
tlons. For example, PACE, an
sutoemotive consumer research
group twice asked the depariment
for officers to provide a 24 -hour per

guard of Its vehicles during an
event at the Novi Expo Center.

Ordinance would
requlate overtime

On another occasion, a video
production company liming a Jeep
ad here wanted a sworn officer on
the spol. In these instances, Shaef-
fer said, the firmis have paid the de-
partment $30 per hour to cover for
the officer's over-time.

In a case where “legitirnate and
proper expenditures of manpower”
are called for, such as the unlon
strike at CAT, the firm will not be
charged, Shaeffer noted.

If the old Novi Methodist Church
hadbeils, they would have been ring-
ing Monday, after the Fretter Com-
pany formally agreed to come acroes
with 850,000 to help save the
bullding.

Now, all that's needed 1s a place to
put the former house of worship.

Kathy Mutch, a founder of Preser-
vation Novi, a group formed to save
the 1875 church, Is evaluating ahat-
ful of locations. The church's cwner,
George Keroa, warns it must be
moved from its cument spol on
Grand River Avenue west of Novi
Road er be dernolished.

“There are several places, cach has
its gwn challenges to overcorne,” she
sajd.
Among those under consideration
are a spot near the Novi library and
another at the Sandstone develop-
ment. north of Twelve Mile Road,

The Fretter bequest comes out of
the $63,000 In Inlerest on a
$100,000 cash bond posled by the
appliance retallers and held by Novi
since 1985, The money Is for land-
scaping of the vacant site behind the
Fretter store.

The Novi City Counct]l Monday ap-
proved an agreement with Freiter
which set aside $50,000 to move the
church and another $1,500 to reim-
hurse the city for landscaplng plans
it had drawn up for the land fronting
the West Oaks Shopping Center.

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Videos, computer [

will steer traffic

it Is the Road Commission's inten-
tion to make Oakland the first county
in the naton to pllot a high-tech
traffic systemn thal adjusts traffic sig-
nals to meet trafllc demands,

The City of Troy was the first to in-
stall components of a state-of-the-art
intelligent Highway Vehicle System
(IVHS).

Other communlites Hke Novi and
the Village of Milford are right on
Troy’s bumper with plans to install
the new technology.

An IVHS system uses video imag-

ing equipment and specialized com-
puters to monitor and control tratflc
in heavily traveled metropalitan
areas.
The system relies on two internal
systems —an Advanced Trafllc Man-
agement system and an Advanced
Traveler's Information system.

The first, allows video imaging
equipment to take pictures of traffic
conditions, The cameras then signal
a traflic controller 1o change the sig-
nal to meet the needs of the direc-
tional traflic.

“The cameras feed the computers
which count cars and measure
speed,” according to Brent Bair, the
managing director of the Oakland
County Road Commission, which is
seiting up the Fastrack project.
“Computers send signals to the
traffic signat controller which auto-
matically changes the signals.”

Bair sald the system allows In-
tersections to act autonamousty but
county officials hope to integrate in-
tersectional systems and build reg-
{onal systems.

“Eventually Qakland County will
have several reglons which will be
connected to a management compu-
ter that will monitor what's golng on,”

Someday soon a traffic engineer
will be able Lo slt In front of his or her
personal computer or lap top cornpu-
terand seewhat trafficconditions are
around town, Bair sald.

The second phaseof the systemre-
lies on the Advanced Traveler’s Infor-
mation System. That system pro-
vides specially computer equipped
vehicles to obtaln navigational infor-
mation and directions from reglonal
computers. Cars pick up the infor-

mation as they pass through infrared

. Every Shoe

beacons.

On-board computers In cars give
drivers visual and voice Instructions
and can actually tell a driver when
and where 1o tum to avoid a con-
gested Intersection.

*It's updated information based on
the latest trafflc conditions,* Balr
sald.

The entire system Is senstive
enough that it detects when a light
bulb in a traffic signal Is bumt out,
Balr said.

Rave reviews of the system are
coming in from university officials
who are monitoring and evaluating
the system at Michigan State
University.

Now that Troy's system i3 com-
pletely installed, researchers are
keeping a close watch at the impact
it's having.

Twenty-elght intersections In Troy
along Rochester, Maple and Big
Beaver roads have had the com-
pulerized systems in place since last
year.

Since then, fotks at MSU say travel
speed on Rochesler Road during the
moming peak hours has Increased
19 percent. The number of stops veh-
feles are making has fallen by a third,
Accldent frequency and severity also
appear to be down, according to inl-
tial resulls from MSU,

University of Michigan scholars
haveyet to rule on the inltial effects of
the system. Their findings are forth-
coming, Bair said.

