MiUer 
said since monitors have been 
posted In the lunchroom, haLHvays, 
and co111mo11s areas, students' to­
bacco use 111fractlons are down 40 
percent; fights fell 50 percent; 

locker thefts by 45 percent; and 
weapon possession dropped 33 
percent 

The statistics left some Board of 
Education i11embers perplexed ab­
out the safety of students at Novl 
High and others mislead about the 
climate there. 

Miller said he never meant to 
mislead anytxKly with the contents 
of the memo. I11stead. he said the 
stalisUcs were meant to illustrate 
the success of the program, not 
alarm the c o m m u n l ^ . 

"It was never jriy Intention to mis­
lead," Miller said. "I was Just trying 
to give some concrete evidence to 
show that the program is working. 

"It seems to n1e 51atwe've always 
been veiy open with the admi­

nistration and the board about 
what goes on. .Anytime a weapon is 
brought In or even If there is a r u ­
mor of a weapon being brought In, 1 
notify Central Office." he said. 

Miller has had to ca l l central of­
fice admlnlstators twice th.ls year, 
In the first semester, he said there 
were two students suspended for 
canyl1lg weapons Into the h igh 
school.

tions" into the Michigan consUtuUon. 

For the most part, he Was preach­
ing to the converted, if the cheering 
and standing ovations are any 
Indication. 

"Ifs almost an Insult to put this on 
tile ballot. It's an Insult to human 
reason. Why? We've got to remind 
ourselves of rights that are there," 
Kevorkian said. 

T o me, it's a right not to suffer.

Kevor­
kian's attorney, Geoflrey Fleger, pre­
dicted that the rlght-to-11fe move­
ment would likely spend $5 million to 
fight them. 

The one-sentence amendment 
proposal reads: "The riglit of compe­
tent adults, who are Incapacitated by 
lilcurable medical conditions, to vol­
untarily request and receive medical 
assistance with respect to whether or 
not their lives continue, shall not be 
restrained or abridged." 

Novl resident Heidi Fenlandez, the 
common-law wife of Tom Hyde, who 
died In August with Kevorkian's aid, 
was present and ready to start circu­
lating petitions. A film crew from A B C 
New York spent the weekend trailing 
Fernandez, who was also featured 
several weeks ago on the NBC news­
magazine Now. 

Fernandez says the tragedy of her 
fiaiicc's quick descent from good 
health into helplessness after he was 
stricken by l-ou Gehrig's Disease 
convinced her to Isecome an actiVist 
for assisted suicide. 

"1 think ifs absolutely Wonderful, 
when l saw how many people Were ln 
that chi1rch, it Went ri^t through niy 
body, my adrenalin perked right up." 
Fernandez said. 

Kevorkian was charged With help­
ing four t£n1li11ally i l l patients to die 
since the ban on assisted suicide 
went into effect last year. Of these, he 
now faces trial only i n the Hyde case.

Judge Thomas Jackson may n11e on 
a moUon to dismiss the case Feb. 18. 

< "Judge Jackson, whom I have a l ­
ways flimly believed has lt In for Dr. 
Kevorkian a1id I thought Would be 
unfair to Dr. Kevorkian, has been sit­
ting on my motion for over one 
month," Fleger said last week. "IDr.

Kevorkian isn't going to be held 
hostage." 

Fieger said If the Hyde case is not 
dropped, he will demand that i i ic 
trial biegln the next day. 

Tlie t)on1bastic Fleger, quoting 
Nietzche. Dylan Thomas and the 
Bible, warmed up the crowd for Ke­
vorkian. Assisted suicide, he said, is 
"a soil landing out of this world." 

"It pertains to you and you alone 
making the decision that the disease 
process has won, with the assistance 
of your doctors. Noone on thebaslsof 
religion, morality or ethics has the 
rigllt to deny It," Fieger said. 

"It is the right not to suffer. The 
right to be lefl alone. The right to ex-
eiTlse personal autononiy between 
your cof1science and your god and 
yourself." 

Kevorkian, recently released from 
the electronic tether mandated by an 
Oakland Countyjudge. quoted aboli­
tionist leader FYederick Doiiglass 
and lashed out at the legislators \n 
1.ansl1ig as "tyrants" who are "men­
tally infirm." 

"I didn't like cKlcs ii1 high school. I 
realize now hoW important it is," he 
said. 

Kevorkian Went head on With the 
possibility of his own death during a 
recent hunger strike i n an Oakland 
County Jail. That, and because he 
was toltl his fast was "selfish and 
pointless," led him to pursue the 
right to doctor-assisted suicide 
through another cha11nel. he told the 
audience. 

"I didn't want to die suddenly and 
die lnja l l . . .This Is the Way to go and 
J thl11k it will bie using what Is left of 
my life fruitfully," Kevorkian said. 

°E r̂e1y reasonable adult, not those 
Who are driven Insane by some philo­
sophical concept, has to think that If I 
vote no on this, I want them to take 
my right away. What sane, rational 
person would do that?" 

The petition drive Was kicked off at 
St. Paul's; church member Janet 
Goode is president of tl1e Hemlock 
Society of iviichigan. Which backs as 
slsted suicide. 

"St. I^ul's Is a church committed 
to Wrestling with the truth," Rev. 
Dr.Thomas Eggebeen said. 

"Most people will be surprised to 
leam that the Bible does not actually 
take a stand against suicide orVolun-
tary death. Neither does Judaism or 
Christia11ity." 

Afterwards, c h u r c h members 
flocked dow11stairs to hug or shake 
hands With the relaxed and friendly 
KeVorkian and sign peUtlons. 

Marilyn Stromberg of IJVonia ex­
plained that after watching her pa­
rents decline in a nursing home, she 
b a c k s t h e c o n s t i t u t i o n a l 
amendment. 

"I saw What they went through. M y 
lather Was a physician Who believed 
ln the quality of life. He felt Ufe 
shouldn't be prolonged, and then he

Increasing the sales tax may be the 
only way to assure that h igh-
spending school districts like the 
Novl Community School District will 
be able to maintain their existing 
programs. 

State Rep. Wil l i s Bu l i a rd . R-
MUford. and Senator Dave Honlg-
man, R-West Bloomfleld, both said 
Tuesday that Lhe March !5 ballot 
plan which raises the sales tax from 
four to six cents Is the only plan that 
constitutionally guarantees districts 
like Novl Will get $6,500 In state aid 
for each child In the dlstrlcL 

The two politicians were asked by 
NoVfs p r o to come to the Instruc­
tional Technology Center Tuesday 
evening Lo explain the ballot proposal 
and answer questions about the new 

school finance reform package. Ab­
out Novl 25 parents and residents at­
tended the informaUonal meeting. 

According to the representative 
and the senator, the t>est option for 
Novl and other high spending dis-
Ulcts like it is the ballot plan. They 
say that plan constitutionally guar­
antees Novl the $6,500 per pupil 
grant tloat will be generated from the 
two cent sales tax Increase. If Michi­
gan voters reject the sales tax, the 
democrats statutory plan wiJ! kick in 
and raise Income tax nates from 4,4 
percent to 6 percent. 

Both Builaixl and Honlgman fear 
that If the statutory plan prevails, re­
sidents will be u p In arms alx)ut the 
Income tax Increase and force legisla­
tors to cut back on funding for high 
spending districts like Novl as a 
means to gain revenue and cut taxes. 

T h e $6,500 is in WrIUng. A n d the 

system is in place," Buliard said. "If 
the sales tax falls, a sL\ percent in ­
come Lax comes in . 

"A lot of people will be screanllng 
when they realize that the Income tax 
is higher. Then they'll be putting 
pressure on us to pull the nloney out 
from d i s t r i c t s l i k e Novl a n d 
Bloomfleld.-

Ho11ig111an agreed and said the 
statutojy plan would bie "disastrous" 
for Michigan's economy. 

"If that happens weathlier districts 
will pay," he said. "And since the sta-
tuloiy plan has no constitutional 
guarantees, everything c a n be 
changed. 

