Good news for the Novi conumunity could be
bad news for one Novi farnily, who may be forced
out of their rented home when the cily’'s new
sporis park s built.

‘While Novi officials were assembling parcels of
land for thelr new 72-acre sports park at the
rortheast corner of Elght Mile and Napier roads,
they purchased the 51000 Eight Mile Road prop-
erty Lhat's been the home of the Holland family
for the past two years.

No decision has been made on the property,
said Novi Parks and Recreation Director Dan Da-
vis. The city isstill seeking requests for proposals
to design the new park.

“Is it in good enough shape that{l can be used
for park purposes? he wondered.

In the meantime, the City of Novi s the Hai-
lands' new lease-holder, and the family is paying
the city $200 per month on a month-by-maenth
basts under the same {erms they had with previ-
ous owner B & R Associates. The understand-
Ing with the previous owner appeared lo be that
they do seme wark to [bx up the place, Davis sald.

“At this point we do not have any deflnite

deadline nor did we give them any notice at this
point. . .We'llkeep them postedaslowhatwe're
dolng and we'll give them as much notice as pos-
sible, he said.

This will not be the first time the Hollands
have been lefl without a home. AJanuary, 1992,
fire in thelr former Eight Mile rental property de-
stroyed much of the farmbiouse and all of the
Hollands' pi:ssessions, The Northville-based re-
lieforgantzation Clvic Concern stepped In at that
tnwe to help the Hollands find thelr new home.

Now the family is wondering where to go
again,

“It's me and my wife and three kids and my
mother-in-law, and | don't know where I could
lake six peaple,” said Don Holland. He noted that
his salary from constnuction and landscape
work at South Lyon's Tanglewood Goll Course
does not leave much room for a higher rent. *I
don't think I can afferd much over $500," he
said.

Don's wife Maxine noted that the family has
forged strong bonds in the Northville area. Aslde
from past help by Clvic Concern, she sald, thelr
three children, ages 12, 10 and seven, benefit
fromn local programs like Northville Youth
Assistance.

“Now we
have good friends, my kids have friends, we have
scmeone to turmn to if we need it. We den't have
anyone like that down there.”

Maxine also fears that returning to the south
could jeopardize her children's education. They
currently altend Northville Public Schools.

“The schools are better than when 1 went, but
they're still not as good as up here,” she said. “1
want my kdds to have a better education than I
got, and a better life.”

The farmhouse s one of manywhich figures in
the [lrst drafl of the City of Novi's Historic and Ar-
chiteclural Survey. While the survey Included
550 propertles put up before 1950, the Hollands®
home was one of 230 selected for more intensive
research based on thefr architectural and his-
toric qualities,

Maxine noted that the family has put alot of
sweat equity into the property over the past two
years.

Since they've moved in, she said, the family
has installed new wind ows and doors, renovated
the interior, replaced a water healer and some
water pipes, fixed the front porch and removed
plles of garbage from hehind a shed.

“It's an older home but we've donealot of work
onitsince we've been here,” she sald. “It's home.”

Novi's controversial fishing shanty ordinance
is dead in the water, according to the State of
Michigarn.

Anew state law which goes into effect April 1
supersedes all local ordinances and bars coni-
munities from slapping regulations on place-
ment, useor marking of flshing shantles, it's the
first time the state has drafled leglslation on the
issue since World War ll—and especially wel-
come news for those who like to fish at night.

Novi Cily Manager Edward Krewall said Mon-
day he hadr't yet heard of the law, but that it
seems Novi can no fonger require daily remaovalof
fishing shanlies from Walled Lake and Shawood

Lake.

“This deesn't surprise me, It'sa legal question.
I doubt we can do anything if they prohibit us
from regulating shantfes,” Krlewall said.

Chooslng not to work within the local ordi-
nance, most ice flshers on Walled Lake just
stayed away from Novi and within the boundar-
iers of the City of Walled Lake.

Now, they'll be able to set up housekeeping
along Novi's frozzen shores until the spring thaw.

Nowi opted for the dally removal of shanties be-
cause abandoned structures were falling
through the ice and posing a salety hazard in the
summer for boaters and swhnmers.

‘The 1990 ordinance required shanty owners
to register with the dty clerk and to mark the

ordinance

structures. The shacks could be on the tce no
earlier than one-hall hour before sunrise and
one-hall hour afler sundown.

‘This was promptly challenged by the state De-
partment of Natural Resources, which asked for
aruling from the state attomey general. Thatrul-
ing has been pending for several years.

“They probably got a lot of complalnts from
fishermen about people trying to take thetrrights
away,” Kriewall said.

The state legislation, which replaces a 1943
law, requires anglers to afllx the name and ad-
dress of the shanty owner in letters two Inches
high on all sides of the structure.

But could those effects lead the
mother of four to shoa! her husband
twice while her children slept and
then tum a gun on herself?

Another woman—who has battled
postpartum depression and founded
a support group—sald they could.

*Unfortunately, 1 had four of the
group members call me and tell me,
“It's oo bad we didn't get to her. We
could've helped.” sald Kathie
O'Donohue, who started a local
chapter of Depression After Deltvery
that meets twice a month at Provi-
dence Hospital,

Minutes laler police arrived af the
scene 1o find the man holding the
knile that was plunged into his wile's
chest,

She was allve when police broke
througt: the door. Bul she died an
hour later at Botsford Hospital.

