No one was in or 
near the building when flreflghtei^ arrived, al-
thou^ the firefighters did report they spotted a 
car exltlng the driveway as they pulled up. 

The building, a total loss in the fire, was the 

carriage or tack house for the old estate and had 
residential quarters Inside. The main house had 
hieen broken into, Lenaglian said. Ed Brown of 
Northville ls reported to.b>e the owner. 

The Oakland County Anson Investigation unit 
Was called hi to detennlne the cause, but had not 
completed its work by pressttoe Wednesday. 

Lenaghan explained he called the arson 
squad biecause there were not other apparent 
possible causes of Ignition. Neighlx)rs have re­
ported the bulldlrig l1as Ijeen a hangout and 
party spot for teenagers and young adults. 

One neighbor, Mayor Kathy Mclallen, said

Providence Medical Center-
I'rovldence Park is lobbying for 
clianges In state admlnistraUve law 
to permit Its freestanding 
emergency room In Novl to operate 
as a medical control imlt 

At present only a hospital may 
function as a medJcal control unit 
Which has the authority from the 
Michigan Department of Publlc 
Health to direct an ambulance on 
an ei11erge11cy run to the nearest 
appropriate emergency room 

It's an Issue Wl11ch some say 
smacks of politics and the desire to 
draw In more jatlents. 

Providence Park, an olTshoot of 
Providence Hospital in Southfleld, 
has an emergency room but Jias not 
tieen granted permission fi-om the 
state to become a tiedded hospital 
and may le^tlly o111y keep patients 
for one day. 

"They (Providence) are not a hos­
pital. It's amatterof saylilgJwantto 
be one cind l Wish l Were one, but 
tliat doesn't make you one," Ste­
phen Boyer, chief of the operatloils 
secUons of the EMS Division of the 
Department of Publlc Health In 
Larislng. 

"Th^re a collecUon of doctors' 
oflBces. They don't have any legal 
standing. They have a lotof avalla^ 
blllty to provide a lot of services." 

Recently, the Novl City Council 
set up a special committee to deter­
mine If the city should push for 
these changes In the health depart-
11ient's rules. The move Was ini­
tiated by Council Member H m 
Pope, who said he heard complaints 
fi-om several residents who were ta­
ken by Commu111ty Emergency 
Medical Se1vlce amubulance com-
pany to Botsford Hospital In Far-
111Ington Hills, rather than to 
Providence. 

Botsford and GEMS are owned 
by the same parent company, Zie-
ger Health Care Corporation, Which 
was set up by Botsford in 1982. 

Pope, Mayor Pro Tem Hugh 
Crawford and Council MemtJer 
Carol Mason are on the special 
committee, wlilch met for the first 
ttae Tuesday. 

Boyer said Providence and Hemy 
Ford Falrlane In Dearborn, have 
peUUoned the state to change the 
rules. It's likely this may happen to 
some degree, lie added. A1iy change 
might permit Providence's 
emergency room to handle the ma­
jority of medical cases but would 
still not enable the fedlity to take 
major trauma or dosed head Injury 
cases brought in by an amubu­
lance, Boyer said. 

"l don't ImoW that tJiIs is any 
great advantage. I guess to give 
them more legitimacy, plus they'll 
maybe get more patients," Boyer 

"They (Providence) are 
not a hospital. It's a 
matter of sajong I 
want to be one and I 
wish I were one, but 
that doesn't make you 
one."

Boyer said tliat facilities such as 

Providence and Botsford are com-
petI11g for paUents. 

"That doesn't make it wrong. The 
question Is where's the gray line.

As part of the Oakland County 
Emergency Medical Services, Bots­
ford is a medical control unit 
meaning that an "on-line" physi­
cian communicates via radio With 
the ambulance, evaluates the pa­
tient's condition and determines 
where the patient should be taken. 

The system permits a patient's 
request to be overmled If his or her 
medical condition so warrants. 

Colleen Prosynluk, assistant 
manager of Oakland County EMS 
and emergency management, said 
that While a patient may request to 
go to Providence, if he or she needs 
to be admitted to a hospital for an 
overnight stay, the medical control 
unit Is likely to recommend that a 
patient be taken to Botsford or Hu­
ron Valley, depending on wlilch is 
doser. This means Ule Individual 
avoids a costly and tmcornfortable 
two trips in an amubulance, first to 
Providence and then to a full 
hospital. 

On the other hand, Prosynluk 
said If the paUent's life is In Immi­
nent danger and the nearest 
emergency room is at Providence, 
according to the county procedure, 
the patient would be ddivered there 
for immediate stabllzatlon Ixfore a 
possible transfer to a hospital. 

'PolltkB and everything else Is 
entering Into this issue but ideally 
the sltuaUon is supposed to be set 
up 80 the patient gets the heat care,' 
she explained. 

F*rovldence Novi's attempt to be­
come part of Wayne County's on­
line medical control authority failed 
In Septemtier 1993. 

At present Oaldand County's 
Emergency Medical Services per­
mits ambulances to cart IMority 
niree cases to Providence.

