Superintendent Emraett lippe 
said each of the district's PTO's 
liave been Informed and Involved In 
the program. InformaUon about It 
will be aVailable at the school 
buildings. 

Before Board Vice I^ldent Ste­
phen Hltchcodc voted on the Issue 
he Wanted to lmow how Uie police 
department Intended to pIcJc volun­
teer homes for the program. 

Shaeffer said the police depart­
ment will do thorough background 
InvesUgaUons on each and cvoy 
person living in the home Uiat opts 
to get Involved In the child watch 
progranL 

Before police grant a Volunteer 
auUiorlty U1«y will check to see If 
aiiy of the household memtiers 
have ever been Involved in afiy as-
saulUve or clilld-relatlve actlvlUes, 
drug or akohol abuse or felonies. 

"We certainly Intend to screen all 
of the people living In the home re-
ganlless of who owns the honK," he 
said. 

Accortilng to Sliaeffer volunteers 
havetot)e 18 years and older to get 
Irrvolved In the training program. 
Volunteers will l>e required to at­
tend a one-hour trailing session. 

TValnIng sessions are also being 
held for elementary aged students. 
Those sessions are intended to 
teach safety techniques.

Conceding to What she called "poliUcal real­
ity," Mayor Kathleen McLallen cast the vote 
needed l y Novl City Council opponents of Uie 
Natural Resources Design Plan to squash the 
program altogeUier, as well as disband the com­
mittee which was to liave made U1e 38-mlle traU 
system Work.

P a s t f a l l s p r e y t o f u t u r e

Now Is the kind of town Where his­
torical pfieserVationlst types may be 
afraid to blink. 

When thfy do, one more venerable 
building Is likely to vanish. 

Since spring 1992 When the Novl 
Historic District Study Committee 
first embarked on a survey of 
pre-1950 buildings — six old houses 
have been demolished. Fire de­
stroyed one. the rest fell prey to 
development. 

Throughout the city, colnmercial 
Realtors have staked their "For Sale" 
signs In front of Victorian home­
steads Which are now valued httle 
compared to the acreage they sit on. 
Demolition penriits have been pulled 
for seVeral, 

"It's pretty fast and furious. Grand 
River and NoVl Road is very Imper­
iled," architect Dane Johnson, a for 
mer Novl resident, said. 

"1 don't tlllnk there's t>een much ol 
a concerted effort for preseiVallon. 
Too many of the historic buildings 
have been puichased by people Who 
have bought them for the land." 

But tllat could cljange. 
The Historic District Study Com­

mittee tapped Jol111son In May 1993 
lo complete the survey When Its 
111eni>ers liad a falling out With the 
first consultant. Tlic study Is the first 
step In a process Which nilght end In 
the City Council adopUrig a historic 
district ordinance Which could give 
Novl limited powers to protect Its 
heritage. 

Johnson's recently released draft 
report paints a picture of NoVl as a 
city split In tWo — primarily suburbia 

to the east and the remnants of a 
farming commur11ty to the West. 

Johnson spent 200 houi-s on the 
pnoject. 50 of them In the field check­
ing out 550 buildings. Of these, 230 
were found to ii1erit a closer look. 
Most of the time, the owners Weiien't 
al home When Johnson scanned 
their dWelllngs, 

'I soirieUmes fell like 1 was a burg­
lar or something." he said. 

"It's been a n1ore complicated pro­
ject tl1an liad been anticipated. I 
hope people Will be pleased With It." 

Historic District Study Committee 
member Kathy Mutch said she Was 
impressed with tlle local hlstoiy 
Johnson Included In the survey. 

"I tliink one ofthe st1iengths ofthe 
report Is tllat wliile It docu1nents NoVl 
history and NoVl architecture. It Is 
also veiy readable. He puts a lot of In-
fomation In there without sounding 
overly academic," Mutch said. 

"He not only Identified historic 
buildings and sites but he places 
them In their social context not only 
of local but of national eVents." 

When Jolinson wasn't out cruis­
ing the stneeta ofNovl, he was holed 
up In libraries, including the Burton 
Historical CollecUon in Detroit and 
the Ubraiy of Michigan In Lansing. 

The comnllttee should focus on 
two areas ofNovl, the consultant sug­
gests: the West Wheie most of the re­
maining Victorian homes sit and the 
Walled Lake area. With Its colorful 
past as a popular resort area. But the 
lakes area Is In Jeopardy, he Warns, 
and faces the possibility ofplecen^al 
bulldozing of the summer cottages 
Which are now used as year-round 
homes. 

Johnson's research has convinced 

him that the city still contains OJlbwa 
and J\)ttaWatoml tribal sites Which 
merit a closer look by arcliaeloglsts. 
Including the former Walled Lake Ca­
sino site, lliat site Is now owned by 
the city. 

In Ills report, Johnson points out 
that WUhicrt Hinsdale's 1931 Archae-
logcal Atlas of Michigan contains 
maps showing an Indian village and 
burial grounds on the southwest cor­
ner of Wailed Lake east of West Road 
(fon1ierly part of PonUac Trail) and at 
the Amusement Park and Casino site 
near the lake's northeast shore at 
Fourteen Mile Road and East lake 
Drive. 

It's Johnson's opinion that the 
land Wasn't deeply excavated and 
disturbed When the Casino Was built 
and tliat Itcouldyield evldenceofthe 
area's pre-European histoiy. Several 
local residents say Indiain graves 
were disturbed when the roller coas­
ter was built. 

Too many sources point to It as an 
Indian burial ground. 1 don't tlilnk 
It'sjust hearsay. I don't thl11k;you can 
Just continue to build Without paying 
some heed lo those tilings," he said. 

The real quesUon Is can and WiU 
the dty be able lo persuade develop­
ers tliat new sutidiVlslons can be 
built around old barns and 
farmhouses. 

"It all depends on hoW asserUVe 
the city is With developers. Ifa deve­
loper Wants to knock down a farm­
house lo gel access lo 40 acres, the 
city ordinance can discourage It and 
can encourage the developer to save 
the house." Johnson said. 

One old building Which seems 
likely to liave no future here Is the 
blue house on Grand River Avenue.

tliat's not the main tliirlg. 

"The big Issue Is the social cost If 
nothing else, it serves an cducaUonal 
purpose. Kids are groWlng up With­
out much Interest In history. It can 
give you a good indicator about how 
people lived. The Fucrst home has all 
the Important educadUonal tools," 
Jolinson said. 

"1 tliink there Is a lot ofpurpose in 
leaving those things biehlnd. It's re­
spectful of the people Who came be­
fore you," 

Just south ofthe NovlToWn Cenler. A 
demollUon pennlt has been pulled for 
the structure, Johnson said. While 
some may view It as an eyesore better 
replaced by a new commercial build­
ing, the a1cl1itect's trained eye sees 
sometliing worth saving. 

"It's a nice house. It's in fjalrly origi­
nal and it's a city house not a farm­
house, WlUi a little more fancy detail," 
he said. 

Another property which lias an 
unclear future Is the Fuerst farm 
complex owned by the Novl school 
district at Taft and Ten Mile roads. 

It's been suggested tliat a fast food re­
staurant n ^ t fit In Just flne there. 

