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City may hike
sprinkler fines
to get new taps

With the stale water moratorjum
expected lo be sprung in two years,
Novi's Department of Public Works
stall will investigate ways to
quicken the flow of water into new
development, the city councl] de-
cided Monday.

The city’s 1991 mandatory alter-
nate day lawn sprinkling ordi-
nance, which expires April 24, was
adopted to permit bullding to con-
tinue here while the city and 13
other communlties were under the
water moralorium set In summer
1990 by the Michigan Department
of Public Health (MDPH). The mora-
torium was tmposed untll a new
72-Inch water main and pump sta-
tion could be completed in central
Oakland County.

Now, follawing the spring 1993
settlernent of a lawsult brought by
Franklin, the main is expected to be
functional in 1996,

At present, Novi has 1,500 bulld-
ingsitesin thefinal plater inal pre-
liminary plat stage which couid use
city water; 150 houses have been
bullt with wells which could later
tap into the city water system.

*Part of the moratorfumn Is that in

1996. all 1.500 of these sites that
we approved will be standing inline
n one hug mass. One of the vital
Issues is how to equitably distribute
those taps.” Mayor Kathleen McLai-
len said.

Novi Is researching a nelghbor’s
approach to the situation. The Clty
of Farmington Hills found a way ar-
ound the moratoriumby adoptinga
water conservatlon ordinance and
winning 2,200 of the over 4,000
taps it requested from the MDPH.
Farminglon Hills drafted an alter-
nate day lawn sprinkling ordinance
which would only be enacted if the
health department called an
emergency due to low water levels,
The penalty there for violators is
$100.

Novl's sprinkling ordinance op-
erates summer-long with or with-
out an emergency. It was expected
to encourage the state Lo free up
more waler taps for the dty, but
City Manager Edward Kriewall said
this didn't happen because the $25
fine was too low.

Now the city might put more
teeth in the regulation. Towin more
taps, Novi would have to provide the
state health department with a his-

Karpovich boosts

students’

He describes himsell as a 32-year-
old nerd with braln damage.

That would explaln the two diffe-
rent colored canvas high-top sneak-
ers Michael Karpovich was wearing
when he spoke o students at Novi
High School Thursday.

“Nerds rule,” he said. “Yuk makes
you stronger. There's strength in
adverslty.”

That's the message Karpovich re.
lays to students when he speaks to
them around the globe,

He told more than 300,000 stu-
dents last yearit's OK tobe nerds. ['s
OK to be different.

In fact, he encourages it. Because
being different, he says. means being
stronger.

“Everyone Is a nerd because nerds
are people who have it hard,” he sald.
*If you say you aren't a nerd, {U's be-
cause you're ignoring what hurts,”

He talked of the importance of self-
esteem. And the importance of build-
Ing athers' sell-confldence by com-
plementing not cutting down one
another.

Karpovich challenged leadership
students in his second high scheol
presentation to spend 24 hours at-
tempting to not put peeple down.

“It's very hard to do,” he said.

It's hard to be positive In a world
that encourages negativity. 1t's hard
to be different especially in a soclety
thal promoles and encourages
conformity.

*Most people in your school are
normal,” hesaid. “It's hard to be diffe-
rent because it's hard to stick out.

*But right now we are in a world
that s scared to death of being alone.
We fear not having a boyirlend or a
girlfrfend or a best friend.

“Being a nerd !s belng very much
alane, Belng diflerent is belng alone.”

Karpovich encourages students to
draw from their own inner strength
and find strength from adverse
situations.

His mismatched purple and pink
shoes help illustrate his message. A
message he learned aftera hard life of
being singled out because he was

esteem

short and different.

AL age four, doctors urged Karpo-
vich's parents to have the boy institu-
tlonallzed. They sald he would never
succeed,

Thank God his parents discarded
the advipe,

Today — despite the brain damage
Karpovich experlenced from a
crushed skull— the 32-year-old now
holds his bachelors degree in psy-
cholegy and Is currently working
towards his doctorate degree.

Even though he flunked kinder-
garten, Karpovich Is now a full Ume
moelivational speaker who tours the
country speaking to teens.

His visit to Novi was made possible
by the school's Students Against
Drunk Drving, SADD, chapter.

He opens his speeches in the same
manner he greets people. He an-
nounces that he's braln damaged
and that he's proud to be a nerd,

It took years of being bullied as a
elementary school student lo bring
him to the point he is today.

Because ofhis braln damage, Kar-
povich sald he was the target of regu-
lar beatings and bullying inhls youn-
geryears. Four classmates would ri-
dicule him and flush his head in the
toilet.

Yearslater, the four boys whocon-
stantly abused him have all died. Two
died in a drunk driving related accl-
dents, a third fatally shot himself in
the head, a fourth went to prison.

