Brandon Swearengin released
himself from his handcuffs while
police were transporting him and
twe other prisoners {o an Cakland
County Jail.

According to the police report, a
Novi officer was In the midst of
transporting the three prisoners
from the courthouse o the jatl
when Swearengin managed o free
himsell from the locked handculls
and escape.

The offlcer apparently had his
back turned 1o the prisoners, un-
locklng the door of the police vehi-
cle, when Swearengln escaped and
fled on (oot into a wooded area be-
hind the courthouse,

The two remaining prisoners
alerted the oflicer to the other's es-
cape when they began trying to
coerce him not to flee.

‘The officer Immediately called a
police dispatcher to alert the de-
partment that the prisoner had es-
caped. The iwo prisoners told police
the escapee may have used a key or
paper clip to unlock his cuils.

Officers from Novi, Walled Lake,

Wolverine Lake and the Oakland
County Sheriffs depariment re-
sponded to help search for
Swearengin. Novi's olficer Victor
Lauria and K-9 cop Srmokey also
helped to search the grounds ar-
ourd the courthouse with no avail.

Al9:45 p.m,, a police officer from
the Waterford Police departrnent
called a Novi dispatcher to say that
the escapee's mother had phoned
them to say her son would turn
himself Into Waterford cops within
the hour.

But by 8 a.m. the next day, the
priscner had stil not reported to the
Waterford station.

Lieutenant David Butler said the
man remains at large today.

Butler said Swearengin had vio-
lated a Novi ordinance which prohi-
bits residents from possessing
dangerous weapons.

The offense constitules a misde-
meanor in Novl. But the man was
also wanted on a [elony charge in
Oakland County. That's why he
was being held at the Oakland
County Jall faclity when he was
transported by Novl oflicers to the
district court.

He now also faces a [elony war-
rant [or the escape, Butler said.

The case has been tumed over to
the Oakland County Prosecutor,
The new felony warrant is for escap-
Ing from lawful custedy. I con-
victed, Swearengin [aces up to four
years In prison and /or $2,000 fine,

Butler said.

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Firm hired to design new parks

Spring, the time of year when big
and Uitle sluggers stari digging out
their soitball equipment.

And when bulldozers become a
regular {Ixture around town. An ac-
ton taken Monday night by the Novi
City Councll combines both pur-
poses, as bidswere accepted for land-
scape and construction plans for two
municipal parks.

The goal is to begin an upgrade ol
Power Park and start building a new
sports park al Napler and Eight Mile
roads by mid-summer.

From a budget of $402,000 from
the lva Fuerst estate lo Improve

Power Park, an expenditure just
under $19,000 was OKed for land-
scape archilectural services for that
site., Ludwig and Assoclales of Far-
minglon Hills, the lowest of six bid-
ders, will do the job.

A similar study, Tunded by the
parks bond program, will beunderta-
ke at the community sports park.
The city expects to spend about $1.1
million of park bond money to buiid
the facility. Ludwig and Associates
outbid eight other contenders, also
winning this $41,500 {oh.

For Power Park, the clty already
has a teniatlve master plan for a
15-acre sports facllity at the si‘e,
which is south and west of the Novi

Civic Center. This project—
estimated io be completed at a price
tag of $378,000—Includes two ball-
flelds, sand volleyball courts, a
restroom/picnic shelter building,
playground equipment, nature paths
and more parking.

Ludwig and Assoclates will inspect
the park land to look for items such
as erosion or dralnage problems and
will ultimately layout the final con-
struction drawings, with all the de-
talls, Including roads and landscap-
ing. The firm wil alse pinpoint trees
and other vegetation which should be
preserved.

In western Novl, the city envislons
a 72-acre year-round sports com-

plex, to include ballfields, soccer
flelds, tennis courts, basketball
courts, playgrounds, nature paths,
roads, parking and a concessions
booth with restrooms.

Ludwigs task is larger here. The
firm wil] prepare an overall master
plan for the Napler park, including
the road and parking layout, the lo-
cation of playing fields, the demarca-
tion of unlque features such as wood-
lands and welands and designing
the amenitles such as the playing
flelds.

