Students l n the state's first citi­
zens pollcc academy got a glimpse 
last Thursday r1lght of What lies 
ahead In the 10-Wcek pilot course. 

There Were mixed reactions 
irom the class of 30 When police 
personnel asked students to sign 
waivers so they could nde-a-long 
with ofiQcers at some point during 
the 10-week, three-hour long Wed­
nesday evenlilg classes. 

A trip to the firing range In Far­

mlngton also raised eyebrows 
among the housewives, salesman, 
businesspeople, clergyman, local 
dignitaries and reporters Who were 
invited to attend the first Lakes 
Area Citizens Police .Academy. 

The acade1ny--a Joint venture of 
the Novi, Wlxom, and Walled Lake 
Police Departments—is the first of 
its kind to be offered i n Michigan. 

Area polif^ chiefs said Thursday 
the citizens acadeniy has met wi th 
great success in other communi­
ties in the countiy where it has 
been tried, tested and rep>eated. 

Wlxom Police Chief Lawrence 
Holland said thelocalacadeniywill 
be the first one ofiered i n the 
Midwest 

"It's not being done ln the M i d ­
west," Hol land told the class 
Thursday nlghL". . . but it is im­
perative. We need this." 

Holland wafs the chief responsi­
ble for pitching the a i a d e n y plan 
to the neighboring commuiiiUes. 
He said the concept grew out ofthe 
idea of lmplei1jentlng community 
policing efforts. 

"For us the best sources are 

you—the citizens," he said. "We 
have moved lnto a community pol­
icing mode. We have to soh^e prob­
lems and we have todo it with you." 

Holland said he learned of the 
acadeniy while attending an Fed­
eral Bureau of Investigation train-
l11g session, the same session Novi 
Police Douglas Shaeffer is cur­
rently attending In Virginia. Shaef­
fer will return from the FBI session 
o n June 20 about the same time 
the citizens police academy Will

NoVl's Building Official Don Sa-
Ven is suggesting that the city i11vest 
$90,000 in an anti-blight program 
to combat possible deterioration of 
the city's older neighborhoods. 

Saven and an ordinance olBcer 
recently checked out 620 houses in 
the north end. Other older areas of 
the city nlay also need attenUon, he 
reported. 

"With What We've seen, we know 
there ls some need to dean up and 
fix up." Saven told the Novi City 
Cotmcll April 14. 

Research done by the Walled 
Lake Sector Study Committee, 
coi1^1alnts fielded by the BuUdlng 
Department and concerns ex­
pressed by the fire depart111ent 
prompted his proposal, which calls 
for two new employees. 

A new building inspector and a 
typist-clerk, if approved by the city 
coimcll, would spend part of their 
time dealing wi th blight-related 
Issues and the rest handling the 
projected spurt of new residential 
building the city is expected to see. 

For the ilispector. the salaiy and 
equipment needed would co111e to 
$50,700 in the fli^t year, whfie the 
fyplst-clerks pay and Work sup­
plies Would amount to $33,299. 

ThenJcneyWould (»meoutof the 
building department's proposed 
budget for fiscal year 1994-95 of 
$849,000, $732,000 of that is for 
perso1mel. This year's budget is ex­
pected to come In at Ji1st tmder 
$800,000. 

Raldng in its dollars from permit 
fees, the building department does 
not draw fixjm aity city tax dollars. 

Due to the state-Imposed water 
moratorium, last year saw a gra­
dual downturn l n residential con­
struction here—although the stats 
still exceeded proJecUons—but Sa­
ven forsees "ve1y strong indicators" 
for a "substantial upturn" i n the 
last quarter of 1994.

Kevorkian's trtalforallegedlyVio-
latlng Michigan's ban on assisted 
suicide began Tuesday with the 

selection o f a Juiy. If convicted, he 
laces up to fouryears In prison and 
a $2,000 fine. 

As a star witness for the defense. 
Fernandez will likely be called upon 
this week to re-ltve the events of 
Ji11y 1,1993, When Kevorkian came 
to her home to discuss Hyde's re­
quest for help, and August 4 ,1993, 
the day he left Novl to die on Belle 
Isle.

State Reps. WUlls BuUafd Jr., R-
Mllford, Whose district Indudes Novl; 
Penny Crlssman. R-Itochester; and 
Barbara Dcbh, R-Commerce Town­
ship, said that counUes. townships, 
cities or nelgh1x)rhoods are encoui-
aged to develop a proposal for cost-
efflclent recycling programs. Up to 
$50,000 Will be provided for each 
project lhat Is accepted. 

"Retycllng can reduce costs to bu­
sinesses and communities," Bullard 
sald. "It also makes good envlron-
mental sense and helps protect the 
natural resources that draw so many 
people to the state." 

"Many innovative recycling prog­
rams are being started in commuril-
tlcs across Michigan," said Dobb, 
who serves on the House Conserva­
tion. Environnlent and Great lakes 

Committee. "Now Word needs to get 
out so everyone benefits." 

Program 11ianager Bart>ara Chubb 
said the funds WUl help commu111Ues 
gather information atiout available 
recycled materials, l eam alDout 
emerging technologies, and about in ­
dustrial and Wholesale applications 
of recycled goods. 

"We ImoW there arc practical, ef­
fective things happening at an ac­
celerating rate beiiause there are at 
least 600 Mldi lgan compa11tes Work­
ing in recycling In some fashilon," 
Chubb said.

