saltva. None of the miracles of mod-
em medicine could have saved
Hyde or even eased his suffering,
experts have already testified.

Even if Novi voters approve two
millages likely to appear on the bal-
lot in the regular June 13 school
election, homeowners here would
still experience at least a 14.37 mill
savings on their property tax bills.
Businesses would see at least a
2.43 mill reduction.

Those are the property tax cuts
Michigan volers gave themselves
when they opted for a two cent in-
crease In the state sales tax through
Proposal A in March.

And the savings could be more,
depending on the actions of the
Novi Community School District
Board of Education when It decides
May 5 exactly how much “"enhance-
ment millage" it will ask for. During
discussion of the ballot questions (n
their April 21 meeting, school board
members suggested levels ranging
from one to three mills, the maxi-
mum allowed for enhancement
under the new state law.

When the school members meet
next week, they are expected to
place two questions on the June
ballot, which are direct follow-ups
to Proposal A, for a decision by
volers:

School officials tackle

B Homeowners will vote on an
18-mill levy they won't have to pay.
The levy willbe applied only to“non-
homestead” property owners, Le.
businesses and owners of second
homes. “Principal homesteads,” the
houses homecwners live In most of
the year, won't be taxed for this
amount.

Under Proposal A, voters must
apprave this [evy in order to recefve
state ajd, The revenue generated by
the 18-mill s part of the $6,500 per
puptl “foundation grant,” or guar-
anteed funding level, called for in
Proposal A.

B Voters will also cast ballots on an
enhancement millage of up to three
mills for a maximum of three years.

Board members were divided on
how much they should ask for.
School board president Ray Byers
urged members to seek the maxi-
mum, 3 mills for all 3 years. Other
members spoke in favor of lesser
amounts, down to one mill, or col-
lecting the enhancement millage
only during two of the three years,

Enhancement millage would
raise revenues for the district aver
and above the $6,500 foundation
grant.

For 26 years, SEMCOG has used
a modified “one government, one
vote” system. Suburban Wayne
County has elght votes; Oakland
and Macomb countles slx; Livings-
ton, Washtenaw and St. Claircoun-
ties four; and Detroit three. Every
governmental unit got at least one
vote, regardless of population.

The new "two-Uer” plan allows
SEMCOG to use the old systemun-
less two communities dernanded a
proportional population vote. Then
a second vote would be taken. The
rule would apply to both Lhe execu-
live committee and general
assembly.

For its first 25 years, complaints
were rare because the Southeast
Michigan Council of Governments
has been a planning agency of vol-
untary members, lacking govern-
mental authority.

But the 1992 federal transporta-
tion act gave SEMCOG power to dis-
burse road money — a govermmen-
tal power, It raised the spectre of the
U.S. Supreme Court's 1864 ruling
that governing boards must be ap-
portionned on a “one person, one
vote™ basls.

Sen. leaves b-;a to clinch

Gaunt and pale, Sen. David Hon-
igman, R-West Bloomfleld, left hisre-
covery bed April 20 to give state Se-
nate Republicans the 19th vote they
needed to enact a law Lmiting the
bargaining power of teachers unjons.

Senatars gave Honlgman, who lost
much of his calon in surgery, a bipar-
Usanwelcome, but that was before he
voted yes two hours later on House
Bill 5128, a major revislon of pro-
unlon changes in the labor law
Democrats won in 1965,

The GOP needed Honlgmar's vote
because two Republicans —Fred Dil-
ltsgham of Fowlervilie and Jon Cisky
of Saginaw ~- crossed over into the no
column.

Dillngham unsuccessfully sup-
ported softening amendments that
would have left the unlons more bar-
gaining issues. Then he denounced
“both sides of the alsle for playing to
the cameras. We scem to be in a
power collision. We're playing poli-
tics. I'm getting mad as hell,” said Dil-
lingham, who frequently has split
with Republicans on labor bills in the
last two years.

*It will cause an exodus of teach-
ers. It will cause A and B students to
be repelled from the profession of
teaching,” said Sen. Lana Pollack, D-
Ann Arbor,

Teacher unionists packed the Se-
nate gallery., Three times they ap-
plauded Democratic opponents of
the bl and then booed Republicans
on flnal passage. Lt. Gov. Connie
Hinsfeld, a former teacher, gavelled
for sllence and threatened to have
them removed for disrupting Senate
debale.

