The attorney for Cort Furniture Rental falled
to convinee the Novi Planning Commission that
his client does not need the number of parking
spaces that city zoning laws require,

Despite repeated attempts by Cort's counsel
to sell the commussioners on the plan, Novi plan-
ners denied the request for preliminary site plan
approval on Wednesday, April 27.

Commissioners sided with Planning Consul-
tant Brandon Rogers who argued that the butld-
Ing was too big for the lot and there was not
adequate parking for the planned B-3 use.

Rogers contended the lot, north of Grand

River Avenue between Maxim Office and the Ce-

dar Ridge shopping center, s too small for the

;shize of the bullding Cort Furniture envisloned
ere.

In addition, Rogers said Cort’s plans feli 120
parking spaces short of what the city would
require.

The rental company planned 80 spaces, but
Rogers contended it has {o provide enough
spaces for thebullding in case It is ever converted
to another use.

*If it goes toa retall use this property does not
have encugh parking,” Rogers sald. “You have
more than a 120-space deflclency under the or-
dinance. You have only 80 spaces. You need
enough for 200-plus spaces (as well as) handicap

parking.”

Cort representatives argued that the plan's
74-76 spaces was plenty for a business that at-
tracts little pedestrian traffic. Since the majority
of the business’ square footage is reserved for
warehouse and slorage operations, there's little
reom for the showroom that would be open to
foot traffic from the public.

But the commission wasn't buying. Rogers
told the applicant he had at least two other op-
tions — bulld a smaller building or seck a
variance.

Commissioner Eda Weddington agreed.

"1 agree that the buflding {s over bullt and teo
large for the lot,” she said.

Planners denied the request, 9-0.

During that time, her hushand appreached
the passenger's side of the car andattempted to
open the door. When he couldn't gain entry,
Cioko Perkovie allegedly kicked the window of
the woman's 1991 Acura Integra several times
before Lulgjuraj noticed he had a Browning
black semi-automatic .45 caliber handgun in his
right hand.

Lulgjura) pushed the suspect away from the
car with the passenger door so the two could flee

Gioko Perkavic then allegedly flred a single

shot into the car which police later found behind
the driver's seat, As the woman pulled away, her
husband fired another shot at the car as he
chased it on foot.

Gioko Perkovic reporiedly was picked up by
Charles Martell, a private investigator he had
hired, who was driving a marcon Ford van on
northbound Meadowbrook. :

The motorist who killed the
driver of an onicoming car and seri-
ously wounded the passenger in
Wixomon Sept. 7, 1691 13 now serv-
Ing 25-35 years in Jackson State
Prison.

Wixom police ofBcers who helped
to convict the driver say evidence
obtained at the scene was critical to
the Oakland County’s Prosecutors
case.

The fatal accident case was used
Wednesday night to tllustrate the
importance of accident investiga-
tions to students in the Lakes Area
Citizens Police Academy.

The man was convicted on four
felony counts including murder in
the second degree and felonious
driving. The other two counts were
for fleelng an officer after causing
serlous bodily injury to ancther
DErson.

The drver was legally drunk,
Wixom Police Officer Alan Blash-
field said, and traveling an esti-
mated 93 miles per hour at
nightfall.

The accident occurred at the in-
tersection of Pontiac Trall and In-
dian Trail.

Blashfleld said the driver of the
other car obeyed the stop sign but

T
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pulled out in front of the speeding
motorist who was traveling east on
Pontiac Trall, She did not see the
speeding car because Its driver did
not have the headlights on.

The victim died when her car was
hit broadside with “violent force.”
the officer said. Her passenger was
hospitalized for three weeks with a
closed head Injury and other seri-
ous wounds.

Blashfleld was one of three guest
speakers who lectured the citizens'
class, now in its third week of an
11-week course.

Jury closes case on doctor’s role in Hyde’s suicide

celebrating at The Pegasus In nearby
Greektown aflerwards,

“We kicked ass and we took
narnes,” Nicol said.

“Iwas confldent they were going to
bring back a not gullty verdict. [ think
the politicians will listen to it but jt
will not make much of a difference.
What's next? A new law saying Jack
Kevorldan can't leave his house?"

Throughout the trial, Kevorklan's
attorney Geoffrey Fleger exploited to
its fullest a provision In Michigan's
assisted sulclde Jaw which says It's
not a crime to administer a sub-
stance to another person {f the ntent
1s to ease pain and suffering —not to
hasten death — even il death does
occur.

Jackson, outside of the presence
of the Jury last week, polnted to this
gection as a ‘nightmare” for a judge
and a polential way out for the
defendant.

*I'm awfully concerned as to what
things the jury will utilize ln making
theirdecision. What we have heredsa
situation where the legislature didn't
understand in its approach the con-
cern when a case goes to trial,” Jack-
son sald.

“These words are there and you
can't get around them.”

The jurers certainly couldn't. Two
of them said the law and the judge's
instructions to the jury made it im-

ible for the 12 to find the doctor
*guilty beyond a reasonable doubt.”
Even after they saw an August 5,
1993 videctape in which Kevorkian
conlessed before a troop of reporters
that he helped Hyde die by inhaling
carbon monaxdde,

But intent was the sticking point.
Kevorkian and all of the defense wit-
niesses most closely involved in
Hyde's last day were emphatic that
the pathologist only wanted to end
Tom's unendurable suffering from
Lou Gehrigs disease.

Here's a lock at what happened in
this first testof the Michigan assisted
suiclde ban. which explres in

November.

APRIL 27:

Kevorkdan's sister and assistant
Margo Janus Is back on the stand
this moming, telling the jurors about
how resoluie Hyde seemed on August
4, 1993, as he lefl his Novi home for
the last Ume. His original appoint-
ment had been set for August 15, but
Hyde asked to move the date up.

She then ylelds the chair to her
brother and the jury leans forward in
their seats as the down-te-earth “Dr.
Death"” takes the siand. Flegerwill [o-
cus on Kevorkian's medical creden-
tials. Wayne County Assistant Prose-
cutor Tim Kenny will pull out details
of the doctor's experiments which
didn't find acceptance and career go-
als which went awry.

Kevorklan suggests that the Rell-
glous Right and the medical estab-
lishment are “conspiring™ agalnst
him and describes himself a3 a doc-
tor who “just happens to be on the
scene when the mores of soclety are

"] follow the dictates of the Nurem-
burg Code. If your conscience says
It's immoral, you don't follow the law.
That's what Gandhi said and Gandhi
gol what I'm getting,”Kevorkian tells
the court.

“Dan't think IF'm comparing myself
to Gandhl [n stature.”

In the opening day of the trial, Fle-
ger announced that Hyde had not
died on Belle Isle but in Royal Oak,
changing — as Judge Jackson
termed it — a trial of “possible lofty
principles” to one of jurisdiction.

Now, Kevorkian explains that Novi
was ruled out as the location due to
fears that Hyde's {family would be
harassed by the police or thetr land-

lord. Instead, the paridng lot behind
Kevorkian's Royal Oak apartment —
visible from the local police station —
was selecled because the doctor's
well-known white van would not be
conspicuous there. Kevorklan s
under survelllance by a Right-To-Life
group and says he did not want any
interrupUons.

