Novi homeowners may have
voled themselves a property tax cut
in March, but they'll still be seeing
less of a cut if they approve the two
mill increase the Novi Community
School District Board of Education
{3 asking them o approve June 13,

The school board voted Thurs-
day 4-2 to ask residents to approve
two of the three enhancement mills
the state is allowing districts lo levy
for three years.

© The two mill proposal will be one
of two millage propositions Novi
voters will be asked to approve In
June,

The second proposal will ask all
property owners (o approve an
18-mill levy against non-
homestead properties only for a
10-year period.

The 18-mill question must be
passed In order for the district to re-
ceive its portion of the stale's found-
alion grant for education of $6,500
per pupll.

Board President Ray Byers and
Secretary John Streit voled against
the two-mill proposal because they
wanted to see the board go for the
full three-mill levy.

Six of
those 16 mills are being levied by
the state, another six are “hold
harmless® mills which may be lev-
{ed Jocally to save current prog-
rams, and 4.7 mills are being col-

DNR says
landfill’s
polluting
creek

The old Munn landfil on Mea-
dowbrook Road is leaching heavy
metal contaminants into Bishop
Creekand other surface waters, ac-
cording to a study recently com-
pleted by the Department of Na-
tural Resources, and the state
wants it to stop ~— ASAP.

In April, the DNR's Surface Water
Guality Diviston wrote the Clty of
Novl, asking for both preventative
measures and a removal of conta-
minated soils located in a nearby

ditch. The complaint was
forwarded to the department's
Compllance and Enforcement
Section.

Novi was advised that the state
could take civil action and that the
city could face penalties of $2,500
to $25,000 per day for non-
compliance. :

Novi youth killed in shoot out

A troubled Nowi teenager was
shot and killed by police Tuesday
afternoon after he fired an AK-47 at
officers in a Detroit schaolyard dur-
ing recess,

Bogfagdiﬁndred 17, was taken to

Hospital in F: o]
Hills where he died ﬁnﬁmtgit;;e
gun shot wounds at 1 p.m.

Redford police say the teen's
adoptive parents Susan and Kurt

Kindred and his 19-year-old biolog-
ical brother, Matt Itve in Novi. But
Gary was a ward of the state who
had escaped from a state Institu-
tion last month,

The teen was running Tuesday
from: Redford Township police after
allegedly burglarizing a home In the

area around 11:30 a.m. before he
confronted officers on the
playground.

Township police said they re-
spanded to a call of a break-inata
home In the 20000 block of Wood-

worth. At the home, officers took
Rindred's 16-year-old Delroit ac-
complice into custody, Witnesses'
told police a second suspect match-
ing Kindred's description fled east
from the home on foot.

Redford Inspector Michael Kosla
said officers spoited the suspect ap-
proaching the Open School in De-
troft 15 to 20 minutes later.

Undercover officers from Detroit
were called in and stationed around
the schoolyard opposite the Red-
ford squad, Kosla said.

Kosla said officers saw Kindred
knieel down, pull a AK-47 semi-
automatic weapon from a gym bag,
load it, and then he opened fire at
officers.

Officers from both departments
fired back.

The teen was struck three times
in the chest, abdomen and neck,
Kosla said,

Redford police said the 17-year-
old stole the gun from a Detroit
home last week.

Novi resident picked to head up SWOCC

In an earlier incarnation as news director at WEYT in
Flint and at KAMI in Amarilio, Texas, Caren Collins was
oflenonthe phone explaining lo disappointed people just
why she couldn't find airtime for their fundralser or spe-
cial event.

Now, as the new executive director of the Southwest
Oakland Cable Commisslon (SWOCC), she's promoting
the comie one. come all world of publle access television.

“What's really exciting aboul comumunity access is that
anybody can come here. Anybody can put on the air the
stories they think are important,” sald Collins, a six-year
Novi resident.

“They can do whalever they want as long as it Isn't i-
legal, Immeral, fattening or to sell something.”

