A proposed extension of Tafl Road, 
part of Novl's Voter-approved 1990 
road bond program, has nortll end 
residents split over the merlU of the 
$1 nlllllon project. 

Fifty South Lake Drive homeow­
ners, seeing trafllc relief ahead for 
their road, have signed a peUUon In 
favor of die extension from Twelve 
Mile north to West Road. 

"The Decker Road extension alid 
M-5 are not going to relieve the prob­
lem. We need the Taft Road exten­
sion." Michael McCarthy of South 
Lake DilVe told the Novl City Council 
Monday. 

Several West I ^ d iraldents, on 
the other hand, say the new design. 
Which appears more like an exten­
sion of West Road than of Taft, may 
create a truck ixjute heading past 
their homes and towards the Beck 
Road freeway interchange. 

"Now It's nowhere near Tall Road. 
We really quesUon who are the real 
beneficiaries of this project. The Way 
it's hieing laid out, there's more bene­
fit to industrial land than resldenUal. 
It gives die industrial land frontage," 
West Road resident Brad Bach said. 

"I don't see it as taking the city In 
the direction We'd like lo go." 

The extension l ias l>een re-routed 
further to fhe West Uian originally 
planned, to avoid WeUands to the 
east. City Manager Edward ICriewall 

explained. 
The plan now calls for the road to 

cut thlough a triangle of over 180 
acres of irldustrlally-zoned land 
owned by Nell Sosin of Northern 
Equities. The area Is north of Tweh/e 
Mile Road, east of Beck Road. 

But It's not a certain thing that this 
will be done. No rights-of-way have 
yet been acquired, although kriewall 
says Sosin would donate llie access 
to build the road through his land. 

"It seems to me we have a lot of 
controversy in die council over tliat 
1X)ute. I don't know lf it'll pass or not," 
Council Member Robert Schmld 
said. 

City officials have been asked to 
discuss the issue at the May 24 1T1eet-
ing of the Lakes Area Residents Asso­
ciation by the organization's presi­
dent. Hany AVagian. 

"We're going to share a certain 
ainount of information WlUi the L A I ^ 
meeting. Council has not agreed to 
anything olllclally. We still haVe a lot 
ofenglneerlng concerns to work out," 
Kriewall explained. 

"Tlie biggest issue may be Whether 
We do It as opposed to how We do It." 

If the new path for the road is 
adopted by the city. NoVl will need to 
Work out the design with the nelgh-
1x)rlng City ofWlxora It Will also need 
to cross Ule C & O Railroad tracks. 
Kriewall s<iys the 1-ailroad plails to 
abandon Ulat crossing due to safety 
concerns. West Road Would need to 

be redesigned to accommodate Uie 
extension. 

"TheiTC's nothing Uiat Works east of 
Uie UTicks. It's all Wetlands," he said. 

Back contends the new route devi­
ates from the city's 1990 road bond 
master plan and other city plans, 
such as die Walled I..ake Sector 
Study. He told the council he's hop­
ing to get his message across to them 
before they make a decision on ac­
quiring the road rights-of-way in 
closed executive sessions. 

T h e Walled Lake Sector Study 
calls for an InUmate coi11munlty. We 
do not want to take the Intimacy of I- 1 
(light industrial) and 1-2 (heavy In­
dustrial) zoning colningthonigh resl­
denUal," R i c k said.

Police believed the bi l l was a photo 
copy because of the color, feel and 
smell of it. The bill Was confirmed 
counterfeit while ofllcers followed the 
suspect through the mall. Mcllwaln 
met up with two friends In Ekldie 
Bauer after purchasing a $35 shirt 
there. The three suspects headed 
towards the mail exit Wltl1 the shop­
ping bags in hand. 

I^l lcc say the trio had passed 
another counterfeit $50 bil l to Eddie 
EJauer. WJille ofllcers Were Inside the 
store co11flrmlng receipt of the bill. 
McIlWain Walked back towards the 
store and peered li1slde through the 
window. At some point ofllcers say 
he handed olT the shopping bags to 
his friends before a foot chase 
ensued. 

