Twelve Oaks security ofilcers are now pedal­
ing bikes to keep pace with calme. fas1ilon a11d 
custo111er service. 

You'U see them pedallrig their two 18-speed 
Tnek mour1taln blkes around 111 the mall parking 
lot Tliey're there to help customers ln need ofas-
slstancx outside the mall. Uiat means they-iie 
eqiilpped to pop open locked car doors or help 
motorists find lost Vehicles. On bikes, ofllcers of­
fer directions, keep fire lanes cleared and enforce 
handicap parking permits. 

Twelve Oaks Mall Security Director Terry 
McCaiJley said the Bike Patrol U111t Is a relativefy 

new concept but It's been proVen successfid at 
other mails. 

Twelve Oaks security officers actually 
mounted a patrol bike for the flrst tl111e last fall, 
but the program has been so well received a sec­
ond bike Was purchased this spring. 

Nine of the mall's 23 officers rotate duty on the 
bike during peak daylight shopping horns. Cus­
tomized uniforms lndudii1g 11aVy polo shirts and 
bike shorts, black gym shoes and standard duty 
heUs With radios allow ofllcers to move freely and 
keep In touch With lnslde sec11rlty. Ofllcers are 
also required to wear protective biking helmets. 

McCauley said the program has proVen effec-
UVe in aiding customers outside the mall and in 
improving custo1ner service. 

"They are visible and approachable," McCau­
ley said. "It has really added a personal touch to 
our exterior patrol. 

"Being out there on a bike Where people can 
easlty talk to us gives usa wonderful opportunity 
to get closer to our customers," he said. 

McCauley said oIDcers are required to com­
plete a bike safety course before they ride. In 
training, officers leam how to travel on different 
terrains, take curbs, steer safely through con­
gested areas and make fast stops. 

Most officers seem to enjoy lt, McCauley said. 
It gives them an opportunity to get outside and 
get some physical exercise. 

"It's ftm for them." he said. "They get to enjoy 
the Weather and stay In shape."

Jerry LeBlanc doesn't think bu-
slnesspeople should beai" the brunt 
of school taxes tn Michigan. 

LeBlanc, a sen11-retlred tool and 
die maker, has Just launched a 
more or less one-man, grassroots 
campaign against tlie NoVl school 
district's June 13 millage election. 

"I own no business property. I am 
Just ticked off by dlscrtalnatlon 
towards one group of people In our 
city." he explained. 

Under the provisions of Michi­
gan's restructured properly tax 
system. Novl schools Will ask Voters 
to approve an l8-mlll levy against 
all non-homestead properties in the 
city for the next ten years and a two-
mill le\y for everybody. 

T o u Work ten, 12, sometimes 14 
hours a day, you pay for your own 
health insurance, you get no paid 
Vacations. Sometimes In a reces­
sion your diet Is hot dogs and 
beans. You sometimes take money 
out of your kid's piggy bank to make 
ends meet." LeBlanc said. 

'You are an entrepreneur and 
small business person. You are now 
fair game for the Novl Board of Edu­
caUon and the MEA (Michigan Edu­
cation .Association). They Want 18 
more tnills In taxes and if they could 
get It. your last drop of blood, plus 
yoilr flrst bom." 

The success of Proposal A cut 
Novl property taxes for homeow­
ners from 34 to 16 mills. Under the 
new law, in order to be eligible for 
state aid, a district must levy with 
voter approval no more than 18 
mills for school operating purposes 
or the number of mills Which It lev-

led the previous year, whichever is 
less. In Novl, the 18-mill figure is 
less. Homesteads are exelnpt from 
this tax. 

The district draws $6,500 per 
pupil from the state In folmdatlon 
grants for education. 

To LeBlanc, it's unfair to shifi the 
burden of school support onto bust 
ness owners, especldly snlall bust 
ness owners who may be struggling 
to meet their overhead costs. 

He hopes voters will listen lo his 
message. Which he plans to broad 
cast by means of flyers in mail 
Ixixes, shopping centers and at the 
polls, an advertising campaign and 
possibly signs. LeBlanc has also set 
up a special hotline, so local bust 
ness owners Who want to Jump on 
the bandwagon can contact hlin. 

LeBlanc says he has other back 
ers Who are not yet willing to go 
public. 

He argues that most businesses 
Will pass the cost of their property 
taxes onto flielr customers. 

"You bijy an ice cream cone, you 
buy a tank of gas, you're still going 
to be paying," he said last Week, 

Small manufacturers, on the 
other hand, LeBlanc said, WUl be 
unable to pass on the costs and re 
main competlUve with businesses 
In cities With lower tax rates. 

LeBlanc has "a psychic predic 
Uon" that about 15 percent of the 
students graduaUng from high 
school this year Will llkety end up as 
business owners themselves, some 
day.

She says the two learned of 
Shaeffer's Job hunting from two dif­
ferent sources.

Pay-per-view 
movies and programs on your own 
time schedule. These are some of 
the goodies MefroVlslon was hold­
ing up to tempt Its customers at a 
special recepUon at the Embas^ 
Suites hotel in Uvonia. 

The firm's Oakland County 
franchise serves Novl, Farmington 
a l d Farmington Hills, where con­
tract renegotiations have Just 
begun. 

"We feel Uke awareness creates 
appreciation," explained Ji l l 
Kinsella, public relaUoi1s dlrectorat 
M e t r o V l s l o n ' s A t l a n t a 
headquarters. 

The Livonia and Redford cable 
comn11sslons have already agreed 
to allow MetroVlslon to proceed 
with jiebuUding its coaxial cable-
based system wlUi the more up-to-

date fiber opUcs, an over $5 million 
upgrade. 

There, plans call for a hybrid sys­
tem of fiber opUc trunk lines 
coupled with metal coaxial cables to 
individual homes. What UHs will do, 
Kinsella said. Is provide better Im­
ages and more reliable service to 
customers. 

Cable compai11es pick up signals 
from broadcast transmissions, 
satellites and local television sta­
tions at a facility called a "head 
end." The system processes Uie sig­
nals and sends them out to custom­
ers via metal coaxial cables. But Uie 
signal loses strength along the way 
and must be boosted wlUi ampli­
fiers evely 2,000 feet Ê ach ampli­
fier adds a level of distortion to Uie 
picture, which ultimately shows up 
on a consui11er's TV screen. 

