He became Its pastor as soon as
the church was founded. He oversaw
{ts construction and has watched it
grow from a2 550 family parish in
1989 to the more than 800 family
parish it is today.

James, Father Cronk was the pastor
ol Qur Lady of the Lakes in Waterford  [ENE
from 1977-889. Before that he was
the co-paster at St. Dennds in Royal 1§
Qak for ayear. From 197 1-76 hewas
an associate pastor at St. Pauls in
Grosse Pointe, 1969-71 he was asso-
clate pastor at St, Angela in Roseville,
He was ordained on June 7, 1969 at
the Blessed Sacrement Cathedral in
Detroit after serving for one year as a
Deacon at the Christ the King In
Detrolt.

Those who know Father Cronk
sald he has seemed to enjoy being a
priest. They described him as a ded-
cated, devoted man who “gives good
homilies.”

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Changes coming in voter lists

Ayear later, Michigan is feeling the
fallout from Congress’ 1993 National
Voter Registration Act—a law that
will change forever how local clerks
st voters.

“We have concerns. We'd like to
see a feasibllity study first. We ha-
ven't seen aty cost numbers,” Terri
Land, Kent County clerk, told the
House Local Governmient Cominitiee
Tuesday as it studled implementa-
tion of NVRA.

NVRA's purpose Is to increase the
proportion of Americans—
pariicularly low-income people lean-
ing Democratic—who are registered
tomtcfrom?SorSOpcrccnttonm
than 90 percent.

Michigan {s likely to see these two
mafor changes:

B Voter registration soon must be
done at social services, public health,
mental health, public assistance,
uniemployment compensation and
other human services offices desig-
nated by the govemnor, Historically,
city and township clerks—and begin-
ning about 10 years ago, the Secret-
ary of State driver's license offices—
have reglstered volers.

M Clerks won't weed out “dead-
wood"—voters who have been inac-
tive for several years. “Under NVRA,
clerks can't cancel because you don't
vole. It's a forever flle,” said Rep.

Robert Brarkcnrldge R-St. Joecph a

former county clerk who co-chalrs
the House Local Government
Comumilttee,

“We did not support the federal
‘motor voter’ bill when it passed, but
that's a done deal.” said Gene Thorn-
ton, lobbyist for the Micigan Town-
ships Assoclation. "We've not heard
any concemn about local control.”
Thornton said MTA supports a bipar-
tisan package of bllls to implement
NVRA.

Kent County’s Land sald county
and local clerks should have final
maintenance authority over voter
lists. "Death certificates are flled with
county clerks. We can eliminate dead
people immediately—within 48
hours,” she said.

Brackenridge liked that idea.

Christopher Thormas, state elec-
tions direclor, sald the Secretary of
State will not take over control of the
voter lists. “We want to support local
control, not eliminate it. In our view,
local Jurisdictions will continue to
conduct elections. We (the staie) are
setting ourselves up as a data cen-
ter,” Thomas said.

As the gystern gets under way,
many state agencles will offer people
voter regisiration forms when they
apply for some type of beneflt, a
driver's license or a change of ad-
dress on thelr licenses, State compu-
ters will forward that data to local

clerks.

“The technology is faster than the
Postal Service,” sald Thomas. “There
will be substantial savings to local
government.” No longer will local
cierks have o handie volumes of
paper by sending cancellation no-
tices to voters who have been inactive
for several years.

NVRA was a bitterly partisan {ssue
in Congress. In 1992 President

George Bush vetoed the first version
as "a partisan sham.” With Bill Clin-
ton in the White House, Congress re-
passed it in 1993,

A Republican minority in the Con-
gress charged Democrats made #t
partisan by refusing to require states
to designate “public libraries, public
schools, clerks' offices, marriage
license bureaus, revenue offices and
post oflices™ as voler registration
places. The GOP sald Democrats’ de-
signation of welfare offices “Is de-
signed lo encourage fraud-prone
election-day registration.”

Congressional Republicans also
objected that there was too little fed-
eral money lo support the federally
mandated work. “The bill imits the
state’s abllity to conflrm indepen-
dently the Information contained in
voter registration applications and
severely restricts the state’s abllity to
remove ineligible voters from the
polls the GOP added.

LeBlanc's intentions are to send a
strong message to Lansing and local
school officials.

small business owners aren't goingto i

bear the brunt of the school taxes
and school officials need to palr down
thelr expenses.
“The state has ... a lousy law
agalnst the business owner,” he said.
So instead of accepting the state’s

affer, LeBlanc supporters are making
a counterofler.

“We are asking business owners to
pay only eight mills and the district to
drop iis levy from two to ene mill,” Le-
Blanc said.

In additicn, LeBlane supporters
are seeking a three percenl across
the board pay cut for district employ-
ees.

