Oakland County Circuit Cour t 
Judge J o h n McDonald has given 
the City of Now 14 days to halt the 
discharge of leachate from a pipe at 
the old Munn's I.andlUl Into a drain­
age d i t c h along Meadowbrook 
Road. 

The Judge's order, Issued May 
31, also gives the city 30 days to 
clean up the resulting contamJna-
Uon from sedimentation i n the 
ditch and in a stream bed nearby. 

It i s u111ikely the city can accom­
plish al l that by the deadline. Bruce 
Jerome, Superintendent of the De­
partment of Public Works. Whose 
department Will likely be respo11sl-
ble for the actual Work at the site, 
said this week he Is not yet sure 
What action must be taken. He sald 
he ls concerned that simply plug­
ging the pipe could cause the conta­
minated Water to flow elsewhere. 

"IVe been out there several times 
With J C K (the city's engineering 
Arm) to sec if we can determine 
where the pipe origi1lates," Jerome 
said, explaliiing they have so far 
been unsuccessful, " l have con­
cerns about Just plugging that plpe 
without knowing where it's co111lng 
from. It could cause some n1aJor 
problems and create liabllity for us 
elsewhere. It could cause ponding 
on someone else's property that vio­
lates their rights to use their 
property." 

D a n Welsa, president of the 
Weiss Construction Compiany of 
Detroit which filed the sui t and 
asked McDonald to issue the l n 
Junction, ls not convinced. He said 
it is not dea r what the source of the 
flowls. If l t ls stormwater runoff, the 
flow could go elsewhere, but he sald 
plugging the pipe might have no e -
feet i f the discharge is coi11ing from 
another source. 

He said he is concerned about 
the d l y possibly missl11g the dead 
line. "This continues to pollute the 
public waters of the state eveiy 
day," he sald. T m concerned and I 
Woitld tl1lnk most dtizens would be. 
Thls flows right Into Bishop Creek.

The ailnouncement that Metro-
Vision cable Will adjust Its monthly 
service rates u p w a r d l n J u l y 
brought an angry reaction from the 
Novi City Counci l Monday. 

"I'll be looking for details when 
the franchise comes up for negotia­
tion," C o u n c i l member Robert 
Schmld said. "I will raise this issue 
at that time and I Will t>e looking at it 
strongly. The atUtude in the an­
nouncement and the way we Were 

told was typical. Til be lookl1ig for 
ways to get rid of them." 

Schmid's comments were a refer­
ence to the upcoming negotiations 
over the proposed renewal of Metro-
Vision's franchise With the City of 
Novl. Exduslve rights to continue 
marketing cable services ln the d ty 
is not guaranteed, but Novi may 
have to buy out the cable company 
i f it deddes against renewing the 
franchise. 

"There is always a negative reac­
tion when you have to increase 
rates," General Manager B o b 

McCann said, "but we are l n bus i ­
ness Just i lkeyou are and we have a 
track record of having typically 
anxing the lowest rates i n the area. 
We've been serving thls con1mu111ty 
for 12 years and if you look at the 
Detroit area, o u i ^ have always been 
anwng the lowest." 

Rates were Just adjusted last 
September, but the new rates are 
the result o f a revision of the new 
Federal Co111munlcaUons Commis­
sion (FX^C) rules regarding rate set­
ting. The adjustments for nlonthly 
cable services are increasing about 

3 percent on average. A t the same 
time, the rates for installation of 
cable equipment and services wi l l 
be decreasing by about 50 percent. 
Premium channel service charges 
will remain the same. 

City Manager Ed Kriewall agreed 
that MetroVislon's rates histori­
cally have been among the lowest

The channel is one that 
is shared h>etWeen Nov! and Farming-
ton mils schools. Novl board meet­
ings are not live versions of the mee t-
ings. They are taped episodes that 
appear w e l l after the meeting 
adjouiTis. 

"I don't know anyone who has seen 
it," she said. "I s.-jw it and I think it 
makes us all look 75 years o1d. I don't 
know abou t the î est ofyou but I want 
to stay 40." 

