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Voters flood
olls to pass

Monday's passage of the 18-mili
levy against city businesses and fai-
lure of the two-mill enhancement
will go down In the books as the
largest voter turnout in Navi Com-
munity School District's election
history.

An unprecedented 3,155 school
district voters came out io cast bal-
fots for or against the two millage
propositions and for the election of
George Kortlandt to the Novi Board
of Education. Kortlandt received
1,675 voles in his uncontested bid
for Robert Schram's seal on the
Novi Board of Education.

The 18-mill levy against city bu-
sinesses for 10 years passed 1,923
to 1,156,

The two-mill request which
would have been taxed for three
years on all properties was defeated
1,791 to 1.269.

Itis the first time since March 18,
1978 Novi residents have deleateda
school district millage,

“I was very glad to see the cltlzens
supported the 18 mills,” said
Superintendent Emmelt Llppe.
] "Because passage of it figures into
-f our state aid. Without it we would

be devastated.”

Lippe sald there were maore vol-
ers al the polis Monday than there
were in December of 1992 when
school district voters passed a
$31.9 million bond issue for tech-
nology and schooel bulldings con-
struction projects, Thatone mill re-
quiest from the district brought out
only 1,737 voters. A far cry from the
3.155 voters who tumed out this
week.

Lippe said it was good to see that
voters understood Proposition 1
was just an affirmation ofwhat they
passed on March 15 by approving

“It means we might not be able to
continue to offer the kinds of prog-
rams parents and students have
come to respect in Novi schools.”

Ray Byers had mixed emotions ab-
out the election results.

An unprecedented voter tumout
at Monday’s annual school election
had Novi Community School Dis-
trict residents manning all over towm
looking for a place to vote.

" “There are those who haven't
voted in a school election for along-
time and they just didn't know
where to vote,” sald James Koster,
assistant superintendent of busl-
ness and operations.

“If you don't make it a habit to
vote in a school election you aren't
going to know where to vole.”
The Novi city clerk’s department
was busgy all day redirecting dis-

school precincts who came to the
Civic Center to cast thelr baliots.
Others came Into city hall griping
because they couldn't find out
where they were supposed to vote.
Koster said schoe! offlcials too
were getting chastised for “hiding
precinets” {rom voters whe hadn't
voted in school elections for years.
One woman went into Novi
Middle School before the polls
closed but by the time shefound the
room to vate in jt was too late and

she was told she couldn't vote,

City and school officials said
what caused some of the chaos was
voters who failed to realize that pre-
cincts for general city and state
elections in Novivazy from the three
school district precincts used ex-
cluslvely for’ school elections.

The only three precincts the
school district uses for its elections
are at Novi Middle School, Orchard
Hills Elemenli.}'ly and Village Oaks
Elementary. others are used
only during state and city-wide gen-
eral elections.

The difference caused some con-
fusion among voters who haven't
historically voted in school elec-
tions, school officlals said. Contrary
to what some voters sald, school of-
ficials haven't changed thelr voling
locations for the past 20 years or
more,

. A shortage of ballots, two power
outages, and the list of Inactive dis-
trict voters also compounded the
problem at the polls.

Long lines and poor signage di-
recting voters to polls also upset
some voters who filed complaints

water use banned here t0oo0?

Just In case you missed it, Novi
was among the communities or-
dered by the Michigan Department
of Public Health to curtail outdoor
water use over the past weekend as
a result of the Ferndale water main
break.

But if you didn‘t kmow that, you
weren't alone,

Novi Water Department Director
Bruce Jerome sald Tuesday he
would be meeting with Dick Lehner,

district engineer for the DPH, later
this week to discuss notification
procedures in a water emergency.
He sald his office received only two
faxes about the water emsrgency,
and the rity was not notified whenit
was Included in the mandatory ban
on outside water use during the
weekend.

In the meantime, the water main
in Femdale has been repaired and
put back into operation, The man-
datory restrictions on outside water
use were scheduled to be lfted
Wednesday by the DPH, although

Nowvi's mandatory odd-even lawn
sprinkling ordinance will remaln in
effect throughout the summer,
Two breaks were discovered
June 6 in a 48-inch main in Fern-
dale which supplies water to 10
communlties in southeastern Oak-
land County. As repalrs were ini-
ttated there, cutdoor water use was
banned in those communities, not
(ncluding Novi, late last week, To
compensate for the lack of pres-
sure, the Detrolt Water and Sewer-
age Department boosted pressure
at several other pumplng stations,

but that caused additional breaks
in the system.

