Schools hear community’s vote

The June 13 defeat of the two mill enhance-
ment has Novi school board members backing
off from asking voters to approve any additional
millage in the near future.

Even though Novi Community School District
officials contend they need the additional tax
money, they aren't golng to ask voters for it this
year or in the first part of 1995

“We didn't go out and really sell this millage
but | think there is a need for it,” sald outgoing
Trustee Robert Schram last Thursday.

“I'm not upset with the outcome of the election
at all,” Schram said. "I think we really had the
two mills out there as a barometer.”

The retiring trustee did say he lmew the dis-
trict needed the money and hoped the board
would someday kick the fssue back (o voters,

" encoursge you to go for it,” he sald.

Schram agreed with Novi Board of Education
Prestdent Ray Byers who suggested the district
shy away from asking voters for any millage in-
crease this year,

*The school community sald we aren't ready,”
Byers sald after reviewing the results of the elec-
tion in which voters rejected the two mill en-
hancement request 1,791-1,269.

Byers sald he came to his conclusion after re-
viewing the election resulls. The board president
said he used the 1,675 votes for school board
candidate George Kortlandt In theJune 13 as a
guidellne to gauge how mary traditional school
volers opposed the two mill enhancement.

He said he believes the traditional, habitual
schoaol district voters were the ones whoopposed
the two mill increase,

*The number of school people who typically
vote amounted lo about 200 at every polling
place,” he satd. “And they voted for propesal one
{18 mill request) and against proposal two [the
two mill enhancement).

*We spent most of our time and energy on the
18-mill [question},” Byers said. “But | think {t's
{mportant to come back and visft it.”

Talk of the miliage defeat quickly focused on
the impact it would have on the 1994-95 school

budget.
Byers contends the additional tax revenue

may not be as urgent now as it will be down the
road alter the impact of Proposal A comes full
circle.

The board president contends the State of Mi-
chigan s already seeing a deflcit in the funding
formula behind Proposal A because of the “back
door bargaining™ of polideians working for pas-
sage of the school funding formula.

“There are already shortfalls i revenues that
were dedicated to Proposal A,” Byers sald, ~In
1995-96 Proposal A Isn't going o give us enough
money to fund the formula”

Byers sald Novl will be protecied in the first
year afler the Implementation of Proposal A be-
cause the $6,500 foundation grant will hold the
district harmless.

"Afler that we are on our own,” he said.

Nextyear, Novi schools will have Lo ask home-
owners to approve 5.49 hold harmless mills to
keep the cumrent education program alive.

The good news for voters Is the 5.49 mills {s
less than the 6.06 mills the state originally pre-
dicted the district would have to levy next year,
Hold harmiless mills are in additional to the six
mandated mills the state collects an all property.

Students are the
Fuerst benefactors

Ruby Fuerst dled almost three
years agfo, but it's just been deter-
mined what sort of legacy she will
leave lo her hometown.

Educated young adults.

The Novi City Councll decided
Monday to say thanks, but nothanks
te an approximately $375,000 share
of the $1 mitlion Fuers! estate, which
was Lo be set aside for public senfor
citizen housing in Power Park.

Instead, as an altemnative man-
dated by Fuerst, the money wili go to
the Novi Community School District
for scholarships to be distributed to
graduating studenis who need the fi-
nancialhelp to complete thelr educa-
tion at a college or technical school.

“That would benefit some kids, |
tell you that,” said Jim Koster, assls-
tant superintendent for business
and operations for Novl schools,

The district has not yet deter-
mined how it will administer the mo-
ney, Koster added,

The city stil will keep an addl-
tional $75,000 bequest to imprave
the senior citizen center at the Novi
Civic Center.

“There was a time and a dale in

- which the clty must decide I they use

itor lose it. It's impossible for the city
to live up to the terms of the will . . .
Thecast of operating the home far ex-
ceeds the money contained In the
will,” city Attomey David Fried said.

The 1980 Fuerst will provided that
indigent seniors could live in the Novi
heusing at little or no cost, The pro-
ject would not have been financially
feasible for the clty, Fried said.

*The council moves very slowly
and the councll gave It a very close
look. If there was any posslble way
they could use it for senfor citizen
housing, the would have done it," he
explained.

“The school board was pressing

them for a declsion. They agreed to
bite the bullet.”

A senior cltizens housing comumit-
tee had been studying the Power Park
housing for well over a year. That
comumittee has been newly re-
organlzed and will be meeting for the
frst time in July.

Parks and Recreation special coor-
dinator Kathy Crawford, who worles
with senlors, safd there never was a
clear consensus if the Power Parklo-
cation, formerly part of the Fuerst
farm, would have been suitabie for
the housing.

*Some people, [ think, feel that this
is not the site for it. 1t has iis pros and
cons. The zoning would have to be
changed and some people thought
maybe the neighbors would glve us a
hard time,” Crawford said.

“I'm really enthusiastic about the
new commiltee, . .We want to get go-
ingon this; we should have had thisa
long tme ago.”

