With one homecowner's assocla-
tion. a neijghborhood has a volce.
Get several groups together and all
of a sudden, you've got clout.

Econiomic clout, The City of Novi
Southeast Netghborhood Coalition
has found out. Led by Willow-
brook’s Communily Asscclation
President Ruth Ann Jirasek, the
new organization recently signed a
garbage collection confract with
Browning Ferris Industries (BFI).

They've been able to take advan-
tage of economies of scale, with
homeowners realizing a rate reduc-
tion for trash pickup ranging from
$6 10 $155 annually, depending on
thelr previous contracts,

“We have some very happy cam-
pers In the area. [ know Willow-
brook residents will be jubilant
when they receive their bill for the
year and it wili be $40 less than last
year's bill and more services will be
rendered,” Jirasek said.

The new service begins July 1 for
many of the member
neighborhoods.

The coalition to date represents
1,950 homes. Subdivisions and
condominium asscclations on
board are Applegate I, Cambridge
Drive Assoclation. Crosswinds
West, Lakewood Park Homes, Mea-
dowbreok Glens, Orchard Hills,
Willowbrook, Novi Heights and
Echo Valley.

more homeowners groups may join
up.
The union s a spin-off of The City
of Novi Nelghborhood Assoclations,
which Jirasek also leads as pres!-
dent. In January, when Mayor
Kathleen McLallen held a coffee
klatch for the city’s homeowners
groups, one of the often-voiced
comolaints was about garbage
collection.

Novi voters in 1992 vetoed a
move to acitywide pickup and some
neighborhoods have two or three
waste haulers operating within
their boundaries, meaning the un-
sightly cans are at the curb several
days a week. Residents ealculated
they were paying from $9.50 to
$17.00 per month for the same
service.

It was a dirty job, but the energe-
tic Jirasek, a mother of four child-
ren under 9 years old, took it on.
She spent four months researching
the subject, writing the propasals,
collecting five bids and then ex-
plaining everything to the homeow-
ners group's presidents.

“It's very inieresting. It shows
whal you can learn about garbage
she sald.

“When you take over an assocla-
tion, you're responsible for getting
these contracts together. You lean
very quickly what are the needs of

the people.”

Upbeat teen kept others smiling

Aaron Buff was a fun-loving,
friendly kid who lived for the day
and never wortied about tomorrow,

In fact, the afterncon before he
was killed In &'car acetdent on Mon-
day, June 20, the 17-year-old Novi
High schooler reportedly told a
close friend that if he died tomorrow
he'd have few regrets.

And that's just how family and
friends remember him-—happy,
content and fulfilled.

“He was a wandering spirit who
just wanted to experience a lot of
things,” sald Ronnie Buff Sr.,
Aaron's father.

Ronnde Bufl Sr. and others who
knew the eleventh-grader de-
scribed him as an out-going, enthu-
slastic kid with a real zest for life. He
liked adventure and enjoyed meet-
ing people. His flendly, optimistic
spitit enabled him to make friends
casily with everyone he mmet.

"He was Just always fun to be
with,” safd Cary Bott, a 17-year-old
friend from Northville. She met
Aaron by accldent while treking
across the railroad tracks by
Guemnsey's Farms Dalry three to
four years ago. They've been best

friends ever since,

"He's always put a smile on my
face even {fa ton of bricks fell on my
head,” she sald. "He'd just always
make me smile.”

It was Aaron’s ability to make
people happy that is foremost in the
minds of his closest friends and re-
latives now that he's gone.

The teen made a lot of fHends
during his lifetime because those
who knew him sald he would talk to
anyone and everyone.

“Aaron didn’t know any stran-
gers,” his father said. “He was most

out-going. He'd talk to anyone.
Everyone was a friend.”

Wherever Aaron was, he'd talk to
anyone. He once met a man de-
scribed by some as an “old hippy” at
a local gas station. He spent time
talking with the man about rock
music and his favorite band, The
Grateful Dead.

Days after Aaron's death, the
man sent him a tape recorded ver-
ston of one of the band's earller re-
leases. The tape arrived In the mail
a week after Aaron died.

But the Importance of it and
Aaron's uncanny rapport with peo-
ple didn’t go unnoticed.

“That is just the way he was,” his
dad said.

Aaron had few fears anyone
knew about it. He was upbeat and
that's what drew so many close to
his side.

He loved to travel and did so fre-
quently with his mother, Vickie
Buff: his aunt Marilyn Gebhart of
Pinckney; his dad and step mother
Lisa Buff, and brothers Ronnle Jr.
and Brendan. The families traveled
separately to countless destina-
tions but whenever Aaron returned
home, he's always tell them and
friends he wanted to go back to live
wherever he'd just returned home

from.

