Novi's Jow-profile Economic De-
velopment Corporation {(EDC) has
hired an Ann Arbor-based firm to
analyze research into developer
Evergreen IilI's $50 millon Main
Street proposal.

The unprecedented move came
as a surprise to some city council
members, including Tim Pope and
Joseph Toth. Toth said he will scek
anopinion from thecity attomey on
the legality of the situation.

“As a matter of courtesy, they
should have at least come o coun-
cll. It seems to have beendone ina
rather underhanded, secretive
manner. | think the whole thing was
mishandled. It seems to be kind of
an end run,” Toth sald.

“It just doesn't smell right to me.”

What has the council members
irked is not so much the EDC's vote
as that the council was nol first not-
ifled of the issue by the city admi-
nistration, The June 2 request
came to the EDC from Novi's Com-
munity Development Director
James Wahl. Pope leamed about
the decision afterwards from a res!-
dent and says he was *shocked.”

Pope contests the role to be
played by Peter Allen Associales, as
itIs described in the minutes of the

June 2 meeting.

In Feoruary, the city council en-
tered into a contrac! with Main
Street developer James Chen of
Evergreen Il in which the develop-
ers agreed tospend about $184,600
1o respond to the council's queriea
about fssues such as the market
value of city land. The public prop-
erty, including the Aladdin buliding
and the old Novl city hall, might be
swapped In exchange for the right-
of-way needed for the $1 million
segment of a town centerwide ring
road.

Lansing
struggles
to cut taxes

IUs afatyear, and Lansing is look-
ing for more ways to cut taxes. Two
top candidates for paring:
fl State income taxes on retirees’ in-
yestment earnings—dividends and

interest.
B The single business tax—widely

loathed, though no two interest
groups canagree on how to changelt.

“In 1993, Michigan personal in-
come Increased 4.9 percent to
$193.8 billion,” said the Senate Fis-
cal Agency. a legislative stafl group
that menitors the economy,

~This rate of growth was slightly
{aster than the overall growth In total
U.S. personal income of 4.7 percent.
In 1992, Michigan's personal income
increased 5.6 percent”

Result: Revenues rose fast, (0o, At
the end of May, the Senale Fiscal
Agency estimated the state’s general
fund would be nearly $406 million in

the black by the end of the fiscal year,
Sept, 30. Thus, at current tax rates,
the state would be collecting too biga
share of Incames.

So the Leglslature cut %155
million—$80 millien In the single
buslness tax, $75 milllon In income
laxes on privale pensions.

Nextyear will be fat, too, SFA said.
But rather than store away more in
the budget stabilization fund, allag
the “rainy day fund,” lawmakers are
lookdng at long-term lax culs.

The issue started as a skirmish
over governmment versus private pen-
slons. In days of yore, governmental
employees—teachers. faculty and
state bureaucrats—were considered
to be underpaid. So thelr pensions
aren't taxed.

Today many governmental
employees—particularly unionized
teachers--make more than workers
and retirees in the private sector.
There has been a move on either to
tax governmental pensions or don't
tax private pensions. This year's re-
sult: Exemptions on private pensions
were lifted dramalically to $30,000
for an individual, $60.000 for a cou-
ple flling jointly.

Nol good enough, said Rep. Bar-
bara Dobb, R-Unifon Lake. She said
half of retirees collect no pension—
governmental or private—and de-
serve a break on thelr dividends, in-
terest and capital galns.

Dobb lost the battle but may win
thewar, She apparently bbund anally
In Sen. Joarne Emmons, R-Blg Ra-
pids. “I'will raise the issue in my conm-
mittee,” sald Emmons, chair of the
Senate Finance Committee, ~1 hope
to have it ready by September.”

Rep. Susan Munsell, R-Howell,
falled in a dramatic move to junk the
entire single business tax. A member
of the House Taxation Committee,
Munsell reasoned that the only way
to reform SBT would be to duplicate
what leglslators did a year ago with
school property taxes—repeal SBT
eflective at the end of 1995 and start
over.

