One more piece of the parkland 
pu?zle could fall Into place. If the 
oWIier of a property near TVelVe 
Mile Road agrees to sell to the city. 

Tile Novl City Council Monday 
approved an offer to purchase nine 
acres West of Dixon Road for 
$317,000, with the money coming 
from the $9 .9 m i l l i o n Voter-
approved park bond fund. The land 
is adjacent to the pa1"k the city is 
building around the former Novl 
Tree Farm. 

NoVl Is still eyeing three more 
parcels In the Twelve-And-A-Half 
Mile Road area. City Manager E d -
Ward Kriewall said. 

"Whether We'll buy them all . Tm 
not sure," he added. 

"We have a couple of other pieces 
We're still looking at. They're under 
negotiations. I calVt tell you Where 
they are." 

The latest acquisition is owned 

by John Bech, who also owns the 
Houseof Denmark furniture stores. 
Bech and the city are working on a 
deal in Which the money would lie 
placed i n an escrow account so that 
the owner can buy another parcel in 
a tax-free transacUon. Tax law per­
mits this, KIlewail explained, be­
cause the TXvelve Mile Road site Is 
threatened With possible condem­
nation by the city. 

Novl lias already spent aboilt $6 
million snapping up park sites. Of 
the $9.9 million, $1.1 mil l ion is set 
aside for developing the new parks. 
That leaves $2.8 mill ion to be spent 
on land. 

The city Will likely buy more park 
acreage than was originally antici­
pated. Kriewall said. 

"It's going to be close. We've actu­
ally saVed a little money on prop­
erty, l^y best guess Is it ' l l be all 
Wrapped up In three to four 
mon'.hs." he predicted. 

'We're doing good." 
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to determine the most efficient use 
of space In the existing facilities. 

Cilrrent and projected capacities 
at each of tlie district's bulldlilgs 
were also considered, Uic assistant 
superintendent said. 

The committee arrived at ihe fol­
lowing three suggesLlons: 
9 Construct a new elementary 
school for fourth Mid M h graders: 
O Construct a new middle school 
for se-veilth and eight graders; 
O Construct a new middle school 
and a new k-4 bilildlng. 

These suggestions are based on 
the collecUon. analysis and Inler-
preUiUon of all the data." Koster 
said. 

Koster said the options are viable 
suggestloiLs to handle incoming 
growth that will put Novi Middle 
School at its capacity this year. But 
tlie opUons being presented aren't 
the only ones available. The hear­
ings are lIltended to aflbrd tile com­
munity an opportunity to offer In­
put and constructive criticism. 

And since Nov! Schools is anUci-
paUngmore than 180 new students 
next year, a decision on future facil­
ity use is paramount. Current K-12 
enrollment is 4,442 students. Next 
year it should Jump by 181 newstu-
dents to 4,623. Growth patterns are 
expected to continue In future 
yeais. 

"We are hoping people will indi­
cate the pluses or ininuses of each 
suggestion." Koster said about the 
purpose of the hearings. "We want 
them to say exactly what's on their 
minds." 

Endorsement of any one of the 
three options could lead to a local 
bond issue to pay for the new con-
Siructiofi, accordijlg lo Superinten­
dent Emmett Uppe. But talk of 11-
nancing the construction project 
won't occur until ai ler district resi­
dents, administration and Board of 
Educat ion determine the best 
option.

A t Council Member Carol M a ­
son's request, Michigan Attonley 
General Frank Kelley will be asked 
to determine if any vote she casts 
concerning Tri-Mount Homes Is i n 
cor1nict of Interest. 

Monday night, the issue Was de­
bated for the Srs t time i n over a year 
when Mayor Pro Tern Hugh Craw­
ford attempted to change the proce­
dure the council has used to hantlle 
Mason's abstentions on Tr l -Mounl 
votes. 

Mason protested Crawford's 
suggestion that she be given a 
"blanket abstention" by the council 
and threatened to sue the council if 
the change Is made. 

" l do not want to have an attorney 
to sue people on the council. . .Ido 
not have a conflict of interest at al l . J 
have nothing to do with Tri-Mount," 
Mason said. 

The move to seek the attorney 
general's legal rul ing Was not sup­
p o r t e d by M a y o r K a t h l e e n 
McLallen. 

"This is an on-going issue that 
the council itself can resolve," 
McL.allen said. 

