Willie the council majority found 
tliat the project, Wlilch reproduces 
an old-fashioned Village, looks good 
on the drawing boards and slide 
show Lhey saw. they wanted to 
make sure the reality matches the 
prospectus. 

"1 want to know those amenities 
you're now telling us a b o u t . . . in a 
down economy seVen years from 
now, you pass that development on 
to someone else, then we want to 
Jaiow those amenities wlli be there," 
Council Member T i m Pope said, in 
oderlng 15 amendments to a resol­
ution approving a revision of the 
planned unit development's (PUD) 
area plan. 

"I learned IhimThe Maples tliat if 
you don't have this spelled out, you 
don't get what you ask for." 

But the approVal isn't Cnal. City 
Attorney David Fried is now dra i l -
lng a contract wl i l ch both parties 
must sign before the revised area 
plan ts a go. 

Tne Planning Commission re­

commended that the council OK 
the revamped area plan. .And while 
six of the seven council members 
expressed valylng degrees of ap­
proval of The Vistas, Council Mem­
ber J^bert Schmld let loose with 
both guns against the project. He 
called for a reduction of density in 
the l , 193 home-community, which 
averages four single-family homes 
per acre. 

Schmld also blasted The Vistas 
because It will need 17 variances 
from Novi 's Z o n i n g Board of 
Appeals. 

"This Isn't Northville, this isn't 
Blrmingliarn. It Isn't It isn't a down­
town Novl, It's a sutidlvlslon that's 
going to throw some commejrlal in 
to It." Schmld said. 

"Where people live. Where thefr 
children are supposed to play In llie 
yard, where they're supposed to 
have a hotdog roast, they aren't go­
ing to be able to do it. I'm thoroughly 
unhappy with you guys."

Novl school administrators were 
urged Monday to Iceep fourth-grade 
students i n the lower elementaries 
at a public heari11g on the (iistrict'S 
future iacility use. 

If District FaciliUes Committee 
meml)ers honor tliat request Novl 
Community Schools may be asking 
voters to approve a bond sale fornot 
one but two new schools. 

Three proposed bulldl1ig opUons 
were presented Monday by James 
Koster, the district 's assistant 
superintendent of operaUons, on 
behalf of the committee. Of the 
three, the only one tliat keeps 
fourth-graders in a K-4 school is the 
most expensive option of building a 
new middle and a K-4 e l e m e n t ^ 
school. 

The other two plans caU for the 
construction of a new elementaiy 
school for fourth- and fillh-graders 
or a middle school for seventh- and 
elghth-giaders. Construction of a 
building for seventh- and eighth-
graders w o u l d b u m p four th -
graders Into the current middle 
school complex. Tlie four existing 
elementaries Would then house 
preschool tlirough tl i ird grade. 

More tlian 20 people attended 
the first of two hearings on the prop­
osed facilities use. More t l ian half In 
attendance Were district teadiers 
or administrators. The few parents 

who came Were adamant about 
keeping fourth-graders i n a n 
elementajy building. 

"I don't lilce the idea of movfrig the 
fourth-graders out of the elementa­
ries at a l l , " said Meadowbrook 
Glens resident Jadde K u l m . "Ifs 
too soon. I don't l ike it at all . Leave 
them where they are at" 

Ihere were several other parents 
of fourth-graders who shared 
Kuhn's concerns. 

•J don't tl11nk the fourth-graders 
are old enough to take that Idnd of 
cliange," another fourth grade pa­
rent said. 

But not everybody was in favor of 
building new schools With out first 
exploring other altei1iaUves. 

"Wliy can't We increase class 
sizes," J e n y LeBlanc asked. "And 
before we start bu i ld ing new 
schools maybe we should be look­
ing at other concepts like d iar ter 
schools." 

Conmilttee 111embers seemed to 
scoflT at L£Bla11c*s suggestion unt i l 
the quesUon of other alternatives 
was raised again by resident R u t h 
A n n Jiraselc 

"Were a n y o the r aVenues 
pursued other t l ian build a new 
school, bui ld a new sdiool, a11d 
build two scliools?* she asked. 

Koster V o l l ^ e d the question by 
asking Jlrasek wliat other kinds of 
alternatives there Were to explore.

Ti le B a m Antl -
ques on Eight Mile Itoad. which 
opened Ju ly 15. is l n an actual 
65-year-old bam made from Wood 
salvaged fitim an 18503 Northville 
hotel and saloon. 

Judy and I^sse l l Elvy purchased 
the fonner Meyer Berry Farm Just 
over three years ago. With tl1e goal of 
opening a bed and breakfast TheyVe 
since become memtiers ofNoVi's His ­
toric Distr ict Study Committee. 
Which Is researching Novl's most 
slgnicant older properties. 

Opening the antique store, J u d y 
Elvy. a collector for 25 years, says is 
-a dream come tme." 

Over 20 dealers liave rented space 
in the Vast two-stoiy bam. None of 
the dealers are from NoVl. although 
two l iai l fiDm NorthViUe. Many come 
from communities aljieady Well-
known for their antique stores, such 
as Romeo, Plymouth and Tecumseh. 

"We have a good group of people. 
Their goods are quality. They've lx;en 
In the business a long time and know 
their stuff," Elvy said. 

The Elvys tracked down the deal­
ers tlirough neWspaper advertise­
ments and Word-of-n1outh. The ads 
also brought In eager Would-be cus-

T h e very first day We put an ad In 
the paper We had the general public 
calling us." she said. 

What they'll find, besides a full line 
of antiques Including furniture, 
glass, china and lots of t^ountly pri­
mitives. Is a setting eqiially old-
fashioned . The Elvys' live in a historic 
farm nesting in ^ e e n Helds. Along 
With the banl, their property in­
cludes a l830s-era home, a fields-
tone milk house, a guest house, two 
stable and a two-car garage. The 
house lias a basement made of logs 
with the bark still on them, possibly 
remnants ofthe homestead's original 
l820s log cabin. 

The couple still plans to eventually 
open a bed and breakfast In their 
home. Elvy says the antique store wil l 
help raise the funds to open the sec-
on(l business. 

Turning a bam Into store or a 
house Into a small hotel Is more than 
business, though. It's a Way to pre­

serve old buildings Wlilch might 
otherwise not be financially viable 
and could therefore be at risk of 
destruction.

In 
1858, Will lamAnlbler built what late 
local l11storlan Jack Hoffinan de­
scribed as the first balloon frame 
building In tills part of the country. .At 
tlie time, HollmanWrote In Northville, 
the First 100 Years, everyone pre­
dicted the hotel would collapse. In­
stead, it became the headquarters for 
the stage routes fitim Northvllle to 
Detroit . The bus iness changed 
hands several times before the Ore. 
After the disaster, the hotel owner of­
fered the remaining Wood to anyone 
who Wanted IL .And so It became a 
bam. 

The baj.n. When it Was part of the 
Meyer Berry Farai, housed an anti­
que store for about 25 years. Elvy 
said. That closed about six to seven 
years ago. Both Elvy and her hus­
band have experience in the retail 
field; she Worked at the former 
Grandma Betty's Sweet Treats In 
Northvllle. 

They've also accumulated a m11n-
ber of antiques for sale at the shop.

Tlie Detroit pair accused of mur­
dering Novl High schooler Rochelle 
Ebrahlml on Dec. 10 are facing Qrst 
degiee murder charges in Detroit Re­
corder's C o u r t 

Calvin Williams. 18. was arrested 
and arraigned on a first degree mur­
der charge 111 [December alleging tliat 
he Was the one who pulled the bigger 
of the borrowed gun. 

He's being held on first and second 
degree murder charges and a $2 mil ­

lion bond. Williams' trial is scheduled 
for Nov. 21. 

His accomplice. Aldo Funario Is 
facing a July 22 pre-Ulal exam lo de­
termine whether he Will stand trial 
for first degree murder and felonious 
assault with a flreana He's bielng 
held on $50,000 bond. 

