Employees of the Living Science 
Fountiatlon and volunteers are still 
hunting for Big I?ed, a Green-
wi11ged Macaw, which tfxik off Ju ly 
29 when it was supposed to be en-
tertai111ng children at the festival. 
Since then, the tropical bird has 
been heard, but not seen by its 
owners. 

It's critical that the large macaw 
be located within the next few days, 
Kathy Russell, operations 111anager 
for the Wixom-based LlVlng Science 
Foundation, said Monday. Big Red 
dines on fruit, nuts and 111onkey 
biscuits and has never lived i n the 
wild. He'll likely perish of StarvaUon 
If he isn't found soon, according to 
Russell. 

'He's never done anything like 
this before. Big Red's wings are 
clipped. Apparently, they weren't 
clipped enough," she said. 

'He's going to die i f we don't find 
him. He's going to stay way up i n the 
tjTees and there's no food there for 
him." 

Big Red Is unlikely to be able to 
find its way back to Its Wlxom 
home. Russell added. 

At 27. the macaw's way too 
young to die; members of the spe­

cies often live into thefr 80s. As of 
Wednesday, he was still missing.

Big Red was perched on Rus­
sell's arm when he suddenly took to 
the air at about 1:30 p.m. last 
Friday.

The 1994 Michigan 'SOs FesUVal Is 
a n1crc n1enK)fy for moat now. but for 
those motoflslB trapped in traillc at 
the Expo Center Friday and Saturday 
night the event Won't be soon 
forgotten. 

Novl Police Chief Douglas Shaeffer 
said traffic volume Wa.9 heavier In the 
Expo Center area than usual be­
cause of the event, but Was contained 
to the Expo Center property. 

City Manager Edward Kriewall, a 
festival director, agreed that traOlc 
could have tieen routed nwrc fsill-
ciently within the Expo parking lot. 
Changes in the way Vehicles exit and 
enter the lot arc behig plailned for 
next year. 

AddlUonal ofllcers were present at 
the center and were instmcted to 
contain motorists to Llie site, Shaeffer 
said. The move was orchestrated by 
the police departi11enl to avoki con­
gestion on the city's major arteries— 
mairily NoVl Road. 

There was definitely an Uocrcase 
In trafllc and people Uylng to get to 
the l2xpo Center and to the event." 
Shaeffer said. "But at the E^xpo Cen­
ter, the biggest problem is getti11g 
them onto the Expo Center property 
so we can alleviate congestion at the 
intersection. 

'{If the) congestion Is at the Expo 
Center property We aren't as con­
cerned as long as our major arteries 
are free and clear." he said. 

That meant lots of drivers Waited a 
while before they Were able to enter or 
exit the festival site and head home 
Friday and Saturday nlghL T i ^ c 
was reportedly grldlocked for about 
an hour Saturrlay night when motor­
ists tried to leave the center. Those 
trying to get Into the lot were denied 
access because capacity Was maxed

They were redirected to other lo­
cations on Nov! Road. 

In anticipation of the trafOc prob­
lems. Expo Center and '.509 Festlval 
staff n1et With police oClcers on 
Thursday to determine the best route 
to divert trafllc around the Expo Cen­
ter parking lot. 

So111e of the changes the group 
made helped to alleviate the bot­
tleneck that stalled trafOc Thursday, 
bu t there Was little that could be done 
to accommodate the volume that 
showed up Frtday and Saturday, the 
chief said. 

T h a t helped a great deal, but It is a 
ncW site and We had our share of 
growing pains," the chief said. 

The situation was complicated by 
the number of pedestrians tiylng to 
cross Novl Road to get to the festival. 

T h a t Was a big concern," he said. 
"We had oIBcers stationed there be­
cause We certai111y didn't Want to see 
any pedestrian injuries. We had a lot 
of people park across the road and 
Walk to the center." 

Shaeffer said the sheer number of 
motorists Was at the root of the bot­
tleneck that kept cars f)acked Into 
the center parking lot like sardines In 
a can. 

The police department anticipated 
the problem but had to call in addi­
tional ofllcers to control crowds and 
trafllc. 

"Ihere were a lot of officers on duty 
and We called i n extras on Saturday 
because of the Voli1me," he said. 

And because the fesUVal Was 
spread out between two sites, police 
patrol Was dlfllcult and demanding. 

Shaeffer said there Were no major 
accidents or incidents at the site that 
Woi11d have caused the back-ups. In 
fact, he said the crowd Was Well-
behaved at most of the festlval fcsUvl-
lies Including the cruise. 

Directing traffic at the '50s Fest site was a demanding job. 

"We I1ad some flghta and some 
domesUc kinds of \Mngs, but that's 
not atypical," the police chief said. 
•Those kinds of things always take 
place even In a party of 50." 

Flre Chief Arthur Lenaghan said 
his department, traiDc or not. didn't 
have any major delays In responding 
to several emergency calls at the site. 

Shaeffer said this year ofllcers 
wrote a comparable number of reck­
less driving and operating under the 
111fluence of liquor tickets as they 
have done In the past years during 
festlval fesUvlUes, 

Stepped up sectulty at the enter­
tainment tent also helped to alleviate 
any alcohol related problems. Expo 
Center security ofllcers Were diligent 
Shaeffer said In checking Identifica­
tion and denying minors accfess to 
the the tent Which Is reserved for 
those 21 and over. 