In Troy, 160 intersecilons have
been wired with the controls. Thirty
beacons are in place and 60 cars are
equipped with the on-board
computers.

The county Intends to expand the
system Into Auburn Hills, Rochester
Hills and around the Pontlac Siiver-
dome just {n time for World Cup Soc-
cer lo come o town In June.

It's all part of a plan to someday
link all of the communities in Oak-
land County to the same system
through reglonal computers.

Bair sald that getting the entire
county on-line is the goal of the
project.

"The ultimate goal is to move this
program throughout Oakinad
County and eventually have well over
1,000 intersections under (the sys-
tem's) control,” he said.

The system will optimize traffic
signai timing and phasing based on
the real traffic conditions.

“It can actually improve traffic low
and make traffic signal timing more
responstve to the actual demand of
the intersection,” Amoyo said. “This
new systemwill help tomove the hea-
viest traffic in the shortest amount of
time,

“It will optimize the movement of
vehicles down Novi Road. And ultt-
mately {t will make traffic run more
smoothly and reduce emissions that
contribute to air pollution,”

At four-way Intersectionts there
will be no less than four of these
cameras installed. Each camera will
take pictures from a different ap-
proach, Arroyo said,

The master controller will continu-
ously modify signal iming and signal
cycle lengths to respond loreal traffic
demand, Arroyo said. The beauty of

the syslem is that trafic signals will
operateas a system rather than inde-
pendently as they do now.

“There will be times when you are
golng to be lucky enough to eatch all
the green lights, but it {sn't going to
be that way all the time,” he sald.

He sald engineers and city plan-
ners targeted Novi Road because it is
the heaviest traveled mad In the oty
that leads (o the city’s biggest attrac-
tions, Twelve Oaks and West OCaks,
Novi Expo Center and the Novl Town
Center.

“Theintersection at Novi Road and
Grand River Avenue is one of the
mest inefficient intersections in that
whole area,” he sald.

On atypical day, Arroyo estimates
there are 62,000 cars traveling north
and south on Nevi Road. The only
road in the clfy to exceed its travel s
I-96 where 100,000 cars commute
each day.

fundiny plan, Novi's grant will reflect
$6,500 in revenue for each student.
The stale has also puaranteed the
district another $169 per child under
the new funding plan.

Any revenue the district needs
above and beyond the total grant fig-
ure will have to come from local mil-
lage Increases levied against resi-
dents, Koster said.

The clincher, Koster sald, is that if
volers pass Gov. John Engler’s ballot
propasal onMarch 15, the additional
millage will be levied only against
homesteaders In Nowi. If the tax levy
goes above 18 millls, the tax increase
would be spread out across all prop-
erty owners in Nowvi.

If the ballot proposal falls and the
statutory plan kicks In, the district
would have to ask both commerclal
and resldential voters to approve ad-
ditional mlls.

“The fgures are going up and
down like our clocks,” Koster said
Tuesday, “They are stlll figuring out
what the revenue amount will be per
pupil.”

Aside from revenue calculations
still being worked out, Koster said
there are other elements in the new
bill that leave local school admini-
strators woitied about where their
revenues will be raised.

Districts will also be allowed to
levy enhancement mills, But how
those mills will be levied are once at
the mercy of voters and the March 15
election. Under the ballot plan, dis-
tricts have until 1997 to levy three
mills with a vote held after 1993.

After 1997, the ballot plan would
iimit the enhancemeni o three miils
and revenues from It could be used
only on a intermediate school
district-wide basis. Revenues gener-
ated from Lhe three mills would have
to be shared among districts In the
Oakland Intermediate Scheo] Dis-
trict on a per pupll basis,

If the statutory plan prevails, en-
hancement millage can be levied (n
one of two ways. An intermediate
school district can levy three en-
hancement mills, but the revenues
would have to be shared among Oak-
land County dlstricts.

Altematively, a local school may
levy enhancement miils with a vote of
the people, But if the millage request
passes, the district must share its re-
venues with districts in the interme-
diate schoo! distriets that have com-
parable milage levies,

“! don't know what ‘comparable
millages’ means,” Koster sald shak-
ing his head.

Koster and the members af Novi
Board of Education say they are
dumbfounded by the impact of some
of the particulars of the new bill. At
the board's meeting last Thursday,
board President Ray Byers balked at
the new tax plans and how the new
tax revenues would be raised.

“The revenues are not solid,” he
said about the state's plan to fund
schools with new tobacco taxes and
lottery revenues.

The provision {n the new bill also
denfes local school districts the right
to sell bonds to buy technology.

"We could not have put technology
in the district if the law was passed
last year,” Koster said,

fess up

to gifts over $5

The frult baskets Novi planning
commissloniers recetved from a deve-
joper over the holidays has triggered
a new disclosure policy for appolnted
officials.