"If you care a1X)ut t11c econoniy It's 
better to have a highler sales tax than 
a higher income tax. I think the back­
up plan ia a disaster for the state's 
econoiTiy. It Is worse than the current 
plan and worse than the property 

utx." 
Hofllfiinall and Buliard argued 

tliat districts like Novl were lucky to 
fare as well as they did under the 
school refoml package. 

"You are gettiiig a very good deal," 
the Senator said. 'You're spending a 
lot n»re out here than most other 
districts do. It's a gocxl deal because 
we got the state lo agree to give us 
{high sfxjnding districts like those In 
Honlgman's district) $6,500 here but 
In Detroit In some cases they got less 
like $5,000." 

Buliard echoed Honigman's com­
ments and called the Ixillot plan "the 
biggest victory to be gained." 

"I feel that getting the base at 
$6,500 is the single most Important 
thing to do lo keep taxes down. It's 
probably the biggest victory to be 
gained," Buliard said.

Thl.s year's scores on the Michigan 
Assessment Education Crofirain 
(MF.AP) test shouiti have Novl Conl-
munily School District admlnistra-
toiTS breathing a sigh of relief. 

Novl High School IMncipal Aithur 
Miller was pleased to report that 
more than 90 percent of the stu(ients 
In the class of 1994 scored well 
eiiough on the nnlh, science and 
reading tests to earn slate eildorsed 
diplomas. 

The math and reading portions of 
the stale's assessment test is given 
annually to fourtli-, seventh- and 
tenth-grade students. Students in 
fiflh. eighth and eleventh grade take 
ollly the science portion of the ailnual 
exam. 

Of the 265 students In the class, 
2.39 of them or 90 percent of the class 

have passed enough of tlie test's ob­
jectives to earn math, science and 
reading endorsements needed for a 
slate-eildorscd diploma. Nineteen 
students or 7 percent of the same 
class have earned twoout of the tllree 
endorsements. Four students or two 
percent has earned at least one out of 
three. 

Ollly three students or one percent 
of the class has yet to earn any of the 
three endorsements. 

Stale endorsed diplomas surfaced 
i n the State of Michigan's school code 
years ago. L,ai1guagc in the new code 
adojited by Legislators in Decembier 
retains the provision for endorsed 
diplomas based on ME.AJ' scores un-
Ul 1996. Afler dia l , a new proficiency 
lest will tie written to replace the 
M E A l ' exam. It will bie designed spe<:i-
fically for state endorsed diplomas. l i i 
1999, social studies will be iricluded 
on the annual test. 

O u r B e s t S e l l i i l g J a s p e r 
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Miller said high school stalisUcs 
include llle scores of all special 
needs' students as well as new 
ellrollment. 

"We arc delighted tliat die class of 
1994 has done so well," he said F ^ -
day. "These are very successful 
StalisUcs." 

While district offlclals are celebnit -
Ing the students' scores on Ule M E A P 
exam. Ihey are still U:acklngdown the 
Uiree students who did poorly to find 
out why. 

WlUloul conclusion of the Study. 
Miller suggested that those studeiits 
may have done poorly for a variety of 
reasons. 

"It's possible that the kids With no 
endorsements may haVe never taken 
the test before," he said. "Tlley nlay 
have come from schools In other 
s tates where the M E A P i sn ' t 
administered." 

According to Miller . 93. l percent 

of the high schoolers scored In the 
th.ird or fourth quart lie of Ule test the 
first Ume through the annual lest. On 
the reading portion of the test. 85 
percent of Novi tenth gradeis earned 
their reading endorsements this fall 
after taking the test once. Slmilarlly, 
78 percent of Ihe district's tenth 
graders earned math endorsements 
the first time Uirough. 

In Oc'ikland County, only three 
other school districts reported higher 
scores than Novl students. They were 
Binnlnghajl1. Bloomfleld and Ro-
chest.er schools. 

In all three of those districts no­
body scored higher than three per-
ceiltage points above Novl. In Ma­
comb County, there wasn't a single 
district that reported scores higher 
thail Novl. .And In Way11e County, 
Northville, Rosevlew, Grosse Isle anr-
Crosse Point were U1e ordy four di: 
tricts to score above Novi.

The tinkering conUiiues on a prop­
osed contract between Evergreen 111, 
the developers of Main Street, and 
the City of Novl. 

Monday, Novl's lawyer had gone 
over changes made by Evergreen's la -
wyer in respor1se to changes In the 
agreement suggested a week earlier 
by the City Council. 

"I'm a little disappointed we don't 
have It toi11ght. It seems you learned 
attoneys and plarlillrig department 
could get it on one piece of paper," 
Council Member Robert Schmld 
said. 

The city council approved the con­
tract In concept — which calls for 
Evergreen to spend $194,000 lo re­
search their questions about the pro­
ject — but the flnal document is ejc-
pected lo t>e brought back before 
them tonight (Thursday, Feb. .3) dur­
ing a special meeting of the council 
called to discuss the nature trails 
plan, so members can have time to 
actually read what they may sign. 

The research is expected to pro­
vide al1swers to thequestion if invest • 
ing city money in Main Street is a 
fiscally-sound proposlUon. The ring 
road needed for the development Is 
expected to cos t $ 1 million, while wa -
ter and sewer lines add a11other 
$.300,000 to the infrastructure costs. 

James Chen of Evergreen 111 has 
asked the city to chip in on some of 
this, possibly by donating city land 
on Novi Road to the developers. 
Evergreen will pay for an appraisaJ of 
the city property. 

"I have a problem with attorneys 

making changes to four Items. Con­
tinue negotiating on the agl-eement 
andbrlng it back when it's fully resol­
ved." Council Member Joseph Toth 
said. 

Council Meilihier O i r o l Mason ear­
lier asked that a reference to the pos­
sible future donation of city land ht 
deleted from the document. Everg­
reen wants that i n . 

"1 don't think it changes the body 
of the agreenient at a l l . . . II doesn't 
mean aiiything's going to happen," 
Novl City Attorney David Fried said. 

Anotller change Evergreen wants 
is to delete a clause giving the city 
sole (lisciTeUon In choosing a contrac­
tor to perform the streetscape 
analysis, because it might opt for the 
priciest contractor. The developers 
say they want someone of quality at a 
mtxierate price. 

Novfs Director of Public Works, 
Tony Nowlcld, Will set a priority list 
for Evergreen when the resealrh gets 
underway. 

Mason and Council Member Tim 
Pope did not Join the others In okay­
ing the agreement i n concept — for a 
second time. The Idea of the contract 
Was first approved In late January. 

Pope says he's willing to abide by 
the majority opinion, but he wants 
lead time lo read the finalized 
document. 

"To tie somewhat sarcastic, 1 won­
der if we could amend this motion to 
wish the attorney a good day because 
the resolution does almost nothing," 
Pope said. 

"If I receive an agreement Thurs­
day night right when I Walk In, 1 Will 
vote no. I would encoiorage the par­
ties to reach a solution."

The Nov! City Council has alrea<ly 
aj^Rt'ci lo seismic tesUng, which uses 
small dyiialilitc chai-|<es, on the 
newiy-acquiied ixjik land. Members 
of the U k c s Area Ftesidents Associa­
tion [\AHA) ilict Jan. 25 to ftre off a 
few questions at represeillatlves of 
Wolveiiile Oil and Gas Company, 
which has coilunlssioiied the tests, 
alid Eagle Hxploi-alion, which will do 
the woi'k. 

Kofiy Lucas lives on South l.ake 
D.--lve, righ.t behind the park. 

"It's our lax tlloney that bouglit 
that park alld jxiys for 11 eveiy year. 
I'nl ver>' sad we didn't know alxiut it 
fronl Uie city. Does it drain any oil off 
of our laIld? I have a pi-etty big back 
yard," she asketl. 

At tills iKilnt, whether or not a well 
would "take" oil from the nearby resi­
dential proiXTlies Is unknown, said 
John Vrona, Wolverine's exploration 
manager. l ie says it's uncertain If 
there is oil uilder the Twelve-alld-a-
half Mile I^oad projx-l-Ucs, but that 
tlie comp;iny U'lrgeted the area as a 
large, vacant site suitable for testing 
in a coilrmiiiiily where oil has already 
been (liscovered. IV/o wells are now 
In place In Novl. 