The autopsy showed she'd been
slabbed 20 times.

At his armalgnment In September,
Watkins reportedly had nie recollee-
tion of the murder. His altomey Den-
nls Szokolay reportedly sald his
client was unaware of his wife’s death
the same day he was being armijgned

in a Walled Lake 52-1 District Court
room on the first degree murder
charge.

A few days later at his preliminary
examlnation in September, Szokolay
entered a plea of insanity on his
client’s behall because the man still

“The judge granted Lhe request and
Watkins was send to the Ypsllantl
hospital for the psychiatric exam.

Whether you reallze it or not.

Proposal A is a constitutional
amendment to direct a 2-cents-on-
the-dollar sales tax increase {and
several other taxes) for school
funding while reducing property
taxes.

If the proposal is defeated, the
Legislature has “Plan B™ at the
ready, a statutory change to raise
the Income tax from the current
1 4.4 percent to 6 percent. That
| money, and a single business tax
hike would compensate for a
somewhat smaller, though signifi-
cant, drop in property taxes, with
the revenue earmarked for
schools.

Voters can find many different
O motivations for casting thelr bal-

' lots one way or the other, but for
e many It's simply a bottom-line

& | tssue. Which plan will give me a
lower tax bill? How will the two
| alternatives hit me in the pocket-
: hook?

Unfortunately, both Proposal A
and the backup plan are exceed-
ingly complex. When people sit
down to calculate just how much
Proposal A will cost them, they're
usually left with more questions
than answers.

We've made an attempt to put all
the flgures in order for you. The
Lansing firtn Public Sector Consul-
tants published a comparison of
the statutory proposal versus Pro-
posal A in three sample municipal-
ities, They then provided tax fig-
ures for nine different socioeco-
nomic groups.

The millage rates {n the study
were remarkably similar to our
own, so we created five fictitious
famitlies 3o you could see how the
plans might hit you in the wallet.

Remember, however, that the fle-

S titious famliies who are profiled
i here are only samples. We couldn’t
4o even begin to show you all the
S poasible breakdowns for deduc-

tions, exemptions and individual
home assessments. All we've tried
to do here is get you in the ball-
park.

Read the tales of these sample
families, and find the cne that's
most like yours. Then adjust the
numbers up or down to fit your
situation. With a little luck it
should give you an idea of whether
you stand to win or lese under the

respective plans.

Pete and Paula Peters, with
a combined income of
$30,000, rent thelr home.

They're not unlike people in
the Novi schools portlon of
the city of Novi.

But all this talk of property
tax cuts, all this posturing for
and against Proposal A, has
them wondering: As renters,
what docs it mean to us?

Depending on whether the.
ballot {Praposal A) or the
back up (statutory) plan
passes, the Peters will pay
slightly mare In taxes each
year or slightly less.

Under Proposal A, the
Peters will pay about $31
more than they did last year
in taxes, according to figures
provided by Public Sector
Consultants. Under the
statutory plan, theyll pay
$65 less.

But first, who are they
Peters? They are the parents
of two youngsters attending
the local schools.

They pay $8,400 a year in
rent, or $700 a month. Thelr
taxable consumption {s esti-
mated at $11,250. As a
percentage of their income,
thelr taxable consumption
stands at 37.5 percent.

In Novi, about 52.7483
mills are levied, which, for
renters, only factors Into the
equation when determining
thelr homestead credit, The
Peters® figures were based on
50 mills.

Under the current system,
their total taxes amount to
about $1,217 each year.

A change in the state sales
tax under Proposal A, from 4
percent to 6 percent, will
boost their expendltures
slightly — from the present
$450 to $675.

They'll see a small savings
In income taxes under Pro-
posal A, paylng $994 current-
ly and $950 under the new
system. But overall, their
tolal taxes rise $31.

Similarly, the statutory
plan holds small increases
and decreases In different
areas.

Where the Peters previously
patd $994 in Income taxes,
they'll pay $1,080 under the
backup plan. But the sales
taxes they pay remain the
same, while their homestead
credil would capture $151
more for them than the cur-
rent system,

All told, theyll save about
$65 under the backup plan.

The Baxters, James and
Relda, Uve on a fixed income
like many senior citizens
restding (n Novl.

Their income |s about
$20,000 per year, and they
ltve in a horne valued at
about $65,000. In a typical
year, they spend about
$8.600. or 43 percent of thelr
income, on taxable items —
clothing. big-ticket items,
entertzainment, etc.

They live In an area with a
simllar mtltage to that of Novi.
They pay 50 mills in property
taxes to various sources (Nov!
residents pay 52.7483). The
Baxters do not have children
in the local schools.

Under the current tax {or-
mula, they pay roughly
$1.625 in property Lax a year,
but they recetve a homestead
tax credit of $925. Tax on
thelr Income at the exdsting
4.6-percent rate totalled $37.

Under Proposal 4, their
property tax would be eut to
$1,008. Flus, they would
recelve a homestead credit of
$307. The Baxters income tax
would reduce only slightly to
$35,

The Baxters would also be
allowed to deduct $110 from
thetr federal taxes.