Twice the developer's rezoning re­
quest to amend the master plan to 
accommodate the senior residential 
comfdcc on the south side of Twelve 
Mlk Road between TWeWe Oaks Mall 
and Meadowbrook Road Was tabled 
by dty planners. 

Finally, after tWo months of being 
laken off the planners' docket, details 
ofthe prellmlnafy site plan haVe been 
mutually agreed upon by deVek>per8 
and city planning officials. NoW plans 
have been approved by the NoVl Plan­
ning Comf111sslon, 5-2. 

In order to accommodate the Ores -
cent Oaks Continuum Care FacllltV, 
a three-tier, mulU-buildlng elderly 
housing complex, planners first had 
to approve the rezoning of 20 acres on 
the south side of Twelve Mile Road. 
Ihe project required that the land be 
riaoned firom a regional center dis­
trict and residential agricultural to a 
low density multiple family 
residential.

But planners hestitated to ap­
prove the rezoning and master plan 
amendment until developers com­
pleted their site plan. AcUon on the 
plan Was tabled in January and again 
on Feb. 2 at the developer's requesL 

But When the plan resurfaced on 
March 2 and there Was no opposition 
to the rezoning during the public 
hearing, plarlners lent their support. 

Commissioners all agreed then the 
senior housing project could draw off 
the natural resources on the site and 
take advantage of the proximity to 
the shoppl11g center and neighboring 
Woodland Medical Center. 

What didn't Win unanimous sup­
port two Weeks ago Was the Wood­
lands and wetlands permit and the 
project's preliminary site plan 
approval. 

Commissioners Glen Bonaven-
tura and Laura Lorerlzo Voted 
against the permit and plan approval 
because of the i11pact the develop­
ment would haVe on man-made wet­
lands and city protected Woodlands. 

Lorenzo and the developer dis­
agree that mitigating man-made wet­
lands Is hannful to the area. Tlie 
commissioner argues that even 
though the Wetlands are not regu­
lated by the Michigan Department of 
Natural Resoi1rces they are protected 
by the city's cadinance.

You paid for your own or your 
child's college degree Wilh the hard-
earned rewards ofyour honest labor. 

NoW, the State of Michigan Ls using 
$1,3 million ofyour tax money to fi­
nance free univeisity educaUon for 
convicted felons in prison. 

Does that strike you as odd? 
If so, you're a potential subscrltier 

to a newsletter pu t ou t by tWo Women 
as their first foray into professional 
desktop publishing - - The Grass-
mots Actk)n PubUcation. 

Novi resident Lorraine Becman 
and her friend Margaret Sutton of 
Belleville hope to shake What tliey 
term as complacent citizens into get­
ting active by showing them exam­
ples of Items theyVe selected as gov­
ernment Waste or 1T11sdeeds. The first 
monthly Issue of the newsletter ap­
peared In January. 

The feature -Where's The Pork?" 
has proved popular among their 100 
or subscribers, as It docun1ents the 
routingoftaxdollars Into areas some 
might find quesUonable. For exam­
ple, the $14.6 million the U.S. gov­
ernment Will spend for the 1994 
GoodWlll Games. Or the $5 million 
Lansl11g set aside to bribe children 

,Who skip school over 40 percent of 
the time to only skip 20 percent ofthe 
time. The program Includes finding 
the teen a Job and paying her or his 
salary. 

"There's a lot of thing? We're paying 
for We're not aware of The public has 
110 Idea. They're absolutely shocked," 
Beeman said In a recent Interview in 
her kitchen. 

"The criteria to get Into the column 
is that this is something the laiigest 
percentage of the population would 
find is pork, other than a special in­
terest group. If it's not. then We set It 
aside." 

"Iflt olnks. If it waddles. It's a pig,"

Sutton added. 
The friends n1et several years ago

look in their neWsletter. 

The newsletter Was bom When 
Beeman got fed up With her daily 
paper. Which she said Wasn't telling 
everything Which needs to be told, 
and called up Sutton to suggest that 
they take on the Job. Their motto Is, 
'Striving To Fill the InformaUon 
GAP." 

Beeinan Works from the dining 
room table in her Village Oaks home; 
Sutton keeps her coffee table a-
clutter Willi government documents 
and her television tuned in to C-
SPAN. Sutton lays out the publica­
tion on her computer, incorporating 
alterations suggested by Beeman. 

Sutton has a commu11ity college 
certificate In desktop publishing and 
ls teaching Latino yotulg people Who 
to do their ovm newsletter as part ofa 
Southwest Youth Assistance Ihxiject. 
Beeman, a mother of three and a 
homemaker, has experience In office

administration. 
Both are self-confessed political 

Junkies Who actually enj()y sca111iing 
piles ofgovemment-prcKluced docu­
ments and budgets. They spend sev­
eral days a month in Lansing dol11g 
research and are frequently on the 
phone to the aides of Michigan's 
members of congress. 

"To us. this Is not labor. It's a labor 
of love," Beeman said. 