"If McDonald's Wants to put up a 
big, red building, Novl Would slop 
them and If they wanted to tear down 
the Fuerst house, Novl Would prob­
ably let them.

Brlarwood residents, far from 
pleased by an outside engineer's re-
port on their flooded forest Monday 
asked the city to account for flaws 
they say they've found in the 
research. 

'I Want to express to you hoW dis­
appointed We Were reading this re­
port it only addres.ses one of eight 
problem areas," Aggie Dorchy, vice 
president of BriarWood Condomi­
niums told the Novi Qty Council. 

"We arc no further ahead then 
When We came to council tWo years 
ago-" 

The report came in February from 
Alan Beyer of the Lanslng-based 
Ledy Design Group, Which Was com­
missioned b>y the city to research the 

project. Boyer said the city's storm-
Water master plan Is funcUonlng as 
designed. 

Experts say Ule stormWater mas­
ter plan is Workirig at cross purposes 
With the city's Woodlands ordl11ance 
When It uses loW-lylng. Wooded semi-
Wetlands as year-around bjaslns for 
Water runoff. 

JCK & Associates, the city's con-
sulUng engineers, on March 17 sub­
mitted again a $133,000 soluUon to 
the dying tree dilemma to Novfs Di­
rector of Public Service. Anthony 
Nowlckl. The state Department ofNa-
tural Resources agreed in concept to 
a limited drainage plaji in September 
1993. 

Mayor Kathleen McLallen told the 
homeoWners Uiat Uic council W111 
take up the issue some U11ie in mid-
April. 

Among the IrLformaUon NoWlckl 

has requested from the consulUng 
engineers is an evaluaUon of Uic po­
tential of a Brlarwood situaUon in 
oUler subdtvlsons and an Inventoiy 
of all site basins used for the storm-
Water management system. 

Dorchy said the Briarwood resi­
dents learned from City Forester 
Chris PargoIT that nmoff from the 
new Lochmoor subdMslon to their 
north will aggravate Uic standing Wa­
ter in BriarWood Park and seven 
other areas Which is sufibcatlng the 
trees. 

In their letter, the BriarWood resl-
den ts suggest tliat either the city staff 
didn't give Ledy enough infonnaUon 
or the outside engineers didn't do a 
thorough enough Job, The report fo­
cused on BriarWood Park, but Uie 
trees are dying In Woodlands in seven 
oUicr areas around Uie tlirce deve­
lopment community, Dorcliy said. 

Susan TepatU of JCK & Associates 
lecenUy advised the city U1t dead 
frees in wetlands, which provide a 
wildlife habitat should be left Intact 
unless the tree is a safety hazard. On 
posstbllty in Brlarwood Is screening 
the area to provide a better view for 
residents, who now refer to Brlar­
wood Park as the Buzzard Swamp, 

Plan111ng Commissioner Laura 
Lorenzo asked Uie council not to fully 
drain Ule swamp and leave in place 
the dead or dyirig frees which do not 
pose a danger to residents, 

"Over 80 species of birds nest in 
dead and dying frees. Dead and dying 
frees are an integral part of the forest 
regeneraUon process. I do not believe 
removal of frees Will In^rove aesUie-
tics and it Is not ccologicalfy S o u n d , " 
Lorenzo sald.

That's not surprising, based 
on Novl's rapid populaUon growth, 
the fire chief said. The city populaUon 

'grew by 40 percent from 1980 to 

1990. 
"As more people co111e In. this 

categoiy will probably continue to 
grow," Lenaghan predicts. 

The Novl FTre Department's public 
awareness eSbrts include teaching 
fire preventUon in the schools and 
tours of the fire staUons by youth 
groups such as the Cub Scouts. 

Inspections take up a lot of time for 
the firefighters. The department con-
ducted lnspecUons of 191 new struc­
tures and re-lnspected 913 existing 
bulldlrlgs. A total of 1.826 vlolaUons 
were Issued by the fire dcpaitment in 
1993.

Ilmlts to 'thru truck traffic.' 

Previously, only trucks doing bus­
iness or deliveries Within the area 
had hieen permitted to cruise that 
stretch of IBeck Road. The rationale 
Was that otherwise the street Would 
be used as a shortcut for truck driv­
ers entering an(i exiting Interstate 
96. 

Tech111cally. even pickup trucks 
used as personal vehicles Would have 
been subject to ticketing under the 
ban. but Novi Welghmaster .Anthony 
SWope said he had not bicen flagging 
down these drivers. 

"My concern is We've got an ordi-
11ance We'1̂  1Teally not enforcing on 
small-type trucks. I don't thii1k We 
should have an ordinance Ulie tliat." 

Mayor P1D Tem Hugh CraWford sald, 
moving U1at the regulation tossed 
aside altogether. 

"We're fufmcling all our road 
traffic down certain roads When We 
could spread it out. If tills motion 
falls. I Would expect full e11forcc1ncnt. 
If IVJr. Iux:al Resident is driving from 
the 1Tia11 and decides he Wants to go to 
Northville and drives doWn 13eck 
Road, he better get a ticket." 

TTiose in favor of UfUng the ban 
said it Was forcing truck traffic onto 
Novi. MeadoWbrook and Haggerty 
rciads. 

Saying through truck traflJcWould 
harm the residential character of 
that portion of Beck Road. Council 
Members Robert Schmld and Tim 
Pope voted against the reopening. 

'It's not like any other mile road, 
it's a direct shot from M-IA to l-96. 
There'll hie trains of trucks going up 
there. To open it up Would he unfair 

to the people who live on the road. 
They're buUdlrig sulxlivlslon after 
subdivision on EJeck Road," Schmid 
said. 

In November, the city council 
asked the staff to research tlie issue 
after a local landscaper had tieen 
ticketed and complained about the 
regulation. Beck ftoad is not re­
stricted in Noi-thville and Plymouth. 

"We are the onV community tliat 
has this type of plwlsion. It"sver>'dif­
ficult to enforce. We believe mile 
roads Were designed to cany throug1i 
trafflc and they should be treated 

tliat way," City Manager Edward 
Kriewall said-

Certain restrictions Will still apply. 
Tlie heaviest. Class A trudts will not 
be allowed on the road, only the rela-
Uvely lighter weight Class B trucks. 
The classiflcation depends in part on 
how much the ve11icle is hauling. The 
ban wlll not keep gravel trucks off 
Beck. 

"ltesldents Will sec an Increase in 
tmck traffic. The types of trucks used 
won't be any different than today." 
Swope said," adding that he could 
control the vehicles by weight.

The United States Secret Service 
continues to Investlgatc an alleged 
threat made against President BUl 
Clinton by a NortliVllle Township 
resident. 

Agents, backed up by Northvllle 
Townslilp police, arrested the rest-
dent on Marcll 10 in cormectlon with 
the liocldcnt. 

Special Agent Dale Puplllo of the 
Sendee's DctlTOlt olDce said tlils Week, 
however, tliat agents, liad not ar­
rested but merely intcrvlewed the re­
sident. Who is male. 

Puptllo sald he could not cximment 
further on tlie situation l)ccause of 
the continuing investigation but 
seemed to Indicate that no cliarges 
may be filed. 