Today, Karpovich takes pity on
those boys. He said he does because
he knows something now he didn't
know then.

“[ acied like 1 Joved myself until 1
did " he said. "And shortly alter 1
learned to love myself it all ended.

“Now I'm kriown as the brain da-
maged nerd who speaks all over the
world,”

That's the key to happiness he

sald. Self-esteemand learning to love

yourself are the keys to health and
happiness.

“You can accomplish anything

you slmply belleve In yoursell,” he
said, "Most people in this world will
never understand that.”

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City to feast on lean
low-calorie budget

Clty administrators walched thelr
flgures this year and kept the new
city budget Iean, according to City
Manager Edward Krewall.

But he's also suggesting the city's
nearing budget famine and is asking
for a few more servings.

Monday, Kriewall introduced the
$20.24 million financial gudebook,
as prepared by the clty's department
heads

Tenatively, the owner of a
$150,000 home could expect to pay
an additional 829 In taxes {n fiscal
year 19984-1995. This is (f the councl]
approves a .3845 millage increase.

The city counctl will snip its way
through the budget over the next few
weeks. The final adoption 1s sche-
duled for May 9.

“The assumption that goes along
with continuing the budget at the
Truth-In-Taxatlon level is that we
canindelinitely meet the dernandson
this commununity utilizing the re-
venue from new construction. Al-
though this 1s an admirable ideal, we
cannot presume to do this Indefi-
nitely and meet the overall commun-
ity reapons!blitles,” Kriewall wrote In
his budget address.

“There Is an infllationary cost asso-
clated with running all communities
and there are needs associated with
expanding services in some relation-
shipto the Increasing population and
community size.”

If the councll had agreed to In-
crease the taxes .2 last year, an in-

trease wouldn't be needed this year,
Kriewall added, noting that more

funding is “vital and necessary™ for
the general fund, the municipal
street und, the parks and recreation
fund and the Novi public iibrary
fund.

Under the state-lmposed Truth-
In-Taxation formula, Novli's millage
levy would be set at 7.96 nulls or
$7.96 per each $1,000 of state equal-
lzed valuation (SEV). Krtewall is sug-
geslng that should be set at 10.71]
nills to pay for two more Department
of Public Works employees to man
snow plows and additlonal capital
equipment, A city must hald a public
hearing before rising above Truth-In-
Taxation.

Novl's clty charter permits a gen-
eral fund tax of 6.5 mils,

This year, the clty administration
i3 recommending a general fund tax
rate of 4.1083 mills. That 1s.2 mills or
two cents over the Truth In Taxation
benchmark, bringlng in an add)-
Honal $270,000 to the clyt's general
fund, which totals out at $14.1
milllon.

Novi's tax base has grown over the
past year by $69 milllon, rising to
$1.368 blllien. Of the five percent In-
crease, $45 million is from new con-
structlon and $24 million is due to
hikes in properly assessmenls.

However, based on local tax board
of review and Michigan Tax Tribunal
reductions given lo property owners,
the clty budget Is based on a state
equallzed valuation {SEV) of $1.350
billlon. Novi's SEV was reduced by
$21 miilion through appeals at the
state tax tribunal and that cotdd go to
$35 millton next year. Novi Finance
Director Les Glbson sald.

Police chief asks council
for two more patrol officers

Police Chief Doug Shaeffer intends
to ask the Novi City Councll for fund-
ing to pay for two police oficers at to-
night's first budget hearing,

The two oficers will cost the city
about $100.000 next year. the chief
estimales,

Even though city administrators
reportedly disgree with Shaefler’s as-
sessment that his department s
understaffed, the chiefstill intends to
plead his case for more manpower.

He'llbe armed with hordes of infor-
mation he's compiled to substantiate
his clalm when he walks into the
council chambers tonighl.

The chief sald Tuesday even
though he has evidence to prove
Novl's force is significantly smaller
than It should be for the populatien
inthe clty, he isn't very optirnistic his
requesl will be approved,

“I'm not real optimistic,” he said.
“Thecily has been very consclentlous
about spending money and raising
revenue,

"Bul I'm certalnly sure the city
councilwilldo whatever it can to sup-
port the police department.”

If that's true, councll may also en-
tertaln the chief's $7,000 request to
bring in an outside architect to do a
space [easibllity study on the build-

ing that houses Lhe pollce
departmment.

"We want the money for an ar-
chitectural study to help us plan our
butlding expenditures for the future,”
he sald. *We wani to know the best
way to spend our money.”

Shaeffer sald he thinks the study
Is essential to get the best use oul of
the 15-year-ald {acility. He hopes it
will also help him rearrange the office
space to maximize useable space In
the building to achleve optimat efll-
ciency (n pollce services.