One part of the work will be a cost
eatimate accompanied by a phased
construction schedule. Ludwig will
also help the city evatuate bids for the
actual construction of the park.

The state frst called a spring
buming moratorium in 1993. DNR
Dlrector Roland Harmes said this led
to almost a 60 percent reduction in
the number of fires the department
responded to, based on a five-year
average.

According to DNR statistcs, the
department's Forest Management
Division responds o 42 percent of Its
wildlres during the last two weeks of
April and the first two weeks of May.

Some 37 percent of these fires were
sparked by outdoor burning of yard
and household debr:, Purther, over
one-half of large wildilres—those
that burm over 100 acres—-have
occurred during this tme peried.

Novi's ordlnance only permits the
burning of natural debrs such as
twigs, weeds and grass. It does not al-
low residents to make bonflres out of
tires, garbage or construction
materials.

The state does not require burning

permits for recreational campilres,
for burning done in an approved de-
bris bumer, or when the ground fs
snow-covered. However, ollicials are
asking everyone to refrain from all
debris bumning during the 30-day
period.

said it's possible the
state may no longer permit even this
type of burning next year. Residents
will then need to find an altemnative
means of disposal for thelr yard
wastes.

Local school boards aren't out of
the millage clection business
yei—"contrary to popular miscon-
ceptions,” said Dr. Robert Schiller,
state educalion superiniendent,

Despite volers’ 69-31 approval of
Proposal A, the school llnance reform
plan, on March 15, district voters still
need o approve local property tax
millage rates—some lhils spring,
others in fulure years.

But didn't Gov. John Engler say
Proposal A would “Get school boarda
out of the millage business and back
into educaton? Why didn't anyone
contradict him?

"A lot of us dicl.” replied Kalhleen
Straus, a Democratic member of the
State Beard of Education from De-
troit, "but no one listened. The gover-
nor had a better pulplt.”

“A lot of rheloric {agalnst Proposal
A} has been that ‘we'll lose local con-
trol.” But It tums oul we siill have a
lot of local control.” added Dorothy
Beardmore, a Republican mmember of
the state board from Rochester Hills.

Here's why everyone, sooner or la-
ter, will be voling on 18 milis of non-
homestead property taxes: The Le-
glslature (1) passed a sbx-mill statew-
Ide propertly tax on homes and [arms
and (2) established a 24-mill rate on
second homes and businesses,

But that differentlal rate of 18
mills isn' a state tax. It must be ap-

proved locally in each school district
and levied by the local school board.
The Legislature couldn’t pass thead-
ditional 18 mills itsell because 1t
would have run afoul of the 1978
Headlee Tax Limitation Amendment
which caps state revenues at a per-
centage of total persenal income.

“The local 18 mills is not auloma-
tie," Schiller told state education wrl-
ters at a Monday news conference in
tansing. “That's wherc some confu-
ston rests. To get its full foundation
grant, a district must vole locally.”

School districts whose volers re-
fuse to levy any or all of the 18 mils
will see their state ald--known as
“foundation grants—reduced prop-
artionately. Every dislrict Is guaran-
leed $5,000 per pupil eventually.
Districts currently spending up to
$6,500 are guaranteed that amount
as a foundation,

Not all districts will vate at once,
Department officials sald 226
districts—about 40 percent of the
5621in the state—must vote this year.

In addition, four other kinds of
millage elections are possible;

B "Hold harmless.” About 40 dis-
tricts, particularly In the metro De-
troit suburbs, spend more than
$6,500 per pupll. To spend at thelr
old levels, they must ask voters im-
medialely for additional homeslead
property taxes,

¥ “Enhancement.” Districts thal
want to enrich thelr programs may
levy up to three mills for three years,
butnot past 1997,

& Capltal needs. Up lo flve mills may
be voted for constructon, renova-
tlon, repalr, purchase of land and {If
the Legislature approves) computer
hardware.

& Bond issues. These are often ap-
proved separately for new school
buildings.

Schools seek okay for 18 mills

yourself.,

OnJune 13, Novi hormeowners wiil
be asked to approve an 18 mill prop-
erty tax levy against non-homestead
property only for 10 years.