Touted as the enVlroilmentally-
comect move, Novl's Recydlng Cen­
ter opened With a gala riblxin cutting 
cereriKiny in 1989. 

NoW, some City Council membcj^ 
are Wondering If It's the piDVerblal 
noble experiment that has somehoW 
failed. 

And on the topic of t j ^ h , ques­
tions also popped up last Week alxiut 
the Novfs continued membership in 
the Resource Recovery and Recydlng 
Authority of Southwestern Oakland 
County (RRRASOC), Which comes 
With a $50,000 bil l for annual dues. 

For the pending 1994-95 DPW 
budget. $36,000 has been set aside 
to run the Recycling Center. The 
program makes no 111oney for the city 
and residents' use has gone down 
since the bins Were relocated in 1993. 

"Do we have any place better to 
spend $36,000?" Mayor Kathleen 
McLallen Wondered during an April 
14 budget session. 

"We are supposed to serve as many 
people as possible With a service. It 
has quite a hefty prlcetag. . . f m not 
against recycling. IS this a Justified 
expendltilre of money?" 

In the years following the cento's 
opening, many of the private haulers 
serving Novfs neighborhoods have 
since offered their custoiriers a recy­
cling option, reducing the nu1nber of 
potential users for the city service. 

Ttie $36,000 estimate is actually a 
major cost cut, based on the fewer re-
cylables the city now pays Waste 
Management Inc. to haul away. 

The unsupervised recycling bins 
were originally behind the Novl C M c 
Center, but Were moved to the De­

partment of Public Works (DFW) yard 
on Eleven Mile Road to help save mo­
ney. The program Was for111erly open 
24-hours a day, seven days a Week, 
but the hours Were pared after the 
move. 

Before the 11»vc, the center cost 
the city $78,000 to run In fiscal year 
1992-93. With the switch, the costs 
are expected to come In at about 
$66,000 this fiscal year. 

The reason for the tra11sfer to the 
DPW yard Was that non-recyclables 
and •cx)ntamlnated'' loads of recycl-
ables were being dumped at the Civic 
Center spot The city Was paying big 
bucks to dispose of this refuse. 

"Just the fact ofhavlng it less con­
venient, fewer people are using It," 
NoVfs Superintendent of Public 
Works Bruce Jerome said. 

Jerome said the city had never ex-
pected the center to be self-
supporting, but VleWed It as an 
cnVlronmental ly-sound practice. 
Ideally, he said, curbslde recycling 
Would beco111e the rule in Norvl and 
the cen te r Would shut doWn 
altogether. 

"I think We're moving In that direc­
tion." Jerome added. 

As CouncU Member T im Pope 
pointed out, the $36,000 is not a ma­
jor chu11k of the D P W s proposed 
1994-95 budget of $939,000. 

"The amount of money is there. It's 
somethirig the city can afford to do," 
Pope said, adding that he'd like a let­
ter from Waste Ma11agement verify­
ing that the material is actually re­
cycled and not landflUed. 

Council Memtiers Joseph Toth 
and Rob Mltzel suggested that What­
ever course of action is pursued, the 
city might continue offering residents 
a place to recycle used motor oil. 

something Which Is not picked u p at 
the curbslde. 

Novl Was a founding member of 
RRRASOC but has not followed along 
with rnembers such as Farmington 
Hills and Southfield, Which have city-
wlde trash collection and Will use Oie 
c o n s o r t i u m ' s n o w - u n d e r -
construcUon materials recovery ia-
cillty. Novl voters nbced cltywlde 
pickup and still make their oWn hau l ­
ing a1Ta11ge11ients. 

The city is still tinkering with an 
ordinance to possibly require trash 
haulers operating With Novl l imits to 
offer recycling as an option to their 
customers. 

Toth said he had difficulty Justify­
ing Novfs continued meinbershlp In 
R R R A S O C u n d e r t h e s e 
circumstances. 

"I don't see any real benefit to the 
general public," he said, 

City Ma11ager EdWard Kriewall de­
fended staying In RRRASOC. ex­
plaining that the authority is now 
considering providing other regIo11aI 
services, such as dogcatchlng. 

"Wc pack a lot of political p u n c h 
With this alliance because of the size 
of the population involved," Kriewall 
said. 

"At least for the next year we need 
to stay on board. WeVe been fairly 
confident we caused solid waste 
costs to come down merely by being 
In existence." 

NoVl may stay In RRRASOC. but 
I^RRASOC wil l not stay In NoVl. The 
consortium has had a rent-fi-ee oinde 
ln the old city haU on Sixth Gate 
Drive, run111ng east off of Novl Road. 

Kriewall said that late this fall the 
building wi l l be replaced by the M a i n 
Street development and R R R A S O C 
Will take up offices ln ILs new South-
field 111aterlals recovery facllity.

You don't have lo he a bookworm 
to hail^ ou t a t tile NovlI\lt;llc Ubra ly 
these days. 

It may even help to be a computer 
nerd. In ti1at case, you mi^l t be able 
to tise the local llbral^' without leav-
\ng home. 

With the NoVl school system get­
ting Its fiber optics technology Ili 
place thiis summer, the Novl Llbraiy 
Board hopes to clirnb alxiand ;uld 
share services like Internet. 

That 's an opportunity We don't 
walit to miss," Ubnuy Eioard Chlalr-
man Paul Black told the City Council 
last week. 