Republicans kept Binsfeld in the
chair as presiding officer in case her
vote was needed to break a tie, it
wasn't. The GOP had the votes de-
splte the defections of Diliingham
and Cisky.

Area Republicans Robert Geake of
Northville and Honigman voted yes
but made no speeches, Area Demo-
crats Jack Faxon of Farmington and
Lana Pollack and Dillingham voied
no and were vocal about it

HB 5128 is certaln to be signed by
Gov. John Engler, not only because it
would fine teachers a day's pay for a
day's strike, but also because it
wotrld prohibit their unlons frombar-
galning to take away school quality

measures that Engler won last year,

Teachers unions, which have con-
ducted 48 strikes since 1988, also
would be fined $5,.000 per strike day.
The fines would go inlo the state
{reasury.

Republicans estimale Michlgan
school districts will save up to $1 bil-
lion by a second key provision — glv-
ing school boards the right to take
bids on health insurance contracts.
Currently, MEA bargains not only for
the level of benelits bul to have its
health insurance subsidiary,
MESSA. administer the benefits.

The law, which will take effect April
I, 1995, prohiblts teachers unions
from bargaining over:

B Starting day of classes and
amount of “pupll contact tme.”

Dr, Harold Klawans
conflrms that Lou Gehrig's Diseases
untreatable, "unifornly” fatal and es-
timates Hyde had no more than three
months to live. Carben monaxide,
Dr. Klawans concedes. Is not a medi-
catlon “In the usual sense.”

So begins that part of the trial
Kenny has wamed will “tug at the
emotions,” Sean Hyde takes the
sland, telling how he learned of his
brothers tllness when Tom handed
him a pamphlet on ALS or Lou Geh-
rig's Disease,

“He explained to me what usually
happens as far as choking and belng
put on a respirator. He didn't want to
dlellkethat. . . You could look in his
eyes and see he was terrifled,” the
younger Hyde sald, fighing tears.

“He had discussed commiting sul-
clde. He dldn't want to die but one of
the main things was he didnt want
his children to see him like this. He
was almost embarassed. [t fright-
ened him beyond belief.”

Sean recalled Tom Hyde's June
1993 trip to Florlda, a quest for drnegs
he could use to kill himself, Hyde's
stepfather, an intravenous drug user
suffering from AIDS, had been gtven
a prescription for morphine before he
died in spring 1993. Hyde's hopes
that his mother still had some of the
narcotic stored in her home were
dashed.

That's when Tom Hyde pecked out
aneloquent letter on the typewriter (o
the man known as “Dr. Death,” a
move that was supported by his
whole family, Sean Hyde said.

Sean read his brother's letter,
which Includes these lines: “My wife
has reached or nearly so her emeo-
tional, physical and financial lirnits
with working full-time, being my
caretaker and taking care ofa toddler
.. . The degradation has gone far
enocugh. There Is no quality In my life.
[ irighten my daughter . . ., I've made
my peace and | wish to die with what
little dignity 1 have left.”

Blalek is followed by Dr. Stanley
Levy, a Berldey internist who says he
met Kevorkdan after he was jalled last
fall.

Kevorkdan because
he Is practicing “New Age hospice
care,” the physician says, and Hyde
because “he tried everything he pos-
sibly could try.

"I agree with Mr. Pope,” added Bir-
mingham Counclmember Dante
Lanzetta Jr. “This {s a done deal.

Thesplitvote was a rarity for SEM-
COG, where most planning projects
are approved unanimously.
Sponsored by Rep. Morris Hood,
D-Detroilt, the SPEEDA bill would
create a seven-member board ap-
pointed Ly the governor within the
state Commerce Department.
SPEEDAwould administer the au-
thority, review and approve projects,
create sports and entertalnment

zones, hold public hearings and
{ssue bonds to support projects.

Tigers owner Mike Ilitch says he
will use private funds to build a new
$225 milion, 47,000-seat stadium
but wants state help for related land
acquisition, demolition and road
work,

Elizabeth Slinde. Macomb County
commissioner who chalrs SEM-
COG's Community and Economic
Development Advisory Councll, sald
the bill alms to help “downtown areas
that contain under-utilized property
or low refative property values” and
sn't confined Lo helping Detroit.