“He (Hyde] was very calm. He
didn't fear death . . . The last words
said to him were he could change his
miind at any time.” Kevorkian recalls.

“If he really wanted to slop it, |
think he could have removed the
tube. He never Indicated to me he
wanted to stop.”

Afterwards, he drove Hyde’s body
to Belle Isle, where in a sort of Key-
stone Cops scenario he was delayed
in contacting the police because a
Detroit DPW crew took a long collee
break near the pay phone, the doctor
testifies,

Kevorkian admits that in an Au-
gust 5, 1993 news conference, he
tried to *leave the impression” that
Hyde died on Belle Isle by narrating
the events out of sequence, but says
he wasnot "deceitful” —he justdidn't
want to be “strong-armed” by the
Oakland County authorit(es.

Judge Jackson covers a smile with
his hand when Kevorkian praises the
superior merits of Wayne County
Jjadlers,

*ldidn't doit on Belle isle.lamnot
lying,” Kevorklan sald under cross-
examination by Kenny,

“Don't try to trick me into what
sounds ke a lie.”

“You had every expectalion he
would die? Kenny asks.

"No. 1 had a falrly good idea he
would die. . .My expectationwas his
suffering would end,” Kevorkian
responds.

Femnandez gets fed up by this. "Mr.
Kenny's a Jerk.” she mutters.

Kevorkian explains why he an-
swered Hyde's letter: “to respect his
automony of choice and to comply
with hiswishtoend his suffering. . .
If my intent was to help Tom Hyde

die, this process would not be neces-
sary. | would punish myself. It's con-

trary to human reason and com-
monsense . . "

“Any physiclan who's a real physt-
clanwould care for nothing, nothing,
nothing other than the welfare of his
patient.”

While Kevorldan has said that
proper protocol for a “medicide"
would require prior contact with a
patient's doctors, he admits at
Kenny's probing that the did not talk
to Hyde's physicians.

"No. I was afrald you weren't going
to ask. These doctors are so antago-
nistic. They say ‘I don't want to deal
with you and slam the phone down.’
His doctors would have notified the
authorities and prevented it,* the
pathologist says,

“1 was concerned for Mr. Hyde's
sake. He may have been forced to
sufler.”

Now, Kenny has something up his
sleeve — a tape from WJBK-TV,
Channel 2's live e of a press
conference held just hours after Hyde
died. The footage is uneut from the
beginning to a point mid-way in the
conference.

It clearly shows Fleger telling the
assembled reporters that: “Tom Hyde
died in a beautiful park setting on
Belle isle In Dr. Kevorkian's, In what
has been described as a rusty old
van.”

“It's a soundbite, Soundbites can
make it spound like you're saying one
thing when you're saying another,”
he tells Jarkson,

Chalk up a win for Kenny and a
win for Fleger, as the judge agrees to
admit the lape as evidence but will
niot let the jury see a letter from Mi-
chigan Attomey General Frank Kel-
ley ordering the trial to take place in
Detroit. The letter might confuse the
Jurars, Jackson says, and IUs up to
them to determine where Hyde died.

Throughout the long day, Fernan-
dez keeps poring over photographs of
Tom and their baby daughter,
Carmen

APRIL 28:
Fernandez shows up with a spray

of yellow silk roses clutched in her
hand. Theday before, she scammed a
restaurant out of a red rose for Sec-
retary’s Day by pretending sheworks
for co-defense attorney Michael
Schwartz.

Then, Hemlock of Michigan Presi-
dent Janet Good told her the red rose
was the symbo! of the Right-to-Life
movement, which Is opposed to as-
sisted sulcide. Fernandez snapped
the bud.

“Janet says the yellow rose stands
for freedom,” she explains, glancing
over at two Right-to-Lifers who per-
ts;ls;lin sitting near her during the
At 9:25 a.m., Fernandez takes the
stand as the last witness in Dr. Jack
Kevorklan's defense.

Her testimony is tearful,
emotionally-charged as she sutlines
the anguish of Hyde's last year. He
was diagnosed with Lou Gehrig's Dis-
ease not long after thefr daughter,
Carmen, was born. She tellsa story of
a proud, athletic man who loved the
ouldoors, reveled in his own stre
and "always wanted to be in contral.”
As the signs of his lllness set In, doc-
tors tested Hyde for a stroke, for
Lyme’s Disease.

Instead, they found some
worse, A neurological disorder which
Is always fatal but which first de-
strays the victim's ability to move,
talk, eat and ultimately breathe,

“Iwatched him struggle. i watched
him fight to stay the Tom Hydehe was
all his life,” Fernandez said.

“Every day Tom got up, he lost a
litlemore of his life, . . He was afraid
of the next day, He would lie in bed
and he was afraid that tomorrow he
wasn't going to be able to walk, he
wasn't going to be able to hold
Carmen.”

At Hyde's bidding, Fernandez
found the address of Fleger’s oflice in
the mtfﬁm book. Hyde wrote Ke-
vor assistance In killing
himself,

“Tom always admired Jack Kevor-
kian. Jack was a renegade the way
Tom was,” Fernandez satd, -

Kevorkian showed up on the cou-
ples’ doorstep onJuly 1, 1993, inter-
viewed Hyde and looked through his
medical records.

“Jack asked Tom, ‘What's a good
day for you? What can we possibly do
to alleviate your suffering? = she
says.

“Tom did not want to die, commit
suicide. He wanted to end his
suflering,”

Asslstant Prosecutor Errol Shifman,
who altends dally, scrawling noles
on a legal pad. Shifman says he be-
lieves lhat Kevorkian's assisted suj-
cide cases in Oakland County,
thrown oul by a judge there, will be
reinstated by the Michlgan Court of
Appeals.

“The strategic tactes of the de-
fense are helpful when we have the
oppo-lunity lo Uy the same assisled
suicide cases. There are a lot of
things that abstractions such as
transcripts don't show, such as the
demeanor of the witnesses,” he
explains,

Right-lo-Life advocale Lynn Mills
sits up {ront daily, behind Kevorkian
with her Bible and rosary.

In his closing arguments, the pro-
secutor will take a similar line, He
tells the jury that Kevorkian and Fle-
ger are trying to trick them with their
assertion that Hyde died in Royal
Oak and divert them from the real
Issue.

“The morality of the wisdom of
Tom Hyde choosing to take his own
life is not on trial. The wisdorn of the
assisted suicide statule is not on
irial. The tssue is Jack Kevorldan,”
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Kenny says.

“The intent of Jack Kevorkian was
to cause death . . "

Do you think. ladies and gentle-
men, that Tom Hyde was going to get
one or two pufls of the gas and then
the mask would be removed and Tom
Hyde would drive back to Novi?®

Fieger begins to close his case In a
stage whisper, a tactic which forces
listeners to pay close atlention if they
want to hear. He focuses on Hyde's
agony and invokes the issue of civil
rights.

“Does any one of us think that Dr.
Kevorkian is Dr. Death? That he likes
killing people?” Fieger wonders.

“In a criminal trial, first of all you
have victims. The family sitting over
here 1s saying ‘what Is going on?