Collins, who's been on the job for three weeks, was
hired to replace SWOCC's first executive director, Lark
Samouelian, whe Is now project manager for the Michi-
gan Government Television Network in Lansing,

When Novt, Farmington and Farmington Hills enitered
into a cable franchise agreement with MetroVision 11
years ago, SWOCC was set up as part of the deal. A por-
Uon of the subscriber fees MetroVision ocollects lund
SWOCC,

Elected oflicials and the city managers of the three ci-
ties sit on the commission, which has acharge tooversee
the cable franchise and promote community. educa-
tional and governmental access TV, Collins' role is to
carry out the commission’s orders,

While she has an tmpressive resumne In television and
radio broadcasting, Coliins ts busy re-educating hersclf
about public access and cable television. MetroVison's
[ranchise expires in 1997 and renegotiations willbegin In
late May, As part of this process, SWOCC will evaluate the
cable company's services.

Coliins aiso did radlo reports for WJR on things like fall
color tours, statewtde events, travel and tourism.

Belore that, she was worked In the hectic, fast-paced
world of television news and produced community forum
shows for her statlons,

“Did you ever watch the Mary Tyler Moore Show? 1 was
Lou Grant, the manager of the newsroom.” Collina
explains.

Collins grew up In Farmington and studied broadcast-
ing at North Farmington High school, before moving on
the University of Michlgan, where she earned a master’s
in the field.

1
think that's how Lhey got people to stay and goon to gra-
duate school,” Collins says.

SWOCC's programming airs on Channel 12 from 10
am. to 10 p.m. daily. Most of the shows are put together
entirely by crews of volunteers. Some of them may want
to lap Collins' knowledge.

Her background includes a stint as a television news
consultant for the well- known firm Frank M. Magid Asso-
clates in Cedar Rapids, lowa. One of Collins' clients was
Channel 7 in Detroil. As a consultant, she helped the on-
air talent improve their delivery, writing, presentation
and speaking. ‘

About 300 volunteers put together SWOCC's prog-
ramming, which ranges from “Motorsports Basics™ fea-
turing Ron Watson, Execulive Director of the Motors-
ports Museum to Novi broker Shirley Cash's interview-
format show, "Cash Talks,

State government would take on a
larger burden of court funding under
a reformn movement taking shape in
the Legislature.

That's fine with Rep. Willis Bullard
and District Judge Michael Baichik.

They pralsed Chief Justice Mi-
chael Cavanagh when he urged them
“to assess the proper balance for the
sharing of costs between local and
state funding sources.” Cavanagh
held an oltve brarich of cooperation in
place of a leng-standing batile lines
between the courts and the rest of
government,

“Think of your recent accomplishi-
ments.” said the complimentary Ca-
vanagh, referring to the massive
transfer of school funding respensi-
bliity from local property taxes o the
state, Cavanagh, in his second year
as chief justice, last Thursday made
his first “state of the judiclary” ad-
dress to a joint session of the House
and Senate.

“It worr't happen this year, but it
will be faced,” said Rep. Frank Fitz-
gerald, R-Grand Ledge, third-
ranking Republican in the House.

The state pays about 31 percentof
the cost of circuit, probate and dis-
trict courts. Under a deal cut with

Gov, Willlarn G. Milliken in the early
1980s, the state picked up the entire
cost of Wayne Caunty and Detroit
couris the first year, In later years, it
was to pick up the cost of suburban
Wayne and the 82 other counties’
courts. “Tomorrow™ never came,
however. OQutstate counties are suing
for equity, and their lawmakers last
week began the debale.

“They need some (additionai]
funding.” said Bullard, R-Millord, an
attomey and former township super-
visor. “When we enact laws, we need
{o give more tools to the judiclary.”

Bullard, whose distriet Includes
Novi, noted the Legislature already
had redistricted the Court of Appeals
and added four judges.

Bullard said he voted for the
budget amendment to put more state
meney into the ather 82 countles’
courts because “we can't fund Jusl
one county's courts.”

*His tone was concillatory and
cooperative,” sald Batchlk, judge in
the 52nd District Court- 1st Division,
covering Novi, Walled Lake, the
South Lyon area and the Milford
area. “There's no doubt some courls
need help in flnancing.”

“He stressed cooperation between
the branches,” sald Willlam Hamp-
ton, former slate senator and Oak-
land clreuit judge, now in private

While everyone's got Lhair fingers
croased that disaster never strikes
here — although Novi does have a
track record for twisters — the new
plan pravides the city's elected offi-
clals and staff with a framework for
dealing with emergencies.