Before the suspect exiled Lhe mall, 
police ordered him to stop. He repor­
tedly refused and fled outside the 
mall. In the parking lot the suspect 
Jumped a Wall and fell alnwst 10 feet 
to the ground. He continued to n i n 
from officers until he reached pack­
age pick-up at Sears, according to 
police. A Sears customer pointed of­
ficers to the suspect's trail on the sec­
ond level of the retail store behind the 
funnlture departinent 

While searching for him Inside the 
store, back-ilp officers stopped and 

questioned the other suspects In the 
parking lot. Neltiier admitted know­
ing anything about the counterfeit 
bills. Inside the Ford Mustang Which 
the trio apparently rode to the mall 
in, police found a bag of green leaiy 
substance and two small plastic bags 
of cocaine. 

The leafy substance tested nega­
tive for marijijana. the cocaine tested 
positive. 

Novi's tracking dog was called out 
to find the suspect and police asked 
Sears security to rnoflltor the store. • 

Security officers reportedly found 
Mcllwaln in the domestics depart­
ment. Novi officers teamed up With 
TVvelve Oaks security and chased the 
suspect down until he was taken Into 
custody. Store employees were called 
In to Identify Lhe counterfeit bills and 
Mcllwaln. 

At that time, police discovered he 
had also allegedly passed a third fake 
$20 bill at Athlete's Foot. 

The bills and merchandise were all 
tagged and retained as evldeIice. 

During his booking, Mclhvain was 
left alone with the couterfelt bills. Po­
lice said he tried to destrxy the evi­
dence by crumpling it up and tossing 
it Into a nearby trash can. The bills 
were retrieved by the arresting 
officer.

The Br lUsh are corning. A n d 
they're bringing the French, Lhe 
Ifankees and the Native America11s 
along with them. 

This weekend, the l i ng ' s Eighth 
Regiment — complete with red coats, 
while knee britches. stocklIigs and 
three-cornered hats — will be mus­
tered up at the old Novl Town Hall at 
Tall: and Ten Mile roads as part of a 
'living" celebration of Mic11igan His­
tory Week. 

They'll be led by Novfs newest His­
torical Con1mlssloner, Daniel O' Con­
nor, a.k.a. Lt. Bolton. 

While Detroit area historical so­
cieties and museums are concentrat­
ing on the easier to recreate Victorian 
and early 20th century Ume periods 
— so much "stuff Is left, after all — 
O'Connell Is waging a war to keep the 
British colonial years alive. 

Concerned that possibly one of the 
most colorful eras In Michigan his­
tory is being overlooked, he residr-
rected the King's Eighth Regiment, 
formerly stationed in Fort Detroit. 

"1 started off like Peter Pan on the 
weekend and turned Into a con­
cerned historian. If there's such a 
thing as a volunteer 1illsslon in life, 
mine is keeping the colonial history 
alive here in Michigan." he said. 

"A lot of us refer to ourselves as 
18th (^nliIry 'Deaflheafis.' " 

Residents will also get a chance on 
Saturday and Sunday to do a little 
Ume traveling, as his tor ical re-
enactors from all over the area stage 
their eras at the Novl Township HaS. 
The Monroe County Historical M u ­
seum is presenting the French colo­
nial era. Native Americans wil l de­
monstrate aspects of their heritage. 

Including crafts. Parks Ca11ada from 
Fort Maiden and the Natio11al Park 
Service from Put-1n-Bay, Ohio will 
brlrig the War of 1812 time period to 
life. CivU War soldiers from the Michi­
gan 5th I^eglment and their ladles 
rnay seem almost (x)ntempora1y by 
comparison. 

The event's hours are Saturday 
from 10 a.m. to 4 p.m. and Sunday 
from 10 a.m. to 3 pm. For Infoima-
Uon. call 347-0448. For kids, there 
wil l be a Just-for-fun archaeJoglcal 
"dig." 

As the King's Eighth, O'Connell 
and seven to eight others re-enact the 
llVes of the soldiers who were once 
charged wl Ih overseeing a Vast region 
populated with Native Americans, 
Rrench vqyageurs and small farmers. 
They're regular volunteers for Inter­
pretative programs at historic sites 
such as Fort Maiden In Ontario, Fort 
Mlchillmacklnac and Fort Niagara. 

"There has been a real slump In 
museiims In the metropolitan area 
hlghllghUng the colonial era. It's 
something myself and a lot of re-
enactors feel Is being lost," O'Connell 
explained. 