Fiber optic technology uses vely 
thin strands of glass to cany light 
signals generated by laser trans-
mltters. The glass wires transmit 
the T V signals without losing 
power, reducing the dependency on 
amplffiers. Coaxial cables offer the

Gov. John Engler and MSP Direc­
tor Col. Michael Roblrison last Week 
afmounced the creation of the 
"metro-north post" there, to be lo­
cated at the intersection ofTen Mile 
and 1-696. Construction Will begin 
this suflimcr and likely be complete 
by June 1995. 

Road patrol troopers from North­
ville Will tra11sfcr to metro-north but 
Will continue providing state police 
coverage to NoVl and the surrounding 
area, assistant post conlmander Lt. 
Charles Schuiriacher said. 

"We're reorgar11zlng our layout of 
posts and their coverage areas to pro-
Vide better service to citizens." he 
said. T h i s ts part of that." 

About 40 troopers arc assigned to 
the post now. Schuimacher said, but 

added Uixit the number varies over 
Ume. Ai l in all. metro-north Is ex­
pected to revcelve a total of 65 Ux>op-
crs from Northville and the MSP Pon-
Uac post. 

'One hundred percent of the ex­
pressway fnlles In southern Oakland 
and Macomb CounUes wl l l be 
paUnllf^d on a consistent basis," once 
ihe new post opens, Engler said. 

That's not been true In the past, he 
added, especially since l-696's neW 
stretch between US-24 and 1-75 has 
opened for business. 

Schufnacher said thai, the ex­
pressways In the local area Will con-
Unue to be adequately patrolled de­
spite the change. Other posts Will 
combine to provide coverage, he 
indicia ted. 

The Seven Mile post will sUll house 
an MSP forensic science lab. Which 
Wlll have room to expand after the 
transfer, state offlclals said. Motor 
carrier officers and fire marshal divi­
sion officials, as Well as other support 
staff. Will also remain in Northville. 

Besides the 65 troopers, the 
15.000 square foot metro-north post 

Wm be home to 25 motor carrier olllc-
ef^ and Are marshal perso11nei.

Meadowbrook L.ake 1x;sidcnts won 
the fight Wednesday to keep a 
24-hour operational factory out of 
their tiackyards. 

But the war isn't over. 
City planners say the site Wlll re­

main zoned for light Industrial as it 
was when Interlock Corporation pur­
chased It to bui ld Us corporate 
headquarters. 

Tne Novl Planning Commission 
voted 5-4 to deny the company's re­
quest for the specl«-il land use pennit 
that was needed to build the 100,000 
square foot electronic componetlt 
off ice/manufactur ing facility in 
Hickoly Corporate Park. 

The denial tiiggered a round of ap­
plause from the angry mob of Mea­
dowbrook L.ake residents who had 
campaigned against the plan since 11 
was first proposed. The tension be­
tWeen the developer and the resi­
dents Was as apparent Wednesday as 
the pressure l l loul l t l i lg betweeil 
cori1mlssloners. 

It was the third tlme commlssion-
ei-s considered plans for the facility. 
The first version was denied by the 
commission In March. Tile second 
was tabled at the last meeting after 
an exhaustive five-hour volley hie-
tween the deVeloper. the residents 
and the comnilssion. 

Talk of the plan again Wednesday 

scenied to pit comfrlissloners against 
one another as the vote was nearlng. 

Commissioners K i m CapeUo and 
Robert Taub locked horns after 
Capello suggested lirnlting commis­
sioners comments to two minutes. 

"1 think you should limit yourself 
to two minutes," Taub said sharply to 
Capello's suggestion. "I find it Very in ­
teresting that Commissioner CapeUo 
moved to table It and then moved to 
have only two minutes time. Some-
tliing is realty Wrong here." 

One by one memhiers of the com-
n11sslon stated Why they could or 
couldn't support the plan. 

But until the roll call was taken re­
sidents were finding it hard to gauge 
whether commissioners were going 
to lilsist on strict adherence to the 
city's onlinances and deny the plan, 
or approve it knowing Interlock 
Would need a 5-foot Variance to side 
step the city's maximum height 
restriction. 

"The height bothered me a lot." 
said Commissioner l>odla lilcfiards. 

Bu t not enough for FUchards to 
support the motion to deny the re­
quest. He, and fellow commissioners 
Capello. Irene Cahill, al id Kathy 
Mutch Voted agalr1st Commission 
vice Chair Laura Lorenzo's motion to 
deny the iiequest.

tura said he feared the potenUai of 
hazardous chemicals spewing from 
the plant, one of his objections to the 
plan. 

"This is the type of lilformatlon I 
need When looking at adverse condi­
tions," he said while sifting through 
the material safety data sheets he 
llad requested Interlock fill out re­
garding the potential of hazardous 
chemiiSils tieing used or produced in 
the company's injection molding pro­
cess. "Some 1Tiay say tliis Ls woi'se 
case scenario stuff. But I see a lot of 
dangerous stuff here. This is really 
scaIy stuff he.iie." 

Even though the compaliy's pro­
cess would have to adliere to O S H A 
standards, fire codes and city ordi­
nances, Bonaventui-a said the risk of 
accident was too severe to approve 
the f ac i l i t y r ight b e h i n d the 
subdivision. 

"The potential adverse impact of 
chemicals being released during a 
fire is a big problem for me," he said. 

The 24-hour operation also Was a 
concern tor opponents ol the project. 

"Twenty-four hour operation is too 
e.xcessive." Bonaventura said. 

Taub agreed. 

"There are too many lfs," he said 
before he voted yes to deny IL "It's a 
24-hour operation. It's a factory that 
Would create an all 11ight culture. 

"Ifyou are sitting in the baclcyard 
of a $200,000 home, you don't Want 
to even imagine that there's a factory 
behind it." he said. 

Some commissioners argued that 
the factoiy Would increase Novi's in­
dustrial tax base. But that's a theory 
neither Bonaventura nor Taub Were 
willing to accept. 