We happen to think Its great that
Jerty LeBlanc and friends have decided
to get politically active In the school dls-
trict millage campaign. LeBlanc
launched the effort on his own, but he's
drawing support and says he now has
about 50-60 local business people in his
COImer.

LeBlanc is not the type who typi-
cally gets involved in political matters,
and certainly not schiool district matters.
A racing car bufl and a retired tool and
die maker with no children atlending
school in the district, he s not the type
who usually takes an interest in educa-
tion issues,

So 1t i3 good to see him and lolks
like him taking an interest in the opera-
tion of the Novi school district and giving
their points of view about the financial
matters to be decided inthe coming June
13 election,

Unforiunately, he’s taken a bad
position in his first foray into the public
arena, Before folks from around town
start jumping on that bandwagon, we
think they need to think hard about
what they are doing.

Passage of the 18-levy against
“non-homesteads” (mainly businessand
commercial property) is absolutely criti-
cal to the functioning of the school dis-
trict. Not only does the 18-mill amount
represent a substantial chunk of change
the district would lose, but the wording
of Proposal A ties state aid funding to the
passage of this millage. Withoul pas-
sage, the district would also be without

" the state's guarantéed $6,500 per pupil

funding floor.

Without the millage, Novi schools
will have almost no money to run their
school district on.

Novi school officlals suspect Le-
Blanc is confused about what the 18
milis really is . . . and we suspect they

are right.

First of all, while the law requires
this be billed as an “Increase” onthe bal-
lot, it is really a follow up to the approval
of Proposal A by Michigan voters in
March. And actually, even with ap-
proval, property taxes for businesses in
Novi will go down this year as a result,

Last year, businesses pald 29.44
mills for school district operations.
Under Proposal A, 6 miils can be levied

aio

automatically. Add to that the 18-mill
levy in question and the 2 mills of en-
hancement taxes the district is looking
forin its second queston, and it all comes
up to a total tax bill of 24 mills,

That's a cut of 3.44 mills for Novi
businesses.

This was all part of the plan when
Michigan voters approved Proposal A in
March. Yes, homeowners get a bigger
propertytax cut, but that {sbecause they
also agreed to pay two cents more in
sales taxes,

Businesses don't pay that sales tax
. . .atleast notto the same degree home-
owners do. They only pay sales taxes for
what they buy at retail. Business purch-
ases of wholesale goods and supplies
aren't subject to that tax.

In the end, Proposal A wasn't sup-
posed to be a major tax cut for busines-
ses, but it wasn't an overall increase
elther. Homeowners in the end also got
more of a tax shift from Proposal Athan a
tax cut. But that was exactly the point,

And folks in Novi should not forget

that Proposal A had widespread support
inthe business community. Both the Mi-

chigan Chamber of Commerce and the -

Novli Chamber of Commerce endorsed
the tax plan.

ForLeBlanc to saynow that, yes, he
did vote for Proposal A, but he did not
think the state would follow through and
he now wants to “rentege” on his decision
is the epitorne of bad timing. Rejection of
the June 13 ballot question won't get rid
of Proposal A, it will only disable the Novi
school district from functioning under
the amendiment the way the state legisla-
ture intended it would.

So, while we are happy more people
are taking an interest (n the school dis-
trict operations these days and getting
vocal about thelr opinion, we'd encour-
age them to get vocal with the school
board . . . about some other issue.

Either way, peaple in Novi need to know this is going on.
That's why we woutld cover any attempt at organizingan
opposition to a millage question, be it at the school district
or in the city.

Qur job here at the newspaper is to make sure that the
discussion and debate that drives the democracy in the
local governments occurs and that the information is pre-
sented so that voters here can make a decision.

Serlously, that's the way
the constitutional appears to work. (Actually, ifit's turmed
down, we expect the school board will come back for
another election . . . and another. . . as many as it takes
to get passage because it Is critical.)

The second question on the ballot is easler to debate.
This is for two enhancement mills for three years, and
there are more legitimate arguments to be made about
whether It should be or should not be approved. (It 1s also
the most susceptible to rejection, since resident voters are
more likely to approve 18 mills for businesses than to ap-
proved 2 mills for themselves.)

But school district officials can elther take this opposi-
tion campalgn as an opportunity to educate voters here
about what is going on in the area of school finance in the
wake of the passage of Proposal A. . . or they can contlnue
to debate this editor's layout skills.

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Lehman

helped

“Old soldiers never die. they just
fade away,” Robert Lehman sighed.

In his nearly 73 years (he'll ceje-
brate his birthday June 7), Lehman
can say he’s seen it all. Some of It
he'd rather not have.