Neither Schram nor Abrams af-

Lxcd blame for the show's poor qual­
ity on the backs of the students Who 
tape the meetings for Metrovlsion. In­
stead, Schranl hinted some of the 
problems to Qie lighting and sound 
equipment as well as tl-ie acoustics lj1 
the board meeting room. 

"I'm not saying it's the camera op­
erators, it micht be the i w m and the 
lighting," he said.

Of the reported cases, only four

tween poUce. prosecutors, probaUon 
ofllcers and Judges have allowed the 
program to thrive and curtail the 
rampant spread of family abuse. In 
conjunction With HAVEN, a Women's 
shelter, police and court persor1nel 
have designed a full-service system 
to deal with domestic violence swiftly 
and severely. 

HAVEN staffers play a slgniflcant 
role by providing support and assis­
tance to vlctinls and requlriI1g a 
40-Weck intensive counseling and re­
habilitation program for defendants. 

They also cx)ach oOlcers from par­
ticipating police departments on how 
to respond to domestic dispute calls. 

Once removed, abusers are held in 
custody for a maximum of 20 hours 
and then arraigned as soon as po.ssI-
blc, often the Vcfy next morning, 
Dayk said. Bond hearings are set the 
day after the arrest. Court probation 
ofllcers conduct a comprehe11slVe 
pre-bond InVestigation and make re­
commendations to tlic attending 
Judge. 

T h e Judge is looking for us to tell 

him how dangerous a person is," 
Doyle said. "We recommend higher 
bonds for those who are more 
dangerous." 

If an abuser posts his or her bond, 
the victim Is immediately notified by 
police. 

No longer arc victims allowed to 
wlUldraW Lhelr complaints once the 
case hits the courtroom. Instead, 
prosecutors In this court have all 
agreed not to dismiss a case before a 
trial and also to lake al l cases not re­
solved at the pre-trial stage to trial. 

Court time has also been fast-
tracked between arraignment and 
trial dates. The moves have reduced 
the time between arraignment and 
pre-trial from 40 to 5 days and be­
tween anaignment and trial from 
113 to 13 days. 

Slate statutes have also contri­
buted to the success of the local prog­
ram. There are fewer repeat offenders 
now that the state i-equlres on-the-
spot arrests If warranted. 

Under the amended domestic vio­
lence law, police ofllcers can now ar­
rest abusers without a warrant. They 
can do so only if they have reasonj1ble

cause for assault, assault and bat­
tery or aggravated assault. Any per­
son can, however, of1ly be arrested if 
he or she has lived with the victim. 

But effecUve July l , Michigan 
state law will cillow ofllcers to arrest 
anyone for domestic violence who 
has concieved a cliild with the victim 
even if the couple has not lived 
together. 

"New laws gives us more power 
and authority to help people," said 
Wlxom Police onicer James Os­
borne. T h e y allow the police to act on 
their own and get the abuser out of 
there." 

Positive results are reflected in 
court caseloads. Since the program's 
Inception in 1993, the court's case­
load increased 32 percent. Doyle 
said. In 1992, 29 percent of the 
domestic dispute complaints were 
dismissed at the request of the vic­
tim. One year later, voluntary dismis­
sals disappeared. 

Fkilice departments participating 
initially in the program say there was 
a complete elimination of repeat 
domestic dispute calls after abusers 
Were arrested.

"It Is a fantastic ftx.-llrig," l..aui1a 
told si udents of the Lakes Area Police 
Acadcnly Wednesday night as the ca -
nine cop laid wide-eyed and alert on 
ihe staf»e behirld him. 

Lauria and Smokey have workctl 
for tile Novl department since Jillle 
1993. In the last year. Smokty and 
Ihe other canine cop 111 tile dcjvui 
men! have tr?.cked two crinlirwls and 
located a mlssllig child. They've also 
IxTn called out several liiiics and 
siircessfuUy snlfl'ed onl narcotics 
hidden i n cars. 

The pair of canine cops were hired 
on after they J1nd their handlers com­
pleted a 300-hour police dog trainiil{> 
and liandlirlg course. 