Last Friday, Jerome received the
first [ax from the DPH, noting the
problem and asking Novi, along
with a number of other communi-
tles, to “voluntarily reduce un-
recessary water usage.” Since the
Novi City Councll had just reinsti-
tuted Its alternate day lawn water-
ing rules for the summer, Jerome
sald he felt the city was already in
compliance with that first request.

Cops mount seat belt campaign

The Novi Police Department is buckling dewn
on seat belt safety.

Officers from Novi will be among those across
the state participating In a new campalgn to in-
crease seat belt use. The campaign will consistof
stricter enforcement of the state's law on seat
belt use and the Installation of buckle up signs
posted around town.

Oflicer Terry Whitlleld is leading the crusade

to safety. At a press conference he held Monday
at the police station, Whitfleld said the intent of
the new campaign aims at raising the current
percentage of Michigan drivers wearing seat
belts from 64.4 percent to 70 percent.

“Wewant people torealize that safety belts can
and do prevent Injury and death every day.” he
said. "Most accidents happen near home, so it's
vital that you buckle up every time you're in the
car.”

As part of the campaign officers in Novi will be

paying closer attention Lo drivers and passen-

gers not wearing belts,
“We want everyone to know that well be

watching and {f they're not buckled up they can

~ expect a citation.”

As a reminder, Michigan law requires all ront
seat passengers to be buckled up even in cars
equipped with alr bags, The law also stipulates
that Infants up to one year old must be in an ap-
proved child car seat.

Children ages one through four must be in
safety belts In the back seat.

Eight Mile

The City of Novi is scheduled for an early
Christmas present this year.

The portion of construction on Eight Mie
Road between Meadowbrook Road and the rail-
road tracks east of Novi Road is slated (o be fin-
ished byP!ov. 1, sald Ed Stemert, directorof engl-
neering for Wayne County.

Slemert saidy?he projetgt could be finished
slightly ahead or behind schedule, but chances
are that canstruction workers will meet the Nov.

1 deadline.
Currently that portion of Elght Mile Road has

been reduced to a two-lane highway while con-
struction workers extend the road to five lanes,
reconstruct the bridge over the railroad tracks
and realign the Intersection of Griswold and
Eight Mile.

The Eastern Concrete Paving Co. began work
on the $2.5 million project March 16, which will
include restructuring the intersection of Gris-
wold to a 90-degree angle with Eight Mile and
erecting a traffic signal there.

Once that project is compleled, Wayne
County will undertake another project to resur-
face the area of Eight Mile Road extending west
from Novi Road to Center Street.

Wayne County ofllclals will start to search for

cqngtruction on target

bidders in 1995 and begin the $300,000 resur-
facing job sometime in 1996. Siemert said that
project is substantially smaller than the current
one and will take a couple of months to complete.

The currenit Eight Mile construction Is the
third phase In an ongoing project to repair the
road.

The $1.9 million project that extended the
area of Eight Mile Road between Meadowbrook
and Haggerty roads to five lanes was begun In
Oclober 1992 and finished last summer.,

The $1.2 million contstruction project extend-
ing from the I-96 expressway to Halsiead Road is
also currently under way.

The trial, which beganJune 6 in Oakland County Clrcuit Court before
judge Steven Andrews, will settle the issue of how much the city should
pay for easements across 11 yards to construct a stormwater detention
basin along Miller Creek. The easements range from roughly 20 foot
strips of land toup to 150 feet wide, all Inirregular shapes. Alltheland s
located in the Miller Creek foodplain, according to the city.

Residents there fear the easement would give the clty a 24-hour pre-
sence on thetr land for the maintenance of the basin, but the cityis argu-
ing the basin will consisi only of an earthen bermand a drainage pipe to
control the flow. Residents are concerned about the stormwaler bring-
Ing pollution to thelr land, but the city discounts that possibility,

The city has placed $52,900 in escrow to pay for all the easements,
but the residents are seeking additional compensation based on thelr
belief the basin will diminish the value of their homes.

House Bl 5531, the key measure,
rewrites Michlgan's elections code o
conform to the Natlonal Voter Re-
gistratlon Act (NVA) passed In 1993
by Congress and signed by President
Bl Clinton. The samie measure was
vetoed a year earlier by President
George Bush.