Fuerst and her sister, lva, lived at
the farmmhouse at the southeast cor-
ner of Taft and Ten Mile roads. The
property Is now owned by the school
district.

The Fuerst estale was [inally
settled in {all 1993 by mediators ap-
pointed by the Oakland County Prob-
ate Court.

Fuerst's bequests to the city and
school were in her 1980 will, A sec-
ond, 1991 will was written six weeks
afler Antonla Kearns, a pald com-
panion, moved in with the §1-year-
old Fuerst. The second document lell
most of the estate to Keams.

The mediators distributed the es-
tate as follows: $ 150,000 o the 10 at-
torneys who became attached to the
case; $50,000 to Kearns; half of the
remainlng estate to Novi for senior
housing. the sum now going to the
school district; $75,000 tothe city for
the senlor citizens' center; $150,000

to Fuerst's friend Frieda Slimmons:

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State stalls budget by delaying revenues

Novl school administrators are feeling the pinch of
Proposal A now that {t's come time 1o drafl the 1994-95
hudpet.

District administrators were held at bay last week by
slate officlals who promised state revenue ffures would
be in thelr hands by June 15,

Five days later the figures came over the facsimile ma-
chine jus! in time for James Kosler, Novi Community
School District's Assislant Superntendent of Bustness
and Operations, o plop them Into the budget he'd al-
reacdy prepared {rom his best estimales,

The delay In the state's response forced Koster lorevise
his original budget before it was printed for public con-
sumption for tondghl's public hearing.

Novi's Beard of Education will host the hearing on the
proposed, preliminary $33,734,931 million 1994-95
budget at 7:30 p.m.

The proposed budget stacks $34,056.099 million of
expendilures up against $33.7 million of revenues, creat-
ing a estimaled $321,168 deflcit pext year, Koster said.

*assage of Proposal A also dictated changes in the dls-
trict's revenue sources, The new leglslalon puls Novl
schools at the mercy of the stale for the first Ume lnmany
years, It bumps the district from an out-of-formula dis-
trict, free from state ald, to an in-formula one dependent
on the state {or funding.

"It Is always frustrating for an administration lo try
and develop a budget without flrm Rgures,” said Superin-
tendent Emumett Lippe. "But that’s how il's been for in-
formula districts for years.

“You can’t quite be assured of your own reveniues,” he
said. "Butthe state will come though but it will be on their
schedule, nol yours,”

In years pasi, the majority of Novi's revenues were

raisest by local property taxes, The state contibuted a
nominal ameunt of categerical ald dedicated to special
programs.

But tmes have changed.

Today $12.4 million of local tax dollars are funding
Novi schools, Ancther $19.7 million comnes to the district
in state aid. The remalning $1.6 million in revenues
comes [rom federal and other local sources including but
limfted to speclad educatlon, drver's education, child
care programs and building rental lecs.

On Lhe expenditure side, 87.3 percent of the school's
annual budgel is spent on salaries and fringe benefits for
teachers, administrators and staff members. The 12.7
percent balance 1s dedicated to utillty cosls, Insurance
[ees other than health expenses, capital outlay, supplies
and purchasing services for equipment contracts,

Stale law requires the school district to have a tenta-
tve budget approved by July 1. Buta final financilal state-
mentwon't be approved locally until after the onset of the
1994-95 school year when flnal Fourth Friday student
counts are avallable.

Schoo! administrators feared last week there might be
some problem drafling a budget without knowing what

the state revenues would be for the coming year.

Koster told schoo! board members last week he ex-
pected the state’s revenue figures before Monday.

“1994-95 will be a different dawning,” Koster told the
board Thursday. “We don't know our {ncome. We don't
know when we'll get It. So next week we'll have to useour
best estimates.”

That was befare the figures arrived Monday aflernoon.
That's when Koster learned state officials had extended
thelr owndeadline fromJune 15 toJune 20 without notl-
ficatien to the schoo! oflicials who were struggling 1o get
budgets passed by July 1.

Even thouph flgures were dubbed as final figures, Kos-
ler sald the state’s fax included a walver that indicated
the numbers were Just estimates that could change If
there were changes in the state's school code.

“We get this thing that's labeled a final deterrmination
- - . Kosler sald chuckling. "And then at the bottomn (t
says these ligures are fuslt estimates that could change if
the school code changes.”

Alsoat lssue Is when local districts can actually expect
to see slate ald payments. Lippe and Koster sald they
cauld see some cash flow problems because state ald
payments aren’'t scheduled lo arrive untl] October 20 at
the earliest.

And even though there Is movement now in the state
Senale to get state ald payments to districts as early as
July 20, payment schedules remain up in the air and
could cause cash flow problems in some districts not
used to budgeting under the state constraints.