“Everytime he came home he
wanted to live there,” his father
sadd, as the kdds who knew himbest
sat In his bedroom and laughed in
agreement on Monday.

Vickie Buff described her son as
an upbeat, loving and adventurous
SOTL.

"He was such an optimistic kid,”
she sald Friday afternoon. *If he
were here | know he would say don't
cy for me Mom.”

Her son had been an avid down-
hill sider since he was about 3%
who also loved to skateboard.

He was coming home from skate-
boarding with a group of friends
when he was killed Monday.

The teenager had a varlety of
other Interests including a iove of
fine arts and music. He had a fond-
ness for works written by Ralph
Waldo Emerson and Henry David
Thoreau. He studled their works
and kept a copy of a Norton Anthol-
oqy of Literature tucked in his desk
In his bedroom.

“We would be in line In a store or
at a movie and Aaron would rectie
long poems by Edgar Allen Poe or
Thoreau,” Ronnle Buff Sr. said.

Offenders are now being sentenced to community service
work rather than incarceration.

ASP gives judges
sentencing options

Now instead of doing time in jail,
criminals convicted of non-violent
crimes in Walled Lake's 52-1 Dis-
trict Court are deing time in the
garden.

The fruits of their labor are being
used {o feed hungry people lodged
in local shelters and area soup
kitchens.

Dan Brock, a probation officer in
the district court, also coordinates
the Allernative Services Program
(ASP] which is the umbreila for the
garden and a municipal clean-up
program.
Inmates convicted of domestic
abuse are sentenced to community
service time in the three-acre gar-
den that lies on the corner of Pon-
tlac Trafl between Welch and Hag-
gerty roads in Commerce
Township.

Early in the spring, frst-lime,
non-violent offenders go oul into
the garden and plant the seeds for
zucchinl, tomatoes, egg plants, ra-
dishes, beets, squash, bell peppers
and cucmbers, Throughout the
lifespan of the garden work crews
are required to culttvate the garden
and then harvest the produce
grown there,

The fruits and vegetables are
then distributed to the Oakland
County Food Bank and other area,

non-profit food ministries.

When the garden s harvested in
the fall, defendants aresent out inte
local municipalities to do odd jobs
like readying landscaping and
painting buildings.

The palicipating municipalities
are those that fall under the jursid-
{ction of the district court. The City
of Novi is one of those municlpall-
ties who have benefitted from the
ASP.

It gives judges another sentene-
ing tool that is an altemative to In-
carceration,” Brock sald about the
garden's purpose. “Everbody
wins—the comuunity, the defen-
dants, the court system—
everybody wins.

“Il's a sentencing tool that also
allows defendants to stay in the
community. They can stay with
their families and keep their jobs
while they are being senlenced.”

The garden idea was adapted loc-
ally from what's being done in Ber-
rien County. Commerce Township
donated the land and the owners of
the Eldorado Golf Course prepare
the ground each year.

Brock sald Judge Michael
Batchik has been instrumental in
getting the garden underway.

“He has been strong proponent of
it and he really wanted to see it get
started here,” Brock said about the

However, the City of Novi and state
Department of Natural Resource ofll-
cials are now investigating another
possible source of the pollution, Ben
Famum. of JCK & Assaclales, the
city's consulling engineers, sald
Tuesday.

Farnum would not divulge the
name of the property owner, who is
being notlfied by the DNR via lelter of
the environmental testing.

“We can't conflrm or deny elther
way Lhe allegation that the water Is
coming from the landfll,” Farnum
sald.

. On May 3!, Oakland County Cir-
cujil Court Judge John McDonald
gave Novi 14 days tohalt the oozing of
alleged leachate from the landllilviaa
pipe into a ditch along Meadowbrook
Rbad. Novi owns the diich and the
road right-of-way. The landfill site it-
self is owned by the Holzman &
Sliverman Company, a defendant
with Novl in the lawsu!t flled by Dan
Weiss, president of Welss Constiruc-
ton Company.

{ The city has not plugged the pipe.
Famum said, and the DNR has
backed this.

“The problem is, we contacted the
DN, [ they plug the pipe thereis a
potentlal backup of water onto other
property. That's ilegal. They {the
UINK) opted to leave It open,” Farnum

Clty offictals are counting as a vic-
tory the final delermination of the
Jury n the circuit court trlal over the
condemnation of land in the Dunbar-
ton Pines subdivision for the con-
struction of a stormwalter detention
pond there.