Born In 1975, SBT Is basicaly a
“value added tax™—its base (s a busi-
ness' revenues minus what it buys,
That covers business Income, payroll
and Interest, with some adjust-
ments. There's a $44,000 exemption
for small irms. Farm income s en-
trely exempl. Total yield is about
$1.8 billion,

Complaints are many: It's too light
on manufacturers, which spend alot
on materfals: {t taxes jobs; it dlsre-
gards proflitability.

Munsell held hearings in 1992 on
SBT's problems and received a mixed
bag of suggestions. Bul If Michigan
businesses don't agree on a solution,
they do agree there's a problem. So
it's likely lawmakers will try again.

The teenager was not wearing a
seal belt, police sald, but his parents
have dispuled this, saying the boy

His 16-year-old
passeniger escaped serlous (Injury
and was released to his parents,

Cricdle will be arraigned in Oak-
land County Circuit Court an Thurs-
day, July 14. He previously surren-
dered his U.S. visa voluntarily.

If convicted on the charge, Cricdle
could face up to two years (n prison,

nelther driver was speeding. Alcohol
has also been ruled out as a [actor.

Laws tougher against violence

To altormey Henry Baskdn, *25
years of neglect” came to an end July
1 with 15 new laws to combat domes-
e violence and his Lask force's plan
to make sure lthe laws get enforced.

“That's how long 've been trying to
get uniform enforcernent,” said the
noted Oakland County divorce la-
wyer who headed Gov, John Engler's
task force on domestic violence.

“He's the most knowledgeable
domestie relalions lawyer in Michi-
gan,” Engler sald last week in a
Southfield news conference, “and [
thank his group for dolng it so well
and bringing it In on tme.” By “on
tme,” Engler meant the July 1 eflec-
tive dale of the new laws,

Sald Baskin: “We no longer will be
able to blame Judges. Judges will no
longer be able to hlame police. Police
will ne longer be able lo blame
prosecutors.

“This is not a reaction o recent
events,” sald Baskin, referring to the
murder charges in Caltlornia against
football great O.J. Slmpsen. "IU's a

Baskinwent towork on thelegtsla-
lion three months ago at Engler'sre-
quest with a task force that included
Wendy Potts, new Oakland County
Bar president; Andrea Fischer, Bir-
mingham altorney and political ac-
Uvist; Lucille Taylor, Southfleld at-
tormey and member of Engler’s acdmi-
alstration; Oakland Clreult Judge
Edward Sosnick and former judge
Robert B. Webster.

Sosnick also heads the Michigan
Domestic Violence Preventlon and
Treatment Board. “The board Judge
Sosnick chairs will spend more than

$4 million this year lo make com-
prehensive domestle violence ser-
vices avallable to survivors,” Engler
sald,

“The board is also working closely
with pelice, prosecutors, judges. so-
clal warkers and doclors to provide
training and other vilal services,” Lhe
governor added.

“We'll expand the trainfng for new
police offlcers from four hours to 14
hours in how to deal with domestiic
viclence,” sald Anne Mervenne, for-
mer Blrmingham resident who now
directs the Mich!gan Women's Com-
risslon. “We'll also be encouraging
police deparuments lo provide in-
service training for veteran officers.”

Akey goal, she said, Isuntform im-
plementation. Many counties, cities,
townships and judges don't take the
serlous approach of Southfleld.

“We've had this in place for three
years,” sadd Southlield public safety
director J.E. Thomas. "We educale.
We have human resources profes-
slonals to deal with cases, We have a
police policy with a supervisor and
two officers to deal with them.”

The EDC1s appointed by the coun-
cll Prior {o 1986, federnl law enabled
an economic developrnent corpora-
tlon 1o issue Hmiled obligation re-
venue bonds to ald businesses. The
businesses, which are then responsl-
ble for paying back the loans, had the
advantage of getling lower municipal
interest rates on the bonds and the
municipality could lure in new bu-
sinesses and jobs,

During the rmid-1980s, a change
in tax law made this form of bonding
impassible.