In May 1993. City Attorney David 
Fried Wrote an opinion stating that 
Mason's past votes on TW-Mount v i ­
olated the council's standards of 
behavior. Mason protested this, but 
agreed to abide by his ruling. Each 
tlmeTYi-Mount has come up on the 
council's agenda since then she has 
sought an abstention but also de­
nied I'Yled's conclusions. 

"I will ask once again for the 
council to give me nty rights, l ask it 
to lie brought up each time, to show 
I have no c o n f l i c t , " M a s o n 
explained, 

Crawford said he Wanted to 
streamline the procedure by issu­
ing Mason one abstention good for 
any future votes on Tri-Mount. 

"In the future, I wi l l not grant an 
abstention for this," Crawford 
warned Mason. 

"Then I Will get an attorney. You 
d id this for Mayor Qui11n for six 
years. I will not be discriminated 
against," she said. 

Mason explained that she Wants 
the opportunity to protest FYled's 
opinion each time the abstention 
issue arises. 

She pointed out that When 
Matthew Quinn Was mayor of Novi, 
he Worked for the city's prosecuting 
attorneys. Qulrm abstained from 
any votes concerning his firm. 
Cooper, Shifman, Gabe. Quirm and 
Seymour. 

"1 have no Interest in TVl-Mount, I 
take no funds from Tri- Mount. 
That's not right," Mason said.

"The atmosphere Is totally dllTe-
rent than It Was. We always had an 

upscale market. We drew the 
40-and-up crowd but we didn't get 
a lot of the younger people," said 
m a n a g i n g p a r t n e r D o n 
Waldenlnayer. 

"We changed the pricing struc­
ture to get fa11illles and yoimger 
poeple. We want to have something 
for everybody." 

About $762,000 was spent to re­
store the building and another 
S300.000 replacing and upgrading 
the contents. .Among the Improve­
ments are a newly-des igned 
kitchen and computerization of the 
business. 

The new menu retains old favo­
rites such as yellow lake perch. The 
accent is on seafood, such as lob­
ster. sWordflsh and mahl mahl; the 
restaurant buys directly from Bos­
ton three days a Week.

Pollack said the pension tax cuts 
were advocated by chambers of com­
merce and retailers, not senior citi­
zens groups like the American Asso­
ciation of Retired F^rsons. 

Undercutting Pollack was Senate 
minority leader Al t Miller, D-Warren. 
who was "glad to see policy take (pre­
cedence) over politics." Miller praised 
Republicans for adopting Demtjcra-
tlc proposals to cut income taxes for 
pensioners. 

Three Democi^aLs voted against 
the package—Pollack, a U.S. Senate 
hopeful, and two Detroiters. Absent 
was Sen. Jack Faxon, D-Farmlngton 
Hills. 

The recuperating David Honig-
man, R-West Bloomfleld. returned 
for a major part of the Senate session, 
joining all other local senators in vot­
ing yes. The lakes area senator has 
been recuperating for months from 
IntesUnal surgery. 

The Senate concurred in House 
amendments and sent the package to 
an eager Gcrv. John Engler for signa­
ture. Flepublican Engler Will sign it 
and boast the state also has cut prop­
erty. If1hefltance and personal In­
come taxes as he seeks a second 
term. 

The 23.000-member Michigan 
Federation of Independent Busines­
ses praised the package for "keeping 
the job machine moving." 

The package of bills is expected to 
cut the single business iiLx (SB'n $80 
million and jxTlsioners incorlle taxes 
$75 million, The bills will :

$30,000 for single payers and from 
$10,000 to $00,000 for couples filing 
Jointly. Governmental pensions 
aren't taxed by llie slate.

Jcxmne Emmons, R-Blgfiapids, said 
her panel would attempt by Septem­
ber to address the problem nliscd by 
House nieilibel-s--cuttlng taxes on 
senior citizefls' Investnlcnt income.

C o m m i s s i o n e r K i m Thomas 
Caixrllo moved to adjourn the Issue 
Ix-causc of I^chards' absence. He 
also thou(;ht llie two v/eek stay would 
allow Ihe lire marshall more time to 
review the chemical concerns before 
a flnaJ vote had to lye taken. 

Capello .also s.aid he wanted more 
time to read the 27 letters residents 
submitted to the city plarullng de­
partment that afternoon.

11iarket was moved this year to the Highland Lakes Shop­
ping Center, and Chamber of Commerce officials are be­
side themselves with complaints from customers who 
either can't Qnd the place or are angry atwut the change. 