Funario allegedly owned the gun 
tliat killed Ebrahlml and police con­
tend he lent It to Williams the night 
the girl was shot 

Ebralilml's body was found laying 
near railroad tracks south of Joy 
lioad near Ablngton in Detroit the 
morning after the shooting. 

The 16-year-old died of a single 
gunshot wound to the head, police 
reports iridlcate. 

Motions to reduce cliargcs hi the 
case have all failed according to court 
records. Defense attorneys had 
sought to reduce WlUlams' cliarges to 
second degree and Funario's cliarge 
to accessoty after the fact 

But the motions were overuled 
and the Intial charges are stlU 
pending. 

First degree murder carries a life 
sentence without the posslbUlty of 
patrol. Second degree murder carries 
a penalty of life imprisonment with 
possible parole. 

Detroit I^corder's Court Judge 
Cyntlila Hathaway Is presiding over 
the case. 

Cheryl Young, Ebrahlml's mother 
said she was outITlged by defense's 
motions to reduce the pair's cliarges.

today . . . and almost 40 years a^o. 

Le;.xf throuj^li the yellowed pages of 
Noui Ni-ius for the year 195C and 

the era hardly emerges as a time 
when life was just one big sock hop. 

Fronl an economic standpoint at 
least, it does seem easier. A man 
earning an income of $70 a week 
could support a wife and cliildren 
afld buy a tliree-bedroom lakeside 
home here for $7,300, at least ac­
cording lo real estate ads appearing 
In 7li£' Noui News that year. 

The Weekly, a spin-off froln Tf\e 
NorthuiUe Record began publishing 
in 1955. 

When It Was time to fiunlsh that 
new home, forget about heading to a 
nlall In Novl, then a township. I he 
nearest store might be King Furrli-
ture In Plymouth, where you could 
buy a sectional sofa In the modem or 
colonial-style for $99. If you really 
wanted to wow your kids and daz7Je 
the neighbors, an RCA color T V was a 
then-whopping S495—about the 
price of a newer used car. 

Young families were avai l ing 
tliemselves of these opportuf11Ues. 
many of them purchasing their 
houses with low-interest Veteran's 
Adnlinistration loans. In the flrst six 
years of the decade, .544 new homes 
were built In NoVl. In sudlvlslofls 
such as WllloWbrook and Comie-
mara Hills. 

County statistics show tliat from 
1950 to 1956, Novl Towilship's popu­

lation grew by 49 percent from 3,827 
to 5,700. Oak Park—with a 465 per­
cent leap In population—was the 
fastest growing Oakland cominilnlty. 

One of the biggest news stories 
here sprouted up when a "three-man 
syndicate" unveiled a scheme to 
build a $5.5 mill ion complex with a 
sliding sports dome and a harness 
racing txBck at Grarld River and Ele­
ven Mile, betweell and Meadowbrook 
and Seely roads. The developers pre­
dicted they'd hold sports events com­
parable to the Tourriament of Itoses. 

In December 1956, the Novi Town­
ship board appfwcd the rezoning 
needed for the project, which was ex­
pected to bring in SGO.OOO per year in 
projieriy taxes. At year's end, resi­
dents, led by Wlllowbrook homeow­
ners, were circulating petitions to 
force a referendum election to over­
turn tile rezorilng. The fear Was that 
the sporting set would have "bad 
moral effects" and tliat housing prop­
erty values would be eroded 1^ the 
proximity of the complex. 

Already the dally newspapers were 
speculating about the impact the 
soon-to-open, $25 million Ford Lin­
coln plant would hiive on tiny Novl. 
One of the most lInmedlate results 
was that Wixom ofUclals took the first 
steps In a successful campaign to im-
nex the factory away from Novl by 
setting in motion the process of in­
corporating as a city. 

'fhe old was malting way for 'ihe 
new. In March 1956. the general 
store at Grand River and Novl lioad. 
almost 100 years old then, was torn 
down to make room for a used car lot. 

So urban was the township be­
coming that two new services were 
announced In 1956; direct dialing for 
Novi telephone customers and a new 

rural route which would deliver the 
mall right to most homes. Previously, 
Wlllowbrook residents, for example, 
had to Il-oiTlp to Ten Mile Road to pick 
up their letters. A new post olllcewas 
ill the olTulg, too. 

Schools were becoming over­
crowded. Novl was divided Into nine 
school districts; In 1956. four com­
bined to meet the challenge of the 
baby boom—East Novl, Durfce, I>ut-
nam and Novl. 

Meanwhile, In August City of 
Noilhville voters agreed to a Novl 
land grab. Over township protests, 
some 82 ac re s of Novl were 
annexed—from Eight Mile to Elglit-
.And-A-Haif Mile f ^ d west one-
quarter mile from Center Street. 
Northville High School was to be built 
on some of this property. 

13ased on the population, federal 
regulations permitted Just one new 
bank in Novl. To beat out another 
bank. NBD swooped in on a Satiirday 
and had a new building up and open 
for business on Elevefl Mile Road by 
Monday. 

Apparently, speed demons were 
common In the l 9 SOs. Vve Noui News 
of 1956 fealilred an .-ilmosl weekly 
titallty or serious Injury a(x:ident. as 
drivers behllid the wheels of the era's 
massive auloniobiles slammed Into 
one and other. Residents were so 
concerned about tralBc that they 
campaigned î or a bUnklng red/yellow 
light' at Twelve Mile and Novi ltoad. 

Novl Public Safety Director Lee Be-
Gole advised cars to stay off the new 
1-96, then known as the Farmington-
Brighton Freeway, lontil It Was com­
pleted. In two separate accidents In 
October, eager-to-cruise drivers in­
jured themselves by entering tlie 
freeway, where they encountered 
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gaps in tlle pavement at Meadow­
brook Road. 

For Uiose who walited to really hit 
the road, the State of Florida was re­
porting a ten percent Increase In 
tourism—at least "several score" of 
them fhsm Novl and Northville, The 
Noui News estimated. Newlyweds 
were sUll heading to Niagara Falls, 
a c c o r d i n g t o t h e b r i d a l 
announcements. 

1956 was an election year. Dwight 
Elsenhower was running for presi­
dent, G. Mennen Williams for gover­
nor and Albert Cobo for mriyor of De­
troit. In NoW. 87 percent of the voters 
were registered with the GOP. evefl 
tllough a diapter of the Democratic 
Party had just Incorporated here. 

Local leaders Included Tov/nship 
Supervisor F^-azer Stamen and Leo 
Harrawood. president of Ule Novl 
Board of Commerce. 

You could have a good time in 
Novi—Saturday night square dances 
were popular and the Novl Inn 
boasted a cocktail lounge, to say no­
thing of the attracUons of the W£illed 
Lake Casino and amusement park 
However, movie fans generally had to 
travel to Plymouth or Farmington. 
That year, the offerings at Plymouth's 
Penn Theater included Cenllemen 
Marry Brunettes with Jane Russell 
and High Society s tarr ing Bing 

Crosby, Frank Sinatra and Grace 
Kelly. 

'rills Was an era when most as­
sumed tliat men wore the pants— 
Which could be purchased locally 
with a self-belt for S9.95 a pair—and 
that nature made It that way. A pro­
fessor at M S U found that research 
proved Lliat "prolonged monotonous 
work —and washing the dishes 
would seem to Gt that categoly—is 
done better by women tlien It Is by 
men." Vw Novi News trumpeted. To 
ease that monotony somewhat, 
newspaper advertisements urged: 
"It's time to biiy an ele<;trlc clothes 
dryer." 

Novl girls didn't challenge tills 
much, at least according to SOTen.d 
dozen NortliVllle High School Class of 
1956 females interviewed. Al l shared 
the same career goal: to marry and 
raise a fajnlly. Ihe most adventurous 
coed hoped to retire into marriage fol­
lowing a succes s fu l s t in t on 
Broadway. 