"They did a Very admirable Job of 
checki11g IDs." Shaeffer said. "1 saw 
several people get turned down." 

To his knowledge, ofllcers wrote at 
least four tickets at Sunday eVe11111g's 
Grand RlVer Cruise. At least two of 
them Were for reckless driving. A 

third, for operati11g imder the lilflu-
ence of liquor, Shaeffer said Was gi­
ven to the driver of a motorcycle Who 
Was popping Wheelles and coming 
right towarfls an ofllcer. 

"The cruise members were pretty 
Well behaved," he said. "And the 
criilse and car show Were both Ve1y 
successful. There were a lot of cars 
that participated this year." 

Scores of spectatoi-s who can1e out 
to line the streets to see them parade 
around town, the cheff said.

"There Were several thousands of 
people who lined the streets."

Flnaliy, a crew from the Novi-
based McSweeney Ele<:lrlc brought 
out a truck with a'cherrypicker' and 
I.Jvlng Science teacher Chris Tanner 
voliinteered to go u p aild lure the bird 
away from the lines. Tanner, a Novl 
resident, offered Big Red cookies and 
festival popcorn to no avail. Tlle par­
rot was about one foot from the wires, 
Russell said. Finally, to prevent Big 
Red from eleclrocullon, Tanner 
tossed sofncthlrlg at him. The bird 
picked up and Hew off to the woods 
near Marcus Gla.ss. 

Since then, the foundation's staff 
has searched the woods throughout 
the town center area. Big Red's favo­

rite fellow fowl, a Mitred Conurc 
nafned Clayton, has accompanied 
them in an attempt to lure the parrot 
out. 

Satuiday night, Uvlng Science 
staff could hear the bird squawking 
In trees near Marcus Glass. Tele­
phone callers have reported seeing 
Big Red near the Expo Center and as 
far away as Brighton and St. Clair 
Shores. Russell says these non-local 
sightings are probably not Big Red. 

If and when the parrot Is found, 
the foundation Is aiDdously looking 
for someone to donate the use of a 
chenyplcker to help retrieve h i m Big 
Red Is likely to be perched pretty 
high. 

If youVe seen the parrot or would 
like to help, call the Uvlng Science 
FoundaUon at 348-1985. 

The macaw has a red body with 

brilliant green feathers on the out­
side of his wings, which have a three-
foot span. Its fool-anda-half long tall 
feathers are blue and red. 

Green-winged Macaws, which live 
in the South American rain forests, 
are frequently placed on the endan­
gered species list. Big Red, however, 
was bred domcsUcalfy In this coun­
try. The L M n g Science FoundaUon 
will not buy captured wild blIds, Rus­
sell said. BIrdlovers deplore the prac­
tice because as many birds die as 
survive the trauma. 

Big Red is one of three macaws 
owned by the Living Science Founiia -
tion and used with other exotic ani­
mals to teach kids about wildlife and 
the environment. Russell says she 
won't put a monetary value on the 
bird, which the foundation has 
owned for eight years, to deter wou Id -

be po.achers. 
Iil.siead. she said Big Red's real 

value Is how well he interacts with the 
[Jvliig Science Foundation's pupils. 

Popular with schcxil-aged child­
ren. Big Red Is "quite Inielligent" and 
wLU say hello if he's bribed with a pea­
nut. Youngsters love it when he "kis­
ses" their hands parrot-style, which 
means touching their hands with liis 
soft, funny-shaped black tongue. 

"He's a real favorite with kids. He's 
a wonderful teaching aid. The kids 
Just love him. Al l the kids In Novl and 
Farmlnglon and even throughout Ml -
cliigan know hlnl," Russell said. 

Along with the paiTOt, the Uvlng 
Science FoundaUon also brought a 
Soutli Amerlc-jn toad, a red-toed tor­
toise, a chinchilla, a Tegiie lizard and 
a python to tlie ice creanl .social. None 
of these escaped.

"It never came Uuouj^h. The clU-
zefls came out with an emotional 
outburst." 

On Ju ly 25. a petition opposed to 
the rezoning Was turned Into the Novl 
City Council. Signatories include the 
leaders of ten homeowners associa­
tions and all residents of 11 -home 
Warrington Manor Estates, located 
next to the horse farm. 

Homeowners from subdivisions 
such as Ek;11o Valley, Birchwoods, 
Briarwood and Royal Crown turned 
out for last week's meeting. 

Krystoff says he checked out Hie 
city's zoning map before piirchaslng 
his home in Greenwood Oaks two 
years ago. His property Is also adja­
cent to the existing horse farm. 
Greenwood Oaks and Warrington 
Manor, both new subdivlslorls, were 
designed with stub streeLs to connect 
with the future subdivision many 
homeowners thought would be built 
on the farm. 

What worries these residents 
most, Krystoff said, is not Just the 
trafflc. the bustle and the trucks 
which would be associated with the 
grocery store and shopping center, 
but the precedent any rezoiiing 
would set. 

"I came here from Warren. We in­
tentionally moved away from that, 
where you have a gas station and a 
Quick 11k and a shopping center on 
every comer. If We wanted that, we 
could have moved to T ^ y or Roches­
ter," KiystofT explained. 