Commissioner Glen Bonaventura
suggested the disclosure policy at the
planners'Jan. 5 meeting after several
rommissioners were uneasy with the
gl baskets, His ldea was nixed at the
tme. but was resurrected afler the
rules committee, a subcommittee of
the Planning Commission that he
chairs, drafted a proposed new

pelicy.

The policy was adopted unanim-
ously by the planning cornmission
Wednesday night. Commissioner Lo-
dia Richards was absent from the
mecting. At her first official meeting,
new commissioner Kathy Mulch was
there to vote in favor of the policy.

It says commissioners willdisclose
any giit valued over $5 thatla givento
them from a current or future applic-
ant seeking planning commission
approval. It also requires comnmis-
sioners to disclose glfts they may re-
celve from city consuitants.

Stafl planners will draft a disclo-
sure form that will include the com-
missioner's name, date, description
of the gift, estimated value of it, name
of giit giver, comments and the com-
missieners signature,

The forms will be compleled oncea
year.
“I personally don't think we wili be
using it too much,” Bonaventura said
about the disclosure forms. “But |
think some commissioners want a
method to disclose these things.”

At the commission's last meeting,
Assistant Clty Attomey Dennls Wat-
son sald there was no need for com-
missloners to have their own dlsclo-
sure form because the city’s ethics
policy covers all city officials. Walson
sald the current code of ethics
doessn't have a provision for disclo-
sure. Itleaves the decision of whelher
or.not gifts might sway an appointed
orelected officials’ opinion up to the
individual.

Bonaventura challenged Watson's

‘I wanted madmum disclosure,”
he said, "And on-gotng disclosure of
any gifts at all. | didn't create this
concern but 1 think It's necessary to
go further to satisfy everybody.”

In an effort to get beyond theissue,
Taub recommended that the com-
mission pass the task of handing the
disclosure form and process over to
Planning Clerk Greg Capote so com-
misstoners could back to the busi-
ness of planning Novi's fulure.

After all the fuss, the commis-
sioner doubted the tssue would sur-
face again.

Crash landing for Robin’s Nest

Developers of Robin's Nest subdi-
vision, proposed for a Beck and Nine
Mile Road site, laid an egg Monday at
the Novi Clty Councll meeling,

Novi Planning Consullant Bran-
dont Rogers strongly recommended
that the cotincll squash the site plan,
saying that Singh Developrment Com-
pany knew the property contalned
protecied woodlands when they
bought the land.

“This s without a doubt the abso-
lute worst intrusion into woodlands
of the plans | have reviewed,” Rogers
sald,

“We're flexdble. There can be some
minor fntrusions and replacemerit of
trees In prime woodlands, but not
taking 55 percent of them.”

The 200-year-old beech and maple
jorest has been described by clty con-
sultants as “one of the highest quality
woodlands in Novi® and a “critical”
habitat for wildlife, including deer.

The subdivision plan was the first
submiitted to the city under the new
preservation option, which in July
1993 was adopted to replace the ad-
Justed lot sizeand woodlands options
in the zoning ordinances. The new
regulation ls intended to spare more

sensilive lands by permitiing smaller
lot sizes,

The design called for 64 lots on 58
acres zoned for residential. Just over
nine acres of woodlands and wet-
lands onthe site would havebeen un-
touched but sorne of the most sensl-
tive would have been tampered with,
As required by the clly’s newly re-
vamped ordinance, the developer
also submitted a site plan for a 62-lot
conventional subdtvision,

"I do not feel that these two plans
come even close Lo meeting the wood-
lands plan or even come close (o the
preservation option,” Rogers said.

Clty consultants suggested that
an carlier site plan submitted by
another developer for the land — the
now-defunct Stlver Beech Estates
cluster housing - would save more

of the woodlands and wetlands. The .

state Department of Natural Resour-
ces denled = wetiands permit for
Silver Beech in 1990.

Singh contends there is not a
market for this type of housing, but
city consultants suggest the deve-
loper could wait untll there is and
thereby spare the forest.

Robin's Nest had already been
turned down by the planning com-
mission this month and Monday,
Planning Commisssioner Laura

Lorerzo was on hand as a"concerned

"It doesn't sound Uke they have a
bonafide plan here because {t doesn't
even meet the requirements of our
woodlands ordinance. | don't see why

Engler speech wins
applause in ’burbs

Suburban legisiators mostly liked
Gov. John Engler's themes: tougher
prison sentences, work for welfare re-
cipients, lower taxes, asales tax shift
to support scheols, rejuvenated state
parks.

Democrats [lked his bridge to De-
troit Mayor Dennis Archer but called
Engler a Johnny-come-lately on stif-
fer prison sentences.