"Vv'e h<-ive no idea what wc'ie going 
to llnd and how big It fnight be. It's 
ix)ssible you could get drained. It's 
just as likely you could have a well as 

well." Vrona told Lucas. 
"We would like to n ln seismic tests 

on every large piece of property we 
could find In this area. It's like taking 
a handful ofjclly beans and throwing 
tllem on the floor, we do not know-
where they're goiI1g to end up." 

If gas and oil were to he foulld 
under the 'lYee Farm or under Sha-^ 
wood Lake, Novl City Manager Ed 
Krlewall said, the well could be 
placed on the city's Wastewater 
Treatment l'lant on West Road. Then 
the wells could be ailgled-drilled to 
the petI^oleiim deposits. 

"Vou 1i;aliy don't kilow they'iie (the 
wells) there. Technology has moved 
tremendously," Krlewall added. 

[Olewall said the city appears to 
own the mineral and oil rights to the 
newly-acquired land. 

"Why wa.s testing filmed down at 
Rotary Park? Why were we the fortu­
nate people lo get this," Shawood 
Lake resident J i m Korte wondered. 
"It's t11e most environmentally-
sensitive area of the city." 

The city council Infall 1993 turned 
down a request lo lease the oil rights 
to RotaI-y Park to another oU firm. 

Council Member Carol Mason 
questioned Vrona's statements that 
the search for oil in north Novi is 
speculative. 

"I know no company has ever put 
ttiis much money into testing unless 
Ihey know they are going to come ou t 
with a lot of oil and a lot of money. I 
tliink this has moved to fast for this 
community," she said. 

Vlxina conceded that if oil is found. 
Wolverine will make a greater profit 

than the landowner te^ailsc it is the 
company taking the risk. 

"SomeUllng here upsets me ter­
ribly, Ms. Mason is categorically ilUs-
infonlied with resi)ect to selsiillc ex-
plol-atlon. TTle way you find out is you 
explore for It, I think it's a shame for 
somebo(iy to tell you something 
which Is not a tnilh," lie said. "I have 
no proof posiUve Uierc is ally oil and 
gas In the places we conduct 
seismic." 

The LARA members had a number 
of questions about the cnviroilmcn-
tal impact of the testing on lire park 
and surrounding are.is. 'Ihe test will 
cover 20 miles of ground in over a 
three-week period ill Maixh . 

Noise pollution shouldn't be a fac­
tor. Vro11a says the explosions will 
sound no louder than a dog's bark. 
Nlnely-slx shots will be detonated 
over a two-mile area. Microphones 
planted in cables will pick up the 
sound the charges make hitting the 
underground rock fonru-iUons, ena­
bling experts lo detemrine if any pet­
roleum may be buried in fossil coral 
reefs there. 

The company carries a $4 million 
Insurance policy covering the work. It 
has promised to donate $500 to 
Novi's tree fund lo reimburse the city 
for tile tree limbs and bushes which 
wi l l tie cut to clear sight lines along 
the cables. 

Novi's ordinances permit dyna-
milecharges of up lo two pounds; Ea­
gle ExploraUon will be using a one-
eighth column of dyilamite. Staff 
meml>ers wi l l monitor the lines and 
make sure no one is in the way when 
the charges are electronically deto-

nattxi. Eagle lYesidenl I>eonard Har-
rand said. 

The dynamite will be placed i n nar­
row, five-foot deep holes which the 
company says w i l l be refilled 
afterwards. 

Spot checks will be made to ensure 
Ihe comixlny has not left aliy explo­
sives or its vehicles unwatched, Fire 
Chief Arthur I^n;ighan said. If so, 
they could lose their city peI-mit. 

While signs will be posled around 
the perinleter of the park warning of 
Hie operation, Korte said he is con-
cenied that nearljy residents wil l not 
be directly notilleil to stay out of the 
park at that time. 

"There could be a danger in being 
on city land. People are on that city 
land iTeguhu-ly. either snowmobiling 
or walJdng." he said. 

City Forester Chris PargoffWill be 
keeping an eye on the testing. 11 
should be a close eye LAlilA president 
Hany Avaglan advised. 

"The people are extremely sensi­
tive to environmenlal disturbances 
Ulat may appear. For your own pro-
lection, I would suggest you have the 
foies lerwll l iyou.Idol l ' lmeanthal ln 
ally physical sense of harm," he told 
Harrand. 

At least one L.ARA memiaer saw an 
oil well .as good way for the city to tap 
into a new funding source. 

"It doesn't sound like this is a slg-
fliflcarit envirorrmenlal Impact. It 
doesn't sound like much of a burden 
lo the residents. Maybe we ought to 
rind out if there's oil there and maybe 
it could benellt the city as much as 
these two gentleman," Matthew Les­
ter said.

"But 
weVe also got Increased coverage 111 
the building and commons areas, 

T l i e r e used to be a lot of locker 
theft in the commons areas. But now 
there Is one monitor tliere all day long 
and we've had a big reduction in the 
numberofproblems over there. It's l i ­
terally gone." 

The six monitors Work the lun­
chroom daily. Only three are kept on 
the clock before and after lunch 
Umes. Miller said. 

Hall monitors have helped facili­
tate emergency drill procedures ar-̂  
ound construction taking place at 
the .school. During such drills, Miller 
said monitors have been useful In re­
routing students and staff and open­
ing locked d«x>rs to ensure safety and 
security. 

In hallways before and afler lunch 
hours, monitors have helped stifle 
student noise that Was a big com­
plaint for first flcxir teachers last year. 

They have also stepped Into to 
supervise the girls' locker room and 
help with emergencies so teachers 
and tileir assistants didn't have to 
leave theL-- rooms and laboratories. 

Hall monitors have a l iad In taking 
dally attendance at the high school. 
Before they Were on-boand, students 
iilade the day's reports to the olUce. 
Often there were errors. But nowa-
(iays. Miller said reports are "ex­
tremely acculxite." 

Board members Jul ie Abrams and 
Craig Foreback backed the motion 
because of the progress the program 
Miller said it has made In the school. 
Abrams also noted and appreciated 
the addlUoI1al safety and security 
measures moflltofs provide as the 
high school undergoes its expar1slon.

Voters may now apply for an ab­
sentee voter ballot if they plari to be 
out-of-town for the special election 
on Tuesday. March 15. 

"The special election requested 
by the Legislature to decide the fate 
of a ballot proposal on school fund­
ing comes at a time when many M l -
chlgan residents will be VacaUonlng 
in wanner parts of the country or 
sightseeing With their children on 
spring break." Secretary of State 1 -̂
chard H. AusUn said. 

"As residents make plans to be 
out-of-town on March 15 they 
should add an absentee voter ballot 
applicaUon to their list of things to 
do." 

Slate law allows registered voters 
to apply for an absentee voter ballot 

75 days prior to the election i f they 
plan to be out-o.f-town on election 
day. The law also extends the rlglit 
to vote by absentee voter ballot to 
Individuals unable to vote without 
assistance; voters 60 years of age or 
older, voters In Jail awaiting ar­
raignment or trial, voters working 
as precinct Inspectors in a precinct 
other than where they are regis­
tered to vote; and voters unable to 
attend the polls because of religious 
beliefs. 

If any of these conditions exlsl 
voters should write or telephone 
their city or township clerk to ob­
tain an absent voter hiallot applica­
tion, or complete the applicaUon In 
person at the local clerks ofllce.

Q: I have a northern Michigan sum­
mer home as well as one In town. Will 
the cut in property taxes affect t>oth 
hoines? 

A. No. only "yoilr principal legal re­
sidence," according to the slate 
Treasury Departlnent. 

Your principal residence wil l be 
taxed at six mills If lYoposal A pass-
ses March 15. and at 12 mills if it 
doesn't. All non-homestead property 
will hie taxed at 24 mills. 