Under the current 4-per-
cent sales tax they pay $344
on $8,600 in goods and ser-
vices, Under Proposal A's 6-
percent sales tax, they would
pay $516 in sales tax on
$8.600 1n taxable items.

if Proposal A 13 voted down
and the statutory plan takes
effect, thelr property tax
would be the same as it
would be under Proposat A,
because thelr homestead
credit 1s larger. Under the
statutory plan they would pay
$1,203 In property taxes, but
would receive a $502 home-
stead credit. The homestead
credit brings the total proper-
ty tax to $700. They would
pay none of the 6-percent
income tax.

The 4-percent sales tax
would be unchanged under
the statutory plan, so they
would continue to pay $344
each year on $8,600 in tax-
able items.

Under Proposal A, the Bax-
ters would pay $1.141 each
year. including property
taxes, sales taxes and income
taxes.

Under the statutory plan,
the Baxters would pay $939
in taxes.

Under the current system,
the Baxters' total tax bill is
$970 each year. That's a
$171 Increase under Proposal
A, and a $31 drop under the
statutory plan.

The Reeds, Jeff and Cindy.
are not unlike the median
Novi couple.

Thelr tncome {3 about
$50,000 per year, and they
live In a home valued at
about $100.000. In a typteal
year, they spend about
$16,000, or 32 percent of
their income, on taxable
items — clothing, big-ticket
items, entertainment, etc.

They lve in an area with a
similar millage to that of the
Novl Schools segment of the
clty. They pay 50 mills in
property taxes to various
sources (Novl residents pay
52.7483). The Reeds have two
children in the local schools.

For them, as homeowners,
the two plans yield different
results. The question is,
which gives them a break?
Let's see how It shakes out,

Under the current tax for-
nula, they pay roughly
$2.500 In property tax a year,
but they receive a homestead
tax credit of $450. Tax on
their income at the existing
4.4.percent rate totalled
$1.914.

Federal income tax deduc-
tions on thelr state taxes
totalled $1,110.

With $16,000 in expendi-
tures on taxable items, the
Reeds pald $640 in sales
taxes last year.

Under the current tax plan,
the Reeds’ net tax expendl-
tures ran about $3.494,

Proposal A would trim the
Reeds’ property taxes to
$1,550. but they would no
longer be eligible for the
homestead credit. Their fed-
eral deductibility would be
hurt, too. It would fall nearly
$200 to $347 a year. Sales
tax expenditures at the 8-per-
cent rate would rise to $960.

At an income tax rate of 4.4
percent, though, they would
pay only $1,830. Their net
tax savings under Proposal A:
$100.

The backup plan would
knock the Reeds’ property
taxes down to $1,850. A
homestead credit would
return Just $60 to them.
Income tax levied at the new
6-percent rate would total
$2,280. Federal deductibility
would return them $1.140,
Sales taxes would remain at
the same $640 they previcus-
ly paid.

As a result the backup plan
would cost the Reeds a net
amount of $3,570 {n taxes
per year, $77 more than they

cumrently pay.

The Garners, Donald and
Lid1a, fit the profiles of
wealthier couples living in
Nowi.

Thelr income IS about
$200,000 per year, and they
ltve In a home valued at
about $300.000. In a typical
year, they spend about
$40,000, or 20 percent of
their income, on taxable
itemns — clothing. big-ticket
items, entertainment, ete.

They live In an area with a
similar millage to that of the
Novi schools portion of the
city. They pay 50 mills in
property taxes to various
sources (Novi residents pay
52.7483). The Garners have
twa children In the local
schools.

Regardless of whether Pro-
posal A or the backup passes,
the Garners will see a net
decrease in thelr totai tax bill.
The only difference is in how
much of a cut they get.

Under the current tax for-
mula, they pay $7.500 and
receive no homestead tax
credit. Tax on their irtcome at
the existing 4.6-percent rate
totalled $8,814.

The Garners also pay
$1,600 in sales tax on the
goods and services they pur-
chase.

Under Proposal A, the Gar-
ner's property taxes would be
cut tn half to $4.650, even
though they receive no home-
stead credit. As a result, their
federal deductions would be
reduced (from $5,873 under
the current system, to $4,709
under Proposal A). Thelr
Income taxes at 4.4 percent
would drop to $8,430.

The proposed 6-percent
sales tax would increase the
amount of sales tax the Gar-
ners pay to $2,400 on taxable
Items.

Under the statutory plan,
the Gamers would pay more
property taxes than if Propos-
al A were passed. Paying on
36 mills — instead of the 30
mills, under Proposal A — the
Carners will pay $5,550 in
property taxes.

With the statutory plan's
proposed 6-percent income
tax, the Garners would also
pay maore Income taxes than
they would under Proposal A.
They would pay $11,280.

The Gamers would pay
$1.600 in sales tax, under
the statutory plan, as they do
currently.

Under the statutory plan,
however, they would be able
to deduct $6,059 from their
federal income taxes.

Under the current tax sys-
tem the Garners pay $12,041
total in taxes, including prop-
erty taxes, income taxes and
sales taxes.

The Gamners will pay a total
of $10,771, if Proposal A {s
passed by voters March 15, a
savings of $1,269. Or they
will pay $12,371 In taxes If
the statutory plan is enacted,
£330 more than they pay
under the current system,

When Michael and Rachel
Murphy scraped up enough
for the down payment on
their first home, they chose a
small, $50,000 bungalow in a
community simllar to the
Walled Lake Schools area of
Novi.