Their newsletters, which whig 
their Way to mailboxes anywhere 
from Traverse City to St. Clair 
Shores, are a potpourri of quotes 
from publications like The Walled 
StreetJoumaland syndicated Writers 
such as conservative columnist Tho­
mas SoWell; telephone numbers, ad­
dresses and fax numhiers ofstate and 
federal elected officials; lists ofgrass-
roots citizens activist groups and ad-
Vice on how to get InVohfed hi politics. 
Editorials and election endorse­
ments aren't part ofthe package, the 
Women say they aim to keep their 
own opinions out of the publication. 

"No editorials. It's not about us or 
to project our ideas," Sutton 
explained. 

"It's real difficult when you Want to 
say GET THOSE SO AND SO'S, but 
you can't," Beeman added. 

Impact is an important concept to 
the pair. They belleVe citizens can 
make things happen—they also be­
lieve tliey can eventualfy help spur 
their readers Into action. 

"It's (the neWsletter) being passed 
around a lot It's starting to get out 
into the political circles. We're start­
ing to get a response there," Sutton 
said. 

"I think We have good instincts 
mosl of the time that these are things 
people are Interested In." 

The pair caught the attention of at 
least one fellow memlier ofthe media. 
Next month, newscaster Dave Con-
klin of the Capital News Bureau In 
Lansing, Will kick off a monthly col­
umn for the Grassroots Action 
PubUcation. 

Beeman and Sutton say both gov­

ernment officials and the 11iass media 
underrate the poWer and intelligence 
of the average citizen. 

"They like to present an image of 
Joe Six I^ckWatchlngTV. "We're find­
ing people can and do research the 
Issues and think," Beeman said, "I 
think we the people have a lot more 
power than they give us credit for. For 
our publication, I thl11k the timing ls 
right. We probably would have gotten 
no Where 10 years ago." 

"WeVe trusted our representatives 
for many years. We think they ha­
ven't lived up to their end of the 
bargain." 

Beeman describes herself as a 
l960s liberal Who no longer believes 
government should provide cradle-
to-grave security for Its clUzens. 

"I Just thought these Welfare prog­
rams were the greatest thlj1g that 
would help people out One day I 
woke up and said, 'Hey guys, this 
Isn't Working.' What are We doing to 
these people? The fainity unit is de­

stroyed. Ifyou're eligible for ADC, you 
can't have a man in the house," she 
said. 

"Now, it's coming back to haunt 
us. We made a class ofpeople Who are 
dependent on government for all 
these needs." 

Both Women agree that curbing 
big government Isn't an Impossible 
task—but that it'll take grassroots 
groups to mow down the 
bureaucrafy. 

"People Woke up and thq?'re not 
going back to sleep . . . If this is en­
couraging one person to get i11volVed, 
it's worth it," Sutton said. 

"We Want to be a hub ofthe grass­
roots groups so they can intercon­
nect With each other."

Sen. Mat Dunasklss. R-Lake 
Orion, is mobilizing lakefront prop­
erty OWners to oppose more state-
oWned public boat launches. 

"The Department of Natural Re­
sources claims It uses criteria in 
picking sites." said Dunasklss. "I 
think their policy is: If they can find 
land, they tiy to purchase It." 

Walled Lake in Ilorthem Novl Is 
anwng those Waterways the DNR has 
Its eyes on for a public boat launch 
facility. 

Dunasklss also is eyehig a mora­
torium on state launch site purch­
ases. He'll get a fight from organized 
sportsmen. Dunasklss will chair a 

subcommittee of the Senate Natural 
Resources Com1nlttee to deVelop 
criteria for tioth launches and put 
them into law. Subcommittee mem­
bers WlU Include Sen. David Hongl-
man, R-West Bloomfield, Who repre­
sents the Western lakes districts of 
Oakland County, and Sen. Chris 
Dlngell, D-Trenton. known for pro-
hunter legislaUon. 

"We Want to hold a pubLc hearing 
In Oakland County and another in 
the west part ofthe state," Dunasklss 
said. 

Michigan United ConservaUon 
Clubs is "Very much opposed to that 
attitude," said executive director 
Tom Washington. 

"The lakes belong to the public. 
They belong to the people. The fish 
belong to the people. Yet they (lakef­

ront homeowners) Will Want the state 
to stock their lake and maintain a 
fishery. 

"His effort Is clearly In response to 
his constltutents Who don't Want the 
great unwashed public out there. 
Oakland County Is notorious for that 
Tve got mine' attitude. But you'll see 
a dock With eight, 10. 12 dififerent 
boats that belong to the owner's 
brother, nepheW and uncle," said 
Washington. He recalled past ''1:aclal 
overtones" in tlie 25-year-old Issue. 

Dimasklss said, "We want to put 
together some kind of Weighted for­
mula. What Is the usage of a lake? 
How many homes are there? Is there 
already public access? How deep is 
the lake?" Dunasklss told of an Oak­
land sherlfi's marine patrol boat be­
ing damaged twice When It hit 

stumps in a shallow lake, 
DNR boat launches In Oakland 

County are on Middle Straits Lake. 
Commerce Township; Proud Lake 
near Wlxom; Heron. Holly. Crotched, 
Crystal, Holdredge and WllWood-
Valley lakes In the Holly Recreation 
.Area; Graham Lakes (south) and Tr­
out Lake, In the Bald Mountain Re­
creation Area. 