"Thla looks like a routine invesU-
gation," he said, "but We still have got 
some Inquiries out now and I can't 
comilient unUl those are checked 
out" 

Threatening the president or vice 
president is a federal offeilse. a felony 
punishable by a $l,000 line and/or 
up to flve years in prison. 

Secret Service standard proce­
dures require its agents to check 
tlilngs out W h l e n they recelve any sort 

of InformaUon of a threat. Puplllo 
said. 

"If someone gets on the phone and 
says tllat you. for instance, are plan­
ning to harm the president. We llaVc 
to investigate." Puplllo said. "It may 
be notlllng. it may be something, but 
either Way We have to find out." 

Tliat keeps the Service busy, as 
the president receives thousands of 
tJircats every year. Maiiy, Puplllo 
said, turn out to be unsubstantiated. 

"In tliis case." Puplllo said, "the de­
termination Was made tliat theie 
isn't a major threat here and so the 
decision Was made not to arrest."

"Parents provide a broader source 
of input on the building planning 
teams," he said. "In the p.̂ st the staff 
has been Working a little bit in Isola­
tion to improve our schools." 

Uppe said use of buildhig plan­
ning teams is required under Publlc 
Act 25. Use of parents on the tean1s Is 
not. The addlUon this year was the 
district's Idea. 

Building PlanningTeams report to 
the District's Quality Leadership 
Team Which eventually reports to the 
Board of EducaUon.

ber of tlie Parkview teairL thanked 
the board for Including parents and 
wariting their hiput. 

"We bring a unique perspective, a 
view from the other side," she said af­
ter Parkview Elementary's team 
made its presentation. 

Parkview's presentaUon W a s Just 
one of the seven made at Thursday's 
txiard meeting. E ^ h school tean1s 
presented Its school's goals and 
named the strategies Its team de­
signed to achieve those goals. 

Goals reflected plans for Impro­
ving students' academic outcomes 
and their behaviors. Maintali11ngand 
improving existing school faculties 
Were also addressed by teams at 
some Schools. 

Team goals varied &x>m one school 
to the next At the elementary level 
Improving reading and math scores 
using new reading and math teach­
ing series Were high on the priority 
list. Jmplementlng technology and 
creating business partnerships Were 
also In the top thiee on mmt of the 
elementaiy and middle schools' lists. 

Improving commu11lcatlon be-
tWecn the schools and the commun­
ity throu^ newsletters and other av­
enues also Was an lmpo1-tant priority 
for so11ie schools. 

On the flip side, other schools 
looked at the emotional needs of the 
students and wrote goals and strate­
gies designed to improVe student be-
haVlor. 
, For students at Orchard Hills that 

mearls the goals will help them be­
come better role modeb for their 
peers. Village Oaks students are aim­
ing at becoming kinder and gentler 
by 1el11forci11g respect, responsibility, 
honesty and kl11dness towards one 
another. The same holds true for 
those attending Novl Middle School 
Who Will be learning the Importance 
of respect. 

•At the high school, a building level 
decision-making program Was Ini­
tiated to deal With problems IdenU-
lled by the staff, faculty or admi­
nistration. The team also looked at 
alignlrlg the high school curriculum 
With the state-mandated cone ciurl-
culum. The lllgh school staff has also 
been working With construction 
creWs to provide a smooth tra11sltion 
during the renovation and construc­
tion being done at the high school. 

Topping off each of the school's 
priorities was the desire to achieve 
North Central Outcome Based 
Accredltatlon. 

While state level educators con­

"Acaedltatlon has been on the 
State's agenda for years as part of the 
Public Act 25 ag1eement,'' she sald 
Monday. "Regardless of What they 
come up With all schools Wlll still 
need some kind of state-endorsed ac­
credltatlon. We know We WUl stUl 
have to be accredited." 

Tliat's Why aU NoVl schools are 
currently seeking North Cental 
Accreditation. 

Next month In Chicago, Lippe said 
he expects that all seven of the dis­
trict's schools WUl become candi­
dates for accreditation by North 

Central. 
If NoVi Wins accreditation, each of 

the seVen schools WUl enter a five-
year process designed to Improve 
student Icanilng, school climate and 
student behaVlor. Much of U1e pro­
cess wUl reiterate the outcomes the 
buUdlng pla1111ing teams have de­
signed, Traynor said. Ma11y of the in­
dividual schools' outcomes are mir­
rored l1i the district's exit outcomes 
which are speUed out In Novl's long-
range plan. 

The only shortfaU, TVaynor said Is 
tliat Novl's outcomes 111ay be less 
quantitative than the North Central 
version. In Which case Novl's out­
comes WUl be fine tuned to meet 
North Central standards. 

Novl Fllgh School has been accre­
dited under the North Central stan­
dard accreditation since the mid 
19708, NoW North Central Is looking 
to align Its accredltatksn With what's 
going ln tlie classroom rather than 
What's being stocked en the shehcs. 

According to Uppe and Traynor, 
standard accreditation measures the 
district's use of tangible resovures 
Uke the number of Ilbraiy books on 
the schools* shelves. The new Out­
comes Based Accredltatlon wUl mea-
stue student outconies ln academic 
achievement and behavior. 

•We feel It WUl certainly be much 
more advantageous for students," 
Traynor said about earning the new 
acaedltatlon.

Was released bom there eaiilcr this 
Week. OtDclals fi-onri both hospitals 
Woirld not discuss the nature ol 
either Galea's or Best's Injuries. 

Michigan State Police troopers 
stationed in Northville say Best Was 
driving his 1989 Dodge Dakota 
pickup West on l-96 at about l l:30 
p.m. on March 17. lt had snowed 
earlier that eve11lng and the road 
was ky, Wltncases sald, Wlth coat-
111gs of up to a half-Inch ln some 
spots. 

That may have been Why Best 
lost control of the Dakota near the 
Beck Î oad exit ln Novl. It slld across 
the pavement over the grassy me­
dian dividing 1-96 and Into the east-
bound lanes. "As I came over the 
top of the hill (near the 1-96 rest 
stop)," Witness Patrick Clouse said. 
"I saw ll^ts and cars spir11111ig all 
over." 

It careened Into the path of the 
1993 Ford Probe that Galea Was 
driving In the center lane, police 
said. The two vehicles struck head-
on. One person at the scene esti­
mated both cars were each dolj1g 60 

miles per hour on Impact. 
The force of the crash sent the 

Dakota spinning Into the ditch on 
the right-hand side of the freeway, 
tearing away part of Its undercar­
riage. TJie front half of the Probe, 
which came to rest still in the center 
lane, was crushed. Galea was 
pinned In the wreckage. 

The freeway vras closed for nearly 
two hours as emergency crews fronl 
the Novl Flie Department worked In 
the cold, Orst to stabilize the severfy 
Injured man, and then free him It 
took almost an hour and a half to 
carefuOy cut and pry the Vehicle 
apart aind release Galea's trapped 
legs. He was then rushed to the 
waiting medlvac which landed right 
on 1-96 as Workers cleared the high-
Way of debris. 

No alcohol Was InVolVed In the 
accident, reports said. State troop­
ers continue to InVestigate the mat­
ter and indicate that Best could be 
Issued a trafflc citation for hazard­
ous drlVlrlg.