He'll asking be asking to borrow
the city's computer committee to in-
vestigate the best way to computerize
pollce records department. The chief
said he'd like to cul back on his cur-
rent labor Intensive way of doing bus-
iness by using compuler to process
informatlon once rather than have It
duplicated by department persontel.

According to the chiel under the
current system, officers retum to the
station to handwrite reports. Once
written. those reports are then en-
tered [nto a computer by a clerk. The
report is then printed and fled.

“Officers spent 30-60 percent of
their ime documenting thelr time by

writing reports,” he sald. “If we can
reduce that tme, we can make
ourselves more efficient.”

Shaeffer said iap top computers
that can be used in cars will help ell-

minate the time it takes an officer to
writeup areport and the time it takes
the clerk to retype and flie it

“That will signlficantly reduce the
labor intenslve rmanual system we
have now,” he sald,

Shaefler had no current estimates
of what a totally integrated system
would cost the clly for the police de-
partment. Years ago the department
set the project out for bid and bids
were returned near $300,000. But
that estimate was withoul the lap top
computers he said.

“We are already spending money
on computers, but we really want lo
integrate the system,” he sald. *] look
forward to working with the city's
computer committee because [ think
the police department has a need
that should be looked at.”

There are other requests ltke the
addition of up to sixnew police carsto
replace ones Lthat have aged in the de-
partment's fleet. But aside from the
two new officers, the chiel sald there
were few surprises in his budget re-
quest for the year.

*Outslde these components there
are no other significant changes in
our budget,” he sald. “We recognize
that the city has to balance the
budget for all departments. If they
can afford it and !f they chose to fund
it that would be great.”

Commissioners made it offlcial
Thursday by accepting a settlement
to a lawsuit filed by Walled Lake to
block the transfer of the 52-1 District
Court to Novl,

“I'm ecstatic, We're going forward.
It's a done deal,” Qakland Counly
Commussioner Kay Schmid, R-Novi,
said Friday.

"Everybedy is glad to finally have
this thingoff the agenda and not have
to talk about it anymore, even the
judges. Thave a flile bax of documents
on this. I'm going to take them out
and have a bonfire,”

Oalkland County Prosecutor Ri-
chard Thompson appears o be lock-
ing favorably on a recent request by
efght area police chiels to station a
warrant prosecutor in Novi, Schmid
added.

The Novi City Councll, a party to
the sujt. approved the consent judg-
ment and declded not to disband the
cltizens committee which sought to
bring the court here untll construc-

tion begins.

As part of the agreernent, the Oak-
jand Counly Is commitied {o invest-
ing $500,000 to convert Lhe old court
on Maple Road Into a county satellite
oflice.

Emile Aruffo. co-chair of the Dis-
trict Court Cltizens Support Compnlt-
tee said the butlding Is likely to begin
at the Grand River site durlng this
constructionn season.

“I'm told once there's a ground-
breaking it will take 11 months to be
up and running,” Schmid said.

The 25.000 square fool court-
house already has site plan approval.
Oaldand County will have a flve-year,
$1.7 milllon lease on the facllity,
which covers maintenance, It will be
buitl just west of the northwest cor-
ner of Grand River Avenue and Beck
Road.

The Oakland County Board of
Commissloners awarded thebid o R.
G. Dryden Company 18 months ago.
Since then, costs have gone up 15
percent, Schmid said.

“All along we felt the court really
belonged on that site form a traffic

standpoint,” Clty Manager Edward
Kriewall sald, adding that the Inter-
state 96 interchange at Beck Road 1s
expected to be rebuilt in five years,

*It really is on the edge of Novi. I'm
not sure Wixom doesn't have closer
access to it than we do {rom our po-
lice station.”

Novi Police Chiel Douglas Shaeffer
has offered the Oakland County Pro-
secutor's Ofllce room In the Novi Po-
lice Department, clerical supporL, the
use of telephones and computer ac-
cess in return for regularly scheduled
visits ol a prosecutor. This would cut
down on sending an officer on an up
to 50 minute drive to Pontiac [or war-
rants. The also proposal comes from
the police chlefs of Wixom, Walled
Lake, Milford, Farmington Hils, Far-
mington, Seuth Lyon and Northville,

At this polnl, funding for a fourth
Jjudge for thedistrict court, as recom-
mended in a state report, does not
appear to be forthcoming. Schunid
sald the county board only author-
ized one new district court Judgeship,
in Clarkston.

“Without the commitee and Dave
Fried (Novi's clty attorney) joining the
case, we'd never had brought it here,”
Schmid told the city councll Monday.

Later that evening, Fried lobbed
the complimenl back to Schmid, say-
Ing she did “an excellent Job in the
matter.”

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City explores cable franchise agreement options

Novl wili follow lederai guidelines
and will renegotiate MetroVision's
cable [ranchise by the May 24 dead-
fine — but not any carier.