Passage of the 18 mills s mana-
datory in order for the Novi Commun-
ity Schoo! District to obtaln its share
of the state's new foundation grant
for education.

"We have tolevy 18 mills and it has
1o pass,” sald Board President Ray
Byers.

If the millage fails, the school dls-
trict will be at risk for funding {rom
the state, he said,

Novi's Board of Education adopted
final millagelanguage for theJune 13
ballot at a speclal board meeting held
last Wednesday, April 6, at 7:30 a.m.

The board opted 6-0 for the mult!-
year millage over a one year oplion,

The June millage election will ne-
gate the district's current 12,7191
mills for general operation which ex-
pires December 31.

There was concern among board
members and district admintstrators
about getting the mandatory millage
passed. Some feared residents would
vote against the measure because
they wouldn't make the distinction
that It would be assessed against sec-
ond hemes and commerical proper-
ties only.

Others feared volers would reject it
because they were promised a taxcut
but then will be asked 10 approve an

Byers reiteraled the irnpartance of
selling the millage questlon as an In-
crease against non-homesteaders
only.

“In any language we do it, we are
going to 18 mills and that's an In-

crease,” Byers sald.
But while it is an Increase, lt's im-

portant ‘o note that the 18 mills will
be levied against second homes and
business properties conly,” Byers
sald.

It won't be levied on principle
homes.

To date, homeowners in Novi will
payenly the six milisthal Is being lev-
led statewide against all property.

"Voters don't have tovote in the six
mills on home tax,” Byers sald.
“Thal’s a tax volers already agreed to
in Proposal A"

But that couldchange if the schoo!
board decides to ask homeowners for
up to six additional “hold harmless®
mills,

Board members debated the tssue
last Wednesday but falled to reach a

conclusion on how much, if any, hold
harmless millage they would need to
retaln thelr current level of spending.

Under Proposal A, high spending
district's like Novi could levy what-
ever operaling millage they need to
reach the Jevel of funding they had
before Proposal A passed last month.

Hold harmless mills will be levied
against homeowners only. They are
mills levied by local districts and can
be levied up Lo the rate levied against
non-homesteaders, which Is 24
mmills.

In Novi, homeowners may be
asked to pay between flve and six ad-
ditfonal mills to cover per pupll
spending above and beyond the
$6,500 grant the state has agreed to
pul behind each student.

The board would have o hold a
special eleclon to levy the hold
harmiess mills or the question could
be piggy backed on the June 13
ballot.

By state law, any speclal election
millage [anguage would have to be

The board may debate and vote on
the hold harmless millage language
at tonight's meeting.

*[t will have to be a separate sell to
the homeowners,” Byers said last
weck.

Jt was unclear last Wednesday
whether Novi schools would need to
levy the hold harmless millage this
year. Thats why board members
tabled discussion of the hold harm-
less election untll Assistant Superin-
tendent of Operations Jim Kosler
could be In attendance to answer
their questons.

Several other board members
wanted 1o know whether or not the
district could levy the additional ml-
lage but nat collect it unul they actu-
ally needed the lax revenue.

Byers said the district would have
to get a legal opindon on that.

“There's been some talk about
levying it and banking it untl we
need It,” Byers sald, "I don’t know if
we can legally do that.”

State lawmakers groan whenever
Marllyn K. Hall issues one of her
State Court Administrator’s reports.

Hall recommended the Court of
Appeals, which now has 24 Judges,
get“aminimumof 12 new judgeships
no later than 1997.*

Her report last November added:
*The Michigan Court of Appeals'
dacket Is growing faster than that of
any of the other large cormnparison
states ... Criminal appeals in-
creased by 122 percent in Michigan
between 1988and 1992 . . . Civilap-
peals increased by 34 percent.”

The Legislature, occupled with
school reform and budget woes, re-
sponded by:

B Creating four new judgeships and
redistricting the court,

8 Placing Proposal B on the Nov. 8
ballot to cut down appeals by about
one-third. The proposed constitu-
tional amendment would ellminate
the autorpatic right of appeal of con-
victs who had pleaded gullty, permit-
ting appeals "by leave” (permission).