The library has a budget of ,$ 1.06 
million over tills fiscal year, which 
ends June 30 and $ 1.229 nUlllon, al­
most teil perceIlt more, Is sought for 
the upcolnlng year. Of that nloney, 
$1,102 million is collecteti from City 
of Novl taxes and $1,500 froln No\'l 
Township. 

The cash will banklxill a futui^e de­
scribed by the adopted by the l i ­
brary's llVe-memtier Infomiatlon 
System-s Committee: "Expanding our 
services to meet the public's progres­
sive needs." 

With Its seven CD-ROM terminals, 
tiie library can already offer Its pat­
rons the fiill text of nlagazlne, news­
paper. Wire seivlce and newsletter ar­
ticles from all over the country — 
more publications than could be af-

fordably subscribed to otherwise. 
Patroiis can also ac\:ess an electronic 
encyclopedkL This Is alnolig the 
tcclinology that would be shlarcd wltll 
the school district and the library ls 
settillg aside $17,000 to beef up its 
CD-ROM collection. 

Out compact disc technology can­
not store all data and witli lntemel, a 
worldwide computer network, users 
could sealTch collections from free or 
commercial systems. The library Ls 
also proposing subscribing to Dialog 
information Services, via the school 
district. The proposed budget has set 
aside $7„300 for on-line access. 

Much of this on-line database re-
sealTch will 11ave to be done by library 
employees, the con1mlttee's recent 
report says, noting that 'the leanllng 
curve Is steep, but the staff Interest is 
there." 

To continue tlie cor1cept of a l i ­
brary without Walls, residents could 
phone into tile llbraiy and access via 
modem Its collection services, special 
programs and Information on the 
City of NoVl. Director Brenda Evans 
said the library Would Uke to buy a 
scarmer to store local Infonriatlon 
such as city ordiiIances and Novl 
NeWs articles. 

"Tilings Uia l someone bom a re­
mote part of Mldi lgan or of the coun­
try or the World might Want to dial 
into. It's ideal for a local municipality 
to be a resource, to \x out there 
pronxiting the community," Evans 
said. 

Four new phone lines are prop­
osed, as are two new C D - R O M 
readers. 

As Black explained it. tile goal is 
not lo add on the li igh lech at once, 
but phase it in . The Information Sys­
tems Colnnlittee Is proposing a flexi­
ble approach using dilferent teclino-
logles. so the library won't face un­
planned obsolescence of al l its 
equipement at once. 

But the computers Installed by the 
llbrarj'just a fewyears ago lo link Into 
the Wayne Oakland Ubraiy Federa-
Uon (WOLF) network are already out­
dated. WOLF is switching over to a 
new system. The computers replace 
card catalogs. 

The city council Monday nixed a 
millage Increase for the library Wlilch 
would lalse $47,000, saying the mo­
ney should ht drawn down from the 
facility's fund tialance of $285,000. 

Black explained that some of the 
funds liave been set aside for a new 
roof Since the 1990 tornado took the 
lop olf the libraiy, the replacement 
roof has been patched three limes. 
Black said. The money is also tielrlg 
p i l ed up for a future l i b r a ry 
expansion. 

"We want lo t>egln lo collect nwney 
for tliat. If we go out and say give us 
another mill or half-mill to expand 
our library, we're not sure what an­
swer we'll get back. We Would like to 
collect some of It now." Black said. 

Eixpansion of a bulldlng Is usually 
raised through a voter-approved 

bond issue, Council Member Tim 
J'ope pointed out. 

"You ask if it Is okay raising txixes 
by $47,00 and liave a fund balance. 
The dollars are sttU there lo do every­
thing you want without raising 
taxes," ftope said. 

Other budgeted items Include 
$13,500 to purchase Vldeocassettes; 
the libraiy earned $12,000 last year 
renting videos from its collection of 
2,000. The biggest chunlc of the 
budget is the $71 7,000 which is allo­
cated for personnel. 

One concern raised by several 
council members was about wheiie 
books fit into the library's pLans. 

"Books are your irialnslream of 
life, plus the price of books are going 
up," Council Member Joseph Toth 
said. 

The l ibrary hopes to spend 
$129,000 next year for books, a 
slight Increase over last year's 
$124,000. 

CDs also replace some books, 
Evans said. 

"You're seeing k ind of a slilft. 
Thai's the l iard pinch libraries are 
in.Tlie public responds so well to CD 
pnxiucts, they can browse them," 
she said. 

About those books. Tlie ones 
wli lch come with lines If they're not 
relumed on lime. The library antici­
pates collecting $20,000 In late biook 
fines by the fiscal year's end.

1 ^ by Council Member Tim Pope, 
the Medical Control Comnilttee Will 
ask the city council on April 25 to 
pass a resolution backing I^iwldence 
and to consider hiring a professional 
lobbyist to go to biat for the issue In 
Lansing. 

The Grand River facility seeks to 
become a medical control unit, a sta­
tus the Michigan Department of 
Public Health (MDPH) currently only 
grants lo full hospitals. 

i^pe explained Tuesday it's a 
safety issue for Novi residents. 

"We feel that ln listening lo the tes­
timony from Oakland County Medi­
cal Control and the information the 
(Novl) fire chief provided us, l fs 
clearly to protect the health, safety 
and Welfare of the residents," Pope 
said. 

T h a t doesn't mean We'ir Saying 
resklents should use Providence over 
their own choice. We beheve resi­
dents should have the choice." 