He explained, for example, that
volers In 1993 approved a .5 mill tax
for parkland purchase, but by rolling
this down to the state’s Truth-In-
Taxation level, that .5 mill becomes
37 mill.

Board undecided on millage

time scheol districts can ask for such
millage to three years. After that, en-
hancemenl millages will have to be
approved on a county-wide basis
through the Oakland Intermediate
Scheol District.

James Koster, assistant superin-
tendant for business and finance,
1old the school board there are two
other millage amounis already al-
lowed forin the Novi school district as
a resull of Proposal A. The first is a
six-mil] base applied to both home-
steads and non-homesteads. The
second is a "hold-harmless” levy, al-
lowed for in the state law to keep
higher spending school districts from
having to cut services. A 6,06 mill
hold harmiess millage would be al-
lowed (n Novi under previously ap-
proved millage questions, Hoeld
harmless millage Is levied only to
homesteads.

The result is still a savings. Total
tax bilis for “homesteads” will be
12.06 mills, with the possible addi-
tion of up to lhree enhancement
mills, down [rom the 29.43 mills lev-
ied last year.

Businesses and second homes
would see a total tax blll of 24 mulls,
with the possible additlon of up to

three enhancement mills. These
*non-homesteads™ also pald 29.43
mills last year.

Byers sald the millages would be
separaled on the ballot so as not to
putvaters in the position of having to
vote on an “all or nothing” question,
as somc other districts have done.

The major decislon left to be made
in the May 5 meeling is the amount of
the enhancement millage. Koster
presented a summary of the impact
of those mills, at various levels, to the
board April 21.

The summary shows that without
any enhancement millage, expendi-
tures will outstrip revenues as early
as the 1995-96 school year, at which
point the distict would begin dipping
into lts fund equity. The district’s
overall budget would be $1,05 mil-
lion In the red by the 1998-99 school
year.

Byers noted the state constitulion
requires school districts to operate
with a balanced budget.

At a one mill level, the enhance-
ment would bulld fund equity to a
total of $5.36 mdllion In 1985-96, but
would drop to as little as $2.13 mil-
lion in 1998-99. The shortfall of re-
venues versus expenditures that
year would be $1.82 million.

A twomill levy would stave off dip-

ping into fund equity unul 1997-98,
but the equity would be cut to $5.31
miliion tn 1998-98.

A three mill levy would build fund
equity to a maximum of $11.72 mil-
lion in 1996-97, but it would fall back
to $8.49 million in 1998-98.

Byers contended that the future
funding of the district is unclear
under Proposal A. Aflter three years,
Novi could not ask for enhancement
millage on its own but only through
the county ISD, and he said was not
sure how likely a county-wide en-
hancement millage would be.

He argued for the maximum
amount for all three years to protect
the district from having to cut ser-

vices for as long as possible.

Member Stephen Hitchcock sug-
gested thedlstrict forego collection of
the millage in the first year, since he
safd It was not need to avold a
shortfall.

Trustee Julle Abrams urged a
lower level. such as 2.5 mills, saying
it would improve the chances of
passage.

However, mernber Cralg Foreback
said he belleved voters would be just
as likely to approve a three mill en-
hancement levy as a one-mill
enhancement.

Bills will drive up prison costs

The state Senate has passed two
“truth in sentencing” bills amidst
warnings the election-year bills will
drive up prison costs.

Suppert for the bills came from
familles of the victims of ex-convict
Leslie Allenn Willlams, who left a trail
of four brutally murdered young wo-
men inwestern Oakland and Livings-
ton countles.

Final passage came ona 34-2 vole,
All area senators voted yes except
David Honigman, R-West Bloom-
fleld, who was recuperating from

surgery.

An objection came from Sen. Jack
Welborn, R-Kalamazoo, who cast one
of the two nay votes. “Certain pecple
who are currently allowed to be in
corrections centers or half-way
houses prior to parole would not be
eligible for that untl after parole,”
sald Welborn.

But the sponsor, Sen, Willlarn Van
Regenmorter, R-Jenison, sald the
cost of letting prisoners go free too
soon exceeds, Immeasurably, the
cast of keeping them behind bars un-
til their minimum seniences have

been served.
The bills would:

B Assure that [elons who commit as-
saultive crimes would serve at least
the minimum senience in secure
conflnement.

Taxing questions

The Novi school district is expected
to settle next Thursday on what it will
ask voters for in terms of taxes in the
June 13 annual school election.