“If you wanted to commit suicide,
you'd go to the gun store and buy and
gun and blow your head off and do it
the American way. Doyou think any-
ane who owns a gun store Is going to
be tried on an assisted suicide
charge?”

Fleger, looking exhausted, gripes
to the media afterwords that Kevor-
kian kept tugging his sleeve through-
out the tria}, trying to tell himwhat to

say.

MAY 2:

Monday, 1 p.m. After one full day
and one long momning, the jury has
arrived at a verdiet. Kevorklan s
hustled in from Fieger's Southficld
office, where he was awalung the
word.

Fernandez says that she guessed
things might go in the doctor’s favor
when the jurors walked in and she
saw two look at him and smile,
Another caught her eye and grinned,

It hadn't been an easy deciston for
the jurors, who left Friday with seven
out of 12 in faver of convicling
Kevorkian.

Alter the weekend ofl, they spent
Monday morning dissecting the law
and the Jury Instructions given by
Jackson, in which a single word ~—
*solely” — stands out.

“For the crime of assisted sulcide,
this means that the prosecutllon
most prove beyond a reasonable
daubt that Dr. Kevorklan intended to
provide the physical means or in-
tended to participate ina physicalact

by which Thomas Hyde committed
sufclde and that Dr. Kevorkian in-

tended solely lo cause death.
“lfyou find that the acts attributed
to Dr. Kevorkian were tntended to re-
tieve paln or discomfort and not (o
cause death, even If that procedure
may have hastened or increased the
risk of death, then you must find Dr.
Kevorklan not guilty,” Jackson in-

structed the Jury.
Juror Gail Donaldson. a visiting

nurse, says she had no doubts that
Kevorklan knew Hyde was going lo
commit suicide.

“intent and where it happened.

He provided the means,” Donaldson
explains.

“It took me all the way up to today
to declde.”

Gwen Bryson, a nurse’s alde, said
she could understand some of the
suffering Hyde went through.

“The prosecutor really didn't give
us the positive proof we needed. It
was really diflicult for us to find him
gullty beyond a reasonable doubt,”

Whalever thelr reasons, Fernan-
dezis happy. She views Kevorklan as
a friend who helped Tomwhennoone
else would,

“Victory is sweet. 1 love it. They
sald "not gullty to every one of the 20
{assisted sulcide] patients. There
were so many lhings they said in
those two words,” Fernandez says.

"It was Tom's life. Who has the
right to decide for him how much he
had to suffer?”

In an interview immediately after
the acquittal, Fieger and Kevorkian
hedge about whether or not the doc-
tor will be back in business, although
Fieger says he is working with other
physicians to set up guldelines for
assisted sulcide.

Both Donaldson and Bryson say
they found the trdal emotionally
wrenching — Donaldson “cried
through the whole thing”

*I could see Heidl. [ could see what
she was going through. I could relate
to that,” Denaldson said.

Itdoesn't matter to her if Hyde died
on Belle Isle or in Royal Oak: "La-
wyers do what they have to do. They
may tell a lie here or a lle there.”

Legislative Republicans gleefully
passed a campalgn reforrn flnance
bill that will drastically curb organ-
ized labor's contributions to Deme-
cratic candidates,

“Rank partisanship,” sald Sen.
Jack Faxon, D-Farmington Hills.

“This really does destroy the play-
ing feld. I think it is wrong, It makes
me sick,” sald Sen. Fred Dillingham,
R-Fowlerville, the only Republican to
vote agalnst the measure. A few days
later, Dilitngham, facing a st pam-
ary challenge, announced he would
retire from the Legislature,

It will let people know who spon-
sors a PAC (political action commit-
tee),” said Rep, Frank Fitzgerald, R-
Grand Ledge, No. 3 in the GOP hier-
archy. "Groups under similar control
will be Limited to a $5,000 contribu-
tion to House members.”

The guts of House Bill 5416, now
on its way to Gov. John Engler's cer-
lain signalure, are that a parent un-
fon would be Limited to glving $5,000
toacandidate. Localsof the same un-
lon would be unable to donate. The
bill also will limit union dues checkofl
procedures,

“So there is one PAC Iimit for the
entire union for the whole state,” sald
Sen. Debble Stabenow, D-Lansing,
“That union ¢an be working in thou-
sands of corporations. Each corpora-
ton is allowed {o set up their own
PAC. Sc you have thousands of bu-
siriesses that can each set up thetr
owm PACs and, at most, 100 PACs for
unfons.”

A gubermnatorial hopeful, Stabe-
now said the bili would Umit Uniied
Auto Workers to one PAC but give
Chrysler, General Motors, Ford and
Individual companies ane PAC each.
“So now every single insurance com-
pany in the state can have a PAC,”
she sald.

Rep, Kirk Proflt, D-Ypsllant, sald
the GOP bill will make campalgns
more corrupt.

“The primary cause ofcorTuption,”
he said, “Is the excesstve amaunt of
money flowlng in exponentlally in-
creasing amounts into candidate
comitlees and offlceholder expense
funds. This will actually increase the
amount of money In the election pro-
cess,” sald Proflt. a declared congres-
slonal candldate,

The Senate passed the bill with 20
Republican votes against 14 Demo-
cratic and one Republican voles. Two
Democrats were absent.

Late the same evening, the House
beat a dozen Democratic amend-
ments and passed the bill by 54 Re-
publican votes to 40 Democratic
votes.

All area representatives voled with
thelr partles.

Republicans kept one session go-
ing untif 1:10 a.m. to pass another
anti-Democratic measure, Senate
Bll 3, which removes political par-
ties, candidate committees and bal-
lot isstie committees from the lst of
charftable groups eligible o run
bingos.

The 55-40 House vote alse fol-
lowed party lines.

That bill, previously passed by the
Senate, {s expected to cost Demo-
crats from Oakland and Macomb
counties millions in revenue. [n most
mafor counties, the Democratic P
outranks churches and eivic clubs as
the biggest operaltor of bingo games.

House action on the two campalgn
biils and the bill to curb teachers un-
lon bargaining power came while the
GOPhad a temporary 55-52 majarity
due to three vacancies in districts
held by Democrats. Voters Jast week
fillled those seats with Democrats, re-
storing the 55-55 logjam that existed
previously.

Na less a GOP personage
than majority floor leader Phil Ar-
thurhultz put up an amendment that
would have ellminated many curbs
on MEA power.

Novi offers dispatching to others

Novi's police department dispatch
could take on the addllional work of
providing service to Northville city
with little or no impact on the service
it now provides to residents here, ac-
cording to City Ma.nﬂ.gﬂ' Ed Kriewall.

In fact, it would likely help,

“Qur dispalch services is probably
at the point wereit s reaching criucal
mass,” Kriewall explained. *It would
not be that large of an additonal
worldoad (to add dispateh for North-
ville city police.) If it did require more
personnel, it would probably a half o
one person. And then we would also
be achleving some economles of scale
in the operation of our own dispatch
services.”