Twa key players {f sonething does
cocur are Mayor Kathleen MclLallen
and Director of Public Services An-
thony Nowickl.  Nowicki is the
municipal emergency management
lason, who works under the direc-
tion of the mayor and coordinates
local relief efforts with Oakland
County’s Emergency Management
Program.

Several city departments immed-
ately swing into action to assess the
damages. The mayor then has the
authority to declare a state of
emergency and ifit's determined that
more than local resources are needed
to handle the situation, she may call
in the county.

The last Ume a Novi mayor actually
declared a state of emergency was In
the late 1970s, during a major snow
storm “which pretty near shut down
everything,” McLallen said,

As aregional center, the city also
has several vulnerable points — the
freeway, the mall and the rallroad.
Novl must be prepped, McLallen ex-
plalned, in case of taxic spllls on the
freeway or ratiroad, If a disaster hits
the mall, the city must be able to keep
traffic clrculating and evacuate hun-
dreds of people quickly.

County Emergency Operations Plan.
[fnecessary, the county may also call
in the state for help.

Everybody expects the police and
fire departments to mobllize (n the
event of a maljor emergency, but
Novi's plan also musters up stall
fromareas such as parks and recrea-
tlon and the building department,
Here's how 1 works:

8 Novi Police: In the event of a disas-
ter, the police must notfy the mayor,
{ollowed by the city manager, the de-
partment of public services director,
the fire and police chlefs, then the
Oakland County emergency
coodinator.

The city's emergency center in the
police department {s activitated, al-
lowing agencies providing emergency
services lo comrnunicate via tele-
phones, pagers and moblle phones
with staffon the site and at central of -
fices. Contact with the county
emergency coordinator Is
mainiained.

As needed, the department sets off
the publie waning system, elther
through sirens, telephones, door-to-
door operations or fanning out on the
streets,

W Buliding official: Damage assess-
meril, so cructal in filing insurance
claims, ts under the supervision of
Building Officlal Don Saven. The
city’s construction services stafl eva-
luates damage to public butldings
while the assessing department
checks out private buildings.

Saven assists the mayor in draft-
ing a state of emergency declaration.

The building officlal also keeps a
record of all city expenditures, staff
hoursand resources used torespond
to the disaster,

B Health services: Novi Parks and
Recreation Director Dan Davis func-
tiona as the health service Ualson,
whomakes contact with hia counter-
parisat Cakland County and the Red
Cross,

Davis works with all human ser-
vices agencles, coordinales crisis
counseling, sets up and runs
emergency shelters and reception
areas, provides emergency tranapor-
tation for public and emergency
worliers and coordinales special ser-
vices to deal with victims with special
needs, such as the elderly and
handicapped.

N Law enforcement: Another func-
tioni of the police department is to
keep the Impacted population posted
on the situation; conduct search-
and-resciie operations; provide sec-
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urity 1o the disaster scene and
emergency shellers; control traffic;
assist in the Weatherspotter net-
work; enforce curfews; help resldenta
with special needs, such as the el-
derly, remove vehicles blocking eva-
cuation routes; and assist the county
medical examiner with mortuary
services.

8 Fire Department: Along with pro-
viding lre protection and coordinat-
ing emergency medical services and
transportation, the fire department
takes on a series of key tasks, includ-
ing asslsting in wamrming the popula-
tion; helptng the city’s department of
public works shut down gas, electrde-
ity and other utitilities; performing
search-and-rescue operations; eva-
cuating residents: clearing debrls;
assisting in the Weatherspotier
network.

The fire department is also
charged with hazardous wasle re-
moval and assisting the Oakland
County radiological defense officeras
needed in radiological and deconta-
mination activities,

N Department of Public Works: DI'W
workers Identlfy and keep clear key
transportation and evacuation
routes, help coordinate travel restric-
tlons and assist with traffic control.

The DPW provides emergency
generators as needed, heilps shut
down gas and electricity, and asses-
ses the safety and viabllity of the wa-
ter and sanitary systems. In the event
of a flood, they conduct sandbagging,
diking and pumping operatlons,

In addition, the DPW crew may be
called upon to help out In search-
and-rescue misstons and in controll-
Ing access to the disaster site, They
also help bring In food and medical
supplies.