The Union Jack flew over what 
would Ijecome the State of Michigan 
from 1760, when the English Wrested 
the territory from the French, to 1796 
when they reluctantly handed over to 
the Americans the land they had 
been ha11glng onto after losing the 
Revolutiorlajy War years earlier. 

As part of Canada, Michigan was 
but one British outpost of many. 
During that time span, the English 
was growlngrich out of the colonizing 
efforts of the East India Company 
and Botany EJay In Australia was set 
up as perial colony. 

Once or twice a year, the Icing's 
Eighth travels east to participate In 
large-scale encampments with up to 
600 soldiers, each side accompai11ed 
by as many as 100 camp followers. 

They'll be In Quebec this summer, 
but re-encactlng a battle is but a 
small part of the 48-hour events, 
O'Connell says: "It's not so much war 
games Uke splatball as It Is 18th cen­
tury tactics. It helps understand why 
armies Were so slow to maneuver." 

The rest Is hvlng like an 18th cen­
tury Soldier. Since he's a lieutenant, 
he gets to sleep on a camp bed In his 
tent His men sleep on straw. There Is 
some cheating, like slipping modem 
sleeping bags imder blankets. 

"Eighteenth century oflQcens lived 
a little higher on the hog but for a 
40-lsh year old's perspectlVe even 
1vlth my traveling bedstead, my rheu­
matism acts up in the mon11ng," he 
said. 

O ' C o n n e l l has outf i t ted h is 
daughter, Kara. 7, and son Patrick 5, 
In 18th centuiy style, but he doesn't 
take them along on encampments. 

"It's really a grown-up sport. 
There's too many sharp things and 
things that blow up," he explains, 

Childhood trips with his own pa­
rents to Niagara On The Lake were 
like spark to gunpowder In Igniting 
O'Connell ' s Interest i n colonial 
history. 

O'Connell dips into Henry Field­
ing's Tbm Jones and other literature 
of the era to learn more about lifes­
tyles; he's studyl1ig FVench at Oak­
land Community College because the 
Brit ish soldiers had to pick up the 
language to rule the local population. 
He's learned how to write with quill 
and ink. 

But he takes his dedication even 
further. He sews his own imiforms. 
Including the red wool coats. The in ­
ner seams are done on a 1nachlne. 
The outer seams must be sewn by 
hand, for authenticlly. O'Connell 
says It takes about 1 5 hours to make 
an enlisted man's coat, more for an 
ornately-braided offtcer's Jacket. 

'Our uniforms look Uke theirs to a 
T." he said. 

O'Cormell does draw the l ine on 
how far he's willing to lake historical 
authenUclty. He doesn't powder his 
hair. He did tiy on a white wig once— 
but he doesn't plan to make It a habit. 

Re-enactors hur l themselves Into 
the sport because they Want "to ex­
press themselves as a performer or 
educator or to relax and escape day-
to-day living," O'Connell explains. 

Playing to a crowd 13 nothing new 
for O'Connell. As a bass guitarist, in 
the late 1970s he was a member o f a 
local rock group which toured as an 
opening act for bands such as Dire 
Straights, Bob Seger, Van Halen and 
Cheap Trick. He won't disclose the 
group's name. 

' I don't want to give them any 
publicity," he said. 

Wliat he does want to give public­
ity to Is an effort he's supporting by 
the Maritime Heritage Alliance to 
save tlie ship "Welcome." The sail ing 
ship Is a blcenten*...'.al replica of 18th 
sloop which once traveled the Great 
Lakes. Contributlo11s and Volunteers 
are needed to preserve the boat. 

"It's In real danger of be ing 
Junked," he said.

Two pro life legislators weiie back 
at Work dralUng a new law to ban as­
sisted suicide alter a state Court of 
Appeals panel May 10 dealt blows to 
boUl sides of the Issue. 

"My thought is to reinstitule Ule 
ban," said Sen. FVed DUlinghiam, R-
FoWlcrvUle, auUior of Ule 1992 law 
makli1g assisted suicide a four-year 
felony. -rU be meeUng WlUi (I^p. 
Nick) CiaranllUiro (D-RosevlUe) and 
later wlUi Ed RIVet of Right to Ufe. 

"Once people look at the Court of 
Appeals decision on felony murder 
(allowing Dr. Jack Kevorkian to be 
tried for murder), Uley'U prefer Uiat 
we deal with It as a l>an on assisted 
suicide," said Dillingham. ' M y posl-
Uon Is the moderate one." 