Taxes are going down so we don't 
liave to sell our souls and our pejace 
and quiet for a tax base," Taub said. 

'If We were to make all of our ap­
provals based on taxes, we would be 
living in a city with high density and 
low quality," Bonaventura said. 
"That's not what we want" 

Commissioner Eda Weddlngton 
voted three weeks ago to table the 
proposiU in Ule hopes the appficant 
would return with a revised plan that 
would be a comproirllse for both 
sides. 

Bii t that didn't happen, she said. 
There were few physical changes to 
the plan. Instead of shortening the 
building to meet the 25 foot height re­

striction, Interlcx:k proposed adding 
more feet to the bcrm to obstruct it 
fi'om the neighbors. 

"It's a no-Win situation," she said. 
"We Were hoping there would be 
some adJusUnenLs made or the pkin 
would be redesigned. 

" . . . but nothing presented here 
tonight Is new," she said. "It's a nice 
propositi and 1 would like to have It 
here. If It could be done without as1y 
variances I could support it." 

Corrlmlssloner Mutch was sup­
portive of the plan as presented. She 
didn't subscribe to the idea tliat the 
factory was going to drive dowil prop­
erty values next to it. 

"I think that Novi is a nice etiough 
conimunity that home values wUl 
continue to rise," she said. 

f ^ i d e n t s ' and commissioners' in­
terpretations of the d t / s ordlllances 
Was really at the heart of the matter 
Wednesday. 

City consultimts all recommended 
approval of the pennit and plan even 
though Interlock Was seeking a fa­

cade waiver and would need a var­
iance irom the ordlnailce for the 
height of the buUdlng. 

But l}onaventura argued there 
was al1other ordinance violation City 
Plaiuilng Consultant Bi-andon lto-
gers was cverltjoking. 

T o o l rooms are prohibited any­
where netu- residential," he sald. "1 
don't care i f It is a principle use or 
not," Lhe commissioner said In re­
sponse to the corisultant's defense 
that a small tool repair room was to 
be Included in the facility, but it Was 
not be large enough to be considered 
a pilnclple use of the facility. 

Meadowbrook Lake resident LyIui 
Kochan argued that the proposed 
plan would violate at least two of 
city's ordinances, the height restric­
tion and the facade reqilirements. 

"Your decision tonight doesn't 
have to be diflicult — ifyou choose to 
adhere to Lhe facts and not assump­
tions and i fyou choose to adhere to 
the intent and stipulations of city or-
dln.allces," she said.

I v o r y s t u d i e s m a s s a g e i n t h e O r i e n t

When .Aliierlcans think of a mas­
sage, they typically picture some­
thing relaxing, pleasant, a release of 
tension. 

Not so the Chinese, Who think that 
ifit isn't painful, it isn't Working, says 
NoVi resident John IVoiy, after a re­
cent study trip at the China NaUonal 
Olympic Training Center in Beijing. 

".American people don't like getUng 
hurt. The Chinese explained to me 
that If they don't dig Into the athletes, 
they don't feel they're doing any good. 
Sometimes they'll c1y, but it's effec-
UVe," Ivoiy explained. 

"They are Very good, vejy excellent 
With What they do but I thought they 
Were Just a little bit rough." 

Ivory, a licensed massage therap­
ist trained In the Japanese and 
Swedish methods, works two days a 
Week at NorthVllle Physical Theiapy 
and RehabllltaUon. His specialty is 
massage for injured an(l strained 
athletes—boUi humans and horses. 

1Vo1y became interested ln mas­
sage over 15 years ago, when his son 
Brian was hurt in a skateboarding 
accident. Elian's leg Was readjusted 
through a tech111que called Rolling. 
Twelve years ago. Ivory began hS 
tral111ng With a private teacher In 
I^hester. 

Ivoiy tlnderstands both types of 
athletes he Works With, based on his 

background as a polo player, teacher 
and coach. FYom 1958 to 1980, his 
father, moving company magnate 
John F. Ivoiy, oWned Ivoiy Farms in 
Union Lake. The farm had five polo 
fields and also offered horse back rid­
ing lessons to Girl Scouts. 

Ivory played on two naUonal 
championship polo teams. 

"Polo Was arouild b>efore Genghis 
Khan. Genghis Khan rilade it famous 
because he used human skulls for 
balls," Ivory explained. 

IVo1y says he Will use sorne of the 
techniques oftulna, or Chinese mas­
sage, on his clients but Will tone it 
down a lltUe. Massage has been used 
In China for thousands ofyears. Ath­
letes at the China NaUonal Olympic 
Tfainlng Center can opt for Western-
style medicine, massage or acupunc­
ture. Many choose massage. 

The Olympic trainliig faciliUes are 
U^mendous. Ivoiy said. .And the 
Workouts are fierce. He saw ping-
pong players Who stay at the game for 
five hours a day. 

Ivory heard lectures and demon-
straUons by doctors Who have kieen 
using massage for 35 years or more. 
He Wslted the Guang .An Men Tradl-
Uonal Chinese Hospital and the 
children's sports traming school. 

"This is all sclentlDcally based." he 
said. 

"The Chinese feel it relieves a lot of 
problems Including tension, struc­
tural problems, misalignment 

siluaUons." 
Ivoiy found that in 111any Ways the 

Chinese lead a lifestyle Which is 
healthier than oiB-s. Their food is not 
fattening and most are very thin. In 
the ea1-ly morning hours, thousands 
of Chinese, Including the elderly take 
to the sUieets to pracUccTal Chi and 
Kung Fu, thereby keeping their bo­
dies liinber. Milllo11s ride bikes for an 
hour or two each Way to Work. 

Massage therapy is becoming 
nlore and more poplilar for American 
athletes. Ivory said, With Western 
Olympians taldng their masseuses 
along to compeUUons to help keep 
them active. 

While in China. Ivoiy got a chance 
to see so111e of the country. He 
climbed the Great Wall, toured the 
Forbidden City and saw the 2,000 
year old terra cotta army of Qin Shi 
Huang Dl In Xian. He liked just about 
eve1ythlng but the food. 