“I'm one of very few left to have
four stars on thelr wings,” sald
Lehman, a World War Il paratroop-
er with the 505 Regiment of the
82nd Airborne Division. “I've invad-
ed five countries, four of which |
got stars for on my jump wings.”

His battles included one against
the German general "Desert Fox™ in
Afriea who "blew up more tanks”
than anyone; the jump into Nor-
mandy's White Cliffs of Dover to
assist trecops who had fust invaded
the coast of France—lnown as D-
Day; and in the Battle of the Bulge,
the last major German counteref-
fensive launched in Belgium during
the second World War.

Lehman has fought
under General George
Patton—his troops
called him "Our Blood
and His Guts;" and
General Gavin, the
youngest general in the
U.S. Army.

His decorations and
citations Include a the-
ater ribbon with six
bronze stars; three
purple hearts and a
bronze star medal just
to name a few. Lehman
said he's given mast of
his medals to his flve
children.

“(President Dwight)
Eisenhowser came to
visit us here in Eng-
land.” Lehman said
referring to the D-Day
Jump preparations. “It
was highly strict secu-
rity. We used our gwn
paratroopers as
guards.

“We were ready to go
that night, but there
was a terrible storm
and they had to call it ofl.”

Finally, on the night of June 6,
the night before his 20th birthday,
Lehman found himself packing his
parachute.

“I was thinking about dying.” he
said. “That may sound a little sen-
tmental. A lot of people pray to
God. | didn't pray, I talked direct to
him.

*] asked him if | was going to die,
then to make it quick. I had seen
too many buddies die.”

After jumping into Normandy,
Lehman and another sergeant
rounded up 25 paratraopers who
were severly wounded and put
them in a French farmhouse. They
killed some chickens and boiled
them to make soup for the wound-
ed.

Lehman and the other sergeant
then drew straws to see who would
leave and find the troop’s element.

“We were completely surround-
ed,” Lehman said. "I lost, and had
to stay ... one of us had to go—we
weren't going to save these guys.”

While Lehman waited, he
stacked all the ammunition into

Two year wait
for Hicks leads
to invasion

The way his ordinance company
was stockpliing bombs, Fred J.
Hicks knew something was going
on,

The year was 1944 and Hicks
had been stationed at an American
airbase located northeast of Ner-
wich. England. since 1942.

“It was a hectic time," the
Northville resident recalled. “We
weren't aware of what was going
on, but we knew we were damn
busy... everything was so secret.”

Although his primary job was as
a small arms repairman, fixing up
to 50 caliber machine guns for
planes, Hicks sald it wasn't a full
time job. So he helped unload the
many truckloads of bombs arriving
into his unit.

“I know it was in preparation for
D-Day because of the homb sizes,”
he said. “Strategic and tactical
bombs are two different things.”

The size and amount of bombs

coming in as
well as the
increased

conquest

of beach.
Just how tough the defenses were would be

seen on Omaha beach, in the midst of the five-
pronged invasion, Allied bombers were supposed
to soften the defenses the night before. But on
Omaha, they missed their mark and dropped
their bombs miles inland. In the morning, the
result would be carnage — 4,650 casualties on
that beachhead alone. ' '

Still in all, there were only 6,600 casualties
among the allied troops that day, about a quarter
of what had been expected.

While Hicks was overseas, his
wife of six months, Laura, went to
work for Dr. Russell Atchison in
Northville. At the time, rationing
was quite severe, she said, with
stamps required to buy shoes,
tires, gas, meat and sugar.

"You saved your fat and grease,”
Fred Hicks said, “It was the begin-
ning of women working in the fac-
tories—Rosie the Riveter.”

Veterans share memories of D-Day

*For me, D-Day stood for Disap-
pointmen! Day. I was 15 years old.
My older brother and coustns were in
the Navy, my youngest uncle was
seriing in the Army in England, The
whole country was involved in the

ene room. The house remained dark,
80 as not to give their hiding place
away to the enemy,

“You just sit there,” he recalled.
“You're a young man thinking [ don't
know what lving 1s.”

Three days later, Lehman heard a
rumbling near the farmhouse.

“I thought this is [t, I'm going to
spend the rest of the war in a con-
centration camp,” he said. “The door
opened and there (the other sergeant)
was, He sald, ‘Sarge, 1 got five jeeps
out here.'”

Lehman recetved a bronze star for

valor for his efforts.

When it was all done, Lehman's re-
giment lost half of its 5,000 men in
the D-Day excurslon. One-third were
wounded.

“They have more white crosses
over there in France than they can
shake a stick at,” he said.