The course teaches the olRcers lo 
diK'ct the dogs to track ihe scent of 
criminals, n1isslrlg persons and snill 
for rlarcoUcs. 

Smokey works patrol with Uiuila 
each and eveiyday. He responds to 
routine tralTlc stops, handles invesU-
gallons and Is often callctl out lo 
sean:h biiildijigs. specific areas or 
certain articles. He is trained to de­
tect four or five different kinds of nar­
cotics including a dangerous new 
drug that is now ftnding Its onto 
American slIeets. 

The five-year-old Gennan She­
pherd can sniff out the street drug 
known as "ice." Ice is a hijihly potent 
drug that produces a Iilgh for almost 
24 hours. 23 hours more t1lan crack 
cocaine. Lauria said. 

llie two arc inseparable. I.aurla 
said. 'nlc>' work, live and sleep 
together. 

'Olie of the greatest things about 
him is lhat Ule dog is watching me 
100 pt-rceilt of the time." Lauria said, 

"l is gieat on the road but at home It 
gets a lilUe aiuloying because cvery-
wheie I go. he goes." 

It's rare l i iur ia ever vacations 
without Smokey since he purchased 
ajid tjTilned the pooch for the depart­
ment last year. But separate vaca­
tions ha\'e happened in the past and 
will happen again soon. 

It worries l aur ia because he says 
the dog refuses (o eat when he's 
away. 

"Now I Jilst feed h im a lot more and 
fatten h im up before I go," he said. 

Ihe bond between the two Is evi­
dent. .As the ofllcer paced the floor 
Wednes<lay telling students about 
Smokey. the dog's eyes followed h im 
back and forth and occasslonally 
scatuled the audience as though he 
were on guard at a teI1nls niatch. 

At home, Lauria says the dog Will 
sonlcUm.es challenge his fiancee and 
brother when they approach the 
officer. 

It u-sed to be an issue for the folor-
some living In the home, but nowa­
days the housemates have learned to 
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work around Smokey's Instinctive 
behavior. 

The dogs dedication and the bond 
between the two raised some doubt 
about [.aurla's ability to send the dog 
Into a dangerous situation. But the 
olUcer assured the audience that he 
knows the dog's life ts far less Inlpor-
talit that tliose of his fellow ofilcers. 

"I could never not take Smokey 
somewhere because It was danger­
ous." he said. "Because if any of my 
buddies ever got huIt I Would liave a 
real hard time oqplalning It my bud­
dies' family." 

He knows there's a downside when 
there's danger Involved. But the of­
ficer said he'd rather focus on the the 
upside. 

"Ti^lere's nothi11g else like It In the 
world when you can go out and Into 
the middle of a field and have the dog 
walk you right to the guy," he said. 

That's happened to U u r i a at least 
tilree times since Smokey was hired 
on with Novl. 

Two recent cases come to mind. 
On May 12 the pair was called out to 
help South Lyon police search for a 
missing five-year-old Ixiy. 

A n hour afier the Ixiy leR his home. 
Smokey and Lauria arrived and 
tracked 111m to a neighbor's home. 
Officers located the boy In the hiase-
ment within minutes thanks to Smo­
key who sniflTed his scent from the 
rear of the residence. The boy was 

then returned home Without a 
scratch. 

The next day. Smokey and 111s 
tlandler were called to the Wlxom Po­
lice department to jjerform a money 
sniff. Wlxom police 1lad confiscated 
$3,713 from a drug dealer. But the 
money couldn't be confiscated from 
the drug dealer ui11ess Smokey could 
prove It had been used to buy and sell 
drugs. 

Officer Lauria directed the canine 
to search an empty office for the scent 
of narcotics. The dog hit on notlilng. 
Minutes 1ater. a Wlxom sergeant 11Id 
the money In the office. Smokey re­
turned and snffied the cash out. The 
dog's actions Indicated the scent of 
narcotics was on the money.

Chlorobcnzene UJtely conies 
from a cleaning solvent or an 
lnscctltJde. 