The federal law requlres state hu-

man service departments—Social
Services, Labor, Mental Health and
Public Health—to be deslgnated as
voler registration agencies. A gover-
nor would be allowed toadd other de-
partments to the Yst. The Michigan
bill also lists the Civil Righis Depart-
ment, Transportation Depiuriment
and Office of Aging as refistmation
agencies,

Democrats shot down a Republt-
can effor! 1o eliminate the list of de-
partments and slmply allow the gov-
emmor lo list departments that would
be registrars. "T'm hesitnt 1o give one
person that power,” said Kep. Lynne
Martinez, D-Lansing.

Democrals also shotdowna Repu-
blican amendment thal would have
taken Michigan out of the program i
local units were stuck with additional
costs. *It's like auto testing—don't do
it unless the federal govermument re-

qulres 1,7 said Rep. Willis Bullard, &

law because it requires state driver
licensing agencies o handle voter re-
gistrationss, a plan Michigan has had
(or a decade. Officials estinale about
90 percent of registrations are hand-
led by the driver licensing agency.

In order o register, a person musl
be a U.S. citlzen, a resident of the
state and locality and age 17¥ or
older. To vote, a person must be re-
glstered and at least age 18.

Persons In jail awaiting tial or
sentencing may apply lo reglsier.

homestead which was an extension
of what was agreed to In Proposal A
which passed earlier this year,

“But I'm disappolnled volers
chose not 0 levy the two muill en-
hancement. But Lthat is their cholce,
They have spoken and we will have to
take whatever acton {s necessary 1o
budget within the restricted funding
in the future.”

Novl's assistant superintendent
for business and operatons Jatmes
Koster sald 62 percent of the sthool's
16,526 registered voters voled yes on
Proposition 1 (the 18 mills). Thirty-
elght percent voted no. Combined the
percentagesequate 10 3.079voters ar
18.64 percent of the total number of
reglstered district voters.

On Proposition 2 (the two-mill en-
hancement, 58.53 percent of the re-
gistered volers sald no to the Increase
in compartson 1o 41.4 percent who
voted for it. Thal equates to 3,060
volers or 18,52 percent of the regls-
tered volers,

Nowi school administrators and
board of education members have
several theortes why the polls were so
well attended this election.

Among them Is the fact that a last
minute blitz of negative advertising
that hit the stieets, mallbaxes and
local newspaper last weekend trig-
gered the turnout.

Lansing-based Derby and Associ-
ates, a political advertising agency.
represented the pelitical action com-
mittee known as Citlzens That Care
ar CTC PAC,

CTC PAC has yet to surface in Novi
but through Derby the group didd in-
nudate district residents last
weekend with [ts barage of carnpaign
literature agatnst the school district's
millage requests.

Todd Derby of the Lansing-based
ad agency sald Monday the media
bliiz wasn't meant to be an attack on
Novi but Instead was intended to
send a strong message lo Proposal A
proponents if Novi's millage was
defeated.

"We are opposed to the overall
school millage, * Derby sald Monday

before Novi's vole. “This really {s not
an attack on Novl. [t's more of an op-
posliton o Proposal A"

Derby did sald, however; a defeal
in1 Novi would capture more media at-
tention than rejections of the same
proposal would garner in smaller,
less vislble disticts like Mason.

Buthe denled using Novi as an ex-
ample for the rest of the statewide
districts who also have o pass siml.
lar Jevies to quallfy for state funding
under Proposal A.

Derly's “Encugh is Enough® cam-
palgn which urged voters to vote no
has a Navi businessman cortnection
who wants to remaln anonymous,
the advertiser said.

It is however nat Jerry LeBlanc the
seml-retired too and die maker who
launched a similar opposition Lo the
districl’s millage proposals two
weeks belore the June 13 election.

*T've talked with him, but Fve not
worked with him direclly,” Derby
said.

Members of CTC PAC didn’t retum
telephone calls to the Nout News.

The group's advertlsements are
being questioned by school district
officials who contend the ads are il-
legal because CTC PAC is not regls.
tered with the State or County Elec-
tHon Bureau nor was fls address
printed on any of thelr campalgn
literature.

Lippe said he Isn't sure whether or
not Derby's campalgn helped or hurt
the district.

“1t's really hard to say but judging
by the large voter turmout, the cam-
palgn certainly got people more inter-
ested In voung,” he said Tuesday
morming.

Byers contends that the outslde
group had no bustness interfering in
a local election, :

*] think that it's unfortunate that
an outslde political actlon comumitiee
would nterfere in a local initiative
where Novi residents would be decld -
ing whether or not they would levy
18-mills against non-homesteaders
it Novi or two-mllls on all property in
Nowi.