*It s a door that's opening to a new era,” Koster sald
about the change in the district’s funding and the uncer-
tainty Noiv will face as an in formula district. “The bag of
money Js fixed and now the expenditures will be flxed
100"

'The change from out- to in-formulas has Novi school
oflicials accustomed to belng an out-of-formula district

concermned. Others like Koster and Schoot Superinten-
dent Emmett Lippe who are familiar with belng Ln-
formula are understanding—bul frustrated with the
state’s delay.

“The budget situation is a change for Novi schools,”
Lippe sald. “Before we levied miils against our slate
equalized value and that was our only revenue source.

“But now there are new sources and new variables,”
Lippe said. "We are now relylng on soft figures.

., .Wearenot incontrol,” he continued. “The state is
in terms of all the varlables. That 1s the difference be-
tween pre- and post-Proposal A" the superintendent
sald.

Lippe sald it will be difficult to adept a final budget by
July . Instead, school officials have until October after {i-
nalenrollments and state ald figures are recorded to get a
final verslon (nked.

That's when the flnal bud get will paint a more accurate
financial picture of the district, Lippe sald.

But for now and for the 1994-95 school year, things
appear Lo be OK, Koster said. Based on the preliminary
figures from the state, i appears the district will be held
harmless from any financial crisis in 199495,

*All programs are moving forward,” Koster said. "We'll
have to hive additional teachers probably six or sixand a
half for new enrollment. And employee contracts are all
being implemented.”

That means district teachers will recelve their four per-
cent ralse In the second leg of a three-year contract. All
other contracted employees were given slightly less of a
raise, about 3.95 percent, Koster sald.

Non-bargalning administrators have yet to hear what
il any Increases they'll see this year. Central cfflce slaff
and the superintendent were expected to be reviewedina
closed session Wednesday night.

Novi's plans for an (ce arena won't
come 1o a snowplow stop just be-
cause Faraington Hils volers will
declde In August I that city also
needs a dnk.

Monday, the Novi City Councl
unanimously authorized the Ice
Arena Linplementation Comumittee o
corumence nepotialions for a $6 mil-
tion facility with the Detroit-based Ice
Cenler Management Inc.

The councll went against a recom-
mendation from Clty Manager Ed-
ward Kriewall to wait untll after the
Farmington Hills ejectlon.

The councll in March agreed to
seek proposals for the arena. Twenty-

six fimns were requested to submit
proposals and flve responded.

Cn June 8, the lce Arena Im-
plementation Cormmitte reviewed the
proposals and put thetr support be-
hind Ioe Center Management. Terry
Seyler, the firm's president, toid the
council Monday that he [s working
wilh a natlonal brokerage firm which
would underwrite a revenue bond
lasue, removing Novi taxpayers from
liablity 1f the buslness does not
succeed.

One way this could be done, he
sald, 1s through the Michlgan
Strateglc Fund. a state agency prom-
oting development Or, Novicould set
up a local buiiding authortty which
would issue revenue bonds o pay for
the arena. Scyler suggests that the
arena could lease some of the new
clty park land on Twelve Mile Road.
He predicts Novl could reap
$250,000 In money or Ice timwe Il the
rink is built.

These are aspects of the plag that
the ice arena commititee needs to ex-
plore more fully, Parks and Recrea-
tion Director Dan Davis said.

“We feel this will be a very strong
econoric facllity. Clearly, it will sup-
port itsell.” Seyler said.

“I'm very anxious to look into this
possiblily. There ts more demand for
ice hockey and figure skating In the
community than you can imaglne. [
have never seen an area so ripe for
development for skating.”

Ice Cenler Management has re-
tatned architect Tim Smith, who has

come up with Inlual deslpgns for a
pardally-submerged bullding with
two rinks and locker rooms under-
ground and a restaurant, oflices and
viewing area above ground.

A community-appointed board of
trustees would monitor the business,
which would be managed by Ice Cen-
ler Management, under the current
proposal,

Novl has been exploring the idea
since February 1992, when a study
corunitiee was sel up to nvestigale
the concept. Since then, Farmington
Hilis and Northville began their own
research Into arenas,

Seyler says the blggest demand for
lce tme would come from hockey
teams with players under age 18, He
predicls that this area needs four
rinks Just to meet current demand,
but once a rink Is bullt, Seyler says
the demand will skyrocket.

Councll Member Robert Schmid
questioned the feasiability of having
several ice arenas within one small
area.

Blonde and Hackett both lost bids
for re-election in last Monday's OCC
election, and will be replaced next
moenth by Carol L. Crew of Waterford
and Pamala M. Davis of Clawson.

The board voted In favor of seeking
the miliage hike alter hearing a report
on a poll o determine how likely vot-
ers would respond. That poll Indi-
cated that 43 percent of those re-
spanding would vole no, according to
Daniel A. Jaksen, vice chancellor for
planning and development. Thirty-
one pereent sald they would vote yes.

“This Is a carefully-crafted, $155
milllen tax cut,” said House Taxation
Commitiee Chair Willis Bullard Jr.,
R-Milford, defending the leadership's
bipartisan plan,

Munsell got 36 votes In faver and
51 agalnst her amendment to elimi-
nate the $2 tallion SBT by the end of
1895, which would have given law-
makers 18 months to pass a
replacement.