Originally asking the court for
$2.5 million forland from 13 lats, the
homeownears took their case lo a six-
member jury in Judge Steven An-
drew’s Oakland County Clreuit cour-
troom this month. And when the jury
returned its verdict June 16, it con-
cluded the value of the land from the
eight remaining contested lots
should actually be $68,000. Accord-
ing to cily aliomey David Fried, sev-
cral of the homeowners in the case
settled earller while the judge di-
rected the verdict for the amount in
the case of one of the homeowners.

Novi had originally estimated the
value of Lhe land at $52,900, and had
placed that amount In escrow. That
amount was clese enough Lo the final
figure that city oflicials counted the
case as win. The clty will also pay for
the court costs and fees of the home-
owners, which s standard practice in
condemnaton cases, Fried sald.

The clty sought {o condemn the
land, all of which is located in Novi
Township, to construct a detention
basin to mitigate flooding along
Miller Creek. The easements ranged
from 20 [ool strips of land to up to

150 feet wide, all ln Irrefular shapes.
All the land is located in the Miller
Creek and Thorton Creek floodp-
lains, according to Fried, and in-
cluded no homes or accessory
bulldings.

The residents contended the con-
demmnation would amount to a “lotal
taking® of their land and homes,
Fried sald, and they sought the
higher flgure,

Theland is upstream fromthe Van
Buren property in the cily, which has
suffered fiooding in the past. The
land is up for development, although
the township residents had proposed
that the detenton basln be built
there, That compromise was rejected
by the city.

Residents there feared the ease-
ment would give the city a 24-hour
presence on thelr land for the main-
tenance of the basin. They argued the
detention basin might be compli-
caled enough to require the atlention
of city personnel, perhaps with light-
ing. But the city arguexd the basin will
consist only ofan earthenn bermanda
drainage plpe to control the flow.

The trial began June 6 and took
two weeks to complete. Testimony
was glven by a number of city em-
ployees Including Department of
Public Services Director Tony Now-
ickl, as well as a number of engineers
from JCK & Associates.

Michigan buainess owners and
pensioners will get a tax cut soon de-
splie a minorty’s waming that thia
year's cut will be nexi year's budget
deficlt, “it would have been easy and
tempilng to vote for something popu-
lar,” warned state Sen. Lana Pollack,
D-Ann Arbor.

“‘We're grantng permanenl tax
cuts becavse of a ternporary surplus.
If you think of the kids in third grade
{in three years] who are now In
kindergarien—It's not good.” sald
Pollack. whose district includes
Salern Township.

Bul Poliack's attempt to piay
Cassandra—the Trojan princess
with the gift of prophecy whom no
one would belleve—was bufleted by
{eaders of both polltical parties as the
Senate completed work on $155 mil-
Hon in lax cuts.

“It shows dramatically how the
state has changed in five years. We
would have had opposition from the
previous governor (Democrat James
Blanchard),” said Senate majority
leader Dick Posthumus, R-Alto, He
praised Democrals for bipartisan
cooperation, adding, “This is a signal
lo job providers in the rest of the
country.”

Pollack said the penslon tax culs
were advocated by chambers of com-
merce and relailers, not senlor citi-
zens groups like AARP.

Undercutting Pollack was Senate
minority leader Art Mlller, D-Warren,
who was “glad to see policy take (pre-
cedence) aver politics.” Miller pralsed
Republicans for adopting Dernocra-
tic proposals to cut income taxes for
pensioners.

Three Democrats voted against
the package-—Pollack, a U.S. Senate

Jjoining all other local senators in vot-
Ing yes. The lakes area senator has
been recuperating lor months from
Intestine surgery.

The Senate concurred in House
amendments and sent the package to
an eager Gov. John Engler for slgna-
ture. Republlean Engler will sign it
and boast the state also has cut prop-
erly, {nheritance and personal in-
come taxes as he seeks a second
term.

éig cuts ahead for schools

Novl schools have a preliminary
$33.7 milllon budget in place but ad-
nundstrators will be scrambling to
find $421,000 worth of cuis by
Oclober,

The $421,000 mandated cut came
from the Board of Education which
approved the district’s preliminary
budget Thursday night, 7-0. Budget
approval was tied lo the expectation
that district administrators will trim
it to reduce the current $32 1,000 de-
Geit and add $100.000 in positive
cash flow for safe measure.

The preliminary budget reflects a
$321, 188 deflelt between the $33.7
milllon in revenues and $34 million
inn expenditures.

Overall, however, the 1994-95
budget is $3.4 million or 10.5 percent
larger than the previous year's.