In the past, the EDC authorized
the sale of $27, 180 million {n bonds
for firms such as the West Oaks De-
velopment Company, K-Mart, Martin
Feldinan Chevrolet, the Novi Com-
merce Project, the Frank W. Kerr
Company and the Heslop Project. In
return, the EDC charged a service fec
to these companies, thus generating
its own funds. This money 15 to be di-
rected towards Novi's economlc
growth, as well as promoting the city.

In an October 1993 audit, the EDC
was shown to have $63,000 in cash
assets. In liscal year 1992-1993, it
spent 85,500 for seats at the Motors-
ports Hall of Fame banquet and gave
the Novi Chamber of Comumerce
$1,500. The EDC owns the Novi Spe-
clal race car and supports projects
such as promotional brechures for
the chamber and the restoration of a
historic Novi fire truck.

Typlcally, its board meels two to
three imes a year, when requests for
funding come in.

Toth, who is a memberof the Town
Center Sieering Commilttee, says, he
feels that another ~study on top of a
study” is not called for on this tople.
Novl has already spent at least
$134,000 on assorted town center
studies, although the EDC analysis

“Ripartan {lakefront) fall to recog-
nize tiat loca) units have tools, They
can share tlme, adopt speed lmils
and set no-wake rules,” sald Judy
Wheeler of the Department of Natural
Resources.

Wheeler., of DNR's parks and re-
creation divislon, testified Thursday
in Lansing before the Senale's na-
tural resources subcommittee on

public acceas ailes, The DNR has
mrgctcd Walled Lake on a wish lst of
public access sites the department
hopes to acquire.

Sen. Mat Dunasklss, R-Lake
Orien, and David Hondgman, R-West
Bloomfleld, have been |nvesligallng
lakefront owners' charges that DNR
is buying too much public access o
private lakes.

*{hublic site owners are trealed as
second -class citizens,” sald Wheeler,
deploring an Oakland lakefront
owner's slatement al & Ponliac hear-
Ing that U you don't own lakelront
property. you don'i need a boat,” She
sald DNR's charge, by law, is to en-
sure public access to lakes, safe us-
age and barrier-free access.

Far from buying too many siles on
inland lakes, she said, DNR has
bought 15 in fve years stalewide.

Asked by Honldgrman (f DNR would
ltke to have rule-making authority
over lake usage, Wheeler said "no

way. DNR takes such a bashingas a
regulatory agency already.” She sald

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local unlts, mainly townships, are
betler able conlrol lake usage
through local rules.

C.R Humphrys, of Michigan State
University's department of natural
resources, sald “muscle boats and jet
skis® have made many inland lakes
unsafe during weckends, when ripa-
rfan owners want to use them.

Humphrys sald he worked for
DNR in 1938 when it started its
public access program on lakes.
“There was not a complaint, any-
where,” he sajd, pounding the table,
“when a boat was powered by two
oars and carrled on tep of a car.”

Arthur Dittmar, president of the
Michigan United Conservation
Clubs, said rdparian owners are us-
ing thelr legal powers not o control
lake usage but to lock out back-lot
subdivislon owners and the public.
The Westland resident cited 13 ex-
amples, Including:
® Comumerce Lake, Ozkland County.
where lakelront owners are trylng lo
block a road end that has long pro-
vided access.

@ Lake Huron in [osco County where
townships and owners tried o tlock-

Renewed Interest In the state’s
seatbelt law has area police depart-
ments on Lhelr toes including officers
in Novi, Walled Lake, Milford, North-
ville,and Wixom. Police officers have
vowed to give fewer verbal warmnlngs
to non-belters and have plastered
city streets with signs reminding mo-
torists to buckle up.

In addition, judges at the district
court have pledged a zero tolerance
for those not ablding by thestate law.,
Those found In violation will now be
fined regardless of the reasons fornot
belting up.

Novi Police Chiel Douglas Shaefler
sald the “No excuses™ campaign is In-
tended to reduce the number of seri-
ous and fatal injurles that can be at-
tributed 1o accidents in which the
victims were not wearing a scat belt,

Shaefler satd his department Is
hoping clty residents will heed offic-
ers’ warnings and acknowledge the
growing seat belt siatistics and lean
to buckle up.