Laurie Marrs of the Chamber, which sponsors the 
market. Is fighting a losing battle trying to explain to peo­
ple that the market hasn't been closed down. Those who do 
know about the move are upset and require an explana­
tion of their ovm, she says, demanding to know the reason 
for the sh l i l to Highland Lakes. 

I understand whatshe 'sdeallngwlth. I'm hearing about 
it too. 

Last month, an entire flilh grade class wrote pleading 
letters to the pjaper expressing disappointment that the 
market Is no longer within walking distance for them. It 
seems the school used to allow its fifth grade students to 
take kindergarten kids down to the market to buy veget­
ables. Based on the comments of the youngsters, a hike to 
the market Was apparently a tradition at Amerman. and 
the kids would bring hiack flxlns' to use in making soup. 
Thai ' s not possible now that the market is iarther away.

read a typical letter from a lltUe glri. "If you move the Far­
mers Market . Amerman kids Won't be able to keep going 
and m a k i n g Stone Soup. 1 hope you keep the Farmers 
Market where It is." , , u „ 

r m afraid I can't do that, lass, I'm powerless to ch.-inge 
anyone's mind . About the only thing 1 can do is tell Uie 
story of why the market moved, IltUe good as that wlU do In 
making anyone feel better about It. 

The park ing lot at Center and Seven Is owned by the 
Nortllvllle Dr iv ing C lub , a n d they are not happy people 
right now. The C lub used to allow the Chamber to use the 
lot free-of-charge. but the Chamber got In Uie dog house 
with the C l u b and all Is not Well. 

It seems the Club didn't like It when the Chamber re­
commended the city Include NorthVllle Downs in the spe­
cial assessment district that was created to help pay for 
the new park ing deck C l u b representatives said they have 
their own parking and don't need the deck. 

The Chambier eventually won out when the Downtown 
Development Authori ty voted to Include the race tack In 
the assessment district. The track is now taxed along wi th 
other businesses that are paying for construcUon of the 
parking structure. 

Fo r the people connected with Northville Downs, that 
was the last straw. TheyVe long been upset with the city for 
failing to fix the Beat Street bridge to help facilitate traffic 
colnlng to and leaving the t rack Now this. 

To let the poWers-that-be know the race track's not go­
ing to take it anymore, the Driving C lub expelled the far­
mers, banish ing their market to the other side of the r a i l ­
road tracks. 

Mar r s sa id the generosity of the Highland I.akes people 
Is the story's silver l ining. 

t h e r e y o u have it. I knew it wouldn't make for a satlsfac-
toiy explanaUon. especially to fifth graders wanting to re­
create the recipe they found in the fairy tale "Stone Soup."

I have thought about my dad, 
David Totten, m a n y tmes since 
he passed away i n May of 1993 
after an imsuccessf i l l heart op­
eration. Most of the time, I a m 
driving by myself and my m i n d 
goes t « c k to talks I had with h i m 
when he gave me some candid 
advice. 

He never preached to me but 
only talked about how he had 
h a n d l e d s i m i l a r s i t u a t i o n s 
when he wasjroiIng. Those me­
mories of having a heart-to-

heart talk w i l l always be treasured. 
WhUe the pa in of losing h i m has ebbed away, it st i l l feels 

like a dream that the memories of my dad, held by fjamlly 
and friends, are the only remnants we have of h i m now. 

Alxjut 20 of us had an opportunity S u n d a y afternoon to 
express some of those memories. A park bench with 
plaque was twught in memorial of my dad. who served on 
the NorthVllle Planning Conlnl lss ion, a n d along with my 
mom. Carolyn, was Instrumental in start ing Cabbagetown 
Residents Associat ion and Concemed Residents of North­
ville. A dedication for the bench and plaque was held at the 
bandshell . 

L u c l Kl lnkhamer of Cabbagetown sa id . "He was never 
one to sit back." but stepped forward to take responsibility 
and resohre a problem. 

She remembiered when he designed h is own plan for a 
pedestrian crossing at a busy Intersection in town and 
brought it to city haS. The design plan was eventually used 
for that Intersection. 

The Cabbagetown Residents Associat ion was a lso re­
sponsible for tt1ming a vacant comer lot overrun by weeds 

into a scenic park for the neighborhood. It took time, sev­
eral days of sweat cleaning out the property and putt ing i n 
the p laygro imd eqillpment, but the park st i l l stands a n d is 
enjoyed by many families. 