The bays of the 91 -member Class 
of 1956 were generally aiming for c.t-
reers In business or as engineers, 
while many said tliey hoped to own a 
gas station. 

Tliese apparently staid youngsters 
were In step with national trends re­
ported in Vie Novi News. Polls 
showed that only 30 percent of the 

men and 16 percent of Uie women 
wei-e iIlterested in looking at pictures 
of pin-up girls. A calendar conlpany 
reported that their calend.irs featur­
ing Ilude females wel-e no longer "the 
fashion;" beiter-selllng calendars 
featuj-c<l public seiVice. human in­
terest and lellgious Uienies. 

77u? JVot;i News jumped into the 
tray, noting that Hie paper's sports-
writers still found shots of girls in 
baUilng suits newsworthy. .As a con­
cession to fem;ile readers, the paper 
ran a shot of a scantily-clad ifiale 
lllcguard. 

/•lS always. Novi residents were 
charitable. Ixx;al nlo'Jlers joined in 
the .M.'ux'h of Dime's 'Polio isn't licked 
yet" campaign. Just the year before, 
the disease had reached epidemic 
levels In Massiichusselts. The Ko­
rean War, over 111 1953, left many or­
phans. The local chapter of Blue Star 
Mothers helped out by "adopUng" a 
Korean child and sent money and 
presents overseas. 

l \vo tornados touched dov,Tl in 
Novi in 1956. Iil May, a twister took 
Uie roof off of a home on E:ast Lake 
Drive home. In August, the second 
fuiuiel cloud swcxiped over Nine Mile 
Itoad at Gaifleld and Napier roads, 
causing $8,000 woI-th of damage to a 
fanner's crops.

Mich igan publ ic schools are 
undergoing "a quiet but Irreversible 
intellectual i-evolution" ln their curri­
culum, according to a State Board of 
EducaUon document. 

But the fight may get noisy when 
the report, called "Core Curriculum 
Content Standards." Is submitted to 
public hearings late this sumnier. 

"It's nlagnillcent work. It exceeds 
that done In every other state In the 
naUon." said Dr. Robert E. Schiller, a 
centrist Who Is state superintendent 
of public li1strucllon. Most board 
members agreed. 

Two of the eight, however, say 
they're bothered by some departures 
from tradition. "Too much touchy-
feely stuff." said board menlber Mari­
lyn Lundy. R-Detrolt, an advocate of 
I.atin and parsing of sentences. 

Under one of the Proposal A laws 
passed last Christmas Eve by the Le­
gislature, the State Board is to up-

date its core cunrlculum standards In 
reading, math, science, and such so­
cial sciences as lilstofy. geography, 
economics, American government 
and writing. 

Thursday the board "accepted" the 
report. Written by consultants and 
urllversity professors. In August It's 
due to vote and send It out for yet-to-
be-scheduled public hearings. 

"1 thought there might be room j'or 
deviltry in the economics area." said 
menlber Gary L . Wol f ram. R-
HlUsdale. a l ibertarian market-
economics guru for the Engler admi­
nistration. Instead he was highly 
pleased. 

But Wolfram raised an eyebrow at 
the reading standards. There is no 
mention of the classics—what T.S. 
Eliot called the eternal . . . There's 
nothing about spelling. There's no­
thing about grammar. You might ex­
pect to see something about dia­
gramming sentences. 

"Look at standard 7: 'explore. 
Identify and use tliemes.' What the 
heck does that mean? 'Look at the 

second standard—Know language 
patterns In the mall. ' " 

Inferring to student essays. Wol­
fram, a Hillsdale College professor, 
said. "Ifa word Is misspelled In evely 
sentence. It disturbs the reader's 
train of thought" 

"1 think understanding Is more Im­
portant tlian diagramming a sen­
tence," replied board co-president 
A n n e t t a M i l l e r , D - H u n t l n g t o n 
Woods. ' I 'm concerned you're push­
ing us back to the 19th Centuiy In­
stead of fonvard to the 21st" 

Referring to s tor ies by her 
elementary-grade grandchildren. 
Miller said, "Clii ldren should be en­
couraged to write everytlilng so they 
Will feel comfortable with the lan­
guage. They wil l learn, as they go 
along, to spell the words they're now 
sounding out. 1 don't want them to be 
inhibited." 

Board treasurer Dorothy Beard-
more, R-Rochester. praised the re­
port but feared it failed to address two 
problems she encounters In letters to 
newspapers and talk radio: (1) 
' m e r e are the basics—reading, writ­

ing. addlUon, subtraction? They're 
not here In words ofone syllable." (2) 
"My gllled child Is twiddling Ills 
thumbs while the rest are being 
brought up to speed." 

Lundy. the board traditionalist 
said, "The feeling 1 get is that we're 
more interested in gettingyoungsters 
to have opinions than in grounding 
them In tools . . .

There is ellough capacity in Novi 
nigll School and four elementary 
buildings to accornmodate student 
eru-ollment up to 1999. In fact, this 
year's additions at the high school 
will keep overcrowding at l)ay until 
well beyond 1999. 

That, however, is not the case at 
ihe district's middle s(:hool complex-

Current and projected enrollmelit 
figures released Monday Indicate 
Novi Meadows and Novl Middle 
Schools will reach their coillbined 
1,400 studeilt capacity by the 
1994-95 school year. 

James Koster, Novl Schools' assis­
tant superintendent of operations, 
released the figures as part of District 
Facilities Conmlittee preliminary re­
port of future facilities use. 

The conljnittee has been meeting 
under Roster's auspices since Febru­
ary. Members have met about a do­
zen times to review statistical li1for-
mation provided by the school dis­
trict, the City of Novl ;uld MicliigiuI 
Stale University. 

City zoning nlaps, current arid fu­
ture residential developments, and 
neighborhood compar i sons a l l 

served to guide coillmitttt; nlemljers 
in their deliberations to detennlne fu­
ture facility use. 

Vacant land in the City of Novi was 
not factored Into the committee's 
e(iuatioIis, Koster said. 

Present aIld projected student en­
rollments were averaged with statis­
tics from MSU to deteni;lne the most 
likely future student headcounts. 

According to Koster, the commit­
tee averaged their souices to keepes-
tilllates consdvative. 

"It's not too high and it's not too 
low," Koster said about the cofiunit-
tee's best guess e n r o l l m e n t 
projcctiolis. 

Koster saiA he encouraged the 
cxlmmlttee to keep estimates conser­
vative to avoid ovei'bullding. 

"We didn't want to Ix." like other 
school districts that have built 
schools to house some students for 
awliile and then they close them 
dowll," he s.ild. "Tills district has 
never overbuilt. We've always just 
kept ahead of the projections." 

Colllmittee nleinl)ers believe en­
rollment projections l io l l l icseiuch-
ers at M S U were too higll to bily Illto, 
Koster said, lilstead, the conmlittee 
opted lo average all of the projections 
with the MSU il.nla. 

"We didn't take tile nunlbers and 
nlassage them to cause a building to 
be built," he said. "Nor did We take the 
nunlbers and massage them to cause 
one not to be bui l t" 

After averaging the sums, the com­
mittee has determined that elemen­
tary enrollments Won't be at the 
2,100 student capacity for at least 
another live years. Capacity at the 
high school remains safe well beyond 
1999 thailks to the additions put on 
the building last year. 

Fifth-, sixth-, seventh- and eighth 
grade enrollments at Novl Meadows 
and Novi Middle schools will cross ca­
pacity lines in 1994-9.5. Enrolhnent 
at the two schools this year fell Just 
shy of the 1,400 student capacity. 

And with at least 181 anUclpwted 
new students coming into the district 
next year. condiUons could Worsen. 

Teachers who Work In Die middle 
school buUdlIlgs aild parents wilh 
children who are enrolled tlIere de­
scribe it as a "crisis situation." 