"We really don't want to olTend 
anybody. They're very nice people, i 
would hope they would maybe 
change their minds and not do it and 
keep the peace." 

A co11sultl1ig firm hired by the de­
velopers contends that the growing 
area needs a place for convenience 
shopping. Not all residents Would 
d l s a ^ w With that. Jackie Kuhn , 
president of the Meadowbrook Glens 

homeowners association, was in­
vited to Uie meetiilg because she 
wrote a letter in support of the Kro­
ger's to The Novi News. 

"I was a mouse in a lion's den. We 
need another grocery store. ITie west 
side people have their $300,000 
homes. It's okay for them to say I'm 
going to drive to Beck and Pontlac 
Trail or the Meljer in Wtxom. People 
on the east side live in apartments 
and condominiums. They don't have 
the money to drive four to five miles 
outoftlicirway," Kuhn said Monday. 

T h i s Fanner Jack's (on Ten Mile 
Road) Is inadequate. Its fast lane isn't 
fast." 

Kuhn says she knows of people in 
Yorkshire Place and Roma I?idge 
subdivisions who would like the 
grocery store, even though their 
homeowners association presidents 
signed the peUUon. New subdivisions 
are cropping up In west Novi, she 
said. 

"Where do they expect these peo­
ple to shop? What about the people in 
Wixom'? Our traffic is going to im­
pinge on them? I got out of there and I 
had a migraine headache," Kuhn 
added. 

Krystoffsays the residents who are 
opposed to the Kroger wouldn't bie 
against the land being developed 
under its current residential zoning. 

"We would prefer to see a subdivi­
sion there. That's what we bought 
into. That's what we were told was go­
ing to l>e there," he added. 

"We're told we need something 
here forourconvenience and then for 
our convenience we need the biggest 
10-oger in the State of Michigan. Hav­
ing the largest grocery store in the 
state of Michigan in my bacltyard is 
something more than convenience."

Another big concern was traffic. 
Phelps conceded the wedding busi­
ness could bring about 150 cars a 
flight on Weekends to the already 

traillc-congested area—but With the 
Kaggerty Connector built and a pos­
sible rework of the Beck Road/1-96 
Interchange that might not be 
unmanageable. 

"Yeah, it's a lot for ourarea. We feel 
It can handle parking," she said. 

Besides, she said. "We don't know 
what else We would recommend put­
ting there. . . The only thing 1 Would 

reconimend Is put It (the vacant land) 
on the market and sell it." 

That fails to be an attractive pros­
pect to most lakes area residents, 
who are less than thrilled With the 
fact that the state Department of Na­
tural Resources Is trolling for vacant 
land on Walled Lake as a site for a 
public access and boat launch.

Moi^e Veliicle owners will have to 
get costlier emissions tests begli1ning 
Oct. l under a new state clean air 
law. 

"This Is Just under Lhe existing 
piDgram. We're not talldng about 
new programs." said Susan Clark of 
the Micfigan Department of Trans-
portaUon (MDOIl . The law will con­
tinue to affect Just Wayne. Oakland 
and Macomb counties. 

There will tie a slgniflcant In­
crease in the nurnber of vehicles tl1at 
Will be tested each year—from 1.8 
million to 2.3 million," Clark told a 
public hearing of service station op­
erators recenUy In Novl. J^easons: 
• A new state lawwil i require annual 
auto emissions tests (AETs) for Vehi­
cles built after 1975. The old law went 
back only 10 years. 
B Vehicles up to 10,000 pwunds 
gross Vehicle Weight Will liaVe to be 
tested. Curre11t law appUes up to 
8,500 pounds. 
B No exemption wil l tie glVen to per­
sons on the Medicaid social services 
program. 

Nor will the new law contain a 
break for those who need expensive 
repairs to cut air pollution. The old 
law set a cost limit of $82. The new 
law caps needed repairs at $200 and 
will increase it with the rate of 
Inflation. 

T h e cost of Lhe emissions test re­
mains at $10," Clark said, "but a $3 
administrative fee must be sent to the 
state for the intlal test." Questioned 
by service station operators, she said 
the $3 Is a per-vehicle figure assessed 
on top of Lhe $ 10 fee—a Lota1 of $ 1 3 to 
the vehicle owner. 

The new law—PA 232—transfers 
operation of the emissions lesting 
program from the Department of 
State to MEXrr. It still applies only lo 
Wayne. O a k l a n d and M a c o m b 
counties. 

"Wasn't the state receiving any 
money from eirJsslons tests before?" 
a sked Southf ie ld dealer M a r k 
Hechler. 

No, answered Deb B r o w n of 
MEKDTs governmental affairs sec-
Uon. T h a t ($3 fee) is in the laW." 

According to a state Senate Fiscal 
Agency report last year, the federal 

Envlrollmental IVotcctlon Agency 
was highly crlUcal of Michigan's 
program because Lhe Ixglslatiiie 
c o n t i n u a l l y cut genera l fund 
appropriations. 

Lawmakei^ would vote an appro­
priation, then cut It i l l a bill euphe-
misUcally known as a "negaUve sup-
plemenlal." The S«nate budget anal­
ysts said expenditures were reduced 
from $3.3 million In fiscal 1986 to 
$1.7 million In fiscal 1993. 