Engler's call for an end to “welfare
as we know it" and no school sports
for teenis who father chidren played
well on both sldes of the Hall of Rep-
resentatives aisle Jan. 18 as Engler's
fourth state-of-the-state message
opened the election year session of
the Legislature.

‘s all good for my district”
beamed freshman Rep. Jerry Vorva,
R-Plymouth, whose district includes
Northville and part of Liventa. The
former police officer hailed Engler's
call for ending carly parole.

“The judge would have to pick 10
years or 20 years —not 10 {0 20, and
no "good time.'

“Intensely supervised parole on
the end of a term works better than
giving longer sentences.”

Vorva praised Engler’s plan to cut

Kudos for new program

“We have typically relied on mar-
riage counseling as the solution for
spouse abuse. Marriage counseling
doesn't work. Marriage counseling as-
sumes there is something wrong with the
marriage,” Judge Brian MacKenzie said
recently when explaining the new
domestic viclence program in 52-1 Dis-
trict Court. “There's nothing wrong with
the marriage. There's something wrong
with the abuser.”

What is wrong with the typical
abuser is that he has a desperateneedto
control the pesple arcund him and that
he relies on violence, or at least the
threat of violence, to assert that control,

And what is wrong with the legal
gystem'’s response to gpouse abuse is
that it typically has relied on the woman
— already being controlled by violence —
to push foward the prosecution while
glving the man — the abuser in 98 per-
cent of cases — three to four months to
exert enough influence on her to get her
to drop the case.

Yes, spouse abuse is lllegal, But the
way the system is set up it often con-
spires, inabackhanded sort of way, tolet
the abuser continue his control over the
abused.

The judges of the 52nd District
Court have come up with a program that
is showing some promising resuits in
breaking down that control, at ending
the cycle of abuse. Already launched in
geveral surrounding communities last
year, the judges decided recently to ex-
pand the program inte Novi.

The program is essentially an
agreement among police departments,
the court, the prosecutor, the probation
department and counselors to expedite
abuse cases so that the abuser doesn't
have time to exert any influence,

For police it means a must-arrest
policy. If there is evidence of abuse, they
must take the abuser into custody. Al-
though Novi has had a must-arrest pol-

lcy for some time, in the past police

would typicaily arrest the abuser only if
the victim said she wanted to press
charges. The same holds true for the pro-
secutor's office, which will press ahead
with a case as long as the evidence is
there, even if the woman won't testify.
While this is going on, support services
try to get the victim into counseling
programs,

Then it is up to the court to “fast
track” the case. Inthe Walled Lake court,
the judge have managed te cut the time
need to {ake domestic violence cases
from arrest to final disposition down
from 113 days to 13 days.

The impact is that significantly
fewer cases of spouse abuse are dis-
missed at the request of the victim, and
more of the alleged abusers are in the
end pleading gullty.

interestingly, according to MacK-
enzie, the conviction rate has not
changed for those cases which are trisd.
Once they goto trial, the chances of their
being acquited or convicted remain the
same as before.

So what does that mean? MacKen-
zie belleves it means the program is still
giving the accused his day in court, with
the same likelthood of being found guilty
or innocent. The accused are not being
railroaded by this program. Justice is
being done. .

What the program appears to be
doing, MacKenzie said, is getting rid of
those cases in which the abuser simply
uses more intimidation, further threats
or more viclence to get out of trouble
from the first time,

In the meantime, the entire educational community, in
particular the Michigan Education Assoclation, has come
under intense scrutiny by politicians and the media, all
wondering how the system can be improved and made
more efficient In Lhe face of concern over declining stan-
dards and global competition In the workplace.

While state legislators eventually backed off some
school reform measures by dropping items like schools of
chofce across districts from the current legislation, there
are still plenty of changes in store.

Either school days or the school
year — or both — will get longer as schools are required to
provide 1,080 hours of classroom Instruction by the year
2000 as opposed to the current 900,

The new funding sources also make locat school dis-
tricts more dependent than ever on the whims of Lansing
politicians, rather than on thefr own constituents.

This, understandably, has local administrators biting
their natls while they wait to see the end result.

That seems tough, but fair enough, If one
takes into consideration that the law offers kids
multiple chances to pass the lest and requires
thelr teachers to identify deficlences and offer
additional help.

But our legislattve leaders, ever anxous not
to offend, have watered down even those mini-
mal standards in a little-noticed law signed by
Gov. John Engler last September.

Graduates in 1994, 1995 and 1996 who are
unable to meet state requirements of all three
test subjects will recetve, instead of a state
sticker on the diploma, one ribbon for each area
of achievement, So if a student fails the MEAP
standard in math but passes in readingand sci-
ence, the graduate gets two ribbons attached to
the state medallion sticker. Under the previous
rules, the same student would not have re-
cetved any diploma endorsement fiom the
state,

Of course, our masters In Lansing can’t even
water down education standards without caus-
ing bureaucratic confusion.