Q. How will the local treasurer 
know the difference? 

A. The state Treasuiy Departrnent 
will fnalJ you a Conn in which you get 
to choose. Forms are due out in a 
couple of weeks. You have until 
March 1 to return it to the city or 
township In which the property is lo­
cated. Many ciUes also are reported 
to be sending out their own version of 
the same form. The form is nothing 
more than an alTldavlt saying the 
property Is your principal residence. 

"Vacation homes and Income 
property whichyou do not occupy as 

I your principal residence may not be 
claimed," says the treasury notice.

Q. Suppose i claim both homes to 
get the six mill rate. How can they 
catch ma? 

A. You need to list your Social Sec­
urity numljer on the form. The state 
WlU cross-check by So<:lal Security 
Iluinber to make sure you aren't 
claiming two homes. Meanwhile, If 
you do get caught in a f;Il.se claim, you 
can be ordered to pay (1 j the extra 12 
or 18 mills, (2) Interest at one percent 
alxive the current prime rate, ajld (3) 
a penalty at 5 percent per month of 
the due tax to a rnaxinlum of 50 
percent. 

Q. We're empty nesters. We have 
just a small home In town where i work 
but a much larger lakefront home up 
north. Can i declare the iakefront 
home as my p r i n c i p a l l ega l 
residence? 

A. Treasury says to use the one 
that is your "domiclie" ~ that is. 
"your principal resideilce, the place 
yoii intend to return to whenever you 
go away. You can have only one dornl-
cile at a time." 

Q. How much paperwork is there to 
fill out to get my property tax cut? 

A. Very little. Your name(s) and ad -
dress. Social Security nuinberfs) and 
the tax identification number of the 

property. 

Q. i live in a condo. Can 
lower rate, too? 

get the 

A. Yes. The Treasury form says: 'If 
you own and live in a unit in a mlilti-
ple uitlt dwelling or in a multipurpose 
buildlllg, give the percentage of the 
entire building tllat yovir unit (your 
pi-lnclpal residence) occupies." 

Another section of the form covers 
cooperative housing corporations. 

Q. How do farmers fare In all of 
this? 

A. Farmers always fare well. Not 
only the house but the entire farm 
gets the lower homestead tax rate. 
The city dweller who lives above his 
store gets a break only on the resi­
dential portion. 

There are famlers. however, who 
have lakefront homes and commute 
to their fanns the way a city person 
drives to work. We have no word on 
whether such agilcultural property 
will be taxed as homestead.

He's theITefore asking resi­
dents to Qll out a duplicate form, to 
be kept on file at the city assessoi^s 
olllce.

Inlsplaced or lost by the state, so I'm 
sencllIIg two." he explained. 

He also advises residents to 
make a copy of the affidavit for their 
own recoitls. 

Ihe fllIctiiatlng state of school fi­
nance refornl has kept local as.ses-
sor's - - and residents confused, 
Klausmeyer said. 

"It's like eating an elephant. You 
do it one bite at a tlnle," he said. 

"1 don't kilow how the legislature 
is going to resolve the issue." 

The assessor's office Is already 
hearing from eager taxpayers ask­
ing for aj1ything from a cash refund 
on their taxes to a reduction li1 their 
assessment. That's not what the 
proposed reforms are about. De­
puty Assessor Kathy Paschke said. 

"1 think the key Is the assessment 
stays the same. It's the rnlllage rate 
that really has an Impact," she 
explained. 

Klausmeyer Is encouraging resi­
dents to inail in the forms, rather 
than dropping them off In person 
and competlIig at tlie counter with 
taxpayers setting up their appoint­
ments in Maixh with the board of 
review. The affidavits should hie 
postmarked no later than March 1. 

"Post111arks March l and stay 
tuned," he added. 

One problem area he forsees Is 
when a resident winters In Florida, 
he or she may not know about the 
affidavits i n time to make the dead­

line. Volunteers at the Novl Senior 
Center arc already advising older 
resident-'i there alxiut the forms. 
Not niaking the deadline could be fl-
iL-inclally devastating on someone 
with a fixed income, Klausmeyer 
said. 

When all the forms arrive at city 
hall, they will be mailed off to l>ans-
Ing at a date as yet not specified by 
the state. The slate wil l pay for the 
postage. Meanwhile, the assessor's 
staff is looking for cartons to store 
the paperwork in . 

Most residents can expect as­
sessment increases of under four 
percent this year — except lor those 
Who live near Shawood Lake but do 
not own beachfront land. Homes 
there may see hikes of 15 percent. 
That's because residences there 
have a city-assigned S E V of about 
$30,000 but are selling in the 
$80,000 range. 

New bunding In Novl over the 
past year raised the city's SE:v — 
now at about $1.3 billion — by 
solnewheie frolil $25 to $30 rliilllon, 
Klausmeyer said. Most of tl1ejump 
was due to tlie construction of new 
homes. 

This year, the board of review Will 
meet from Monday, March 14 
through Friday, March 18. Resi­
dents must apply at the assessor's 
office for an app'jlntment by March 
11.

"I'm 
not going to remind you we're the vot­
ers who go to the Voting polls, l think 
you know where we're cofnlIig from." 

City Manager Ed Krlewall recom­
mended that the road work keep to 
an earlier priority list set by the coun­
cil but warned that the funds might 
run out before the lowest priority. 
Eleven Mile Road from Beck to 
Wlxom roads, is built. 

Krlewall said he didn't think all of 
the comments residents directed to 
the council over the Decker Road de­
lay were warranted. 

"There was absolutely a good rea­
son to sit back and look at Decker 
Road (when it) calne in $1 million 
over budget. It could have impacted 
the program drastically, It could have 
torn the heart out of it," he said. "I 
think there was soIlle unfair criticism 
handed across the table tonight." 

Shawood Lake resident J i m Korte 
remained skeptical about why 
cker Road was postponed last fall. 

"The only (hiniTf find frightening is 
when our city manager suddel11y de­
cides Decker Road should be live 
lanes. I question why. What is the 
tradeoff, what shenanigans are going 
on that should lead to such a change 
i n position?" he said. 

Most of the council memliers re­
mained hopeful that all of the roads 
wi l l be finished up with dollars to 
spare. 

"I personally think We probably 
can complete all these projects. We 
selected them as being the top ten at 
the lime," (Council Member Joseph 
Toth said. 

If there is a surplus, Council Mem­
ber Tim Pope reminded his col-
leagues that the council had agreed 
to refund the lefto\'er moiiey lo the 
vol el's. 

But other ideas Were also batted 
around. Council Member Rob Mitzel 
said he's disappointed that the pro­
ject doesn't include safely paths for 
walkers and bicyclists. 

"You can c h o c ^ to run or ride in 
the gutter, or risk getting hit by a 
car," he said. 

Mc1.allen was all for this: T m look­
ing forward to the excess In there. I'd 
like the voters to support Rob Mitzel 
and put the money into the sidewalk 
fund." 

Not eveiyone is sure that the city 
should keep to its road priorities. 
r>ope suggested that an extension of 
T a a Road from Twelve Mile to West 
Road should be at the bottom of the 
list. In part because it appears the 
city faces lawsuits to win the rights-
of-way for the work.

Put 'medicide' issue 
before the electorate 

Dr. J a c k Kevorkian and his min ­
ions appear lo be on tl-ie light track. 11-
naily, with their cfTorts to circulate a peti­
tion to place a constitutional amend­
ment on the ballot w h i c h would protect 
the right of Irlcapacltated patients to end 
thcLr lives. 

Heretofore, the good dOctor has at­
tempted to force the issue by practicing 
his so-called "medicide," and the legisla­
ture and courts have proven themselves 
incapable Of addresslrlg the Lssue. The 
legislature has done everything it can to 
avoid the issue, deciding Instead to 
undertake a study. The tcmporaiy ban, 
enacted while the legislature is studying, 
produced a plethora of court cases, but 
even thejudges have spent most of their 
time of peripheral issues, skirting the 
central question. Even the rulings on the 
constitutionality of the law addressed 
Only the question of whether this tem­
porary ban was enacted properly, not on 
whetller there is a right for patients with 
incurable medical conditions to end 
their sufTeriilg by suicide. 