The payments on the house
were just about what they
could afford on thelr tight
budget, with two children and
a household income of
$25.000,

And now, with the Proposal
A election coming up, the
Murphys are wondering
which tax plan wiil be in their
financtal best interest,
They've heard people say they
should vote thelr own pocket-
book, so they're going to
declde by looking at the fig-
ures.

in the Murphiys’ situation,
regardless of whether Propos-
al A or the backup {statutory)
plan pass. they will probably
pay fewer taxes next year.

Here are some facts about
the Murphys that further
show how and why the tax
changes are likely to affect
themn that way:

The Murphys have twe chil-
dren. Their taxable consump-
tion, or the amount of money
they spend an taxable ltems,
is about $10,000 per year, or
40 percent of their income.

The Murphys currently pay
58 mills per year in property
taxes, which is similar to the
57.9224 mills paid in the
Walled Lake segment of Novi.

Under the current system,
thelr total iaxes amount to
about $1,988 each year.

A change in the state sales
tax under Proposal A, from 4
percent to 6 percent, will
inerease the amount they pay
in the form of sales taxes
from $400 to $600.

They'll see a small savings
in income taxes under Pro-
posal A, paylng $764 current-
ly and $730 under the new
gystem. With the increased
sales tax, thelr non-property
taxes will rise by $166.

Balanced against the
reduction in property taxes
under Proposal A (from
$1,450 to $750), the Murphys
will come out ahead. All told,
they wili wind up paying
about $1,858 compared to
their old total tax bill of
$1.988. That will save them
about $130.

The statutory »lan, howev-
er, will probably save the
Murphys even more money.

Where the Murphys previ-
ously paid $764 in Income
taxes, they'll pay $780 under
the backup plan. Their prop-
erty taxes will go from $1,450
to $900. The sales tax they
pay will remain the sarne.

Under the statutory plan,
the Murphys will go from a
total tax burden of $1,988 to
$1,815, saving them $173.

All told. they'll save about
$43 more under the statutory
plan than they would under
Proposal A

No malter wha! volers do on
March 15, the impact on the City of
Novi's income is nol likely tobe slgnif-
icani, Clty Finance Direclor Les Gib-
son said.

The city has not yet worked out the
dollar figures, mainly because
they're not expetted (o too be palnful
for local offlcials as they enter the
budgetmaking process this spring.

“IU's really hard to guess a num-
ber,” Glbson added.

These affidavits must be filed by
May 1. which could pose a problem
for someone who buys a new home
after that deadline and therefore
could not not {ile the aflidavit.

The crime rale, police say, is com-
pounded by a steady Increase in the
city's population and a hold on the
hirlng new officers.

Three years ago the Nowi Police De-
parunent employed 49 oflicers and
25 non-sworn employees. Today. the
city has the samw: number of officers
on the force even though Nowt's popu-
lauon has increased by about 2,400
peaple cach year or 18 percent over
the last three.

Chief of Police Douglas Shaeffer
sald last Tuesday the disparity be-
tween the oflicers and the population
has contribuled to the increase in the

“Overall we are real, real happy
with the crime picture we are seeing
in Novi,” he sald.

“With more people coming, there's
more crime,” he said. “And with more

“We've applied these philosephies
and they seem to be working,” he
added.

Among the new policies, Is the de-
partment's strategy to combat crime
at shopping malls and retail centers.
This year marks the second year ina
row that the Novi police have shared
their policing strategles with the Mi-
chigan Assoclation of Chiefs of Police.
This year's toplc at the annual con-
vention was Novl's tactics for hand-
ling mall securlty.

“The guys have worked very hard
and taken these philosophies to
heart,” Shaefler sald.

“People in relall centers are seeing

Department doesn't

need more

We can certainly understand the
game a depariment head must play, al-
ways seeking out additional resources.
But we also find it bothersome that Novi
Police chief Doug Shaefler is sounding
the alarmn so soon for the hiring of more
police officers in his department.

Noting that viclent ¢rime Increased
in the city during 1993, according to the
police department’s recently released
annual report, Shaefler put out the call
for the hiring of two more police officers,
He noted that in the past few years the
population of the city has grown by more
than 2,000, yet police department staf-
fing has remalned constant at 49
officers.

This is not the first time Shaeffer
has asked, in his short tenure, lor in-
creased department stafling, noris it the
first time he's asked for more patrol offic-
ers. And we would expect hell ratse this
Issue agaln In this year's budget setting
sessions.

But before any interviewing slarts,
the City of Novi should remember what
has happened with police department
staffing over the past decade and con-
sider a few other factors.

In the late '80s, Novl voters viewed
and approved a proposal to Increase
property taxes specifically to beel up
funding for the city’s police and fire
departments—a tax Novi landowners
still pay. The idea behind the proposal, in
part,wasto Increase stafling in the police
department to its current levels, One of
the main reasons residents wanted this
higher level of police department staf-
fing, according to surveys conducted
during the effort to pass the millage, was
to provide patrols of subdivisions—
something not completelyaddressed un-
t! Shaefler adopted the department
community policing policy last year.

Nonetheless, when the former po-
lice chief Lee BeGole finally got the de-
partment up to full staff, as called for by
the millage, just before he retired, he
argued the department was “over-
staffed.” That's not necessarily a bad

stafi—yet

P

ovemnt

thing, For one, that gave the city a mar-
gin for growth, so that the city's con-
stantly increasing population didn't
again gut pace the growth of the depart-
ment. It also is likely the department’s
staffing levels have contributed to Novi's
repulation for being relatively crime free
and having a responsive police
department.