Other boat launches are operated 
by the state Watenvays Commission, 
Which issues a separate entry pass; 
Huron-Clinton Metroparks; and 
Oakland County.

John 
Jamlan, R-Bloomfleld Township. 

"Most support came from people 
who walk the maUs and mothers with 
diildren. A problem Was teenagers 
Who harig out in malls and smoke. A 
mother told us of one teen who 
dropped a cigarette ash on her baby. 

"Several malls in the state already 
are smoke-fiee," said Jamlan. co-
chair of the House Public Health 
Committee.

•We're making hospices and pain 
management the priority. We're at­
tempting to break new ground." said 
Sen. Fred Dillingham. R-FoWlerville. 
sponsor of five bills that Won Senate 
approval by 33-0 and 34-0 Votes 
Tuesday. The bills go to the House. 

Dillingham has been leading 
Lansings hottest batUes to regulate 
abortion and outlaw physlclan-
asslsted sulclde. Thls Ume. however, 

had a consensus to: 

• Require medical schoob to have a 
core cunlculum on pain and symp­
tom management Continuing edu­

cation for already-licensed physi­
cians and other health professionals 
Would be reqi1ired. 
• Tell the Department of PubUc 
Health to develop a Written outline of 
pain and symptom 1na11agcment and 
to Increase public aWareness of pain 
managemenL 
• Ensure offering of hospice care in 
three bills regulating different types 
of health insurers. 

All area senators Voted yes except 
the absent and David Honlgman. R-
West Bloomfield, who Was reported 
undergoing surgeiy. 

During hearings, the bills were 
scoffed at by Hemlock of Michigan, 
which advocates physician-assisted 
suicide, and Friends of Dr. Jack Ke­
vorkian, Who said "there is no such 
thing as pain managamenL" 

The onty debate Was over amend­
ments to the three insurance bills by 

Sen. John KeUy, D-Grosse Polnte 
Farms. KeUy wanted to inandate hos­
pice coverage. 

"I know many on the other side of 
the aisle don't Uke mandates," Kelly 
said, nodding toWard RepubUcans, 
"but there are no costs associated 
With this — only savings." Ever $1 
spent on hospice care saves $1.26 in 
other medical Institutions. KeUy 
said. 

"If I didn't have to Wony about a 
consensus," repUed DllUngham. "I 
could support hls amendments." But 
he vowed to watch Insurers to 1nake 
sure they Were offering hospice 
coverage.

Sen. Wlll lam Van I^egenmorter 
said a prosecutor "could permit cr im­
inal procedures to conUnue In spite 
of out-of-court (civil) settlement" 

Jackson, once the ilaUon's 11iost 
popular rock star. Was sued for sex­

ually molesting a teenage boy but 
settled out-of-court for a sum esU-
mated at many millions. As a condi­
tion of settlement, however, the boy 
a11d his parents had to agree not to 
prosecute Jackson crtainally. 

"A magistrate may dismiss i f the 
parties settle out of court," said V a n 
Regenmorter. stressing "may." 

The Republican from Jenlson 
chairs Uie Senate Judlclaiy Commit­
tee, which pnxluced three of the bills. 
Which go to the House for hearings 
and passage. The other 11 bills a l -

rcacly have been passed by the House 
but must be relumed for concur­
rence In amendments. 

Senators gave the bills votes of 
36-0 and 35-0 wlthoulaprotest.

Robert Schram. a board Uustee, 
said he was exfremely pleased WlUl 
the Nov! vote. 

"Obviously I'm extremely pleased," 
he said Wednesday momlng. "Prop­
osal A is good for educaUon for be­
cause it consUtuUo11ally guarantees 
iunding for schools. That's placed fri 
the proposal. 

"But it's good for business in Uie 
state too," he continued. "I felt 
strongly that Uie altemaUve plan 
Would hurt business and Income fr1 
the state. Eventualty that would fun-
nd down and afl"ect educaUon." 

Schram said he backed Proposal A 
because it Was also the best opUon for 
Novl taxpayers. The trustee said he 
estimated dty taxpayers would have 
paid an average of 15 percent more fri 
taxes under Uie state Legislature's 
back-up plan. 

"The state now has a much more 
compeUUve tax mbc." Schram added 
said. "Obviously, this is the lesser of 
two evils." 

Jim Roster, Assistant Superinten­
dent of OperaUons, said Wednesday 
mor1iing "personally I'm glad it 

passed." 
But Koster—like Schram—now,-

hopes the state can make good on the 
promise It made to voters during the 
campaign to get Proposal A passed., 

Early on ln the campalgn, several' 
Novl school officials quesUoned U1e , 
valldlty of Uie state lawmakers rely-" 
lng on 'soft taxes" like lottery games 
and cigarette lax increases to fund 
the new educaUon formula. 

Now Schram and Koster hope Uie 
state's anUclpated tax revenues re-
sulUng from Proposal A will be 
enough to fund schools and cover the 
state educaUon till.