Gets answers while 
in the negotiations 

It prx)bably Is tn the best interests of 
the City Of Novl to begin negotlaUons 
wlth lts cable service provider early. With 
MetroVislOn's franchise set to expire ln 
1997, federal law requires renegotia­
tions to begin this coming NoVember 
anyway. 

But there arc some Very bother­
some things going on here. Councll 
members Tlm Pope, Carol Mason and 
Rob Mitzel haVe some serious and legiti­
mate concerns about how MetroVlslon is 
handling Its franchise. They have ques­
tions that need to he answered, publicly. 

At the same. It seems to us the best 
plac^ for council to get those answers 
would be at the negotiating table, where 
the answers would become lssues In the 
fraiKhlsc rewriting process, baI]galnlng 
chips as it were to get the best deal possi­
ble from MetroVlslon. 

For example, lt appears MetroVl­
slon has not completely fulfilled Its obli­
gations as laid out In the original 1982 
franchise agreement. Counci l has raised 
this issue before with MetroVlslon, when 
the compaiy came to councll asking for 
early tallts so it could decide whether to 
go ahead with a $5 mllllon upgrade of Its 
system. There are still homes in NoVl, in 
the outlying areas, which do not haVe 
cable aVailable because of distance. Met­
roVlslon has not yet answered the ques­
tions of why those obligations haVe not 
fulfilled or what it intends to do about it, 
at least not publicly. 

There are also the $5 million up­
grade. MetroVlslon went ahead with the 
project. Now the city council is being told 
by a cable consultant for the Southwest 
Oaldand County Cable Commission that 

G o v e r n m e n t 

the ImproVements may make renewal al­
most automatic. 

How can that be? How can a unila­
teral decision by MetroVlslon to inVest in 
lts system, an investment Novl didn't ask 
for and didn't agree to, be used to lock 
the city in to renewing the contract? 

A city council that has never before 
hesitate to rattle the lawsuit saber, or ac­
tually pull It out and wield it. with deve­
lopers and others in private business 
ought not lie down for MetroVlslon. 

We suspect the reason for the con­
sultant's comment is that $5 million up­
grade would take the price of buying out 
MetroVlslon out of range should the 
franchise not be renewed. 

Of course, we don't want to see the 
cable system taken over by the three ser­
vice communltles—Novi, Farmington 
and Farmington Hills. With all the pri­
vate firms who are willing to operate 
cable systems, and make money doing it. 
we see no Justification for a government 
buy out of MetroVlslon. 

All these concerrls are real enough. 
It also seems to us the best place to get 
MetroVlslon into the hot seat and get 
some answers would be at the negotiat­
ing table. So let's do It.

for reporting oilly the R^atlve, playing 
stories on the front page only when 
things go vm)ng.

Road toward his grandparent's house. 
His older brother, Richard, spotted Jus ­
tin walking down the road as he came 
home from school on the bus. M o m Im­
mediately went to look for him. W h e n she 
couldn't find l l lm, she called tn the 
poUcc. 

Within minutes, the Novl Police De­
partment put eight people on the case 
and they were Joined hy Novi firefighters 
from Station No. 2. They had theh: track­
ing dog out and had pulled In the police 
helicopter from Detroit. 

It was Sgt. J o h n 2ammer. Just re­
turning from a seminar In Troy where he 

had been brushing up on his skills for 
handling such cases, who came across 
the boy as he drove back Into town. J u s ­
tin had made It about half way to his 
grandparents' house. 

There was no crime In that story, no 
wrongdoing, no scandal. B u t It was an 
important stoiy, one that needed to he 
told In the newspaper. For one, Novl puts 
a lot of resources into its emeigency ser­
vices. It Is good for the community to see 
Just how well they work. 

There were other important lessons 
here. One such lesson is how easy It Is for 
k i d s - w h e n doing nothing really wroIig. 
J u s t i n J u s t w a n t e d to see h i s 
grandparents—can get themselves Into 
pretty dangerous situations. That's why 
they are kids, aft;er aU, a n d why they 
need good parents to make sure they get 
found when they are lost. 

-Another lesson is how easy it Is for 
things to go wrong when parents seem to 
be doing eveiythlng right. M o m was con­
cerned about m a t o l g sure he had w a r m 
clothing. M o m was concerned about dis­
cipline when he refused. W h e n he went 
missing. M o m did the right thing hy call­
ing In police without hesitation as soon 
as she knew she cou ldnt find h i m 
herself. » 

Kids will be kids, after all. You c a n 
love them, you can discipline them, but 
you can't control them.

Center Was enough to bring out experienced craft show 
browsers Ilke my Wife and my mother-tn-law. Joan. 

I found the Idea lntrlgulng. and at the same tlme dis­
turbing. The An1tsh, a group of people reputed to reject the 
conveniences of modem ilfe who are sald to spurn per­
sonal adornment. WoiIld surely have to offer some unique 
Items for sale. Yet. the very noUon of taking thelr show "on 
the road' sounded Very un-.Anilsh-llke. 

I grabbed the camera and tagged along to see lf I could 
snap a few shots for the newspaper. flgi1rlng any Amish 
person WtUlng to go "on the road" Would be modem enough 
not to be bothered by a few photographs. 

The first sign of trouble came at the veiy first craft booth 
at which 11iy Wife stopped. She Was intrigued by a pafr of 
earrings and asked to see thenx Do the Amlsh wear ear-
rl11gs? Then Dana showed them to me. They were adorned 
hy the symbol of the Tao. Radical, I thought — Taolst 
Amish. 

Uc Amish dresses and silk Ues. license plates and motorcy­
cle Jackets. Tlie Amish had their own Versions of Barney 
dresses and Mickey Mouse hats. There Were Amlsh paper­
back books and Videotapes.

Amlsh toys are lnteresUng. There was an Amish plasUc 
lyrannosaurs Rex that Walked and growled, and his eyes 
glowed, and smoke came out of his mouth . . . t>atterles 
not Included.

Amish electronics are surprisingly similar to our own.

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In the aftermath of 
Proposal's unex­
pected landslide Vic­
tory, some observa­
tions on the Michigan 
poUUcal system: 

First as to history. 
Last week's vote to 
shift support for 
schools from local 
property tax millage 
to statewide sales tax 
receipts ended a 
long, king effort to fix 

the basts of Michigan's tax system. 
Our over-reliance on the Value of lieal prop­

erty as the best index of a family's ability to pay 
goes back to the Middle Ages, when land Was 
the only asset worth talking about Olut Illstoiy 
as a predominantly farm state in the 19th Cen­
tury contributed to the assumption that prop­
erty ownership defined a family's stake in the 
economy and, roughly, determined lts ablllly to 
pay taxes. 

But as time ran on. the absLlrdltles of a tax 
system skewed toward real property began to 
show up. Retired senior citizens. Ilvlng ln a 
home they could afford while working, found 
they no longer could make tax payments. Far­
mers living near the rapidly developing suburbs 
suddenly fotmd their land taxed not at its value 
as a farm but in antlclpatlon of development. 
The final rupture of a discredited system calne 
about when suburhanltes by the tens of thou­

sands found thefr assessments rising at 
double-digit rates. 