Meanwhile, the Southwest Oak-
land Cable Commission {SWOCC)
will continue to explore a 1982 con-
tract option of purchasing the sysiem

l. which their altorney says
could as much as halve cable rales
for viewers.

MetroVision contends that federal
law would not permit a SWOCC buy-
out of the systemunless the commis-
slon found the cable company falled
o meet !ts contract obligations and
denied a {ranchise renewal. The
franchise explres in 1997,

“We're cornplied with every provi-
sion of the franchise and In most
cases we went beyond them.” Metro-
Vision general manager Robert
McCann sald,

SWQOCC's atlorney Neil Lehto says
a takeover is possible, If the criteria
are met. Wyandolte purchased fts
cable system and siashed rates al-
most in half, he sald. SWOCC wants
to investigate Lhe possibiiity fully,
Lehto added. Another approach tobe
studied hy SWOCC is buying the ser-
vice, selling it to another cable com-

pany and pockeung the proflt.

Lehto sald the governments could
run the cable system as an uttlity.

"Doesn’t a utility provide a neces-
sity? Do you think Beavis and Butth-
eadis a necessity every citizenshould
have?” Councll Member Tim Pope
asked, adding that he does not want
to replace a private monopoly witha
government monopoly.

Despite an attempt by Pope 1o de-
lete any reference 1o a goverument
purchase in a resolution okaylng the
renegotiation of the contract, the
Novi City Council kept the wording
In. Some saw 1l as a bargaining chip
In the process.

“I think it's an excelient negotiat-
ing tool. They know If they don't do
what they're supposed 1o do the clty
has an option,” Council Member
Rabert Schmid.

The cable company first sought an
early renegotiation of its contract In
September 1992, At that time, sev-

eral Novl City Councll members were
concerned that MetroVlslon had not
upgraded the systen. The franchise
agreement calls for a second or sha-
dow cable to be actlvated when the
main cable {3 full. MetroVision, say-
ing that the shadow cable technology
is obsolele, instead proposed to put
In a fiber optics system.

MetroVision has already commit-
ted lo a $5 milllon system improve-
ment in {is independently-operating
Redford and Livonla franchise, which
could be customized to serve the
SWOCC communitles ol Novl, Far-
mington and Farmingten Hills. The
technological overhaul, which will
add more channels and the possibil-
ity ofinleractlve television, will begin
soon for Redferd and Livonta, accord-
Ing to McCann.

That's one thing which had
SWOCC and Lehto concerned.

~The operator has approached

a major rebudiding of the system and
lald out the plans in some delall.
SWOCC concludes so much is in-
volved in rebuilding ft, it is tanta-
mount terefranchising, The operator
says 1 can’t compele n the environ-
ment unless 1 rebuild right now.”
Lehto sald.

The request to rebulld wasn't ur-
gent, McCann says, bul “every day
we've walled now Is another day the
residents of Novl are not enjoying the
expanded capabilites cable television
has to offer.”

Pope says that the 1982 conlract
requires MetroVision to offer state-
of-the-art service anyways.

“The contract says they are obliged
lo provide the most technically-
advanced system. Why wouldn't the
upgrade be required under that con-
tract?” he asked.

Under the 1984 federal cable act,
MetroVision might argue this provl-
sfon of the contract Is unenforceable,
Lehlo sald, but It appears as i they
are bound by it.

Pope won his point with the coun-
cl in puting off the renegotiation
from this month to the May deadline.
His argument is the federal govern-
ment may soon allow the Lelephone
companles to enter the cable busi-
ness, Increasing the possibility of
compelition.

"I have listened 1o this practically
all evendng. The resolutlon on the
table is part of a contractual obliga-
tion we have with a public utility to
enter Inte a negotiatlon process.”
Mayor Kathleen Mclallen sald.

-All the rest of this discussion has
been completely a smokescreen.”

“It's not a smokescreen to say this
is a time of tremendous change”
Pope said.

Afler renegotiations comimence,
federal law glves SWOCC six months
to determine the cable television
needs of the three communities and
evaluate MetroVisien's performance.

After Lhls SWOCC has four
months to either renew or deny re-
newal of the [ranchise, McCann
neted [n a letter to Farminglon Clty
Manager Fred Lauholl. Denlal must
be based on several criteria, includ-
ing a Anding of noncompiiance with
the contracl; poor service, which fs
reslricted to respanse to complaints,
signal quality and billing practices;
that the operator's proposal does not
meet [ulure community ticeds; or
1hat lhe operator appears to lack fi-
nancial, techolcal or legal ability o
mect ils proposal.