For years the court adminisirator
has recommended a major expan-
sion of the Court of Appeals, which
handles 95 percent of appeals from
the trial courts. The caseload, she
said, justfies 54 [udges. The backlog
(sabout three years. Each year 1,500
more appeals are flled than are dis-

posed of.

The second-highest court was
created by the 1963 Constitution
with nine judges. By 1986 It had
doubled to 18. The current 24 judges
work int panels of three,

Meanwhile, court watchers are
predicting the Court of Appeals will
turn more conservative because all
the new judges will be added in the
southwest portion of the state. No
new judgeships are scheduled for the
metropolitan Detroit area, where in-

Twelve more judges
§ wanted for high court

Wayrnie County was in the first dis-
trict with five other counties, stretch-
ing west to Jackson. The new first
district has just three counties—
Wayne, Monroe and Lenawee. 1t will
lose one judge, ThomasJ. Brennan of
Dearborn. His post will be eliminated
becauge Brennan s past 70 and may
not run for re-election.

Incumbent Judges Roman S.
Gribbs of Detroll and Maura Coryi-
gan of Grosse Pointe Park have flled
for re-election.

Oaldand County was in the second
district with 14 other countles
siretching west to Lansing and north
to Arenac County. The new second
district has four countles—Qakland,
Macomb, Genesee and Shiawassee.

Incumbent Judges Michael J.
Kelly and Marilyn J. Kelly, both of
Bloomfleld Hills but not related, and
Kathleen Jansen of Harrison Town-
ship have filed for re-election.

The excitement will be In the new
third district, which gets all four new
appeals fudges. That U-shaped dis-
trict starts in Muskegon on the west,
goes down lo Berrien County and
across southern Michigan, ending in
Livingston County. Legislative elec-
tlons indicate It's the most conserva-
tive section of the state.

Livingston Circuit Judge Daniel
Burress has announced for one of the
seats.

Depending on the number of
voles, the four winning candidates
will have terms of 10, eight, elght and
six years, Court watchers already re-
fer to it as Gov. John Engler’s “court
packing plan.”

The fourth district, northern lower
Michigan and the Upper Peninsula,
will galn Brennan's seat.

Hall sticks to her guns—more
Judges. Among 29 states with appel-
late courts, the average number of ll-
ings per judge was 205. In Michigan

the average was 493 per judge.

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Novi wins this legal round,
Paragon says fight goes on

The Michigan Court of Appeals
has upheld the City of Novi in a law-
sull won by Paragon Properties ina
lower court, over a proposed
400-unit moblle home community at
Twelve Mile and Napier roads.

Butl the company will not stop
fighting for the rezoning it needs, Pa-
ragon attomney Joel Newman says.
and “ubsolutely” intends to develop
the land for mobile homes.

The Aprll 7 opinion, issued by
Judges Beverly Anne Jasper, Clifford
Taylor and Harcld Hood, conllrms
what Novi's lawyers have been con-
tending all along—that Paragen did
not exhaust the last avenue of local
appeal. the Zoning Board of Appeals
before flling the swit (n 1984

n won the rezoning and
over 420,000 (n damages in 1990 at
the Oakland County Circuit Court,
when Judge John N. O'Brien ruled
thal the firm's use of iLs property was
unconstitutionally conflscated by
Nowvl.

-1 don't know what Paragon's going
to do. As far as I'm concerned, the
case Is over,” Novl Cily Atlorney Al-
torney David Fried said last week.

Nol as far as Paragon's concerned,
Newmnan said the firm may fileanap-
plication for a use variance with
Novi's ZBA or head for the Michigan
Supreme Court, or both. The com-
pany also has 21 days to contest the
appeals court ruling.

“The appeals court did not find
that the lower court judge was wrong
in the substantive ruling. They re-
versed it on a very strange technical-
ity. The substantive ruling will
stand,” Newman said Tuesday.

*Paragon's constitutional rights
have been violated for seven years.
[t's terrible that the court of appeals
thraw this technical obstruction in
the way.”

The court of appeals declined to
rule a motion flled by Paragon's la-
wyers in protest of the setllement
granted the company at the circuit
court. The firm was seeking over $1
rililion (n damages.