The committee formed after F^pe 
said he had heard complaints from 
residents that they Were not taken to 
Providence, the medical center of 
their choice, by Commur11ty E M S , the 
arribulance service used by Novl. 

Community E M S chief executlve 
officer Greg Beaucheinln told the 
committee a l Its Apri l 5 111ectlng that 
the company had not been ftiUy 
aWare of the services offered a l the 
Providence f ^ k emergency room 

such as a CAT scan madilne. The two 
health corporations have met several 
tlriKs and haVe 'paved paths lo im­
prove relallonships," he said. 

"II was a mlsco11imunlcaUon. Our 
people didn't know What their capa-
bllitles Were and they didn't know our 
people," Beauchemln explained. 

"Both admitted there Were ques-
Uonable calls we could haVe taken 
there." 

Providence has agreed to allow the 
ambillancc company's paiamedlcs 
to do some tralrilng at Novfs facility's 
emergency room, he added. 

Heeding the advice of Novl F>e 
Chief Arthur l^enaghan, the commit­
tee wll l also ask the council to con­
sider setting up a formal perfor­
mance revlew process for Commun­

ity E M S . I'^lrther, the clty may seek lo 
cement With a Written contlract any 
relationship With an ambulance Ann. 
Novl does not now have a contract 
With Community E M S . 

Providence has asked for the 
change ln the MOPlTs admlnlstratlVe 
rules Which Would permit its 
emergency room to function as a 
medical control unit. A n ambulance 
on an emergency run must contact a 
medical conlrol unit; doctors there 
evaluate the patient's condition via 
radio and steer the a1nbulance to the 
appropriate emergency room. 

The state only pen11lts full hospi­
tals to function as a niedlcal control 
unit. Providence Park is not a full 
hospital, although it Is attempting to 
gain state approval lo become one.

The good side: The state Would 
have more flexUjlllty 111 asslgnlng 
Judges Where they're needed. "We 
should do redlstrlctlnfi of the courta 
the sa1ne as we do forleglslatlve dla-
tricts," said Rep. J a n Dolan. R-
Farmington Hllls . 

The bad side: "We're 1novl11g 
farther and farther away fix>m a 
lo(:ally-elected Judlclaiy," sald Mari­
lyn K. Hall, statecoi1rtad1nl11lstrator. 
She continually urges the Legislature 
to add more Judges because of bur­
geoning caseloads. 

What prompted the discussion 
was the state Senate's decision 
against adding Judges In the 35th 
Dls t r l c t ( N o r t h v l U e - P l y m o u t h -
Canton), the 47th (the Farmington 
aicai, l4-B{YpsllantlTownship) and 
52-2 {northern Oakland County). 

"The governor sald pubUcly he 
would Veto any (i1ew) district Judges," 
sald Senate Judlclajy chair WUllam 
Van Regenmorter. R-Je111son, Who 
would have preferred to vote yes. 

"Fm not happy, but I know reality 
when J see It," added Sen. J o n Clsky. 
R-Saglnaw. 

T h e I>eglslature should use this 
opportu111ty to respond to Gov. 
(John) Engler's concerns," said Ma­
rlon Bcldlng, 35th District court ad­
ministrator, "and direct the Supreme 
Court to reapportion Judgeships 
throughout the state . . ." 

Lower court districts tend to follow 
community lines or to group several 
related communltles.

Tl-oy and Southlleld have three-Judge 
courts; we have two." he said. Both 
districts employ retired (overage age 
70) Judges part-time lo ease the 
burden. 

But if It's tough to addjudges, it's 
even more difficult to eliminate them 
When the caseload no longer justifies 

their jobs, as Pontiac and Flint 
proved In recent years. 

District Judges handle more than 
pre-trial felony exams, misdemeanor 
cases and small civil suits. They c ^ 
be assigned to fill In for cin11tjudges. 

Consider WjishtenaW Counfy. 
Where seven Judges from three dis­
tricts do circuit court arralg11ments 
on a rotating basis, one Week a t a 
time. District l 4 - B s lone judge 
spends seven Weeks a year irj circuit 
court and has three Weeks Vacatlcih.

The entire council flmily denied

Pope said the total piriposed 11111-
lagejump WouW proVlfle city govern­

ment tvlth a 14 percent Increase In Its 
budget over fiscal year 1993-1994. 

"Look at the revenue side of this 
budget. We have $550,000 of new re-
Venue (from new construcUon) com­
ing In eveiy year. Shouldn't tlie tax­
payer see something fw all this wor­
ship of new industilal and commer­
cial growth for our tax base"?" FHjpe 
said. 

"At a ttoe When property taxes are 
finally being reduced. We iriay be do-
111g the opposite." 

Pope and Toth sat a l the table 
sharing Toth's calculator. A l the 
olhcr end. Council Member Rob Mlt-
zel had his laptop computer out. 

Going above Truth-In-TaxaUon 
will generate another $519.000 In In-
cor1ie for tlie city, Mltzel said. 

City Manager Edward Kriewall ex­
plained Iliat the higher tax would en­
able tlie city to upgrade Its snow re­
moval and road salting programs and 
left $200,000 In the budget for a city-
wide computer upgrade. The council 
Is sUll awaiting a recommendatlon 

•from i t s c l l l z e n s ' c o m p u t e r 
committee. 

'The more we put off going alxjve 
Trulh-ln-TaxaUon. the more de­
mands We place on the creating of 
special mlllage and bond issues. IfWe 
tiy to defer capital, if We tiy to defer 
personnel, it catches up With us and 
We have to go hack lo the cx)mmlltee 
for special bonding needs to main­
tain services and replace dump 
trucks," Kriewall said. 