"Two questions are likely to appear
on the ballot, an 18-mill levy to be ap-
plied to “non-homesteads,” which are

businesses, and an enhance-
ment of up to three mills which homeow-
- ners would pay.

School officials are most concerned
about the passage of the 18 mill levy, as
well they should be. It sounds hefty, but
in reality it is merely an affirmation of the
taxing system put into place in March
when voters statewide approved Prop-
osal A. Yet voters in other districts have
misunderstood the question and turned
it down.

Assuming the district can spread
the word enough so that voters here
understand, the real remaining question
is how much the enhancement millage
should be. Some board memberswant to
goforthemaximum, three mills for three
years. They note that Proposal A will eli-
minate the enhancement millage at the
end of three years and require than any
further enhancement to be be approved
by voters on a countywide basis.

Novi school officials are less than
confident of the ability to get countywide

enhancemert millage, so are urging the
district build up its fund equity in the in-

terim to keep the red ink from flowing for
as leng as possible.

Their concerns are understand-
able. Proposal A set up an entirely new
taxation system, and many are still con-
fused as to how it will work. That trans-
lates to a nervousness about the dis-
trict's reveniues a few years down the
road.

We'd urge a middle course. We can
appreciate some enhancement miilage
and some effort to butld up a fund equity
cushion. Butkeep Inmind that state tax-
ation has changed every year in the re-
callable past. Even though Proposal A is
seen by many at the state level as a final
solution to the property tax/schoo] fi-
nance issue, there will surely be adjust-
ments and changes in the tax code inthe

coming years,

How that would transiate in terms
of revenue for the Novi school district is
impossible to tell right now. Project out
as far as you want, circurnstances will
change by the time you get there.

The school district needs to remem-
ber that the economic {uture of many of
its residents looks equally uncertain
when projected that far into the future,
And ultimately, the district is not abank.
If there are cash reserves to be had, it is
better they be in the hands of the taxpay-
ers than in the hands of the school

district.

“You're a
little sore for a few days, sort of like you fell on the ice, but
that's about it.”

Carter and 12 other southeast Michigan marrow do-

nors were honored at a Red Cross function April 23, [t was
the first recognition event for the courageous souls since -
the reglonal donation program was tnitlated back In 1979.

Though | spent only a few moments with him on the
telephone, Mr. Carter didn't strike me as someone who's
plaguedbya lot of nagging doubts and fears. Heworks asa
special agent for the FBI and it sounds like his idea of a re-
stful vacation might be chasing narco-terrorists through
the rain forests of the Amazon valley.

Carter got involved in donor causes when he started giv-
Ing blood on a regular basts and the medics noticed he had
hearty veins, First they convinced him to deepen his com-

mitment by occasionally donating his platelets, a proce- |-

dure that involves having needles in botharms at the same
time, then they went after the true object of thefr tust.

*They asked me ifI'd consider becoming a marrow do-
nor,” he remarked matter-of-factly. "They said I mightbe a
possible match for a lleukemia patient out In Califomia.”

Without hestitation, Carter, whose mother died of
cancer in 1982, agreed to the procedure. Soon his marrow
would be providing life-sustaining nurishment for a
2]-year-old woman on the west coast.

Tragically, the rectpient died 13 months after recetving
her transplant, but Carter's gift gave her an additional
year of precious life.

But I'd better be careful not to make this sound like too
big a deal. Carter wants people to know how easy marrow

There are costs. Most athletic programs ar-
ound the country, even big time, lose money. At
the University of Michigan, the athletic depart-
ment has trouble breaking even on a budget of
$24 million (Including around $2 million in TV
money).

Congress Is currently trying to
pass a bill that would serlously
hinder America’s First Amernd-
ment right to be informed by a free
press. Broadcasters currently
choose subjects they think will in-
terest thelr audiences. if an audi-
ence member is not happy with the
statlon's coverage of that issue, he
or she can easily change channels
fo one of the many alternatives.

But now the government I3 step-
ping In to regulate opinions by try-
ing to pass the Fairness in Broad-
casting Act. This bill would force
broadcasters to give free, equal
time to the opposing view of any
issuediscussed ona program. Sta-
tions deemed by the govemment to
be blased or unfair would be forced
toelther pay large fines or lose their
broadeasting license.