Years ago, Kriewall said, the city
recognized that reglonal dispatch for
police services was probably the
coming thing and it moved to up-
grade its radio equipment and tower
in order to accommodate more clty
police departmenis on the system
Already, Novi provides dispatch for

police and fire departments in Wixom
and South Lyon and flre dispatch
alone for Lyon Township. Kriewall
said It has also sought to add Walled
Lake and Wolverine Lake to dispatch
services,

Novi has also had several discus-
slons about adding Northvitle city po-
lice dispatch services. Northville has
also been discussing the idea of con-
sclidation with other police depart-
ments in the area, including North-
ville Township, Canton Township,
Plymouth and Plymouth Township.

Northwille city police chief Rod
Cannon recently satd that tssues of
corisolidation aside, he has decided
he favors a proposal to contract with
Novi for dispatch services.

Noviaiready has a tower capable of
geting clear transmission through-
out Notthville. He sald the size of the
population of Northville probably
would not present a large additional
work foad for the Novi dispatchers. If
extra personnel were needed, the
contract would cover thal cost he
sald, even though the city is able to
provide the service Lo outside com-

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Bank chair digs in heels,
fights stockholders on sale

No sale, said Robert H. Mylod, em-
battled chairman of Michigan Na-
tional Corp.

No special meeting of sharehol-
ders to dlscuss a sale.

No hiring of a consultant to negotl-
ate a sale to elght or nine possible
buyers,

“Our customers couldn't care less
about all this merger talk,” Mylod
told sharcholders Aprll 19 in a
2% -hour annual meeting in which
hewas under almost constant fire for
the financial services company’s
poor earnings reports and shrinking
number of bank branches.

But one-third of all shares were
voted agalnst the unopposed slate of
directors supporting Mylod's team,
dissenting stockholder Stanford C.
Stoddard noled.

*No one told them to vote no.”
added another dissenter, Bill
McMaster. “Your duty Is to sell the
company to the highest bidder.”

Mylod refused 1o conunent on
what Stoddard called “the largest
vote against management in the hls-
tory of Michigan banking.” But in a
news conference afterwards in the
Farmington Hills headquarters, My-
lod sald stockholder concern was
~understandable. They were clearly

expressing a high level of frustration.
Ive been disappolnted in the last
couple of years.”

“It {a sale} Is not In the best long-
terminterest of sharcholders,” added
new President Douglas Ebert, saying
the staggering bank had “the capabd-
ity to create a long-term earrurtgs
stream.”

Wrong, said Michael Price of Heine
Securities Corp., the New Jersey-
based awner of 5.5 percent of Michi-
gan National's stock. “The underly-
Ing value of the corporation Is far in
excess of what It's trading for [about
$63)."

Aid In finding missing persons

Jerry Vorva recalled the time
when, as a Plymouth police officer, he
saw a young man standing on a road
oVerpass.

“I said to my partner, "Let's check
this out.” My partner hadn't naticed
him,” said Vorva, noew a state
representative.

“The young man took off. We dicdin’t
pursue him.

“Hours later, we learned he had

dled in traflic after falling from the
: i bridge. We also learned his mother
Pholo by BAYAN MITCHELL  had filed a missing persons repart on

him that moming.”

Vorva chalted In the House cham-

ber as 98 other representatives per-

used his bill recently to require that

law enforcement agencles Lmmedi-
ately enter missing persons reporis
into the Law Enforcernent Informa-

tion Netwerk (LEIN) computer
system.

There were no questions, There
was no debate. Vorva's bill sailed
through 99-0.

“Different departments have diffe-
rent policies,” sald Vorva, whose dis-
trict includes the cily and township
al Plymoulh, the city and townshlp of
Northville and part of Livonia, “If we
do it for autos {enter auto thefls into
the LEIN system}, we should do it for
people.

“Officers would hear It breadcast
on the car radio. A hard copy would
appear at every LEIN terminal.

“Often he (an officer) will stop a
car, and something just doesn't lock
right. He may even see the missing
person, But if the report Isn't in the
LEIN system, preclous minutes are
lost,” he sald.

Missing persons reports {all into
two broad categories: errant adults

offan a spree, often with a person of
the opposite gender, and children,

“Many missing adults don't want
tobe found. When they are, they can
just be deleted from the LEIN sys-
tem.” Vorva sald.

Childlrenn are another matter.
Vorva recalled a Califernia case
where a girl was reported missing
and her suspecled abductor de-
scribed. The report didn't get into the
LEIN syster. While the gir] was sl
alive, police stopped the abductar on
anolher matter but had no reason to
hold him. By the Ume the abductor
was apprehended, the girl had been
killed.

“Police with LEIN inlormation
could have caught him belore she
was kiled,” Vorva sald.

This project
goes back 10 o 15 years whereln
prior city councils, prior interests in
the area, envisioned that we would
redevelop this area into something
better than 2 normal strip develop-
ment or an individual bullding siteon
an automotlve dealership . ..

Something special to augment and
supplement Twelve Oaks Mall, west
Oaks and the Town Centler project,”
Kriewall explained.

We ac-
tually sat down at a committee level
and nvolved councll members and
commissioners to make that project
something more than a sirip center
or so a glorifled convenlence center,”
he sald.

You'll
nolce there's brick pavers and
sidewalks, You'll notice there's a
fountaln . . .

“Studies thatl we have cited inour
pastresearch by econornitritions and
other empirical researchers on eco-
nomic growth have found — In both
the '70s and the ‘80s — that in fact
these selective business subsidies
were not having a statistically sigrif-

jcant Impact on econaic growth in
the sense of job growth, new firm lo-
cation. efe.,” Shull sald.

“And that ratses, [ think , a very
important queslon, which 15 why?
Why is it thatwhen astate has sct out
to lure someone Into an area, they
haven't seen the kind of econamic
growth that was promised or ex-
pected. And I think this Is where the
economics suggest the findings apply
to the local level as well” Shull
explained

“One of the reasons Is that subsi-
dies of thls kind distort location deci-
slons. Businesses that simply are nol
viable in a partlcular area suddently
come Inlo that area because of the
subsidy. The subsldy is In and of it-
self an indicatlon of economic inefli-
clency at that location. It isa sign that
in fact that need for the project, in
terms of consumers’ willlngness to
pay for 1t, Is not substantlal enough
lo bring a return to the investor who
will do bustrniss there.”

Tom Bird, on whether other communi-
ties would asslst take similar steps:

“You are concered in this area
with creating value where none exists
... What this ring road provides is
opportunity and value which ts sepa-
rate from the thoroughfares, Take
the example of Orchard Lake Road in
West Bloomfleld, That road Is the ac-
cess to all the commercial properiles
that are along there.

“What Novi has done 1s go about a
half mile past that . . . and put thelr
ring read around the commercial de-
velopment so you can go to the ring
road and accesss your commercial
development ... When Trammel
Crow put thelr project together, the
size of that was such that they could
do it on thelr own. Here we are look-
ing at a much a smaller parcel of
land, a much smaller site. Once

you've got the first or second element
of your plan in place it may take ex-
traordinary efforts to keep that deve-
lopment continuing, to keep that phi-
losophy moving through Lhat area.”

"And if the community has the op-
portunity te make this philosophy
happen, to implement the master
plan that they feel strongly about, if
they have that opportunity, they
would be foolish not to take advan-
tage of it,” he said.

Programmanager Barbara Chubb
said the funds will help communities
gather information about available
recycled materials, learn about
emerging technologles, and about in-
dustrial and wholesale appllcatlons
of recycled goods.