R Public Information officer: Novi's
public refations director Cindy Stew-
art establishes hersell as the sole
*point of contact” for the news media.
She sets up a public information cen-
ter at the Novi Civic Cenler, collects
data fromn the disaster scene, writes
news Teleases, conducts press tours
and tries to keep reporters from pea-
tering the emergency workers as they
do thelr job.

If necessary, she coordinates a
public information and rumer con-
trol center with her Oaltland County

The Nowvi Community Board of
Education Thursday passed a re-
vised reproductory health curricu-
lumn that will go Into eflect next year
for students in grades 4-9. The
school board approved the curreu-
lurn 6-0 provided that the statement
about abstinence be strengihened
and that the curriculum be reviewed
and evalualed at theend of next year.

The curriculum changes are units
that will be integrated into the dis-
trict’s existing health program.

Liberal and conservatives may
never see eye Lo eye when it comes to
sex education being laught in the
classroom.

That theory was tested and proven
last week when the Novi Community
Schoo! District Board of Education
discussed and then adopled a health
and sex education program for stu-
dents n grades 4-9.

The school board adopted the cur-
riculum presented by the district's
Reproductive Health Advisory com-
mittee provided that committee
members beef up the message that
abstinence is the best defense
agalnst pregnancy and sexually
transmitted diseases.

Nancy Nemecheck was at the
meeting prepared to share her view
along with the views of 14 other pa-
rents who reviewed the curriculum

with her.

Shecommended thecommittee for
the work members had done, She of-
fered praise and criticism for various
parts of the program and noted spe-
cific lterns she'd like to see changed.

“. . .There are kids who will have
sex,” she read froma letter signed by
15 parents Including herself. “But
let's stop throwing condoms at themn
as the answer for saving their lives.

e . Yes. this currieulum teaches
abstinence — but not.enough,” she
continued. “Let's not give our kids
less than what they are worth., Let's
not give them double messages.”

But teaching abstinence isn't
what high schoolers need norwant to
know says one student who sat on
the 21 member committee,

The student was denied an oppor-
tunity to speak about the curriculum
changes by Board President Ray
Byers because he was not present
when Byers called for public
comment.

Trustee Robert Schram sought the
same student's input after Byers de-
nied himaccess to the conversation,

Schram asked the student to
share his perception of the proposed
changes. But what he got Instead
was something he and the rest of the
adult crowd didn't want to hear,

*At least 170 students believe that
safe sex should be taught and that
condoms should be passed out,” so-
phomiore Robert Littleton told the
board and the audience.

“Students believe there shotild be
more education,” he continued. "I
don't want my kids to not learn about
it because people in the ‘90s don't
want to hear about it

Just as Littleton started o present
alitany offacts and figures to support
his case, a parent who was not on the
committee jumped outof his seat and
told him to “shut-up.”

Byers immediately brought the
discussfon back to the board table.
He instructed Schram to redirect his
question to the student and told the
student to contain his comments.

Dazens of residents sat through
five hours of debate and discussion by
the Novi Planning Commission last week
only to walch the commissioners table
the Interlock Corporation's request flor a
spectal land use facility in the industrial
park behind their subdivision. _

They're frustrated. and its perfecly
understandable. Theyll have to return
to the planning commission meeting
coming up May 18 to sec the delibera-
tions resume. No telling how long the
conversation may go on that night.

Additionally frustrating is the fact
the idea of tabling the request came up
just moments before the commissioners
were ready tovote onthe issue. And it ap-
peared very possible the request could go
down to defeat. Three of the eight mem-
bers present had already made it clear
they would not be voting in support of
special land use approval.

Now, Commissioner Kim Capello
has received criticism for making the
motion. But it 18 undeserved, because
that is all he did — make the motion— it
took four other mernbers of the commis-
gion to support the tabling, Likewise,
chairman Richard Clark has drawn
some fire for allowing the motion. The
suggestion to table came from Interlock
attorney Terrence Jolly, who requested
the detay when the public comments of
the agenda was supposed to have been
closed. The criticistn aimed at Clark
argues he should not have allowed Jolly
to make the suggestion, but in fact it was
out of Jolly'’s mouth before Clark could
stop him and the motion was made and

-seconded by

order.