Dillingham said both chamlaers 
had picked up conservaUve, anU-
sulclde strength since U1e I>eglsla-
lure passed Uie ban. The 1^Uring se­
nator predicted llWould be more con­
servaUve yet In 1995. 

Howard Simon, ececuUVe director 
of Ule American Civil UberUes Union, 
which challenged the law's consUtu-
tionallty. wanls lawmakers "to regu­
late but not pnohlblt it. Unfortu­
nately, our Legislature buries its 
head tn the sand and simply tries to 
ban it. It's out of tune with Where the 
public Is. We have a Legislature i n the 
grip of Right to Life." 

The same Court of Appeals panel 
ruled 2- 1 in two cases — 1ieUred Su ­
preme Court JusUce John Fitzgerald 
and appeals Judge Clillord Taylor In 
Ule majority. vlslUng Washtenaw Cir­
cuit Judge Donald E. Shelton dis­
senting. Tile rulings: 
• Oakland Circui t Judge David 
Breck Was w1-ong dismiss two counts 
of murder against Kevorkian. Breck 

held Uiat physician-assisted suicide 
Is not a crime in Michigan. The appe­
als majority, hoWever. said, "We have 
found no basis In elUier tlie statutes 
or comnlon law for an excepUon for 
physicians who aid and abet sui­
cide." It said Kevorkian's act fell 
within the common law dellnlUon of 
murder. 

Shelton called the decision "pa­
tently imjust. JusUce Is about no­
thing If not about the Way 11 actually 
affects the lives of people." 

That ruling came In U1e deaUis on 
Oct. 23. 1991, ofMarJorieWantz and 
Sheny Miller in a cabin l n the Bald 
Mountain RecreaUon Area of north-
em Oakland County. 
B Wayne Circuit Judges CynUila 
Stephens and Richard Kaufman 
Were correct In holdii1g the assisted 
suicide ban Was unconsUtuUonally 
passed. House Bil l 5401 started as a 
study commission b i l l but was 
amended in Uie Senate to regulate 
assisted suicide—hence had two ob­
jects and violated Uie Michigan Con-
sUtuUon. Today Uiere Is no ban on 
assisted suicide. 

Stephens and Kau&nan erred in 
finding a consUtuUonal right to com­
mit suicide. "Nor Is the r l ^ t to com­
mit suicide deeply rooted In this na-
Uon's U-adlUons." said U1e majority. 
"At common law, a suicide Incurred 
criminal liability and harsh penal-
Ues. .Although the penalUes were 
abolished, they were ahwlished to 
spare Uie Innocent family and not lo 
legitimize the act." 

The last two rulings came In a con­
sUtuUonal challenge filed by cancer 
paUent Teresa Hobbl11s aided by U1e 
A C L U . Supporting attorney general 
Frank Kelley were the Michigan 
Catholic Conference and Right to 
Life.

ICvcntiially. Die City of Novi Home­
owners Associations plans to print a 
ilewslettcr. The group's funding 
comes from the $20 lIliUal member­
ship fee and the $10 per association 
annual dues. 

Each honleowner's group can 
elect two representatives to the orga­
nization.

• he won a 58-43 victory Tuesday. Crif-

The bill goes to the Senate, where 
Its fate is in doubt. 

Rep. WUlis Bullard, R-Milford, 
voted no. 

Increasingly across the U.S. , gov­
ernments and corporations have 
been settling lawsuits with out-of-
court payments, requiring the payee 
not lo rcvccil the amount. Grifllil's bill 
Would require that terms of the set­
tlement Involving local governments 
in Michigan be revealed. 

"Al l too oflen, the public doesn't 
have the right to know what's hap­
pening to their tax dollars," he .said. 

Heading the effort at defeat was 
Rep. J a n Dolan, R-Farmington Hills. 
'1 have letters from Die Michigan 
Municipal Ivcague, the Michigan As­
sociation of Counties and the Michi­
gan Townships Association. They are 
all opposed. Their members are ail on 
record as opposed," she said. 

"This will be a real problem for 

local government." said Dolan. say­
ing lifting the veil Would discourage 
setUements and encourage more Ilti-
gatlon. "This will be more expensive 
for your coinmunJlties," she said. 

It was the first Ume in 1994 the 
House had been at full 1 lO-memhier 
strength. Of three Democrats elected 
last week to fill vacancies, one voted 
yes and two no.