Ivory lives half of the year In Flor­
ida, where he says massage therapy 
Is more popular than it is In Michi­
gan, In part because people here 
raise their eyebrows the miliute they 
hear the Word massage. 

"Florida Is veiy advanced In thls 
Work. A lot of the best-trained people 
are living there. There's a lot of laws 
here that are restrictive because of 
the connotaUon of massage Work," he 
said. 

"Physically and emotionally, Wc 
impose stxBln on the body. It Is out of 

sync, out of balance. Many cases are 
chronic because of our actlvlUes. our 
overindulgence. People bury their 
unexpressed traumas. They can be 
triggered by deep massage. 

"It seems like When an accident 
happens, it triggers a sense of 
trauma in the body, the body 
changes. Massage puts it back in ba­
lance again." 

Horses are like people In many 
Ways, Ivory has found. They have si­
milar muscle structures, they experi­
ence the same kinds of accidents. To 
help ease sU^s and strain on a prize 
racehorse, the owners often engage 
Ivoiy as a masseuse. 

"You treat a horse and a horse 
finds outyou're going to help him, not 
hurt him. thiey beco11ie Very loving 
and affecUor1ate. They'll stand there 
and put up with anything," Ivoiy 
said. 

The difference Is dramaUc. They 
are like little colts the next morning. 
They're Jumplr1g and flying Into the 
air."

A Northville TowIishJp resident 
stands accused of assaulting a mail, 
a charge he denies. 

What no one can dispute, how-
e%'er. Is that the man's call to police 
set In motion the series of events 
which culminated In a tovmshlp of-
flccr shooting David Plante's dog. 
Scooter, on Apri l 26. 

Police sought a warrant for 
Plante's arrest on the charge of as-
sai-ilt and battery after Scenic Har­
bour resident Joseph Nance said he 
Wanted to press charges. OfQcers 
called Plante on Monday aller receiv­
ing the WarranL 

He came to police headquarters 
voluntarily that day and was soon re­
leased on persor1.-il bond. Plante faces 
a May 31 arraignment in 35th Dis­
trict Court. 

Nance told polic-e on April 26 that 
['lante had assaulted him wllile he 
Was Walking past l'lanle's Cardene 
Way home. ITlat. as Well as a report of 

a dog at large, led Officer Charles 
Cole to visit the Plante's home that 
evening. Cole shot Scooter once In 
the chest on the family's driveway in 
front of five people, including the 
Plante's two-year-old son. 

The ofllcer siiid he believed the dog 
Was going lo bite him. possibly caus­
ing serious Injury. PoUce Ulvestiga-
tors agrtHxl. Plante and solne of the 
Witnesses disagree, saying that Cole 
Was not In danger and overreacted. 
Scooter did not require surgery and Is 
healing well. 

Plante was Ucketed at the scene for 
harboring a vicious dog and for not 
having a dog license. He pleaded not 
guilty to both charges by mall to 35th 
District Court Judge James Garber 
last week. No trial date has yet been 
set. 

Nance, 59, al first told police he did 
not want to press charges In the a l ­
leged assault case. Lt. Gary Batzloff 
said he contacted police a few days 
after the Incident and indicated he 

had changed his mind. 
It's taken four weeks to get the 

proper auUiorizatlons for the war­
rant from prosecutors. Nance and a 
Judge, he added—which is about nor­
mal, Batlolfsald. 

Nance In his statement to police 
said that he was Walking by Plante's 
home at about 6:40 p . m on Apri l 26. 
As he did so, Nance said. Scooter ran 
towards him. barking and growling. 
He raised his walking stick. Nance 
continued, "to make the dog keep Its 
distance," 

When Scooter tried to get around 
the stick he struck h im l n the mouth 
and on the back. Nance said. At that 
point, Plante came out to the street 
and confronted him. 

He tried to grab the stick from him. 
Nance said, and shoved h im during 
the attempt. .Afler several inoments 
of further confrontation. Nance said 

he t i lmed and walked away. 
As he approached the Intersection 

of Cardene Way and Northridge 
Drive. Nance continued, Plante drove 
up In his car. He got out, Nance said, 
and swore at him, saying that If he hit 
the dog again he would strike Nance. 

Plante paints a different picture of 
the Incident. He said that Scooter did 
not run at the nlan. Instead, he said, 
Nance banged his stick on the 
ground and Waved it at Scooter, 
causing the dog to n1n towards him 
and bark. 

He did get angry, Plante admits, 
afler he saw Nai1ce strike Scooter. 

"1 came out there and grabbed die 
slick to make him stop," Plante sald. 
"1 told h im that If he did It again that 
•you and 1 are going to have a 
problem. '" 

Plante this week flatly denied 
Nance's c la im of the shove.

While the peUUoners agree o n the need for cOUeglal planning, they ask 
that the planning not be done a t the expense of student class time. 

Distr ict Officials argue that they already provide more class t ime than 
required b>' the state. The high school now provides 1,062 hours of class 
time each year, according to state guidelines that aUow districts to In­
clude the several minutes between classes except at lunchtlme. Next 
year's total class time will be 974.5 hours, a loss of eight percenL

Wes Schick, of A N T E C , Which 1-s 
supplying the fiber optics to MetroVi­
slon. said 1.200 separate fibers will 
tie used In the rebuild and overlashed 
to the coaxlnl cables in some loca-
tlons, providing customers witll more 
reliable service. The fiber optics will 
tie less subject to failure In cold 
weather.

MetroVislon plans to place 3.700 
miles ofglass fiber on poles or under­
ground to serve its 40,000 customers 
in Uvonia and I^edford. Oakland 
Coimty has 34,000 MetroVislon cus-
toiriers, but no new construction is 
planned for the near future, as con­
tract talks are Just beginlilng.

Unfortunately, the number of clvl-
llaris Who carry guns nowadays puts 
residents In the same arena as 
ofllcers. 

A good majority of the class mem-
hiers told ofllcers conducting Wed­
nesday's class they have a shot a {[re­
arm. An even larger percentage of lhe 
class admitted carrying or having a 
flreann In their homes. 

The use of deadly force and non-
deadly force Was the topic of the class' 
sixth session. The 1 l-Week class is a 
Joint venture of the Wixom. Walled 
Lake, and Novi police departments. 
It's Intent is to see that residents get a 
closer look at police operations. 