Death Is something Lehman has
defled more than ence, On Feb. 10,
1945, he was hit by sniper fre,
wounding his hand and arm. Seven
days later, a sniper shot out his
appendix

Lehman was also wounded while
serving In Kajon-Ni, Korea, in 1952,

“We were surrounded by (the
North Kerean Armiy) and [ was comi-
ingout of abunker, walking down the
trench,” Lehman said. “I saw a (Ko-
rean) man, they (North and South
Koreans) all looked the same. He
threw a hand grenade.

*It tore up my eyes, my scalp. A
sergeant from Texas grabbed me by
the belt and pulled me down and cut
this guy In two. I was back on the hill
in three days.”

Anotherbrush withdeathcame as
recently aslast September when Leh -
man suffered a heart attack, He was
in a corna for 40 days and irs the hos-

pltal for 200 days. The heart attack
left him in a wheelchalr, but Lehman
is slowly beginning to walk again.

“The doctors gave up on me,” he
safd. “They said no way was I goinglo
make L

Lehman's memories of the wars
he's fought have stayed with him. It's
something you Just can't forget, he
sald,

*I went back 25 years ago and It
kind of got the best of me, looking
dowm and seeing the names of bud-
dies,” he said. °I had more than one
man die in my arms.”

“Every day until we got on ship we
had to lay out all of our possessions at
the fool of our bunks for inspection
We weren't allowed to lake any plc-
tures, lelters or identffication that
could be of any help to the enemy.

‘We had 1o cash tn our English
pounds Jor French script fabout $5
worth). Anything over that had to be
sent home with all letters, pictures
and identification.

“Then one moming we walked to
the docks and boarded the ships. We
sat on the Channel for tuwo or three
days before we satled for Normandy.

“Just before we sailed, hot atr bal-
loons were attached to each ship with
cables to prolect them from strafing
planes.

“The Channel was exceplionally
rough and a bt of guys got sea sick,
but the saflors gave us paper bags so
we wouldn’t mess up thelr ship, We
had to stay below deek until we were
ready to go over the side into the
smaller landing crafl.

“We landed on Utah Beach. As we

Jjunped off the landing crafts into the
water, #f was deeper than ] expected.
The water came up to my chest and [
had (o hold my rifie over my head to
keep it dry.

"As we went ashore, {t was scary
as hell with all the artillery and ma-
chﬂw’gtw'y’treandseemgbuddiesget-

‘With the bombing and strafing
fromourplanes and the big guns from
our ships it really helped soften things
Jor us. We could dentifiy our planes
because they had white stripes
painted on the bottom of the wings.
They identified our ground troops by
orange flags and orange smoke
grenades.

“‘Back a lttle way from the beach
there were small channels filled with
water. I don't konow {f they were there
Jor imigation or to sbw us down

"Each of us were {ssued a plece of
rope about 3- or 4-feet long that we
couldd link together {f needed to help us
cross the channels. As it tumned ouwt,
we didn’t need them

*We kept mouing inland and we
moved in quite a bit the first day. At
night, we dug in and wailed unitl

moming to continue monving in

*About 10 or 12 days loter, we
were mauing across an open fleld
when we came under artillery and
machine gunfire. As Iwas running for
a hedgerow for cover, 1 got hit.

“That was the end of the war for
me.
T am now retired from General Mo-
tors Corp. (1986]) and live In
Northuille.”

Whije the Flintstones taste the
lifestyle of the rich and prehistoric,
The Rubbles, with their newly-
adopted son. Bamm-Bamm, are
not so fortunate and tensions arise
between these best of friends.

“Casting was the most fun.” sald
Cohen, "because we found people
who defined their characters ...
people who were born to play
these parts.

Pap smear a misunderstood test

There has been a great deal of debate over

Pap smear should be obtained. At

this time, most physicians agree that once a
woman becomes sexually acttve, a Pap smear

should be taken at least annually for three con-

cancer only

the surface of the cervix during a pelvic exam.
As such, it is designed to screen for cancer or
precancer of the cervix. In rare cases this test
also will detect cancer of the vagina and uterus,
but it should be viewed as a lest for cervical

Once you are informed that your Pap smear
contains some abnormal cells, what does this
mean? First, it does not mean that cervical
cancer is present. Rather, it does mean that
there may he a precancer present. As a screen-
Ing test, the Pap smear will only identify those
women who are at higher rsk for developing
cervical cancer, In fact, many abnormalities
identified by this test will reverse sponta-
neously. Those that do not are generally pre-
cancers that will not progress to cancer for
many years, These precancers are evaluated by
an office procedure called colposcopy {this pro-
cedure uses a microscope to look at the cervix
and identify the location of the abnormal celis
that are then biopsied}. Once diagnosed, the
abnormalities can be quickly, and In most
cases, easily treated with an office procedure
employing either a laser, a freezing unit, or an
electrified loop of wire.

place a woman at higher risk for cervical
cancer. These women should be screened with
a Pap smear annually.