DNR testing of the site earller this 
year found those contaml11ant.3 and 
others, Including diethyl phthalate 
and butyl bcr1zyl phthalate a l detect­
able levels. The DNR also found trace 
anwunts ofa number of other conta­
minants, Including naphthalene, 
flourene. phenanthrenc and pyrene. 

But Farnum said all homes In the 
VlcI111ty are already recclVlng city Wa­
ter and sewer services, and are lo­
cated away from the actually l a n d M 
site. He additionally said the ground-
Water in that area generally flows lo 
the southeast. aWay from the nearest 
homes. The site 11as been on the 
sUle's Public Act 307 list for years, 
but Is considered a low priority.

There is no allegation, le i alone 
proof, that Holtzmai1 & Silverman 
placed any contan11nallon, even on 
its own pl-opeIly, or that It 11as done 
anything to cause contamination to 
plalntiU's (Wels.s') property. 1n fact. In 
appears that plain tilTs principal mo­
tivation In bringing this action, arid 
in seeking pa^llmirlaiy Injunctive re­
lief, lies In l U negollaUons with a po­
tential purcliaser of plalntilTs prop-
erty. rather tlian any concern for the 
environment, or any real fear that 
plaintllTs property Is or may become 
contaiIiinated," Flneman wrote In 1iis 
response to the complaint on behalf 
of the compariy.

"l'lainliff Is asking this court 'to 
Immediately slop the Qow of leachate 
into the drainage di tch along Mea­
dowbrook Road.' Plaintiff asks for 
this relief even thoughltknowsvlrtu-
ally nothing ahwul the site conditions 
above or below ground and knows 
nothing about what Impact. If any, 
the relief sought will have on any al­
leged 'contamination' If. In fact, con­
tamination exists. In actuality, the 
relief sought may c^use more 11arm 
than good by rerouting groundwater 
Which contains extremely low levels 
of constituents lo an imdetermined 
locat ion. Under these c i r c u m ­
stances, hasty Issuance of a preli­
minary injunction wil l certainly not 
serve the public and may. In fact, re­
sult in public hiarm." Flneman Wrote.

again," he said. St i l l , he said, he be­
lieved the problem hias been pri­
marily with the FCC rather than 
with MelroVlslon.

Novl Will relnsUtule Its mandatory 
alternate day lawn spflf1k11rlg ordi­
nance thls summer, the City Council 
decided Monday. 

The rules will remain the sarne as 
last year. Homeowners will be al­
lowed lo water their lawns only on 
odd or even days depending on 
whether the address of their home Is 
odd or even numbered. VlolaUons 
wil l cafry the same S5 fine as last 
year. 

Coundl gave the ordinance Imme­
diate effect. 

But thls does not mean the city will 
be seeking the release of addltJonal 
water taps from the Mlri11gan De­
partment of Public Health. In fact, a 
representative of the DPH was pre­
sent at the session and stated the or­
dinance as enacted would not qualify 
for the release of more taps, ticcause 
the DPH considers the One to be too 
small. 

Council memtier Tim Pope wanted 
to maJte sure the DPH did not mls-
nead the adoption of the ordinance as 
a request for the release of more taps. 

' f inal ly this council Is focusing on 
what it should be focusing on. which 
Is not to provide more taps for more 
development while restricting exist­
ing residents' use of water, but the 
Issue all along has l>een preventing 
contamination and the safety of the 
drinking water supply," he said. 

The council voted 7-0 to rel11state 
the alternate sprlilkllng rules. 

In making the motion to readopt 
the n;Ies, Council Member Rob Mit-
zel set the expiration for the ordi­

nance at the end of 1996. Presently, 
the Detroit water department Is 
building a new 72-lnch main to the 
western suburbs, wliich should re­
solve Novi's pressure problems when 
It Is completed. Director of F>llbllc 
Services Tony NoWlcld said the inain 
construction Is not expected to be (In -
Ishid and usable until 1996. 

The decision cafnc after the city's 
englneeri11g firm. J C K & Associates 
completed a study on the status of 
Novi's waler pressure and the pros­
pects for the release of further new 
taps to the system. 