“l think it's unfortunate for the
children in Novi and it isn't the busi-

ness of a PAC who 1as anaxe (o grind
with another group to come in an
interfere.

“It's not fair Lo the teachers, admi-
nistrators, parents and most impor-
tantly ii's not falr to the students
here,” Byers said.

Outgoing Board Trustee Robert
Schram agreed but sald he couldn't
gauge the actual impact the ad cam-
palgn had the millage election based
on the numbpers from the polls,

There were obviously more people
vollrig and the negative advertising
may have brought more peaple to the
polls who don't no. vole In an-
nual school elections, he said.

But whether that triggered the no
vote on the two mills or not rernains
to be seen.

“It obviously aflected voter tum-
out,” he said. "But to say it affected
10 percent of the vate [ don't know.
Maybe It just brought out more peo-
ple. It might have had an lrnpact on
the two mills but 1 can't say for sure.

“I'tn thrilled the 18-mills passed
and I'm lmpressed with the tumout,
bul we can read {l both ways,”

Schram sald.

Split votes Lke the outcome of the
two millage request indicates to
Schram that pecple thought about
the 1ssues before they voted on them.
It alse indleates to him that at least
62 percent of school district voters
understood the role Proposal A
played in Monday's election.

The other 38 percent who voted no
on the 18 mills, Schram said “didn't
understand the {ssue.”

There was a lot of talk among
schoal offictals about the strong
showing of sendor citizens at the polls
Monday. Historically and in most
school district's a strong senior turn-
out means a no vote.

Hut Schram said he believes that
may not be true in Nowi.

“l saw a lot of senlors out at the
polls,” he said. “In other places that
may be a negative thing but not

necessarily in Novi."

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Careful how millage
vote Is interpreted

In the wake of any election—
¢specially one in which a millage prop-
osal bites the dust—there {s a tempta-
Gion to try to figure out what the results
mean, Novi school officials were doing
just that Tuesday after voters here ac-
cepted a proposal Lo Lax business prop-
erty at 18 mills but rejected a 2-mill en-
hancement tax for all property.

Their speculations were mainly -
conservative because, for the most part,
they were still scratehing their heads
gver some rather uncxpected results,
‘The passage of the 18 mills and the fai-
lure of the two wasn't so much the sur-
prise, cven though it was the first millage
proposition to fail tn Novi schools since

1978.

Rather, it was the fact Novi's most
controversial millage election in years
had resulted in a recerd voter turnout,
and conventional wisdom is that when
voters are spurred to go to the polls, it Is
Liecause they intend to vote no. Likewise,
the clection drew a heavy turnout from
sendor citizens, who are alse seen as
more likely Lo vote against a millage in-
crease. Still, voters passed the 18 mills,

The typtcal explanations for a failed
millage request are: “Voters didm't
understand {t." “Opponents confused
volers with misinformation.” “There's an
anti-tax mood.” And even “the weather
influenced the voter turnout.”

Before Novi school board members
seltle on an interpretation, we hope
they'll consider this rarely used explana-

tion of a vote’s outcome—"That voters

" understood the question perfectly well

" and made a conscientious determina-
tion about how they want thelr school
district to be run, They simply disagreed
with the proposal.”

That's the way we see it. Any other
explanation doesn't hold up under scru-
tiny. Clearly, voters did understand
what they were voting on. They accepted
the most controversial and most difficult
{0 understand of the two questions, And
they rejected the smaller and more
affordable-looking proposal, but for
which the school district had made less
of case.

There was a fear in the school dis-
trict, and justifiably se, that voters
would not understand Proposition 1, the
18 mills, and would turn it down. It has
happened elsewhere. After the passage
of Proposal A In March, many assurned

there would be no more millage voles,
and 18 mills is a pretty hefty chunk of
change.

The two efforts at organized
opposition—led by local resident Jerry
LeBlanc and ancther from this mysteri-
ous CTC PAC through a Lansing-based
agency—targeted mainly the 18-mill
proposition. And there was concem
among school officials that the informa-
tion being put out by opponents was
misleading, They billed the tax question
as an “increase.” (Keep in mind that Novl
school's own ballot language billed it as
an increase also, Technically it was, even
though tax bills will drop [rom last year
even with the levy in place.)