The package was sent to the Se-
nale, where prospecls look good.
State treasurer Doug Roberts sup-
ports it because “it wili help our
healthy economy continue to grow.”

Holland, and CurUs Hertel, D-
Detroil.

SBT has been the subject of in-
tense criticism since it was passed al-
most 20 years ago, It replaced efght
other taxes, {ncluding the corporate
income lax. Essentlally it's a payroll
tax, allegedly designed by the Big
Three automakers, which buy many
materjals, and abhorred by service
businesses whose costs are mainly
payroll,

Lt. Gov. James Damman
{1975-78) headed a cormnmission to
attempt lo rewrite the SBT, and
Munsell held extenisive hearings on it
a year ago, but no consensus ever
has developed on how to revise it.

Engler must allow
time for budgeting

“They've neqotiated the contracts
that they're now having difficulty afford-
ing. They may well have (o go back and
review thelr practices.

Much of the school funding crisis
seen in Michigan over the past 20 years
wasthe fault of the local boards of educa-
tion themselves, to hear Michigan Gov.
John Engler tell it. When he campaigned
for Proposa A, approved by voters in
March, and In his previous eflorts to
pass a tax reform plan, he made it quite
clear local he felt school district were not
budgeting as tightly as they should be.

Particular, Engler has been critical
of the high spending school districts in
the metropolitan Detroit suburbs, and
while he's never mentioned Novi by
name, he has specifically mentioned the
Southfield and Bloomfield school

districts. .

Among his criticisms were that re-
latively high pay raises were being
handed out to teachers on a regular ba-
sis, because it was easier for many
school boards to pass millages than to
confront the teachers’ union In negotia-
tions and face a possible strike.

But he was also critical of high ad-
ministrative costs in suburban schoo)
distriets and a lack of efforts 1o control

other costs.

To a large degree, we feel the critic-
Isms were justified. Many school dis-
tricts have beenloose with theirbudgets,
and we were critical last year, as readers
may recall, of the teacher contract ap-
proved by the beard. On the other hand,
had Engler specifically mentioned Nowi,
we'd have likely rushed to the schaol
board’s defense, because Novi schools
has a long history of not levying the full
authorized millage rate—a rarily among
school districts and something for which
it indeed deserves a lot of deal of credit.

Still, Engler’s remarks, on the gen-
eral level, were warranted. Of course,
Proposal A was supposed to fix much of
what was wrong with school district {l-
naricing, and voters accepled it on that

basls.

But now the tmplementation of
Proposal A seems to be running in op-
position to good budgeting practices.
Now Michigan's bright shiny new school
finance code seems to be inhibiting fiscal
responsibility on the part of school dis-
tricts more than helping it.

Until this past Monday, the Novi
Community School District could not
put together an accurate budget est-
mate for the coming year because it had
not yet recetved (inai figures for state aid.
Now that state revenues account for al-
most two thirds of the district’s budget,
that puts a real crimp in the local

budgeting process.

Prior to Menday, James Koster, as-
sistant superintendent of business and
operations, could estimate the district

budget no closer than to say that the fi-.

nal figure would be somewhere between
$32 milllon and $34 million.

Originally, the state had been sche-
duled toturn over final figures regarding
funding to the local districts onJune 15,
but the state extended its deadline flve
days. It also falled to notify the school
disiricts it was doing that.

So the figures finally arrived Mon-
day, June 20, By state law, the school
disirict has tohave its budget concluded
and approved by July 1. That gives the
district an entire weck and a hallto scru-
tinize and tighten up, if necessary, a
$33.7 million spending plan.

That's hardly enough timie to give it
more than a curséry review.
4]

By contrast, the state takes about
four months to do its own budgetl. The
Engler administration turned over its
proposal for the coming budget year to
the legislature in February. This week,
lawmakers Inthe house and senate were
trying to finalize thetr budget work before
going home for the summer.

Granted, the state budget 1s a bit
bigger and a little more complex. But
look at the City of Novi's budgeting pro-
cess. A fraction of the size of the Novi
school district’s budget, the city typically
holds a series of meetings and hearings
over the course of a full month to pro-
duce a final spending document.

Novi schools will have time {for one,
perhaps two, meetings before the dead-
line rolls around. If school districts, as a
rule, have not been as prudent with their
budgets as Engler would like to see, per-
haps it is because there has been very
little time for school boards to goover the
documents,

The problem is not entirely new, In-
formula school districts have gone
throught this for years. Facing a July 1
deadline, school districts in the past
have frequently been left guessing as to
the size of the school aid package right
down to the last few days.

It is somewhat new for Novi
schools. Until the passage of Proposal A,
Novi was out-of-formula and relied more
on local property taxes for its funding.
Still, the budget always was impacted to
some degree but the state’s lateness,
since the slate always did pay for por-
tions of the local budget, referred to as
“categoricals.”