“The blggest thing the administra-
tion has to do Is show us a $421,000
savings,” sald Board President Ray
Byers. "Il they can't the board we'll
find it.”

Adninistration s expecied to have
the cuts prepared by the first Board
of Education meeting in Oclober.

James Koster, the district's assls-
tant superintendent of business and
operations, said the board's man-
dated cuts will most likely corme from
the supply side of the budget rather
than the stafling side.

"We have a $321,000 short{all of
revenue,” he sald, "Now the question
s do we go to fund equity or cut
something.”

It was the board's preference
Thursday Lo see the cuts made rather
than seeing the $2,748,025 fund
equity account depleted.

The re-
malning 12.7 percent s used tocover
utilites, insurance, speclal educa-
tion, drivers’ educaton, child care
programs and building rentals,

Board Vice President Stephen
Hitchcock was concerned which
plece of the budget ple the $321.000
or 7 percent deficlt would be re-
couped from.

“T'd like lo find a way to pull that 7
percent from the larger porilon of the
budget than {ind it in the roughty 15
percent,” he said.

Hitchecock's commenl suggested
that in the future there could be
across the board cuts Instafling, pay,
course oplions and increases inclass
slzes.

Those kinds of cuts, however: are
not optlons in the upcoming 1994 -95
school year.

Next year, stafling levels and class
sizes are expecled to remaln constant
with this year's ratios, school officlals
sald.

In fact, the preliminary budget in-
cludes the expense of hiring 7.5 new

lear&hers for the anticipaled 181 new
students Novi Schools s eelin
this fall. et

Allof those teachers have yet to be
hired, but the posting of the positions
stirred some concemn on the board,

Koster and Superintendent Em-
mett Lippe assured the board they
were preceeding with cautjon be-
cause of the uncertainty In state
funding.

“Not all of the positions have been
posted,” Kosler sald. We are still
walting for the rlpht ume to hire
them.”

Which In some cases may bewhen
Koster's enrollment profeclions
malch his aclual student counts.

“Bullding adminlstrators have
been advised to use judgment,” Lippe
said. “We have been tighlening down
on the hiring.”

Koster was quick to remind board
members that state funding is tfed (o
new enrollment.

They got that [rom HFI, at monthly
costs per home of 3107 annually.

The contract covers a cuslamer
area larger than some municipalities
served by BFL, including Belleville,
Keego Harbor and Welverine Lake,
Cary DePervo, BFl lerritory manager,
safd.

If residents had agreed to cltywide
waste collection in 1992, they would
have paid slighly less than $150 per
househiold. The coalition managed ta
belter thal, plus keep their direct
control of the service, Jirasek sald.

Novi would get little
use of Nortestern

S0 let’s see if we've got this right—
West Bloomf{leld Township doesn't want
an extension of Northwestern Highway
and has done everything in its power to
block construction of that roadway
through its cormmunity,

Now, the Michigan Department of
Transportation Is proposing to re-route
the extension along Fourteen Mile Road,
skirting Novi's northern border, and—
you guessed it—wants the City of Novito
help pay for it.

In the past few years, with Novi's
road network stralning under an everin-
creasing load of traflic congestion, many
residents and oflicials here have started
taking the view that ‘any road is a good
road.’ Certainly, when Novi has already
had to take over needed roadway con-
slruction projects itselfl several times be-
cause of a lack of action or a lack of mo-
ney on the part of the Oakland County
Road Commission and the MDOT, there
Is a strong temptatfon to leap at any offer
when the state is interested in doing
some road work here.

But we question what a Northwest-
ern Highway extension would do for
Novi, We wonder what Novi would get for
Its $2.3 million share of the cost. North-
western currently moves traffic from the
West Bloomfleld area to parts south and
east, toward Southfleld and eventually
tying In to the expressway system there.

The proposed realignment of the
Northwestern extension would likely
continue to serve the same purpose,
Look at a map and you'll see that run-
ning Northwestern along Fourteen Mile
Road would stll primarity benefit West
Bioomfield, Commerce Township, per-
haps Walled Lake and parts north.

Novi commuters would likely con-
tinue use to the roads they have now, or
soon wiil have. For the majority of Novi
residents, if they want to head to the
southeast, it would make a good deal
more sense to pick up 1-96 or I-273, or
the soon to be completed Haggerty
Connector.

We can definitely think of other
places where we would rather see the
money spent, like improving the safety of
Novi's most dangerous intersection at
Beck and Twelve Mile roads, or untan-
gling the mess at the expressway inter-
change there. Many worthy projects
could be taken up by the state in Novi,
from futher improvemenis along Hag-

Government

gerty Road, to more improvements lo
Eight Mile, o improvements on Novi
Road, to improvements on Grand River,
to more surface road work around and
supperting the Haggerty Connector
profect.