“Ralher than be punltive, we'd pre-
fer people 1o use a seat belt 1o begin
wilh,” Shaefler said.

But for those who don't comply,
verbal warnings are no longer an op-
tion, police sald. In Novl, ollicers will
be stepping up their enforcement of
citallons and handing out fewer ver-
bal warnings, all part of the new
campalgn.

Shaefler sald under state law mo-
torists cannot be stopped for not
weardng seat belts because It Is not
yet a primary offense. Bul the chief
sald there Is a movement afoot in
Lansing to make non-compliance a
primary oflense.

Superintendent earns
his super job review

Novi School Superintendent Em-
mett Lippe exercised his right to be eva-
luated by the Board of Education in a
closed session two weeks ago. Lippe
emerged from the sesslon with a perfor-
mance score of 4.7 on a 5.0 scale.

[t was the superintendent’s cholce
to be revicwed behind closed doors, but
it's 2 shame the community was blocked
from the actual review. It seems Lippe,
the board of education and the commun-
ity all would have benelited from the rave
reviews board members gave him that
night.

Instead, Lippe's public will have to
make do with the digested version of his
review which was released by Board
President Ray Byers the next day. Byers
sald he tallied the individual evaluation
forms and then discarded them. The
comptled evaluation fortn will serve as
the district’s record of review. Byers an-
nounced the actual score and then com-
mended Lippe for his performance, inte-
grity and rapport with the community.

Overall Lippe achieved a score of
4.7. His highest individual score, how-
ever, was 4.9. It was given for the rela-
tionships he’s fostered inside the com-
munity since he came (o Novi iwo years
ago. That score was .2 higher than the
ones he has established with the board
and administration,

Lippe was credited for the time he
has spent drafiing a long- range plan for
the school district. Board members sald
they'd like {o see Lippe more invotved in
contract negotiations and {mprove his
oral and written communication skills.
They've also asked him to take an active
role in encouraging in-service {raining
for the faculty.

Fellow board members offered their
two cents Thursday after Byers released
the report. Individually, they com-
mended Lippe for his honesty and
thanked him publicly for his dedication
and commitmen! to educaling the whole
child,

There were, however, several com-
ments made by board members that de-
serve Lo be refterated. Amang them was
Robert Schram's comment that Lippe's
low-key but effective style was a refresh-
ing change. We agree. Lippe's a far ery
from the stuffed shirts with rehearsed
lines that we've seen in positions like his
before. And then there's Cralg Fore-
back's cormment about Lippe's familiar-
ity with students and thefr parenis
which also deserves to be expounded
upon,

His attention to the students is a
welcoming attribute and a rarty among
others in Lippe's position. Few superin-
tendents these days have the Uime or the
inclination to remember why they are
where they are, We'd like to commend
him for spending time in the district and
along side the kids. It's a job well-done.
We'd Uke to take this opportunity to

thank Lippe for his forthrightedness. We

congratulate him and look forward to his
guidance of the district in the future, But
most of all we thank him for putting the
students first and remembering that
that's why he gets paid the “big bucks.”

Neighbors talk trash,

win savings

While we're dishing out the praise
for a job well done, another individual —
as well as a group — comes to mind. The
City of Novi Southeast Neighborhood Co-
alition, led by one-wornan dynamo Ruth
Ann Jirasek, is one impressive
accomplishment.

The whole idea grew out of a nifty
coffee klatch hosted in January by
Mayor Kathleen McLallen so she could
meet the presidents of Novi's homeow-
ners assoclations, Novi's north end Is al-
ready amply represented by the Lakes
Area Residents Association. The rest of
thecity had towing itasindividuals oras
single homeowners groups.

At McLallen's pow-wow of presi-
dents it occured to everybody that a un-
ited voice reaches the right cars. Thus
was formed The City of Novi Neighbor-

- hood Associations, presided over by

Jirasek.

While this mega-neighborhoeod as-
soclation addresses arcas of common
concern, the Coalition, a separate entity
also headed by Jirasek, goes one step
further. The Coalition brings together, at
last count, 1,950 homes representing
nine subdivisions and condominium as-
sociations. The purpose of all this neigh-
borhood togetherness was to seek bids
for a garbage collection contract. Recen-
tly, the group signed with Browning Fer-

in contract

ris Industries (BF) for the rates and ser-
vices which met their criteria.