M y dad was usually th ink ing of Ways to make Northville 
abietterplace, and he thoroughly enjoyed it. The challenge 
of Working with other people sometimes upset h im, bu t 
most of the time he could laugh at it. 

There is the s toiy he told me about a local resident who 
came before the planning commission for a project and d i d 
not receive the support of m y dad. Several days later, m y 
dad was taking h is usua l walk through town and hap­
pened to see t l i is gentleman i n front of l l i s home. Under h is 
ijreath, the displeased gentleman caUed h i m an obscene 
name. 

"Did you yell sometll lng back or go punch l i lm?" was m y 
naive t l i l n k i n g on how he shou ld have handled it. Instead, 
he only chuckled i n amazement at what the genUeman 
said. 

Ho ld ing back some tears. Carol Strauch of Concemed 
Residents, said, "He always made me see that, little by 
little, we could change tll lngs that upset us." She also 
learned that not getting discouraged at a loss went a long 
with rnaldng change, w h i c h is often slow. 

I k n o w that If more i>eople had some o f my dad's qua l i ­
ties a n d opt imism, myself included, this world Would be a 
much bietter place. It is clear that positive changes can be 
accomplished wi th some patience, intelligence and always 
some wit, m y dad's favorite.

E d i s o n u t i l i t y p o l e i s s u e f i n a l l y s e t t l e d

The fourth time was the charm. 
That's how many times over two 

months the issue of IDetroit Edison 
utility poles showed up on the Novi 
City Council's agenda before an ac­
cord was reachwl Monday. 

The delay over the placement of 
the Taft Road electrical lines had at 
least one school district official nerv­
ous about the progress of new drive­
ways at the Novi High School parking 
lot. 

The council, meanwhile, took ad-
Vantage of the opportunity to Win 
so11ie concessions out of Detroit 
Edison—and blast the ulillity for its 
service, i ts tree trimming and its 
aboVe-ground power lines. 

"All you haVe to do Is drive up Ten 
Mile Road to see you do a terrible Job 
of trimming trees. It's abominable," 
Council Member Robert Schmld 
c o m p l a i n e d t o E d i s o n 
representatives. 
: But the debate tliat began In May 
was resolved Monday. 

Edison has a service problem at 
Taft and Ten Mile roads and the new 
lines will bolster the utility's reliabil­
ity by making it easier to restore 
power outages, Edison's Oakland 
County Regional Manager Joe Ford 
said. 

What was unclear until the coun­

cil's decision Monday Was whether 
the lines would go on the west side of 
the road to spare an ancient willow 
tree at the former Fuerst farmhouse, 
or the east side. The tree Is hlstoiy, 
the council ruled. 

Several Issues had city officials 
looking askance at the utility. One 
was tliat Edison in the past charged 
the city big bucks to cross its own 
easements but hasn't paid out a like 
amount to the city. 

The second Was that several coun­
cil memJjers Would prefer to see the 
electrical lines buried underground 
rather than sitting alxjve ground. 

In the middle of tliat Was the 
school district, which plans to con­
struct a new driveway and passing 
lanes at the Taft Road parking lot by 
Sept. 1, assistant superintendent 
James Koster said. Ameritech poles 
along Taft Road would be pulled 
down and the phone company lines 
would share the Edison poles. 

The poles Will also be used to bring 
the Novl school district's new fiber 
optics cable television system into 
the li lgh school, promptliiig Koster to 
plead In June for an early resolution 
of the situation. 

The issue Was first tabled by the 
council on May 16, until city engi­
neers could determine how much 
Edison should pay NoVl. That s u m 
Was calculated at $2,100. 

The city In the past Was charged 
$41,000 lo cross an Edison ease­
ment as a part of a special assess­
ment district. 

The disparity between the two fig­
ures is evident. I tlilnk tliat should be 
worked out," Toth said. 

Ford, after earlier listening to the 
tape-recorded beefs of disgruntled 
council members, backed a proposal 
from Council Member Joseph Toth 
for a joint city/Edison committee lo 
Work out easement prices. 

"We could sit down and make suje 
tliat at the end of these property 
transactions eveiybody Who leaves 
the table is satisfied." he said. 

To "cut tlirough a lot of red tape," 
Ford is offering the city a standard 
easement document to review and 
posslbty adopt. 