Because of Ule overcrowdlIig con-
ditiolls at the two middle schools, 
commlltcc melllbcrs have dcter-
nllncd there is a tleed to cither build a 
new elenlentary, middle school or 
both. Cllangilig g/ade configurations 
might alleviate some of tile slralil . 

O b i t u a r i e s 

But those at Monday's hearing 
seemed opixiscd to moving fourth-
graders out of a K-4 building and into 
a foilrUl and llflh grade facility. 

Either Way coiisUuctlon of a new 
school appears to be Inevitable. 

Monday night committee mem­
bers got a luke Warm recepUon to the 
three building options tlley hung out 
for public scmtiny. 

Few present at the flIst of two 
public hearings seemed overwhelm­
ingly colrunltled to any of the prop­
osed plans, 'nle only one that seemed 
most favorable was the opUon to 
build a new K-4 elementaiy and a 
new middle school. 

Construction of two new schools 
would be a cosily ejqsense to compen­
sate for the currellt conditions at the 
middle schools, said newly-elected 
Board of Eflucation J^esident Craig 
Foreback. 

But Koster said Uiere were few 
viable altenlaUves to building be­
cause few of the dlstilct's current fa­
cilities have enough land on site to 
add sp.nce to.

Hughes says the Novl promendade 
will be the largest one built since 
1826. when the Jefferson-designed 
University of Vtrgirila Was under con­
struction. The locaJ walkway, which 
will be lined with homes, will l;e four 
football fields long and one foottiall 
field wide. That's about as long as 
Twelve Oaks Mall fronl Penny's to 
Sears, Gibbs explained. 

"We feel this will be one of the most 
slgfliflcant public spaces built In the 
U.S. In a long Ume and It wil l be a real 
hallmark of the colnmurlity." he 
added. 

Glbbs says he also researched old

Front yards Will be surrounded tiy 
picket fences or hedges and sidew­
alks wi l l criss-cross the enUre 
community.

alld Moiseev/Gordon Associates of 
Itoyal Oak. 

Huglilan alms to buUd several 
public buildings in The Vistas. In­
cluding a meeting house. The old 
No\1 Methodist Church could be 
nloved to Lhe site, which will be pep­
pered with nine parks for residents 
only. If the Ann is unable to acquire 
the now-eild-mgered historic church. 

they p b n to reproduce it with a new 
church at Ihe southwest comer of 
Grand fiiver and NoVi Road. 

To enhance that ye olde village 
look, the deVelopei^ are contempbt-
Ing a traditional cemetefy wi th 
Vintage-looking tombstones. No need 
to fear ghosts here. Glbbs says that If 
It Is deemed ImpracUcal to operate an 
actual burial ground a l The Vistas, a 
mock cemetery park patterned after 
the old Novl Ftoad graveyard wl11 be 
created.

ration, which is builfling The Vistas 
ol' Novi, says It would like to add the 
church to its neotraditiorlal com­
munity planned for 300 acres at Navi 
and Thirteen Mile roads. 

The hlltch is getting It there, I ^ -
ser\'ation Novl has in liand a $50,000 
check from the Fretter Company to 
help save the church and has asked 
Detroit Edison about the feasibility of 
movlnfi the building north of the free­
way and under lllgh-tenslon electri­

cal lines. Mutch says. So far. luilsoIl 
has given the group a Ihumbs-up 
over the phone, but Mutch Klys she 
isn't getting her hopes up until tlle 
utility's crew have actually (.valuateii 
the area. 

rYeservatlon Novl won two mom-
toriums from the Novi City Council to 
delay Ule church's destnicUon. be­
cause the building is being eye<l as a 
possible local tiistolic site. Out the 
last moratorium has long cq l i r cd . 

When the demolition perllllt was 
requested early this moillh. Mutch 
.said the Novl buUdllii ' deDartnletlt 
cued in the city's planillng depall-

mcnt. A (;all tlien went in to lYeserva-
Uon Novl. Tlie contractor has the per­
mit but agreed to hold off. Mutch 
added, while the preservaUonists 
hustle to silove the church. 

"In a couple of weeks We will know 
If ifij possible to do. There are a lot of 
(juestlons that ilcxd to be answered. 
The big Ojuestlon is, can it really lie 
done," she added. 

•^lie whole thing could come to a 
dcad-eild real quick if Detroit Edison 
silys you c in ' t get by those high ten­
sion wires." 

A site plan for a store on the 
church's current site is expected to 

cxlme Into the city in Septemtier. The 
tenant wants In by February, Mutch 
added. 

Mutch has a $5,000 quote for the 
task of moving the electrical Wires as 
the church passes underneath. The 
actual trarlsporting of the church It­
self Is estimated to cost between 
$25,000 and $45,000. 

If it all Worlts out. it 'll be a coup for 
l^eservation Novl, which ainls in the 

future to save other eildangerea 
buildings besides the church.

A massive smashup With 
many casualUes. 

Dozens or hundrefls of boats wil l fit onto a 
lake When the boats are propelled by oars and 
paddles. But let a few guys roar around in 
l 00-hp craft, throw In a fewjet-skls buzzing the 
swimming areas and mucking up the fish 
spawning grounds, and you have a "crowd." 

The lalcefroiit owners' solution Is to exclude 
all boats except Uieirs—and of course tllelr 
brothers' and cousins' and bosses' which are 
docked at their lots. 

Well, Dunasklas, Honlgman and DIngell now 
know better. Replying to Honlgnlan's quesUon, 
a D N R oniclal said townships can: 
• Impase speed limits. 
B Set shared-time rules—e.g., allow water ski­
ing from 11 a.m. to 6 p .m. 
• Establish "no Wake" zones—to control ero­
sion, allow anglers to fish and let idds swim In 
peace. 

The harsh tn i th is thai most townships lack 
the gunlpUon to use those tools. E>en where 
there aren't D N R access sites for the gii ibby 
public, townships won't use Uiose tools. 

We are Witnessing a massive, statewide fiil-
lure of local govcninlent—1nainly at the town­
ship level-

Instead, they aUeinpt the ridiculous: pass 
zoning ordinances prohlblUng public launches 

i n "residenUal" areas, then declare the D N R Is 
violating their ordinance. 

In reality, a townslilp ls a creature of Ule 
state. It can't exclude Its parent, any more than 
a bratty 5-year-old can evict mom a n d dad. 

A n d When greedy riparian (lalcefront and 
riverfront) owners next to road ends use wood 
piles to Illegally block these entrances from 
their back-lot nelghlx)rs, where are the town­
ship supervl.'Jors? 

Honlgman once wrote a scholarly essay ab­
out such local governmental acUons that he 
should re-read. 

In actuality, the D N R is far from converting 
every inland lake lnto a Dodge-*em ride. In five 
years, Ule D N R has purchased Just 15 s i t e s -
three ayear. Instead of halt ing acqulslUons, the 
D N R should spread the load by acquiring ac­
cess to every lake over a certain size. 

As 1 said at the outset. Dunasklss and Honlg­
man know the only Workable soluUon to 
"croWdirlg": a state law l imi t ing inland lake boat 
speeds to What Is necessary for water skiing, 
and llmlUng water ski ing to certain hours ofthe 
day.

"We're Ulce a Supreme C o i u l , " Is 
the way Donald Miner described the 
Novl Hazardous Chemicals Appeal 
Board, on which he, three other men, 
and a wornan are i11emberS~each 
knowledgeable on the subject of 
che1111cals. 

In 1988 the Novl City Council 
passed the Hazardous Chemicals Or­
dinance to regulate the use, storage, 
disposal of hazardous and toxic 
chemicals within the city limits. 

The fire chief and his department 
were given authority to Inspect the 
construction of new businesses go­
ing up to deterr111ne Whether safety 
rules and regulations regarding 
chemicals were being obeyed. If they 
Weren't the Fire Department sug­
gested ways to correct the situation. 