"Due to declining funding, Lhe De­
partment of State has reduced Indus­
try training and education, con­
sumer education and Information, 
analyzer performance problem iden-
tlllcaUon and arlalysis, consllmer 
complaint field investigations, ofll-
clal state referee inspections In cases 
of disputed accuracy, and audits," 
the Senate analysts said. 

Terry B u m s , executive director of 
the Service Station Dealers Associa­
tion i n Lansing, said his group had 
"concerns" about M D O T s proposed 
rules to frnplement the law, but that 
he Would put the concerns in writing 
later. 

"Will testing staUons need modlfl-

.tloils of ttielr existing efjulpment?" 
asked i ^ n Meyer, vice presldeilt of 
the AulonloUve Service AssocIaUon 
of Mich igan , headquartered In 
Livonia. 

Clark said the changes are entirely 
Independent of another possible 
development—new rules under the 
1990 fe<leral Clean Air Act amend­
ments. E:arlier thinking has been 
that the AET program would be ex­
panded to seven more counties— 
Monroe, Washtenaw, Livingston and 
St. Clair In souLheastem Michigan; 
Kent, MuskegoIi and Ottawa in west­
ern Michigan.

Novl's domestic violence court 
cases Jumped 15 percent i n the first 
six months of 1994 over the same 
time period last year. 

The increase in Novl's convlcUon 
rates suggests the 52-1 District 
Court's fast Lrack domestic violence 
program is working, Judge Brian 
Macltaizle said FYlday. 

"None of us expected It (the prog­
ram) to work this Well," thej udge said 
as he presided over F'riday's press 
conference to announce an expan­
sion of the program. "It has exceeded 
all of our expectations." 

Ofthe 150domestlcvlolence cases 
52-1 Dlstj-ict Court Judges have 
heard this year, 95 percent of the of­
fenders have been charged With the 
domestic assault misdemeanor. 

The court's program Iielies on the 
cooperation of police oHlcers, proba­
tion ofilcers and court Judges and 
prosecutors. Under the auspices of 
Lhe program, police ofilcers have 
agreed Lo an lirimedlate arrest policy 
when LhefTc is sufllclenL evidence at 
the scene to prove an assaul l J1as 
been committed. 

Under state law and local ordi­
nances, the decision to arrest a sus­
pect comes from the olllcer. not the 
victim. The move takes the respoilsl-
blllty and blame away from the vic­
tim, said Sue Doyle, probation olllcer 
overseeing the court program. 

I^Dsecutors have also agreed to 
not waive or dismiss any cases at the 
request ofthe victims. Judges are ar­
raigning suspects as soon as they are 
arrested, that means seven days a 
week. 24-hours a day, MacKenzie 
said. 

Court persormel are also Working 
with staff from HAVEN to counsel 
perpetrators and victims as Well as 
training ofldcers how to respond to 
domestic dispute calls. 

First time offenders have been 
sentenced to HAVEN'S Intensive 40 

week domestic assault treatment 
program While repeat offenders often 
get 90 days In Jail, MacKenzie said.

When 
they won't get a high school diploma at al l un­
less ihcy received passing scores on a l l three 
MEIAP tests." 

The same Week. I receh'ed a letter from Dor­
othy Beardmore. the thoughtful treasurer of 
tlie State Board of Educat ion, pointing that that 
that was "a major error of iact." 

She's right. 
Sec. 1279 (2) of PubUc Act 335 of 1993. part 

of Michigan's school reform package, says quite 

• a 

dear ly that "a school dlsUlct may award a high 
school diploma to a pupi l who successfully 
completes local district requirements estab­
lished in accordance wlt l i state Liw for high 
school graduation, regardless of whetller the 
pupi l Is eligible for any state endorsement." 

In other Words, local schools may establish 
their own standards for graduation and award 
their owrl diplomas, regardless of what Ole 
State Board or IxglsLiture decides to do about 
state endorsement of diplomas. 

Not only that, but beginning In 1997, the 
MEIAP test wi l l be replaced as an as.sessmen t In-
strument by anoUler, less multiple cholce-
orlented, more e s s a y l s h examination which is 
now supposed to be under development in 
Michigan. 

The same law quoted above is clear "Begin­
ning with pupils scheduled to graduate in 
1997, If a pupil achieves the academic out­
comes required by the slate board (of educa­
tion), as measured by an assessment ins t iu-
ment . . . the pupil's school district shall award 
a state endorsement on the pupil's diploma 

I have three points to make about all this: 
The fl1-st Is to thank Ms. Beardmore (and 

olhe1-s) who Wrote and called to correct this er 
TOT. This certainly Won't be the last tline I'll 

make a mistake, and the only way I can correct 
the record Is to have such helpful people point 
out my e1T01-s. 

Second, regartiless of whether (he asssess-
ment Instrument is the MEIAP test or some 
other exam, Michigan still Intends to assess 
academic performance of high school students 
30 a graduate's diploma actualy means soille-
Ihlng to an employer or college admissions 
officers. 

Third, instead of developing its own e.xam. 
Michigan shoi11d seriously think about Johning 
In wltll a number of other states i n working with 
a set of assessment instruments now being de­
veloped under the auspices of the National Cen­
ter for Educat ion in the Economy. If Michigan Is 
seriously Interested In World-class academic 
skills, we should get with the program of deve­
loping What wi l l one day be a naUonal system of 
performance assessment. 