Schools now must keep lisis of each stu-

dent's accomplishments in each area tested by
MEAP to order the stickers and ribbons from
the company selected by the state to supply
such things.

And after 1997, the basis for the diploma en-
dorsements will not be the MEAP (which has
been around sinee 1970) but an entirely new
test now belng developed by the state Depart-
ment of Education. Instead of all multiple-
cholce questions, the test will involve questions
requiring written responses.

So the graduates of 1997 can look forward to
showing prosepctive employers their diplomas,
complete with one state endorsement medal-
lion andup to four —count ‘em, four —ribbons,
one each for math, sclence, reading and

writing.
I suppose now the blg question being de-
bated in Lansing 1s how to make the sticker and
the ribbons so they can't be counterfelled. But
these days, even that counts as progress.

The screenplay by Sheridan and
execulive co-executive producer
Termy George, a Belfast-born journal-
{st and playwright, was based on
Gerry Conion's “Proved Innoceni,”
the memoirs of a Bellast youth who,
along with friends and farnily mem-
bers, was wrongly convicted by the
British government in 1975 for the
terrorist bombing of two pubs In
Guildford, a small town outside
London.

Among those (mprisoned was
Conlon's father Gluseppe, caught
purely by chance inawide net castby
the police in the aftermath of the
murders.

Imprisoned for 15 years, the
“Guildford Four,” as the principal de-
fendants were called, finally won
their freedom In a ruling that has
sparked widespread controversy and
even today continues to shake the
British - legal  system fo its
foundations. o

For Jim Sheridan, the director,

this true story of monstrous injustice
provided a compelling basis for a
moving and inspiring drama of a
young man growing to maturity
under extrao: circumstances
— by sharing a prison cell with his
father,

"Most people don't really know
thelr parents, especlally their
fathers, because they're away from
home so much,” sald Sheridan. “But
if you're locked Inlo a womb-like
space with your father, eventually
you'll have to take to him.”

Inconstructing his parable of good
and evil, Sheridan also was insplred
to explore cther pairiarchal con-
cepts, Including the British crown's
long-standing Involvernenment in
Ireland. “You can't grow up, asa per-
son or as a country, until you con-
front ultimate authroity,” said
Sheridan,

To play his rebellious protagonist,
Sheridan tumed to Daniel Day-
Lewls, whom he had previously di-
rected in the eritically admired 1989
film "My Left Fool.” Day-Lewts, who
phiystcally ransformed himself for
his Oscar-winning performance as
Christy Brown In that film, now
undertook the challenge of encom-
passing Gerry Conlon's inner spir-
{ftual transformation through his
long years of imprisonment.

Respected English stage and tele-
vislon actor Peter Postlethwalte
(“Distant Volees, Still Lives”] portrays
the “good father” of the title, a deeply
religious and peaceful man who
never gives up fighting for his and his
son's freedom.

Dixon, a police official played by
Corin Redgrave, represents the au-
thority of the crown, abusing his
power by brutally forcing a confes-
ston from Gerry Conlon and conceal-
ing evidence that would prove the
Conlons' innocence,

At first, Gerry admires McAn-
drew's eye-for-an-eye view of justice,
but comes to reject such concepts of
vengeance as he gains a deeper
understanding of Gluseppe's qulet
wisdom.

Emma Thompson, who eamed an
Academy Award for her sensitive per-
formance in “Howard's End.” pro-
vides alink between justice and com-
passion as Conlon's legal counsel,
Gareth Peirce. As an attomey, she is

determined o confront the system'a
faults from within, Her hell-bent pur-
suit of justice is a cructal factor in
Gerty Conlon's eventual release and
exoneration after more than 15 years
of illegal imprisonment.

“In the Name of the Father” un-
folds on two levels, both as a soclal
document and personal drama. In
Sherldan’s mind, there is a natural
connectlon belween the story's politi-
cal namaitve and Its allegory of a
father and son in confllct.

“Societies and religlous are struc-
tured around father images,” said
Conlon. "England became a kind of
father figure who the Irish have been

io confrent for a long time.”

Sheridan believes that England’s

centuries of dominion over Ireland
have undermined the Irsh father's
authority. The children of weak or
compromised fathers are often forced
to escape — if they can — or face be-
coming the very thing they despise.

“1 wanted to do a story about a
good father because there aren't any
good fathers in Irish literature,” said
Sheridan.