It could well be that there is nothing 
In the constitution now that would settle 
the question. A lay person's reading of 
the constitution would reach Qlat con­
clusion, although attorneys and Judges 
might find some other point of constitu­
t ional law does cover the Issue. 

So Kevorkian a n d his supporters 
are proposing to solve the problem by ad­
ding the necessary verbiage to the Mich i ­
gan constitution. 

Now. the proposed constitutional 
amendment would pose some interest 
problems for the legal s y s t e m . . . and we 
are not altogether comfortable wi th the 
way it is worded. It s imply states: T h e 
right of competent adults , who are inca­
pacitated by incurable medical condi­
tions, to voluntarily request and receive 

G o v e r n m e n t 

medical assistance With respect to 
whether or not tlieir live continue, shall 
not be restrained or abridged." It would 
simply give Ulem an absolute right to 
commit suicide. 

Tflere are problems In the wording, 
What about Alzhcimers patients, whose 
mental competency may be gone lorlgbe-
fore they are Incapacitated by the 
disease? 

What about patients left crippled in 
an accident, perhaps suffering quadrip-
legia or even paraplegia? They can go On 
to lead fruitful lives, if they c a n get over 
the init ial depression. B u i this amend­
ment would appear to give them a right 
to suicide d u r i i g that time. 

We also remain concerned about 
hoW to protect the elderly from being 
coerced or convinced Ulat It is time for 
sulQlde by others who would profit from 
their deaths, or at least be relieved of the 
burden of having to care for them. 

St i l l , In giving a deilnltlve state­
ment about whether it is right or wrong 
for the Incapacitated to end their suffer­
ing by suicide, a constitutional amend­
ment would give the stale legislature and 
the legal community their marching or­
ders to set up the necessary systems to 
address many Of these surrounding 
questions. 

Ultimately, that is statement is one 
that can only come from the electorate.

A s It t u r n s ou t , t h e r e were t w o I n c i ­
d e n t s of s t u d e n t s c a r r y i n g w e a p o n s In 
t h i s past s e m e s t e r c o m p a r e d to t h r e e t h e 
p r e v i o u s y e a r . W h a t w a s Invo lved were 
t o y s d e s i g n e d t o l o o k j u s t l i k e r e a l g u n s , 
w h a t M i l l e r r e fe r red t o a s " facs imi l e w e a ­

pons;" a broomhandle or bat; a canister 
of Mace; andapocketknlfe. Mi l l e r said in 
a follow up interview that no student has 
ever been caught carrying an op>eratlonal 
gun in the school. 

Yes, the school district needs to 
take these Incidents seriously, but they 
not quite as bad as we had feared they 
might be. These sound more l ike cases of 
kids jus t being kids . The term "weapons 
violations" brought lo mind something 
much more serious, much more deadly. 

What Is bothersome Is that this 
wasn't clarified i n the school board meet­
ing Itself. As a result, a lot of people 
walked away from the meeting need­
lessly wonyiIlg about what was going ol l 
at the high school. 

The board cou ld have Just asked 
then and there for a clarification. Mil ler 
was present at the session. W h y It didn't 
is somethirlg at which we can oIily guess. 
Probably, It was because they were too 
stunned to know what to do o r how best 
to handle this new problem. Confronted 
with what could be a major, and frankly 
frightening new situation, members 
probably were a b i t afraid of what they 
might hear in that public meeting if they 
asked for more information. 

The morale: Problems i n reality are 
rarely as serious as our Imaginations are 
capable of making them out to be. Get 
the facts. 

Why Miller didn't s tand up on his 
own to explain Is also not clear. Again , We 
have to guess. Considering h i s later pro­
testations that he never meant to mis­
lead anyone. It appears Mi l l e r mista­
kenly thought he was getting caught up 
In a political battle before the school 
board. MUler apparently was misreading 
the na tura l concerns of members as they 
reacted to some poorly put, incomplete 
Information which he had given them. 

The morale: Mak ing assumptions 
about what someone's reaction wi l l be or 
about what their motivations are often 
hampers real commun ica t i on . Give 
them the facts, a l l the Jacts, and reason-
able peole will most often reach pretty 
much the same conclusion y o u d id once 
you had a l l the facts.

U.S. Rep. Bi l l Ford last week 
shocked the Michigan political 
establishment when he an-
noLmced on the House floor that 
he would not run for a 16th term 
this fall. 

Ford. D-YpsllanU. Is in his 
30th year ancl had risen to chair 
the Education and Labor Com­
mittee, one of the House's most 
powerftil. He Is one of the ack­
nowledged barons of Congress. 
His career, marked by consis­
tent dedlcatlon to his Ideab and 

to the interests of his largely working-class district, offers 
113 insight to the Inner workings of American politics. 

First, the motivation. While Ford was a freshmail In col­
lege, his father died tragically In a fJactoiy fire. The son 
never foigot what damage an imsafe worlqjlace could in ­
flict On a family, as many v^*o tried to weaken OSHA safety 
rules later foimd to their dismay. 

Second, the career, Most successful politicians serve a 
long apprenticeship In local government and politics, and 
Bil l Fold followed suit A Justice of the peace and later 
township attorney for the rapidly growing suburb of Tay­
lor, he was elected a delegate to the Michigan Constitu­
tional ConvenUon in 1961 and then to the state Senate be­
fore entering Congress in 1965. 

Former House Speaker Tip O'Neill used to say that, in 
America, "all poliUcs is local." Bill Ford knows that adage 
in his bones. 

Third, the seniority and power. It takes a long time to get 
established i n the House, but once you are you Ve got a lot 
of clOut. especially vihtn you rise in seniority on a powerful 
committee. 

Ford has clout to spare. He Is responsible for laws pro­
viding family and medical leave for Workers and regulatmg 
employers who Intend to close plants. He worked on health 
care, grants and loans for college students, striker re­
placement policy and Job tralnmg. 

Fourth, the evoluUon of the system. As our pollUcs de­
veloped from the days of the Great Society, Ford coirld ap­
pear nearly the caricature of the congressional solon. He 
could be long-winded and self-absorbed, and he loved the 
perks of his big office In the Raybum Hou-se OfQce Build­
ing, the walls covered with plaques and cltaUons. 

But that caricatirre could also be warm and charmJng 
and generous. I once Was asked to testify on Job training 
before one of his subcom111lttees, and somehow Ford 
found out about It. The next thing I knew. 1 was walkmg 
into the hearing room with Ford's arm around my shoul­
der, to be inUT)ducedby "the Chairman." as subcommittee 
members looked on In si1rprise and respect. 

Lastly, loyalty. You hear a lot of politicians talking about 
sticking with the gal who brought you to the dance, for in 
politics, loyalty Is a virtue to be treasirred above all others. 

Ford was no exception. It wasn't a mere admission that 
theAFL-CIO put him in Congress, and the AFL-CIO would 
keep him there: It was his boast. He remembered his 
friends—and his enejnles—and that gave him a solid pre­
dictability that is so Important In the legislative process. 

There are a lot of people of both parUes who are talking 
about succeeding Bil l Ford In Congress. They might suc­
ceed him, but they won't siIrpass hta in what he did for his 
people and his principles.

It's a kick IVe been on since 1983. whenldid 
a 20-year study of the Michigan general fimd 
budget and found that Welfare spendmg had in­
creased from 11 percent to nearly 40 percent, 
with public education the loser. The welfare 
caseload was short term — people who had run 
through unemployment benefits, mothers 

whose husbands had abandoned them. They 
got off til a year or two. 

The other haff was due to out of wefllock 
births — mainly to teenagers who never gra­
duated from high school, never worked, never 
would work being subsidized by weffare to 
have babies, raising more teenagers who would 
have out of wedlock babies and live on welfare. 

Today more than 20 percent of American ba­
bies are bom out of wedlock because govern­
ment pays their moms for It. .About one Mlchl-
ganlan m 10 Is dependent on some kind of gov­
ernment handout. 