So the question now is whether
growth has reached the point where
more oflicers are again needed.

With 49 oflicers, Novi has about
one cop for every 775 residents, well in
excess of the one officer per thousand the
Federal Bureau of Investigalion once re-
commended as an appropriate staffing
level for local police departments. By the
way, that’s a standard that has all but
been abandoned because most com-
munities can't afford to get close to such
a staffing level.

It appears to us that the Novi police
department has a good deal of room lefl
before it needs to add further staff.

Nonetheless, Shaefler’s call for two
additional officers in his department
does raise an interesting topic, one Novi
and its City Councll should indeed ad-
dress now—just what kind of staffing
does the city want the police department
to have.

Set a ratio considered to be
optimal—be it 775tooneor 1,000toone,
or some other number—and it will heip
to settle the question. At the same, it will
serve as a trigger to activate the city
when the population does outgrow its
police depariment.

It Is a significant issue in a fast
growing community like Novi.

Campaign getting dirty

Proposal A looks better and better
as the TV campaign against it gets dirtier
and dirtier.

The chief issue next Tuesday is not
“they” or the sales tax or the fncome tax
or the lottery. The chief issue i protect-
ing school funding. Proposal A does this
by locking the 2-cents Increase in the
sales tax into a constitutionally-
protected school aid fund.

The Legislature can't raid that fund
for prisons, perks or pensions. The fund
is reserved for public schools, ProposalA
not only cuts property taxes but corrects
the real problem we've faced for 25 years
- heavy local pressure on the property
tax because of declining state school ald.

Plan B, the legislatively-approved
“backup plan,” is merely statutory. The
Legislature wrote it, and a future Legisla-

ture can change it. That bodes poorly for
public schools.

For that reason alone, Proposal A de-
serves your yes vote, And there are other
good reasons to vote yes:

B Proposal A will cap most of our school
operating property taxes, It would
amend the Michigan Constitution to say
those rates may be changed only by a 75
percent supermajority in both chambers
of the Legislature, We suspect that is the
real reason Proposal A is opposed by
leaders of the Michigan Education Asso-
clation, MEA contributions may be able
towin51 percent of legislators'votes, but
theyll never get a 75 percent vote to hike
property taxes.
& Proposal A keeps the single business
tax (SBT) at 2.35 percent. Plan B raises
SBT to 2.75 percent, If there's anything
business investors hate worse than a
plague, it's the SBT. We can't guarantee
that keeping SBT at 2.35 will bring more
jobs into Michigan, but we know that
taxing businesses more can't possibly
help.
B Proposal A will result in a bigger prop-
erty tax cut for hornecowners — 6 mills in-
stead of 12 under plan B. (Both are avast

improvernent over the current statewide
average of nearly 35 mills,)

W And if rising assessments are your
worty, Proposal A would cap them at 5
percent a year. Plan B has no assess-
ment cap.

There are a hundred small details we
could nitpick in the State Capitolmachi-
natlons that produced Proposal A and
plan B. School flnance reform is the clas-
sical camel — a horse designed by acom-
mittee. It's ugly. Yet it's a very functional
beast, better at its job than a donkey or
elephant.

Those who would like to vote “none of
the above” are in the wrong.

The Michigan Legislature finally has
stepped up to its constitutional respon-
sibility — funding a public school sys-
tem. It has taken much of the burden of
school finance off property. For all but a
relative handful of districts, it has taken
the burden of high-pressure millage
campalgns off local school boards. In
outstate Michigan where many districts
are starving, eventually it will guarantee
$5,000 per pupil.

Essentially, all Michiganians now are
responsible for all kids in all public
schools. No more of this “we've got ours
and the rest can go hang.”

Isthe job done? Of course not. Eternal
vigilance Is the price not only of liberty
but of controls on taxes, accountability
in schools and better quality teaching.

single parenting, dealing with joint custody
with blended families,

But discipline was a recurring theme, mainly because it
is a particularty tough ssue for parents—what's enough
disctpline, what's too much. Ji Is additionally tough. as Bill
Winkler, a leader of onie of the break sesslons pointed out.
because soctety has changed since most of us who are now
parents were ralsed under disctpline aimed primarily at

geitng obedience.

Winkler, owner of Mr. Bill's Restaurant but who also
holds an mpressive st of credentials as a development
specialist, had one of the most interesting topics in the
workshop, “Discipline that teaches responsibility.”

Despite that lofty title, Winkler told one story about his
experience ralsing kids that sounded more like a scene
from Rosannethan something you'd expect loread inapa-

His kids were fighting "in the worst possible place, in
front of the TV.” He told them to either stop ighting or go
outside to fight. *l always give them a choice, thal way it's
their cholce not mine.” he said. Of course, it was February
and a bllzzard was raging.

“What do you think they did?” he asked. “They stopped
fighting,” someone answered. "Heck nio. You think my kids
listen to me?" he said.

“OK, we'llquit fighting,” the kids sajd as he was carrying
them to the front porch, "Oh no.” Winkler went on. “You've
made your choice. The time for ne gotiation was 1 5seconds

The polnt of the story was totllustrate hts main theme—
“allow the consequences of thelr behavior loaffect themudl-
recily.” Don't give In to Lthe parental temptation (o rescue
yaur children from their own bad behavior.

Guarend! had equally unconvenlional advise for a child
development expert. His main point was "stop listentng to
the experts.”