Ironically, while en route tiack 
from a cliiM abuse seminar In Tray, 
Zlmmer was monitoring his police ra­
dio inside his unmarked car. 

The detective s.aid he tuned into 
the case after learning It Involved a 
missing chiW. He said he may not 
have gotten Involved ff tlie depart­
ment had located the child sooner. 
But once he realized the case was hie-
ginning to escalate and daylight was 
dimming, he got concerned. 

When he hit the city limits, Zlm­
mer radioed in and said he Was head­
ing over to the boy's house to speak 

wilh his mother. 
En route to the woman's home on 

caslbound Thirteen MUe. Zlmmer 
saw a boy walking along side the road 
that matched Justin's description. 

"I knew he was Justin." he said.

Zlmmer pulled over. Introduced 
himseff to Justin and told the boy 
everyone was worried about lilm. 

The boy hopped Into the car and 
drove in silence along side the detec­
tive back lo his home. There he was 
met with his mother's outstretched 
arms In "a tearful, sobbing" welcome 
home. 

"He was One. He Was dressed In 
warm clothes and on his Way to visit 
his grandparents," the detective said. 
"He had walked at least two miles 
from Ws hon>e and Was halfway be-

tWeen the trailer park and his gî and-
parents house When I found him. 

"His grandparents live somewhere 
near Thirteen Mile and Farmington 
Road. He knew enough to head 
eastixiund." 

Zlmmer said he had heard on the 
radio that the boy had some kind of 
developmental problem so he didn't 
ask him too many questions when he 
picked him up, 

"He seemed flne." he said. "1 didn't 
want to push IL" 

Zimmcr's been on the force for 20 
years. This Is the second time in his 
tenure he's been able to do What he's 
trained to do. And It Was a good 
feeling—a little humorous, a lot 
Ironic—but definitely Worth IL 

"It's a humorous story that turned 
out Well because We found the kid," 
he said, "It's both humorous and ex­
tremely serious." 

Even though Zimnler Was the one 
to locate the tioy. he sjIid he Was 
pleased with the department's per­
formance before he arrived to save 
the day. Nonetheless he said he's 
been "needling" his fellow officers at 
the staUon ever since.

C'mon, City CouncU, What dOes It 
take to rnake a decision? DOes the 
Greenways trails system live or die? Just 
decide . . . 

Frustration over council's InahUlty 
to bring this issue to a cOncluslOn—any 
cOncluslon—is t)eglnnlng to show On all 
sides. The volunteers who have worked 
hard to implement the city's Natural Re­
sources Design Plan are at wits end with 
council, as well they should be. 

Keep in mind that the volunteers 
spent a lot of time and energy planning 
Out, raising money for and even building 
some of the trials system, which was de­
signed to interconnect Novi's subdivi­
sion commons areas and its paries 
through a clty-wlde series of pedestrian 
paths. A n d they worked on it for several 
years without hearing a peep of protest 
from city council. Rather, council en-
•couraged the project. 

Thensuddenly lastyear, whenresi-
;dents of three subdivisions came for-
Iward to object to the installation of the 
jtralls In their neighborhoods, a number 
|of council members announced they 
iwere against the whole darned Idea. Go­
ring beyond simply accommodating the 
>i«sldents of those subdivisions who 
•didn't want it, those members said the 
icntlre project should be cancelled. 

• B u t when it came time to do that, 
council again balked. 

S L,ast week, members of the Natural 
FResources Design Plan Implementation 
'Committee went to councU with a series 
of p r o p ^ S " t h e y hoped would^salvage 
what is left of the system. The proposals 
Included procedures for the Implemen-

, tatlon of the plans In individual subdlvi-
<sions, adding screening to shield houses 

from view of the paths, and Increasing 
the flow of Infomiatlon to the pubhc ab­
out the progress of program. Council 
: deadlocked in its vote and again sent the 
:commlttee members away empty 
ihanded, with their project in limbo. 

The indecision Was so frustrating 

G o v e r n m e n t 

that even one resident of one of the sub­
divisions already successful at getting 
rid of its portion of the path, got out of his 
pajamas to go down to city hall to dress 
council down for its Indecision. 

Despite all this, council has shown 
no InclirlatlOn to set up a process which 
would let the homeowners themselves 
decide, lt would be a simple matter. 
Council could Just write the ordinances 
to require that developers set aside the 
easements for the trails in their common 
space areas, delaying implementation 
until the residents move in. Then , allow 
the I-esldents of the subdivision to decide 
on the implementation of the trail 
through use of a petition. Jus t like a spe­
cial assessment district petition, have 
the homeowners who want the trails 
pass the petition among those residents 
who have a share of the commons area, lf 
51 percent sign, the trail goes In. If they 
don't, the trail stays out. 

The Novi City Council has been cri­
ticized, by this newspaper and others, 
for keeplITg too much authority to Itself. 
L«ast year, council took decision maldng 
powers away from its appointive panels, 
the admlrlistratlOn and its consultants. 
At the time; several council members de­
fended the moves, saying they had been 
elected to make those decisions. 