At bottom, the real point of proposal Awas to 
undo an outdated an ilrlfafr taxation system 
that relied ext^sstvley on the value of real prop­
erty. Hooray! 

Second, as to pollUcal demographtcs. Make 
no mlstake about it: Thls elecUon was declded 
for good when Voters Ilvlng ln the suburbs 
served by thls newspaper concluded that a tax 
shift was inevitable and the only choice was be­
tween an Increased sales tax and higher income 
taxes. 

The niunbers are conclusive. We have seen 
two prior efforts to Vote tax changes; bothwere 
killed by subtlrban opposlUon. 

In 1992, when Voters ln Oakland Coilnty 
Voted on Proposal C (Cut 'n' Cap), the Vote Was 
42 percent for and 58 percent against And ln 
1993, when Proposal A was on the fciallot. the 
local vote was 35 percent for and 65 percent 
against. 

But the March 15 vote was quite different. 
Voters in Oakland Coimty approved the sales 
tax increase in Proposal A by 68 to 32 percent. 

Why the turnaround? Simple. There Is no­
thing that folks in Mlchlgan cUsllke more than 
lncome tax lncreases. As long as advocates 
could keep the focus on the idea tllat Proposal A 
was a vote between Increasing the sales tax and 
the income tax. they were home free. 

I remember when in 1972 a labor-liberal al­
liance tried to override the provision in the Mi­
chigan ConsUtution forbkidlng the graduated 

income tax The effort lost more than 2-1. But 
what Was so striklilg to me Was that It lost the 
biggest in blue-collar commtmitles With large 
numbers of union households. II doesll't make 
any difference whether people are working 
class or middle class; Nobody Ilkes to see his or 
her hard-earned Income taxed in one big 
chunk 

Third, as to future trends. Bear this in mind: 
Things are seldom what they seem. 

Has Gov. John Engler fulfilled hls 1990 cam-
f)algn promise to cut taxes big? No. He did pres­
ide over a big and worthwhile tax slllft, but you 
won't find that kind of language in his advertis­
ing this fall. 

Has Michigan found at last a stable source of 
school revenue? Not at all. One problem with 
the sales tax on discretlonaiy consumption is 
that It can oscillate wlth the economy. .Already 
some experts are talking about a $500 mllllon 
shortfall ln a couple of years. 

Wlli the schools Improve as a result of the 
jjassage of Proposal A? Not necessarily. .All 
Proposal A did was to shift financial support for 
the schools from the local miUage to state sales 
tax revenue. In and of Itseff, thls has done no-
thlng whatsoever for school quality. 

The bottom line; Last week Michigan voters 
took a big step toward fixing a bad tax system. 
That's about all.

local parents concerned about school quality. 
In fact they're taking thefr cues from Phyllis 
Schlafty, the veiy conservative Eagle Forum 
lady from Alton, 111. 

Thefr taigets should be General Motors, 
General Electric and Gen. Eisenhower. 

The antl-OBEs are different from the 
evangefical fundamentllsts who attack the Ml­
chlgan Model health currici11um as a tool of 
witchcraft and Satan. Phff Power has firequently 
deplored the antl-OBE ldeas as Irrelevant, more 
concerned wlth "lnputs"--how many Carnegie 

. units of English, math and so on a kid sits 
throu^—rather than with "outputs"—what a 
idd actually leams. 

The anU-OBE litany goes like this: O B E fos-
; ters "cooperative learning," and group grades 
•• whlle stifling individuals and fostering ^obal-

ism; OBE's "decision-making classroom tech­
nique" and "critical thinkLng" mislead children, 
who should be absorbing to the religious values 
thefr parents want to teach them: "self-esteem" 
is naughty; and so on. 

They emphasize drill & practice, phonics 
and, above all. Parental Authority. 

They must have thrown a fit at syndicated 
colum11ist Maiy McGroiys description of Gen­
eral Motors' Saturn plant: 

"Spring Hlll is not Just a car, ifs a Whole Way 
of fife. . . where GMexeuctlve and UAW profes­
sionals Work in partnership . . . Spring Hill's 
premise is that happy workers make better pro­
ducts . . . because they are making thefr own 
decisions, every step of the way. They have 
15-member teams that have great latitude and 
great responsibility . . ." 

They probably wem balftstlc at the recent 
business story about G E , the company that 
ntu-tured Ronald Reagan. G E is totaJly coramit-
ted to the team approach—financiers, accoun­
tants, engineers and marketing gums all work­
ing In teams to reach a global market. 

And we know they doli't like Ike. Dwlght D. 
Elsenhower, before becoming president, 
penned "Crusade in Emope" in which he laid 
bare the strategies of himseff. Chief of Staff 
George Marshall and the ADles who won World 
War II in Europe and North .Afilca. Re-reading 
Uce, I was fascinated by the many parallels be­

tween his style of leadership and Outcomes-
Based EducaUon: 

"(Marshall) Insisted that his principal assis­
tants should think and act on thefr own conclu­
sions in thefr ovm spheres of responsbility, a 
doctrine emphasized in our Anny schools but 
too little pracUced ln peaceUme." 

American generals operated far differently 
from the BriUsh. Ike said. "The American doc­
trine has always been to assign a theater com­
mander a 1111ssion, to provide him with a defi­
nite amoimt of force, and then to Interfere as 
little as possible ln the execution of hls plans." 

The lrasclble Briton, Montgomeiy, "separ­
ated hlmseff habitually from his staff" and 
wouW walk lnto an Allled conference with his 
personal plan and expect everyone to bow. Ike, 
as supreme .AUled commander, would tap all 
his officers' knowledge and develop a plan 
cooperaUvely- Thank God, Ike prevailed. 

"OBE is sweeping the country in the name of 
school "restructuring.'" says PhyUls Schlalty's 
newsletter. Pve heard teachers say they used 
OBE techniques in the 1950s.

Would be stationed 
in Walled I ^ , Oakland County 
Commissioner Kay Schmld (R)-Novl 
sald Tuesday. Services offered would 
I n c l u d e p u b l l c h e a l t h 
Immunizations. 

Schmld, Who Was not available for 
comment after the Walled I ^ e vote, 
said earlier It Was 'a Wln-Wln situa­
tion for all the people In this comer of 

Oakland County." 
NoVl offlcals were unavailable for 

comment by deadline on the Walled 
l,ake decision. 

VaWter said the county satellite of­
fice would prove convenient for this 
region: "The Way things operate ln the 
modem World, We don't Ilke to drtve 
Ve1y far to take care of business." 

The settlenlent Woi1ld conclude 
several years of a pitched polltlcal 
Wan Walled I^e's 1nultl-fix)nt battle 
to keep the court and Novi's Intensive 
lobbying to bring the tjaclllty here. 

Both commu11lUes say a courthouse 
brings business to their restaurants 
and stores and lawyers to rent out 
space In their office buildings. 

Walled I.ake piuTsued a change In 
the state laW goVenling the citing of 
district courts, but that fizzled out 

A state report found several years 
ago that the 52-1 District Court Was 
so overcrowded that it posed a scc-
tirity risk.