*You should be aware that any
proposad we make for a franchise re-
newal cannot be denled for any other

than the above slated reasons. In
other words, you can't for example,
open the franchise up for bidding and
force us to maich any other opera-
tor's bld,” McCann wrote.

SWOCC has never charged Metro-
Vislon with nencompliance. The full
renepotiations are expected to last a

ear.
y Not everyone is pleased with local
cable. Sumunit Drive resident Jo-
hanne Finley Isn't crazy about it.
That's because like her neighbors on
the street, she can't get the service at
all. In a recent letter, she urged the
councll not to renew the agreement
unless all resldents and al schoal
districts, not just the Novi distrct,
have access to the local cable sysiem.
Walled Lake schools does not Uen to
MetroVision.

*To allow anything less Is to disre-
gard the needs of this community
and to treat citlzens of Novl who do
not llve within the Novi schocl system
as second-rate clitizens,” Finley
wrote,

Kriewall said the 1982 franchise
did not require all residents to have
access to cable, because some
houses are spaced oo fir apart, Met-
roVislon 1s proposing an allemative.

Cut in youth services triggers city protest

City officlals are petitiening Oak-
jand County in attempt toblock are-

As of April 4, Oaldand County
Probate Court system, which adm-
nisters the program, will shift fleld
worker Karen MacKenzle to the Far-
mington Youth Asslstance, leaving
her in Novi for three rather than five
days.

Assistant Clty Manager Craig
Klaver fired off a letler to Kalvin En-
gelberg at the probate court system's
Poatlac office, saying he Is “shocked
and concerned” about MacKenzle's
transfer. which he said drastically
impaets Lthe quality of the Novi Youth
Assistance,

*We just think It's a critical service
being provided to the community. We
Just dor’t think Lhe growth we've had

inthelast five to ten years can justify
culling the service,” Klaver added.

“A part-time employee falls into a
whole different category.”

4 The City of Novl has a $28,000

comunitment to Novi Youth Assls-
tance, by providing the office space
for the program and dividing the sal-
ary of MacKenzie's full-ime secret-
ary with the Novi scheol district,
With the growth In Novi's popula-
tion, Klaver says he {inds it hard to
believe that the demand for youth
services |s down by 40 percent.
MacKenzle was not available for
comment. But Joan Morris, her sec-
retary, sald Novi Youth Assistance
has a caseload of 53 youngsters
ranging fromage seven to high school
a
geIV{acKcm:Ie counsels young people
who are either referred to her by the
school district or the police depart-
ment or thelr parents. The kids may
be runaways, or have a problem In
school or perhaps have been caught
shoplilting.
She will now only be available on
Mondays, Tuesdays and Fridays.
MacKenzie also directs the Novi
Teen Center, which offers a place for
about 100 middie scheol-aged kids 1o
hang out and runs services such as
PLUS, which ls a big brother/big sis-
ter volunteer program. She works

closely with ihe Novi Youth Assis-
tance volunteers, who ralse money lo
send children to camp.

“I's a busy place. She kind of
meets herself coming and going”
Morris sald.

Klaver said he learned that prob-
ate court made the declslon was
made in part because three vacant
fleld worker positions were not
funded by the county.

Engelberg did not return calls by
press-time. But Int a letter Lo the city,
he noted that stafling allocatlons for

the county's youth assistance prog-

rams have not kept up with de-
mands, The county has 29 field staf-

fers to cover 26 areas and the work-
Joads are not uniformn, he wrote, After
studying these workloads, the deci-

slon was made to transfer
MacKenzie.

“I trust you understand that this
does notrepresent a diminishunent of
our commilment to the youth and
families in Novl. If additional siafling
resources are obtained, we would
certainly review all the areas where
cuts were made,” Engelberg wrote.

On
the limited agenda: requiring scheol boards to
bid out health care contracts instead of letting
MEA bargainers to be the Insurance adminl-
strator; punishing school employees who strike
illegally; and giving administrators more

authority.

board in District B.

They have a conflict of interest. Bargaining
tactics get leaked from the board rocm to the
union. Strong administrators get undercut.
The board gives in too easily to union work rule
demands and bargains too many things.

The unlon has a perfect alibl. MEA lobbylst
Al Short shrugs and says: “Management re-
tains all the power unless it bargains to ghve up
that power. We do not have the right to put one
word in the contract that's not bargained and
agreed to.”

The voters, un-
fortunately, are lethargic until the assessment
notices or tax proposals come in.

It will be a tough campalgn, getting MEA
types off school boards. Many educators are so
morally obtuse on this potnt that they’re blind
to their own conflict of Interest. “We're the pro-
fessionals,” they insist. “Who knows better
than educators what the problems are?”

A school board oversees the managers of a
public corporation. The board hires the top
brass, sets the budget, approves contracts and
acls as a kind of appeals court when charges
are flled against emplayees or students.