In 1980, when Paragon bought the
land. it was zoned for single-family
residential use (R-A and R-1}. Four
years later, the Novi Planning Com-
misston and the City Council refused
o rezone 75 acres for the mobile
home park. The developers did not
appeal the decision to the ZBA.

A flrst lawsuit brought by Paragon
was dismissed, but the corporation
filed again in 1989, saying that the
city was unconstitutionally confls-
caling theland by denying the firmts
deslred use of the property,

In the trial, Paragon's lawyers
argued that it was economically im-
practical to develop the site for
single-family homes because the
area does not have a sewer syslem
and the land does not percolate
enough to permit individual septic
systems. Paragon contended that a
mobile home community of 240 to
400 units could built with a water
treatment system, but the company
could not come out ahead financially
i the system was Installed for 11 to
26 single family homes, as called for
by Novi zoning.

Nonetheless the clty's ratio also
falls shy of the 1.5 officers recom-
mended by a city's police and fire
protection committee set up in the
1980s,

Back then, former Police Chiel
Lee BeGole projected on paper the
department should have 27 addi-
tonal officers by this year. Instead,
the department has added two dis-
patchers and lost one officer and a
chiel dispatcher.

The one officer was let go after
funding for the position was cut due
to the loss of a grant.

Cross-county population cotn-
parisons aren’t the only factor
Shaeffer has used to illustrate what
he sees is the disparity between
Novi's police officers and its
population,

He's compared the number of
crimes with the number of officers.
Lastyear, Novi's 50 officers handled
5,050 crimes. That meant there
were 10 oflicers for every 1,000
ertmes In the city,

In Oakland County communi-
ties, there are an average of 12.68
oflicers to respond to the same
number of crimes. In Wayne
County, 11.51 officers handle every
1,000 crimes.

“We've compared ourselves with
similar communities,” the chiel
sald, “We were using communities
with similar retall economy too.”

Residentia] and retafl growth
have also helped to compound the
demand for additional manpower,
the chief said. As the city continues
to grow at the current 2,000 person
a year rate the shortage of officers
could compbund itself and cause
more problems, he said.

Aside from being the fastest
growing residential area in the
seven-county area, Novi Is also
quickly becoming the newest reg-
jonal destination cenler in the met-
ropolitan area.

You have to give the Novi schools
Board of Education credit for dealing
swilflly with what could have been a very
difficult and daunting question—-how to
handle a potential conflict of interest on
the part of a candidate for a seat on the

board.

Even before George Kortlandt sub-
mitted his petitions this week to run for
the seat belng vacated by veteran trustee
Robert Schram, the board of the Novi
Community School District held a spe-
clal meeling to review its anti-nepotism
policy. His wife, Pat Kortlandt, works
pari-time for the school district as a
crossing guard, lunch lady and occa-
slonally filling in at the Community Edu-
cationoffice. In the meantime, the school
district had a policy of not allowing
spouses or chiidren of school board
members to work for the school district
.. . at least not full-time. And there was
some disagreement as to what full-time
meant. Although full-time usually refers
to a 40-hour work week, the IRS consid-
ers full-time to be anything over 30
hours per week.

The school board met last week in
special meeting Wednesday morning to
discuss the issue, The upshot was that
while the board will not force Pat Kort-
landt to resign if her husband is elected
to the board, several amendments to the
policy were adopted in the apparent
hopes that nepotism will be avoided in
the future and to clarify what would
count as a conflict of interest.

Unfortunately, there appear to be
several loopholes and inconsistencies in
the policy. It appears to us the school
board should revisit the issue soon.

The amendments to the policy
included:

i A prohibition against the hiring as
more than a casual employee a member

Further, the idea hehind these
rulesisto avold favoritism in the employ-
ment of school district workers because
they are related to school board mem-
bers or administrators, . .orat least the
appearance of favoritism. But favorit-
ism, or the appearance of it, can occur
even with casual employment.

The decision not to ask current dis-
trict employees to step down as a result
ofthe election or appointment is clearlya
mistake, in our minds. The employment,

family.

M The new policy also states that elected
officials must disclose the employment
of members of their families but must re-
frain from discussing.