Pope said the administration did a 
good Job with the budget, but sug­
gested that aU city departments take 
a one percent cut. which Would leave 
the clly belowl>uth-In-TaxaUon. He 
pointed out tliat the city has an in -
ci«1se of $150,000 in state shared 
revenues, an excess of$ 1.4 million In 

its fund balance, Whk:h. with the ad­
dition of the new property taxes 
amounts to a $2 million increase in 
incoming money tlils upcoming fiscal 
year. He suggested a cutljack in 
areas such as a proposed $65,000 
Van for the D,ARE progranL 

Toth deplored what he said was a 
swerving away by the city admi-
niatraUon from the cut1)acks a previ­
ous council called for last year. 

T h e most disheartening thing ab­
out the whole budget process was 
their was no coslcontalnmenl. We 
pushed and pushed last year but the 
whole program seems to llave died," 
Toth said. 

"The most disturbing thing Is the 
small upward adjustments you see 
throughout the budget wllhou tjustl-
flcaUon. . .Who said anybody in tlils 
city can restore the funding levels to 
what iJiey had before?" 

This evcnhig's debate is the coun­
cil's chance to really get down to the 
nilty-grltty about what they think 
should or should not be In tlie city 
budget for fiscal year 1994-95. Which 
begins Ju ly 1. 

The budget exceeding Truth-ln-
Taxallon. as offered by the city adml­
nistraUon. already excises a numljer 
of departmental requests, including 
IWo neW police ofllcers, $ 150,000 for 
fx)llce department computers, some 
renovation of the police staUon, a 
dump truck and two pick-up trucks. 

It docs Include a new fire truck; 
two trucks and two new employees 
for the department of public Works: 
$200,000 for new computers city-
wide: two part-Unie employees In the 
building department and a fuU-lime 
porks and recreation malntenanc;e 
person for Apri l 1995. 

"We run Very light from an em­
ployee standpoint. We need to ad­

dress some of these needs Inci-eas-
ingly rather than forestall these re-
sponslbillUes. We belleVe it is a frugal 
budget," Kriewall argued. 

Ma.son disagreed: "1 don't feel Ule 
budget llas been done frugally. I hate 
to say tliat to you, Ed. We press and 
press and press. It's pushed too 
hard." 

The counci l "respectfully re--
quested" Iliat the library come in with 
an amended budget. 

The decision not to raise the l i ­
brary tax was made because the l i ­
brary has a fund balance of $285,000 
— a goVemment agency's term for 
savings account—a sum equal to 23 
percent oflls budgcL Novl's financial 
advisors recommmend tliat the city 
keep a fund balance hovering a l 10 
percent. 

"They have a rather substantial 
fund balance f think they ought lo 
draw from." Mayor Pro Tem Hugh 
Crawford said. 

Library Board Chai rman Paul 
Black told the council last week the 
funds were set aside for a possible fu -
lure expansion of buiUlng. 

"Last year we didn't allow the l i ­
brary lKiard to go overTnith-ln- Tax­
ation, they 11iade cuts in thelr budget 
to keep the fund bala11ce up. They 
should reduce salaries or services to 
keep the fund balance high." Ftope 
said.

"This Is perhaps the cleanest mo­
ney tliat winds up in the coffers of a 
political party," protested Democra­
tic floor leader John Cheny of Clio. 
"There la no special Interest PAC (po-
l l tka l action committee) attached to 
It. It allows politics to proceed on the 
iligh road." 

"Who says the Democratic Party is 
not needy?" Sen. Jack Faxon. D-
Farmington Hills, asked rhetorically. 
"It l8 by deflnition the party of the 
needy." 

"! know Where candidate money 

comes from." objected Sen. Lana Pol­
lack of Ann Arbor. T v e raised one. al­
most two, million dollars (in her bid 
forherDcmociiaUc U.S. Senate noml-
naUon). The power fnon(7 Is not the 
old lady With blue hair Who plays 
blngo." 

B u t as I^epubllcans see It. 
Democratic-sponsored blngos divert 
S11 million a year from other groups' 
blngos. "This competes with chari­
ties." said Sen. M k h a c l Bouchard. R-
Blmilngham. "A lot ofpeole who go to 
these (blngos) have no Idea Where the 
money goes. 

"Ifyou give $20 and one cent to a 
party or candidate, It has to be In the 
records. But you can drop $500 Into 
blngo, ai1d no one knows. There is no 
record," l3ouchard said. 

The bill's sponsor. Sen. CU Dl-
Nello, R-Eastpolnte. a former Demo­
crat, said two Catholic parishes and a 
cliarl table group in l i l s town We1U out 
of the bingo business. "Democrats 
have a bingo every night of the Week'

A NorthVi11e ToWnship man Wi11 
not face charges for allegedly 
threatening President Bil l Clinton. 

The United States Secret Service 
Wrapped up its month-long Investi­
gation of the incident last Week 
Special Agent Dale Puplllo of the 
Service's Detroit office said. Agents 
then discussed the matter With the 
U.S. Attorney's office in Detroit, he 
added, and the decision Was made 
not to prosecute the township resi­
dent. The move ended Weeks of 
questions. 