" . 'While the Intention of the bill is

to widen the arena of public dis-

" course, it would have the opposite

result. The idea was implemented
in the 1960s in an effort to make it
possible for people to be exposed to

* awide varlety of opinions with the

limited technological resources

The bill was reversed in the
1980s when It was found that, not
only had the abundance of stations
available caused the bill to become
outdated, but it also inhibited
broadcasters from covering issues
that might be deemed too
controversial.

Rep. Edward Markey (D-MA), a
staunch supporter of reinstating
the Falrness Doctrine, sald: *. . .
the Fatmess Dactrine should only
apply to the bad guys . . . It would
only apply to the bad apples of the
bunch.” Should we trust politi-
cians to judge who is “bad” in re-
gard to expressing opinions?

The Fairness in Broadcasting
Act would clearly Infringe on a
broadcaster's right to discuss
{ssues that have opposing sides.
And In today's soclety, what news-
worthy Issues are not controver-
slal, and on what issues is there
only one view?

The government should not be
allowed to simply disregard the
U.S. Constitution when they so
choose. Our First Amendment
right to a free press protects not
only journalists, but also listeners,
so thal we are assured to recelve
news and information that is not
under the authority or scrutiny of
the government,

Who speaks for
for Novi's trees?

To the Editor:

This Is a story about a tree in
Novi. A very special tree. A unique
tree. A tree that has been In exis-
tence far longer than any of us liv-
ing here in Novi and even longer
than Novi ltself has been in

existence,
i came across this tree whileon a

walk through the woods behind
where [ live in Echo Valley. There 13
a path which winds through the
woods back there and it is used by
many In our neighborhood to es-
cape into a more peaceful, relaxing,
natural environment, so lacking in
many places today. This path s
well-traveled and has been use for

countless years by people with sl-
milar needs and Interests. It Is not
frequently traveled, but it has been
regularly traveled enough so that
any chance of grass growing and
erasing the path has long since
been stamped out by the feet of
adults, the feet of children, the tires
ofbicycles and the paws of wild and
domestic animals. It would have
made a great addition to the much
debated, but badly needed
Rhythms pathway system, but
then that i3 another story.

Sowhyam I telling you this story
now? One reason is that Novi hasa
total lack of respect for individual
trees In our city. Qurwoodlands or-
dinance protects trees based on
their size and density, not slze OR
density. That is why a clump of
small trees such as those on the
northeast corner of 10 Mile and
Beck is saved and nearly the whole
naturallzed area of growth south of
Echo Valley is completely leveled.
Where Andover Point 1s going up
there used to be wild cherry trees
over 50 years old. I counted the
rings after it was cut down. It was
so large that it took over a week for
them to dispose of it. There were
maples and apple trees froman an-
clent archard, but the city forester
said that apple trees are not con-
sidered worth saving anyway.

The city forester also sald, when
1 talked to him six months ago ab-
out the lack of tree conservation
behind my home, that the wood-
lands maphad not been updated in
two-and-a-halfl years. What has he
been doing? It seems like the first
thing the city forester would do
upon getting informed by the plan-
ning commission that a new subdl-
vision, store, office, or whatever,
was planned, would be to visit and
evaluate that sight and update the
woodlands map as necessary. If it
were up to me, the criteria for de-
termining if a plece of property was
covered under the woodiands ordi-
nance would be simple: Is there
land there? Does it have wood on

1t?I can understand that a subdivi-
slon needs drains. [ can under-
stand that that area of the forest
was naturally made for water to
drain Into. because it 1s naturally

lower than the surrounding areas.
A lot less work and money was
needed lo put a water dralnage ba-
sin there because hardly no dirt
had tobe removed. But the vegeta-
tlon did not have to be removed.
The trees did not have to be re-
moved. The rich, absorbent,
sponge-like, topsoil did not have to
be removed in order to accommo-
date the only occaslonal dralnage
from spring thaws and summer
storms. [ am suire the roots of the
tens of thousands of plants, trees,
and grasses living and ‘thriving
there would have welcomed the ex-
tra bit of motsture and been able to
absorb it quite well. Any drainage
fnto that living basin would have
been only temporary and would not
have caused any damage. And it
most definitely would not have
caused the Kreversible damage
caused by either a close-minded
engineering department, an una-
ware planning commissfon, or a
selflsh, natve person such as my-
self who thought no one In their
right mind would ever lay a hand to
such a beautiful area of the city,
and therefore kept it to himself and
his famlly and friends.