“However, the slithering down of
the mlllage has gol Lo stop . . . Eco-
nomically, I's probably belter o go
above Truth-in-Taxatlon.”

McLallen sald Novi has added
2,000 residents who need services,

Those councll members who
formed a core which finally drew the
majority in -— Tim Pope, Robert
Schmid and Joseph Toth — refused
to rolf the millage up. Mason was
agalnst rising above the Truth-In-
Taxatlon level but like Crawford op-
posed the budget.

At the council's request, the city
administration arrived at the April 28
meeling with a three percent cut.
paring gut $200,000 from an earller
budget proposal and bringing it be-
low the Truth-In-Taxation level. This
saves voters thirty-six cents per each
81,000 of the state eguallzed valua-
tion of their homes — or $27 on a
%$150,000 home,

Mclallen then recommended that
thecouncil put its seal of approval on
the altered {Inancial plan, but it took
hours of wrangling before lhat
happened.

To me. it's a waste of tirne. |
thought it was presumptous of the
administration to throw in all the
workshops and conferences the
council cut lastyear and thenwant to
cut senfors and use program fees,”
Mason explained.

“[ think ail the administration is
worrled about {s themselves and not
the employees and citizens. IU's a
watered-down shoe-in four-to-three
and that’s where it is.”

Mason reiterated Monday that she
felt the city should hire two new po-
lce officers and an asslstant fire
chief.

The council took a“working break®
off-camera last week, City Manager
Edward Kriewall sald, to see If they
“could find enough support for doing
something.”

The $13.98 million version fnally
approved calls for no Increase in user
fees for parks and recreation prog-
rams; a two percent decrease in all
department line items labeled “ser-
vices and supplies,” the $200,000 al-
located for compulers placed in the
contingency fund for future councll
debate; 315,000 relnstated out of
$30,000 originally proposed for a

zoning ordlnance text revislon; and
the totalthree percent cutback in the
budget as worked out by the city
administration,

About $10 million of the budget is
allocated to personnel costs.

Parks and Recreation Director
Dan Davis had proposed the user fee
hike to make up for $14,000 lost as
part of the budget reduction process.
This was a sticking point for Pope,
who was opposed to the higher fees,

Pope also said that the proposed
$30.000zoning text revision was part
of the annual retainer pald to plan-
ning consultant Brandon Rogers and
Toth backed him on this. They wen
the reduction in that sum to
$15,000. Along with the cut, the city
attorney will be asked to research if
the work is part of Rogers’ retainer.

As another concessfon to Toth,
line items for supplies within the
budget were reduced to last years
level, with the understanding that ifa
department had a shortfall, the
counci could allocate the money at
that time. Toth sald he felt these line
items were artificially “padded.”

“In my opinlon, it's not a good way
tobudget, but (fthat's what it takes 1o
pass the budget, we can do that”
Kriewall sald.

Monday was one of the few times
Toth has ever voted in favor of a city
budget.

Schmid lobbled last week to keep
more dellars for city planning in the
budget, Including the $30,000 zon-
ing ‘ordinance text update end -ac-
cused Pope and Toth of “making
statements in [ront of the TV camera
that are untrue.”

“This s still a politcal budget. This
is budget politicking at its highest
form,” Schmid charged.

Crawford and McLallen both told
the council they felt the budgel
should rise above the Truth-In-
Taxation level, although Mclallen
approved the flnal version, Crawford
referred to the councti's budget style
as “creating a monster” through
“micro-managing.”

*We're all suffering from the cur-
rent taxation climate In the State of
Michigan which has our clizens
standing in front of us saylng don't

sey ‘tax’ to us. I think we have to
spend more money,” the mayor
argued.

“1 don't know how to move us for-
ward, a8 many comprorises as come
forward, the coaliions fall apart.”

against the driver after learning what
happened that night.

The officer said interviews con-
ducted after theaccldent and his fleld
studies proved the man was driving
recklessly and was more than neghi-
gent in getting behind the wheel that
night,

gl'l;ddmoc he obtained at the scene
clinched the case against the driver,
Blashfleld said.

Oblaining evidence at the scene is
critical to the prosecution of the
driver at [ault, Blashfleld sald. That's
why offlcers have to be thorough and
exact in thelr study of accident
s0enes.

The more information officers can
pick-up at the scene, the better their
chances are to convict the driver in
court,

There i3 a science to accident In-
vestigation and Blashfleld has at-
tended numerous classes to leamn
and to become a topnotch traffle
investigator.

He is considered a valued resource
by officers In Novi, Wixom and Walled
Lake.

Whether police can obtaln a crimi-
nal compllant often depends on the
job officers do at the acene, "We look
at the road surface and at the vehi-
cles to gather as much evidence as we
can touse [n prosecution,” Blashfield
sald.

That means officers can take as
long a3 they need to to reconstruct
the scene. They can spend hours
studying the vehicles, road surface
and any markings left on the road to

determine who was at fault and why.

Blashileld sald a series of mathe-
matical formulas help officers detect
how fast motorists were traveling be-
fore, during and after impact. Road
conditions and a vehicle's ability to
adhere to the road surface can also
be calculated by evidence left behind
at the scene, Skidmarks ailow offic-
ers to determine when a motorist at-
tempted to brake and just how fast he
or she was golng seconds befare
smashing Into another vehicle.

Fleld studies taken at the scene
help officers reconstruct the scene.
Maps created by the results of the
studies are used in court. Field stu-
dies also determine whether or not
there were any equipment defects on
either of the vehicles involved. And
now slnce any vehicle involved in a
serlous accident is impounded at the
scene, oflicers have more time {o e
view thelr cases.

“Accident Investigations are sup-
posed to be unblased,” he said. “It's
our job and our duty to find out as
much information as we can io pro-
vide the best police services we canto
our residents.”

sald. Ofien times information reve-
aled at the scene is used by ofllcers to
mournt community-wide campaigns
to prevent similar accldents from
reoccurring,

“We always look to find out what
we candotoassisi residents and help
detourthis typeofaccident fromhap-
pening again,” he said.

A good prosecution fs a key deter-
rent. Evaluation of the existing traffic
slgnage and signaling Is also a key
component in accident prevention.
Road conditions are also reviewed.

If alechol is involved, Blashfleld
says he takes the resuits of a tragic
accident one step further,

"We take an active jook and see
what happened,” he sald. “We'll put a
little pressure on neighboring party
stores.”

That is what happened in another
case from which Wixom Police closed
down a local bar owner after learning

he served drinks toa motorist who la-
ter killed another driver,

The man was reportedly helped
into his car after consuming several
drinks at a local bar. En route home,
the male driver fatled to Judge a curve
on a darkened stretch of road, His
Monte Carlo collided with and mutl-
lated a Tayota Celica. The driver of
the Celica was killed on impact.

Academy is

first of kind In state

Perhaps you've been following the
story as we covered It in The Novi News,
the opening of the Lakes Area Citizens
Police Academy. Although it is modeled
on programs being conducted else-
where, this is the first of Ils kind to be of-
fered in Michigan. And here 1t is in our

own backyard.