Jolly of course was only doing his
job, which was to represent his client.
Which he did, speaking out of tum or

not.
The blame has to rest when the

comrmissionmajority. It appears they de-
layed the decision, possibly because of
the controversial nature of the project,
when the central question on which In-
terlock’s special land use approval re-
quest islikely tobe decided. It seems very
unlikely the company will be able to
make any further changes to the plan to
make it more acceptable to the Meadow-
brook Lake subdivision residents on that
central questions.

In the end, the tabling may have -

Two toplcs about the building

There will be a berm
placed between the two, but there is no
other buffer between the light manufac-
turing facility and the subdivision. And
that fact will not likely be changed when
Interlock returns May 18.

As one commissioner put it, this
may be a great facility and a desirable
business to have in town, but this ap-

Tabling a decision on a project that
has run into opposition is usually done
to give the company time to resolve the
concerns. No one can fault Interlock for
the efforts it has made. The company has
already made numerous allerations to
meet the concern of the abutting land-
owners. So i Interlock could revise its
project totnake it rmore palatable, tabling
would save it from having to resubmit
the plans again later and pay new filing
fees.

But in this case, the delay may
stmply burn up more of Interlock’s time
and engineering resources, costing it
more money, when the central issue is
already before the commission.

Additionally, it just aggravates the
residents.

Teachers walked
around for days wearing “Engler hates me” butlons and
sorne even went plcketing with signs calling the governor a
Nazl,

I have to gtve teachers in Novi credit for keeplng their ob-
Jections to the bill well within bounds. Sumand lotal of the
local protest consisted of Novi Education Assoctation Pres-
ident Martha Franchf and a school districtresident getng
up ina recent school meeting to complain about the Board
of Education's adoption of a resolution supporting the
passage of the bill. Franchi mainly expressed disappoint-
ment and anger. contending that it was her feeling the
board and union have worked cooperalively in the past.
Board President Ray Byers simply responded that the

ineasure was seen by members as a cost containment
measure.

But something Franchi said in her comments perked
up my ears a little, She talked about how the bill (which
has now become law) would eliminate “protections” for
teachers, which | thought was a pretty curious way to refer
to a law that, as I understood it. made teacher strikes
Uiegal.

As {t turns out. there were Indeed “protections” for
teachers in that old version of the law, which explatnsalot
about the final shape of the amendment, and which I don't
think the media has explained very well so far.

One was that teachers who went out on sirike could do
so withou! risking losing any pay. Since teachers are paid
an annualamount, when they returned to work their pay-
checks were simply recalculated in order to get them thetr
full yearly salary. That's one reason the Legislature set the
fines to be worth roughly a day’s pay for each day the
teachers are on the picket line. It also explains why other
unions did nol rush to teachers’ defense. Paid hourly,
members of other unfons already have to gamble that
they'll win enough in wage increases to make up for the
ime they lost on the job. So they are nol particularly
sympathetic,

I had always marvelled that judges seemed so reluctant
to crackdown on striking teachers when the law said such
strikes were illegal. Novi Superintendent Emmett Lippe
explained to me thal the reason was that technically they
weren't on strike. Since the school year calendar wasane-
gotlable Hemm, i there was no contract finalized to set the
starting date, teachers weren't really falling to report to
work.

You could certainly count that as a “protection.” And it
{s alsc one the main reasons the Legislature sought to re-
move the school calendar from the list of negotiable items
in the recent changes to the law.

Fiber optic commuitication systems are also

much less ltkely to be plagued by electrical in-
terference, thus, reducing TV outages
significantly.

MetroVision has been an entrepreneur and a
ploneer in the fleld of fiber optics. Recognizing
as early as 1987, the inherent value of such a
system, flber optics were being set into place
between their Livonia and Redford offices. A
year later, in 1988, approximately 10 more
miles of fiber optics were installed between the
Livonla and Oakland County offices.

These links are used to transmit speclal
events as live shows simultaneously among the
Redford, Livonia and Oakland County systems,
computer data and up te 30 channels of video
including CNN, ESPN and USA. Even MetroVi-
sion’s phone system Is fiber interconnected. In
1989, MetroVision was the first company In Mi-
chigan to install a cable television fiber optic
systemn.

Currently there are 1,288 mlles of fiber op-
tics in place, For the future, MetroVision's chief
engineer, Clay Colling, envisions a state of the
art 750 megahertz fiber optic system encom-
passing 2,908 miles.