ShaelTer is currently taking an 
1 1 -week course at the FBI NaUonal 
Academy In Virginia. He has actually 
flown back to Novl only twice, accord­
ing to city offlclals. 

A l Kriewall's quesUoning, Fried 
co11flnT)e<:l that the person facing the 
charge would haVe to be there, even if 
U1at individual Were out-of-toWn. 

"Council can request that person 
come back the Way that person came 
back for things that Weren't that lm-
portant," Mason said.

tions raised recently alDout his em­
ployment motlVatlo11s, 

To sUfle tlie rumors, Sliaeffer 
Wrote a letter to Clty Council niem-
bers explaining Ills motivaUons. ln 
the May l 6 letter, the chiefadrnlts he 
sends out a small group of resumes 
evely six 1nonths to cities that are 
comparable In size to Ncjvl. He said he 
has also received unsolicited tele-
phorie calls Crom tl1ne to time fixim 
municipalities looking lo 1111 chief 
Vacancies. Headhunters or profes-
sloilal iTecaoilters have also contacted 
li lm and asked h im to apply for cer­
tain positions. 

'None of tills means I am actively 
trying to leave the City of NoVl," he 
Wrote. 'I participate In these activi­
ties Sllnply to test the Water and use it 
as a guide to Judge my credentials 
agal1Tst others and in comparison to 
What Is being sought by other cities." 

The Florida neWspaper reported 
that Shaeffer Was one of 10 finalists 
for the Lake Worth E'ollcc Chief s Job. 

The article Indicates Shaeffer sub­
mitted a letter ofappllcatlon In March 
but withdrew It two Weeks later. 

Shaeffer sald Monday a head-
hunter submitted the application on 
his bchaff. But When he learned he 
Was fl11allst. he said he declined the 
offer for a n Interview. 

"I declined their offer for an Inter-
VleW," the chief said. 

Shaeffer's employment search 
Isn't the only concern Mason has 
Wi th the c h i e f a n d the c i ty 
administrators. 

But her concerrls about h lm Were 
fueled even fiulher alter she learned

he Is attending the ll-Week FBI 
Academy training course and has 
been flown back to Novl twice since 
he left on April 9. He Isn't due back 
unti l June 24. 

The city-owned car he has With 
h i m is also a bone of contention With 
the councllwoman. 

City Manager E d Kriewall con-
flnned that the city has paid for the 
chiefs nights back to Novl, but de­
nied pajrlng a cent towards the cost of 
the FBI course. 

The city paid the two $180 round 
trip tickets to bring Shaeffer back for 
a budget hearing and for the police 
memorial service Monday, KrieWall 
said. 

Despite Mason's concerns, Kriew­
all said there is nothing improper ab­
out the chiefs approVed expendi­
tures. He did say those who believe 
the city is paying for Shaeffer's tui­
tion to attend the acadeiny are 
n1lslnfonned. 

T h e chiefs attendance at the FBI 
academy is proper and it Is being 
ftmded entirely by the FBI . . .," 
Krlewall said, ' H i s attendance there 
is a typical. prDfessional develop­
ment progra11L" 

But Mason said In her letter that 
the city shouldn't be footing the bill to 

educate employees who are looking 
for other Jobs. 

Instead, she has suggested that 
once the city learns an employee Is 
looking for employment elsewhere 
his or her salaiy should be frozen un­
t i l he or she decides whether to stay 
or go. 

She claims other city employees 
have used other employment oppor-
ttmltles as a leverage In ba1igalnl11g 
for higher pay. 

Shaelfer said that's never been his 
motlVatlon. 

" . . . I haVe never done so," he 
wrote In the letter. "In fact. I have al­
ways carried out these actlvitles Ve1y 
quietly and with a great deal of 
discretion." 

Mason has lakes aiea resident J i m 
Korte in her comer. Korte has also 
questioned the chiefs expenses and 
his motivations. He suggested Tues­
day Shaeffer should be fired because 
of what he has learned about the 
chiefs acUVlUes. 

Ofcoi1rse, Korte ls also currently 
facing felonious assault charges as a 
result of an lilcldent in Which he al­
legedly assaulted another lake area 
resident with a hand rake one year 
ago today. Police say Korte's case is 
on standby in the Oakland County

WeVe made a substan­
tial f111ancial and social co1n11llt11ient 
to Novl by buying a house here. If we 
Were to leave now lt would be a big fl­
nanclal concern for us.