Firearm experts from the three de­
partments attended the class to ex­
plain when lethal and non-lethal 
force is used and talk of firearm 
safety in the home. 

Tlie discussion raised some seri­
ous Issues about homeowners' rigllts 
against Intruders. 

In the case of a burgiaiy, few resi­
dents ticlieved officers When they told 
ttlem they couldn't Just aim Idly at 
the intruder and pull the trigger. 

"Buligialy is not a violent crime," 
Klrkpatrick said. T h a t person didn't 
come to your house to hurtyou. They 
Just wanted your stuff. 

"It's a question of whether or not 
the person's life Ls equal lo the V C R " 
he conUnued. "You always have to 
ask yourself, is It worth il? It's not the 
value of the property. 

"The shooter -— be It an officer or a 
homeowner—has to prove their lives 
were in danger." 

Because of the two cases Which 
captured naUonal media attention, 
local police departments have 
adopted non-leiha) force policies. 
Non-lethal tacUcs are now being de­
ployed by officers in a host ofcircum-
stafices ranging from self-defense to 
resisting arrest to protection against 
animals. 

Then there's the "one plus one" 
theory which allows an officer to 

"It reduces the need for physical 
contact." said Walled Lake Police Of­
llcer Paul Schneider. 

Schneider ls a firearms expert. He 
says the new products give ofllcers an 
alternative. 

Stffi. an increase in the number of 
lawsuits because more people are 
canylng firearms has caused his de­
partment to Incnsasc firearms tfaln-
I11g for its officers. 

"We train and We educate," he 
said.'We tralnalotbecause in recent 
years there has been an increase ln 
the n u m b e r of use of flreann 
lawsuits." 

O n the Ilipside, officers are also 
finding ways to educate the com-

who throws the first punch. themsehres. 

'If a person takes a swing at you. 
you can escalate your level of force 
one beyond what the person is using 
on you.' Kirkpatilck said. 

That means if a person takes the 
first swing, an officer can use a baton. 
If the person picks up any kind of 
weapon other than a firearm, an of­
ficer can draw any one of the new 
chemical agents on today's market to 
debilitate his or attacker. And the pa-

That's Why he practices and 
preaches the four cardinals rules of 
firearm safety. They are: 
I TYeat all guns as if they Were 
loaded. Don't ever assurne a gun Isn't 
loaded, handle it like it is. 
I Always point the muzzle ln a safe 
direction and never point a gun at 
anyone. 

Always keep fingers ofl" the trigger 
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Don't play With a gun or show It 

"It's not a toy," he said. 'And play­
ing With 11 sends a wrong message to 
kids.

Mason said Wednesday her con­
cerns about Shaeffer Were fueled af­
ter learning he left the city in April to 
attend an II-Week FBI training 
course. He took a city-owned car and 
11 weeks worth of pay with him. 

She and Korte believed then the 
city Was paying Shaeffer's tuition to 
the acadeniy. But Shaeffer and City 
Manager Ed Krlewall refute that. 
They say the FBI absorbed the 
$7,500 costs of the i l-Week training. 

The only expense to the city in the 
deal is Shaeffer's salary, the city-
owned car Krlewall let h i m take to get 
around during the 11-week course 
and his travel expenses back and 

forth for city business. 
Mason also has a problem With 

city administrators Whom have paid 
to fly the chief back to town twice 
since he left, for the naUonal acaderrry 
on April 9. The flrst time to attend a 
budget hearing, the second Ume Was 
to host last Monday's Police Ofllcers 
Memol-Ial day ceremony, 

The trips cost taxpayers $180 a 
piece. 

When Shaeffer departed from NoVl 
lastweek Mason gotwlnd that he left 
for Colorado not Vir^glnla, where the 
naUonal academy is located. She said 
Shaeffer's excursion to his parents' 
home in Colorado is further evidence 
that city admir11strators have no re­
gard for taxpayers' money. 

"1 seem to be the orlly one Who 
cares how money is beirig spent in 
this city," she said. 

Mason says city officials aren't 
taking her concerns about Shaeffer 
seriously. 

"Mr. KriewaU thinks this Is no big 
thing," she said. "But it is a big thing. 
It's a damn big Uilng. It's just like 
Novi's Watermaingate. 

"We are paying someone l 1 Weelcs 
oflncome to look for another Job," she 
said. "What ff he comes bock and 
gives us tWo Week noUce? 

"That would leave a lieutenant ln 
charge," she said. "And then We 
would have to hire someone else and 
tliat would he very expensive." 

Mason contends the city adml-
nistraUon's decision to allow Shaef­
fer to attend the acadeny Was on the 
city's Ume clock was fiscally irres­
ponsible. News that he was allegedly 
looking for a Job at the same time has 
spurred her campaign agalrlst the 
chief and the city admhilsLralors Who 
approved it. 

She said Wednesday She Would 
like council to coilsiderdrafllngapol-
icy that would hold tile line on salaiy 
Increases until city employees Who 
are looking for employment else­
where have made up their minds. 

"We have to get some kind ofpollcy 
in place in U1is city," she said. "It has 
to be a policy that regulates tulUon 
reimbursements, alignments pay In­
crease and car alloUnents. 

"We need lo flnd a way that ff We 
pay to educate these people that t h ^ 
stay with the city or be required to 
give ample noUce — al least more 
Uian two weeks."

The House Wednesday passed Uie 
tax cut 76 to 28. But it failed to come 
up wlU1 Uie two-Uilrds majority (72) 
to give Senate BUI 999 Immediate ef­
fect. The second Vote was 68 to 32. 

So ff the Engler-backed Proposal A 
Wins March 15 at Uie polls, the real 
estate transfer tax — a 2 percent 
sales tax on homes — can't tie cut to 
0.75 percent unUl atiout AprU 1, 
1995.

Mason is out of line 
in chief allegations 

Here Is a pIlme example of exactly 
why NoVl Council members should keep 
their big noses out of the city administra­
tion. Here Is the best example yet of the 
charge we haVe occasionally leVeled at 
the council that It often mlcromanages 
the city. 