Novi, along with 13 other subur­
ban communities, has been operat-
iilg under a water tap moratorium for 
the past few years. The moratorium 
was Issued by the DPH when the 
pressure problems raised fears of a 
back-syphon. Which could draw 
tainted water into the malris and con -
taminate the drinking water supply. 

J C K recommended several strict 
water use rules if the city Wanted to 
pursue the release of more taps. 
Among those rules would be that ou t-

door use of water be ban altogether 
during times of low pressure and that 
new subdivisions be required to put 
spriilkler systems on wells, rather 
than on the water s>'stem. 

Considering tl1e results of the re­
port, Nowlckl recommended agallisl 
an attempt to seek further release of 
new taps from the DPH. 

Mitzel also asked for additional In­
fonnation about allocated but as yet 

unused water taps. Nowlckl said he 
was unsure how many taps have 
been allocated In tile past which re­
main unused. 

Expressing concern that these un­
used taps might exacerbate the pres­
sure problems when they come "on­
line," Mltzel suggested the city may 
also want io place a moratorium on 
tile hook up for tllose allocated taps.

Monday's proposed rnlllage re--
quests represent slgnillcantty less 
taxes for Novl residents and busines­
ses, the superintendent said. 

L,astyear, Novi home and business 
owners alike paid 29.44 mills In an­
nual taxes. That was b>efore state legl -
slators wiped out the property tax 
system for school finance. There were 
no taxes on the table until Michigan 
voters passed l ^ p o s a l A by a 4: l 
margin ln March. 

rvoposal A allows the stale to levy 
6 mills of properly tax on all property. 

Homeowners will be asked to pay 
another 6.06 mills to "hold (the dis­
trict) hamlless" from any additional 
cuts to programs resulting from the 
new taxing schcnle. 

.All other properties including bu­
sinesses and second homes Will pay 
24 mills. Eighteen of the 24 Will have 
to Ijc levied by the local school dis­
trict., six others will be levied by the 
state. 

That 111ea11s homeowners in Novi 
Will pay 12.06 mills i n property taxes 
next year. Businesses and second 
homeowners Would pay 24 mills. 

If voters approve the district's re­
quest for tWo enhancement mills, 
homeowners taxes WlU \ump two 
mills to 14.06. All others will pay 26 
mills. 

The proposed tax p lan is signific­
antly less than what taxpayers paid 
last year even with the two mill en­
hancement, Uppe said. 

The superintendent said homeow-
1iers are saving more than 1 5 mills in 
taxes under Proposal A . Businesses 
will see a 3.44 mill cut . 

"The school district is in a veiy 
awkward position tiecause the state 
has made us the vehicle to pass the 
18 mills." Uppe said. "It's awkward 
and veiy emhiarrassing but that was 
the plan under FVoposal A . " 

"If we don't levy the 18 mills we 
don't get the folmdatlon grant." said 
J a m e s Koster, Novi 's assis tant 
superintendent for operations. 

Koster said the moves state legi­
slators have made thL*! year have put 
local schools districts in the position 
of having to plan for the future With 
little or no certainty for funding. 

It was that lack of certainty that 
prompted Novfs EJoard of EducaUon 
to ask for the two mill enhancement. 
The additional $2 million In tax re­
venues the district is asldng for Will 
pay to continue the exlstlng program 
and cover the expenses of some 
improvements. 

Koster said the board's conclusion 
to ask for the addlUonal millage Was 
strictly "a bushiess decision." 

"We only liave this opportunity for 
01e next three years." Itoster said. 
".Afler Uiat We give up our right to gov­
ern ourselves. 

"It's a business decision." he 
added. "If someone told you this Was 
U1e only opportunity you had to plan 
for the future Would you? It has to be 
done today because the future is so 
uncertain." 

To the average $200,000 Novi 
homeowner the two mi l l increase 
amounts to about $200 a year. 

Novl could have levied up to three 
mills for the next three years, but the 
school board opted to ask for only 
two. 