But Novi voters recognized that the
proposition was a follow up to Proposal
A, anticipated and planned for In the le-
gislature's drafiing of the tax reform. And
they seemed unswayed by the opposi-
tion campaign.

On the other hand, the district was
asking for the 2 mill enhancement tax in
anticipation of a cut off of the district’s
ability to levy such taxes in the future,

"The idea was to boost the fund equily lo

keep Novl's programs rurining at current
levels well into the future.

But the sentiment expressed was
that if there is to be any saving of money,
it should be done by the taxpayers, not
the district. Yes, we endorsed that prop-
osition, and volers were unswayed by
our arguments too.

What all this means for the school
distrct is that board should not bring
the tax question back before voters any
time soon—not untl such money is
needed to actually run district program-
ming. Fund equity is not a cause voters
are willing to support.

Voters have again shown thelrsup-
port for the district's educational prog-
ram, but they'd preier the board wait to
ask for taxes until the money is actually
needed.

The news iswhat didn’t happen as a result of that meel-
ing. For one, Shaeller has not been ordered lo appear be-
fore council. Under the Open Meetings Act, if council fell
there was a problem, they could have ordered the chiefto
appear before them and the meeting would open. unless
Shaeffer requested tn writing that he wanted i closed to
the public,

What that means Is that the rest of the council didn’t
agree with Mason about her concerns over Shacfler's
resumes,

Secondly, council did not relurn to the opening meeting
after its closed door session. Had there beenany declsions
made (n the meeting about whether a policy should be
adopted or should be turned over to someone for drafting,
the Open Meelings Act would have required that members
come back to the open portion of the meeting to take the
vole,

What that means 1s that rest of the council didn’t agree
such a policy was in order.

All in all, it appears the issue—which Mason promised
was “blgger than Watermaingate™—has met with a quick
and richlv deserved death.

Last week a group, called "Christlan conservatives” by
the medfa, took over the Republican Party In Texas. The
chair of the platform committee won a standing ovation by
assserting that the party platform 1s “still pro-life, it is still
pro-family, and unlike the Democrats’, It relterates our be-
lef in traditional Judeo-Christian values.®

This rhetoric is powerful stuff, It uses words as wea-
pons, not to describe reality, And {t is being launched by
people who fully intend to change history, not merely ad-
Just it.

And there's no doubt that traditional Republicans are
concerned that the Inlux of true bellevers into the GOP will
drive away the moderate center, just at a time when Demo-
erat Clinton looks increasingly vulnerable. That's why for-
mer Gov. Bill Milliken crilized the increasingly intolerant
quallty to our politics Jast month and why his remarks are

still rattling the cages of Republican conservatives like
QOakland County Executive L. Brooks Palterson.

Still, people don't get as motivated and angry as this for
no reason. Even though I don't agree with many of their
conclusions, I think we should calibrate and try to under-
stand what lies at the heart of the single most passionate
force now driving our poliical system.

June 3. but Engler's stafl wanted the governor
to “unvell” it In the Olds Plaza Butlding where he
hangs his hal. His signature is on a five-
paragraph introduction. Hence my conclusion
that the report Is “neither fish nor flesh,” in the

Well, how good 1s this report that's neither

fish nor flesh?
1 looked up the suburban high school near-
est my home and learned its enroliment for the
last three years has covered near the 1,900
mark. Tenth grade math MEAP scores were
30.7, 32.2 and 38.4, low numbers but an up-
ward trend. I gather these are the parcentages
of students who passed, although the report
doesn’t say so.

On reading for information, they scored
53.1, 56.5and 62 even over the last three years,
also upward. Science numbers were similar.
The school is accredited by the North Central
Association.

The district spent $5,900 per pupll, and av-
erage teacher salary was nearly $41,000.

The test scores meant little untii 1 compared
them with the Detroit high scheol I attended
back in the Pleistocene Era. My alma mater’s
math scores were 0.9, 1.0 and 1.2; reading,
50.1, 42.6 and 31.3; sclence, 15.9, 12.2 and
17.8. It has University of Michlgan
accreditation.

The “Northviile Challenge® turned out tobe a
successful motivation for all of us. We planned
dally strategles, trying to come up with the most
effictent route with the least overlapping or
double-backs. As I ran the route I often found
myself adding an extra street or two, knowing I
would get to mark It off the map. Others ir1 the

In 1984, the federal government re-
leased results of a 10-year study ofnearly 4,000
middle-aged men to determine whether lower-
ing cholesterol will prevent heart attacks. Half