Unfortunately, it does not look
much like the situation is going to im-
prove much under Proposal A. The final
figures sent to Koster and the Nowi dis-
trict Monday included one bit of fine
print at the bottom that said the num-
bers were subject to change should the
school aid code change.

And as always, the numbers could
also change depending on how many
students the district has during the
“fourth Friday” count.

If Engler and the state legislature
want the districts to do better budgeting,
to put their spending plans under closer
scrutiny, then they should solve these
scheduling problems and give the local
hoards more time to do their budgeting
work properly.

Phil chigan Educatlon
Assessment Program
Power (MEAP) standardized

assessment test. High school senlors who pass
all three tests as they progress through
school—math, reading and sclence—will have
a diploma with three stickers.

This year's graduates are the first to have
their diplomas endorsed by the state as indicat-
Ing actual academic performance. Up to now, a
diplema meant nothing more than that a stu-
dent had stuck it out for three years in high
schocl without getuing tossed out. Applying the
MEAP tests as a standard for endorsing diplo-
mas was authorized a couple years back by the
state legislature, acting under presure from
school reformers.

Local endorsement scores for graduates
were printed in this newspaper In recent
editions.

Not surprisingly, there was some variation
between districts across Michigan In the per-
cenlage of graduating seniors who eamed
stickers in all three MEAP tests—and in the

reactions of local school officials,

In the Birmginham district, 95 percent of the
441 senfors graduating from Groves and Sea-
holm high schools won three endorsements, a
similar success rate to Andover and Lahser in
the Bloomfield Hills district.

Birmingham Superintendent John Hoefller
sald, "We are really pleased with how well cur
students performed. It's hard to tellin this early
stage what it means, but we hope in the future it
may help businesses predict employees’
success.”

In the Avondale district, Jocated in Rochester
and Troy, 74 percent of 125 senlors eamed
three endorsements. James Steeby, asslstant
superintendent for curriculum, won't be happy
until his district hits 100 percent, “The en-
dorsement has encouraged students to focus
on the importance of the (MEAP) teat,” he sald.

School reformers who hoped mere existence
ofan independent assessment of academic per-
formance wouid change the way schools work
should be encouraged by what's gotng on at Av-
ondale, where the curticulum has been rewrdt-
ten to stress the kinds of thinking and problem
solving skills measured by the MEAP tests.
"We're teaching things that have to be taught,”
Steeby said.

The same kind of willingness to change can
be seen in the Clarenceville district, which cov-
ers parts of Livonia, Farmington Hills and Red-
ford Townshlp. There, Superiniendent David
Kamish called the 1992-93 MEAP scores em-
barrassing and disappolnting and sald the dis-
trict would not tolerate low scores.

This year, Clarenceville administrators
made the tests a priority through speclal study
sessions and beefed up reading, math and sct-
ence courses. The results—84 percent of gra-
duating senfors gained three endorsements—
werz an improvement.

Opinlon varies on the value of the MEAP-
based diploma endorsements,

Duane Marsh, executive director of the Livo-
nla Chamber of Commerce, thinks that for em-
ployers the endorsement system will be *an ab-
solutely used tool With graduates' minimal
work experience, the only thing an employer
has to look at to see how they performed is
school work . . . There's other criteria busines-
ses use to hire someone, but those without the
endorsements might not get their foot in the
door.”

On the other hand, Al Edwards, research
and evaluation specialist for the Livonia dis-
trict, says that "employers didn't check on
those kinds of things (test results) in the past
and won't in the immediate future.”

Regardless, the stakes for graduates will go
even higher in 1997, when graduates won't get
a high school diploma at all uniless they receive
passing scores on all three MEAP tests, even if
they have fulfllled other school requirements
for graduation.

Progress is slow. But belleve me, it’s coming,

Intolerance isn’t always vice

One of the misguided notions

" the flower children of the '60s

bought into was the idea that

liberalized attitudes could sclve
a multitude of social s,

If people would just stop bug-
glng teenagers about their hair,
maybe the kids wouldn't think it
was S0 cool to grow it long. If
everybody would quit screaming
about sex, maybe kids wouldn't
be so anxious to rush out and
try it. If people would stop carp-
ing about drugs, maybe kids
wouldn't want to experiment

with them.
Drop your hang ups and don't make an {ssue out of ev-

erything. You'll live longer and impressionable youths
won't feel compelled to take a position on questions that
are too complex for them to understand.

It sounded great at the time and seemed to fit right in
with everything else everybody was saying about the ha-
zards of moral rgidity.

So we all relaxed and opened our minds to the world of
opportunity that springs from an unrestrictive code of eth-
fcs and an uninhibited libido.

The result? Soaring unwanted pregnancy rates and a
wildly escalating drug problem.

Now, a generation after the mainstreaming of the
-counter culture, people are starting to think again, Ex-
perts are beginning to blame the absence of a socletal
stigma for the staggering numberof out-of-wedlock births,
and, right here in our own community, a group of leaders
is poised to force a change: zero tolerance of drug abuse.