Of course, at this point the MDOT
hasn'l settled anything. It Is merely
proposing that an extension of North-
western agaln be considered, and since
its original plan of extending the high-
way diagonally (rorm Fourteen Mile to Fil-
teen Mile west of Orchard Lake Road has
been blocked by development, it has de-
vised {wo alternaitve routes.

One of those routes would carry
traffic up Orchard Lake to Fifieen Mile,
then west on Fifteen Mile {o the Haggerty
Connector now under construction, “Al-
termative B” Is to run the extension
straight west {rom its present terminus
along Fourteen Mile and along the bor-
der of Novi to wind up at the Haggerty
Connector.

If alternative B were chosen, part of
the project would land In Novi, and
therefore the MDOT would ask the city to
pay 8.75 percent of the roughty $30 mil-
lion cost of the project.

That was the basis for a hearing
held inthe Novi Civic Center last week, in
which the proposal was unveiled for resi-
dents’ comments. Interesting, few
showed up to the hearing.

We think that should be seen as an
Indicatorofthe level of interest local rest-
dents have in the project, Yes, some Novi
officials have already expressed support
for the extension, but it seems to us resi-
dents would Hkely get little use from it.

We don't much care if it {s buflt, be-
cause It would a useful project for those
northern communities. But we don't

want to see Novi's share of MDOT dollars

burned up for it. And we certainly don't
want Novi city money used up for other
municipalities’ commuting problems,

A Power family treasure—cherry pie

My father died last
December. So in ad-
dition to sorting
throughout legal and
financtal detalls, I've
been looking through
a lot of old family
photographs.

Two sirike me in
‘ particular, probably

. because we are now
Phil entering the cherry
Power season, one of the
great glories of sum-

mer in Michigan.

One I8 a picture of my great grandmother,
Celesuia Power, sitling on the porch of the old
family farm In Elk Rapids, a tiny town near
Traverse City. | suppose the picture was taken
around the turn of the century. She 1s wearing
the full-busted. long, cotion dress fashionable
at the time. She’s sitting in a rocking chalron an
old-fashioned porch with Old Joe, the family
English setter. sleeping on the grass below.

The other is a picture of great-grandfather
Eugene Power, in awhite shirt and tte, dark suit
and Panama hat, standing in the middle of his
cherry orchard. He's surveying the newly-
planted cherry trees, with a farmhand holdinga
pruning knife standing behind him.

Family legend has it that great-grandfather
Power was one of the first farmers to plant
Montmorency cherries (called "sours” to disiin-
guish them from the dark red eating cherries,
“sweets”) in northern Michigan. For a time, they
became the deminant crop in the region, thriv-
ing on the sandy. well-drained soll and the
moderating influence of the lake. Even today,
most land that hasn't been raped by developers
is In cherry orchards,

My father remembered his first job was out
on the family farm, picking cherries for 10 cents
a lug, He thinks his father, Glenn, who started

out as a surveyor. helped great-grandfather
Eugene lay out the cherry trees in long, straight

lines.

[suspect it wasn't easy tobe a ploneering iar-
mer ‘'way back then. You couldn’t be sure the
trees. once planted, would thrive or bear well.
And there was always the rlsk a late frost woud
nip the fruit. And your capltal. once lost, was so
hard to regain!

But originality {in practice, often hard to dis-
tnguish from mere eccentricity) always ran
deep in the Power family.

My great-great-great-grandfather, Nathan
Power, came lo Michlgan in 1824 from Far-
mington. New York. | suspect his nelghbors
thought him a bit strange when he went out
west to found what became Farmington, Mich.
And his son, Gldeon Power, was no doubt re-
garded as a bit odd when he moved from Far-
mington ‘way up north to Elk Raplds.

But that was thelr way — and the way of
countless ploneer familles like them. They
made our state and our nation what they are,
and it gives me a feeling of family continuity to
think of them In the aftermath of my father’s
death.