Previously, in many Novi subdivl-
stons, indivijual homeowners made
their own trash compacts with haulers,
losing out on the economy of scale. In
some cormmunities, somebody always
seemed to have thelr garbage at the curb
because the sub was serviced by diffe-
rent haulers who amrived on different
days. Several years ago, an atternpt fora
citywide collection contract with Dun-
can Disposal was nixed by voters. Many
residents sald then they were happy with
their existing service.

But that's not what Jirasek heard
at McLallen's coffee klatch. Disgruntled
consumers were ready for a change. The
Coalition seems to have hit on an ldeal
midway between arranglng your own
waste hauling services and turning the
problem over to the city. It allows rest-
dents more direct control over the
husiness.

Individuals at a grassroots level
taking charge of public problems, rather
than sitting back and letting others con-
trol their destiny, is most often a
praiseworthy effort. The Coalition is an
example of how to do things right.

Which raises the question, what
can or will they do next? Are there other
problemns the neighborhoods can solve
as a united front?

It
was horrible.

Just so you know. state Sena-
w tor dan DeGrow, R-Port Huron,

. and Rep. Kim Rhead, R-
Michael Sandusky. think so ton. They
issued a press release saying so.
Malott The release announced that
DeGrow and Rhead “are in the process of developing legi-
sation” to make this kind of thing llegal. Spectfically, their
proposal would “make tying, chalning or otherwise re-
stricting the physical body movement of a child a criminal
offense that would carry a penally of 10 years in prison
upon conviction.”

Asmuch as 1 despise child abuse and child abusers, |
wouldn’t want (o see this become jJaw . . . because “re-
stricling the physicai body movement of a child” ts about
85 percentof what parentsdo. . . of what good parents do.

Letthisbecomelaw and you'll have to throw out the play
pen. The same goes for those child gates that go across
doorways. Some parents these days are using “wrisl
tethers™ to keep their kids from straying too far away from
them at the mall. They'll have to tess thase out, too.

Cut those straps cut of the high chair. After children
reach the age of 2, every parent knows the straps are no
longer really used to keep them fiom faliing on the floor.
They are really there to keep the kid seated In front of his or
her meal long enough to let mom and dad eat thelrs.

To be falr, there are exceptions. Exemptions would be
allowed "if restrains were employed lfor medical reasons,
the protection of a child, or the protection of law enforce-
ment or court personnel.”

That's a curious lst. Apparently, DeGrow and Rhead
recogriize there may be a need to protect medical person-
nel and law enforcement officials [rom kids, and they rec-

For us In the community newspaper busi-
ness, this is not silty stuff, Qur helievability as
an accurate source of information—including
the photographs we publish—Is our most pre-
clous asset, Lose your reputation for telling the

paper business.

When this technology first came on line—
and we have it and use it for making the quality
pictures you see in this newspaper—I was con-
cerned about precisely this point: If we acquire
the technical capacity to alter pictures, how
can we maintain our credibiltty with our read-
ers and our standards as ethical newspaper
folks?

I wrote an internal memo ‘'way back in 1991
on this point and asked our staflers to come up
with a suitable response. It didn’t take long for
John Reddy, our vice president for news mat-
ters, to lay down our policy, entitled “Image In-
{egrity” and printed here in its entirety:

‘Never alter news or feature photegraphic
content. Use only standard photo printing
methods such as bumning, dodging, black-and-
white toning and cropping, Limit retouching to
removal of nonmal scratches and dust spots,

"Label photo images used as part of drama-
tized artistic Hustrations i ways that distin-
guish them from legltimate tmages.”

Thope our policy is clear: We don't and won't
use the new image technology to lie to our
readers.

But DeGrow and Rhead apparently feel the
need to do something, so they've come up with this new le-
gislatlon. The trouble {s the only posstble result I can see
from it is to pose problems for a great many respensible
parents.