The poles aclualfy went up on city 
land along Taft Road south of Ten 
Mile without prior approval from the 
city, because Novi's tax records mls-
takenty recorded the easements as 
owned by the Novl school district 

"I apologize that we put the poles In 
place o n city land before we got per­
mission, it Was a good faith error," 
Ford said. 

Council Members Robert Mltzel 
and Robert Schmld earUer said they 
hoped Edison got the message that 
Novl Wants its lines buried. But Ford 
told them Monday that Miclilgan 

Public Service Commission rates are 
based on aboveground lines and that 
a client who wants buried lines must 
pay Etllson the additional costs. 

"I'm sure we can get evayt l i ing 
underground but the city should 
work Wilh Edison in the direction We 
Want to go," Toth advised. 

After hearing that Novi city fores­
ter Chris Pargoff preferred to have 
poWer lines on the east and street 
trees on the West the council agreed 
to an east side placement of the poles. 
Which means the Fuerst willow Will 
go. Smaller Willows on the West side 
of Taft Will remain untouched. 

"At some point It would liavc to 
come down. Here's an opportunity 
Where Edison could take it down and 
not spend public m o n ^ , " Koster 
said. 

In late June, Qty Manager Edward 
Kriewall took the opportunity to lash 
out at Ei i ison for its overall service to 
Novi. 

"The community continues to be 
plagued with Edison outages. We are 
going to pursue that one very 
strongly wlUi Edison oVer the next 
few days. We need an electricity mor­
atorium more tlian a water morator­
ium," Kriewall said. 

"It's unbelievable. We're a little bit 
disappointed with that" 

City hal l lost power on June 17, 
forcing the offices to shut down at 3 
p.m. due to the heat.

' In corning months I LhII1k citizens 
will be ainply surprised that we arc 
not out of the nUilagc business," said 
Supcrijltcndent lxofuird I^ jn ie r sk i , 
referrtflg to a recomcndatiofl to ap­
prove a lentallvc date for an en-
hanced mlllage election. "We are In 
the fnilkigc business as much as wc 
have always been, perhaps Just at 
snvalicr levels." 

At its Monday niglil mecUiig, the 
NoIlhville £3oard of Education ap­
proved Sept. 27 as the tentative date 
to hold an enhariccmenl miUa^e elec­
tion aild also set Aug. 10 at 7:30 p.nx 
for a public hearing and board study 
session on the issue. 

The board's Vote does not neces­
sarily mean there will be an election, 
the proposed date Just secures the 
option of holding one. 

The Citizen's Committee on En-
liancemenl Mlllage was formed Lost 
month and has until Aug. 15 to deter­
mine whelller the district Is in need of 
a mllLige election and. if so. they 
must finalize tllc numberof mlUs and 
the numlier of years Ihe levy Would 
extend over.

Sportlilg a .fresJi haiixut and shlny slioes, BiU Wilson returned to a fa­
miliar spot last Thursday—a park bencJi In downtown NortliVllle. 

Since moving to tlie area In tiie l960s , Wilson, like Northville's clock, 
had become somewhat of a downtown fixture himself. 

He could usually be found on one ofthe city's sidewalk benches, nod­
ding and making small talk wi th passersby. 

Or. he could be .seen taking an afternoon stroll, leaving his apartment 
oVer the Coney Island restaurant to get some finesh alr. 

" l never botJlered anyone and they ncVcr botliered me," Wilson said. 
They always stopped to talk, l kept to myself. I'd get Ured ofslttlng around 
so r d get up and walk around." 

Two weeks ago, WUson packed up al l of his tielonglngs from his s1Tiall 
apartment and look up residence at Trlnlty Park West, a resldenUaJ care 
home located at Six Mile and HaggerQr roads ln Uvonla. 

Ti lnl ty adi1ilnlstrator Ear l Wild a n d I1ls wife Sharon of NorthVllle Imew 
about Wilson. Sharon worlcs for Arbor Drugs and often spotted h lm on hls 
park liench. 

"I remembered h im as Crossing G i i a r d Bil l ," Ear l 'Wild said, referring to 
Wilson's days as a crossl11g guard for Anlerman Elementa1y. 

Altl1ough Wild said he likes to keep a silent check on all ofthe area's se­
nior c Uzens, it was Marilyn Reynen, a friend ofWllson's, who contacted 
him a x)ut helping Wilson. 

'Mi rliyn was concerned about B i l l . " Wi ld said. "She wanted to know If 
there was a little extra care we could offer him." 