The builder, however, didn't al­
ways agree. He could say the cha11ges 
would be too costfy, even u11neces-
saiy. So he could make an applica­
tion to the Hazardous Chemicals Ap­

peal Board, Which the city council 
had set up. 

As a member. Miner said, he has 
gone to a site two or three times "to 
see first hand" what the problem was 
about 

Having been wi th a chemical com­
pany for 30 years—Gage Products 
Co. In Femdale—he is knowledge­
able on the subject of chemical sol­
vents, and In retirement he's still 
much Interested In IL 

"We don't Want to chase business 
away. We tiy to work with the builder, 
be reasonajble." he said. 

And , he added T h e board can 
overrule the Fire Department," but 
"we usually agree because the Fire 
Department has a good program and 
the chief does an excellent Job." 

In fact the Fire Department In­
spects new construction so well that. 
Miner said, the Appeal Board is al­
most "out of business." Maribers 
meet only as needed, and If that Is too 
rarely. Miner said, "we meet Just to 
see eveiylwdy is st i l l live."

Learrllng to play golf is certainly a 
painstaking task, but It's even more 
dlfllcuit if the new llnkster Is trying to 
get adapted to tire gajne on a full-
length course. 

There are only a few short or ex­
ecutive golf courses In the area but 
one of the premier par 3 courses ls 
jList a short one wood drive away In 
l'lymouth. 

The Oasis Golf Club is located at 
39500 Five Mile Road near Haggerty 
Road and the course provides a defi­
nite challenge for the beginner. It's 
also an Ideal place for polished gol­
fers to refine their skills and practice 
some of the finer points of tlie game. 

The 2.265-yard par 3 course i s 
Well-maintained ar1(l the unique fea­
tures and hazards of tlie llriks rnake it 
an enjoyable experience to play. 
Owner of Oasis, Brian Ashley, said 
the superior quality of the greens is 
the main attraction of the course. 

"There aren't too many par 3 
courses around anymore." said Ash­
ley. T l i l s course has a real feel for top 
quality greens. These are as good a 
greens as you'll find for 50 miles ar­
ound at any course." 

Ashlesy purchased Oasis In 1992 
and there have been some major 
chariges made at the facility since 
tliat tirne. A top level driving range Is 
still a big draW at the site and there is 
a golf dome set up at Oasis In the 
Winter montlis. Tl ic practice green 
lias doubled in size since Ashley took 
over the operation and now target 
greens Were also added tlils year. 

The entire "clubhouse" area of the 

facility Was recently renovated and 
the pro shop acces.sories Were done 
away With as part of the clianges. 'II 
was Just too hard to compete with 
other large companies i n the area," 
said Mike Asliley, one of the course 
managers. 

There Is also a putt-putt course on 
site, as Well as baseball batting cages. 
A l l new ljatUrig machines Were pur-
cliased and installed Ilils year, 

l h c golf course itself, however, is 
still the main attraction at Oasis, 
Brian Ashley said that the l inks defi­
nitely have their niche. T h e course is 
very challengl11g for the experienced 
player but it's still basically a begin­
ners and short garnc course," he said. 

One local golfer agreed with Ashley 
as he got set to tee-off on the first hole 
at Oasis. "It's fun to play here be­
cause there's a good chance for a 
hole-ln-one." said 15-ycar-old J o n 
itobylarek ofNovl. "Ifs also a real nice 
course to practice your short game." 

Most of tlie holes at Oasis are be­
tween 100-140 yards with the excep­
tion of the ninth hole tliat carries a 
lengih of 185 yards. For much of tlie 
course, most avid golfers will consis­
tently use a seven, eight or nine iron. 
Pllclilng and sand wedges Will also 
come In handy on some of the course 
ha2ards. 

On the front nine, the 145 yard 
tlilrd hole presents a bit of a chal­
lenge. The surface dips alxiut 15 feet 
In front of the tee and a ditch rurming 
along the right side of the fairway 
could pose some problems. There's a 
fence Just i n tiack of the hole and a 
long tee shot could Wind up on Hag­
gerty Road ff the golfer isn't careful. 

No. 4 provides a veiy picturesque 

backdrop. With a fence and the road 
imrncdiaLely to tlie left of the tee, a 
classic red b a m sits In the back-
1-oiind. The green on the hole plays a 
little rough as putt marks show 
where the cup was moved reccnlly. 
No. 8 Is one of the shorter holes at the 
course at 105 yards, but it still pro­
vides a diallenge. 

The tee slls right In back ofa pond 
and a big hill Is positioned to the right 
of the green. This liole also features a 
bigger green that undulates around 
the edges. 

The longest hole (185 yards) is at 
No. 9 With another pond to tlic right 
of the tee and a hi l l to the left of the 
hole, a straight approach is the best 
option. 

On the back nine, the 135 yard 
17th hole provides the toughest test 
There's an odd tee angle on the hole 
and the cup is positioned to the right 
side Where several hazards are sdso 
lying In Walt A short tee shot and a 
cautious approach arc the easiest 
Ways to tackle tlie hole.

(he culprit—sunlight or more specifically, invisi­
ble ultraviolet (UV) radiaUon. We divide U V into 
tliree groups: 
1. UV-C-- the shortest wavelength generally ab­
sorbed by the ozone 
2. UV-B—causes sunburn and damage to the 
front half of your eyes 
3. UV-A-c loses t to visible Violet-colored light and 
the most important to protect your eyes from 

Foryears We suspected that too much UVrad ia -
tlon harmed the qres. Research now confirms Uiat 
dt least tliree for11is of eye disease are related to 
lifelong ejqposure. The more Ume you spend i n the 
sun, especially on snow or water, the lilgher your 
risks. 

F i r s t cancer of the eyelids and skin around the 
eyes is one possibUity. In addiUon. benign growths 
on die wliltes ofadults ' eyes are observed more of­
ten in farmers and people Who spend increased 
time outdoors. 

Second, the lens located behind Uie pupi l helps 
absorb UV-B l ight but In doing so is subjct to pre-

mature cataract fonnaUon. The cornea, the clear 
front dome of the eye. also absorbs some UV-B 
light and can be subject to the equivalent ofa sun-
b u m fitim exU-eme condlUoi1s l ike sunlamps.

Our third and final concem, Uie retina. Is the 
most Important. Since UV-A light is not blocked by 
Uie ozone, the cornea or lens of the eye. It reaches 
the reUna, Uie delicate nerve Ussue, tliat lines Uic 
back of the eye. The reUna is l ike Uie film In a cam­
era and Is What allows us to see. It is believed tliat 
cumulaUve, life-long exposure to UV-A contri­
butes to reUnal breakdown known as macular de-
generaUon, a cofn1iion cause of blindness In older 
adults. 

Now for the good news. Wearing prescrlpUon 
plasUc lenses protects you irom nearly all the 
U V - B rays. Ifyou Wear a visor or wide-brinimed 
l i a t you cut down the overall U V exposure by 50 
percent as well. 

Our last and most crucial concem Is shielding 
the eye from UV-A rays. This can he done WIU1 a 
nearfy colorless coating on eyeglasses tliat blacks 
95 percent to 100 percent ofUV-A l ight The cost of 
tlils coating Is aroimd $20. Your family's clear 

glasses and sunglasses should liave Uils U V 
coating. 

The consumer cliallengecomes wlUi labeling on 
nonprescripUon sunglasses. You'll find stmwear 
labeled " U V 400." "UV protecUon." or not labeled 
at all . You want to be sure your sunglasses are 
protecting you fixim 95 percent to 100 percent of 
U V - A and B l igh t 

Recent findings show Uiat dark sunglasses 
WiUiout full U V protecUon allow Uie pupil to dilate 
and let more U V light Into the eye Uian wearing no-
Uilng at alll These lenses are literally doing more 
damage Uian good.

iluous activity. 
: Several years ago. sclentlsts at U C L A M e d i ­
cal Center demonstrated that warmup exercise 
may also be beneflclal to the heart—possibly 
p r e v e n t i n g s e r i o u s c a r d i o v a s c u l a r 
CompUcaUons. 