Overall, things are moving forward. The state 
sUll plans to assess What fids actually learn. 
An l ld ai l the hoo-ha about what's going on in 
our schools, that Is reason for c o n t i n u ^ hope 
of progress.

A s an owner of four parrots. I have 
a few comments to niake about the 
situation. First, green-winged ma­
caws are endangered i n their na ­
tural habitat, but they are easy to 
find right in metro Detroit. TTiere 
are several green-winged macaw 
breeders in the area. .Also, they are 
not worth $5,000. as has been re­

ported. Hand-fed domestic bred 
babies cost $1,200 to $1,500, and 
an Imported 27-year-old b i rd 
would be Worth a little less. There is 
also no "black rriarket"—It Is legal 
to own a macaw, as well as to sell a 
macaw, as long as the bird is not 
smuggled into the coi1nt1y, 

Second, the way that the bird Is 
treated while on display Is nothing 
short of animal cruelty. The bird 
was cra1nmed into a box—and I do 
mean b o x not cage. This box dkln't 
give the bird enough clearance to 
turn aroimd, let alone spread its 
wings even a couple Inches, and 
this bird has an approxlniate 3 foot 
wingspan. When traveling, this 
bird should be In a cage 3 or 4 times 
the size of the box. A s11itable cage 
only costs between $60 to $130. 
Granted, the cage would take up a 
little more room, but ff you don't 
have the room, you shouldn't have 
the bird. 

Thi rd , parrots should not be ta­
ken outside ilnless In a cage, be­
cause they can obvlousty fly. C l i p ­
p ing wings onty helps In some cir­
cumstances, and wings need to 
constantly be clipped. It Is not a one 
time procedure. Macaws are very 
strong ffiers. and can fly even wi th 
clipped wings. This bird, however, 
was not clipped. I could see that 
clearly even Irom a 3 0 foot utility 
pole. The handler either doesn't 
know any better, or Just didn't 
bother to check. 

I have to question what know­
ledge the Living Science Founda­
tion has about parrots. They obvi­
ously have no idea o n monetaiy 
value, caging requirements, b i rd 
grooming. Maybe they really don't 
know any better, but there Is no ex­
cuse for that lack of knowledge. 
They are a foimdatlon that takes 
animals to schools, etc. to educate 
chfldren. Before they acquire a1ly 
living anliTial, and monetary value 

shoukl be ijrelevant, they should 
first educate themselves on every 
aspect of that part icular animal's 
needs. They should set an excellent 
example to children on the care of 
animals . Tl ie only thing that stiff-
fing a macaw into a box is teaching 
children is that animal abuse is 
okay. 

A s for B i g Red. I only hope tllat i f 
and when he "comes down." he 
falls into the hands of someone 
who knows about parrots, or wi l l 
take the time to learn. A n d ff you 
find h im, before you decide to re­
turn h im, ask to see the box and 
also ask What they wi l l do to rectify 
the situation, and then insist that 
the box be thrown In the garbage 
Wliere it belongs. .And ff Big Red 
doesn't come down, \Wio could 
blame h i m . I would rather have an 
uncertain period of freedom and 
flj^g. than 50 more years of being 
stuiffed In a Ix ix Wouldn't you?

The vic t im Was i n 
an unllghted, l9-foot 
boat at 2 :30 a.m.

traveling so fast that he went right across the 
darkened boat, leaving h i s prop marks on the 
victim's body and sending his craft to the 
bottom. 

A t this writing, the Macomb Sheriffs Depart­
ment s t i l l is investigating, so I won't second-
guess anyone on blame. B u t It does underscore 
the point I made a few weeks ago: O u r lakes 
aren't r ta l jy "crowded" because crowding Is a 
iuncOonof (a) the number ofboats a n d (b) their 
speed. 

I suggested state-mandated speed limits be-
causelocalgovemments lack the guts to do the 
Job. 

First to call Was D n J o h n Richardson, the 
fonner Farmlngton mayor, my dog's veterina­
rian a n d a lakefront property owner In northern 
Oakland County- H i s solution was boater 

training. 
Richardson Is 100 percent right. You need to 

pass a test to get beh ind the wheel of an auto­
mobile, taxlcab, b u s o r t r u c k A k i d needs train­
ing to handle a shotgim i n the field. W e l l one 
should pass tests on handling a boat, boating 
laws and courtesy. 

A n Orchard Lake resident suggested that 
fees for using state-owned public access sites 
should be set to "discoi1rage high-powered, 
loud h>oats and encoirrage low-powered, hand-
powered and sail-powered watercraft." 

Currently, a boater u s inga public access site 
pays a flat fee per visit or for the season. The 
reader suggests hand- and sail-powered craft 
be admitted firee, those wi th one to 10 hp pay $5 
a day. and 10 or more hp pay $20 a day. 

The concept is sound . It would be expensive 
to ad1111nlster because eveiy l a imch Woiild have 
to be staffed a l l the time. 

Phfl Glnott l , an old NoviNews colleague now 
on the state Senate staff, takes the side of ripa­
rian owners. He says lakefront owners bear the 
cost burden for ecosystem improvements to in ­
land lakes, but the state declines to share the 
cost, even where the state has a public l a imch 
site. 