He belleves that modem Irish wri-
ters, such as Beckett and Joyce, re-
volted against authority by rejecting
the accepted devices of traditional
narrative, "Joyce had tocreale a Jew-
ish father, Leopold Bloom, because
he couldn't find within his own peo-
ple qualities he admired and re-
spected,” Sheridan satd.

“[ think it's time to go around all
that. ] wanted to find someone who
appeared weak, like Giuseppe, and
show his Inner goodness. By theend,
the abused child gets to confront
both his fathers. 1 wanted to break
the cycle of victimization — for the
child to be able to admit that his
father was a good man.”

Ultimately, Sheridan intends his
title to invoke not only an earthly but
aspiritual father, a plea foranend to
the clrcle of viclence,

"It's a cry from the heart —“In the
Name of the Father” — like at the
start of prayer,” said Sheridan. *If
you're not allowed to express your
feelings. a bomb will do it for you.”

‘Father’ provides faithful account of Guildford Four case

Although dramatic necessity
forced the Alrmmakers to compress
certains events and amalgamate var-
fous minor characters, “In the Name
of the Father" is a faithful account of
the history of the Guildford Four

case.

The film begins in the early 1970s,
acrossroads In Ireland's scarred his-
tory, as theworldwide peace and free-
dom movement struggled to takeroot
in aharsh season of violence between
Catholic and Protestant factions.

Protestants, who represented al-
most two-thirds of Northern Ireland's
population, moved to consolidate
their power, while a new generation
of nerthern Catholics, joined by some
Protestants, hoped to bring about
change through a non-viclent civil
rights movement.

The movernent soon began to at-
tract leftists and Irsh Republican
Army symmpathizers who saw [ts po-
tential for aparking full-scale revolu-
tion. Their ostensible goal of re-
uniting North and South hovered, as

always, in the background.
In the summer of 1968, armed

marauding groups (nfiltrated
Catholic neighborhoods, burning
homes and terrorizing the populace.

Ir: August of 1969, British troops
arrived to keep the peace. Welcomed
at first, trust evaporated whe}r: the

an making house-to-house
mmchb:sgm the Falls area of Belfast,
Since then, Northern Ireland has es-
sentially been governed from Lon-
don, under the occupation of British
troops.

Gerry Conlon, a likable but way-
ward Belfast youth, grew up in this
turbulent environment. He lived by
his wits among the ruins and paid
little attention to the political rum-
blings. There were no jobs, so Gerry
and his friends often stole to get mo-
ney. He was frequently playing cat-
and-mouse with the British authori-
ties and IRA volunteers —a constant
source of frustration to his father,

Gluseppe.

Gluseppe arranged for his son to
escape to England, giving Gerry what
litle money he could spare and beg-
ging him to stay out of trouble.

The advice did not take hold., Ar-
riving in England with his hoyhoeod
friend, Paul Hill, Gerry immediateley
found his way into Londen's hipple
commurity, where he met two idea-
listle young flower children, Paddy
Armstrongand his English girlfriend,
Carole Richardson.

The climate in England was, how-
ever, anything but favorable to new
arrivals from Ireland, peace-loving or
otherwise. Since 1969, the British
occupation of Northemn Ireland had
become a political quagmire. Ten-
sions were growing high, and British
intelligence was steeling itself for vio-
lent reprisals from the IRA —without
knowing where or when they would
strike.

One night, Gerry and Paul were
forced to sleep in the park where they

met Charlie Burke, a fellow Irishman
livinig on the streets. Later, Gerry and
Paul robbed a prostitute’s apartment
for quick cash.

That very night — Oct. 5, 1974,
bombs exploded in two pubs fre-
quented by British soldlers in the
London town of Guildford, killing five
people and injuring many others.

Other bombings soon followed. To
the English police and public, this
appalling erime could only be seen as
the first salvo In a new wave of IRA
terrorism.

On Nov. 28, 1974, under extreme
pressure to solve the crimes, British
authorities quickly enacted a draco-
nian law, the Preventlon of Terrorism
Act, which granted sweeping powers
to police— including the power tode-
taln suspects for seven days without
access to legal counsel,

Civil lberties thus became an
early casualty In England's war with
the IRA terriorirtss. Gerry Conlon
and his Fiends would be the next.

“The British government had fixed
in thelr mindsa certain image of what

an IRA terrorist ought to look Hke,”
sald co-screenwriter Terry George.
“Gerry Conlon fit that image per-
fectly. He was Irish, he was working
class, he had been asmall-time crim-
tnal and he lived on the fringes of soc-
fety. Unfortunately for Gerry — and
for the public in general -— the au-
thorities were dead wrong. So Gerry
and his friends went to jall while the
real murderers went free,”

Paul Hill was arrested under the
new law. Isolated and brutally inter-
rogated for days, Hill made a patently
false confession to the crimes, giving
Gerry Conlon's name as his accomp-
lice. Hill later told Conlon that the
lack of supppoting evidence and
gross inconsistencies in his confes-
slon would force the case to be

thrown out of court. If 50, he badly
underestimated the single-minded
determination of the courts to find a
scapegoat.