Coretta Scott Kmg. when she spoke on the 
campus of Oakland University in the 
nlid-1980s, blamed it on "conservative eco­
nomics" and said Jobs would help cure It. Actu­
ally, the link between out of wedlock blrths and 
welfere started during the Kermecfy adml-
nlsfraUon and conUiiues unabated, regardless 
of Who is chief executive. 

Michigan saw 600.000 new Jobs in 
Blanchard's years, but they hardly dented the 
ADC caseload. The weffare caseload has a life of 
Its own and is unaffected by our economic 
health or the chief executive. Michigan has 
227,000 cases today. That is not political rhe­
toric. It Is fact. It Is gratifying to see our leaders 
catching up.

Fairest way to 
pay for schools? 
To the Editor 

.Are you confused about the bal­
lot vote on March 15? You are not 
alone! 

1 hope the following will help 
clarify at least one question for you 
— what's the iafrest way to pay for 
our schools? 

When you go into the voting 
booth to vote on Proposal A, you 
will 'oe maldng a decis iorI that will 
affect how we pay for education In 
Michigan Into the next centtuy. 
Unlike all previous ballot propos­
als, you win be choosing not be­
tween a new plan and the status 
quo, but between two entirety new 
plans. 

If you vote "Yes" on Proposal A 
you wfll be supporting a 2 cent In­
crease In the sales tax, lower prop­
erty taxes, tower mcome taxes, 
lower single business taxes, and a 
limit on property assessment in­
creases beginning In 1995. 

ff you vote "No" on Proposal A 
you will be suppxirtlng an Increase 
in the'*irrco1ne*'fe»f«to 6'percent," 
higher property taxes, higher 
single business taxes and no limit 
on assessment Increases. 

This vote will determine how lalr 
our tax system is In funding 
schools. I believe that using an in­
crease In the sales tax to fund 
schools Is more fair than using an 
Increase In the income tax. Let me 
explain: 

The sales tax Is a tax on con­
sumption. It Is a tax that you have 
some control over because you 
have control over what you purch­
ase. You have no choice In paying 
the mcome tax, except to not earn 
as much money. 

In Michigan, we iurther protect 
citizens from excessive sales tax by 
exempUngfood, housing, prescrip­
tion drugs, medical expenses and 
services from the sales tax. Thus, 
the sales tax Is paid onfy on those 
items which individuals purchase 
by choice, not because they need 

them to survive. 
Another reason tlie sales tax Is a 

better way to fimd schoob Is that 
not all the funds wlff come from Mi­
chigan residents. Tourists will 
make contribuUons to our schools 
every thne they pay for a hotel room 
or eat a restaurant meal. While this 
may not seem like much, we need 
to remember that Michigan Is one 
of the premier travel destmatlons 
in the Midwest and olu- state at­
tracts visitors for both business 
and pleasure. 

ff Proposal A passes, taxpayers 
will also see lower property taxes 
and an Income tax rate of 4.4 per­
cent Instead of the 4.6 percent we 

. pay now, or the 6 percent that we 
'will pay If the p1ioposal failla. 

If Proposal A is defeated the In­
come tax wlff Increase slgnlflcantty 
and. I t>ebeve We will effectlvety 
slow down or stop Michigan's sig­
nificant economic recoveiy. By in­
creasing the Income tax to 6 per­
cent, Michigan will have the high­
est flat rate mcome tax in the 
naUon. It means we wil l be taxing 
Incomes, Investments and savings 
at a higher flat rate than anywhere 
else in the cotrntry. 

frlstead of additionally taxmg 
what you spend on durable goods 
through the sales tax an Income 
tax mcrease wflltaxatahlgher rate 
the money you put Into your sav­
ings account and what you take 
home in yoilr paycheck 

Busmesses will look long and 
hard at a state that taxes growth 
and mvestment. If we are serious 
about continuing our economic re­
coveiy, we should not seek to put 
up barriers to growth. It could be 

less Jobs or the loss of Jobs we al­
ready have because busmess Will 
seek more compeUUve envfron-
ments for Its mvestment. 

Whether Proposal A passes or 
not. schools will receive the same 
funding; the Issue Is how Michigan 
taxpayers want to pay for schools. 

Under Michigan's new school fi­
nancing plan, eve1y child in the 
state will receive fimdmg at no less 
than $4,200 per pupU. For those 
tllat already receive more than 
$4,200, the funding formula guar­
antees an Increase for next year 
that Is at least $160 per pupil over 
tills year's fundmg. One of the most 
Important provisions in Proposal A 
Is a guarantee that no student will 
have less fundmg \n future years 
than they have this year. There will 
be no guarantee ff the ballot prop­
osal faffs. 

Over the next seven weeks, you 
wlU read and hear much about this 
proposal. The issues are compli­
cated and are confusmg. UlU-
matefy though, the Issue comes 
down to fairness in our tax system. 
I believe that the pas,3age of Prop­
osal A will bring Juore equity to the 
way we fimd oilr schools for the fol-
lowmg reasons: Eh^eryone who ben­
efits from public educaUon will 
share in its support, and a sales tax 
mcrease wlU not affect oi1r eco­
nomic recovery. An Income tax 
hike WlU. 

One final note: For homeowners. 
It Is Important to understand that 
school operaUng mfflage rates for 
thefr homestead vrill depend on 
whether Proposal A passes or fafis. 

If Proposal A faffs, the home­
stead mlllage rate wlff be 12 miffs. If 
It passes, the school operating mll­
lage rate virlll be 6 mills, a further 
property tax cut trom 1993 mlllage 
rates.

A legislative panel taking public 
co11iment on Friend of the Court re-
form encountered a throng of angry 
critics demanding the overhaul of a 
system they said Is u11responslVe to 
problems associated with divorce 
settlements. 

The panel, chaired by state Sena-
tor Robert Geake, R-NorthVille, held 
an open hearing ln UVonla Jan. 15 
and got an earful from roughly 100 
outspoken audience members. 

Many described frustrating eiqjer-
lences With uncaring court officials. 
Incompetent office workers and dead 
beat spouses Who flout child support 
obligations. 

The anger of the speakers was 
nearly equaled by their level of 
cynicism. 

"If you think government is going 
to solve this problem. It's not" said 
Allen I^ebeau, the execuUve dfrector 
ofFathers for Ekjual Rights. "I have no 
faith you're going to do a da1nn 
thing," he told the four-member 
panel of legislators. 

The hearing was the first of eight 
that win be held at various locaUons 
around the state this winter. Law­
makers Will stuffy the input they re­
ceive at the hearings, then develop 
recommendations to address recur­
ring p1x)blenis with Friend of the 
Coilrt procedures. 

The Friend of the Court is a func­
tion of the state's circuit coi1rts and Is 

charged With Investigating and mo111-
toring custody, visitation and child 
support cases. Each circuit court in 
Michigan has at least one Friend of 
the Court office. 

Complaints about Inelllclencies 
are common, with users saying the 
system is buried beneath layers of 
bureaucracy and liamf)ered by fre­
quent clerical logjams. 

-If people had a preview of the 
Friend of the Coiut before they got a 
divorce, itwould be an Incentive to fix 
their marriage," said Ann Rogers of 
Ann Arbor. "Our Friend of the Court 
system says It's fine to steal fi-om 
your child." 

The lawmakers listened to Com­
ments frxjm the large crowd for six 
hours in the Uvonla Civic Center U-
brary auditorium. Afterwards, Geake 
said the broad range of complaints is 
symptomatic of the need for reform. 

"We started looking at the Friend 
of the Court and the more we did the 
xnoTC we realized it's a statewide 
problem. There's over $875 million a 
year coming through this .antiquated 
bookkeeping system." 

Michigan implemented an income 
wlthholcSlg plan In 1991, requiring 
emplcyers to deduct child support 
payments from the checks of thefr 
workers. The program has helped cut 
the delinquency rate, but some in­
comes remain difficult to track. 