We parents have been so bombarded with information
and advice from the so-called experts that the primary ef-
fect has nol been one of an improvement in parental dis-
ciplinary practices, rather it has been an erosion of the
conlidence of parents in their ability to appropriately dis-
cipline their kids.

“Besldes, if your haven't notlced, we experts can't agree
on anything,” he said to a round of applause from the
parents.

Firm but loving discipline and a strong moral code are
the two most important things parenis can give thelr
children. he said. And parents should have more confi-
dence in the decisions they make about discipline for their
kids.

Much Is sald about how important it s for parents tobe
Involved in their child's educalon, that teachers and the
school district can't do the job by themselves. But that is
easler sald than done, considering most of us don't have
experlence ralsing kids before we have them on our own.

State elections director Chris Thoemas sald
over the weekend he has “never seen” 50 many
last-minute changes tn a state ballol plan so
close 1o the vote.

Partly in response to this pattern, the polili-
cal rumor mtlls are speculating about two other
major changes in Proposal A, both designed to
buy spectal interest support:

One story Is that if Proopsal A passes, Engler
will push legislation cutting the sales tax on
new and used cars, costing something ltke
$250 million in annual revenue and locking in
supporl from the Michigan Automobile Dealers
Association.

The other deal supposedly in the works 1s to
get Detroit Mayor Dennis Archer’s support by
changing the way the ballot plan (reals tax in-
crement financing authorities (TIFAs), right
now the preflerred method of fixing Detroit’s
budgetary ls.

Taken together with what is certain to be a
confusing and manipulative ad campaldn

ddling with the content of Prop A

agains! Proposal A put on by the strange al-
liance between the tobacco industry and the
teachers unions, all this last-minute insider -
nagling is likely to confuse voters already con-
fused enough.

Worse, it illegiimately penalizes those re-
spansible folks who have already voted by ab-
sentee ballot. Elections director Thomas esti-
mates that at least one-third of absenltee voters
already have mailed in thetr ballots. Most ob-
servers figure there will be around 300,000 ab-
senlee voles, so as many as 100,000 voters
could have made up thelr minds on proposals
whuse terms have been changed Al after they
cast thelr ballois.

That's dirty pool and bad palitics combined
— the worst of all possible worlds,

This newspaper in the past has supported
Proposal A, largely on the grounds that it locks
in support for schools in a way that can't be
tampered with by future Legislatures and be-
cause, all things considered, increasing the
sales tax Is less damaging 1o economic growth
than hiking the personal Income Lax.

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Best alternative for funding schools

To the Editor:

In previous letters I have com-
mented on the faimess of the In-
come tax versus the sales tax and
the impact of those taxes on both
the individual and business. The
important issue now is how does
the ballot proposal and the statut-
ory fallback plan affect the funding
needs of educatlon.

One person recently catled me
and stated that we should pass the
ballot plan because the hold-
harmiess provision would be 6.06
mills as compared to Z.41 mills
under the statutory plan. Her con-
cluslon was correct but for the
wrong reason. Under the ballot
plan 6.06 mills would be levied on
homestead property only. Under
the statutory plan the 2.41 mills
would be on all property. In either
case the same dollars wiil be pro-
vided to fund education.

The big difference in funding
however, is that the funding under
the ballot plan is constitutionally
guaranteed while funding under
the statutory plan is subject to po-
litical lobbying, yearly budget bar-
gaining and tinkering by legislattve
leaders.

In addition to having educa-
tional funding constitutionally
guaranteed, the ballot plan Is
widely heralded as being much
more favorable to the economic cli-
mate in Michigan. A 6 percent In-
come tax rate will be a disincentive
to investment, to job creation and
to economle growth. It will cause
revenue problems for the state
which will resuit in yearly budget
fighting and possible decreases in
school funding.

The ballot plan Is the best alter-
native for funding education and
should be approved March 15.

area.
Rogers alsoopposed it because the
applicant couldn’t show that the land
was sultable for amobile home park,
nor could he prove that it could sup-
port a package treatment plant that
would be necessary to serve mobile
home owners.

Also germane to the planners’ dis-
cussion was the fact that Peter Sla-
naj, the owner of the property and the
property itself is the subject of a law-
suit with the City of Novl.

Assistant Clty Attorney Dennis
Watson explained that the case is
rooled in the soll on the property. The
attorney said thecity obtained an op-
tionto buy the property for park land,
but the land sale hinged on soll test
results. The city, Watson said, only

wanted to buy the land ifit perked so
a septic tank could be installed to
service the park.

Watson said the city terminated
the agreement when the test results
came back negative, City officials de-
manded thelr money back but the
property owmer failed to return the
money. The city then filed a lawsuit
against him.

According io the attorney, the land
owner Is challenging the adequacy of
the city’s test results in the lawsuit.
But whent Watson took the property
ownier’s deposition for the city suit,
the owner admitted he had never ta-
ken any soll tests of his own. He told
Watson he was relying on the city's
test results to support his rezoning
request.

In essenice, Watson said the appl-
fcant was trying to have it both ways
saying in one case the test results
were adequate for the rezoning but

lnadequate for the purposes of re-
turning the city's money in the lotled
deal

The assistant city attorney said
the sult remains in litigation.

Aside from the legal problems
rooled in the land, residents living
nearby rallyied against the project
because of the increased traffic it
would bring and because of the harm
it would do to the wildife and the
Ivestock in the area.