The trails system is prime example

What these opponents are missing 
are basic safety and environmental 
Issues related to congestion o n those 
lakes. When those waterways, like 
Walled Lake, are already congested with 
boat traffic, putting more traffic On them 
via a public boat latmch would simply 
contribute further to a safety problem. 

A n d of course heavy boat traffic on 
lakes leads to envlroIunental deteriora­
tion of the lakes. Unlike roads, which can 
simply be widened when traffic becomea 
congested, lakes are limited i n the 
amount of boats they can handle. 

But the D N R and the state legisla­
ture have so far been unwilling to take up 
the Issue of how to relieve boat coIiges-
tion on these Inland lakes. TheyVe 
steadfastly ignored a r y efiforts to create a 
formula for determining just how m u c h 
boat trafQc any given lake can handle at 
a n y give t ime , as D u n a s k i s s is 
proposing. 

A s a result. Oakland County lakef­
ront residents will continue to object to 
D N R Initiatives to buy more land for boat 
launches. A n d Walled Lake residents 
should be among those fighting to put an 
end to state efforts to put even more 
traffic on overcrowded lakes.

Begln With the hlstoiy of the automobile Industiy, When 
the rise of manufacturing and the tremendous increase In 
labor productivity made possible by assembly line tech-
nokjgy spurred a great demand for labor at Wages diat 
.seemed Impossibly high at the time. 

Faced With the choice between $5 an hour and life on 
the farm, coimtless thousands of people left home, moving 
north to the manuiacturlng centers. They didn't need 
greatjob skills. For most, all they had to do Was turn upon 
time and Withstand long hours and boring Work. For tilat. 
tlley got good-paylngjobs With good benefits and a ticket to 
the middle class. 

But then odler countries discovered hoW to do as-
semb^ lines. With equally unskilled labor, but this time 
paid at Wages lar below American standards. .And sud­
denly, with a giant sucking sound, It seemed as though 
our nlanufactiirlng jobs Were golr1g to previously underde­
veloped countries. .America and Europe had a big 11nem-
playment problem. .And we had a Jobs Conference In 
Detroit 

What to do? There are two schools of thought 
One is to argue tiiat the unemployment problem is 

caused largely by governmental policies (high taxes, dense 
regulations, lligh fringe benefits) wlllch drive up the cost of 
labor so high that employers are deterred from hiring. 

Tile soluUon. dlerefore. Is lo attack these policies Where 
posslble and to tolerate—indeed, encourage—jobs at Very 
low pay. the only Way neW Jobs are ever created. Trying to 
do anything about Job training or Workforce skills Is silly, 
in this view, because the Wortongs of the free market will 
resolve everything. 

I happen to diink this school of thought Is both danger­
ous an(i WTTong. 

It's dangerous because It's a recipe for systematic Im­
poverishment for n1any of our people. 

It's Wrong because In Ignoring the skills part of the equ-
aUon it neglects reality. Consider the following breakdown 
of unemployed people in America: 
• Those with no lligh school degree: 12.6 percent 
• Those with a high school degree: 7.2 percent. 
• Those With post high school training: 5.7 percent. 
• Tllose with a college degree: 3.5 percent. 

Flalnly, skills do matter. They avoid imemployment. 
And they lead to better wages. 

So the question Is how best to help both emptoyers and 
workers act In both their Interests to acquire, cheaply and 
efficiently, the skills necessaiy for high productivity and 
for good Wages. 

Hlstoricalty, the marketplace in skills is pretty poor. 
Think of truck driving and cosmetology schoob tral111ng 
folks at great cost for jobs that don't exist. Suppose, in­
stead, that the job-training system concentrated on Infor­
mation about what skills Will be needed for the Jobs of the 
futtjre. Gtven gcxxl lnfor111atlon, both workers and employ­
ers can seek the skills they need in a functlorllng market. 

The new World of Job training—the world discussed ear­
lier tllls week in Detroit—concentrates on Information, not 
on outmoded governmental programs of the past. 

That's exciting and it's good the discussion Is taking 
place here In Michigan.

We journalists are a merciless btmch, even to our own.

U C E L I N E - D O NOT CROSS" tape and a seat belt 
strapped to his chair. 

I had to grin last week when a township woman gently 
took Snider to task durlrlg a break in the board of trustees' 
meeting. She soimded just like Mom did when I Was a kid 
and had done something bad. 

"When 1 read tllat you weren't wearing your seat belt I 
felt hke calling you up right then," the woman said in a 
concerned tone. 

T o u know that's against the law." she added with a 
smile. I pretended to be engrossed In the meeting agenda 
as Snider just agreed with tills rueflll look on his face. 

Seriousty, there's a point to be made here. Statistics 
show that seatbelts save lives and reduce injuries—and 
wearing them is the law in Michigan. Cops and journalists 
should know that more than most folks. 

We see, photograph and write about car crashes all the 
time—and we see what happens to those who weren't 
wearing belts. It's Important for us as commilnlty leaders 
to first lead hy example. 

Soapboxlng aside, however, this has still been as much 
fim as catchln' mama cussing.