MetroVlslon Regional Manager, 
Tom BJorklund, said, 'Our first sug-
gesUon Is that parents closely monl-
torwhat their chfidren watch on tele-
vlskm and try to choose program­
ming that Is appropriate for their 
family. But to the extent that thqr 
Wantmorecontrol when thty can't be 
there In perstm, we believe It's our re­

sponsibility to help by providing a pa­
rental lockout devkx. We think pa­
rents will appreciate having the 
option."

It Was a Very, Ve1y Workable 
program." 

McLallen explained tliat Novl Was 
spending tlnie. money and effort for a 
plan Which roused a small, organized 
opposition and failed to inspire simi­
lar action on the part ofresidents Who 
may liave advocated the program. 
The mayor sald she rather see city 
money dlverted to other priorities, 
such as building sidewalks. 

There Was never a resounding 
vole of positive voices. The great ma-
•Jority of Ilie city Were sUent on this 
issue." she explained. 

"It Was a way lo encourage citizens 
of today and l o m D r r o w to he able to 
enjoy the greenspace that Was left In 
this city." 

Designs called for the grecnWay 
system to be built over 25 years or so. 
at a cost of $672,OCX3. Fundraisers 
and donations were expected lo fi­
nance most of the project. With ease­
ments to be given to the city b>e 
developers. 

McLallcn's turrxaround followed 
an impassioned "plea* by Council 
Member Robert Schmld to abandon 
the plan. 

"It's unfair to expect people In to-
da/s social enVlronment to have 
public trails behind their houses." 
Schmld said. 

"Young people will create havoc. 
That's not bad. that's just their 
nature.' 

"We would be creating a monster 
We could never solve." 

Novl's government shouldn't put 
In a trail system over residents' 

Wishes, Council Member Carol Ma­
son reiterated. 

"It's not the city s right to go In and 
take pieces of property and say 
Whether you Want It or not you 400 
homeowners are going to Jiave It in 
your subdiVtslon," she added. 

Standing behind the program 
Were Mayor Pro Tem Hugh Crawford 
and Coundi Members Rob Mltzel and 
Joseph Tolh. 

"1 hear you (Sclimld) and wonder if 
We UVe fri the same city. People Who 
move Into tlils city may want some 
form of recreation, the option should 
be there for the residents to make 
tliat decision whether or not t h ^ 

want those trails in thefr area." Tolh 
said. 

His vleWpotnl is sfrnilar to a com­
promise plan approved last Week by 
tlie plarining cofnmlsslon. 

The commission suggested hold-
frig back on the trail question untU a 
subdivision Is built and a homeow­
ner's group set up. The association 
Would then liave the option ofjolnfrig 
or not jofrifrig the trail system This 
solution Would have still required de­
velopers to disclose to ncW homebuy­
ers the potential route of any trail. 
Planning Commlssoner Glen Bo-
naventura told the council. 

Mltzel and Tolh also opposed the 

forced retirement of the Natural Re­
sources Design Plan Committee. 

"This is a death knell for the com­
mittee. I feel ve1y sad. I tlifrik the 
freafrnent they are getting at the 
hands of the council Is verj' shabby. 
To disband this committee Is a step In 
the Wrong direction." Toth said. 

Whether or not the frails are there, 
Mltzel contended, residents Will Walk 
tlirough a subdivision's common 
lands. 

"Wliat Will prevent people from 

Walkfrig there and making any frails 
they Want. People from one sub WLU 
Walk tlirough the Woods of another 
sub. Which Will be technically fres-
passlng," Mltzel said. 

Council Member Tim Pope, a foe of 
the plan, said he'd 1-ather see city mo­
ney and time spent on sidewalks 
along major roads. Pope also said he 
Was surprised about negative feed­
back he received from residents after 
the drawnout March 7 debate on the 
program, when a motion to keep the 

plan was tabled. 

"Government isn't a perfect sci­
ence. It's a slow process that provides 
discourse and thoughL We live In a 
MTV generation, tliat It's got to he 
'now, council,'" Pope said. 

Certain legal Issues still have to be 
sorted out by the city attorneys. 
Among them is the future oWnerslilp 
of the Cliase Famls trail. Which Was 
built by volunteers and is still oWned 
by the city.

Earning hlls undergraduate de­
gree 111 1938 from Yale, Proxmire 
attained his master's degree in 
business administration cum 
laude from the Harvard Graduate 
School of Business In 1940. He 
also received a master's degree 

from H a r v a r d In p u b l i c 
administration. 

The author of Ave Ixioks, Prox­
mire W a s the cliairman of the Se­
nate Banking, Housing and Urban 
Affairs Committee and a member 
of the Appropriations the Con­
gressional Joint Economic 
committees.

Even Ifyou're tired of hearing that 
Nortlivllle needs a new library and 
you say you're not interested In con­
tributing money toward building one, 
listen a few minutes to John Buck-
land, Who Is cliairman of the North­
ville District Ubraiy Board. 

"We have 6,000 square feet of 
space." he said. "Most con1mu111ties 
our size liave foilr or five times tliaL" 
Seating Is limited to 32 persons. 

Hoiu^ of operation liave t»een cut 
by 20 percent ln the last tliree years. 
The library is currently open only 50 
liours a week. 

Book replacement is critical. In the 
last tliree years the book budget lias 
tleen cut l y 50 percent The periodi­
cal collection is prtolarlly funded 
tlirough patron contributions. 

You say you can go to a nelghbor-

By getting the ftmdlng to build a 
new library about the size of Novfs 
and by maJdng It a two-stoiy struc-
ti1re With elevator, Buckland said 
Northville can have not only the com­
puterized catalog (INPO RAG) which 
Was donated by the Friends ofthe Ll­
braiy but other new technologies on 
the market and It can also get train­
ing In customer service for the staff. 

"Customer service is becoming a 
lost art in the Northville llbraiy," he 
said. "We can liave someone come In 
to show techniques."

President WoodroW Wilson never 
much cared for the oHlce Wlilte 
House dinners and refused to permit 
his home be used for poliUcal pur­
poses, according to LaLand. 

The 29th piTsident. Warren G. 
Haridlng was most taliced aljout for 
his upstairs poker parties. Despite 
Prol11bltlon. alcohol Was reportedly 
served during the get-togethers. 

"Canyou guess Who kept bar?" La-
Land asked. The first lady." 

A near social blunder on the part of 
a guest occurred during the Coolidge 
admI1113tratlon. A guest at a dinner 
party Watched In horror as the presi­
dent removed Jiis cup from his saucer 
and p o u i T d cream Into it. 

Thinking that protocol dictated, 
the guest followed suit and removed 
his cup. As he prepared to pour the 
cream, the president bient doWn and 
placed his saucer on the Wlilte House 
floor for the family's cats. 

The Wlilte House kitchen Was es­
pecially busy durlrtg the Hoover ad-

mhiistraUon as stalfprepared a lunc­
heon, two teas and dlrmer on a dally 
basis for White House visitors. 

Franklin Roosevelt and liis Wife 
Eleanor paved the Way for a new 
cliange In social patterns. L.aLand 
said. 

"Eleanor preferred social action to 
socializing, but she imderstood the 
role," she said. 

It Was the Depression, and the first 
lady boasted about the dinner she 
served tliat cost 18 cents a person. 
The Roosevelts Were also the first to 
entertain With hot dogs at a barbecue 
Wekximing the first British monarch 
to set foot on .American soil, L a I ^ d 
said. 