Classroom experlence s not deslrable for
serving on a school board—quite the oppasite,
because it results in a propensity to second-
guess admintstrators and other teachers.

MEA Is a union with loyal members. It
should be heard by school boards, but MEA
shouldn't have school board seats.

No,
there is no scheme to change the
value of the system for any reason
than to better serve our customers.
And no, the system is not for sale,

Furthermore, federal law states
that even If the city wanted to, it
could not buy the MetroVision sys-

monthe. Redford-and. Livonia sl .

brings up your editor's main point.

Yes, there are outlying areas of
Novi in which residents are not
served by MetroVision. Those are
the few homes that we have deter-
mined we cannot reach without
prohibltive expense. Our franchise
agreement, signed by the City of
Novl, acknowledges that some resi-
dents do fall into this “unservice-
able” category, and thus states
providing service to every single
home, regardless of location, 1s not
part of our obligation. MetroVision,
however, will be offering a satellite
service called Primestar starting
this summer which should be a

State Rep. Jerry Vorvarecen-
tly surveyed his constituents on
a couple of topical 1ssues and
obtained some Interesting re-
sults.

Vorva, a freshman Republi-
can representing the 20th
House district, mailed out ques-
ticnnaires to 30,000 voters In
Northville, Livonia and Ply-
Lee mouth. Some 2,000 people, or

about 6.6 percent of those quer-
Snider fed, returned thefr forms, an ex-

traordinarily high response
rate. Pollsters tell you to expect about a 1-to-3-percent re-
turn on written questionnaires.

The high volume of responses is suggestive of strong
feeling on the survey subjects: should assisted suicide be
allowed, shouid public funds be used to help build a new
Tiger Stadium and should additional cost containment
measures be employed in public school systems,

Residents in the three conservative communities said
yes to assisted sulcide (65 to 35 percent), no to public mo-
ney for a new ballpark (89to 11 percent), andyes to school
cost contalnment (81 to 19 percent).

The reliabllity of the poll 13, of course, dependent on the
wording of the questions. If the survey asked, for example,
whether school officials should keep expenses down, na-
turally people are golng to say yes. Answering no would be
like saying you favored giving administrators a blank
check. And considering governmental leaders’ fondness
for tax dollars, you know what that would mean. Teachers
would find deeds to coastal vacation homes in their next
pay envelopes. _

Still. caveats aside, the results probably represent a
pretty good cross section of middie-class suburban senti-
ment. It should come as no suprise that the basic m
here is that government should stay out of people’s lives
and wallets.

When | think back 1o the late '60s/early *70s and recall

company’s alm is certainly not to put people in
prison or make them pay hefty fines.

They do however, feel that everyone should
pay their fair share. It s the honest subscribers
who end up subsldizing those people who are
stealing cable.

“MetroVislon has three cases of cable theft
pending in federal court as well as up to 30
cases In various stages of investigation,” ac-
cording to Dinsmore, Area police agencies have
been very cooperative in conducting search
warrants. [ was curious as to how cable compa-
nies could find out about such thievery.

Dinsmore told me that many imes MetroVi-
ston employees working on cable may notice
unauthorized lines, Anonymous tips are also
reported to the cable company. Rewards for tips
may range from $25 to $300, the higher
amount for pecple who are caught selling
boxes. The number to call to report cable theft is
1{800)241-5689.

“Well then,” I asked, “how can they get away
with selling descramblers in the back of maga-

zines?" Dinsmore explained to me, although it

Is tllegal under Michigan law to sell or possess
such equipment, the companies who are ship-
ping this equipment are from out of state. Con-
sequently, they are out of the reach of Michigan
law. He also told me many advertisements hope
to skirt over legal issues by putting disclaimers
In small print saying you must cali your local
cable company for authorization to use this
equipment. However, Dinsmore was quick to
point out that no one has ever called him for
permission.

As good corporate citizens, January was
"Amnesty Month”™ at MetroVision. All who
stepped forward with illegal baxes were not pro-
secuted. From this point on, the company will
prosecute where illegal connections are found.
Per Dinsmore, civil settlements of up to
$10,000 have alreay been collected for posses-
sion of tllegal equipment. Is it worth a huge fine
like that plus a criminal record? Think about it.

‘It xpvill go at least to the U.S, Cir-
cult Court of Appeals,” predicted
Sen. Fred Dillingham, one of the Le-
glslature's two or three most vocal
backers of restrictions on abortlons.

*Qur law Is similar to Pennsylva-
nia's, There, the ACLU (American Ci-
vil Libertles Union) dropped out after
1t got to the Court of Appeals, The MI-
chigan ACLU Is much more militant.,”
sald D R-Fowlerville. Pen-
nsylvania's Jaw took effect March 20.