The discrepancies are easy enough
tospot. It seems to us the conflicts would
occur just as frequently regardless of
when the family member was hired, be-
fore or after the election or appointment.
Yet, the policy would not mitigate that,

And it would do nothing about fam-
ily members hired in anticipation of an
election victory or the winning of an ad-
ministrative job.

We have to guess the reason board
members felt it unncessary to bar family
members from working for the district as
long as the fact that was disclosed prior
to election is that they probably figured
voters could then decide whether they
believed it would be a problem. But the
flaw in that thinking showed up on filing
day, when Kortlandt was the only candi-
date to submit signatures to run for the
oflice. Voters won't really get to decide
whether this is a problem, because there
will be no race.

Let me put it this way, if you bought the same amount of
space in the newspaper as an advertisement lo promote
your community group, it would cost you big bucks. A
standard stzed photo for a eivic group promotional photo
would be four columns wide by five inches deep, with a
one-inch cutline, Buying that space wouid cost you almost

$600.

Don't get me wrong. We want to run those photos be-
cause thelr Is a comununity interest in the activitles of the
local civicorganizations. Alll'm pointingout s that therels
a value in it io you too.

Now.  you were golng to drop that much money on an
ad, you'd probably tum it over to a professional for design.
graphic display or at least typesetting.

You might even hire a public relations firm or a market-
Ing director to help 10 design your overall publicity cam-
paign. | can't even estimate the cost of what that would be.

Of course, the first thing a PR person or marketing di-
rector would tell you ls thal the photo in your ad can't be
dull, or readers won't pay aitentlon and you'llend up wast-
Ing your money.

“Don't Just stand there, do something interesting,”
they'd say.

Good advice is good advice whether you pay for It ornot.
So when you see one of our photographers, keep in mind
he's a professional who hasa pretty good idea what will get
readers to stop and take notice.

Work with him and he'll help you take full advantage of
the opportunity you have to get something into print for
free

In the end, there s a bhenefit to us all—you get better
publicity, we get a better photograph, and readers get a
moere Interesting newspaper.

The governor
and his supporters indicated they
wanted to find a more equitable
way to fund educatlon and improve
the quality of educatlon.

If the governor slops
granting concessions to various in-
terest groups, there would be
enough money to fund our schools
at current levels for the next year.

Instead of focusing now on ways
lo improve the quality of education,
the governor and legislators are

pursuing a “cost containment™

program which in essence is an ef-

rights and the collective bargaining
process.

The republican position is lo
place stifi penalties on those bar-
gaining unlits that strike or cause
disruptive work stoppages. {In
1993 there were only 2 school
strikes.) Since collective bargain-
Ing tnvolves two parties, all the
power will now go to management.
When there Is a breakdown in ne-
gotlatlons, it s as likely manage-
ment caused the problem as the
union. There i8 no penalty for
school executives when they pro-
voke the breakdown in the process.

In addition, our legislalors are
looking at taking away teacher’s
rights to bargain working condi-
tions. Since working conditions are
a major portion of any negotla-

tions, this will effectively weaken
the collective bargaining process
and the union.

The Republican parly continues
to push for privitazation of non-
instructional services. When a dis-
trict outsources jobs, employee
loyalty is not to the school district
and it's children, but to the com-
pany that hired them, All those ex-
tra things non-instructional staff
members do for children and the
school community because of their
commitment to children and the
school district will likely fall by the
wayside,

None of the issues currently be-
ing addressed by our legislators
have anything to dowith improving
the quallty of education in Michi-
gan. We need to refocus our atten-
tion on issues of quality, not union
busting!

Land swap must be ‘fair’ trade

Additlonally, the problems with the
syslem are belng oversiated, Knol-
lenberg argued. Of the 37 milllon un-
insured (the figure used by the Clin-
ton Administration), three-fourths
will be insured within a 10-month

period, Knollenberg contended.

He supports the Michael BIll,
which addresses the problems of por-
tability, the deductibllity of pre-
miums, pre-existing conditions, ex-
cessive paperwork and high mal-
practice premiums., which led to
“defensive medlcine.” :

Except for the Clinton plan, all of
the several proposals currently be-
fore Congress address these prob-
lems. Knollenberg sald dldn't feel the
Clinton plan was dead, but In his
opinfon, 1t {s on “life support.”