They began on March 10 When 
Service agents interviewed the man 
at township police headquarters In 

connection with a report tliat he al­
legedly threatened the chief execu­
tive. Clinton Was in the Detroit area 
that Weekend to kick ofl" the G-7 
economic summit, a gathering of 
the leaders of world's seven largest 
Industrial powers. 

Officials would not comment on 
whetlier the alleged tlireat had any­
thing to do with Clinton's visit to 
southeiistem Miclilgan and were 
close-mouthed as to other specifics 
of the case as well. 

There was an off-the-cuff re­
mark that was overheard and re­
ported to us," Puplllo said, declin­
ing to explain further. "Tliat set the 
InVestigation in motion, and it takes 
time to complete." 

The president recelVes thou­

sands of threats a year, many of 
wlilch turn out lo be unsubstan: 
tiated. However. Service proce­
dures require agents to r u n down 
eveiy one. Puplllo said. Tliat pro­
cess tliat can take weeks or even 
months.

The Mfl/brd Ttmes and The South Lyon Herald, referred to 
Fridays as "Complaint Day." The papers Would come out 
onTll i i rsdayofcourse , bu t many readers didn't see it un t i l 
they got home for the evening. So any reactlofl to What was 
published that Week wou ld come beginning at 9 a n L 
Friday. 

Bob Needllam. Who used to Work here at The Novi News 
and The NorthvOle Record sald he saw a complaint as a 
backhanded compliment. Complaints meant people were 
reading the paper and cared enough about what was In it 
to react. 

I recite these quotes because IVe been musing lately ab­
out some complaints WeVe received oflate. I was asked re­
cently about whether 1 was glad the Monday edition i s no 
longer being pubhshed. Whether it Was Indeed easier to get 
the newspaper out once a week instead oftWlce each week. 

Yes, it is. but IVe also noticed an increase in the amount 
of feedback We get from ou r readers. You 'd expect the op­
posite to be true, Wouldn't you? There are fewer editions 
about which to complain, for one thing. Fewer deadlines to 
meet should be producing better accuracy in the news re­
porting, one Would thlj ik. Edi tor ials Would be better 
thought out, you'd assume, since only one opinion page 
has to be produced per week instead of two-

Less to complain about, one would think. B u t reader 
reaction seer11s to be up , not down. 

Some complaints have been real corkers, loo. One came 

from a lady who griped that We'd not written enoiigh on the 
ve1ysto1y about one member of her family. Of course, we'd 
been calling the family Without getting return phone calls 
for almost two months, but that didn't seem to Iniprcss 
her. 

If that sounds odd, y o u should know the complaint Is 
one We actually hear rather frequently. Some people seem 
to t l l lnk that as Journalists. We should sf.)mehow know ab­
out everything going on In town. Ofcourse. the orily way for 
us to find out things, l ike everybody else, is for people to 
talk to us. No. We do not have some magical source of infor-
matlon. YouVe got to tell us things l fyou want us to kilow 
about them. 

Another reader complained a recent story carried "hlsl-
nuatlons" that Weren't true and accused the reporter of 
having a bias ln doing the reporting. He had first hand 
knowledge ofthe incident, so he knew the "insinuations" 
Weren't true. 

But When 1 asked h i m i f he'd talk for the record so we 
could do a stoiy on the information he had, he said no. 
Again. We hear that complaint often. Sometimes I Wonder 
how people think we are supposed to get their information 
or perspectives i n the paper—ESP? 

1 have a couple of theories though about tile Increasing 
reader feedback W h e n we Were pubbshlng twice a Week, I 
think many readers couldn' t keep track of all We pub­
lished. Now, once a week again, they can look over our en­
tire Week's pnxlucUon i n a single sitting. Maybe they save 
the paper to look It over at their leisure on the Weekend. 
Perhaps publishing once a week lends a tab more perma­
nence or authority to what We publish. 

Nonetheless, it 's getting to the point where I count the 
complaints as a plus . 

Ixwk at it this way, If that proverbial rock-and-roll star 
Were to walk down the street and hear someone hulnmlng 
his song, he'd col int that as a higll compliment. 

A s a Journalist, the highest compliment someone can 
pay to me Is talk about what I Write. The more strongly they 
make their points, themores t rongly l know they feel about 
what they are ta lking about. 

Anymore. When I hear a complaint, I know I've gotten 
peopk to talk about What appears in the paper and that 
they care about it. 

In other Words, I k n o w weVe got another hit on oi1r 
hands.

W h e n does doing the Job cross the l ine? When do y o u start 
to be SOTiebody who's looking to sell papers a n d make a 
rep off of the miseiy o f others? 

"So, sir. your woiidly possessions are ww scattered 
over 50 sqvuire acres. Want to tell me all about it?" 

I s t i l l hunt for the line today, but that's OK. It's means 
that crazy. old-&3hioned t i l ing called morality^ is k i c k i n g 
i n — a sort of ethical safety n e t 

It means that I never lose sight of what's really impor­
tant: telling the stoiy. H i a t ' s the Job. K e n said: being the 

eyes and ears a n d voice o f a community. 
"Most people have no Idea What it's l ike to live thiDugh a 

tornado or have somebody we really care about commit 
suicide." he told me. "We can't understand What's that like 
and most of us don't know what to do when it happens." 

That's Where the reporter steps In. 
"You bring a l l that home to people." he said. " A l l that 

comes to life t l irough y o u r words, through the Way you de­
scribe What happened and the impressions you get from 
the people Who lived through it." 