There Is another individual tree
in the city worth saving. It is an
enormous walinut tree next to the
old white house off Beck Road be-
tween Ten Mile and Eleven Mile.
There ts, however, a sign on the
property about a zoning change, so
time may be short for that tree also,

When my wife and children were
walking with me last week and we
decided to check out our formally
private sanctuary, which we knew
would not longer be private due to
the new subdivision, Idid notin a
million years expect the sight, or
ratherlack of asight, that I saw. My
mouth must have dropped to the
ground, because my wife and
children immedlately commented
on how flushed my face looked. [
frmmediately turned around and
left, preferring to keep my memo-
ries Intact and not have them be re-
placed by this deep and sudden
void. 1 must have looked de-
pressed, because my wile sald to
me, “Let it Go.” | can’t, because |
feel that I did let it go already and I
need to hold on to what I have left.

I wender how many others will
go back to that spot and feel the
same senge of loss [ feel. It did not
have to happen and I hope it never
happens again.

“You've come to ask me to marry
you, haven't you,” she tells him, aatonishing him with
her powers for the first of many ttmes. Drawn by Clara's
mystery, Esteban Trueba beglns a futile life-long
struggle to know her. love her and control her.

Clara joins Esteban at Tres Marfas, where they live
with his spinster sister Ferula {Glenn Close]. The two
women bond to each other [tke blood sisters, with Clara
instantly providing the warmth and friendship so long
absent in Ferula's life, igniting Esteban's deadly rage
and jealousy.

Despite his growing political popularity, (n his own
home power eludes him, sapped by family secrets — in-
cluding the existence of his own (llegitimate son — and
the sisterhood of wife, stster and daughter, who seemto
defy him al every turn.

Although the Trueba's history is filled with tragedy
and regret, screenwriler August sees thelr tale as inspi-
rational, “There is so much violence today over past his-
tory between families, belween tribes, between political
enemies,” she said,

“Look at the tragedy in the lorrner Yugoslavia, for ex-
ample. if people would stop secking revenge, I think it
would be a very different situation.

Less adaptation Is necessary i{'you have reg-
ularly participated in a similar activity or have
taken some time off, than when beginning a
sport. The longer the time off from an activity,
the longer it takes to retrain. Unfortunately,
trial and error are the only way to find out what
is right for you.

There are some general guidelines that can

helpyouavold injury. the following three physt-
cal factors should be considered in your sports
participation.
R Adequate flexibility [range of motion), mus-
cular function [strength and endurance} and
coordination are essential for successful and
injury-free participation. If you do not have
adequate range of motion for performing an ac-
tvity such as throwing or jumpingand you try it
anyway, Injury can occur. This famost common
at the shoulder, with overhead activity such as
throwing and swinging, and at the hip, with
running and jumping,

Astretching program will help you establish
flexibility before you attempt these acttvitfes,
Allow an adequate amount of time for
adaptation.

B Training over time Increases muscular
strength and endurance. Severe Injury occurs

when placing large stresses on a muscle or a
tendon before it is properly trained.

This is more likely to occur during eccentric
contractions (streiching contractions as the

muscle Jengthens} than during concentric con-
tractions (llexing contractions as the muscle
shortens). Incorporating this knowledge into
your tralning regimen reduces the chance of
sustaining injury.

M Training Increases adequate coordination of
our movements and muscles. Generally this is
sport-specific and training occurs throughout
participation. However, just as with {lexibility
and muscular function, adaptation is
necessary.

Even if an athlete has obtalned adequate
flexibility and strength, he cannot perform
maximally and without risk for injury unless
there Is adequate coordination.

Maost injuries can be prevented with an ap-
propriate pre-participation stretching prog-
ram, muscular strength and endurance condi-
tioning followed by a sport-specific coordina-
tion program.

Ifyou coach or supervise athietes, 1t is impor-
tantto incorporate this into thelr pre-season in-
structlons as well as at their initial team work-
outs. Pushing athletes into high-level competi-
tion training without a period of adaptation can
lead to unnecessary injurles, frustrations and
disappointments.

For the individual athlete, jump Into spring
with enthuslasm tempered with knowledge of
your own body and common sense.