It 1s the kind of Innovative, —
community-oriented program we have
come to expect from our law enforcement
community here in Novi. And the Novi
police department, and the Wixom and
Walled Lake police department which
are also participating, frankly deserve

credil for this effort.

The academy is a 10-week pilot
course which will include lectures and
videos as well as ride-alongs with police
officers and a trip to the shooting range.
The idea of course 1s to get citizens famil-
iar with and involved in the cities’ com-

munlty policing efforts.

The purpose is to allow citizens to
see how local police departments operate
and function in the community. The
course syllabus touches on everything
from police history, organization,
tralning and dispatch operations, to
criminal and juvenile law, Investigative
operations and the court system. Stu-
dents will also experience the use of fire-
armsand officer survival techniquesand
tactics. Domestic violence, crime pre-
vention, SWAT, narcoticsand K-9 opera-
tions are also included in the

curriculum.

" The guest speakers include rep-
resentatives of the Michigan State Police
Laboratory, the Oakland County Medi-
cal Examiner's office and Prosecutor Ri-

chardThompson. Threejudges willbeon
hand at various times during the class to
share their experiences. Even Gov. John
Engler has also been asked to attend the
class graduation.

It sounds great, and of course we
hope more sessions of the acaderny will
be offered in the future so more residents
can participate.

Of course, the class requires a sub-
stantial time commitment from its stu-
dents, three hours each week for 10
weeks. The police departments might
want to consider offering some version of
this program in a condensed format so
that even more residents can have ac-
cess to at least some of the knowledge.

For example, the classes might be
taped and made avaflable for check out
at the library, or even broadcast on local
cable channels. Perhaps the course ma-
terials could be condensed into book
form and made available to residents in
print. These are some ideas worth think-
ing about.

Made a mess of issue

My, haven't we made a fine mess of
the assisted suicide debate In this state.

We've got a law on the books that
bans physician assisted suiclde, at least
unti! it sunsets in a few months, The Le-
glslature apparently wasn't sure it really
wanted to outlaw the practice, so it only
made it {llegal Jong encugh for the Death
and Dying Commission to make recom-
mendations about what it should do.

The Death and Dying Commission
has so far suggested only that the leglsla-
ture either should ban assisted suicide
or it shouldn't. Even the Michigan Court
of Appeals has sat on its hands despite
the fact a case on the constitutionality of
the han is before it, apparently in the
hopes someone else would make a deci-

sion so it wouldn't have to.

Dr. Jack Kevorkian and his sup-
porters, meanwhile, have put forward a
ballot proposition petition which would
give the terminally ill an absolute right to
end thelr lives, a posltion with which
even proponents of physiclan assisted

suicide may have difliculty,

that has been a flne tradition among ju-
res in this country since before there
was a country to have such traditions.

Interviewed after the verdict, most
Jurors said they keyed in on a portion of
the law that allows doctors to give termi-
nally ill patients treatments to relieve
pain even if that treatment tends to
hasten death, If you read the law the way

the jury did. it is self-contradictory.

The state Legislature now needs to
take a lesson from that jury. . . mainlya
lesson in how to show some bravery.

Such bravery would come in the
form of legislation that allows for physi-
clan assisted suiclde, with proper over-
sight and regulation to {nsure It {s not
abused.

Clearly, it could be abused. The
handicapped and the elderly have raised
very legitimate issues, and safeguards
need to be installed to make sure the in-
firn are not encouraged, pressured or
coerced to commit suicide just to get
them out of the way of folks who would
rather not be bothered caring for them.

Now we find out that a jury won't

convict based on thelaw, A juryin Recor-
der'sCourt inDetroit, of course, on Mon-
day found Kevorkian innocent of assist-
ing Novi's Tom Hyde in cornmitting suf-
cide, even though Kevorkian admits he

did L.

You've got to give the jury credit for
showing a little bravery and making the
decision no one else wanted ta. They re-
fusedto convict Kevorkian onthe lawap-
parently because they disagreed with it.
Now, in Michigan, that’s not allowed. But

Nonetheless, Michigan citizens
have made it very clear by now that they
sympathize with the plight of Tom Hyde
and the other 19 patients of Dr. Kevor-
kian. They have made it clear they are
not willing to say “no” to someone who is
sick and suffering and faces what is left
of life only in a state of pain.

Unless the legislature acts, it will
likely be left only with the decisions vot-
ers make at the ballot box or that jurors
make in the courtroom.

The trek was part of “Operation Moses," a
program that resulted in the relocation of 7,000

by the Sudanese government, The refugees had
to be funneled through the Sudan because the
Ethjopian government forbade direct emigration
to Israel.

When they arrived in Israel, the teen-agers
were surprised to learn not all Jews were black.
“To see white Jewish people was very surpris-
ing,” Dago said.

“They thought they were the only Jews in the
world,” explalned chaperone Samuel Simpson.
“It's been a revelation for them as well."

Simpson explalned to the Northville students
how Israel has a policy of providing eitizenship to
Jews anywhere in the world.

Officer ‘justified’

David Plante says there’s no doubt
about it: the Northville Township po-
lice oflicer who shot his dog April 26
overreacted.

That’s not the case, police officlals
maintain, They continue to say that
Offcer Charles Cole had reason to
believe hewas In dangerof serlous In-
Jury on April 26 from Scooter,
Plante's 50 pound German
shepherd/Labrador mix. He reacted
accordingly, oflicials say, and his ac-
Uons met police guidelines onthe use
of force,

Theofficer shot Scooter once in the
chest with his .45 caliber semi-
automatic handgun on the driveway
of the Plante’s Cardene Way home.
Plante and four other people—
including his two-year-old son—
were on the driveway when it
happened.

In his report on the Incident, Cole
said that he feared the dog was golng
to bite him and possibly cause severe
injury. After unsuccessfully trying to
ward off Scooter with his police ba-
ton, the officer sald he decided that
using his gun was necessary.

Plante disagrees. Hls account of
events differs greatly from Cole's, at
times flatly contradicting It.

“There Is no question about {t—he
averreacted,” Plante sald, “He did not
have to do what he did”

* think the man panicked,” he
continued. “When I saw the gun, my
real coticern was for my little guy, 1
love the dog, but that was oy main
concemn.”

“The police offlcer overreacted,”
Willlam Donahue, another witness,
said, ‘T told the officer out there, °I
think you acted a little too quick.’ ”

Plante and other neighbors said
they feared what might happer in the
future.

*What about the next time some-
thing like this happens? Does this
guy have the wits about him to react
like he should? I don't know,” Plante
said.

Police officials completely disagree
with that characterization. Their in-
vestigatton concluded that Cole had
legitimate reason to fear being hurt
and that hisreactionwas reasonable.

“It was evident that he was clearly
threatened and afrald of serious in-
jury that he felt he wouldrecelve from

the dog Uf he didn't take action,”
Sergeanit Michael Panaglotides’ re-
port said.

Some of Plante's neighbors say the
dog had behaved very aggressively
with strangers before, officlals add,
and needed to be leashed, which they
say didn't always happen. Police
issuedPlanteaticket for-harboringa
viclous dog® after the iIncident, a
charge he denles and plans to fight
later this month in 35th District
Court,

“We are satisfled that he con-
ducted himself according to the pol-
icy (on the use of force) and that he
was protecting himself” Township
Direclor of Public Safety Chip Snider
said this week,

Cole declined to comment on the
situation.