With that kind of technology In place, we'll
surely be moving in the fast lane on the “Infor-
mation Superhighway.”

a culvert under Meadowbrook Road
and from there the heavy metal con-
taminanta flowed to land east of the
mad and into Bishop Creek.

At a point south of the culvert, the
DNR identified "a blow hole” in the
landfill, where the leachate was seep-
ing out. Leachate is the combination
of groundwater and whatever soluble
materials are located In the old
landflll,

This discharge violates the Michi-
gan Water Resourre Comumntasion
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Act, the DNR lefter from environmen-
tal quality analyst Earl Fricse noted.
Novi was ordered to remove solls con-
taminated with heavy metals found
in the drainage ditch and dispose of
them in compliance with state
guidelines,

The former landfill is no secret. A
1985 environmental Inventory of the
city by consulting engineers JCK &
Associates includes a write up on the
site, noting that there were actually
three landfills along Ten Mile Road
between Meadowbrook and Novi
roads. The dumps were used by

Munn Contractors prior to more stii-
gent state guidellnes.

In January, Danidel Weiss, presi-
dent of Weiss Construclion Com-
pany, who owns 63 acres at the
southeast comner of Meadowbrook
Road and Grand River, complained
to the city about the discharge onto
his land.

In a January lelter to Kriewall
Weiss sald a $2 million sale of his
land was jeopardized by the
pollution.

“This problem needs some {mme-
diate attention. It would be sad and

extremely costly for all if there was
some easy solution that as not imple-
mented by you [n a timely fashion. As
itis headed now, it appears that your
inactivity Is rapidly heading us tow-
ards a large disaster and litigation,
masstve DNRlnes, etc.,” Welss wrole
the city.

This Wednesday, however, Welss
reaponded to Nowl News inquiries
from vacation in Seattle. He sald ex-
perts he has hired have recently con-
cluded there may be no pollution
problem on the land there.

3. "Best if used by” means the food should retain top eating quality
until that date.

4, “Expiration date” means the last date a food should be eaten or

Clinton Webb, president of the
American Heart Assoclation ol Michi-
garn. “Shoppers will be able to quickly
compare products side-by-side to
[ind the amounts of fat, cholesterol,
sodium and other nutrlents in a
standard serving of these products.”

The American Heart Asscciation
worked with a coalition of 20 health
and consumer groups to urge Con-
gress lo pass the Nutrition Labeling
and Education Act of 1990, The asso-
clation then worked with the FDA
and USDA to develop guidelines to

Soulhwesterners
love their scrambled eggs with a dash
of Tabasco, and smart chefs use chill
to impart piquant flavor or creale fire
in the belly of hucky diners.
Butwhy didn’t hot foods originate
in Scandinavia instead of In warmer
climales? Probably because in hot
climates, food spolls quickly. Pun-
gent seasoning helps retard the pro-
cess, and camouflage the flavor of
food that's past {ts prime.

The chill, actually, is not so exotie,
Part of the Capsicum frutescens fam-
ily, it i3 a cousin of the tomato and
eggplant. But Europeans weren't in-
troduced to its robust charms until
Christopher Columbus brought it
back from the New World and Magel-
lan brought it to Afrca and Asla on
his travels.

How hot {s too hot? There's no
such thing, contends Geraldine
Duneann in Some Like It Hotter (101
Productions), She loves her food hot,
hotter, hottest and advises some
chefs to make food as hot or mild as
they lke.

If you have a sensitive palate, use

chiil judiciously. If you love your food
so hot that your nose runs, be gener-

The new food label usually ap-
pears on the back or side of the pro-
duct and will list key Ingredients, in-
cluding tolal amounts of fat, satur-
ated fat, cholesterol, sodfum. dietary
fibers, sugrars and protein per
serving.

Parents should take a stand

It's time for pa-
rents to take a stand.

For those of us
who are the parents
of teenagers, particu-
larly high school se-
niors, spring means
more than the an-
nual budding of trees
and the moving of
clocks forward one
hour. It means dolng
our part in preparing
for two “once-ln-a-
lifetime" experiences for our sons and daught-
ers — senior prom and high school graduation.