IJlUmately. thelr Verdict also acxjultted Tom Hyde and 
Held! Fernandez. 

It's tnle that neither Hyde nor Fernandez Were facing 
any kind of formal charges, but there were a good many 
people rushing fo condemn them for the choices they 
made. Many rushed to condemn Hyde a i ld Fernandez lie-
cause the decisions they made offended their senslblllUes, 
or violated theh- rellgloi1s beliefs, or ran coimter to their 
persorlal interests. 

A n d tlie Jury decision vindicated the couple, saying i n 
essence that it Was O K for them to take that option. It Was 
the right thing for them to do. 

In one sense. Hyde's life story is eveiyone's life story. 
How does the old saying go. "It's not the cards you're dealt, 
but how you play your hand." M a n y of us walk a round 
thinking weVe been dealt a pretty bad hand and how We 
could have done much better i n life wi th a little more luck 
of tlie draw. I'm guilty oflt myself time t o t l m e . T h e t n l t h i s 

that Jilost of the tiillc we've had n pretty good. 
Hyde Urily got a lou,sy de;il. It was gciod for a While — a 

heall l ly and athletic lileslyle. a loving llance and a beauti­
ful child. But theii tlie t r u n l p o n d was laid against h i m — 
Lou Gehrig's disease. Bad breuk. But Hyde kept control of 
tlie game. He c o i i U n i i r J to call tlie shots, even when his 
choices became very limited. 

To put It another way. i^yde refused lo become a vict im. 
Yes, it's tnie diat Ulere was nothing he could do to stop the 
illness from i-avaglrlg his bcxiy, but It didn't dominate his 
spirit. He fought the aflliction as long as he cotlld. A n d 
when he couldn't figtit ariy longer, he made tile determina­
tion of when to die. He made the decision, not the Virus. 

Refii.slng to play the virtiln really has become an impo-
p u h r choice )n this sKxiety ailynilore. We seem to have 
mentally divided tlie world up Illto neat lltUe categories of 
good guys afid bad guys. Bad guys can be thij1gs. of 
course, like diseases. But the only Way to prove you're a 
good guy is to be a Victim, ftefusirlg to be a vict im seems to 
upset the natural orderof things for some people. It makes 
them suspect you'i-e i-eally not a good guy after a l l . 

Fernandez' story is also everyone's story, In a Way. For 
her. It Was a question ofs la i ld lng by a loved one after he 'd 
made the haixl decision, one that created controversy a n d 
offended others. That k ind ofsupporl lvenessis pretty rare 
among couples anymore. 

Some folks anotrnd these parts reacted to the fact Fer­
nandez was so happy alxiut Kevorkian's acquittal. They 
thought she shou ld be pLiylng the part of he grieving Wi­
dow. But 1 thought Uie reaction was entirely unders tand­
able. Because when the verdict came i n , they ruled that h i s 
last act of defiance against the disease was acceptable. 
A n d they Vindicated Fernandez for the support she gave 
him. both before and after his death. 

F iankly , we cou ld al l take a few lessons I iom these two.

He chose to 
retire. 

A personal promoter as well as legislative 
gueirdian of the performfrig arts, F a x o n took a 
lot o f heat torn the poliUcaSy unfriltlated when 
he failed to show up for the 30-ho11r Dec. 23-24 
sessions that produced school finance reform.

old West and deal-s With three 
charming and ambitious poker 
players in pursuit of one irre­
sistible fortune, the prize In a 
liigh slakes poker game tllat each 
Intends to Win. 

As the smooth-talking, charmhig 
Bret Maverick acquires - and 
loses, and reacquires - his stake to 
enter the game, he plays a game of 
cat-and-mouse With the lovely 
Bransford and the unflappable 
marshal. 

fYinclpal photography for "Mav­
erick" began In El Mirage, Califor­
nia, on a dry lake bed in bllsterlIjg 
heat. The scene. Which Involved 
Mel Gibson dangling precariously 
from a solitary tree in a hangman's 
noose, Was also populated by a 
clump of snakes - both real and 
a111maronlc. 

This site, grim at it might 
appear, had nostalgic significance 
to both Gibson and director 
Richard Donner - lt is the place 
Where they began one of the most 
successful box-offlce partnerships 
In history, the trio of "Lethal 
Weapon" movies which starred 
Gibson and Danny Glover under 
Domier's direction. 