It came out last week that Police 
Chief Doug Shaeffer has submitted his 
resume to otJler depaitments. The result 
has been a hullabaloo around here. 
While Shaeffer Is out of town attending 
the three-month long FBI training 
academy, his name appeared In a Flor­
ida newspaper among a list Of applicants 
for a vacant police chief post there. 

The article found its way into the 
hands of council member Carol Mason, 
and she's making an issue of it. 

Shaeffer admits he sent in the re­
sume. In fact, he says, he's been sending 
out his resume to a variety of depart­
ments eveiy six months or so. He says he 
has no desire to leave Novi, but sends out 
the resumes from time to time to gauge 
his own marketability and to keep an eye 
on what other police departments are of­
fering employees. The chief says he's yet 
to go on an interview. 

He did also send in a resume to Col­
orado recently, he said. .And then he took 
a trip there, but he did so to visit his ail­
ing father, not to go to a n Interview, he 
said. 

That's all actually pretty irrelevant. 
What is relevant is that the chief has ev­
ery right to send out resumes if wants to. 
He has every right to go on Job Interviews 
if he wants to. .And he has every right to 
consider, or even take another job. This 
Is America after all. 

He Is a public seirvant, not a n In­
dentured servant. 

G o v e r n m e n t 

But even if the chiefs actions were 
somehow inappropriate. Mason's hand­
ling of the matter has been bungled from 
Ule get go. She's erred. In some pretty 
sdrious ways, from start to finish. 

Let u s count the ways. First of all, 
this is a persormel matter. .As a result, it 
is also a confidential matter. .And Mason 
has made it public. She can play as coy 
as she wants to about whether she has 
divulged confidential city information to 
a north end resident. Their stories about 
what conversations they have had and 
what information they may or may not 
haVe shared dont match, by the way. 
.And she c a n say she hasn't leaked the 

staff. It smacks of retribution. 

he had offered the table to the city, and 
when he found the city couldn't use it. he 
gaVe it to Csapo. No theft was invoK'ed 
there at all. 

Keep in mind Kprte has his own 
reasons to dislike Shaeffer. He is sUll fac­
ing assault chaiges from the mcldent 
last s u m m e r in which he allegedly 
popped a guy In the forehead with a gar­
den ralte. So Mason's choice of who to be 
indiscreet to Is curious Indeed. 

Thirdly. Mason has shown she has 
no acumen for handling employee mat­
ters. She's says the reason she Is upset 
with Shaeffer's sending out resumes is 
tllat he is presently In a training course, 
which is keeping him away from his worlc 
here and runiIIng up costs for the city. 
The training is free, but he has a city car 
in Virginia and has had to fly home twice 
since starting the class. 

Further, she's said she believes a 
policy should he adopted to withhold pay 
raises from city personnel who are out on 
the job marlcet looking for other posi­
tions. She says she thinks there should 
be some ldnd of commitment to the city 
before employees get training or pay. 

What she Is missing is that commit­
ment from employees largely comes from 
the commitment their employers show to 
them. Two of the best ways employers 
can show that commitment Is by provid­
ing training and paying them competi­
tive salaries. 

There Is a whole school of thought 
about whether managers should malce 
coimter offers when employees are hired 
.away. That debate could go on endlessly. 
But withholding scheduled pay hikes be­
cause somebody Is looldng seems likes a 
guaranteed way to make employees dis­
gruntled. That's a good way to make sure 
they'll take whatever job is offered them 
by another city. 

Putting a n employee through such 
a controVersy. forcing a city worker to go 
on the defenslVe for the mere fact of app­
lying for jobs elsewhere, sends a Very ne-

she has called for a closed door session 
in the comlIig city council meethlg. 

Nonetheless, the eVIdence that 
she's made confidential persoImel infor­
mation public Is in ourhands . Shebegan 
the issue by sending a letter to this news­
paper alx)ut Shaeffer's actloIls. 

Now, we need to malce a distinction 
here. The appearance of Shaeffer's name 
on the list of applicants In Florida Is a 
matter of public record. That his resume 
was sent in is a n open matter. T h e public 
and press can comment on It all they 
like. But tf Mason believes It Is somehow 
inappropriate, in some way a matter for 
dlscipltnaiy acUon for the city, that as­
pect should be dealt with beh ind closed 
doors. A s a member of councO, she Is In 
the position of being Shaeffer's em­
ployer. That requires of her a different 
standard In the treatment of personnel 
matteis. She should know t h a t A p p a ­
rently she does not. 

Secondly, there Is the matter of Just 
plain poor Judgment in who she chooses 
to leak the personnel Information to. Po­
litical gadlty and city hal l irritant J i m 
Korte says he has talked to M a s o n about 
the Shaeffer matter. M a s o n denied that, 
but KoIte told this newspaper he had 
Just received copies of the Lake Worth 
City article from her. 

Koite is not known for discretion or 
subtlety. Nor Is he known for accuracy 
when he gets to making accusations ab­
out city pcrsoimel. He fired quite a bar­
rage of allegations at the last city council 

meeting. While Shaeffer was o n his hit 
Ust for the night, so was planner Mike 
Csapo. Korte accused Csapo of stealing a 
drafting table from d t y hall . B u t later at 
the same meeting, the counci l heard 
from north end resident Sk ip Phelps that 

Mason's suggestion, by the way, 
that the city should have a policy getting 
a commitment from employees to stay, 
or at least give two weel^ notice, before 
they be given traiillng is not a workable 
idea. S u c h a policy would Violate federal 
labor law. Employers are not allowed to 
coerce a commitment from employees to 
stay o n the Job for a period of time In re­
turn for traiillng, according to federal 
statutes. 

Finally, whUe M a s o n claims to be 
doing all this out of sense of fiscal re­
sponsibility to the city, she ought to real­
ize she is hampering the administra­
tion's ability to be finally responsible. 

Shaeffer is also getting the blame 
for balling up negotiations with the po­
lice department union because contract 
negotiations there h^Ve stalled. Can't 
Mason see that this Is an obvious at­
tempt to cut the legs out from under­
neath the city's representative at the ne­
gotiating table? Wouldn't that end u p 
costing the city a great deal more In the 
end? 