"The board thought two was sufli-
cient to conUnue to maintain the cur­
rent program." Uppe said. "WiUiout 
i t there would 11ave to be a decrease in 
the program and eventually cuts in 
the budget." 

The superintendent Wasn't spe­
cific on What Will happen to the cur­
rent program If the two mill request 
falls. But he did say there would have 
to tie Immediate adjustments i n staff 
development and eventually long 
term cuts in the program. 

"We can no longer control our des-
Uny," he said. -And We need to protect 
our future. Jtwasanlnvestmentdecl-
sion to protect the educaUon of our 
children."

The Atlanta-based Michael Malott told me his lamlly anec­
dote cites the same reason for tile dropping ofthe "Malotte" 
name. 

Later, I asked Michelle to lax a copy ofthe article to At­
lanta. "Already done," she said. 

"Howdid you know he asked for it?" 1 asked. "Did he call 
back?" 

"WeU, you know these Michael Malott characters, their 
pretty pushy guys," she said, not miss ing her chance to get 
a dig in . 

"I'm disappointed he felt he had to call again," I said In 
response. "You know, we Michael Malotts are a pretty ex­
clusive group, and we take care of our own."

One of 
the guys got a picture of it—my 
mouth Was on the floor." 

Skodak, a Brotherhood Honor 
member of the Order of the Arrow. 
wU1 add his award to his other recog-
niUoils which include Cub and Scout 
Leader Tlai11ing awards, Cubmas-
ter's key. Scouter's key, the Scout­
master Award of Merit and the Dis­
trict Award of Merit.

Lee, whose earl ier f i lms have 
taken probing views of such con-
Lrovcrsial social issues as interra­
c i a l r o m a n c e , u r b a n v io l ence , 
blackon-black racism and the life 
and beliefs of M a l c o l m X , now 
turns his talents as a visual story­
teller to the daily life and fortunes 
of Illc Carmichael family. 

"As a f i l m m a k e r , a n d more 
imfMrtantly as a black filmmaker. I 
think it's important to expand the 
subject matter of the lilms we do." 
said Lee. 

"As a group, we've gotten into a 
rut telling the same story again 
and again — the hip-hop, drug, 
gangsta r a p , u r b a n i n n e r - c i t y 
movie. I don ' t t h i n k tha t ' s the 
totality of the Af r ican-Amer ican 
experience and I really think that 
audiences are s ta r t ing to want 
more than these movies can give 
them. 

"Hopefully, this wiU be a start in 
that direction. 

"Besides," he added, "ever since 
my first film ("She's Gotta Have It") 
people have been asking me when 
I'm going to make a movie they 
can take their chUdren to." 

The story of "Crooklyn" was con­
ceived by two of Lee's siblings. Joie 
Susannah Lee and C inque Lee. 
who had earl ier col laborated in 
developing a pilot for television. 

"We felt we could offer a fresh 
perspective by telling a coming-of-
age story from the point of view of 
a young black girl," said Joie Lee. 

Although Joie and Cinque Lee 
loosely based the story on their 

own experiences growing up i n 
B r o o k l y n d u r i n g the •70s. the 
script of "Crooklvn" gradually took 
on a life o f its own d u r i n g the 
development process. 

"It was a lot of fun to Write the 
first draft because we were work­
ing with a time and place that we 
had fond memories of" said Joie 
Lee, 

' B y the second draft, we were 
focusing much more on the rela­
tionship of the mother and daugh-
^T. and what Was happef11ng with­
in the family. We wanted to pay 
homage to the experience of child­
hood without trying to romanticize 
or glamorize it." 

Most of the action of "Crooklyn" 
takes p lace Within a s ingle ci ty 
block in Brooklyn, New York, cen­
tered a r o u n d the b r o w n s t o n e 
where the Carnilchael famUy Uves. 

The father. Woody (Delroy Lindo) 
is an idealistic Jazz musician who 
s t a u n c h l y refuses to adap t to 
changing musical tastes. 

His wife Carolyn (AUire Woodard) 
can't decide Who needs more par­
enting -— her children or her hus­
band. 