So much for the wisdom of permisstvenesa,

“We're asking it this way: What level of substance abuse
are we willing to tolerate?” asserted Bob Somson, one of
the authors of the zero-tolerance concept.

Good question. But Is there a good answer?

Sornson and the other officlals involved in the zero
tolerance campaign are hoping that comparing fantasy to
fact will jolt adults out of the denial in which they’re appa-
rently immersed.

The fantasy in this case is that local youths can't be too
messed up on drugs or else they wouldn't be puliing down
the grades In school. Ninety-two percent of Northville High
School grads recetved state endorsed diplomas in all three
primary academnic areas thls year.

The fact, on the other hand, fs that drug abuse 1s more
pervasive here than in the nation as a whole and some
teens could be In trouble, This spring's Alcohol and Other
Drugs survey revealed higher-than-normal drug use in
virtually all areas.

According to Jacque Martin-Downs of the Community
Commission on Drug Abuse, Northville students lke LSD,
speed, crack, cocaine, heroin and bariturates, in addition
to marijuana and alcchol.

She even tells stories of how kids drip white-out on their
fingers and spray cling-free on thelr clothes so they can
have portable intaxicants to carry with them for easy snif-
fing as they move from one room to the next throughout
the day.

The community leaders who are developing the zero-
tolerance program feel that much can be done to curtall
drug abuse 1f we are willing to return to a mindset of in-
tolerance, bring back the soctal, legal and personal conse-
quences of drug abuse. Education is fine, rewards lor post-
tive behavlor are great, but consequences — disincentivea
— have their place too.

The change won't come easy. Tolerance Is as much a

part of our thinking now as intolerance was a generation

ago.
But it can happen. Attitudinal change worked In the
'60s and we're smarter now than we were then.

“The common symplom is
snoring,” said Dr. WilllamT. Allen,
one of the medical doctors at Pro-
vidence Sleep Disorders Center in
Novi, "The bed partner will notice
the snoring getilng louder and
progressively longer. Then, usu-
ally the spouse heads for the
couch, or one of the two do.”

Aller 16 years of heavy snioring,
Karl Saldana’s wife Millle finally
put her foot down and told him to
seek medical attention,

But it wasn't the snoring that
Millle Saldana was concerned
about,

“She always noticed when |
slept that during the middle of the
night I would stop breathing,” Sal-
dana said.

When the couple first married,
Saldana’s breathing would lapse
forabout ilve to six seconds during
his sleep. His wife kept tabs on the
problem throughout the years,
however, and this year clocked a
25 second halt in her husband's
breathing. That's when she re-
commended Saldana see a doctor.

A sales represeniatjve for Potter
Distributing Inc., a company
which distributes Trane heating
and air conditioning equipment,
Saldana remembered a customer
of his who shared similar sleeping
symploms once during a sales
call. The customer had been diag-

struction from the tonsils, uvula
or fatly Ussue, or by Involuntary
muscle relaxation which blocks
aldlow during sleep.

® Central sleep apnea, caused by
the braln laing lo send proper
sipnals to regulale breathing.

® Mixed sleep apnea, a combina-
tion of obstruclive and central
sleep apneas,

Since the center opened (n Fe-
bruary 1993, Providence has
{reated close o 250 patlents, ac-
cording to Allen,

When a patient comes into the
center, he Is seen by a physician
cerlified In sleep disorders. The
patlent is then examined and
diagnosed before doctors decide
on the appropriate treatment.

“Sometmes the diagnosis Is
reasonably stralghiferward,” Al-
len said. “Nol all have lo [particl-
pate) In the sleep study (staying

nosed with sleep apnea, a brea-
thing disorder during sleep, by
doctors at Providence Sleep Diser-
ders Center.

Saldana said the customer had
good results with the Novi-based
center, lecated In Providence Park
at Grand River and Beck, so Sal-
dona made an appointment.

Belore Saldana could be diag-
nosed with sleep apnea, he had o
be tested for it. Thal meant an
overnight stay at the sleep disor-
der center.

“You have tosleepover. . . with
all these wires hooked uptoyou—
around your arms, legs,” he ex-
plained. “They sense any move-
ment even after you go to sleep.”

Saldana, who lives north of
Walled Lake, admitted it was hard

to go to sleep that night.

“Someone moriltors you all
night,” he said. “The next momning
Iasked the nurseand he said I'was
definitely a candidate for a
machine.”

The machine, called a Continu-
ous Positive Alrway Pressure
(CPAP), is a device worn over the
nose that {s atlached to an air

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compressor which keeps alrways
open during sleep.

The nurse told Saldana thal
while some people have two to
three “events® (cccurrences where
breathing stops}, Saldana exper-
fenced one right after another.

The next evening, Saldana
spent the night at the center
agaln, this time hooked up to the
CPAP.

“I slept through the whole
nighi,” Saldana said. "I felt great
the next morning.”