And, just In time for the sour cherry seasan,
here's our family recipe for Montmorency
chenty pie:

MONTMORENCY CHERRY PIE
For the crust:
14 cups all-purpose flour, plus additional for
rolling
Quarter-teaspoon baking powder
Half-teaspoon salt
One-third cup lard
3 tablespoons unsalted butter
2 tablespoons vegetable shortening
2 tablespoons ice water
I teaspoon white vinegar
2 eggs

For tha filling:
4 cups pitted red sour cherrles
1 cup granulated sugar
Half-cup brown sugar
3 tablespoons quick-cooking taploca
Half-teaspoon almond extract
Quarter-teaspoon mace
3 tablespoons butter, cut Into small pleces
1 tablespoon kirsch (optional)

Preparing the crust;

Combine the flour, baking powder and salt in
a mixing bow). Add the lard, butter and shor-
tening and mix with your fingers or a pastry
culter until mixture forms coarse crumbs.
Whisk together the ice water, vinegar and oneof
the eggs. Add to the flour mixture and mix with
a fork Just untl combined; do not overwork the
dough. Reirigerate for 30 minutes,

Preparing the fliling:

In a large bow! combine the cherries, sugars,
taploca, almond extraci, mace and optional
kirsch, i destred. Allow to stand for 15 minutes.
Preheat the oven to 425 degrees.

Roll out two-thirds of the dough on a lighily
floured surface. Line a 9-inch ple plate with the
dough and trim the edges. Place the filing in the
pie shell and dot with the butter. Roll the re-
malning dough and make {nto a lattice top.
Whisk the remaining egg with 2 teaspoons of
water and brush the egg wash onto the lop.

Bake for 10 minules, then lower the temper-
ature to 350 degrees and conlinue baking for 30
or 40 minutes longer, or untll the julces are
bubbling up in the center of the ple, Cool briefly
and eat warm.

My father preferred vanilla ice cream with his
ple.I'm a purist. Either way, it's a deliclous way
1o celebrate Michigan cherries and the family
that grew them.

You right consider it insincere for
this newspaper to say now some kind
words about Robert Schram—a man
with whom The Nouvl News has had
numerous running battles over the
years and one of this paper's harshest
critics—as he departs from the Novi
schools Board of Education after 16

years.

You would be wrong. In our view,
local newspapers and local government
officials should have disagreements.
And those disagreements should be de-
bated vigorously. Just as a marriage
counselor would tell you that a couple
which does not have the occasional ar-
gument does not have a healthy relation-
ship, so it is with community govern-
ment, The community that does not have
its debates and controversies is not a

healthy community.

And the disagreements we have
had with Schram over the years have in
no way diminished the respect we have
for him. it takes something special to
serve on a school board for that length of
time.

The times in which Schram served
on the board have been the most chal-
lenging in the history of education, and
{n the history of the Novi school district.

Schools have had to wrestle with the
problem of training kids to handle the
advancing technology in the workplace.
Schramwas involved in the efforts by the
Novi school district to build its technol-
ogy center.

It has been a time when tensions
between the policy makers and
educator/employees have been on the
rise. Schram is credited in Novl with
bullding a cooperative relationship be-
tween the school board and its teacher
urnions.

It has been a time of tremendous
growth in the Novi community and its
school district, with a dramatic effect on
the student population. In Schram's
position, he has had to help guide the
school district through its response to

those growing needs.

Through it all, Schram conducted
himself with honesty and integrity. You
could disagree with him, you could
argue with him, but there was never a
question about his sincerity or his
motivation.

The trick Is reaching a happy medium. You don't want
to be cheated; you don't want to keep back an extma dollar
or two from somebody who may need it far more than you
ever will, efther.

Merchants In Uzbekistan only accepted the U.S. dollar,
not their own money, the aum. Inflation’s so aut of control
there people feel the only way they can protect their sav-
Ingsis with our cash. One dollarbills are carefully scntin-
ized, to make sure they're not counterfeit.

If
something went wrong, he never got
worried. He'd just laugh it ofl”

Clay agreed,

“He never had a worty,” sald Clay,
who had attended school with Aaron
since the fllth grade.

“He'd always get you lo laugh and
could always make you smile,” McMi-
chael sald. "No matter what.”

Friends came out in droves for
Aaron’s funeral and wake. At the fun-
era) home Wednesday night, several
of thern passed by the casket, each
placing efther a favorite piece of
Jewelry, teddy bear, flower, concert
ticket stub or other personal
momento inslde next to him.

Al first, Aaron's father said he was
insulted. But after awhile he knew it
was the kids' way of healing and say-
Ing good hye.

“Each one put something in there
that Aaron had liked,” Ronnie Buff
Sr. sald.

Would-be restaurateur Ted An-
dris’s 1988 lawsuil against the City of
Novi was apparently dismissed by an
Oakland County Judge last week,
based on the precedent set by Novi's
recent appeals court viclory in the
Paragon Properties rezoning case.

Oakland County Circuit Court
Judge Edward Sosnlck, reversing his
1990 refusal to toss out the case,
ruled that Andris must first be denied
a varjance by Novi's Zonlng Board of
Appeals belore he can sue the city.