Perhaps Ifthey can't find a better way todeflnewhatlsa
reasonable restrain of a child and what Isn't, they
shouldn'tdoit at all. And perhaps other lawmakers should
take a lesson from that.

Photographer shares tips for
taking great vacation pictures

a hipher-end camera with Interchangeable lenses
will give you more control over your photography.

Also keep {n mind thal using long telephoto
lenscs will give you the capabliity of drawing near
to a subject when you cannol physically gel close.
This can be especlally useful when you are trying
lo photograph wildllfe,

No matter what type of camera you choose, there
are a few assesories that are good investments.
Tripods:

Putting your camera on a tipod will ellminaie
camera shake and help keep your photos in sharp
focus, Any time you shoot slower than [/30th of a
second, for you SLR users, you should be using a
tripod. _

Tripods are also great for using the camera’s self-
timer. If you have never used it give it a ty and
get in some of the photos. A cable release is also
good to maich up wilh a tripod and further reduce
camera shake at real slow shulter speeds.

Fiters:
Filters you put over the camera lens can help

enhance your pholos, bul you should never rely on
them to instantly make your pholos belter. They
are just tools. Two fillers you should have In your
camera bag are a polarizer and an 81-B warming
Aler.

The polarizer wili help snap up those scenic
shots by darkening the blue sky and allowing the
clouds to pop out. It will also take reflections and
glare off of water or wet cbjects such as rocks in a
walerfall, This will cause things to sland out more
in the photo.

In addition, a polarizing flier will take reflections
off of glass so yon can shoot through windows.
This will allow you to shoot from a plane or inside
a car.

When Lhe sky Is overcast il Is sending down a
lot of blue light which wiil give photos a cold look.
An B1-A warminy filter can help warm up those
cloudy days when you don't want such cold-looking
pictures. An 81-A will also give you maore true-lo
color on the flm.

There are a couple of things you should keep In
mind when you are in the process of shoollng.
Composition:

First, slow down and look—really look—through
the viewlinder. Look at your subject, at all four cor-
ners and for unwanted distractions such as poles
ar tree branches sticking out rom behind some-
one’s head, Stop and think about a few things.
Would a different camera angle make this a belter
photo? Try not to always shoot from eye level

Maybe put a frame around your subject with

some Lrees, bulldings or even other people. Try (o
show the environment of your subject or show what
type of environment surrounds your subjecl.

Keep peopie close o you In the foreground and
(he mountains, the monument or the National Park
sign In the background. Il you put them next to
cach other the people in the pholo are jusl teo
small. Also, keep your subject off center rather
than right in the middle of the frame.

There Is something in photography called the rule
of thirds. Here is how it works. Draw two, evenly
spaced imaglnary lines horizontally and two vertl-
cally across the frame. Where the lines inscersect is
where you should put your subject. This simple
litlle adjustment will greatly improve your photos.

sure:

When deciding what to expose your fiim at keep
in mind what type of flim you are using, siides or
negalives. Generally, negative print film shot:‘ljd btl':
slighlly overexposed, giving you more saturated col-
orsh O)x; the other hand, slide flm should be slightly
underexposed—never overexposed—to give you good
color.

Bracketing exposures is a good way 1o Insure
that you get the right exposure of the scene you
are shooting. Bracketing is when you shoot at the
exposure the camera meter suggests then also
shool one or two F-stops ahove and below what the
camera suggests. You will use up more film doing
this but 1t is well worth it in the long run.

Use long shutter speeds when you want o give
photos a feeling of movernent such as a walterfall.
Shot at one second or longer the water will blur
while the rest of the picture will be In focus. Fast
shutler speeds will help you frecze motion and re-
duce blurring when shooting from a moving car or
an alrplane.

Use backlighting and silhouette your subject to
creale a nice mood and to give your photos variety.
Also try using your flash outside to brighten up
shadows on a person's face or with your subject In
shadow and the background in sunlight. Bul re-
member to use the right shutter speed that your
camera synes with while using a flash. This tech-

Aife nigue is called “fill flash.”