Iteynen met Wilson Six years ago durl11g a downtown fesUval. She was 
selling anUques and her booth was located in front ofWllson's apart111ent 
building. 

Wild said he was concerned, too, about WUson's welfare. 
"I knew he was by himself," W i l d said. 
Wild had his staff get busy on the paperwork and Ijefore long WUsoii 

had a new home. 
"It's a residenUal setting with a few little helps to keep (residents) 

healthy," Wild said of Trinity Park W e s t "It's not a nursing home, it's not a 
poor hoiise, it's not a place for 111sane people. . .It's residential care living 
with little reminders to make sure he eats property, takes care of himself." 

Wild said Reynen approached l i l m when she learned the 61-year-old 
Wilson was pracUcalty llVlng olT lx>logna sandwiches. 

Wilson came to NorthVllle sometime In the 1960s afler his wife left i i l m 
in South Lyon. He paid $80 a 11ionth to rent hls upstairs apartment 

B o m i n Kentuclqr, alxlut 50 miles north of Lexington, Wilson grew up 
en a 55-scre farm. H i e family raised corn and tobacco. 

"I moVed up here wi t l i niy mom a n d dad," he said. "It wasn't one or two 
years later, Uicy both died." 

Wilson doesn't liave much contact Wlth lils seven brothers and five sis­
ters who are scattered across the U11Ited States.

"Bu t they hardly come 
around." 

During the 1970s, Wilson took a 
job as a crossing guard for the North­
ville school district.

Childhood Center). When the district 
closed that building, WiLson became 
.Amerman Elementaiy 's crossing 
guard. 

In 1985 and 1987, Wilson received 
certiflcates of accompllsliment for 
Ills work as a crossing guard. He was 
also featured for l i i s work in a 1978 
edition of The Record. 

When Wilson returned to hls

The decoraUons on the pots are 
applied by surface-^texturirlg tech­
niques such as cord making, burn­
ishing and incising. EtlaWageslilk 
continues to make his pottery from

His educaUon ranges from attend­
ing the University of Michigan to 
studying with Acorrla hidlali potter 
Lucy I..eWls and her family. His Work 
has won numerous awards including 
the Annual Santa Fe Indian Market 
In 1993 and the Judges Choice 
Award for tradlUonal pottery at the 
Colorado IndiJin Market In January. 

Gwen (Jones) Fedor, bead arUst, 
l)ecame fascinated With beadwork at 
a ver>' young age. Her curiosity i1i-
splred her to pursue tills form of art­
work by obtaining her bachelor's de­
gree in fine arts from Eastern Mich i ­
gan University. 

While Fedor was attending school, 
she began making beadwork for 
dancers at local poW Wows. She also 
began leaching classes in beadwork 
techniques. 

After attending several seminars 
across the counUy on nlaterlal cul­
ture of Plains Indians, as well as the 
study of several museum collecUons, 
Fedor began to specialize in Plains In­
dian beadwork through the recrea-
Uonof early reservaUon (1890s) dolls. 

The dolls are made with musl in 
bodies and beaded facial features. 
Some of the materials used are 
horsehair, leather, glass beads, den-
Ullium shells, rawhide and wool.

"It's a cltallcnging course because 
you have to keep It slraigjlt." sald 
Dick Norton, a ranger at Cattails. 
"You can get i n trouble With the 
driver. It puts a lot of thought Into the 
game," 

Playlfig at 6,418 yards from the 
back tees and 6.0O0 yards from the 
middle tees. Cattails place a pre­
mium on accuracy. 

"Jt's a shot-maker's course." sald 
general rnana^r Tony Moscone. "It's 
cliallenging. We have a high slope 
rating because of the Wetlands com­

ing into play." 
Cattails opened in the fall of 1991 

in South Lyon at 57737 Nine Mile 
Road. The area has tiecome one of 
111eiropolltan Detroit's golfing mec-
casWlth no fewer than four top-notch 
courses a stone's tlirow aW.-jy from 
each other. 

"It hasn't been a problem." Mos-
cone said. 

If anytliing, tlie competition keeps 
Cattails' staffon its toes. But the gen­
eral ma11age1's atribiUon is to do more 
tllanjust keep up With the Joneses. 

"We want to be a prenlier course In 
southeast Mlclilgan." said Moscone. 
"We want to be the best maintained 
couse i n the area." 

Judging by current conditions. 
Cattails ls well on its way. 