Researchers studied young and middle-aged 
men. None showed any signs of symptoms of 
heart disease as Judged 1^ a n electrocardio­
graphic {ECO exercise stress tes t Fol lowing 
this evaluaUon. each subject underwent two 
separate bouts of strenuous exercise, one w i t h 
and one without prior warmup. 

Wi th no warmup, they were subjected to a 
sudden Intense period of n i n n l n g on a tread-

ml lL More than twothfrds showed abnormal 
E G G changes, suggesting Inadequate blood 
flow to the heart muscle. 

B u t when a warmup period o f easyjogglng In 
place preceded the strenuous exercise, the ab­
normal E C O changes were often eliminated o r 
reduced In severity. 

Results of the stucly suggest that sudden 
strenuous exerUon may place demands on the 
heart Uiat cannot be matched Immediately by 
Its clrciUaUon. Without a gradual warmup. the 
heart may not get e n o u ^ ojcygen. Tlie result 
m a y be a potenUally dangerous E G G pattern, 
called ST-segment depression, heart i h y U l m 
dlstuibances. or both. 

These findings m a y ejcplaln w h y sudden 
death or heart attack sometimes occurs dur ing 
abrupt strenuous efforts—for example, m n -
n lng to catch a bus. It appears the bcidy takes 
time to make some of Its complex physiological 
adjustments, and one such example l s the In­
crease of blood to the heart muscle .

coIors on 
tap for 
fireworks

If you enjoyed last year's flreworlts 
at the Michigan '50s FesUval, this 
year's explosives are bound to make 
your eyes sparkle. 

O n Saturday. July 30, It'll be more 
of the same—but with two new. Im­
proved colors. ITle finale will still fea­
ture a barrage of whiter whites, but 
the brighter brlghts. according to pyr-
otechnlclan Chuck Tenge, will defi­
nitely bring out the ooohs and aahs. 

"It's aqua metallic. Just incredible. 
Damn, it's beautiful. A nd wild can­
ary. A vivid lime yellow. .All the colors 
are magnesium. You aren't going to a 
show where you see red, green, red. 
green," Tenge said. 

As In the three previous Michigan 
'50s Festivals, TWelve Oaks has con­
tracted with Sunset Fireworks Lim­
ited, a St. LOuis, Missouri firm, to do 
the Job. The firm also puts on fire­
works shows for Disney World, the 
M G M Theme Park and the Sbc Flags 
amusement parks. 

"We haven't discussed lt yet but 
they always do something really diffe­
rent. We really try to make each year 
sjiecial." TWelve Oaks Marketing Di­
rector Elaine Kah said. 

T h e y shoot them off by hand 
rather than by computers. The shells 
are huge. We order the big ones." 

The magnesium shells b u m at a 
high temperature to create the bril­
liant shades. This type of firework is 
typically used in Europe. Sunset is 
one only three U.S. firms to use mag­
nesium shells, said Tenge. a self-
educated pyrcjtechnician who's been 
in the field 27 years. 

A n d you can find the "Made in tile 
USA" label on almost every shell. 

"It's expensive as hell, but the col­
ors are mad," he said. 

"The red is Just like blood. ITle 
white is blinding." 

The finale features 60 shells with 
500 reports. 

"It'sjust like a lightening storm. All 
you see are blindiiig lights. When the 
people like it, 1 don't change it," Tenge 
added. 

"It's a hell of a show." 
The 10 p.m. event is held on the 

southeast side of the mall's parking 
lot, near Lord & Taylor. There's a 
grassy section for those who want to 
spread blankets or lawn chairs and 
an area which is accessible to the 
handicapped.

As the Ilfillts began to dim in tlie ra­
dio studios, tlle curtain wasgoin|< up 
in the television studios. 

"In tlle late 19̂ 108 and early '50s, 
television almost killed radio," said 
MelWasserman. adjunct professor at 
Schoolcraft College. T o o many peo­
ple thought television was a fad." 
Television was given till l956 when 
the fad was expected to bum out. 

But television began to move into 
the forefront. There were Just over 3 
million television sets in use, com­
pared to 50 million radio sets. The au -
dience was spending equal time wilh 
the radio as the television. By 1955, 
3 l million homes had televisions. The 
pendelum swung ln favor oftelevlsion 
by 1960. with individuals viewing five 
hours of television a day compared to 
only two hours of listening to the ra­
dio, Tlle number of radio sets was not 
declining but slowly moving out ofthe 
living rooms and into the bedrooms, 
kitchens and workshops of America. 

In 1950, radio olTered a tremend­
ous selection of programs from com­
edy to drama, from music lo news, 
and conlempxlrary discussions. Tele­
vision was using the same format 
that had proved successful for radio 
for years, but with the integration of 
sight, sound, motion and Immediacy, 
television had a decided advantage 
over radio. 

Sponsors t)egan pulllng out of ra­
dio and shows were cancelled. 

Many actors were able to nlake the 
transition to the new medium in 
those early years. The move from ra­
dio to television could be compared to 
the move from silent movies to the 
talkies, and there were those that 
could not make the switch. 

There were actors that made it to 
television, and actors that didn't. Lou 
Costello, George Bums , Jack Webb. 
Sid Ceasar, lmcgene Coca, Red Skel-
ton, Milton Berle, Arthur Godfrey, 
J immy Durante, Bob llope, Bing 
Crosljy, Jack Bermy, Geoi^e B u m s . 
Dinah Shore are some that Were able 
to adapt from radio to the new me­
dium. Some had regular shows and 
others appeared frequently. 

There were comeffy shows, name 
shows, and quiz shows. Some of the 
most popular were Texas Star 
Theatrewlth Milton Berle. Toastofthe 
Town with E d Sullivan, What's My 
Line, The Jackie Gleason Slvow. Your 
Show oJSliows, Howdy Doody, The 
Mickey Mouse Club, iMssie, Ted 
Mack's Amateur Hour and Walt Dis­
ney Presents. E d Murrow had the first 
interview and commentary prc^ram. 
There were wrestllrlg matches and 
roller-slcating derbies. 

There were radio shows that 
adapted to television. Amos 'n' Andy

moved to television in 1951 from ra­
dio where it had t)een a successful 
show since 1928. However, with the 
growing anger over black stereotyp­
ing, the show was oCfthe air by 1966. 

.Another popular radio show, 
Gunsmoke, moved to television in 
1955, triggering more than 30 west-
e m spinoffs by 1959. 

"Programming runs in cycles," 
said Wasserman. There have been 
doctor shows, lawyer shows, and cop 
shows. 

Jack Webb had been playing pri­
vate detectives on the radio and when 
he moved to television, he developed 
Sgt. Joe Friday and lyragneL 

"Television eats up material ra­
pidly," said Wasserman. Theater 
programs ran through the existing 
plays and short stories in no time and 
had to turn to script writers. 

The successful Dragnet program 
used case histories from the Los 

Angeles police illes from which to 
write scripts. Webb had once been 
quoted as saying "there never will be 
anything in Dragnet I wouldn't want 
my own kids to see." 

Television is the most IrlfluenUal 
medium we have with yoimgsters to­
day." Wasserman said Of the need lo 
morlitor what programs are viewed. 

"Milton Berie had the first success­
ful show," said WasseiTnan ofthe for­
mer vaudeville peformer. "Shops 
would close so people could watch his 
show." Then / Love Lucy came along 
in 195 l and topped all other prog­
rams in the ratings. Including Berle's. 

Another popular show Was The 
$64,000 Question. A show whose 
phenomenal rise was unpredicted. 
People would stay home to follow a 
contestant's p r o ^ s s . 

"There was the impact of television 
to malce heroes out of individuals that 
radio could not do," Wasserman said. 

"There is a psychological Impact of 
having it (the individual) in your owm 
home." 