Suppose, Glnot t l says, ' a homeowner lives 
next to 1-75.1-75 develops a major pothole right 
be l l ind his Ijackyard. The homeowner Is billed 
for that pothole." .An analogous situation is oc-
ciuTlng on lakes. 

"At Long Lake i n Commerce Township, a 
public lake, lakefixint property owners Will pay 
up to $3,000 each this year to raise the level of 
the lalce a n d keep It viable for boating. When It 
became apparent several years ago that steps 
needed to be taken to raise the lake's level, 
property owners commissioned a study and (di­
vided the cost of an $800,000 pump and well," 
GlnotU writes. 

Glnott l blames transient boaters moving 
torn lake to lake for introducing zebra mussels 
and Euras i an mllfofl into previously virgin in­
land waters. 

The vis ionary answer is to manage lakes not 
on the bas is of waterfront ownership but 
through "basin-oriented care"—having all resi­
dents of a region dra in ing hito a lake control 
non-point pol lut ion, septic tank and field main­
tenance, l awn fertilization and domestic animal 
droppings. It's an Intelligent idea. 

Glnott l fails, however, to convince me town­
ship governments lack the resources to support 
the speed l imi t s they have fafled to enact. The 
truth Is tl iat grass-roots government wi l l spare 
no expense to banish "outsiders" but turn a 
blind eye to the s ins o f local voters. 

The state s t i l l needs to enact Inland lake 
speed ll1111ts and usage times.

T r i a l j u d g e s m a y h a v e 

t o s e e k f u t u r e e l e c t i o n

l>ocal Voters may ilnd IheInselvcs 
voting for "trial Judge' by the 21st 
Century instead of clixult. probate, 
district and recorder's court Judges. 

That's the goal of a State Bar of M i ­
chigan committee co-chalred by at­
torneys Robert B . Webster, a former 
Oakland circuit Judge from Blrming-
hara and Bruce W. Neckers of Grand 
Rapids. 

AndJudges are likely to find ihem-
selves part of a unified, regional sys­
tem Where Workloads can be ba­
lanced among counties. 

"Our courts are simply not posi­
tioned for the challenges they Will 
face in the new century," said Jon R. 
Muth. State Bar president. "If we are 
to assure the quality delivery of Jus­
tice to Michigan's citizens, We must 
be ready w i t h bold, fresh ap­
proaches." None of the 14 members is 
from the Novl area. 

Currently Michigan has four trial 
courts: 
• Circuit—56 ciIrults of one to four 
counties; 177 judges; handles major 
civil suits, trials of felony and serious 
misdemeanor cases, divorce and 
paternity cases: hears appeals from 
lower courts (such as drunk driving) 
and from some state administrative 
agencies. 
• Probate—roughly one per county: 
108 Judges; handles Juvenile delin­
quency, neglect, abuse, adoption, 
probating of wills, and estates and 
tj-usts of deceased persons. 
• DlsUlct—l01 districts, rai1glngln 
size from one community to several 
counties; 260Judges; handles small 
lawsuits, landlord-tenant cases, pre­
trial examinations In felony cases, 
misdemeanor trials (up to one year in 
Jail) and gamlslunents. 
H Detroit Recx)rders—handles felony 
trials Within Wayne County. On a ro­
tating basis, live Wayne circuit 
Judges are assigned to hear felony 
cases in recorders court. Because of 
racial tensions. Detrolters are un­
comfortable With being tried before 

suburban Judges. 
The Webster-Neckers committee 

grew out of a 1990 state government 
report called "Michigan's Courts in 
ale 21st Century." The SUte Bar's 
goal is to recommend Implementing 
that broad plan. 

The Webster-Neckers panel is 
scheduled to finish by the end of 
l 994 and place its recommendations 
before the House and Senate Judici­
ary committees in 1995. 

There could lie rival plans. For ex­
ample, many Judges and lawyers ad­
vocate a "domestic relations" court to 
handle dlvoIre. cliild support, pater­
nity and Juvenile matters—in effect 
taking parts of the bailiwicks of cir­
cuit and probate courts. 

l,aWmakers, however, are primed 
and ready to make changes. 

Eveiy session, they are bom­
barded with requests for morej udges 
because of heavy caseloads, such as 
the 35 th Dis t r i c t (NorthvlUe-
Plymouth-Ciultoll) but rarely are 
asked to ellmiilate Judges in low-
Work districts such as Pontlac. 

Moreover, the Grand Rapids area 
is generating strong pressure to end 
the funding plan under which Detroit 
and Wayne County courts are en­
tirely state-funded but the outsLaLe 
courts are in part locally-funded. 

The 1990 state recommendations 
Were to: 

"1. Create a unified court system 
tl1at would merge two or all the exist­
ing trial courts (circuit, district and 
probate) so as to create a single trial 
court in each Judicial circuit. 

"2. Adopt a system of reglofial 
venue, balancing the inconsistencies 
i n Workloads that exist among coun­
ties and providing greater manager­
ial flexibility. 

"3. Appoint a chief judge i n each 
judicial circuit with authority to ad­
minister the operations of each tlnl-
fied circuit . . . 