Like Hill, Conlon was interrogated
for days without being charged with
any crime, Mentally exhausted,
physically and verablly abused, he
.agreed o sign the confession pre-
pared for him. In so0 doing, he helped
implicate Carole Richardson and
Paddy Armstrong. Together with
Conlon and Hill, they would svon be-
come known in the British press as
the Guildford Four.

On Oct. 22, 1975, without como-
borating evidence and in spiteof hav-
ing recanted their earller confes-
sions, they were convicted of the
Guildford bombings.

“If you're not in good shape you'll have a
hard time wrestling,” sald Wildcat Jeff
Kucmierz.

The senfor sald it takes a very short time on
the mat to get worn out if your conditioning
isn't good.

*About a minute,” said Kucmierz, a third-
year wrestler who's dropped 30 pounds since
starting in the program.

Yet those minutes of intense action are ts-
lands in a sea of waiting for wrestiers.

In Friday’s meet, for example, Novi watched
for two hours while Howell and Brighton
battled. Some of the wrestlers sat in the
stands and looked on at thelr struggling col-
leagues. Others walked around the gym nerv-
ously and some tuned into their walkman
radios.

Novi coach Brad Huss said it's not uncom-
mon to wait a couple of hours between
matches, especially at large tournaments.

'ten, where there's a teen drinking or using

drugs, there’s a parent or family member also
doing 1t.

The addictive personality is generational,
trickling down from parent to child or from
grandparent to grandchild. Becoming addicted

For the “couch potato” who is cut of shape
and unaccustomed to vigorous physical activ-
ity. these levels of energy expenditure may re-
quire Herculean efforts.

Snow shoveling also places huge demands
on your heart. It responds to these demands
with abrupt increases in heart rate and blood
pressure. At the same time, breathing cold air
may trigger a reflex narrowing of the heart's
own blood vessels. Among persons with known
orlatent heart disease, these effects mayleadto
a lack of axygen supply to the heart muscle,
chest pain or potentlally dangerous heart

rhythm irregularities.
Last March we conducled a series of studies

at Beaumont Hospital by monitoring the phys-
lological responses of 10 Inactive, young,
healthy males while they shoveled heavy wet
Snow.

Whatdid we find? In a nutshell, snow shovel-
ing increased their heart rate and blood pres-
sure to dangerously high levels, in most cases
comparable to or higher than the maximum
values achleved during exhaustive treadmill

exercise testing,

In addition, after only two minutes of shovel-
ing, heart rate responses generally exceeded
the upper limit commonly prescribed for safe
exercise .

In summary, elderly persons or those with

step of recovery addresses the “character de-
fects” that are inherent in the addictive person-
ality: self pity, resentment, a critical nature,
suspiclon, displaced anger, tenseness, ap-
prehenstveness, emotional volatibility, with-
drawl, jealousy, selfishness, self indulgence,
dominarice, self-righteousness, stubbornness,
intolerance of others, dishonesty with self,
gloominess, smugness, narrow mindedniess,
feeling superior, procrastination, indifference,

Certainly, the range of character defects var-
jes from person to person and not all traits
apply toeveryene. But do you want these quali-
ties tn your children? Without acttvely pursu-

change and the parent can be assured that one
of their children will be “blessed” with the same
traits. That's a scary proposition.

B Pace yourself. Take frequent breaks.

B Use your legs, as well as your arms, in lifting
the snow. Bend your knees slightly when push-
ing or lifting snow.

B Lift small loads more often, using a short
shovel with a small scoop.

B Wear a cold-weather breathing mask or scarf
to avoid inhaling cold alr or exposing your face
and neck.

B Avoid big meals, alcohol and tobacco before
and after shoveling snow.

® Try not to shovel when it's windy. The wind
chill factor may be much lower than your ther-
mometer indicates.

B Wear several light layers of clothing rather
than one heavy layer, This allows you to take off
or put on clothing as you work. Dressing too
warmly can cause overheating and strain your
a\lr;dlwascular system. And remember to wear
a hat.

ven in the dead of winter, Dan
Fiedler can be found building
decks, taking pride in each and
every one he creates.

In fact, ta ensure the lasting quality of
each, Fiedler hand-picks the wood for
each project.

Fiedler, a licensed burilder, said he has
built decks since the 19705, adding that
the work was a natural outgrowth of his
Jjob as a landscape contractor for Beach
Tree Farm in Highiand.