"Most of the so-called dead beat 
dads claim to be either self-employed 
or unemployed," Geake said. They 
change Jobs frequentfy or workunder 

the table." 
Lynn Martel of Canton told the 

panel her former husband operates a 
thriving business but stopped send­
ing money to support the two child­
ren fix)m their marriage in 1985. He 
owes more than $45.000in back pay­
ments the Friend of the Court has 
been unable to collect 

'He lives fri a $250,000 house 
that's in his gfrlfriend's name," Mar­
tel said. "He's got a brand new four-
by-four pickup, but he dresses in 
Jeans when he goes to court to make 
it look like he can't afford to pay 
anythfrig." 

Geake said that even when a regu­
lar payment routine is established, 
many custodial parents have to wait 
several weeks before gettfrig thefr 
money. The slowness in processfrlg 
checks can swell Welfare roles ty 
forcing parents to apply for Aid to 
Families with Dependent Children, 
he added. 

Northville attorney Michelle Kelly 
drew applause from the audience 
when she said dead beats should be 
tossed ln Jail until they meet thefr 
obligations. 

They should be treated like the 
crimfrials they are," she frislsted. "It's 
amazing where people find money 
when they're held fri jai l until they 
pay." 

Ma11y men offered comments at 
the hearing, telling stories of discri­
mination due to a built-in bias in fa­
vor of female parents. 

"How many times do you hear ab­

out lathers havfrig custody of thefr 
childrenr asked Bob Ray of White 
Lake, the custodial parent of a 
15-year-old son. "How many times do 
you hear about dead tieat moms?" 

Charlie TVardek of Novl said his fe­
male case worker is prejudiced 
against him and has done little to 
help him enforce his visitation rights. 

"The/ despise the hell out of me," 
he said. "I could never get anywhere 
With these people." 

Tvardek said he has been able to 
see his 3-year-old daughter only 
eight times during her life and is fre­
quently put off by the child's mother. 

"They would call me a couple of 
days before 1ny visit to reschedule, 
then cancel that visit too. It's so long 
between visits, I have to start all over 
(to get to know the child)." 

Geake said many Friend of the 
Couirt workers could use "some old 
fashioned sensitivity training." but 
added that many problems are the 
result of overwhefrnfrig case loads. 

He said a system of incentives for 
quick distribution of chUd support 
checks might help speed things 
along. 

The next hearing of the panel is set 
for Jan. 22 at the Oakland County 
Court House. 1200 North Telegraph. 
Pontlac. 

Other hearings include sessions In 
Lansing, Grand Rapids and Bay City. 

In addition to Geake, panelists in­
clude Reps. Jerry Vorva , R-
Plymouth, Jan Dolan, R-Farmlngton 
and Justine Bames, D-WesUand.

Peanut butter 
was tile favorite for sports editor 
Scott Daniel, who cast the lone 
vole for theTagalongs, acolnblr1a-
tlon of chocolate and peanut but­
ter, while photographer Hal Gould 
stood firm on his all-time favorite

Samoas came in second wi th 

taste testers but were met with c r i ­
ticism from Thin Min t lovers. 

"The S a m o a s don' t h ave 
e n o u g h c h o c o l a t e , " M i l l e r 
complained. 

Rating: The Samoas earned a 
30 percent raUng. 

Nutritional value; A serving size 
of two cookies nets 160 calories; 9 
grams of fat; 0 mg of cholesterol;

The third and place cookies

ftobert Hayes tiecame an advisor to the project, creat­
ing a foundaUon to beneflt Uie homeless which will be 
Uie largest single recipient of profits bom the film "My 
hope is Uiat The Saint of Fort Washington.' wUl portray 
homeless p>eople as individuals, each wlU1 his or her own 
story, and Will serve to humanize an Issue that tends to 
overwhelm people with its sheer magnitude." said 
Hayes. 

During the development of Uie final script, actor 
Danny Glover read Ule Work and Immediately commit­
ted himself to Uie project 

"I saw U1e character of J e n y as a strong. poslUve fig­
ure struggling against terrible odds," said Glover, who is 
personafiy acUve In marry charitable social causes, 
' J eny reminds us that you don't have to be a iallutre to 
be poor; someUmes you can do all the right t h l n ^ and 
life can blindslde you with bad news. 

"But he keeps on pushing ahead, t iy lng to make a 
plan and work toward something. I respected him as 
soon as I read the script" 

With Glover on board, the filmmakers went i n search 
of a director and an actor to play the role of MalUicW. 

A strong contemporary filmmaker, T i m Hunter, Who 
Was responsible for two unusual and personal dramas 
— Uie first as co-screenwriter ("Over Uie Edge") and the 
second as director ("River's Edge") — was chosen to d i ­
rect "The Saint of Fort Washington," 

Hunter showed Uie script to Matt DlUon, whom he 
had first met on "Over Uie Edge." The two teamed again 
when Hunter directed DUlon in Uie stanlng role of Tex." 
DUlon quickly expressed enUiuslaslm for a Uilrd 
coUaboraUon. 

"Matt (DUlon) is a brave actor who opens himself up to 
find the emoUonal heart of a scene," said Hunter. 

The two spent monUis laUdng to social workers, po-
Uce, looking at medical and ouUcach video tapes, visit­
ing shelters and oUier places In New York City — above 
and underground — which funcUon as home for Ulou-
sands of diisenfranchlsed men and women. 

At Ule s a n x time. Glover Was making similar efforts. 
taUdng to homeless people and even disguising hemsclf 
as a street person to more accurately gaurge the public's 
reacUon to his presence. 

"You're almost invisible when you're poor." he noted. 
"People are so uncomfortable about Uie contrast be­
tween rich and poor on U1e s U ^ t that U1ey act as tfUiey 
don't even seen you. It's a very peculiar feeU11g." 

For Hunter. Uie project was a revealing Journey. "FVe 
seen a great persorial dedicaUon and caring on the part 
of city agencies. Uie police and Ule people i n mariy social 
outreach programs who Uy to cut U11x)ugl1 a bureactl-
craUc system Uiat makes Uielrjobs almost impossible to 
do." he said. 

"As for me, I look away much less from a group of peo­

F i l m m a k e r s g a i n e d a c c e s s t o f o r b i d d e n s i t e s 

One of the goals of the filmmakers 
was to make T h e Saint of Fort 
Washington" look as authenUc as 
possible. 

This meant shooting in and ar­
ound the heavHy-trafficked streets of 
New York City -— from Chinatown to 
Harlem. 

Three locaUons were especially 
critical — Ule Fort Washington Ar­
mory in northern Manhattan, now a 
shelter; the Emergency Assistance 
Unit (EAUl in Chinatown and Potter's 
Field on Hart Island. 

"No one has ever been permitted to 
shoot In these locatlo1is before," said 
co-producer David V . Picker. "We 
owe a great deal to New Yorks H u ­
man Resources Agency, Uie police, 
the directors of Uie E A U and Uie Fort 
Washington Shelter and its residents 
for aUowing us to come into What Is 
essentlaUy Uielr home. 

Built in 1906, file Fort Washing-
ton Armoiy is a former site for the 
Army Corps of Engineers. A massive 
brick buUdlng dominating over half a 
city block i n the Bronx, it has seen 
several IncamaUons in recent years. 
Tile huge main floor, once used for 
weapons displays or military drills, 
later became an Indoor sports arena 
for neighborhood organlzaUons. 

In 1980. Uie city, seeking a tem­
porary soluUon to a growing problem, 
converted the Armoiy into a shelter 
for homeless men, oflering medical 
servlc'es, famJly-support programs, a 
cafeteria and a TV room. Its occup­
ants are a cross-sccUon of the unem­
ployed, the working homeless, so­
cietal drop-outs and the totally 

disenfranchised. 
ProducUon designer Stuart Wurt-

zel said that ushig the shelter meant 
being sensiUtve to Uie 700 clients Lv-
ing Uiere whUe the film was being 
shot. Though mairy of Uie residents 
were Incorporated into the scenes, we 
sUU had to keep in mind that we were 
in Uielr home," he said. "Adding to 
Uie pressure was the fact that we had 
Umited Ume to shoot several key 
scenes." 