Lyon Township Larry Cole also

worried that a development of the
density that was belng considered
would wreak havoc on local wells and
put other nelghboring wells in
eo .
. Ir;larrfﬁyponse to nelghbors concerns
about the habitat in the area, Rogers
sald the city does have a habijtat
study and working plan they desig-
nates the ayea as a habltat area.

Each year, an Memorial Day.
the three sisters have had their
photograph taken together to add
to their individual photo albums.
The tradition was started by the
siblings’ father Joe Shader.

The oldest, Gartrell has 786 ple-
tures (o mark the 76 years of her
life, Grace is 74 and Rabchuk is
the youngest at 73.

“I've never missed a year,” Gar-
trell said.

Even il it meant flylng home
Just tohave her photo taken like In
1944 Her husband was inthe ser-
vice and the couple were living in
East Pori, Maine, at the Ume.

Rabchuk almost skipped the
annual photo-taking in 1949 after
her house caught on fire. A diaper
had caught fire after Rabchuk
placed the cloth over a lamp o
shleld the light from her new-
born’s eyes.

Even though Rabchuk had
been up all night and had just gi-
ven birth aweek before, sheended
up jeining her sisters in getiing
their photo taken despite her Inf-
Hal resistance.

“She still looked betier than we
did,” Gartrell laughed.

Some of the outfits the sisters
wore In the earller photographs
were sewn by thelr mother. In
1953, their father bought them
each a photograph album in
which they were to mount thelr
Mermorial Day pictures.

While their father was alive, the
photos were always laken at 10
a.m., rain or shine.

*Now we wall until about
noon,” Grace sald.

And photos are now taken in-
side f the weather i3 inclement,
unlike in 1931 when the girls lined
up In the pouring rain while their
father snapped a quick photo.

“Rain has never threatened our
hobby,” Grace said.

The tradition was threatened
during World War Il when 0lm
couldn't be found.

“Qur father wrote Kodak and
they sent film special deltvery,”
Gartrell said.

And in 1974, the company quit

the type of film for the old-
fashioned tripod camera that was
used In recording the memorles
since 1918, That year, the sisters
began using color photographs.

After thelr father died in 1955,

the photos were laken by Gar-
trell's husband Harold [now de-
ceased), Rabchuk’s husband Wal-
ter and Gartrell's son Jimmy.

The sisters llke o make an
event out of the Memoria] Day re-
cording, and have planned over-
night irlps to ind that speclal
place to get their photo taken. Last
year they traveled to Franken-
muth te find a suitable site,

"We try lo stay in Michigan,”
Gartrell said.

Known as the "Three Ms" while
growing up, the sisters performed
with thelr banjos on radio stationg
WEXL in Royal Cak and WXYZ in
Detroit. They also played for
schools and political functions,
Including galas for former Gov.
James Blanchard and former
Mayor Coleman Young.

“Our whole family was must-
cal,” Rabehuk said. “Our father
Insisted we play together."

In 1937, the sisters took frst
place in a competition at the Fox
Theatre, Sponsored by R.G. Dunn
Cigars, the girls bought a swing
for thelr parents’ front porch with
their $9 winnings.

“We won because we were [an)
unusual f{act),” Rabchuk said
madestly. *In those days, every-
one sang and tap danced. We won
because we were a novelty.”

Gartrell and Rabchuk are still
members of Banjos of Michigan, a
group that meets to promote the
interest of the banjo. Rahchuk
was once president of the group.
She 1s still also a member of the
Fretted Instrument Guild of
America and the Great Lakes In-
ternational Banjo Soclety.

These days, Gartell keeps busy
with her marty clubduties. She s
a volunteer and treasurer for the
Disabled American Veteran Post
113inRediord, belongs to the Wo-
men of the Moose Lodge 378 In
Deartomn Hedghts, is sergeant of
arms for the Stitt Post American
Legion Auxliary and belongs to
the street representation commit-
tee for the Far West Civic
Association.

Grace enjoys spending her time
giving {o charities, and Is espe-
cially fond of the Detroit Sym-
phony Orchestra, Detroit’ Insti-
tute of Arts and Channel 56. She
also helps prepare funeral din-
ners for area churches and is
“president of the Shop TH You
Drop™ Club, according to sister
Gartrell.

Rabchuk still enjays belng ac-
tive in her various instrument
clubs and occasionally still plays.
She can also play the ukelele,
plano and trumpet,

the tumor may be noticed in the stoolat an early
stage. Since the colon is not necessary for food
absorption (that process takes place in the
small intestine) nor necessary for life, colon
cancer can often be removed with near 100 per-
cent cure Tate.

Cancer of the colon and rectum accounts for
15 percent of all cancers and Is the third leading
causeof cancerdeaths in the United States. It is
Infrequent before age 40 and becomes more
prevalent with increasing agde. By age 75 it be-
comes the most common fatal cancer in men
and the second most commen fatal cancer in
women. There is about a 6 percent chance of an
individual developing it at some time during his
or her life.

WHAT CAUSES COLON CANCER?

The cause is not precisely known, although
physiclans have identified definite risk factors
which make Its development more likely. Many
studfes have found colon cancer to be more
common in industrlalized societies that con-
sume a low-fiber, high-fat diet, such as many
Americans eat. There is also evidence that large
amounts of alechol, particularly beer, may
make the development of this cancer more
likely.