Famllngton Hills With 160 branch banks, has 
given chairman Robert H. Mylod a real deal, the 
Walking definition of "golden parachute." 

Mylod, 54. is of more than casual public in­
terest these days. Heine Securities Co., a Wall 
Street investment firm, is buying up MNC stock 
and Wooing shareholders to support the sale of 
the banlc. 

Consider this background: MNC's earnings 
per share have plummeted fr^m $12 in 1989 to 
barely $3 in 1990 and less than $4.50 in 1992 
(last available year). Its non-performing assets 
figure was in the $100 million range in 
1988-89; since 1990 non-performing assets 
have topped $300 million. MNC plans to close 
more branches. 

"Mediocre." said the Heine Ilml. "An under-
performer." said the Detroit Free Press. 

A suburban city manager who let the streets 
crumble and the Ubraiy deteriorate to an equi­
valent extent would be in deep trouble With tlie 
city council. 

Mylcxl's perfonnance has merited a salary of 
$530,000 since last April 20, up $14,000 from 
the previous year. He got no bon us or new stock 
options, but shucks, he hardly needed any. 
Look at last year's proxy statement (page 13, 
fine print): 

Mylod's contract gave him the option to 
purchase 200,000 shares of the corporaUon's 
common stock at $17.69 (rounded oQ) per 
share. In 1992 he exercised that option, invest­
ing $3.5 million. His stock was Worth $10.25 
million by the end of last year. 

The experts say that in a takeover bid MNC's 
stock may rise to $80 a share, kicking up My-
kid's stcxk value to $16 million. 

If he retires at 60 With a salary of $714,000 
and 15 years service, his estimated pension Will 
be more than $356,000. 

.Ah. but suppose MNC is sold and the new 
broom sWeepxs out o11r hero within two years. 
Mylod's severance benefits will be: 

"(1) a lump-sum payment equal to three 
limes the greater of (1) the execuUVe's annual 
salary in effect at the time of the notice of termi­

nation; or (11) the executive's average salaiy 
based on the previous 5 calendar years; 

"(2) a lump-sum payment equal to (1) two 
times the highest annual bonus paid during the 
prior 5 calendar years plus (11) a pro rata portion 
of any bonus the executive shall be deemed to 
have earned for the year teminatlon occurred 

"(6) a payment of $10,000 for outplacement 
services; 

"(7) an office, secretary and automobile for 
two j-ears and 

"(8) the continuation of equivalent Iffe, 
healdi, hospitallzaUon, disability and other si­
milar benefits . . ." (page 14 of the 1993 i>roxy 
statement). 

Items (6) and (7) are especially interesting be­
cause he's not required to seek a new Job (page 

Meanwhile, MNC plans to close a diizen 
branches, sell imlts in Texas and possibly Cali­
fornia, and cut Jobs, Mylod told The Detmit 
News.

On the afternoon of March 9 my 

son wanted to go outside to play. It 
was a veiy cold day so I told lllm 
that he must wear a warm hat that 
covered his ears. He decided that 
he could choose his own hat and 
went outside in a baseball cap. 
When I saw what he had on, I called 
hfrn into the house and told him 
that he had to stay in the house for 
the afternoon t)ecause he refiised 
to listen to nle. 

A little while later, my older son, 
Richard, got off the school bus and 
told me tllat he had just seen Jus­
tin out by l 3 Mile Road with a sUck 
over his shoulder like he was run­
ning away from home. I got Into my 
car and Went right after lifrn, but it 
was too late, Justin was gone. 

Justin is a 9 year old boy who 
was bom with a bfrlh defect called 
•Apert Syndrome. He has had a lot 
ofsurgeiy In hls short Ufe, and, as a 
result, he is developmentaUy slow. 

So, needless to say. When I discov­
ered that he was gone, I panicked. 

After drlVfrig fri all directions to 
find hfrn with no luck I called 911. 
The Novi Police Department re­
sponded frnmedlately. After getting 
a description of my son, they dis­
patched three cars to help flind him. 
Officer Blgliardl was sent to my 
home to gather more frlformaUon 
fitim me. 

The pafri and fear that I was feel-
frig at that tfrne was oVerwhefrlifrig. 
Officer Blgliardl managed to keep 
me calm enough to answer ques­
tions that might be helpfill in locat-
frig my son. 

The amoimt of daylight remaln-
frig was Ifrnited and time Was of the 
essence. The Novl pokle depoart-
lllent sent two more cars to assist 
frl the search for Justfrl. Officer Bl­
gliardl requested tracking dogs to 
begfrl a groimd search and a heli­
copter to cover the nearby woods. 

-About 30 mfrlutes later a call 
came across Officer Blgllardl's 
radio—they had found JusUn! He 
was frl the woods near 13 Mile and 
Haggerty roads, walking to 
grandma's house, which Is five 
miles away. Detective Zlhlnler re-
himed my son to me. a little cold, a 
little wet and a little confused as to 
what the fuss was all about. He Just 
thought that If he were mad at 
mommy, he could Just march right 
down to grandma's house and 
silrely she would make It better 

To say thank you to Officer Bl­
gliardl and the Novl Police Depart­
ment just doesn't seem like 
enough, but it is all that I have. For 
the ^ tllat they have given me is 
beyond measure or repay. They 
brought home to me my sunshine, 
nly laughter my life—my son. 