President Hany S. Truman pre­
ferred small dlrmers With family and 
friends as did the Eisenhowers. Ma­
mie Eisenhower did enjoy her steak 
dinners, though, and entertained 
more heads of state tlian any other 
admlnlstraUon in lilstoiy. according 
to LaLand. 

President John Kennedy's Wife 
Jacldyn overhauled the White House 
menu When her husband took oilice, 
shortening the dinners to four 
courses. This allowed time for plays, 
beillets and concerts in the East 
Room following dinner. 

It was "pure Americana" When the 

Johnsons entertained officials With 
the first outdoor barbecue. It Was 
only fitting for theTexans to pull it off, 
LaLand said. 

It Was back to cultural actlvlUes 
When Pat Nixon planned "Evenings at 
the Wlilte House" When husband Ri­
chard took the oath of ofllce. 

Gerald Ford "brought a breath of 
spring air" to the White House folloW-
Ing Watergate. The Fords loved to 
dance and often held dances. 

A "big sWlng in the pendulum" 
occurred When the Carters moved 
into 1600 Pennsylvania Ave. 

Hard liquor, white tie affairs, after 
dinner dancing and late nights Were 
out, LaLand said. 

The Carters did up-one her once, 
thou^. planning a party the same 
nlght as hers featuring a dance card 
format Just like she had planned. 

"I admit I felt a little upstaged," she 
laughed. "But Who better tlian from 
the president of the United States?" 

It Was back to high-backed arm-
clialrs and raised platforms When 
Ronald Reagan took office. 

"Ihe social style Was a distinct 
change from the Carters," LaLand 
said. "Wlilte ties and martinis Were 
back in." 

George and Barbara Bush receive 
the "utter perfection" award In enter­

taining, LaL.and said. 

"They Were Well versed ln all types 
of diplomatic and presldenUal plan­
ning." she explained. "They Were al­
Ways sparkly With glamourous 
events." 

The social scene has only esca­
lated With the arrival of the Clintons. 

"There Was a euphoria in the Capi­
tol for five days during the Inaugura-
Uon," LaLand said. Tliirteen inau­
gural l)alls. And they (the Clintons) 
attended each one and danced.' 

Hlllaiy Rodham CUnton is per­
haps cllanglng the role of the first 
l a ^ forever. LaLand said, referring to 
her health care reform appointment. 

What lies ahead on the Washing­
ton social scene re11iai1is a irystery, 
but the Voters Will dictate social be­
havior, LaLand said. 

"Do you think it Will be hymn sing­
ing or symphonies?" she asked the 
audience. "Hors d' ouevres or hot 
dogs?. . .Well, the people Will decide 
When they select die man — or Wo­
man — to run our goVernment. The 
first lady ~ or first gentleman—Wlll 
have to haVe the Wit and sensibility to 
harmonize White House entertaining 
With the mood of America. I'm sure

She Is there because the Ar­
chbishop of Sydney lias asked her 
husband. Rev. Anthony Campion 
(Hugh Grant), to try to persuade 
Lindsay to WlthdniW his etclUng, 
"The CrucUled Venus." from an Inter-
naUonal exlilblUon. The Works de­
picts a voluptuous naked Woman on 
U1e cross, surrounded by scurrilous 
male clerics, 

Anthony and Estella are a hand­
some couple. Who have left their 
home In England to take over a rural 
parish outside Sydney. Their stop at 
SpringWood is meant to be brief, but 
a train deralhnent strands them at 
the bwhemlan IdyU. Where Lindsay 
has Just biegun to paint the legend of 
the Sirens, the Island-dwellii^ fem-
mes fatales Whose songs lured saUors 
to their doom. 

WhUe Anthony. Who fancies hlm-
selfa soplUsUcate, debates the moral 
ImpUcaUons of art With Lindsay and 
his wUe (Pamela Rabe, EsteUa finds 
herself Increasingly Influenced by the 
uninhibited models — Sheela (EUe 
Macpherson) and F>rue (Kate Fisher) 
— and reluctanUy drawn. Uke U1e 
young model Giddy (Portia De Rossi), 
to the rugged bUnd man. DevUn. 

By Uie Ume the Campions leave 
SpringWood, E^teila has fineed herself 
from convenUonal moraUty and. In 
her way, become a sfren, too. 

"Sirens," a flcUUous story spun ar­
ound a real person's Ufe. Was Written 
and dfrected by John Dulgan. Princi­
pal photography began March 29. 
1993, at SpringWood, about 90 mi­
nutes West ofSydney, and conUnued 
for seven Weeks. 

"Sirens" Was filmed at Norman 
Lindsay's estate. Like the house, his 
studio remains as It Was When he ofc-
cupled 11 and liis statues sUU inhabit 
Uie vast grounds. During Lindsay's 
40-someyears there, the estate stood 
alone In Uie rugged bush counby, 
but suburbs have encroached In re­
cent years. 

The viUage depicted hi "Sirens" of­
fers a stark contrast to Uie gracious 
blend of nature and clvUizaUon tliat 
Lindsay acliieved at SpringWood. 

Unday, who died in 1969 at the 
age of 90, fascinated and infuriated 
his public for more Uian 70 years. 
Known primarily for his often-
saUrical painUngs and etchings, he 
Was also a novelist sculptor, poliUcal 
cart(x)nist, iUustrator and model 
shipbuUder. He also Worked and ex­
hibited in London, and lils work ap­
pears today In every major gaUery 
coUecUon In Australia. 

Norman Lindsay and his world 

provide Uie context for Uie story of 
"Sirens." but nol Ule stoiy Itseff. "The 
fllin In no Way pretends to be a do-
cumentaiy account of a few days In 
Uie artist's life." said Dulgan. 'WiUi 
the excepUon of the Lindsay fanlUy, 
the characters are aU ficUUous. al­
though the controversy around The 
Crucified Venus" is based on fact. 

Dulgan's intent Was to make a film 
about sensuality, repression and Ule 
church's atUtude toward sexuality, 
particularly female sexuality. "1 
Wanted to do something on Uie 
church's atUtudes toward sensuality 
because Uiey have been a source of 
grief, and liave generated an enorm­
ous amount ofpaln. anguish and vio­
lence." he said. 

Dulgan liad strong Ideas about 
What he Wanted visually from his ac­
tors, too, particularly Uie three mod­
els and Lindsay's wife. Rose. "1 
Wanted aU four of the AustraUan fe­
male characters physicaUy larger 
Ulan Ufe. and much taUer than the 
EngUsh glri. EsteUa," he said. "1 
Wanted her to go into this World 
Where all the Women were sta­
tuesque, WiUi a very strong physical 
presence Wlilch dWarfs her." 

Dulgan assembled a cast of exper­
ienced actors and novices for "Si­
rens." He Was WeU-acqualnted with 
both Tara Fitzgerald's and Hugh 
Grant's Work, and actively sought 
Uiem to portray Estella and Anthony 
Campion. 

Grant had iniUal reservaUons ab­
out llls character. "I Was a bit afraid of 
doing tl11s straight-laced EngUsh-
man, but Uien 1 saW a Way around it" 
he said. "Instead of being sU^lght-
laced With a classically sUlct moral­
ity, it Would be lun U'he thought he 
Was groovy . . . part of Uie Blooms-
buiy set He thirUcs he's quite com­
fortable With sex. but of course lils 
edifice crumbles When he's con­
fronted With the real McCoy." 