“The plaintiffs are looking for an
avenue to take it to the (U.S.] Su-
preme Court. I would argue that the
Suprezie Court has ruled — clearly
— that we are within their guidelines,
But there's always a push — ther
has been a change in the makeup of
the court,™ he sald, refermring to a
Clinton-appointed Jjustice,

Meanwhile, Dillingham {s waiting.
This is a battle he has fought since
his days in the House, and he's now
nearing the end of his second four-
year Senate term. He says he has
leamed patlence.

U.S. District Judge Nancy Ed-
mundsonMarch 18issued a tempor-
ary orderblocking enforcement of the
law until she can conduct a full hear-
ing In three months on its
constitutionality.

"I think the plaintifis have a very
tough row to hoe in this case,” Ed-
munds said as she ruled, Her remark
encouraged such anti-abortion
groups as Right to Life of Michigan.

The defendant is Gov. John En-
gler, who appoints the Public Health
director. Handlng the defense is At-
torney General Frank Kelley's office.
Judge Edmunds refused to allow
Right to Lie to Intervene as a co-
defendant.

Chief plaintiif is Northland Family
Planning Clinic Inc. of Southifleld.
Other plaintiffs are women's groups
such as NOW, clinics, four physl-
clans and the ACLU.

Public Act 133, signed by Engler
last July, requires women seeking
abortions to be shown drawings of

fetuses, given written informationon
abortionrisks, provided a list of alter-
natlves to abortion, and required to
walt 24 hours befere the procedure
can be performed,

It's questionable the law could
have been enforced at this time, said
Planped Parenthood of Michigan,
one of the co-plaintifls. The law re-
quires the state Public Health De-
partment to prepare and distribute
pamphlets — a task it said hadn't
been completed. .

“In addition, no money was allo-
cated to prepare these materials, nor
were any additional funds released to
go to already strapped local health
departments that are required to [m-
plement portions of the new law,”
sald PPAM, operator of 26 clinics.

Pastor envisions new church

The Congregational church is alive
and well and the Rev. Nell Hunt is
more than happy to affirm it.

Once a dominant religion in the
Unlted States, the Congregational-
ists were the center of controversy
when parishoners merged with the
Unlted Church of Christ. A large
numberopted not to merge, however,
and formed the National Assoclation
of Congregational Christian Chur-
ches, a foundationwhich was bulltin
the Fort-Shelby Hotel in Detroit in
1958,

The latter is the philosophy Hunt's
church, Meadowbrook Congrega-
tional Church in Novi, subsciibes to.

“Historically, we go back to what
we called the pllgrims in 1620, Hunt
sald of the religion's origin. “lt was a
separation from the Church of Eng-
land prier to 1620 that ultimately
came to the Unlted States. Since that
iime, we've undergone lots of
changes.”

Hunt came to the Meadowbrook
Road church in August 1986. Previ-
ousty he had served as an assoclate
pastor for the North Congregational
Church In Seuthfield,

Anative of Jackson, Hunt resigned
from his job at Censumers Power
Company in 1979 lo pursue a career
in ministry.

He commuted from his home in
Lansing to the Chicago Theology
Seminary for three years.

“Fortunalely. the train went back
and forth (from Lansing to Chicago),”
Hunt said, “It was five hours each
way to try to do homework.”

Hislast year in the seminary, Hunt
and his family moved to Chicago.

“[ spent half the time looking for a
place to live and discovering how ex-
pensive it was there,” he said.

His first ass| t was as a
youth minister for a church in Will-
mett. near Chicago.

Today, he is leading a 325-mem-
ber congregation — a medium size—
he said. The church oflers twa Bible
study classes for adults, a confirma-
tion class and an active youth

program.

Afull church-school program s in
place for 110 students, nursery
through high school ages.

A Women's Service Club also
meets monthly and plans rummage
sales and church bazaars.

An addition, completed about 18
months ago, provided the church will
more worship space. Hunt would like
to see the congregation grow to fill

small groups.

“Each group decides for them-
selves the things they want to doin
their group,” Hunt explained. “Some
have individual Bible studies In peo-
ple's homes, It's just one thing to get
to know each other better.”

‘The “neighborhoods” also help to
establish a telephone tree. it's much
easier for a person to call 18 to 20
people, rather than 325, to let some-
one know achurch member has been
hospitalized or needs help, sald
Hunt,

Another vision of Hunt's {s ta plan
for a new church building, tobe bullt
o1 & site not too far away fromits cur-
rent location.

“One thing we haven't donea good
job at is planning a new church,” he
admitted.

The current church was staried by
46 individuals who separated from a
church in Detroit located on Grand

River.