He also talked briefly about crime
and stressed the importance of keep-
ing violent criminals in prison.

“Seventy percent of the violent (>
crimes are committed by 7 percent of (X}
the ciminals and the authoritles
largely know who they are,” he sald.
He sald we must build more prisons
and keep these ciminals in fail.

Schanne, whowas in her mid-30s,
died {n her sleep severa] morniths
afler the first Homeless Hospital-
ity Week look place.

But il those baslc programs we-
reri’t enough, this year's evenl wil
offer even more to the homeless
visltors staying at the First United
Methodlst Church of Northville.

“We're trylng Lo do what we can
to do some crisls intervention and
end Lhe cycle of honwlessness,”
said Pat Green, whois in charge of
this week's event,

Prolesslonal soclal workers and
psychoiogists, representatives of
Alcoholics Anonymous and Nar-
cotles Anonymous, and [literacy,
parenting and job skills programs
have been added to this year's
progrem.

“We realize we can't make a mo-
numental difference in a person’s
life in a week, but tf we can steer
them In the right direction . . . "
Green sald. “If a persony has a
problem that hasn't been identd-
fed, we can ldentify it and steer
them in the right direction.”

Green is the director of human
resources for the Roosevelt Cen-
ter, a 300-bed homeless shelter,
Through work with local compa-
nies, the shelter has found em-
ployment for 150 people, Green
satd.

“Through the shelter we really
iry to make a positive impact in
people's lives,” she sald. “It's really

excltng.”

Green was a natural to head up
this week’s Homeless Hospltallty
program, what with her full-time
Job at the sheller and her experi-
ence working the Cass Corridor in
downtown Detroit. For two years,
she aided the homeless on the
sireets,

“God has this in store for oy
life,” she sald. "] feel like I'm mak-
Ing a difference in sorneone's life.
Some days you can't count the po-
sitives you've made, but If you
count them at the end of the
month or the year, {you) see that
you've helped even a few people re-
gain thelr self-confidence, thelr
self-independence, and bring
them back (o God. Plus, [enjoy it."

Inthe fouryears thechurch has
hosted the Homeless Hosphtality
Week, Dale Wolke has been In
charge of the transportation sche-
dules. That involved taking the

guests trom the church back to
Deirolt in the moming so they
could get to or look for work,
search [or shelter, etc. and bring-
ing them back to the church for
dinner and an overnight slay.

This year, though, Wolke has
accepted the job of finding lfe
skllls and counseling programs.

"It was time lo move on and do
something else,” Wolke sald.

His new job has required a Jot of
phene work, but the effort has
been worth it. Professional
rounselors, soclal workers and
psychaologists will be on hand just
about every night to help those
who need it.

Stephen Ministers, counselors
with the church, also will be able
to help those spiritually In need.

In addition, Alcohelics
Anonymous and Narcotics
Ancnymous representalives will
hold regular meetings with speak-
ers and the Wayne County Read-
ing Counctl will present a reading
skills workshop.

“You don't have to be poor. You
dor't have to be of a particular race
to have an unfortunate situation
happen to you.”

Gibbons used her brotheras an
example. A few years ago he be-
came {il and {f it hadn't been; for
friends and family, he very well,
too, could have ended up on the
streets, she sald.

While Law used to take the en-
tire week off work to help out with
Homeless Hospitality Week, he
now finds himself spending a cou-
ple hours at thechurch each night
due 1o olher personal commit-
ments. It doesn't mean his job is
any less important, however.

Thisyear's entertainment sche-
dule promises to deliver upliting
music and messages each night.

Itisuptous
to be involved in their lives and make a
difference.

Ifwe let that
vessel sit empty waiting for us to pour “the stuil
of life” Into It, 1t may get Alled up with the values
of gang members, negative peers and unhelpfui

adult role models. It's our choice. Are we up to
it?

| How to avoid second heart attack

Cardiac patlents
can reduce their risk
of future heart prob-
lemstoalarge extent.

The best single
thing a heart patient
can do is quit smok-
iIng. That, along with
educatien, com-
pliance to lifestyle
alterations and regu-
lar medical checkups
are the keys.