The stoiy paints a picture for the reader to see and plays 
a soundtrack for I i im to hear. The sights and the frights 
and the smeUs a n d the yells and the sounds and the ups 
and downs make a s to iy real. 

"Reporters let people Imow what's going on thefr com­
munlUes." Ken added, "but the best ones do It In a way that 
turns that piece o f newspaper in to an emoUonal 
experience."

What may Wind up being the prlma1y factor 
Is hoW voters in subL1rban communlUes served 
by tills neWspaper wind up Interpreting the ef­
fect of Proposal A 

Monday's millage elccUon In Southfield was 
Just Uie first in a Whole series of property tax 
Votes over the next several Weeks. Voters re­
jected the proposal, leavfrig offlcials in that dis­
trict to Wonder Where thefr operating lunds will 
come from. 

Walt, you say—wasn't Proposal A supposed 
to end millage elecUons? A n d didn't Gov. Engler 
assure us that pass ing Proposal A guaranteed a 
big property tax cut to make up for the two-
cents hike ln Uie sales tax? 

A h . yes. That 's what the pjollUcal rhetoric 
Was. But . as always, the hard truth is much 
more confusing a n d not nearty as nice. 

Follow me Uuriugh what Proposal A actually 
does. 

First, to pay for schools. It increases the sales 
tax from four cents per $ 1 to six and Imposes a 
six-mills state tax on all real property. These 
taxes are the major source of fimds to pay for 
K-12 pubbc schools. 

Second, the state also requires all school dis­
tricts to levy 18 iocal mil ls on a l l property with 
an exemption for homesteads. (It's this IS-nllU 
levy that many districts wi l l be voting on over 
the next few Weeks.) So the base property tax 
Wlll he 24 mlUs for business property (six plus 
18 mills) and six 111111s for homes. This is, in­
deed, a sharp cut from Ule stateWlde aVerage of 
35 mills last year. 

Third . hoWeVer. about 40 districts are noW 
spending more money per pupi l Ulan the 
$6,500 limit this biase financing plan proVldes. 

They are allowed by Proposal A to vote on local 
"hold hanniess" nlillages that enable them to 
maintain high support for schools. 

In Southfleld's case, for example, the district 
i s presenUy spending an average of $9,400 per 
pupi l . The failed Southfield vote on Monday Was 
whether to approve a local tax of 23.88 mills on 
a l l property, wh ich . When added to the six mills 
state tax. Would have made a Southfield home­
owner pay 29.88 mills In property tax. 

At this polnt. the glass is either half-full or 
half-empty. Gov. Engler Will argue that 29.88 
miUs are a real cut from the 34.5 mil ls South-
field property owners paid lastyear. But his op­
ponents Will point out that 29.88 mills a r ea hell 
o f a lot more than the sbc mills Uie governor 
promised under F*roposal A 

It's around this argument Uiat the pollUcs of 
Mich igan wlQ rotate ln the coming months. Vot­
ers l n the40 hlgh-spendlngdistricts in particu­
lar are smart, h ighly motivated and tend to Vote 
Republican. They Wouldn't like to be betrayed 
on something as important as Ulefr property 
ta.xes. 

I'd advise the somewhat self-satisfied folks 
r tmnlng J o h n Engler 's campaign to remember 
that in politics, l ike opera and basebal l It isn't 
over unt i l Uie fat lady sings.

Many Walk 15-18 
miles a Week. 

They travel alone, and In tWos, 
three and fours.

H e a l t i i t i p s 

VITAMIN B 

Vi tamin B actually refers to a group of vita­
mins rather than a single substance. These vit­
amins are grouped together because they are 
often foimd together i n the same kinds of food 
such as cereals, liver a n d milk. There are eight 
vitamins wi th in this group worth menttonlng 
and Include thiamine (B1), riboflavin (B2), pyri-
doxlne (B6). cyanocobalamln (B12), niacin, 
folic acid, pantothenic acid and blotln. 

B l — F o i m d mainly In meats. Whole grains 
and legumes. Beri-beri . a syndrome caused by 
B l deficiency, is characterized by iirltablllty, 
dry sk in , progressive paralysis and disorderly 
thinking. In the Uni ted States, thiamine defi­
ciency, commonly present wi th chronic alco­
holism, has symptoms of apathy and memory 
loss, n l l s condition i s known as Wernicke-
Korsakoff syndrome. 

B 2 - O r g a n meats and leafy, green veget­
ables are good sources. Deficiency symptoms 
Include dermatitis, sores at the comers ofthe 
mouth and a smooth puirple tongue (gtosslUs). 

B6—Too m u c h pyridoxine has been asso­
ciated wi th neurologic symptoms, whfie too 
little often seen with pregnant women and alco­
holics, causes anemia, irritability, conv111sk)ns 
and glossitis. 

B12—Unl ike other Vitamins, B12 is not 

foimd in plants but rather made b y bacteria. 
Appreciable amoimts are found i n eggs, oys­
ters, shrimp, pork and other animal foods. Defi­
ciencies of this Vitamin, although Very rare, are 
associated wi th blood abnormalities including 
anemia. 

Niacin—Too little of this Vitamin causes pel­
lagra. Pellagra is recognized by symptoms 
called the t h r e e D's": diarrhea, dermatitis and 
dementia. 

Folic acid—Deficiency of this v i tamin, usu­
al ly seen i n pregnant Women and alcoholics, is 
the most common form of vi tamin deflcienqr i n 
general i n the United States. Symptoms i n ­
clude anemia and growth failure. 