The evening's events began at ab-
out 6:40 p.m. A Scenic Harbour man
complained to police that Plante had
assaulted and threatened him,

es he denles. The man's allega-
tions led to Cole’s visiting the home,
located on a cul-de-sac near North-
ridge Drive.

He parked near the home's drive-
way, Cole said {n his report, got out
and began walking up it. Five people
were in the driveway, Plante said:
himsell; Antero Afonso, a Westland
man visiting the home; Plante’s
mother-in-law and father-In-law;
and his two-year-old son David.

As he watked up the driveway.
Cole said, Plante unleashed Scooter,

in shooting dog

secured 1o a spot near the garage.
That and Plante's fallure to control
Scooter caused what happened next,
pollce officials say.

He did unleash the dog. Plante
acknowledged, because he was try-
ing to get her to stop barking at Cole,

“Scoot will bark more when she's
on the leash than off of it,” Plante
sald. “Anyone in the dogworld will tell
you that there are some dogs that
Just are like that.”

The dog accldentially sipped out
of his hands after that, Plante said,

She then ran at him, Cole sald,
“barking and showing its teeth.” He
described the dog's behavior as very

“aggressive.”

“The dog wasn't walklng towards
him,” Plante said, “but she wasn't
running, elther. | think she was ex-
clted to see people—her tafl was wag-
ging. No teeth.”

He felt sufficiently threatened to
take out his police baton, Cole can-
tinued, swinging once and missing.
Scooter then “broke off the attack,”
he contlnued, and went behind a
nearby parked vehicle.

She scon ran at him again, how-
ever, Cole said—agaln in a very ag-
gressive manner. At no time did
Plante attempt to call off the dog, he
added—somethlng Plante also
denies,

*1 did call for her,” he said. *I told
him (Cole] to put the stick away and
that she wouldn't bother him.”

As the dog came at him a second
time, Cole sajd, he pivoted his body
until it was safe to draw his weapon
and fire,

When he saw the gun, Plante said,
-1 said ‘Don’t sheol! but it was too
late. The bullet was on its way.”

Just three seconds elapsed be-
tween the time Cole tock out his ba-
ton and drew and fired his weapon,
Plante sald, He also alleged that
Scooler was 12 feet away from Cole

and was moving away from the officer
when he fired.

Cole said he shot at a downward
angle into the body of the dog. The
round was almed into the grass next
to the driveway and In the direction of
a nearby wooded area, he added.

“That is not true,” Plante said.
“Thatis 100 percent niot true. He shot
her on the cement.”

He feared that there could have
beenaricochet, Plante sald. While no
person was in Cole's line of fire when
he pulled the trigger, Planted added,
the barrel of the gun “passed in front
of everyone on the driveway.”

The single shot struck Scooter in
her chest but did not hit any bones or
major organs. A veterinarlan sutured
the dog's wounds and she'’s now back
home, Plante said Scooter “is doing
exceptionally well, considering.”

Joe Donovan witnessed the shoot-
ing from the window of his home and
was also critical of Cole's actions.

“He never stopped walking toward
the dog, and he was waving his stick
at it the whole time," Donovan sald.
*A proper offlcer would have
stopped.”

~There's no reason for an officer to
pulclla gun n a neighborhood,” Afonso
sald,

Mary Lou Donovan, who did not
see the shooting, expressed serious
concems about the entire incldent.

“This guy’s a smoking gun,” Mary
Lou Donovan said. “There was a two-
year-old there. What was he

“What {[ this was a person he was
confronted by?" she continued.
“What's he golng to do? Pull out a gun
and shoot him?”

Plante said he has not yet decided
whether to pursue legal action
against the township over the
incident.

"Qur family Is devastated by this,”

he said. “Right now my feelings are to
get outof this mess and call it a day.”

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‘Hudsucker’
satirizes

big business

“The Hudsucker Proxy,” Warner
Bros.” satirical comedy ahaut big
business, follows the fortunes of
Norville Barnes (Tim Robbins), a
nalve, good-natured young man
who comes to New York to make
his fortune and, within days. finds
himsell at the top of the corporate
ladder at powerful Hudsucker
Industries.

His amazing career move occurs
because the company's founder,
Waring Hudsucker, has suddenly
committed suicide. The chairman
of the board of directors, Sidney J.
Mussburger (Paul Newman), In a
nefarious scheme to drive stock
prices down and acquire control of
the company. plans to install an
imbecile as president and watch
havoc ensue,

His choice {s Norville Barnes.

But the open-faced Barnes
turns out to have a good idea or
two, and before investigative
reporter Amy Archer {Jennifer
Jason Leigh) can uncover the rea-
son for the corporate hijinks, the
company Is surging ahead.

“The Hudsucker Proxy" was
written and directed by Joel Ceen,
who received much critical praise
for his first fllm, the stylish crime
drama "Bleood Simple,” which
marked his directorial debut. The
film appeared on several of the
1985 top ten flim lists, including
Time Magazine, The Washington
Post and USA Today. and was
honored as one of the year's best
flims by the National Board of
Review.

Coen’s other flims are "Raising
Arizona.” an original blend of
screwball comedy and hyperbolic
action film making, and "Miller’s

Crossing.” a gangster film set in
the Twenties.

Joel Coen is joined in “The Hud-
sucker Proxy” by his brother,
Ethan who produced the film and
assisted in writing the screenplay.

In "The Hudsucker Proxy,~
Norville Barnes has arrived In New
York fresh off the bus from
Muncie, Indlana — a graduate of
the 1958 class of the Muncie Col-
lege of Business Admintstration.

Norville is ready to start at the
bottom and work his way to the
top of the corporate world.

Waring Hudsucker {Charles
Durning), on the other hand, is
heading in the opposite direction,
At the very moment Norviile lands
a position in the mail room of the
giobal super-company, Waring, the
company’s founder, leaps from the
+4th floor boardroom window and
lands 2 position on the pavement
below.

The board of directors s in a
panic. Hudsucker's death means
his awnership interest will soon be
offered to the public. There is one
man, however, who remains sur-
prisingly calm. Sidney J. Muss-
burger (Newman), Hudsucker's
right-hand man. has a plan. He'l
install a complete imbecile as
president and devalue the stock so
the board can acquire controlling
interest for themselves. But where
can he find such a guileless patsy
who'll accept the job with no ques-
tions asked?

Enter Norville Barnes.

Initiaily, the plan Is a success.
Under Norville's stewardship, the
company begins its downward spi-
ral. Before long, however, the situ-
ation attracts the attention of Amy

Norville Barnes (Tim Robbins) beams as Board Chairman Sidney J. Mussberger makes him president of Hudsucker Industries

Archer (Jennifer Jason Lelgh),
Pulitzer Prize-winning reporter
who goes undercover to prove
Norville the fraud she thinks he is,
What she uncovers unexpectedly
are some genuine feelings for the
man she is trying to expose.

As for Mussburger, well, his plan
might just hit a snag when Norville
reveals that, in fact, he does have
an idea for the company — an idea
which s, as he puts It. “... you
know, for kids ...