Many of us will confine our involvement to -
nancial assistance. We wili “lend” money for
prom tickets or formals, recognizing that the
debt is unlikely to be repaid and not really
minding if it isn't. Many of us will assume a
more proactive role with respect to graduation
or prom, however. We will agree to host a pre-
prom party or will plan a graduation party de-
signed to provide a social outlet for 50 other se-
niors, and not Aunt Doris and Uncle Wally from
Okemos or Dearborn Helghts. If we choose not
to host such events, almost certatnly our senlor
offspring will be attending functions given by
other parents who do.

The problem that each of us may choose to
Ignore is the role that alcohol and other drugs

play in these two significant “rites of passage”
events for ougghildren. Whether we recognize it
or not, the problem of adolescent drinking and
recreational drug use is risingonce again aftera
period of modest decline over the past several

years.

This article Is not about assigning blame, but
discussing shared responsibllity. During the
past 12 years, most local school districts have
implemented broad-based curricula which ad-
dress topics related to chemical dependency.
Educational speciallsts have been added (stu-
dent assistance specialists, SAFE workers,
DARE officers} to work with students on this
issue. Community-based organizations have
networked Into task forces almed at seeking
ways to change the climate of our neighbor-
hoods and discourage substance abuse.

Ultimately however, the most important and
effective monitors of our children are their pa-
rents. We have the uncontested power and au-
thority {o create a safe environment and set of
expectations for our kids. With that in mind, I
would like to suggest a few guldelines for pa-
rents to consider for senior prom and gradua-
tion festivities:

1. State unegquivocally that no fllegal sub-
stances will be served or tolerated in your
home. {Alcchol is lllegal for 18 year olds)’

2. Inform yeur child that you expect that he/
she will not be using those substances in the
homes of others, and that they will not be part of
their prom or graduation experience, {The imo

to the prom Is meant to be an elegant meansof

transportation ~ not a rolling bar}

3. Discuss these issues with the parents of your
son or daughter's prom date or with parents
hosting a graduation party. (Yeu may be pleas-
antly surprised to learn that they share your
concern)

If these suggestions make you uncomfort-
able or seem out of date, consider what those
thoughts and feelings may be saying. It if fs dif-
fleult to follow through with cur own beliefs ab-
out adolescent use of alcohol and other drugs,
then let's at least recognize that peer pressure
and the destre to be liked has a powerful nega-
tive influence on adults as well as kids.

When the resting pressure Is consistently

§above these ranges, high blood pressure (hy-

pertension) is diagnosed.
Unfortunately, there are no symptoms

which indicate the presence of hypertension.
For this reason, it is frequently referred to as the
“silent killer,” ofter: resulting in kidney disease,
heart disease and strokes. Have your blood
pressure checked often.

Once hypertension is diagnosed, it is impor-
tant to determine whether it is the common “es-
sential® type, meaning the cause Is unknown,
orwhether itis duetoother factors, some surgl-
cally or medically correctable.

Fartunately, there are excellent drugs cur-
rently available for treating hypertension.
These fall into two major categories: those that
cause blood vessels to dilate or relax, lowering
blood pressure, and those that work by elimi-
nating excess sodium and fluids from the body
{diuretics).

High blood pressure can sometimes be man-
aged successfully without resorting to antl-
hypertensive drugs — through modifying diet,
exercise and behavior.

The overwelght person with hypertension
may be placed on a reducing diet and exerclse
program by his or her physician, for blood pres-
sure often decreases with wefght Joss.

A diet low in sodium (ordinary table salt is

the most common form) also may help to lower
blood pressure. Sodium restriction curbs fluid
retention by the body and tends toreduce blood
volume and pressure.

You can decrease the salt content of your diet
by avolding such salted foods as peanuts and
pork products and not adding extra salt to
other foods.

Many processed foods, including lunch
meats, canned soups, spack foods and many
others are very high in sodium. Leamn to be a
food-label reader. Your detective work will
quickly reveal which packaged foods are high in
fats, salts and other ingredients.

Finally, learning to relax and cope with
stress and tension is extremely helpful. Stress
reduction courses are often offered at your local
college or continuing education department.
They are inexpensive, amazingly easy to learn
and eflective.

Hypertension is a life-shortening disease
which can be medically managed quite effec-
tively. There's no excuse to ignore it.