And the many local residents 
Who turned out to Watch the film­
ing of "Maverick" were pleased to 
see another pairing of Gibson and 
Dormer ln production. 

Donner said that this time 
around, it Was Gibson Who came 
to him With the project. "Mel 
dropped hints once in a While 
about the Western he Was develop­
ing." said Donner. "Then one day 
he came to me With 'Maverick' and 
I Was very honored. I thought this 
would be a delightful experience 
with Mel, Which it turned out to 
be. 

Gibson began developing the 

project With producer Bruce 
Davey, his partner at Icon Produc­
tions, near^ tJ1ree years ago. But 
his interest in doing a Western 
began earlier While he Was fllinlng 
"Hamlet." During their search for 
an appcalh1g story set In the Old 
West DaVey investigated the rights 
to the Warner Bros.' teleVlslon 
series "Maverick" which had been 
a hit during the 1950s and '603. 

The partners scored a coup 
when they attracteti acclaimed 
screenwriter WllUam Goldman to 
develop the script. Goldman's rep­
utation for creating croWd-pleas-
lng, larger-than-life characters 
and placing them against the 
rough-and-tumble backdrop of the 
Old West, as he did hi'Butch Gas-
sidy and the Sundance Kid," made 
him the perfect choice. 

And James Gamer, Who starred 
as Maverick on the teleVlslon 
series, (ills the shoes of the honor­
able Zane Cooper. While Garner 
had been approached to make 
Maverick features in the past, 
none appealed to hlm like thls one. 

"NoW we're talking," sald Gamer 
"Blll Goldman Wrote a great script 
•And With Donner and Jodie - and 
Mel - I'm Just tickled to death that 
he's doing it and happy to be doing 
It with him. 

Along the course of his dusty 
ride through the West MaVerick is 
swindled, cheated and scammed 
by friend and foe alike.

dental disease. There are so many to choose 
torn—brushes with hard, medliun or sofl bris­
tles, ityion bristles, straight handles, curved 
handles, handles bent at every angle and heads 
ofall shapes ajid sizes. How do jrou decide what 
brush is right for you? 

Here are some recommendations: 
B Select a brush with soft, rounded or polished 
bristles. Soft-bristle brushes are less likely to 
Injure the gums during brushing. 
B Brush size, shape and color are a matter of 
personal preference, but you should be able to 
reach each tooth surface with your brush. 

H e a l t h t i p s 

Smaller brushes can reach all areas of each 
tooth and clean teeth more effective^. Children 
should use smaller brushes than adiIlts. 
B Manual or electric? Both are effective. 
Choose the one you like best that wlll help you 
brush more thoroughly and regularly. Electric 
toothbrushes have Improved greatly over the 
years. Ifyou have one, select a medium speed 
setting: higher speed settings may damageyour 
gums. 

Proper brushing techniques are very Impor­
tant. The following methods Will keep your teeth 
bom accumulating plaque. 
B Angle the brush upward against the gumllne 
at a 45-degree angle. 
B Brush in a circular motion (scrubbing 
circles). 
B Brush the outer surfaces of each tooth, keep­
ing the brisUes angled against the gumllne. Use 
the same method on the Inner surfeces of each 
tooth. 

B Scrub the chewing surfaces of the teeth: let 
the bristles work lnto the grooves. 
B Clean the Inside surfaces of the fiont teeth by 
tilting the brush vertically, then make several 
up-and-down strokes with the Up of tile brush. 
B Brush thoroughly and In an taganlzed man­
ner to maintain headthy teeth and gums and to 
reach each tooth surface. 
B Finish by brushing yoilr tongue to help 
fieshen your breath and remove bacteria. 

It Is Important to change your toothbrush at 
least once eveiy three months. When the bris­
tles become irsyed or worn, they can't do a good 
job. Abo, after an Illness such as the coW Or flu. 
throw away your old brush and start using a 
new one. Thiis will prevent a relapse of Illness. 

Tboth brushing should be done twice a day 
(or more often). Make sure to bnIsh thoroughly 
so as not to miss any areas. Most Importantly, 
brush before bedtime or after your last food In­
take for the evening. This removes the bacteria 
from your teeth and helps keep gums hcEdthy.