We don't begrudge the union mem­
bers a fair wage. We hope. In fact, they 
get a decent deal from the city admi­
nistration. B u t If the pipy is to get bigger 
salaries by undercutting the authority of 
the city's negotiator, that slmpty is not 
fair. 

Mason apparently Is playing right 
Into the union's hands. She should be 
smarter than tha t She should be smart 
enough to realize that when one city em­
ployee complains about another, that Is 
confidential personnel Information and 
It should stop with her. ApparenUy she 
I snt

At a recent Repu­
blican fund-raiser, 
former Gov William 
G. Mllllken drew a 
standing ovaUon for 
a speech which ques­
tioned Whether politi­
cians these days 
"have the courage to 
seek a reasonable, 
centrist balance." 

"Have we the hu­
mility," he con­
tinued, "to accept 

tha t our Ideas are not the only Ideas and that ci­
vility and thoughtful dialogue accomplish more 
than Voices raised ln anger?" 

His point was echoed by speeches after the 
May l 0 filing date from retiring lawmakers Who 
worried that the Legislature is no longer a place 
for reasoned debate and compromise. The 
middle ground no longer exists, they com­
plained. With each legislator Increasingly com­
pelled to follow In lock-step the Instructions of 
special Interests that fund the campaign and 
supports his or her career. 

From the point of view of lobbyists, of course, 
the disappearing middle ground is Just as It 
ought to be. After all, the money they con tribute 

to ftmd-raisers Is explicitly for the purposes of 
advancing the spectQc Interests of their clients, 
ln this world, finding a sensible compromise — 
the tradiUonal Holy Grail of legislative politics 
— is an admission of failure. 

ln addition to an especially nasty atmo­
sphere in Lansing, all this has produced big-
time pubUc cynicism with the political prtx:ess. 
according to polls taken by Public Sector Con­
sultants after the vote on Proposal A. Fewer 
than one-third surveyed said they beLeved 
their total tax burden would go down as a result 
of FYoposal A 

Growing cynicism Is not new, of course. It 
gave major thrust to the successful campaign 
for term limits for legislators. But in my \'lew, 
the net effect of term limits will be to remove 
from the legislature exactly those Veteran law­
makers whose skill at compromise has made 
tlie middle groimd of Mlclilgan politics so sane 
and sensible for so many years.

• Rep. Dick Young, fixim westem Wayne 
County, a sane and smart old-style politician 
who promoted more common sense than most. 
• Westland's Sen. Bill Faustp and Rep. Justine 
Barns, both solid citizens who avoided the oc­
cupational disease ofshooting off their mouths. 
• Rep. Bill ICelth, of Garden City, Who single-
handedly brought work force skills into the 
mind of the Legislature. 

Every one of these lawmakers took PAC (po­
litical action committee) money from the special 
Interests: that's political reality today.

(6) Continues to develop cumulatively Its scien­
tific basis ofknowledge, (7) De-emphaslzes con­
cerns with bodfiy mutilation (e.g., breast en­
largements, cUtoridectomy and penile 
erfiargemenfi. 

Phfi, TVacy and director, Todd WhlUnan of 
Bagels & TaWcbeUeve any culture may aspfre to 
the above criteria. They also feel these are ob-
jecUves any reasonable person would agree; 
wlUi. It is only wlUi tliis type of discussion that • 
it is possible to demonstrate on a raUonal basis 
the superiority of one culture over another.

Throughout the process, the 
filmmakers remain focused on the 
powerful performance of Brando 
Lee. "Everyone stuck with "The 
Crow' because of the work Bran­
don I>ee had done," said executive 
producer Robert Rosen. "There 
was no question In our minds that 
this was a complete performajice 
of remarkable intensity. 

"We felt that, as difficult as it 
Was to go back, we knew we had 
an Immensely powerful film." 

Comic book artist James O'Barr 
wrote the flrst installment of The 
crow" In the early 1980s as a 
response to a personal tragedy. "I 
Joined the Marines to stop thlnk-
ilig and have some structure in mv 
life. But 1 was stlll filed with suck 
rage and frustration that 1 had to 
get It out. So one day 1 just began 
drawing The CroW." 

Inspired by such sources as Dr. 
Seuss, Iggy Pop and Edgar Allan 
Poe. O'Barr created a hero who 
gets a chance to avenge the vio­
lence tllat claimed his life and his 
Uve. 

'Eric is able to return from the 
grave because some things cannot 
be forgiven," said O'Barr. "I believe 
that there could be a love so 
strong that it could transcend 
death, that lt could refuse death, 
and this soul would not rest until 
it could set Uilngs right 

"And as Eric kills those who per­
petrated the crime against him 
and his fiancee, he is erasing his 
reason for being and moving 
towards resting in peace." 

Visually, O'Barr's unique and 
explicit black-and-white Vision of 
an inner city battle between the 
forces of good and eVll drew firom 
Renaissance sculpture. Forties 
crime films and O'Barr's two years 
of medical school. 

After being discharged fi-om the 
Marines, O'Barr took a series of 
odd Jobs in Detroit while tiylng to 
se11 his book which was turned 
down by a number of publishers. 
Flnally.m a small local publisher 
released the first issue in 1989 
when Tundra Publishing released 
the series in a trilogy of graphic 
noVelsin 1992.

Since that time. The Crow' has 
quietly grown Into one of the comic 
book world's biggest success sto­
ries, captivating a young audience 
with Its stark graphics and story of 
dark Justice, and selling out In 
bookstores and conventions all 
over the country. Original Versions 
of the comic book (published by 
Calibre Press) are valuable collec­
tors items. Kitchen Sink Press ci1r-
rently publishes an expanded 
compUation of the comic as a sin­
gle collection. 

The producers knew exactly 
What O'Barr's Eric Draven should 
look like But casting the lead role 
also demanded an actor W h o could 
display a superhuman atliletlcism, 
as Well as convey Eric's intensity 
and emotion. 

Their choice Was Brandon Lee. 
For his part. Lee lost 15 pounds, 

learned how to play the guitar and 
even Joined the film as co-fight 
choreographer. 