Troy (Zelda Harris), the 10-year-
old daughter, does her best to help 
out, while her brothers — Clinton 
(Carlton WiUiams), WendeU (Sharif 
Rashid) , Nate (Chris Knowings) 
and Joseph (TseMach Washington) 
— spend most of the long summer 
days watcli ing television and get­
ting in (and out of) trouble.

They a l l 
exhibit characteris-
tlcs of what We now 
know as borderline 
personality disorder. 

A l t h o u g h m o s t 
people know about depression, alcoholism, 
neurosis and other psychological proble111s, 
most people are unaware of borderline person­
ality disorder. It affects 10 mllllon people and 
may be responsible for up to one quarter of aU 
the patients that therapists see. 

Borderline personality disorder was first rec­
ognized l n 1980 by the .American Psychiatric 
Associat ion. The name Is not accurate since 
people wi th the condit ion are not on the border 
of anything. However, the name has remained. 
The disorder is more common in Women than in 
men. 

There are eight characterlsOcs of borderline 
personality disorder. It is not necessary for a l l 
e l ^ t characteristics to be present to niake the 
diagnosis; usualty five of the eight are required. 
• Unstable and Intense relaUonshlps. Border­
line paUents develop s t rong emotional relaUon­
shlps with filends, families and lovers. These 
relationships may Vary between extreme posl-

H e a l t h T i p s 

Uve feelings of loVe to the opposite feelings Of 
hate or rejection. Borderline paUents tend to 
see people as either all good or a l l bad. In-
between feelings are hard for them to maintain 
and may not exist. 
B Impi11siVeness. Borderline patients m a y 
have problems with drug or chemical abuse, 
gambling, shoplifting, excessive spending, 
overeating, anorexia or prontlscuous sex 
M Mood shifts. Borderline paUents can have ex­
treme mood swings. They c a n go from feeling 
nonnai to severe depression i n a matter of m i ­
nutes. Usual ty these shifts last a few hours. 
B Inappropriate anger. Border l ine paUents 
may suddenty develop intense a n d unexpected 
anger. BreaJdng things. Olrowlng things and 
physical violence nlay erupt suddentyfollowlng 
some minor incklent. 
B Recurrent suicidal Uireats or self-muUlatlng 
behavior. 
B IdenUty disturbance. Borderline paUents 
may wonder who they are in terms of career de­
cisions, values. relaUonshlps. self-image a n d 
their sexuality. 
B Boredom. Long-standing feelings ofboredom 
or emptiness occur frequentfy h i the borderline 
paUenL 
fl FranUc efforts to avoid abandonment. Bor--
derllne piaUents do not like being alone and fear 

being abandoned. 
Intiivlduals wi th borderline peiBonallty dis­

order may leave a wake of destrucUon l n thelr 
relaUonshlps wi th others. Somethnes the 
friend or loved one may seek therapy rather 
than the borderline paUent. FYequentty the 
loved one may express to the Uleraplst, "I'm go­
ing crazy, what am I doing Wrong?" 

The cause of borderline personality disorder 
is not known. There are bloklglcal and geneUc 
factors Involved. Learning dlsabillUes, atten-
Uon deficit disorder a n d brain chemical Imba­
lances (serotonin) have been associated With 
the condlUon. A famlty hlstoiy of psychological 
or sexual abuse, parental loss or other earfy 
major problems may be found In borderline 
paUents. 

Tteatment for borderline paUents may con­
sist of coimsel ingand medlcaUons. Coimsellng 
is Important for Ulose w h o are emoUonaUy i n ­
volved With them shlce relaUonshlps wi th bor­
derline paUents may resemble a roller-coaster 
rtde of Intense, confUslng a n d frustratlng emo-
Uons. Fo r more lnformaUon the foUowlng text ls 
recommended: IHateYou—Don't Leave Me. by 
Jerold Krelsman, M . D . , a n d Hal Straus. It ls 
written for the layperson a n d can help In imder-
standlng this ve ly fi-ustratlng, difficult and 
common problem.