Saldana sald doctors told him
he was starving for REM (rapid eye
movement) sleep, comumonly re-
ferred 1o as the dreaming stage,
because he was never able to
reach that cycle due to his gasping
for alr.

Since his Lesting, Saldana has
his own machine beside his bed.

“I do It every night,” he said. I
use it religlously . . . it's the cat's
meow."”

There is only a minimal amount
of nojse produced by the machine,

“Il's a consistent noise with the
machine, but it's a lot less nolsy
than me snoring at night or gasp-

ing for air like crazy,” Saldana
sald.
Thereisn't adoubt in Saldana's
mind that he is getting a beller
quality of sleep since using the
CPAP device.

“ldrive 500 to 600 miles a day —
Macomb, Oakland, St. Clair, De-
trolt — it was sometimes hard to
stay awake,” he said. “Now with
the machine, [can get a good qual-
Lty of sleep. It was always four to
six hours before and I was always
waking up. Now, I get six to seven
hours of good sleep.”

Since having the machine, Sal-
dana hasn't even considered golng
a night without using it

*1t's kind of an annoyance, defl-
nitely,” he said. "But it's not really
a discornfort, you can move it ar-
ound, side to side.”

Saldana’s only other alternalive
for his sleeping disorder would
have been surgery — an option he
was not at all enthused about.

“I'll keep dolng this,” he said of
the CPAC, “This is fine with me.”

Dr. William T. Allen and Doris Schmandt, a respiratory therapist and manager of the Providence Sleep Disorder clinic, look
over charis of brain wave activity. Since the Novi center opened in February of 1993, over 200 patients have been treated.

overnight while the patient is
mondtored).”

Allen said that it's a lttle known
fact that in most cases, people come
to the center not because theyre
sleeping too little, but rather, sleep-
ing too much.

For example, with sleepapnea the
pallent may not recognize his brea-
thing or snoring problem and will
sleep lightly. When he awakens, heis
not fully rested and will have a ten-
dency (o fall asleep during the day.

The elderly also are affecled, as
some are afllicted with leg jerking
movements at night.

“Sometimes there are hundreds of
these {movements) in one night,” Al-
lensald, *The brain may beaware ofa
brief arousal, but it does not decelve
the nocturnal (function) and those
people fall asleep easily ([during the
day).”

}S’,lecp apnea, however, isn't the
only sleeping disorder doclors at the
Providence Sleep Disorders Center
deal with. There's also narcolepsy,
referred to as the sleeping illness,
and insomnia.

Narcolepsy is a life-long neurologl-
cal llness, which causes sudden un-
controllable sleep atlacks or persis-
tent dayume sleepiness.

“Narcolepsy {s more uncomumon
{than apnea),” Allen satd. “It's a disor-
der of the brain where the restoration
function of sleep Just doesn't work.
You can sleep all night and it just
doesn't get your batteries recharged.”

Another symptom of narcolepsy is
cataplexy, a sudden loss of muscle
tone or muscle weakness usually
triggered by extreme emotions such
as laughter, anger, fear, elation or
surprise. Anatiack may range froma
brief experience of muscle weakness,
such as sagging of the jaws or buck-
ling of the lmees, to profound loss of
muscle lone resulting in tolal body
collapse.

Other sympicms include automa-
tic behavior in which the person does
routine tasks without consclous

thinking, later betng unable to recall
the details of doing the lask; sleep pa-
ralysis, the Inablily to meve upon
falling asleep or waking up: and hyp-
nagogic hallucinatlons, Intense
dream-lke experiences occurring
between wakefulness and sleep. Ac-
companied by sleep paralysis, the
person may experience a terrifying
nightmare with an Inabtlity to “es-
cape” from a frightening object. Pro-
vidence officlals compare this to
dreamning an intruder 15 breaking
into the house, for example, but be-
Inng unable to move or call for help.

Probably one of the most cormrnon
sleeping disorders is insomnia. Al
fecting over 70 milllon Americans,
the disorder delays, disrupts or lmits
sleep,

Doctors says 40 percent of chronle
Insonuia Is caused by physical prob-
lerns, including sleep apnea, chronic
pain, nightmares, sleep-walking,
bed-wetting and the restless legs
syndrome (leg cramping or involun-
lary leg movements),

“Tens of milions of people, {f asked
If they have routine problems with
sleeping, will tell you yes,” Allen safd.

Curing insomnla, however, is put-
tng a finger on what is bothering the
patient. Rarely, do they have to spend
the night in sleep study.

“We try to work out whatever's go-
ing on In thelr life that's disruplng
their sleep,” Allen sald.

Aller's partner, Dr. Timothy Hsu,
specializes in this areabecauseinad-
dition to internal medicine, he stud.
led psychiatry. Hsu is also one of few
to complete a year-long fellowship in
sleep disorders,

Set primarily in Asla, the movie's
breathtaking locations include the
Kathmandu Valley and the remote
mountain kingdom of Bhutan,
which has never before served as a
location for a feature film.