However, Andris's lawyer Gerald
Fisher says he is seeking a clarifica-
tion of the judge’s opinion. Fisher
says Sosnick did not address a sec-
ond part of the lawsuit which claims
that Novi's zoning erdinances are un-
reasonable n so far as they apply (o
his cllent's East Lake Drive property.

The clarification could come from
Sosnick Wednesday (afler press-
time).

Without Lhat, Fisher says [t is un-
clear if the entire lawsuit has been
dismissed or just the portion which
contends that Andris was deprived of
his constitutional rights when he was
denled the rezoning needed for a
lakeshore restaurant in 1986. He is
secking damages In excess of
$10,000 as well as the cormmercial
zoning,

Fisher doesn't “foreclose” the pos-
siblity of an out-of-court settlernent,
something the city and Andris
sought In late 1993 and early 1994
via the unusual format of public

hearings in Novi's city counecil
chambers.

*l know that the private parties are
talking,” Fisher sald.

In 1989, Jamies and Carol Kernan,
owners of Frigate's Inn on Easl Lake
Drive, intervened on Novi's behalf In
the lawsuit. They opposed the [ake-
slde restaurant.

However, Novi's City Attorney Da-
vid Fried is pleased with Sosnick's
ruling.

“The city feels pretty good,” Fried
said.

Fisher says it wouldn't make serise
for Andris to apply for a variance with
Novi's Zoning Board of Appeals
(ZBA).

~The fact is that the city through
their attomeys has maintained con-
sistently that (zoning) relief should
not be granted. It would be futile to go
to the zoning board,’ Fisher sald
Tuesday.

Andris, his wife Elaine Andris and
partner Myma Romain hope to build
a 250-seat restaurant on the
residentially-zoned shores of Walled
Lake. They already have approval

from the city to build the business
and a small shopping center just
across the street, on the east stde of

East Lake Drive, which has commer-
clal zoning.

Andris withdrew hls offer of an
out-of-court settiement In March.
Earlier, he offered to exchange for the
right-of-way lor an S-curve reroute of
East Lake Drive and $15,000 tow-
ards the $175,000 construction
costs in return for the rezoning. This
plan got mixed reviews from lakes
area residents.

Sosnick ruled that Andris's claim
that he was unconstitutlonally de-
prived of the use of his property by
the city’s refusal to rezone the land
was not yet “ripe.” The judge wrote
that he had earlier rejected Nowvi's
mwtlon to dismiss the case because
the city council's dendal of the rezon-
ing was “sufficlent final administra-
thve determination.”

“The court finds that its ruling was
erroneous In light of the Paragon de-
cislon,” Sosnick noted in his opinion,
explaining that “the facls were so si-
milar* in the Andris and Paragon
cases.

~The doctrine of finality requires a
property oomer to obtain a flnal deci-

The firm aimed to build
400 mobile hormes on land zoned for
sindle-family residential at Twelve
Mile and Napler roads. An Cakland
County Clrcuit Court judge agreed
thal Paragon had been unconstiiu-
tionally deprived of the use of its land
and awarded the corporation
$420,000 and the rezoning,

The appeals court upheld Nowi,
Anding that Paragen did not exhaust
all avenues of local appeal because
the firm did not seek a varfance from
Novi's ZBA.

This was the route followed by the
Southern Michigan Oll Company
{SOMOCCQ's), which sued Novi after
the city council refused to permit an
oll well near Echo Valley Subdivision.
SOMOCO's lawyers, cognizant of
Novi's argumenis in the Paragon
case, applied to the ZBA and won
their variance in 1921, thus ending
their lawsulit.

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Friendship club shares
pets for therapy, education

It took Mary Hufstedler fve
months before she could enter a
hospital with her dog.

Hufstedler, of Garden Clty, is
one of 14 members of K-9 Klick, a
“frendship club”™ whose mem-
bers, along with their canirie com-
parnlons, visit children in the hos-
pitais and senior citizens in
homies.

“Sometimes §t can get pretty
emotional for us,” Hufstedler said.

“Everybody usually breaks
down when we leave,” said Bob
“Fong™ Wilfong, “it's hard to do.”

Bulit's also rewarding towatch
a child who hasn't moved in
mmonths to show reaction when
visited by a dog, Wilfong said.

“Or you'll visit a senfer citizen's
home and some people are with-
drawn,” he sald. *They'll see an
animal and actually come oul of
their shell. It's really amazing the
power an animal has.”

Parmn Koons of Novi said every-
body has heard about the won-
ders of pet therapy, but can't ap-
preciate It until experiencing it for

themselves,
“It's a great feeling,” she said.