There are a few more things to think about be-
fore you head ocul Add life to your pictures by

photographing your family doing things. Get a mix
of those candid moments along with the kids In

front of the State Park sign or the Mackinac Bridge.

Document your vaction rather then just grabing
snapshols and always have your camiera ready to
capture those unexpected or lunny moments.

A golf course 1s a Jot lke a good
bottle of wine: it gets better with time.

In just #s second full season of op-
eration, Downing Farms has ma-
tured and developed (nto one of the
area’'s nicest golling getaways. The
3,222-yard course left a big impress-
lon on Llvonia resident Carol
Maynard.

“This is my flrst time at the
course,” she sald. "and 1 like {t very
much. it's not too crowded and it's
spread out.”

Playing partner Dan Rutedge of
Westland agreed.

*For a young course,” he com-
mented, “it's in good shape, [{'s chal-
lenging for the everyday player.”

Indeed.

Downing Farms appears easfer to
play than It actually 1s. Smallish
greens and tight fairways make accu-
racy paramount tn scaring well at the
Salem Townshlp links.

Those challenges have caughl the
eye of local golfers. According o

Osteoporosis s a
| disease that afilicts
' thousands of Amer-
cans every year.
Literally trans-
lated as “porous
bone,” osteoporosis
means a decrease in
the amount of bone,
There are two types of
bone in the human
Roxanne body, trabecular and
Larson cortical.
Coritcal bone is
" very hard and s found in the shafts of long
bones like those in the arm and leg. Trabecular
bone is more spongy and is found in the ver-
tebra (bones of your spine) and at the ends of
long bones near joints. Osteoporosis is the re-
» sult of loss of trabecular bone in these areas.
. Becauseosteoporosis primarily affects joints
t and the spine, those afllicted are more suscep-
¢ tible to fractires. Hip fractures are a very serl-
- ous problem, especially in the elderly. Common
- complications include infections and pulmon-
¢ ary embolisms because the patlent i bedrid-
- den for so long afier the injury.
- Surgery is usually required to correct the
"~ problem and often an artifical hip needs to be
replaced torestore mobility. Vertebral fractures
also are cause for concern as they may lead to
chronic back pain that is difficuit to alleviate,

surgically or otherwise.
While the exact causes of osteoporosis re-
main unknown, certain trends are very clear.

Osteoporosis {s most commonly assoclated
with post-menopausal women; as estrogen
levels fall after menopause, the bone loss that
occurs normally with aging accelerates
dramatically.

This increased rate of bone loss can last more
than 10 years after menopause. This may be
due to both a decrease in trabecular bone for-
matlon and an increase In its breakdown. Cal-
clum deflefency also may contribute to this
condition.

As we age, the amount of calejum absorbed
from our diet decreases. In addition, it is esti-
maled that more than 75 percent of women
older than 35do not get the recommended daily
allowance of 1000 mg of calcium.

Osteoporosis can be detected by abnormali-
ties on X-rays: the disease often producesa dis-
tinct paitern of bone loss and character{stic
types of fractures. Unfortunately, by the ime
these problems surface, patients may have lost
up (o 30 percent of their bone mass, And, as
noted before, the disease and its consequences

Prevention of esteoporosis 1s cheaperand ea-
sier tc accomplish. Post-menopausal women
can helpretain their bone mass by taking estro-
gen. Studies show that estrogen therapy re-
duces the rate of hip, vertebral anbd wrist frac-
tures even In wemen with documented signsof
osteoporosis.

Men and women alike can retard the prog-
ress of osteoporosis by increasing the amount
of calclum in their diet. The average American
gets only 500 mg of caleium each day; individu-
als with osteoporosis should get at least twice
that amount. This can be accomplished by
drinking more milk and taking calclum
supplements.

It is important for older people to wateh for
signs of developing osteaporosis. The first sign
Is a fracture from a fall that would not cause a
fracture in a young adult. The earlter this dis-
ease is caught, the easier 1t i3 to treat. Most im-
poriantly, do not start any prevention or treat-
ment programs untll you have consulted your
doctor. Each person should be assessed by his
or her physiclan to determine the risks and
benefits of therapy.