Fairways are plush and green, 
sand bunke1:5 are generally flu^ and 
teeing areas are consistently good. 
With, perhaps, a little refinement on 
a few greens, the coi1rse will rank 
among the area's elite. 

One of Cattails best features is, 
simply, its character. No. lprovldesa 
perfect illustration. 

At Just 440-yards from the white 
lees. It should be an easy par 5. But 
Without solid execution, a seven or 

eight Is possible. 
Cattails extend down the left side 

of the fairway to withln about 100 
yards of the green. Hook the ball off 
the tee here and you're i n big tixjuble. 

The cattails come into play on 
nearly every front nine hole. 

The par 5,527-yard fourth is a 
straight shot to the green. But cat­
tails and water cut the fairway in half 
about 240 yards out nixJdng a 
3-wood or 2-lron a good play off the 
tee. 

Players co1ne back over the ditch 
at No. 5, a 391 -yard par 4. This time, 
though, the cattails are only 220 
yards out making club selection 
dimcult. 

Also unique to the front nine are 
back-to-back par 3s. 

Rated as the course's easiest hole. 
No. 6 Is a tiny l29-yarder tliat fea­
tures wetlands to the right of the tee 
and a large green. The seventh hole, 
at l 62-ycuds. plays a bit harder with 
bunkers on either side of an undulat­
ing green. 

The toughest hole of the front nine 
Is No. 9. a 373-yard par 4. Golfers hit 
blind off the tee but deflnitely Want to 
keep the ball on the right side of a 
split fairway. A straight or tee shot to 
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the left wil l leave little or nothing to 
shoot at on the approach to the 
green. 

It's out of the oven and into the fiy-
ing pan to start ihe back nine. 

A461-yardpar5 ,No. l O i s a n a s t y 
dogleg ri^t A long, slicing tee shot is 
the ideal play heiie. Otherwise, golfers 
mustdecidcWhetherornot to try and 

cany about a 90-yard section of cat­
tails. A bail-out shot can be hit to the 
left of the cattails to set up a still-
tricky shot into the green.

The program's 
purpose was to l i n k 
an adul t role model 
with a teen for sup­
p o r t , e n c o u r a g e ­
m e n t , p r o b l e m -
s o l v i n g a n d t een 
advocacy. 

• Some striking patterns emerged as the year 
I progressed. First, we noticed that pregnant 
\. teens were also affected by substance abuse i n 

some way such as parental use, the boyfriend's 
use, their own use. Second, we found thatblo-

; logical fathers were absent from the family. 
O u r conclusion: A s our Amer ican society be­

comes closer to being one In which single 
parenthood Is the norm, there w i l l be more a n d 
more children who are at risk for substance ab­
use a n d out-of-wedlock pregnancy. 

Wha t does this rtiean for s tudent assistance 
programn11ng In the schools? It Is already dlflQ-
cult to provide services for elementaty school 
chi ldren of alcoholics and divorces. I propose 
that true prevention begins wi th single parents. 

Single parents are easily accessible because 
they're not t iy lng to protect a family secret (as 
are those who live with an alcoholic). As part o f 
one o f the largest singles* ministr ies In the 

H e a l t h t i p s 

country, I am Very la1nlllar wi th the pain, fear 
and loneliness single parents face. We have 
watched these jjarents grow and become more 
confident after they have completed the 
church's eight-week divorce recovery program-

School counselors, S A P facilitators and so­
cia l workers can learn much from church 
divorce-recovery programs. These programs 
are Valuable Vehicles to get jjarents cormected 
to other people and to show them ways to ad­
dress their pain and take care of their children's 
needs at the same time. 

Schools have a golden opportunity to "corral" 
single parents for parenting educaUon and 
support while they are going through the 
divorce-recovery workshop. E a r l y morning 
groups can be arranged when their child Is 
dropped off for latch-key, as c a n evening 
groups which tend to meet at a more convenient 
time for parents. 

If single mothers better understood the l ink 
between teen addiction and /o r pregnancy with 
absentee fathers, they might be more involved 
In ways to stave off potential problems with 
thefr children. If fathers could grasp the signif­
icant frnpact they have on thefr chi ldren, they 
might look closely at how they can recormect 
wi th thefr- children and help them through 
adolescence. 

Divorce-recovery groups often evolve into 
ongofrlg support syste111s frl which newer mem­
bers gain strength from older members. The 
success of Alcoholics Anonymous i s an excel-

, lent reminder that those who learn from thefr 
harsh experiences are great teachers for 
newcomers. 