Some of the veiy successful prog­
rams such as I Love Lucy, which ran 
weekly for 23 years; The Guiding 
Light, which has been on for more 
than 40 years. Captain Itangaroo 
which began ln 1955, all have the 
basic premise—the actors must con­
vince the audience to empathize with 
and care about the characters they 
are portraying. There must t>e a sense 
Of family and the characters must 
have habits, foibles and responses to 
similar situations we lmow, just as 
we lmiow those of our own friends and 
family. Characters do not deviate 
from their habits, vlnlike real people. 

"On the local channels In Detroit, 
there was Lady of Cfiarm, a cooldng 
program: George Perrot; Soupy Sales; 
and Johnny Ginger," Wasserman 
said.

"lfyou worked yourself up to going 
steady with someone. It was a big 
Comrnltment," said I^thy Crawford, 
special recreation coordinator for the 
Novl Paries and l^reat lon . "lt would 
be lllce hctng engaged now." 

DATING 
Today, dating principles remain 

the same, Crawford said. Teenagers 
Just aren't hangirlg out at sock hops 
and soda shops anymore. 

"We grew up in Novl," sald Craw­
ford, who dated her now husband 
Hugh during the l950s. "Dating in 
Novl was pretty uneventful." 

Crawford did recall the square 
dances that were held at old Retlec-
cah Hal l located where the Novi Town 
Center is now located. 

T h e y had a square dance there ev­
ery weelc," she sald. "When you 
turned 15 or 16 lt was a big thing to 
get to go to thedances." 

Teenagers Ofthe "SOs wOilld also go 
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on dates to Walled l.ake Amusement 
Park Or meet other teens through 
church youth groups. 

"Rollerskatlng was something a lot 
of people did when they went on 
dates." Crawford said. "It seemed like 
everything evolved around school or 
the church." 

Of course, like today, there's al­
ways the old standby for a d a t e -
going to a movie. 

l n the l950s, the only theaters ar­
ound were the Civic in Farmington 
and the? & A (now the Marquis) The­
ater ln Northville. 

Or, teens would hop Into their hot 
rods and cruise the Bel-Nor Drlve-ln 
theater, once located at Seven Mile 
and Northville roads In NorthvlUe, or 
the A & W in Farmington Hills. 

Dating was more monogamous 
back in the times of James Dean and 
l^cky Nelson, lfyou had a Ixiyfrlend, 
you usually stuck wlth hlm for a 
whUe, according to Crawford. 

"People who jumped around from 
boyfriend to lx)yfriend or glrlfrlend to 
glrllrlend got a bad reputatlon," she 
sald. 

WHAT THEY WERE WEARING 
Pink was the ln color—not for girls, 

but for guys--ln the 50s. Pink shlrts 
and plnk striped and pollca-dotted 

ties were the rage. 
The "greasers" didn't think plnlc, 

however, and sported T-sh ir t s , 
leather jackets and jeans. 

For the boys, it was "in" to wear de-
nlmjeans with roDed up cuffs, slaclts 
with buckles in the back, V-neck 
sweaters and button-down striped 
shirts, lvoafers completed the look 

The girls experimented with their 
feminine and tom-t)oy sides during 
the fashion era of the '50s, dressing 
up ln full dresses wlth crinoline and 
dresslng down to rolled up denim 
Jeans topped with a man's shirt. Of 
course, there was the ever popular 
pOOdle s k M and sweater style. Foot­
wear fashion included brown and 
white saddle shoes and loafers. 

H A l R T O D A Y , G O N E T O M O I ^ O W 
The fiat top, or crew cut, was one of 

the most popular hair styles for the 
boys. Greasers rebelled, however, 
growing their hair long enough to 
style it into a duclctall. Some high 
schools even banned boys from 
sporting tlie duclrtaU. 

It was pOnytails, bound with color­
ful scarves, and a hairstyle called "the 
poodle" that were the rave Of dos for 
girls ln the '50s. 

ITS HIP, MAN 
lf you were a hlp cat, yOu might 

have used the foUowlng slang: 
You're car was a set of u)heeis, lts 

tires were sJdns and the bumper was 
a nerf-bar. 

lf you told you mOm and dad yOu 
were going to the drive-in, you really 
meant to say you were heacied for the 
passion pit 

Your date's a bore, so he's a square 
or a nose-bleed. 

Girls were chicks, guys were cool 
neat or smooth. 

lfyou falced a laugh you might say 
fwdeeharhar. 

TODAY 
Crawford may be right when she 

says the principles of dating remain 
the same as when she was a teenager. 
But the rules have changed. 

"A veiy serious dating tip . . . is 
that people ought to get to know each 
other. . . before they even start dat­
ing," the Rev. Jim Russell, a singles 
pastor of Northville Presbyterian 
Church's Single Place, advlsed. "l've 
seen it in both yOunger and Older peO-
ple. they do not become friends. They 
go straight to dating to be ing 
lntlmate."

W h e r e w e r e y o u b a c k i n t h e F i f t i e s ? 

Wllcre were you; wlial were you 
doin/,'? 

It was tlle 1950s—and tllese Novl 
residents were there. Here's a few 
fond memories recently shared with 
the Novi News. 

ED KRIEWALL: Novi's City manager 
(and founder of the Michigan '50s 
Festival) grew up in Bay City, where 
he scaled the community's water 
tower to leave his high school's mark 
ln big painted letters, "Class of l 959." 

"It was kind of scary crawling up 
there. 1 think that was a tradition ev­
ery year, they didn't seem to care... 

"I was busy going to high school 
and having a good time. J was prob­
ably your average student, l played in 
the band. Tlle trumpet. I was one of 
the crew cut and Jeans Idnd of guy. 

"The big thing Ln Bay City was 
cruising the drive-in restaurants. We 
had a strip with seven or eight drive-
ins within a half mile...Tlie drive-ins 
were taken over pretty much by the 
high school and college kids. There 
were no adults on site. We'd sit In the 
car and watch everybody drive by...It 
was common for the police, the state 
police post was next to the drive-ins, 
they spent a lot of time quieting every­
body down. Suprisingly, everybody 
was well-behaved. There wasn't 
much drinking going on. I was pretty 
well-behaved, but 1 enjoyed myself. 

'1 had a '52 Mercuiy. maroon, hood 
and trunk leaded in with fenderskirts 
and spinner hubcaps. It was lowered. 
It did look good. We used to 'glass 
pack the mufflers and the police had 
a field day writing me tickets. It was a 
pretty little car. I paid $500 for It with 
money I earned myself by pumping 
gas at my father's marina." 

KEITH TAPPAN, SR: Tlle 1991 
president of the Novl Chamber of 
Commerce had a flair for organiza­
tion early on. A Detroit's Cooley High 
School Class of "56 gi^duate, Tappan 
was a charter member ofthe 'fy-l^ds, 
25 guys who liked to get together and 
cruise the avenues—wodward and 
Grand l^ver. Tlley patronized the 
drive-in restaurants like Ted's on 
Long Lake Road and the Totem Pole 
between Ten and Eleven Mile Road— 
the kind of hotspols where the car 
hops rode roller skates and the Idds 
were cool. 

Tappan favored pulled up shirt col­
lars and Levis with his Ty-Rod Jacket. 
His car of choice—a l 957 Chevy V8, 
two-door hardtop, black wltll white 
top and black and silver Interior. 

'I started driving when 1 was 15 
and I was immediately souping up 
the cars tliat were technically my 
mother's, but 1 drove them all the 
time. She didn't know I was souping 
them...l cut the colls from the front 
wheels. It was called a rake. The front 
end raked tlle street. She always 
wondered about that, why It rode so 
rough." 

"A bunch of guys got logetller and 
worked on cars and went drag racing 
and actuallyh didn't get into trouble. 
Beer was the worst thing and that 
was so rare, it was almost never seen. 
The next worst thing was We had a 
couple guys that smoked cigarettes. 
(Tappan says he didn't Indulge in 
either.)" 