"4. Provide Ihe new system with 
adequate management resources. 
Including compatible, slate-of-the-
art computer systems . . ."

The county had gathered at least

in order to keep the state Department 
of Natural Resources from stepping 
In and mandating its own revlslofis to 
the county's 1990 plan, drafted as re­
quired by Michigan Public Act 641. 

The Novl City Council adopted Its 
resoluUon of support recently at the 
urging of County Commissioner Jiay 

Schmid. R-Novl. Schmid said the 
goal Was to prevent the siUng by the 
DNR of more Landfills ln Oakland 
County, which already imports trash 
from out-of-county and outstate to 
Its existing landfills. 

Oakland County wants to con-
Unue to haVe the option of exporting 
its garbage to counUes Wllllng to ac­
cept it. including WajTie.

Schmid 
said.

Warner Bros. ' "Black Beauty" is 
a sweeping adventure based on 
Anna Sewell's classic family novel, 
filmed entirely on location In Great 
Britain under the direcUon of Car­
oline Thompson, who also wrote 
the screenplay. 

Although "Black Beauty" repre­
sents Thompson's debut as direc­
tor, she has aheady proven herself 
to be one of America's most cele­

Tlie hire of " B b c k Beauty" to its 
young readers was Its u n u s u a l 
and quite revolutionary telling of 
the story through the eyes of its 
equine protagonist. Black Beauty 
l i imscif 

Previous f i lm vers ions of the 
book have chosen to focus more 
on the h u m a n charac te rs w i t h 
Black Beauty fadiIlg into the back­
ground. 

However, when Caroline Thomp­
son was approached to write a new 
screen version of the Sewell book, 
she was sure of two things — she 
wanted to r e tu rn to the book 's 
roots in her adaptation and she 
wanted to direct the film as well. 

The reason was simple enough. 
First. Thompson has been a horse 
lover since early chi ldhood and 
even now owns and rides horses. 
Second, she was absolutely confi­
dent that she could appropriately 
translate "Black Beauty" — a book 
she had adored as a yoiingster — 
into a screen version tliat captured 
the full breadth and perspective of 
Sewell's novel. 

"To be honest." said Thompson. 
"1 loved 'B lack Beauty' so much 
that 1 didn't trust anyone else to 
direct it. It was certainly one of my 
favorite stories from cliildhood. so 
it has a resonance inside in terms 
of having lived with if for years, as 
The Secret Garden' did. 

"It has a deep meaning to me. 
It's the kind of story I love ... about 
someone who is on the outs ide 
and wants in . 

" B l a c k B e a u t y is not a rebe l 
horse," she cont inued. "He's an 
incredibly generous and patient 
spirit . In essence, everything I've 

wi-ittcn has in some way been an 
aninlal slorv. Kven Edward Scis­
sorhands' was based on my dog. 
n i i s is just doing it more dearly." 

'ITioiiipson's previous work, like 
"Edward Srissorl iands" and "The 
Addams I'amily," has demonstrat­
ed a strong afiinily for, and sensi­
tivity to. outsiders. With "l lome-
wartl Bound: The Incredible Jour­
ney." T h o m p s o n wrote from the 
point-of-view of animals. And i n 
"The Sec re t G a r d e n . " she d i s ­
played unusua l .awareness of the 
complex and powerful world of a 
child's iniaginaUon. 

As w i t h "The Secret Garden," 
Tliompson felt strongly that honor­
ing the memory of the original is 
as essenUal as reinveniing it for 
i no t ion p ic tu re audiences. "It's 
important to cher ish the things 
y o u c a r r y w i t h y o u from y o u r 
c h i l d h o o c l . " she s a i d . A n d two 
tilings Thompson has carried from 
her childhood are her love of Anna 
Sewell's novel and her fundamen­
tal love for animals. 

"I've always had that connec­
tion." she said. "I've just always 
had enormous amounts of sympa­
thy aIid empathy for animals. They 
can't really communicate with us, 
but on the other hand, they have 
no choice but to be with us. And 
tJiat's Black Beauty's dilemma in 
the story. 

"As most of my stories are, this 
is about a creature for whom the 
world wasn't made. .And it's about 
trying to get into a safe place," she 
conUnued. 

"Al l Black Beauty really wants is 
safety, and it takes a whole life­
time for him to fmd it. Although he 
comes into contact with so many 
people good and bad, there's only 
one w i t h w h o m he really has a 
bond, who is tJiere near the begin­
n ing and w i l l be so again at the 
end. So tliis film — like the origi­
nal book— is an epic odyssey from 
the horse's viewpoint, insofar as 
I 'm c a p a b l e of u n d e r s t a n d i n g 
that."

It takes a special kind of person to continue chasing 
after a dreamjob that is so exclusive—there are only ab­
out 28 such poslUorls world-wide. 

If you want to hiccome a kicker In the National Football 
I..eague, the odds are staggering: 28 teams and an aver­
age of one kicker for each. Dozens dot the rosters of 
teams in training camp, hoping to make IL but most go 
home disappointed. 

Northvllle resident Steve Starcevlch has experienced 
this a few times, but he keeps coming back. 