He said that his four years of educa-
tion in mechanical drafting at Olivet
Nazarene College heips him when he
designs a new project. An innate ability
didn't hurt the Highland-based Dan
Fiedler's Bulldscape Inc. elther.

“I've always had a sense or feeling for
how you design things,” he explained.

In addition, his father, two grandfa-
thers, and one great-grandfather all
were butlders. “It's in the bloeod, |

guess,” he said.

Fledler said he really enjoys the out-
doors whether he's at work or play, "I
trained to work inside but the sun just
doesn't shine inside,” he added.

He likes his work for another reason:
he enjoys working with others.

“I meet and get to know a lot of great
people building decks,” he said. “Each
job just widens my horizons a little
more.”

A self-described perfectionist, Fiedler
said that sometimes his desire to com-
plete a project in the highest quality
fashion has cost him money in the past.
He chooses all premium wood and
materials, Where others would merely
nail wood together, he will use nail, glue
and wood screws {o attach deck pieces
to one another.

I can't stand it if it's not right.” he
said. “It totally goes against my nature
to not do something as well as it can be

done. I eliminate a whole host of poten-
tal problems by doing that.”

Fiedler sets up his decks with a laser
level. He said this {s the only tool which
can assure him of a perfectly level sur-
face each time.

One year, Fiedler changed the prima-
ry focus of his business from landscap-
ing to decks within a few months. “I fin-
ished landscaping early, and had a job
just building decks. {Building decks)
took off like wildfire. By spring, my
business was mostly (making) decks. 1
still do landscaping, but the decks keep
coming,”

Fiedler emphasized that his business
is year-round. He has worked on decks
in bitter January weather. What he likes
to do, however, is have enocugh advance
notice to stockpile and store enough
quality wooed on the sites of winter pro-

Handy blowers are now
becoming commonplace tool

Fifteen years ago. few, if
any, lawn maintenance profes-
sionals knew what a backpack
blower was. That was then.

Now, probably 80 percent or
more of the 60,000 plus com-
mercial maintenance contrac-
tors nationwide use these
handy tools to accomplish tire-
some tasks.

Originally designed to clear
leaves, grass clippings and
similar debris from decks.
patios, sidewalks and drive-
ways, backpack blowers are
now used for removing snow
from walks and driveways,
cleaning out clogged gutters,
vacuuming lawn debris and, in
some cases, applying liquid or
granular fertilizers to land-
scape plants, fruit trees or
lawns.

As the blower's reputation
and versatility spread, it has
now become more common-
place to see them hanging in
homeowner's garages.

WATER SAVERS
The blower market really
took off in 1977 when a West
Coast drought stopped gar-
deners from washing down
driveways. Backpack blowers
saved water for municipalities

and saved time and energy for
the professional user who oth-
erwise would have been forced
to clean up the old-fashioned
way, with a broom.

Innovative use of plastics
means that today’s backpack
blowers are more powerful
than their predecessors, yet
lighter, too. Many of the
world's leading manufacturers
of backpack blowers and other
portable power equipment
have equipped their newest
models with a padded back-
rest with lumbar support and
easy-to-adjust shoulder straps
for complete comfort.

The units are framed to pro-
tect ali vital engine parts while
still providing a high level of
serviceability.

Today's blowers are signifi-
cantly quieter and cleaner to
operate than their predeces-
sors. Yet, despite these
achievements, they've come
under selected pressure from
some municipalities and
homeowners who see them as
nolse and air polluters.

Ironically, the pressure
today is coming from the West
Coast, the area that helped

An increasing number of loeal
MLS and Realtor association thend-
ings are expected across the coun-
try this year, as the need to expand
the availability of information
intensities.

Several state associations of
Realtors are looking into the possi-
bility of a statewide information
system. In effect, they would link
all the local MI.Ss together o lor
one statewide system,

NAR also wants to create a sub-
sidiary corporation called The Fed-
eration. Its mission would be to
assist in the organization of MLS
operalions thal fit the crileria
established by The Federation for
membershipin its organization.

It also would serve as a research
and development group for char-

tered markets. As now proposed,
The Federation would receive ini-
tinl funding totaling nearly $10
million over the first five years of
operation. iy thal time it should
he seli-fonding, a NAR representa-
tive said.

The first step in NAR's plan is for
local Kealtlor associations to
remove all policies and rules that
contlict with recommendations for
the expamsion of information ser-
vices and plans for the establish-
ment of natural market areas. If
this isn't accomplished, the overall
plan cannot be implemented.

If suceessful, the plan could
greatly increase the accessibility of
property information by con-
sumers, And it would mean Real-
tors would not need to join many
associations and MLS groups, thus
saving substantial money now paid
out in dues and MLS fres.