But Wurtzel felt Uiat limited ac­
cess was better than none. "If you 
make a picture in its actual setUng, 
you get Uie textural quality you want 
Besides, the real eiwlronment is al­
ways inspiring for the actors." 

The fihnmakers hired numerous 

residents of Fort Washington as ex­
tras, and several were even given 
speaking roles. 

A n important scene Uiat takes 
place in Potter's Field required 
precedent-setting access to the re­
stricted area. Potter's Field, located 
on Hart Island about 40 minutes 
from Manhattan, is a cemetery for 
New York City's indigent and un­
claimed deceased. 

Sandra Lewis SmlUi, director of 
special events for New Yorks Depart­
ment of CorrecUons noted Uiat It was 
the first Ume she's ever agreed to let a 
film company use Potter's Field. 

AnoUier New York City landmark 
was used for key scenes between 
J e n y and Matthew. The Blarney 
Stone Bar and Restaurant at Eighth 
Avenue near Penn StaUon has been a 
local gaUiering place for 29 years.

Fannon has shown he can be a 
threat shooting the basketball, too. Junior John Wfoe has been the first guard ofi 
the Novi bench playing mostly at the point 

. F O R W A R D S : Inconsistency has beenthe main problem in the front court for the Wildcats. 
. Junior forward Shawn Kelly has shown he's capable of scoring big as he did in 

early January against Hartland when hetossed in 26. Sophomore Chad Dicken 
has also shown flashes of his potential in recent weeks. He scored 10 points in a 
victory over Brighton on Jan. 18. For Novi to keep pace inthe KVC the rest of the 
way, Kelly and Dicken have to take theif share of the scoring burden every night.

What about the re­
cent craze to purch­
ase Juice machines? 

There Is no doubt 
the old fashioned 
Juice machines that 
extract the Juice and 
leave the pulp behind 
to be discarded are 
not as nutrltlonally 
beneficial as those 
that grind the pi11p 
with the juice.

ever, Is the latter better than eatlrig the whok 
fruit or vegetable In lts natural state? I say no. 

The juicer companies will claim that by 
puh^rtzlng pulp along with the Juice you're get­
ting more vitamins, minerals and fiber than 
from extracted Juice. They claim you're releas­
ing more phytochernlcals (natilrally occurlng 
compounds In plants that are tliought to have 
disease preventing properties) than from whole 
foods. 

Here's the real stoiy: whether you eat a fruit 
or Vegetable whole or process It with the piIlp In 
the Juice, the nutrients your body gets. Includ­
ing fiber, are essentially the same — usually. 
The amount and type of nutrients that may be 
lost In processing dep)ends on the type of pro­
cessing. It ls well recognized that When a fruit or 
vegetable Is processed in any way —- cut, 
peeled. Juiced or cooked — that exposes It to

o^gtn, there Is some loss Of vitamin C. For ex­
ample, one medium orange has 80 mlUlgrams 
of vitamin C. whUc a half c u d of fresh Oraniie 
Juice has 62 milligrams of Vlta1nln C. A half-cup 
of orange ji11ce from concentrate has 49 mlUl­
grams of vitamin C while canned orange Juice 
has even less — just 43 milligrams. 

The most significant nutrient loss in pr[>-
cesslng is die tary fiber. Iffruits or vegetables are 
peeled as part of processing, valuable fiber. In 
addition to vitamins and minerals, WlU be lost. 
For example, a medium apple contains approx­
imately foi1r grams of dietary fiber. Peeling the 
apple, cooking it and processing It into apple­
sauce will reduce the fiber to only two grams. 
Further straining and filtering it Into applej ulce 
will reduce the fiber to zero. 

Apples, ak)ng with other fresh fruits and veg­
etables tllat are rich in dietary fiber, need to be 
Included as part of a dally diet In addiOon to 
whole grains, cereals and dried beans. These 
are needed to obtain the recorjimended levels of 
fiber. It is well documented that low fiber diets 
are associated with Increased Incidence of 
cancer, especially of the gastrointestinal tract. 

Juice machine companies also boast thatju-
Icing allows the food to be quickly absorbed, re-

• quiring almost no digestion. This may not be 
such a good thing. 

Slowing down digestion allows certain nutri­
ents to combine with others so they can be bet-

_ ter absorbed. 
For example, iron absorption is Increased ln 

the presence of vitamin C. fThls is known as the 
synergistic effect that certain nutrients to en­
hance absorption.) Furthermore, slowing down 
absorption of simple sugars, especlalfy from 
fn1 i t s . Is beneficial in maintaining a stable 
blood sugar. 

This is an iinportant health benefit for those 
people with metabolic disorders of glucose me­
tabolism disorders of glucose metaboLsm such 
as diabetes, hypoglycemia or elevated triglycer­
ides. In addiUon, vAiole. fresh foods that are 
slowly digested and absorbed provide a feeling 
of filUness and satiety that acts as an appetite 
suppressant and aids In weight loss efforts. Us­
ing the apple example, one meflium apple pro­
vides 80 caloirles, which is eqillvalent to six 
oimces of applejillce. It is much more satisfying 
to eat an apple tlian drlilk six ounces of apple 
Jtllce. So, If nutrition Is what you are after, my 
advice is to eat more fresh fruits and Vegetables 
— five a day for better health.

E x e r c i s e d o e s a f f e c t c h o l e s t e r o 

A close family 
friend Who generally 
nms 25 to 40 miles a 
week, recently ap-
prt)ached me with a 
perplexing question: 
"How come I do all 
this exercise and my 
cholesterol level still 
averages between 
260 and 280?" he 
asked. 

His question actu­
ally led me to two 

other questions. First, does endurance exercise 
alone favorably affect blood cholesterol levels? 

, And, second, could exercise-Induced changes 
in blood cholesterol simply be due to related 
factors — for example, dletaiy changes or re­
ductions in body weight and fat stores? 

Tb answer these questions, we should first 
emphasize that all cholesterol is not harnlfiil. 
Total blood cholesterol ls the "bad" form that 
deposits inslde bkxxl Vessels, narrowing them. 

In contrast, high density lipoprotein choles­
terol, or HDL-cholesterol, actualty helps to 
clear blood Vessels — a human "Drano," so to 
speak. Consequently, it has been referred to as 

"good" cholesterol. 
Recently, the results of 95 studies were col­

lectively analyzed to assess the effects of the ex­
ercise traliling per se on total and IDL-
cholesterol levels. The results from these stu­
dies were divided frlto those where the subjects 
gained, maintained or lost body weight 

When body weight remained unchanged, 
total and LDL-cholesterol levels decreased only 
slightly, seven and three points, respectively. 
Considerably greater decreases were noted 
When the subjects' body weight decreased. 

On the other hand, when the exercisers' 
body weight increased, both total and LDL-
cholesterol levels actually Increased. 

The inHiIeilce of exercise on HDL-cholesterol 
levels"has been extmstVely>revleWed.-'Cross-
sectlonal and longitudinal studies have shown 
increased HDL-cholesterol Values in endur­
ance exercisers as compared to similarly aged 
sedentary persons. 

Some scientists have suggested that these 
Increases are due to chemical changes in the 
body. Other researchers, however, believe that 
the Increases In HDL-cholesterol are largely the 
result of reductions In body weight and fat 
stores. 

bideed, most exercise programs that have 
elicited significant Increases In H D L -
cholesterol have InVohred a substantial caloric 
expenditure. Topically, participants walked or 
jogged 10 or more inlles per week. 

In summaiy. it appears that exercise per se 
probably has only minimal effects on total 
blood cholesterol and its major constituents. 
LDL and HDL. If maxlmiIm positive changes In 
these blood fats are desired, exercise training 
should be combined with dietary modification 
and body weight losses. 

The best way to reduce body weight and fat 
stores Is through sensible caloric restruction 
and regular endurance exercise Involving lai^e 
muscle groups that are used In a repetitive 
manner, as they are In walking, runnnlng. 
swtfmning, rowing and cross-countiy skliiig.