Heredlty aiso plays a role in predicting who
will develop the disease. If an individual has
more than one close relative, such as a parent
orsibling, with colon cancer or I the relative de-
veloped it before age 40, he or she has a higher

HOW DOES COLON CANCER START?

Colon cancer usually begins as a small tu-
mor in the bowel and may appear as a polyp. a
small growth projecting upward like a finger or
be more flat and spreading like a small caullf-
lower. Most polyps occur on the left side of the
colon near the rectum. This Is important be-
cause the location favers early dtagnosis since
it is easily accessible to the physician.

Not all polyps are cancerous, but all should
be evaluated since some benign polyps can be-
come cancerous with time. At this early stage,
even if the polyp Is cancerous, It can be easily
removed with simple techniques without the
need for major surgery. If it Is not detected and
spreads outside the colon, the cure rate be-
comes very poor, Waiting toc long can make a
curable cancer an incurable one that ks,

IS SCREENING HELPFUL?

The best way to prevent colon cancer Is
through periodic examinations by a physician.
Since colon cancer is infrequently seen before
age 40, most physicians do not routinely screen
younger people for it unless there is a strong
family history or a reason to suspect it may oc-
cur at an earlier age.

Screening tests are done in healthy people
who have no evidence of colon problems. The
entire purpose of a screening procedure s to
identify those individuals who have a problem
before it is obvious and while there is still time
to cure it. Anyone who stil doubts the validity of
sereening should remember how effective Pap
smears (a screening procedure for cancer of the

garding the value of exercise have recently
emerged.

Can the individual “at risk” be accu-
rately identified?

IS EXERCISE RISKY? ,

When a person dies of a heart attack while
running, the public frequently assumes the ex-
ercise caused the death.

However, given the millions of Americans
now rumning, some mumber of them could be
expected by chance to die during exereise —
just as some die while eating, reading and
sleeping.

The critical question is: Does strenuous ex-
ercise temporarily increase the risk of cardio-
vascular complications as compared to less vig-
orous activity?

The answer appears to be “yes.”

Exercise-related cardiovascular complica-
tlons are extremely rare in the general popula-
tion. A landmark study In 1982 reported only
one jogging death per year for every 7,620 Jog-
gers In Rhode Island, corresponding to an
hourty death rate for Jogging of 1 per 396,000
hours.

Nevertheless, this rate was almost eight
times the hourly death rate of 1 in three million
for non-vigorous activity. The higher rate sug-
gests a causal relation between jogging and
sudden death In susceptible people.

For heart patients, the relative risk of
exercise-related complications 19 estimated to

be even greater.

BENEFIT vs. RISK
These reports seem contradictory to those of

cervix) have been in preventing cancers in
women.

WHAT TESTS CAN TELL?

Physiclans screen for colen cancer using two
tests, The first is a simple chemical test for
blood In the stool. Sinee polyps may bleed, very
small quantities of blood may be found in the
stool of people with them. These quantities may
or may not be visible to the naked eye. During
the test a small amount of stoo] 1s placed on a
speclally made plece of cardboard and a deve-
loping chemical is added to it. If the card turns
bluish, it indicates there may be bilood in the
stool. This test does not prove that a cancer is
present. It indicates a potential problem and
that other testing {s necessary. The American
Cancer Soclety recommends yearly hemocult
testing after the age of 50.

The benefits of this test are considerable. It {s
inexpensive, easy to do and gives very useful in-
forrnation. In addition, the testing kits can be
taken home by the patient, used and mailed
back o the physiclan. Diet and medications
may need to be modified for a few days before
taking the test.

The second test is a flexible sigmolidoscopy.
This involves examining the lower part of the
bowel with a soft, flexible tube that the physi-
cian looks through. This test does not examine
the entire colon but does directly examine the
area where colon cancer occurs 60 to 70 per-
cent of the time. The test isdone in a physician’s
office and is much more comfortable than the
older techniques using rigid scopes. The ameri-
can Cancer Soclety recommends that everyone
after age 50 have a flexible sigmoidoscopy done
every three to five years,

WHEN TESTS SHOW A PROBLEM?

If a problem is identified by either of these
two methods, further evaluation is warranted.
Although blood tests and speclal radiological
procedures may be done, many doctors request
acomplete exarnination of the colon using acoi-
onscope. This Instrument is a larger, longer and
more complex version of the flexible sigmoldo-
scope.

us who have been led to believe that regular ex-
ercise reduces the risk of heart disease and its

complications.

The problem, however, is to determine if the
benefit of regular exercise outweighs the risk.

Research Indicates that a person is far more
likely to experience a heart attack during vigor-
ous exercise than during a comparable perfod
of Inacttvity,

On the other hand, if thatindividual is a reg-
ular exerciser, he is at a lower overall risk for a
cardlac event.

COMPLICATIONS

One explanation for the perplexing occur-
ence of exerclse deaths in symptom-free people
ltes in the belief that such Individals are

“healthy” adults.

In fact, it appears that people whodie during
exercise often have some form of cardiovascu-
lar disease. Indeed, heart disease appears to be
the major killer of conditioned runners age 40
and older who die while running.

Structural abnommalities of the heart have
also been implicated as potential causes of ex-
ercise deaths, particularly in young people.
Thus, the combination of exercise and a dis-
eased or susceptible heart, rather than the ex-
ercise Itself, seems to be the major culprit.