So, to the Novl Police Depart­
ment I do say thailk you. I am 
proud, gratefill and fortunate to be 
protected from llfes tragedies by 
these fine men frl blue. . . You are 
nly heroes.

"We want more active ones," he 
said, and the need keeps Increasing, 
especially When you consider tJiat 
"Novi population is now 34,000, and 
ln the next 15 years it will tie up to 
60,000," and with prices rising, too,

The breed, originating in New 

Foundland. was the most popular 
dog registered ln the American 
Kennel Club from Jan. 1 tlirough 
Dec. 31 of last year. Over 124,000 
Labs were registered with the 
club. 

"They Were numljer one In 
1992, too," said Erik Berglshagen, 
president of the Detroit Kennel 
Club. 

Rounding out the top 10 in the 
most popular category are: 
• Rottweiler. A stocky dog With a 
short black coat and tan face 
markings, developed In Germany. 
• German Shepherd. Also deve­
loped in Germany, a large dog 
cotnmonly referred to as a "police 
dog." 
B Cocker Spaniel. Origlrially used 
for hunting Woodcocks in Eng­
land, this breed is known for Its 
droopy ears and slllty coat. 
• Golden Retriever, like the La­
brador Retriever, only with a gol­
den coat. 
• Poodles. There are many type of 
poodles, from the larger breeds 
Which Were originally developed In 
England as hunting dogs, to the 
toy poodle. The pood1es Is best 
known for its thick, curly lialr. 
• Beagle, a small hound with 
short legs, droopy ears and a 
smooth coat With White, black and 
tan markings. 
I Dachshund. Known as the "hot 
dog" dog for its long body and veiy 
short legs, this small breed Was 
developed in Germany for hunting 
badgers. 
• DalmaUon. Often associated 
with Ore stations, this breed has a 
smooth white coat with black or 
dark brown spots. 

• Shetland Sheepdog. Also called 
"shelties," these dogs look like mi­
niature collies. 

The grand event for dog owners 
In the area Is the annual Detroit 
Kennel Club Dog Show. The 76th 
annual show was held last Sun­
day at Cobo Center. The show has 
been held at Cobo for 29 years, 
said Betgishagen. 

More tlian 3,400 people partici­
pated ln the bench dog show. The 

benched format ls ideal for viewing 
by spectators because dogs en­
tered in the competition were sta­
tioned on benches firom 8 a.m. to 6 
p.m. except during the Ume they 
Were hieing Judged or groomed.

Does exercise 'waste'heartbeats 
Question: Does 

exercise waste heart 
beats, causfrig pre­
mature wearing of 
the heart muscle? 

Peter J . Steln-
chron, M.D.. author 
of several books and 
a syndicated news­
paper column on 
medical problems, 
has promoted the 
theory of a heartbeat 

hank. The theory is based on the notion that 
each of us is bom with a given numljer of heart­
beats (generally two to three bUllon) in our heart 
bank. 

Persons bom with fewer heartbeats fri the 
hank "should not fridiscrlmfriantly throw away 
those beats fri uimecessaiy exertion known as 
exerdse,' he says. 

Stefrichron clafrns one should ration his 
heartbeats, taking afternoon naps fristead of 

exercise, since once heartbeat withcfrawals are 
made, they are lost forever. 

No doubt the oheae sedentaty fridlvldual 
finds comfort and reUef friom these statements. 

To my knowledge there Is nO scientific evi­
dence to support the noUon that a person has a 
finite or limited reserve of heartbeats in a 
UfeUme. 

However, ff one desfr^ to prove that regular 
exercise contributes to longevity. It would be 
convenient ff the concept of a heartbeat bank 
were true. 

The rationale that regular exercise depletes 
the "heartbeat reserve" Is fricorrect because It 
Ignores an frnportant adaptaUon which occurs 
with regular exercise training. 

The condlUoned heart beats at a slower rate 
at rest and during any level of exercise, pump-
frig more blood with each beat Thus, being 
physically fit can actually save you thousands 
of heartbeats each day. 

For example, a Vigorous dally one-hour exer­
cise progiam may require an fricrease of 5,000 
heartlieats per day over resting values. How­

ever, the increased ceutllovascular fitness pro­
duced Ijy the training will require fewer heart­
beats, both at rest and during routfrie physical 
actlvlUes performed during die remafrifrig 23 
hours of the day. 

.Assume that the savings is 10 tieats per mi­
nute. At the end of the day, you have peiformed 
your other acUvlUes with a savings of 13,800 
heartbeats. The net savings Is 8,800 beats per 
day or over 60.000 tieats per week. 

It's like smart frivestment economics. You 
spend your monqr to eam it In Uils case, 
spending extra heartbeats tlirough exercise 
vrtll actuaUy save many. 

Don't worry about the old Ucker "wearing 
out" prematurely as a result of regular exercise.