Fitzgerald's character, EsteUa, is 
not burdened With pretensio11s. "Es­
tella Is a bit rural, but she's a nice 
gfrl," said Fitzgerald. "Her stricUiess 
With heiBelf and her naivete came 
from the Umes. She makes an incred­
ible, extraordlnaiy Journey, her Ufe 
WUl never be the same—it will be h>et-
ter, but more dUQcult." 

Dulgan chose real models to play 
Lindsay's models, frlcludlng EUe 
Macpherson in her screen debut as 
the proVocatlVe Sheela, Who had ar-
UsUc amblUons of her own. 

Macpherson's preparaUon in­
cluded gaining 20 pounds to glVe her 
body a BoUceUl contour. She re­
sumed her typical diet midway 
througnh producUon to prepare for 
her next assignment, a cover shoot 
for Uie "Sports lUustrated" sWtmsult 
Issue. 

Macpherson reUshed her role. 
"SheUa Is mischievous and enigma-
Uc," she said. 'She's mixed in the 
bohemian Ufe and Would like to lie a 
painter Uke Norman, but doesn't 
liave the talent.

P a t i e n t s fre­
quently do not take 
medlcations the way 
they are prescrilied. 
We know that the 
more medication tllat 
is prescrtlied, the less 
likely that It will be 
taken completely. 
This liappens for a 
variety of reasons. 
The following are 
common misconcep­
tions alxiut drugs. 

"The pain Is gone so l don't need the medicine 
anymore:" F^tlents need to rememljer tliat pain 
frequently disappears before the patient ls tot­
ally healed. Eveiyone has oqierienced feeling 
the pain ofa bum then seeing the blisters and 
scabs form. After a few d ^ . the pain dimi­
nishes but the scab and blisters remain. The in­
juiy is not healed. 

This phenomenon occurs inside our bodies; 
the pain or discomfort usualfy goes away before 
healing is complete. For tlils reason, most me-

dlcatlons need to be completed In Its entirety, 
as prescribed try the pliysiclan. 

"IVe l>een taldng tliis medicine for a few days 
and I don't feel t>etter. There must he sometlifrig 
wrong with lt." It ls true that sometimes a medi­
cine might not work and may need to be 
changed but it is also true tliat many medlcfries 
may take a wlille to exert thefr fllll effect 

Antidepressant drugs are an example of tlils. 
A patient may need to be on them for weeks lie-
fora benefits are evident 

"l liave some medicine left over fitim before. I 
can take that." There can lie a real danger In 
liavlng old medicines In the house. Nitroglycer­
ine piUs for heart disease usually lose thefr po­
tency after a few montlis. Keeping an oM medi­
cine around can l>e Ufe-threatenfrig ifyou use It 
and Its potency Is gone. In other cases, old 
drugs can tie haniAll by themselves. 

"Someone gave me tliis medlcfrie and said It 
Worked for them." Never take someone else's 
medicine. Dosages are based on size. Weight 
se:ic, age and other factors. What m l ^ t be light 
for one may not be right for another. Further­
more, lt may not even be the r i ^ t medicine for 

the problem. 

"I can take the over-the-countermedlclnesat 
the drugstore. They must be safe. I don't need a 
prescription.* Over-the-coimter medicines are 
good and are safe for most people. Some people 
Who have conditions such as hypertension, 
however, could be harmed l>y some of these me­
dlcfries. The best tlilng is to talk With your phys­
ician and find out alxiut your condition and ap­
propriate care. 

"I looked the medlcfrie up In this book. It Usts 
all of Its side effects. I'm not going to take lt." 
Many drug references Ust the (»mpllcatlons 
and slde effects of a drug without mentioning 
how seldom the side effects occur. Ifyou have 
questions or concerns alxiut a drug, talk with 
your ph3rslclan or pharmacist Ifyou decide not 
to take the drug, let your physician know 
immedicately.

•Anabolic steroids. IVe been takfrig Dlanabd 

to gain weight and frioease my strength." he 
\ ( ^ p n e d 

Lou cauttously opened his gym bagfa-meas 
tf he were hkfing goW nuggets or diamonds frl-
slde. I noted a smaU botUe of pills with no labd. 
•Where dki you get these super pl l l sr I asked. 

'From a filend." he said. 
•Can I have or buy some?" I asked. 
•Nope, gymnasts don't need the strength and 

bulk that we shotputters do," he repUed. "Be­
sides, l need eveiy pill that I can get." 

I subsequently learned tliat Lou liad been 
taking these pfils like candy, With no regard for 
the appropriate or safe dosage. 

The following weekend I Went home to visU 
my parents. I asked my father to approach our 
family physician for a supply of these "wonder 
pffis" for me. 

My dad retumed fiiom our doctor's office with 
dlsappofritfrig news. 'Dr. S. Won't give me tlie 
prescriptlon for you. He fisels that they don't 
know the long-term effects of tliese relatively 
new drugs, and claims tliat a few preUmlnaiy 
medical reports suggest they might liave seri­
ous side effects,* he said. 

My interest and fascination with anabolic 
steroids continued. In 1971. during my gradu­
ate school)rears, I studied the effects ofDuralx)-
Un. a potent anabolic steroid, on the muscle 
strength and body weight of laboratoiy rats. 

A l U i o u ^ many of ray sterokl-ingested rats 
became Imger and stronger, several l}eca]ne ill. 
and others died. One rat tiecame so mean he ac­
tually bit me during a feeding. 

These adverse reacttons dki not occur fri the 
rats vAio were Injected with a pklcebo — a 
harmless, unmedicated preparatton used as a 
control. 

lt was then tliat I filrst realized the potential 
hazards of ainabolic steroids. 

The revelation that Ben Johnson. Canada's 
Olympic gokl medal wfrmer. had used analxiUc 
sterklds was not really suiprlsfrig to me. I had 
never seen a sprinter with such tremendous 

upper lxxiy development His torso looked as ff 
It were carved fixim stone. 

Unfortunately, the use of anabolic steroids 
among atliletes lias grown at an alarming rate 
In recent years, despite the known side effects. 
These Include severe depression, high density 
Upoproteln (JlDL) cholesterol levels (the "good" 
form of cholesterol), sterility, impotence, 
growth stimting, cardlovascidar problems, 
liver disorders and cancer. 

There are also well-sulistantiated reports 
tliat steroid users in tliefr 30s — otherwise 
healtJxy men fri the primes of thefr lives — have 
died of liver tumors, heart attacks and strokes. 

Two years ago, I attended an imdeigraduate 
fiatemlty reunion. I asked an okl friend and for­
mer track atlilete if he know whatever hap­
pened to Big Lou. 

"Lou died last year bom a strange blood dis­
order. They thought It was a form of cancer. * he 
replied. 

"Irorllc. Isn't it?" he went on. "Lou was one of 
the strongest healtlilest atliletes who ever gra­
duated bom this tudverslty. He was only 37 
years old when he died. Hard to believe, Isnt It?" ? 

"Not really,* l thought