“They laid the cornerstone for us,”
Hunt said. “From that time, we've
grown towhere we are now due to the

commitinent and hard work from
that group of folks,”

We have often heard the story that a woman
loses a tooth for every child she bears. This Is
nothing more than an “old wives' tale,” Tooth
loss may occur during pregnancy, but not be-
cause it is a natural outcome of being pregnant.

Gingivitis (gum disease or infection) may oc-
cur more frequently during pregnancy due toa
rise in the body's hormone levels.

These increased hormones exaggerate the
way gum tissues react toirritants in plague, ihe
sticky layer of bacteria that constantly forms on
the teeth. The gums, as a result, can become
red and tender and may bleed easily during

Health tips

brushing or flogsing.

Toprevent this, a pregnant woman should be
especially careful about keeping her teeth clean
with thorough brushing or flossing.

Eafing a balanced diet during pregnancy
also 1s important for healthy teeth and gums.
The developing baby needs 400 milligrams of
calclum per day which is supplied by the
mother’s diet. But if the calctum in the mother's
diet 1s tnadequate, the cafcium will be depleted
or used from her bones.

Pregnant women: {end to snacl; at the same
time, their stomach capacity decreases during
the third trimester. This means that pregnant
wornen will often eat smaller amounts but more
frequently, Fach lime a sugary snack Is con-
sumed, the sugar combines with certain bac-
teria in the mouth to form acids. These aclds at-
tack the tooth enamel for at least 20 minutes.
Enough of these acid attacks can lead to cavi-
ties. Therefore, sugary snacks are best eaten

with meals and not between meals. Between-
meal snacks could consist of foods such as raw

vegetables, yogurt, popcorn or nuts.

A frequent side effect of pregnancy is vornit-
ing. This can cause erosion of tooth enamel be-
cause of the acid content. Brushing the teeth
right after vomiting is the worst thing a woman
can do. Because vomit contains strong sto-
mach acids that weaken tooth enamel, brush-
Ing after vomiting actually removes the white,
protective layer of teeth. It is better to rinse the
mouth with plain water.

Awoman should continue regular dental vis-
§ts throughout her pregnancy, but the best time
for dental treatments such as fillings, is during
the fourth through sixth months. After the
sixth month, some women {ind it uncomfort-
able to sit in the dental chair for long periods.

As she began to explore several unorthodox

% that there are many socally approved methods
B to “naturally” accomplish this end.

My suggestions to her would be as follows:
1. Fatten him up. Studies have shown that

B the life expectancy may be shorter for people
B who are markedly overwelght. Obesity in-

creases the death rate from heart and other cir-
culatory diseases, diabetes, liver and kidney
disease. High calori : foods with each meal and
for between-meal snacks will accomplish this
goal.
Aleohol s an excellent way to carnouflage ca-
lorles, since each drink contains 150 to 200
calories.

2.Increase the amount of saturated fat and
cholesterol in his diet. Select meats (heavily
marbled with fat) and whole milk dairy pro-
ductsthat are high in saturated fat. These foods
increase the level of cholesterol in the blood and
may increase the risk of coronary heart disease.

Some speciflc suggestions:
M Never bake or brofl when you can fry foods.
W Seldom serve fish or poultry since these foods
contain less saturated fat than red meat.
& Avold cooking with vegetable oils and polyunsa-
turated shortenings; use butter of hydrogenated
fats instead.
R And, finally, serve cholesterol-rich egg yolks as
often as possible.

3. Gethim accustomed to more and more salted

food. Placing the salt shaker in front of him at ev-
ery meal may allow him to do his own dirty work.

There {s sirong scientific evidence that excess
dietary salt may ratse the blood pressure, Elevated
blood pressure appears to increase the chances of
heart attack if' It goes undetected and untreated.

To this end, discourage the impertance of regu-
lar medical checkups to detect and treat condt-
tions that lead to heart attacks.

However, for those women who want their hus-
bands around for some time, take the opposite
courses of action to this advice. It may postpone
his departure by many years, give you a vigorous
and grateful companlon {nto the retirement years
and provide your children’s children with a grand-
father they will appreciate,

B There has been an education com-
ponent, featuring a sportsmanship
kit sent to every schoal and the media
every year.

M There has been an encouragement
component, featuring the “Good
Sports Are Winnersl® awards prog-
ram at district, regional and final
tournaments of 10 sports,

B There has been an enforcemerd
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component, inciu the next-game
disqualification rflgg for all sports.

ThisMay, the MHSAA Representa-
tive Counecll may act on a recommen-
dation of the MHSAA Athletlc Equity
Cornmittee to broaden the definition
of “tauntng” and make it a disqual-
ifying foul in all sports. If the proposal
is adopted, oflicials will be expected
{0 efect players and bench personnel
(ncluding coaches) for taunting; and
MHSAA tournament managers will
be expected 1o eject from venues any
spectator who engages In taunting,