Each year cne mil-
lion Americans survive heart attacks, and more
than 200,000 undergo coronary artery bypass.
Unfortunately, the disease process continues
to progress in these individuals. We now realize
that heart attack survivors, compared to the
general population, are at increased risk for a
second, and potentially more serious, heart
attack.

Even bypass surgery—a time-tested, highly
successful procedure—doesn’t guarantee im-
munity from future heart attacks or, for that
matter, from sudden death.

In some patients, the vein bypassed may
close, additional blood vessels may become
blocked and symptoms may reappear, necessl-
tating repeat bypass surgery.

Research strongly suggests that medical

tréatment and lifestyle alterations can slow the
disease process and reduce the likelthood of fu-
ture heart problems. Because many of these in-
ferventions are also belleved to be effective in
preventing heart disease, they have been
termed “secondary prevention” efforts.
"It is not surprising that cardiac paitents of-
ten ask me: “What can | do to reduce my
chances of another heart problem?” My an-
swers are In six areas.

1. Learn about the disease. Read and ask

questions. Conslider joining a cardiac rehabill-
tation program with a strong educational

2. Reduce risk factors. Major risk factors are
clgarette smoking, high blood pressure and an
elevated hlood cholesterol level.

A low Jevel of high-density lpoprotein (HDL)
cholesterol {the good cholesterol) has also been
shown to be a potential indicator of increased
risk.

Quit smoking,

Aim for a blood pressure that is consistently
less than 140 and over 90, a cholestero] value
under200and a cholestero] to HDL-cholesterol
ratio that isbelow 5 {divide the cholesterol value
by the HDL value).

In many instances, you can accomplish
these goals with a low-salt, low-fat low-
cholesteroldiet, regular exercise anda sensible
program of welght reduction. If these lifestyle
alterations aren't effecttve, medication may be
prescribed,

A clinical study involving patients with sub-
stantial elevations of blood cholesterol showed
that, for every 1 percent the cholesterol level
was reduced, the risk of heart attack was re-
duced 2 percent.

Thus, the patlent who reduced his blood
cholesterol 25 percent potentially cut hisrisk of
having a heart attack by half.

Regular exercise can reduce subsequent
deaths among heart attack survivors, Perhaps
even more importiant is the fact that these be-
neifts can be achieved with “moderate” levels of
exercise. For most patients, plain walking
should be the activity of choice, The optimum:
12 to 15 miles a week.

3. Comply with medications.

Medications may be prescribed after a heart
attack or bypass surgery to help relieve chest
palns, reduce heart rhythm lrregularities,
promote heart-pumping action, and lessen
workload.

Don't alter the medication and exact dose
without your physician’s approval.

4. Perfodlc checkups are mandatory.

Heart disease is progressive. New warning
signs or symptoms should never be ignored.

In some Instances, the physican may recom-
mend additional diagnostic tests to further de-
fine the extent, severity and progression of dis-
ease, Patients who are considered at moderate-
to-high risk for another heart attack may be
referred for more intensive procedures such as
bypass surgery or PTCA, arelatively new tech-
nlque to open up narrowed blood vessels,

5. Prophylactic drugs can help.

Research studies identlfy certain drugs that
may substantially reduce the risk of a second
heart attack. One clinical trial in heart attack
survivors showed thal propranolol, a widely
prescribed cardlac medication, actually de-
creased the annual death rate more than 25
percnet. Major studies of aspirin in cardiac pa-
tlents have yielded encouraging results.

In some patients, they may cause more harm
than good.

6. Heed warning symptoms. Recognize the
symptoms that may indicate a heart attack and
seek medical help quickly.

Symptoms Include pain under the breast-
bone or sternum, which may or may not radiate
to the neck, Jaw, back or left arm. Heart attack
victims often experience weakness, shortness
of breath and nausea.

A new clot-busting drug—tissue plasmino-
gen activator, or TPA—can literally halt a heart
attack In progress (fit's administered scon after
the onset of symptoms.

Unfortunately, most heart attack victlms
walt several hours before secking medical at-
tention. By that time, much of the heart muscle
already may have been damaged.