To satisfy your body's need for folic acid 
make sure you eat enough green, leafy veget­
ables, l ima beans, fresh fruits and whole grain 
cereals. 

Pantothenic a c i d - D u e to its wide distr ibu­
tion i n a variety of foods, deficiencies of this i m ­
portant v i tamin are very rare. 

B l o t l n - B l o l l n is acquired not onfy by diet 
bu t also i n part b y intestinal bacteria synthesis. 
Deficiencies are rare unless you ingest an aver­
age of 20 raw egg whites a day. Egg whites con­
tain a protein known as avldln. Which binds to 
blot ln and prevents your body from absorbing 
It. 

VITAMIN E 
Tocopherols. Sound familiar? Probabfy not, 

bu t it is the name of the group that makes up 
what we know as vi tamin E . The main source of 
Vitamin E in our diet Is vegetable oils . Y o u can 
also find moderate amounts in liver, eggs, 
grains and leafy vegetables. 

Vi tamin E protects polyunsaturated fats, vlt-
a1nin A and red blood cells fix)m a harmfi j l pro-

• cess known as oxidation. People Who have an 
InabUlty to property absorb fat find themselves 
deficient In this vi tamin, which 11iakes sense 
slnce It Is fet soluble. These individuals can ex­
perience neurological dafnage as well as de-

' s t ruct lon of red bk>od cells. In terms of too 
m u c h vi tamin E . studies have yet to reveal any 
significant problems. 

VITAMIN K 
W h y do babies c i y when they are b o m ? One 

of the m a n y reasons could be that they have 
j u s t received their flrst shot wi th in minutes of 
being delivered. The shot contains v i tamin K 
a n d i s given because a deficiency can occur 
wi th in the fii^st few days o f Ufe. 

H u m a n s obtahl Vi tamin K from green, leafy 
vegetables Including spinach and cabbajge. In 
addi t ion to dletaiy Intake, we have bacteria in 
ou r intestine capable of making the vitamin. 

Earfy In life, these bacteria are not present 
w i th in the gut m a k i n g it necessaiy for new­
borns to receive vlta1111n K from an outside 
source, thus explaining the Injection. 

The m a i n ftmctlon of v i tamin K is to help 
y o u r l iver produce factors essential for blood 
clotting. Without these factors, or vitamin K . a 
person becomes predisposed to hemorrhage. 

V i t a m i n s play an Important role In maintain­
ing life. Thefr presence In many diflerent foods 
makes thefr ingestion not onfy easy, but dell-
clous. S ince there is such an abundance of vi ta­
m i n s found Within o u r diets becoming vi tamin 
deficient a n d acquiring the medical condlttons 
mentioned i n this article Is dlEacult Even 
though it may sound simple, i fyou eat right and 
Include the haslc food groups In your d ie t your 
need for vltaiIiin supplements is nonexistent 
unless medically Indicated.

Stress test helps heart patient 
Question: I am a 

52-year-old stnoker 
wtth a family history 
of heart disease. 1 
would like to start a 
Joggirtg program, but 
my doctor has recom­
mended that I pst 
undergo an exercise 
stress test. What 
does the test involve? 
What are its pur­
poses? ATKL how safe 
is it? 

A n exierclse stress test is a medical proce­
dure In w h i c h the heart and circulation are 
placed under a series o f increasing workloads. 
Doctors recommend It for individuals With 
symptoms suggestive o f heart disease or thf)se 
embarking o n a vigorous exercise program. 

The procedure is based on the premise that a 
functional assessment of the heart is more re­
vealing than one conducted at res t It's the 
same as t ak ing a used car for a "road test" in ­
stead o f evaluating It while it Is parked. 

The test Invotyes riding a staUonaiy bicycle 
orwaUdngonamotor lzed treadmill. Changes i n 
the electrocardiogram (ECG) rhythm, heart 
rate and b lood pressure are constantfy moni­
tored. The workload is gradualfy increased un­
til the Indlvklual reaches h is self-determined

Finom this exercise testing we can l eam: 1) to activities, the phys ic ian can accuratefy match 
establish a diagnosis of overt or la tent heart dis-
ase; 2) to evaluate cardiovascular ftmcOonal 
capacity: 3) to assess the safety Of exercise 
training; and 4) to evaluate responses to var i ­
ous therapeutic regimens. 

Here Is what the lessons mean: 
Diagnosis of heart disease: A t rest, blockage 

of the heart's blood vessels may not be severe 
enough to cause a suppfy/demand Imbalance. 
D u r i n g exercise, however, the compromised 
blood suppfy may be inadequate to meet the In­
creased demands. 

The InsulHciency causes a characteristic 
change In the E C G pattern. The change sug­
gests imparted blood flow a n d is hlghfy predic­
tive o f fiiture coronaiy events.

Safety of exercise: Exercise testing is usefil l 
In providing "clearance" for Individuals to part i­
cipate In physical fltness programs.

Evaluat ion of therapeutic regimens: The ex­
ercise test also provides an objective basehne 
for evaluating the cardlovascuiar responses to 
d r u g therapy, exercise training and coronary 
bypass surgeiy a m o n g patients with heart 
disease. 

Lastfy, what dangers are there i n exercisinga 
sedentary indiv idual to "all-out efibrt?" One 
survey revealed a death rate of one In 10.000 

10,000. T h u s the test appears to be remarkabfy 
safe despite its vlrogous natiore.