Joel and Ethan Cocn, known for
making smali, offbeat movies, have
tackled a more mainstream project
in “The Hudsucker Proxy™ than in
any of their previous works.

Their most recent success, “Bar-
ton Fink,” which won the Palm
D'Or at the 1991 Cannes Film Fes-
tival and was also nominated for
three Academy Awards, was a
decidedly dark and ambiguous
meditation on creativity, human

relations and psychopathic behav-
lor, and it contalned a fair amount
of violence,

Their other flims — “Blood Sim-
ple.” “Raising Arizena”™ and
"Miiter’'s Crassing™ — were also
highly stylized. personal and
cceentric ereations, To be sure,
“The Hudsucker Proxy,” contains
the unmistakable hallmarks of the
Coen brothers’ unique, hyperbolic
and visually arresting style.

According to director Joel Coen.
“The Hudsucker Proxy’ is a some-
what traditional love story with
elements of a fairy tale and the
most mainstream movie we've ever
done.”

This, their biggest production to
date, was made under the aegis of
Joel Silver, one of the most suc-
cessful producers in Hollywood
history.

‘Bad Girls’ takes new approach
on male-oriented westerns

It s the American West in the waning days of
the 19th century, and four women with no
rights, no justice and no one to stand up for
them are forced to stand up for themsetves.

It Is a dangerous time to be a woman. And a
good time to have friends.

That's the setting for "Bad Girls,” a Western
in which four women of the old west become
gunfighters to win back their money, their
rights and their dignity.

Directed by Jonathan Kaplan, the film stars
Madelelne Stowe, Mary Stuart Masterson, Drew
Barrymore and Andie MacDowell,

I had always wanted to make a western,”
sald Director Jonathan Kaplan, whose films
include “Over the Edge,” “Heart Like a Wheel®
and “The Accused.”

“I'm a fan of John Ford, Sam Peckinpah and
Sergio Leone, and | always wanted to see what
it would be like to work in the genre.”

In *Bad Girls,” Kaplan breaks the mold of the
conventional western with a story that puts a
new spln on the courage, excitement and
romance that are part of the legend of the
American West,

For Madeleine Stowe, the film marks the sat-
isfying end to what had been a frustrating
search for a vehicle that would challenge Holly-
wood's long reliance on the traditional male
western. ~IT found it pecullar that westerns had
only focused on men, when so much had hap-
pened to women during that time in history,”
she said.

Stowe plays Cody, a headstrong and defiant
woman unjustly accused of murder and saved
from the gallows by her three daring friends,

Anita {Mary Stuart Masterson}, a recent
widow, is about to have her land rights
stripped from her by the male-blased laws of
the day. Elleen (Andie MacDowell} is a New
Orleans belle who at first seems too refined to
withstand the challenges she and the others
must endure. And Lilly (Drew Barrymore] is the
helicat of the group, a spirited daredevil who
won't back down from any fight.

ferent reasons had no opportunities except to
be prostitutes,” said Mary Stuart Masterson.
“They are struggling for their freedom and ult-
mately used their collective strength to over-
come thelr individual weaknesses. They aren't
fighting for something political. They're fighting
for their lives.”

Production on "Bad Girls™ began with the
Echo City scenes on sets created just outside
the gold rush town of Sonora, California, in the
foothills of the Sierra Nevada mountains. The
company filmed there for two weeks before
moving to the “big sky" country of Brackettville,
Texas, for two months of shooting the Aqua
Dulee and Rio Grande sequences.

Before the cameras rolled, the company
devoted three weeks in Sonora to “cowboy
camp,” With stunt coordinator and second unit
director Walter Scott in charge, the actors prac-
ticed riding, mounting, dismounting, tumbling,
roping, riding while shooting, crawling on the
ground with rifles, quick draw, fancy draw —
even tobacco chewing,

“Cowboy camp was Lynda Obst's idea,” said
Scott. a 30-year film veteran referring to the
film's executive producer. Scott's credits
include Sam Peckinpah's “Pat Garrett and Billy
the Kid" and “The Killer Elite.” He also doubled
for Clint Eastwood in "The Cutlaw Josey Wales™
and "Hang 'em High."

Scott saw his mission in “Bad Girls™ as giving
the actors confidence. “They developed to the
point that they wanted to do everything,” he
sald, "We allowed them time to sort through a
number of horses until they found the right
ones. They developed a working rapport with
their horses and got to the point where they
were driving teams.”

Stowe and MacDowell were already experi-

enced horsewomen, if not cowgirls, but Master-
son and Barrymore had done very little riding.

"l was completely pathetic and uncoordinat-
ed when 1 got here,” Barrymore confessed. “1
couldn't twirl a gun and wasn't very familiar
with horses; and, of course, my character is a
trick rider. But Walter Scott makes you drive.
Like Jonathan Kaplan, you strive (o please this
mar.”

Siding with and against the four "Bad Girls™
are four men of wildly divergent virtue, Der-
mont Mulroney (“Point of No Return”} plays
McCay, the quiet stranger whose own quest for
vengeance draws him to Cody. James LeGros
("Drugstore Cowboy”} is Tucker, the simple
farmer who longs to win the big-city heart of
Elleen,

Meanwhile, on the other side of the law,
James Russo ("Beverly Hills Cop”) plays Kid
Jarrett, the violent bandit from Cody's past
who has now made off with her life savings.
And Oscar-nominated character actor Robert
Loggia ("The Jagged Edge”) is Frank Jarrett,
Kid's equally ruthless father.

“Westerns are often defined by the quality of
the villains, and sometimes by the quality of
the women,” said Ken Friedman, one of the
film's screenwriters.

But we always hoped to go
back to it someday.”

In 1992, the script was brought
to the attention of Joel Silver by
the Coen brothers agent, Jim
Berkus. Silver, who has counted
himself among the Coens’ greatest
admirers since he first saw “Blood
Simple,” read the screenplay and
fell in love with it.

“The script was the most acces-
sible | had seen the Coen brothers
attempt,” he said, “and | wanted to
help them make it a reality.”

problem. The following information
may help you before you approach
your child's doctor.

The term enuresis is used to de-
scribe uripary incontinence at any
age when bladder control is normal.
Nocturnal enuresis (NE} refers speci-
fically to bed-wetting. Often episodes
of NE are associated with a stressful
event in the child's life, such as the
birth of & new sibling or a recent
move,

while incontinence can result
frem a medically definable cause

such as urinary tract infection or irri-
tation froma new soap or laundry de-
tergent, the actual reasons for NE are
unknown. However, many physi-
cians accept the following corrumon
theories.

® Bladder Instability—results from
fmmature sphincter control or a
small bladder.

® Arousal disorder—proposes that
episodes of bed-wetting occur after
intense stimulation during REM or
non-rapld-eye-moverment, sleep.

@ Antidiuretic hormone deficlency
{AHD)—a biochemical imbalance
that leads to increased production of
urine that exceeds the child's bladder

capacity.

The treatment options available
for NE range from counseling and
education for the parents and the
child to medications that physicans
find effective in many cases. Usually,
only counseling is needed to achieve
nighttime dryness. Another success-
ful method Is using an alarm that
goes off when It senses that the child
has wet the bed. :