O'Barr. who Visited the set sev­
eral times and became friends with 
Lee, Was floored by the actor's per­
formance. "When I saw the dailies 
of Brandon, it was amazing," he 
said. "He had Eric down; it was a 
fully drawn character. NoW 1 can't 
even imagine anyone else playing 
him.'-

Finding a director was an equal­
ly challenging prospect. Pressman 
and Most both wanted to make the 
film as music-intensive as possible 
and began looking for a director 

who had the talent to bring the 
stojy to Ufe. 

"The music Is Uke another char­
acter in this film." said Most. "We 
knew the music would need to 
both drive and capture the style 
and mood of the comic book as It 
was translated into moving 
images." 

Eventually, they were able to 
lure the talents of renowned music 
video and commercial director Alex 
Proyas, a 31-year-o1d Australian 
whose work for artists hke Sting 
and 1NXS and products such as 
Nike, IQeenex, American Express 
and Coac-Cola made him one of 
the most sought-after directors \n 
the industry. 

Proyas calDe with a number of 
original ideas about how to make 
O'Barr's vision a screen reality. 
"The comic book is black and 
white, and it takes place in a very 
black-and-white world of good and 
evil," he explained. 

"We've given it that quality 
through lighting and being very 
selecUve and specific about color. 
We're not using any blues or 
greens, giving It a dark, expres-
slonistlc look. It's a very aggressive 
style, driven by rock-and-roll 
music. 

"I wanted it to have that raw. 
frenetic energy of the industrial 
rock we have on the soundtrack." 

The producers of "The Crow' 
assembled a music soundtrack 
that reflects Eric's battle with evil. 

Brandon Lee followed 
late father's footsteps 

The late Brandon Lee gives 
an emotional and charismatic 
final performance as Eric 
Draven, the resurrected hero of 
The Crow,' 

Born Februarys, 1965, in 
California, Lee spent the flrst 
eight years of his life in Hong 
Kong. By the time he could 
walk, he was learning abut 
martial arts from his father, 
kung-fu master and world-
famous action star Bruce Lee. 

After his father's untimely 
death when Brandon was eight, 
the Lee family moved to Los 
Angeles. 

On the set of 'The Crow.' Lee 
told an interviewer: "Since my 
earliest memories, 1 always 
wanted to be an actor, and I 
pursued that from the time I 
was very young. 

"l read somewhere that any­
one who can be persuaded not 
to be an actor should be per­
suaded, but I have really never 
felt that there were other paths 

for me. It is all 1 have ever 
wanted to do." 

Lee studied acting at Emer­
son College in Boston — and 
after that he joined Eric Morris' 
American New Theatre Compa­
ny tn New York City. 

Lee appeared in an off-broad-
way production of "Full Fed , 
Beast" for playwright John I..ee 
Hancock ("A Perfect World"). 
When the company relocated to 
Los Angeles. Lee made the 
move as well. 

His first professional job was 
in 1986, playing the son of 
Kwal Chang Calne in the televi­
sion film "Rung Fu: The Movie" 
Lee went to Hong Kong to make 
flis fu-st feature film, "Legacy of 
Rage," His next film was the 
spy thriller "I..aser Missio11" in 
1990. 

This was followed by his 
American film debut in 1991, 
"Showdown In Little Tokyo," 
where he was paired With 
Dolph Limdgren.

been a lot o f ta lk ab­
out the new wonder 
drug Prozac a n d Its 
use l a treating de­
pression a n d mental 
Illness. Prozac frn-
provea m o o d a n d 
t e m p e r a m e n t In 
those suffering from 
depression. It l s a 
useful d r u g that has 
c h a n g e d t h e w a y 
physic ians , therap­

ists a n d lay people thlilk about depression and 
mental i l lness. However, two questlo11s need to 
be addressed: Wl ia t Is prozac and w l i a t l iave we 
learned? 

Prozac is the first drug l n a new class of anU-
depressants. Al though antkiepressant drugs 
have been aroi1nd for a long time, most of them 
have potenOally serious a n d harmful slde ef­
fects. Some of them cannot be taken w i t h cer­
tain foods, such as aged cheeses o r wlne. Llfe-
thieatenlng heart problems can also occur If 
too l a r ^ a dose ls taken. Determlnlnfi the ap-

Health tips 
propriate dosage lor someone depressed and 
potenUally sulcldal ls a slgnlflcant concern for 
physlclarls. Prozac lias proven much safer than 
the earlier drugs and has been more effective ln 
Improving paUent moods. Many people using 
Prozac feel that they are "normal" for the first 
time frl their lives. 

The response to f*rozac has made many peo­
ple think differently about depression. De­
pression Is no longer a topic to be avoided. It Is 
not dismissed as "anger turned lnward" or 
blamed solely on childhood problems. Instead 
more and more people are beginning to under­
stand the chemical changes frl the brafrl that 
occur In depression. It Is a disease, often gene­
tic, like diabetes or other medical condlUons. 

Prozac also helps patlents fri Ways not origi­
nally expected. Other psychological condlUons 
have Improved In many people who liave taken 
IL Many say It Is a drug that frnproVes moods. 

I Increases asselliveness and may Improve 
personality. 

Prozac works hy increasing the amount of 
serotonin—a biain chemical dlough to control 
mood. It prevents the re-uptake ofthe chemical 
at the point where the nelve cells Join. Seroto­
nin Is not the only chernlcal fri the braln. Nore-
pfriepJirine and dopamine also play Important 
roles In brain behavior. .Although Prozac does 
not work on those chemicals, thei^ are other 
antidepressants such as Wellbutrln and Ef-
fexor that do affect them. Zoloft and Paxil are si­
milar to Prozac but differ fri some side effects, 
and frl the duration of thefr action. 

The most Important tiling to realize about 
what we have learned from r>rozac is that de­
pression is treatable and that It Is not sfrnply a 
problem developed ln chlldhood. While 
counselfrig and psychotherapy are helpful, 
chemical changes do take place In the brafri 
and It Is Important to know that We have newer 
and safer medications to treat those changes.

Instead of 
regular mol ikey chow, were neariy twice as ag­
gressive, making nastier faces and screaming 
more.