“Little Buddha” is net a histori-
cal biography of the Buddha, nor a
lesson in Buddhism. Rather, it is a
fictional story set in contemporary
America, intercut with scenes
reereating the legend of young
Prince Siddhartha, the future Bud-
dha.

Buddhism is a subject that first
interested Bertolueci over 20 years
ago when a friend gave him a biog-
raphy of Milarepa. one of the great
Tibetan Buddhlst saints. The
book's beauty, poetry and mysti-
cism made a strang impression on
him.

Twenty years later, in the 1980s,
Bertoluccl found himself disturbed
by a splrit of rampant con-
sumerism in his native Italy, and,
In fact, throughout the west.

Searching for different territory
to explore, he turned to other cul-
tures as settings for his films.

*l did semething that 15 years
earller my [riends and 1 would
have consldered running away,”
sald Bertoluccl. “I wade ‘The Last
Emperor’ in China and The Shel-
tering Sky' in North Africa. “Little
Buddha," made in Nepal and
Bhutan, is the last part of this
‘Oriental Trilogy."”

Bertolucel, who is famous for
having broken ground politically,

Doctor’s office visit made easy

A trip to the doc-
tor’s oflice should be
helpfid and reassur-
ing. Unfortunately,
at imes It can be con-
fusing and frustrat-
ing. Although some
problems cannot be
avolded, there are a
few things that you
cando to get the most
out of your
appointment.

B When you sche-
dule your office visit, explain exactly why you
want to be seen. If the staff is made aware of
your problem, they may schedule an appropri-
ate amount of ime to adequately care for your
concerns.

Expect that you may have to wait. Unex-
pected emergencies oceur in the medical fleld.
Also, medical problems are often more complex
than they originally apear. Bring a book, paper-
work. or that letter you have been meaning to
write. By being productive, time will pass more
quickly, If walting 1s a problem for you, ask for
the first appointment of the day.

Be ¢n time, You may neex! to complete paper-
work, especlally if it's your first visit. If you are
even a few minutes late and the next patient s

already waiting, that person may be seen before
you.

Il you have health insurance, remember to
bring that informatlon along with you, If possi-
ble bring coples of medical records from recent
hospitalizations, emergency room visits and
appointments with other doctors. This can be
very Important because the information maybe
relevant to your current illness. The more infor-
mation you can give your doctor will cut down
on unnecessary tests.

When explaining your health concerns to the
doctor, be as specific as possible. While *I just
don't feel right” may be how you feel, it helps to
describe your symptoms as well as you can.
Keeping a og of your symptoms Is also a good
idea. Indicate the symptom that is most likely to
occur, what makes it better, what makes it
worse, and if there are any other symptoms as-
soclated with it. Being speetiic helps your doe-
tor help you.

Know what medieations you take and why
you take them. Thisis very important. Know the
name of the drug, its strength, and how often

you take it. I possible bring alist of your meal to
the appointment. Make sure to include every-
thing, Including over-the-counter medications,
such as Tylenol, as well as drugs prescribed by
other physiclans. Also, be aware of any medica-
tions you have had allergicreactions to. Always
make sure every doctor you see knows about
your drug allergies.

Write down your questions. It is difficult to
remember all the questons you have had in the
past several weeks.

Do not leave the office without a clear under-
standing of your problem and how the doctor
intends to treat it. If the doctor is unsure and
additional tests are required, make sure they
are explained to you.

Finally, remember that you are the persen
ultimately responsible for your helath. It1s your
responsibility to act on the recommendations
glven to you on your visit. Whether or not you
decide to follow the doctor's advice is your
choice.

Most animals don’t eat by the clock

T Humans are
probably the only
animals who eat by
the clock.

“Eat three square
meals a day, and
don't nibble in be-
tween,” says the old
rule. And we eat on
¥ scheu(;uleh. fre-

uently when we
Barry gnay not really be
Frankiin hungry.
— Just how mamny
meals a day constitutes an ideal diet is not
Jnown. Many experts believe that eating three
meals a day Is the best dlet plan. However, re-
cent studies suggest it is betler to eat five or skx
small nutritious meals a day. .

For example, rats trained to eat their entire
food ration during a short dally period (meal-fed)
tend to gain more body weight and fat than rats

allowed to eat the same amount of food through-
out the day (nibblers).

This work was recently extended and applied
to the treatment of obesity in humans. A dlet
schedule was given in six feedings daily, corres-
pending to breakfast, mid-morning, lunch mid-
afternoon, supper and an evening snack.

The resulis of the program were encouraging:
no patient complained of hunger — and some
lost as much as 100 pounds,

If these results can be generalized, it would
seem that concentrating a large portion of the
datly food intake (and calories) into one heavy
meal would have adverse metabolic
CONSequences.

Two possible explanations have been offered:
(1) eating large quantities of food at a single sit-
ting may Increase lipogenests, or fat deposition,
and (2) heavy meal-feeding may reduce dally
phiysical activity and energy expenditure.