K-9 Kick members have
another important aspect to their
agenda, however, other than
cheering up the sick and elderly.
Their goal Is {o {each responsible
dog ownership and safety.

Koons said the club put on its
most imporlanl and Impressive
show at last Sunday’'s Balloonfest
tn Howell. Two members demon-
strated to the audience the right
and wrong ways of approaching a
dog.

For exampie, never approach a
dog from below its head, giving it
the sense of dominance, Koons
sald.

And children should be careful
not to run up to a dog, grabbing to
hug it, Wilfong added.

K-9 Klick's shows are also en-
tertalning, as some members par-
ticipate in a country line dance
with their dogs—complete with
cowboy hats. Another part of the
program, “tips or tricks,” educates
audience members as club mem-
bers offer dog safety “tips® or the
dog entertains by performing
“tricks.”

wilfong's two miniature
schnauzers, Gus and Sadie, were
to peform several tricks at last

Thursday’s show at Novi Village, a
seror cltizen's home on West
Road.

Hufstedler brought Houston
and Dotte, her and her husband
Ron's two dalmations, to last
week’s show, They were to jump
through hoops as well as perform
in the line dance,

“We're all amateurs, but we
try,” she said about the dancing.

Each of the dogs know from 150
to 350 different commands—voice
commands and hand
commands—sald Wilfong.

Koons said all of the dogs have
had basic cbedience training as
well as 18 weeks of advanced “off-
leash” training.

Club members get together ev-
ery Friday night at the Maplewood
Civic Center in Garden City fo
work on routines and a 20-minute
tralning sessfon.

“None of the training s done
with treats,” Willong sald. “It's
strictly telling the dog he's a good
dog—verbal treats.”

All of the shows are put on free
of charge. Any costs associated
wit the show, such as uniforms
and equipment for tricks, is paid
solely by club members.

Michelle Koons, a 17-year-old
Novi High School student, works
with her family's three white she-
pherds. She shows confirmation
as well as particlpates in her
mother's K-9 Klick shows.

“It's a lot of tme and a lot of
work, but the rewards are great,”
Michelle said. “You can take (the
dogs) any place and not worry ab-
out them geiting out of hand.”

Pam Koons said club members
are a dedlcated lot. Most of them
work during the day, leaving little
time for themselves when a show
is being performed.

“You've pol to find it rewarding
yoursell to work with these ani-
mals,” she sald. “These dogs arca
big part of our lives.”

Upcomning shows for the K-8
Klick include the Carriage Court
in Canton, Aug. 12; the Children's
Home of Detroll in Grosse Pointe,
Aug. 15; and an unscheduied per-
formance at the Plymouth Inn.
Each year, the group also partici-
pates in Howell's Festlval of Lights
Christmas event, dressing the
dogs up in Christmas lights.

Ice milk s a generic name for fro-
zen desserts that cannot be labeled
ice cream because they contain too
much air and for toolittle butterfat. It
i3 made from milk, stabilizers and
gweeteners, and sometimes contains
more sugar than ice cream.

Ice milk is a sherbet io which milk
or cream has been added, but not

have laciose, the sugar in milk pro-
ducts, or those just wanting to cut
back on fat and cholesterol, thereare
some other alternatives. You will
need to carefully read the labels on
these products. There are products
made from tofu, fruit purees, brown
rice and other Jow lactose products.

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Trips to France help
inspire local painter

Dunphy and her husband just re-
turned a few weeks ago after vaca-
tloning in Provence, France.

When Eve's Art Form, a venture
operated by three women located
over the Mamuis Theatre, opened
soon thereafler, Dunphy was asked
to teach a pen and ink class.

“From thal, I rented my own studio
over the Marquis,” she said.

But {t wasn't long before she
moved to a three-room studlo near
Les Bowden's Insurance Agency.

“1 realized people weren't golng to
walk up a flight of stairs to see an ar-
tist,” she said. “Nor were they going to
walk down a dark hall”

Dunphy scouted for another laca-
tion. She asked the woman who
owned an herb and basket store, lo-
cated next towhere Dunphy is today,
if she ever thought about moving, to
let Dunphy know so she could rent
the space,

“She told me she was going out of
business and ‘if the woman (locking
at renting the space} today doesn't
take it, it's yours,' * Dunphy said.

The dea fell through and Dunphy
got the space. She worked there for
two years before down-sizing her stu-
dio to Its current location. She's been
there for about 16 years,

Besides her watercolors, Dunphy
is well known for her pen and ink
sketches of Northville scenes.