We know that parents sometimes struggle to 
do the best job they can wi th thefr c h i l d r e n -
even under the best circumstances. B u t when 
one parent mus t do It alone, thefr motivation, 
paUence a n d energy are taxed. When single pa­
rents do not have outlets for themselves or lack 
a support system, they feel Isolated a n d alone i n 
thefr parenting. This can lead to children miss­
ing some of tile nu r tu r ing they also need. 

Schools and agencies can be advocates for 
parents b y lending them the support currentfy 
only available through church divorce-recovery 
pjtigrams. O u r state funding allows us to facili­
tate groups throughout Michigan. O u r funding 
also allows u s to b r ing our services to schools. If 
the administrators a n d parents see a need.

Y o u are changing 
your l iv ing habits i n 
favor of more physi­
cal actlvlfy. Now you 
have made the firm 
d e c i s i o n that y o u 
want to frnproVe your 
heart a n d lung fit­
ness a n d that an ex­
ercise program is for 
you. 

Y o u realize that a n 
exercise program Is 
for a lifetime, not Just 
for 10 or 12 weeks 

with residual effects that last forever. 
How effective your exercise wlU be depends 

on how frequentfy^ y o u participate, how frltense 
your efforts are. how long each exercise session 
lasts a n d what type of exercise y o u employ. 
Let's take those one at a tfrne: 

F R E Q U E N C Y : Mos t experts recommend ex-
erclsfrig three to five days per w e e k How about 
dalty workouts? Addi t ional cardloresplratoiy 
benefits appear to be mlnfrnal a n d the frlcl-
dence of Injury Increases, especially wi th actlvl-
Ues that requfr-e runn ing and Jumping. 

INTENSITY: This relates to how Vigorously 
one exerts himseff. It Is gauged b y how fast the 
heart beats. For most persons, the exercise 

should be intense enough to raise the heart rate 
to 70 to 85 percent of the fridlvldual's maxfrnum 
heart rate. 

Here's how to estimate It: For persons wi th­
out heart disease, w h o are not taking cardiac 
medication, subtract your age from 220. For ex­
ample, a 50-year-old man has an esUmated 
maxfrnal heart rate o f 170. His trafrilng heart 
rate range would be 119 (70 percent) to 145 (85 
percent) beats per minute. 

D U R A T I O N : Sessions shoil ld friclude 15 to 
45 mfrlutes of contfriuous activity at the 70 to 
85 percent Intensity level. Longer sesstons 
br ing little additional frnprovement The n u m ­
ber of musculoskeletal and orthopedic compli­
cations frlcreases dlsproporUonately. 

Intensity and duration of training are Inter­
related Consequently, programs of k>w Inten­
sity and long duration may yield comparable re­
sults to programs of high Intensity b u t shorter 
durat ion, provided total caloric costs are 
sfrnUar. 

For sedentary, middle-aged adults o r cardiac 
patients, the starting exercise program should 
be lower Intensity a n d longer. 

M O D E : Cardlorespfratory fitness i s best en­
hanced hy usfrlg large muscle groups. Which 
can be maLita lncd contfrluousiy a n d wh ich are 
rhjrthmlcal. Such "aerobic" activities Include 

walking, Joggfrig, bicycling, swfrntnfrig, rowfrig. 
ska t ing , c ro s s - coun t ry s k i i n g a n d rope 
skipping. 

Sudden stop-and-go spr lnUng activities 
(anaerobic), as well as heavy ifftlng and 
Isometric exercises (muscle trafrilng without 
movement), are less beneficial and more likely 
to place undue stress on the heart. 

Important: Exercise trafrilng Is specific to 
muscle groups. Several research studies have 
shown there Is little o r no transfer o f trafrifrlg 
adaptation from one musc le group to another. 
Y o u don't get stronger legs by usfrigyour arms, 
and vice versa. Jogging or n m n l n g Is not 
enough. Var ious muscle groups needs to be ex-
erc lso l for a l l -aroimd fitness. 

Whatever program y o u choose, you must 
contfrlue It regularly. Unfortunately, you ra­
pidly lose the benefits o f physical condltlonfrlg 
once you cease tralnfrig. 

Obey the "pleasure principle." Y o u won't 
stick with an exercise program, regardless of 
the benefits, unless y o u enjoy It.