"I wore my hair in a Hollywood. 
Long on the sides and back and a 
brush on the top. The front Was long. 
The guys woulcl do that swirl in the 
front. There weren't any blow dryers 
back then. Eveiybody had the slicked 

back hair look." 
"Girls were not a big thing. We had 

the cars. The cars took precedence, lf 
the girls wanted to go along, they 
could go. We had a couple of gals who 
would tag along." 

MARTY FELDMAN: The owner of 
Mary Feldman Chevrolet started in 
business at an early age. Feldman 
said he lived for baseball in the 
l950s. 

"I was cleaning the seats at Tiger 
Stadium, it used to be the Briggs 
park. That was the biggest thing in 
my life. That was the only thiilg. I 
could get in the ball park, l just had 
my palms out for m y tips as I cleaned 
the seats. Then l cleaned the seats." 

MATTHEW QUINN: A l^lamazoo 
native. Former Mayor Matt Quinn 
spend ages3 to 13 in the l950s. Inan 
era where the celebratles included 
the lilies of Mickey Mantle, Al Kaline, 
Willie Mays and Hank .Aaron, Novi's 
future mayor dedicated most of his 
free time to sports, particularly 
baseball. 

"We used to collect baseball cards. 
If my mom hadn't thrown them out, 
I'd be rich right now." 

"Davy Crockett was a hero. I can 
remember getting up early in the 
momlng—we lived upstairs above my 
grandmother, she had the first black 
and white T V in the neighborhood—I 
used to sneak down to the first thing 
in Ule morning and watch Ule test 
pattern until the T V shows came on. 
Captain Midnight. Buck Rodgers. 
Howdy Doody was one of my favo­
rites. And Kukla, FYan and Ollie. . . l 
can remember having a riding horse. 

and a cowboybhat and a pair of guns. 
Hopalorlg Cassldy, Gene Autry and 
Roy Rogers were on. A lot of TV was 
watched on Saturdays." 

MARTHA HOYER: Fonner City Coun­
cil Member Martha Hoyer, a member 
ofthe Cass Tech High School's Class 
of '56, the l950s were a time for pa-
Jama parties, bobby sox, saddle 
shoes and pony tales—when she 
wasn't setting her hair in pin curls. 

"1 never had a poodle skirt but I had 
a taffeta dress with three-Inch heals. 
You made noise when you walked be­
cause tafetta is so stiff, l must have 
had around 12 crinoline. You usually 
wore about six or seven (at a time). 
You'd starch them stiff so they stood 
alone. They were scratchy. You put a 
nice nylon slip underneath so you 
didn't feel it so badly. 

KATHY MUTCH: President of Ule 
Novi Historical Society, was b o m in 
1948. Just in Ume to spend some of 
her favorite years in the 1950s—the 
golden age of television cowboy 
shows. .As a kid In Denver, Colorado. 
Sky lCing and Davy Crockett seemed 
like the kind of folks who'd fit right in. 

"I can remember we used to have 
air raid drills, the way people have 
tomado drills now. ln some cases, 
you'd have to go under a desk or go 
out into the hallway and put your 
head between your knees. They were 
called air raid drills—eveiybody Imew 
what they were about. Itwasjustpart 
of school. We never were a farnily that 
st(x;ked food in the basement. People 
didn't really think about the effects of 
nuclear war. They had these unreal 
expectaUons that somehow it was 
survlvable." 

N o v i w a s j u s t s o m u c h f a r m l a n d b a c k t h e n

When post-war prosperity swept 
America in a wave of automobiles, 
rock 'n' roll and little pink houses, the 
Township of Novi rode the crest as 
well. 

The Novl of the early '50s was not 
much different from what It had been 
when It was founded: a crossroads on 
the way to someplace else. 

But as Progress with Uie capital "P" 
rolled across the country, it was not 
long before the apple orchards gave 
way to subdivisions. 

During the decade of the l950s, 
Novi's population nearly doubled. 
Fn)m a township of 3,500 people ln 
1950, Novi's population grew to 
6.490 in 1960. At the Ume of its incor­
poration In 1958. it was Michigan's 

largest village. 
"lt was real country then," said 

George McCollum, who grew up in 
Novi and currenUy owns Novi Drug. 

"The 'Four Comers' (as locals 
called the then-town center) was Novl 
Road and Grand l^ver." he said, and 
likened Novl of the '50s to New H u d ­
son as it stands today. 

At the intersecUon was a farm-
implement dealer wltli a large b a m 
just east on Grand I^ver, a few gas 
staUons, a confecUonaiy and Matt 
Moeren's general store. There one 
could purchase everything from 
permy candy to hOrse collars, 

"They'd show free movies at the 
b a m for the lcids," McCollum re­
called. "The parents would go across 
the street to Ben's Bar where they 
held wrestling matches right there in 

the front window, lt was pretty vwld." 
summer weekends were a busy 

time In Novl as cars rolled up and 
down Grand IRlver and Novi Road on 
their way to vacation cottages In 
Walled Lake and the Brighton area. 
Walled Lake also drew huge crowds 
for the Walled Lake Amusement Park 
with Its roller coaster and other rides. 

One could ride the lake in Chris 
Craft speedboats or snack on french 
fries dipped In vinegar. Adults flocked 
to the lakeshore for the New Casino 
dance hall, which played host to 
Glenn Miller, the Dorsey brothers -
all the big-name acts. 

"Traffic backed up Novl Road at 
Grand I^ver for a nllle-and-a-half," 
said McCollum. "People were heading 
home from Walled Lake, and every 
Sunday we'd watch 'em. Cars would 

come over the top of the hill and 
smash into Ule rear end of each 
other." 

The congesUon ended in the late 
'50s with the b u n d i n g of the 
Farmington-Brighton Expressway, 
now Jmown as 1-96. 

"Everyone thought it would kill the 
town," said McCollum. "but it just 
made it expand." 

Though subdivisions dominate the 
Novi landscape today, they were only 
Just starting to encroach on the town­
ship in the latter part of the decade. 
Wlllowbrook Estates. Oalcwcxid and 
Yerkes were among the earliest 
developments. 

Duane Bel] ran a retail sporting 
goods store at the time, and outfitted

hunters who came lo Ule area to take 
pheasants, or fishers who pulled 
suckers arld pike from area rivers. 

"It wasn't anytlling you would call 
suburban tilen," said Bell, a recently 
retired postal worker. There wei'e 
some bigger orchards around then, 
like Erwin's up there on Ten Mile." 

One thing was the same in the '50s 
as il is now, though. Lee BeGole was 
still the police chief. In fact, he was 
chief, cook and bolUe-washer for the 
one-man force, which was housed at 
a single desk in the back of the town­
ship fu-e hall, now abandoned on Novi 

Road soutll of Grand River. 
•^e had one squad car. and I 

owned il." BcGole said. T h e n lalerwe 
had a 1955 Chevy two-door, which 
the township bought." 

Oirlclally known as Novi Township 
Director of Public Safety. BeGole an­
swered the phone—NorthvUle 705 
was the number under the old 
system—and sounded the alarm for 
the all-volunteer fire force in the event 
ofa blaze. He was the township's only 
full-time employee. 

While on patrol. BeGole would 
keep an eye on several drive-ins that 
dotted Grand River. Another popular 
stop for passers-through was the di­

ner, fashioned from an old trolley car, 
wh ich used to be at the site of the cur­
rent Rosewood. 

For citizens of Novi, shopping 
needs required a trip lo one of the lar­
ger nearby towns. 

"My wife, she used to go to North­
ville or Famlington," said Bell. "There 
was no A & P or Kroger's out here 
then. Almost anything you had to 
shop for, you had lo go out of town." 

One thing that brought people Into 
town, often from as far away as De­
troit, was Jarlsen's Buttermilk The 
dairy off Gi-and River west of Haggerty 
was as much ofa draw for buUermilk 
then as Guernsey is for ice cream 
today.