The 27-year-o1d is a fi^ agent kicking prospect for the 
Philadelphia Eagles. The team only has two kickers In 
training camp, but Starcevlch wil l have to unseat former 
Detroit Lion and Veteran N F L kicker Eddie Murray to 
earn his first Job In the league after QVe unsuccessfijl 
years of trying. 

"J think I can kick In the NaUonal Foothiall League," 
said the confident Starcevlch. "Without quesUon." 

The recent surge in the popularity ofsoccer has added 
to the rafiks of kicking hopefuls. Tony Meola, the goal-
tender for the United States' Worid Cup team, recenUy 
signed a contract wlUi the New York Jets, hoping to be 
their kicker. 

Of course, Meola isn't the first soccer player to giVe 
professional football a shot. He's Just the most cele­
brated. Many Wallow In the sJiadoW of obscurity—like 
Starcevlch. 

Starcevlch was a soccer Ail-American in the late 

1980s at Philadelphia TexUle, but spurred several op-
portuniUes to play professional Indoor s<x;cer to pursue 
a more lucraUVe Job i n the NFL. 

"Being i n an NFL camp is nothing new for me," he 
said. "Fve been to, includitig the World League, four pre­
season camps. It's a specialty position and unfortu­
nately, most teams only carry one guy. 

" i f it was a posiUon where several guys made each 
team, I'm sure I would have latched on by now. But the 
way it Is now, you have to be at the right place at Uie right 
Ume." 

Starcevlch was Invited to workout for the San Fran­
cisco 49ers a couple of Umes and the Los .Angeles Raid­
ers once. He was also In fraining camp for the Kansas 
City Chiefs ln 1992 and Was signed by the New Y o r k / 
New Jersey Knights of Uie Worid League of American 
Footb>al1 through four preseason games In Uie spring of 
that same year. 

A11 of those chances ended In dlsappolnUnent. 
T h i s Is an opportunity to give Steve another cliance 

to kick In an NFL camp." Phftadelphia Eagles Special 
Team's Coordinator Lairy Pasquale said. There are so 
many people who Want a chance and Steve has U1at 
chance." 

Starcevlch Is a rugged 220-pounder on a solid 
6-foot-4 frame. His aUileUc build Is a bit different from 
Uie stereotypical kicker, but Starcevlch Is anything but 
typical. 

He never played football, not In college or in high 
school. Soccer was always his game, unUl he started 
Uilnklng football after graduaUng from TexUle In 1987. 

"Me doesn't look like a kicker, he looks like a line­
backer or Ught end," Pasquale said. "He's In good condi-
Uon, and he's not just big. but physical. 

"Me has a strong leg." 
Starcevlch was Invited to Uie Eagles' training camp 

this summer by player personnel director John Wooten, 
who heard about his league-wide reputaUon as a kicker 
with tremendous leg strength. It was always one of his 
strengths as a soccer player. 

"We think he's good enough to warrant a n 
opportunity—and he hasn't disappointed us yet," Pas­
quale said. 

Although he would have to be considered a longshot 
at making the team. Starcevlch knows he has several ad­
vantages over Murray. 

"I think the scenario here is posiUve," Starcevlch said. 
"Eddie's had a good career and he's a good guy—but he's 
39-years-old and that's up there even for a kicker." 

Two rule changes could also help Starcevlch: Uie low­
ering of Uie kickoff tee and moving the spot of the kickoff 
from the 35-yard-11ne back to the 30. 

"1 am hopliig those will give me a litUe bit of an advan­
tage." he said. "I figure i f l can stay consistent on the field 
goals, I have an edge on kickoffs. With the lower tee. It's 
almost like kicking It off the gi-ound. I'm more accus­
tomed to kicking the ball off the ground than oUier 
Idckers." 

Of course, without much name recogniUon, Starce­
vlch is facing an uphill batUe. 

Murray may have lost some distance on his kickoffs. 
but he is regarded as oneof Uie most accurate kickers i n 

the history ot the league. He enters this season as the 
NFL's 10th all-Ume leading scorer and holds the longest 
streak ofconsecuUve point-after attempts at 162, dating j 
back to 1988. 

T d like to think I have a shot to make It based on 
skill," said Starcevlch. "I don't want to say anything 
against Eddie, but he's had a long producUve career and 
I Uiirlkhls time Is up. Why would you keep a guy who can 
kick field goals but can't kick off? And he'll make five 
Umes the money I would make. 

"W1U1 the salary cap in place. Uiat's anoUier advan­
tage for me. What Tm hoping for Is U1at (the Eagles) see i 
I'm young, I have a strong leg, and they decide It's Ume to j 
make a mcjve to a younger guy." 

The Eagles, however. Wouldn't have signed Murray to j 
a two-year conUact In the off-season If they didn't u i n k 
he was thefr kicker. A n d Pasquale's comments about the | 
batUe make it sound like It really isn't a batUc at a l l . 

"I Uilnk we are pretty much committed to EkJdle Mur­
ray, and he Is going to be our kicker," he said, "I think 
Steve realizes Uiat. 

"But you never know, down Uie road there may be | 
another team or there may be some Injuries." 

If Uilngs don't work out In the Philadelphia, Starce­
vlch vM head back to Northvllle where he sells medical | 
supplies and tends bar on weekends. And , of course, 
conunue to Work on his kicking, while Waiting for yet | 
another chance to prove he is an Nn>-callb)er kicker,
